RATINGS FORCING

MORE BALANCED

PROGRAMMING

A few weeks ago, in this same
space, we discussed the first stages

of panic which hit the radio indus-

try, when we reported that many sta-

tions across the country, in an effort

to clean house as a result of the vari-

ous investigations, decided to “clean

their programming” as well.

These stations, acting in fear,

made drastic alterations in the type

of material they programmed with a

frightening lack of consideration for

the audience they had built up over

a period of years. Records with the

“hard rock” sound were categorized

as taboo. Programming from LP’s

increased tremendously. Standards,

ballads, and instrumentals became
must programming, almost to the

point where rhythmic, danceable,

commercial singles were discarded

completely.

At that time we said it would be

interesting to see what effect this

transition in programming concept

would have by year’s end. But it

now appears that we won’t have to

wait much longer to determine the

effects.

Although there are still many
stations turning their backs on the

material their audiences want, a

number of stations who made the

transition during the past three

months have run smack into a

cement wall engraved with the

words, “YOUR RATINGS ARE
LAYING AN EGG”. As a result,

many of these stations (enough to

indicate that this could be a trend)

are returning to the records their

audiences want. Almost imme-
diately their ratings are recovering.

It appears quite obvious that in

the not too distant future most of

the stations which acted hastily will

be returning to intelligent program-

ming. Although they may never go

back to the Top 40 format with

which they gained importance in

their area, a more balanced ap-

proach seems to be the order of the

day. And the record industry will

benefit from a varied programming

schedule.

We are happy to see that the rude

New F.C.C. Chief Threatens Crackdown

WASHINGTON—Frederick C. Ford,
chairman of the Federal Communica-
tions Commission, began testifying

last week before the House Interstate

and Foreign Commerce Commission
on bills intended to prevent improper
influence of Federal agencies and for

a code of ethics for these agencies.

Joining Ford in testimony were mem-
bers of the other “big six” Federal
regulatory commissions.

In a public notice apart from offi-

cial testimony, the F.C.C. revealed
that its own investigations, separate
from the special subcommittee on
Legislative Oversight, had found
many forms of payola “prevalent” in

radio and TV stations. Evidence
gathered from the more than 5,000

stations through a questionnaire cir-

culated last December, which re-

quired sworn statements, indicated
there existed “possible abdication of
licensee responsibility in the selection

of program material, as well as char-

acter qualifications” of these holders
of broadcast licenses. The cases now
before the F.C.C. involve “wilfulness,
misrepresentation or serious neglect
on the part of licensees or other cir-

cumstances.” These cases, said the
F.C.C., also indicate “a failure to exer-
cise the proper degree of license re-

sponsibility.” The F.C.C. said that
each case before it will be considered
individually and the proper actions
taken to rectify improper activity on
the part of the station. The main
cause for failure to comply with the
law, continued the statement, arose
out of negligence on the part of the
station in carrying out its respon-

Amy Promo For “Madison”

NEW YORK—It appears that the
young Mala Record Company has its

first big record on its subsidiary Amy
label. The disk creating all the fuss
is A1 Brown’s Tunetoppers’ waxing of

“The Madison”. Mala brass reports
powerful sales on the single.

A1 Brown and Cookie Brown, the
artists on the single are on national
tour instructing teenagers and adults
on the rudiments of the dance. The
tour has already covered quite a few
areas and requests for their appear-
ances on TV shows and hops keep
flowing in, the company reports.
The diskery states that to date it

has shipped 123,000 records. Amy is

also servicing requests from dee jays
for a Madison dance lesson flier which
dee jays are in turn sending out to
listeners interested in learning the
dance steps.

