NOW!
The NAB Convention in Chi-

cago last week provided the na-

tion’s radio stations with the op-

portunity to get down to “facts”

with Commissioner Ford and the

other members of the FCC. Al-

though no clarification of the Com-
mission’s interpretation of Section

317, which caused so much con-

fusion a couple of weeks ago, was
forthcoming. Ford stated in a talk

to the convention that “the F.C.C.

would give consideration to any
comments on the notice.” At a pan-

el meeting, at the same NAB con-

vention at which all the com-
missioners answered radio station

queries it became obvious that eas-

ing in the interpretation of the rul-

ing on Section 317 is already un-

derway. (See separate story.)

It is certain that the Commis-
sioners will come away from Chi-

cago with a better understanding
of the radio stations’ position with

regard to the “free record” ruling.

Some of the radio station execu-

tives, in off the record discussions,

complimented the record industry

for their restraint and level head-

edness in not excitedly jumping
into the middle of things when the

ruling first panicked the industry.

Within a week after the Section

317 ruling was handed down by
the F.C.C. most radio stations had
set their courses in one of three di-

rections. They were either an-

nouncing the donors; buying rec-

ords and not announcing the rec-

ord companies; or continuing as

before awaiting clarification.

Fears by independents that their

releases would be ignored under
the new scheme of things swiftly

evaporated as most stations contin-

ued to preview sample copies.

It is our opinion, and that of
many record people we have spo-
ken to, that the record industry,

which is not the primary concern
of the F.C.C., should not add to the

confusion but permit the F.C.C.

and the nation’s broadcasters to

work out the “Sponsorship Identi-

fication” problem between them-
selves. The F.C.C.’s Report No.
3517 of April 1, affording oppor-
tunity for comment on the March
16th notice would indicate that

progress is being made and clari-

fication freeing the industry of
confusion will be forthcoming.

In the interim, however, we urge
all radio stations to submit com-
ments to the F.C.C. immediately
supporting the National Associa-
tion of Broadcasters, Columbia
Broadcasting System, Inc., Nation-
al Broadcasting Co., Inc., Westing-
house Broadcasting Co., Inc., and
the Federal Communications Bar
Association.

If the thousands of stations

flood the F.C.C. with their com-
ments by the May 2 deadline, the
F.C.C. cannot fail to be impressed
with the seriousness of the restric-

tions placed upon the broadcast-

ers. We suggest that each station

not rely upon others to carry the
ball, but to join the others immedi-
ately by submitting their own com-
ments.

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FCC Comment On Section 317

Ruling At NAB Convention

Eases “Free Record” Situation

CHICAGO—The radio and record in-

lustries’ concern and confusion over
he FCC ruling on station identifica-

ion of free records received was eased
ast week as a result of a panel dis-

ussion that highlighted last week’s
onvention here of the National Asso-
iation of Broadcasters (NAB). Al-

hough FCC members on the panel

liifered in their answers to various
[uestions posed by broadcasters, gen-
ral feeling was that the FCC would
illow greater leeway in interpreting
he now famous March 16 ruling.

Frederick W. Ford (new FCC chair-

nan), Robert T. Bartley and T.A.M.
Graven, Rosel H. Hyde, John S. Cross
ind Clair R. McCullough of Steinman
Stations, and C. H. Airman of NAB
Policy Comm., made up a panel which
inswered questions submitted by those
present at meet site, the Conrad Hil-

;on Hotel.

At one point in the questioning, each

Commissioner had his own answer to

1 query. The panel was asked what
should be done if a station received

too free records, and decided to pay
for 10. What does the station do with

she remaining 90 disks if the distribu-

tor refuses to pay the cost for ship-

ment back to him? Cross: The records

would have to be shipped back or the

station must make regular announce-
ments; or the records could be sent

back collect; Bartley: throw the rec-

ords in the ash can; Hyde: keep the

records until the FCC has received

comments from stations (stations have
been given until May 2 to file “com-
ments” about the FCC sponsor-identi-

fication directive).

