CLARIFICATION

URGENTLY REQUESTED

One week from today, the time
allowed by the FCC for comment
on its recent Section 317 ruling,

officially expires. Many have al-

ready filed and the last week is ex-

pected to see additional comment
from ARMADA and the NAB and
certainly many radio stations which
have been greatly affected by the

FCC ruling.

Although ARMADA’s and the

NAB’s comments will probably be
thorough and give as complete a

picture of the ruling’s effect on
hoth the record and radio industry

as is physically possible, we are

quite sure that by now the Com-
missioners are well aware of the

difficulties. The recent NAB Con-
vention in Chicago was sufficient

evidence of the many different ways
in which radio stations were han-

dling these problems. The fact that

many stations are still not clear as

to how much to pay for a record,

the varied answers to this question

at the NAB panel meeting of the

Commissioners, plus Oren Harris’

comment that he felt a promotion
copy should not be looked upon as

an item of value, have further con-

fused radio stations.

There is probably no doubt in

anyone’s mind, and this includes

the FCC Commissioners, that some
clarification of the ruling is abso-

lutely necessary. But what is now
the most important question of the

day is when this clarification will be
forthcoming.

Although May 2nd is the final

day for filing comment, how soon
after the last day will clarification

be handed down? Time is of tre-

mendous importance because the

longer it takes for the ruling to be
clarified, the more difficult it will

be for stations to again change to

a different method of operation,

should that be necessary.

The radio and record industries

urgently hope that the very familiar

problem of government red tape

will not delay early clarification.

We’ll bet our ‘bottom dollar’ that Miss Francis has another tremendous
two-sider here. One half, “Everybody’s Somebody’s Fool,” is an excellent
chorus-backed, country-styled weeper that moves along at a quick beat
clip. On the other half, the lark emotes with an emotion-packed “Mama”
sincerity as carves out (partly in Italian) the fine tango, “Jealous Of
You.” Orks are Joe Sherman on the former and Stan Applebaum on the
latter. It’s a double-barreled triumph.

Dubbed “The Little Matador,” it’s a cha cha
charmer featuring some rib-tickling vocal comments. “Red Eye” is a
rockin’ handclapper that can also earn big coin.

It’s his newest Columbia effort and it’s a quick moving,
chorus (and whistle) backed country-styled weeper fashioned after his
recent hits. Strong Joe Sherman-led assist rounds out the winner. How-
ever, don’t overlook the extremely pretty ballad coupler, “Symphony Of
Spring.” Attractive Glenn Osser support here.

ARMADA— NAB Meet In

Wash; Both Will File

Comment Separately, May 2
WASHINGTON, D. C.—As a result
of ARMADA’s meeting a week ago
Friday in New York, ARMADA last
week sent a delegation to Washington
to meet and discuss the record indus-
try’s problems with NAB for the pur-
pose of filing comment on the Section
317 ruling before the May 2 deadline.
The delegation representing ARM-

ADA included Ewart Abner, president
of ARMADA; two of the association’s
directors, Harry Schwartz and A1
Silver; and Roy Scott, legal counsel.
The ARMADA reps met with legal
counsel for the NAB—Doug Arnello
and Bob Cahill.
At the conference, Abner reports,

the ARMADA reps went into great
detail about the record industry’s
problems caused by the recent 317
ruling and gave the NAB as complete
a verbal picture possible of how the
record industry functions so that when
the NAB files its comment (NAB’s
comment is expected to be filed on the
final day, May 2nd) it will have an
overall understanding of the industry
which today is such an integral part
of the radio and broadcasting indus-
try.

Abner said that it was clarified
to NAB that a sample record sent to
any given radio station does not con-
stitute a contract with the station for
playing of the record, as the FCC con-
sidered it in its 317 interpretation.
The ARMADA reps indicated that a
record was submitted solely as a
sample and in most cases was not pro-
grammed. Abner also said that the
ARMADA plans to file comment with
the FCC on May 2nd, (separate from
NAB’s filing) and by that time he
hopes to have figures to prove that the
vast majority of records never do
reach the air waves and thereby he
hopes to prove to FCC that there is no
contractual agreement between a radio

station and a record company when a
new promotional disk is submitted to

the broadcaster.
Abner also reported that the NAB

attorneys were extremely helpful in

clarifying the method of filing com-
ment and the problems affecting
broadcasters, which will make up the
NAB’s comment.
Both organizations agreed that their

problems were very much integrated
and that NAB and ARMADA would
keep in constant touch with one an-
other until such time as both file

comment. In this way, should any
problems neither thought of at the
meeting develop, both associations will

be informed of same.
Abner said that during this week,

all record manufacturers will be re-

ceiving letters asking them if they
have any suggestions they could offer

that might be an important factor in

the comment filing.

When questioned about the RIAA
and whether it is playing any role in

the ARMADA’s action, Abner re-

ported that the RIAA had not indi-

cated as of last Friday that it would
make any move at all. But he stated
that at the next RIAA meeting (Mon-
day, April 25) perhaps something
would develop. But if nothing does,
ARMADA will nevertheless file on
May 2nd.
Abner further stated that there is

legislation pending in Washington
which could have great effect on the
record industry and it “is a shame
that to date the industry has been
operating with an ‘every man for him-
self’ attitude”. He went on to say that
it is “urgent that individual members
devote time and interest to industry
associations so that any legislative

group will at least hear from the
record industry before it decides to

act upon such legislation.”

Johnny & The Hurricanes Join Bigtop

NEW YORK—Big Top Records last

week entered into an agreement with
Irving Micahnic and Harry Balk of

Envee Productions and Twirl Records
for the exclusive rights to all disks by
Johnny & The Hurricanes. The in-

strumental team—which previously

cut for Warwick Records—has a

string of four hits, including “Cross-
fire,” “Red River Rock,” “Reveille

Rock” and “Beatnik Fly.” Group’s in-

itial Bigtop issue—“Down Yonder”
and “Sheba”—is being released im-

mediately.

