lew Jersey Bootlegging Crackdown

Dramatizes ARMADA Convention
NEW YORK.—As the majority of
independent record manufacturers
and distributors moved towards Atlan-
tic City, N.J. to attend the second an-
nual ARMADA Convention, one of the
most discussed problems of the record
industry, “bootlegging,” broke into full

discussion as Bergen County officials

gathered several handlers of boot-
legged disks into the net.

“Being bootlegged,” stated one
large indie head, “were at least fifteen

manufacturers.” Although The Cash
Box has been “sitting” on this story
for several weeks, at the request of
parties involved in the investigation,
so as not to interfere with the probe,
premature news items appeared late

last week when AP was somehow
alerted. The Cash Box has even now
been requested not to reveal any fur-
ther details.

In adjoining columns are photos
of original and bootlegged copies
of Cameo’s Bobby Rydell disk, “Ding-
A-Ling,” and Laurie’s Dion and the
Belmonts’ “When You Wish Upon A
Star” with the differences detailed.

Culminating dramatically just prior
to ARMADA’s Convention, the organ-
ization which has been placing so
much emphasis on this particular evil,

the probe gives the convention an air
of expectancy and suspense. The
ARMADA board of directors has been
successful in obtaining New Jersey
Attorney General Davd D. Furman,
who is directly involved in the bootleg-

ging case now under investigation, to

speak to ARMADA at 11 AM Tues-

day, June 14.

Similarly, Sigmund H. Steinberg,

attorney, of the firm of Blanc, Stein-

berg, Balder and Steinbrook, the driv-

ing force behind the crackdown on the

bootlegging operation, will address

ARMADA at 2 PM Tuesday, June 14.

It is understood that a push will be

made at the ARMADA meet to gather

together the manufacturers who have

been bootlegged so as to present a

united front in the prosecution of all

offenders. The drive to close-in has

been gathering momentum and it now
appears that action is imminent in

states other than New Jersey.

McPhatter To Mercury

NEW YORK—Mercury Records has

signed standout songster Clyde Mc-

Phatter, it was announced last week.

NEW YORK—Congress was set last
week to enact legislation providing a
tighter control on the broadcasting in-
dustry, an expected aftermath of the
payola-TV quiz scandal. The House
Commerce Committee has attached
provisions to a bill already passed by
the Senate. The latter is expected to
approve the amendments.
The committee, headed by Rep. Oren

Harris, who was chairman of the
House subcommittee which recently
held the payola hearings, approved a
bill which includes: making payola
and the rigging of quiz shows a crime,
with violators subject to criminal
prosecution culminating in a maxi-
mum fine of $10,000 and a year in
prison. In addition, the FCC would
have stricter control over station li-

censes. The agency would be allowed to
suspend a broadcast license or fine an
outlet $1,000 a day for improper activ-
ities. License terms—now three years—could be shortened if the FCC had
any doubts about the applicant. The
bill should have no difficulty passing
the House, observers feel.

There would be no need for such an-
nouncements if disks are given by the
manufacturer without the expectation
of receiving a plug for them. Also,
those who give or take payola would be
required to disclose the fact, and the
station would have to announce the
disclosure on the air. The station itself

would have to “exercise reasonable
diligence” in the area of payola to em-
ployees.
The House Commerce Committee

provision expected to stir broadcasters
would put the FCC in a position to

suspend any license for ten days for:

false statements in a license applica-
tion; conditions found by the commis-
sion that would permit it to deny an
application; violations of the Com-
munications Act or commission rules L

to desist from some practice; failure

The young songstress assumes the proper lilt-

The set also
contains a few originals on the Hawaiian love
theme. Package consists of “Blue Hawaii,” “Now
Is The^ Hour,” “Aloha Oe” and “My Little Grass
Shack.” Plenty of teen appeal.

“AND THEN CAME ADAM”—Adam Wade-
Coed LPC 902
The Johnny Mathis sound-alike is in fine form

for his debut album, after a couple of hit-making
singles excursions. He has proven his ballad abil-
ity with such as “Ruby” and “Tell Her For Me”
(included here) but he can also swing vibrantly
as evidenced by “Just In Time” and “Witchcraft.”
Others include “So In Love,” “Fascination” and
“I’m Wise.” Bright sales outlook.

