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ARMADA Takes Legal Action Against

Bootlegging and Counterfeiting

NEW YORK—In line with the policy
announced by Art Talmadge President
of ARMADA last week, the law firm
of Blane, Steinberg, Balder & Stein-
brook have developed cases against
both sellers and distributors who are
dealing in bootleg and counterfeit
records. The law firm has commenced
a suit on behalf of Bernard Lowe En-
terprises, Inc., who is the manufac-
turer of Cameo Records in Philadel-
phia against Bonus Platta-Pak who
operated their business at 138 Main
Street, Fort Lee, New Jersey and
against people to whom Bonus Platta-
Pak had sold to—namely Herbert
Slotkin who traded as Slotkin Record
Distributing Co.
Ave., Philadelphia, and also the other
party attached, Jerome Schulman who
traded as Schulman Distributing Co.
at 85 Caster, Philadelphia—they are
the garnishees. The suit is for $50,000
plus an accounting and the suit asks
for recovery upon several grounds.
First, it asks for penalties under the
state law of Pennsylvania with refer-
ences to trade marks—$100.00 per
penalty by the defendant Bonus Plat-

garding the counterfeit of Cameo’s
trade mark. On that count $10,000.00
was claimed. Then there is another
count for all of the sales made in
Pennsylvania and if it exceeds $100.00
there is an additional penalty. A third
count claiming $25,000 was for loss of
profits by the plaintiff as a result of
the counterfeiting and a fourth count
was for $15,000 for the profits realized
by the defendant in making sales of
spurious records.

This suit was stated in the Court
Account #2 of Philadelphia County.
Similar suits were planned against
Bonus Platta-Pak in New Jersey and
New York and against Sid Mittleman,
proprietor of Record-Kat and against
various one-stops and dealers who
have been selling these counterfeits.

All of these actions are being taken
as an important step towards cleaning
up the counterfeit and bootleg situa-
tion that has been plaguing the indus-
try. ARMADA has instructed its legal
counsel to continue its criminal and
civil actions wherever violations ap-
pear. Blane, Steinberg, Balder &
Steinbrook are now cooperating with
the Assistant District Attorney in

“All Speed” Phono Prime Cause Of Singles

Sales Dip, Says Dealer

NEW YORK—Jay M. Jones of Jalen | huge January volume comes, to a large

Amusement Co., Baltimore disk dealer
cites the “all-speed” phonograph as
the “glaring cause” behind the drop
in singles sales, and calls for the “re-
introduction” of the 45 player. The
letter which he sent to The Cash Box
explaining his theory follows:

“Much has been said in recent
months about the increased volume
of sales of LP’s, and the decreased
sales of singles. It is, of course, an
accepted fact that singles are of prime
importance.

We have read of the dangers re-
sulting from decreased singles’ sales.
We have read of countless reason be-
hind the drop. But, as yet, I have yet
to read of one of the most glaring
causes.

I refer to the PHONOGRAPHS
available to the consumer.

When 45’s were introduced by RCA,
a strong promotion was launched
simultaneously on their 45 players.
The two went hand in hand, of course.
And, 45 singles boomed.

Consumers naturally buy records
for the players they own. It is a
known and accepted fact that January
is a tremendous month for record
sales. All other retailing slumps. QOur

extent, from the vast number of new
buyers who are new owners of new
players. Christmas and phonographs
go hand in hand.

It likewise follows that one of the
serious problems with the sale of
singles is that 45 players have not
been available to the consumer in some
time. Certainly, in recent years, the
heavy promotion has been on “all
speed” players.

As we all know, it is a cumbersome
experience to handle 45’s on an “all
speed” machine. They simply do not
easily lend themselves to singles.

Today we must recognize a split
consumer market. The singles buyer
has been neglected, while the album
buyer has received all the attention,
player-wise.

Consequently, T call on RCA to re-
introduce their 45 player this fall, and
give the singles buyer something de-
signed just for them. Teenagers and
adults both may be interested in a
“second” player, one for singles, and
another for albums.

I call this matter to your attention,
in that you seem constantly in search
of answers to today’s problems in our
industry. . . .”

