One of today’s most dynamic talents on records as well as one of the entertainment in-
dustry’s most exciting visnal performers is Jackie Wilson, Brunswick recording star.
During the past year the vocalist has stepped into the “big name” class via a strong assist
from his smash two-sided single “Night” and “Doggin’ Around.” Known only a few
months ago as strictly a rock ’n’ roll and blues performer, “Night” showed a new dimen-
sion of Wilson's talents—his big dramatic ballad voice. Seated front and center, Jackie
listens to a playback of his latest twin-deck smash “A Woman, A Lover, A Friend””
coupled with *“(You Were Made For) All My Love,” which gives him four titles riding
simultancously on the charts, and discusses the arrangement with his manager Nat Tar-
nopol (left). Dick Jacobs, Brunswick A & R topper (right) aud Gene and Harry Good-
man, publishers of the singer’s new coupling, seemn to be enjoving the sound of the
t1pes. Jackie is currently on a tour of one-nighters through the South. “Jackie Sings The
Blues™ is the title of Wilson’s current best selling LP.
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As we head into the first weeks
of the Summer season, it appears
as though it’ll be a swinging ten
weeks record-wise. Business is al-
ready picking up, after a soft Fall
market, according to a number of
diskeries. From the sound of some
of the new releases, it is quite ob-
vious that the record companies are
not holding back good records for
the Fall, but are giving them to the
public now with the same strong
all out push offered later on.

There is further evidence that a
Summer of solid sales can be an-
ticipated thanks to the debut of that
ever loving Smash Summer Novel-
ty Single that has acted as such a
shot in the arm to the record busi-
ness in the past and may very well
be responsible for the exciting start
in this Summer’s sales.

About six or seven years ago,
“Flying Saucer” was a tremendous
Summer sales booster. In ’56
“Stranded In The Jungle” helped
spark sales. In °57, “I’'m Gonna Sit
Right Down And Write Myself A
Letter’ played the key role. More
recently, “Purple People Eater”
gave Summer sales a lift. Last year
it was ““The Battle Of New Orleans”
that turned the trick. And this year
we have been blessed with two. The
light happy summery sound of

““‘Alley Oop”’ attracted hundreds of
thousands into the stores in the
early days of the season and is cur-
rently one of the nation’s top sell-
ers. Hot on the heels of this teenage
favorite is the rise to prominence
of another zany, contagious, atten-
tion getting hit in the form of “‘Itsy
Bitsy Teenie Weenie Yellow Polka
Dot Bikini.”’ People coming off the
road report that “Bikini’’ is bring-
ing ’em into the stores at a torrid
pace and the charts bear out this
information.

The Summer record business to-
day is a far cry from what it was,
let’s say, ten years ago. Records can
and do sell well in the Summer
months when there is something of
smash calibre which will attract
customers. It has happened consist-
ently for a number of Summers
now to prove that a good sale in
any season is not a freak.

With ¢“Alley Oop”’ and *“‘Bikini”’
acting as work horses, many other
singles will benefit considerably
from the magnetic qualities of
these two disks. The two should
keep business swinging for at least
five or six weeks. Should another
novelty break through toward the
tail end of the vacation season, we
could be fortunate enough to head
into the Fall with flying colors.

ELVIS PRESLEY (RCA Victor 7777)

Elvis’ second release since his return to our shores should easily duplicate
his “Stuck On You”—“Fame Or Fortune” success. Slightly different for
Presley is the top side, “It’s Now Or Never.” A new lyric (Tony Martin
had “There’s No Tomorrow”), cha cha adaptation of “O Sole Mio.” The
other end, “A Mess Of Blues,” is a rhythmic finger-snapper from the
famous Presley hip-swinging school. Great musical and vocal (the Jor-
danaires) support on both smasheroos.

Bernard Lowe Enterprises Sues Sidney Mittleman;
Accused Of Selling Bootlegged Cameo Disks

NEW YORK-—Bernard Lowe Enter-
prises has brought suit against Sid-
ney Mittleman, individually and trad-
ing as Record-Pak, who has been
accused of selling bootlegged disks by
New Jersey authorities, among them
Lowe’s Cameo disks by Bobby Rydell.
Suit was started in the Superior
Court of New Jersey, Law Division,
Essex County. Money involved in the
law suit is $70,000 plus “damages sus-
tained by Lowe and the profits ob-
tained by Mittleman, which should
run the amount of the law suit uf) to
a

$100,000,” according to Lowe’s
yers, Blanc, Steinberg, Balder &
Steinbrook.

