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Ageless “Satchmo” joins his great trumpet with the vouthful and exciting Dukes of
Dixieland and from the expression on Louis’ face, he digs the results. The veteran jazz
ambassador teamed with the Dukes 2 few months ago for an LP titled “Louis and The
Dukes of Dixicland” which was released just last week on the Audio Fidelity label. AF
president Sid Frey got the artists together when they were in town last May for a New
York Daily News Jazz Concert. This is the first time Lonis and the Dukes have ever ap-
peared on an LP together. The Dukes are AF’s best selling artists, with twelve previous

albums to their eredit.
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Dear, They're
Playing OUR Song

No matter how the record indus-
try has changed from one year to
the next, one factor has always re-
mained standard in the singles field
—the standard itself.

There are always at least six
standards riding high on the singles
charts, and many times as much as
one quarter of the singles Top 100
is dominated by the oldies. At pres-
ent twelve are accounting for much
of the sales action in singles.

However, during the past few
weeks another dimension has been
developing in the standard depart-
ment; the renewed success of old
rock and roll songs (or rock and
roll standards, if you will).

We remember only a few years
ago when publishers discounted the
value of a rock and roll hit, con-
sidering it a useless copyright that
had no lasting value. A few months
ago, the success of the ““Oldies But
Goodies’ albums helped disprove
this theory. In recent weeks new
evidence that these old R & R songs
have a standard quality has been

showing up. A few months ago,
Johnny Tillotson made noise with
his revival of two R & R standards,
“Pledging My Love” and ‘““Earth
Angel.”” More recently Skip and
Flip hit it big with their revamped
treatment of “‘Cherry Pie.”

Today four rock and roll re-
makes are riding the singles charts
simultaneously: Bobby Vee’s new
rendition of “Devil Or Angel,”
Jan and Dean’s revival of “We Go
Together,” Frankie Lymon’s “Lit-
tle Bitty Pretty One,” and Bill
Black’s Combo with “Don’t Be
Cruel.” Further evidence that there
is great value in what was once con-
sidered rhythm and blues hits is the
fact that more and more A & R
execs are cutting these oldies with
greater frequency.

The fact that these oldies are
back on the charts again does not
yet classify them as standards.
However, it does give further proof
that they have a lasting value and
may very well become standards of
the future.

Leslie Sees Kiddie Disk Boom
Following 7% Toy Sales Rise

NEW YORK—Cy Leslie, president of
Pickwick Sales Corporation, which
nro?u~es Cricket Records, one of the
largest firms in the children’s disk
field, revealed today that he antici-
pates an industry-wide gross sales in-
rrease during 1960 corresponding to
the seven per cent rise in the toy field.
“There has always been a direct cor-
relation between toy sales and chil-
dren’s records sales,” Leslie stated,
“and we can see a furtherance of this
trend in 1960.”

According to a recent edition (Au-
gust 12, 1960) of Printer’s Ink, the
advertising trade mag, 1.6 billion dol-
lars was spent on toys in 1950 and
~onsumers are expected to spend some
seven per cent more this year. First-
half toy shipments were up nine per
rent over last year.

Leslie stated that two of the most
important immediate and long-term
factors in the sales growth of chil-
dren’s records and toys are the ex-
tension of credit to small retailers
through bank charge-plan member-
ships as well as Diner’s, American
Express and International Credit
plans and the constantly growing
number of outlets that sell both toys
and children’s records thus insuring
a heavy play from the moppet trade.

A third factor, according to Leslie,
is the upgrading of product in the
children’s field. “Some of the best re-
cording and packaging being done to-
day,” he stated, “is in the children’s
album field.

“The result has been,” he contin-
ued, “the complete acceptance of the
$1.98 LP in a business that was dom-
inated by 25 cent singles only a few
years ago. As more companies come
into the field the resultant promotion,
publicity and advertising is adding
new dimension to sales growth.”

“THEODORE”"—With A ‘Tongue of Madness—
Proscenium 21

If Sahl, Berman, et al are considered ‘sick”
comics then Theodore is deathly ill. This veritable
genius of the macabre wit stands head and shoul-
ders above everyone in his approach to offbeat
humor. His sinister monologues are spellbinuding
and at the same time uproariously funny. This
album, his first, was taken from a “live’’ perform-
ance at Carnegie Hall, where he puts in semi-
annual appearances at midnight. Big commercial
prospects.

