For four years Bill Black hitched
his wagon to the fastest rising star

in show biz, and then he thought he
was through.
The story begins when Bill, a play-

by-ear guitarist and bass fiddler since

he was a kid, struck up a friendship
with Sam Phillips of Sun Records.
Phillips one day sent a young kid
named Elvis Presley over to Bill to

work out some arrangements to-

gether. They hit it off irnmediately,

and thus began an association that
lasted thousands of trouping miles,

millions of records and several Cadil-

lacs. But Bill, one of the original
members of the combo that backed
Presley, began to feel the pinch of

getting paid for actual engagements.
And Presley’s fame, causing him to

spend months making films and the
like, cut into his p.a.’s. Therefore Bill

struck out alone. His talent was rec-

ognized by Joe Cuoghi, who had just
formed the Hi label, and Joe signed
him to the new label. Bill’s first ses-

sion, “Smokie,” began the second
phase of his musical career which has
since culminated in “White Sands,”
“Josephine” and now “Don’t Be
Cruel,” which, oddly enough takes
Bill back to his early Presley days.

The Shirelles

The Shirelles, comprised of Shirley
Owens, Addie Harris, Doris Kenner
and Beverly Lee, began their musical
activities as most young stars today.
They were discovered while perform-
ing at their high school talent show.
That was in the fall of 1957 and the
girls have come a long way since
their amateur performing days in
Passaic, New Jersey.
Outcome of the talent show was a

Decca Records contract. Their first

release was “I Met Him On Sun-
day,” which immediately established
the act as a show biz attraction.
Then began their association with

Scepter Records, the label formed by
their manager Florence Greenberg.
On Scepter the girls scored first with
“Dedicated to the One I Love” and
now are making a chart ascent with
“Tonight’s The Night.”

“WILD IS LOVE”—Nat King Cole—Capitol WAK
1392
A musical production detailing in chronological

order the story of a love affair, comprised of
twelve songs plus introduction and finale strung
together by bits of narration. All the material is

new and Cole and Nelson Riddle give it a force-
ful commercial sendoff, shifting the mood among
luxurious ballads, driving blues and upbeat swing-
ers. Deluxe packaging features double page color-

spread illustrating each song. The $7.98 retail tag
has been reduced to $5.98 (mono) as a special
intro offer until the end of the year.

“$1,000,000.00 WORTH OF TWANG” — Duane
Eddy—Jamie JLP 70-3014
The Eddy twang plus the usual honking sax-

rock rhythm accompaniment take firm LP hold
of a lineup of past hits. Set’s a vigorous display
of teen knowhow and should enjoy rapid accept-
ance. Among the tracks are “Rebel Rouser,” “Be-
cause They’re Young,” “Forty Miles of Bad
Road,” “The Lone One” and “Bonnie Came Back.”

“SONGS I LOVE TO SING”—Brook Benton—
Mercury MG 20602
The songs Benton loves to sing, judging from

this album, are the romantic love ballads that
have endured for many years. His honest, ex-
pressive vocal manner is decidedly at home in the
likes of “Oh! What It Seemed To Be,” “Septem-
ber Song,” “Fools Rush In,” “It’s Been A Long,
Long Time” and “I’ll Be Around.” Lush string
assistance completes a very pretty picture. Large
potential looms.

“OPERETTA MEMORIES”—Mantovani and his
Orchestra—London LL 3181

Lehar, Kalman, Johann Strauss and Oscar
Straus have provided much wonderful entertain-
ment, and it is from their pens that Mantovani
has boi-rowed the lovely melodies which occupy
the ten beguiling tracks in this album. Enclosed
in this handsome, deluxe book-type jacket are
such favorites as “The Merry Widow Waltz,”
“The Gypsy Baron Waltz,” “Die Fledermaus
Overture” and “My Hero” among others all ren-
dered with the Mantovani flair. His albums are
perennial sellers.

“BONGOS/FLUTES/GUITARS” — Los Admira-
dores—Command RS 812 SD
The Command success formula is again in high

gear with this set which features pop tunes dis-

assembled and carefully put together with the en-
ticing glue of bongo, flute and guitar arrange-
ments. Almost exclusive emphasis is on the per-
cussion effect with melody only secondary in
importance. But this is what the public evidently
wants and Command has proven to be just about
the best supplier of the expensive commodity.

