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The latest dance craze to send the teen set into hookie gyrations is *“The Twist” for which
the young lad shown above is greatly responsible, He’s Chubby Cheeker the songster who
recorded “The Twist” on Bernie Lowe's Parkway label. Simee the hit took off, Chubby
has been meeting with great sucerss on elub dates and one nighters, and his album
“Twist with Chubby Checher™ has become a best seller. An artist who displays tremen-
dous personality on stage, Chubby is eurrently touring with the Fabian-Brenda Lee paek-
age. His latest single, just released. couples “Whole Lotta Shakin’ Goin’ On” with “*The
Hueklebuek.”

The record industry has wit-
nessed a great number of drastic
changes during the past five years,
both in the type of product being
offered and in methods of mer-
chandising.

About five or six years ago, just
prior to the advent of rock and roll
music, album product was aimed
mainly at the adult. Teenagers ac-
counted for a decent amount of LP
sales, but the $3.98 list was con-
sidered a large sum for a teenager
to pay for one album.

The pre-Rock & Roll era saw
teenagers the key buyers of singles
although adults were also respon-
sible for a good share of the sales
of “class’ singles.

Today the market is completely
changed. Teenagers control the
singles market almost absolutely.
And in the LP field, the teenage in-
fluence has made tremendous in-
roads as evidenced by such LP stars
currently on best seller list as Pres-
ley, Brenda Lee, Duane Eddy, Bob-
by Darin, Paul Anka, Jackie Wil-
son, Connie Francis, Bobby Rydell,
Conway Twitty, Johnny Mathis, the
Platters, Chubby Checker, Bill
Black’s Combo, Santo & Johnny,
Brook Benton, Dinah Washington,

Ricky Nelson, and hosts of other
teen favorites.

Yet there are still people within
the industry who insist on refusing
to reeognize the continued increase
in the teenagers’ buying power and
as a result their growing influence
on the record business. There are
still diehards who believe that rock
and roll, which has been firmly en-
trenched as THE pop music for the
past half decade, will fade out and
the ‘“‘good old days” will return.

Last week statisticians of the
Metropolitan Life Insurance Com-
pany in an annual report stated that
there are 45,000,000 school-age
children inhabiting the U.S. The
same report estimates that by the
end of the 1960’s, there will be
53,000,000 and by the end of the
1970’s there will be close to 60,-
000,000.

The expected growth reflects
largely the record high number of
births throughout the post war
years and their expected continua-
tion at a relatively high level.

The teenager is today in greater
force than ever before. And his de-
sires for a specific type of music
whether it be rock and roll or some
other music, must be fulfilled.

“THIS TIME I'M SWINGIN’”—Dean Martin—
Capitol ST 1442

In his casual, seemingly completely relaxed
manner, Dean Martin evokes more excitement
than many singers with a more driving approach.
Here, with the vibrant backing of Nelson Riddle,
Martin swings effervescently through “I Can’t
Believe That You're In Love With Me,” “You're
Nobody 'Til Somebody Loves You,” “Please Don’t
Talk About Me When I'm Gone” and “Just In
Time.” Solid entertainment.

“?(}JD & TRAVIS IN CONCERT”—Liberty LDS
12001

The folk singing duo was recorded in concert
earlier this year, resulting in this two disk album.
The group’s specialty is Mexican music and they
are delightfully captivating in “Malaguena Sale-
rosa,” “La Vaquilla Colorado,” and “La Bamba.”
But they are quite proficient in other areas, doing
dutiful justice to “Delia’s Gone,” “Sloop John B”
and the satirically devastating “Rioting In Af-
rica.”

Again Command comes up with a potent stereo-
special LP.

The bustling bright score is- treated
to bubbly danceable performances by the Basile
accordion and crew. Appropriately, there is a con-
tinental flavor to the music here, and the set
should prove an enjoyable listening/dancing ses-
sion.

“PARADISE FOUND”—Felix Slatkin—Liberty
LMM 13001

Deluxe book-type liner with pages of color
photos and a highly displayable die-cut cover is
the wrapping for Slatkin’s exquisitely picturesque
string settings of Island music. The soaring,
sweeping ork passionately interprets such tasty
tidbits as “Moon Of Manakoora,” “Beyond The
Reef,” “Sweet Leilani” and “Oloha Oe.” Good
mood musie.

“SOMETHING’S GOTTA GIVE”—Georgia Gibbs
—Imperial LP 9107

Her Nibs is versatility personified. Her talent
ranges far and wide here, delightfully performing
an improbable program made up of “Something’s
Gotta Give,” “Tammy,” “Last Night When We
Were Young,” “So In Love” and “Willow, Tit-
Willow.” Whether it’s ballads, blues, bob or what-
have-you, Miss Gibbs does them all sparkling jus-
tice. A show bix mainstay.

“OYER THE RAINBOW”—The Baysiders—Ev-
erest LPBR 5124

Group that’s currently out with the title tune
bow LP-wise for the label in a package that in-
cludes rock-attuned standards “Look For The Sil-
ver Lining,” “My Blue Heaven,” “I'm Always
Chasing Rainbows,” “Comin’ Thru The Rye” and
“Love Somebody.” Leroy Holmes’ arrangements
lean heavily, as does the group, to the heavy beat
side. Good teen merchandise.

“LOVE THEMES FROM THE GREAT FILMS”
—The Clebanoff Strings and Symphonic Orches-
tra—Mercury SR 60238

Title would also be correct if it read “Great
Themes From Great Love Films,” because the se-
lections here do include some of the best movie
themes through the years: “Tara’s Theme,”
“Spellbound Concerto,” “Ruby,” “Laura” and “In-
discretion.” Performances are superb in the sym-
phony ork tradition, “longhair” in approach yet
eas1lky palatable as mood listening for the pop
market.

“HIGH SOCIETY”—Lester Lanin and His Or-
chestra—Epic LN 3699

The Lanin society sweet beat is attractive dance
fodder for the adult market. Here the maestro di-
rects his melodic outlook mainly to the Broadway
stage embracing in medley form songs from the
current “Gypsy” and “Sound of Music” as well as
treasured pieces by Rodgers & Hart, Gershwin,
Kern, et al. A dance shelf staple.
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“MALTBY SWINGS FOR DANCERS”—Richard
Maltby and His Orchestra—Roulette R 25129

Trumpeter-leader Maltby, long a favorite of the
dance arenas, is heard from in lively etchings of
standards and originals. There’s a feeling of jazz
overtones in the Maltby swing, especially on the
numbers which feature contrapuntal trumpet
voicings, but dancers aren’t forgotten rhythmi-
cally or melodically. Among the tunes are “In the
Still of the Night,” “Honeysuckle Rose,” “Lover,”
“Moanin’” and “Midnight Mood.”

