Europe Exceeds Secondary Markets,

Atlantic’s Ertegun Says
NEW YORK—Europe is no longer-

looked upon as a secondary market by
American diskeries, according to

Neshui Ertegun, vice-president and
head of Atlantic Records LP division.

“The demand for American records
has gained substantially in the past
couple of years, and European affili-

ates and distributors now play a ma-
jor role in decisions affecting reper-
toire, production and promotion,” said

Ertegun, just back from a swing
around the Continent.
The Atlantic veep also feels that,

with the exception of a handful of
international stars, European artists

have been neglected by U. S. labels,

but all that will change soon. He cited

his own jaunt in which he signed
French jazz violinist Stephane Grap-
pelly as well as other Continental jazz
musicians.
“More Atlantic artists will be re-

corded in Europe in the future,” Er-
tegun said. “Recent technological ad-
vancements in recording have made it

possible to attain a level of technical
perfection heretofore possible only in

this country. Their achievements
often exceed our own standards.”
Ertegun cited the “outstanding re-

sults” he achieved when he recorded
the Modern Jazz Quartet in Denmark
and Germany. “European Concert”
was recorded in Copenhagen and the
other, still untitled, in Stutgardt with
the Stutgardt Symphony Orchestra.

Citing examples of various premium
records that RCA Custom had pre-
pared for its customers, Clarkson de-
scribed a special 12" LP of Arthur
Fiedler and the Boston Pops Orches-
tra distributed by Salada Tea, and a
special Paul Lavalle Band LP made
for the Cities Service Corporation, for
which RCA Custom not only devel-
oped the repertoire and performance,
but the art work for the cover.

In discussing communication as-
pects of phonograph records, Clark-
son pointed out that records are now
used to announce new company plans,
new products and new products uses,

ord, records used primarily for com-
munications are usually directed with-
in a specific company and its trade
channels, he said. “The communica-

Rack-Jobber Strength Noted

In HARM Newsletter
NEW YORK—The National Associa-

tion of Record Merchandisers notes

the sales power of both its member-
ship and rack-jobbers in general in

the October issue of its monthly
newsletter, “NARM Disc.” In addi-

tion, ’61 convention plans are an-

nounced.

“Recent statistics reveal that the

total consumption of phonograph
records in this country for the calen-

dar year 1959 was $465,000,000,” the

editorial states. “Of this amount,

$55,740,000 was spent by the con-

sumer in retail grocery stores . . .

approximately 9 per-cent of the total

record sales for . . . 1959.”

“A recent survey of NARM’s mem-
bers (who presently produce approxi-

mately $50,000,000 of record sales, at

retail),” the editorial continues, “indi-

cated that supermarket outlets ac-

count for approximately 50 per-cent

of the NARM members’ aggregate
total sales.

“Using the NARM statistics (apply-
ing to NARM members) as a norm
and applying the same to the record

sales figures for 1959 as quoted above,

we conclude that the record merchan-
diser, today, is responsible for approx-
imately 25 per-cent of the total sales

of records in this country.”

The newsletter reported that NARM
adopted the following resolutions at

its recent mid-year business meeting:
That NARM looks with disfavor

upon record manufacturers’ policies

which allow or encourage distributors

of such manufacturers to engage in

the business of record rack merchan-
dising on an unfair competitive basis
with existing record rack merchan-
disers and NARM hereby resolves
that it will utilize all legally approp-
riate efforts and measures to combat
such policies.

That the record manufacturers give
the record rack merchandiser at least

sixty (60) days’ advance notice of the

manufacturer’s intention to remove
any record or records from the cata-

log and thereby afford the record rack
merchandiser a reasonable and fair

period of time within which to return
such merchandise to the manufacturer
at the original purchase price.

James J. Tiedjens and Edward Jay,
co-chairmen of the convention com-
mittee, were reported as giving the
members assembled at the mid-year-

business session a “peek preview” of

the convention committee’s “ambi-
tious plans” for NARM’s 1961 con-
vention.

The membership was advised that
there would be an entirely new format
for the ’61 convention with an em-
phasis on more panel discussions by
the regular and associate members.
The two also announced that they
were working for Glen Becker, chair-

man of the NARM Awards commit-
tee, in order to bring the convention
to a “glamorous and star-studded”
climax in the form of the annual
NARM Awards Banquet.
Next year’s Miami convention will

cover four full days commencing on
Tuesday, April 25, and terminating
Friday, April 28. Registration at the
Eden Roc Hotel in Miami Beach will

open on Saturday, April 22, and con-
tinue through Monday, April 24.

Becker advised the mid-year busi-

ness meeting that the balloting for
the 1960 NARM Awards would be

“a la Academy Awards style.” The

individual regular members of the

association will mail their ballots di-

rectly to a firm of independent certi-

fied public accountants who will be

retained by NARM. The accounting

firm will tally the ballots and submit

the results of such tabulation to the

awards committee.

Becker stated that this procedure

was being instituted so as to keep

completely confidential each regular

member’s individual sales figures and
other personal information that the

regular members will be called upon
to disclose in casting their ballots.

The ballots for the awards, Becker

said, would be placed in the mail to

the regular members in the early part

of January 1961.

The newsletter also announced new
members to the association, including

20th Fox Records as an associate

member. Other firms approved to

regular membership include Akorn
Housewares, Brooklyn, N.Y.; Monroe
Novelty, Grand Rapids, Mich.; Super-

market Housewares, Montreal, Cana-
da.

These new members now brings

NARM’s regular membership to

thirty-seven, its associate membership
to twenty-nine.

