Lerner & Loewe’s “Camelot” gets its first jazz

adaptation and the vital, invigorating things that
Andre Previn does to the score should serve as a
high standard for the many more jazz sets that
are inevitable. He’s got Red Mitchell (bass) and
Frank Capp (drums) to supply the rhythmic pro-
pulsion for his pianistic wanderings through “I
Wonder What The King Is Doing Tonight,”
“What Do Simple Folks Do,” “The Lusty Month
Of May” and five others. Has the selling power in
artist name and hit show appeal.

“BRUBECK & RUSHING”—The Dave Brubeck
Quartet featuring Jimmy Rushing—Columbia CL
1553
Fusing the talents of the granddaddy of the big

city blues singer with the extreme modernism of
the Brubeck style might be a cause for reserva-
tion about the results. But this session proves a
surprising success, and without compromise on
the part of the individuals. Rushing’s big mascu-
line voice is a hearty joy on “There’ll Be Some
Changes Made,” “Ain’t Misbehavin’,” “All By
Myself,” “River, Stay ’Way From My Door”
while the Brubeck crew retains its modern feel
in the solo passages. An experiment that pays off

in entertainment.

“SHELLY MANNE & HIS MEN AT THE
BLACK HAWK, VOLUME 3”—Contemporary
M 3579
The third volume of performance recordings by

the Manne Men at San Francisco’s Black Hawk
feature three extended tracks, Cole Porter’s “I
Am In Love,” transformed into a vigorously driv-
ing steamer, Golson’s “Whisper Not” and a full
side of “Black Hawk Blues.” The front line of
Joe Gordon (trumpet) and Richie Kamuca (tenor)
again distinguishes itself in solo and ensemble
work. Throughout, Shelly Manne is a relentless
time-keeper. Another solid session in the series.

“THE INCOMPARABLE MUSIC OF ART
TATUM”—Verve MG V-8332
From its seemingly limitless backlog of Tatum

work, Verve once more offers a package of the
great, late pianist’s sides. This set includes “I
Surrender Dear,” “Don’t Worry ’Bout Me,”
“Prisoner Of Love,” and “Please Be Kind.” Tatum
had a knack for making even the most banal ma-
terial (as some of the songs here are) appear
great. If the market isn’t already saturated with
his work, this has sales possibilities.

“PLEASE, MR ORGAN PLAYER”—Milt Buckner
—Argo LP 670

Sometimes jazz, sometimes rhythm & blues
organist Milt Buckner offers a mixed program of
swinging music. Instrumental complement in-

cludes alto, guitar, bass and drums, which, with
Buckner striding out solidly, travel swiftly
through “Sermonette,” “Cry Me A River,”
“ ’Round Midnight” and “Blue Prelude.”

UA Re-Stocking Plan
To Run Thru Jan.

NEW YORK — United Artists has
set-up a special re-stocking sales pro-
gram for its distributors to run
through the end of this month. Under
terms of the deal, distributors will

j

receive one album free with each five

of the same title they purchase. The
plan will apply to the entire UA cat-

alog, including its currently high-rid-
ing “Great Motion Picture Themes”,
“Exodus”, “Ferrante and Teicher’s
World’s Greatest Themes”, and two
strong sound tracks, “The Apart-
ment” and “Never On Sunday.”

“In order to allow the distributors
to re-stock in depth,” Andy Miele,
national sales manager stated, “we
are setting up a special deferred pay-
ment for this program whereby bill-

ing will be split one-half in February
and the balance in March.”
The re-stoeking program does not

apply to UA’s Sound Series, Ultra
Audio, which will remain in a one-a-
six program through Jan. 31, the
shut-off date for the UA plan.
“Due to the increasing demand for

the UA and the Ultra Audio prod-
uct, Art Talmadge, vice-president and
general manager said, “we have held
up new releases in order for our dis-

tributors to replenish their stock as
advantageously as possible, and to
allow them to select their own re-
orders at will, without reservation,
from our current catalog.”
“The impetus from Dec., which was

the biggest sales month in our his-
tory, is carrying over into Jan. and
we wanted the distributor to get the
full advantage of those albums which
are continuing to climb sales-wise be-
fore we bring out our new releases
which will be our most powerful to
date,” Talmadge said.

pile of 41,000 matchbooks. This after only seven days of campaign. . . . Another
recent promo success in the public service ledger was WSIX-Nashville’s “Pencil
Sweepstakes.”

the airwaves. The rector. Dr. E. J. van Etten, now deceased, was greatly in-
terested in the bold new experiment and consented to the placing of micro-
phones in the church to pick up the Jan. 2 services. The program thus also
became the first remote broadcast. And after forty years, the association be-
tween KDKA and religion is kept very much alive with the airing of four
Sunday evening hours devoted to religion Cleveland’s KYW radio person-
alities, Big Wilson, Ronnie Barrett, Swingin’ Sweeney and Tom Griffiths, are
all suffering from cases of housemaid’s knees. They picked up this dread
disease by aiding a local woman in cleaning her house. The gal was the winner

in the station’s “Why I’d like the KYW disk jockies to clean My House” con-
;

test. Luckily, the lady also collected a prize of $100 to hire competent help to
undo the damage done by the deejays. . . .

