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In its first year of operation, the Aniy-Mala diskery provided the industry with a numher of hit records including “The Madison" hy Al Brown.
‘“Yogi” hy the Ivy Three, “Satisfied" hy the Cashmeres and its most recent hit which the company brass examines above, “Ghost Riders" by the

Ramrods. The Amy-Mala exees are: (I. to r. ) Al Massler, pres., Arthur Yale, v-p; Buddy Smith, A & R head; and Jack Fine, nat'l promo topper.

Massler is also heafi of the Stereoeraft label, the Bell label and the Bestway Record Pressing operation at which the above photo was taken.
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As the next MOA Convention
nears (May 15-17 at the Deauville

Hotel in 3Iianii) attention is once
again called to the record indus-

try’s neglect of the juke box opera-

tor as an important source of in-

come.
During the past five years, the

record industry has made tremen-
dous strides in merchandising tech-

nitjues, but almost none of these

has been directed at increasing

sales in the juke box area. Manu-
facturers are continually seeking
new methods to make their album
and single product more attractive

at the retail and rack jobber level.

Albums covers have become an
art. Fold open covers, photo al-

bums of artists in an LP, die cut

jackets, etc., have been among the

major improvements designed to

make an LP more attractive to the

consumer. Fliers, browser boxes,

easels, discounts and a chain of

other aides have been designed to

assist the retailer in the LP depart-

ment. In the singles field, four

color sleeves have become a com-
mon aid for dealers and racks.

But what has been done to in-

crease sales to the juke boxes? Al-

most nothing! A few of the majors

have assisted by cooperating with

Seeburg in the company’s venture

to promote 33 rpm singles. But
that’s about all. For the operator,

the record manufacturers have
done nothing.

When one considers that there

are approximately 500,000 juke
boxes in operation, it is obvious
that more inventiveness should be
forthcoming from the record man-
ufacturer. Especially in a soft sin-

gles market when a sale of just one
record for each juke box would re-

sult in a tremendous hit by today’s

standards.

According to reports we have
heard from many manufacturers a

good number of the top ten records

that have been in the charmed cir-

cle during the past six months have
not topped the half million sales

mark. This clearly means that there

are a tremendous number of juke

boxes around the country which do
not even feature the top ten records

of the day. Of course, this is a gi*eat

loss in potential income for the op-

erator. But it also means a great

loss for the record manufacturer.

Wlien there is nothing done to

inspire the busy operator to keep
new, fresh, coin attracting records

in his boxes, it is just too easy for

him to relax with oldies and stale

records. The record industry must
fight this lethargy, especially in to-

day’s single market.

Future promotions and mer-
chandising thoughts must not lose

sight of the all important juke box
operator.

HOLLYWOOD—Under a reorgpiza-
tion of existing personnel within the

artists and repertoire division of

Capitol Records, Capitol A&R pro-

ducers will henceforth specialize in

either the album or single record

fields, it was announced today by Alan
W. Livingston, CRI vice president for

creative services and A&R division

head.
According to Livingston, the re-

alignment of A&R responsibilities is

designed to make single record and
album production two independent,
self-supporting operations.

“We feel that a basic division of

single record and album responsibili-

ties is essential to a successful A&R
operation in today’s market,” Liv-

ingston said. “Singles and albums are

two very different products designed
for two very different markets.
Therefore, it is our intention to op-

erate, in effect, two different A&R
staffs, each independent of the other,

each self-supporting. Naturally, there
will be some crossover—a number of

producers now handle artists who have
been equally successful in both the
album and single record fields. How-
ever, our fundamental policy will be
to handle the two product lines as
though they were two different busi-

nesses—which, in many ways, they
are.”
Under the new organization, Voyle

Gilmore, fifteen year Capitol veteran,
will continue to head single record

A&R activities. Gilmore, who was
named director of singles A&R last

October, is respoTisible for overall

singles administration and establish-

ment of all single record release dates.

Completing the singles A&R group

will be producers Lee Gillette, Ken
Nelson and Nick Venet. According to

Livingston, all four men “will confine
their activities primarily to single

records, being responsible for the
creative decisions behind the produc-
tion and release of all Capitol singles.

We are taking immediate steps to in-

form publishers and other interested
parties that these are the men to
whom promising singles material
should be directed.”

