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Advertising Age, the leading trade

journal of the advertising and market-
ing professions, has set forth an opin-

ion concerning what it believes should
he the position of a publication in its

relations with a supporting advertiser.

We reprint that opinion below in its

entirety:

have commented any number
of times in the past on our belief that

advertisers do not and should not buy
^editorial support’ when they buy ad-

vertising. And we have made it clear

that advertisers who try to wield their

economic influence by jerking their

ads every time a newspaper or mag-
azine says something they don’t like

are making a serious mistake and usu-

ally acting in a childish fashion.

^^But we have also maintained the

obvious right and duty of advertisers

not to support, with their advertising

dollars, publications or points of view
which they consider detrimental to

their interests.

“The decision of American Dairy
Assn, to cancel its advertising in Read-
er’s Digest because that publication

carried two articles in its April issue

which the dairy interests considered

inimical to them is, therefore, one to

be applauded rather than condemned,
because it demonstrates the system at

work at its best. Reader’s Digest pub-
lishes what it believes should be pub-
lished; the dairy people withdraw their

advertising because they believe they

have been hurt.

“Each demonstrates its independ-

ence of the other, and, despite the

short-termed unpleasantness, this is

exactly as it should be.”

.... and The Cash Box agrees whole-

heartedly!
From the very beginning. The Cash

Box has conformed to a policy of pur-

pose. If it helps the industry, we’re in

favor of it. Otherwise it deserves no
space in our publication nor should it

find acceptance with any other indus-

try journal. A new idea, a new album
plan, organizational changes, new

merchandising techniques and new re-

leases—these and many other prime
topics of importance deserve full con-
sideration by the trade press. They are
vital issues.

As far as advertisers “buying edi-

torial support” we see no problem
here. A new idea is news, if it’s con-

structive. A puff report, based on fic-

tion and destined for a big bust, is not
news. Publicity receives close atten-

tion only when it has news valne.

Otherwise it serves only to weaken the
overall structure and detract from val-

uable circulation and readership for

which advertisers pay good money.
Any event which appears as if it

will prove detrimental to our industry

fails to conform to our policy of pur-

pose. And we will refuse space which
may lend stature to such comment.
We feel that unless we serve the indus-

try with its best interests in mind,
then we are failing to do the job we
set out each week to accomplish.

If we may digress for a moment, we
might add here that we have never
been interested in being first, with the
least. Much of the problem with to-

day’s newspaper business stems from
its failure to report the news, strange

as it seems. The “scoop story” has
taken on great importance, oftentimes

at the expense of a thorough detailed

news report in full, which turns up a
few days later in news publications of
substance. We feel that there is an in-

herent responsibility attached to the

job of reporting trade news. So much
of it is of great importance to the peo-

ple involved. A premature release on
a business transaction may hinder that

transaction causing loss of money and
possibly reputation. We’d just as soon
wait until both sides agree on the

dotted line and then print the story

from the horse’s mouth.

The Cash Box has served the music-

record-coin machine industry for more
than eighteen years in the best way we
know how. And the best way is with

the industry in mind.

Liberty’s young hit-maker, whose recent double-header was “Stayin’ In”

and “More Than I Can Say,” sends up another pair of ‘top ten’ con-

tenders this time out. The brand new entry, “How Many Tears,” is a

captivating up tempo weeper. The contagious oldie, “Baby Face,” has

a sock-rock format that’s sure to make the jukes jump. Great ork and
(Johnny Mann Singers) support on two sides taken from artist’s new
“Bobby Vee With Strings & Things” package.

“STAND BY ME” (2:44) “ON THE HORIZON” (2:18)

[Progressive-Trio BMI—King [Progressive-Trio BMI—Leiber,

Click] Stoller]

BEN E. KING (Atco 6194)

King has two powerful follow-ups here to “Spanish Harlem,” his first

smash solo run since his lead days with the Drifters. Both “Stand By
Me” and “On The Horizon” are hauntingly dramatic efforts that feature
Ben and the Stan Applebaum-led ork-choral groups in superb Latin
beat stands. Outstanding two-sider.

“OUR LOVE IS HERE TO STAY” (3:35)

DINAH WASHINGTON (Mercury 71812)

Gershwin (the last one written by George) is properly treated to a
fabulous ballad performance by Dinah. Belford Hendricks’ outfit warmly
assists as the thrush makes each word come alive. More stellar ballad
results on the “Congratulations” side (a chart-maker for Tony Bennett
awhile back).

On it, a rock-a-cha-cha dandy, Mark sez that
there would never be “Another Lonely Girl” if it were up to him. The
lovely, string-filled ballad filter, “Can’t Forget,” can also step way out.

POPULAR PICKS OF THE WEEK
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“TV SING ALONG WITH MITCH”—Mitch
Miller and the Gang—Columbia CL 1628

It was inevitable that the next Mitch Miller
song fest LP be titled from his now successful TV
episode. As per usual, in it the bearded maestro
surveys a handful of tuneful sturdies, among
which are “California,” “Avalon,” “The Love
Nest,” “Moonlight Bay,” “I Found A Million Dol-
lar Baby” and “It’s Only A Paper Moon.” Lyric
sheets are included. No doubt about chart status
here.

‘THE HAPPIEST GIRL IN THE WORLD”—
Original Broadway Cast—Columbia KOL 5650

Fred Saidy and Henry Myers (book) and E. Y.
Harbug (lyrics) have concocted a charming com-
bination of Greek comedy (Lysistrata) and the
classical, now-popular, music of Offenbach. In
Cyril Ritchard the producers have a disarmingly
delightful male lead, who is supported excellently
by Janice Rule, Dran Seitz and Bruce Yarnell.
Lovely lilting melodies, a whimsical book; the hit

musical has now a fine disk counterpart.

“MORE GREATEST HITS”—Marty Robbins—
Columbia CL 1635
The country/folk song stylist is spotlighted in

an album that includes his four recent smash hits—“Big Iron,” “Ballad of the Alamo,” “Don’t
Worry” (the current chart-rider) and “El Paso”
(in the full 4:22 version). Just these four make
the LP worthwhile yet Robbins’ vocal artistry on
such other tracks as “Streets of Laredo,” “Red
River Valley” and “I Told My Heart” are bonus
offerings of immense entertainment value. Should
be a smash album.

“ROAMIN’ WITH THE BROTHERS FOUR”—
Columbia CL 1625

Spirited songs of the wanderer, some tradi-
tional, some newer folk-like items, several with
new lyrics and personal adaptations by the group,
provide the Brothers Four with material for an-
other delightful LP encounter. Included in the
lineup is their current click, “Frogg,” plus “This
Land Is Your Land,” “Low Bridge,” “Island
Woman” and “He, He, My Honey.” Fine session
that should even further entrench the group as
favorites on the campus circuit.

“RUNNIN’ WILD”—Dick Schory’s Percussion
and Brass Ensemble—RCA Victor LSA-2306

Schory, one of the more adept originators in
the “deluxe stereo sound” arena, brings his en-
semble to the label’s new “Stereo Action” line in

a disk that is as handsome musicallv as it is

sound-wise. The rotating-between-speaker effect

that distinguishes this line, beautifully enhances
the subtle colorings of the Schory method. Among
the selections are “Thou Swell,” “But Not For
Me,” “Love For Sale” and “Me And My Shadow.”
Fascinating fare for the stereo market.

“STAN FREBERG PRESENTS THE UNITED
STATES OF AMERICA”—Vol. 1, The Early
Years—Capitol SW 1573
Stan Freberg’s most ambitious project to date

and the current culmination of his delicious
satirical wit is this whimsical music & sketches
of U,S. history. This first volume (of a projected
four) takes the listener from Columbus’ bickering
with the Queen for ships to discover the New
World through the Revolutionary War, destroy-
ing many sacred images of early Americana
enroute. Freberg wrote the ten songs and lyrics
which Billy May arranged and conducted the Jud
Conlon Singers and soloist Jesse White. The
sketches, the tasty meat of the set, were a col-

laboration between Freberg and Ken Sullet. Joy-
ously savory, subtle adult comedy fare that will

leave you waiting breathless for the forthcoming
three more LP’s.

“MOTHER-IN-LAW”—Ernie K-Doe—Minit LP
0002

Securely installed in star status via the current
number one single in the country, Ernie K-Doe
displays here on his debut album a thorough
knowledge of his idiom, etching a dozen tunes
(mostly originals) that range from straight soul-

ful blues romps through light-hearted, infec-
tiously paced rockers. Included are “Hello My
Lover,” “She’s Waiting,” “Make You Love Me”
and the smash “Mother-In-Law.” A vigorous
workout for artist and listener. Solid teen item.

“ERNIE LOOKS AT LOVE”—Tennessee Ernie
Ford—Capitol ST 1542

It is natural that Ernie Ford look at love
through the melodies that originated in American
country music. It is a warm, easy-going session
in which Ernie personally puts across the simple,
sweet, sincere meanings of such chestnuts as
“Molly Darling,” “Half As Much,” “Bouquet of
Roses,” “Jealous Heart” and “Cold, Cold Heart.”
Lovable collection.
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“THE HAPPIEST”—Donnie Brooks—Era EL 105
As the liner points out, a “donnybrook” is a

“riotous occasion,” which definitely has been the
case with Donnie Brooks’ three hit singles

—

“Mission Bell,” “Doll House” and “Memphis”—in
performance and resulting sales. The strong-
voiced youngster sings with a sunny, bright-beat
outlook that has an irresistible freshness. Album
contains the three hits plus “Memories Are Made
of This,” “Twilight Time,” and “P.S. I Love You.”
Potent teen attraction.

