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It appears as though last week’s

]MOA Convention was the last straw

for the record industry.

Since 1957, the number of rec-

ord exhibitors at the MOA meet has

dwindled to a minimum.

In 1957, twenty record and

music firms displayed on the con-

vention floor. In 1958 there were

sixteen. In 1959, thirteen. In 1960
there were eleven. This year there

were only six.

Unless something is done to

bring the juke box operators in

force to the next convention, it will

be no surprise if there are no rec-

ord or music exhibitors displaying

next year.

All of the record manufacturers

are well aware of the importance of

juke box operators especially now
as a soft singles market struggles

through a recession period. And
there is no doubt that most would

like to meet and greet these same

operators and in effect say thanks

for the continued business ops have

given manufacturers. But when
operator attendance is meager,

what can MOA expect of the manu-

facturers.

The MOA forums and panels for

the record industry are also weak.

Not because there is nothing to dis-

cuss. Record companies are always

anxious to hear suggestions and
discuss problems of the operator.

But there are not enough operators

in attendance to make such discus-

sions stimulating.

There is no doubt that the entire

record industry is sorr>" to see the

MOA Convention, which was such

an important and beneficial meet-

ing in the distant past, continue to

decline so rapidly since there is

much to be gained in any conven-

tion which brings together a manu-
facturer of any product with the

people who buy it. Great damage
will be done the industry if the rec-

ord manufacturer loses direct con-

tact with juke box operators. It can-

not be allowed to happen.

We urgently hope that there is

someone creative in the MOA ranks

who can take over the association

and its convention and lift it off its

back to a point of importance. Op-

erators deserve and need a stimu-

lating convention of their own.

However, under the present re-

gime, there seems to be little hope.

But it can be done. ... It must

be done if the MOA wants the rec-

ord industry to be a part of its con-

vention.

POPULAR PICKS OF THE WEEK

“MORE GREATEST HITS”—Connie Francis—
MGM E3942
A second roundup of the lass’ pop single tri-

umphs is record business news. In this edition

she reprises such hits as “Everybody’s Some-
body’s Fool,” “Mama,” “Many Tears Ago,”
“Malaguena,” “Where the Boys Are,” “Among
My Souvenirs,” “Jealous Of You” and others. The
proverbial sure-fire smash.

“RICK IS 21”—Ricky Nelson—Imperial LP 12071
Ricky Nelson comes of age after a youth of

being a radio, TV and film star and a teen disk
idol. This LP, commemorating his birthday, in-

cludes his readings of current hits “Travelin’
Man” and “Hello Mary Lou,” plus fine teen-
oriented treatments of “Stars Fell On Alabama,”
“That Warm Summer Night” and several other
new items. Lad’s large fandom should give it a
big sales ride.

“JOHNNY BURNETTE SINGS”—Liberty LST
7190
The youthful disk star in his latest LP session

takes a handful of standards essayed in striking
teen manner, adds several top notch new items
and wraps it all up with a review of two recent
single chart riders. A powerful package for the
teen market. Selections include “Mona Lisa,” “Red
Sails In the Sunset,” “Ballad of the One-Eyed
Jacks,” “Little Boy Sad” and “Big Big World.”

“SOMETHING NICE”—Etta Jones—Prestige
7194

Etta Jones hits her stride with this album.
After years on the circuit and then a “redis-
covery” by Prestige resulting in a hit album and
a smash single (both titled “Don’t Go To Stran-
gers”), Miss Jones sings here with the comfort
and assuredness that comes with success. Each
piece here is a moving experience as only a
thoroughly professional “musician” can produce.
Particularly eifective are “Through A Long And
Sleepless Night,” “Maybe You’ll Be 'There,”
“Fools Rush In,” “Easy Living” and “Love Is

The Thing.” Can be (and deserves to be) a big
album.

“APASIONADA”—The Norman Luboff Choir—
RCA Victor LSP-2341

Music of Latin America has always denoted
emotion and sensuousness. In this session, Nor-
man Luboff leads his precision-drilled choir
through cushiony soft, warm readings of such
Latin cherishables as “Perfida,” “Maria Elena,”
“La Paloma,” “Cielito Lindo” and “Adios.” Lu-
minescent mood portraits are painted with inti-

macy. Beautiful vocal mood listening.

“MUSIC FOR MY LOVE”—Paul Weston—Capi-
tol ST 1563
The shimmering, gently caressing strings of

Weston’s studio ork convey the sentimental
thoughts of a dozen familiar love songs. A per-
fectly relaxed mood is obtained and maintained.
Selections include “I Love You 'Truly,” “True
Love,” “No Other Love,” “My One And Only
Love” and “For You.” Has the sentimentalists at
heart.

“ANDRE PREVIN PLAYS PRETTY”—Decca
DL 74115
A collection of pop favorites are etched in the

sparkling, swinging Previn piano manner in an-
other session that proves Previn’s popularity to
all markets. Set includes sprightly slices of “Let’s
Get Away From It All,” “On A Slow Boat "ro
China,” “Too Late Now,” “Laura” and “Let’s Fall
In Love.” The Previn name value promises solid
sales here.

“THE LURE OF THE GRAND CANYON”—
Andre Kostelanetz, Johnny Cash—Columbia CL
1622
The vast wonder of the Grand Canyon is ex-

plored first through Andre Kostelanetz ’s inter-
pretation of Grofe’s five-part “Grand Canyon
Suite,” in which actual sounds recorded in the
Canyon augment the music picturesquely. Part of
side two is filled out with a spoken narration by
Johnny Cash, “A Day in the Grand Canyon”—
informative and entertaining in a folksy way.
Especially fine educational tool for children.

“THE GAYLORDS SING AMERICAN HITS IN
ITALIAN”—Mercury SR 60620

There’s something fascinatingly humorous
about hearing a familiar song in an unfamiliar
language. The Gaylords, with showmanship and
wit (and sometimes with tongue-in-cheek), per-
form here a dozen pop hits in Italian (with oc-
casional broken-English asides) to the obvious
delight of many youngsters, adhering closely to
the familiar sounds of the original hits. Selec-
tions include “Yakety Yak,” “Charlie Brown,”
“Only You,” “Sh-Boom” and “Tom Dooley.”

“ADAM FAITH—ENGLAND’S TOP SINGER'”—MGM E3951
Adam Faith—undoubtedly one of England’s

most popular young songsters—is introduced to
a potentially large U.S. audience via this MGM
deck in which he offers a collection of British and
American rock ’n’ roll tunes as well as three fine
standards. Faith demonstrates that there is vir-
tually no difference between rock ’n’ roll here
and in England and also proves adept at his
trade, whether in a tender ballad or a raucous
rocker. Selections include “Singin’ In the Rain,”
“Turn Me Loose,” “Wonderful Time” and “Sum-
mertime.”

“CHARANGA PACHANGA”—Tito Rodriguez
and his Orchestra—United Artists UAS 6140
By far one of the best of the numerous recent

charanga LP releases. Rodriguez has captured
the enticing flavor of the charanga sound authen-
tically, demonstrating once again the why of his
top standing in the Latin band field. Liner notes
include diagrammed instructions for the dance
neatly wrapping up an important package for
the current craze.

“PERCUSSION ITALIANO”—Charles Magnante—Grand Award GA 257 SD
Accordionist Magnante is the prime melodic

factor in this reworking of a dozen Italian-flav-
ored songs. Mandolin, guitar and percussion (pri-
marily bongos) are also essential ingredients in
painting a colorful, picture of such tunes as “Ar-
rivederci, Roma,” “Ti-Pi-Tin,” “Sicilian Taran-
tella” and “Just Say I Love Her.” Sound is GA’s
consistently superior product and makes this
worthwhile listening for the audiophile.

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“THE DESERT SONG”—Angel 35905
Dealer show music shelves can use this new

mono & stereo version of the enduring Sigmund
Romberg operetta. Fine English voices, featur-
ing Edmund Hockridge and June Bronhill, hand-
somely relate such popular pieces from the score
as “The Riff Song,” “One Alone,” “Romance”
and the title song.

“WILL FAILURE SPOIL JEAN SHEPHERD?”—Elektra EKL-195
Jean Shepherd can be described as a sort of

sentimental philosopher. He doesn’t tell jokes,
but just rambles on in an indefinite monologue
touching on such subjects as Little Orphan Annie,
Ovaltine, early radio names, his first blind date,
tinfoil collection, Greenwich Village, ad infinitum.
And oddly, and apparently without intent, what-
ever he says is really funny in a chuckling way.
This set was recorded during performance at
NY’s One Sheridan Square where many of his
radio and TV program fans turned out. They’re
the same ones who’ll buy this LP,
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“CISCO HOUSTON SINGS THE SONGS OF
WOODY GUTHRIE”—Vanguard VRS-9089

The late Cisco Houston had a warm, extremely
personal singing style that ingratiated him to

whoever heard him. Here he had chosen 18 of the
innumerable great songs written by Woody Guth-
rie, and performed them in a superbly affectionate
manner (arising out of a close attachment be-

tween the two men). One of the better albums of

folk songs this year, deserving of wide circula-

tion. Among the songs are “Pastures of Plenty,”
“Curly Headed Baby,” “Sinking of the Reuben
James,” “Ship In the Sky” and “Old Lone Wolf.”

