Connie is accepting the Lion Award
for being selected the top female vocalist in Europe during 1960, according to a poll comlucted throughout Europe by Rarlio Luxembourg.

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ARMADA Meet

Looms Big
With another month to go before

the ARMADA Convention at the Diplo-

mat Hotel in Hollywood, Fla. (June 26
and 27), interest in the Convention is

building at a rapid pace throughout
the record industry.

With seven manufacturers (Atlan-

tic, United Artists, Cameo, Vee Jay,

Canadian - American, StereOddities,

Time) scheduled to conduct their an-

nual distributor meetings and intro-

duce new product to their distribs, one
can almost count on 100% attendance

of the various distributors handling

the lines of the above seven.

But since these distributors also

handle hundreds of additional lines,

we can expect to witness a hnge turn-

out of other independent manufactur-
ers.

To carry the attendance estimate

one step further, we can expect to see

almost all indie distribs, even if their

manufacturers are not exhibiting. For
anytime there is a large manufacturer
turnout there will always be a similarly

large turnout of distributors—^looking

for new lines, discussing financial mat-
ters or just analyzing this unanalyzable
record business.

Since requests for the opportunity
to hold manufacturer-distrib meetings
far exceeded the time made available

for such conferences, it is understood
that some manufacturers are planning
to hold private conferences with their

distributors during the evening hours
or at a time when these meetings
will not conflict with the scheduled
ARMADA conferences.

There is no doubt that a good con-

vention is halfway home when it has a
strong attendance. If the people who
are now planning to attend do make
it down to the Diplomat in June, the
ARMADA meet will definitely be one
of the industry’s biggest conventions.

ARMADA has made tremendous
strides in an extremely short time
span. As is the case in most new indus-
try associations, ARMADA was faced
with organizational difficulties in its

first year. But the sincere effort by
E. Abner of Vee Jay Records and his

associates to form an association de-

signed to erase difficulties confronting
manufacturers and distribs made head-
way. At the first convention members
attempted to accomplish too much, a
common growing pain of any new
group. At the second convention the
bootlegging problem, an evil facing
both the manufacturer and the distrib,

helped solidify ARMADA.

During the past year, under the su-

pervision of Art Talmadge, president
of ARMADA, this young organization
has developed into a working arm of
great importance to the industry. The
strides that have been made in the past

twelve months against bootleggers
have won for ARMADA the respect an
association needs.

Everything is rolling along beauti-

fully for this year’s meet. Last week.
Congressman Emanuel CeUer, who has
introduced new legislation in Congress
to erase record counterfeiting, con-
sented to address the 3rd ARMADA
Convention. The comments of a per-

sonality such as Celler will be anx-

iously awaited by all members of the
industry.

Space has been set up on the con-

vention floor for exhibitors to display

their product. If the fifty booths avail-

able for record mfgrs., pressers, jacket

mfgrs., or any other product are all

filled, the convention should be sen-

sational.

Even if they are not completely
filled, this year’s ARMADA meet has
so many factors in its favor, that it

must be considered one of tremendous
importance to the record world.

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Calif. Legislature Committee Approves

Stiffer Anti-Bootlegging Bill

NEW YORK—Another strong blow
against disk bootlegging was de-

livered last week by law makers when
the Criminal Procedure Committee of

the California States Assembly in

Sacramento approved Bill 3075,

which, if the court terms so, could

change bootlegging from a misde-

meanor to a felony.

Indications see approval of the Bill

from both Houses of the California

Legislature prior to adjournment in

mid-June.

The move marks the first State-

level legislation directly concerned
with record labels.

Importance of the legislation was
noted when the Committee waived a

special 3-day wait period in order to

approve it.

The legislation was instigated by
the American Record Manufacturers
and Distributors Association (AR-
MADA) through Robert Chatton,
ARMADA veep, of Oakland, and the

association’s attorneys, Steinberg,

Balder & Steinbrook, of Philadelphia,

and ARMADA president Art Tal-

madge.

In addition, Henry Brief, executive

secretary of the Record Industry As-
sociation of America (RIAA), and a

team of RIAA private investigators,

were invited by the California legisla-

ture for added information, with
Brief submitting a RIAA statement
on bootlegging.

The Bill would:
1. Amend Sections 14321 and 14322

of the Business and Professions Code
of California relating to criminal

penalties for forging or counterfeit-

ing trade marks.

2. Changes the crime from a mis-
demeanor punishable by maximum
imprisonment of six months or a fine

of $500, or both, to a crime which in

the Court’s discretion, is punishable
by one-year imprisonment and/or a

$1,000 fine or five years imprisonment
and/or a $5,000 fine. Thus a person
could be found guilty, in a record

label counterfeiting case, of a mis-

demeanor or a felony. In the case of

the latter, a conviction could lead to

a mandatory life imprisonment if the

person had been guilty of two addi-

tional felonies.

ARMADA, which was the only wit-

ness before the Committee consider-

ing the bill, was represented by Mor-
ton S. Gorelick, of the legal firm

representing the Association. In addi-

tion, 473 telegrams from representa-

tives of the recording field were re-

ceived by the Committee.

Gorelick, in his testimony, outlined

various record counterfeiting activi-

ties and the amount of business the

illicit operators were draining off

from the legitimate firms. Gorelick

showed samples of counterfeit records

and explained in detail various pros-

ecutions which were either planned or

taking place in various parts of the

country.

The California Bill was introduced

by Assemblyman Charles Meyer of

San Francisco and was presented to

the Committee by Assemblyman John
T. Knox of Richmond, California.

The committee is headed by Assem-
blyman John O’Connell of San Fran-
cisco.

Talmadge, in commenting on the

California activity, stated that

“ARMADA by sending its representa-

tives to appear before the California

Legislature is an indication of the

determination of the association to

effectively stamp out this viscious

practice through State as well as

Federal legislation.

“While we will continue to press

for other State legislation, we will

also stress the Federal program as

well. As we have stated. Congress-
man Emanuel Celler, who is sponsor-

ing a Federal Bill in this area, will

speak before ARMADA’s convention

June 27 on this very subject.

In a statement presented by Brief

to the Committee, RIAA said: “.
. .

the ultimate loser is the consumer

who has purchased the bonus record

in good faith believing it to be the

genuine article. If the quality of re-

production is poor, or if the record

wears quick, it is the consumer who
gets stuck—and it is the legitimate

manufacturer who bears the onus of

making bad records.

“We find laws which now exist to

regulate counterfeiting are obviously

not providing sufficient deterrent to

the continuance—indeed the rapid

growth

—

of this criminal practice.

The penalties are so slight as not

even to dissuade those who have al-

ready been apprehended from imme-
diately planning a new and larger

operation.’’

The Clark-hosted package also will

play the Hollywood Bowl, the Kansas
Centennial Exposition, the Indiana

State Fair and the Michigan State

Fair. During the Fair dates, the pack-

age will be dubbed “The Dick Clark

Caravan of Stars.”

mono catalog.

