The heat’s on for record coun-

terfeiters. Last week tremendous
headway was made in the industry

wide fight against the bootleggers

when the Criminal Procedure Com-
mittee of the California State As-

sembly in Sacramento approved
Bill 3075, which, if the court terms
so, could change bootlegging from
a misdemeanor to a felony.

It’s an important break, which,

if it becomes law, could be a major
precedent setting factor for all

other legislation which the record

industry is attempting to institute

on a federal level as well as on many
state levels.

At present there is every indica-

tion that the Bill will be approved
by both Houses of the California

Legislature prior to their adjourn-

ment in mid-June.

But the industry must take noth-

ing for granted. We in the trade are

all well aware of the tremendous
harm being done by counterfeiters.

However, we cannot expect local

legislators to be thoroughly versed

in the many facets of the record in-

dustry when they are confronted
with thousands of other local prob-

lems many of which are of much
greater importance to their con-

stituents. We in the record industry

must inform these Congressmen of

the urgency of such legislation.

It was most gi’atifying to learn

that while the California Committee
was discussing Bill 3075, four
hundred and seventy-three wires

from representatives of the record-

ing field were received by the Com-
mittee. This is the type of industry

cooperation we need. One might
feel, when he is sending a wire or a
letter to a Congressman, that he is

the only one doing so and his note

will make no impression. But that

is a fallacy. Every letter is consid-

ered. Especially so when 473 peo-

ple feel the same way about a sub-

ject.

We must not let up in our efforts.

It is terribly simple to become com-
placent when the tide of battle ap-

pears to turn in our favor. We can-

not allow this to happen.

The Cahfornia Bill is not yet law.

Only when it becomes law can a
convicted bootlegger be sentenced

to from one-to-five-years in jail

and/or be given a $1000 to $5000
fine as opposed to the current maxi-
mum of six months in jail and/or a
$500 fine.

It is the duty of everyone in the

record industry to write now to

members of the California State

Assembly in Sacramento, re Bill

#3075. The Houses of the Califor-

nia Legislature adjourn in mid-
June and httle time remains before
that date. We must do our best to

see that the Bill becomes Law be-

fore the adjournment.

Another LP winner from the Kingstons. This

Leading oif with “Little
Devil,” his latest chart topper, Sedaka romps
brightly through such ditties as “Oh! Carol,”
“Stairway to Heaven,” “The Diary,” “Calendar
Girl” and “Run Sampson Run”—all, incidentally,
penned by Sedaka. Winning teen package.

“THE SHIRELLES SING TO TRUMPETS AND
STRINGS”—Scepter 502
Popular femme vocal group in another lively,

rock-oriented session. Here they offer their cur-
rent favorite, “Mama Said,” plus a collection of
mostly new material, noteworthy of which are
“What A Sweet Thing That Was,” “My Willow
Tree,” “I Don’t Want To Cry” and “The First
One.” Should attain chart status.

“PORTRAIT OF MY LOVE”—Steve Lawrence-
United Artists UAL 3150
The songster is spotlighted in a program of

romantic mood ballads with a sprinkling of gent-
ly swinging items. He leads off with his current
single favorite, “Portrait of My Love,” and pro-
ceeds in a smart, sophisticated way to such like-

ables as “For You,” “I’m Glad There Is You,”
“Don’t Blame Me” and “When You’re In Love.”
A choice pop vocal LP that breaches both adult
and teen tastes. Should be a real big one for him.

“THE MOST POPULAR GUITAR”—Chet Atkins
—RCA Victor LSP-2346
The delicate lyrical quality of the Chet Atkins

solo guitar is heard to great advantage in his
13th LP for the label. Here, with lush orchestral
backdrops, the artist weaves a rich, textured
mood fabric utilizing such diverse vehicles as “It
Ain’t Necessarily So,” “Stay As Sweet As You
Are,” “Vanessa” and “East of the Sun.” Excellent
sales promised here.

“HERE’S NYE IN YOUR EYE”—Lois Nye—
United Artists UAL 4089

Louis Nye has come up with a tremendously
funny album that should earn him a spot on
future best-selling charts. Calling upon his wide
storehouse of voice characterizations he deploys
them in such laughter-provoking episodes as an
Emotional Newscaster, a hipster trjring to bor-
row money from a bank, an ill-fated music les-

“GREAT INSTRUMENTAL HITS” — Jonah

Freeman and Monty Budwig. The entire score

“MORE BAGELS AND BONGOS”—Irving Fields

The success of the first “Bagels and Bongos”

LP prompted pianist-composer Irving Fields to
transform another twelve popular Jewish melo-
dies into enticing little dance vignettes with
Latin lilt and bounce. The melodies are familiar,
the presenation is breezy and unpretentious, the
result is a happily bright package.

“JIMMIE THE KID”—The Legendary Jimmie
Rodgers—RCA Victor LPM-2213
As the liner notes point out, Jimmie Rodgers is

the “patron saint” of country music. Though now
dead for 28 years, his records (in numerous re-
issues) remain outstanding favorites in the field.

Here Victor has assembled 16 Rogers sides cut
between 1927 and 1933, the six years before his
death in which he made all his recordings and
established his musical immortality. A collector’s
item for folk and country music fans.

“SONGS OF THE SPANISH CIVIL WAR”—Vol.
1—Folkways FH 5436

In commemoration of the 25th anniversary of
the Spanish Civil War (1936), Folkways has
consolidated the re-release of two original 1940
song collections into one stirring musical pano-
rama. “Songs of The Lincoln Brigade” (orig-
inally on the Asch label) features Pete Seeger
and group, which includes Tom Glazer, singing
“Jarama Valley,” “Viva La Quince Brigada” and
five others. “Six songs For Democracy” (Key-
note Records) are by Ernest Busch and a chorus.
A pamphlet of enlightened historical data and
song lyrics accompanies the disk.

“IN THE PURPLE GROTTO”—Old Town LP

A1 Collins’ Purple Grotto, a habitat of the
“cool,” inoffensive, lightly swinging jazz/pop
sounds, has determined the course taken here by
a fine group of studio musicians under pianist Lou
Stein’s leadership. These eight musicians play
in a tightly knit group, exploring nine tunes,
among which are “It Don’t Mean a Thing,”
“When Your Lover Has Gone” and several Col-
lins-Stein originals.

Liner note-wise, this “new” sound is supposed

the old, time-worn cliches to attract attention of
youngsters. When they play Traditional, they have
the studied stagnace of the Dukes of Dixieland,
likewise the derivativeness of their Swing and
Modern tracks. Probably teeners getting their
first taste of jazz will like this set.

CLASSICAL PICK OF THE WEEK
“PHILHARMONIA POP CONCERT”—Philhar-
monia Orch conducted by Herbert Von Karajan

An immense favorite in its original mono ver-

sion, this potpourri of light-classical melodies has
been re-recorded in stereo, which can assure a
greatly-expanded new market for it. Von Kara-
jan’s precise, delicate touch guides the ork grace-
fully through “Skater’s Waltz,” “Espana Rhap-
sody,” “Light Cavalry Overture,” “Radetzky
March” and other war-horses of the concert rep-
ertoire. One of the more outstanding sets of
light-classical fare.

“AFRICAN WALTZ”—Cannonball Adderley and
his Orch.—Riverside RLP 377
With a successful “pop” single (the title tune)

neatly tucked away as a reference, Adderley will
now' be able to open doors to a previously-unin-
terested pop audience. This LP could do it, for
it contains the brand of surging, soulful, bluesy
music that has “made” him on the jazz scene.
Session includes, of course, “African Waltz” plus
a collection of standards and new jazz composi-
tions. Among them are “Stockholm Sweetnin’,”
“Blue Grass Groove” and “Smoke Gets In Your
Eyes.” Could be another pop chart jazz item.