75 Unpublished Kern

Songs Uncovered

NEW YORK—A cache of about 75
unpublished Jerome Kern melodies
has been uncovered locked in the safe
of Chappell & Co., Kern’s music pub-
lisher. This treasury has been there
since the composer’s death in 1945
but were recorded on tape by George
Byron, who married Kern’s widow in
1951.
The existence of the music was re-

vealed when Broadway producer
Cheryl Crawford disclosed that she
had received legal permission to use
some 18 to 20 of the songs for a new
musical play being written for the
songs.

maintain adequate supervision, or re-

liance on accepted industry practices.
The types of violations include:

records provided to the station for
air use, or for use as prizes in

listener contests, or for door prizes
at record hops; outside promotion ac-
tivities where an employer received
financial or other benefit; acceptance
of travel expenses, accommodations
and other valuable considerations in

exchange for plugging a place, prod-
uct, service or event; payments for
plugs without the necessary an-
nouncement that the broadcast was

j

sponsored.

The F.C.C. rejected the assertions
that such practices were normal in
the record and broadcasting industry,
and that such practices could result
in the revocation of the broadcasting
license. In addition the law also pro-
vides for criminal prosecution and
conviction could bring a $10,000 fine

and a year in prison. The law applies
only to stations and not to employees
or independent prog’ram producers but
proposals to make the law more en-
compassing are now before Congress.

In a separate statement last week,
ASCAP suggested that Congress
make payola a criminal offense. The
proposal was intended as a supple-
ment to F.C.C. regulations. ASCAP
said that evidence indicated payola
was more widespread than a few in-

dividual cases and that at least 53
per cent of the records that reached
the top of the charts last were re-

leased by companies involved in pay-
ola.

Hot Singles Coming From

Decca LP’s, Say Salidor

NEW YORK—Lenny Salidor, Dec-
ca’s Promotion Topper, reports the
emergence of several hit singles from
best selling albums, as the result of
coordinated efforts with the Sales,
Promotion, and Publicity Depart-
ments.

Currently creating tremendous sales
activity, according to Salidor are:
“On The Terrace” by Harry Lubin
from “Alcoa Presents Music From
One Step Beyond”; “Crazy Arms” by
Bob Beckham from “Just As Much As
Ever”; and “House Of Bamboo” by
Earl Grant from “Grant Takes
Rhythm.”

RIAA Reduces Cost For

Certifying Gold Record

NEW YORK — John W. Griffin,

Executive Seci-etary RIAA, announced
that by action of the Board of Direc-
tors the cost for certifying sales

attainment of single records or albums
proposed for a Gold Record Award
has again been reduced. The Asso-
ciation is anxious that there will be
a more wide-spread use of the RIAA
certification plan, and with that pur-
pose in mind a substantial part of
the cost involved will be paid from
the general funds of the Association,
and only a nominal charge will be
made to individual companies.
When first announced in 1958 the

fee for each certification was $350.
This chai’ge was subsequently reduced
to $300.
Now the certification fee has been

cut in half so that the service is made
available at a total charge of $150
which will also include one completed
plaque. In the event that one or more
additional plaques are required the

cost will be $60 each.

In order to determine the eligibility

of a recording artist for a proposed

Gold Record Award, RIAA will ar-

range to have the sales record of the

manufacturer concerned audited by a

firm of certified public accountants,

Prager and Fenton, and in the event

that it is found that the record or

album has achieved the required sales

attainment a certificate attesting to

that fact will be issued by the ac-

countants.

The eligibility of a single record

for a Gold Record Award is deter-

mined by a minimum sales attainment
of 1,000,000 units.

Whereas eligibility of a single rec-

ord is determined solely on the basis

of unit sales, the eligibility of an
album will be determined principally

by dollar volume. The figure estab-

lished is One Million Dollars. How-
ever, in no case will an album be
eligible even though its sales reach
a total of One Million Dollars or

more unless a minimum quantity of

500,000 units has been sold.

In the determination of One Million

Dollars of sales the manufacturer’s
wholesale price shall be used and a

schedule of fifty percent off the list

price shall be the standard.