Ford provided an ambiguous answer
to a question concerning what would
be the least amount of money paid for

a record that would be considered a

“nominal” price. Ford said if the price

was a “reasonable” amount the sta-

tion would not have to worry, and
added that stations themselves were
able to determine “reasonable” price

from freebies.

When asked about the frequency of

announcements that have to be made
when stations spin free disks, Bartley

said they should be given at the time

of broadcast, while Ford said it should

be “once each hour under Commission
rules.” Craven said that the public

shouldn’t be “imposed upon” by ex-

cessive announcements.

Ford said the FCC would look at

existing station libraries in a “prac-

tical way” and “not be too concerned
about them.” “If you can’t determine
if your librai'y was free or not, then

we can’t.”

At a general assembly luncheon the

same day. Ford said he believed the

broadcasting industry would solve its

problems thru the Television Code, and
that as far as Government regulation

was concerned, “the least regulation,

the best regulation.”

The four day meet—NAB’s 38th an-

nual convention—broke all attendance

records (2,931 registered).

Other developments resulting from
the FCC ruling include: Major New
York music station, WINS, announced
that, effective immediately, it would

no longer accept singles or LP’s on a

no-charge basis, and would purchase

all records; Glenn E. Wallichs, presi-

dent of Capitol Records, in a letter to

FCC Chairman Ford, appealed to the

FCC to “reconsider” its ruling which

makes it “all but impossible for new,

young talent to be heard via I'ecords.”;

Clark Galehouse, Golden Crest Rec-

ords’ head, said he intends to put “in-

complete versions of his new releases

on EP’s for radio audition purposes.”

These EP’s could not be used for air-

play or sales, but an order blank

would be included with each EP and

sales to the stations would be cred-

ited to the local distrib; Alan Hartwell

of Discmaker’s Production Company,

has written Ford a proposal for a

“standard letter form, contract, or

waiver of obligation by and between

the record company, publisher, or dis-

tributor, and the radio station to which

they desire to submit records (free of

charge) which specifically points out

that the disks are being submited for

the purpose of audition, and for de-

termination of suitability for pro-

gramming; the records may by sta-

tion’s choice be used for usual
programming purposes, free of

charge; the samples are in no way in-

tended to be an inducement for com-
mei’cial exposure except by merit of

contents; the stations are not obli-

gated to commercially expose or pro-

mote the sample disks they receive.”

Hartwell, like Wallich, pointed out the
ruling’s adverse effect on new talent;

Lee Gallo, Jubilee Records’ promotion
chief, said that charity will benefit

from all monies received by the label

from stations which decide to purchase
their disk libary.

ASCAP Committee Meets

NEW YORK—ASCAP president Stan-

ley Adams convened the first meeting
of a newly appointed writers advisory

committee on March 30 and 31. Adams
stated that the committee had been

established to advise the society on

matters of interest to the writer mem-
bers, and invited each member to pre-

sent items which he or she wished to

have included in the agenda for the

meeting. The items covered practically

the whole range of the society’s opera-

tion. The West Coast was represented

at the meetings by Elmer Bernstein,

Don Raye and Harry Ruby. The Mid-

west group was represented by Jack

Fulton. Members at large were repre-

sented by Pat Ballard. The remaining

members representing the serious,

popular-production, founder members,
and a group of approximately 100

top writer members, were: Walter
Bishop, Eddie Eliscu, Jack Lawrence,

Hal David, Dorothy Fields, Gerald

Marks, Norman Dello Joio, Pinky Her-

man, Mitchell Parish, Leo Edwards,
Burton Lane.

Following up statements made by
Adams to the membership in the pre-

sentation of the proposed consent de-

cree, the committee tackled the prob-

lems of the recognized works fund

with a special view to inclusion of

some credits for works that had at-

tained substantial recognition during

their first year of performance.

The other problem relating to the

consent decree was the extent to which
the top writers should be expected to

contribute part of their earnings to

members below class 975.

The committee reviewed the rule re-

cently adopted in which the maximum
credits for non-feature use on multi-

ple programs were reduced and em-
phasized the importance of examining

once-a-week programs to guard
against the development of abuses in

that area.

Members of the ASCAP staff were
called in to explain the operation of

the logging system and the means
taken to insure the greatest possible

identification of works appearing on

programs.