Micahnic and Balk will work closely

with Bigtop for the selection of the

group’s material and supervision of

dates. In addition, Micahnic and Balk
will work with Bigtop in the develop-

ment of other talent to appear on the

label.

Bigtop said it would place its full

exploitation and distribution facilities

behind the team, which has a wide
following both here and abroad.

In this big step in Big top’s expan-

sion plans, Johnny & The Hurricanes

join such other label talent as Sammy
Turner, Robert Mersey, Ocie Smith,

Tony Middleton and Mel Gadson.

Tony Dodge Killed

NEW YORK — Actor-singer Tony
Dodge, who cut for Square Records,
was killed April 9 in an automobile
accident after leaving a radio show in
Allentown, Pa. The 26-year-old artist
had appeared in such films as “The
FBI Story,” “Last Angry Man” and
started to appear in “Butterfield 8”

when production was interrupted by
the recent film strike. He cut two
singles for the label. He is survived
by his wife, Joan, and two small
children. Burial services were held in
his home town of El Paso, Texas.

D.C. Payola Probe To
Hear Clark This Week

3 Ag ree To Consent Order

NEW YORK—Payola gained back the
spotlight last week after the hectic
weeks that followed the famed Sec.
317 interpretation by the FCC. Out
of Philadelphia came developments
that served as sort of an epilogue to
what should prove the highlight of the
Harris subcommittee’s payola investi-
gation, the testimony of Dick Clark
beginning this Tuesday (26) in Wash-
ington.
Edward Barsky, Inc., the Philly

distrib, agreed last week to an FTC
consent order putting a ban on under-
cover payments for airing records.
Covered by the consent order were
prexy Barsky, veep Manuel Barsky
and secretary Delaine Ginchoff. Last
month, Representative John B. Ben-
nett of Michigan, ranking Republican
on a House subcommittee investigat-
ing Federal regulatory agencies, said
that Barsky had dealings with Clark
in Raye Products, a firm producing
“Dick Clark” record-carrying cases.

Anthony Mammarella, former pro-

ducer of Clark’s ABC stints, was also

named as a part-owner in the venture.

Bennett said Clark owned 41% of the

firm, Barsky 39% and Mammarella
20%. The legislator also noted that

ABC had received a 7-cent “royalty”

on each case.

Mammarella figured in the initial

look into the “outside” business enter-

prises of Clark when it was revealed

that both he and Clark held ownership
in activities which ABC said were in

conflict with Clark’s broadcasting

duties. Mammarella resigned from
ABC, while Clark said he would divest

himself of these activities.

In addition to the Barsky consent

order, similar orders were agreed to

by Bernard Lowe Enterprises, Philly

record manufacturer, and Action

Records, the New York distrib. The
agreements by Barsky, Lowe, and
Action are not an admission of guilt,

but an agreement that the firms are

in accord with the FTC payola ban.

ords is the fourth most preferred label

with 23 percent of the supermarket
record consumers choosing Dot. The
company, only eight years in exist-

ence nationally, was outstripped, the
Life report said, only by such estab-
lished companies as RCA Victor, Co-
lumbia and Capitol, in that order.
Dot Records gained momentum at

the end of 1959, when the company,
during its “stereo month” sales pro-
motion campaign, spurted ahead with
more than $1,000,000 in orders.

Louis Prima and
Keely Smith were signed to an ex-
clusive Dot contract, contracts were
renewed with Debbie Reynolds, Pat
Boone, The Mills Brothers, Lawrence
Welk, and Billy Vaughn.

In November, 1959, Dot put on a
“Lawrence Welk Month” of concen-
trated promotion which resulted in the
sale of more than $250,000 worth of
stereo and regular Welk Dot LPs.
Dot Records has launched an exten-

sive campaign to further exploit and
publicize Dot product and artists. Ex-
ploitation for 1960 will include con-
sumer advertising and the best point-
of-sale merchandising display pieces
available.

Am-Par Juke Box EP
NEW YORK—A special EP record
intended for juke box use only will be
released immediately by ABC-Para-
mount. This marks the first release
by the company for exclusive juke
box play.

Available only to juke box oper-
ators and one-stops, the record will

be merchandised in a plain white
sleeve and will sell at the standard
single record price.

Contents of the EP will be four-

songs from the company’s new LP,
“Sing Along in Italian.” Action was
prompted by reported enthusiastic
public response to the album. The LP
contains twelve Italian songs with
Italian lyrics printed on the liner
notes to aid those who want to sing
along.

Songs contained in the EP are
“Vieni, Vieni,” “Funiculi, Funicula,”
“Italian Tarentella,” and “Ferryboat
Serenade.”

Wallichs To New York,

CBS Grant To New York
Philharmonic Extends
Tour To Seven Weeks

NEW YORK—A financial grant to

the New York Philharmonic from the
Columbia Broadcasting System in
support of a seven-week, 26-city tour
in the continental United States, Ha-
waii and Canada, was announced
jointly last week by David M. Keiser,
president of the New York Philhar-
monic, and William S. Paley, chair-
man of the board of the CBS.

Leonard Bernstein, the orchestra’s
music director, will conduct all 37
concerts of the tour, which is sched-
uled to begin on August 11 (1960) in
Cleveland and to end in Washington,
D. C., on September 25, just prior
to the opening of the Philharmonic’s
New York season on September 29.