“ORSON BEAN AT THE HUNGRY I”—Fantasy
7009
Fantasy has another comic who comes across

tremendously on disk to add to its roster of Lenny
Bruce. Bean’s comic bits, cut in performance at
the famous San Francisco club, are sophisticated,
but not too subtle blasts at idiosyncrosies in
American society. There are thirteen tracks;
among them such hilarious episodes as “America
Town,” “George Tumajanian, All-Armenian Boy,”
“The Harvards and The Yales,” “Yucca Flat”
and the inevitable “How To Make A Paper Euca-
lyptus Tree.” Has chart strength.

“MOVIN’ ON BROADWAY”—Kay Starr—Capi-
tol ST 1374
The belting thrush goes after Broadway and

brings credit to both herself and the medium with
a fresh, invigorating, irresistible album. Though
the tempos may be dilferent, and the approach
even further removed from their original settings,
such melodies as “Heart,” “Get Me To The
Church On Time,” “Baubles, Bangles and Beads,”
“All Of You” and “Just In Time” get their mes-
sage across in swift, swinging succession. Has
that timeless look.

“PERCUSSION AND GUITARS”—Time S/2000
Following the successful example of Command’s

percussion series, Time presents a finely engi-
neered album of similar music in its new stereo-
only “2000 Series.” The band contains several out-
standing jazz musicians accounting for the swing-
ing jazz feeling communicated throughout. They
play “Something’s Coming,” “Just In Time,”
“Charleston,” “Holiday For Strings” and eight
others. Should get a hot reception.

“CONNIE STEVENS”—Warner Bros. W 1382
“Sixteen Reasons” is the songbird’s current bid

for single honors and she advances eleven more
reasons for stardom in this album. Her style is
pert and perky, and the material she has chosen
reflects this pose ideally.

Foreign Competition Can Be
Met, Burns Tells RCA Distribs

MIAMI BEACH, FLA.—RCA presi-
dent John L. Burns has expressed con-
fidence that the U.S. electronics indus-
try—if it continued “alert, aggressive,
and innovation-minded”—could meet,
as “other American industries have,”
any “fundamental threat to its exist-

ence fi’om foreign competition.”
Statement was made at a recent meet
here of Eastern and Southern RCA
distribs.

Burns cautioned that foreign coun-
tries “must exert wisdom in their ex-
port policies.” “An unduly excessive
combination of government subsidies
and lower labor costs in order to force

entry into the American market,” he

said, “can only stimulate the demand
for new governmental barriers against

electronic parts. I have hopes that

wisdom will prevail on all sides of the

oceans and that a freer flow of trade

will permit the entire world to reap

the benefits of the vast advances be-

ing made in the electronics art.”

Burns said it was not his intent “to

underestimate the strides made by

foreign electronics industries, such as

that of Japan,” and praised the “for-

midable headway” they have made in

some areas, particularly radio.” He
said, however, that RCA has devel-

oped a miniaturized loudspeaker, plus

the circuitry to go with it, which he

regarded as “superior” to any im-

ported product.

“This is the way we hope we can

always counter foreign competition

—

meet it head-on with products that

hold their position in the market place

purely on the basis of styling, qual-

ity, and performance,” Burns said. He
reported that last year, “in the face

of mounting competition from over-

seas, RCA sold more radios than it

has sold in any year since it began

business.”

Her association with Capitol has re-

sulted in 14 albums, the most recent

of which was “Road Show,” featuring

the Kenton band, and the Four Fresh-

men (also Kenton alumni) in a live

recording made last October during a

concert at Purdue University. The

next Christy LP, “Cool School,” is due

out in Sept.

Mercury’s European Regional Manager, Dick Whittington, back in London

from his world trip has been busy making preparations for the arrival this

week of the Mercury Mobile Recording Unit. For the last six years the unit

has made annual visits to England and the Continent for classical recordings in

the ‘Living Presence’ series. Sessions will be at Wembley Town Hall from
June 4th to 18th when Mercury will be renewing its association with The
London Symphony Orchestra under the direction of Antal Dorati—the com-
pany’s exclusive contract conductor—and Herbert Menges. Soloists will in-

clude Joseph Szigeti and Byron Janis. Heading the recording staff will be Mer-
cury’s Vice President Wilma Cozart, founder of the ‘Living Presence’ series

and the woman responsible for building the complete Mercury classical reper-
toire to date. After the completion of recordings here the unit travels to Italy

for operatic recordings in Florence before returning to the States at the end
of July.