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Broadcasting Bill Making Payola
A Crime Passes House

WASHINGTON, D.C.—The bill pro-
viding for stricter Federal regulation
of the broadcasting industry, and the
outlawing of payola and quiz-fixing
passed the House of Representatives—
208 to 15—last week. The bill now
goes to the Senate, where action is
not expected until at least August. At
that time, is was learned, the Senate
will conduct hearings on the bill. The
broadecasting industry has fought the
provisions of the bill that gives the
FCC authorization to suspend the li-
cense of any radio or TV outlet for
ten days or impose a fine of up to
$1,000 for any violations of laws and
FCC rules.

Under the bill, payola to those in
the broadcasting industry is made a
Federal crime, punishable by a $10,000
dollar fine and a year in jail.

Mills’ Cyril Gee in U.S.
To Survey Disk Scene

NEW YORK—Cyril Gee, general
manager of Mills Music, Ltd., Lon-
don, British affiliate of Mills in the
United States, is in the U.S. now
visiting the Mills office in New York.
Mr. Gee arrived here last Tuesday,
June 28, from Europe, where he spent
the previous four weeks, and plans to
stay until Friday, July 8. |

In an exclusive interview for The |
Cash Box, Gee said that his main pur-
pose for being here was to become
better acquainted with the personnel
of the New York office so as to en-
gender a better liaison between him-
self and the New York executives of
the publishing firm. He is also try-
ing to meet and get to know as many |
people in the disk business as possible
to enable him to work even more
closely than before.

While he is here, Gee stated that
he is taking a good look at the Ameri-
can disk scene to determine trends
that might take place in England—
since the British record market does
look toward America for much of its
basis. Gee said that he noticed that
“riotous rock” music has declined and
appears to be on its way out—both
in England and the U.S.—but casu-
ally mentioned that Mills’ current
British hit is from that school, an
H.M.V. recording of “Shakin All
Over” by Johnny Kidd.

In commenting on the differences
between the U.S. and British record
markets, Gee stated that he noticed
very little time lag between hits here
and abroad—and it is diminishing
more and more. As soon as a record
hits the U.S. charts it is snapped up
and quickly recorded in England. He
estimates that the current time lag
is about one month. On this subject,
Gee said he was aware that American '
record companies are somewhat an-
noyed about ‘‘cover” records in Eng- |
land of American hits but emphasized
that this was natural, since British

He even has a
man on his staff, Pat Sherlock, who
specializes just in obtaining televi-
sion appearances for artists who have
recorded Mills songs. Gee said his
formula for success is twofold: 1.
Pick the right material, and 2. Get it
recorded.

In commenting on the outcome of
his visit, Gee said that he feels he can
now pick songs that are more suitable
for the American market—although
he still will concentrate on the British
scene. He thinks he has obtained a
much better feel of American pop
musie.

When Gee returns to England he
will assume leadership of the Can-
ford School, a two-week summer
school sponsored by Mills to educate
promising classical musicians. Em-
ploying some of the top music profes-
sors in England, the school, Gee
stated, has become an important part
of his job.

Top Rank to the No. 1 spot with “Only Sixteen”—tracks include past hits and
two new numbers. The first track of “Music by Jerry Allen and His Trio” fea-
tures the signature tune from Jerry’s popular TV program “Lunch Box.”
Other pop issues in the ‘Buy’ series include “How About That” by Dee Clarke,
“Drums! Drums! Drums!” by Tony Crombie and his Band; “Lonely And Sen-
timental” by Gloria Lynne from the Everest label; ‘“Blue Violins” by the
Knightsbridge Strings; “Waltzes in Swingtime” by Cherry Wainer and The
Kplghtsbrldge Brass; Philip Green and his Orchestra have waxed “Waltzing to
Gilbert and Sullivan”—a new arrangement of gems from the famous masters
of comic opera; “Moody and Magnificent” by The Harry Robinson String Sound.