The suit contains five counts and
a brief synopsis of each count is as
follows:

The first count contains allegations
that Mittleman, with full knowledge
of the fact that Bernard Lowe Enter-

prises, Inc. was the owner of the reg-
lstered trade mark “Cameo,” has been
engaged for a substantial period of
time in selling spurious phonograph
records not made or produced by
Lowe but copied and reproduced from
Lowe’s records, and that such records
as sold by Mittleman were marked
with counterfeit labels containing
forged representations of Lowe’s
trade mark and trade name. This
count of the complaint further states
that this action on Mittleman’s part
was, of course, without the knowledge
or consent of Lowe. It is further al-
leged that Mittleman has made not
less than 100 sales of these spurious
records bearing the counterfeited
trade mark “Cameo,” and that the
defendant has, therefore, wrongfully
performed or committed not less than
100 violations of the New Jersey
Statute, each violation carrymg pen-
alty of $200.00. Hence, the claim for
relief under the first count is for
$20,000.

The second count of the complaint
incorporates the allegations contained
in the first count but goes on to state
that Lowe has no knowledge of the
precise number of sales and/or de-
liveries made by Mittleman of such
spurious records containing the coun-
terfeited trade mark, and hence, the
court is requested to order Mittleman
to make a full accounting of all such
sales of the records which were coun-
terfeited from the legitimate records
manufactured and produced by Lowe.

The third count of the complaint
states that all of the acts committed
by the defendant as stated above
were in direct violation of Lowe’s ex-
clusive rights to the use of the trade
mark and trade name “Cameo” and
have caused Lowe substantial dam-
age, loss, and injury. The result of
such action has been to deprive Lowe
of the gains and profits which other-
wise would have been obtained by it,
and in addition, of course, Mittle-
man’s acts tended to destroy Lowe’s
trade mark, trade name, business,
and reputation. In this count of the
complaint, the plaintiff is demanding
$50.000.

The fourth count of the complaint
states that as a result of Mittleman’s
selling of spurious records bearing the
counterfeited trade mark and trade
name, that he, Mittleman, has real-
ized large profits. The complaint
states further that the plaintiff has
no knowledge of the precise proﬁts

third parties into believing that the
spurious records and recordings of
the defendant are the legitimate
“Cameo” records as produced, sold,
and distributed by Bernard Lowe En-
terprises, Inc.

In view of the above, the plaintiff
is seeking an injunction against Mit-
tleman which will permanently en-
join and restrain him from usmg,
selling, offering for sale, possessing
or distributing any records, record-
ings, labels of other goods contain-
ing plaintiff’s trade mark or trade
name “Cameo” or any counterfeit or
imitation thereof.

“FOLK SCENE U.S.A.”"—The Cumberland Three
—Roulette R 25121

A new folk singing trio in the same vein as the
Kingston Trio (even the Kingston’s Dave Guard
contributed to the liner notes). Their repertoire
is basically Early Americana and they assault
each song with a serious-minded, youthtul enthu-
siasm. Tunes include “Darlin’ Corey,” ‘“Comne
Along Julie,” “Along The Colorado ‘I'rail” and
“Johnny Reb.” A group of entertaining new-
comers.

“HAVA NAGILA”—Eliezer Adoram and Players
of The Aviv I'heatre—cCiassic kaitions CE 1vd7

A native lsraell, Adoram 1s well versed in the
traditional music of his country. wWitn proper -
strumental and occasiona. vocal support trom the
Players, he serves up a delectaplie disk which aem-
onstrates the many direrent cuitures 1n lIsrael
toaay. He sings Yidadish songs trom eastern ku-
rope, Yemenite songs, Chassidic chants, and pop-
utar music of modern Israel. They are all hanualed
enthusiastically.

“I THANK GOD™—Sam Cooke, The Gospel Har-
monettes, Original Blind Boys—Keen 861v3

Commercially, the most important sides in
this album are the four by Sam Cooke. Cut a
while back when this was his principal endeavor,
they reveal a deep, personal invoivement of the
singer with his material. His stirring reading of
the spiritual “Deep River” and three gospel num-
bers, specifically “Steal Away,” is an artistic
treat. T'he sides by the other two groups also
merit gospel attention.