“COLLEGIANA"”—The Charles Henderson Band
and Glee Club—Decca DL 79081

Autumn always knolls the release of college
song albums and Decca has the jump with the
first and very probably the best of this or any
other season. Using a theme based upon the all-
university “Gaudeamus Igitur,” the album pro-
ceeds through the most famous college songs in
a happy blend of fight songs and sentimental alma
maters. Forty-eight are squeezed onto the disk,
which will make many undergrads happy at see-
ing their school represented. Die cut cover and
pages of pictures provide the view-selling-power.
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“STEVE AND EYDIE"—Steve Lawrence and
Eydie Gorme—Coral 57336

LP stems from the twosome’s years-back days
with Coral. It presents the two in four duets,
among which are “Besame Mucho,” “Make Your-
self Comfortable” and “Take A Deep Breath,”
the rest being individual performances, some of
which were available before. An engaging pot-
pourri of musical mementoes.

“NAUGHTY, BUT NICE"—DPearl Bailey—Rou-
lette R 25125

Master of the double-entendre, the clever, well-
placed emphasis, the naughty song, Pearl Bailey
lovingly serves up a platter of songs, which, even
though some weren’t originally suggestive, are
now delightfully so in the thrush’s personal style.
The album includes “Gettin’ A Man,” “Never Give
Anything Away,” “I Hate Men,” “They’re Either
Too Young Or Too Old” and “Always True To
You Darling In My Fashion.” Though little air-
play is probable, will still sell well.

“DIAHANN CARROLL, THE ANDRE PREYVIN
TRIO”"—United Artists UAL 6069

A song stylist of immense projection technique,
Miss Carroll envelops herself in her material to
the point of even sounding completely different on
several numbers. But throughout, she does retain
a sensuousness that is prevalent in all her work
to date. The ubiqutous Previn Trio is always a
skilled assistant. Selections include “Syring Is
Here,” “But Not For Me,” “Why Can’t You Be-
have” and “Glad To Be Unhappy.” Engrossing
entertainment.

“SOFT AND WARM”—Roy Hamilton—Epic LN
3717

Though listeners are used to Hamilton belting
out a real swinger with his booming voice they
will easily get accustomed to the rarely heard
soft, warm ballad side to the singer. This idiom
is showcased here as Hamilton travels the tender
road of “All The Way,” “All The Things You
Are,” “Angel Eyes,” “More Than You Know” and
«I Fall In Love Too Easily.” Marion Evans is a
great asset in the string arrangement dept. In-
viting new look to the full and rich Hamilton
voice.

“GERSHWIN AND GUITARS"—Time S/2010

Gershwiniana such as “Strike Up The Band,”
“Fascinating Rhythm,” “Oh Lady Be Good” and
«But Not For Me” are swung with an ear to the
stereo enthusiasts by a five-guitar led ork, which
also includes a maximum of percussion as well as
other usual instrumentation. Al Caiola’s arrange-
ments pull out all the stops in impressing the
listener with a maximum of cleverness. Should be
overwhelmingly received.

“DEEP NIGHT”—The Ray Charles Singers—
Decca DL 78988

The Charles chorus conjures up a velvety after-
hours mood in its tune selection and the amorous
way the tunes are presented. The voices weave a
silken thread of subdued violet through the likes
of “Dancing On The Ceiling,” “Street Of
Dreams,” “In The Wee Small Hours Of The
Morning” and “Hit The Road To Dreamland.”
Perfect chorale mood setter.

“TW0O’S COMPANY”’—The 2 Ralph Hunter
Choirs—RCA Victor LSP-2115

A clever romantic knack is displayed by Ralph
Hunter, who employs a bevy of velvet voices
which he splits up in various ways—boys against
girls, opposing mixed choruses, vocals over sans-
lyric voices, etc. The glowing romantic mood is
maintained throughout on such cherishibles as
“The Way You Look Tonight,” “My Funny Val-
entine,” “Speak Low” and “I’ll Be With You In
Apple Blossom Time.” A deluge of tasteful vocal
sound for the soft lights mood.
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“SONGS THE KIDS BROUGHT HOME FROM
CAMP”—John Raitt and the Kids—Warner Bros.
WS 1392

Songs as those in this album are now being
sung as the kids return home and this album
serves as a timely and entertaining reminder to
the summer behind. Raitt and a bunch of kids
delightfully etch such time-honored tunes as “My
Neighbor's Goat,” “A Frog Went A-Courting,”
“Down By The Riverside,” “My Grandfather’s
Clock” and others for a total of 24. Unfortunately
no song sheets are supplied—a serious drawback
for this type of album.