“JEALOUSY”—Percy Faith and his Orchestra

A dazzling display of orchestral colors in an in-

strumental session ideally suited for dancing, or
more likely for moodier moments—at which Faith
is a proven past master. The tunes are mostly
ages-old cherished pops—“Temptation,” “Begin
the Beguine,” “Dancing on the Ceiling,” “Where
Or When,” “More Than You Know”—and they
are accorded the tuneful respect they merit. One
of the better LP’s in this category.

“LOVE AND HISSES” — Alexander King and
Margie King—United Artists UAL 3116

This disk is a reasonable facsimile of a typical
Alex King TV session. King rambles from sub-
ject to subject, giving his pointed (and humorous)
views in many diverse areas, and relating stories

from his unbelievable past. With him is his wife
Margie who offers sensitive and delicate perform-
ances of two Jewish folk songs. Thoroughly en-
joyable and entertaining album.

“COLE PORTER IN PERCUSSION”—Irving Jo-
seph—Time S/2009
Time continues to build one of the more excit-

ing stereo oriented catalogs with this latest en-
deavor which embraces the more popular Porter
tunes. Joseph’s arrangements are consistently me-
lodic yet allow for intelligent use of percussive
effects. And melodic emphasis is mandatory in a
collection which includes “Begin the Beguine,”
“Get Out of Town,” “Just One of Those Things,’’

“Night And Day” and “You’re the Top.” Good <

musical entertainment.

“PERCUSSIVE LATINO CHA CHA CHA” —
Audio Fidelity DFS 7003

Latin percussion with a purpose. Unlike other
recent such issues, this one takes on the added
advantage of providing delightfully infectious cha
cha cha danceables. And there’s plenty of per-

cussive meat for the audiophiles in Rene Her-
nandez’ arrangements. Tune lineup features “Pa-
tricia,” “Corazon De Melon,” “Nicolasa,” and
“Clap Your Hands Cha Cha Cha.”

Robert E. Lee,” “Georgia Camp Meeting,” “Aura
Lee,” “De Camptown Races” and innumerable
other ancient favorites. Stereo plays a big part
in effecting stage movement.

“MAN FROM INTERPOL”—Original TV Sound-
track composed and conducted by Tony Crombie

Top Rank RM 327
The British, Scotland Yard-based foreign in-

trigue thriller now exciting TV audiences here
and abroad has an especially forceful accompany-
ing musical score penned by Britisher Crombie.
Transferred to disk here, the score stands as
striking dramatic listening. Could win heavy favor
with the TV clue-finders.

“TWELVE GREAT THEMES OF THE SOAR-
ING ’60’s—The 20th Century Strings—20th Fox
FOX 3043

Fourth album by the label’s string ork is a
lilting lush rundown of themes from TV and the
flicks. Among the frontrunners are “The Apart-
ment,” “Never On Sunday,” “A Summer Place,”

“HEALING HANDS” — Lee Russell — Steeple-

JAZZ PICK OF THE WEEK
“MEET ME IN CHICAGO”—Jimmy McPartland,

Two Chicago style jazz bands are pitted to-

gether in a battle royal of Dixie music, just as
in the days of New Orleans parades. Only here
the arrangements have been worked out carefully
for stereo, each band getting one speaker in the
rig. Most of the members of the McPartland and
Hodes bands are also holdovers of the Chicago
era, giving the session a vitally exciting aura.
The tunes include “Shimmy Like My Sister Kate,”
“You Gotta See Mama Every Night,” “Deed I

Do” and “Somebody Stole My Gal.”

“Ist BASSMAN”—Paul Chambers—Vee Jay LP
3012
Emphasis here is on the solid rock bass playing

of Chambers. His big buttery sound has been re-
corded well. But don’t neglect the excellent play-
ing of Curtis Fuller, Wynton Kelly, Lex Hum-
phries, Yusef Lateef and Tommy Turentine, who
set up the scores for Chambers’ solos. They all

contribute to the success of the session, especially
Lateef whose five tunes are used in the date.