«THE SEVEN TEENS IN THE HALL OF
FAME"”—Capitol ST 1424

Bill Baldwin’s Seven Teens are to the West
Coast as Marshall Brown’s Newport Youth Band
is to the East. Comprised of seven youngsters
(aged 16-18), the Seven Teens are all accom-
plished musicians individually, and together form
a striking ensemble. Here they pay contemporary
tribute to a dozen throwbacks to the swing era:
“8ing, Sing, Sing,” “Little Brown Jug,” “Summit
Ridge Drive,” “Take the ‘A’ Train” and “Chero-
kee.” Interesting from pop and jazz angles.

“THE BIBLE STORY” Volume 1—Wink Martin-
dale—Dot DLP 3293

Martindale possesses a compelling narrative
voice, as demonstrated in his “Deck of Cards” hit.
Here, in an effective religious album, Martindale’s
narration of readings from the Bible are mated
with appropriate sacred hymns sung by a chorale.
Included are Noah and the Ark—*Didn’t It Rain?”
Moses and the Promised Land—*“Go Down Moses,”
Joshua—"“Joshua Fit de Battle of Jericho” and
Daniel In the Lion’s Den—*“Shadrack.”

“OUR MAN IN HAVANA”—Mongo Santamaria
—Fantasy 3302

The stimulating fervor of authentic Afro-Cuban
music is a specialty of Santamaria—a mainstay
of the Cal Tjader jazz combo. Here, in a session
recorded in Cuba and with all Cuban musicians
and vocalists (with the exception of fellow
Tjaderite Willie Boboj, Mongo drives home the
contagion and effervescence of the music with an
unorthodox band which blends flute and brass.
The tunes are originals; names are inconsequental
tf:ut the music is a real groove for the Latin dance
ans.

“MORE CAMPUS CAPERS”—Jayvee 103-33

A collection of 18 sketches dealing with campus
incidents. Songs, comic routines, some jazz, ete.,
covering such topics as registration day, the fac-
ulty meeting, great moments in history. Appeal is
limited to campus environs.

JAZZ PICKS OF THE WEEK
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“pPARIS IMPRESSIONS” Vols. 1 & 2—Erroll
Garner—Columbia CL 1212, CL 1213

Two individual packages record the pianist’s
fiavorful impressions of his 1957 French sojourn,
Recorded in studio in early ’58, the albums also
present Garner in his first attempt at the harpsi-
chord, a new medium which doesn’t match up to
his pianistic proficiency but opens new vistas for
him to conquer in time. The two decks are sprin-
kled with Paris-associated tunes, authentic
French tunes and several Garner originals writ-
ten for the occasion, Has immense commercial
attractiveness.

“HORACE-SCOPE"—The Horace Silver Quintet
—Blue Note 4042

With both widespread influence and immense
popularity firmly established in jazz circles, Hor-
ace Silver offers yet another LP session that's
sure to create excitement in the field. Included
are the usual new Silver compositions —
“Strollin’,” “Where You At?” and the down-home
“Me And My Baby”—but the plus value in the set
are updated versions of three past Silver num-
bers—“Nica’s Dream,” “Yeah!” and the title tune.

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“gU(l;INY BERIGAN AND HIS BOYS’—Epic LA
1600

Epic gets a good start for its new jazz series by
releasing a dozen old Berigan sides from its files.
Of course the leadoff selection is the famous “1
Can't Get Started” with Jack Teagarden, Artie
Shaw, Eddie Condon, Joe Bushkin and Dave
Tough. (Throughout, the album is studded with
past jazz greats.) Other interesting sides include
“Iet Yourself Go” and “It’s Been So Long” with
Bud Freeman, “Solo Hop” with Glenn Miller and
Claude Thornhill and “Let’s Do It.” Choice col-
lector’s disk.

“THE GOLDEN STRIKER”—John Lewis Con-
ducts Music For Brass—Atlantic 1334

John Lewis’ avante garde jazz ideas are put into
a fascinating album in which the pianist accom-
panies and conducts a brass ensemble consisting
of 3 French horns, 4 trumpets, 2 trombones, tuba
and rhythm. The selections embrace some com-
media dell’arte characters which Lewis is enam-
ored with, plus recreations of his “0Odds Against
Tomorrow” theme and the title tune (from “One
Never Knows”). Fanfare I and II, which opens
each side, are brilliantly brassy introductions to
the heady music which follows.

“KENTON AT THE TROPICANA”—Stan Ken-
ton and his Orchestra—Capitol ST 1460

The artistry of Kenton in rhythm has been pre-
served from his appearance at the Vegas show-
room. After an ironic, almost bitter, introduction
by Kenton about making records that sell, the
band swings vigorously into its latest exposition
of the “Artistry in Rhythm” theme. Following
comes full bodied swinging slices of “Tuxedo Junc-
tion,” “I Concentrate On You,” “Sentimental
Riff” and “Random Riff.” Kentonian addicts will
snap up the set.

«pOWN THE FIELD WITH THE ORANGE
PEELS” (From Syracuse University)—Intra-
Varsity 1201

A real get-happy package of Dixieland music.
The Orange Peels, students from Syracuse, battle
their way through a lineup of campus tunes from
their Alma Mater and several Dixie standards
with youthful enthusiasm. Some of their work is
reflective of the over-arranged Dukes of Dixie-
land, but left to themselves on occasion they can
be uninhibited and can play with unbridled spirit.
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«PADEREWSKI AT THE PIANO” Volume 2—
Distinguished Recordings DR 103

This second release by the new label of Duo-Art
piano roll transcriptions made by the master pian-
ist in his heydey is another collector’s find. Su-
perb transmutations from roll to disk have been
made of his performances of nine short classics,
among them Paganini’s “La Campanella,” Liszt’s
“Hungarian Rhapsody No. 10,” Chopin’s “Valse
Brilliante” and Mendelssohn’s “Spinning Song.”

ARM-
ADA’s counsel, Blane, Steinberg,
Balder and Steinbrook, who initiated
this investigation and have supplied
Mr. McKesson with information and
leads which have led to the raids and
arrests, are cooperating with him and
will assist that office in ferreting out
and prosecuting these and other
counterfeiters. Coordinated activity
and a steady diet of it will keep
counterfeiters off balance. ARMADA
has dedicated itself to the extinction
of the predatory practice of counter-
feiting. The results have justified
these activities. ARMADA’s attack
will remain forceful, vigorous and
constant, as has typified its activities
to date.”

Manley Bowler, First Assistant Dis-
trict Attorney, advised that 35 de-
tectives and police officers participated
in making the raids. Fifteen police
cars were used in carrying out the
simultaneous raids. Prior to the raids
a careful investigation was made, in-
cluding arrangements to purchase a
large quantity of bogus records by
undercover agents. Approximately
3,000 records were seized in the raids.
They are said to involve numerous
other labels and titles.