Leslie Reveals Xompaf-ible'
LP Sales Topped 1.3 Million

NEW YORK—Cy Leslie, president of

Pickwick Sales, revealed last week
that during the first nine months of

this year 1,342,518 of Design’s “Com-
patible” albums were sold. The stereo

LP’s can be played on either stereo

or monaural without “suffering any

“SPARTACUS”—Original Movie Sound Track—
Decca DL 79092
Howard Fast’s epic novel of a Roman slave up-

rising has been made into a thunderous screen
spectacle with a distinguished cast and Alex
North has composed a musical score to match
the film’s surging power. Excerpts from the score
have been put in an ultra-deluxe package and
should do very well commercially as the flick is

shown around the country.

“THE WORLD’S GREATEST THEMES”—Fer-
rante & Teicher—United Artists UAL 3121
An album of themes from the classics by the

duo-pianists who scored singly with “Theme
From the Apartment.” Most of the selections
here have seen the light as pop songs but the
team treats them to new arrangements and new,
unfamiliar titles. Set includes, along with the
“Apartment,” familiar melodies by Rachmani-
noff, Chopin, Schumann, Tchaikovsky, Beethoven
and Rubinstein. Excellent mood session.

“LET’S THINK ABOUT LIVIN’”—Bob Luman
—Warner Bros. W1396
The album is titled after Luman’s current

smash and he fills the package with eleven more
sock performances attesting to his teen-wise tal-

ents. He packs a wallop on “Oh Lonesome Me,”
“You Win Again,” “I Love You Because” and
“Meet Mr. Mud” and should find many new
young admirers for his contagious efforts.

“DEVIL OR ANGEL”—Bobby Vee Sings Your
Favorites—Liberty LST 7165
The favorites that the youngster performs

here in his initial LP are the proven hits from
the recent past. Among them are “Mr. Blue,”
“Just a Dream,” “You Send Me,” “My Prayer,”
“Sincerely” and “Everyday,” as well as the title

tune. The arrangements and vocal stylings are
replicas of the tunes’ original hit sounds and
should be of interest to the kids.

“FREDDY CANNON SINGS HAPPY SHADES
OF BLUE”—Swan LP 504
The songster is featured in songs with the

word “blue” in their titles, and they’re all the
bright side of things. He drives boisterously
through “My Blue Heaven,” “Lavender Blue,”
“Bye Bye Blues” and “The House of Blues
Lights,” among others, delivering them all in big
beat fashion. 'Teen special.
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“VOICES TOWARD PEACE”—Narrated by
Ralph Bellamy—Decca DL 9091
The history of the United Nations has been

compiled in speeches from the archives of the
world organization and set down in chronological
order and connected by commentaries by Ralph
Bellamy. Voices heard are the most distinguished
in current world history—Baruch, Hammarskjold,
Nehru, Ben-Gurion, Dulles, Bunche, Eleanor
Roosevelt. A pertinent, timely album with much
to recommend it.

“F.D.R. SPEAKS”—Vols. 1 & 2—Washington
Records WFDR-7, WFDR-8
From its recently released six record set of

collected speeches of the late President, Wash-
ington Records has abridged it into two indi-
vidual LP’s; the first one titled “The Recovery
Years” covering the period from 1933 thru 1940,
the second titled “The War Years” encompassing
1940 thru 1945. Introduction is by Eleanor Roose-
velt. Should appeal to much wider audiences since
it eliminates the prohibitive price of the full set.

“I’LL SING YOU A SONG AND HARMONIZE
TOO”—Skeeter Davis—RCA Victor LSP-2197

Miss Davis’ multi-track vocal specialty got the
pop nod with “Pm Falling Too.” Here she offers
a look at a lineup of outstanding country songs
in her own delightful interpretations. Among
them are “Am I That Easy To Forget,” “Your
Cheatin’ Heart,” “Under Your Spell Again,” “Set
Him Free” and “I Forgot More Than You’ll Ever
Know”—the tune which brought her stardom in
1953 as part of the Davis Sister team. Charming
date.

“26 YEARS OF ACADEMY AWARD WINNING
SONGS”—Gordon Jenkins—C.G. Records CGM
1002
Gordon Jenkins conducts Wayne Robinson ar-

rangements of the Academy Award winning
songs—26, dating from 1934’s “The Continental.”
A full string ork sound is the order of the set,

according these songs the respectful treatment
most of them rate. Other selections are “The
Way You Look Tonight,” “Over the Rainbow,”
“When You Wish Upon a Star,” “It Might As
Well Be Spring,” “You’ll Never Know’” and
“Thanks For the Memory.” Good listening here.

“ROCK-A-BALLADS”—Various Artists — Ca-
dence CLP 3041
Teen entertainment package put together by

the label from its catalog. There’s the Everly
Bros’. “All I Have To Do Is Dream,” and Johnny
Tillotson’s two recent chart-makers, “Pledging
My Love” and “Earth Angel” for the original hit

fans. Other tracks include “Eddie My Love”

—

the Chordettes, “Let It Be Me”—Everly Bros.,
“Twilight Time”—Andy Williams. Cover and
notes tie in with “American Bandstand.”

“MYRON COHEN”—Audio Fidelity AFLP 701
The stories Myron Cohen tells in this album

are all concerned with the garment industry or
people in it. The dialect used is of course Yiddish,
at which Cohen is the acknowledged master. Some
of the tales are familiar through the comedian’s
appearances on the Ed Sullivan TV’er and, pre-
served on record, should be entertaining many
more people in their homes.