Independent Television has announced the names of the artists lined up to

appear in The British Song Contest to be televised for the first time in 1961

with the co-operation of The Music Publishers’ Association. The star-studded

list includes Matt Monro, Tony Brent, Mike Preston, Andy Cole, June Marlow,

The Barry Sisters, Ronnie Carroll, Lorie Mann, The Avons, The Mudlarks, lhe

Raindrops, The Dallas Boys, Rosemary Squires, Frank Ifield, Jill Day, Johnny
Angel, Don Rennie, Johnny Wade and The Michael Sammes Singers. Musical

Director is Peter Knight.

The Contest is scheduled for the third week in February and has already

attracted hundreds of entries from which the MPA will select 60 for short-

listing by The Independent Television Selection Committee on January 11th.

The committee is made up of representatives from each Indpendent Television

programme company; members of the working committee of The Song Contest

and songwriter Paddy Roberts, chairman of The British Songwriters Guild.

Huw Thomas, Independent Television newscaster will introduce the songs in.

a

series of heats to be televised on February 13, 14, 15 and 16. Culminating in

the finals from The Royal Festival Hall on Friday, February 17. The winners

of the first three prizes—£1,000, £500 and £250—will be determined by a panel

of 16 members of the public in each of the nine Independent Television areas

up and down the country and the votes will be relayed to a central scoring'

board before the London TV cameras.

A month later on March 25 The Eurovision Song Contest takes place in

Cannes, South of France and televised by 13 European countries simultane-

ously. As in previous years BBC TV will enter a new and unpublished British

song to be determined by the votes of a nation wide jury televised in this!

country on February 15. The songs are being submitted by three major record

companies: EMI, Decca and Philips. No further details have yet been an-

nounced by the BBC.

The recording strike threatened for January 15 may now be averted. It is

understood that the disagreements between The British Phonographic Industry
representing the manufacturers and The Mechanical Rights Society represent-

ing the publishers, concerning copyright royalties which have persisted since

February, 1960, have now been amicably settled. Representatives of both parties

are meeting in an effort to iron out the few remaining differences. Negotiations
have been accelerated following an ultimatum issued last month by the BPI
on behalf of its members which include EMI, Decca, Philips, Pye, Qualiton,

Deutsche Grammophon (Great Britain) Ltd., Oriole, Topic, Esquire, Delyse,
Argo, Melodise, Gala, Vox, Allied Records, Record Society Ltd. and World
Record Club. BPI indicated that unless the MRS agreed to their terms
by January 15 its members would cease to issue recordings of copyright works
under their control from that date.

The terms demanded were as follows:

a) Royalties shall be paid for all records manufactured and sold retail in

the United Kingdom at the rate established at the time of sale under the
Copyright Act, 1956 and, for records manufactured and exported at the
rate provided in the 1956 standard contract between the record companies
and BIEM for the country of export, or at the rate fixed by any contract
replacing same.

b) The 6 Vs per cent container allowance for LP records shall continue in
force.

c) The Medley Agreement as at present operating shall continue in force
until such time as modifications may be agreed.

d) The inquiries and statutory notices sent under the Act and Regulations
shall be acknowledged without the addition of special conditions (other
than release dates) and the acknowledgment shall include permission to
make records of the work or a similar adaptation in all cases where such
permission has been given to a third party in the U.K.

e) The facsimile stamp and accounting systems as at present operated shall
continue without prejudice to the right of the Publishers to require special
safeguards in appropriate circumstances.

The BPI emphasized “that these conditions are those which at present govern
the relationship between the individual record companies and the publishers.
The record industry is claiming neither a change in the basis of royalty nor
more favourable conditions than those which have operated to mutual advan-
tage in the past.”

Congratulations to E. R. Lewis, chairman of The Decca Record Company,
recently created a Knight Bachelor in the New Year’s Honours List. Sir Edward
Robert Lewis, currently in New York, is expected back in London next week.
His knighthood brings further honor and prestige to the record industry.
Mark Wynter, whose first Decca recording “Image Of A Girl” made the

charts in 1960, looks all set for the ‘big time’. Granada TV selected him for
its New Year program “Compass” as the most promising pop star of 1961.
Manager Roy Mackender says he is negotiating a film contract which will offer
Mark a starring role in his first picture.,

The latest artists to win silver disks for sales exceeding 250,000 are Anthony
Newley with “Strawberry Fair” (Decca) and Nina & Frederik with “Little
Donkey” (Columbia).

B.B.C. TV just gave British viewers a host of top American stars when
they presented the third Bing Crosby Show. Guests included Frank Sinatra.
Peggy Lee, Louis Armstrong, George Shearing and Joe Bushkin and Axel
Stordahl’s orchestra.

Danish stars Nina & Frederik have their own show on BBC TV on January
13. Guests include harmonica player Larry Adler featuring his own composition
“Camer-a Three” and Beethoven’s “Minuet in G.” Sally Ann Howes, recently re-
turned from Broadway, stars in BBC TV “Showtime” this week Also on the
bill German star Heidi Bruhl together with Harry Worth.
The Andrews Sisters, currently appearing in cabaret at “The Talk Of The

Town ’ recently topped the bill for Val Parnell’s “Sunday Night At The London

Arrangements for the licensing of imports from The Peoples Republic of

China from January 1, 1961 to December 31, 1961 have been announced by the
Board of Trade. The quota for imports of musical instruments (subject to type)
has been fixed at £100,000.