Livingston stated that Gilmore will
continue to report to Joseph Csida,
Capitol Vice President for eastern
operations, who since last August has
exercised executive control over Cap-
itol’s entire singles program. In this
phase of his activities, Csida in turn
is responsible to Livingston.

Livingston also announced that
Dave Cavanaugh has been named ex-
ecutive' producer in charge of popular
album production. According to Liv-
ingston, Cavanaugh will continue to
be responsible to the A&R depart-
ment’s album planning committee, of
which he is a member.
The remainder of Capitol’s A&R

staff will be concerned primarily with
albums, Livingston said. Included are
producers Dave Dexter, Tom Morgan,
Bill Miller, Paul Wyatt, Curly Walter,

Ed Yelin, Kent Larson, Dick Jones
and Andy Wiswell.

Recession Affected Disk Biz,

RIAA Says In Annual Report

Association To Offer Expanded Services In '61

NEW YORK—Although the final fig-

ures have not yet been compiled, the

record industry appears to have been

affected by the economic recession of

1960. This statement was part of the

Record Industry Association of Amer-
ica’s (RIAA) annual report an-

nounced last week to the Board of

Directors and the press at a luncheon

held at the Hotel Plaza in New York.

The report, covering the ninth year

of RIAA’s operation, indicates that

at best, 19G0’s figures will end up on

a par with 1959’s. The collection of

excise taxes reported by the Internal

Revenue Service for the last of

1960—excise taxes collected for each

quarter being reflective of factory

sales for the preceding quarter—indi-

cates that sales were up slightly in

the first nine months of 1960. How-
ever, the figures also indicate that

sales began dropping below 1959 levels

in both the second and third quarters.

It is probable, therefore, that if fourth

quarter sales also fell below 1959

levels, the totals for the year would

be lower than the $230,520,000 in fac-

tory sales ($484,000,000 at retail list)

of records during 1959.

A bright spot was noted, however,

in the fact that approximately 26%
of all long playing records sold last

year were in stereo, compared with

approximately 20% in 1959. Also, that

more than 3,300,000 of a total of

4,500,000 phonographs sold at retail

in 1960 were stereo. In 1959, of a total

of 4,400,000 phonographs only 2,745,-

marketing committee devoted time to-

broadening and extending statistical

information collected and dissemi-'j]

nated by RIAA.

The report referred to the intensi-

fication of record counterfeiting and

the switch in stress by counterfeiters

from singles to albums. The RIAA
investigation into bootlegging re-

vealed that more than $20,000,000 of

bootleg records were sold in the past

year. The RIAA is continuing its in-

vestigations. Ernest S. Meyers, gen-

eral council, is attempting to get

stiifer federal penalties for counter-

feiters. He will try to get federal

legislation passed to consider boot-

legging a felony. Meyers is also seek-

ing state wide legislation. The RIAA
Board has appropriated additional

funds to continue this fight.

The RIAA’s legal committee is con-

sidering legal action against firms

making unauthorized tapes of records

for use in background music systems.

These firms do not obtain permission

for the use of these records and do not

pay royalties. The Association is also

trying to enlist the cooperation of the

State Department in eliminating un-

fair trade practices in foreign coun-

tries which prevent the export of

American products abroad.

Sam Fox Sues 20t'h Fox Films

NEW YORK—The Sam Fox Publish-
ing Company filed suit on March 15 in

the United States District Court of
New York against Twentieth-Century
Fox Film Corporation and National
Telefilm Associates, Inc. for alleged
infringement of its copyrights and
common law copyrights of musical
compositions which it had previously
licensed to Twentieth-Century for use
in synchronization with motion pic-

tures produced by it during the periods
of the license.

Sam Fox claims that after the ex-
piration of such licenses, Twentieth-
Century in turn granted exclusive
licenses to National Telefilm to tele-

cast motion pictures containing the
musical compositions which were ori-

ginally licensed to Twentieth-Century.
'The complaint charges that the grant
of a license to use musical composi-
tions for synchronization with motion
pictures does not give the producer of
such motion pictures the right to tele-

cast such pictures without the con-
sent of the owner of the copyrights
of the musical compositions.
The complaint further charges that

Twentieth-Century already has re-

ceived and contracted to receive from
National Telefilm over 10 million dol-
lars for the license to telecast motion
pictures, most of which contained Sam
Fox musical compositions.

6 Indicted On Charges Of Bootlegging

Sinatra-Mathis LP’s; Plead Not Guilty »!