“GOLDEN HIT INSTRUMENTALS”—A1 Caiola,
Guitars with Orchestra—United Artists UAS
6142
The bounty crop of hit instrumentals reaped

this year by various artists comprises a stimulat-
ing and exciting pop session as etched by A1
Caiola. The guitarist’s own “Bonanza” leads oif
the parade, followed by “Calcutta,” “Wonderland
By Night,” “Asia Minor,” “Apache,” “Ram-Bunk-
Shush” and six others. Solid pop package.

“SING IT AGAIN, SAM!”—The Inimitable song
stylings of Sam Sacks—Arliss LP 3301
Ever wonder what would happen if a person

that is completely tone deaf, has absolutely no
conception of melody and, in other words, cannot
sing worth a plug nickel yet was thoroughly con-
vinced of a fine vocal talent, was taken into a
studio and seriously told to cut an album? This
is exactly what this LP contains and it proves
one of the most unbelievably hilarious LP’s in a
long time. Arliss has even left in the flubs and
re-takes for additional comedy fodder. Such dura-
bles as “Or Man River,” “That Old Black Magic,”
“Love Is A Many Splendored Thing” and “Love
Letters In The Sand” will never recover from
Sam’s onslaught.

“THE MUSIC OF JEROME KERN”—The Mela-
chrino Strings and Orchestra—RCA Victor LSP-
2283
The inspiring, melodious, unashamedly ultra-

romantic music of Jerome Kern is a treasured
thesaurus in American popular music. George
Melachrino approaches a dozen from the Kern
song book in his familiar sweet-string manner
and the meeting proves advantageous to both
Melachrino and the music. Included are slices of
“The Last Time I Saw Paris,” “They Didn’t Be-
lieve Me,” “The Way You Look Tonight” and “All
The Things You Are.” A veritable treasury of
fine music, expertly enhanced.

KOMAN GUITAR
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“ROMAN GUITAR”—Tony Mottola and his Or-
chestra—Command RS 816 SD

Vibrantly rich colorings, subtly shaded with
various musical techniques are achieved by Tony
Mottola in this Command album. Mottola handles
the solo and lead guitar chores while a supporting
ork conjures up a continental brew via use of
accordion, etc. Percussion effects are used with
control as accents, as in the “Woodpecker Song.”
Other selections include “La Strada,” “Sorrento,”
“Volare” and “Non Dimenticar.” Superior Com-
mand sound quality is a strong point.

“LET’S MAKE MEMORIES TONIGHT”—Eddy
Arnold—RCA Victor LPM-2337

Regardless of his many pop disk ventures in
recent years, Eddy Arnold still appears much
more relaxed, more at home in the country bal-
lad idiom. Here his gently persuasive vocal man-
ner takes tender but firm hold of a dozen country
music favorites from the past. They include “Take
Me In Your Arms and Hold Me,” “Hey Good
Lookin’,” “It’s Been So Long Darlin’ ” and “Are
You Sincere?” His many fans in both pop and
country markets will enjoy these deliciously
fragrant offerings.

“ONE EYED JACKS”—Original Film Soundtrack
—Liberty LOS 17001
With “One Eyed Jacks” doing- big box office

now, sales of this track release could put it in
best-selling- contention. Hugo Friedhofer’s sensi-
tive score is a coloi-ful panorama of the Cali-
fornia-Mexico situation in the 1880’s, scene of the
flick, combining areas of boisterousness with deli-

cate Spanish guitar passages. Serves an interest-
ing mood listening purpose.

“ACCENT!”—Latin Piano by Jan August

—

Mercury SR 60618
Pianist August, renowned for his hit stylings

of Latin tunes, energetically approaches a lineup
of Latin and American pop sturdies and interprets
them in his stylish concertized manner. It pro-
vides an enjoyable instrumental interlude wherein
melody receives topmost consideration. Offered are
“El Cumbanchero,” “Green Eyes,” “I Concentrate
On Y'ou,” “Siboney” and “Two Guitars.” August
is still an adult favorite.

“SIZZLING STRINGS-CASTANETS-PERCUS-
SION ’—Don Luis Quintero and the Madrid Festi-
val Orchestra—Directional Sound DS 5007
The fiery music of Spain, in either origin or

intent, is a proven international LP commodity.
Here maestro Quintero directs his ork in particu-
larly authentic readings of such favorites as
“Espagna” (Chabrier), “Capriccio Espagnol”
(Rimsky-Korsakov), “La Paloma,” “Estudian-
tina” and “Granada.” The Mario Valero Dancers
and guitarist Jose Alvarez are heard on two ad-
ditional flamenco tracks. Percussion, mainly by
castanets, is an inherent part of the music rather
than an added attraction.

“VIVA LA PACHANGA”—Joe Sherman and his
Pachanga-Charanga Kings—Kapp KL-1241
Arranger-conductor Joe Sherman has trans-

posed the original Latin-American Charanga
sound into a pop composite that should serve as
appealing fare to the increasing number of Pach-
anga dance followers in the U.S. Most of the
tracks follow the “authentic” sound faithfully,
complete with Spanish language vocal choruses
over the strings-flute instrumental backing, but
Sherman has also added brass, woodwinds and
stronger rhythms. Selections include some trans-
lated pop hits among Latin originals.

“GLENN MILLER MEETS THE DORSEY
BROTHERS IN PERCUSSION” — Warwick
W5007 ST
Tunes from the Miller and Dorsey Swing era

books have been re-arranged for stereo percus-
sion listening retaining the basic flavor of their
original sound and are assembled here in an en-
tertaining package. The Dorsey contributions in-

clude “Boogie Woogie,” “Green Eyes” and “Ama-
pola”; the Miller book serves up “Moonlight
Serenade,” “In The Mood” and “Little Brown
Jug.” Good listening for big band buffs.

“CARMEN CAVALLARO PLAYS HIS SHOW
STOPPERS”—Decca DL 74018

Musical selections—classical, semi-cla.ssical and
pop—that have become associated with the
pianist are re-displayed in new steio settings.
The stylist performs his million-selling Chopin’s
“Polonaise” along with such other memorabilia as
“Warsaw Concerto,” “Rhumba Maria” and
“Serenata.” Cavallaro fans wil' appreciate the
familiar tunes in modern sound, accompanied by
big ork surroundings tooled by Jack Pleis.

JAZZ PIC K 0 F THE WEEK
“TWO’S COMPANY”—Maynard Ferguson and
Chris Connor—Roulette R 52068
The reciprocal Connor-Ferguson dates for At-

lantic and Roulette prove a boon for both artists.

Here the Roulette package follow's basically the
similar path established by the Atlantic date (re-
viewed last week) in that Chris if provoked into
vigorously swinging performances with a sunny
outlook by a brignt, heady Ferguson band. Both
artists’ performances are inspired by the presence
of each other. Selections here include “I Feel A
Song Coming On,” “Something’s Coming,” “New
Yoi'K s My Home,” and “Send For IMe.” Terrific
entertainment.

“AROUND THE WORLD IN PERCUSSION”—
Louis Bellson—Roulette R 65002

Bellson has proven innumerable times through
the years that he can be a one man whiz at per-
cussion. Here, his drums are augmented by two
additional percussion men, and with Bellson’s big-

band in tow, they drive headlong into a vibrantly
exciting series of performances. The date can be
taken at stylish big band jazz or as jazz-oriented
pops, and in this way works toward a wider sales
outlook. Deserves it too. Tunes include “Brazil,”
“Loch Lomond,” “Sabre Dance” and a collection
of various oldies and originals.

“BEV KELLY IN PERSON”-Riverside RLP 345
Despite the similarity in vocal tone and style

between Bev Kelly and Anita O’Day, Miss Kelly
communicates a decidedly personal attachment
to the songs she sings. She has a glowing warmth
in her voice and she colors her performances
with subtle shadings of feelings and moods. In
this “live” date (San Francisco’s Coffee Gallery)
this personality is much more evident than it has
been in previous studio sessions. Material runs
to the best of the pops, “Then I’ll Be Tired of
You,” “It Never Entered My Mind,” “Falling In
Love With Love” and “Body and Soul.” Superior
jazz vocal entertainment.

“ANOTHER OPUS”—Lem Winchester-Pres-
tige/New Jazz 8244
At the time of Lem Winchester’s untimely

death in January of this year he was an estab-
lished new star on vibes and had been developing
into a personal musician. This last session, in

which he appeared with Frank Wess, Hank and
Eddie Jones and Gus Johnson, goes a long way in

proving the artist’s growth out from under the
Milt Jackson wing. Wess’ flute talks business too
in its usually precise swinging manner. Good
jazz here.

“US THREE”—Horace Parian, George Tucker,
A1 Harewood—Blue Note 4037

Solid new talent to arise out of the Mingus
Workshop, pianist Parian has demonstrated on
two previous Blue Note leader dates that his de-
velopment is continuing at a fast pace and on an
original path. Tucker and Harewood provide the
two other parts of the cohesive unit that is heard
on “I Want To Be Loved,” “The Lady Is A
Tramp” and the groovy title tune. Worthwhile,
consistently interesting session.