“AT THE PALACE WITH SMITH AND DALE”
—Jubilee JGM 203.5

Smith and Dale, ageless veterans of the vaude-
ville circuits, have reassembled their four most
famous stage sketches in a nostalgic disk reprise
of the era in which they flourished. The bits are:

“Dr. Kronkite and His Only Living Patient,”
“Adventures of Shnapps and Strudel,” “Tax Con-
sultant” and “The Boss and the Chef.” This time-
less comedy will be appreciated by the oldsters.

“BOBBY DUKOFF’S SWINGY SAXY SOUND”
—Stereoddities S-301

Dukoff’s big fat tenor sax tone cuts a wide
swath through such evergreens as “When You’re
Smiling,” “Imagination,” “These Foolish Things”
and “Cheek to Cheek,” and, with complementary
organ and rhythm assistance, provides the listen-

er with thoroughly enjoyable dance music. The
beat is maintained at a brisk, bright society

tempo, and Dukoff concentrates his gentle efforts

on melodiousness. Happy hoofing here.

“THAT SWINGIN’ STYLE”—Dick Style—Radar
RL-201

I

Singer-pianist Dick Style has a style that fits

well into the atmosphere of smart bistros. In a

well-modulated voice he paces himself neatly
through sprightly upbeat reading of “Too Mar-
velous For Words,” “Route 66,” “Get Out of

Town,” “The Party’s Over” and other above-
average songs. Accompaniment by the Don Sit-

terley Group adheres to the Style pattern. Affable
listening.

“REVOLUCION MEXICANA”—Los Hnos. Sam-
perio and Antonio Bribiesca—Orfeon LP-12-218

Songs of the Mexican Revolution (not too many
years ago) are still played and listened to vdth
unyielding interest in Mexico. Here, Antonio Bri-
biesca, an outstanding and popular guitarist, in-

terprets a dozen of these songs exhibiting a glow
of personal warmth in his use of the instrument.
Accompaniment is by additional sympathetic mu-
sicians. Among the songs more familiar to Ameri-
can audiences are “La Cucaracha” and “Cielito
Lindo.” An interesting instrumental LP.

JAZZ PICKS OF THE WEEK
“BLOCKBUSTIN’ DIXIE"—A1 Hirt & Pete
Fountain—Verve V-1028
The two bearded blockbusters of present-day

Dixieland jazz have been recorded together (ob-
viously before their current stardom) in what
should prove a huge sales bonanza to Verve,
with each’s fandom hurrjung out to secure a
copy. Throughout, the two trade blow for blow,
displaying outstanding musicianship and show-
manship. All the tunes are Dixie chestnuts:
“Washington and Lee Swing,” “Panama,” “'Jazz
Me Blues,” “Tin Roof Blues.” Solid entry—music-
wise and sales-wise.

“PLENTY OF HORN”—Ted Curson—Old Town
OT LP 2003

Old Town blows its jazz line and simultaneously
debuts on disk the trumpet work of Ted Curson.
It’s an auspicious debut for all concerned. Cur-
son is a particularly lucid and clear-minded per-
former, and having benefited greatly from his
stretch with Mingus, appears ready to step into
the national limelight as a top new artist. He
plays here a collection of standards and his own
originals, including “Nosruc Waltz,” “Antibes”
and “Flatted Fifth.”

“A JAZZ PORTRAIT OF FRANK SINATRA”—
The Oscar Peterson Trio—Verve V-8334

It pi'obably is no coincidence that Frank Si-

natra and Oscar Peterson be linked on records
(even just in idea), for in their respective fields

both are the epitome of good taste, fine musician-
ship, and both have earned universal admiration
for their work. In this tribute to the singer, the
pianist has selected such melodies as “You Make
Me Feel So Young,” “Learnin’ the Blues,” “It

Happened In Monterey,” and other Sinatra-asso-
ciated tunes, and plays them in his usual vibrant
manner. An album of wide appeal.

“LIVE AND DIRECT”—Cal Tjader Quintet-
Fantasy 3315
“Live and direct” from the Blackhawk has be-

come a byword with San Francisco FM jazz fans
listening to the remotes via radio station KHIP.
Cal Tjader has also become a byword to Latin
jazz fans and he is considered the leader in this

one-profuse, now-dwindling idiom. Tjader (vibes)
plays the kind of music that’s perfect as back-
ground, yet when tuned in clearer, is emotionally
intense and consistently interesting. Tunes in this

on-location date include “The Continental,” “My
Romance,” “Autumn Leaves” and “Mambo Ter-
rifico.”

“FRENCH QUARTER JAZZ”—Tony Almerico,
featuring Molly Duncan—Imperial LP 12072

Mainstay of the New Orleans French Quarter
jazz scene for many years has been the bands of
Tony Almerico. The brand of Dixie turned out
here is strictly for pleasure—listening or dancing
—with a strong beat, a clear melody line, and a
continuous thread of good humor. Molly Dun-
can’s occasional vocals add a flavorful change-of-
pace. Good jazz entertainment here. Among the
standards played are “In a Little Spanish Town,”
“Just a Closer Walk With Thee” and “Beale
Street Blues.”

“BASS-VIBES-DRUMS”—The Frankie Brown
Trio—Musicor MS 3000
The United Artists subsid, Musicor, in its ini-

tial LP release presents young drummer Frankie
Brown as part of an unsual trio instrumentation
(the title). Brown does much more than lay down
the basic beat, proving a capable soloist and an
articulate musician in his stick work. Vibist Fred
McCoy and bassist Martin Riviera round out the
trio and work well as an integral unit. This is

interesting, appealing and sometimes inventive
jazz by a trio of good newcomers. Selections in-

clude “Round About Midnight,” “Blue At Twi-
light,” “Willow Weep For Me” and “Well You
Needn’t.”

CLASSICAL PICKS OF THE WEEK

“THE BELOVED BJOERLING”—Vol. 3 Opera
Arias 1936-1945—Jussi Bjoerling—Capitol G 7248

The third and final volume of selected Bjoer-
ling performances from the great tenor’s earlier
years which Capitol has released here on LP for
the first time. The package contains the much-
heralded 1936-recorded arias “Celeste Aida,” “La
donna e mobile” and “Recondita armonia” as
well as several other magnificent disk perform-
ances in succeeding years. A collectors’ treasury
of a tremendous artist.

"OPERATIC RECITAL”—Ettore Bastianini—
London OS 25121
London Records’ prolific baritone is presented

in recital in 9 arias culled from his performances
in the label’s complete opera catalog. His rich
sonorous voice is heard here in “Largo al facto-
tum,” the most famous of opera arias, plus arias
from “La Forza Del Destino,” “La Gioconda,”
“La Favorita” and “Andrea Chenier,” accompa-
nied in some by Tebaldi, Simionato and Del Mon-
aco. A handsome offering for opera fans.

LISZT: Hungarian Rhapsodies — Paderewski,
Cortot, Hofmann, Friedman, Ganz—Distinguished
Recordings DR 106
A collection of Liszt Rhapsodies (nos. 2, 10, 11,

12, 14, 15) are performed by some of the greatest
pianist of the century in a collection from the
DR archives. Though the sound is much less than
hi-fi quality, there is sufficient interest in the
brilliant keyboard maneuvers of Paderewski,
Cortot, Hofmann, et al, to sustain the avid clas-

sical fan through more than 40 minutes of en-
grossing listening.

Malamud Heads HARM Membership Drive; Forms 2 Committees
PHILADELPHIA—As one of the first

der, president, appointed Jules Mala-

mud, the association’s executive secre-

tary, to head the membership drive

for the current year. Previously,

membership has been the responsi-

bility of a chosen member of the as-

sociation, with the aid of officers and
members of NARM. Malamud en-

rolled fourteen new members into

NARM in his first six weeks as execu-

tive secretary.

In accepting the duty, Malamud
said, “I feel that the responsibility of

enrolling new members into NARM,
is the most important piece of work
which must, of necessity, precede any
other project the association under-

takes. Where once we were a small

group struggling for recognition, to-

day NARM is accepted as an im-

portant national group. Today, it be-

hooves every record merchandiser and
record manufacturer to join with us

to add to the strength which we have

I

already attained. As a matter of fact,

the gains which NARM has made has

in many ways aided not only its own
members, but every record merchan-
diser and manufacturer in the coun-

try. We feel that they should recog-

nize the advances we have made, and
join with us to further augment the

possibilities of progress in the

future.”