According to F. M. Scott III, album

Duophonic sound is “the best elec-

tronic process yet devised for bring-
ing original monophonic sound up to
stereophonic standards.”
The new process was developed by

John Palladino, A&R quality control

director, and Capitol engineers after

two years of research and experi-

mentation.

The name Duophonic is a registered

trade mark, and the patent on the

method itself is pending.

“Duophonic is not stereo,” Palla-

dino explained, “for real stereo has

two characteristics, space and loca-

tion. Duophonic has the one char-

acteristic of space in common with

stereo; together with vastly improved

overall sound quality.

“Duophonic offers listeners the

spatial fullness of stereo but does not

attempt to simulate the novelty effect

of hearing specific instruments or

other sounds from one speaker or the

other,” Palladino said.

“This process grew out of our de-

sire to make a monophonic record

more satisfying when reproduced on

stereo equipment, and preceded or fol-

lowed by stereophonic recordings,”

commented Scott.

“We began with the basic premise

that we could not make a stereo rec-

ord out of a monaural record, but that

we could make the original mono-
phonic recording produce a far better

sound on stereo equipment and a

sound more akin to stereo than had
been achieved to date,” Scott added.

NEW YORK—Morris Levy, president

of Roulette Records, last week an-

nounced a clarification of the label’s

relationship in regard to the Hanover-
Signature Record Corp. The need for

clarification was prompted bv the fact

that on April 28, there was filed in the
proper office of the City of New York,
by Hanover-Signature as assignment
for the benefit of its creditors. Since
then, inquiries have been made of

Roulette Records Inc., concerning the
exact relationship between the two
companies and how such an assign-
ment as filed by Hanover-Signature
affects Roulette Records Inc.

Levy explained that during the
summer of 1960, Hanover-Signature
Corp. requested of Roulette a loan of

$25,000 which was made on condition

that H-S execute and deliver to Rou-
lette a chattel mortgage on all of the
physical and other assets of H-S. This
transaction was consummated and in

a further effort to assist H-S, Roulette
permitted the label to occupy, as a
tenant, office space in the Roulette
newly acquired building.

Desnite these efforts to sustain H-S
it failed and a point was reached
where it had no alternative but to

arrange for the protection of the
insolvency statute, Levy said.

Levy went on to state that Roulette
had forclosed on its chattel mortgage
in an effort to salvage, to the extent
possible, the loan previously made to

H-S. Roulette now possesses substan-
tially all the assets of Hanover-Signa-
ture Record Corp. Roulette will de-
termine to what extent, if any, it

will arrange for the marketing of

H-S’s assets.

Levy stressed the fact that at no
time did Roulette guarantee or agree
to be responsible for any of H-S’s ob-
ligations. He emphasized that at all

times, both companies had been sepa-
rate and distinct entities. Robert
Thiele, president of H-S has become
a full time employee of Roulette as
a member of the firm’s A&R staff.

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“POPULAR PIANO CONCERTOS FROM THE
GREAT BROADWAY MUSICALS — George
Greeley—Warner Bros. W 1415

Greeley’s exhibitionist piano stylings have paid
big dividends for him—currently hitting with
“Best of the Popular Piano Concertos.” Here, his
broad, sweeping keyboard touch transforms a
baker’s dozen Broadway show tunes into con-
certo-like sessions with the aid of an ork of sym-
phonic proportions and a background choir.

piano interpretations of Eddie Hejrwood. Accom-
panying the pianist is an ork and chorus follow-
ing Henri Rene’s arrangements. It all makes for
an enjoyably light listening interlude that show
music fans will apprepreciate.
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“PACHANGA AT THE CARAVANA CLUB”—
Charlie Palmieri and his Charanga La Duboney

Alegre LPA 804
Palmieri’s Duboney Orchestra is credited with

being the first charanga band in the U.S., having
entertained with this brand of authentic Cuban
music at N.Y.’s Caravana Club for the past sev-
eral years. Now that this style is in its national
ascendancy, Palmieri takes his place among the
leaders. The music is fresh and invigorating, lend-
ing itself infectiously to dancing or to exciting
listening. Undoubtedly, one of the best charanga
LP’s on the market. Mark it for solid sales in

the right markets.

“MY CONCERTO FOR YOU”—Russ Conway—
MGM E3868
One of England’s top disk stars, pianist Russ

Conway’s style spans a repertoire from ragtime
to classical. He is presented to American audi-
ences here in a set of popularized piano concertos.
Accompanied by the Michael Collins concert ork,
Conway caresses such items as “Warsaw Con-
certo,” “Cornish Rhapsody,” “La Mer,” “Dream
of Olwen” and “Till.” Good mood listening.

“FLOWER DRUM SONG” — Original London
Cast—Angel 35886
Rodgers & Hammerstein’s next-to-last musical

evidently crossed the Atlantic with most of its

Broadway touch intact. This fine London cast ver-
sion of the winning R&H songs is presented in

the same sequence and style as that of Colum-
bia’s B’way cast LP (none are in the London
production). The show music coterie will want
to round-out their library with this set.

“GO TO BLAZES”—The Outrageous Wit of Peter
Myers & Ronie Cass—Elektra EKL-199
Myers & Cass have been responsible (words

and music) for numerous full-length British re-
vues, and have also been responsible for the ruf-
fling of numerous international tempers. The
reason for this is their sharp, biting, sardonic
wit which they utilize extensively to satirize
such incidents as (in this disk) Ike’s departure
from the White House, South African “Apart-
heid,” a British “translation” of an American
popular song, the Third Reich, and world prob-
lems in general. Here they perform eleven little

vignettes, giving American audiences a taste of
their genteel approach to humor. Fine production
but limited in appeal.

“COME AND GO WITH ME”—Ronnie Gilbert-
Vanguard VRS-9052

Ronnie Gilbert, lone femme member of the
Weavers, is offered opportunity for solo display of

her vocal wares. As demonstrated for the past 11

years with the Weavers, she is a sensitive per-
former, singing with honesty and a lusty appre-
ciation of her art. She is accompanied instru-
mentally by the male Weavers in a program that
includes “In the Evening,” “Meeting at the Build-
ing,” “Zano Duso,” “De Los Cuatro Muleros” and
“La Quince Brigada.” Good set for folk enthusi-
asts.

“THE SWINGIN’ 2C’s GO LATIN”—The Steven
Scott Orch., The Scottsmen—Apollo ALP 496

Chestnuts that tunefully recall the 20’s are as-
sembled here 17 strong and revamped rhythmi-
cally into the various popular Latin dance steps
of today. The Scott ork plays with spirit and the
Scottsmen are vocally faithful to the originals.

It’s an enjoyable dancing/listening/singing-along
platter. Among the tunes are “Five Foot Tw'o,”
“Margie,” “Goody Goody,” “When You’re Smil-
ing,” “Lazy River,” “Cecilia” and “Honey.”