“TAKE A NUMBER FROM 1 TO 10”—Benny
Golson—Argo LP 681

This LP accomplishes w'hat several in the past
have failed to do—to prove that Benny Golson is

as fine a tenor sax man as he is a w'riter. Well,
almost, for Golson is one of the most important
jazz w'riters to come on the scene in years and
this still remains his greatest contribution. But
his playing, as demonstrated here, has mellowed
into very w'arm, subtle, lyrical style which is

ideally observed on “My Heai’t Belongs To Dad-
dy.” Other excellent examples of the Golson in-
sight are on “I Fall In Love Too Easily” and
“The Best Thing For You Is Me.”

“JOSEF HOFMANN”—Distinguished Recordings
DR 105
Once more this archives label has put into wide

distribution what could be described as collector’s
items, making available to the general public
previously unreleased performances by a great
master. Here Josef Hofmann, acknowledged to be
one of the greatest piano virtuosos of his genera-
tion (1876-1957), is heard in solo recordings of
works by Rachmaninoff, Chopin, Mendelssohn,
Beethoven and Scriabin. Somewhat inferior sound
quality (transcribed from piano rolls) can be eas-
ily overlooked in light of album content.

STOCKHAUSEN: “Zyklus,” “Refrain”; KAGEL:
“Transicion II”—David Tudor, Christop Caskel,
Aloys Kontarskv, Bernhard Kontasky—Time
S/8001

In Time’s new direction to record classical
percussion woi’ks it has recorded two pieces by
Karlheinz Stockhausen and one by Mauricio
Kagel, tw’o extreme modeimists who have writ-
ten these pieces exclusively for percussion in-
struments. Understanding the “music” and what
the composer attempted is beyond the scope of
everyone but serious students of modern music.
But Time’s expert stereo recording is faithful to
the ear and disk is engrossing.
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The Cash Box "Sure Shots" highlight records which reports from retail dealers through-

out the nation indicate are either already beginning to sell in quantity or else give

every sign of doing so.

Reverse Lower Court’s Decision

In Norbay Vs. King Royalty Hassle

NEW YORK—The U.S. Court of Ap-
peals for the Second Circuit has re-

versed a lower court’s decision in the

celebrated Norbay vs. King Records

case.

In the earlier decision. Judge David
N. Edelstein of the U.S. District

Court for the Southern District of

N.Y. ruled that failure of Norbay to

file a notice of use for its copyright

of “Slow Walk” within a year after

its initial recording barred it from
receiving royalties from King Rec-

ords, which had a later version by
Bill Doggett.

The U.S. Copyright Law regards

failure to file a notice of use as a

“complete defense to any suit, ac-

tion, or proceeding for any infringe-

ment of such copyright.”

But the appeals panel, consisting of

Circuit Judges Harold Medina,

Charles Clark and Henry Friendly,

noted in their decision that the Copy-
right Law was silent as to when a

notice must be filed and that “this

permanent forfeiture of the semi-ex-

clusive right to mechanical reproduc-

tion is a drastic method of punish-

ing the late filer. The statutory lan-

guage does not compel such a result,

since the ‘complete defense’ referred

to could well apply only to actions

for infringements occurring prior to

filing.”

The Court also held that the “plain-

tiff’s failure to file a timely notice of

use bars suit for acts of infringe-

ment occurring prior to the time

notice was filed, but not for acts oc-

curring afterwards.”

In concluding the decision, the

Court said that Norbay could recover

the statutory royalty of two cents

for each record manufactured after

the filing of the notice of use, and

that the district court may, in its dis-

cretion, grant Norbay an additional

award not to exceed three times the

royalties found to be due, together

with costs and a reasonable attorney’s

fee. Thus, Norbay could receive the

two-cents royalty plus three times

the two-cents royalty, a total of eight

cents.

Attorney Walter Hofer directed

the appeal for Norbay, while Jack

Pearl handled the legal matters for

King.

British Jazzmen Here

On May 30, Gilbert & Sullivan material became Public Domain in Australia.
There will be a big slice of action from all parties interested in the catalog of
G & S works—radio stations will be free to broadcast Gilbert & Sullivan when-
ever they choose and it is believed there are many songs—some already re-
corded—of hit potential based on these famous compositions.

Pye Records made a rush release of “Samantha” by Kenny Ball and His
Jazz Band. This is the single that has been such a strong success in England
and with any sort of luck it should repeat that success in Australia.

A recent statement widely publicized in local trade publications—attributed
to Goddard Lieberson (president of Columbia Records, Coronet here) has
stirred up quite a controversy throughout the trade, particularly among radio
stations. “Broadcasting and Television” (a local trade publication) quoted
Lieberson as saying “I don’t down-grade Top 40 as a formula but for Aus-
tralian radio to broaden the country’s own musical culture it must compile these
programs from personal taste and personal music preference rather than
overseas charts.” Lieberson was in Australia at the time as guest of honor at
the annual ARC (Coronet) Disk-Jockey Convention. This statement has brought
forth a burst of protest and comment from many leading radio stations

—

notably those in Sydney and Melbourne. Some have praised and defended
Lieberson, while others have severely criticized him over the alleged statement.
During this controversy. The Cash Box was freely mentioned as a chart source
having great influence on the programming of Australian radio.

An interesting new release on the Leedon label (part of the Festival group)
is an album by Bob Kole, the young American ai’tist who starred in “West
Side Story” both in Sydney and Melbourne. The album, entitled “The Two Sides
Of Bob Kole,” features Bob on one side with the Joel Craig Quintet and on the
reverse he is backed by The Franz Conde Orchestra.

“The Most Happy Fella” will have its Australian premier at The Princess
Theatre in Melbourne on June 9, Bill Gordon, promotion director for the show,
tells us that rehearsals are coming along fine and everything is going accord-
ing to schedule for the big first night. Gordon also advises The Cash Box that
“The Sound Of Music” is set for an Australian season for Garnet H. Carroll
and will probably open in September. Popular Australian-born star June Bron-
hill has been signed to play the leading role. Miss Bronhill recently toured
Australia with the Sadler’s Wells Company in “Merry Widow” and is at pres-
ent doing well in London.

After months of waiting, EMI finally issued the Linda Scott record of “I’ve
Told Every Little Star.” This one was a big success in the United States but for
some unknown reason there has been a long delay in the appearance of the
local disk.

Two of England’s biggest hits have been released on EMI’s Parlophone
label—they are Matt Monro’s “My Kind Of Girl” c/w “This Time” and The
Temperance Seven with “You’re Driving Me Crazy” and “Charlie My Boy.” The
top sides of both records have done well in England and look like chalking up
a good result here also. Over the last twelve months or so several English hits
have enjoyed success in Australia and “My Kind Of Girl” and “You’re Driving
Me Crazy” should maintain the standard.

Popular local disk star Lonnie Lee has a new single out on the Leedon label.

Top side is “Sitting By The River” c/w “You’re Gonna Miss Me.” Lonnie has
a whole string of hits to his credit, the latest being “Sit Around And Talk
To Me.” Also on the local front is a new Festival single featuring Ray Melton
with “Little By Little,” song was written by Ken Taylor and Hal Saunders of
Sydney. Taylor is A&R Chief of the Festival Group of labels.

Australian Record Company’s June release—on the Coronet label—includes
fourteen new albums, among them are “Crash Craddock’s Greatest Hits”;
“Baby Sittin’ With Buzz Clifford”; “Sketches Of Spain” by Miles Davis;
“Twelve Big Hits” various artists; “Guy Mitchell’s Greatest Hits”; “Young
At Heart” with the Ray Conniff Singers and an album called “Cherry Pink
And Apple Blossom White” by Jerry Murad’s Harmonicats. All are from U.S.
Columbia’s catalog.