Though an apparent attempt to score with the

Jones has done recently. Reason is Shavers’ over-
poweringly beautiful trumpet work. His is a
warm, lyrical style, thoroughly logical in develop-
ment of melody and improvisational lines. Despite
commercialism, Shavers remains one of the most
versatile trumpeters around. The tunes are all

standards and include “September in the Rain,”
“I’ll Get By,” “Frenesi, “Green Eyes” and “Let’s

“WINCHESTER SPECIAL”— Lem Winchester
with Benny Golson—New Jazz 8223

First brought to national attention at the 1958
Newpoi't fest, Winchester has continually devel-
oped his own vibe style, breaking more and more
away from a Milt Jackson sound. Here, with
Benny Golson’s assertive tenor sax in close sup-
port on a few tracks, Winchester gallops lightly

over the melodic strains of “If I Were A Bell,”

“Will You Still Be Mine,” “How Are Things In
Glocca Morra” and a couple of originals. The date
is all Winchester’s as Golson seems tired and un-
concerned here. His dynamic playing should find

Decca

series “Play .bach” recorded by Jacques Loussier and released on both mon-

aural and stereo. Loussier plays compositions by Bach first in classical style

and then swing. Critical reaction to the first two releases was so favorable

that a third recording will soon be issued. French Vogue launched, two
weeks ago, a new series ox recordings tor dancing entitled “Surprise Party”.

The tracks are by various popular dance bands. As a gimmick each disk is

named after an animal—No. 1 Kangaroo, No. 2 Guinea Pig—the idea has

This special sampler is being retailed at an introductory

offer of 35/. To launch the Concert-Disc label in Australia a special recital

was held in Sydney for radio station management and staff, record reviewers

from leading newspapers and retail store managers. This display was so

effective that several columnists devoted their entire space to Concert-Discs.

This publicity was consolidated by sets of give-away samplers on TV shows
and a commercial on the highly-rated “Maverick” TV series together with

a press advertising campaign and window displays in major retail outlets.

The result of all tnis activity was that Concert-Discs got off to a great sales

start. All this promotion and publicity was under the direction of Festival

Records’ national promotion chief Roy Atkinson.
A young Ballarat (Victoria) singer, Randy Ross, is being groomed for

stardom following his discovery at a talent quest by popular Horrie Dargie.

Horrie took the boy under his wing and signed him to a contract with Talent
Promotions of Australia—an organization closely associated with the giant

GTV—Channel 9 group. Randy Ross recently made his disk debut on the

Astor label with his own song “Walkin’ and Talkin’” c/w “Does She Know”.
The R.C.A. boys in Australia are now releasing their new singles with a

speed that is staggering the disk-jockeys and radio stations who are in the
habit of importing singles direct from the States. The latest instance being
Neil Sedaka’s new single of “Stairway To Heaven” and “Forty Winks Away”
which was issued here before the American release. The situation is now
developing in some cases where Australian D-Js are beating the American
jocks to the turntables with new R.C.A. material. The new Sedaka release

should be doing well by the time he arrives here (20th March) for his

Australian tour. During Neil Sedaka’s appearances here, a special package
will be available featuring the star’s picture and a space for his autognaph.

Leading Brisbane (Queensland) disk-jockey Bill Gates has been appointed
to take over the “Craven A” (cigarette-sponsored) hit parade for the Mac-
quarie Broadcasting Network on a 26-station national coverage. This is

probably one of the biggest nationally backed hook-ups for any D-J. This
action should trigger a change of outlook in Macquarie Network with greater
emphasis on pop music in the general programming.

One of Sydney’s top jocks, Tony Withers, and leading c & w artist Johnny
Ashcroft have collaborated in the writing of a song as a tribute to Stephen
Walls—the four year old boy who was lost recently in dense jungle areas and
found after days in quite heroic circumstances. Ashcroft has recorded the
number for Columbia (E.M.I.) and it is being tipped in Sydney as a number-
one hit with world appeal. The song is being published by Leeds Music.

Trouble: American comedian Tom Lehrer has been “warned off” singing
his Boy Scout number “Be Prepared”. The action, taken by the Brisbane
(Queensland) Police Commissioner, followed a report handed to the Com-
missioner by vice-squad detectives who attended one of Lehrer’s current
concert performances. Lehrer is reported as having said “unless there is

some legal objection, I will sing it again”.

New Zealand

Viking Record Company has issued a cover of the Bobby Rydell disk
“Little Bitty Girl” and “Wild One” by popular local group The Sattelites

with Ivor Fisher on vocal.