This
can be done by pledging that today’s
dominant tape—reel-to-reel, 7% ips

—

will be honored for as long as a mar-
ket exists. This pledge would be made
out of the confidence that today’s
product will always be a dominant in-

fluence in the market. Its fidelity will

always demand and get proper recog-
nition.”

The pledge, which members may
stamp on recorders or tape packages,
reads: “The producer and distributor

of this fine stereophonic music will

continue to honor your requirements
for 1 V2 ips on open reel for as long
as a market exists.”

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NARM Meet Solid Sounding Board

For Rack Jobber Problems
LAS VEGAS—The second annual
convention of the National Associa-
tion of Recoi’d Merchandisers
(NARM) here last week proved im-
portant from both the angle of rack-
jobber problems aired and information
received from a study by Life maga-
zine. Attendance at the meet—held
at the Tropicana Hotel—was about
165, which claimed to represent $40
million dollars in the record industry.

Saturday, April 2, produced a
worthwhile and often lively panel dis-

cussion between NARM members and
record company execs. The former
consisted of Pete Wambach, Edward
M. Snider, Harold Goldman and A1

Driscoll. Representing the former
were Irwin Tarr of RCA Victor, Alvin

Bennett of Liberty, Cy Leslie of Pick-

wick Sales, and Hal Cook of Warner
Bros. NARM board of director Ed-

ward Jay was the moderator.

The highlight question put before

the panel was: “Do you believe cut-out

merchandise is harmful to the indus-

try?” Snider said cut-out merchandise

was most effective, but he accused

Columbia—thru Gallagher—of doing

harm to rack-jobber by selling cut-out

merchandise to stores in his territory

for a good-deal less money than he is

able to buy it, or offered by Columbia.

Gallagher replied that corrections in

the future would be made to control

this situation closely. All other disk-

ery reps on the panel likewise agreed

to do the same.

Another question concerned the im-

portance of low-priced LP’s to the sale

of other merchandise. Pickwick’s Les-

lie thought that the low-priced LP
would gain in popularity and would
bring the necessary glamour to the

promotion of the regular-priced LP.

Victor’s Tarr did not agree that low-

priced LP’s did anything to create

additional sales to regular-priced mer-

chandise. Columbia’s Gallagher felt

that the low-priced field was part of

the business and should be continued,

and that it was very important for

promotion. NARM’s Wambach also

stated that it was a most important

volume for the rack-jobber.

The panel also discussed stereo’s

20% part in the record business. Cy
Leslie, whose Pickwick Sales is De-

sign Records’ parent firm, veered off

the topic by giving a definition of

“compatible” stereo as a record that

plays equally well monaurally and
stereophonic-ally. Victor’s Tarr replied

that he felt the “compatible” disk was
not yet mechanically perfected. Leslie

then offered a technical answer to

Tarr. NARM’s Snider made the panel

return to the original topic. He sug-

gested that member rack-jobbers

make greater provision for display

merchandise on stereo albums. Colum-
bia’s Gallagher, Liberty’s Bennett and
Tarr agreed that when their respec-

tive companies produced more than

the necessary 2C% in stereo, they

were overproducing and found no

alternative but to drop prices to get

rid of the overflow. It was agreed that

stereo is here to stay, and voice was
hoped that it would go ahead each

year in sales.

A question also brought before the

panel was why the manufacturers

were neglecting EP’s. There was gen-

eral agreement among the manufac-

turers that there should be an EP
revival, especially in religious, C&W,
and all types of standard material

areas.

The Life Magazine study was pre-

sented by Ralph Gallagher, the publi-

cation’s director of marketing. He
showed movie slides and comparative
figures relating to record sales on a

six territorial “super-market” survey,

which consisted of interviewing 601

women who shopped in super-markets,

and figures compiled to show how
many bought records in super-markets

and how many did not. Some of the

results were: 62% of the women in-

terviewed said that they purchased

disks in supermarkets on “impulse.”

Reasons for such purchases—in order

of importance—were ( 1 ) artist ap-

peal; (2) material; (3) request of

children.