“We are indeed grateful,” Keiser
said, “that this grant by CBS has
made it possible to extend the tour
of the Orchestra from three weeks,
as originally announced (March 17)
to seven weeks. This is another in a
series of happy associations with
CBS which has enabled the N. Y. Phil-

harmonic to become a familiar and
beloved institution in all parts of the
nation.”

Paley commented: “CBS is both
delighted and honored to be able to
extend the tour of the New York
Philharmonic to Hawaii as well as
throughout the continental United
States. The project not only is of
major cultural significance but marks
a continuation of a CBS-Philharmonic
relationship that started 30 years
ago.”

In addition to providing additional
weeks of employment for the Orches-
tra, it will enable the Philharmonic to
perform at such summer festivals as
the Vancouver Festival in Canada,
and to perform before large audiences
in a number of outdoor settings, such
as the Hollywood Bowl in Los Angeles,
the Waikiki Shell in Honolulu, and
the Red Rocks Amphitheater in Den-
ver.

This will be the first visiting orches-
tra to perform at the Hollywood
Bowl and the first orchestra from the
mainland to appear in Hawaii. It will
be the Orchestra’s first visit to the
West Coast since the Sprung of 1955.
The cities in chronological order of

the concerts, are:
Cleveland, Denver, Vancouver

(B. C.), Seattle, Portland (Oregon),
Las Vegas, San Diego, Santa Barbara,
Los Angeles (Hollywood Bowl), De-
troit, Chicago, St. Louis, Memphis,
New Orleans, Atlanta, Chattanooga,
Birmingham, Columbia (S. C.), Char-
lotte, Raleigh, Richmond, Baltimore,
and Washington, (D. C.).

“THE SOUND OF MUSIC"—The Paul Smith
Quartet—Verve MG VS-6128

Richard Rodgers’ wonderful melodies are
treated royally by Smith in this jazz interpreta-
tion. Smith’s piano and Barney Kessel’s guitar
mate perfectly (as in Kesseli’s Peterson days)
for a lightly romping adventure into such tunes
as “My Favorite Things,” “Climb Ev-ry Moun-
tain,” “An Ordinary Couple” and “So Long, Fare-
well.” An easy-listening package that will appeal
to pop fans as well.

“DIXIE IN HIGH SOCIETY"—Barney Richards
and His Rebels—Mercury SR 60185
The Richards band puts the emphasis on two-

beat Dixie but its repertoire runs mainly to show
tunes unlike most traditional outfits. Here with
the exception of “Bill Bailey” and “Mournin’
Blues,” the band runs through a brace of show-
pieces including “

’S Wonderful,” “Thou Swell,”
“Just In Time” and “Mountain Greenery,” provid-
ing a well-seasoned spice dance session. Stereo
sound is a good asset. For traditional fans.

KHACHATURIAN: “Masquerade Suite;” KABA-
LEVSKY: “The Comedians”—Kiril Kondrashin
conducting The RCA Victor Svmphony Orches-
tra—RCA Victor LSC 2398
A bubbly, bouncy affair is this recording as it

brings together two highly volatile program-
matic pieces by the two Russian composers. And
interpreting with the baton is yet another Rus-
sian, making this a fiery triumvirate on disk. It

is a captivating record, full of energetic life and
spirit.

“BITTER SWEET”—Angel S 35814
One of the classics of the operetta is this ro-

mantic showpiece by Noel Coward. Angel gives it

a long-awaited first recording and has done a
masterful job in recreating the regal splendor of
the Gay 90’s, from a wonderful cast to the invit-

ing orchestrations. Vanessa Lee, Roberto Cardi-
nali, Julie Dawn and John Hauxvell are starred—

all of fine operetta voice. An endearing period-
piece.

RACHMANINOFF: Piano Concerto No. 3 In D
Minor—Ann Schein, pianist, Sir Eugene Goossens
conductingthe Vienna State Opera Orchestra

Kapp 6C00
At twenty, Miss Schein is a brilliant pianist,

with promise of an even brighter future on the
concert stage as evidenced by her mastery over
the Rachmaninoff concerto here. Her technical fa-
cility is astounding- and it is always under taste-
ful control. A brilliant recording.

BRAHMS: Hungarian Dances (1, 3, 5, 6, 17-21);
DVORAK: Slavonic Rhapsody No. 3, Scherzo Ca-
priccioso—Rafael Kubelik conducting the Royal
Philharmonic Orchestra—Capitol SG 7209
A collection of bright, colorful “folk” dances

which is of especial interest to the light-classical

fan. These pieces by Brahms and Dvorak are
lively, tuneful affairs and are accorded such treat-

ment by Kubelik, who directs with a significant

light hand. Interesting array.
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ENGLAND
Plans are now complete for the long awaited visit of Perry Como— arriving

Easter Saturday—to rehearse and record a British edition of his show for

screening in the States on April 27th and in England on May 1st. As soon as

Como’s comet lands at London Airport the first sequence of the hour long

program will be filmed in the BOAC Maintenance Area using BBC television

facilities. Other locations will be the sort of places an American tourist would

visit and top flight British names appearing in the program include Sir Ralph

Richardson, Dame Margot Fonteyn and Michael Soames, Russ Conway, Harry

Secombe, Fenella Fielding and The Duke of Bedford.