This week Mercury Records London hosted a cocktail party for Antal Dorati
at E.M.I.’s Manchester Square headquarters.

British singer Vera Lynn emerged victorious from the Courts this week
when a judge dismissed the claim brought against her by the family of the late

Sir Hugh Roberton that her hit recording of “Travellin’ Home” infringed the
copyright of “Westering Home” composed and arranged 21 years ago by Sir

Hugh. The plaintiffs were ordered to pay costs estimated at £4,000. Other
defendants in the case were Harry Lewis—music publisher and husband of
Vera Lynn—and The Decca Record Company. “Travellin’ Home” which was
recorded by Vera Lynn for Decca in 1957 reached the Top Twenty charts within
a week and sold over 27,000 copies before the writ was issued and advance
orders which totalled 70,000 were called in. Mr. Townsley, General Manager
for Decca, told The Cash Box that the company will re-issue the disk, which
he considers one of Vera’s best recordings, immediately with a new backing
“Gathering Of The Clan” not previously issued. As already reported Vera
Lynn left Decca recently after 25 years to sign a new contract with M.G.M.
Townsley says “We are still very good friends and Decca is delighted with
the result of the case and look forward to “Travellin’ Home” being the hit

we expected it to be in 1957.”
Cy Leslie, President of The Pickwick Sales Corporation Merchandising Arm

for Design “Compatible” Fidelity, “Instant” Learning Records and Cricket
Records, stopped off at The Cash Box office after arriving in London on the
first leg of his 3% week European tour. Leslie said that he was here to
discuss plans with Monty Lewis of Gala Records for the release of his ‘com-
patible’ disks in this country in the Autumn. Playable on monaurul or stereo
equipment these records should find a ready market here. Processing will be
done at Gala’s pressing plant where the new facilities necessary for this
technique are being installed. It has not yet been decided whether issues will
be on 7" E.P.’s or 10" L.P.’s

Leslie is delighted with the success of his “Instant” Learning records and
reports that sales in this country have been proportionately more than in the
States. Courses are at present available in French, Spanish, German and
Russian and an Italian course is planned for September. Leslie leaves London
for Milan, Zurich, Frankfurt, Nuremberg, Weisbaden, Hamberg, Copenhagen,
Oslo, Stockholm and Paris.
The one and only Adelaide Hall has signed a two-year contract with Oriole

Records. Adelaide who now lives permanently in London told The Cash Box
she is particularly happy to renew acquaintance with Oriole Chief, Morris
Levy, for whom she recorded way back in the 30’s. Her last American record-
ings were made last year of songs from the Broadway show “Jamaica” in
which she starred with Lena Horne. Miss Hall said that plans were under
way for a stage show in this country. For her first two waxings for Oriole
Adelaide launches out into the pop field for the first time with the titles

“Common Sense” and “Bluebird On My Shoulder.”

Rave reviews followed the opening this week at London’s Plaza Cinema of
the Norman Panama-Melvin Frank Production of Paramount's Broadway musi-
cal smash “Li’l Abner.” The premiere was a real informal ‘Dogpatch’ affair
attended by many stars and celebrities in sweaters and jeans. Philips have
issued the original cast soundtrack recordings in L.P. and E.P. form. Other
disks from the show include “Past My Prime” by Jackie Rae and Janette
Scott on Fontana, “Namely You” by Diana Dors on her Pye L.P. “Swinging
Dors” and The Playmates version of “Jubilation T. Cornpone” on Columbia.

Disks include the American top seller by Don Costa
on London and The McGuire Sisters on Coral with British versions by Wally
Stott and his Orchestra on Pye, Ronnie Hilton on H.M.V., Max Jaffa and the
Norrie Paramor Orchestra on Columbia and Ron Goodwin and his Orchestra
on Parlophone.

Everyone at Filmusic is delighted with the stateside exploitation of Garry
Mills disk “Look For A Star” from the film “Circus of Horrors” which has
its British premiere on June 25th. The disk is issued here on Top Rank and
published by Filmusic (Rank Music of America). This all-British disk was
“The Cash Box Pick Of The Week” (4th June.) Garry has another Top Rank
disk on release “Cornin’ Down With Love” backed with “I’m Gonna’ Find Out.”
The Independent Artists film “Never Let Go” starring Peter Sellers, Richard

Todd and recording star Adam Faith, playing his first dramatic role, is
premiered this week and will be distributed by the Rank Organization. The
score is by John Barry who also arranged “Johnny Comes Marching Home”

—

the song featured by Faith who has also recorded it for Parlophone. Music
published by Filmusic.