Classical ‘Buys’ include Rachmaninov’'s Dances played by The London Sym-
phony Orchestra; Hayden’s Symphonies 99, 100, 101 and 102 by The Vienna
State Opera Orchestra; Prokofiev’s Cinderella Ballet Suite by Stowkowsky and
The Stadium Symphony Orchestra of New York.

guests. Founded in 1914, with 39 members the total now exceeds 3,000 and
with a staff of over 400 the society, from its new and much larger premises in
Berners Street, looks after the performing rights interests of composers, pub-
lishers and authors throughout the world. The president, Sir Arthur Bliss,
Master of The Queen’s Music, introduced the guest of honor, Her Excellency
Mrs. Vijaya Lakshmi Pandit, The High Commissioner for India. In her speech,
Mrs. Pandit paid tribute to the magnificent contribution to world peace made
by all those connected with the making of music. “Music as well as politics is
a vital factor in uniting the peoples of the world,” concluded Mrs. Pandit.

A major point of interest at the first Teenage Fair held recently at Park
Lane House, London, organized by The Anglo European Exhibitions Ltd. to
raise funds for The National Playing Fields Association, was the stand occu-
pied by Triumph (Super-Fi) Sound Ltd. Designed to cater exclusively to
success with the fast selling, fast climbing “Angela Jones” by Michael Cox.
This is Michael’s first disk for the label and A & R Manager, Joe Meek. already
has nlans for another single and an LP. Visitors to the Fair made full use of
the Seeburg phonograph installed alongside the Stand to play disks by other
Triumph artists including “Green Jeans” by The Fleecrackers, “Heart Of A
Teenage Girl” by George Chakaris and Ricky Wayne’s “Hot Chickaroo.”

Pop singer-composer, Russ Hamilton, whose own songs “We Will Make Love”
and “Rainbow” on Oriole sold over three million records and won him a double
sided Golden Disk, gets married this week. His most important wedding present
was a telephone call from Arnold Maxim, president of MGM Records of Amer-
ica, offering congratulations and a three-year recording contract. Russ flies to
the state in August to cut his first disks in Nashville. It is understood that
these will include an LP and that some of the disks will be accompanied by
the same group used by Presley. Maxim, who decided to sign Russ to an exclu-
sive contract as soon as he was available after hearing his Golden disk three
years ago, says “I think he is going to be one of the greatest disk notentials
in the States—he is a charming young man with very outstanding talent.”

With plans for expanding his interests and going into West End musicals
and TV, agent and manager Larry Parnes in a £100,000 deal, has signed over
to Hew McGowan a half interest in his stable of top rock ‘n’ roll singers. Stars
involved include Marty Wilde, Vince Eager, Billy Fury, Johnny Gentle, Dickie
Pride, Duffy Power, ‘Julian,’ Sally Kelly and the latest addition to the fold,
18-year old Nelson Keene who joins other Parnes stars for a summer season
at Blackpool. Tommy Steele, managed jointly by Parnes and John Kennedy is
not involved in the deal.

On July 7 Decca recording star Winifred Atwell leaves for New York en
route for Trinidad, Barbados, British Guiana and Puerto Rico for a series of
concerts. During her tour of the West Indies Winnie has been invited to stay
with The Governor General and his wife, Lord and Lady Hale. After returning
to London for a recording session she leaves again in August for Australia and
New Zealand for an extended tour until the end of the year.

The popular BBC Sound program, “Desert Island Dises,” celebrated its
500th edition this month when the distinguished actor Sir Alec Guiness selected
the eight records he would choose if cast away on a desert island. Famous
names who have appeared on this vprogram include Yehudi Menuhin, Sir
Thomas Beecham, Count Basie, Dave Brubeck, Victor Borge, Liberace, Michael
Flanders and Donald Swan.

Another BBC Sound program celebrating an anniversary is popular deejay
Pete Murray’s weekly disk program “Pete’s Party”—which reaches its 100th
edition on July 7.

With the latest Palladium show ‘“Stars In Your Eyes” starring Cliff Richard,
Russ Conway, Joan Regan and Edmund Hockridge well under way and playing
to packed houses, the theatre’s boss, Leslie A. MacDonnell, has arranged for
the famous Italian Marionettes of Podrecca’s Piccoli Theatre to pay a return
visit to this country opening at the Victoria Palace on July 6.