“JESUS GAVE ME WATER”—The Famous Da-
vis Sisters—Savoy MG-14036

Undoubtedly one of the most exciting gospel
releases in recent months., The Davis Sisters are
favored with long experience in the field and,
above all, with a certain electric quality which
permeates their pertormance. Witness the ma-
Jestic heights they attain on “We Need Power,”
a strikingly moving gospel shout. Other outstand-
ing tracks among the ten are “Trees,” “I Got A
New Home” and the title song.

“THE SUBTERRANEANS"—Original
Picture Soundtrack—MGM E3812 ST

The film version of Jack Kerouac’s highly con-
troversial novel naturally eniploys a big dose of
“cool” jazz as background theme. Previn is up
to this and has penned a powerful score, which,
played here by such top men as Gerry Mulligan,
Art Farmer, Art Pepper, Shelly Manne and Red
Mitchell, can also stand on its own feet as good
listening music. Carmen McRae is heard in one
vocal, “Coffee Time,” which fits perfectly into the
theme of the film. Can be a top jazz seller.

“SILVER VIBES’—Lionel Hampton—Columbia
CL 1486 )
The great vibraphonist settles comfortably into
a romantic mood, creating properly subdued set-
tings for “Skylark,” “Day By Day,” “My Foolish
Heart,” “What’s New?” and “Speak Low.” Stilt
a swinging musician, despite the pop accent on
this date, Hampton improvises beautifully through
the middle, surrounded by the bronzed sound of
four trombones. Solid outing for the Hamp.

“TERRY GIBBS PLAYS THE DUKE”"—Mercury
SR 60122

The fiercely swinging vibist has toned himself
down considerably for this outing. Working
within confined arrangements of Ellington tunes
and with the non-jazz sound of an accordion be-
hind him, Gibbs has proven much more capable
and original in the past. But there is an attrac-
tiveness here—the famous Ellington tunes, the
bright, always glowing sound of Gibbs—that
marks it for a good sales item. Selections include
“Caravan,” “Solitude,” “Take Tke ‘A’ Train,”
“Don’t Get Around Much Anymore” and “Sophis-
ticated Lady.”

“THE LEGENDARY BUSTER SMITH”—Atlan-
tic 1323

After 18 years away from the jazz scene,
Smith, a member of the Original Blue Devils, fel-
low musician of Count Basie, Lester Young, et. al.
in the ’30’s, and probably the strongest influence
on Charlie Parker, has been recorded by Gunther
Schuller. His music is still a “primitive” for-danc-
ing-only type of swing, with powerful, searing
alto solos. He is also a sensitive improvisor, as
displayed on “September Song” here. Other selec-
tions are “Kansas City Riffs,” “Organ Grinder’s
S“iing" and “Buster’s Tune.” Great historical
value.

“JAZZ OASIS”"—The Charlie Barnet Quartet—
Capitol ST 1403

Swing Era holdover Barnet bowed a new quar-
tet at a Palm Springs nitery recently and Capitol
was on the scene to tape some of the sets. The
saxophonist (with rhythm trio backing) swings
nicely in a mainstream groove such oldies as “It’s
Only A Paper Moon,” “Take The ‘A’ Train,”
“Honeysuckle Rose,” ‘“Jive At Five” and “In A
Mellow Tone.” The sound offers a touch of nos-
talgia to the oldsters and pleasant, lively listen-
ing to the youngsters.

“HEIFETZ"—Jascha Heifetz—RCA Victor LM
2382

The great violinist offers an exciting program
of musical “miniatures,” applying his magnifi-
cent technique to such difficult pieces as “Sabre
Dance,” “Hora Staccato,” Stravinsky’s “Ber-
ceuse,” three of Brahms’ “Hungarian Dances”
and similar numbers. There are 18 selections here,
each one coaxing a superb performance from the
artist. Of immense value.

TCHAIKOVSKY: “The Nutcracker Suite”; “Ro-
meo and Juliet”—The Philharmonia Orchestra,
Igor Markevitch conducting—Angel S 35680

Containing some of the most popular ballet mel-
odies, ““The Nutcracker” is always in demand
for a new reading—especially one so fresh and
invigorating as this Markevitch interpretation.
The most memorable of the lilting melodies are
here—*"March,” “Waltz Of The Flowers,” “Dance
Of The Flutes,” ete. The programmatic “Romeo
and Juliet” is another “friendly” Tchaikovsky
piece which completes the package.