“NELSON EDDY AND GAIL SHERWOOD"—
Everest SDBR 8002

Not relics but consistently superior reminders
of the art of operetta singing are Eddy and Miss
Sherwood. In contrast to the many “voiceless”
singers of today, they have dramatically ringing
voices; mature romantic feelings elegantly ex-
pressed in song. The duets here include ‘“The
Song Is You,” “If I Loved You,” “This Is My Be-
loved,” “Shall We Dance?” and “One Alone.” A
stalwart of good taste.

“, . . SOFT, PLAINTIVE AND MOODY!"—Sil
Austin and His Orchestra—NMereury SR 60236

Tenor saxist Austin can be striving and emo-
tional in his approach yet at the same time be
convineingly sensuous and moody. This style is
brought forth in heaping commercial doses here
as Austin surrounds himself in a plethora of
string ork-now-and-then-chorus sounds for caress-
ing etchings of “September Song,” “At Last,” “I
Got It Bad And That Ain’t Good,” “These Foolish
Things” and 8 other sturdies. Relaxed mood ses-
sion.

“THE GREAT LEHAR”—Robert Stolz and His
Orchestra—MGM E3858

Highly regarded operetta cleifer Lehar is re-
membered here by Stolz (himself an operetta
cleffer) in a glowing instrumental assemblage of
some of his most memorable melodies. The album
is comprised of songs “The Gold And Silver
Waltz,” “Yours Is My Heart Alone” plus selec-
tions from “The Merry Widow,” “Gypsy Love”
and others. Comfortably warm performances.

“IRISH SING-ALONG”—Denis Martin, The Mi-
chael Sammes Singers—Londen TW 91234

The bubbling melodies, the sentimentality, the
pride, the romance of the Irish are all imbedded
in the twenty-five songs in this album. Essayed
lovingly by the tenor voice of Martin and an able
chorus, the songs are ideally suited for group
singing and the four song slieets which come
packaged with the set makes it that much easier.
More than just those of Irish heritage will enjoy
this delightful session.

FULL DIMENSIONAL STEREO

“ON THE SUNNY SIDE OF THE STRIP’”"—The
(George Shearing Quintet—Capitol ST 1416

Cut at one of the Quintet’s “live” dates (place
not credited), this album is basically a swinging
jazz date but through its variety of selections,
offers a view of the quintet in its many familiar
styles; the famous mood ballad style (on “As I
Love You” and “Some Other Spring”), the Latin
sound (on ‘“Mambo Inn” and “Drume Negrita”)
and the jazz sound on the rest of the tracks,
among which are “Confirmation,” “Jordu” and
“Joy Spring.” Good all-around performances;
strong commercial appeal.

“JAZZ Various Artists—Epic LA
16000

The intro disk for the label's new jazz series
contains a lineup of epic recordings, vintage 30s’
(with the exception of Earl Hines’ 1957 “Makin’
Whoopee”). It’s a grand review of jazz's golden
era, containing Bunny Berigan's famous “I Can't
Get Started” vocal, Count Basie’s “Blow Top,”
Lester Young’s “Oh, Lady Be Good,” Rex Stew-
art’s “Love’s In My Heart” and Johnny Hidges’
“Dream Blues.” For the collectors.

“NEWPORT SUITE"—Maynard Ferguson—Rou-
lette R 52017

Titled from the band’s triumphant appearance
at the 1959 festival, this album presents the band
in performances of some of the numbers which
made up its appearance on the festival stage. A
sharp, imaginative outfit led by the most tech-
nically proficient jazz trumpeter, the band swings
out gloriously in “The Jazz Bary,” “Newport,”
“Got The Spirit” and the bursting “Three More
Foxes,” which climaxed the Newport date as well
as ending this date on a note of fiery color.