“MOODSVILLE” Volume 4—Eddie “Lockjaw”
Davis with Shirley Scott—Prestige/Moodsville 4

The familar team of Davis and Scott is heard
from again, this time with Scottie on piano only.

For Moodsville they olfer smoky readings of
standards “Serenade in Blue,” “What’s New,”
“The Man I Love” and “The Very Thought of

You.” It’s Davis’ date most of the way, as it’s

his deep-toned horn which sets up the mood so
well; similar to the Gene Ammons sessions of the
early fifties. Strong commercial interest.

“STAN RUBIN PLAYS THE IVY LEAGUE
JAZZ BAND BALL”—United Artists UAS 6085

Recorded live at last Thanksgiving’s Jazz Band
Ball at the Hotel Astor in N.Y., Rubin fronts a
group which is well versed in the dispensing of
Dixie music. Included in it are Bob Wilber, Bill

Cooper, and Marty Napoleon. Tunes include “Hin-
dustan,” “Tiger Rag,” “Slipped Disc” and “8-9-

10 (I’ll Never Get Mad Again)” with a vocal by
Rubin. Spurred by the appreciative crowd, the
band played well making for a solid disk now.

“GONE WITH GOLSON”—Benny Golson Quintet
featuring Curtis Fuller—New Jazz 8235
The recording quintet here is similar to the

leader’s Jazztet but without Art Farmer. In fact,

the arranegements reflect Golson’s writing for the
Jazztet, only here there is a looser, freer swinging
feeling that is inherent in most blowing dates.
And this is classified as a blowing date, for Golson
and Fuller allow themselves plenty of stretching
out space. Tunes are “Staccato Swing,” “Autumn
Leaves” and “Blues After Dark.”

“GRETSCH DRUM NIGHT AT BIRDLAND ”—
Art Blakey, Charile Persip, Elvin Jones, Philly
Joe Jones—Roulette R 52049

Gretsch night, the annual event co-sponsored
by the drum manufacturer and Birdland which
highlights top drumming talent on the scene, has
been recorded by Roulette for the appreciation of
jazz drumming fans. For these are the people
who will most appreciate the slam bang efforts

of Messrs. Blakey, Persip, Jones & Jones in uni-
son, solo and what have you. There is some me-
lodic help in the form of a combo but they’re
inconsequential to the boom-boom proceedings.
An exciting thing for the right man.

“MILSTEIN MASTERPIECES” — Nathan Mil-
stein, violin, Walter Susskind conducting the
Concert Arts Orchestra—Capitol SP 8528
The seven pieces portrayed by Milstein here

cover a broad range of musical expression and
it is to Milstein’s artistic credit that each is

handled with perception and sensitivity. From
the sweetly singing phrases of Mozart’s Adagio
in E Major and Rondo in C Major, to the murky
rnood of Stravinsky’s Berceuse from “The Fire-
bird,” the Milstein art entrenches itself in un-
compromising terms.

FCC Calls Off Stations’ “Free Disk” Credits
WASHINGTON, D.C.—The Federal
Communications Commission _this

week freed the radio and television

stations of the necessity of announc-
ing that they had received free rec-

ords from record manufacturers and
record distributors.
The FCC, in effect, withdrew a

policy statement made on March 16

requiring the announcements. It

stated portions of the policy state-

ment were no longer applicable be-

cause of the new anti-payola law.
The Commission called attention of

broadcasters to examples of so-called

hidden advertising that it said Con-
gress wanted identified. The examples
were listed in a House Commerce
Committee report. The FCC implied
that until the new rules could be
drafted, broadcasters would do well to

follow these examples.
“The following are the examples

set forth in H. Kept. 1800, 86th Con-
gress, 2d Session, to illustrate the
intended effect of the provisions con-
tained in Section 317 (a)(1) of the
Communications Act of 1934, as
amended on September 13, 1960, by
Public Law 86-752. (74 Stat. 889).

Free records

“1. A record distributor furnishes

copies of records to a broadcast sta-

tion or a disk jockey for broadcast

purposes. No announcement is re-

quired unless the supplier furnished

more copies of a particular recording

than are needed for broadcast pur-

poses. Thus, should the record sup-

plier furnish 50 or 100 copies of the

same release, with an agreement by

the station, express or implied, that
the record will be used on a broadcast,
an announcement would be required
because consideration beyond the
matter used on the broadcast was re-

ceived.
“2. An announcement would be re-

quired for the same reason if the pay-
ment to the station or disk jockey
were in the form of cash or other
property, including stock.