Atwood’s operation was located at
10845 Van Owen Street, North Hol-
lywood, California, where a number
of the defendants were arrested. They
were allegedly caught in the very act
of packing and handling the counter-
feit records.

At the Korelich Manufacturing Co.
plant, located at 1141 North Highland
Avenue, Hollywood, California, the
detectives discovered Verve labels
hidden behind a secret panel and
masters hidden in a false bottom bar-
rel.

The Los Angeles authorities were
apprized of the counterfeiting activi-
ties in their area in June of 1960 when
a detective from Bergen County, New
Jersey, went to Los Angeles to in-
vestigate the sources from which
counterfeit records had been shipped
into Bergen County. Bergen County
Prosecutor, Guy W. Calissi, of Hack-
ensack, New Jersey, received his first
information concerning counterfeit-
ing in his county from Blane, Stein-
berg, Balder & Steinbrook, Esquires,
and has worked closely with ARM-
ADA and its attorneys since June
upon these cases.

The bootleg arrests received major
space in various Los Angeles dailies.
The Los Angeles Mirror included in
its story a large picture showing Balt
Yanez of the District Attorney’s of-
fice looking over a few of the LP’s
seized as evidence in the raid. The
raid was also featured in the Los
Angeles Evening Herald-Express and
the Los Angeles Times.

Conniff Answers Queries
On Live “Stereo’’ Concerts

NEW YORK—Why is it necessary to
have a Concert In Stereo in the live
concert hall? This is a question being
posed to Ray Conniff, who recently an-
nounced plans for a tour beginning
this month (12) throughout the Mid-
Western and Eastern states. Answers
Conniff: “There would be a lot of
disappointed record buyers if they
heard my orchestra in a normal audi-
torium utilizing an average public
address system. Immediately, criticism
would develop among members of the
audience. They would probably all say,
‘Why he sounds 100% better on rec-
ords.” The one point that everyone
fails to realize is that the arrange-
ments we have developed for the Col-
umbia albums are glamourized to a
great extent by the use of electronics.
We find ourselves placing at least 12
microphones in front of the different
instruments of the orchestra and also
the members of the chorus. Concert in
Stereo is designed to duplicate this
studio sound. The sax section, pianist
and percussionist are placed on the
left hand side of the stage, the singers
and the rhythm section in the middle
of the stage, and the brass section and
the harpist on the right side of the
stage. I think all anyone has to do is
hear our ‘sound’ just once and it would
make it so much easier to understand
the justification for a Concert in
Stereo.”

Another interesting angle about the
Ray Conniff “Concert in Stereo” is
that contrary to the normal theatre
practices, the best seats in the house
turn out to be in the rear of the audi-
torium because of the superior quality
of the sound system which was de-
signed by Fred Hynes, the award win-
ning Hollywood sound engineer.

The full orchestra and chorus have
been booked on a series of individual
concerts by the General Artists Cor-
poration. “Concert in Stereo” begins
in Norman, Oklahoma on October 12
and ends in Los Angeles at the Shrine
Auditorium on December 2.

Roland Miller, the group’s sound en-
gineer and fellow arranger Bob Bal-
lard work together in the middle of
the audience in order to regulate the
sound and lighting system throughout
the evening. Ballard also acts as co-
ordinator and is continually on the in-
tercom system to the back stage elec-
trician, the spotlight man and also to
the conductor on stage. A thirty thou-
sand dollar stereo system is installed

| for each engagement that is played.

Country Music Men Hear

Country Market Study

NEW YORK—Some 150 representa-
tives of ad agencies and radio sta-
tions with an important stake in
country music programming heard a
report deseribing characteristics of
the typical (statistical) home favor-
ing this type of music at the recent
“Cgountry Music Network’” luncheon,
at the Savoy-Hilton in New York
City. The report, based on a market
study undertaken by the Charles Ber-
nard Company, Inc.,, and conducted
by Pulse, Inc., was given to the gath-
ering by Dr. Sydney Roslow, director
of Pulse.

Despite the apparent major influ-
ence of country music on general pop
music content and style, Dr. Roslow
warned that it was, therefore, not
possible to accurately describe 1. the
extent of the market, nor 2. the char-
acteristics of the purely country mu-
sic-listening segment. Unlike the for-
eign language market or the Negro
market, where the objective criteria
(language spoken and/or understood
in the home) are reasonably indis-
putable, the country-favoring home
has never been characterized. The
study sought to establish other com-
mon features of homes in which
Country Music is the main prefer-
ence.

The survey samples 11,000 homes
in 18 markets, including Atlanta,
Aucusta, Baltimore, Charlotte, Dal-
las-Fort Worth, Denver, Houston,
Kansas City, Mo., Long Beach-Los
Angeles, Nashville, Memphis, Miami,
Orlando, Phoenix, San Bernardino,
Salt Lake City. Tucson, Utica-Rome-
Remsen, New York.

The survey showed: 1. Nearly one-
Afth (18.2 per cent) of country homes
listened rather exclusively to this
type of music: 2. 43 per cent of the
homes =nlso listened to some other
types of music; 3. 6.2 per cent had
broadly-based tastes, listening to and
liking a wide variety of fare.

Of note to the potential advertisers
on stations featuring country pro-
gramming was the family income
characteristics of the country market
which revealed that 66 ner cent fell
into the $3.000 to $7,600 per year
class, a ‘“significant purchasing
power’’—not to overlook the nine per
cent between $7.500 and $10.000 per
vear, and the three and one-half per
cent over $10.000.

The greatest penetration of country
families was found, not unexpertedly,
in Nashville which showed 55 per
rent dominating that market. Nearlv
one-third of Augnsta. Georgia, were
in this country-oriented class: and
Denver, Colorado’s total market is
one-fourth country, making it the
number three most-penetrated market
in the study.

Elect Officers & Directors

NASHVILLE, TENN.—Connie B.
Gay, prexy of the Country Music As-
sociation, has announced that the
CMA’s annual meeting of the mem-
bership and election of directors and
officers will be held here on Novem-
ber 3.

The activities will be held at the An-
drew Jackson Hotel the day before
the start of WSM’s two-day Country
Music Festival here.

Ten new directors are to be named.
Following their election, the directors
will elect officers for 1960-61.

“Members should be aware of their
tremendous responsibilities in nam-
ing directors,” Gay commented.
“Members should cast ballots for di-
rector candidates whom they believe
will select the kind of officers our or-
ganization requires, as well as those
who will be capable of and faithful to
the responsibility of the CMA direc-
torate.”

Prior to the elections, the CMA
chief will report on the progress the
organization has made during its two
vears of existence.

The incumbent hoard of directors
serves as a nominating committee and
will recommend at least two candi-
dates for each office. Nominations can
also be made from the floor by the
membership in each category, and the
directors will be elected by the mem-
bers of their respective categories by
secret written ballot. The two direc-
tors-at-large are nominated and voted
upon by the entire membership.