“JEROME KERN FLUTES AND PERCUS-
SION”—Hal Mooney—Time S/2012
Time’s stereo “percussion” albums seem to be

more esthetically inclined in that they look to-

ward the great tunesmiths for material. Here
Kern’s melodic genius is given the flute-percus-
sion ride by arranger-conductor Mooney. The
songs utilized include “Who?,” “All the Things
You Are,” “The Last Time I Saw Paris,” “Make
Believe” and “They Didn’t Believe Me.” Chalk
up another top drawer “sound” LP for the label.

“SPOOK ALONG WITH ZACHERLEY”—Elek-
tra EKL-190
The ghoulish host of TV’s horror film show

has been recorded in such original songs as
“Coolest Little Monster,” “Transylvania P.’T.A.,”

“Spider Man Lullaby,” “Baying at the Moon”
and 7 other horrific tidbits which poke good
natured fun in ghoulish terms. His many fans
will find this set invigorating.
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“PORTS OF PARADISE”—Alfred Newman and
Ken Darby with Mavis Rivers—Capitol ST 1447
Academy Award winning music directors New-

man and Darby have produced an enchanting
musical tour of the south seas using a native
instrument-highlighted ork, a chorus and the oc-

casional solo voices of Mavis Rivers, Bill Lee
and Norma Zimmer. Effective musical interlude
featuring “The Enchanted Sea,” “Now Is The
Hour,” “Whispering Wind” and “To You Sweet-
heart, Aloha.” Deluxe package includes a color-

ful 16 page booklet.

“JUST SAY I LOVE HER”—Remo Capra—Co-
lumbia CL 1496
The husky baritone voice of Remo Capra sings

of love equally well in English and Italian. This
album presents him in smoky smooth perform-
ances of a dozen top American pops, among them
“Fools Rush In,” “As Time Goes By,” “Once In
a While,” “My Foolish Heart’” and “Day By
Day.” Fine adult fare.

“A PETTY FOR YOUR THOUGHTS”—The
Norman Petty Trio—Top Rank RM 339

Petty, pop song writer with many past suc-
cesses, presents an instrumental program of his

compositions, old and new. Playing the organ and
accompanied by his wife Vi on piano and rhythm.
Petty reads with teen beat accent “Almost Para-
dise,” “Everyday,” “Kissin’,” “King Bee” and
“This World Is Mine.” Good instrumental listen-

ing.

“SKIFFLE FOLK MUSIC”—Lonnie Donegan—
Atlantic 8038

Skiffle music is actually American folk music,
a can-y-over from the early days of the local

“washboard” band. Donegan has achieved promi-
nence in England with this type of music. Now
he returns it to American audiences in an album
of spirited, thoroughly professional performances.
In it there are several Donegan originals as well
as some American pops and country music.
Among them are “Talking Guitar Blues,” “Miss
Otis Regrets,” “Jimmie Brown, The Newsboy”
and “Take this Hammer.”

“IN THE STILL t’HE NIGHT”—Ray Vas-
quez—Tropicana LP 2212

Singer Vasquez au-cumtes between Spanish and
English in singing a program of Latin and
American songs. His rich baritone voice is sen-
suously attractive on “Rayito de Luna,” “Maria
Dolores,” “Fandango,” “Easy To Love” and
“Nothing Ever Changes My Love Eor You.” Ex-
cellent ork support is supplied by George Her-
nandez. Latin music buffs have a choice deck here.

JAZZ PICK OF THE WEEK
“DON’T GO TO STRANGERS”—Etta Jones—
Prestige 7186
The title tune, a melancholy blues with an un-

usually sophisticated lyric, is proving a rare
phenomena by hitting as a pop single. Eortu-
nately, it is focusing attention on Etta Jones, a
remarkable jazz-blues singer who has been
around a long time. Her style, closely allied to
that of the late Billie Holliday, is heard also in

“If I Had You,” “Where Or When” and “I Love
Paris” plus 6 other standards. And she gets solid

swinging assistance from the accompanying jazz
combo. Should sell very well.

“GLENN MILLER AND HIS ORCHESTRA”—
Epic LA 16002

Scouring its Okeh catalog. Epic has come up
with this collection of old Miller sides. All pre-
date the huge Miller popularity in the ’40’s and
are interesting in that they are examples of a
man’s search for a particular sound. Cut at four
dates in ’35, ’37 and ’38, the tracks include “A
Blues Serenade” and “In a Little Spanish Town”
(with strings), “Margie” (with the Modernaires)
and “Silhouetted in the Moonlight.” It is the ’35

dates with Spivak, Berigan, Jenny and Thornhill
that are most interesting in their approach. Of
collector’s interest.

“HERE COMES CHARLIE” — The Charlie
Shavers Quartet—Everest SDBR 1108

Shavers’ horn is a swinging instrument at
home in many areas but it’s at best with a
“Swing Era” sound. Here the trumpeter offers
high stepping versions of “All of Me,” “Loch
Lomond,” “On the Alamo” and “Undecided” with
a couple of smooth ballads thrown in for a
change of pace. Melody and danceability are
uppermost in considering this album.

“AFTER THE RIOT AT NEWPORT” — The
Nashville All-Stars—RCA Victor LSP-2302

It is by now well known that the leading Nash-
ville musicians had been scheduled to appear at
Newport but that unforeseen incidents cancelled
them out. Victor has obliged with a recording of
that group—a distinguished one in country music
terms—Chet Atkins, Hank Garland, Boots Ran-
dolph, Floyd Cramer, Bob Moore, Brenton Banks,
Buddy Harmon and Gary Burton. But now it’s

jazz, and they do themselves credit in another
medium. The tunes are “Relaxin’,” “Opus de
Funk,” “ ’Round Midnight” and “

’S Wonderful.”
Very interesting session from many viewpoints.