Polydor has released a new single, “The Coffee Grinder” by Hugo Blanco, ap
attractive instrumental featuring a South American harp. Two 12" LP’s just
out on the same label are “Caterina Cherie” by Caterina Valente and “Mediter-
ranean Magic” by Los Espanoles. In February Polydor issues its first British
Jazz LP, “High Spirits Blended” by Simms Wheeler Vintage Jazz Band.”

With the release this month of a stereo single Pye Records add another
‘first’ to its credit. Jack Bradley, the company’s newly appointed Press Officer
told The Cash Box that the release specially recorded primarily for stereo is

largely experimental but, if successful, further stereo singles will be issued.
The titles “Coral Reef” and “Tropical Blue” have been composed and recorded
by Ed White with a 50 piece orchestra. There is also a monaural version. Other
releases by Pye include the fourth disk by popular Scottish folk singer Josh
Macrae. “Messing About On The River.” Joe Brown waxes his first disk for
Pye “Shine” backed with “The Switch.” In the LP field, the label comes up
with “Sporting Highlights of 1960,” a collection of the greatest sporting events
of the year by BBC commentators and the original soundtrack recording “Pepe”
featuring Shirley Jones, Bobby Darin, Sammy Davis Jr., Maurice Chevalier,
Judy Garland and Bing Crosby.

Highlights from EMI first releases for 1961 include two hits from The Cash
Box Top 100, Connie Francis with “Many Tears Ago” on MGM and on the

same label Joni James has a single “My Last Date” and a new LP, “Joni Sings

Sweet.” Another MGM long player is Vera Lynn’s first for the label, “Yours”
with The Williams Singers and Geoff Love and his Orchestra. In addition to

the title song, Vera brings her style to bear on such numbers as “You’ll Never
Know,” “Fools Rush In,” “Try A Little Tenderness,” “When I Grow Too Old
To Dream” and “I’ll Be Seeing You.” Dinah Washington’s “We Have Love” is

issued on the Mercury label as is “That’s All I Want To Know” by Patti Page.
Peter Sellers and Sophia Loren follow their sensational “Goodness Gracious
Me”—still high in The Cash Box British charts—with “Bangers and Mash.”
Sophia has the flipside to herself with “Zoo be Zoo be Zoo.” New HMV singles
include the latest disk by Lloyd Price and his Orchestra “(You Better) Know
What You’re Doin’” and a new disk artist Gerry Temple “No More Tomor-
rows.” On Columbia, Russ Conway plays his piano version of “Pepe” and on
the same label comes a cover version of the American hit, “You’re Sixteen,”
by Bill Forbes. Heading the Capitol LP releases is Frank Sinatra’s “Nice ’n’

Easy” with the Nelson Riddle Orchestra and a new Nat King Cole “Wild Is
Love.” Jackie Gleason comes along with “Music Martinis and Memories.”

Decca starts the New Year by releasing Johnny Burnette’s American hit,

“You’re Sixteen” on the London label. Johnny is expected to tour the country
later in the year with Roy Orbison. Also on London comes America’s No. 1
version of “Pepe” by Duane Eddy. Pianist Ronnie Aldrich produces an entirely
different sound with his waxing of the number on Decca. Following Ronnie’s
success in America via a London LP made by Decca expressly for the U.S.
market, the company plans a “Stereo Spectacular” piano album for early
release both here and in the States. Britain’s Billy Fury has a new single out on
Decca, “A Thousand Stars.” Billy tops the bill in the new Larry Parnes road
show scheduled for a nation wide tour starting 16th February.

The second All-American Rock Spectacular to be staged by the Lee Gordon

office is scheduled for later this month. The show will star Bobby Rydell,

Brenda Lee, Duane Eddy, Chubby Checker and Oliver Cool. It will be the sec-

ond Australian visit for both Rydell and Eddy, and the first visit for the other

three stars. The show will play the following cities; Adelaide, January 23;

Melbourne, January 24 & 25; Brisbane, January 26; Sydney, January 27 & 28.

Each artist on the bill has a current hit disk doing well. Rydell is making
noise with his revival of “Sway”; Brenda Lee, who should be a real knockout

with our audiences, has “I Want To Be Wanted” and “Rockin’ Around The

Xmas Tree,” both doing well; Eddy, always a popular attraction in this coun-

try, is well up on hit parades with “Peter Gunn”; Checker is getting off-the-

ground with “The Hucklebuck”; and Oliver Cool is a big hit with “Oliver Cool.”

Overall, this is one of the hottest packages to visit this country, and the

tour should turn out to be a great success. All details of the show are being

handled by Alan Heffernan, who at the request of Lee Gordon, is handling all

Lee’s affairs while Lee is visiting Honolulu and the west coast of the United

States. It is believed that Gordon’s present American visit could culminate in

the signing of some of the biggest American names to tour Australia later

this year.

The APRA Bulletin for December, 1960 reports that “Eula Parker has re-

ceived the largest single payment APRA has ever made to a composer for TV
and radio performances of her song “The Village Of St. Bernadette” in Amer-
ica during 1959.

Most record companies and music publishers are back in business again at

the conclusion of the annual Xmas/Summer vacation. Fii’st record releases for

1961 are now out and there is an exciting air of confidence throughout the en-

tire trade that 1961 will again see the record and music industry making great

headway. There is plenty of room for expansion, and the time is right for an
all-out drive by the trade to further popularize recorded music as a major
means of good family entertainment. No other entertainment form offers such

a tremendous choice of material by the world’s most talented artists, and there

is a complete freedom of choice and self selection that cannot be offered by
other forms of entertainment. The record industry is unique in the world today
and every advantage should be taken of this fact.