NEW YORK—Six of thirteen men ar-

rested last Dec. on charges of trying
to bootleg Frank Sinatra and Johnny
Mathis LP’s were indicted here last

week (15) by a Kings County grand
jury. All six who were indicted pleaded
not guilty before Kings County Judge
Hyman Barshay and were freed in

$2,000 bail each. No trial date was set.

Seven others who were arrested had
the charges against them dismissed in

Brooklyn Felony Court after the
grand jury failed to indict them.
The six alleged bootleggers, who

are charged with conspiracy and vio-

lations of New York’s trademark
laws, were arrested in the early part
of Dec. as the result of simultaneous
police raids in Brooklyn and Utica. Ac-
cording to police, the ring was set to

unload hundreds of thousands of the
LP’s for holiday traffic in all parts
of the country, which could have re-

sulted in a net profit of over $1,000,-

000. Police said the ring was able to

produce an LP for 58 cents, planning
to sell them to dealers for $2, about
fifty cents less than the regular whole-
sale price. The LP’s involved were
Frank Sinatra’s “Nice ’N Easy” and
Johnny Mathis’ “Johnny’s Mood,”
which were allegedly bootlegged by
the ring via tape recordings of the
actual LP’s, and from which a master
was made for pressing in a Utica
plant.

a close working arrangement in these
areas.”
Telechrome and EMI/US will have

adjoining space at the National Asso-
ciation of Broadcasting (NAB) Con-
vention in Washington in May, and it

is expected that EMI equipment will

“Our research programs to improve

sound recording will also benefit by
the experienced staff of engineers that

we have assembled through this ac-

quisition.”

Fine Recording, a service organiza-

tion, already has two studios and a

theatre in New York which it uses

for the recording and production of

stereo records, motion picture scoring,

television commercials and video tape.

ighest Earnings In Dacca’s History,

Rackmil Reports To Stockholders
NEW YORK—In the annual report of

Decca Records Inc. for the calendar

year 1960, president Milton R. Rack-

mil has advised the stockholders that

operations resulted in the highest net

earnings in the company’s history,

substantially exceeding the previous

record year reached in 1956.

For the year 1960, Decca’s con-

solidated net income including its sub-

sid, Universal Pictures Co., Inc.,

amounted to $5,524,757, equal to $4.29

per share on 1,285,701 shares out-

standing in the hands of the public on
December 31, 1960. Such income for

1959 was $2,321,923, equal to $1.81

per share on the same number of

shares outstanding at the end of that

year.
Stockholders were informed that

earnings of the record division for the

year showed an improvement over the

results of 1959 even though, the re-

port noted, the intense competitive

situation in the industry and the up-

ward trend of cost is continuing. Vol-

ume in the last quarter of 1960 was
greater than in any other quarter of

the year and exceeded the figures for

1959.
In 1960, 209 albums were released

under the Decca, Coral, Brunswick and
Vocalion labels as compared to 310 in

1959 and 427 in 1958. The decrease is

due, the report said, to the company’s

policy of concentrating its efforts on

records with greater possibilities

which tend to keep cost down and re-

sult in equal or even higher sales.

Representation on the lists of best-

selling records by both long estab-

lished artists as well as younger

performers has been consistently good

throughout the year, the report said.

In commenting on Universal Pic-

tures Division, Rackmil said that

eaimings reached a new peak in Uni-

versal’s fiscal year ended October 29,

1960 and that its prestige has never

been higher among the top creative

talent in the motion picture industry

and exhibitor customers throughout

the world.

Rackmil stated that today’s motion

picture market is still highly selective

and that the Company plans to con-

tinue its successful policy of produc-

ing important pictures with built in

values of cast, story and talent.

Negro Population Figures

Significant To Record Biz

WASHINGTON, D.C.—In a prelim-
inary analysis of Negro population
figures in the 1960 census, the Census
Bureau disclosed that Negroes ac-
count for a majority of the popula-
tion of the nation’s capitol. In figures
released here last week, it was shown
that 53.9% of Washington’s 763,956
residents are Negroes.

The city with the largest Negro
population is New York, with 1,087,

931. Following New York are Chicago
with 812,637, Philadelphia with 529,-

240, Detroit with 482,223, Los An-
geles with 334,916 and Baltimore with
326,589. Washington is in sixth place.