“THE COMPLEAT .MUSICIAN”—Bobby Scott
Sings, Plays, Composes, Arranges & Conduct.s

—

Atlantic 1341
In this album Bobby Scott sings a dozen songs,

two of which he composed, accompanies himself
on the piano and conducts the supporting ork in

his own arrangements. He does each capably and
his singing, the mainstay of the session, is pleas-

ant in a stylishly jazzy sort of way. Offered are
enjoyable presentations of “You’re The Top,”
“How Are Things In Glocca Morra,” “Lush Life”
and “Every Day.”

ALL THAT JAZZ
Aubrey Mayhew detailed the aims and ambitions of the new Charlie Parker

Record Company. First off, he emphasized that the Charlie Parker estate does
not own the records to be released, they are owned jointly by Doris Parker,
Charlie’s widow, and himself. The fact that Doris is also administratrix of the
estate only clears the way more easily for the diskery to operate. Mayhew in-

dicated that from his information, Verve Records is the only company that
Parker was ever contracted to and that he would ask the cooperation of all

other record companies that have Charlie Parker records in release to either

pay the back royalties due the estate, which amounts to enormous sums, or to

remove these records from their catalogs. Mayhew questioned the legitimacy of

many fairly recent Parker releases from various companies.
The first release from the company will include three LP’s—Cecil Payne

performing eight Parker tunes and one self-penned item; a package of all new,
unreleased Lester Young performances; and a “deluxe” double-fold jacket
containing all previously unissued Charlie Parker performances. This last set

is titled “Bird Is Free.”
Mayhew noted that he has already sequenced and catalogued enought mate-

rial to comprise 25 Charlie Parker LP’s and 30 Lester Young LP’s. In addition
he has purchased several Billie Holiday sides which he intends to release in the
near future.

In the area of building a stable of current-day artists, Mayhew told The
Cash Box that he intends to sign only long-term exclusive pacts with artists,

he will not go for the one-shot deals that are so prevalent in the jazz industry
today. He has already signed Barry Harris, a 14 year-old drumming protege
of Woody Herman, and Joe Carroll. Negotiations are almost finalized with
Cozy Cole, and several other name artists, v/hich Aubrey requested not to men-
tion lest publicity hurt the deals, are being talked to regarding contracts.
Mayhew expects to have an active catalog of not less than 25 LP’s by the end
of the year.

Bob Weinstock, president of Prestige Records, revised the principals that
will guide the operation of his Bluesville line of albums. Previously, said Wein-
stock, there has been a lax attitude in the aims of the line, but from now on
(the current Bluesville release) they intend to produce the “best of blues, both
traditional and urban.” Weinstock has appointed folklorist Kenneth S. Goldstein
to produce and edit the line, who in turn has been advised to call on the serv-
ices of leading blues experts for consultation when necessary. In addition to
recording the best of the primitive and “big city” blues singer, Weinstock dis-
closed that emphasis will also be placed on presenting some “startling new
artists in the field.”

One of the greatest interpreters of the blues, Ida Cox, has been persuaded
to step out of retirement and record again. In January of this year. Riverside
staffer Chris Albertson visited Miss Cox in Knoxville, Tenn. and convinced her
to record just one last album. Though having tui’ned down John Hammond
with the same request last year, Ida consented this time and was flown in to
New York this month for three days of studio sessions—the first time she had
been in a recording studio in 22 years. Assembled as instrumental support

Jack Teagarden’s current two-week engagement at the Village Vanguard
represents a big change of pace in the Vanguard’s usually modern jazz-only
policy. Unfortunately the “Big T” is not able to entertain with his tremendous
vocal talents due to the economically restricting Federal cabaret tax on sing-
ers which Vanguardian Max Gordon is trying to avoid. The other half of the
bill features the Junior Mance Trio, as dynamic a contrast in styles as ever
heard on the Vanguard bandstand.

Jimmy Lyons, manager of the Monterey Jazz Festival and long-time patron
of the jazz arts, is now broadcasting jazz nightly at 7:15 PM over KFRC-
San Francisco. It was Jimmy who commissioned Duke Ellington to write his
“Suite Thursday” for last year’s Monterey Festival and which has since gar-
nered tremendous critical acclaim. We’re sure Jimmy will soon capture the
“Lyons share” of the San Francisco audience.

Bob Neal disclosed that he has acquired ownership of KCIJ-Shreveport, La.

HARM Means Business At Miami Meet

MIAMI BEACH, FLA.—A business-

like attitude keyed last week’s confab

of the National Association of Record

Merchandisers (NARM) here at the

Eden Roc Hotel.

With registration activities out-of-

the-way after Monday (24), the meet
got down to real business on Tuesday
morning (25) at the first business ses-

sion. Following prexy Harold Gold-

man’s welcoming address, Jules Mala-

mud, NARM’s executive secretary,

traced NARM’s brief history which

began at a 1958 Toiletries Convention.

Via speeches by James J. Tiedjens

(“Promotion & Sales Aids—Merchan-

dising & Packaging Techniques’’) and

George E. Kline (“Progressive Gro-

cer’s” Rack Merchandising Study) at

the first workshop the same morning,

the point of maturity, NARM’s desire

for “adult” recognition of problems

that must be faced in unity, was
stressed.

Tiedjens’ talk, with assistance by
Donald Van Gorp, both of Musical Isle

Corp., covered packaging techniques

and such pooints as poly-bagging ma-
chines, proper identification of mono
or stereo packages, positions of titles

on covers, importance of sleeves on

singles, sales aids and merchandising

and promotion.

Each day from 2-5, all rack-jobbers

were assigned to visit the record com-

pany rooms.

The second workshop session (26),

featuring Harold Goldman (“Aspects

of Discounting”) and Earl M. Fore-

man (“History & Functions of Fair

Trade Commission”), delved into the

aspects of discounting, which was
summed-up by Dave Miller of Miller

International, manufacturers of the

Somerset label. Miller said that there

couldn’t be any price fixing because of

federal legislation, discounting stems

from overproduction and that unreal-

istic disk pricing is the practice, and

that it will be maintained because of

record clubs.

At a Wed. (27) panel discussion,

moderated by Bob Rolontz of Bill-

board Music Week, various aspects of

rack-jobber merchandising were dis-

cussed. Ed Mason said the best mer-

chandising aid is good product, and

that too many displays sent to rack-

jobbers were too big, being meant for

music stores where large displays

were possible. Ken Sachs noted that

price alone was not sufficient promo-

tion, but that promotion needed pur-

pose. Ed Snyder said NARM could

help in setting rack-jobber standards

for design and type of displays needed

in rack sales. Larry Rosmarin pointed

out that because rack-sales were no

longer strictly impulse purchases, buy-

it-here displays were required for cus-

tomers who now look for specific

things. Irwin Tarr, of RCA Victor,

said that point-of-sale merchandising

should not be standard, and that im-

pact depends on being unique and

evolved individually. Others in the

discussion included Mike Maitland of

Capitol Records, Lee Hartstone of

London Records and Dave Miller of

Miller International.

A panel discussion on Thursday

(27), moderated by Jerry Shifrin of

The Cash Box, turned to such topics

as trends toward full-line rack-jobber

record departments and the effect on

the supermarket department, the 33

single and the future of the EP, “low-

end line” (88(S to $1.98), the rack-

jobber and stereo, cut-outs and dis-

counted LP’s and how NARM, with

the advent of an executive secretary,

can create a better liaison of informa-

tion directly between the record manu-
facturer and the record merchandiser,

particularly in respect to sales, aids,

programming and advertising, the

manufacturer in regards to inventory

protection, the problem of singles re-

turns and how an equitable situation

for all can be achieved, use of racks

for new promotions, manufacturer-

distrib-rack relationships and discount

houses vs. rack-jobbers.

Associate members participating in

the second panel discussion were Wil-

liam Gallagher of Columbia Records,

Claude Brennan, of Decca Records,

A1 Bennett of Liberty Records and

Randy Wood of Dot Records.

The meet was capped-off by a

formal dinner-dance and NARM
Awards were presented for label-art-

ist achievements in 1960 (see last

week’s issue for winners).

Drops Suits In Keenholtz

Lowe, ARMADA Tangles

NEW YORK—-The lawsuit against
Samuel Keenholtz brought by Bernard
Lowe Enterprises, Inc. at the behest
of ARMADA and the counterclaims

filed by Keenholtz against Lowe and
ARMADA have been discontinued, ac-

cording to information released by the

attorneys for the respective parties.

The suit was brought by Lowe to

enjoin Keenholtz, who trades as Ray-
mar Sales Co., from selling records
bearing the “Cameo” label, which
were said to be counterfeit, and in

addition sought damages in the

amount of $50,000. Keenholtz had de-

nied all wi’ongdoing in his answer and
instituted a countersuit against Lowe
and ARMADA claiming $250,000 in

damages for libel, malicious abuse of

judicial process and conspiracy to de-

stroy one-stop record dealers like

Raymar Sales Co.