In keeping with Malamud’s pre-

viously-stated policy of involving the

associate membership of NARM in as

many association activities as pos-

sible, he has announced the appoint-

ment of two membership committees,

each one to handle a different phase of

the drive. In charge of recruiting

regular (rack jobber) members, will

be chairman Denton Harris, of Rack
Merchanding Magazine. Members

Peter Tripp Guilty

NEW YORK—Three justices in New
York’s Special Sessions Court last

week (15) found deejay Peter Tripp
guilty of accepting $34,150 in payola
while host of WMGM-New York’s
“Your Hits of the Week” show in
1958-59.

Convicted on thirty-five counts of
commercial bribery, accepting pay-
ments without his employer’s consent,
Tripp faces a maximum sentence of
a year in jail and a $500 fine on each
count. He will be sentenced on June 30.

Throughout the trial, Tripp main-
tained that he received the payments
not for spinning certain disks, but for
advice he gave to labels on how to
produce the most commercial record-
ings. He also maintained that he was
an independent contractor rather than
an employee of WMGM and therefore
had the right to make outside deals.
The prosecution brought forth a

number of label and distrib execs who
testified that they had paid Tripp spe-
cifically to spin certain disks.

Tripp’s lawyers, Benjamin Shedler
and Morris Golman, declaring their
client “penniless,” had not, at press-
time, decided on whether to appeal the
case.

Ti'ipp’s trial and resulting convic-
tion was the outcome of a payola in-

vestigation last year by New York
District Attorney Frank S. Hogan,
whose office subpoenaed and examined
the books of a hundred firms. Last
May, payola charges were brought
against Tripp and four other disk-
jockeys, including Alan Freed, a for-
mer program director and two former
record librarians.

Kenin Wants U.S. Funds
To “Preserve" Music

NEW YORK—If the Federal Govern-
ment can provide funds to preserve
the nearly extinct whooping crane, it

should also do the same for classical
music, thinks Herman Kenin, presi-
dent of the American Federation of
Musicians. Kenin said last week that
the U.S. spends $5,000,000 a year to
keep the whooping crane around, but
lays-out nothing on music. “Unless we
get caught up we are lost,” Kenin
feels.

Accoi’ding

to the label’s Jimmy Johnson, the

LP, which retails at $1.98, has, in its

release period of four months, already

sold more than any children’s LP in

the Disney record operations’ history.

Capitol Rushes Out
Harper ”AI Di La”

NEW YORK—Capitol Records last

week rush-released songstress Janice

Harper’s English lyric version of “A1

Di La,” which was the top song at

this year’s San Remo fete in Italy.

The overwhelming predominance of rock ’n’ roll over all other types of

popular music in France today is a phenomenon worth noting once more. This

trend was scarcely discernible a year ago, but asserted itself with a vengeance

with the advent on the music hall stage and on records of Johnny Hallyday.

Practically overnight, Johnny became the idol of the teenagers and the

Blousons Noirs,” who consider him as their spokesman and their incarnation.

The rage spread to other sections of the younger generation and Johnny might

be considered today as a reflection of “La Jeunesse.” It is amusing to note

that even in certain schools run by religious groups, young boys and girls

gather for their record sessions of Hallyday and, more recently, Les Chausettes

Noires. Net result of all this is that sales of other pop categories are suffering

and music hall programs must be modified. A&R directors of all the record

firms have hastened to sign up rock ’n’ roll groups and the popularity of Les

Chausettes Noires on the Barclay label has followed closely on the heels of

Hallyday’s. Interesting that the national firms reacted swiftly and successfully

to the developing trend and that by the time the extra-national firms got mov-
ing the ideal moment for rock ’n’ roll star-making seemed about over. Rocky
Volcano (Philips), Frankie Jordan (Decca) and even Hedika (Festival), w'ho

got strong promotional backing from these labels, can’t seem to usurp the

place of the established idols.. The story has been a little different for EMI’s
A&R man, Gerard Cote, who went to get in England what he couldn’t find

here in France. He brought back Les Travellers, and English-language duo with

talent—and a French past. Les Travellers had spent practically all of 1960

vegetating in Paris, looking for a contract. At the time, only Unidisc’s A&R
man, Pirard showed some interest in them but the label belonged to a Catholic

publishing firm. Rue de Fleurus, in Paris and scarcely seemed the type of label

to put the rock ’n’ rollers on the map. Les Travellers’ 45 single on Unidisc

got a chance to be heard on the juke boxes but the promotional utility of juke

boxes hadn’t yet been accepted by the big commercial companies and certain

international firms have still to learn the lesson. The music publishers make
almost exclusive use of the medium for their promotion and the younger
firms (Vogue, Barclay, Festival), whose freedom of movement and willingness

to taks risks are greater, have found that juke box promotion pays off—for

their rock ’n’ roll stars and their other artists too.

Had trouble reaching Phil Boutet (Barclay Editions) who’s hard at work

preparing for the “Coq de la Chanson” contest at the end of this month. We
learned however that the third song which his firm will present in the com-

petition will be “Je Suis le Risque” by Mireille and Contet, to be sung by Paola.

Since her recording of “Si t’as ete a Tahiti” two years ago, Paola had practi-

cally disappeared from the record scene.

Latest tune waxed by Les Chausettes Noires is a free French adaptation of

“Everybody’s Got a Date but Me,” called “Fou D’elle.”

Olympia projects: it seems more than likely that the opening program for

the autumn season will star Gilbert Becaud and Les Djinns. Becaud will sing,

accompanied by Les Djinns and may even record with “the heavenly voices”

(as Trent calls them). Edith Piaf used this same formula many years ago

when she used to sing to the accompaniment of Les Compagnons de la Chan-

son, who were then just starting their career. Their early collaboration with

Piaf helped the Compagnons on their road to success but it was not difficult

for the famous singer to tour with the 10 Compagnons. We don’t quite see how
things will work out with the Djinns, who comprise more than 30 singers!

Another Pathe operation is Gerard Cote’s launching of a Becaud-penned

“rock,” which will be recorded by Becaud and by Gloria Lasso. Speaking of

Lasso—her return to the public eye appears sealed by the success of “Sabror a

Me” and now her recording of “Pullover” is getting backing from Gerard

Cote, publicist and the woolen goods manufacturers, Tricosa, who plan to

distribute the Lasso disc to their buyers and clients.

Arteco reports that three Blue Note artists, Jackie McLean, Freddie Redd

and Arthur Taylor, are playing at Paris’ “Au Chat Qui Peche” club. The lat-

ter seems to have become the jazz center of the left bank and even of Paris

in general. The Blue Note label was foi-merly distributed by Vogue here, but

Arteco has taken over. The label did much to make modern jazz known to the

French. Two leading jazz radio programs use Blue Note recordings as theme

tunes—Art Blakey’s “Paper Moon” and Horace Silver’s “Come On Home.”

Echoes from Cannes and the Film Festival: May 15 was the date of the big

party thrown by Eddie and Nicole Barclay and United Artists at the “Whiskey

a Gogo.” Present were Ben and his Tumba, Bob Azzam and his orchestra and

500 guests; and it seems that negotiations with the Barclays for the music

from Rene Clement’s film are underway at the present writing.

Bernhard Mikulski, one of Germany’s top record importers, is now visiting

the U.S. on a 4 week trip. He’s trying to line up new lines for distribution in
Germany and is taking a vacation at the same time.

Peer Music reports 8 recordings of “La Pachanga” on the market here, and
the standard “Lazy River” has been recorded by Joerg Maria Berg in German
for Polydor.

Hans Sikorski reports that new starlet Andrea Horn, who formerly worked
as one of the Honey Twins, is now recording for Philips and has done two
songs from the Sikorski publishing firm as her first record.

American singer Gus Backus, who is now one of Germany’s teenager fav-
orites, has cut the old standard “Auf Wiederseh’n” and the record is already
getting top action in many markets.

Freddy’s new record, which has only been on the market a few weeks, has
taken first place on the Best Sellers of Radio Stuttgart and Radio Frankfurt.
Hans Beierlein from Montana Music reports that Jan & Kjeld have been

signed for a new musical by CCC Film Co. They’ll be doing their newest
recording, “Hillybilly Banjo” in the film. Germany’s top jodler Franzl Lang is
busy working on his first film. Music for the film is being written by Ernst
Jaeger and Georg Buschor.