“LO MEJOR DE LOS BOCHEROS”—Orfeon LP
12-86
Los Bocheros are a quintet of Spanish musi-

cians/singers w'ho have earned a wide reputation
for their faithful surveying of true Spanish
music—other than the overworked flamenco.
Their repertoire includes several noteworthy, un-
familiar Spanish folk numbers, songs by Au-
gustin Lara and a few originals by group mem-
bers, all of which they perform with spirit and
authenticity. Has appeal for the proper markets.

JAZZ PICK OF THE WEEK

“DREAMSTREET”—Erroll Garner— ABC-Para-
mount ABC-365

This first LP under Garner’s new AmPar asso-
ciation presents the pianist in a spirited mood.
The sparkling and shiny performances are results

of an evidently relaxed and sympathetic studio at-

mosphere, conditions favorable to any artist.

Here are readings of “Just One of Those Things,”
“Blue Lou,” “Sweet Lorraine,” and Garner orig-
inals “Dreamstreet” and “Mambo Gotham.”
Garner fans will surely devour this date, his first

in almost three years.

“ROJO”—The Red Garland Trio Plus Ray Bar-
retto—Prestige 7193

In his own quiet way Red Garland continues
along his own path in jazz, swinging easy in a
delicate, sensitive, entertaining groove. He does-
n’t strive openly for new tangment, but his way
has become a jazz style-setter. This latest Pres-
tige session finds him again in the company of
conga drummer Ray Barretto, together producing
a brightly swinging date from beginning to end.

Selections include “We Kiss In A Shadow,” “You
Better Go Now” and a couple of originals. High-
ly effective and commercial jazz here.

“PIANO A LA PERCUSSION”—Stan Free-
Old Town LP 2002

This album will not break barriers nor set a
trend—obviously that was not the intent. Rather,
this LP will provide much solid listening enjoy-
ment for jazz buffs and the semi-jazz conscious
public. It is in this way that the date is a big
success. Pianist Free has surrounded himself
with four excellent musicians, including Afro-
percussionists Jose Mangual and “Patato,” and
together they romp freely and easily through a
diverse group of selections that includes “Man-
teca,” “7 Come 11,” “I Love You Much Too Much”
and “Mood Indigo.” The piano is lithe, the per-
cussion tasty, the results a joy.

“JAZZ IMMORTAL SERIES—VOLUME TWO”
—Lester Young—Savoy MG 12155

Eight old Lester Young sides unearthed in the
Savoy archives makes up the label’s second vol-

ume in its Jazz Immortal series (Charlie Parker
led the line). Reportedly cut after hours in a
club, the disk presents several excellent Pres
solos in a generally languid mood which charac-
terized much of the musician’s work shortly be-
fore his death in 1959. There is some value here
for collector’s despite the apparently poor acous-
tics and inferior recording equipment that was
used. Unfortunately there has been no attempt
to identify the other musicians on the dates.

CLASSICAL

“ELEANOR STEBER SINGS MOZART”—
STAND SLP 406
One of the outstanding Mozart vocal interpret-

ers of the day, Eleanor Steber is heard in a pro-
gram that easily bears this out. Accompanied by
the Symphony of the Air, Robert Lawrence con-
ducting, she peerlessly performs arias and reci-

tatives from “Motet,” “11 Re Pastore” and “Ido-
meno,” among others. Gratifying vocal display.

“.\LFRED CORTOT”—Distinguished Recordings
DR 104
The Scepter-distributed classical archive line

comes up with another valuable issue. Here, the
famed French pianist Alfred Cortot is heard in

a program that encompasses Chopin’s D flat Pre-
lude, Etudes Nos. 5 and 9 and other piano works
by Liszt, Schubert and Saint-Saens. Though not
hifi, the disk does have amazing fidelity consid-
ering it was transcribed from piano rolls. Of
astute classical interest.

ALL THAT JAZZ
The hallowed walls of the rather sedate Waldorf Astoria will be reverber-

ating for the next three weeks from the swinging sounds served up by Woody
Herman. The old Woodchopper himself takes a new aggregation into the hotel

May 31 with a book augmented by such titled tunes as “Shakespeare With a
Beat,” “Rock And Roll Satire,” and “The U.N. Beat,” and other special mat^
rial. In a throw-back to the early 40’s, Herman will also provide dance music
for the less inhibited attendees.

Richmond, Va. is now getting jazz via disk jockey Joe Murray. Murray’s
hosting the jazz portion of WLEE’s Weekend Hall of Hits, Sunday mornings,
midnight to 2 AM. A long-time jazz fan and collector of disks, Murray draws
from his own collection in presenting a highly listenable program which has
already attracted a large and enthusiastic following.

Ft. Lauderdale is also getting the good sounds, there via Billy Crisp’s

“Cool Corner” on WWIL and WWIL-FM, aired nightly from 7 PM to mid-
night. With the station’s forthcoming power increase to 10,000 watts and the

subsequent extension to 24 hour broadcast day, they plan to add more jazz air-

time for the late, late hours.

Old Town Records finally got out its initial release in its long-planned jazz

line. Best of the lot is “Plenty of Horn” by Ted Curson, itinerant trumpeter
with Charlie Mingus. Kudos to Stan Free for turning out a really fine product.

Actually, with the huge amount of jazz records being turned out—some
good, many bad—it is disheartening to realize that United Artists has alrnost

completely de-emphasized its jazz product. Before the label’s present regime,

a class jazz catalog was being built up—mainly through the efforts of Bob
Altshuler (now with Candid)—which included such outstanding artists as

Art Farmer, Gerry Mulligan, Benny Golson, and with such outstanding LP’s
as “The Jazz Soul of Porgy & Bess” and “Brass Shout.” Unfortunately, busi-

ness sense has to prevail over artistry, and once more jazz is the loser.

Erroll Garner’s first record date in almost three years is what AmPar’s
heralding to introduce the pianist’s first LP under their new agreement . . .

Garner has joined the North American section of the Performing Arts Inter-

national Advisory Committee, which has been formed by the Century 21 Ex-
position to help in presenting cultural activities at America’s Space Age
World’s Fair in Seattle in 1962. He’s in good company—others on the com-
mittee are Katherine Cornell, Van Cliburn, Burr Tillstrom and Guthrie
McClintic.

Looks like Music At Newport is being turned into a real carnival. We’ve
recently been informed that Bob Hope and Judy Garland have been inked for
special matinee shows. Others recently signed in addition to the first an-
nounced lineup include Miriam Makeba, Nina Simone, Gloria Lynne and Slid

' Hampton. Also, Sid Berstein has arranged for disk jockeys Mort Fega
(WEVD), Symphony Sid (WADO), Carl Henry (WPRO) and Norm Nathan
(WHDH) to share emcee chores during the fest. Bernstein is falling into the
same bog that dragged the Newport Jazz Festival down, signing up the big-
best name attractions available, which will sure-as-heck turn out the teenagers
again.