An unusual position has arisen over some of the ABC-Paramount albums
that were previously issued here by W&G Records; since ABC-Paramount
bought into the Festival organization its material is appearing on the new
Ampar label. W&G issued the album “Anka At The Copa” earlier this year
retailing at 52/6; the identical record has now been released on Ampar retail-

ing at 55/. So the one record is on sale on two different labels selling at dif-

ferent prices.

Among new albums released on the Ampar label are “Exciting Hong Kong”
by The Lionel Newman Orchestra; Daniita Jo with Her Big 15” and Don Costa’s
15 Hits.”

Popular lass Wilma Reading is out on the Rex label with a new single cou-
pling two compositions by Franz Conde, “I Only Came To Say Goodbye” and
“That’s How I Go For You.” The orchestra and chorus backing Wilma is con-
ducted by Franz.

After an absence from the best selling charts for a while, locally produced
singles are again starting to catch a healthy share of the market. It looks as
though Col Joye has a winner in “Coin’ Steady” which is No. 8 on our national
list this week and The Thunderbirds—an instrumental group—have “New Or-
leans Beat” in number nine spot; although, it is doubtful that either record
will go much higher on the chart because of the present selling trends. Joye
is very hot in Sydney and The Thunderbirds are equally hot in Melbourne but
neither are as strong interstate as in their home areas. This keeps their overall
ratings down and lessens the likelihood of either disk reaching the coveted
No. 1 position.

Lewis told The Cash
Box that with considerably increased financial resources he plans to further ex-
plore the low-price field and extend his rack jobbing operation—the only one
of its kind in the U.K.—on a nationwide scale. Recent activities have opened
many super-market outlets and these will be increased. During a recent visit
to the U.S., Lewis re-negotiated contracts for the new company for the ex-
clusive release of Design, Tops and Promenade records and many new lines
were discussed for future release. Following the success of the Design Instant
Learning language disks Gala proposes to release simultaneously with the
American company a number of new educational record items shortly. Gala
LP’s retail at 16/9d the lowest price in this country and Lewis is seeking ma-
terial for a special higher price line to retail at 25/—

.

The increasing popularity of language course disks has prompted the Delta
Record Company to introduce a new series the first of which “Sparkling
French” is out this month on the Atlas label. The course comprises four 12"
LP’s accompanied by a 232 page illustrated booklet. Produced in France and
pressed in England further courses are planned for the future. Atlas also caters
to foreigners wishing to learn English and claims that its “English Is Good
For You” series is the biggest selling English course on the continent. Each
package contains 12 7" 33-1/3 r.p.m. disks plus amusingly illustrated guide
book in English with translations in either French, German, Italian or Dutch.
Retailing at £5. 19. 6d. complete. Recent additions to the Atlas Talespinner se-
ries for children include “Robinson Crusoe” and “The Adventures of Baron
Munchausen.”
The most ambitious disk show ever produced in this country is planned by

EMI in a new series of hour-long “Spectaculars” for weekly transmission on
Radio Luxembourg. Devised and directed by EMI’s general promotion man-
ager, Arthur Muxlow, the programs will be recorded ‘live’ before an invited
audience in the Conference Room at the Manchester Square headquarters a
week before transmission. The programs will be introduced by dj Ray Orchard
and regular hosts will be TV personalities Shaw Taylor and Muriel Young.
Regular features will include guest appearances by British and American re-
cording stars and contests with LP prizes will also be included. Other facilities

include a dance floor and soft drinks bar. Some 25 to 27 disks will be spun dur-
ing each program. EMI now has fourteen disk shows a week with 7-1/2 hours
air time.

Philips and Fontana Records also announced a 100% increase of airtime on
Radio Luxembourg. Starting in early June there will be 8 programs a week
each presented by a well-known dj. The new programming is scheduled to run
for six months synchronizing with the Autumn and Christmas peak record
buying period.
From June production of Pye Records Radio Luxembourg programs will be

handled by Commercial Radio Company. Throughout the summer there will be
4 programs a week introduced by dj’s Ken Walton and Brian Mathews. Air-
time will be stepped up for the winter months.

Britain took first prize at the International TV Festival at Montreaux,
Switzerland this week. The BBC’s “Black And White Minstrel Show” won the
Golden Rose Trophy and more than £800 in prize money. 34 light entertain-
ment programs were submitted by 19 countries including the United States
and Russia. Second prize went to Italy and third prize to Czechoslovakia.

Impresario Bernard Delmont announces details of “Stop The World—I Want
To Get Off” the new style West-End musical starring Anthony Newley. Writ-
ten and composed by Newley with composer-writer Leslie Bricusse during a
recent visit to New York the theme deals with the seven seasons in a man’s
life ranging from youth to senility. The show includes 20 numbers, fourteen of
which are sung by Newley including “What Kind Of Fool Am I” recorded and
released in the States on London. The only man in the cast, Newley who also
directs the show is supported by a company of ten women and a boy.
A transatlantic call and a five minute interview in the middle of the night

between Pye recording artists The Brook Brothers and WMEX dj Arnie Gins-
burg, in Boston, Mass, gave the boys’ first American release “Warpaint” on
London a good plug. The idea came from Joe Fields, national sales promoter of
London Records. With “Warpaint” still in the British charts The Brook Broth-
ers current release is “Little Bitty Heart.”

Currently in Norway to represent Gt. Britain in an international TV show'
from “Le Chat Noir” in Oslo to be networked throughout Scandinavia is Craig
Douglas. He will feature his latest Top Rank waxing “A Hundred Pounds of
Clay.” His next single “Time” is set for mid-June release.

Patti Page currently in cabaret at the Pigalle was recently on the panel of

BBC’s “Juke Box Jury.” On June 10, she stars in her own show for ATV.
Judy Garland arrived back in London to discuss plans for British and Conti-
nental engagements. Shirley Bassey returns to the TV screens topping the bill

of Val Parnall’s “Sunday Night At The London Palladium” for ATV on June
18. Shirley is currently climbing the British charts with “You’ll Never Know”
on Columbia. Alma Cogan booked for BBC’s popular “Easy Beat” show on
June 11.

Philips recording star Marty Wilde received enthusiastic notices after the
out-of-town opening of “Bye Bye Birdie” in which he plays a pop singer. The
show comes to London on June 15.

Things are hotting up for the arrival of Johnny Mathis on his first Euro-
pean trip. Arriving on July 9 he has London concerts on the 14, 15 and 16, fol-

lowed by a nationwide tour. He wdll also tele-record his own show for Granada.
In June Fontana will release its latest single “You’ve Set My Heart To Music”
and an LP “I’ll Buy You A Star.”

It is supposed that a lot of cooperation will be arranged with this event.

Records

by Lucho Gatica, Juan Mendoza, Ciro Mendoza, Los Viajeros and Estrella
Salinas are to be released. The song belongs to EMMI publishers (Mexico).
Goar Mestre, the Cuban TV millionaire currently in Argentina, bought two

Video Tape machines for his Channel 12 in Cordoba City. With some co-

operation from American CBS, Mestre is building a big TV chain through
all South America. In Buenos Aires he is owner of Proartel (a company that
produces TV programs) and has some percentage of Channel 13.

Pedro Bustos, musician and arranger (known also as Pedro El Sudamericano)
is starting his own label, “L 10.” His records will be distributed by Discofonia.
Raul Shaw Moreno has recorded the slow rock “Gris” and the bolero “Yo

Quiero Darte Un Nombre” (“I Want To Give You A Name”). Both are local

tunes.