Local artist Red Hewitt and The Buccaneers, who have been on the scene
for many years, have at last broken through. Their disk “Robbin’ The
Cradle” on the locally owned ‘Audion’ label is moving onto hit listings. Hewitt
toured with Australian Johnny O’Keefe last year and his presentation is very
similar to O’Keefe’s. He also has just issued a single with a local composition
on it, “D.J. Blues”.

Kerridge-Odeon bringing the Arizona Boys Choir on NZ tour later this
year. They are at present packing houses with the violinist Alfredo Campoli
and will later this month present the Dave Brubeck Quartet in Auckland and
Wellington. Tom Lehrer who opened in Sydney, Australia earlier this month
to an enthusiastic press will appear here early April.

The Fox picture “Hound Dog Man” is doing great business throughout
the country—main attraction of course, Fabian. He currently has the title

Mr. Giannini will take part in the first European Everest meeting in

Paris. Everest is represented by CGD in Italy, and the records are directly

imported from the USA. Even classical LP’s are now on sale in Italy on
Everest.

“Enchanted Sea” (II Mare Incantato) is among the Italian best selling

records. It is recorded by Martin Denny on Liberty, and has not appeared on
the charts as yet.

Mr. Gurtler announced that the Atlantic label, formerly represented in

Italy by Decca Italiana, will be distributed by Gurtler & Co., Ltd. from now on.

CGD has received “The Ballad Of Caryl Chessman” tape from Roulette,

which was recorded by Ronnie Hawkins.
The manager of a big record firm in Italy told me that record sales on

the Italian market are in general decreasing, and this will probably go on
for the next few months. He foresees that many of the new Italian record
firms will soon disappear and he feels that it is now necessary for the record
companies to become music publishing houses as well.

“Journey To The Center Of The Earth” is being distributed in Italy

with the same title, “Viaggio A1 Centro Della Terra”.
The Warwick label will be distributed in Italy by Decca Dischi Italia

SPA from now on, and the first release will be “Reveille Rock” by Johnny &
The Hurricanes. An LP will immediately follow. The best selling opera
records of Decca Dischi Italia are those made by Tebaldi and Del Monaco.

Miss Campodonico of Philips stated that in Italy, the best selling classical

record on Philips is “Le Quattro Stagioni” (The Four Seasons) by Vivaldi,

performed by I Musici (The Musicians). Carmen Franco is the orchestra
leader. I Musici recorded most of the classical scores by Vivaldi, Marcello,
Corelli, Torelli, etc. on Philips.

“Lonely Blue Boy” is now on sale in Italy, too. The tune is sung by
Conway Twitty on MGM, and at the moment Conway Twitty’s recordings are
very successful here.

“Lasciate Star La Luna” (Leave The Moon Alone) penned by Specchia/
Trombetta is the winning tune of the first Milan Festival. Paula, who sang
this tune, is a new, very young singer, recording on the Hollywood label.

The authorities of the Milan Police intend to censor and remove from
circulation all the existing copies of “II Tango Della Morte” (The Tango of
Death) written by Maestro Trombetta and sung by Rick Rolando on Philips.
Mr. Cariaggi, Philips press office manager, has decided to gather 15 news-
paper men who, after hearing the record, shall express their opinion as to
its censoring. Mr. Cariaggi will make up his mind after hearing the news-
papermen’s advice.

Nat Cole Europe-Bound

NEW YORK—After an absence of
nearly six years, Nat “King” Cole flies

to Europe next month for a month-
long concert tour of ten countries.

Cole will begin his tour April 16
with a concert in Ostend, Belgium.
He will wind it up May 15 with a
network television show from London.
The Capitol recording star will ap-

pear in Paris, Vienna, Berlin, Ham-
burg, Stockholm, Copenhagen, Oslo,
Zurich, Munich, Frankfurt, Rome and
Milan.