Other speakers before the conven-

tion included: George Albert, treas-

urer of The Cash Box, who called for

more cooperation among rack-jobbers,

manufacturers and tradepress; James
Johnson of Disneyland Records, who
spoke mostly of the kiddie record field,

which he claimed has declined tre-

mendously since 1952, and who re-

quested NARM members to make a

special effort for its revival; NARM
president Harold Goldman, who spoke

on various forms of promotion-sales

aids; N.A.RM treasurer Donald D. Bel-

zer, who spoke of packaging mer-

chandise and who showed slides on a

new type machine that he is using to

put albums in dust-proof pyro-ethyl-

ene envelopes.

Newly elected NARM officers are:

Harold Goldman, president; Glen

Becker, vice-president; Donald D. Bel-

zer, treasurer; Edward M. Snider,

secretary.

DCS/W Sales Reps Formed

BEVERLY HILLS—Guy Ward, music

business executive, has formed DCS/W
Associates here to offer a “complete”

sales representation service to all rec-

ord companies. The aim is to handle

as many accounts as possible and

thereby offer concentrated and com-

])lete coverage of the 11 western states.

According to Ward, this is a stream-

lined version of a record rep operation

because it not only covers record dis-

tributors but also one-stops, racks and
other outlets. The company is geared

to handle large, small and new com-
panies.

Centralization of information to the

distributors and simplification of sell-

ing procedures will help both the label

and the distributor. “The service . . .

will reduce the overhead normally
needed to properly cover the 11 west-

ern states,” Ward said. Also, accord-

ing to Ward, the trend is towards
increasing the amount cf accounts

with the best distributors and if

DCS/W works on many accounts with
each distributor it will save labels and
distributors time and money. The new
company will work with every distrib-

utor in each record distribution area
continuing where Ward has worked
for the past 14 years as a record com-
pany topper and lately as an inde-

pendent manufacturer representative.

HOLLYWOOD—Capitol Records Dis-

tributing Corp. will market an initial

release of four-track stereo tapes in

early June, it was announced last

week by CRDC president J. K. Mait-

land. Tapes will bear the Capitol and

Angel labels and will be 7%-inch-per-

second reel-to-reel.

According to Maitland, distribution

will be handled through CRDC’s 28

company-owned sales branches and

seven independent distributors, pro-

viding sales outlets in all fifty states.

The June release, now in produc-

tion, will consist of tape counterparts

of eleven best-selling Capitol stereo

disks, one Angel. Titles are: the

motion-picture soundtrack albums

“King and I” and “Carousel;” and

original-Broadway-cast albums “Mu-

sic Man” and “Fiorello!” the King-

ston Trio’s “Here We Go Again;”

Nat King Cole’s “Love Is The Thing;”

Frank Sinatra’s “Only The Lonely;”

George Shearing’s “Satin Brass;” Guy

I
Lombardo’s “Berlin By Lombardo;”

Fred Waring’s “Waring In Hi-Fi;”

“Concerto Under The Stars,” featur-

ing Leonard Pennario, Carmen Drag-

on and the Hollywood Bowl Sym-
phony; and, on the Angel label, “The

Soviet Army Chorus and Band.”

“King and I” and “Music Man”
have both been certified by the RIAA
for gold-record awards on the basis

of sales valued at one million dollars

or more (calculated at manufacturer’s

wholesale price); and “Here We Go
Again” is reportedly very close to

that mark. “Concerto Under The
Stars” has been one of the most suc-

cessful albums ever released in the

Capitol Classics series while “The
Soviet Army Chorus and Band” is one

of the three all-time best-selling

albums on the Angel label, with unit

sales running into six figures.

According to Maitland, CRDC
anticipates that retailers will sell the

new Capitol and Angel tapes for

$6.98, $7.98 or $8.98, depending upon
the particular album series, with all

tapes running about $2 more than

their stereo-disk counterparts.

In making the announcement, Mait-

land commented: “We have looked

hard and long at the market for pre-

recorded tapes before making our

present move into the four-track field.

Our experience with tapes dates back

to July, 1957, when we first released

two-track stereo tapes.