Enterprising Manager and Agent, Bunny Lewis, this week returned from a

four week business-cum-pleasure trip to the United States, taking in New York,

New Orleans, Las Vegas, Hollywood, Mexico City and Acapulco. Lewis, burst-

ing with good health and good news told The Cash Box that in New York he

set up two new companies. One a publishing firm with Wolf Mankewitz and

Hill and Range for the promotion of film music—material will probably be

about 75% British and 25% American. Five films are scheduled for the first

two years. The second company to be set up with Hill and Range will concern

itself with show promotion. Publishing wise Lewis also acquired material from
George Pincus (Pincus Music Company), Herbert Marks (E. Mai’ks Music
Company) and from Phil Kahl (Planetary Kahl) which he plans to record with

his own artists in his own studios. Artist-wise Lewis clinched a deal with

I.T.A. (International Talent Associates) of New York to represent them in

this country and plans to bring over The Kingston Trio and The Brothers Four
whose Columbia disk “Green Fields” is high in the Cash Box Top 100 and re-

leased in this country on the Philips label. Visits will also be made by The
Cumberland Trio, a new group who recorded for Roulette in America and the

established pianist-singer Barbara Carroll. Lewis has also arranged, to manage
The Four Lads in this country. They are handled in the States by Mike Stewart
of Korwin Music, New York and Dominion Music, London. Voted top vocal

group in the United States for the last four years, Lewis is confident that they
will be equally popular in this country and plans to bring them over later this

year. Their hit disk “Standing On The Corner” from “The Most Happy Fella”

is released here on the Philips label. A visit here is also planned for 22-year

old coloured singer Azie Mortimer who recently cut her first three sides for

Big Top. Described by Lewis, who sat in on the session, as “sensational,” he
also paid tribute to the brilliant A & R song writing team Lieber and Stoller

who conducted the recording. Of all the shows that Lewis saw during his trip

which included eight major shows and 24 lounge acts in Las Vegas, the biggest
impression was made by Peggy Lee at Basin Street East and The Basie Band
in Birdland. Since returning to London Lewis has signed up leading German
singer, Peter Kraus, who will come to this country for four BBC television

shows and a recording session.

The first fifteen releases in the new Top Rank low priced L.P. ‘Buy’ series

(announced in The Cash Box 16th April) are out this week. Retailing at 22/6d
and superbly packaged, the series caters for all tastes. In the ‘pop’ field artists

include The Fleetwoods with “Mr. Blue,” A1 Martino with a collection of top
numbers, Jack Scott “I Remember Hank Williams.” Jazz wise the series fea-

tures Bob Wallis and His Storyville Jazzmen, Dave Remington and his Dixie
Six and Woody Herman and his Orchestra. For sweet, smooth listening “The
Melody Lingers On” by Georgie Auld and the Mellolarks, and “With My Love”
by TV personality Ernest Maxin and his Orchestra. Three albums feature the
popular Knightsbridge Strings and for the classical buyer famous composers
include Tchaikovsky, Strauss, Dvorak and Stravinsky.

Top Rank has confidently introduced the series because they are convinced
the time is right for a big expansion of the record market and that the low
price L.P. (hitherto confined largely to re-issues) is the best way to win and
keep record collectors. None of the records in this debut release has been re-
leased in Britain before and five are brand new Top Rank recordings. The
launching of the series is backed by publicity on the Rank cinema circuit,

Radio Luxembourg and the national press. Further releases are due in June
featuring Steve Lawrence, Tony Crombie, Harry Robinson, Cherry Wainer and
Dee Clark.

W. H. Barrington-Coupe, Director of Saga Records, announces that his newly
formed Triumph label launched specifically for the teenager, will be the only
record company represented at the forthcoming “Teenage Fair” to be held at
Park Lane House, London from June 20th to 25th.

Already popular in America and Canada the Fair will be the first of its kind
in this country—in charge of operations is Canadian Derek Baker of Anglo-
European Exhibitions. Triumph aims to run a talent contest during the week
with the object of discovering new artists for the label. Its own recording stars
including Peter Jay, Yolande and The Flee-Rackers (currently touring with
The Everly Brothers) will make personal appearances. Triumph now has its
own fifteen-minute commercial radio spot on Luxembourg every Wednesday
entitled “It’s A Triumph” compered by Ricky Wayne.
Ben Nisbet of Feldman London who handles all music from British Lion and

Bryanston Films publish the songs from Tommy Steele’s latest picture “Light
Up The Sky”—music by Lionel Bart (currently in New York for the produc-
tion of his successful musical “Lock Up Your Daughters”). The film directed
by Lewis Gilbert is due for release shortly. Decca will issue the Tommy Steele
disk of the title song. Nisbet is also setting up a feature film with Producer
Milton Subotsky (responsible for the American rock ‘n’ roll film “Disk Jockey
Jamboree”) to be made here by Brittania films with a rock ‘n’ roll theme fea-
turing British teen beat recording stars. Music from the record breaking Brit-
ish Lion film “I’m Alright Jack” starring Peter Sellers and opening in New
York shortly is also published by Feldman. They also have a new American
song “You’re Singing Our Love Song To Somebody Else” by Jerry Wallace to
be released here on 29th April on the London label. British versions include a
disk by Dickie Pride on Columbia.

Atlantic recording star Chris Connor an-ives next week to appear in Gra-
nada TV “The Variety Show”—also in the bill will be Frankie Howerd, Henri
Vadden and The Delta Rhythm Boys.

Dick Howard, former Gala Records Promotion Man has joined newly formed
Mercury Music Company as General Manager. The company has acquired rights
to many television series theme music and Howard has high hopes for initial
success of “Four Feather Fall” from a series of that name recorded by Michael
Holliday on Columbia. The eampany aims to build an international catalogue
and is seeking suitable material from both the States and the Continent.

Manager Paul Cave reports that the first disk by young Richard Allan of
his own composition “Only One” is selling well on the Parlophone label. Rich-
ard is currently recording the title song for the soundtrack of the Rank film
“Doctor In Love.” He will also wax the number on the Parlophone label. The
King Brothers also managed by Cave have just recorded “Standing On The
Corner” from “The Most Happy Fella” with perky accompaniment by Geoff
Love and his Orchestra with the Rita Williams singers on the Parlophone label.

born singer, Don Neilson, make his disk debut this week. Marty heard the lad
sing and suggested an audition resulting in the release this week of “Lost”
backed with “I’ll Get By” on the Philips label. Following the success on the
same label of Ray Bryant’s “Little Susie Parts 1 and 3” the company are lining
up release dates for more of his disks which they will handle exclusively in
this country.