John Nice, Manager of the Palace and Burlington Music Publishing Com-
panies, has two new hits in the British charts “Three Steps to Heaven” by
Eddie Cochran and “Shazam” by Duane Eddy—both on London. Palace also
handles two current hits from the American Top 100—“Love You So” by Ron
Holden and “Pink Chiffon” by Mitchell Torok. Burlington Music has the new
Debbie Reynolds “City Lights” released here on the London label and is look-
ing forward to the release on the same label of Duane Eddy’s “Rebel Walk”
to be issued shortly when “Shazam” shows signs of falling. Another recent
American chart entry published by Burlington is the Dee Clarke Top Rank
disk “At My Front Door.”

W. H. Barrington-Coupe, Director of Saga Records is delighted with the
success of the company’s recently launched subsidiary label “Triumph.” Already
The Fleerackers disking of “Green Jeans” is proving a fast seller as is the
George Chakaris version of “Heart Of A Teenage Girl.”

If this tremendous swing to Australian talent continues at its present pace,
it could have the effect—in the not too far distant future—of encouraging
American stars to make special disk-promotion tours of this country in order
to retain a high level of popularity. Another interesting point is that several
of the records mentioned above are to be released—or are under consideration
for release—in the United States and Europe.

Star jazz group the Oscar Peterson Trio is scheduled to arrive in Melbourne
on 10th June for night club and television work. Peterson is booked for The
Embers, a modern new club where Billy Eckstine appeared recently and where
American vocalist Gloria Smyth is currently performing.

Frankie Davidson, who is enjoying disk success with his single “I Care For
You” which is the subject of a nationwide promotion tie-in with Coca-Cola,
has been signed by Coke as a disk-jockey to host “The Coca-Cola Hi-Fi Club”
which will emanate from Radio Station 3UZ in Melbourne. There will be three
half-hour sessions each week—Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday at 6 p.m.

Festival Records are launching a Carmen Cavallero promotion campaign for
the month of June. Spearheading the promotion will be a new album by Caval-
lero entitled “The Franz Liszt Story,” containing a selection of tunes featured
in the movie “Song Without End.” A special sampler disk with introductory
tracks by the artist, together with musical tracks fi’om his previous albums,
will be sent to radio stations throughout Australia.
The publishing house of Boosey & Hawkes is handling a good stack of hits

right now including “He’ll Have To Go”; “I Love The Way You Love”; “Let
The Little Girl Dance”; “Cradle Of Love”; “Rockin’ Little Angel”; “Doggin’
Around”; “Clap Your Hands”; “All I Could Do Was Cry” and “Runaround.”
Boosey & Hawkes operate from their head office in Sydney.
The Powell Twins (Penni and Patti) from New York have cut a single for

Teen Records in Sydney. The girls have been in Australia for some time now
doing club and television work in Melbourne and Sydney. The Powell Twins’
single carries “At Sundown” and “You Excite Me.”
Lee Gordon’s Leedon label has just released a 12" album of “Some Swing,

Some Sweet” by Johnny Rebb. Rebb, who is known as Australia’s Gentleman
of Rock ’n Roll, has just signed a new contract with Coronet Records.
John Laws, star disk-jockey with Station 2KO in Newcastle, New South

Wales, looks like making the grade with his new single for Rex Records (Festi-
val subsidiary). John’s latest carries “Made To Be Loved” c/w “Run Boy Run”
and it should prove a good follow up to his performance of “I Remember”
which is currently enjoying some chart success.

In a special Australian Commemorative Release to honour the Australian
tour of the Boston Symphony Orchestra, RCA has made a rush release of three
new albums; “Marches In Hi-Fi”; “Stars And Stripes Cakewalk” by The Boston
Pops Orch and “The French Touch” by The Boston Symphony Orchestra.
Another special rush release from RCA of Australia is the album “Elvis Is

Back.” This one should score plenty of sales in very quick time. Strangely
enough, Presley’s single “Stuck On You” wasn’t the great success in this

country that it obviously was in the U.S.