Top selling record in Sweden is the French “Milord” sung by Edith Piaf on
Columbia. Meanwhile, news from Paris reports that Miss Piaf has been hit by
an illness and it is questionable whether she’ll return to show biz again.

Philips established a record in Sweden by having its EP of the Patterson-
Johansson heavyweight fight on the market only 12 hours after the fight at
the Polo Grounds in New York. Whether sales will be high, since the result of
the fight was something of a surprise to most Swedes, is another question.

Kai Gullmar, well known Swedish songwriter, will compose the music to
Svensk Talfilm’s “Asa-Nisse blir polis” (Asa-Nisse as Policeman), the eleventh
film in the “Asa-Nisse” series. The film series is definitely grade B, but as
money-makers the films are sure bets.

Italian ork leader Bruno Martino was a success at the Strand in Stockholm,
and is now playing in Copenhagen, Denmark. During the band’s Swedish stay,
they cut several sessions for His Master’s Voice.

“Porgy and Bess” opened at the Astoria in Stockholm on July 1. Among the
most recent releases on records of the music from the film is a three record al-
bum with Mel Tormé and Francis Faye on Bethlehem. The label is distributed
here by Skandianaviska Grammophon AB, the Swedish E.M.I. distributor.

“Everybody’s Somebody’s Fool,” the top song in America was released in
Sweden as “Tunna skivor,” recorded by Siw Malmkvist on Metronome. The re-
cording is beginning to show on the Swedish Hit Parade. Robert Mellin (Scan-
dinavia) AB is publisher of the song.

The Mudlarks, well known British vocal group, recently visited Oslo, Norway.

Paul Anka is back on the Swedish Hit Parade again with his “Adam and
Eve” on ABC-Paramount.

Radio Nord, the so called pirate radio station which will operate from a ship
outside the three-mile border will not start its operation August 15, as for-
merly announced. The last report is that the commercial station will begin its
competition with the government-controlled Swedish radio September 15. The
announcement was made by Jack Kotschak, Swedish president of the Swedish-
American organization operating the station. Mr. Kotschak gave no explana-
tion of why the start has been delayed, but it might depend upon the troubles
with the nationality of the ship. Originally, the ship was supposed to carry
Nicaragua’s flag, but after some diplomatic activity between Sweden and
Nicaragua, the latter country informed the Swedish State Department that it
would not allow the ship to sail under its flag.

A new song by Stig Andersson, Swedish pop song composer, titled “Lyssna
bara till ditt unga hjirta” (Only listen to your young heart) sounds like a
possible hit in Sweden. The Swedish radio, however, does not like the song and
refuses to air it, pointing out that “the song resembles the kind of music played
by the Salvation Army.” A Norwegian vocal group, The Monn Keys, have
started using the song as their opening-number. However, when The Monn
- Keys appeared on a Swedish radio programme last week, they were not allowed
to sing at all unless they cut out the Stig Andersson song. The Swedish Broad-
casting Company is known for having “strange ideas” about what they will
air, Most ‘“‘sensational” was their decision during World War II to refuse to
air “The Farewell Waltz” from the film “Waterloo Bridge,” pointing out that
the song was a “modernization” of “Auld Lang Syne,” the latter being some-
thing of a Scottish national hymn. When people in the record biz pointed out
that radio stations in Scotland had nothing against broadecasting the song, the
Swedish radio answered that “it is their business.”

“Mack the Knife,” recorded by Ella Fitzgerald on Verve during Miss Fitz-
gerald’s recent concert in Berlin this year, looks like a coming top seller here.
It is seldom that the critics are so unanimous in praising a record.

Most recent releases from Top Rank in Sweden are “Nobody Loves Me Like
You” by The Flamingoes, “Clap Your Hands” by The Beau-Marks and “Bar-
bara” by The Temptations.

RCA in Sweden reports that for the future all releases will be available in
both stereo and mono, according to Sixten Eriksson, president of Grammofon
AB Electra, RCA distributor in Sweden.

Jacqueline Boyer, the winner of this year’s Eurovision Song Festival in Lon-
don, is in Stockholm where she is contracted to appear at the outdoor amuse-
ment scene at the Skansen on July 14, the French national day.