DVORAK: Symphony in D Minor, Op. 13—
Prague Symphony Orchestra, Vaclav Neumann,
conductor—Artia ALP(S) 137

The first available recording of the Dvorak
symphony in the U.S. (not to be confused with
his Symphony No. 2 in the same key). It is a
stirring, dramatic reading of the stately work.
Though not as “Wagnerian” as his earlier works,
it still retains some of the thickness in scoring
and grand-eloquent passages which marked the
others. A fine stereo recording, this disk is of
special interest here.
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Dinah Shore in Denmark and Sweden for TV-film productions. Former champ
Ingemar Johansson has a part in her TV-show, which Swedish TV owners may
get a chance to see. Swedish Broadcasting-TV Co. is reportedly negotiating
with the American TV company about the rights to show the seriaf,this autumn.
Siw Malmkvist, recording artist at Metronome, was expected to appear in the
serial but had to refuse since she couldn’t cancel already contracted engage-
ments.

Norwegian jazz critics every year vote for the “Silver Record” (the best jazz
record of the year). For 1960 they chose “The High and the Mighty Hawk”
with Coleman Hawkins on Felsted label.

A new Norwegian singing group has started making appearances here. They
are The Funny Five and have been making some recordings for Norwegian
Philips. At the moment, the group is planning a tour in Europe, starting on
July 20 when they appear in Copenhagen, followed by Germany, Austria,
Switzerland, France, England and Benelux countries.

French songs have suddenly become very popular in Sweden. The recent Hit
Parade has Edith Piaf’s “Milord” on Columbia in first place, Jacqueline Boyer’s
“Tom Pillibi,” also on Columbia, in seventh place, and a Swedish version of
“Milord” in 19th place. It is some years since a French song made any note-
worthy sales in Sweden.

The film music from the Finnish film “Kaks’ Tavallista Lahtista” (Two
Ordinary Guys), composed by Toivo Karki, a veteran among the Finnish com-
posers, has been obtained for world wide distribution throughout the publishing
houses affiliated to Edition ITN Radio in Ziirich. Sven G. Winquist, head of
Globe Musikférlag AB in Stockholm, Scandinavian representative of the pub-
lishing group, recently visited Helsinski and made the deal. Edition ITN Radio
is represented in the U.S. by Butterfly Music Corp. in New York and Hollywood.
The film is this year’s Finnish contribution to the Berlin Film Festival.

Carli Tornehave will represent Scandinavia at this year’s Italian song festival
at Pesaro, Italy, on July 30 and 81. He will sing “Flickan Med Svavelstickorna,”
(The Girl With The Matches). Last year’s Pesaro song festival was won by
Swedish singer Gerd Persson with the Swedish song “Marionetterna.” Carli
Tornehave is recording for H.M.V. Around ten countries will participate in the
festival. Each country is sending a representative as a judge for the jury. Also
the audience at the Festival Palace will vote for the number they like best.

“Porgy and Bess” opened with a gala premiére at the Astoria, Stockholm.
July 1. The gala opening was arranged for the benefit of the World Refugee
Year, and Leslie Scott (Jake in the film) came to Stockholm from Milano where
he is appearing at the moment. Nicole Maurey, the French actress, arrived
from Hoﬁywood, and the British actress Eunice Gayson flew in from London.
Also seen among the public was actress May Britt, whose romance with Sammy
Davis now is causing many headlines in Swedish papers.

Josh White, now in Israel for concerts, is expected in Stockholm on July
9. An LP-recording for Karusell Records is scheduled.

Swedish singer Sonja Sjébeck engaged to appear at the “Ostseewoche” (Bal-
tic Sea Week) in Rostock, East-Germany, on July 8-9. The next day she will
sing with a 17 piece band over East-German radio station Leipzig. Her program
will include Swedish songs only. To meet the critics against Swedish artists
appearing at events which have a certain communistic propaganda character
Miss Sjobeck declares that she got her contracts thru the ordinary channels
used by artists who are getting engagements within or outside Sweden. She
identifies herself as “an idiot in all questions dealing with politics.”