“HERE'S LEE MORGAN"—Vee Jay LP 3007

Having developed (and still growing) into one
of the more consistently gratifying of the young
jazz musicians, trumpeter Morgan is showcased
in this session which also brings attention to his
composing skill. Playing three originals plus three
others, Morgan, in cohorts with Art Blakey, Paul
Chambers, Wynton Kelly and CIliff Jordan, is
lyrical, tonally pure and imaginative in solo
spurts. A top notch album.

“THE BIG NEW BAND OF THE 60’S”"—Ernie
Wilkins—Everest SDBR 1104

A crisply swinging band here. Wilkins’ charts
are clear, uncluttered, and his soloists (Zoot Sims,
Charlie Shavers, Clark Terry, Eddie Costa, Seldon
Powell) pepper the big band pot with consistently
good performances. Selections include ‘‘Satin
Doll,” “Undecided,” “I'll Get By,” and “Every-
thing’s Coming Up Roses.” Solid ork jazz date.

“AL ‘JAZZBO' COLLINS PRESENTS SWING-
ING AT THE OPERA”—Arranged and conducted
by Fred Karlin—Everest SDBR 1097

The Collins name and photo are just promo
fronts to an intensely exciting and stimulating
big band jazz session. Karlin has used large
amounts of imagination in transforming such re-
spected arias as “Caro Nome,” “Vesti la Guibba,”
“La Donna est Mobile” and “Grand March” from
“Aida” into tersely swinging jazz scenes. His
soloists are well chosen for melodic intent—
Harry Edison, Phil Woods, Bob Brookmeyer—
and all perform well and in sparkling precision.

This
is especially the case when the performers are of
the stature of those here. Previn’s style also re-
flects a mating of jazz and classical music, and
Kostelanetz has built a lifetime around semi-
classical music. They are in fitting roles, com-
pletely at home with the two pieces, and give
them the jazz-oriented, semi-classic atmosphere
they deserve.

BEETHOVEN: The Nine Symphonies—Josef
Krips and the London Symphony Orchestra—Ev-
erest SDBR 3065/8

The complete Beethoven symphonic cycle, plus
the Egmont and Lenore #3 Overtures, occupies
8 disks in this package—a prohibitively expensive
proposition consumer-wise. The Everest sterec
sound is an engineering marvel, a wonderful
medium for hearing the grand symphonies, which
Krips directs immaculately and incisively. A mas-
terful artistic accomplishment.

MUSSORGSKY: “Pictures at an Exhibition”;
PROKOFIEV: Sonata No. 7 in B-Flat Major—
Sviatoslav Richter, pianist—Artia ALP-154

The difficult, demanding “Pictures” is accorded
a display of brilliance by the Russian pianist.

Mark
embarks on a four-week tour on October 8 arranged by impresario Arthur
Howes—the bill to be topped by Jimmy Jones with Michael Cox, Kenny Lynch,
The Brooks Brothers, Janet Richmond and a new boy, Dean Rogers. Other disk
stars lined up by Howes for Autumn tours include Adam Faith who starts an
eight day tour of ABC Theatres on October 16 and Emile Ford starting on No-
vember 20.

Ian Ralfini, after a long and happy association with The Henderson Music
Publishing Company, left to join Pye Group Records as exploitation and reper-
toire manager for their International label.

The Festival lasted for three days
and approximately 20,000 people crowded the arena for the last evening which
was aired on TV. Also successful were Joe Sentieri of Juke Box, young popular
talent Gorgio Gaber of Ricordi, and new singer Jimmy Fontana, who per-
formed the latest Rossi composition, “Raggio Di Luna Sul Letto” (Moonray
On The Bed).

Mr. Vigorelli, who represents Italian RCA in Milan, the main seat of which
is in Rome, stated that “Il Barattolo” by Gianni Meccia is selling extremely
well. In fact, the record is number four on the chart.

Paul Robeson dates have definitely been set for October. He will be touring
for the Kerridge organization as will Lonnie Donegan later this year. It is also
quite probable that George Shearing will be here before Christmas and negotia-
tions are under way with Ella Fitzgerald.

American jazz man Benny Carter passed through Auckland the other week
on a South Pacific cruise. He was well received by the press.

Pete Jolly and Ralph Pena will holiday in New Zealand during September-
October and play dates in the main centres.