“3. Several distributors supply a
new station, or a station which has
changed its program format (e.g.

from “rock and roll” to “popular”
music), with a substantial number of
different releases. 2/ No announce-
ment is required under section 317
where the records are furnished for
broadcast purposes only; nor should
the public interest require an an-
nouncement in these circumstances.
The station would have received the
same material over a period of time
had it previously been on the air or
followed this program format.

“4. Records are furnished to a sta-
tion or disk jockey in consideration
for the special plugging of the record

supplier or performing talent beyond
an identification reasonably related to

the use of the record on the program.
If the disk jockey were to state: “This

is my favorite new record, and sure

to become a hit; so don’t overlook it,”

and it is understood that some such

statement will be made in return for

the record and this is not the type of

statement which would have been

made absent such an understanding,

and the supplying of the record free

of charge, an announcement would be
required since it does not appear that
in those circumstances the identifica-

tion is reasonably related to the use
of the record on that program. On the
other hand, if a disk jockey, in playing
a record, states: “Listen to this latest
release of performer ‘X’, a new sing-
ing sensation,” and such matter is

customarily interpolated in the disk
jockey’s program format and would
be included whether or not the par-
ticular record had been purchased by
the station or furnished to it free of
charge, it would appear that the iden-
tification by the disk jockey is rea-
sonably related to the use of the
record on that particular program
and there would be no announcement
required.”

“In view of the attention which has
been given to the problem of free rec-
ords, they are treated herein as a spe-
cial category. It should be noted, how-
ever, that the same principles apply

to records as to other property or

services furnished for use on or in

connection with a broadcast.

“A question has been raised with

respect to a situation where a distrib-

utor furnishes to a station free of

charge an entire music library with

the understanding, express or implied,

that only its records would be played

on the station. To the extent that such

an arrangement may run afoul of the

antitrust laws or may constitute an
abdication by the station of its

licensee responsibility, an announce-

ment under sec. 317 would not cure it.”

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ASCAP Puts Resigning Members

On “Current Performance Basis”
NEW YORK—ASCAP President
Stanley Adams announced last week
that both the writers’ and publishers’

classification committees of the So-
ciety unanimously adopted a resolu-
tion which places all resigning mem-
bers on a “current performance” basis.

This means that payments to re-

signing members for works remaining
in the ASCAP repertory (and not
licensed through another organiza-
tion) will be based solely on their per-
formances during their latest preced-
ing fiscal survey year.
Adams explained that members

have the option to elect the current

performance basis or to participate in

ASCAP distributions on a basis which

takes into consideration their length

of membership, the performances of

their compositions as “recognized
works” and the five-year average of

their performances, in addition to the

current performances of their works.
The option to receive payment on the

alternative basis will not be available

to resigning members.
These resolutions were adopted

pursuant to the provision of the Con-
sent Order of January 7, 1960, which
provides for these options but which
states that as to resigning members
“The Society may, at its option, deny
resigning members the right to re-

ceive payment on any basis other than

a current performance basis ***, pro-

vided that such option must be exer-

cised as to all resigning members
alike.”

Ai’rangements have now been completed for Interdisc to operate in this coun-
try beginning in October. This international organization was set up late in
1959 and began operations in Lugano, Switzerland earlier this year. The com-
pany was formed by Jack Lewerke (director), Bill Grauer of Riverside Records
(president) and Lester Koenig with the idea of releasing material of independ-
ent companies under their own labels for the European market. Besides the
Riverside records. Interdisc handle the promotion and distribution of several
other American indies throughout Europe including Jazzland, Wonderland,
Stereo Oddities, Bluesville, Moodsville, Swingville, Washington and Off Beat

—

except in those countries where particular labels are already contracted to other
companies.