Presiding over all the voting will be
Don Pierce, the current CMA secre-
tary. He will be assisted by other offi-
cers and directors. CMA attorneys,
Dick Frank and Ward Hudgins, and
office secretary, Jo Walker, a non-
voting member, will audit all votes.

There will he no absentee voting.
However, CMA members desiring to
vote by proxy may do so by designat-
ing their proxy in a letter to Pierce.
Pierce reminded that proxy designa-
tions should be received by him by
October 26.

Pierce noted that CMA membership
cards—or other proof of membership
—must be displayed before a memher
is allowed to cast ballots.

During its second year, CMA has
experienced an increase in its enroll-
ment. Individual annual membership
has jumped from 390 to 510. The life-
time memberships were closed at 51.
Organizational memberships have in-
creased from 13 to 25.

Throughout the Country Music Fes-

tival, CMA members will be making |

a concerted drive for new members
and membership renewals.

Highlighting the annual meeting
will be CMA’s Second Anniversary
Banquet and Dance which will be held
at the Biltmore on Friday evening,
November 4. Further announcement
concerning this affair will be made
later.

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Rackmil Notes Decca’s Stability
In Talk Before Security Analysts Group

NEW YORK—In an address before |

the New York Society of Security
Analysts last week, Milton R. Rack-
mil, president of Decca Records and
Universal Pictures challenged the fre-
quent adverse criticism and erroneous
opinion that the entire entertainment
industry is erratic and unstable. To
support his view, Rackmil declared
that with the exception of its first
year of operations, Decca has shown
a profit in every year and has paid
dividends for 23 consecutive years.
He stated that Decca and Universal
are in the strongest financial and op-
erational position since their organi-
zation and that for the first time in

its 48 years, Universal has no bank !
debt. For 1960, Decca and Universal |

will report the highest net earnings
from operations in the history of
each company.

It is estimated that Decca will re-
port a consolidated net profit includ-
ing operations from its subsidiary,
Universal Pictures of better than
$4.25 per share on the 1,285,701
shares outstanding in the hands of
the public. Decca earned $1.81 per
share on a comparative basis in 1959.

Consolidated gross sales for the
current year will be around $85,000,-
000 as against $79,900,000 in 1959.
On approximately $5,000,000 of addi-
tional sales, Decca’s percentage of
margin on net profit to gross revenue
will better than double from 2.9 per-
cent to 6.4 percent.

Although profit margins in the rec-
ord industry have narrowed as a re-
sult of rising manufacturing, market-
ing and talent costs, as well as lower
profits per unit due to price cutting
at the retail level, Rackmil said that
Decea’s record division still continues
to operate on a profitable basis.

Decca owns 777,985 shares of Uni-
versal or 87.6% of the outstanding
common stock.

Rackmil commented that Universal
is Decca’s most valuable asset and
greatest source of income. He esti-
mated that Universal's earnings from
operations in the fiscal year ending
October 30, 1960 will be better than
$6,000,000 or approximately $6.80 per
share on the 888,390 shares of com-
mon stock outstanding.

“Although the record industry has
expanded in both size and market and
number of competing record com-
panies since Decca was organized 26
years ago, the competitive conditions
which currently exist for both dollar
volume and talent are now more acute
than at any other time in the history
of the industry,” Rackmil said. “Al-
though profit margins have narrowed
as a result of rising manufacturing,
marketing and talent costs as well as
lower profits per unit due to price

Rackmil announced that the com-
pany has no present intention of dis-
posing of its 325 post-1948 pictures
to television. All of these pictures
with the exception of those released
in the past year are on the books for
$1.00 and a majority of them is in
color.

Rackmil said that with continued
cost control plus the development of
new talent, the record division will
slightly improve its contribution to
consolidated earnings in 1960 and
looks for further improvement in
1961.

The greater number of big pictures
including “Spartacus” to be released
in fiscal 1961 and the continuing bene-
fits from the reduced studio, distribu-
tion and administration overhead
should extend the upward trend of
Universal into the new year, Rack-
mil said.

Rackmil concluded that further im-
provement is anticipated in the con-
solidated per share earning for Decca
in 1961 as compared to the indicated
per share earning for the current
year of over $4.25.

Polydor this month enters the jazz field with a single release by the Sims-
Wheeler Vintage Jazz Band. This is the first of many jazz recordings planned
by Polydor, following a long term agreement with Denis Preston of Record
Supervision, whose Lansdowne Jazz Series including disks by Acker Bilk and
Chris Barber are issued on the Columbia label. Polydor, which has for some
time been looking for a suitable jazz band for the label will release the first
Sims-Wheeler disk—a single traditional jazz version of “Never On Sunday”—
and subsequent recordings both in England and Germany. The Sims-Wheeler
band was formed early this year and comprises Ken Sims (trumpet) late of the
Cy Laurie, Terry Lightfoot ‘and Acker Bilk bands, Ian Wheeler (clarinet) late
of the Charlie Connor, Mike Daniels and Ken Colyer bands, Mac Duncan (trom-
bone) Geoff King (bass), Jimmy Garforth (drums) and Wayne Chandler
(banjo). The band’s first LP, already recorded, will be issued before Christmas.

Following negotiations between Polydor (London) and Hickory Records
(America) Polydor also releases this month the first of a series of Hickory
recordings—two instrumentals by Boudleaux Bryant and The Sparks “Hot
Spot” and “Touche.”

Denis Preston told The Cash Box that his American representative, Stanley
Record Supervision expressly for the European market. The current release of
the series in this country is a first album by tenor player Harold Ashby titled
“Born To Swing” issued in the Lansdowne Jazz Series on Columbia. Just com-
pleted is the first album under Harry Carney’s name with a selected group of
Ellingtonion musicians—arrangements for the entire album including four
original compositions are by Kenny Graham.

Doubly interesting following The Cash Box lead editorial on October, relating
to record hits attributed to TV exposure, is the news from Bob Weiss, inter-
national director of Warner Bros., that his company has acquired the exclusive
world rights of the theme music from the British BBC TV series, “Inspector
Maigret” by the celebrated French author George Simenon. “The Maigret
Theme”” and coupling “Along The Boulevards” was composed and recorded by
Australian Ron Grainer and his Orchestra. Ron, who now lives in England, be-
comes the first British artist to be signed by Warner Bros. The disk will be
released here and later in America. Apart from England the series will be
screened in Canada, Australia and New Zealand. Warner Bros. company Music
Publishers Holding Corporation, has publishing rights for all English speaking
countries except England where it is handled by Grainer’s own company,
Manette Music. Warner’s also publishes it in Italy, Germany, Austria, Den-
mark, Japan etc. Weiss told The Cash Box that his company is proud to be
able to feature a British artist on the Warner Bros. label and plans are laid
for a big scale promotion for the disk.