“JAZZ FOR THE PEOPLE”—Arthur Godfrey
and The Jazz Men—Signature SM 1055

Godfrey’s “jazz” is actually light, entertaining
music with a swinging feeling and a sometime
Dixieland sound. Not consistent as jazz, it is

really very good pop music. Godfrey clowns,
sings, plays the ukelele and leaves the musical
direction to Dick Hyman who does a commend-
able job in moulding the crew into a cohesive
organization. Among the tunes are “When I Take
My Sugar to Tea,” “I Cried For You,” and “Don’t
Get Around Much Anymore.”

“THE ACT OF JAZZ”—John Mehegan, piano and
commentary—Epic LA 16007
Mehegan, N.Y. Herald Tribune jazz critic, com-

poser and pianist, attempts to explain what jazz
is. His explanations are vei’y simplified, aimed at
the novice, and are worthwhile as an introduction
to the art form. The “lecture” is illustrated by
actual jazz performed by Mehegan (piano), Dave
Bailey (drums) and Ernie Furtado (bass).

CLASSICAL PICK OF THE WEEK

MOZART: “Don Giovanni”—Eberhard Wachter,
Joan Sutherland, Luigi Alva, Elizabeth Schwarz-
kopf, Philharmonic Orchestra and Chorus con-
ducted by Carlo Maria Giulini—Angel 3605 D/L

Victor and Angel have come in at the same
time with “first” stereo recordings of the serio-
comic Mozart opera. Both are exquisite examples
of the true worth of stereo. Though the cast here
is not as highly name-valued as Victor’s, none-
theless it is a superb recording, faithful to Mo-
zart, and excellently performed. Commercially
potent issue.

BRAHMS: Sonata in F minor; Intermezzo Op.
116 No. 6; Romance Op. 118 No. 5—Artur Rubin-
stein—RCA Victor LM-2459
The dynamic, yet romantic Brahms F sonata

is accorded a brilliant and genuinely sympathetic
performance by the great pianist. His compassion
for the work of Brahms clearly reveals itself in

the superbly serene method he utilizes. The rather
unfamiliar Intermezzo and Romance are extreme-
ly worthwhile fillers.

LISZT: Piano Concerto No. 1 in E flat Major;
Piano Concerto No. 2 in A Major—Edith Farnadi,
pianist. Sir Adrian Boult conducting the Vienna
State Opera Orchestra—Westminster WST 14125

This is Miss Farnadi’s second time around the
“twin” concert! for Westminster; the first with
Scherchen. Now with the superb sound stereo
offers, the works are that much more enjoyable;
the playing, that much more appreciated. Boult
is collaborative in his directive efforts, wholly
aware of the pianist’s needs. A fine disking of
popular repertoire items.

But he soon found he
was more entertaining when speaking
to audiences and pretty soon was ap-
pearing in niteries throughout the
South. The big break came when he
wrangled himself onto the Jack Paar
show, which blossomed into 20 some
odd appearances. A Victor contract
followed and then the star-making
first album, “Rejoice Dear Hearts.”
Gardner now lives in TJo’ivwood with
his wife of 11 years, Millie, and off-

spring Candy, 8, and Dave Jr., 6.

Lolita

The Delta Record Company has released a series of French Livre Disques.

Marketed on the Atlas label, they are the French equivalent to the company’s
already popular English series of “Talespinners” for children—the latest of
which is “William Tell.” Retailing at 22/6d, it is hoped the new French disks
will be adopted by junior schools as an aid to language tuition. For the older
enthusiasts, the same company issued two more in its “Get Along” series on
the Gem label, “Get Along in Germany” and “Get Along In Italy.” Packaged
with each disk is a useful guide and phrase book. Delta has now acquired dis-

tribution rights in this country for the extensive Gem catalog of classical and
popular recordings. First releases include two 12" LPs, “Part In Italy” by
Perro-Raphaeli and his Orchestra and a classical recording of orchestral ex-
cerpts of music by Wagner played by The Staatsoper of Lindenhoff Orchestre,
both retailing at 21/-; and an EP, “Trumpet Love” by Bepi Fontano retailing
at 8/-.

Conquest Records, an associate company of The World Record Club, enters
the children’s record market in November with thirteen 7" EP releases retailing
at 12/3%d. Material has been carefully chosen to combine instruction with en-
tertainment and the releases cater for all age groups. Unlike the label’s pre-
vious issues which have been sold direct to the public, the new series will be
available to dealers. Subjects include such favorites as “Wind In The Willows,”
“Peter Pan,” “Alice In Wonderland” and “Toad of Toad Hall.” More advanced
are “The History of the Piano,” “Mozart Prince of Song” and “Songs From
Other Lands.” Well knowm artists include Robert Helpman, David Tomlinson,
John Hollingsworth and The Michael Sammes Singers.

Allan Crawford, after 14 years as managing director Southern Music, is now
establishing his own publishing concern under the banner of Merit Music Com-
pany Ltd. A catalog of potential ‘standards’ with an international flavor is

being steadily built up. Companies already affiliated to Merit Music include
Fox Music International Ltd., which handles the pop repertoire of Sam Fox,
New York, and Petyford Music which handles all of Norman Petty’s output.
Crawford also represents the extensive Latin-American repertoires of Frederick
Reiter of Morro Music Corporation, New York. Copyrights controlled by Merit
include material fi'om such famous pens as Gilbert Bechaud, Charles Trenet,
Dorcas Cochran, Ronald Binge, Teddy White, Alice Wilder, Nina Simone and
Ron Grainer.