It’s on again! Strong rumors are again circulating to the effect that Elvis

will visit Australia soon for a tour. These stories have been doing the rounds
for a number of years now but rarely have they been so strong and free as

right now. I know a few people who would like to have shares in the show that

will star Elvis if and when he decides to come here. What’s the score Colonel?

RCA records has released its Roger Miller single of “You Don’t Want My
Love.” This could become a very big record in this area. Both the Miller and
the Andy Williams’ versions are catching plenty of air-play.

Darrell Miley, former program director of the Victorian division of the
Australian Broadcasting Commission, has been appointed to the new post of

Federal Director of Entertainment Programs of the ABC. Darrell’s new office

will be in Sydney, national headquarters of the Commission, which is the
Government operated network.

An unusual luncheon party was held in Brisbane recently when leading disk
jockeys entertained record company representatives. Among the hosts were
Bill Gates, Bill O’Brien, Johnny James and Geoff Atkinson; the guests in-

cluded Ron Caves (EMI), Colin Hopgood (ARC), John Ungerer (Festival),
Dave McKenna (Mercury) and Ron Jarrett (RCA). A similar function took
place in Melbourne when radio station 3DB entertained record company execu-
tives at lunch.

Jonathan Daly, of the popular American team of Delo & Daly, is now on his

way back to Australia to take up a position as a producer/director with GTV-9
in Melbourne. Delo & Daly were by far the most popular of all imported acts
that Channel Nine has brought to this country.

The Oscar Petersen Trio will return to Australia within the next few weeks
to play a short return season at “The Embers.” They will also give a concert
and are set to star in some television spectaculars.

Great joy in the W & G camp over the top-notch reviews the diskery’s al-

bum, “Hymns Of The Catholic Church,” received from American trade papers.
The album was released recently by ABC-Paramount. It is also set for release
in England by Decca Records.

THE FIVE BEST SELLING TUNES ON RECORDS

Last week marked the return of Edith Piaf to the music hall stage in Paris,
with a television appearance and an “avant-premiere” performance at Ver-
sailles’ Cyrano Theatre to whip her show into shape. All our best wishes to
Edith! How we regret that this grand artist could not take time off for a
complete rest after the grave illness from which she has just recovered. As
Edith puts it, she must start from scratch, having sold her estate at Conde-
sur-Vaigres in order to live during the past few months. And “bravo” for one
of the few friends who stood by her during the darkest days, her agent, Barrie.
Let’s hope that Edith’s tremendous talent and her great experience will pro-
vide the strength necessary to carry on and to give us new hits like her latest
“Non, Je Ne Regrette Rien.”

Songwriter Rivegauche made his debut on the same program with Piaf.
Paola,makes her return also—to the Bobino Music Hall. Since her success with
“Si T’ As Ete a Tahiti” she has been marking time and perhaps this is the
signal for a new take-off such as singer John William has found with “Le Bleu
De L’ete” (“Green Leaves of Summer”) on the same Bobino program.

Colin of Robbins Music tells us that Daniele Darrieux (Pathe) will record
“Laura.” Daniele, on the look-out for a hit, is trying the “classics.”

Jacques Plante reports that the title of the French adaptation of “That’s
How Much” is “Multiplie par un million.” After Gillian Hills (Barclay), Linel
will wax the tune for Ricordi.

Madame Breton has postponed her trip to the U.S. and will not make the
crossing until the end of March. Meanwhile, she is taking time off for winter
sports at Gstadt, accompanied by EMI A&R man Michel Glotz and singer Gil-
bert Becaud. For the latter, after “Tete De Bois” let’s hope there will be no
“Jambe De Bois.” Madame Breton leaves everything in order for the next re-
cording session of J. J. Debout who will cut “Je Ne Te Dis Pas,” by Valade,
and two songs by Henri Salvador and the late Boris Vian whose titles she re-
fuses to divulge.

Claude Goaty (Vogue) will record “Faisons Un Reve” by Lavigny and “Les
Soldats” by Trenet, both from the Breton files. Madame Breton has shown her
belief in the talent of R. Asso by buying the rights to “Ma Chanson Lon-Lon-
Lon-Laine” which Colette Renard (Vogue) will wax at her next session.

Micheline Rimalde (Ricordi) has included “La Sirene Des Bateaux” by Dimay
in the list of her next record releases.

Chappell publishers is primed for a hit with “Annette, Brigitte & Cie.”, which
is keeping the radio waves humming! John William has added “Summertime,”
and the new tune, “Adieu Mamma” by Norl Roux, to his growing repertoire.

Big promotion campaign by Roquieres underway on the music from “Exodus.”
Raymond Lefevre and Emil Stern have recorded it already for the Barclay
label. Franck Pourcel (Pathe) has recorded Eddy Marnay’s arrangement which
will probably keep the original title.

Radio Luxembourg is plugging Miguel Carmela’s records and especially Guy
Bertret’s adaptation of “Castillana.”

A. Ferrerri (Vogue publications) continues to bet on the writing team, Al-

stone & Tabet, and it’s Petula Clarke who will wax their song, “Tapis Volant.”
The popular singer will also record, but this time in her native language, the

English version of the German tune, “Sailor.”