In a list of the top twenty-five cit-

ies in the U.S., five, including Wash-
ington, had Negroes accounting for

more than one-third of the total pop-
ulation. They are: Atlanta, 38.3%;
Orleans, 37.2%; Memphis, 37%; and
Baltimore, 34.8%.

This information is significant to

the record business in that it enables
record manufacturers producing prod-
uct expressly for Negro audiences to

direct their product to those areas
where it w'ould receive the most re-

sponsive audience. It also explains
why certain records with a defined
rhythm & blues sound will sell more
copies in smaller cities with larger
Negro population than in large cities

with a relatively small Negro popula-
tion. For example, several top ten

hits have done better in Washington

and Baltimore than they have in Los

Angeles.

NORWAY
Jorg.-Fr. Ellertsen of Egil Monn Iversen A/S in Oslo told The Cash Box

that “I know there has been much [talk about] the local Norwegian Song
Festival this year, but we have not made any comments in the local press.
Since it also has received publicity abroad, we would like to point out some
details which might explain a few things.” Ellertsen mentioned that it was
Oivind Bergh and not Egil Monn Iversen who conducted the Orchestra during
the Festival, which I of course should have known before 1 wrote the column a
couple of weeks ago. Second, Ellertsen said that Egil Monn Iversen has been
at work writing arrangements for the Norwegian Radio during the last ten
years. Third, in the 1960 Festival the arrangements were written by a repre-
sentative for the rival company, Iversen & Frogh A/S (EMI in Norway), and
also in 1960, no artist from the Egil Monn Iversen Company appeared in the
local festival. This year, Norwegian Radio and TV Co. looked not only for
artists for the local Festival but for artists who would be free from other
engagements so they could go to Cannes and sing the winning song there
on March 18. With Norway a considerably small country and not too many
artists available it happened that those five who appeared were free to go to
Cannes. Ellertsen also wanted to point out that it was only two artists instead
of four that were contracted to Egil Monn Iversen A/S, Per Asplin and Solvi
Wang, while Nora Brockstedt and Svein Nielsen are under contract to A/S Nor-
Disc, the latter company has the same address as Egil Monn Iversen A/S,
but it is a company owned by Swedish Karusell and Metronome Records and
Egil Monn Iversen (one third of the stocks each). Ann-Kristin Molvig is under
contract to A/S Nera (RCA). As to the publishing side, Egil Monn Iversen
A/S published all songs appearing in the Festival also in 1960, and Ellertsen
said that he personally handled this department. However, there were no con-
tacts with any composers before the Festival took place, as their names were
not known until after the Festival. All publishers in Norway had their chance
to get the songs, particularly the winning song, since Egil Monn Iversen A/S
did not sign any contracts until three days after the Festival had taken place.
Egil Monn Iversen A/S made their first recordings of the songs on the same
day and actually, they had not recorded any of the songs before all other
record companies also had their chance to do so, if they wanted. In fact,
Ellertsen said, RCA presented a record with two of the Festival songs before
Egil Monn Iversen A/S.
“Sommer i Palma” (Summer in Palma), winning song in the Norwegian

Song Festival will be published in Sweden by Reuter & Reuter and in Denmark
by Mbrks Musicforlag. The other four songs in the Festival will be published
by Multitone in Sweden. Nora Brockstedt will record “Sommer i Palma” in
both Norwegian and Swedish.

Robertino, the famous Italian boy singer, has done a six days tour in Nor-
way, where interest in his records as well as his concerts has been very high.

’The Monn Keys, famous Norwegian vocal and instrumental group, con-
tracted for Berns Restaurant in Stockholm during May.

SWEDEN
Singer Owe Thbrnqvist signed a contract with Philips on March 9. The next

day Thbrnqvist left for the U.S., where he watched the heavy-weight fight
between Ingemar Johansson and Floyd Patterson. Thbrnqvist has been with
Metronome for several years.

Felix Stahl of Stockholms Musikproduktion reported that he is the Swedish
publisher of three of this year’s Eurovision Song Festival songs. They are “Are
You Sure” (the British entry), “A1 Di La” (Italian entry) and “September,
Gouden Roos” (Belgian entry). Stahl is also the Swedish puljlisher of “24 Mila
Baci” and “II Mare Nel Casetto” (second and third in the Italian Festival in
San Remo), “II Cielo in Una Stanza” and the film theme “Pepe.” Among the
artists who have recorded “A1 Di La” in Scandinavia are Lars Lbnndahl in
Sweden and Dario Campeotto in Denmark. On Wednesday, March 15, Stahl
left for Cannes.