Art Talmadge, president of AR-
MADA, denied that there was any
conspiracy between ARMADA and
Lowe to hann Keenholtz. He said that
while ARMADA was dropping the
suit due to Keenholtz’ insistence that
Raymar had no knowledge that any
of the records sold by it were not
genuine, ARMADA would neverthe-
less take action against any dealer
who might be found selling counter-
feit records, with or without knowl-
edge of their genuineness.

Releases have been exchanged
among the parties in the suit and
countersuit which were brought in

the New York Supreme Court.

They’re Franky and Johnny who just finished cutting “Soeur Anne” (French
version of “Are You Sure”) and “Elle A Des Yeux d’Ange,” a free adaptation
of “Poetry In Motion.” Bel-Air’s Los Matecoco feature “Succu” and “Pepito”
on their latest E.P. Latin-American music is coming back into its own fast in

France these days. Bel-Air will issue the original track of “Taxi Pour
Tabrouk.”

The Platters’ latest success, “Trees” is now on the market here thanks to

Barclay-Mercury.

Up to the present. Festival Records could be considered as specialists of
typically French music and were doing all right along these lines with
Vershuren.

Publishers Francis Day after quite a success with “Pepito” are concentrat-
ing their attention on “Nous Aurons Domain” the tune presented by Switzer-
land in the Eurovision contest where it won third place. First waxings:
Franca Dirianzo (Vogue), Vershuren, and Aimable.

Philippe Boutet of Bai’clay Editions is off to Belgium. Note that his firm
has the rights to “Kaput” which is coming up nicely on the success lists. Phil’s

assistant, Claude Remedem, died last week after a brief and cruel illness.

“Exodus” by Pat Boone is on the market thanks to Decca. But still no exact
news as to whether Dot Records’ contract with the firm has been concluded. A
series of new tunes by Decca stars: “My Love Loves Yours” by Bobby Vee;
“You Are Sixteen” by Johnny Burnett; “Paris Gavroche” and “Ma Fille” by
Jean Derrat. The very “Sympathique” Machucambos are preparing a trip to
New York.

More news from Philips: A&R Jacques Canetti is back on the job after a
long absence due to illness. To be noted, the new album by Los Merecumbos,
the Belgian orchestra featuring an unusual combination—a flamenco singer
specialist of cha-cha-cha.

And the record and music world awaits with impatience these days the
music that will come to light during the Cannes Film Festival.

ENGLAND
Impresario Vic Lewis is bringing Johnny Mathis to England in July. This

major coup was finalized during Lewis’ recent visit to the States. Mathis, who
will be accompanied by Ted Heath and his Band, opens a nation-wide toui

with three London concerts on July 14, 15, and 16. Lewis is also negotiating

tours for Nelson Riddle, Julie London and husband-composer Bobbie Troup,
and a return visit for The Four Freshmen. American artists Lewis plans to

bring over for appearances at his Manchester cabaret club are Matt Dennis,

Sonja Stevens, David Allen and Nancy Wilson. Lewis has just completed recip-

rocal booking agreements with agent and Impresario Allan Blackburn of Weis-
baden (Germany) and Bill Wagner (Hollywood) for an international exchange
of artists. First British artists under the agreement are Elaine Delmar and
Gary Marshall.

Denis Preston, of Record Supervision, returned from Spain in time for the

inauguration party for the Pye Plus Nonesuch Spoken Word recordings which
he made earlier this year. In Spain, he set up distribution outlets for the

famous Lansdowne Jazz Series with Belter of Barcelona. Preston has also

signed a contract with Bill Grauer of Riverside (currently in London) to re-

lease Joe Harriet recordings in America. A 12" LP by Buck Clayton and his

Band (now touring the continent) made by Record Supervision in New York
under the direction of Stanley Dance for early release here and on the conti-

nent. Disk includes two numbers written by British jazzman Humphrey Lyttle-

ton.
Delyse Records this month issues a 12" LP “The London Record”—a descrip-

tion in words and music of a day in London. With a musical score by Robert
Docker, the disk was made with the American and Commonwealth markets
very much in mind. Tracks include on-the-spot recordings made on the River
Thames, St. Paul’s Cathedral, Westminster Abbey, Piccadilly Circus, Tower
of London, Covent Garden, the famous George Inn at Southwark and the
Changing Of The Guard at Buckingham Palace.
Eight months after the issue of its first single, “Banjo Boy” by Jan & Kjeld,

Ember Records International issued its first four EPs. The titles are “Golden
Hits by Glenn Miller,” (original authentic soundtrack recordings) “Golden Hits
by Tommy Dorsey” (playing his own big band music), “Memories Of Art
Tatum” (a recording never before released) and “Motion Picture Themes You
Have Loved” (including “Never On Sunday,” “A Summer Place,” “The Apart-
ment” etc.) As from this month. Ember’s direct distribution policy has been
extended. Major factors and wholesalers have been appointed to establish na-
tional distribution throughout the U.K. and Eire.

Esquire Records, which for ten years has held the sole rights to re-press the
Prestige and New Jazz labels in Britain, is now importing ready pressed disks
from these labels. Carlo Kramer, of Esquire, told The Cash Box that with so
many Prestige LPs coming out it is impossible to re-press every item for the
British market—importation is essential to meet the demand. Available record-
ings include Eddie ‘Lockjaw’ Davis, Billy Taylor, Shirley Scott and Kenny
Dorham and newcomers Willis Jackson, Oliver Nelson, Bill Jennings, King
Kurtis, etc.

Jack Lewerke, of Interdisc, told The Cash Box that following the success of

the first 33-1/3 single to be released in this country—Cannonball Adderly’s
“African Waltz”-—the disk will be issued by Riverside as a 45 single—good
news for juke box operators. Interdisc’s future release of Riverside material
was discussed with Bill Grauer before he left for the continent. Lewerke is

also hoping to make some jazz recordings of British musicals.

Record dealers, invited to a special demonstration at EMI’s Manchester
Square HQ, gave an enthusiastic reception to the company’s latest cultural
release “Instruments Of The Orchestra, Vols: 1, 2, 3 & 4.” Issued on the
HMV label the series comprise four 7" EPs, mono and stereo. With a com-
mentary written by John Hosier and spoken by the celebrated violinist-con-

ductor Yehudi Menuhin, the listener is introduced to the various instruments
of the orchestra, strings, woodwind, brass, harp, celeste and percussion with
illustrations by principal players of world famous oi’chestras including The
Philharmonia and The Royal Philharmonic.

Gala Records, encouraged by the continued success and increased sales of

the Design series Instant Learning Language disks which it issues here, this
months enters the market with its own British produced series. Designed for
self educational purposes with the theme “Learn Without Tears,” courses are
available in French, German, Spanish and Italian with more to follow. Issued
on the Rainbow label each 7" EP is accompanied by a 25,000 word pocket dic-

tionary and a specially designed phrase book co-ordinating with the record.
Similar courses on dances and sport are planned for the future. In the Autumn
Gala plan to expand into the jazz field and the label’s boss, Monty Lewis, is

currently seeking new material.

Philiijs Records hosted a party recently for celebrated leider singer Gerard
Sousay and his accompanist Dalton Baldwin in London for concerts at The
Royal Festival Hall. Now under exclusive contract to Philips his first LP’s are
“Dichter Liebe” (Shumann) and “La Bonne Chanson” (Faure). Also attending
the party Alex Saron (International A & R Manager of N. V. Philips, Hol-
land) and Philipe Klopfenstein (Classical A & R Manager of Philips, France).

Coincidental with Columbia recording star Tony Bennett’s London cabaret
debut at the Pigalle Restaurant, the label’s director of international A & R
department, Nat Shapiro, arrived in town. In a special interview, Shapiro told
The Cash Box that his plans include a session with celebrated Irish actor
Michael Macliammoir to record a 12" LP of his successful one-man show
based on the life and works of Oscar Wilde entitled “The Importance Of Being
Oscar.” For release here on Philips the disk will be issued in the States
on Columbia to coincide with Macliammoir’s nationwide tour set for the
Autumn by Impresario Sol Hurok. Shapiro will also meet composer Dmitri
Tiomkin for discussions re the soundtrack album of “The Guns of Navaronne.”
The theme already recorded by Mitch Miller in America \vill be released here
by Philips before its state-side release on Columbia. The film had its London
premiere on April 27, attended by Her Majesty The Queen. Discussions also
took place with Johnnie Franz of Philips and Jack Baverstock of Fontana con-
cerning more releases in the States by British artists. The highly successful
instrumental album of TV themes “Channel West” by Johnny Gregory and his
Orchestra gets stateside release this month on Columbia.
While in Europe, Shapiro made two live recordings of Mahalia Jackson in

concerts at The Olympia, Paris and The Concertgeboew, Amsterdam for re-
lease in United States and Europe. Shapiro returns to New York via Germany,
Denmark, Sweden, Italy and Spain.

Excitement is mounting at the prospect of two new American musicals soon
to be seen in London. “The Sound of Music” on May 18 will have the original
cast LP with Mary Martin released on Philips which also plans an LP of “Bye
Bye Birdie,” opening June 15, by the British cast including Marty Wilde. The
original American cast LP will be released by Fontana.
Pye recording star Emile Ford becomes the first major star to transfer to

the company’s new Piccadilly label for his next release “Half Of ]\Iy Heart.”