Top music publisher, composer, lyricist, etc. Ralph Maria Siegel, who is
active in all phases of the record business here celebrates his 50th birthday
on June 8. Ralph is credited with 23 musical stage works, many film scores,
hundreds of single compositions, over 2,500 pop lyrics, he recorded as an
orchestra leader for Tempo Records. He sang first tenor on records, he was
chief of the theatre in Augsburg, he has directed several musical shows. He
is a record producer and has his own firm and is active with his publishing
firm which represents many top firms here. Freddy has received Germany’s
version of the “Oscar” for the second year in a row as being Germany’s top
film box office star.

Quincy Jones has developed into a top LP seller here and Electrola has just
released a single containing “The Preacher” and “Choo Choo Ch Boogie” for
sale here. The firm is putting top promotion behind the single.

Rolf Budde reports that Conny and Rex Gildo have just recorded the original
Charleston under the new title “Oky-Doky” for Electrola. In addition “Corrina,
Corrina” has been recorded by Peter Beil on Philips, the Everly Bros, hit
“Lucille” has been done by Ursula Junkert and Helmut Schmidt on Ariola and
“Pony Time” is set for new German recordings. Sonet’s office in Hamburg re-
ports German release of “Blue Moon” with The Marcels. The German version
has already been cut by Decca with Ursula Jakob and is now on the market.

Mercury’s Ricky Steinberg visited Austria to meet with Ariola execs. Ariola
is taking over the Mercury line for Austria there. After his trip to Vienna,
Ricky stopped by Munich to take in a “Record Hop” and visit with D.J.’s in the
area. He asked me to please officially say that the story of Mercury Records
and Philips records and the possible purchase of Mercury by Philips is all

rumor and has no truth.

Philips top push item at present is the new Blue Diamonds recording of
“In A Little Spanish Town” with German lyrics by Gunter Loose. The last
single by the Blue Diamonds was their recording of “Ramona,” which has
passed the million mark here in sales.

Teldec has released the first jazz discing of Inge Brandenburg, who is

known as Europe’s top jazz songstress. Inge cut an EP in English in Berlin
with Werner Muller and his orchestra with tunes including “Don’t Take Your
Love From Me,” “Lover Man,” “All of Me” and “There’ll Never Be Another
You.”

Songstress Nana Gualdi is in the hospital recovering from a minor operation
here. Her newest waxing of “Er Sprach Nur Vom Kussen” (He Talks Only
About Kissin’) is getting top D.J. response here.

Polydor reports the signing of new teenager Kid Kiets with his first release
being a cover of “Jimmy’s Girl” and “Walk Right Back”; both did well on the
international market in English.

There’s been some big executive changes in the Teldec house here. Director
of A&R and production for both albums and singles Herbert Grenzebach has
retired from his position, and Arthur Waizenegger, the former distribution

chief has been advanced to vice-president of the firm. Waizenegger is still

responsible for distribution and will also oversee the production end of the
firm. Gunter Borchert is now responsible for the pop A&R division.

Warner Brothers celebrated their first year in Germany on April 1. The
firm, which is distributed here by Teldec, has had many hits in its first year,
and one of its European artists The Swedanes are set for a TV show next
week here.

German Vogue Records is the first firm on the market here with 33 singles.

The problem of 33 vs. 45 has not raised too many questions in the industry
here which is doing a thriving singles business.

Metronome reports that “Danke Fur Die Blumen” (Wedding Cake) by Siw
Malmkvist has passed the 75,000 mark here in sales and will be released in

both English and German by Kapp records shortly.

Teenage star Rex Gildo is reported to have over 240 fans clubs in Germany
alone. Rex is still top box office in his works for film and records. That’s it for

this week in Germany.

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ARGENTINA
Los Santos will take part in the 1st Festival of the Argentine Song in Italy

next June, ^terwards, they’ll perform on the Eurovision TV chain, in France
and in Spain. Before leaving Argentina, they must record their fifth LP.
Odeon is releasing “Poetry in Motion” (sung in English by Chilean rock ’n

roller Pat Henry), and “Sin tu Amor,” winner of the Vina del Mar Song
Festival by Los Cuatro Duendes. This is part of a plan of South American
EMI subsidiaries of releasing their local recordings in other markets, at the
same time. This plan includes Argentina, Chile, Peru, Mexico, Venezuela and
Brazil.

Demetrio Ortiz, well known musician and composer (“Recuerdos de Ipaca-
rai,” “Tus Lagrimas”), will begin a tour of Europe, next June with a big Para-
guayan orchestra.

It is said that Connie Francis will be here in August. Her manager, George
Scheck, would be already signing some contracts. In Argentina, Connie isn’t
well known. However, TK Records has just released an LP with some of her
best hits.

Lucio Milena is again with Columbia, as artistic director. He worked with
the label several years, but in 1960 tried as independent producer.
On July 20, Los TNT will start a trip to Venezuela, Mexico, Peru, Chile and

South American countries. Their last recording is a hit on both sides: “La
Espumita” and “Haciendo el Amor.” (RCA)

Los Wawanco are considering the possibility of going to Italy. They were
offered a contract after their last waxings, “Palo Bonito” and “Moliendo Cafe,”
turned into hits.

Bookings for 13,000 copies of “Explosivos Vol. IV” (RCA) have been already
made without the record being released. 5,700 of these bookings were made
without even knowing what it would contain. (The Explosivos are LP’s with
a selection of current hits waxed by RCA’s local and foreign artists, priced at
$298). This type of record has proved to be a very good seller, and also in-
creases singles sales. Odeon will release the album, “Aqui Esta La Nueva Ola,”
on the same style, including Brenda Lee (with “Let’s Jump the Brumstick”
and “Dinamyte”) and local hits as “Vuelve Primavera,” “Moliendo Cafe,” “A1
Di La” and “The Story Of My Love,” sung in Spanish. We hope that Odeon
will continue with this practice, which benefits both local and foreign artists,
and sells many records.

_

Korn publishers is now administrating music belonging to “Sucesos, Edi-
ciones Musicales” and Yadarola publishers. This includes such tunes as “Ta-
quito Militar” (Mariano Mores), “Amor y Mas Amor” (Bobby Capo) and
“Patio de la Morocha,” of real importance in Argentine pop music history.
“Las Voces del Huayra,” a very good folk group, recorded as new LP for

Columbia. Currently, they are performing on Channel 9 TV.
Colombian songs are doing very well. “Algo Se Me Va,” first, then “Palo

Bonito”—three months on the best sellers charts—and now “Oriza,” are being
well appreciated by the customers. All these titles have been recorded by Lita
Nelson.

Columbia thought it appropriate to release a LP by Diana Dors a few days
before she began performing on TV and theatre. The title is “Asi Canta
Diana Dors.”
“The Baby Sitters Boogie” may be Argentina’s next big hit. Columbia re-

leased it by Buzz Clifford, and RCA made it in Spanish by Johnny Tedesco.
The tune is already receiving big air play.

Luis Aguile received a gold record from Peruvian Odeon for the sales of his
last waxings. Besides, famous newspaperman Guido Monteverde considered
him “the best chansonier of 1960” in that country.
Waldo de los Rios is appearing on TV7 in a folk music program under the

title of “Por Los Caminos Del Folklore” (Along The Roads Of Folklore). De
los Rios is one of our best arrangers, and some of his records have been re-
leased by Columbia in the States.
RCA has just put to sale “Are You Lonesome Tonight” by Elvis Presley. As

it may seem a bit late, we must explain that recording companies here release
a new record only when the last waxing by the same artist shows a drop in
its sales. And “It’s Now or Never” has been a good seller for seven months.

Orfeo put to sale its first 33 single record, with two boleros cut by Carlos
Alonso. TK and Polydor have already what they call “Petit LP,” the 7 inch
record with six songs. Odeon and RCA are waiting for the customers to say
the last word.

“Fugitiva” (Runaway) will be recorded in Spanish by Lalo Fransen. Odeon
is releasing the original by Del Shannon.
Baby Bell has received an offer to appear on Panamericana TV, in Lima,

Peru, and is now considering it.

Smart publishers (Ricordi) signed contracts with composers Lito Bayardo
and Rafael Rossi for some tunes that will be published in Brazil, Italy and
France. Firm also told us it expects that “Patatina” and “Fale Baixinho”
(speak in low voice) will be hits very soon.
Tony Bennett’s performances in the Opera Theatre and on TV take place

this week (22, 23). Bennett is well known here, because of a couple of big hits
he had in 1959.

Mexican trio Los Panchos received $1,000 for every 30 minute appearance
in sporting clubs and dance parties. Some years ago this amount was con-
sidered fantastic, but now the dance-party industry is very big and can afford it.

The waxing of “Mi Burbuja Azul” (Le Mille Bolle Blu) made by Violeta
Rivas with Italian playback is considered by Fortissimo (the publisher) as the
best made up to date. (The tune has been also very well recorded by Los
Santos).