An intensive four-week session from August 14 to September 9 will be
offered this summer by the School of Jazz. The faculty-student concert ending
the work session is set for Town Hall, Sept. 9. This year’s faculty includes
Artie Shaw (large ensemble), Ronnie Ross, J. J. Johnson, Milt Jackson, Jim
Hall, Connie Kay, Herb Pomeroy, Percy Heath, Bill Russo, Gunther Schuller,
Dick Katz and Ray Santuzzi.

H. Marchal, head of Pathe-Marconi’s publishing firm. It appears that Mr.
Cross was in London, as well as M.G.M’s Roger Marouani. Pathe’s Gerard Cote
reports that Pierrette Bruno has waxed an excellent solo version of “Zouli
Zouli Zou” and rejoins Bourvil in duo to record “Vivent les vacances.”

Maddison.” The label’s first big suc-

cess came with “Banjo Boy” by Da-
nish team Jan & Kjeld. Ember next
took over distribution from the Tri-

umph label of “Angela Jones”—the
chart entry by Michael Cox, now re-

leased in the States under Ember’s
agreement with 20th Fox set up by
Kruger during his stateside visit in

October 1960. As a result of the

agreement. Ember’s first album re-

lease of 20th Fox material came in

February this year. Initial package
comprised six 12" LP’s retailing at

25/— . “Swing Along With A1 Mar-
tino,” “Sing We Now With The Harry
Simeone Chorale,” music by George
Gershwin and original soundtrack re-

cordings by Glen Miller, Tommy Dor-
sey and Art Tatum.
Commenting on the company’s prog-

ress Kreuger said: “Despite the ini-

tial problems of distribution and ex-

ploitation experienced by all inde-

pendent companies, we are proud to

have issued in our first year twenty-
nine singles, five EP’s and twenty-
three albums.”

Taken from the film of the
same title for which Norrie Paramor wrote the score this is the group’s fourth
consecutive chart entry. Previous film hits published by Filmusic include “Look
For A Star” from “Circus of Horrors,” “Johnny Comes Marching Home” from
“Never Let Go” and the Philip Green score from “Sapphire,” “Operation
Amsterdam” and “Upstairs, Downstairs.”
As a result of a recent meeting with Morty Craft, Fred Jackson of Tin Pan

Alley Music will in future handle all publishing interests of Craft’s Selma
Music Co. outside the U.S.A. and Canada. Current Tin Pan Alley releases in-
clude three recordings of a British number “Eclipse” by The Vigilants on
Pye, Bert Weedon on Top Rank and a new group The G-Men on Decca. TPA
also handles A1 Saxon’s first disk for Pye since his transfer from Fontana
“Can You Keep A Secret,” which he wrote with Bunny Lewis and Bob Miller’s
first for Parlophone “Trouble Shooter.”

Conductor-composer Tony Osborne recently in Luxembourg to promote his
latest HMV waxing “The Swinging Gipsies” published by Mason Music. An-
other Osborne composition written with Norman Newell “Broken Toys” has
been recorded by Billy Cotton and Kathy Kaye on Columbia also published
by Mason Music. In collaboration with conductor Cyril Ornadel, Norman New-
ell has also penned “Lonely” recorded by British singer Danny Williams, which
is released in the States on United Artists.

Bill Randall, late of Toff Music and now with Campbell Connelly, has plenty
of new material to work on including the latest Peggy Lee “Manana” on Capi-
tol and a swinging version of the oldie “If I Had A Talking Picture Of You”
brought up to date by The Syncopated Rascals on Decca. Also two numbers
published by Ivy Music both on Pye, “Tell Her” by The Brook Brothers and
“Honey Dance With Me” by The Viscounts. Campbell Connelly’s general man-
ager Roy Berry reports continued progress for his library of mood music.
Formed three years ago and issued on the Conway label the library now com-
prises over 200 recordings of music of all categories and is leased for broad-
casting, TV, films etc., throughout the world.

“Polo E. Champagne,” a nice Italian song by the Zanetti

Brothers is gaining popularity and lastly a big name of the company is fernale

“Surrender,” as was easily foreseen, keeps selling well, while RCA Italiana

released a disk recorded in New York by Italian songstress Miranda Martino
titled “Just Say I Love Him” (Dicitencello Vuje). RCA from tirne to time
always releases a new recording by Maria Monti, a girl gifted with an ex-

tremely personal and original way of singing. She has not yet had a big hit,

but her disks find their own particular public.

From the most recent Top Rank production, Durium has picked and released

an old Italian song, “Santa Lucia” (Little Lonely One) by The Jarmels and
chart climber “The Tragedy” by The Fleetwoods—both with real hopes of

success. As to Durium’s domestic production, the latest strong release is due to

Ugo Calise, well known author of some fine melodies, who penned “I Give You
The Moon” and sang it at Ischia during the Festival of the Sea-Song, winning
first prize. Calise was signed to a recoi’ding contract by Mr. Mintangian of

Durium just a few days before his victory at Ischia. Both the music and lyrics

of “I Give You The Moon” are very nice.

Mr. Giannini is pleased to announce that he has finalized distribution of the

GC (Galleria Del Corso) catalog in Argentina, Paraguay, Bolivia, Uruguay,

Top A&R men wanted! That’s the unprinted want ad in the German record

industry here toda>'. Although the industry has risen to new heights in sales,

there is amazingly little talent available for top A&R positions. The older
A&R bosses ax'e still around and doing very well, but new talent is not to be
found. The solution at present is to buy the top older talents from the record
firms that now employ them. The first major change came about a few months
ago when Ariola A&R man Helmut Jantseh formed his only independent pro-
duction group and offered his recordings to Ariola at a much higher percent
than he received as an employee. Then Franz Schmidt-Norden left Philips-
Fontana for a job at Ariola. Even more recently. Metronome’s top A&R man
Charly Schmitz, who was responsible for such successes as “Apache” from
Jorgen Ingmann, left the firm for a new position at Polydor. Metronome just

signed composer Peter Moesser who was responsible for the million selling

“Morgen” from Ivo Robic to a producing job. His right hand gal will be
former manager of Tommy Kent, Charlie & Co. and many others, Toni Netzle.
Former A&R chief of Ariola Horst Fuchs has formed an indie production
group and is offering a great deal of his efforts to Teldec. Electrola’s most
successful producer of the past few seasons, Hans Bertram has left the fiVm
for a new position as right hand man and producer with the Kurt Feltz pro-
duction team of Polydor. Electrola has added former Capitol Records repre-
sentative Mr. Raschek to its A&R staff and are looking for a new top A&R
man. Other firms are also looking around for young talent. Many of the top
composers, arrangers and D.J.’s are trying their hands at A&R jobs with no
producing experience behind them. Several other top A&R men are also

rumored to be leaving their jobs and we’ll report on this when they actually
change. This is the situation at present and no solution is at hand. Germany
is in great need of A&R talent if they are to continue as Europe’s top singles
market. Here’s one last new bulletin. Martin Boettcher has cancelled his con-
tract as A&R man by Ariola as of September 1. Former Philips sound engi-
neer Manfred Klabunde who has been working with Peer Music Publishing
Co. has just signed as chief engineer at Ariola Records. Three new sets of
artists have been signed by record firms here. The Swiss trio The Schmid
Family and Willy Schmid have been signed by Ariola as has former Teldec
star Rolf Simson. Former Polydor songstress Rita Paul has been signed by
Philips.