We had many visitors in Milan recently. It was a great pleasure to meet

Nat Shapiro of Columbia Records at the Palace Hotel, who came to Milan
during his European trip to pay a visit to his Italian representative, Mr. Baron
of Philips Italiana. Shapiro announced that Percy Faith will be in Milan on
the 26th and 27th of July, and a cocktail party will be given here for him due
to his best selling record in Italy of “A Summer Place.” Shapiro also saw his

old friends, Mr. and Mrs. Mintangian, and called on the CGD offices to say
hello to Mr. Sugar and Mr. Giannini. Sidney Siegel spent two days in Milan and
I had the pleasure of introducing him to Mr. Matalon and Mr. Levi of Italdisc,

with whom he had business talks. Ed Chalpin of PPX Enterprises, New York,
stopped in Milan to visit with the most important record producers of the city.

RCA Italiana revealed that “What A Sky” by Nico Fidenco overtook the
record of RCA’s sales in Italy, which was held by “Banana Boat” by Harry
Belafonte. “What A Sky” has surpassed the 200,000 mark in sales. Gianni
Meccia has given his new song, “Prato Quadroto” (Square Meadow) to other
singers for recording, while his own waxing on RCA has not come out as yet.

His latest release is his song, “lo Lavoi’o” (I work) just put on the market.
The “happy season” of sales for Nico Fidenco seems to go on and on. RCA
Italiana is making strong efforts to promote the latest composition by Fidenco,
“Legato A Un Granello Di Sabbia,” which the label regards as its sure hit of
this summer.

King Records president, Sydney Nathan wrote to us to state that he feels
very fortunate to be associated with His Master’s Voice Italiana. This will be a
sincere pleasure for Mr. De Goy, president of His Master’s Voice. So far, the
King LP, “Let’s Go Again” by 'The Midnighters, b/w with “Deep Blue Sea,”
has met with success.
Very soon, “Like A Symphony” by Pino Donaggio (Number 5) will be re-

placed by the newly composed song of the same author, “Tu Sai” (You Know)
which is backed by “Villaggio Sul Fiume” (Village On The River).
Two weeks ago, “Un Rock Per Judy” (A Rock for Judy) appeared as num-

ber ten on our chart, but now I learn that the record is requested principally
for the flip side which features a very nice song called “Bella Pupa.” The boy,
who sings it is Little Tony, recent discovery of Mr. Mintangian. The disk ap-
pears on the Best Sellers this week as well. Mr. Scussel of Durium says “Exo-
dus” by the Encore Ensemble is selling strongly among the numerous record
versions available. Marino Mariani’s version of “Era Scritto Nel Cielo” (It
Was Written In The Sky) is enjoying high sales.

I met Mr. Fiori of Titanus once again at Durium’s offices where he periodi-
cally comes from Rome, inasmuch as the firm distributes his records in the
Italian territory. Fiori, as a music publisher, has two hits currently—“Just
That Same Old Line,” which has been on the charts for a long time by Nico
Fidenco, and “Lady Luna” a fine tune presented unsuccessfully at San Remo,
but waxed by numerous big Italian singers such as Miranda Martino, Jimmy
Fontana, Arturo Testa, Bruno Martino and Nilla Pizzi.

Let’s speak again of the Pachanga—in Italy two record versions are avail-
able for the time being—the foreign recording by Genie Pace on Capitol, and
the domestic version by Michelino on Ri Fi Records. Michelino and his Band
will tour Italy shortly and present the new dance craze, which is not popular
as yet.

After
the ten days, Sedaka and Bryant had established a new total attendance record
for one day, 32,000, and for the entire period, 312,000.

The preliminary rounds of the first “German Pop Music Festival” are over

and the results are in. This is the first musical festival sponsored by the state
owned radio and TV stations and 6 major record firms here. The festival was
handled in the following way. Each member of the GEMA, the music collection
agency of Germany, was invited to send in a composition. A jury was then put
together and the 713 compositions that were submitted were heard. From these
713 songs, 24 were chosen for the competition. Then the A&R heads of Teldec,
Polydor, Ariola, Metronome, Philips and Electrola met together and chose the
songs to be recorded by their artists. Each firm was obliged to record the
songs and bring them on the market the day after the preliminary contest was
held with a special 4 color jacket. Several tunes were chosen by more than
one firm and each firm recorded the songs and the finished recordings were
then submitted to a commitee. The committee selected the best version and this
artist was invited to compete. The names of the composers of the material was
withheld until the final competition was over so that both well known and
little known composers would have an equal chance. Then, 4 preliminary
rounds were held and 6 compositions were presented in each round. The pre-
liminary competition was broadcast over nationwide television and 10,000 lis-

teners were asked to submit cards and letters picking the compositions that
they liked best.
The first round was held in Munich and the winners were The Medium

Terzett from Electrola records with “Sudsee Ballade” (South Sea Ballad) and
Tony Sandler with “In Paraguay” from Ariola Records. The second round was
held a week later in Stuttgart and the winners were Lys Assia from Teldec
Records with “Ein Kleiner Goldner Ring” (A Small Golden Ring) and “Du Bist
So Suss Wenn Du Laechelst Cherie” (You are So Sweet When You Smile
Cherie) from Nora Nova, once again from Electrola Records. The third round
was held in Hamburg and the winners were Alfred Hause from Polydor Rec-
ords with his instrumental version of “Bailando a Dos” and Inge Brueck from
Metronome Records with “Das Glueck Kommit Unverhofft” (Luck Come Un-
expected). The fourth and last round was held on May 12 in Berlin and the
winners were Hans Arno Simon from Metronome Records with “Ohne Dich
Polka” and The Missouris from Teldec Records with “Texas Jimmy.” These 8
finalists presented their songs once again in Baden-Baden with a large audi-
ence on hand and a jury from all over Germany deciding the winning compo-
sitions. The final round was held on June 4. This competition is expected to

result in several new hits from German composers as the winning songs will

receive at least 2 TV shots and much radio exposure. The winning record firms
are also expected to put top promotion behind their winning artists. We’ll
bring the winners in two weeks and report on the progress of the winning
compositions in their race for the top of the German hit parade and interna-
tional recognition.

Michael Arends of Paul Arends Music is hard at work pushing “A Cottage
In The Country” by The Blue Angels which received a “Pick Of The Week”
in The Cash Box. Michael reports that the song may be a big hit here too.

The Blue Diamonds have recorded “Are You Sure” the award winning compe-
tition of The Allison Brothers of England which took second prize in the “Song
for Europe” contest recently held. The song is a big hit in England. The new-
est composition and recording by the Allison Boys is “Words” which will be
recorded here by The Missouris on Teldec. There is also a new version of “Are
You Sure” on Electrola by Will Brandes and Hans Lucas.

Philips has released the theme from the film “Nightclub 61” by Nina Weston
as a single and the tune is getting top response from German radio.

Polydor Records has signed a pair of top songstresses from other countries.
Sweden’s top record seller Lill Bahs and Holland’s Greetje Kauffeld have been
signed up and their first records are expected shortly. Audrey Arno and Hazy
Osterwald have done another “Pachanga” record for Polydor under the title

“Wieder Mai Pachanga” (Once Again Pachanga). Two more Polydor LP’s
have been released on the American market.
Hazy Osterwald’s “Latin Trumpet” LP has been released by Coral Records

and Helmut Zacharias has a new LP release on Decca under the title “Ren-
dezvous for Strings.”
DJ and singer Chris Howland from England, who is now a top star here,

has formed his own TV production company and has bought the rights for
“Candid Camera” for Germany. He’s hard at work on the first films in this
series. Chris has also recorded the top hit “100 Pounds Of Clay” in German.
The German versions of “Exodus” by Belina for Electrola and Rika Zarai

for Teldec are having trouble getting plays at German radio stations due to
the controversy caused by the Eichmann trial in Israel. England’s Laurie
London flew with his father to Cologne for new German recordings with pro-
ducer Nils Nohach. After the record dates Nils flew to London for more Ger-
man recordings with Cliff Richard. The top side will be a German version of
Cliff’s hit “Theme For A Dream.”