Cole’s concerts in Germany and
Italy will mark his first appearances
in those countries.
The European junket follows by

almost one year a South American
concert tour, during which Cole per-
formed before an estimated eight
million persons.
The South American tour reached

a high point in Brazil where, at the
request of President Kubitsc'hek, Cole
sang at the formal opening of Rio
de Janiero’s new opera house.
Afterward, President Kubitschek

honored Cole and his wife, Maria, at
the Presidential Palace. During the
reception, the Brazilian chief execu-
tive formally invited Cole to return
again to Brazil, calling him “the best
good-will ambassador the United
States has sent” below the border.
During the South American tour,

Cole recorded an album in Rio—“A
Mis Amigos”—in which he sings
entirely in Spanish and Portuguese.
Cole has also recorded in French and
Italian but, due to his tight schedule,
he will not make any recordings in
Europe. His newest Capitol album is
“Tell Me All About Yourself.”

Aside from the obvious commercial
value of personal appearances, Cole
strongly feels that such tours have
a definite effect on international re-

lations. “You can’t run the world on
music alone,” he says, “but it gives
people the opportunity to forget the
differences between countries. Music
offers a common ground for the ex-

change of ideas and cultures.”

On his forthcoming European tour,

Cole will be accompanied by his wife,

his longtime personal manager, Carlos
Gastel, and four musicians: Lee
Young, drums; John Collins, guitar;

Charles Harris, bass; and Irving Bush,
trumpet.

Prior to flying to Europe from New
York the singer is completing a two-
week engagement at Harrah’s Club,
Lake Tahoe. A subsequent booking at
the Sands Hotel in Las Vegas takes
Nat practically up to flight time.

NEW YORK — Columbia Records
last week announced that it has re-

corded the smash comedy B’way hit

“A Thurber Carnival” and will re-

cord “Christine”, a forthcoming
Broadway musical set to open on
Shubert Alley, April 21.

The “Thurber Carnival” has just
been recorded and will be released
shortly. The show is not a musical,
but features music integrated into
the show. The hit features Tom Ewell,
Peggy Cass and Paul Ford and was
directed by Burgess Meredith. The
music in the show, which will be re-
produced on the LP features the
original music of Don Elliott and his
combo made up of Jack Six, Ronnie
Bedford and Jim Raney.

“Christine”, the B’way bound musi
cal comes to New York with three
interesting firsts. It is the first musi-
cal with a libretto by Nobel prize win-
ner Pearl Buck, who wrote it with

Allen Wars On Mobile Units New MJQ, MingUS LP’s

RICHMOND, VA.—Allen Distribut-

ing, independent record distributor in

Richmond, Va., and a Roanoke dealer

are waging a war against mobile
truck record one-stopping in his area.

According to Joe Sinsheimer, vice

president of Allen Distributing,

“trucks selling records have hurt the

distributor in many parts of the na-

tion; they have had a demoralizing

effect upon the salesmen of these dis-

tributors; and although the manufac-
turer does not realize it, he is the

loser in the end.”

In order to cope with the mobile

units in his area, Sinsheimer has in-

formed all his retail customers to

“arrest anyone selling records out of

a truck.”

In a letter received by Sinsheimer

from Zane H. Leeper, owner of the

Globe Record Shop in Roanoke, Va.,

Leeper tells of how he had a repre-

sentative of Mobile Records, Inc. offer

to sell him singles at 54 above whole-

sale price. Leeper called the commis-

sioner of revenue and reported the

truck salesman for selling in the city

without a license. Because he was

not selling to the general public, he

was not required to buy the $1,000

per day Itinerant Peddlers’ license,

but he was assessed $211 for an

Itinerant Wholesalers’ license.

According to Leeper, “He did not

have this amount and the city im-

pounded his truck and merchandise

until he could get the money from

Pittsburgh. ... It is my intention

to contact as many dealers as I can,

personally and spread ‘the gospel’ as

best I can.”

Sinsheimer went on to say, “If the

recent arrest in Roanoke does not

stop Mobile Records, Inc., you can

rest assured that we here at Allen

Distributing will go to the Nth degree

to have any and every truck operator

arrested if he again tries to sell in

our territory.”
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NEW YORK—Atlantic Records last

week announced the release of two