Walter To Record Mahler-Work

NEW YORK — Bruno Walter will

record Mahler’s “Das Lied von der

Erde” following his performances of

the work this month with the New
York Philharmonic. Dr. Walter is

conducting the orchestra in April for

the first time in two years, bringing

to a close the Philharmonic’s nine-

week Mahler Festival commemorating
the hundredth anniversay of the com-
poser’s death.

It is particularly fitting that Bruno
Walter, a close personal friend of

Mahler and chief proponent, through

the years, of his music, should record

this work. Dr. Walter conducted the

world premiere of “Das Lied von der
Erde” in Munich in 1911, six month
after Mahler’s death, and has per-

formed it many times since, including

ten performances with the New York
Philharmonic.

Soloists for the recording are the

Metropolitan Opera mezzo soprano

Mildred Miller and tenor Ernst

Haefliger.

Liberty Inaugurates
"Open Door Policy"

LOS ANGELES—Liberty Records has

inaugurated a new “open door” policy

to step up the acquisition of material,

it was revealed last week by Si

Waronker, A&R chief and board chair-

man.
In a letter addressed to some 1000

music publishers nation-wide. Liberty

has announced the appointment of

Miss Pat Salmon as A&R coordinator

for the label. Publishers and their

representatives have been invited to

submit new songs and related mate-
rial to Liberty’s A&R division, to-

gether with pertinent information

regarding authors, exclusivity, time

limits, etc.

In addition to Waronker, Liberty’s

A&R executives include Felix Slatkin,

Joe Allison and “Snuff” Garrett.

“We are aware,” said Waronker,
“that one of the key problems for

writers and publishers is the prompt
processing of material by recording

companies. We at Liberty have always
tried to give fast response to all pub-

lishers. Under our new system, we
guarantee to process all material

carefully within three weeks of the

submission date.”

Liberty is now holding review ses-

sions each week, with all key A&R
execs in attendance, to listen to all

new material submitted for considera-

tion.

During the three weeks since the

new system went into operation, sev-

eral numbers with strong potential

have been acquired and rushed into

release.

“Then the movie left the high-

priced downtown theaters and moved
into the neighborhood houses where
more young people saw it and became
familiar with the theme music. That
apparentaly was what set off the

record’s present popularity.”

Eurovision Song Contest Ends

LONDON—“Tom Pillibi,” a French
song, was the winner of The Eurovi-
sion Song Contest—Grand Prix 1960
held here on March 29. Written by
Andre Popp, the song is published in

England by Chappell.
The contest developed into an ex-

citing battle between “Tom Pillibi”

and England’s “Looking, High, High,
High,” culminating in victory for
France with 32 votes, with IJnited
Kingdom second with 25 followed by
Francois Degnelt of Monaco with 15
votes. Teddy Scholtern of Holland, last
year’s winner, presented the trophy to
Miss Jacqueline Boyer on behalf of the
BBC. Hostess for the evening was TV
personality Catherine Boyle, who
linked the program together and the
British commentary was in the hands
of the popular disk jockey, David
Jacobs.

Within twelve hours of the result,
Pathe-Marconi, for whom Jacqueline
Boyer, singer of the top song records,
had received a request for tapes from
seven countries. Columbia plans to re-
lease the song for the English market
backed with the Monaco entry “That
Evening” hy Francois Degnelt. Bryan
Johnson’s recording of “Looking High,
High, High” has been recorded on
Decca and is already high in the Brit-
ish charts. “Tom Pillibi” is published
here by Chappel & Co. Ltd. and “Look-
ing High, High, High” by Robbins
Music.

It is interesting to note that Jac-
queline Boyer is the daughter of fa-
mous French parents, Jacques Piles
and Lucienne Boyer while Bryan
Johnson is the brother of Teddy John-
son who, with his wife Pearl Carr,
won second place for Great Britain in
last year’s contest in Cannes with
“Sing Little Birdie”.

Competitors including many top
name artists, composers and conduc-
tors from thirteen European coun-
tries converged on London’s Royal
Festival Hall where the contest was
held on Tuesday, March 29.