Jack Baverstock of Fontana Records plans an early r-elease for “Great In-
strumental Hits” featuring Johnny Gregory which Baverstock describes as ‘a

terrific stero L.P.’

The Pye Record Company has arranged a Civic reception followed by a gala
performance of “The Vagabond King” at the Palace Theatre, Manchester on
April 25th to launch its new L.P. by the star of the show, John Hanson. Com-
poser Rudolf Friml, now living- in San Francisco, has written a new song
“Somewhere In My Heart” specially for this recording which will be released
in Pye’s “Fireside Theatre” series. On the flip side Hanson stars in “The Stu-
dent Prince.”

“South Pacific” Gold Record

NEW YORK—George R. Marek, Vice-President and General Manager of the
RCA Victor Record Division (left) and George Prutting, Director—Interna-
tional Record Division, RCA Victor (right) show E. R. Lewis, President of The
Decca Record Co., Ltd. of England, the R.I.A.A. gold-record eward for the
“South Pacific’ movie soundtrack album. The album, whose sales are now up
to 1 ^-million copies, according to Victor, is one of the biggest-selling LP’s in
England today.
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BENELUX AUSTRALIA
L. C. Bovema released an EP by the Ad van den Hoed Quartet (clarinet and

rhythm group). The numbers are, “Lazy River,” “Rose Of Washington
Square,” “Memories Of You” and “Poor Butterfly.” The Quartet plays in the

Benny Goodman tradition and record companies abroad are very interested in

this EP recording.

Because German “schlagers” (hits) are very popular in Benelux, Dutch pi-

anist Cas Oosthoek recorded a medley of German schlagers for the label His

Master’s Voice (managed by L. C. Bovema, Heemstede). Label manager of His

Master’s Voice, Willem Voerman told us that an EP by the Italian quartet,

Enzo Gallo, has just been released for export.

Gospel songs are very beloved in the low countries and the sale of these

records is very good in Benelux. Of all the religious singers, Mahalia Jackson

has the widest audience in Benelux today, and although she limits herself to

songs of faith, her platforms include churches, concert halls, TV studios, base-

ball parks, etc. Other artists in the field of Gospel songs are, The Golden Gate
Quartet, (Columbia), St. Paul’s Cathedral Choir (Capitol), Victoria Baptist

Choir (Warner Bros.) and The Harmonizing Four (Top Rank).

Pete Felleman, Jr., Capitol’s label manager in Holland had a very good TV
program about Frank Sinatra on AVRO (one of the Dutch radio and TV broad-

casting corporations) on April 16th. For years, “The Voice” has been Felleman’s

favorite singer and he is making Sinatra more and more beloved by the Bene-
lux people. Jonah Jones’ newest LP, “Swingin’ ’Round The World” has just

been released. Jones’ records are very popular in Benelux, as is this type of

jazz music.

Van Zeeland and Van de Haar of C. N. Rood L. C. made a trip to England,
where they extended their contract with Pye for several years. The Pye group
has grand plans and will build a new factory and studios.

It seems that thei'e is interest for a number of the young C.N.R. artists in

the United States, such as Electric Johnny And His Skyrockets and Arthur
And His Cronies. There is a good chance that their records will be released in

the States.

H. A. van de Haar of C. N. Rood L. C. told The Cash Box that at this time,

“Cara, Cara Mama” is one of the best selling records in Holland by female
artist Carla van Renesse.

The EP, “Carillon Sounds From Holland” is requested in many parts of the

world. It is by Romke de Waard, and he interprets his own composition of “The
Big Ben Suite” on one of the best Hemony-carillons in the world.

The “scoubidou” rage has reached Holland via France and Belgium. Song-
writer Stan Haag composed two most charming scoubidou songs, which are
released by C. N. Rood L. C. Rijswijk on the CNR label, sung by the Dutch,
“De Leidse Sleuteltjes.” When you buy this record you also get “scoubidou”
thread.

The Dixieland interpretations of popular classical works of famous com-
posers reached a new high with the versions of Beethovens “Fur Elise” and
Offenbach’s “Barcarolle” by Bep Rowold and His Dixie Swingers on the CNR
label. This all started with Papa Bue’s version of “Schlafe Mein Prinzchen,
Schlafe Ein” on Storyville.

On the occasion of the release of the film, “Tommy The Toreador” with
popular singer Tommy Steele in the leading role, L. C. Phonogram organized
a Tommy Steele contest in cooperation with the music magazine, “Song World”
and film company Cetra. The first prize is a trip to London and a visit with
Tommy Steele himself. The single from this film, “The Little White Bull” on
the Decca label is becoming a top hit.

The American instrumental group, The Champs, has many admirers in Hol-
land. Their latest record on the London label (managed by L. C. Phonogram,
Amsterdam) is “Too Much Tequila” and is a big seller.

Bobby Darin is called “The Second Sinatra” in Benelux because of his

“Mack The Knife” and “Beyond The Sea” on London. In the first week of his
release of “Clementine” a very large number of records were sold, and there
is also a Bobby Darin Fan Club in Benelux.

The Wama’s, the duo which has the most popular crazy show in the low
countries, have released—after the success of their Dutch interpretation of
“Mack The Knife”—another parody on a top hit. Their version of “Laila”
(original version by The Regento Stars on Tivoli) belongs to the best selling
Decca singles of the last few weeks.