Cy Leslie, President of Pickwick Sales Corporation was in Milan for three
days. He visited the Italian representatives of the Design label, the Meazzi
Brothers, with whom he had a long business conference. Leslie said he was plan-
ning to expand his record activities in Italy and intends to discuss the details
with the Meazzi Brothers.

This is an Open Letter in answer to

your editorial of May 28th, which I

wish you would reprint in your maga-
zine.

At the conclusion of our Music Op-
erators of America Convention in May,
1959 the Board of Directors appointed
a committee to call on the manufac-
turers for any criticisms, ideas or sug-
gestions they may have for our 1960
Convention.

This committee consisted of Les
Montooth of Illinois; Clint Pierce of
Wisconsin and myself as chairman.
We immediately called on every

major manufacturer in the city of
Chicago including the five juke box
manufacturers.

In each case, we were cordially re-
ceived and had a nice talk. We asked
each factory representative to whom

we talked to give some thought to any
changes they would like to see at the
1960 Convention, and to write them to
me, and we would certainly see that
the changes were made. I received not
a single letter.

My committee and the Music Op-
erators of America Executive Com-
mittee met with the five major juke
box manufacturers in Chicago in Feb-
ruary for a pre-convention meeting.
At that meeting there was complete
harmony, and every one of the manu-
facturers expressed themselves as be-
ing happy with the 1959 convention
and had no suggestions for the 1960
convention.
One month later, we received letters

from three of them stating that they
would not be in the convention, and
using some of the reasons you named
in your editorial.

They were written letters asking
them to re-consider and they answered
back refusing to do so.

Now, I propose that you in conjunc-
tion with the other trade papers ar-
range a meeting between the repre-
sentatives of the juke box manufac-
turers and a committee appointed by
the Board of Directors of Music Op-
erators of America for the purposes
of straightening out any conflict or
problems that would prevent this in-
dustry from having a united front for
the purposes of the convention or any
other purpose.

I have complete authority from our
Board of Directors to propose this
meeeting, and assure you that we will
cooperate in every way possible.
Thanking you very much, and await-
ing your answer with keen interest,

Seaway Strike Ends At Lakes PortsNEW YORK—Longshoremen at ma-
jor Great Lakes ports were expected
to return to work last week after a
19-day Seaway strike which tied up
five major ports on the St. Lawrence
Seaway.
The settlment came about when Mil-

waukee’s largest stevedore company
reached agreement with ILA pat-
terned after an earlier proposal that
had been agreed on between the union
and negotiators for major port em-
ployers.
The ILA was considered to have

won a major victory in securing a
master contract covering the major
ports, a demand for which the union
had pressed.

Chicago dockers are expected to re-
ceive a 15^ hourly increase the first
year, plus 3 4 in fringe benefits; 114
in wages the second year and 24 in
benefits; and 94 in wages and 2 4 in
benefits the third year. The employers
won their demand for a three-year
contract to expire April 1, 1963.

Toledo port users were advised that
due to separate negotiations the port

of Toledo was not affected by the set-
tlement and will continue to negotiate
until agreement is reached.

Shippers along the Seaway have
been caused much discomfort in past
operating years due to Seaway traf-
fic handling and costs of shipping.

Blatt will be actively engaged, for
the next several months, in carrying
out plans for the affair. During the 4
day meet he will co-ordinate Miller’s
efforts in Miami Beach.

NEW YORK—No doubt the Public-

Relations professionals in New York
City looked wide-eyed on Friday aft-
ernoon, June 3, when the upper right
hand corner of page 3 of New York’s
Journal-American, largest afternoon
daily newspaper in New York City,

featured a three-column photograph
of a juke box complete with favorable
news story accompanying the pub-
licity shot. In PR circles a photo of
this nature is looked upon with envy.
It is the ultimate goal of many or-

ganizations whose function it is to
provide the press with favorable men-
tion of their particular client’s prod-
uce or service. Public Relations is a
business and results are measured in

free publicity space where it counts

—

in major mass media such as the
Hearst newspapers.
But more important, the photo-