His Master’s Voice has recorded an EP with four waltzes sung by Harry
Brandelius with Andrew Walter’s Orchestra.

It has been noted in recent years that a great
many operators have become subservient to their lo-
cations. They no longer operate on the assumption
that a location needs coin operated equipment but
buckle before the demands of the location (many
of which are arbitrary, outlandish and unfair).

There is no question that the location is most im-
portant. However, there isn’t a location today that
would be able to conduct its business on the same
level without a juke box, a game—or both. Coin
equipment is an important part of a location’s in-
come. But more important, it is this same equip-
ment that attracts patrons and stimmulates a bar and
restaurant business.

The location is the life-blood of an operation—
and conversely, the coin machine equipment is just
as much the life blood of the location’s business.
Both should function for mutual profit dealing with
each other on an equal basis, businesswise.

The fact that a location can and does bend an
operator to his will is more than likely the fault of
the operator himself. Due to competition and the
threat of a “lost location’ the operator tends to give
in to ahmost every demand. This is not a normal
business relationship. It is up to the operator to sell
the location on the strength of providing the finest
equipment and service available which will result
in even greater profits for the location owner as well
as the operator himself. The operator who cuts cor-
ners to meet unfair demands of the location owner
—or competition—cannot stay in business long.

Top equipment, top service, and a fair contract
between both parties, means profits for the location
and the operator. Once the relationship becomes
“top heavy” in favor of the location owner, the op-
erator can only lose, slowly but surely.
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France Removes Restrictions
On Amusement Machine Imports
Removal Of Ban On Phonos Expected Later

NEW YORK-—Reports received at
New York City export outlets last
week advised that the Government of
France has removed restrictions on
the import of coin-operated amuse-
ment machines from outside sources
of supply. The governmental decision
was the result of a long expected re-
vision (The Cash Box, Oct. 10) of
present law. Authoritative sources
viewed the move as the start of a
dual-purpose bill which is expected to
end in several months with similar
legislation removing the present ban
on coin-operated phonographs.
Although France has imposed a re-

striction on coin-operated machines,
the country has accepted a minimum
number of games each month, under
a separate proviso permitting this
small amount periodically each month
into the country.

While the opening of this market
nowhere approaches the potential that
Great Britain did last Fall, when im-
port restrictions were removed, it
was seen as another source of export

for U.S. wholesalers of used equip-
ment that could eventually blossom
into a substantial market for coin-
operated equipment,

The ad was headed, “Pubic Rela-
tions Programs” and went on to ex-
plain that the “Coin Machine Coun-
cil” is an organization which was
formed for the purposes of improv-
ing the public’s impression of the
music, amusement, and vending in-
dustries in general. The article ex-
plains that PR experts have been
retained to accomplish this task. He
goes on to advise that while experts
saying “good things” about an indus-
try is all well and good, the “people
who say them’ will tell the story as
to what the public believes. Stout
stated in his ad that belief in these

statements will inevitably lead to ac-
ceptance on the part of public offi-
cials and mass media personnel who
will, in turn, use them in a favorable
light.

Stout continues further in the arti-
cle stating that the “coin chute” it-
self is probably the greatest obstacle
the Council has in its path, and yet
automation is one of the most ac-
cepted means of providing America
with many of its necessities and lux-
uries.

“Here is an industry serving a wide
public interest, contributing substan-
tially to local, State and national
welfare . . . it should be regarded for
the common good of its service to
mankind.”

“Americans spend millions on en-
tertainment. Jobs, wages and profits
go to those in the entertainment busi-
ness. Why should coin-controlled
entertainment be discriminated
against?”, asks Stout in his news-
paper article. Stout concludes with
the statement, “The Coin Machine
Council for Public Relations will be
raising these questions and getting
the ‘common sense’ answer for us.”

The public statement was viewed
as a frank and open explanation of a
problem that is facing the industry
today. In explaining the trade’s prob-
lems, Stout also orientated the read-
ing public in preparation for the pro-
fessional approach which is expected
to grace newspapers such as this one,
as the result of an editor’s honest
approach to a news story concerning
the coin machine industry.