Jons is the name of a new Swedish record label. Its first release presented
the Danish quintet Finn Ziegler’s Band, wellknown from several variety ap-
pearances in Sweden. Roland Marno’s Orchestra and the Italian band lead by
Bruno Stella, now playing at the Tyrol Restaurant at Grona Lund-Tivoli, has
also been contracted to the label.

E.M.I. of Paris (Columbia label) has declared that the sales figures for
“Milord” sung by Edith Piaf on Columbia, shows the very best result from
Sweden, reports Ingvar Lieberg, a & r man of EMI in Stockholm. Mr. Lieberg
was the one who first heard the song at the Stockholm office and who suzgested
that this was something to pay attention to. Today the record is topping the
Swedish Hit Parade.

Gosta Theselius signed an exclusive contract with BFB for which label he
will make all arrangements for the recordings. Theselius was formerly con-

tracted with Oktav Records in Malmé.

Baron’s
villa in Milan to celebrate his birthday on June 26. Mr. Baron is the manager
of Melodicon (Italian Philips). Guests of the party were all Melodicon’s artists,
including Wilma de Angelis, Marino Barreto, Arturo Testa, Silvia Guidi, Lu-
ciano Rondinella, who all performed some of their successful songs. Miss de
Angelis sang her latest hit, “Mi-Hai Steso Con Un Beso,” Barreto presented
“Altagracia,” the tune he wrote for his five year old daughter, Testa per-
formed “Perderti” (To Lose You), and Rondinella sang some tunes from the
last Naples Festival. Also at the party were Maestro Alfredo Rossi, manager
of the Ariston publishing firm, Daniele Emilio, manager of the Sidet publishing
firm, Ernesto Landi, the Italian impressario who presents singers and songs
of the San Remo Festival each year in New York, Mario De Luigi, manager
of the Italian Record Review Musica E Dischi, and many other newspaper men.

GERMANY

Connie Francis, who seems to be making her second home in Germany, is
making the news here in many ways. In addition to her recent TV appearances
and an upcoming film, Connie is also recording her current hit, “Everybody’s
Somebody’s Fool” in German. The German title is “Love Is A Strange Game.”
The few records on the market here recorded by American artists in the Ger-
man language have been very successful. Earl Grant recorded his hit “The End”
in German, and the song has become a ‘“standard” here. Some of the less com-
mercial items such as Danny Kaye’s recordings in German from the Red Nich-
ols bio, “The Five Pennies” have sold well, but were not big hits.

Connie Francis’'s film pardner is German teenage idol, Peter Kraus. Peter,
who came to popularity during the rock and roll era, started by recording local
versions of hits originally done by Paul Anka and Elvis Presley. He’s cur-
rently got the Number 6 song on the hit parade here. It's a cover of the Eng-
lish hit, “Be Mine.” (German title, “All The Girls Want To Kiss”’). He also
has an English TV series in addition to his German musical films, and is
planning a production of Anka’s “Adam And Eve” for his next record.

Although Paul Anka hit the American charts in a big way with “Puppy
Love,” the German producers feel that the flip side, “Adam And Eve,” which
is making a good mark in the original version in several continental countries,
has a better chance for a translated local success.

The German Singles market is in the same condition as its American
brother. The problem is lack of trends. It seems that even America is poorly
represented at present. There are only 4 tunes from The Cash Box Top 100
represented with German versions. They are: “Everybody’s Somebody’s Fool”—
Jolly Sisters—Metronome; “Cathy’s Clown”—Tennessee Boys/Nilsen Bros.—
Teldec/Electrola; “Paper Roses’’—Lolita—Polydor; “Stuck On You”—Teddy
Palmer—Electrola. Numbers planned for current release but not yet on the
market are: “Swinging School”—Ted Herold—Polydor; “Young Emotions”—
Rex Gildo—Electrola; “Comin’ Down With Love”—Christa Williams—Teldec.

There are many ways to promote a record, but Germany’s number 1 hit had
one piece of unusual, unexpected promotion. This one piece of luck took a
forgotten flop and made a smash. Here’s the story: Pop music festivals are
quite popular in Germany, but seldom produce big hits. Even the big San Remo
festival in Italy failed to come up with a big one this year. Radio Luxemburg
had their festival, their winners, and no hits. Then came the German radio and
TV festival. 3 winners once again, and no hits. The number 2 song was “Wir
Wollen Niemals Auseinander Geh’n.” Although sung by popular songstress and
movie Starlet, Heidi Bruhl, the record never got off the ground. The winner of
the festival also failed to win great popularity with the German public.