American producer (George Schlatter filmed the Howard Morrison Quartet
for the “Dinah Shore Show” the other week. Film director Gordon Wiles is re-
portedly very happy with the results as is the quartet’s manager, Harry Miller.
The group at the moment is currently packing them in all over the country
and their record sales for Millers La Gloria label are reaching astronomical
figures. Rumor has it that Miller will take them to Britain or the States after
the current tour.

The new Lotus label has had its first LP releases in this country from the
‘World Pacific’ and ‘Request’ labels stateside.

Times cover of August 15th featuring Mort Sahl has boosted the sale of his
LP’s on Verve here. Dealers report reaction from people interested in buying
something ‘by this guy Sahl. . .

Philip Warren of Top Rank reports that advance orders for “The Grand Prix
of Gibraltar” by Peter Ustinov from the American Riverside label are reaching
fantastic proportions. The album will be released here on September 16. War-
ren is also thrilled with the reaction to “Mule Skinner Blues’” by The Fender-
men as is Southern Music rep Wally Ransom.

Warren says the Buddy Hackett version of “Itsy Bitsy Teenie Weenie” is
giving the Brian Hyland one a race for the top. Hackett’s version was out to
dealers about three days before any others and airtime for both is about equal.

Exciting new vocal group, The 3 Deuces, have a disk ready for release on
Viking which could really be big, it’s a New Zealand composition entitled “The
Chop Chop Song” (The Story of Hone Heke) and anybody knowing the history
of the country knows that Hone Heke gave the British one ‘hell of a time’ back
in the early days. Similar vein to “Battle of New Orleans” or “Sink The Bis-
marck.”

Local composer Gene O’Leary is very happy that Southern Music will be
pushing his “Mr. Rainbow Man" Stateside and reportedly many U.S. companies

are interested in releasing the original recording by local lad Vince Callahor.
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With the end of winter in sight, the retail trade is commencing to “brighten
up” in readiness for the summer trading months ahead. The record trade will
emerge from the winter period showing an increase in album sales that is the
most substantial in recent years.

South Australia, Queensland, Western Australia and Tasmania are still in
the throes of television, which has only been operating in these states for a
short time. Victoria and New South Wales, who have had TV for four years,
are shaking off the impact of video and disk sales are starting to show regular
increases in the album field. Single sales right throughout Australia are still
at their lowest level for the past four years and there is very little sign of
an increase sufficient enough to cause enthusiasm on the part of record
manufacturers.

Disk jockeys and radio stations throughout Australia have been sending in
their congratulations on the inclusion of artists’ biographical stories and pho-
tographs in The Cash Box. They say it is a most welcome service and one
that should be of great value to most subscribers all over the world.

Popuiar Lonnie Lee has a new single going on the Lee Gordon label which
couples “I Found A New Love” with “Defenceless.” Lonnie has had two great
hits recently in “Starlight Starbright” and “Yes Indeed I Do,” he is one of
the most popular of all Australian recording stars.

One of the hottest instrumentals to hit this country in ages is “Walk Don’t
Run” by The Ventures. Rarely has an instrumental single taken off so rapidly
as this one. Within two weeks of release it is starting to show out on nation-
wide charts.

Earl Grant, Festival record star, has completed his very successful season
at “The Embers” in Meibourne. During his stand at ‘“The Embers” Grant was
supported by The Horrie Dargie Quintet, a major attraction in local show
business.

RCA can confidently expect to notch up good healthy sales with its new
stereo album “Como Swings” which features Perry with the Mitch Ayres Orch.
Como is still one of the top album sellers in this country.

Another hot album just issued here is “Sold Qut” by The Kingston Trio.
This one is on the Capitol label, which is handled throughout Australia by the
vast EMI group. “Sold Out” is currently one of the hottest albums in the USA.

The Federal Government Budget for the next twelve months has been an-
nounced and the record trade is bitterly disappointed that it doesn’t allow for
any reductions in the 25% sales tax that has been “strangling” the record in-
dustry for the past few years.