In all cases, disks are manufactured by Interdisc in Italy from original mas-
ters and distributed to European agents. The latest move by Interdisc is the
establishment of a London office to handle distribution in the British Isles and
to this end Lewerke and Alan Bates, Interdisc general manager, were in London
recently for discussions with Associated Recordings Ltd. and a new organiza-
tion Central Record Distributors Ltd.— (the latter headed by Bates, Doug Dobell,
proprietor of the famous Doug Dobell Jazz record shop in London’s West End
and Ken Lindsay, manager of the record mail order house—Agate & Co. Ltd.).
These two companies have been appointed to handle direct dealer distribution.
British releases will be pressed primarily in this country with occasional im-
portations from Italy. Grauer has also been in London to discuss the early re-
lease here of Riverside Records and the first six issues which will be marketed
towards the end of October will include albums by Thelonious Monk, Cannonball
Adderley and British satirist Peter Ustinov’s, “The Grand Prix of Gibraltar.”
Initial release of Riverside and other labels will be 12" LP’s retailing at 39/9.

It was a pleasure last week to meet American publisher George Pincus and
his attorney, Lawrence Greene, in town to launch his new English company
Gil-Pincus Music Ltd. Pincus told The Cash Box that he has concluded a deal
with Fred Jackson’s Tin Pan Alley Music Co. to exploit several songs in asso-
ciation with Gil-Pincus for Great Britain, Eire and South Africa including
Bryan Hyland’s follow-up to “Itsy Bitsy Teenie Weenie Yellow Polkadot Bikini”—“Four Little Heels” (Kapp) and on the same label Jane Morgan’s “Where’s
The Girl/Where’s The Boy,” “Was There Once” recorded by Charlie Phipps
(Capitol), “Dusty” by Jimmy Boyd (Dot) and “Tangerock” by The Chantones
(Top Rank). Jackson is very excited about these numbers which are all due for
October release in this country.
The association between Tin Pan Alley Music and Gil-Pincus Music only

extends to these songs. In view of the extensive current activity of the Pincus
American firms, similar arrangements with other British publishers are likely

in the near future and G. Pincus, who is currently visiting Paris, Berlin, Milan
and Stockholm, hopes to become a frequent visitor to these shores to personally
supervise his ever increasing British interests.
By the time Cliff Richard’s latest Columbia disk, “Nine Times Out Of Ten”

hit the counters last week, advance orders had already topped the 170,000 mark
—one of the highest ever in British record history. Still riding high with
“Please Don’t Tease,” Cliff is certain to have a chart double. “Nine Times Out

New Top Rank singles released this week by EMI include an ^
instrumental, “Vaquero” (Cowboy) by The Fireballs, and “Honest I Do” by
The Innocents. Russ Conway with Tony Osborne and his Orchestra wax “Pass-

ing Breeze” for Columbia which also issued a cover version of “Move Two
Mountains” by The Mudlarks. ^

BENELUX CANADA
Philips-Belgium is happy about the fast climb of “Greenfields” by the

Brothers Four. This recording, released about three months ago, did not show
much chance for success in its first months.

Francois Vaes, A&R man for Rock-Ola, the largest juke box operator in
Belgium, predicts following records will be hit-makers: “Les enfants du Piree”
(all versions), “Malaguena” (Connie Francis), “Mais Oui” (King Brothers),
“Triana” (Los Javaloyas), “Capri Fischer” (Peter Kraus), “I Got A Woman”
(Sammy Davis Jr.) and “Ain't Nobody Here But Us Chickens,” a new Fast
record of The Jaye Brothers. This American group scored with another oldie,
“Rag Mop,” and it looks as if this one-time Louis Jordan-bestseller will hit
again.

Last week L. C. Phonogram of Amsterdam held its annual dealer convention
at the Gooiland Theatre in Dutch Radio City, Hilversum. About 700 dealers
were present for Phonogram’s fall program. Decca issued a new classical single
series, “Famous Ouvertures,” at the popular 3 guilders (95 cents) price. The
first release consisted of 10 singles and was given a warm reception by the
Dutch record dealers. Presentation number two at the Phonogram dealers con-
vention was a Fontana series, “Musical Palette.” This series of 12" classical
LP’s brought something entirely new in the record trade. In the Fontana
series, a reproduction of a masterpiece from the French impressionism school
of art is given away free with each LP. At this very moment, this new series
of 12" LP’s is selling tremendously. The Philips label presented a series of
Mengelberg recordings with great musical and historical value. Dealers at this
convention were quite impressed by the presentation of these unique documents.