Since its formation five years ago, The Qualiton Record Company, with
offices and factory in Wales, have concentrated on producing disks exclusively
for the Welsh market. This month with the establishment of a London office,
firm plans a national expansion program and enters the low priced LP field
with a batch of new pop and classical releases. Much of the new material will
be taken from Ariola with whom Qualiton signed a long term contract earlier
this year. The company’s London manager, Wilfred Stiff, told The Cash Box
that the firm has signed top Norwegian pop singer Jan Rhode and plans to
release his first disk in November when Jan (who is part American) comes
here for a charity show with Cliff Richard. Initial classical releases include
three 12” LPs retailing at 21/-, four 10” LPs at 18/-, an E.P. of four famous
operatic arias by Tagliavini and Fregni at 10/7%d and three pop singles at
the normal price of 6/4d feature Continental stars Fatty George and his Or-
chestra, Tony Sandler and Hans-Georg Arlt. Another single by Jan and Kjeld,
“Sweﬁt Sue,” backed with “Oh Mein Papa,” is due for release later in the
month,

John Ridley, general manager for Audio Fidelity (England) Ltd., reports
that total sales for the month of September were four times greater than the
company’s previous best month. Equally gratifying to Ridley and his sales
manager, David Sparks (whose joint efforts have, in 18 months, established the
Audio Fidelity label in this country), is the fact that sales of the last three
releases have been well above average. During October, Ridley plans a series
of programs up and down the country to demonstrate vividly but non-techni-
cally the excitement of stereophonic hi-fidelity. Entitled “Adventure In Sound,”
the two-hour program will illustrate the company’s development via such cata-
log numbers as its famous “Rail Road” recording “Sounds Of A Vanishing
Era,” the Orson Welles “War Of The Worlds” etc. Current releases will high-
light its new Louis Armstrong “Sachmo Plays King Oliver,” The Hampton
Big Band and the latest Dukes of Dixieland recordings. The first program is
scheduled for October 19 at Birmingham.

Esquire Records announced that it has signed an exclusive contract with Sam
L. Manning of London and New York, the owner of Mezzotone catalog. The
disks, mostly singles, will come out on Esquire’s subsidiary Starlite label and
first issues are expected before the end of the year. The music includes Rhythm
and Blues, African Highlife, Creole Rhythm Songs, Latin-American etc., both
instrumental and vocal.

Melodisc Records last week introduced a new label, Blue Beat, devoted ex-
clusively to rhythm and blues. First three releases “Dumplings” by Bryan Lee,
“Manny-Oh” by Higgs and Wilson and “Heavenly Angel” by Laurel Aitkin.
On the Melodisc label, a new EP, “Mr. Acker Bilk Meets Bob Wallace,” and a
new single by Victor Soverall singing the theme from the new Regal Inter-
national picture, “Siege of Sidney Street.”

‘Pick of The Week’ September 17) and “Songs For Swingin’ Sellers.” Sellers
has a third LP, as yet untitled, for December release also featuring Sophia
Loren who co-stars with him in the film, “The Millionairess” for London
premier October 20th.

Artists
appearing at this jubilee performance included popular singer Willy Alberti,
songstress Rita Reys with her husband Pim Jacobs, vocalist Max van Praag,
brother of Jaap and a record dealer himself, Rita Corita, whose records on the
Fontana-label are selling steady, singer Mieke Telkamp (tops on the Philips-
label) and Decca’s Blue Diamonds, who sold over 25,000 copies of their
“Ramona” recording within a fortnight—a new record in records! This jubilee-
concert was a big success. 2500 enthusiastic clients-recordbuyers will never
forget this wonderful night. This week, Mr. Jaap van Praag will organize a
classical concert, also at the Concertgebouw and L.C.Phonogram will again
produce this event.

On October 15, a record-market will be held at Amsterdam, Rotterdam and
The Hague in the biggest department stores of Holland. Philips, Decca and
Fontana artists will sell each others records there.

Bovema’s Warner Bros-label still does a tremendously good job with its
popular recording stars, The Everly Brothers. “Cathy’s Clown” has finally
cooled off, a new hit, “Lucille,” took the firm 2nd place in the most popular
teen broadcasts in Holland, “Time For Teenagers.”

“Tuney Tunes,” one of the leading musical monthly’s in Holland, will devote
its cover as well as 2 inside full pages to female vocalist Ria Verda, whose
recording of “Paper Roses,” sung in Dutch on the Decca label L.C.Phono-
gram), increased her popularity immensely.

Philips label manager Leo Boudewijns just returned from an international
Philips meeting at Brussels. He told The Cash Box that releases for the future
were discussed and approved.

The L. C. Bovema is on the road! After the Annual Salés Convention, the
Bovema Tour, which already visited Rotterdam, Amsterdam, Arnhem and The
Hague, met with a lot of approval and enthusiasm by its visitors. All per-
formances were sold out and especially the wonderful demonstratijon of stereo
sound in combination with stereo pictures, was the thriller of each night. Also
the fact that the texts were written and performed by copywriters and
speakers, wellknown in radio-, stage- and musicpress-circles, Eli Asser, Alex-
ander Pola, Joop Reinboud, Philip Bloemendal and Rud Niemans, the pictures
taken by Bovema’s talented photographer, Cor Aaftink, proved to be a fair
guarantee for a high-quality show.

The soundtrack-recording of Cole Porter’s “Can Can” has now been released
by Bovema's Capitol-department. The songs by Maurice Chevalier, Frank
Sinatra and Shirley MacLaine prove to be a popular item in the Dutch market.
An agreement between 20th Century Fox and Capitol-Holland took place in
order to present a copy of the record to every 100th visitor of the motion-
picture, according to Mr. Cees Hundepool, Bovema’s Capitol-labelmanager. In
the very near future Bovema’s Capitol-label will also collaborate with Metro
Goldwyn Mayer on the presentation of a national quiz following up the motion-
picture and the soundtrack LP of “Bells Are Ringing,” starring Dean Martin
and Judy Holliday. “This will certainly stimulate the sales of the record,” says
Mr. Hundepool. Capitol also released The King Sisters’ medley of songs, “Baby,
They’re Singing Our Song” and Nat King Cole’s “Everytime I Feel The Spirit.”
Frank Sinatra’s “Nice 'n’ Easy” doing very well.

Peter and His Rockets, outstanding R & R group in the Low Countries,
recorded two new Dutch rock-songs, composed by Peter himself, on the Decca-
label. L.C.Phonogram believes this new record will become one of the biggest
hits of this record season.

The first LP of The Blue Diamonds, “Always. . . . The Blue Diamonds” in-
cluding their hit “Ramona,” as one of the eight tracks (it is a_ 10 incher),
is selling so well that two reprints of covers have already gone through L.C.
Phonogram stocks.