Crawford is now extending his activities to the recording field and his first

popular release on the newly formed ACM-Academy label is out. The title,

“Somewhere There’s A Someone,” is wi’itten and recorded by Jim Dale (re-

membered for his % million seller, “Be My Girl,” a few years ago on Parlo-
phone) and is published by Merit Music.

David Platz of Essex Music has acquired world publishing rights of the new
musical by Gerald Frow, “Mr. Burke M.P.,” currently playing at London’s
Mermaid Theatre. Breaking away from the usual formula of LP or EP original-
cast recordings, Pye Records last week rushed released a single comprising
four songs from the show by the original cast. Arrangements are being made
for the disk to be on sale at the Mermaid Theatre. Other publications handled
by Essex include “Goodness Gracious Me”—a new single by Peter Sellers and
Sophia Loren for release on October 28 on the Parlophone label and an all-

British number, “The Sweetheart Tree,” composed by Bob Sharpies and re-

corded by Bryan Johnson on Decca. Essex also publishes the music from a new
Columbia LP “The Blue and The Grey”—a history in song of the American
Civil War, recorded for Denis Preston of Record Supervision by The Lansdowne
Orchestra conducted by Alfred Raison with the George Mitchell Choir and
Soloists.

Cyril Gee, general manager of Mills Music, happily recovered from a minor
operation returned to the office last week to find Adam Faith’s Parlophone
waxing of “How About That” still high in the charts, with David Macbeth’s
“Pigtails in Paris” (Pye) and Johnny Kidd’s “Restless” (H.M.V.) selling well.
Mills also publishes the new Sarah Vaughan “Serenata” for Columbia release
on October 28.

Bob Kingston returned to London from the Southern Music Company’s recent
International Convention loaded with material for the British mai’ket including
“Beat Party” recorded on Laurie by a new group Ritchie and The Squires, “Bra-
silia” by Joe Reisman on Roulette and a completely new number, as yet unre-
corded, “An Angel Cries.” Kingston reports keen interest in a number of British
titles he took with him and has successfully placed “Along Came Caroline” re-
corded here by Michael Cox on HMV and “Time Will Tell” by Ian Gregory for
November release here on the Pye label. Next year. Southern plans a meeting at
Zurich for its European managers and the next complete world assembly will
be held in 1962 either in Buenos Aires or Mexico City.

Accompanied by his wife, Harry Gerson, general manager of Edwin Morris
Music Company, New York, arrived in London last weekend.

Jimmy Jones together with brother Bobby and manager Norm Riley called
at The Cash Box London office—all were delighted with the success of Jimmy’s
British tour. Riley is in negotiation with The Grade Organization to bring
Sheb Wooley of “Rawhide” fame to this country in January 1961 for personal
appearances and TV dates. Sheb will be remembered for his recording of
“Purple People Eater.” Norm Riley also reports that “A Girl and A Boy In
Love” by another of his artists, Tim Welch currently released in the States on
Edit, will be issued here on the Columbia label on October 21. Published in the
States by Riley’s_ Cepha Company, rights for the rest of the world have been
acquired by Teddie Holmes of Chappell & Co. Ltd. Chappells and its associated
companies have publishing rights here of no less than 20 recordings currently
in The Cash Box Top 100—three of these “Only The Lonely” by Roy Orbison
on London and two Warner Bros, releases “Let’s Think About Living” by Bob
Luman and “So Sad” by The Everly Brothers (the latter an even better seller
here than in the States).—are also in the British charts. Highlights from the
other hits handled by Chappells scheduled for British release are “Diamonds
and Pearls” by The Paradons on Top Rank, “My Dearest Darling” by Etta
.lames, “Poetry in Motion” by Johnny Tillotson, “Peter Gunn” by Duane Eddy
(all on London), “Love Walked In” by Dinah Washington and another oldie,
“To Each His Own,” by The Platters—both on Mercury. The release of “Arti-
ficial Flowers” by Bobby Darin from the show “Tenderloin” is restricted.

Palette Records, encouraged by sales of the Makadopoulos version of “Never
On Sunday” which they issued in an attractive cover, may adopt this practice
to boost sales of future single releases. Palette also issued the first disk by
The Stargazers since they left the Decca label, “Three Beautiful Words” and
“Obsession” by Reg Owen and his Orchestra,

and back to Sydney for TV appearances. Cyril Berlin reports that owing to
enormous advance bookings extra matinee performances have been added to
the already crowded itinerary. Appearing with Donegan throughout this
month’s tour will be fellow Pye recording stars Miki and Griff. After the Perth
opening, Berlin leaves Lonnie to visit Sydney, Los Angeles, where he will stay
with another of his artistes Diana Dors (Diana’s LP “Swinging Dors,” is re-
leased in the States) continuing to London via Las Vegas and New York,
where he will have discussions with Mannie Greenfield.

Independent film producers George Glass and Walter Seltzer are setting up
production for a film to be made entirely in Paris entitled “Paris Blues.” Shoot-
ing commences on November 2 starring Paul Newman, Joanne Woodward,
Sydney Poitier and Louis Armstrong. Armstrong, who stopped off in London
last week en route for his African tour, was guest of honor at a special lunch-
eon hosted by Walworth Barbour, United States minister in Britain.

After many years with major record companies including Decca and Top
Rank, Frank Chalmers is launching out as an independent consultant to the
record industry. Chalmers is placing his extensive knowledge of record ad-
ministration, including artists, contracts, record production, sleeve production
and label printing, overseas distribution and licensing at the disposal of inter-
ested parties.