Caught a glimpse of Vogue’s President, Leon Cabat, not too tired from his

fox-hunting, but teaming with new ideas. . . . His next releases—“Gonzo” by
Booker and “Cry, Cry, Cry” by Bland. And since Johnny Halliday’s “Killiwatch”

seems off to a rousing start, he’s organizing a rock ’n roll show for Johnny
with the help of radio and television. The international touch will be supplied

by English singer Ford and Italian rock ’n roller A. Celentabo.

Not much news from Pathe-Marconi unless it’s the lightening climb of “Non
Je Ne Regrette Rien,” whose entire success is due to Piaf and to publisher Phil

Boutet (Editions Eddie Barclay).

Separated from Bourvil, Pierette Bruno will record from the Chappell song
roster, “Dent De Lait.”

Back from his trip to the U.S., Phil Boutet has brought “Pepe” from Man-
hattan Music, which Dalida will wax in both French and German. Her next
studio date will include “Ciao Ciao, Mon Amour,” French version of “Angel of

Love” adapted by G. Garvarentz. Phil also got from Manhattan the rights to

“Sound Off.” Barclay will release the Jamie Records interpretation by Titus

Turner.

Charles Aznavour is being held over at the Alhambra and for anybody who
knows Madame Bretteaux, this means his singing stint there is a real triumph.
Eddie Barclay reports that his label sold 12,000 EP’s of Aznavour’s “Je Me
Voyais Deja” during the first week of issue. Les Barclay are waxing for the

export trade “Les Trois douches” and “La Vie En Rose.” Jean Phillipe (Bar-

clay) ought to find the hit he needs with “Makin’ Whoopee.”

Max Marino (Fontana) is readying for release “Pizza Party” and Claude
Vega has his first record for the same firm on the shelves. Henri Salvador
(Barclay) says his latest tune is “Vole, Vole, Mon Amour.” Rene Lebas will do
“Timango.” Talented pianist Ingrid Haller plans a new Mozart release. In the

King of Jazz series, “Wild Bill Davis at Birdland” will soon reach the market,
as well as the latest recording by Carmela and her Latin-American songs
(accompanied by Paco Ibanez).

Philips announces Juliette Greco’s departure for a tour of Japan. Maya Casa-
bianca’s “Puerta Del Sol” is chalking up sales and Les Freres Jacques will

appear on a 1-hour television show this week. The latest Philips “Realite’s” re-

lease, “Sur Le Blue,” is excellent.

Eddie Barclay has just signed an agreement with the German firm, Ariola,
for French rights to the recordings of Jan & Kjeld (“The Banjo Boys”). Their
next releases—“A Tisket, A Tasket” and “Sweet Sue.”
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GERMANY
Although our yearly report showed a decline in the singles market in Ger-

many, the record industry has kept its chin up and reports that 1960 was not
quite as bad as it was cracked up to be. Here’s a general report on the outlook
for ’61 and a review of the past year as given by the record firms themselves.
Amadeo, a small label, reports an increase in its distribution facilities and

an increase in classical sales.
The Austrian-based Austroton label had its first big German hit in ’60 with

“Hilo March” which gave its singles a 30% boost over ’59. Another new and
small firm, Bella Musica, started production in ’60 and is still in business.
They had one medium hit, and sales in juke boxes were very good.
A new firm with a well known distributor came into being in ’60. The dis-

tributing organization, Plotz and Co., in Bremen gave up its connection with
Storyville-Sonet-Roulette, and took on the French label Vogue and the top
English mark Pye. The new firm is called Deutsche Vogue Schallplatten GmbH.
Although starting in late fall, the firm increased publicity and distribution
greatly in preparation for ’61 with an eye to greater sales on imported package
merchandise.

Staying alphabetic, here’s the first of the big labels. Electrola located in
Cologne handles such labels as Capitol, Mercury, ABC-Paramount, etc. as well
as a large and good German production.

Electrola reports a great increase in the sale of 12" LP’s and a great increase
in the sale of classical music. As reported, singles moved into the million, %
million, 200,000 class or just didn’t move at all. There was 12% more production
in the first 9 months of ’60 compared to ’59, and classical music rose in sales
some 36%.

Metronome, a Scandinavian based mark, with large offices in Hamburg, and
a look to big sales in this bigger market increased business by 30% in ’60.

Although losing the Pye-Nixa mark, Metronome picked up Storyville-Sonet
from Denmark, the new Adano mark with two top German producers at the
helm turning out the production, and its top producer Charly Schmitz has
turned out some fine products especially the Siw Malmkvist covers of Connie
Francis, which have done top business. ’61 will show an increase in the number
of self owned distributors and salesmen, and a greater emphasis on the pop
and jazz market in Germany. All in all, 1961 looks like the best year ever for
Metronome.

Philips, which handles the Columbia label from America and the newly
formed Broadway mark from Peter Schaeffers as well as a large production
of its own, is certainly also considered one of the major labels. ’60 looked just
about like it did for Electrola. Increase in classical and all LP sales, and a
comeback for pop sales to the extent of 43% mainly on the strength of top
hits by Heidi Bruhl and Leo Leandros. Philips has had a thorough reorganiza-
tion of their distribution organization and has added extra promotion help.
’61 looks bright for Philips too!

Polydor which handles American Decca-Coral-Brunswick as well as Cadence
MGM and a few smaller lines has the biggest German production of any firm
and the biggest sales on pop material at present. Same report. Increased LP
and EP sales, and big single hits headed by American toppers “Sailor-Lolita,
“Wonderland By Night”-Bert Kaempfert and others. With a new distribution
organization formed under the control of the record firm instead of its parent
company, Siemens, ’61 looks like a bigger and better year for that firm too.