Sonora will release its first LP around April 1. It will be an album with songs
sung and composed by Evert Taube, one of Sweden’s veteran poets. Bertil Boo
has made his first record for Telefunken after signing contract with this label.
The much discussed and long-awaited commercial radio station Radio Nord

has started operations. The station operates 24 hours a day, reports Jack S.
Kotschack, president of Radio Nord. According to Kotschack, Radio Nord is

planning another commercial station outside the Swedish west-coast to cover
the neighborhood of Gothenburg and great part of western Sweden. Already
from the start, several record companies are sponsoring the station.

Skandinavisk Grammophon A/S (EMI) has recorded “Godnat Lille Du”

(Goodnight Little You), one of the songs in the local Song Festival, with Otto
Brandenburg on Odeon. The song was sung in the Festival by Brandenburg, too.
New top record at Danish Best Sellers is “Apache” with Jorgen Ingmann on

Metronome. Coming up strong here is Ingmann’s recording of “Pepe,” this
week at No. 10 on the Best Sellers.

Decca A & R manager Dick Rowe, just recorded the theme music from the
successful film “Saturday Night And Sunday Morning” by The Cambridge
Strings for release in America. Composer Johnny Dankworth attended the ses-
sion. This follows Dick Rowe’s enormously successful recording of the theme
music from “The Tunes Of Glory” also by The Cambridge Strings and currently
a hit on The Cash Box Top 100.

‘Spectacular’ is the title of a new series comprising five LP’s released this

month by MGM specially designed to demonstrate the quality of hifi and
stereo recordings. The records available singly were produced by MGM’s A & R
executive Eddie Heller. The titles are “Spectacular Harps,” featuring top
Amei'ican harpist and composer of “Ebb Tide,” Robert Maxwell; “Spectacular
Brass” and “Spectacular Percussion” both arranged and conducted by Roger
King Mozian; “Spectacular Harmonicas” featuring eight top-flight virtuosi

with score arranged by Richard Hayman, former member of the Borrah Min-
nevitch Harmonica Rascals; “Spectacular Accordions” starring Charles Camil-
leri and his accordions and orchestra.

Still on the hifi stereo slant, English Decca this month makes a handsome
contribution with three new albums. One by Don Ralke “The Savage And the
Sensuous Bongos” an exciting collection of Afro-Cuban music. “Wild Percussion
and Horn’s A-Plenty” by Dick Schory with an impressive array of percussion-
ists and brass makes a worthy follow-up to his transatlantic hit “Music for
Bang Baa-Room and Harp.” Thirdly “The Sound Of Eight Hands on Pour
Pianos” by the Medallion Piano Quartet featuring twelve tracks including “I
Could Have Danced All Night,” “Ritual Fire Dance” and “Sabre Dance,” all

arranged by David Terry. TeiTy has introduced a special ‘stereophonic score’

into the recording studio which visualizes the stereo production of each sound.

Interdisc just became the first company in England to release a 33-1/3 rpm
single on the Riverside label. The disk, aimed primarily at the jazz market, is

Cannonball Adderly’s “African Waltz.” Following the latest American trend,
a spokesman for Interdisc said that unless it gets a lot of public opposition
they will issue further 33-1/3 rpm singles. Selling at the same price as the
45 rpm, it has the same playing time. If the record is successful and juke box
operators want it for their boxes Interdisc will manufacture a 45 rpm version
for them.

The “credit squeeze” economy measures introduced in Australia last year

by the Federal Government are beginning to show their effect in all forms of
busmess. The fact that workers are being laid off in some industries is having
a. depressing effect on some sections of the public with the result that there is

a slowing down in public spending. Luxury lines are always the first to be hit

on such occasions and records (classed as luxuries in this country) are starting
to feel the pinch. An unusual feature of the current situation is that the de-
cline in record sales is very marked in singles while the higher priced lines
(packaged goods) are more or less “marking time” in sales with no great
fluctuation either way. The record industry has for several years been handi-
capped by a 25% sales tax which goes to Government revenue; several times
the industry has appealed to the Government for a reduction in this heavy
sales tax but without result and now that the new economic policies are being
introduced there are fears that the sales tax may be increased.