ARGENTINA
In this first column from Buenos Aires (total population about six million),

it would be of interest for The Cash Box’s readers to include some information
about Argentine recording industry.
There are fifteen companies with permanent production; the biggest ones

are Odeon (EMI group), RCA Victor, Columbia and Philips. Disc Jockey,
Dimsa, Orfeo (Columbia’s subsidiary), Sicamericana and TK are also impor-
tant. All these are located in Buenos Aires, which produces practically all the
records. The main publishers are Julio Korn, Fermata, Edami (^Southern
Music), Ricordi and Neumann.
The record sales are considered good; for a population of twenty million, a

hit sells about 30,000 copies, but often the 60,000 mark is reached. “La Novia”
(The Bride), sold about 210,000 in three months, and is still doing very well.

For LP’s, the top mark is at 60,000, for low-priced albums.
It is difficult to know the province’s hits, mainly because people in the

country and in the cities don’t buy the same records. The Cash Box’s list of
best sellers will refer only to Buenos Aires, to guarantee its quality. However,
it will mention the records that are hits in other cities.

Ai'gentine consumes a lot of home produced music, which is growing stronger
every day. This began about fifteen years ago, when Ben Molar and other com-
posers started translating the words of imported compositions and little by
little consumers got accustomed to music in Spanish. (This work is also done
in Mexico and Spain, but in most cases they aren’t accepted by Argentine
people, because the language changes too much, and the songs sound strange).
That movement developed into a big writing industry, and very soon com-
posers began exporting music. Today, Argentine rocks and boleros are well
appreciated in other American countries and in Europe.

Elvis Presley, Paul Anka, Neil Sedaka and Brenda Lee are the most popular
foreign singers, and their records are currently hits. Los Clnco Latinos, Los
T.N.T., Baby Bell, Roberto Yanes, Billy Cafaro, Los Tres Sudamericanos, Ro-
samel Araya, Marty Cosens, Johnny Carel, Luis Bastian and Los Santos are
some of the best known local artists.

La Nueva Ola (“The New Wave”) is worth some special remarks. It started
eleven months ago, when Ricardo Mejia, consumer products manager of RCA,
began to cut lots of waxings by new young unknown artists. This was criticized

by the other companies, but it seems that now the Nueva Ola is standing
firmly. It has singers for all types of music, from folklore to rock ’n roll, and
there are already some outstanding ones. At the end of 1960, all young artists

—

even from other companies—were called Nueva Ola. In a couple of years, this

New Wave will probably be the artistic background of tbe industry.
April 21, was tbe debut of Sammy Davis, Jr. at the Opera Theatre. His per-

formances lasted three days. The pei'former was expected with great interest
by his fans. Caterina Valente—probably the best known European artist—is

expected for May, also in the Opera. And we heard that possibly Doris Day
would visit Argentine in June. Tbe contracts are not signed yet. Doris bad
two big hits last year, with “Teacher’s Pet” and “Everybody Loves A Lover,”
and her visit would be of great interest.
Carmen Sevilla, the Spanish singer and actress, is making a picture here

under the title of “Buscando a Monica” (Seeking Monica). She was recently
married to Augusto Alguero, publisher and composer, who is now writing the
songs for the film.

Diana Dors is supposed to be here the May 20, as she must act in a musical
comedv at the Avenida Theatre. However, she isn’t known here as singer.

Roberto Yanes, probably Argentine’s best melodic singer, will go in Septem-
ber to Colombia, Venezuela and the United States. Will be back in the first

month of 1962. Marty Cosens, ambassador of the Nueva Ola, just came from
Colombia and Venezuela. He reported that our singers are being accepted in

those countries. Johnny Carel, after the release of his first LP by Orfeo, went
to Radio Montecarlo, in Uruguay, and is now performing there.
Korn publishers announced that “Cafe a la Italiana”—a 70,000 copies record

—will be released in the States, sung in English. “Cafe a la Italiana” was the
first tune written by Mandy Velazco, now a w'ell known composer.
Fermata is now representing Italian publishers Curci. It also has all the

Anka and Presley production, and we were told that many local artists are
recording these songs in Spanish. Baby Bell (Odeon), for example, waxed two
Anka’s EP’s, and Rocky Pontoni made “My Home Town” for Vik.
RCA will release “The Best Music of the World,” a ten LP set that includes

all types of music, from symphonic tangos and Colombian tunes to Perry Como
and Frank Sinatra. It will be low-priced (about 35% less than normal LP’s)
and is described as a “complete basic library.”
Columbia and Music Hall (Sicamericana) have already single 33’s in the

street and seem to be satisfied. The other companies keep silence and continue
with 78 and 45’s. The “compact 33” hasn’t appeared yet.

Antonio Prieto, after his big hit, “La Novia,” went to Brazil and waxed
there six songs, with big orchestra. One of them, “Son Rumores” (It’s Hear-
say). is exoected by RCA to be also a very good seller. Prieto is now shooting
the film “La Novia,” were these songs are included.

“Vuelve Primavera,” (“Come Back Spring Time”), by Johnny Tedesco, a
rock ’n rolling teenager (sings in Spanish) could also beat the charts in a few
weeks time. “Haciendo El Amor” (Makin’ Love), waxed by Los Cinco Latinos
and Los T.N.T., is another candidate for success.
Rodriguex Luque, owner of the Disc Jockey label, returned from a 3 month

trip to Europe. He made contacts w'ith European artists for his TV programs,
and probably bought pressing equipment for his own factory. Formerly, his

records were made by Odeon.

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ITALY SCANDINAVIA
ITALY—Back after a 13 day stay in New York, Milan’s music publisher

Alfredo Rossi asked to send through the Italian column of The Cash Box his

thanks to the American publishers he had the pleasure of meeting in the city.

Fi'om Gene Goodman of Regent Music, Rossi purchased the hit, “But I Do,”
appearing currently on the Top 100. To Jack Gale of Comet Music, he sold “Se
Ci Sei,” penned by Bindi, with the assurance that Nat Cole will wax it. While
in the city he attended the recording of his tune, “Permettete Signorina,” made
by Cole with the title, “Capuccina.” He was greatly impressed and excited

by the work of George Weiss, arranger and director of the record and Lee
Gillette, the producer of the record. Moreover, Rossi sold 7 pieces of his cata-

log to Lou Levy and Salvatore Chiantia of Leeds Music, 4 pieces to Herbert
Marks, “Un Paradiso Da Vendere” (A Paradise To Sold) to Mrs. Bourne, and
in addition, Rossi visited with Mr. Bernstein and Mr. Volter of Shapiro-Bern-
stein, and Mr. Barton. From now on, Rossi will visit New York City twice each
year.

Another music festival was born in Italy at Diano Marina, a nice place on
our Riviera, just a few kilometers before San Remo. The story of the birth of

these festivals is very simple, and not all concerned with the music business.

It is not a question of music, but of tourism. The tourism body of the town
had the problem of increasing tourism and could not find another way othei

than to organize a music festival, so it did with the official approval of the

Ministry of the Tourism. They selected 22 songs which were most successlul

in 1960 and then asked the authors of these to send in new compositions.

During the two evenings of the festival, 22 tunes were presented. Prizes were
given to some tunes selected among the hit 22 of 1960. The judging commit-
tee was formed by Alfredo Rossi, music publisher, Mr. Ansoldi, record pub-
lisher (Ri-Fi Records), Mr. DeMicheli, The Cash Box, a reprensentative of the

town, and a representative of the tourism body. Prizes were given to “H Nostro
Concerto” by Bindi on Ricordi; “II Cielo In Una Stanza” (The Sky In A Room)
for the lyrics penned by Gino Paoli; the author of the melody as well; for the

best foreign arrangements to “Never On Sunday” by Don Costa; and “Sum-
mer Place” by Percy Faith; for the best Italian arrangements to “H Nostro
Concerto” arranged by Pino Calvi and “Due Note” (Two Notes) arranged by
Maestro Canfora, who conducted one of the works at the last festival at San
Remo. Star guests of the festival were singers Nicola Arigliano and Umberto
Bindi. Among others we should like to point out as the best are Nico Fidenco,
whom we must consider a new big name in Italy (as a composer still more
than as a singer for the moment); Jimmy Fontana; Miriam Del Mare, new
discovery of Carlo Alberto Rossi (and we know that when he signs someone
he will become a big name), as happened for Joe Sentieri, Luciano Taioli and
Jenny Luna; Cocki Mazzetti, who records on Primary; Gian Costello of VCM.
Also there was Corrado Lojacono, who recently composed a wonderful tune
called “Amore,” and already brought it to success by Caterina Valente here.
I saw representatives of the most important music publishing houses at Diano
Marino, and the festival was considered a big success.