$648 Million Aid To Brazil
NEW YORK—In w'hat amounts to

one of the largest international aid
deals to a country, the U.S. and the
International Monetary Fund revealed
last week a program—totaling at least
$648 million—to rescue Brazil from a
damaging foreign debt burden which
has kept the country from bringing
her international business into bal-
ance.

The plan, in which the U.S. will
supply loans totaling $338 million and
the fund a loan of $160 million (plus
expected arrangements of loans by
European banks totaling $150 mil-
lion), also involves postponements of
Brazilian debts to the U.S., European
countries and Japan.

In addition to the above loan, it is

expected that both the U.S. and the

International Bank for reconstruction

and Development will provide addi-

tional money for Brazil’s develop-

ment.

The program calls for Brazil to

make moves to correct her problems,

including high inflation, huge budget
deficit, high private credit.

The U.S. Senate recently approved
the appropriation of $600 million to

initiate a long-range foreign aid pro-
gram for Latin-American countries

(see last week’s issue).

JAPAN
Victor and Toshiba have reported their individual balance sheets. Victor held

its semi-annual executive meeting for the 57th settlement term (September

21, 1961 through March 20, 1961). In this meeting, the following draft balance

sheet was passed and it was decided to bring it before the regular general meet-
ing of shareholders on May 19. Gross income: 8,660,422,219 yen ($24,056,728).

Net income: 655,423,843 yen ($1,820,622). Stating the items of gross income,
record division 1,440 million yen ($4 million), radio receiving sets 270 million

yen ($750,000), record players (stereo) 2,155 million yen ($5.99 million), tele-

vision sets 2,790 million yen ($7,750,000), others 413.8 million yen ($1.15 mil-

lion), exported, 1,892 million yen ($526 million). Distribution of profits is 20%
(same as last year). Gross income of previous term was 7,010,537,377 yen ($19,-

472,604), with net income of 516,768,516 yen ($1,379,912). The firm always
has many hit tunes on the chart. Yukio Hashi, Japanese top singer, who debuted
last year, with “Itako-Gasa” (I Found My Girl In Itako) sold well over 300,000
copies in a short period, was the biggest contributor to the company. Adding to

the success of Yukio Hashi, the firm’s strenuous selling campaign of modern
jazz music was the cause of the biggest profit.

Toshiba, a brand new face in the industry, also held its executive meeting
for the firm’s first settlement term (October 1 through March 31, 1961). The
meeting confirmed its gross income as 2,445 million yen, (6.8 million dollars).
Items: records 735 million yen, $2.04 million), sound materials, such as record
players 73.5 million yen ($250,000). Q. Sakamoto and Kayoko Moriyama’s great
popularity were the biggest power for Toshiba. Last year, when the firm, now
independent, was still a part of the tremendous Toshiba industry, its gross total

of income was 125 million yen ($350,000).
Columbia, Gramophone and Teichiku will hold their meetings within two

weeks or so.

“Chiemi Eri & The Delta Rhythm Boys” is one of the latest LP’s released
by Japan’s King. The LP, available on both stereo and mono versions, is a col-

laboration by Japan’s leading female vocalist and famous American chorus
group. The recording session was arranged during the latest stay of The Delta
Rhythm Boys. “It’s Only A Paper Moon,” “When The Saints Go Marchin’ In,”
“Sohran-Bushi” (Japanese folk song), are among the selections. Nobuo Hara
and Sharps & Flats are backing up the singing of Chiemi and the Boys. This
must be an international favorite.

“Calcutta” is beginning to come up the road of best sellers. Up until now
four different versons are available. Those are by Lawrence Welk on Dot, The
Four Preps on Capitol, Richard Hayman on Mercury and Valiants on Columbia.
No Japanese version has been released.
As a new series, Victor will release 5 compact-33’s-double in stereo on

May 20. These records include, “Along With Belafonte,” “Elvis Is Back,”
“Prado’s Best Works,” “Three Suns—Stereo Highlights,” and “Stereo Big
Four” (Neil Sedaka and three others are included). First mono-version com-
pact 33 double releases which has just come out by Victor was Elvis Presley’s
“Flaming Star.”
French conductor Jean Goardino just left Japan after conducting the N.H.K.

Symphony and other Japanese orchestras.
Robert B. Weiss, international director of Warner Bros. Records arrived in

Japan with Mrs. Weiss on May 1 for a six day stay. He told us that The Everly
Bros, may be in Japan in June to give a series of performances in Tokyo and
other cities, but added that the plan is still in the negotiating stage. Weiss
also told The Cash Box at the Imperial (Teikoku) Hotel that Japan is a tre-
mendous (^world’s no. 3) market for the American record industry. He ex-
changed his ideas on releasing Japanese dialog tunes under the WB label.
Such disks will be sold wherever Japanese speaking people live (Los Angeles,
San Francisco, Hawaii, etc.) as well as in Japan, he mentioned. He left Tokyo
on May 7 for Hong Kong, his next business destination. Following Hong Kong
he will cover 12 other nations including the Far East and Europe. He is ex-
pected to reach Paris next June and will not go back to California until the
end of this year.
Yuzo Kumakura, vice-director of Victor’s record division, reported to The

Cash Box that the selling rate of the 10" LP’s has dropped lately while that
of the 12" LP’s has increased. This inclination, he said, was the aftermath of
the fact that the retail price of 12" LP’s dropped from 1,700 yen to 1,500 yen.
Nat “King” Cole arrived in Japan on May 4th with his wife. He is due to

give a series of performances in Tokyo, Osaka and another two cities. The
1961 Tokyo East-West Music Encounter just closed. During the last week of
the Festival, The Italian Chorus Coropol^onico Orchestra of Toho Conserva-
tory (Japan), Yugoslavian singer Zinka Milanov, New York Philharmonic
Orchestra with Leonard Bernstein (twice) and N.H.K. Symphony Orchestra
performed.

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ENGLAND
Associated Recordings just became the first company to sell British manu-

factured records to the U.S.S.R. The export order valued at £12,000 includes

both popular and classical recordings which will be on sale at the British Trade
Fair and at selected stores in Moscow. D. M. Bennett, managing director of

A.R., reports that the most popular items with the Russians are the Glenn
Miller recordings and Gershwin’s “Porgy & Bess.” In addition to the popular
items from Associated’s Eros label, a large quantity of classical recordings
from EMI are included in the export agreement. Having broken the ice, Ben-
nett plans further talks in Moscow to try to expand and increase the present
export agreement.
A new British jazz film “Living Jazz” starring Bruce Turner and his Jump

Band has its premier at the National Film Theatre on June 3. Commissioned
by The British Film Institute the film was sponsored and financed by Ken
Lindsay and Doug Dobell of Central Record Distributors and tells in semi-
documentary form the life of a touring jazz group. An LP “Jumpin’ At The
N.F.T.” and an EP of the music from the film both by the Bruce Turner Band
are released by 77 Records. CRD, which also releases Riverside, Bluenote,
Folklore, Harlequin, Prestige, Bluesville, Moodsville and Swingville material,
are anxious to hear from American companies interested in releasing the
British 77 and Folklore disks in the States. Top names include Acker Bilk,

Sam “Lightnin’ ” Hopkins, Francis “Scrapper” Blackwell, Pete Seegar and
Bruce Turner.

It was a pleasure to meet Jack Mills, president of Mills Music of America, in

London on his annual visit to Europe. With an established catalog of standards
and a constant stream of pops, prime importance is attached to the continued
promotion of educational and standard music, orchestral, band and chorale.
Mills expressed his admiration for the Anglo-American liaison between Stanley
Mills in the New York office and Cyril Gee, general manager of the London
office. Besides picking up new material for American publication. Mills also
met old friends including publishers Lawrence Wright, Bill Ward, Jimmy
Phillips, Fred Day and Ray Thackeray. Before returning to New York he will

visit his offices in Madrid and Amsterdam and plans to set up a new office in
Germany. He congratulated The Cash Box on its South American column where
his company has recently opened an office in San Paulo.
Well-known Swiss conductor-composer Cedric Dumont will conduct a concert

at The Royal Festival Hall in London on June 10, which includes the first per-
formance of his “Divertissment Helvetique” commissioned by the BBC for
the occasion. Dumont informs that his publishing company Edition Coda of
Zurich has acquired rights to “La Cumparsita” for Switzerland and is cur-
rently getting heavy disk coverage with the Franca di Rienzo version of “Nous
Aurons Domain” on Vogue.