Chancellor Records has changed distribution from Polydor to Sonet which
IS distributed here by Metronome Records. The German Publishers Organiza-
tion, The German Musician’s Union, The German Piano seller’s Union, The
Music Sales Corporation and The United German Music Union have moved to
Tiew quarters in Bonn, Germany at Dreieck 1.

Pardon My Slip: Ricky Steinberg, the Central European Manager of Mer-
cury records reports that his talks with Egmont (Monty) Lueftner, the man-
aging director of Ariola Records in Austria were very successful and that
Ariola has already begun distributing Mercury Records in Austria. Electrola
reports top action on new releases by Lale Anderson and teenage songstress
Conny.

Berlin composer, publisher Will Meisel is celebrating the 35th birthday of
his publishing house at present. Along with a great group of German stand-
ards, Meisel has had many top hits in his catalog. Among the greatest suc-
cesses since 1950 were: “Morgen,” “Cafe Oriental,” “Mit 17,” “Souvenirs,”
“Wildcat Blues,” “Midi-Midinette,” “Heartaches By The Number,” “Petite
Fleur” and the top hits from Paul Anka which his firm represents here.

The top 3 hits on Radio Luxemburg are: “Wheels,” “Babysitter Boogie”
and “Oh So Sweet” by Ted Herold. The other two songs also top our German
hit parade at present.
Gerd Hammerling of Schaeffers Music reports that 2 million copies of “Pepe”
have been sold in the world and publisher Peter Schaeffers will present com-
poser Hans Wittstatt and lyricist Aldo Von Pinelli with gold records for this
achievement. 'Two new productions from the publishing house are now on the
market. Caterina Valente has done a German version of “Crazy Little Horn”
and Gaby King has turned out a German version of “Kissin’ On.”
The Peter Schaeffers firm has also taken over rights to Russ Conway com-

positions in Germnay. The first tunes under the new contract are “Bingo” and
“Parade of the Puppets.” The newest tune of Hans “Pepe” Wittstatt has been
recorded in England by Russ Conway under the title “Pablo” and the same tune
has an American version by Morty Craft under the title “The Happy Girls Of
Berlin.” The Gei’man version will be done by Vico Torriani under the title
“The Girls From Mexico.” It seems that foreign lands are always more at-
tractive for titles.

for BBC in London. Peter Alexander also enjoyed a recent TV performance on
a popular TV version of “Beat The Clock” where his newest hit “Paris 1st
Eine Reise Wert” was presented.

Connie Francis has recorded her newest hit “Someone Else’s Boy” in German
under the title “Schoener Fremder Mann” with lyrics by Luxemburg D.J.
Camillo Felgin.

Michael Arends of Arends Music reports top action on the new Cousins re-
cording of “Kana Kapila” backed with “Bouddha” on Ariola-Pallette. That’s
it for this week in Germany.

The most important visit of the week was Augusto Alguero’s, noted Spanish
publisher who came to get in touch with Argentine publishers. Alguero will

probably run a publishing company here, in cooperation with Julio Korn. He
also took some local tunes for use in his country. Two of the titles are “El
Panuelo Manchado De Rouge” (‘The Handkerchief Stained With Rouge”) and
“Porque Me Enamore Di Ti” (“Why I Fell In Love With You”).
“La Novia”—the greatest hit of recent times—will be published in Italy,

Switzerland and France. Sacha Distel has recorded it in Paris, and Dean Reed
in the States.
An offer has been made to Ray Conniff for a tour here in September or Octo- >

ber. Nearly all Conniff’s records have been hits, and he currently has two LP’s
and one single 33 on the best sellers lists.

Baby Bell has been invited to the next Benidorm Song Festival, that will

take place in Spain the July, 24. This contest is the best known of all made
in Spanish-speaking countries.

After ten months of strike (since September ’60), local musicians are begin-
ning to work again. During the strike, recording companies used foreign play- ''

backs (some of them especially made) instead of orchestra. A difference in the
salary was the reason for this strike, that caused a lot of trouble to the Indus- *

try and all Argentine music. A diskery chief told us: “The world has listened
to some of our artists. Now it will listen to our musicians.”

Brazilian music, sometimes sung in Spanish, is increasing its popularity
here. Los Fernandos recently cut “Perdon para los dos” (“Pardon for both”)
a big hit some time ago in Sao Paulo and Rio de Janeiro. Smart publishers
announce recordings for “Fin de Caso” and “Llevame Contigo” (“Take me
with you”), composed by Dolores Duran. A-

Fermata Publishers will represent Sam Fox in Argentina. The contracts
have been recently signed.

Anamaria will be at the world Song Festival. (Monaco, next September).
She has been invited by producer Bobby Deglane. Her last record, “A1 di la”
and “Tengo para ti,” is running well.

Television is already invading the recording companies. RCA released the
music from “Peter Gunn” by Henry Mancini. Disc Jockey has 45 EP with
music from “Maverick,” “Sunset Strip 77” and “Mike Hammer” by Don y
Nobody (Horacio Malvicino).

“Irma la Douce” will probably play Buenos Aires very soon, sung in Spanish. ^

Orfeo Records told us that its next releases will be “Y” by Los Viajeros,
“Escucha que swing,” Ricardo Roda; “Si Quieres a Una Chica” (“If you love
a girl”) by Johnny (Jarel—successful composer and singer—and “Angelica” by
Los Huaquenos. “Angelica” has been a big country hit, but diskeries haven’t
paid much attention to it yet.

Something about the market; Since this column began, we have been receiv-
ing enquiries from foreign companies that want to know something about
Argentine market. So, we’ll say something about it.

Recording companies are no longer importing companies. Local production
is now more important than foreign, because Argentine composers and artists
are now as good as European and North Americans. Of course, there is a very
good market for foreign tunes—preferently the Sedaka or Brenda Lee type.
'These artists are selling more records than ever before. But local singers have ^
achieved a degree of quality that makes their records suitable for international
use. Thus, every company that installs a representative in Buenos Aires has a
double advantage. It may sell its international records here and also may pick ^
local tunes—of every type—and use them in other countries. Such possibility
should be considered by every important diskery, because in a few years this
part of South America will develop into a powerful market, of great im-
portance in the world pop music concert. ^

Joe Carli has already finished the waxing of an LP with big orchestra and
chorus. Carli is a very good arranger, and is working as artistic director for «
Orfeo Records.