Ariola has contracted the Swiss TV to put its top artists in a new series
called “Travel Agency in Switzerland.” There’ll be 3 shows with Ariola pro-
viding music for the entire series. Producer-Composer Josef Niessen dropped by
The Cash Box office to tell us about new recordings with Gaby King for Ariola
and his wife Use Werner for Teldec. Both records are destined for hitsville
here. The Jochen Brauer Sextet guested at a recent “Record Hop” in Munich
along with Max Kutta from Adano Records.

Ariola press people are busy pushing new recordings by Eddie Wilson,
Christa Williams, Jan & Kjeld and Nina Zacha with Jimmy Makulis. Gerig
Music in Cologne is promoting the new Peter Alexander recording of “Paris
1st Eine Reise Wert” (Paris is Worth a Trip) and “Blue Melodie” by Peter
Kraus. Both songs are getting strong radio plays and are moving closer to
Germany’s top 10.

The Bays version of
“African Waltz” has been rushed out in Belgium, Holland, Germany, France
and Scandinavia. One of Palette’s best selling artists, Bobbejaan Schoepen
(known for his hit version of “Pub Without Beer,” married Josee Jongen.
On first of June, Ping Ping’s new record “Marianne”/“Nix Capito” has been

released on Fast Records. Pre sales in Europe exceed already 150,000 copies.
Ping Ping’s best seller “Sucu Sucu” will enable him to appear on American
TV during the month of July. In June, Ping Ping will appear in two German
pictures, followed by a Scandinavian tour of one niters and TV appearances in
Stockholm, Oslo and Helsinki.

Palette just released a new record by the South American group The Box-
eros: “El Carretro Cubano”/“Gozlo.” In June, they will appear at the Brussels’
nitery “Parisiana,” together with the famous bongo player Vinague. Reg
Owen’s successful version of “Bonanza” (theme from the TV series) on Palette,
has been released in England, Germany and France.

Mats Bjerke and Fabricius-Bjerre which resulted in the foundation
of the Dutch Metronome Company. Dureco will handle the distribution. Metro-
nome have a very big hit at the moment with “Danke Fiir Die Blumen” by
Siw Malmkvist and the company is expecting big sales with Jbrgen Ingmann’s
next platter “Anna.” Other interesting news from Dureco is the release of the
very first Compact 33 Double record in Holland, by famous Los Machucambos
on the Omega label. On this record there’s “Pepito,” France’s big hit, among
others. A few years ago it was also Dureco which introduced the 45 rpm
records to the Dutch market.
The very successful concert Mahalia Jackson gave on her first visit to Hol-

land, was filmed, and part of it was seen on TV. The records of Miss Jackson
on the Philips label, released by Phonogram L.C., are great sellers, and it’s

expected that this concert on TV will make sales even bigger. Next day,
Whitmonday, Corry Brokken—popular singer on the Dutch Philips label

—

presented her first TV show. This proved to be a great success. The pres-
entation of her songs, among them “Nooit Krijg Ik Spijt” (Non, Je Ne Re-
grette Rien) and “Ballade Van De Gevangene,” was really something to shout
about.

Another record of Dutch singing star Rie Helmig hits the charts this week.
Helmig, one of Imperial’s best artists, just finished the Jewish and Dutch
versions of “Exodus.” Also, Francis Van Rooy, after her latest “Matrozen Uit
Pyraus” surprised again with “Als Het Avond Wordt.”
The new “Pier” at Scheveningen is there at last! The famous seaside resort

began its 1961 season with the festivities around the Pier’s opening. His
Master’s Voice joined the celebration on the record market by releasing Johnny
Jordaan’s “Onze Pier Van Scheveningen.”

Well known Dutch organist and orchestra leader Bernard Drukker played
his last “World Favorites” here on board of the “Willem Ruys,” last Tuesday.
Next day he emigrated to Australia, where he will have a new job in pro-
duction with commercial TV. Bernard Drukker, who made many good records
on the Philips label (recently one on the carillon of the Munt Tower, Amster-
dam, as city bell-ringer), gave his first broadcast more than 30 years ago.

LP’s by British orchestras always prove to be welcome in Holland. This
week, new albums must be mentioned by the Roland Shaw Orchestra (“Sound
Off”), Edmundo Ros, his orchestra and chorus (“Broadway Sing-Along”) on
Decca, and Frank Chacksfield (“Play To Me, Gypsy”) on Decca Ace Of Clubs
Series, released by Phonogram, Amsterdam.
The Blue Diamonds have cut a German sung version of their great recent

hit “In A Little Spanish Town”: “Wie Damals In Paris.” Great news for all

fans of these two boys, in Germany in particular! It’s on Decca.
Holland surely digs the new recordings of Bobby Rydell and Chubby Checker.

Mr. Robert Oeges, Bovema’s Columbia label manager, declares that both “That
Old Black Magic” and “Dance The Mess Around” will reach respectable sales
figures.

Dealers of Bovema’s extensive record selling organization, are enthusiasti-
cally joining the Columbia quiz, which gives free tickets to those who order
Edith Piaf’s latest recording. (“Non Je Ne Regrette Rien”). On the other hand,
in the meantime it looks very doubtful if Miss Piaf’s concerts in Holland will
take place, as a result of the recent new operation.

One of the most amazing LP’s out is “Famous Handel Songs And Arias,”
sung by Kenneth McKellar with the orchestra of the Royal Opera House,
Covent Garden, conducted by Sir Adrian Boult (Decca). McKellar’s previous
album was “The Songs From Ireland” and this has been a great success.
Bovema’s Columbia artist, master pianist and virtuoso Claudio Arrau closed
his appeai’ance in the Beethoven series in Holland with the composer’s 5th
piano concerto.

Pelle Nystrdm, PR man for Metronome Records, off for Copenhagen where
he will talk business with Metronome’s Danish office. Bbrje Ekberg, export
sales manager of Metronome, back in town after a week’s biz talks in Amster-
dam where Metronome is planning to open its own office. After a few days
behind his desk, Ekberg left for Copenhagen on Monday 29. After spending
two days at the IFPI congress in Denmark, he retuimed to Sweden for a tour
with Siw Malmkvist, top star on Metronome label.

Lennart Reuterskibld, head of Reuter & Reuter and Essex Music, back in

town from his biz visit in the U.S.

The old American standard tune “Mary Don’t You Weep” has caused some
troubles here. The song originally hit in Denmark as a military parody song
titled “Ah, Marie, jeg vil hjem” (Oh, Mary, I Want to go back to you) with
the EMI publisher Imudico obtaining the Danish rights from Southern Music
in Stockholm. Later on, Hans Burman, made a Swedish version of the Danish
lyrics on Columbia, and Edition Odeon, EMI publisher in Sweden, published
the sheet music. However, Southern Music claimed the rights, and it also had
its own lyrics, recorded in Swedish by Norwegian group The Monn Keys on
Karusell (in Norwegian on Triola in Norway). Southern Music handed over
the problem to STIM, the Swedish performing rights society, which decided
that it was Southern Music and no one else which should be credited as pub-
lisher of the song.

NORWAY
Haakon Tveten, sales manager of Philips, Norway, told The Cash Box that

his company, in cooperation with the Norwegian Culture Dept., the Philhar-
monic Company and Norwegian Radio, is making a series of four LPs of Nor-
wegian symphonic music. It will be both old and new musical works, and the
orchestras will be conducted by Griiner Hegge and Oivin Fjeldstad. As soloists
will be heard Robert Riefling on piano and Bjarne Larsen on violin. The rec-
ords, which are made for the world market, will be available in both stereo and
mono. The release date for the records are estimated to be September or
October, said Tveten.