This year
it was Britain’s turn and the contest,
under the auspices of the European
Broadcasting Union, was the largest
European exchange ever to be held in
this country. The aim of the contest is

to encourage the output of original
songs in the participants’ countries by
bringing about rivalry between au-
thors and composers through interna-
tional comparison of their works.
Votes for the entries are cast by juries

in gross collections, and suppliers have
sold large amounts of machines. Sev-
eral factors determine the success of

these resort and shore amusement
centers. Foremost, of course, is good
weather, particularly on weekends.
Good weather during the early part of

the season, in the months of April and
May, permits the owners to open their

doors during weekends, thereby giving
them the opportunity to gather in

some extra revenue before the season
starts. In the past few years this situ-

ation prevailed. Should good weather
come along these two months, arcade
owners will surely surpass their pre-
vious records.
Two reasons, in addition to good

weather, are reported to be respon-
sible for the increased activity among
the patrons. The first is that the
fairly good weather to get into their
American public needs only some
cars and seek pleasure and relaxation
at resorts and beaches. This, of course,
brings the patrons to the location. The
other reason, probably because these
owners have added revenue, is that
they have installed a great many new
and attractive machines to those con-
sidered “standard arcade” machines.
The fact that numbers of new ma-

chines are installed into these ar-
cades is acknowledged by the suppliers
of equipment, who report that 1958 and
1959 have been their greatest selling
years. Now that the 1960 season is in

the offing, suppliers report that they
have never been so busy shipping ma-
chines. One wholesaler stated that re-

gardless of what happens for the bal-
ance of 1960, this year is sure to be his
best by far. His prediction is predi-
cated on the fact that he has already
shipped so many machines that he
can’t miss. He adds that his firm has
also seen a great increase in sales to
foreign markets, which he feels will
continue to order thruout the balance
of the year.
The calendar plays an important

part of the arcade owner’s profit and
many times turns an average season
into a prosperous one merely by the
transposition of a holiday. In this case,
arcade men can expect a bright 1960
calendar since July 4th, the biggest
holiday of the vacation-resort year
falls again on a Monday this year, be-
cause of leap year, and turns the
weekend into a 3-day affair. Memorial
Day, another big day at the beginning
of the arcade business calendar falls

on a Monday, making for a second 3-

day weekend for vacationers and pa-
trons of resorts. Of course. Labor Day
weekend is always a 3-day affair wind-
ing up what could be a recoid year.
The 1960 season looks great for ar-

cade owners—it could be sensational
if the weather coopei’ates.

Venezuela To Get

Credits From World Fund

WASHINGTON — According to The
.Journal of Commerce, a report last

week advised that Venezuela, leading

South American importer of coin-

operated equipment, is to receive $15
million from the International Mone-
tary Fund over a period of three

months starting in May 1960.

The country will then be permitted

to draw another $85 million after it

increases its IMF quota from $15
million to $150 million.

At the same time it was reported

that Venezuela was negotiating loans

from a group of private U. S. banks,

that may total approximately $200
million. Half of this amount is to be

considered refinancing of old loans

and the other half would be new
money, it was reported.

The principal purpose of a standby
arrangement whereby Venezuela must
increase its IMF quotas, is to bolster

declining reserves in the country.

According to the report the country’s

gold reserves were down to $693 mil-

lion from a previous year’s figure of

$1,287 billion.

The IMF advised that Venezuela is

taking measures to strengthen the

national currency and maintain its

convertibility, following a two-year

period during which an unbalanced
fiscal position and inflationary financ-

ing led to a loss of reserves.

The Venezuelan government is af-

fecting an immediate reduction in offi-

cial expenditures which are to be fi-

nanced without resort to inflationary

means during the 1959-60 fiscal period.

The fund also noted that the authori-

ties plan to balance the budget for the

fiscal year 1960-61 by limiting govern-

ment expenditures to a level that can
be financed by ordinary revenues and
by long-term credits from abroad.

The Central Bank of Venezuela is

prohibited from extending credit to

the government. The news was ex-

pected to brighten the coin machine
export picture in this country. Vene-
zuela imported approximately 10,000

amusement machines from coin ma-
chine exporters in the United States

during 1959.