After the enormous success of the “Kriminal Tango,” Decca requests that
attention be focused on “The Striptease Tango,” a witty recording of “De
Peheiros” just released by L. C. Phonogram, Amsterdam.

On April 25th and 26th, Phonogram’s publicity manager for the Decca and
London labels, Jan J. van Luijk, will fly to London for talks on joint publicity
activities of Decca London and Dutch Decca distribution. He will also visit

Pat Boone’s London office for plans of a healthy promotion of Pat in Holland.

Among the stars named for his next show by promoter Lee Gordon—which

is currently being finalized—are the Everly Bros, and Crash Craddock who
have previously toured here for Lee Gordon. Craddock was without doubt

one of the hottest and most popular American stars ever to visit these shores.

His “Boom Boom Baby” is still a good seller among singles, even though it

has been off disk-jockey hit programs for several weeks. The Everly Bros,

have always been fairly popular on disk in Australia but strangely enough
their single of “Let It Be Me” wasn’t as successful as many of their previous

discs.

As a result of recently completed negotiations with the Coca-Cola people,

two new all-Australian singles have the backings of a promotion tie-in with
Coke. One of these—on the W & G label—features leading Victorian star

Frankie Davidson with his own composition “I Care For You,” it is packaged
in a special sleeve with a shot of Davidson relaxing in the recording studio
with a bottle of Coca-Cola. Jack Argent, of Leeds Music, has taken up “I Care
For You” for publication. The other Coke promotion is behind the new Colum-
bia (E.M.I.) release of vocalist Grade Wicker with Joe Halford’s latest compo-
sitions “Lulu Brown” and “Dreaming ’Bout My Baby.” Joe Loufer, who is

handling both tunes for Castle Music, feels that this could be a double-sided
winner for Wicker. “Lulu Brown” features the gimmick of a percussive,
rhythmic sound produced by hitting two empty Coca-Cola bottles together

—

hence the tie-in with the world-wide Coca-Cola organization.

Pye Records has released Emile Ford’s new single which couples two oldies

“On A Slow Boat To China” and “That Lucky Old Sun.” Ford held top spot
in sales here for a few weeks with “What Do You Want To Make Those Eyes
At Me For.” Pye is also making a rush release of Lonnie Donegan’s “My
Old Man’s A Dustman” which in one week jumped to the top of English
charts.

Correction: In the Top Ten list last week we credited Lonnie Lee’s single
of “Starlight Starbright” to the London label; this is an error as it is released
on the Leedon label.

American tenor sax star Georgie Auld hasn’t had a new release on the
Australian market for quite some time; now, all of a sudden he is represented
by two new issues on different labels. On Top Rank, Georgie’s single of “Mr.
Lucky” c/w “No One” has been released and on W & G the album “Georgie
Auld Plays For Melancholy Babies” has also been released. Both these disks
should do well for Auld who is highly rated as a tenor sax stylist here.

An interesting special album release on Festival which should attract plenty
of attention is The Billie Holiday Story, a two-disk set in a lush album. “Lady
Day” was always popular with jazz collectors in Australia and it seems certain
that Festival can anticipate a good sales result with this special album release.

In an effort to snare immediate sales that could result from the solid radio
exposure of imported pressings of Elvis Presley’s new single “Fame And
Fortune” c/w “Stuck On You,” the RCA organization here made a sensational
rush release of the disk locally. It hit the market just a few days after the
American release. Jim Cuff, merchandising manager of RCA Records, tells

me he has never seen such pandemonium over a record in the history of the
business. Retailers have been sending fantastic orders to distributors even
before the titles were known—they just wanted Presley’s new disk. RCA has
collected the biggest pre-orders they have ever had on any record—as Jim
Cuff puts it, “The King is back!”

The Leeds Music office here is delighted over the fact that Capitol Records

—

in both the United States and England will issue the original Johnny Ashcroft
disk of “Little Boy Lost,” a touching story of a four-year old boy who was
lost for several days some time back: “Little Boy Lost” is now on the coveted
No. 1 position on the 2UE Top 40 list in Sydney.

Wayne and Shuster On New Columbia Album
NEW YORK—Comedians Johnny
Wayne and Frank Shuster are the
stars of a new album just released by
Columbia Records (in stereo and mon-
aural). The recording marks the
Canadian comics’ debut on wax.
The album, titled “Wayne and

Shuster,” features Johnny Wayne and
Frank Shuster in four of the sketches
they have performed on television in

the U.S. and Canada. They include:
“A Shakespearian Baseball Game,”

Rinse the Blood Off My Toga,” “Fron-
tier Psychiatrist,” and “I Was a TV
Addict.”

Assisting Wayne and Shuster are a
cast of seven supporting actors, who
have appeared with them on televi-

sion. The music, composed and ar-

ranged by Johnny Dobson, is by Frank
DeVol and his orchestra.
The album was recorded before a

“live” audience, and contains the
audience’s reaction.
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RMANY CANADA
The first record by Elvis Presley since he left Germany, “Stuck On You”

cached with “Fame And Fortune” on RCA, is now released in Germany and
has sold 50,000 records in ten days.
“Bonne nuit, ma cheri,” the song with which German singer Wyn Hoop won

the fourth prize in the “Grand Prix de Eurovision” in London, is selling very
well in Germany. The export of this German record into European foreign

countries seems to be successful, too.

Caterina Valente, now back from her tour throughout America, has already
had her first television show called, “Bonsoir Cathrin.” Her next show will be
at the end of May.