graph and story, which informed
probably more than one million read-
ers of the philanthropic works of the
juke box industry in N.Y. State, was
the first major breakthrough in the
New York City press of a story that
told another story—the workings of
the Public Relations Committee of the
New York State Coin Machine Asso-
ciation, Inc. If a picture is worth one-
thousand words, then this picture was
worth a fat fee in Public Relations
counsel and service. But the cost of
the picture was exactly the cost of
one early model phonograph to the
PR Committee. The money was
raised slowly but surely through a
fund drive conducted by the PR Com-
mittee with monthly appeals during
the past nine months. Once the money
was accumulated the phonograph was
purchased and donated to Creedmoor
State Hospital, Children’s Ward. The
photo reproduced here was taken dur-
ing that presentation. The sub-cap-
tion tells the coinman no more than
that the juke box was donated by the
N.Y. State Coin Machine Association.
But to the readers outside of the coin
machine industry, the millions of peo-
ple in N.Y.C., it tells much more. As
a matter of fact it contradicts the
blaring headlines which this same
newspaper carried approximately one
year ago when “Coin Machine” and
“Juke Box” were four-letter words
used by editors across the nation ad-

vising the reading public of the
“racketeering elements” within the
industry. This story is old news. But
the photo and story here are late
news and enough of it will eventually
wash away the harmful headlines of
yesterday.
A large part of the credit for this

accomplishment should go to A1 “Sen-
ator” Bodkin, chairman of the PR
committee. Bodkin was appointed
chairman at the first general meeting
of N.Y. State’s coinmen held in the
Park-Sheraton Hotel last Fall. He
has since taken a personal responsi-
bility for the success of this commit-
tee and his accomplishments are worth
mentioning again, here. Bodkin, ably
assisted by his committee, of which
Meyer Parkoff, Atlantic New York
Corporation, (shown in photo above)
is a working member, have performed
what appeared to be insurmountable
tasks during the past ten months and
without one hour’s experience in the
public relations field. Furthermore,
they have accomplished all of this
with approximately $1900, total. With
the exception of two separate drives,
one in which the United Jewish Ap-
peal annual contribution from the
coin industry was individually raised
from coinmen and presented at a Vic-
tory Dinner in April; and another
drive which culminated at a com-
munion breakfast in March when His
Eminence Francis Cardinal Spellman
was presented with a check for $2000
toward the Cardinal Spellman Serv-
icemen’s Club, all costs for the sup-
port of the work of the PR Commit-
tee have been received as member-
ship donations from coinmen in New
York State and in the City.

Every dollar raised was paid off

with multiple returns in publicity

and charitable work. There was a
Christmas dance-party for one thou-
sand kids in Brooklyn’s Redemption
Church with hundreds of free LP’p,
wrist watch gifts, pizza pies and
cokes; a check for the Jewish Orphan
Children’s Home in lower Manhattan
during which time the officials re-
turned to the Committee a plaque ex-
pressing their wholehearted apprecia-
tion; regular contributions to organi-
zations such as Boys Town of Italy;

support of many church and civic
community drives; all with the ban-
ner of New York State Coin Machine
Association, waving in the back-
ground.

The program is a remarkable feat
in public relations work since from
the several accomplishments listed
here, one can understand the cost and
time involved if it were handled in
any other manner.
Time is still a necessary factor to

contend with since envelopes cannot
be stuffed and mailed faster than is

humanly possible. Personal calls with
community and newspaper officials

must be made, and they are made for
the most part by Bodkin who also has
a business which must be supervised.
But the cost is the most important
factor. To date its all been done for
$1900. This represents checks from
people in the business in amounts of
$5 and $10. Individual donations from
leading associations and distributors
have fattened the fund without the
individuals concerned receiving pub-
lic acknowledgement.

Evidenly, anything accomplished in
the future will have to be accom-
plished personally by Bodkin and his
small staff. Unfortunately, most peo-
ple in the business either do not have
the time or the inclination to work for
this cause. But when it comes to
money there isn’t one member of the
coin machine industry in N.Y. State
that doesn’t have $5 or $10 to support
their program. There was much con-
sternation along the coinrows of the
State when the Joumal-American
blasted the industry and the people in
it this time last year. There will be
no victory dinners or letters of thanks
to the people responsible, once this
year’s story is read. They aren’t look-
ing for thank you’s. They’re looking
for your $5. A record on many music
music machines in the State entitled,
“This Could Be The Start of Some-
thing Big!” puts the whole idea in a
nutshell. If you’re looking for a “mir-
acle” investment look to the PR Com-
mittee of N.Y.S.C.M.A. They perform
miracles for the lowest price in town.
Send your check to 250 West 57th
Street, New York 19, N.Y. Then
thank your lucky stars for the oppor-
tunity !