Heidi forgot the record and was ready to record her next one, and then
it happened.

Every week on state-owned non-commercial German TV, there is a 10 P.M.
Saturday night religious program called “The Last Word On Sunday.” One
week, the German equivalent to Bishop Sheen chose to speak on pop music.
He spent his 45 minutes telling all in sight and hearing range that most pop
music was certainly trash and not fit for the youth of the country, but there
were certain songs, which not only meet the approval of the church, but also
are perfectly OK for teenage consumption. He took for his example, Heidi
Bruhl's song, read the lyrics, played the record a couple of times, and then
said, “This is the type of music our young people should listen to and buy.”
The result? Within 8 weeks, 250,000 copies were sold, probably the biggest
sale on a single record in such a short time, in German history. The record
is now pushing the 1/2 million mark and is Number 1 on the German hit parade.

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Treasury Views Present Depreciation
Tax Laws Detrimental To U.S. Business

Coin Industry Not Alone In Demands
For More Liberal Allowances

8,000 Firms Will Have Opportunity
To Criticize Present System And
Forward Suggestions

Look For Greater Business Expansion

NEW YORK—The United States
Treasury Department in conjunction
with the Joint Congressional Commit-
tee on Taxation has recently started
an active program of study regarding
depreciation of commercial equipment
by firms in the U.S. with an eye to
formulating proposed amendments to
a law which may be suggested next
year.

The study is a result of the think-
ing of many officials in Washington
that the depreciation laws written in
1942 and amended in 1954 are ancient
to the point of strapping business
firms with plans for investment and
expansion.

A mailing was sent to 2,700 cor- !
porations in the country taking in |

large manufacturing, non-manufac-
turing and utility fields.
scheduled for a later date will include
an additional 6,000 questionnaires to
companies of smaller size. The Treas-
ury asked all firms to fill out and re-
turn the forms as quickly as possible
in order that the data be studied
with regard to present depreciation
laws and the effect on American busi-
ness investment.

Businessmen receiving the question-
naire will be asked what methods
they currently employ, with empha-
sis on the more liberal systems pro-
vided in the 1954 Tax Law. Firms will
be asked the difference between actual
depreciation (in dollars) and amorti-
zation last year and the amount esti-
mated necessary to maintain invest-
ment in depreciable property and also
to provide for obsolescence. Questions
will pertain to the comparison be-
tween capital expenditures on depre-
ciable property since December 31,
1953 and depreciation deductions for
the same period.

The Treasury is also after the rea-
sons private industry thinks deduc-
tions for depreciation are inadequate.
Firms are asked to check lists with
answers such as: useful lives re-
quired for tax purposes are too long;
inadequate allowance during early
years; change in price levels; and of
course, space allotted to individual
thinking on the depreciation prob-
lems for businessmen to answer in
their own manner.

The Cash Box has suggested for
many years a more liberal deprecia-
tion allowance for coin-operated
equipment and it appears that many
other industries have suffered from
this same problem. Many topics of
consideration have been discussed by
government officials as they pertain
to depreciation allowances but to date
(since 1954) no revision has come
about. However, the Treasury has also
taken into consideration possibilities
of future liberal allowances by listing
in this same questionnaire, a “feeler”
asking businessmen to check which
changes they would like to see. The
move is obviously a means whereby
the government may understand the
problem and the businessman’s think-
ing as to how the depreciation prob-
lem may be solved. The Treasury set
down eight specific changes that have
been under consideration over the
years and asks the business firms
which changes they prefer. The sug-
gested changes include: grouping all
depreciable assets into broad-class
categories with generally shorter use-
ful lives than those now in effect;
further acceleration of depreciation
during the early lives, such as a
triple declining balance system; free-
dom to allow their own judgment,
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Mailing |

consistently applied, as to reasonable
lives; a selective program of accel-
erated depreciation for particular
lines of business (such as railroad
rolling stock or machinery used in
producing for export) which should
be encouraged in the national inter-
est; companies which advocate some
form of depreciation adjustment to
reflect increased price levels, the
Treasury wants to know whether they
would prefer changes which would al-

I

low to claim annual depreciation based |

on original costs, adjusted for
changes in price, or an immediately

deductible reinvestment depreciation |

allowance.