The World Record Club, one of the major powers in the club field in Aus-
tralia which has been putting quite a dent in the sales of the major record com-
panies, has now branched out into the pop album field with 12” albums selling
at 29/6 as against an average of about 50/. for regular labels through retail
outlet. The World Record Club previously confined its activities to the longhair
field and this new move is their initial entry into the pop market. Among the
first pop albums issued by the club are some big name artists, Duke Ellington,
Nelson Riddle, Ray Anthony and many others.

Local ver-
sions also are having a field day with Esme Stephens, out on Zodiac with “Rea-
sons” and Bill & Boyd with “Cathy” on Peak. It is rumored that Warners will
make its decision about this market before the end of September.

Needed!

The operating business is singularly unique.
While, like all other businesses thruout the world,
it has to contend with myriad of problems, there is
one problem which only the coin operated business
has . . . that is, the coin chute.

Initially, music, amusement, and services were
sold to the public at 5¢. During the last war, and
from then on, inflation has set in to a point where
the dollar’s purchasing power has shrunk to about
30%. Coin operated equipment has risen in price
to from 3 to 4 times that of pre-war. So has the
overhead—employees’ salaries, rent, trucks, gas,
etc.

The Cash Box, for many years, kept banging
away in its editorials, urging operators to change
over to dime play. Because of the established 5¢
coin chute, this was a most difficult move for most
operators. However, thru dire necessity, in order
to continue to ““live,” the largest majority of opera-
tions today are conducted at dime play. Only a few
isolated spots are still running 5¢ machines. Had not
this changeover to a dime been made, the coin ma-
chine industry today could have been out of exist-
ance.

The problem of profits, however, still plagues the
operating fraternity. Inflation continues unabated.
The operator, however, is in an untenable position.
He cannot increase his price over the ten cents on
most equipment—or he could easily price himself
out of business. But he must retain his small per-
centage of profit or he might easily find himself in
trouble. What’s the solution?

The Cash Box, also over the years, has suggested
the percentage split with the location should be re-
arranged. Instead of the customary 50%-50% di-
vision of the gross, other deals should be instituted
—front money guarantee of a nominal amount and
then 50%,-50%; or 60%-40% ; 60% to the opera-
tor; or any other deal where the operator comes up
with more of the gross. We realize the difficulty of
putting over this type of arrangement, particularly
with the keen competition in most areas, but some-
thing should be tried.

It’s no great secret that the operator keeps very
little of his 50%, while the location keeps the entire
amount, less a small amount paid out for the elec-
tricity needed to run the machines. Out of his split,
the operator uses this gross income to pay for equip-
ment, mechanics, collectors, trucks, service cars,
gasoline, office rent and help, parts and supplies (in
music machines: records, needles, etc.)—and hopes
to wind up with a profit so that he can draw a living
from his large investment.

With the coming of Fall, factories will make
available to operators many new and intriguing
pieces of equipment. It might be a good idea to in-
stitute a new commisson arrangement now—when
business improvement will be noticeable at the lo-
cations.

NEW YORK—Atlantic New York
Corporation, local Seeburg distribu-
tors here, held a four hour dinner-
meeting for operators at the Park-
Sheraton Hotel on Tuesday evening,
August 30, and in spite of a sudden
rainstorm which paralyzed the City,
the session was attended by close to
200 operators. The meeting was pre-
ceded by cocktails and dinner and
offered a formal presentation of the
Seeburg “Artist of the Week” pro-
motion and general merchandising
programs which are available to op-
erators of Seeburg equipment.

The Seeburg Corporation was rep-
resented by Del Coleman, president,
Bob Kelly, executive vice-president;
Jack Gordon, v.p. in charge of phono-
graph sales; Bill Prutting, eastern
regional manager; Stan Jeraki, as-
sistant to Gordon, and Arnold Silver-
man, sales promotion manager.
Parkoff, his brother Oscar, and the
Atlantic sales staff represented the
New York-New Jersey-Connecticut
Seeburg outlet. The talks delivered
by Seeburg and Atlantic officials cen-
tered around the current 33 1/3 rpm
singles, as taken from current LP’s
and made available in special pack-
ages for programming on the See-
burg Model “Q” phonograph in con-
junction with the standard 45 rpm
disks. Mitch Miller and Bill Gal-
lagher, Columbia Records, and Joe
Csida, Capitol Records, added the
viewpoint of the record manufacturer
to the talks.