Decca and London then introduced an immense stereo program, called “The
Operation Stereo,” a sales promotional operation with great impact. A com-
plete Marines band marched into the theatre to emphasize the Philips Surprise
Series. This series of the popular 10" LP’s consist of records by the Dutch Swing
College Band, tango king Malando, talent scout Johnny Hoes and his discoveries.
The Band of the Royal Dutch Marines, the accordion virtuosos. The Three
Jacksons, and a special record for weddings and parties. This Philips Surprise
Series are packaged in beautifully illustrated albums and will no doubt have an
enormous success.

Performances at the convention continued with a personal appearance of the
Blue Diamonds. They presented their first LP album, “Always . . . The Blue
Diamonds.” A 10" Decca, consisting of eight evergreens in brand new arrange-
ments by wellknown arranger-composer Jack Bulterman. Even before this LP
was due for release there was an enormous demand for one of the tracks,
“Ramona,” which was presented by the Blue Diamonds on a nationwide TV-
program at the occasion of Princess Wilhelmina’s 80th birthday. Telephones
started ringing immediately after the TV performance and before even press-
ing one single, LC Phonogram had orders for no less than 6,000 records. At
present the “Ramona” track from LP is selling like hot cakes. The LP itself is

also a big seller.

In the afternoon, the Phonogram dealer convention featured Fred Hartog’s
dealer show “Opname. . . . Vijf tellen na nu.” This show, which was presented
in cooperation with the record dealers and LC Phonogram, has already won
great fame in the low countries. At this convention, Fred Hartog presented his
show in its new set-up, promoting records and artists on the Philips, Decca and
Fontana labels. Also in this show was Corry Brokken, the female vocalist whose
Dutch version of “Milord” reached the 100,000 mark. Last Tuesday, Corry
Brokken had been given a golden record for this occasion at a cocktail party at
the Lido in Amsterdam.

This week the Capitol department of L. C. Bovema organized a special press
preview of the Todd-AO motion picture “Can Can,” in collaboration with 20th
Century Fox. The occasion took place in The Hague’s Asta Theatre, which had
been specially rebuilt for the event. Bovema’s Capitol label is also releasing
the soundtrack LP of the picture.
On October 7, Bovema’s MGM label will follow up with the premiere of the

mammoth production “Ben Hur”, in the Noggerath Theatre in Amsterdam.
The picture will also be backed by the soundtrack LP.
A lot of well known artists will be present at Bovema’s Annual Sales Con-

vention, this week in Zandvoort. Among them are Vera Lynn, Norrie Paramor,
Tony Brent, Tommy Bruce, Johnny Jordaan, Tante Leen, Gitte and Fred Bertel-
mann. Of course The Cash Box will be present at the convention and will in-

form you about it in next week’s column.
Nat Cole’s “Everytime I Feel The Spirit” LP will be released shortly by

Bovema’s Capitol label. “We do expect very much of this great Cole effort,” said
Capitol label manager, C. Hundepool. Mr. Hundepool also told The Cash Box
that the Capitol people, as well as many dealers in Holland, were very glad to

hear that Capitol’s singles department moved from Hollywood to New York.
In October, Bovema will welcome the visit of Don Fraser at Gramophone

House, Heemstede.
Messrs. Alvin S. Bennett, Ray Sandler and Richard A. Annotico came to

Amsterdam recently to discuss Liberty Records’ promotion with Mr. Coen
Solleveld of L. C. Phonogram. Mr. Solleveld told The Cash Box that he was
extremely happy to meet these gentlemen in person and that this first personal
contact will mean a lot for the future of L. C. Phonogram’s cooperation with
Liberty Records. Together with Mr. Annotico and Mr. Bax (Decca-London la-

bel manager at Phonogram), Mr. Jan J. van Luijk developed a publicity pro-
gram for the Liberty part of the London label for the next half year.
Coen Solleveld, director of Phonogram L. C., will leave the company on

January 1, 1961. He will get a top international post in the Philips-concern.
Solleveld’s successor will be Mr. J. Th. van der Meer, who has been with Philips

in South America, Spain and a number of other countries.
The German Heliodor label, a subsidiary of Polydor, and represented in

Holland up till now by Artone Gramophone, will be handled in future by L. C.