A real collectors item was released on the Fontana-label of L.C.Phonogram,
namely “Nothin But The Blues,” an album of rare recordings of blues singers
and shouters with side two of the LP consisting of instrumental blues. Notes
in the deluxe album are by jazz authority Dr. Hendrik Rookmaker, who also
edited the “Treasures of North American Negro Music,” a connoisseurs series
EP records on the same label.

News from Bovema’s Columbia-label is the tremendous success of Ricky
Valance’s “Tell Laura I Love Her,” which is about to become the best-received
item of the song in Holland. “It’s interesting to see,” said Robert Oeges, label
manager for Columbia in Holland, “that there is a definite stronger demand
for EP-records nowadays.” Also the classical 10 LPs are doing very well.
Furthermore, Edith Piaf’s “Milord” has reached the sales total of 80,000 in
Holland, which can be considered as an almost unbelievable sale for this
market.

Here is a record which is undoubtedly on its way for the top in Belgium:
“Fabiola.” The song has been written by Harry Frekin and dedicated to the
future Belgian Queen, Dona Fabiola. The instrumental recording of this very
beautiful melody by the lush Royal Strings of Rudi Lang is simply wonderful.
The back side of this record is just as excellent and the title could not have
been more appropriate to the circumstance, “Our Concerto,” Italy’s bestseller.
This special tribute to the Belgian Royal event is on Barclay-records.

In just one week, “Never” has come from nowhere into
the No. 1 spot in Australian Best Sellers. It’s the first time since the ‘Australia’
column has been running in The Cash Box that such a spectacular chart entry
has appeared. This proves beyond doubt that Elvis is still the hottest star on
disk in this country.

American Capitol disk thrush Naney Wilson has been signed for television
work in Australia soon. Nancy’s first Capitol album was recently issued in the
United States.

Australian recording artist Johnny Ashcroft, who created a hit with “Little
Boy Lost,” has a new single on Columbia which couples “Son Of Old Shep”
with the oldie, “The Prisoner’s Song.”

Pye Records is celebrating its first birthday in Australia this month. In the
tweive months, the firm has been in operation here, Pye have come througb
with some solid singles, “What Do You Want To Make Those Eyes At Me For,”
“My Old Man’s A Dustman,” “Banjo Boy” etc., and some very successful albums.
In addition to this, Pye has two hot local singles at the moment to mark their
entry into the local field, they are Rob. E. G. with “Whiplash” and The Aller
Brothers with “My Secret.” Diskery’s latest single release features Emile Ford
with another “Eyes” song—“Them There Eyes.”

The APRA (Australasian Performing Right Association) Bulletin for Sep-
tember reports a vast increase in the number of performance licences taken out
recently. This follows an Australia-wide campaign reminding cafes, hotels etc.
that a licence is necessary to perform registered works in and to the public.
A Supreme Court order was recently issued in South Australia restraining a
coffee-lounge in Adelaide from performing on their premises “These Foolish
Things” and/or any other works in the APRA repertoire until the appropriate
licence was taken out.

Festival Records artist Col Joyce is set to have a tonsil operation this month.
The operation is expected to keep Col out of action for a few weeks but his
popularity should not suffer as a result because he is currently hot with his
single revival of “Yes Sir That’s My Baby.”

The Macquarie Broadcasting Service—a nationwide network of stations—
is now running an all-Australian hit parade which is being fully supported by
local record companies producing singles by local artists. The program is re-
stricted to Australian artists and/or Australian compositions.

A surprise entry into Australia’s best sellers thig week is the Decca single of
“The Ding Dong Song” by Tsai Chin. This one has been showing out strongly
on retail sales charts in several States.

Judging by the way it has taken off here, Bob Lumen's “Let’s Think About
Living” looks a certainty to reach the top ten across the nation before long.

On its HMV label, EMI has released a single of prominent Sydney vocalist
Ted Hamilton with backing from Bob Gibson and His Orchestra. It carries a
local tune “The Lovin’ Touch” backed with the standard “You Are My Sun-
shine.”

EMI looks set for some big album business with its newly released Capitol
LP of the soundtrack from “Bells Are Ringing.”

Another voice of VCM is currently meeting with an increas-
ing popularity—Tony Renis. He is the winner of a Southern Italy song contest
with the tunes “Giu Giu Giulietta” and “Gridando Amore.”

The Meazzi Brothers Company told me that the young and already successful
Jimmy Fontana will be released in the States by the Vesuvius Record label in
Union City, New Jersey, which has just arranged to distribute the Meazzi
Brothers catalog. The first release will be, “Romantica” coupled with “Libero,”
and the second “Il Nostro Concerto,” sung by Fontana in English. Further-
more, I learned from Mr. Panvini, manager of this house, that Fast Record’s
catalog, handled by Jean Meeusen of Antwerp, Belgium, will possibly soon be
represented by The Meazzi Brothers in Italy.

Mr. Daniele, publisher in Milan, told me that “Altagracia,” the latest com-
position by Marino Barreto, Jr. (Melodicon), has been meeting with promising
success.

On October 8, the Italian TV will air the Italian Song Festival from Zurich,
Switzerland. Mr. Agostinetti, who represents the Central Record firm in Milan
announced that the Festival is partly organized by this house and it will send
some of its best names to Zurich, such as Claudio Villa, Gino Latilla and Carla
Boni. Morever, S.A.A.R. stated that three of its artists will ositively attend
the Festival—Anita Traversi, Caterina Villalba and Rick Valente.

The Italian Radio-TV Station, R.A.L, opened a branch in New York. A short
film of the opening appeared on our TV screens and it was said that the R.A.L
Cor{)_orai.tion will touch State’s NAEB and the Ford Foundation’s BFA in
particular.

Locations Demands

All-Out Effort

Audit and Surveys Company, a market research
concern, is releasing a survey which is of vital con-
cern to those in the Coin Machine Industry. The
statistics will not convey any information which is
not already known to the industry—it is one of the
problems that must be faced.

The facts are these. The number of retail sales
outlets has been declining. There are now a total
of 1,700,730 retail outlets in the United States. The
figure represents a decline of 4 per cent from the
number of retail stores ten years ago.

“Eating and drinking establishments,” states the
survey, ‘‘which are the category most frequently
involved in bankruptcies, declined in number from
346,667 to 317,160—a 9 per cent drop.” As every
one of these eating and drinking establishments
probably were serviced with music, games and ven-
dors, the industry has lost about 9 per cent of its
outlets in the last ten years.

The results of this survey, which is, as stated
above, familiar to many operators in the industry,
points up the fact that the operators must conduct
their operations in a more aggressive and business-
like manner. The way we see it, there are two posi-
tive and logical moves the operator can make: 1)
develop each location to a point where it returns
every conceivable dollar of business available; and
2) develop operations in new type locations.