The British song contest, foremost song competition of the year, which at-
tracts the top composers of the country is to be televised by Independent TV
for the first time in 1961 with the co-operation of the Music Publishers’ Associ-
ation. In a series of programs carried by the full network throughout the
week beginning Monday, February 13, the best compositions of British song
wi’iters will be televised and judged for 1st, 2nd and 3rd prizes of £1,000,
£500 and £250. A panel of sixteen members of the public in each of the nine
independent TV areas outside London will act as judges and the winners will
be determined by the votes of these panels. Heats will be televised from the
studio and the finals on February 17 from the Royal Festival Hall.

American comedian Morey Amsterdam makes his British TV debut here in
BBC’s “Showtime” on October 23. Compered by David Nixon the show also
features the Beverley Sisters.

“Be My Guest” is the title of six fortnightly shows on BBC TV starring
Joan Regan. Among her guests for the first program on October 25 will be
Edmund Hockridge—both record for Pye and are currently at the London
Palladium in “Stars In Your Eyes.”

Following her success in Val Parnell’s ATV’s “Sunday Night At The Lon-
don Palladium” earlier this month Shirley Bassey returns to the show on
October 30. Topping the bill on Sunday, November 13 will be American song
and dance man Dan Dailey, currently at A1 Burnett’s Pigalle Restaurant.

Carman McRae, whose disks are released here on the London label, arrives
on October 22 for a tour of Britain’s major towns presented by William Victor
Productions Ltd. Also on the bill is the “Jazz From Britain” package which
includes The Jazz Five featuring Vic Ash and Harry Klein, The Quintet featur-
ing Ronnie Scott and Jimmy Deuchar and The Tubby Hayes Quartet.

Sales of the controversial “Tell Laura I Love Her” by Ricky Valance on Co-
lumbia which topped The Cash Box British charts for two weeks, have ex-

ceeded 250,000.

Elvis Presley’s first film since his return to civilian life, “G.I. Blues,” has
its London premier on November 10th. The LP soundtrack will be released on
RCA.

Electrola officials are very excited about the amazing response to the Capi-

tol International album release from the label’s top female teenager, Conny.
She has received excellent reviews from her German sung pop LP and is plan-
ning to do her first records in English for the American market soon. The
Cash Box has already reported on these future dates. Sonet-Storyville records,
which came up with the first big dixieland recording of classical tunes ( Schlafe
mein Prinzchen by Papa Bue, which sold over 300,000 in Germany), has
switched distribs. From now on the lines will be handled by Metronone records
of Germany. Sonet publicity man Per Sorenson reports that the firm will have
its own promotion department working out of Hamburg. Per also told us that
the recording of Grethe Sonck’s Danish hit, “Klaus Jorgen,” has been recorded
in English by the gal and will be released by Colpix under the title “Just A
Letter To Me Won’t You Write.” The song sold 80,000 in Denmark which is

sensational for that small market of just over 4 million people. Sonet has also
taken over distribution of the Life and Gazell labels for Europe. The two firms
are Swedish owned.

Papa Bue and his Vikings are now on tour in Germany and are drawing
overflow audiences.

American Jerry Cortland, who recorded for Jubilee and Disneyland in the
states, is set for the lead role in the pop music film “Schlager Bummel,” which
will be released on Xmas day with 100 copies in color. The film also features
Caterina Valente, Rex Gildo, Tommy Kent and Vico Torriani. Jerry is set for
his first sides on Teldec.

Well, it’s finally happened. Paul Anka has made his first record in German.
It was a big surprise for the German firm also. They had not ordered the
production, and had no idea that Paul would record in German, but one day, a
tape with the latest Anka hit, “Summer’s Gone,” came into the office. The
record will be released immediately. The Cash Box predicted this event 4
months ago. Paul’s latest LP, “Paul Anka sings his big 15,” has also been
released in Germany.

Germany’s Jazz harpist, Johnny Teupen, has filmed a 80 minute TV show
called “Young Man With A Harp.” The program will be broadcast on German
TV in December.

At the recent German Amateur Jazz Festival in Dusseldorf, the following
Electrola records won prizes. Best Solo-Traditional—Louis Armstrong— “Hot
Five Again,” Best Big Band Album—Bill Holman—“In a Jazz Orbit,” Best
Gospel Record—Sister Rosetta Thorpe/Marke Knight—“Gospel Train,” Best
Re-release—Miles Davis—“Birth of the Cool,” Best Arrangements—Quincy
Jones—'“Birth of a Band.”

Polydor records has a new young recording star. His name is Rolf Peer.
Ralph is a discovery of publisher Peter Meisel. His first record is a German ver-

sion of Paul Anka’s “My Home Town.”

American artists are going to town on sales here at present. Connie Francis
has passed the 100,000 mark on her “Everybody’s Somebody’s Fool” sung in

German, and Elvis Presley has set a new record with 300,000 sold of “It’s Now
or Never.” Both are still moving strongly.

Dr. Gilbert Obermair, from “Melodie der Welt” publishers, reports strong
action on many numbers. First of all, the firm handles Francis, Day and Hunter
as well as Progress Music and has a heavy music connection with Josef Wein-
berger for operettas, etc.

The head of the firm, Johann Michel, just returned from a stateside visit

where he bought and placed numbers with American publishers. At present, the
firm has bought “II Nostro Concerto,” the number 1 Italian hit for Germany.
There is a record on the market by Vittorio in Italian recorded in Germany, and
Polydor will soon release a German version with text and A&R work by Cologne
producer Kurt Feltz. At present the firm’s hottest item is the music from
“Never on Sunday,” which entered the charts for the first time this week in the
number 6 slot.