Staying with the majors, Teldec handles the large group of foreign dis-

tributed London records, RCA Victor and its own nroduction for Telefunken-
Decca. Top stars such as Caterina Valente-Vico Torriani-Elvis Presley, etc.

paved the way for a good ’60, and stronger production with an emphasis on the
pop market and stronger distribution should pave the way for a top ’61.

The infant of the majors, Ariola, held its first national talent contest, has
organized hundreds of clubs for youth, held contests and sales campaigns and
in general, grown several feet in their try for the top of the heap here. Ariola
handles the Top Rank lines, Palette, and a few smaller labels, encourages indie
producers to produce masters for its label (it’s the only firm that does so) and
has a top production team of its own headed by hit maker Helmut Jantsch
headquartered in Munich. Good outlook ahead for Ariola.
Two warehouse firms that do cover work on hits, Starlet and Tempo records,

both report increased radio play on their products and therefore better sales.

Let’s evaluate all this optimism and see what we have. In general, the
new smaller firms were able to gain a stronger foothold in the market. The
large firms still lead the way but the division of top hits was greater than
in the last pair of years. With a strong close of sales in ’60 and a stronger
realization of competition for top selling products, ’61 should show a great
increase over its preceding year. There were more million sellers and more
flops than ever before, and ’61 shows no tendency for a change in that.
Next week, back to the local news of Germany.

tion. Caterina Valente and Edmundo Ros are two hitmakers together on one

longplayer! The South American repertoire of this LP consists of such tunes

as “Frenesi,” “Estrellita Del Sur,” “Saudades Da Bahia,” “Baiao,” “Canto
Karabali,” etc. This twelve-incher is sure to be a winner. Decca has released a

kind of an annual report on pops: “Top Hits 1960/1961.” Stars like Caterina

Valente, Vico Torriani, Billy Mo and the Club Honolulu are heard on 10 inch LP.

Christmas sales were quite satisfactory at Bovema-Gramophone house

with Frank Sinatra, Connie Francis, Everly Brothers, Conny Froboess, Johnny
Otis and Cliff Richard among the highest figures.

Lale Andersen’s “Ein Schiff Wird Kommen” was one of Bovema’s His Mas-
ter’s Voice—highlights during the last weeks of 1960. The Jules Dassin film,

“Never On Sunday”—the title song of which has been released by Imperial’s

teenage star Lydia—still attracts big crowds.

In 1959 there was a big Dutch national hit called “Ik Sta Op Wacht” (I’m 1

Standing Guard). Music publishers Basart now hope to have the 1961 equal of
I

this song in “Wij Zwaaien Af” (Released From The Army). Joop de Knegt »

(Philips) and Co Hagendoorn (Polydor) rushed a release of the song and the

first week showed sales in the thousands. Basart also has a hit on its hands
,

with “Einen Ring Mit Zwei Blutroten Steinen,” Caterina Valente’s chartmaker.

There is a Dutch version by Liana on the Fontana-label which is doing very
, ]

well. Essex-Holland (Basart) has the Dutch rights to the English Sophia

Loren/Peter Sellers success, “Goodness Gracious Me.” There is a lot of promo-
tion being done for the song, which appeals to the Dutch taste.

More news about Basart this week: This music publishing firm has taken

over the Dutch exploitation of Keith Prowse-London in Holland. The Keith

Prowse catalog is still one of the most powerful English properties, containing

the Warsaw Concerto and many other valuable copyrights. In order to obtain

an active promotion of its complete catalog, Mills Music, New York-London,
(

has set up its own company in Holland. Basart will run the Mills Corp. in Hol-

land. ,

The motion picture “The Apartment” is having an enormous success in Hol-

land. The same goes for the soundtrack recording, which is in the January 1st

release of L. C. Phonogram (London-label). There seems to be a Pat Boone

boom again in the low countries. Pat’s “Moonglow” LP is selling like hot cakes.

Billy Vaughn is riding the charts again with his London 12 incher “Look For A
Star.”

Pick of the L. C. Phonogram releases this week: “Perfidia” by The Ventures
(

(London), “Wenn Der Weisse Flieder Wieder Bluht” (in Dixieland-style) by

the Danish jazzband Kardinalerne, “Ramona,” sung in German by The Blue

Diamonds; a Little Richard EP record; “Wenn Die Elisabeth” by Billy Mo
(Decca); the Judy Garland LP, “A Star Is Born”; a series of 12" jazz record-

ings on the Philips label entitled “Giant Jazz Gallery”; and the Johnny Horton

recording of “North To Alaska” (London).

Frank Visser, Bovema’s MGM label manager, told The Cash Box that tre-

mendous sales results have been reached with both LP’s and singles of Connie -

Francis, Conway Twitty, Bing & Satchmo, Hank Williams, Robert Stolz, Andre
Previn and the “Subterraneans”—soundtrack. The tremendous quality of Ray

j

Ellis' LP, “The Big Voices, The Big Songs, The Big Sounds,” is another lift for

the rising MGM prestige in the Dutch record-market. In January 1961, the

label starts its activities with the production of a series of jazz-EP’s with

tracks by Charlie Shavers, Earl Hines, Gerry Mulligan, Sarah Vaughan, Sonny
Rollins and others.