Ferlin Husky is making one of his rare chart appearances in Australia with
his Capitol single of Bob Ferguson’s song “On Wings Of A Dove”; it enters
our top selling single list this week at No. 6 spot on its first week in. Over
the years, Husky has had a fairly good disk run in the United States but
“Wings Of A Dove” marks his biggest chart entry to date in this country.

After just a couple of weeks on the market, the Leedon label single of
“Johnny Guitar” by Lonnie Lee’s Leemen is already holding down No. 3 spot
on our national chart. It is one of a group of locally cut instrumentals that
are all making strong sales noise.

“One Last Kiss” from “Bye Bye Birdie” looks like a big hit in this country.
It is out on two singles, one by Crash Craddock (Coronet) and the other by
Bobby Vee (London). At this stage, the Craddock disk has the edge on the
Vee release. Craddock is one of the few American artists who seems to be a
hotter disk attraction in Australia than in his homeland the United States.
Craddock has had several smash singles here that did not go well in America
and his “One Last Kiss” is sure to carry this unusual trend a little further.
“Bye Bye Birdie” opened its Australian season in Melbourne to topnotch re-
views from the press.

One of the most popular new jazz groups in Australia is the Sydney based
Three Out Trio, consisting of Mike Nock (piano), Freddy Logan (bass) and
Chris Karan (drums). The boys recently did a guest spot on one of our leading
national TV shows, “Revue ’61.” “Move” is the title of the new Columbia
(EMI) album by the Three Out Trio, it features the group with a mixture of
originals and standards. Albums of this nature can do a lot for Australian jazz
overseas and this record should easily find an overseas market.

Radio station 2GB in Sydney (a member of the Macquarie Network) has
introduced a new program entitled “Big 60” based on the fundamental appeal
of human interest in that it is built round the “Big 60” artists. This format of
programming allows 2GB a wide repertoire of material because it provides for
the exposure of packaged goods, in addition to singles by the “Big 60” artists.

2GB launched the new idea amid a solid promotion campaign which included
station traders, newspaper and trade press ads and record dealer window
displays. The slogan used throughout the campaign is “2GB ‘Big 60’—The
People Who Make The Hits.” The station has completed arrangements for
20,000 “Big 60” charts to be distributed each week to all Sydney and suburban
record dealers. Credit for this programming goes to 2GB’s manager Des
Foster, who claims he is first with the idea—either in Australia or America.
It is expected that this programming method will soon be adopted by prominent
Macquarie Network stations in other States.

Jazz lovers are sure to give great support to the RCA-Camden album of
“The Real Fats Waller.” It’s a great package, featuring some of the best piano
work that Fats ever put down. Now that this package has been released in a
low-pi'iced range it is bound to win many friends.

On the other hand, there’s good news for Rex Gildo fans
n Holland. The popular (Jerman teenage star will visit Holland on the 6th and
1th of May on both Radio and TV. This was reported to us by Bovema’s label
manager of HMV, W. Voerman.
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ITALY
Mr. Ricordi just presented Umberto Bindi with a golden disk, which repre-

sents the 300,000th copy sold of “II Nostro Concerto” (Our Concerto), at a
party held at Terrazza Martini in Milan. Bindi is both composer and performer
of the hit tune, published by Artison while the recording belongs to Ricordi.
Bindi is currently the top singer-composer in Italy.

Alfredo Rossi (Ariston, Piazzetta Pattari 2, Milan), is considered to be the
Italian music publisher who issued the greatest number of hits penned by
Italian composers over the past year. The latest proof of the importance of
his catalog has been given by two world famous artists, Nat Cole and Dean
Martin. The former waxed the tune “Permettette Signorine” under the title

“Capuccino” (in Italy the song was brought to success by Nicola Arigliano on
VCM), while the latter recorded “Giuggiola” best known in Italy as the hit
version of Corrado Lojacono on Melodicon. But the series of Rossi’s success is

far longer. “II Nostro Concerto,” which was a smash here, has gotten 38 differ-
ent versions in Italy, while in France they upped it to 43. Gianni Meccia’s
composition, “H Pullover” is the latest from Rossi. The tune was just waxed
in German by Silvio Francesco Valente, brother of well known Caterina Va-
lente, who is a close friend of the publisher and often chooses her pieces from
his catalog, as, for instance, her latest French waxing “Deux Plaisier,” which
is the Italian song “Due Note,” successfully performed here by Mina on Ital-
disc, and her currently best selling record in Italy, “Amor.” This song, trans-
lated “My Heart,” is the back of the foreign hit “Sailor” by Petula Clark on
Pye. The series of Rossi’s hits goes on. “Non Me Dire Chi Sei” (Do Not Tell Me
Who You Are), presented at the last San Remo Festival by the author himself,
Umberto Bindi, was liked by Dalida, who waxed it in French. Four cables from
Benelux, three from England and two from Germany were sent to ask for the
rights to “Patatina” (Little Potato) which was left out at San Remo after its