Copenhagen Welcomes ^ihaila

SWEDEN
AB Knappupp, well known record company here, will present “My Fair

Lady” in Gothenburg next fall. Felix Alvo, head of Knappupp, has so far been
in the theatre business in Stockholm only, touring Sweden every summer with
a tent show. Knappupp, Dot, Kapp and Imperial are labels handled by this

organization.
Metronone presented a new LP with Harry Arnold and His Swedish Radio

Studio Orchestra. “Let’s Dance on Broadway” is the title of the LP, including

songs from six Broadway musicals.
Jdrgen Ingmann will soon get a gold disk since his “Pepe” has sold 100,000

in Scandinavia, reports his label Metronome. Pelle Nystrdm, PR man of Metro-
nome said that Siw Malmkvist’s “Danke fur die Blumen” (Wedding Cake) is

the most played record in the German program of Radio Luxembourg. Ny-
strdm also reported that AMC in the U.S. wants to bring the two Metronorne
artists Nina and Frederik to the States in December after they finish their

tour in Great Britain.
The government in Scandinavia are most anxious about the success of the

so-called pirate radio stations and it is reported that they are looking for
ways to stop them to keep their monopoly complete. One suggested way has
been to make a law that criminalizes the advertisers and sponsors of such
stations. It is the success of Radio Nord, cover’ing the Stockholm area, which
has caused much of this noise. Jack Kotschack, head of the station, announced
the other day that he was planning to open a new station on a ship outside west-
ern Sweden, covering the Gothenburg area. There has also been rumors saying
that artists who appear in sponsored programs on Radio Nord and Radio
Merkur shall not be given any contracts from the government owned stations
in Scandinavia. Swedish Radio, however, might have difficulties to keeping
this promise since it contracted Karusell artist Lill-Babs for a series of pro-
grams from Grdna Lunds Tivoli this summer. Nothing in her contract has
banned her from appearing in Radio Nord’s programs, and recently she has
been heard over this station several times.

DENMARK
It is now definite that there will be no Danish “West Side Story” produced.

It was the lack of Danish artists that stopped the plans. A mixed cast of
Danish and Swedish artists was considered less desirable due to the language
mixture. However, the Danes will see the show this year, presented by a tour-
ing American troup. Some people here wonder if an English language per-
formance really is easier to understand than a combined Danish-Swedish would
have been. It was planned that record artists from Danish and Swedish record
companies would appear in the roles in “West Side Story” in Copenhagen this
fall.

To promote the interest in stereo. Radio Merkur, the so called pirate radio
station between Sweden and Denmark, has started regular broadcasts with
stereo music. During the first two months, there will be an hour daily stereo,
including a crime thriller written for use of stereo effects. Grethe and Jdrgen
Ingmann are among artists presented in the stereo hour.
The popular TV program, “TV in Tivoli,” a Saturday night show presenting

several popular Scandinavian and foreign record artists, will not be presented
any more, it is reported. Next fall there might be a new “TV in Tivoli,” but if

so, the program will be changed from its present form. Wolmer Sorensen has
been the popular producer behind the series, and he has also discovered, among
others, the young Italian singer Robertino, who for several months has been
topping the local charts in most Scandinavian countries. Sorensen will go
abroad, looking for new artists and ideas for his program.

NORWAY
Lillian Harriet, from Trondheim, is a newcomer on records in Nomvay,

where she just debuted on Triola. Linn Arnold, 24, from Lofoten, is another
newcomer, presented by Philips while Nor-Disc presents a third newcomer.
Odd Tom Risdal, 27, from Kristiansand.
A new way to stimulate interest in films and records has been presented

here. The newspaper readers are invited to guess how many days “Can Can”
will be shown in Oslo movie houses, and how many LP’s there will be sold in
Norway during the film’s run.

FINLAND
Non-stop rock ‘n’ roll with local rock artists has been the latest fashion in

the Finnish capitol. A movie house presents one-hour programs with Pekka
Loukiala, Eero and Jussi and others. After one hour the program starts from
the beginning again without intermission. The movie house has announced
“sold out” ever since this started.

CNR recording artist Anneke van Hooff, whose Dutch version of “Never On

Sunday” was a bestseller a few weeks ago, left for Greece to appear for radio
and tv with the orchestra of Hadjidakis.
The Wilmari’s were presented with a gold record and a Philips TV-set by

Theo Van Der Meer, managing director of L. C. Phonogram. 100,000 copies have
been sold of the label’s first recording, “Barcelona” (Philips).
German teenage singer and movie star Heidi Briihl just arrived in Amster-

dam. She was guest of honor at a cocktail party at the “I’Europe” hotel and
appeared on TV the following day. Also a teenage party was held in her honor,
and Heidi danced with The Blue Diamonds. Other guests were Willeke Alberti,
The Fouryo’s, Herman van Keeken and Ria Valk.
The following singers are forming the Dutch team who will participate to

this year’s International Song Contest at Knokke: Ria Valk, Herman van
Keeken, Ramses Shaffey, Sacha Denisent and Connie v.d. Berg.
A few Mondays ago was a busy day for Phonogram officials at Amsterdam

Airport. At 8:45 in the morning it was farewell to Heidi Briihl, five minutes
later The Blue Diamonds left for Manchester to appear on BBC TV and at 9:15
The Allisons—of “Are You Sure” fame—arrived to appear on Dutch TV the
same day. There was a lunch for the people of the press at the Singer Museum
in Laren, where .John and Bob Allison met The Young Sisters from Breda, who
have a Dutch version of “Are You Sure” (and a very good one), released on
their first Philips record.

Bovema’s MGM-label just released classical and semiclassical recordings,
such as a 10" LP by the Spanish guitarmaestro Andres Segovia playing Bach.
Also there’s something new in the American branch of MGM’s music box: A
selection of the most popular-classical ballet-pieces, such as “Dance Of The
Hours,” “Flowerwaltz,” “Clogdance” and Bizet’s “Dance Boheme,” are played
by the Berlin Promenade Orchestra.

Imperial, Bovema’s Dutch-orientated label, headed by label manager Ger
Oord .Ir., presents a brand new Lydia-hit “Jealous Heart” and “You’re Foolin’
Someone,” now being released about 4 months after the teen-star’s departure
to the States. Also very promising for Imperial’s attractive repertoire in Hol-
land is the label’s biggest star Ricky Nelson, whose “Helloh, Marylou” just
hit the stands.
The German hit song “Pepe,” published in Holland by Schaeffers-Basart, is

to be a big hit. There are several Dutch vocal and instrumental recordings.
The couple Ans and Jaap Daniels have the very strong version of “Pepe” with
on the flipside a new strong Dutch song called “Oranges and Lemons.” Basart
has obtained the Dutch rights of Wanda Jackson’s “Mean Mean Man.” This
is one of the best selling singles on Capitol records. The well known inter-
national star Pia Beck introduced a new Dutch song for the Dutch TV just
before her departure for the U.S. The song, called “Crazy Horse Crazy,” a
Basart world copyright, will be recorded in America by Pia herself, who has
an engagement at the “Le Crazy Horse” night club in Hollywood and leaves
for Las Vegas after.
New releases on Philips 45’s include “Als Je Thuiskomt” (‘Wenn Du Heim-

kommst’) by Ria Roda, “Drei weisse Birken” by Monika & Peter, “Caballero,
Caballero” by Heidi Briihl, “Frogg” by The Brothers P’our and “Pony Time”
by Jimmy Lloyd. On Fontana: “You Can Have Her” by Roy Hamilton and
Dutch versions of “Nous Les Amoureux” and “Jenny” by popular Dutch vo-
calist Jan van der Most, on his first recordings for this label. The .Allisons
and The Dave Brubek Quartet have new EP’s on Fontana.

Capitol, Bovema’s active label, although more specialized in the pop- and
jazz-field, also appears with big names in the classical field: Cees Hundepool
released Leopold Stowkowski’s magnificent rendition of Sibelius’ “Finlandia”
and “The Swan of Tuonela”, played by the conductor’s Symphony Orchestra.
Furthermore new highlights in Capitol's popular area are Pee Wee Hunt’s
“Surrender”, Wanda Jackson’s “Riot In Cell Block Number Nine”, and Jonah
Jones’ “Brazil.” In the stereo-department of the Capitol-label, the biggest
thrills are Frank Sinatra’s “No One Cares” and pieces of Rachmaninoff and
Mozart by the Hollywood Bowl Symphony Orchestral
Well known Dutch contralto .Aafje Heynis has two new EP recordings re-

leased on the Philips-label. Accompanied at the piano by Felix de Nobel, she
gives beautiful versions of British folksongs such as “(Jreensleeves,” “Bobby
Shaftoe,” “My Love Is Like A Red, Red Rose” and “Londonderry .Air.”

A series of (red colored) 45’s with children’s songs on Philips and Fontana
are the latest treat for the younger record fans.
The Trio Cassiman (Emmy, Guido and Jean-Jacques ) are heard swinging

four beloved spirituals on their first Philips EP: “Joshua Fit De Battle Of
Jericho,” “Steal Away And Pray,” “When The Saints Go Marching In” and
“Go Tell It On The Mountains.” Not long ago, these youngsters won the
Belgian Variety Prize in a competition for young talent.
Young Dutch rock-singer Pirn Maas (the ‘Dutch Elvis Presley’) in Holly-

wood at the moment. Philips recorded Mahalia Jackson’s late night concert
at the Concertgebouw, Amsterdam, April 22.

The Thelonious Monk Quartet, whose concert in Amsterdam April 15, was
a big success, will return to Holland May 20 for concerts in Amsterdam and
The Hague.