Eight months after release and after only a brief entry into the charts sales
of “A Scottish Soldier” by Andy Stewart on Top Rank have reached 250,000.
Stewart is the first Scottish artists to receive a silver disk. Presentation was
made last week by a soldier of the Scots Regiment. Released in the States on
Warwick “A Scottish Soldier” has entered the Cash Box Top 100 charts. EMI
reports enormous advance for the follow-up disk “The Battle’s O’er.” One
Scottish dealer ordered 2,000 copies—the biggest single dealer advance in the
company’s history.
High Court judgment was just given in favor of Lawrence Wright Music

Company and Ascherberg, Hopwood & Crewe against Grundig—tape recorder
manufacturers. The judge ruled that by playing three pieces of copyright
music to demonstrate its tape recorders at last year’s Audio Fair, Grundig had
infringed the copyright law. The publicity given to the case has been wel-
comed by the Mechanical Rights Society and Music Publishers generally. Bill

Ward, general manager of Lawrence Wright, said: “We are delighted with the
decision which we hope will help to deter members of the public from taping
records on home recorders and making copies for friends—thus depriving
artists and record companies of royalties and resulting in tremendous loss of
record sales.”

British independent. Ember International, has signed an agreement giving
20th Fox Record Company, American distribution rights to two British
singles: “Four And Twenty Thousand Kisses” by Roy Young and “Angela
Jones” by Michael Cox. The latter disk reached the No. 4 slot in British charts
last year.
With copyright problems settled, Elvis Presley’s “Sui’render” (Come Back To

Sorrento) with new lyric by Doc Pomiis and Mort Schuman, is released here by
RCA. With sales expected to reach the million mark Decca reports a record
advance of 431,000. Sales of his current chart topper “Wooden Heart” now
stand at 600,000.
W. S. Woyda, buyer and manager of the Record Division of Keith Prowse

Ltd., has been elected chairman of the Gramophone Record Retailers Associa-
tion for the coming year. Owing to the rapid expansion of the GRRA formed
two years ago for the protection of retailers, it has also been found necessary
to appoint a publicity manager (Martin Goff) and an area organizer (Jack
Austin).
Gary Mills, remembered for his successful “Look For A Star,” has cut two

sides for transatlantic release on Decca and London, “I’ll Step Down” and
“Your Way Is My Way.”

Latest star to join the cast of the Palladium summer show “Let Yourself
Go” starring Harry Secombe, Roy Castle, Marion Ryan, The King Brothers
and Eddie Calvert, is Audrey Jeans whose latest waxing “How Lovely To Be
A Woman” from “Bye Bye Birdie,” is relased on Columbia.
Morty Craft, President of Warwick Records, visited The Cash Box office

during his whirlwind 48 hour trip. Here to meet Matt Monro, whose British hit
“My Kind of Girl,” is getting big stateside reaction on the Warwick label.
Craft has finalized details for Matt’s American visit including tentative book-
ings for The Ed Sullivan, Jack Paar and Garry Moore TV shows. Matt’s latest
disk on transatlantic release is “Can This Be Love.”
The indestructible ‘Red Hot Mama’ Sophie Tucker returned to London for a

season of cabaret at Bernard Denfont’s Talk Of The Town Theatre-Restaurant,
the scene of her first London appearance in 1922 (then known as the London
Hippodrome). Her latest disk “For Adults Only” recorded last year in Chi-
cago is released here on Mercury.

Following confirmation that Max Bygraves is to play the Phil Silvers role
in “Do Re Me,” comes news that negotiations are underway for Frankie
Vaughan to star in a West-End musical. Impressario Bernard Delfont hopes
to present Frankie in “King Of Diamonds,” a South African written musical
based on the life story of the fabulous Barney Barnarto.
From “The Guns Of Navarone,” with musical score by Dmitri Tiomkin,

Decca has recorded two titles from the film “The Theme” and “The Wedding
Song” by The Cambridge Strings for American release on London. As usual,
the recording was in the hands of Dick Rowe and Malcolm Lockyer.

Radio Luxembourg, the only commercial radio station beaming programs to
Britain, celebrating its 30th Anniversary. With an average of 40 hours of
airtime each week, during which some 800 pop disks are played to a nightly
audience of 7,000,000 listeners, the station plays a valuable part in promoting
British and American disks.

Stars and executives of the record industry were recently feted at the Va-
riety Club of Gt.

formation in 1949, has raised £600,000 for sick and handicapped children. Later
in the week 250 stars of stage, screen, TV, radio and records attended the Va-
riety Club’s Annual Star Gala at The Festival Gardens, whose directors have
guaranteed a minimum sum of £3000.
Owing to the rapid expansion of Pye Records Ltd., Louis Benjamin, hitherto

assistant general manager, joins T. R. B. Threlfall, director and general man-
ager, as joint general manager. Continuing its expansion policy, Pye Records
signed a contract with Aristocrat Recordings Inc. of America whereby mate-
rial from the Chess, Checker and Argo labels will be released here on Pye In-

ternational—the label currently topping the British charts with “Blue Moon,”
by The Marcels. The deal follows long-term negotiations expedited by Benja-
min during his recent visit to the States. The first major success, under the
agreement, looks like being “But I Do” by Clarence Frogman Henry which
makes its entry into the British charts this week.

Denis Preston of Record Supervision left for America on May 9 and plans
to stay for three weeks. Main object of the visit is to explore the possibilities

of marketing and exploiting the recently launched None-Such Spoken Word
recordings release here on Pye Plus. High powered British promotion has in-

cluded 300,000 postal brochures and a 30 second trick advertising film in color,

with musical score especially composed by Kenny Graham for exposure in all

major West-End cinemas, followed by nationwide screening in selected cine-

mas. Preston left England armed with a mass of interesting and off beat re-

corded music ranging from jazz to drama which he hopes to place on the
American market.

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SCANDINAVIA MEXICO
SWEDEN

It happens very often that I receive letters from the United States asking
the question: How is stereo doing in Sweden? Perhaps it will be of value to
explain the situation in this column.

First of all, most Swedes (and most people in Scandinavia) are buying com-
plete set of radio combined with a record player. The price of such a combina-
tion varies, but the average price is between 1000.- and 1500.- Swedish Kronor
(which means from $200-to $300-), which is very expensive.
Now, let’s go back to around 1955/56. The record companies more and more

left the old 78 RPM speed and the “new speeds” (EPs and LPs) began to ap-
pear at the market. People were more or less forced to buy new equipment
so they could play the new records. During the following two or three years,
almost everybody who had record players, changed equipment.

It can be estimated that some 90 per cent of everybody who had any interest
in buying new' record players had done so when there came something called

stereo.
The record buyers could either buy some extra equipment which made it

possible for them to play stereo or they could buy complete new furniture. But
very few could afford to throw' aw'ay their recently invested $200-to $300- and
spend the same sum once again.

This is why stereo is coming so slow in Sweden. Of course, everybody who
buy record players today are buying stereo players, and as people from time
to time change their equipment, stereo will sooner or later come into its own.
But it must be estimated that it wdll take at least until 1970 before most record
buyers here change their equipment to stereo. I estimate the situation so that
today around 30 to 35 per cent of the record buyers are stereo-equipped.
And, as more and more people can play stereo records, more and more stereo

records are sold here, but it is a progress that moves slowly at the moment.
Mr. Baron, head of Melodicon S.A. (Philips) in Italy, might visit Philips in

Stockholm before or after the IFPI Congress in Copenhagen in end of May,
said Bo Lbfberg, new head of Philips-Sonora record dept. here. Mr. Lofberg
was recently appointed chief of the record dept, at Philips in Sweden and one
of his first jobs wfill be to visit the IFPI Congress. Oscar Hedlund, sometimes
heard on Swedish Radio and w'riter in the Radio CO’s weekly program paper,
off for USSR w’here he wdll study music life there.
There has been an Italian week in Stockholm. Four recording artists, the

four from the San Remo Song Festival, came here for appearances at the
Sergei cinema over the weekend. The artists were Nuccia Bongiovanni, Nelly
Fioramonti, Teddy Reno and Fausto Cigliano.

Bjorn Fremer, publicity man of Scandinavian Record Co. (Sonet, Storyville,
Roulette, and other labels) told The Cash Box that his company expects a lot

from the concerts with Thelonious Monk in Stockholm’s Concert Hall. It is a
jazz visit managed by Sonet. On records, they are doing very well with “Ange-
lique,” the Danish song w'hich is on the top of the Best Sellers. “Sucu Sucu”
with Ping Ping is another top seller at Sonet. A new EP with Frankie Avalon,
one with Jimmy Martin and His Ork. are other releases the company expects
a lot from. Roulette has just been released “Ronnie Hawkins sings Hank Wil-
liams,” “African Waltz” with Johnny Dankworth, “Marie, Marie” with Serino,
and “California Sun” with Joe Jones.
Metronome sent The Cash Box two new EP’s: Nina and Frederik sings

“Sucu Sucu,” “There Was An Old Lady,” “Gin and Coco-nut Water” and “Man
Is For Woman Made.” Jbrgen Ingmann plays “Cherokee,” “High Noon,” “Pine-
top’s Boogie Woogie” and “Anna.”