RCA, Dimsa, Columbia and Disc Jokey will build new recording studios,

the mentioned labels will be able to produce “big sound” records, as they do in

other countries.

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AUSTRALIA JAPAN
A recent visitor to The Cash Box was Jim Sutton, genial national sales head

of Australian Record Company’s Coronet and Warner Bros, labels. Jim ad-
vises that the firm’s first releases of United Artists’ material are scheduled to
appear pretty soon; the labels will carry full U/A logo identification. One of
the first U/A singles will be a re-issue of “Exodus” by Ferrante and Teicher,
which was previously released on EMI’s London label. Australian Record
Company also has plans for a broader concentration on locally produced disks
and in this regard it is believed that changes in the A&R structure and plans
of ARC are expected to be announced soon. In a recent speech at the ARC
disk jockey convention Goddard Leiberson, president of Columbia (USA),
which now controls ARC, made it clear that his company believed it vital for
major Australian labels to support and record local talent and market and
promote such records to the high level that overseas disks now enjoy.

Mercury Records has just issued two new singles that look set for plenty of
action. Johnny Preston’s “Willy Walk” and “Crash” Craddock with “Truly
True” c/w “How Lonely He Must Be.” This will probably be another big one
fon Craddock who has had a string of hits here—the latest being “One Last
Kiss” from “Bye Bye Birdie,” released here on Coronet. “Truly True” is the
first outing on the Mercury for Craddock.
Rex Records—a label of the Festival group devoted exclusively to Australian

talent—is at present active with some new releases that are tipped for the big
time. “The Patty Markham Hit Parade Medley” is a new Rex single featuring
Patty with “The World We Love In,” “Long Time Boy,” “Sailor,” “Our Lan-
guage Of Love,” “Portrait Of Love” and “Tenderly.” Also on Rex is a new
album release by Neoleen Batley—who recently enjoyed reasonably good suc-
cess with a couple of singles. The album is entitled “Rendezvous With Noeleen
Batley” and carries a batch of songs including “Let The Rest Of The World
Go By,” “September In The Rain,” “Little Sir Echo,” “If You Love Me,”
“Fickle Fingers” and several others including the album title “Rendezvous”
which was a recent single click for Noeleen.
Pye Records has issued “Warpaint” by The Brook Brothers. This has been a

big record in England could repeat the performance here but it is likely to get
some strong competition from the Barry Mann version probably to be released
soon on the Ampar label.

Teenage attractions are proving to be big drawcards in Sydney nightclubs.
Latest artist to enjoy a successful season at the Latin Quarter is W&G record-
ing artist Bruce Gillespie. Other stars who have appeared successfully on
nightclub circuits include Noeleen Batley, The Bradley Sisters, The Allen
Brothers, Johnny Devlin and Judy Cannon.
Under a new release on Festival Records, Col Joye is giving Faren Young’s

composition “Goin’ Steady” a good solid revival that has some loot pouring
into record bars across the nation. This is Col’s first release for some months
and could eventually become one of his top disks. Song “Goin’ Steady” is pub-
lished in Australia by Boosey and Hawkes.
The new TV program “Juke Box Jury” is raising a controversy among

artists whose records have been judged as “misses” and not “hits.” Some re-
cording stars have refused to appear on the session, which is produced at

Sydney, claiming that the panel is not qualified to
criticize commercial music. Prominent Sydney disk jockey Tony Withers is
moderator on the panel of “Juke Box Jury.” The session is expected to become
national very soon.

Following recent worldwide acceptance of the revised English edition of
The Bible, W&G Records commissioned Sam Dunn, a local authority on serious
music, to write a new melody as a musical setting for the revised words of
“The Lord’s Prayer.” The new combination has been recorded and released on
a single by W&G featuring vocalist Jim Berinson.

Kaempfert had a tre-
mendous smash throughout Australia with his “Wonderland By Night,” one of
the best-selling singles released here for many months.
The response to the Port Moresby (New Guinea) tour by Col Joye and The

Joy Boys has been so immense that the Red Cross (organizing the' show) ex-
tended the tour to Rabaul and Lae, building to nine shows instead of the
originally planned three.

Vocal group The Delltones (EMI stars), following their successes with
their latest singles “You’re The Limit” and their current hit “Wonder,” are
at present proving a big success at the Folies nightclub in Sydney.
Former Sydney television personality Keith Walshe has resigned from ATN—Channel 7 and will join forces with one of our leading booking agents. Jack

Neary. Anierican vocalist Gloria Smythe terminated her engagement at a
Sydney nightspot recently following a disagreement with the management
over the musicians backing her.

Judy Stone—young local singer—debuts on Festival label shortly with “It
Takes A Lot” (predcited as the major side) coupled with “You’re Driving Me
Mad.” Judy could break through with this one.

SCANDINAVIA
They say that EP’s will be replaced by singles as “most sold records” in

Sweden. Sweden has always been an EP-niinded country, and if a record has a
chance to sell, it usually is an EP, while production of singles have been
more or less a kind of service for the juke boxes. Now, most label producers
declare that they will do their best to change this. “We might find one good
tune, perhaps two, and still we are unable to make a record, we simply have to
look for two more songs for the EP, and sometimes, when we find the fourth
song, the first two might lose much of their timeliness.” The problem will be
discussed at the forthcoming meeting with GLF (Record Manufacturers
Ass’n.).

Bengt Haslum, who has written the lyrics to many Swedish top pops during
the last few years, starts as producer at the Record Dept, at SBC-TV (Swedish
Broadcasting-TV Company) on July 1. He announced that as a result of this,
he will not write any more lyrics. It would cause too much noise if he con-
tinued writing lyrics and then played a record with his own lyric on one of
his programs.

American trumpet player Joe Newman to Sweden to meet his parents-in-law.
He met his Swedish wife when he toured Sweden with the Count Basie ork.

An independent opera company from Vaasa, Finland gave “Carmen” in

Swedish in Umea, northern Sweden, recently. Since many of the soloists did
not speak Swedish, they learned to sing their parts in a new language just for
one performance.

Palette-Belgium launched a Flemish “offensive” and released four new

Flemish records by Louis Neefs (who will make his German TV-debut shortly),
Anny Ranke (who sings the Flemish version of the German Eurovision song),
Lieve Olga (nurnber one teen artist in Belgium) and the first recording by a
new choir, De Silvesters, singing “Ik Drink.”

Fonior, Brussels, has very good sellers with both versions of “Wheels”;
String-A-Longs and Billy Vaughn, both on the London label. Other records
which have a big chance to become Belgian hits in the near future are “A 100
Pounds of Clay” (Gene McDaniels), “Mother-In-Law'” (Ernie K-Doe) and
“Runaway” (Del Shannon). Fonior just released a first class version of the
‘evergreen’ “Anchors Aweigh,” by the young and fantastic drummer B-Lou
Jones (London label); expectations are really big!