Daily paper Arbeiderbladet, which started presenting silver disks after the
sale of 25,000 records and gold disks after 50,000 records, just gave away its

11th silver disk. It was handed over to Eilif Meyer of A/S Nera, representing
RCA in Norway, on behalf of Jim Reeves for the sale of his “He’ll Have To
Go.”
John Johanson, A & R man of RCA in Norway, told The Cash Box that the

firm made the first Norwegian version of “Are You Sure,” titled “Er du sikker”
in Norwegian, with Kurt Foss and Reidar Bde. Johanson said the recording has
all possibilities to be a big hit here. According to Johanson, German songs are
becoming more and more popular among Norwegian record buyers, and he
expects a lot of the Telefunken release of “Denn Sie fahren hinaus auf das
Meer,” a German song doing very well at the Continent at the moment.

Rolf Syversen, A & R man of Iversen & Frogh A/S (EMI in Norway), just
back from biz talks in Copenhagen, said that he is very happy to learn how in-
terested British EMI is in Norwegian singer Jan Holland, who is now in Lon-
don where he is recording “Make Me Believe”/“The Land That I Love” in
English. Another EMI artist, Ase Wentzel, leaves for Stockholm where she is

engaged during June. Syversen also said that it seems Inger Jacobsen will soon
get a gold disk for the sale of 50,000 of her “Froken Johansen og jeg,” a Swe-
dish song which has done very well in Norway.

Jorg-Fr. Ellertsen of Egil Monn Iversen A/S said that there is great interest
in Norway for the tour of the Italian singer Robertino. who will be in Norway
between June 9th and 18th. Among others, he will appear in the Bergen Music
Festival on June 10. According to Ellertsen, Robertino might get a silver disk
for the sale of 25,000 of his EP “0 Sole Mio,” a very good sales figure for an
EP in Norway.

exceeded 5,000,000 copies since her debut. It will be held on June 2.

Westminster distributed “String Quartet No. 14 in D Minor: Schubert”
and “String Quartet No. 20-5: Hayden,” by the Vienna Konzerthause Quartet,
recorded during its stay in Japan.

Jiro Kubota, jazz critic, directed the compilation of the new modern jazz

The Zaizar’s Brothers just signed a contract to perform at Japan. David and

Juan are now the best seller duet of folk music in the country and their latest
release, “El Pescado Nadador,” is a big hit for Peerless manufacturing.
RCA denied, at least for the moment, the news that Elvis Presley was com-

ing to Mexico to film some scenes for his new picture, “Blue Hawaii.” And
teenagers are still waiting to see their idol in person. Meanwhile, Paul Anka
is planning a second performance in Mexico for June or July.
Columbia Records is introducing a new female singer who promises to be a

top hit in the future. Her name is Julissa and she is a beautiful brunette of
17 and the daughter of well known actress Rita Macedo. Her first record is the
Spanish version of Brenda Lee’s “Emotions” and Connie Francis’ “Where The
Boys Are.” As usual. Chuck Anderson heads the accompaniment.
The Castro Brothers finished their first LP for Cisne Records and several of

these numbers are played all day at the radio stations. The Castro brothers are
presently at Las Vegas, but very soon will return to the Mexican City to

perform in theaters and night clubs.
Starting June 4, TV channel 2 will present a weekly series of three programs

with the Riviera Cuban show. And talking about Mexican channel 2, the man-
ager of this company Roberto Kenny just arrived from Japan, where he spent
eight weeks studying Japanese television and buying some equipment.

Guitarist Antonio Bribiesca and folk singer Cuco Sanchez left town to take
a plane to Los Angeles where they signed a contract to make some presenta-
tions. Bribiesca form part of a very popular TV show with another three
guitarist.
With wonderful Chico O’Farrill’s arrangements, appear the latest Andy

Russell’s single with songs named Magico Amor (Magic Love) and En tus
Brazos (In Your Arms). Independently, Chico O’Farrill alone with his or-

chestra released the numbers “Calcutta” and “Pepe” for Orfeon Records.
Celiz Cruz and The Sonora Matancera Cuban orchestra made their first

Seeco Record in Mexico, pressed at Peerless Records. The title of this song is

Mexico, que grande eres (Mexico, how great you are) and as everybody sup-
pose, it could be a smash hit.

Lawyer Jose Luis Fernandez is trying to fix the debt of several millions
pesos that Peer’s publishing owes such Mexican publishers as Pham and
Emmi and other small companies. Luis went to New York to make the arrange-
ments, but as Peer’s widow is actually in Germany, he will wait until later

this month to try to fix it friendly.
Cesar Costa, the popular young Mexican singer who had his Spanish version

of “My Home Town” as the best seller last month, is thinking of singing the
same song in German and Italian which he speaks perfectly, as he does English.
His new release, the Spanish version of Anka’s “The Story of My Life,” is

now on top.
Bernardo San Cristobal was recently named new manager of radio station

X-E-W, the most important in Mexico. Bernardo is part of the reorganization
of Emilio Azcarraga’s company
Another very important I'adio station of Mexico, Radio Mil, made a very

interesting interview direct from Paris with Mexican actor Pedro Armendariz,
who was invited as judge of the Cannes’ Festival. He was delighted to be the
first Mexican actor named judge for such an important movie Festival.

LATE FLASH!

Here are the top three winners of the Coq D’or De La Chanson Francaise:
First: “Voyageur” Sans Etoile” (published by Edition Barclay and sung by
John Williams); Second: “Ton Adieu” (published by Southern and sung by
Barclay singer Jacqueline Nero); Third: “Dans Un Million D Annees” (pub-
lisher Beuscher and sung by Daniele Rouille).

The Coq D’or De La Chanson Francaise is certainly the annual competition
which, along with the Eurovision contest, interests most radio and television

fans and the public in attendance at the Olympia. The music publishers and
record firms last week concentrated all their attention on the contest (held
May 29-30 and 31) and Lucien Morisse, the instigator of all this, scarcely
knows where to turn. Among the chosen songs, Chappell had two, “Le Coeur
Au Chaud” by P. Cour and A. Popp (sung by Lucien Lupi), and “Pour une
Seguidille” by Datin and Nougaro (sung by Juan Catalano of Fontana). These
songs are along the lines of Charles Trenet’s “Les Voix du Ciel” and “Cafe de
Minuit” (which won an award at the Enghien festival).

Roquiere and his A&R man, Mr. Soula, after having made such a success
of “Exodus” with Edith Piaf and Rika Zarai, are falling in line with the cur-
rent trend, which means rock ’n’ roll, and thus are following the lead of
Robert Salvet, who was reportedly the first French editor to push this music
in a consistent fashion. Chappell also reports that “Poetry in Motion”
which L. Morisse and R. Salvet has transformed into “Elle a des yeux D’ange”
recorded by Orlando, Franck & Johnny (Bel-Air) and by Les Travellers
(EMI); that Sacha Distel, who needs a hit these days to stay firmly planted
in his star spot, has recorded “Le Boogie du Bebe,” comic adaptation of “Baby
Sittin’ Boogie;” that Georges Aber has adapted “Mother-in-Law” which will

be waxed by R. Anthony and Frankie Jordon; that “Petite pin-up” adapted by
Joliet from “Little Girl” will be created by Rocky Volcano (Philips). From the
Irving Berlin repertory, Chappell has revived “Marie” in a rock version for
the joy of singers Hedika and Les Chats Sauvages;” “A Little Love is a
Dangerous Thing” is getting a discing from Jacqueline Nero (Bel-Air) under
the title, “Un Petit Beguine.” Gillian Hills (Barclay) has cut “Zin tu Fais
Vibrer Mon Coeur.”