Will Glahe, who had a big seller in “Liechtensteiner” in America, now is the
first one to record the two top tunes of the “Grand Prix de Eurovision” called,

“Tom Pillibi” (No. 1 in France), and “I Sing Hei, Hei, Hei” (No. 2 in Eng-
land) in their German version on Teldec.
Twenty year old Vivi Bach, who in her home country of Denmark already

has a career as a record and film star, has quickly established herself in Ger-
many as well. She signed for four films with Constantin, and also signed with
Philips. She will soon record her first tune. Ernst Verch, producer of Philips
also found eighteen year old Barbara Klein, who with her first record, “I Ask
The Stars” has already had some success.

Since Marlene Dietrich is expected in Germany, her records on Philips and
Electrola are very much in demand.
Early in May Rocco Granata (Electrola) will receive the highest German

record award, the Golden Dog. This is only given by Electrola if in a year’s
time one song in one country has sold a million records. This happened in

Germany with Rocco’s “Marina.” It actually sold more than two million rec-
ords. Rocco recorded two new songs, “La Bella,” which he himself wrote and
composed as he did “Marina,” backed with “Oh Ciuceiariello.” Both are sung
in Italian. The German version of these songs is by Ralph Bendix. Granata
and Bendix are both on Electrola.
The new Freddy Quinn film is titled, “Melody Of The Night,” and from this

film he has recorded two new songs, “Melody Of The Night” and “We’ll See
Again.” Freddy will soon receive his fifth gold record from Polydor.
When Nat “King” Cole comes to Germany, Twinsy Jones with his newly

formed Big Band will be on the program. His orchestra includes two Europeans—French trumpeteer Roger Guerin and Swedish posaun Ake Persson. The
other members, Clark Perty, Jimmy Cleveland and Zoot Sims are from the
States.

Elisabeth Schwarzkopf, famous opera singer, will tour Germany at the end
of April and in May, and will also sing at the Festivals in Wiesbaden. Mrs.
Schwarzkopf is the wife of Walter Legge, who is the chief producer of Eng-
lish E.M.I.

Electrola won the “Grand Prix de Disk” with 6 records. In the classical field
they won for the recording of all nine symphonies of Beethoven, in the pop
field for the chansons with French film star Danielle Darrieux, and for the
“Suite For Jazz Quartet” with Martial Solal.

His Master’s Voice signed Mauricio Pollini, who was the winner of the 6th
International Competition For Pianists in Warschau, Poland. Pollini had to
compete with 84 other pianists from all parts of the world. He will soon record
Chopin’s First Concert.

For Release In U.S., Canada And Britain

NEW YORK—Recording Artist Music
Corp., subsidiary of M. J. M. Enter-
prises, Inc., has signed in Moscow a
contract with Mezhdunarodnaya Kniga
for the exclusive import of tapes for
the production of records in the U.S.,
Canada and Great Britain and for the
exclusive import of records made in
the U.S.S.R. to these countries.

This historic contract represents the
culmination of almost two years of ne-
gotiations by J. Jay Frankel, president
of M. J. P.-Ramco and Gerald Severn,
vice-president of Ramco. It is the first

time that the entire U.S.S.R. catalog
consisting of over 2,500 long playing
records has been made available on an
exclusive basis to an American record
firm.

Recordings will be marketed under
the Artia and Parliament labels’ “Cul-
tural Exchange” series, whereas fin-

ished pressings will have the “MK”
(Mezhdunarodnaya Kniga) label but
will be packaged in the U.S. Plans are
to produce approximately 60 packages
a year domestically and to import 60
more.

First release is scheduled for Sep-
tember 1960 and will include on the
Artia label the prize winner of the
Grand Prix du Disque—Mussorgsky’s
“Pictures at an Exhibition” played by
Sviatoslav Richter, as well as new
recordings by the leading Soviet solo-
ists and ensembles. Simultaneously a
release on the “MK” label will feature
complete recordings of “Swan Lake,”
“Sleeping Beauty” and “Romeo and
Juliet;” “Tsar Saltan” and “Pique
Dame” and a new recording by Vasili
Klimov of the Tchaikovsky “Violin
Concerto.” The artists already avail-
able and who will henceforth record

SCANDINAVIA
Lennart Reuterskiold, president of publishing house Reuter & Reuter in

Stockholm, is having busy days with all the arrangements to be made in con-

nection with the concerts of Pat Boone, Billy Vaughn, Keely Smith and other

Dot artists at Stockholm’s Concert Hall Tuesday (19t’n). Reuterskiold is han-

dling the contract of Dot Records in Sweden, but has handled over distribution

rights to the local company AB Knappupp.
Siw Malmkvist, Metronome Records artist, who sang the Swedish contribu-

tion to this year’s Eurovision Song Festival in London on March 29th, will not

record the song in Sweden. It is understood that with or without attention to

the poor result of the song in London, the company consider the song “not

worth spending a recording on,” and besides, it is now a little too late to think

of making new recordings of that song. In London, the Swedish contribution,

“Alla andra far varann” ended at eleventh place (or as No. four from bot-

tom . . .).

Swedish fan magazine Bildjournalen has also this year arranged a com-
petition titled “Meet Your Idoi.” Winner was a 19 year college girl, Annmarie
Holmberg from Arvidsjaur in northern Sweden, who declared she wanted to

meet Ricky Nelson. Miss Holmberg will be flown over to America this summer
to meet Rickey, and will be accompanied on the trip by Knappupp’s publicity

manager Stig Wallgren. The same company and Mr. Wallgren also went to

USA last year with the winner of 1959, a Stockholm girl who was sent over to

met Pat Boone.

The Swedish Broadcasting and TV is reported giving up plans for future
local song competitions in order to find a Swedish contribution to coming
Eurovision Song Festivals. If Sweden shall continue to join these festivals,

the TV people might order a song directly from one or another composer in-

stead of as now arranging a local festival out of which the winner is chosen
to represent Sweden. They are reported having got the idea from Austria this

year. In the local Austrian festival, the jury decided that the local winner was
of such poor quality that instead of presenting it at London, they contacted
famous operetta-composer Robert Stolz and ordered a new song from him for
the occasion.