Business firms receiving the froms
were assured by the government that
the returns would be confidential and
would not be compared with the re-
spective firm’s income tax reports.

Senator Harry F. Byrd (D-Va.)
chairman of the tax-law-writing Sen-
ate Finance Committee issued a state-
ment endorsing the survey and urg-
ing businessmen to cooperate.

While the past six years have seen
nothing more than discussion in the
nation’s Capitol regarding the Amer-
ican business problem of depreciation,
this move by the Treasury Depart-
ment was seen as the eventual begin-

ning of new legislation which will re- '
lieve the business firms in the U.S. |

from the strangulating costs of car-
rying equipment for too long a time
with the cost of replacement equip-
ment rapidly increasing.

The coin machine industry would,
in addition, be very happy with a
standard depreciation tax deduection,
more liberal of course, but also one
which the government will recognize
in all sections of the nation. Different
allowances in various sections of the
country, all of which are too slim,
have resulted in confusion each year
when tax returns are due. In addi-
tion, the expected sale of new equip-
ment could virtually skyrocket over-
night should a liberal depreciation tax
law allow fer this replacement.

Canteen Enters
Finance Field

NEW YORK — Automatic Canteen
Company of America has entered the
commercial financing field with the
purchase of Commercial Discount
Corp., a Chicago-based finance firm,
according te an announcement by Na-
thaniel Leverone, Canteen chairman.
In 1959 Commercial Discount Corp.
had total resources of approximately
$20 million with a volume of finane-
ing exceeding $107 million. The move
was viewed as part of Canteen’s cur-
rent diversification program which
also encompasses vending, electronics
and manufacturing.

“Acquisition of Commercial Discount
Corp. gives Canteen the means for fi-
nancing sales of its manufacturing
division, including Rowe vending ma-
chines, AMI automatic music ma-
chines, and ABT ‘bill changer’ cur-
rency changing equipment,” Leverone
said.

Commercial Discount Corp. also has
a one-half ownership in Common-
wealth Savings and Loan Association,
California, with total assets of $40,-
266,077. Snbstantially all of the loans
made by Commonwealth are secured
by first mortgages or trust deeds on
single or multiple residential prop-
erty.

MILWAUKEE, WISC.—Koss, Inc,
manufacturers of “Stereophones,” a
new method of merchandising record
demonstrations, show exhibits, coin-
operated phonographs and other mu-
sical presentations, reports that the
idea is paying off for the firm manu-
facturing the high fidelity stereo
headsets.

The firm recently combined with
The Seeburg Corporation for the use
of the “Stereophones” in merchandis-
ing and selling the current Seeburg
Model “Q” phonograph to location
owners. The agreement between the
two companies was announced by Jack
Gordon, vice-president in charge of
the Seeburg firm’s phono division.

Gordon advised that coinmen will
carry the ‘‘Stereophones” with them
on the route for sale to bar and tav-
ern owners and other phono-location
owners. The idea of the headset is to
renew interest in the Seeburg phono-
graph increasing consumer exposure
to the growing concept of music lis-
tening through headsets.

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CHICAGO CHATTER

Chicago is now the nation’s number one industrial market—a niche long en-
joyed by New York, according to a survey in the current Dun’s review business
management digest, This study was based on an analysis of massive U. S. Com-
merce Dept. statistics for 1958. Dallas, Seattle, Louisville, Rochester, N. Y., and
Greensboro, N. C. have joined those cities producing more than one billion-a-
year in manufactured goods, the survey said. Most of the rapid growth is
showing up in the Far West, South Atlantic and Central States. On the West
Coast, nine out of ten of the industrial markets are outpacing the national
growth rate. Of course, the development of a world seaport at the mouth of
the Chicago River was a contributing factor to the great industrial rise in this
area.

While we’re on the “back-slapping’” routine we should note that Chicago’s
second International Trade Fair closed with an overall attendance of 395,026
visitors Tuesday, July 5. Although the attendance figure was considerably below
last year’s figure, Thomas H. Coulter, chief executive of the Chicago Associa-
tion of Commerce and Industry, the sponsoring organization of the fair, termed
the huge show a success.