Parkoff led off the meet which was
held in the hotel’s Forum Room by
advising the visiting operators of the
purpose of the evening’s get-together.
“We're here in order that we may do
business together and meet the lead-
ers of our industry and our factory.”
After a brief appearance by Kelly
who advised the group that the turn-
out was “truly the greatest response
to any meeting we’ve held so far,”

Jack Gordon was introduced and pro-
ceeded to lead into the formal pres-
entation, complete with props, signs
and visual aids.

“If there is any question in your
mind as to where the music machine
business is going, it should be clear
after tonite’s meeting,” stated Gor-
don. “If after hearing of the mer-
chandising tools that Seeburg has for
you, you Insist that there is no future
in this business, then may I suggest
that you sell your route,”’ said Gor-
don, “because I intend to prove step
by step through several different mer-
chandising tools that will be pre-
sented here, and have been tested
successfully around the nation, a pro-
gram that will do what nothing else
has been able to do for your business
for 5 years—increase collections.”

Gordon pointed out that contrary
to various reasons given of late for
smaller collections on locations, “the
reason for this is the music!” He
continued with “a $225 million indus-
try, with 8500 men operating approx-
imately 450-500,000 machines is an
industry very much alive. Only some
of the people in it are dead!” Gordon
continued step by step to point out
the various innovatiens which See-
burg has introduced during the past
ten years running through the “M-
100A,” “M-100B”  (“helped the
change to 45's”), “M-100C” (“biggest
moneymaker in the business”), “M-
100G” (“introduced high-fidelity”),
“M-100R” (‘“started dime play in
Westchester County”), “V-200" (“10¢
singles, 15¢ EP’s and the beginning
of dime play nationally”), “KD-200,”
(“rotary drum which to this day still
has much in its favor”), “KD-201"
and “KD-161" (we introduced the
new 160 selections which gave you
the happy medium between 200 and
100 selections”), “222” and “220,”
(“Seeburg introduced stereo”), and so
on through the range of Seeburg ma-

chines which have been manufactured

during the past ten years, with each
model being identified by the selection
or turntable mechanism displayed on
the set, pointing out to the guests the
part Seeburg has played in the prog-
ress made within the industry.

Gordon continued from the actual
machine demonstrations to the record
end of his presentation with the com-
ment, “Remember the days when the
records sold through retail outlets
were the same ones programmed on
your juke box?”’ He continued to show
the operators the difference today
with figures showing an 85% of total
sales from LP’s as opposed to 15%
business done at the retail level on
singles. Gordon then pointed to the 7”
33 1/3 rpm disk and demonstrated
its ability to be interchanged on a
home automatic record player with
standard 12” LP’s. “This is the speed
of tomorrow,” stated Gordon, “and
this demonstration makes it clear as
to why this speed will be the only one
iaven’tually sold through retail out-
ets.”

Spelling Gordon for a brief talk on
the retail record picture was Colum-
bia’s Mitch Miller who pointed out
that the people who buy today’s 45
rpm singles range in age “from 8 to
14 years of age.” He stated that the
portion of every dollar spent on sin-
gles has dropped from 65¢ to 12¢.
“LP material is ‘class’ and will last
a lot longer on your machines and
will also sound much better. To be a
leader is a lonely feeling but is a
profitable one,” concluded Miller.

Gordon then returned to the stage
and described visually the 33 1/3 rpm
singles packages, title strips, display
panel of the Model “Q,” going
through the motions and changing
the selections on a sample “Model
Q" phonograph on display. “The
speed ‘33 1/3’ is displayed in large

Blatt Sees “King Of
Games” Contest As
Strong PR Tool

WILLIAM BLATT

MIAMI, FLA.—Willie Blatt, Supreme
Distributors, Inc., this city, public
relations enthusiast, has forwarded
his current views on the public rela-
tions programs currently being con-
ducted around the nation on a lecal
basis with coin machine groups, and
states that of all of the efforts now
underway, the latest announcement
concerning New York City’s “King of
Games” contest has struck him as
most valuable from a standpeint of
national possibilities.