Dutch Siemens Company, The Hague, which represents the Polydor, DGG,
Brunswick and Coral labels. The Heliodor classical records will be in the hands
of Siemens from October 1 on, while the pop repertoire will be handled by
Siemens from January 1, 1961 on.

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GERMANY ITALY
When the German film industry saw fit to take American stars of music for

a film here, it also took old popular numbers by the artists in order to main-
tain an “evergreen” quality. Therefore the new film “Schlager Rakete” or

“Hit Rocket” stars Nat King Cole singing “Mona Lisa,” Duke Ellington play-
ing “Sophisticated Lady,” Cab Calloway singing “Minnie the Moocher” and
Sarah Vaughan doing “You’re Not The Kind of a Boy.” The film also features
many German hit makers on wax and is scheduled for top box office this season.
German Jazz critic Joachim E. Berendt is visiting America and is a guest at

the Monterey Jazz Festival. Joe is well known for his many books on jazz,

his programs on Baden-Baden radio and recently presented a TV ballet featur-
ing Ellington’s Shakespearian suite, “Such Sweet Thunder.”
Germany’s number one tenor sax man Hans Koller has a new quai'tet featur-

ing former Dave Brubeck bassist Fred Dutton. Hans’ newest composition is

titled “Jazzing With Lufthansa.” The Lufthansa aii’line people are crowing
about the free publicity.

Germany exported 10,600,000 records last year, reports Teldec Records.
From this sum, Teldec was responsible for 4 million and RCA 2% million.

Lale Anderson, who gained woi’ld wide fame with her multi million seller

“Lily Marlene,” is back in business. Her newest records are the Marty Robbins
hit “El Paso” and a vocal version of the title song from the film, “Never On
Sunday.” There are at present 2 instrumental versions of the latter tune on
the market here, by Don Costa and Helmut Zacharis.

Marlene Dietrich has invited German star Ralf Bendix to America for club
work and tours. The sound that attracted Marlene was Ralf’s recording of the
Venus Waltz.

In Dusseldorf from the 23-25 September, the annual Amateur jazz festival
was held. Prizes were presented to the best musicians and the best groups in
each class (dixie, modern, etc.). Electrola had been presenting a silver record
to the best Modern Jazz group for the past 3 years, but since the Modern Jazz
Group Freiberg has won 3 times in a row, Electrola has changed its prize to a
silver dog, the symbol of their HMV line. This year, the winners are scheduled
to tour America, sometime in November.
Although America is now a big market for LP’s, the singles market still

dominates in Germany. Especially American LP’s and LP artists have suifered
here. Even stars such as Frank Sinatra and The Four Freshmen have come out
with LP’s which sold under 600 pieces here. The main reason is that the stars
are still unknown, the language is different, the German taste differs, the LP’s
are still too expensive and all the material on an LP is not good for the market.
Finally someone is trying to do something about it. Electrola, the distributors
for Capitol records here have decided to release a new series called Capitol
Presents. These albums will be 10" LP and EP size and will contain material
from the Capitol album repertoir. Mostly standard material will be represented
to preserve the life of this series, and the albums will have titles such as
“Western Music,” “Broadway Stars,” “George Gershwin: A Musical Portrait,”
“Richard Rodgers: A Musical Portrait” etc. This style of album could be the
start of big business for heretofore unsellable American stars. Electrola feels
that this series is exactly geared for the German taste and pocket book. Other
firms are expected to follow suit if the allowance is obtained from their
American associates.
West Coast publicity man Irwin Zucker writes that one more way to get a

mention in The Cash Box is through my column. OK, Irwin, you’re in.

The Top 3 for Radio Luxemburg this week were “Moonlight” from Ted
Herold, “Irgendwann Gibt’s Ein Wiedersehm” from Freddy and “Midi-Midi-
nette” from Conny.
Michael Jary, who turned out the big Heidi Bruhl hit, “Wir Wollen Niemals

Auseinander Gehn,” has a new song on the market with vocals done by Ger-
many’s great old timer, Zarah Leander. The title of the song is “Einmal Kommt
Die Liebe” or “Love Comes But One Time.” It’s on Ariola.
The lyrics were handled by Robert Von Kessler from Hamburg Radio. Zarah

is also set to record the song in English under the title “Yesterday’s Not Over.”
American Paul Siegel handles publishing for the tune.
Germany’s top teenage songstress, Conny, is set to record her hit “Wer

Wird De Erste Sein” in English for the American market. The text prepared
by George Pincus will read “Who Will The First One Be.” Gil /Rex handles
stateside publishing.