Increase collections at present locations. Operate
every type of machine which can be set into the lo-
cation. Use the best and newest machines where in-
come can be increased. Set the machines in the best
spots in the locations. Give top service.

Keep on the alert for whatever new type location
develops in which coin operated equipment can be
operated. While the overall decline in retail outlets
is fact, many dramatic changes are taking place in
the retail market. The Audits and Surveys Company
report indicates that the supermarket has increased
considerably. Gasoline service stations have in-
creased in number to 197,610 from 188,253 in
1950. Drug outlets have risen from 55,796 in
1950 to 58,500 at the present time. Bowling
alleys, another source of income for coin operated
equipment, has shown a sensational increase.

The operator today cannot rest on his laurels,
built up over the years. Like all other businessmen,
he must continually be on the alert to move along
with the changing times. There are ways and means
—let’s take advantage of them.

Lipsky
has taken over the New York terri-
tory as President of Libra Distributor
Corporation, that city.

Leaders At Scheduled PR Conference

CHICAGO — The newly appointed
Public Relations Board, Inc., this city,
official PR firm of the Coin Machine
Council has scheduled a press confer-
ence for some time in mid-October as

{ its first step along a predetermined

program of activities that is expected
to culmlnate in the goal of a better
public image of the coin machine in-
dustry. The Coin Machine Council, in
making the announcement in its first
newsletter to the industry also ad-
vised that the newsletter will be a
monthly periodical designed to keep
all members informed of its progress.

C-MC stated that the PR firm main-
tains offices in New York, Washing-
ton, D.C., Hollywood and Toronto with
affiliates in major markets of the U.S.

Purpose of the press conference in
October is to introduce C-MC to the
nation’s press with all major con-
sumer media invited to attend.

Ben Rogers, veteran liquor industry
PR man will be in charge of the coin
machine activities, and the report in-
dicated that his experience was ex-
pected to help the present program
considerably. Also mentioned in the
CMC newsletter was the appointment
of a steering committee headed by
Bob Slifer, NCMDA. Other members
of the steering committee are: Sam
Lewis, Anthony Hesch, Herb Jones,
Lou Casola and Ed Ratajack. “The
committee and the PR firm should
form a crackerjack team to bring our
industry up to where it belongs in
the public eye,” stated the newsletter.

Also included in the first mailing of
the CMC Newsletter #1 were a book-
let entitled “The Place Of Public Re-
lations Counsel In Industry,” a re-
print of an article about Lee Schooler,
founder and president of the Public
Relations Board, Ine.,, and a promo-
tion piece explaining the place of PR
in industry.

Cc;in’Maéhine Sho;m
To Dry-Clean Clothes

CHICAGO—The Norge Division of
Borg-Warner Corporation, this city,
announced its new, coin-operated dry
cleaning machine last week on the
| wave of a strong promotion and pub-
licity program which advised that the
machine will “multiply dry cleaning
sales volume from five to ten times
and build a new industry.”

The machine, offered as proof that
a do-it-yourself technique has reached
the cleaning business is expected to
be in operations in neighborhoods by
January 1961. According to the re-
ports, the machines are expected to be
operated with multiple installations
much like the present laundry and
dryer stores.

Company officials explained that the
machine would clean eight pounds of
clothes for $1.50 with what they de-
scribed as a wrinkle-free, sharp clean-
ing in about forty-five minutes.

Two other manufacturers are in the
field but Norge is reported to have
made the most headway. The cost was
estimated at approximately $15,000
for eight machines.

NAMA Sets Plans For State Councils

To Serve Members At Local Levels

CHICAGO—Plans for the organiza-
tion of State Councils, directly afii-
hated with the National Automatic
Merchandising Association, were an-
nounced last week by Thomas B.
Donahue, N.A.M.A. president.

The establishment of such Councils
of Automatic Merchandising, under
charter of the national association, is
intended to better serve operating
companies at the local level in the
field of legislation, public health and
public relations as well as in other
N.AM.A. programs. The move was
authorized by the Board of Directors
at a recent meeting, Donahue an-
nounced.

“Such councils already have been
established in New Jersey and in
Louisiana,” he said. ‘“More soon will
be organized in other states, but
N.A.M.A. does not intend to compete
with state associations which are al-
ready in existence exclusively to serve
the vending industry,” he emphasized.

“We will welcome such existing
vending groups to join in under an
N.A.M.A. Council Charter if they
wish,” Donahue said. He pointed out
that the national association has
helped in founding many of the exist-
ing groups and will continue its close
cooperation with them in all activities
whether they apply for a Charter or
not.

Membership in the State Councils
will not be limited to members of
N.A.M.A_, but will be ma-e as broadly
representative of all operating com-
panies in a state as possible. Members
of the State Coun-il’s Board of Gov-
ernors and officers. however. will he
required to be members in good stand-

ing of the national assoc.ation.
All members of a Council will vote
in the election of its Board of Gov-

i that Board, the new N.A.M.A. State
Council Charter provides.

All dues or funds collected by a
Council will be expended only for
activities of the state organization
upon authorization of its Board of
Governors and N.A.M.A. will in no
way be responsible for financial obli-
gations or debts of the State Councils,
Thomas B. Hungerford, N.A.M.A.
executive director, stated.

‘ The state Charters also provide that
a Council’s activities and its practices
may not be in conflict with the policies
established by the N.A.M.A. Board of
Directors.

Hungerford said the Charter allows
N.A.M.A. to require dissolution of the
Council for failure to meet specified
requirements or for any other activity

| or practice which, in the judgment of
the N.A.M.A. Board of Directors, is
not in the best interests of the in-
dustry.

“The N.A.M.A. State Council Plan
will establish for the first time full

| two-way communication between the

state organizations and the industry’s
national association,” Hungerford
said.

He added that Thomas E. McCarthy
| of the N.AM.A. staff would serve as
secretary of each Council, unless
otherwise provided in individual
Charters. “In this way we will be in
continuous direct contact with each
group, directing its activities in emer-
gencies and helping to coordinate and
stimulate its programs in normal
times,” Hungerford explained.

Legislative, public health, public
relations and other services will con-
tinue to be carried out at the local

The referors, Barrington
Electronics of Cambridge Circus, Lon-
don pleaded that the licence fee re-
quired was excessive and commercially
unjustifiable. The fee fixed by Phono-
graphic Performance Ltd. in 1958 in
agreement with The Phonograph Op-
erators Association and The Amuse-
ment Caterers Association is £4. 12. 0.

hand the referors suggested that the
fee should be differentiated according
to the size of the box and stated that
in their opinion the fee was not com-
mercially justifiable because juke
boxes exploited the sale of records.