Horst Fuchs, the production chief of Ariola is leaving his job on December
31. Although it is as yet not official, it looks like he’ll be with Teldec as a pro-
ducer on January 1.

Here are some production figures for interested parties. Deutche Grammo-
phon with its Polydor, Helidor labels released the most records on the market
last year. Second was the baby firm of Germany Ariola. Ariola is delivering
between 30 and 40 singles on the market each month.

Frank Sinatra won’t be making his German tour after all. His price of $10,000
a night was just too much for the market to stand.

Germany’s famous orchestra leader and violinist, Helmut Zacharias, stepped
into a cab in Hamburg and asked for his hotel. When the taxi arrived at the
hotel, the driver handed Helmut a bunch of flowers with his change. The man
of the magic violins was quite flattered until he happened to look at the card
that came with the flowers. The card read: “To my first customer. Lots of
Luck.”

Toni Netzle, a beautiful talented manager of record personalities and wife of
record A&R man-publisher Klaus Netzle, has opened a restaurant-bar in Mu-
nich. The bar has become central headquarters for the record industry when
they come to the South German metropolis. Last week at the big Composers,
Lyricists, Publishers and Musicians convention in Munich, the house was full

until the wee hours of the morning. One feature of the bar is a juke box which
is left open so that every producer, star or composer can come in, bring his
records with him, and listen to them along with his friends. Toni also tries to
keep the latest hits of all her customers on tap.

With Germany’s second TV channel set for opening on January 1, work has
already begun on a 3rd program. The record industry hopes that this will give
its new productions more chance for exposure in this promotion stai’ved market.
It will probably also shorten the life of hits here, which now can run in first

place as long as 6 months.

Other guests of the GEMA convention that dropped by The Cash Box office

last week were lyricists Gunther Loose, Fred Oldorp, Tobby Luth and Frankfurt
D.J.Franz Rueger. Watch for a cutback on the amount of single record releases
next year here. The market fell off an estimated 3 million until now.

That’s it for this week in Germany.

This has been a week of plenty of top-level action, with surprise after sur-

prise throughout the entire trade.
Festival Records has been purchased by the Rupert Murdoch group, which

has newspaper and television interests in several Australian states. Festival
was formerly owned by the large real estate organization of L. J. Hooker
Limited. As a result of the change, Gordon Marshall, general manager, and
Ken Taylor, sales and A&R manager of Festival, have been made directors of
the new company. Festival handles material from many overseas labels includ-
ing Decca, Brunswick, Coral, Vocalion, Concert-Disc, and Top Rank. It is be-
lieved that there will not be any changes in policy resulting from the sale.

The new Eclipse Record Club (a division of Electronic Industries Ltd.) has
had a series of full-page ads in various publications in order to gather mem-
bers. First issue of six albums contains the following material, Brahms Violin
Concerto in D major, OP 77 by the London Symphony Orchestra conducted by
Herbert Menges, with soloist Joseph Szigeti; Tchaikovsky’s compositions by
The Minneapolis Symphony Orchestra conducted by Anton Dorati; “Bouquet de
Paray,” a variety of works played by The Detroit Symphony Orchestra con-
ducted by Paul Paray; “Hands Across The Sea” by The Eastman Wind En-
semble, with conductor Frederick Fennell; “Dixie In High Society” by Barney
Richards and His Rebels and Mother Goose Nursery Songs, which is a special
children’s package. Future releases through the Eclipse Record Club will con-
sist of albums featuring such artists as Brook Benton, London Symphony Or-
chestra, Detroit Symphony, Marcel Dupre, Ralph Marterie, David Carroll and
Xavier Cugat.
On his return from a five months overseas trip, Reg Hynes, general manager

of Radio Station 2UW in Sydney, announced that in future his station’s music
policy would exclude all rock ’n roll. 2UW, which is owned by music publishers
J. Albert & Son Pty. Ltd., will in future concentrate on what Hynes called
“good music.”
A sensational announcement from the vast Macquarie Broadcasting Network

advises the resignation—after fourteen years service—of Bert Button. Button
had been manager of 2GB and has been a powerful force behind the success of
the Macquarie Network. His resignation came as a complete surprise, partic-
ularly as it was announced later that he would be joining Station 2UW, which
is part of the Commonweath Broadcasting System. Hynes would continue as
general manager of the Commonwealth Network and Button would take up a
managerial position with 2UW.

Latest names to be added to the all-star lineup for Lee Gordon’s first Aus-
tralian Jazz Festival are Coleman Hawkins and The Dave Brubeck Quartet.
Brubeck successfully toured Australia some months back.
Johnny Devlin’s Devils have an album, on EMI’s Columbia label, entitled

“The Devil’s Rock.”
The American stars of “West Side Story,” which is due to open at Mel-

bourne’s Princess Theatre within the next few weeks, have arrived and are con-
ducting rehearsals. If the American success of “Story” can be taken as a guide,
this show should enjoy a long run in Australia.

Radio Station 3UZ now presents part of its daily transmission from a special
all-glass studio that has been built at Chadstone, a huge new multi-million
pound shopping center recently completed just outside the city of Melbourne.
EMI on the MGM label—released the great new Connie Francis single, “My

Heart Has A Mind Of Its Own” c/w “Malaguena.”
Tony Brady of Belinda Music is delighted with the run that Noeline Batley is

having with her Rex label release of Belinda’s song, “Barefoot Boy.” It is

starting to show out well in Sydney and is predicted for the charts in other
cities. Noeline has been working on TV for some time in Sydney on ATN-Chan-
nel 7.