Pathe-France, is concentrating on high level entertainment with chansons, K
musette, dance and folkmusic. This policy also reflects to the Dutch Pathe-pro-

duction with releases of Toni Volare and the Ad v.d. Hoed Quartet. There’s a

strong extension of the repertoire and good technical quality.
i

The sales staff of L. C. Phonogram recently held its annual dinner at the

famous Hotel Bouwes at Zandvoort by the Sea. On this informal meeting it was
Coen Solleveld who said goodbye to all the reps and sales people. Theo v.d.Meer

took the stand and said he would continue the sales boosting efforts of Solleveld.

A lot of approval and enthusiasm is aroused in Dutch^ dealer-circles by
Bovema’s newest presentation “Gramophone house-Flitsen,” especially edited

as a service and inside-information for Bovema’s many clients everywhere in

the country.

Will Tura, Belgian’s number one teenage singer, is in the Belgian army but

he is still making records. His very newest Palette-recording, “Zwart, Geel,

Rood” (Black, Yellow, Red, the national tricolor) is the Flemish version of

“Green And White” by Van Strickland. The latest recordings by popular Los

Poco Locos, “Nena” and “Silba Juana,” are issued now in France too. Palette

recording artists The Cousins are conquering Belgium by storm with its hit

version of “Kili Watch.” Johnny Halliday and Bob Azzam also recorded the

tune.

Bobbejaan Schoepen has a new best seller on the Decca label: “Grijze Haren”
and “Ver Van Huis.” Bobbejaan returned from Germany, where he made an-

other triumphant tour.

SWEDEN

Karl Niren of Karusell-Joker Records off for a short visit to Oslo. Early in

January, Niren plans to visit the U.S. on a combined biz and vacation trip.

The new song by Evert Taube, “Sa Lange Skutan Kan Ga” (As Long As
The Ship Will Sail) was recorded by Gunnar Thim for Artist and released

within 20 hours after the first presentation of the song. Thim was singing

with the orchestra led by Peter Nielsen. The same Nielsen is one of the solo-

ists with The Travellers, an instrumental group which cut the TV-theme “Bo-

nanza” for Artist. This recording has become a top bestseller here in very

short time—but until now nobody has known anything about the artists. Most
people believed it was an American recording obtained for Sweden by Artist,

a label handled by Nordiska Musikforlaget, which also handles Everest in

Sweden.

Since Elvis Presley’s “It’s Now Or Never” passed the 100,000 mark in Sweden
shortly before Christmas last year, the RCA record became one of Sweden’s

top sellers during 1960. Sture Wahlberg of RCA told The Cash Box that this

^ record might very well become Elvis’ biggest best seller in Sweden, as the

sale still continues almost “as big as before.”

Lill-Babs’ recording of the Swedish song “Klas-Goran” sold 112,000 copies,

according to a recently published statistic. This Swedish song also was a top

seller in Denmark, Norway and Finland last year. EMI of Scandinavia has

taken over the distribution of the American label, Riverside at New Year.

Ehrling & Lofvenholm has published the Danish song “Det Er Karlighed”
in Sweden. The song was composed by Bjarne Hoyer with lyrics by Knud
Pheiffer with Swedish lyric by Sven Paddock.

NORWAY

A just published hit parade of 1960 shows that “Marina” with Rocco Granata

/ on Cupol was the top selling record in Norway in 1960. Second came “He’ll

Have To Go” with Jim Reeves and “Everybody’s Somebody’s Fool” with Connie
Francis third. Among the artists, Elvis Presley topped the list with seven
records on the carts during the year, with Rocco Granata with two records

and Jim Reeves, also two, at second and third. Among the most sold records,

the first domestic song on the list, “Voi Voi,” appeared in the 25th spot.

Figures for the total record production in Italy during 1959 were disclosed

recently, a full year after the end of the period. The above graph compares
1959 and 1958 production figures. The following chart indicates percentage
production for each type of record. The figures were compiled by Mr. Frachetti,

secretary of IFPI Italiano, a market survey firm, and have appeared in the

Italian music magazine, Musica E Dischi.

Harold Lipsius, well known lawyer in Philadelphia specializing in the field of
music rights, visited the Italian record industry in Milan. Lipsius, who is work-
ing for Jamie-Guyden Records, headed by Harry Finfer, was in Milan after
Christmas and was introduced to Mr. Gurtler of Gurtler-SAAR. Mr. Casetta
of Bluebell, Mr. Giannini of C.G.D. and Mr. Matalon, manager of Mina, by The
Cash Box Italian rep. They discussed and studied the possibilities of getting
some matrix to release in the States. Of course, Lipsius did not miss paying a
visit to Mr. Tosi of English Decca, which represents Finfer’s lines in Italy.

Lipsius came to Milan at the end of his long European trip. He will stop in

Paris and then fly back to Philadelphia.
Tony Dallara, recording for Gurtler, will sing the new tune, “Un Uomo Vivo”

(An Alive Man), penned by Gino Paoli, author of the number one song on the
chai’t, “II Cielo In Una Stanza,” at San Remo. Mina will possibly sing “Le Mille
Bolle Blue” (One Thousand Blue Bubbles) by Carlo Alberto Rossi. Both are
strong numbers. Another song to remember, as the public will surely like it, is

“Patatina,” by Gianni Meccia.
After successfully releasing Gianni Meccia and Nico Fidenco, RCA Italiana

is trying to launch Maria Monti on our record market. The latest of a series of

her recordings on RCA Camden presents “La Mosca” (The Fly), lyrics by her-

self and music by Gino Paoli.