first presentation, and lastly publishing house Editiones Armonico of Spain
bought the rights to “PorDos Besos, Folle Banderuola” (Crazy Flag), known
as Mina’s success, and “Pissi Pissi Bao Bao” launched by its author with suc-
cess, and now waxed in France by Frank Pourcel on His Master’s Voice. All of
the songs mentioned above were recently or now are, the most popular tunes
throughout our territory.

Gene Moretti, international manager of MGM, New York, is expected to be
in Italy from March 23 to March 27. He plans to discuss future MGM policy
in Italy with Giuseppe Giannini, manager of CGD, representative of MGM
records in Italy. Another purpose of his trip is to accompany Connie Francis,
who will be in Italy from March 23.

Besides the two best selling versions of “The Green Leaves of Summer”
listed in the chart, another two, selling pretty well are available on the
market—by Nik Perito on United Artists and Bud & Travis on Liberty.

Siemens, which manages the Deutsche Grammophon, Polydor, Heliodor,
Archiv, Produktion, Brunswick and Coral lines, has been reorganized and
Mr. Riechof from Germany was named director, while the press office is han-
dled by Miss Canipodonico, formerly with Melodicon (Italian Philips). The
new address of the house is: Via Locatelli, 5, Milan. Two weeks ago it was
reported in this column that Decca Americana would be represented from now
on by Siemens, according to information given by Fonit, which was until re-
cently the Italian rep of Decca, but Siemens reports that it is not official as
yet.

Another party was held in Milan to again present the press with the Italian
Cine-Box, which means a juke box with a screen to show film bits, starring
the singers you listen to. The house producing this new music machine is

Records. He is a very popular folk singer.

Mexican singer Fernando Valades, is now the best seller in Guatemala.
“Pero Como de Que No,” “Mala, mala” and “Cuando quieras” are his best songs.
Fernando is also getting very popular in his own country.

American group, Rodney and the Blazers, are having a triumph performing
at El Patio night club. They also have recorded some numbers on a Mexican
label and they are alternating in theater dates with Bill Haley.

Juan Campo, vice-president of Panamericana de Biscos, is preparing a trip
to Italy for a week’s vacation. He also will visit Italian labels which he repre-
sents in Mexico.

Andy Russell flew to Hollywood to visit old friends and to introduce his latest
record, “Next Time,” a Mexican song composed by Mario Alvarez with English
lyrics. Chico O’Farrill directs the setting.

Luis Baston, who was sales manager at Orefon Records, left his job to do
A & R at XEBF radio station, while Mario Vargas is now in the same position
at XEW. Another very popular station, Radio Mil is having a big promotion
on Ray Anthony while this famous trumpeter is performing in Mexico.

We didn’t speak to more than a few dozen operators

but the results of this fast one-question poll via tele- '

phone were pretty much the same. A new juke box
costs more than one-thousand dollars today and you
can add to this the cost of doing business in the loca-

tion. Loans and bonuses total more than this amount
in many instances. An investment of several thou-

sand dollars with nothing more than recorded music
as the prime product for sale, with facilities for one-

hundred records, calling for only two new records
'

each week seems unbelievable. And yet these are the

conditions that prevail. No wonder so many opera-

tors are concerned over the state of their business.

The year 1961 will probably see as many if not

more new single record releases by more new artists

than ever before. The Cash Box Top 100 features

an average of ten new records each week. This is

an indication of the new records reaching the top

sales brackets. Several hundred records are released

by manufacturers each week. Yesterday’s hopeful is
'

today’s top selling artist. A fad catches on one week
and is a national craze the next via the new single

record release. And with all of this activity, when
records are selling in greater numbers than ever be-

fore, and unknowns are overnight successes, the

juke box operator continues to program a 200-

selection machine representing thousands of dollars

of investment with two, possibly three records, each

week. It doesn’t make sense.