Victor, distrib for the Atlantic label in this country, claims the album is its

best work in the quartet’s history. Another collection of jazz records will be

released soon by Victor on the Atlantic label, including “Modern Jazz Clallery

(Vol. 1 & 2), a pack of 2 LP’s and 4 other LP’s by various modern jazz or-

chestras.
Seven out of ten best selling Toshiba singles are those which were recorded

by Q. Sakamoto and Kayoka Moriyama. These two singers are among the top

these days in the list of the most active artists. Sakamoto has recorded “(lood

Timing,” “G.I. Blues,” “Q-chan no zun-tat’ta” (My Childish Love .Affairs),

“Mustafa” and “Luna Naporitana,” and Kayoko Moriyama’s “Jinjiroge” and

“Corason de Melon.” Meanwhile, a new 10" LP will be released by Toshiba

soon, consisting of narrations and conversations by artists sucb as Sakamoto
and three others between tunes. The title is “Kanashiki 60-Sai” (I’m Only 60).

Japan’s minor disk firm, Nippon (Japan) Arthur Record Co., Ltd. of Osaka
City, issued its first phonograph sheets to sell on the market. These include,

“It’s Now Or Never,” and three others by two new singers.

Under the banner of “Best Selection Playing,” Victor is preparing to intro-

duce its “Victor Classical Collector’s Series.” First distribution of the series

with a pack of three 12" LP’s will be released soon.

Columbia’s new album, “Japanese Great Poets,” consists of 2 12" LP’s and

includes great works of 18 poets of past and present.

Starts In Next Week's Cash Box

The biggest event of the last few years in popular music occurred when “The
Voice” Frank Sinatra came to Mexico to perform in four shows to benefit the

Institute Mexicano de Rehabilitacidn and the Institute Nacional de Proteccion

a la Infancia.

This was the first performance of Frankie in Mexico and people went wild
over him when he began to sing at The Belvedere in Hilton’s Hotel. Tickets
cost more than $120.00 Dls and he sang 19 songs to this high society audience.
The second show, at the International Theater, cost $8.00 Dls a ticket. Third
and fourth performances were at the same theater, with tickets costing $2.40
Dls and $1.20. Each of Frankie’s performances were great hits. He didn’t sing
less than 20 songs at each show. Nelson Riddle conducted the orchestra, with
soloists like Milt Bernhart, Conrad Gozzo, Ted Nash, A1 Porcino, Bill Usselton
and others, and strengthened with a Mexican section of Mexican violinists.

Sinatra came April 19 and at the airport he was received by four radio
stations and hundreds of newspapermen. He was interviewed several times and
signed autographs freely. His great humor was contagious. The same day, he
gave a press interview and he answered every question.
On April 20, Frankie visited the Institute de Rehabilitacidn and received a

wonderful impression of it. He sang some songs and in the night he performed
at The Belvedere. Next day, Frankie was received by Mexican president Lie.

Adolfo Lopez Mateos and Mrs. Lopez Mateos, who organized the Institute de
Proteccion a la Infancia. That night, he performed at the International Theater
and he was received by the audience with the greatest stand-up applause ever
heard there. After his first song, Frankie received a gold medal from one of
the members of the Institute de Rehabilitacidn who put it on his breast with
hooks.
During his stay in Mexico, Sinatra and Riddle’s orchestra didn’t collect one

cent, he always was in a good humor and has been one of the best ambassadors
of good will we ever have had from the United States.

Frankie’s Reprise record company is represented now in Mexico by Dimsa
Records and his first LP “Ring a Ding Ding” is selling very well. Gains of this
album will grant in benefit too. Deals were made between Rogerio Azearraga,
president of Dimsa Records and Morris Austin, vice-president of Reprise
Records.
Changing the theme Panamericana de Discos gave a big party in homeage

to Dn. Eduardo Baptista Sr. who is the creator of the record industry in Mexico.
In next week’s column I will give you more details about him.
Music from the motion picture “Caperucita y Sus Tres Hamigos” was re-

leased by RCA with the original voices of the actors of this picture: Loco
Valdes and Maria Gracia.
The Los Angeles trio will record again for Musart Records after a long lay-

off. They created a new style that may make them a top attraction.
Lola Beltran, Los Panchos and Nilla Pizzi were the stars that performed with

Sinatra when he acted in Mexico. Los Panchos are ready to start their new
tour in South America, Russia and Japan, this last country that will be visited
by Lola Beltran too.

Dacia Gonzalez is going to New York to perform in Latin theaters there.
Popular Mexican disk jockey Jorge Gutierrez Zamora was recently married.
Olga Velosky, popular Mexican artist, is working now in Los Angeles.
Movie artists like Arturo de Cordova, Polito Ortin, Roberto Silva and others,

received the gold medal, Virginia Fabregas, for their work in Mexican movies
for 25 years or more.
We are still waiting for Cuban singer Olga Guillot to perform at Terraza

Casino, the night club where Pedro ’Fargas is contracted to. Nobody knows
anything about Olga.
New release on Columbia Records by arranger and conductor Chuck Ander-

son with his versions to “Pepe” and “La Arana.” On the same label is the first

Enrique Guzman’s LP, which promises to sell very well.
Dimsa Records announced its new artists, duet Los Bribones who used to

record for RCA. On April 28, folk singers Lucha Moreno and Jose Juan were
married.

Advertising Age^ the leading trade journal of the

advertising and marketing professions, has set forth

an opinion concerning what it believes should be

the position of a publication in its relations with a

supporting advertiser. We reprint that opinion be-

low in its entirety

:

We have commented any number of

times in the past on our belief that adver-

tisers do not and should not buy ^'^editorial

support^’ when they buy advertising. And
we have made it clear that advertisers who
try to wield their economic influence by

jerking their ads every time a newspaper or

magazine says something they doWt like

are making a serious mistake and usually

acting in a childish fashion.

But we have also maintained the obvious

right and duty of advertisers not to sup-

portf with their advertising dollars^ publi-

cations or points of view which they con-

sider detrimental to their interests.

The decision of American Dairy Assn,

to cancel its advertising in Reader’s Digest

because that publication carried two arti-

cles in its April issue which the dairy inter-

ests consider inimical to them is^ therefore,

one to be applauded rather than con-

demned, because it demonstrates the sys-

tem at work at its best. Reader’s Digest pub-

lishes what it believes should be published;

the dairy people withdraw their advertising

because they believe they have been hurt.

Each demonstrates its independence of

the other, and, despite the short-termed un-

pleasantness, this is exactly as it should be.

. . . and The Cash Box agrees wholeheartedly!

From the very beginning, The Cash Box has con-

formed to a policy of purpose. If it helps the in-

dustry, we’re in favor of it. Otherwise it deserves no

space in our publication nor should it find accept-

ance with any other industry journal. A new idea, a

new machine, organizational changes, tax, license

and copyright problems—these and many other

prime topics of importance deserve full considera-

tion by the trade press. They are vital issues.

As far as advertisers “buying editorial support”

we see no problem here. A new idea is news, if it’s

constructive. A puff report, based on fiction and

destined for a big bust, is not news. Publicity re-

ceives close attention only when it has news value.

Otherwise it serves only to weaken the overall struc-

ture and detract from valuable circulation and read-

ership for which advertisers pay good money.

Any event which appears as if it will prove detri-

mental to our industry fails to conform to our policy

of purpose. And we will refuse space which may
lend stature to such comment. We feel that unless

we serve the industry with its best interests in mind,

then we are failing to do the job we set out each

week to accomplish.

If we may digress for a moment, we might add

here that we have never been interested in being

first, with the least. Much of the problem with to-

day’s newspaper business stems from its failure to

report the news, strange as it seems. The “scoop

story” has taken on great importance, oftentimes

at the expense of a thorough detailed news report

in full, which turns up a few days later in news pub-

lications of substance. We feel that there is an in-

herent responsibility attached to the job of report-

ing trade news. So much of it is of great importance

to the people involved. A premature release on a

business transaction may hinder that transaction

causing loss of money and possibly reputation. We’d

just as soon wait until both sides agree on the dotted

line and then print the story from the horse’s mouth.

The Cash Box has served the music-record-coin

machine industry for more than eighteen years in

the best way we know how. And the best way is with

the industry in mind.

In addi-
tion, we have lined up a very interest-
ing group of speakers, covering leg-
islation, changing conditions, account-
ing, public relations, manufacturer-
distributor and operator relations. I

say to every operator, those who do
not attend will have to guess their
way through the coming jmar. Those
who do attend will know what is go-
ing on and what to do about it.”

Jake Friedman, Friedman Amuse-
ment Company, Atlanta, has had his
hands full lining up entertainment and
talent for the annual MOA Banquet
scheduled for May 17, Wednesday eve-
ning. Friedman has contacted just
about every “name” in the business
and advises that he won’t let up until
the best line-up available is signed
for the big show.

CHICAGO—The bills, laws and regu-
lations affecting the vending industry
are taking a new turn in the Sixties,

right along with vending itself, ac-
cording to a quarterly review just re-

leased by Richard Funk, legislative

counsel of NAMA.
Announcing that the NAMA legis-

lative staff has reported to the mem-
bers on almost 300 new bills in the
first 90 days of 1961 (and acted on
some 50 local legislative problems)
Funk pointed to some new 1961 de-
velopments which, he said, could se-

riously affect vending if their present
trend continues.