Philips-Sonora presents a newcomer on records: Maude Adelson has made
an EP on Fontana. Miss Adelson has been seen on the Swedish stage and was
chosen by producer Ake Falck for the TV serial “Nina, Nora and Nalle,” where
she plays the Swedish girl (Nina is Danish and Nora is Norwegian). In this
series she has some songs to sing, and some of them appear on her debut EP.
Just got a sheet from Knappupp Records where I could read “Knappupp’s

reply to Gagarin and Shepard will be out May 24th at 10:05—D Day—with
Gunwer Bergkvist as our first astronaut who will use the first Swedish re-
cording of “Baby Sittin’ Boogie” during the trip. Well, Knappupp always
knows how to make publicity that hits.

Berns Restaurant in Stockholm has Norwegian recording group The Monn
Keys (Triola Records in Norway) as top attractions during May. Hamburger
Bors, who operates as night club after May 1, has a Swedish program with
Jules Sylvain, grand old man and composer of numerous Swedish pop songs
during the 20’s, 30’s and 40’s and still going strong. Inger Juel, Gustaf Tor-
restad and Sangfrid Nerf, all well known here.

DENMARK
Preben Uglebjerg has made a new record, “En finger med i spillet” and “Hold

godt fast,” on Polyphon.
EMI in Copenhagen has released three EP’s and four LP’s of the Polish

label Moza. It is recordings with the Polish choir Mazowsze, on tour in Den-
mark and Sweden and very successful.
Atco in the U.S. released Jorgens Ingmann’s “Cherokee” and “Anna,” and

according to Metronome chief Bent Fabricius-Bjerre, it will be just as big as
“Apache.” A German film producer wants Ingmann to write the music for a
crime thriller to be produced this autumn.

Scandinavian record companies have arranged a big musical show to be held
at the Falconer Centret on June 3 for the delegates of the IFPI Congress. The
artists appearing are Gitte (EMI, Denmark), Jan & Kjeld (Denmark), The

“Immortal Songs of the World” is the latest Adrian Gallardo’s LP. He made

it with Esquivel’s arrangements.

AUSTRALIA
The record industry is in a state of extreme caution at the mornent following

a recent announcement that the present Government credit restrictions—intro-

duced late last year—are expected to remain in force for at least another twelve

months. These restrictions, originated in an effort to stem the infiationary trend

of the nation’s economy, have had a dampening effect on the buying public

which in turn is having a disturbing effect at manufacturing and distributing

level. The Federal Government is coming under continuous fire as a result of

the credit squeeze from organizations throughout Australia that are suffering

from the effects of the restrictions. Heavy requests are also being made to the

Government authorities to re-introduce import restrictions. Manufacturing
associations and groups are complaining bitterly to the Federal Government
that they (the manufacturers) have to lay off staff and cut working hours as a

result of the tightening up of money—yet there is a huge volume of manu-
factured lines being imported into Australia. These imports include fairly

large shipments of records that are being brought into the country from
various overseas areas. Record manufacturers in Australia are deeply con-

cerned over the importing position as it now stands as it is having a serious

effect on their operations and if allowed to continue it could—in time force

some plants to close down on manufacturing until the general situation im-

proves.
.

It does seem likely that if the present barrage of complaints to the Gov-
ernment continues, there could be a review of the economy of the country with
an eye to bringing some relief to manufacturers. Such a review would be
warmly welcomed by most sections of the Australian public.

Ray Bull, promotion chief of ARC, has given The Cash Box a full report on
the recent annual disk-jockey convention which was, as always, a great success.

Convention was attended by top disk-jockeys from each State, together with
ARC exeutives and distribs from all over Australia. A total of forty-one took

part in the convention, including key staff members of ARC and all in attend-

ance had a ‘ball’ and were most impressed with the friendly warmth and per-

sonality of Goddard Lieberson.
Joe Halford, head of Castle Music (EMI publishing house) is delighted to

have acquired the rights for “Sleepy-Eyed John,” Johnny Horton’s single that
is shaping like a forthcoming hit. Castle has also won the publishing rights

to “Tragedy,” the latest click for The Fleetwoods. Nice to see that one of

Joe’s own compositions has just been released on EMI’s Columbia label. Title

is “Joey Jump Jump” and it has been recorded by young Michelle Myers. The
song—which refers to a baby kangaroo—is already showing out in chart pre-
dictions and is tipped for the big time.
Pye Records has kicked off its advertising campaign to launch its low-priced

Golden Groove range of albums. Retailing at 33/., the Golden Groove line is

the lowest priced series of 12" albums on the open market today. The range is

being marketed through supermarkets and self-service stores in addition to

the regular record dealer outlets and marketing is being supported by ads on
television and radio.

Gaynor Running has cut four sides at a new session for W&G Records; Gay-
nor recently had a nationwide hit with her English-lyric version of “Milord.”
Gaynor’s new single carries “Unlock Those Chains” coupled with “First Love
And Last Love.” Top side is published by Leeds Music while Walter Edwards
Publishing handles the lower half.

Jim Sutton, national sales chief of Australian Record Company (Coronet &
Warner Bros, labels), recently spent a week in Melbourne with Peter Sandford
and the staff of the Victorian company-owned distribution outlet for ARC.
A disk doing especially well in Australia at present is the Andy Stewart sin-

gle of “Scottish Soldier” released on the Top Rank label through the Festival
organization. Several prominent disk jockeys have taken a real liking to this
one and it has been promoted into a brisk seller.

MOA Is On
The Brink

Of Disaster

In an issue following last year’s MOA Conven-
tion, The Cash Box stated here that unless the con-

flict between MOA leadership and the phonograph
manufacturers was ironed out, the future held little

promise for a purposeful music machine operators

convention.

Having just returned from the fiasco hehl in

Miami Beach last week there is little doubt that the

Convention hehl at the Deauville Hotel was anything
more than a farce conducted at the expense of many
people.

This final gasp of life from what was once a

healthy industry trade show didn’t come about from
a sudden sickness during these past twelve months
but rather from a slow-death as a result of MOA’s
inadequate leadership over the better part of the last

three or four years.

How all this came about will eventually be told in

detail as the many reasons for lack of attendance at

MOA Conventions over the years unfold. We won’t
go into them here.

What we would like to do is to save the trade or-

ganization for the industry. The hollow^ shell that is

left can be used again to build an organization capa-

ble of conducting a trade show which will benefit

everyone in the industry.

With the gradual disappearance of operators

from the show, three phonograph manufacturers
abstaining from all MOA activities, and finally, par-

ticipation this year by only six recording companies
from a potential list of possibly forty or fifty manu-
facturers, we should feel fortunate to have a shell

with which to rebuild. And the job must be done.

If there is a member of the coin machine industry

who believes that next year’s MOA Convention, if

there is one, will be any more successful than last

week’s then he is a most optimistic fellow.

Since George Miller must accept full responsibil-

ity for this tragic situation, it is quite evident that

new leadership is most necessary.

How this is to be accomplished remains to be
seen. Perhaps the industry should have a word to

say for a change. Let Rock-Ola, Seeburg, and Wur-
litzer offer suggestions should they so desire, from
a manufacturer’s point of view. Perhaps after at-

tending last week’s Convention, AMI has an opinion.

Maybe our distributors would like a voice in the

matter. And last but not least, let’s hear from the

members themselves, the operators. These are the

people who should form the core of any trade or-

ganization.

Our goal is simple. A healthy Convention with

representation from all firms with a product to sell

to the operator, and attendance by all operators w ith

the price of a ticket.

How' we are to accomplish this task is something
that will have to be worked out. But the first step is

apparent.

George Miller must be removed. It is quite ap-

parent that Miller is the prime reason why a costly

expenditure by the record and coin machine indus-

tries paid off with the sound of silence throughout
the Convention hall last week.

With MCA As PR

Directors Hold Meet

LOU CASOLA

MIAMI BEACH—The Board of Di-
rectors of the Coin Machine Council
convened Tuesday evening, May 16,
during the Music Operators of Amer-
ica convention, at the Deauville Hotel,
to decide on the future course of the
CMC PR council’s activities in its ef-
fort to effectively operate as the pub-
lic relations voice for the coin ma-
chine industry. A great number of di-
rectors were present at this session.
The meeting was presided over by

Lou Casola, CMC’s executive officer,
and Herb Jones, vice president of
Bally Mfg. Co., the secretary of
CMC.
Although the meeting was of short

duration, since most of the procedures
enacted were placed into effect by the
executive steering committee earlier,
much was accomplished in the scope
of designating more directly the or-
ganization’s aims in the realm of in-
creasing the membership among man-
ufacturers, distributors, jobbers and
operators; and also formulating pub-
lic relations activities.
One major point was clarified dur-

ing this important session. This con-
cerns a firm denial of the misinter-
preted statement previously that the
Coin Machine Council is operating in
conjunction with the Music Operators
of America association.