Philips records, Belgium, just released one of the most sensational Francis
Day recordings, and we think one of the best and most promising recordings of
“African Waltz.” The flip-side is a very good rendition of the latest rage in
South American music rhythm; the Pachanga, entitled “Bailando La Pa-
changa.” Another promising Philips release is that from Rochell And The
Candles: “Once Upon A Time.” Ray Conniff is still going strong with each of
his recordings. This time “I’ve Got You Under My Skin” and “Too Young.”

Will Tura is one of the most popular Flemish artists at the moment. His
newest record is sung in Spanish; a rock ’n’ roll version of “El Soldado De
Levita” and “El Mexicano,” on Palette. Two piano-platters doing well on the
market are “Rio de Janeiro” by Peter Kreuder and “Tender Passion” by W'illy
Albinmoor.

French-Belgium star singer Jacques Brel, known in America by his “La
Valse A 1,000 Temps,” just waxed four of his new songs in Flemish, that even
in Holland should make a sensation; “Marieke,” “Laat Me Niet Alleen” (‘Ne
Me Quitte Pas’), “IMen Vergeet Niets” (‘On N’Oublie Rien’) and “De Apen”
(‘Les Singes’).

There’s close cooperation between Discotrade, Brussels and C. N. Rood L.C.,
Rijsw'ijk: a daily exchange of stocks has been set up re. the Mercury label
and this already has led into better sales and service of more exclusive records.

Artone, Haarlem, has been appointed distributor for Canadian-American
Records. Its current hit, “I’ve Told Every Little Star,” sung by Linda Scott
into the upper regions of The Cash Box charts, has been set for immediate re-
lease.

The publicity department of L.C. Phonogram, Amsterdam, has been divided
into two separate departments; press & public relations (under Rolf Ten Kate)
and advertising department (under Ed Arendsen).

Capitol-Holland, represented by L.C. Bovema at Heemstede, just released
a new single—and EP-repertoire, that is, in view of the relatively “silent pe-
riod” during the summer season, of remarkable importance to standard-buying
people. Among others Frank Sinatra’s “Nice ’n’ Easy,” Pee Wee Hunt-high-
lights and Dean Martin’s “Just In Time” from “Bells Are Ringing” call for
utmost attention. Cees Hundepool, Capitol’s label manager, told The Cash Box
that the Dean Martin-Judy Holliday production “Bells Are Ringing” just
premiered at the 3 big cities in Holland: Amsterdam, The Hague and Rotter-
dam. “The Quiz,” in which Capitol with the motion-picture-soundtrack takes
an important deal, will stimulate the interest in both the picture and the rec-
ord. Thousands of subscription cards have been distributed over all record
shops in Holland.

Ember Records International, the British independent record company, and
Bovema, Holland, have entered into an agreement which will give Bovema the
exclusive distribution rights to Grant Tracy and the British instrumental group
The Sunsets.

Holland’s most popular traditional band is the Dutch Swing College Band.
The boys have a third EP released under the title “Party Favorites”; “Wil-
helm Tell” and “Erzherzog-Johann-Jodler” (The Yodling Duke) are the big-
gest attractions. Jerry Murad’s famous Harmonicats have their first Philips
EP released here. These ‘cats’ scored a hit with “Peg O’ My Heart” fifteen
years ago and recently revived “Cherry Pink And Apple Blossom White.” On
this new EP, the amazing sounds of their harmonicas can be heard in “Cherry,”
“Ramona,” “Mack The Knife” and “Kiss Of Fire.”

During the past weeks, many Top 100 items were released such as “But 1

Do” by Clarence ‘Frogman’ Henry and “The Watusi” by The Vibrations (both
Argo masters, issued locally on the Funckler label), “African Waltz” by
Johnny Dankworth (Roulette) and “California Sun” by Joe Jones (Roulette).
So far, Henry’s “But I Do” etching received the most initial response, the
disk doing well with key dealers all over the country. Rete Felleman, manager
of Artone’s Funckler label, told The Cash Box that the first Argo LP’s are
now on the market in Funckler’s 12" LP series: “Ahmad Jamal At The Persh-
ing, Vol. 2,” “Meet The Jazztet” by Art Farmer and Benny Golson and “Johnny
Griffin,” an album of superb quartet recordings by the Chicago-born tenor
saxist. On Roulette, the third Barry Sisters EP was excellently received by the
trade. Platter entitled “Side By Side,” was compiled from the Roulette album
of that name. According to Felleman, all Barry Sisters recordings (3 singles,
3 EP’s, 2 LP’s) continue to move; the sisters’ most recent single “TumbalaLika”
made its first appearance on one of the Netherlands’ charts this week. A
strong addition to the Palette repertory is a new medley of Peter Kreuder
songs, performed by the composer on an EP entitled “Immer Und Ewig.” The
first EP of this kind, “Peter Kreuder Plays Peter Kreuder” has been a con-
tinuous seller for about a year now, a sound proof there is strong demand for
the German pianist’s pre-war songs. The Riverside catalog, and especially the
Cannonball Adderley and Thelonious Jlonk albums therein, received a powerful
sales-push from local concerts by Cannonball and Monk in April, which were
sell-out affairs. Monk made encore-concerts in The Hague and Amsterdam on
May 20.

Famous Dutch contralto Aafje Heynis has two more EP recordings on the
Philips label, released by Phonogram. With piano accompaniment by Felix De
Nobel she sings British folksongs, as she did on two previously released EP’s.
This time Aafje is heard singing such beautiful songs like “Annie Laurie,”
“All Through The Night,” “Loch Lomond,” etc.

Many preparations take place to establish the great event that will take
place in Holland on June 9, 10 & 11: the first in person-performances of
French star singer Edith Piaf. Her “Non Je Ne Regrette Rien” on the Colum-
bia label just passed the 100,000 sales mark, achieved in about a month’s
time.

Gregorio Barrios, the Spanish singer who lives in Argentina and usuall

hits the charts with his records in Brazil, made an album with the Brazilia

vocal group Trio Irakitan without any orchestral accompaniment. Odeon Rec
ords’ hopes are specially based on the artistic qualities of the LP and on th

popularity of the selections.
Two more American artists are now performing in Brazil. Eartha Kitt ani

Tony Bennett.
RCA Victor issued a new album with the most popular Brazilian singei

Nelson Goncalves, entitled “Noite De Saudade.” Sales the first week were ver;

promising and it’s already hitting the Top Ten’s list as you can see at the bot

Buzz tells us that Ray’s
Nashville disking of “You’re Part of Me” is the most requested tune on his
show and promises a great future for the artist. We too have been watching
Ray come along from his days with the “D” label, and into the Don Pierce
stable and expect him to strike it big one day soon. . . . Andy Doll letters from
Oelwein, Iowa that his Ad slice of “Wild Desire” is breaking pop in some mid-
western areas—particularly with KOIL-Oi-naha, KIOA-Des Moines, KOEL-Oel-
wein and WKBH-La Crosse, Wise. Doll’s long-time perserverance seems to
finally be paying dividends.