The “Coq” contest will feature from SEMI Publishers “Ton Adieu” by H.
Giraud, presented by singer Jacqueline Nero.

Carousel Editions’ Plus Jamais was to have been sung in the “Coq” by
Pia Colombo (Philips) but at the last minute. Vogue star Jocelyne Josia,
replaced Pia.

From the oldies among Sydney Bechet’s compositions, Maxime Saury has
dug up and recorded four tunes, two of which are worth special mention

—

“For My Mammy” and “Southern Sunset.” Not much news from Vogue this
week, except the disking of “24 Faces” by Buck Clayton. Buck put Bechet’s
“Premier Bal” on the map here. Johnny Hallyday, managed during a very
short stop-over in Paris while still touring, to record four sides. At the start
of his present tour, Johnny, ill, was replaced by Jean-Jacques Debout notably
in the towns of Apt and Castre, where he definitely won the favor of the fans.

Odeon-Top Rank very happy about the sales of its new classical LP line

retailing for $2. The records, pressed on pure vinylite, feature unabridged
versions of Beethoven’s Ninth, 12 Chopin waltzes by Raymond Trouard, Fa-
mous Overtures, etc. Other Odeon strong sellers are “Wheels” (“Dans le Coeur
de ma Blonde”) by Johnny Spence, “Les Fiances d’Auvergne” by Jean Segurel
and “Endlessly” by Marc Taynor.

For her new concert tour, Odette Laure, who now records for the Odeon
label, has 10 new “chansons choc” about which more will certainly be heard.
Gata Rubia (“Le chatte blonde”), young German star who has already been

signed to make 7 films in her own country, will have her first EP of French
songs out this month. Molinetti has a new nickname—“Le Fauve du Rock”—for his terrific versions of current Italian hits.

Latest Kapp classic release (Bel-Air) is a first-rate intei'pretation of
“Rachmaninoff’s 3rd Piano Concerto” by Ann Schein and the Vienna State
Opera Orchestra conducted by Eugene Goossens. Bel-Air will satisfy the
pachanga fans too with its new Palette EP featuring “El Senor Ping Pong”
by the Boxeros.

Miscellaneous items: Pierre Bourgeois has quit his post at Europe No. 1.

Increasing activity and rumours in the Composers’ and Authors’ society
(SACEM) as the time draws near for the renewal of the charter member
agreement. Rumour has it that the big publishing firm, Salabert, intends to
resign from the organization, or at least will rejoin only on conditions which
don’t seem acceptable at present. Other publishers are waiting to see what
happens. Let’s hope everything works out for the best!

But as
in the case of many situations, lack of information and understanding only
made the attacking party look foolish. Among the things that were said:

Rose Maddox made her
first appearance in the East June 2nd when she did a one-nighter at the Copa
Club in Secaucus, N.J. Also on hand to entertain the folks were Copa Club
regulars Shorty and Smokey Warren.

Answers

In an effort to soften up the industry into think-

ing that the recent MOA Convention was a success,

a press conference was called by MOA in Chicago

(see details elsewhere) aiicl a prepared question and
answer news release, which was written before the

press arrived, was distributed.

The questions were pertinent, covering just about

every defense of the MOA Convention in Miami
Beach. But the answers left much to he desired.

First off, if “total attendance was 1600,” then
two-thirds of them slipped tlu’ough unobserved. It

would be interesting to see the official registration

list, which incidentally, MOA has never made public.

They state that “the high cost of shipping mer-
chandise” was a prime problem with many manu-
facturers who didn’t attend the show. This could
have been easily overcome by having distributors

nearby the hotel ship the machines in from their

showrooms. Perhaps there were other reasons.

“Distance to Miami,” “transportation costs to

Miami,” and other inferences are made giving the

impression that the decision to hold the Convention
in Miami Beach was a wrong one. Willie Blatt played

an important part in this decision and we feel it was
a smart move. NAMA, NARM, and so many other

trade associations hold successful conventions in

Miami Beach, year in, year out. Unfortunately, MOA
offered little but the Miami attractions.

The answer to the question, “What about New
York?”, was the best answer of all. “. .

.

most people
from that area (New York) had already gone to

Miami during January and February and why
should they go back in the hot month of May?”, re-

plied MOA. Earlier, they stated that “operators’

business was off and many felt the transportation

costs were too high.” If this was the case. New York’s
operators would hardly have vacationed in Miami
Beach during the months of January and February!
MOA points to the recent NARM Convention held

in Miami in April as a possible reason for the drop
in attendance by record manufacturers. NARM hap-

pens to be a rack jobber association. Record manu-
facturers attend conventions of this nature prac-

tically every month of the year.

“We’re unable to account for it (the three out

of five juke box manufacturers not exhibiting for

the past two years)”, is the way in which MOA an-

swers probably the most important question on the

list. Well it’s about time they decide to find out why

!

It might help to make the “complete new program”
they claim to be “emharking on” a hit “brighter”

!

Prospects of getting increased participation from
exhibitors are termed “very^ bright.” And this only

three weeks after a total failure.

Two years ago we stated, “MOA Convention Needs
Stimulation” (CB Apr. 15, ’59). Last year we sug-

gested, “MOA Conflicts Should Be Ironed Out
Now!” (CB May 28, ’60). Two weeks ago we said,

“MOA Is On The Brink Of Disaster.”

Last week MOA officials had an opportunity to

give the trade some encouragement in the form of

constructive planning to remedy this serious situa-

tion. Instead they dealt out canned replies which
attest to its weak leadership.

We’ll stick to what we said two weeks ago—for the

welfare of the industi'y, and MOA—Miller must go.

CHICAGO—Edward G. Doris, execu-
tive vice president of Rock-Ola Manu-
facturing Corporation, this city, re-
vealed this past week that the Rock-
Ola “Mech-O-Matic” unit, which func-
tions as an intermix mechanism for
33 1/3 and 45 rpm 7 inch records in
coin-operated automatic phono-
graphs, is being accepted in most
domestic and foreign markets “over-
whelmingly due to its simplicity in
installation, as well as its excellence
in performance in most phonographs.”
Jack Barabash, Rock-Ola’s field

service manager, explained further in
advising that the unit has recently
been modified by setting it upon a
beautifully designed “apron” for more
effective installation by music opera-
tors. The unit mounted on the new
apron was demonstrated for The Cash
Box reporter last week in the music
room at the Rock-Ola plant.
Barabash explained that the “Mech-

O-Matic” unit requires no operating
solenoids, micro switches or any elec-
tronic aid for changing motor speeds.
It utilizes one constant speed 4-pole
motor with only shaft variance to ac-
commodate 45’s and 33’s. The turn-
table speed sensors are held in con-
stant 45 rpm position by three spring
retained ball bearings until the rec-
ord touch upon the “sensors” by a 33
disk triggers a ball-bearing action
allowing a rapid and simultaneous
drop of the 45 hub and sensor.
The sensor ring then unlocks an idler
cam lever and a drive rod driven by
the rotating gripper gear allows the

driver cam lever to operate the idler

cam.
In one single motion the moving

idler cam swings the idler away from
the 45 motor drive shaft, raises the
idler wheel, returns the idler wheel
against the 33 speed portion of the
motor shaft and turntable.
Barabash further explained that

when the disk has played through to
the end the rotating gripper gear re-
leases the drive rod tension allowing
the lifter to raise the sensing fingers
and 45 hub to the original position.

The service engineering depart-

ment has two basic functions, accord-

ing to Totten: parts replacement and
distribution, and field service infor-

mation.
A key offshoot of the latter function

are service schools, supervised by
Otteson, and now being conducted in

major Avenco sales ai'eas throughout
the counti’y. These are one-day schools
“designed to familiarize operators,
operating managers and their service-

men with Avenco equipment,” said

Otteson.
The curriculum includes workshops,

demonstrations, discussions and ad-

justment of equipment by students
under supervision of Avenco person-
nel. No registration fee is required.