Philips Records is now preparing a 12 inch LP record of typical Swedish
folk-styled music to be sold mainly as a souvenir to tourists this summer. Sev-
eral of the label’s best known Swedish artists will be represented.

Pat Boone and the other Dot artists are giving concerts at the KB-Hallen
in Copenhagen on April 20th. The Danish visit has been arranged by Morks
Musikforlag, local Danish distributor of Dot Records in Denmark.
The Danish song “Det var en yndig tid,” Denmark’s contribution to this year’s

Eurovision Song Festival in London, is reported doing very poor business in

Denmark. On the other hand, the Danes are reported being more interested in

“To lys pa et bord” (Two Candles On A Table). This song failed in the local

festival but has become a big hit among the record buyers.

“My Fair Lady” at the Falconer Teatret in Copenhagen was originally
planned to run only three months, but its success has made it necessary to be
prolonged until at least November 3rd.

Dag Haggqvist handles the publicity department of Scandinavian Record Co.
(Sonet and Storyville labels, American Roulette Records) in Stockholm dur-
ing the next six weeks while the regular publicity man, Bjorn Fremer is on a
business visit to the United States.

A recent idea among Swedish record companies is to start record circles,

of the same type as those book circles which have been in existence for several
years. A customer buys one LP and can borrow and listen to nine others.
Mainly classical and jazz music are handled in these circles. The first record
circle has been named Skivkonsortiet and was started by HMV, Philips, RCA,
Telefunken, Polydor, Coral, Decca and London. The organization works under
the slogan “Buy one record, listen to ten.”

The strike among the musicians is still making certain difficulties for most
of the Swedish record companies to make new recordings. There is, at the mo-
ment, no end of the strike in sight.

The songs from this year’s Eurovision Song Festival are now beginning to
appear in Sweden. So far, Reuter & Reuter has presented the sheet copies of
the British entry, “Looking High, High, High,” Stockholms’ Musikproduktion
lias presented the Italian “Romantica” and Southern Music just released the
Danish “Det var en yndig tid.”

EMI (Columbia Records) has ordered copies of “Tom Pillibi” sung by
Jacqueline Boyer directly from Pathe-Marconi in Paris and is now eagerly
awaiting for the first records to arrive while the interest in the song is still

high after it won in London.

British Distrib Criticizes U.S.

Exporters For Poor Equipment, Service

LONDON—Have any gripes about
your foreign customers not re-order-

ing equipment? Feel that the last deal

you made with ’em was a favorable
one? Think you’re building an export
division that will eventually account
for an important share of your over-
all business? Then listen to some of

the comments received by The Cash
Box from a leading coin machine dis-

tributor here, who will remain name-
less.

“So far we have been successful in

importing a quantity of machines
from the United States but in every
instance we find the same bad pack-
ing resulting in broken glasses and
damaged cabinets ... it appears that
these (American) jobbers either do
not care whether they obtain further
orders or have a ‘take it or leave it’

attitude ... (in many instances) we
have found counting meters have been
removed as well as match score units
. . . it takes quite a while to replace

these parts, all of which prevents
sales (to our customers) here, and re-

orders from over there (U.S.).”
Regarding paper work and rela-

tionships between this jobber and his

American suppliers, the British coin-

man had this to say, “30 days delay

in obtaining inquiries from our letters

is not uncommon . . . letters and tele-

grams are floutedly ignored from
prospective customers wishing to

trade with them.”
Regarding the eventual result of

this state of affairs, the jobber stated,

“Such conditions leave a wide gap
open to German competition who are
more than anxious to obtain trade
with us, so it is up to American job-

bers to ‘pull up their socks and get
cracking’ before it is too late.”

End of criticism. If any of the above

comments apply to your firm it should

be the beginning of a complete review

of your expoi’t business.

Small Business Continues
Press For Liberal

Depreciation Allowance
NEW YORK—Despite Government
resistance, many facets of American
business, both small and large, con-

tinue to press for revision and liberali-

zation of the current depreciation
laws.
As is well known in the coin ma-

chine industry, present methods of
depreciation permitted are without
conformity and are inadequate.

In a talk to the Scranton, Pennsyl-
vania, Chapter of Accountants, a na-
tionally-known accountant, Maurice E.
Peloubet, senior partner of the New
York certified public accounting firm
of Pogson, Peloubet & Co., stated that
the nation’s economic growth rate can
be doubled by encouraging investment
thru reform of the present inadequate
depreciation laws, without loss of
Federal revenues.

Pelobet challenged the Treasury De-
partment on what he called “a group
of fallacies concerned with the eco-
nomic and revenue effects of depre-
ciation.”
“When the ciuestion of depreciation

reform and additional allowances is

brought up,” Peloubet said, “the Gov-
ernment answer frequently is that the
advantages of an increased and ade-
quate depreciation allowance to the
business community are quite clear,
but the Treasury cannot afford the
loss in revenue which would be
brought about by an increase in de-
preciation allowances, no matter how
calculated.

“This assumption rests on the fal-
lacy that we live in a comparatively
static economy,” stated Pelobet, “with
a slow growth rate, perhaps 3 per cent
per year as the extreme limit of pos-
sible growth. The past history of this
country does not show any such limits
to growth.”

Reviewing
the various efforts in the last year,
Wieland pointed out the importance of
the numerous negotiations regarding
the new edition of section 33 d-i of
the Industrial Code, comprising the
various proposals for amendment; the
participation of the managing com-
mittee in the new edition of the Ham-
burgian Amusement Tax Act; and

Skriver of Hamburg, in fighting off