“A tremendous stride forward
towards the improvement of our pub-
lic relations position would be a con-
test such as the one begun in New
York City by the Craig-Todd Agency
and given coverage in the coin ma-
chine magazines,” said Blatt in a let-
ter mailed to the trade press, George
Miller, MOA president; Lou Casola,
CMC president; and his brother Teddy
Blatt, of Haskell & Blatt, who has
been associated with the Craig-Todd
contest idea from its inception. The
“King Of Games” contest is currently
in its initial stages with approxi-
mately 1400 machines expected to
participate in a City-wide tourney
skedded for September 15. (See story
elsewhere.)

Blatt sees the City-wide tourney as
a possible inter-city or even interstate
contest with national possibilities. “I
wonder what such an undertaking
would do for the operator, the dis-
tributor, the manufacturer, business-
wise and publicity-wise,” continned
Blatt. “We all know the novelty ma-
chine industry hasn’t made any prog-
ress during the last few years and
needs a shot in the arm.”

Blatt advised coinmen to take an
example from the bowling alley in-
dustry. “They were in almost the same
position we find ourselves in right
now. Are we going to do something to
elevate ourselves and our industry or
are we going to continue to complain
and then forget everything as we did
in the past?”

Blatt stated that for the first time
he has hopes for the industry as a
result of a combination of things.
“There is a new element of young
men entering the vending machine
business who will not take all these
accusations lightly, and several large
cities have begun a public relations
campaign of their own.”

Blatt asked all members of the coin
machine industry to cooperate with
the National Coin-Machine Council.
“If they do, the industry will be headed
in the right direction and everybody
in the coin machine business will bene-
fit from it.”

Blatt advised the industry to show
the world by word and deed, through
the Coin-Machine Council that “we
are no better or no worse” than other
industries.

Unemployment Rules Revised

NEW YORK-—Effective last week, un-
employment insurance eligibility rules
have been liberalized for persons with
recent employmert in New York and
New Jersey.

His
right to unemployment insurance and
the amount of his payments will be
determined under the law of the State
where he files his claim.

singles and catering to a hep crowd
that spends. Same success story in
the cash box here,” continued Gordon.
He said that the firm expects to pro-
mote an “Artist of the Week” Room
in Chicago, shortly. Running through
quick success stories in conjunction
with the Seeburg merchandising tools,
Gordon told the audience that a lo-
cation he had visited recently fea-
tured 20 sets of “Stereophones”. He
told the audience to “go into the
neighborhood bars and sell music!”

Bill Prutting, Seeburg regional
representative discussed similar sales
situations in Canada, having just re-
turned from a trip to Montreal. “The
merchandising tools will also please
the customers, something you
shouldn’t forget,” stated Prutting.
“The bulk of play on locations that
have been checked has been on the
33 1/3 selections,” said Prutting. He
advised that the Seeburg “Sales-
mate”, a visual sales presentation dis-
cussing the change to 33 1/3 rpm
disks was available to the audience
after the meeting, since the time was
running out.

Del Coleman, Seeburg president,
followed Gordon on the speaker’s
platform and advised the operators
that the industry “has been asleep,”
but “not dead.” He concluded by tell-
ing the coinmen that for five years
they have been trying to sell some-
thing the public doesn’t want—
namely, 45 rpm singles selections. In-
troducing Meyer Parkoff again to the
audience, Coleman told the group that
Parkoff was “one of the finest dis-
tributors in the nation and one whom
we are proud to have in our organ-
ization.”

Parkoff introduced Bill Gallagher,
Columbia Records, who said that con-
versely to the juke box story, the
retail record sales picture for Colum-
bia “has quadrupled in the past five
years.” “We did it with albums,” con-
tinued Gallagher. “I suggest you do
the same,” concluded the Columbia
exec. Joe Csida. Capitol Records, ad-
vised that his record firm will con-
tinue to regularly release album ma-
terial in 33 1/3 rpm speeds.

Parkoff closed the meeting pointing
to the variety of Seeburg vending
equipment also on display and invit-
ing the operators to visit with the
Atlantic New York officials at the
first opportunity.

Present in the audience, in addition
to those already mentioned, were rep-
resentatives from the trade press and
from the fields finance with Jack
Prichab, executive v.p. of Manufac-
turers Trust Company; Jack
Schulder, president, and Joe Bein,
board chairman, Gilbralter Credit
Company of America, Baltimore,
Maryland. Guests included Dave Bond
and Irwin Margold, Trimount Corpo-
ration, Boston, and Vie Haim, R. H.