Paul Siegel also reports that he is starting a new series for Berlin Radio
which has increased its power to 100 KW. The show is entitled “American
Record Millionaires.” Paul asks American record firms and publishers to shoot
million sellers and % million sellers to his home at Gustav-Freytag Strasse 11,
Berlin, Germany.

This reporter is also in need of American records for his D.J. activities and
record hops. The address is in the front of this issue under Germany.

Thei’e are now two hot covers of Perry Como’s “Delaware.” One is called
“Herrlich War Die Reise,” or “The Trip Was Fine,” sung by Fred Bertelmann
on Electrola and the other is called “Wie War Es In Pittsburg” with Oliver on
Metronome.

The 100,000 mark in Italy is equivalent to the 1,000,000 mark in the United
States. Indications come direct from the heads of the Italian record houses.

Some of the records listed above surpassed the 100,000 mark in sales, but

the exact number is impossible to know. Furthermore, many are still currently

selling very well. The biggest best sellers of all time in Italy were “Only You”
by The Platters, and “Diana” by Paul Anka. The latter reached the 300,000

mark, as stated by VCM’s General Sales Manager, Mr. Candida.

Some interesting figures: Italy has approximately 50,000,000 inhabitants.

7,852,000 have radio sets and out of these 1,905,000 have TV sets as well. In

1959, the only Italian Radio Station, R.A.L, devoted 3,296 hours to light music
programs, broadcasted 207 operas and 905 classical music concertos.

“The reason that I prefer to live and work in Italy is because I like Italian

people,” said English singer Colin Hicks, during an interview at Mr. Matalon’s

office the other week. Colin, who is not yet known in the States, but is well

known in England and most popular here, has been living and playing in Italy

for a year and a half. He is 19 years old, married and a father, and has ap-

peared on our TV screens and has taken part in the motion picture “Europa Di
Notte” (Europe By Night). The titles of his hits in Italy are, “Love’s Made A

The advent of new techniques and modern meth-
ods of doing business oftentimes clouds the basic

issues at hand and in the case of coin-operated
music we must not forget that a juke box is basi-

cally a salesman—a music salesman. Considering the

unique cabinet styhng, intricate engineering, high
fidelity and stereophonic sounds that are all a part

of the juke box today it isn’t difficult to lose sight

of this fundamental and we were surprised to hear
just this from a veteran music operator with about
one-thousand phonographs on location. In addi-

tion to the juke box being a music salesman our
operator friend insisted that three basic principles

of operating must be adhered to once a location is

secured in order to benefit fully from a location’s

profit potential. No doubt each of the three points

presented here were equally important when the

very first juke box went on location: (1) locate the

machine where it can be seen by as many people

as possible, (2) attract customers to the machine
through whatever manner and means results in the

greatest amount of play, and (3) program the

machine to get maximum play from each record.

That’s it. The music operator must do all three in

order to succeed. From this point on other facets of

operating enter into the picture and loans, bonuses,

installations, sound, contracts, service, are utilized

by operators either in whole or in part and with

varying degrees of success. The three points pro-

vide a foundation, however, and it is questionable

as to whether these points are considered as im-

portant by other operators. Phonographs still stand

idle in out-of-the-way spots on many locations. Pro-

gramming is still handled by operators in an off-the-

cuff manner. And as far as attracting more patrons

to the machine, our operator friend remarked that

anything short of dynamite is an improvement
over many weaknesses today that actually succeed

in chasing the customers away.”
We thought these observations made sense and

since they were made by a man with one thousand
machines on location they carried that much more
weight. He ought to know. Regardless of the ma-
chine itself and the complex business of operating

today, the sooner the phonograph starts “selling”

the music the sooner the location will meet its just

profit potential. All other facets of operating should
fall in line once this basic goal has been reached.