On the other hand the licencing body |

The major point put forward by
Shack was that, in his opinion, juke
boxes were of promotional value
to the record companies and in view
of this the collecting body—Pho-
nographic Performance Ltd.—should
waive their legal right to enforce a
licencing fee, contending that the rec-
ord companies had already made a
profit with the sale of records to juke
box operators.

LONDON-—The

The Royal Assent and comes into
force on January 1st 1961, supersed-
ing the old Gaming Act of 1845. Thus,
at last, the coin machine industry
receives official recognition and
amusement caterers, providing they
abide by the new rules, will be free
to carry on their business legally and
| without fear of prosecution within
the confines of the new law. Although
containing certain restrictions, the
new law offers a measure of new-
found liberty, particularly concerning
the lawful operation of automatic ma-
chines which, for the first time, will
be permitted to give a cash pay-out,
subject to the conditions laid down,
and as far as games machines are
concerned, the ability to give prizes
f in kind without any limit at all.

Before proceeding further it must
be emphasized that the new Act is
largely experimental and the Govern-
ment have already made it clear that
as soon as they have gained experi-
ence as to how it is working out in
practice, it may be necessary to bring
in a further Bill to remedy any faults
and anomalies that come to light. The
new Betting and Gaming Act of 1960
is part of this country’s campaign to
sweep away some of our antiquated
social legislation and to replace it
with measures more in keeping with
twentieth century life.

The new Act is based on the findings
of the Royal Commission set up in
1950 to lay the foundations of the
new Bill. Much of the credit for bring-
ing it into being is due to The Amuse-
ment Caterers Association which was
formed in the mid-20s for the primary
purpose of bringing about the mod-
eernization of the farcical Betting
and Gaming laws governing the coin
machine business. The A.C.A.s rec-

new Betting and |

sion in 1950 and their subsequent
negotiations with the Home Office re-
garding improvement and amend-
ments, have contributed in no small
measure to the eventual drafting of
the Bill. It is interesting to note in
this respect that out of a total of
twelve major amendments that were
afterwards made to parts of the Bill
affecting the amusement catering
business, including the coin machine
industry, no less than ten were at-
tributable to the efforts of the A.C.A.

The parts of the Act which covers
England, Scotland and Wales but not
Northern Ireland, that are of chief
concern to amusement caterers and
coin machine men, are Section 24,
which contains what can be described
in plain terms as “The New Charter”
for the operation of both machines
and games on amusement parks,
penny arcades and similar places; and
Section 17 which covers the operation
of gaming machines in clubs and
other premises which are not open to
the general public. One of the pro-
visions of Section 24 is that amuse-
ment sites should be licensed and the
procedure for obtaining the necessary
license is covered by the Third Sched-
ule to the Act. Within this schedule
all amusement sites will now require
a permit, except those operated by
traveling showmen for not more than
28 days in the year and the compara-
tively few sites where there are no
amusements where prizes are given
away i.e. a site that only has rides or
automatic machines which give a win-
ning player only his own coin back
or a further free play but not both.

Permits must be obtained from the
local authority (The Town Council)
for every permanent or semi-perma-
nent site where there are “amuse-
ments with prizes.” Almost all exist-
ing sites will be entitled to a permit
“on demand” and it will run for a
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AND GAMING ACT OF 1960

minimum period of five years, pro-
viding application is made not later
than October 31st 1960; but in the
case of the few present sites which
are not qualified to demand a permit
(and in cases where application is
made for a permit for a proposed
new site, or in due course, for the
renewal of an expiry permit) there
will be no “entitlement” and it will
be entirely a matter for the discretion
of the local authority, subject to right
of appeal in case of refusal.

Penalties for operating “amuse-
ments with prizes” in premises which
have not been granted a permit carry
fines ranging up to £750 and/or twelve
months imprisonment.

Section 24 of the Act lays down the
conditions under which it is permis-
sible to operate games and automatic
machines of all types once the nec-
essary permit has been obtained. The
most important conditions are that
(a) the charge for playing on a game
or machine must not exceed 1/-
(b) on party games the collective en-
trance fee for any one play must not
exceed 50/- (therefore, while the Act
does not specifically limit the number
of players that can take part in a
“party” game, if the charge is 1/- per
person the maximum number of
players, or boards, will be 50 or 100
at 6d and 200 at 3d.), (c¢) while there
is no limitation on prizes in kind
cash prizes must not exceed 1/-.

Section 17 legalises the use of gam-
ing machines in clubs and similar
premises that are not open to the
general public, subject to the follow-
ing conditions: (a) that the premises
must not be patronised wholly or
mainly by persons under the age of
18 (b) there must not be more than
two machines on any one site (c) the
charge for the use of the machine
must not exceed 6d (d) the profits (or
net takings) must not be used for

purposes of private gain.

Until the Bill actually comes into
force on January 1st 1961 and experi-
ence has shown how things are de-
veloping it is impossible to give an
accurate account of its effect, either
financially or economically, on the
coin machine business or locations.
Although the advent of the Betting
and Gaming Act of 1960 on the face
of it revolutionizes the position in
practice, at least so far as amusement
parks and arcades are concerned, it
will not have such a very marked
effect, as, in general, it merely legal-
ises the illegal things which in fact
amusement caterers have been doing
under police tolerance for many years
past. The main difference is that it
permits a 1/- pay-out whereas pre-
viously, under tolerance, they had
been limited to a maximum of 6d, and
no doubt, many of the existing ma-
chines will only need to be converted
to pay out the higher amount. Again,
owing to the necessity for licenses it
can be taken for granted that there
will be no appreciable increase in the
number of locations.

In spite of this, the coming into
force of the new law will obviously
create some demand for new equip-
ment but the extent of this demand
cannot clearly be estimated at the
moment and we shall have to wait and

! see what happens at the Amusement

Caterers Exhibition early next year.

It is widely known that there has, in |

recent months, been a considerable
increase in the export of pay-out ma-
chines from the States to Gt. Britain
but there is reason to believe that
most of these are intended for install-
ation in private clubs etc. under Sec-
tion 17 of the Act. Even here, how-
ever, the position is far from clear.
As already mentioned machines may
not be operated on such sites for pri-

vate gain and, at the moment, there
is no legal definition of what consti-
tutes ‘private gain’ and until there has
been a test case to clear up this point
one cannot say with any certainty
exactly what the new law does permit.

If there were to be a favorable
ruling from the Courts on the first
test case there can, no doubt, be ex-
pected a very considerable increase or
expansion on that side of the business.
If, on the other hand, the Court should
interpret the phrase in a narrow sense,
it is difficult to see how the vast num-
ber of machines being imported into
this country are going to be absorbed.
Perhaps the main effect of the Bill
will be to give operators here a
greater peace of mind and while, not
giving them much more latitude than
they already have under tolerance, it
will relieve them of the constant fear
that a change of attitude on the part
of the police might put them out of