Pye Records is going all-out to promote The Allen Brothers’ single which
couples “Pretty Keen Teen” with “There’s No Need.” These boys created a good
impression with their first Pye single, “My Secret” c/w “First Kiss,” which has
been accepted for release in the United States by Colpix Records.
W & G Records have made a rush release of the new Paul Anka album, “It’s

Christmas Everywhere.” Anka is hot at the moment with singles and EP’s so
this album should be well received.
Mercury Records here has released the first material on the Hickory label in

this country. First release carries two singles, “Watch Dog” by A1 Terry and

known all over the world, and who is now the owner of a record company,
Marino Marini and other artists, the best known publishers, Milan’s top whole-
salers and the entire staff of CGD were present at this party.
Many foresee that the theme from “The Unforgiven” has good possibilities

of repeating the success of the other already world famous “Theme From A
Summer Place.” Both the recordings on Decca, and the motion picture are now
in circulation all over Italy.

Sunday, October 16, the TV show “Parata D’Ottobre” had Caterina Valente
as its guest star. There are good possibilities that her latest release, “Sucu
Sucu” on Decca, will smash our charts.
The premiere of the motion picture “Rocco E I Suoi Fratelli” (Rocco And

His Brothers) is expected to be shown in Milan this week. The movie repre-
sents the biggest film effort of Titanus. Its background music represents the
debut of Titanus as a record house.
The “Can Can” sound track album on Capitol will become a best seller ac-

cording to VCM managers. The motion picture and its music background have
recently been launched in Italy.

Ricordi, which has been on the charts with “Our Concerto” for 23 weeks,
announced the launching of the two latest Umberto Bindi compositions and
recordings on the Italian market. They are “Paradiso Da Vendere” (Paradise
To Be Sold) and “Marie Claire.” As always, the sheet music is issued by the
Ariston publishing house. Decca also stated that Caterina Valente recorded
one of Bindi’s first tunes, “Appuntamento A Madrid” (Appointment In Madrid).
VCM’s Mr. Gandino announces that blues singer Ray Charles is expected to

come to Italy towards the end of the year. He is currently appearing at the
Palladium in London where it is said that he is doing fabulously well.

Jose D’Amico of Radio Corporacion de Chile visited Italy and seemed to be
interested in the representation of CGD records in his own territory. He had
business talks with CGD’s manager, Mr. Giannini.

Mr. Gurtler sent a newsletter to The Cash Box stating that English impres-
sario Charles Forte signed one band from his cast for appearances in London
night spots. They are The Dendies, who will play in England until December 15.

Publisher Daniele let The Cash Box know that his top, exclusive writer,
Marino Barreto, Jr. (who is a most requested singer as well), cut his latest
tune, “Meu Brazil,” recorded also by Carterina Valente.

EDITORIAL:
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A great deal has been written by this publication
—and many others—on the present policy of depreci-
ation now in effect. It has been pointed out by econo-
mists that practically every foreign nation pres-

ently has a more liberal and rapid procedure of
depreciation than does the United States—and for-

eign firms are being given an advantage over those
in the United States as it permits for modernization
and investment in new equipment which is bene-
ficial to the economy of their countries.

In a recent issue of The Journal of Commerce^ a
business publication, a plea for more liberal depre-
ciation was made editorially. “Far too many peo-
ple,” said this editorial, “both in and out of Con-
gress, somehow feel that a more flexible policy

toward depreciation of new plant and equipment
would involve considerable cost to the Treasury and
wonld actually amount to a give-away program.

“This is undoubtedly why there is so little atten-

tion being given in Washington to the development
of more flexible and rapid depreciation write-off

policies.

“In truth more liberal depreciation laws would
not involve a major give-away. Whether a business

firm depreciates its property quickly and thus takes

the deduction from income for tax purposes early

in the life of an asset or whether it slowly depreci-

ates the plant and equipment over its full life, it is

still charging off against income just the value of

the property purchased and no more.
“This is one factor of depreciation policy that is

widely misunderstood. And that misunderstanding
has the effect of preventing new capital spending by
business firms from attaining the level it could

otherwise reach.”

The Journal emphasizes its argument with “If

business firms were able to write off assets before

these assets lose their usefulness, and were able to

provide much of the cash for payment for new capi-

tal goods ont of funds that presently would have to

go out in earlier tax payments, there is good reason

to believe that more flexible depreciation rules

would spur capital spending and the economy.”
In the coin machine industry, one national over-

all depreciation policy has never been determined.

However, in the large majority of instances, coin-

men could use a more realistic and liberal deprecia-

tion method. If such a depreciation policy could be

evolved, the industry from the operator up to the

manufacturer stands to gain considerably, and so

would the government. Operators could be in a po-

sition to replace their equipment more rapidly, thus

assuring them of larger collections. Distributors

would sell more machines, as would the manufac-

turers. The resultant effect would be that the gov-

ernment would then benefit in the way of more in-

come taxes.

The government in recent months has been delv-

ing into this matter, and many businessmen thru-

out the nation have been polled for their opinions.

Reports are that a tremendous majority of those re-

plying are recjuesting the liberal and rapid deprecia-

tion. Let’s hope something resnlts from their study.

ering all the circumstances of the case

they agreed that £4.12.0. per annum,
per machine, was a reasonable figure

for machines having a 60- selection

or 30 records., This is the first time an
appeal against a licensing body has

failed and the first time that a licens-

ing body has been awarded costs, in

this case 100 guineas.

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CHICAGO—A skill-activated horse-
race game, “Skill Derby” is the newest
offering of Bally Manufacturing Com-
pany, this city.

A single-coin game, designed for
solo play, and described as “an up-
right pin-game” in which skill-ac-
tion occurs on a vertical plane.