Discoteca, a new monthly record magazine, has come out in Rome, directed

by William Weaver. It is devoted mainly to classical and opera repertoire.

Weaver was in Rome during the war with the American Army and found the

city so nice that in 1947 decided to settle there. He is a journalist specializing

in classical music. Weaver has asked the cooperation of Mr. De Micheli to pub-

lish The Cash Box charts in Discoteca.

A New York distributor with a reputation for

constantly pursuing new ways and means of im- -

proving his business, which happens to be the sale

of Seeburg phonographs, recently followed another

tack and decided that any help given an operator

in the conduct of his business would indirectly re-

sult in greater sales volume for his firm, assuming
that a portion of increased operator profits would
ultimately be used for the purchase of additional

phonographs. Meyer Parkoff, the Seeburg distrib-

utor referred to here, arranged an operator forum
and invited three guest speakers from the account-

ing, finance and credit fields.

The session was to be held in the evening, all

operators were invited to hear the lectures which*,

would be followed by question and answer periods, f
and the discussions would center around the direct

application of these three fields to the operating

business.

Pointers During Atlantic Op Forum

NEW YORK—Operators from the

vised last week on methods of using
depreciation for further expansion,
how to use tax free dollars to buy ad-
ditional equipment, and proper utili-

zation of the Psuedo Corporation tax
laws designed to permit small busi-

viduals. All of this information was
imparted to coinmen during Atlantic
New York Corporation’s second Op-
erator Forum which was held in the
Seeburg distributor’s showrooms
Thursday evening, January 5.

Sixty-five operators attended the
session which featured two guest
speakers from the business world

Joseph Klein, CPA and President of

Klein and Zeigler, local accounting
firm; and Albert Fein, former Com-
missioner of Investigation for the
State Liquor Authority.

Boston, flew down for the event.
Meyer Parkoff, Atlantic head, ar-
ranged the session and sponsored the
evening’s activities which started
with refreshments. Parkoff originally
planned on presenting three separate
forums. Last week’s meeting was the
second such forum. He advised that a
third Operator Forum was being-

planned on ways and means of pro-
moting within the location. Date of
this meet is to be announced.
The session resulted in heated dis-

cussion for the better part of the eve-
ning and left the coinmen talking de-

preciation, taxes, expansion and con-
tracts, when they left. Klein, in dis-

cussing the benefits of certain tax
procedures, explained the Psuedo Cor-
poration tax laws and presented a
clear picture of what a small busi-
nessman can do under the present tax
set-up. He went into the subject of
depreciation and presented examples
of how tax free dollars can be used
by operators to improve present
routes. Klein also discussed corpora-
tion insurance benefits and proper use
of specific laws permitting business-
men advantages of corporation insur-
ance with benefits of individual poli-

cies.

Fein, who has spent many years
with the State Liquor Authority, sug-
gested that operators organize and
meet regularly with SLA representa-
tives to discuss their problems. He
also advised the coinmen to look into
the possibilities of strengthening pres-
ent location contracts so that the lo-

cation owner receives more protection
but also places the operator in a more
substantial position to issue loans to
locations and conduct business on a
more secure level. Questions and an-
swers were a part of the evening long
session.

Parkoff, analyzing the results of
the first two forums advised that
should operator interest continue at a
high peak, future forums will be pre-
sented. The first meeting embraced
basic business practices, last week’s
session included business relations in-

sofar as taxes and insurance are con-
cerned. The third forum is expected to
include the actual relationship with
the location owner via promotion
ideas designed to be mutually bene-
ficial.

Seeburg To Distribute Spoken Word LP Via 33 Singles
NEW YORK—It appears as if spo-

ken word LP comedians will continue
making sales progress during 1961
after making 1960 THE year for suc-

cessful LP sales on such spoken word
comedy efforts by Shelley Berman,
Woody Woodbury, Lenny Bruce, Mort
Sahl, Bob Newhart, and others, many
of whom have enjoyed not only one
but several big-sellers as indicated
even on this week’s Top Selling Album
Charts.
As reported last week by Seeburg’s

Arnold Silverman, sales promotion
manager, the firm has contracted with
Ember Records to use the recording
firm’s current spoken word LP, “The
Humorous World Of Justin Wilson,”
newest of the comedy disks but one
that shows signs of succeeding in the
footsteps of the established comics
mentioned earlier.

Silverman, constantly in search of

LP material for use on Seeburg juke
boxes via the phono manufacturer’s
current 33 single campaign, came
upon the Ember LP after hearing
sales reports and comments from vari-

ous Seeburg distributors, with whom
he is in contact every week.

“H. A. Franz called me from Dal-
las,” stated Silverman last week after
signing with Ember Records to have
the 12" disks pressed in packages of
five 7" singles for juke box program-
ming at 33 rpm, “and asked if we had
any intentions of programming spo-
ken word LP’s in view of the success
they’ve been having. He mentioned
that the Justin Wilson LP was sell-

ing very well in his vicinity and sug-

gested we look into the possibilities of

using it on the Seeburg ’61 phonos.

Other areas of the country indicated
the same feeling. We thought it was
a good idea, and we set a mutually
satisfactory delivery date with Ember
Records for delivery of the disks to
our Seeburg distributors.” Delivery is
expected in one week.

years of operating vast vending routes in the Philly area.