Perhaps the operator isn’t aware of what is hot

in the record business. Perhaps the record manu-
facturer is remiss in his promotional activities. May-
be. However, The Cash Box has several record serv-

ices available to the operator that should overcome
this unfortunate lack of investment in records.

The Top 100 previously mentioned indicates a

disk the moment it approaches what could be the

path leading to the hit category. Record reviews

feature the Pick of the Week; A new feature which
started last week singles out the newcomers for

easier identification; Looking Ahead is a feature

that headlines certain records before they break
into the charts; Sure Shots lists those singles

that are practically guaranteed for smash sales—

these are just a few of the record sale services avail-

able to the operators every week. They certainly in-

dicate that more than two records from the hun-

dreds released are worth programming on any ma-
chine. If The Top 100 shows a 10% replacement
each week, the operator adding less than this num-
ber to his top spots is evidently trying to milk the

spot. It doesn’t make sense after spending a few
thousand to keep the location.

Perhaps closer attention to the prime product for

sale will lead to greater collections. We find it im-

possible to see how a juke box patron can be satis-

fied in a location with two new records on the ma-
chine after hearing several dozen new releases on
the radio before he got there.

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ChiCoin Releases

‘Princess’ Bowler;

Game Has Four

Scoring Features

ART WEINAND

CHICAGO—J. A. (Art) Weinand, di-

rector of sales for Chicago Dynamic
Industries Company, this cit^, an-

nounced last week that Chicago Coin’s

“very best girl friend”—the new
“Princess” four-game, big ball bowler

is currently being shipped to Chi-

Coin’s distributors all across the

nation.
Weinand pointed out that Chicago

Coin has experienced a great deal of

success and unprecedented acceptance
among amusement and arcade opera-

tors everywhere for many years with
bowlers—ever since ChiCoin’s first big

ball bowler was released to the trade.

“Chicago Coin Machine Company
has certainly excelled in the field of

coin-operated bowling alleys,” he said.

“And, now, ChiCoin’s ‘Princess’ bowl-
ing alley is the ‘royal peak of excel-

lence’ in big ball bowlers anj^vhere!”
Weinand continued on to explain in

detail “Princess” appearance and scor-

ing features. In the first place he
advised that this “beautifully finished

and appointed bowding alley” features
four different bowling games for
players to choose. They are “Regula-
tion,” “All Strike,” “Flash-O-Matic”
and “300 Champ” bowling, with the
exciting ‘red pin’ feature.

In “regulation” howling the player
adheres to the standard ABC scoring
rules. A perfect game of strikes earns
the bowler 300 points. "Weinand ex-

plained that “Regulation” bowding has

constantly maintained much popu-

larity among players.

“All Strike” bowling is a ChiCoin

feature which (as Weinard expressed

it) “packs plenty of excitment in

every game.” In this game only

strikes count for points. The bowler

gets a special bonus whenever he
makes two strikes in a row. A perfect

game amasses a total of 18 points.

“Flash-O-Matic” bowling is a game
that places the emphasis on the

player’s skill and timing. As the
bowler prepares to send the ball down
the perfectly finished alley lights flash

(numbered from ‘one’ to ‘ten’) across

the backglass just above the hood over
the bowling pins. The player attempts
to coordinate his throw down the
alley with the desired number on the
backglass. A perfect score is 960
points.

Weinand advised that one of the
most exciting and popular bowling
games ever introduced in Chicago
Coin bowlers in several years is the
“300 Champ” game with the ‘red pin’

feature.

He explained “300 Champ” thusly:
“It takes two or more to play. Players
do not play according to frame sep-
arations. The object is to strike or
spare. When a player strikes he shoots

again until he misses the strike. The
same procedure is used in shooting
for spares. The point spread is 30
points for a strike and 20 points for a
spare. The ‘red pin’ scores 30 extra
points if a strike is made when the
red pin is lit. The red pin lights up
every other time the player is up to
bowl. The flrst player to score 300
points wins the game, and ends the
game.”
A new feature introduced in the

“Princess” bowler by Chicago Coin
is the improved pin lighting on the
alley. Two standard 60 watt light
bulbs just beneath the hood in steel
reflector shades spread the lighting
evenly among the bowling pins, and
accomplish a ‘flood-light’ effect.

Weinand concluded by adding that
initial shipments of “Princess” bowl-
ers to distributors this past week have
been so widely accepted by operators
that production had to be considerably
increased to assure a steady stream of
bowlers for the heavy shipping sched-
ules.