Dlayor Robert Wagner of New
York took the same action in a Proc-

lamation made last week for the City

of New York. Reports from many sec-

tions of the country indicated that

the vending industry campaign during
this 75th year was adding up to a

successful public relations campaign.

“Bills to restrict the operation of

all or certain types of vending ma-
chines, or even to ban them entirely,

are becoming more numerous this

year,” Funk related. “Growing out of

resentment against automation, as

well as concern over ‘unattended’
equipment which was first spot-

lighted in connection with coin laun-
dries, so-called restrictive bills are

now rivaling ‘per-machine tax’ bills in

number.”
Increasing attention to vending-

public health measures on the part of

legislators has been another recent

cause of more restrictive and tax-

per-machine offerings. Funk stated.

“Other signs-of-the-times are in-

creasing attempts to levy fees ‘pei--

location’ and to force listings of where
machines are located,” Funk reported.

“The growth of multi-machine loca-

tions has inspired many such requests
by legislators and officials.”

“The increasing variety of vendible
products is bringing a different type
of problem to us,” he added. “Besides
bills which discriminate against vend-
ing as a method of selling, new bills

are also aimed at the product itself.

Thus, we are confronted with both le-

gitimate and highly unreasonable, dis-

criminatory labelling provisions. Many
of these are not necessarily in the
public interest and will darnage the

progress of vending considerably,

both at the product-machine manu-
facturer level and at the operating
level,” Funk pointed out.

Recent months also have seen many
competitive restrictive propolis
against insurance vending and against
the coin-operated laundry and di-y-

cleaning business. All such measures
can seriously hamper the progress of

merchandise vending, since they often

incorporate restrictions against all

vending, however unintentionally.
Excise taxes are increasing at the

state level and more city-county gov-
ernments are being granted the right

to levy local taxes, especially on cig-

arettes and soft drinks. Funk re-

ported.
While sales tax increases have not

been alarming so far. Funk predicts a

trend toward 4 per cent levels and
enabling laws so that local govern-
ments may also levy taxes on sales.

“It is only natural that the further
expansion of vending services should
attract the revenue-minded tax-bill

writers who somehow have to find

the dollars to operate state and local

goverments. Joined by interests who
consider vending a competitor to their

own type of business, these forces
can easily halt the progress which
most of us foresee for vending,” Funk
said.

Vending executives should bear in

mind especially that our companies
already carry more than their fair

share of community tax burdens.
These new trends will surely direct

more demands our way, unless they
are counteracted in advance by vend-
ing executives in every community,
he pointed out.

“It will take constant vigilance by
members of our industry, greater em-
phasis on facts and figures about
vending, and cooperative action

through jiational and local groups to

deal with these new legislative prob-

lems now arising,” Funk concluded.

French Manufacturer To Introduce

Visual Juke Box To US Trade In May
NEW YORK—The coin-operated
phonograph with accompanying film
clips of performers synchronized into
one visual performance from a single
machine is about to stir some interest
in coin machine circles here.
The latest arrival to these shores is

a juke box-movie film machine called
the ‘Scopitone’, a machine manufac-
tured by C.A.M.E.C.A., a subsidiary
of Compagnie Generale de T.S.F.,
located in Paris, France.

Pierre Janichewski, CAMECA sales
director, arrived in New York last
Wednesday, April 26 and at press
time the machine was scheduled to
be part of a press and trade showing
in a New York Hotel. New York
based coin machine firm with offices

in Europe, is representing the ma-
chine in the United States.
Janichewski explained that ‘Scopi-

tone’ uses a 16mm projector with a
continuous unreeling mechanism based
on friction rollers which prevents
wearing away of the film. This was
not the case when a notch system was
used on previous models which failed
to perform properly. The new system
insures indefinite use of the film
tracks.
The juke box portion of the machine

offers thirty-six selections with pauses
of 5 seconds between teach projection.
The machine is said to be on location
in Paris where from fifty to eighty
machines are turned out from the
CAMECA plant each month. Jani-
hewski advised that no trained tech-
nicians are required for service. A
small serene sits atop the unit and
projects the film which accompanys
the music selected. Janichewski ad-
vised that the firm is working with
film companies in order to expand its

present catalog.
An Italian version of a juke-box

movie machine was announced re-
cently in Milan where the ‘Cine-Box’
was received by the trade. Early re-
ports indicated that price was a major
obstacle in the sale of this machine
and that the difficulty of preparing
films posed a major problem. Amer-

ican performers are very popular in
Italy and films of these recording
artists were not available for dis-

tribution.
However, in most instance, it is

too early to determine the extent of
progress on any of the juke box-film
clip machines. The ‘Scopitone’ ma-
chine will be scheduled for a trade
showing as soon as the machine is

available here for display.

Warns Russia On Venus

Jim Mangan Issues Coin
CHICAGO—Jim Mangan, coin ma-
chine veteran and advertising-promo-
tion executive, has warned Russia
against making claims on any of the
planets in the universe.
As Prime Minster of Celestia, the

outer space nation with a population
of 28,000 and 12 years of hard-hitting
claim fights behind it, announced last

week the issuance of a silver coin

called One Silver Joule. The Silver

Joule was reported as something spe-

cial since no nation in history has
ever been bold enough to issue a coin
memorializing an event before it hap-
pened.
Mangan’s nation has claimed all

space in the sky for 12 years and has
established the Moon, Mars and her
two moons, the planet Venus as legal
protectorates of Celestia, but not
claiming them as possessions. Ac-
cording to Mangan, if Russia’s rocket
hits Venus sometime in May it will

do them no good to claim it—it is

under his protection.
Mangan claims that the secret to

world domination is in the sky “where
celestial energy is located.” Mangan
claims that reports indicate that Rus-
sia has made inroads in eventually
discovering this source of energy and
will, upon discovery, “conquer the
world without firing a shot.” Mangan
has urged US Government officials to
increase efforts in space work along
these lines.

ALBUQUERQUE, N.M.—Games may
come and games may go but the pool
table remains king in New Mexico.
At least that’s the way Harry Snod-
grass sees it and he ought to know.
Snodgrass heads the Border-Sunshine
Novelty Company here and the firm
operates about the most extensive
route of pool table games in the area.
“We put pool tables out several

years ago when they first hit across
the country with resounding success,”
said Snodgrass in a conversation with
The Cash Box last week. “And to
date we haven’t seen even the begin-
ning of a decline in interest let alone
collections.”

Snodgrass claims that an all-out
service effort geared to keep pace
with the unusually high interest when
the games were originally placed on
location is the prime reason for the
game’s continued success. Border-
Sunshine realized the natural tend-
ency of a pool player to gi-adually im-
prove vdth consistent play. This ne-

cessitated a service program which
kept the tables in like-new condition.
“A warped table or a torn cloth is

enough to kill all action on a pool
table where the ‘regulars’ are con-
cerned.” Tournaments sprung up
throughout Albuquerque and the out-
lying areas and to this day play is at
a very high peak.

Snodgrass still claims that one of
the reasons certain areas of the coun-
try do not enjoy top pool table play
on the coin-operated tables is that in
many instances the equipment has
grown worse as players improved
their skills. “Instead of replenishing
the locations with brand new tables
as the need requires, and recondition-
ing those taken off location, too many
operators forgot the service needed
to get the most out of a pool table

and the result was that interest waned
and eventually died.”

Border-Sunshine has a schedule

that is adhered to like clock-work.

Playing cloths are removed, rails re-

placed, and refinishing where needed
is done every so often depending on
the location. “We keep ’em like new
wherever we have the machines. After

all, five years of pool table playing
is enough to make a ‘pro’ out of any-
body. These guys in my tendtory will

spot a defect in a table from twenty
feet away!”

This amusement pingame is mount-
ed on sturdy steel, and heavily

“One of the most exciting innova-

tions in ‘Flipper Parade’,” Gottlieb

said, “is the new high score panel on
the light-box which will certainly in-

In other

words, the player wins an added ball

“amid the firing of a cannon and fan-

fare,” as Gottlieb expressed it.

Other features in Gottlieb’s new
“Flipper Parade” include: When the

player lights the five top rollovers he

is awarded an additional ball. Hit-

ting the ‘Roto-Target’ when it is

matched to the top lighted rollover

earns another ball. Red and yellow

rollover buttons on the playfield light

the pop bumpers and holes for high

score. Additional balls are awarded
for high score. The side double roll-

overs score up to 200 points.

Most important is the feature which
enables the player to continue his

play even though he “tilts” the game.
In this instance the player is penal-

ized only one ball plus the ball in

play.

Proven Gottlieb features, such as

the “Hard-Cote” finish on the play-

board, super powered flippers and cy-

clonic kickers are also contained in

“Flipper Parade.”

The game’s host of attractions re-

calls the pinball game which was im-

mortalized in the William Saroyan
play, “Time of Your Life.” The play

featured a pingame addict who played

continuously through the length of

the play and finally in the last scene

hits the jackpot. At this moment,
bells ring, horns sound, the American
flag pops up waving and the National

Anthem plays. “Flipper Parade”
looms as the challenger to this fa-

mous theatrical production—and it’s

the real thing!

In conclusion Gottlieb intimated

that the firm’s distributors have thus

far evidenced great interest in “Flip-

per Parade” and that initial sales fig-

ures practically guarantee a lengthy

and very successful production run
with this game.