President Louis Casola firmly
spelled out the fact that both organi-
zations serve completely different
purposes for the coin machine in-
dustry.
He declared: “We must make it

very clear to people in the coin ma-
chine industry at this time that the
Coin Machine Council operates strictly
as a definite public relations voice for
the entire industry. It is in no way
connected with MOA.” This statement
by Casola was unanimously agreed
upon by the entire board of directors.
During the course of this important

meeting distributor members pledged
that they will operate within the
scope of their territories to bring op-
erators into the framework of the
PR council. They unanimously pledged
that they will place their road men
and office personnel to the task of
reaching operators in a concerted
drive to appreciably increase the mem-
bership of the Coin Machine Council.

Herbert Jones, vice president of
Bally Manufacturing Company, and
secretary of CMC, is setting up an
intensive plan of action to increase
the membership among coin machine
manufacturers in his capacity as
chairman of the membership com-
mittee.

“It is our feeling that the present
growth of the Coin Machine Council,

and the fine support we are receiving

from wholesalers and jobbers, will

afford us the opportunity to show
non-member manufacturers a truly

The Cash Box Camera Visits The MOA

optimistic picture of the growth of

CMC. Therefore encouraging addi-

tion support from manufacturers.

“We most certainly will intensify

our membership drive activities gen-

erally in the manufacturing, distrib-

utive and jobber areas, as well as

among operators everywhere through

the formation of ‘membership task

forces’,” Jones asserted.

“Continental 2” features “Stereo-
Round,” an advanced stereophonic
sound reproduction system in which
four speakers within the phonograph
unit itself provide full coverage stereo

without the need for auxiliary remote
speakers.

The new coin phonograph is

equipped with AIMI “Automix 45-33”

turntable and a professional-type
magnetic pickup for both monaural
and stereo records. It has a total of

200 selections.

AMI has made a number of other
improvements with the introduction
of the “Continental 2” to provide a
more dramatic appearance and to

make the unit easier to service.

Its lighted title panel and turntable

area are in orange-red, a color classed

by psychologists as conducive to

MIAMI BEACH—The Eleventh An-
nual Music Operators of America
closed its doors on Wednesday eve-
ning, May 17 and after 3 days there
were still very few signs of music nor
were there many operators present to
listen to it.

The juke box industry, with one-half
million phonographs presently on lo-

cation and representing a potential
record sale of around $50 million an-
nually, failed miserably in its 1961 at-
tempt to stage a trade show.
The failure was evident everywhere

you looked. Exhibitors talked with

each other for three days, some clos-

ing down the doors long before the

show ended. Operators were nowhere
to be seen. Many leading distributors

never left home. Three of the four

phonograph manufacturers continued

to remain away from the ill-fated

MOA Convention as did many games
manufacturers.

On the vending side. Continental,

Rowe, Bally and National Rejectors

bought exhibit space. Six recording
firms showed up and one closed the

booth two hours after the doors

opened.

The forums were a rehash of what
took place last year and while the
swimming pool and Miami Beach at-
tractions were admittedly a distrac-
tion, looking back at what took place
in the operator sessions, they probably
didn’t hurt attendance as much as the
topics which were featured.
Attendance figures were not avail-

able but a good guess on the high

side couldn’t top the 500 mark. Even
the hotel was disappointed. Figuring

the necessary number of people to

hold down the forty one exhibits, this

figure leaves very few people left to

“walk the floors.” And this was quite

evident.

A few hundred copies of the Cash
Box were distributed from the usual

large convention supply. Many other

signs definitely pointed to the small-

est attendance in the history of MOA.
Little was accomplished and there-

fore there is little to report. A sur-

vey of exhibitors showed that in many
instances the displays did not even

pay for themselves.

This was the 1961 MOA Conven-
tion. And there was very little else.

MIAMI BEACH—Barney Sugerman
and Abe Green, Runyon Sales Com-
pany, AMI distributors with offices in

New York, New Jersey and Connecti-

Vending Machine Mfr. Shipments Up 28%;

Post-Mix Soft Drink Units Lead With 300% Rise

CHICAGO — Manufacturers’ ship-
ments of vending machines in 1960 in-
creased 28.5 per cent in value to
$164.5 million from shipments of
$126.9 million in 1959, according to a
statistical study underwritten by the
National Automatic Merchandising
Association.

Prepared annually by the Bureau
of the Census at the request of
NAMA as a member service, the
study shows the 1960 total to be 50
per cent above 1958 shipments worth
$109.4 million.
The most significant rise was

chalked up by vending machines for

beverages, with total shipments worth
$109.4 million in 1960 over the 1959
figure of $75.3 million, an increase of

45 per cent. In that category, ship-
ment of post-mix cup soft drink vend-
ing machines increased from 4,437
machines in 1959 to 13,285 in 1960,
a spectacular 300 per cent advance
in one year.

In the confections and food machine
category, the value of shipments in-

creased from $19 million to $23.9 mil-
lion in 1960, the report shows. Ship-
ments of all other vending machines
were valued at $31.2 million in 1960
as compared with $32.6 million in

1959. However, the number of ma-
chines in that category increased to
247,682 from 210,244 in 1959.
The total number of machines

shipped in 1960 increased to 643,942
machines from 523,945 in 1959, a rise

of 23 per cent.

The figures in the Bureau of the

Census survey came from 86 com-
panies last year, whereas 96 firms

were included in 1959. Industry

mergers and companies no longer in

business account for the drop, indus-

try sources said.

Macke Vending Company, whose
common stock was first offered to the

public in February 1960, currently

operates 20,000 vending machines in

seven mid-atlantic states and the Dis-

trict of Columbia. Since 1955, sales

and profits have increased an average

of 15% per year. Goldman predicted

a similar trend over the next five

years.

“Automatic vending,” said Gold-

man, “is the best answer yet to rising

costs of employee feeding in plants,

offices and institutions of all sorts.

Technological improvements in the

vending machines themseh'es are

making it possible for most people to

find the food they like, hot or cold, at

the drop of a coin. Lighter eating

habits and the shift toward the quick

30-minute lunch are other current

trends supporting the rapid growth

of vending.”

Macke exchanged an undisclosed

amount of stock with Variety Vending
System of Philadelphia two weeks ago
in a merger that placed Macke in the

amusement machine business and A1

“You can start a completely new
vending route from scratch as far as
I’m concerned, there is that much po-
tential today.
“Many problems foreign to the mu-

How To Compefe With
Giant Kiddie Ride Ops?
MIAMI BEACH—Tom Greco didn’t

get too much of an answer at an

MOA forum last week when he asked,

“How can we compete with giant kid-

die ride operators who not only have

the top locations sewn up but even

have contracts to operate in stores in

the chain that haven’t even been built

yet?” Harry Snodgrass took the ques-

tion but could only advise Greco on a

personal service approach and pos-

sible meetings with local merchants

on a personal basis.

MIAMI BEACH—Candy vending was
a topic of discussion at the MOA
forums here and several views were
presented. John Wallace, West Vir-
ginia operator who is an MOA board
member also advised that he has con-
centrated in the schools in cities and
offered them “a service they didn’t
realize was possible.”
Wallace advised the listening ops

that doing business with schools can
be profitable since vending machines
will increase the sale of candy pro-
viding the candy was previously sold
from a G.O. or post canteen type
counter.
Max Hurvich told ops that music

routes cannot stand alone. “Diversi-
fication is a must,” said the Birming-
ham coinman, “and until you take on
vending as an additional means of in-

come you will not be doing your full

potential.”
Commission arrangements were dis-

cussed and Wallace advised ops of a
straight 10% arrangement to service
station locations and 15% to schools
where the collections are greater.

Service depends on the location
with many machines being ser-viced

every day. However a twice-a-w^eek
schedule is sufficient for most loca-

tions.

Ops Argue Soft Drink

Commissions At Forum
MIAMI BEACH—Soft drink vend-
ing, one of the fastest growing phases
of the vending machine industry, was
discussed during informal talks here
last week and when commissions w'ere
brought up a lengthy discussion on
how far an operator should go before
he does to his vending business what
he has managed to do to his music
business came about.

The 10% commission, standard for

drink machines, was allowed as fine

but with the advent of the crushed

ice machine, commissions have gone
to 15%. One operator stated that on

lucrative locations, he has ventured

as far as the 25% commission to lo-

cations. This brought an uprise from
several ops who thought this com-

mission “extremely high.” It w-as then

that a comparison of what has hap-

pened to the music operating business

with its high commissions, bonuses,

and loans came up.

Lou Casola, Midwest Vending head,

said, “Let’s not price ourselves out

of the vending line the way we have

managed to do with our music!”

He continued that operators are of-

fering a service “and until you real-

ize this you won’t make money.”