A communique from Bob Todd disclosed that WGEE-Indianapolis has ex-
panded its country music programming to about two-thirds of its entire broad-
cast day. To pick up the additional hours they’ve added Dave Harper as a
country music deejay. Dave exits WILS-Lansing, Mich, for the post. ... In
announcing the dates of her next Country Style Roundup (June .3rd & 4th in

Hempstead, L.I. and Brooklyn, N.Y.) Doris Cooney notes that she inadvertent-
ly omitted mention that some time ago she added a partner for her ventures.
He’s Jerry Gumaer of the Greenline Record Shop in Jamaica, N.Y., whom, Doris
says, is really dedicated to country music and has done a terrific job in trying
to awaken country music interest in his suburban New York locale. . . . Shelby
Singleton expressing delight over the results of Rex Allen’s first Mercury ses-
sions, which were just completed in Nashville. Allen’s back on the coast to re-
sume his tight schedule of personals. . . . Manco Records of Fort Worth is

continually turning out good disks, about as fine a product as the majors, and
should be stirring up lots of chart noise soon if the trend continues—and no
reason why it shouldn’t. Label’s latest releases, by Ray Baker and Neal Mer-
ritt—both KENS disk jockeys—look pretty good and rate a hearing from
fellows jockeys in the business. . . . Slick Norris infos that New Mexico has
gone country music crazy—that is, radio station KRAZ-Albuquerque has fi-

nally gone the way of sister station KRZE-Farmington with a full-time country
music format. Jim Sloane at KRAZ is now in need of complete disk service, so
let’s get with it. . . . Waterfall Records, down Tennesee way, elated over ini-

tial reaction to Max Lowe’s new release, “I Raised the Shade” and “Wake Up
Judy.”

Next week (6) Liberty Records marks the first anniversary of its Country
Music Department. During the past year the label has hung up a tremendous
record of eleven hits out of fourteen releases, a record we’re sure everyone is

well aware of. Kudos to dept, head and A&R chief Joe Allison, and of course,

to Slick Norris, who’s done a tremendous job of keeping the entire country
music industry on its toes about Liberty releases. . . . Tommy Thomas has the

only country music segment in a city of 350,000. Working out of WSAY-
Rochester, N.Y., Tommy says that by keeping production tight and with en-

thusiastic delivery, he’s been able to stir up lots of local interest in his show,
so much in fact, that he’s since doubled his airtime. Now he’s bringing shows
to town to play for capacity audiences. Tommy’s now sending out an S.O.S.

for material to build up his station library. In other words, he needs disks. . . .

Curley Gold took his Texas Tune Twisters to the Peacock Court of the Mark
Hopkins Hotel to entertain at a big western jamboree and banquet for the
Dallas Sales Executives Club. Hosting the party were American Airlines and
Schenley Whiskey (They must’ve really been flying high there). . . . Mike
Oatman pens from KHEY-El Paso to inform us of the great success of the
station-hosted Jim Reeves show at Liberty Hall. Also on the bill w-ere Little

Jimmy Dickens, James O’Gwynn and Claude Gray. Says Mike, if the crowds
keep getting bigger, they’ll have to move to the coliseum. Also, Mike’s inter-

ested in booking single artists at Hoys Club in El Paso. He had Faron Young
there recently and did very well. . . . Speaking about Jim Reeves, we hear that
the new comedy routine done by Jim and his Blue Boys in their act is getting
quite a reception wherever they play.

Healthy

Signs

Of
Our

Times

According to the experts, the recession that took
hold several months ago has leveled off. We can now
expect a flow of optimistic forecasts all in glowing >-

terms depicting a tremendous surge forward push-
ing the economy up to a level of where every busi-

nessman in the United States can expect to enjoy his

finest year. It should be this easy.

While we don’t agree 100% with the experts who y

infer that our coin machine business will snap back
to the success of normalcy overnight, there are

healthy signs in the wind that decidedly point to re- '

covery. These indications are accompanied by a

very optimistic attitude on the part of people in this ^
business who are noted for their conservative out-

look.

To get down to specifics, let’s start with the music
machine operator in Florida who, after only four-

teen months, has managed to corral a going vending
machine business which started from scratch. The
route which consists primarily of coffee and cold ^

drink machines is described by the operator as one
in which anyone with ambition can duphcate in this

particular market. This example lends more weight

to the argument for music-games operators going ^

into vending on a diversified program. It can evi-

dently be done if the individual knows what he’s

doing and has the cash outlay necessary to make the

initial investment.

Next, let’s turn to an eastern distributor who has

been in the business almost since its inception and ^

finds it difficult after all these years to get too excited ^
over any new machine. His firm will launch a formal
showing of a new machine next month on a scale

that gives every indication of running into a five-

figure cost. The purpose of course is increased sales. ^
But unless the sales were in the cards the effort

would not be made on so grand a scale.

Another distributor, in the midwest, told us last

week that he had taken early orders on twenty new
machines. Delivery cannot be made for another two
weeks. It was the first time this happened in this par-

ticular case since 1955.
^

The pool table business, at each level, is doing i

better than ever. Actually, this business never really

suffered. One manufacturer claims shipments for

the last six consecutive weeks have been better than

at any other time during the past three years. An- ’

other manufacturer, not in the pool table business,

took one long hard look at the business, another at

a new pool table machine, and quickly entered the

field with a production schedule that is ambitious to

say the least.

As for operator collections, we can only report
^

what the wholesalers tell us. Payments on notes are

being met with a greater degree of efficiency than at

this time last year.

These are all healthy signs. They are not cause to

shout with glee from the rooftops. But they are im-

portant enough to dispute any argument to the con-

trary that business has not improved.

same basis as operators presently buy
coffee, syrups, cups, cigarettes, and
other supplies. We have no connection
with any frozen food supplier. Con-
tinental-Apco is in the business of
making and selling the finest vending
equipment in the world,” Roth em-
phasized.
At the same time the highly re-

spected vending executive also an-
nounced other major developments as
part of Continental-Apco’s program
of assisting operators to expand in
the area of vended hot food platter
service.
“Modular designs, complete layouts

for cafeterias, color programs, co-
ordinated utensils, recommendations

says Vending Head,
Franchise Deals

on types of modern seating equipment,
food package dish combinations, in

fact all the elements for creating a
whole, unified, modern, progressive
cafeteria will be offered free to op-
erators as a special Continental serv-
ice,” Roth explained.

Continental’s hot food platter and
casserole machine already has been
successfully tested in several key
feeding programs, proving the value
of its operation. The machine vends
60 different combinations of meat, fish

and vegetables.
Roth pointed out that the Conti-

nental-Apco hot food vendor program
w'as designed to fit in with the normal
operating routine of a vending opera-
tor, therebv providing hot meals for
his locations at the lowest possible
service and food cost.

By August hot food vendors will be
ready for delivery to operators in
limited quantities.

Roth concluded.