The first school took place at Av-
enco’s home office in Minneapolis, the
second at Advance Vending Distrib-

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MOA Officials Answer Own Questions At

^Press Conference’; Defend Miami Show
CHICAGO—The Music Operators of
America held a press conference Fri-
day, May 26, in the association’s Chi-
cago offices, to conduct a question and
answer session with the trade press.
The meeting was presided over by
George A. Miller, president of MOA,
and Ed R. Ratajack, managing di-
rector. Other board directors in at-
tendance were Clinton R. Pierce,
Chairman; Louis Casola, Paul Brown,
Larry Marvin and Les Montooth.
The conference was opened with a

statement by Miller announcing the
current salaries he and Ratajack are
receiving as heads of the Music Op-
erators of America.

“Since it has been bandied around
that Ratajack and I are receiving
huge annual salaries we believe that
a true statement should be issued at
this time,” Miller declared. “Our pres-
ent salaries are $12,000 per year for
each of us plus expenses.”

Ratajack commenced the question
and answer portion of the press con-
ference and was aided throughout by
Miller and the other attending MOA
directors.

Following is the question and an-
swer news release as it was handed
to each member of the press. The
questions and answers were not asked
at the conference by the reporters in

attendance but were prepared in ad-

vance by Miller and Ratajack. They
follow, verbatim

:

Q. What was the attervdance for the

convention this year and how did it

compare ivith attendance at MOA
Conventions for the past five years'?

A. Total attendance was approxi-

mately 1,600, about 50 percent off

from last year—and slightly more off

from previous years. 1960 was one of

our better years and was helped tre-

mendously by the fact that many Chi-

cago manufacturers held distributor

meetings in conjunction with the con-

cention.

Q. How many firms exhibited at this

year’s convention and how did this

compare ivith previous MOA conven-

tions?
A. Total exhibitors was 44 com-

pared with 60 exhibitors in 1960.

However, our number of booths sold

this year was about the same. (This

is accounted for by the giant space

taken by Rowe-A M I Sales this year.)

Our number of exhibitors over the

past five years has remained fairly

constant, as a matter of fact, we’ve

generally had about 58 to 60 exhibi-

tors year in and year out for the past

10 years.

Q. What is the reason for the drop

in exhibitors at the convention this

year?
A. Distance to Miami and the high

cost of shipping merchandise appear
to have been the main ones. This is

what most manufacturers who didn’t

come in said to us. We even got as-

surances from some manufacturers
that they’d be with us if and when
we returned to Chicago.
Another reason is the drop-off in

the coin machine industry economy
which seems to have followed a gen-
eral economic recession throughout
the country. Many exhibitors felt that
the convention was being held away
from the hub of the coin machine
industry (Chicago) and with sales

down, they were reluctant to spend
the money required to exhibit away
from home.

Q. How would you explain the drop
in attendance?

A. This was also economic—the op-
erator’s business was off and many
felt the transportation costs to Miami
were too high. Our greatest drop-
off in attendance came from States
West of Chicago. Best example is Cal-
ifornia. We had 111 last year, this

year only 12.

Q. What about New York? (only
a handful of New York operators
and distributors showed up this year,
whereas in past years, close to 100
would regularly come to Chicago).
The distance and transportation costs

between New York and Chicago and

New York and Miami are about the
same.

A. The answer we got from the
New Yorkers is that most of the
people from that area had already
gone to Miami during January and
February and why should they go
back in the hot month of May? Most
of the boys had already been down
and spent their vacations and didn’t
want to go back a month or so later.

Q. Many comments—pro and con—
have been made about the convention
being moved to Miami. As I under-
stand it, it is the first convention
in MOA’s 12 year history that was
held out of Chicago. Can you tell me
why it was moved and what effect

this had on the convention in general?
A. Other trade associations have

alternated conventions in and out of

Chicago and the great majority of

our directors wanted to give it a try
and find what effect it would have
on us. However, it’s now the unani-
mous opinion of our board that we
made a great mistake by moving
away from Chicago. I might also add
—it was by the unanimous vote of

our directors that we went to Miami
in the first place. I would say we’ve
gained one lesson—that Chicago is

the hub of the coin machine industry
and we won’t make the same mistake
twice.

Q. Hoiv do you account for the

fact that the number of record com-
nanies exhibiting at MOA conventions

has diminished over the past several

years with only six showing up for
this year’s Miami meeting?

A. This is a tough one to answer

—

certainly the jukebox operator is a

major buyer of records, and we find

it hard to understand why record
companies don’t support this major
customer and its trade association.

We assume that the general economic
conditions in the counti’y were a fac-

tor plus the fact that several other

major record conventions will have
been held in Miami by July—the re-

cent NARM convention in April and
the ARMADA convention in June, to

cite just two.
Q. How about the other years?

Record company attendance has been
dropping for the past several years.

A. True—but we’ve consistently

been supported by the majors—the
drop occurred with some of the
smaller labels. Another reason is that
with the advent of rock-n-roll, most
of the record companies directed their

sales effort toward the Teen-age field.

We’re hopeful with the return of the

standards that the juke box market
will again create more interest among
record manufacturers.

Q. How do you account for three

of five juke box manufacturers—See-

burg, Rock-Ola and Wurlitzer—not

exhibiting at the MOA convention for
the past two years?

A. We’re unable to account for it.

We can only suggest that the manu-
facturers themselves can answer this

question. We most sincerely welcome

their return and support and we will

do everything possible to have each
in next year.

Q. What are the prospects for get-

ting increased participation from ex-

hibitors—record companies, coin ma-
chine manufacturers and suppliers in

the future?
A. Very bright. We’re embarking

on a complete new program for 1962.
One of the things—we’ll be in a posi-
tion to tell manufacturers approxi-
mately how many operators will be
in attendance because we’re going to

set up an advance registration pro-
gram for enough ahead of time. We
will petition all exhibitors—distribu-

tors and manufacturers alike for their

ideas and suggestions.

Q. Do you expect more exhibitors
in 1962?

A. We anticipate we will.

Q. How about getting Seeburg,
Rock-Ola and Wurlitzer into the con-
vention?

A. We’ve always invited them, and
we will again.

Q. In answer to speculation and
rumors circulated since the conven-
tion—do either of you (George Miller
or E. R. Ratajack) have any inten-
tion of resigning or leaving MOA for
any reason?

A. Emphatically no. (From both).
Q. What do you feel are some of

the most important problems facing
MOA and the coin industry in the im-
mediate future and what can be done
to solve them?

A. One of our greatest problems
is a general lack of unity of purpose
and understanding within the indus-
try. This applies to manufacturers,
suppliers, distributors and operators.

Another problem is the false sense
of security that operators have al-
lowed themselves to fall into especi-
ally with copyright legislation. Here’s
a case where our past successes have
jeopardized our future. Unless all

parties concerned awaken quickly to

the danger and seriousness of this
problem, this false sense of security
will bring chaos to this industry.

All concerned should be made to
realize that this industry cannot af-
ford to lose $5 to $10 million a year
out of its income.

Operators should recognize that
MOA has been organized for a longer
period of years than any other na-
tional association representing the
operator’s interest. It is the only voice
speaking on a national basis that is

recognized in the halls of Congress
—on matters pertaining to national
legislation and taxation.

There has been a lot of talk in
recent months about public relations
in this industry. We certainly agree
there is a need for this and we ap-
plaud the effort. We do, however, also
believe that our industry is in dire
need of better human relations and
this begins with manufacturers, sup-
pliers, and operators understanding
each other.
