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But last week, on June 2nd, an
important day for the entire record
industry, the courts proved that it

could be done. It was a day which
made it very clear to every boot-

legger operating today and any po-

tential bootlegger that the punish-

ment for the crime of record coun-

terfeiting is no longer a petty fine

that could be considered a minor
operating expense of the bootleg-

ging business. It was a day which
in no uncertain terms set an impor-

tant precedent when a-year-and-a

day jail sentences as well as fines

were doled out to the criminals.

It wasn’t much more than a year

ago that the consensus of opinion

throughout the trade was that boot-

leggers were in an untouchable po-

sition and that this situation was al-

most impossible to rectify. Now,
only a year or so later, the picture

has completely reversed itself.

We do not feel we are speaking
out of turn if we take this opportu-

nity to applaud, on behalf of the

entire disk industry, the people who
played an important role in the

events which led up to the Hacken-
sack decision. We would like to

commend: Bernie Lowe, president

of Cameo Records who had the

courage to begin legal action, with-

out any promises of support,

against what at the time seemed to

be an undefeatable enemy; every

record manufactm^er and distribu-

tor whose aid to ARMADA helped
lead to the June 2nd decision;

members ofIRMA, the Independent
Record Manufacturers Association

(record pressers), who had long
been conducting private investiga-

tions of bootlegging and sup-

plied important information to

ARMADA investigators as well as

key witnesses in the Hackensack
trial

; and all the witnesses who gave
up considerable time and left their

businesses to assist in the Hacken-
sack trial.

This is not the end. In last week’s
editorial we discussed the Califor-

nia State Legislature’s move to

stiffen the penalty for bootleggers.

If the California Bill becomes law,

and it may happen shortly, another
major step will have been attained.

The entire bootlegging story,

from the time when they said “it

couldn’t be done,” to the present,

proves one very important point—
a point more important than the

jailing of a bootlegger. It proves
that through cooperation in the

trade, much can be accomplished.

And all the difficulties facing our

most important industry are not in-

surmountable. When a concerted

and sincere effort is made, a great

deal can be accomplished in a sur-

prisingly short time.

Broadway. They are performed with quality by
principals Art Lund, Eddie Foy, Susan Johnson
and Joan Fagan. Personal triumphs are Clarence
Nordstrom’s touching “A Toast to the Bride”
and tenor Eddie Erickson’s “The Day the Snow
is Meltin’.” Worthy show music stock.

“FOR LONELY LOVERS”—Dinah Washington
—Mercury SR 60614

It would be hard to find a more perfect mating
of talent and material that is this album. The
talent is Dinah’s inherent blues quality, her direct

communication of mood and feeling. The material
contains such wonderful, lesser-heard rare wines
as “You’ve Got Me Crying Again,” “The Sun
Forgot To Shine This Morning,” “It Shouldn’t
Happen To a Dream” and “Out of Sight, Out of

Mind.” An artistic achievement on solid com-
mercial footing.

“OLDIES BUT GOODIES”— Vol. 3— Original

Sound OSR-LPM 5004
Original Sound, having scooped

the industry
with its first two “Oldies But Goodies” LP’s, has
rounded up another dozen rock-and-roll ever-

greens from various sources for a potent third

volume. This package includes the original per-

formances of “Come Go With Me,” “At My Front
Door,” “For Your Precious Love,” “Lovers Never
Say Goodbye” and “Long Tall Sally.” There’s

lots of sales here.

“JANE MORGAN SINGS THE GREAT GOLDEN
HITS”; “JANE MORGAN SINGS THE BIG
HITS FROM BROADWAY”— Kapp KL-1246,
KL-1247
A simultaneous release of two Jane Morgan

albums from Kapp has the thrush singing
“golden hits” on one and Broadway tunes on the
other. The “golden” set includes “Tammy,”
“Young At Heart,” “Till the End of Time”; the
Broadway deck features “You’ll Never Walk
Alone,” “If I Were A Bell,” “ How Are Things
In Glocca Morra” and “Hello Young Lovers.” A
dozen fine performances on each provide solid

entertainment for her fans.

“THE HAPPIEST GIRL IN THE WORLD”—
Frank DeVol—Columbia CL 1629
Music from the current Broadway musical,

originally supplied by classical composer Jacques
Offenbach, is treated to an interesting orchestral
reading by Frank DeVol. The arrangements here
adhere to the moods established by the show and
the large ork is able to produce a more colorful
effect than is available from the pit ork. This set

demonstrates the durability of the Offenbach
melodies. For show music addicts.

“THE NEW JULIE LA ROSA”—Kapp KL-1245
“The New” Julie LaRosa, as unveiled here, is

now a more sophisticated, more swinging (beat-
wise) singer who works with a small jazz-
oriented combo and lets himself^ stretch out on a
song. Even his choice of material has benefited.

Here he sings “Luck Be A Lady,” “Out of This
World,” “I Got Plenty O’ Nuttin’ ” and a medley
of Bernstein’s “Lonely Town” and “Ohio.” No
fooling, this is really a NEW Julius LaRosa, one
that’s worth hearing again and again.

“GUITAR’S GREATEST HITS”—Tom and Jerry
—Mercury SR 60626
Tommy Tomlinson and Jerry Kennedy, two

well-known names in country music circles, have
been united by Mercury in a session in which
each has ample room to display his prowess on
the instrument. Three additional guitars (includ-
ing Hank Garland’s) and rhythm from the best
of the country round out the date. Selections in-

clude such spirited instrumental hits as “Rebel-
Rouser,” “Sugarfoot Rag,” “Raunchy” and
“South.” Strong package for teen and c&w mar-
kets.

“SEA SHANTIES”— The Male Chorus of the
Robert Shaw Chorale—RCA Victor LM-2551
Sea shanties as a group are probably the most

beloved songs in the folk song repertoire. They
are both ruggedly masculine and unashamedly
sentimental; ribald and sweet, and, above all,

always colorful and melodic. Here the men of the
Shaw Chorale in excellent a capella style (with
a few necessary exceptions where a solo guitar
accompaniment is dictated) they perform 16 of
the most famous sea shanties. They include
“Blow the Man Down,” “A-Roving,” “Lowlands,”
“Shenandoah,” “The Drummer and the Cook,”
“Haul Away, Joe,” “Bound for the Rio Grande”
and “The Shaver.” Wonderful entertainment that
crosses all boundaries.

“ELSA LANCHESTER— HERSELF !”— Verve
V-15024
The short Broadway run of this “intimate” one-

woman revue was no indication of its merits.
Upon hearing this record, it is deduced that Elsa
Lanchester deserved to be on Broadway longer
than many of the street’s current “successes.”
Even without benefit of the sight aspects, the
little woman is an animated delight as she
rambles through a repertoire of wonderful little

songs, poems and other tidbits.. It’s lively, spirit-
edly bawdy, vivacious, refreshing and thorougUy
entertaining.

“FUTURA”—Bernie Green and his Orch.—RCA
Victor LSA-2376
Attempting to display the dance band sounds

of 1970, Bei’nie Green relies a lot on electronic
aids, such as the “Tonalyzer” and “animated
tape,” for unusual sounds, and his orchestrations
pull out all the stops in spirited ping-pong
effects. There’s more than enough odd material
here to satisfy the most particular sound faddist.
Melody becomes secondary to the system, but
just for the record, the tunes include “I Love
Paris,” “My Heart Sings” and “I’ll Remember
April.”

“LES BAXTER’S JEWELS OF THE SEA”—
Capitol ST 1537

Baxter, past master of the exotic musical mood,
has created another enticing panorama of sounds
here, this time in conjunction with the romantic
lure of the sea. Baxter has strung together a
dozen original (less two) compositions in a color-

ful array of undulating, exotic sounds bearing
such romantic titles as “Sea Nymph,” “Coral
Castle,” “Dawn Under the Sea” and “Stars in

the Sand.” Mood fans will appreciate.

“THE LINCOLN HYMNS”—Tex Ritter—Capitol
SW 1562
The discovery in 1957 of a book purported to

contain Abraham Lincoln’s “favorite” devotional
readings has eventually led to this album, in

which Tex Ritter performs these readings set to
music by Marvin Moore. Now as inspirational
hymns they should enjoy a wide popularity in
religious and historical areas. Ritter’s perfor-
mance is idiomatically ideal and the Ralph Car-
michael choir and small band accompaniment is

straightforwardly sincere. An engrossing album.

“SUMMER CAMP SONGS”—Hugo & Luigi with
their Children’s Chorus—RCA Victor LSP-2369

It opens with Irving Berlin’s parody of reveille,

“Oh How I Hate To Get Up In The Morning,”
closes with Taps and in between contains a bevy
of melodies that are proven children attention-
getters. Hugo & Luigi conduct their lively,

spirited Children’s Chorus thru readings of “The
Old Gray Mare,” “Blue Tail Fly,” “Home On the
Range,” “Oh Susanna,” “I’ve Been Working On
the Railroad” and many others of this ilk. Lyrics
are on the back liner. A timely offering.

“HARPER’S BAZAAR’S SECRET FORMULA
FOR A BEAUTIFUL NEW YOU”— Capitol
SWAO-1522
An exercise album for feminine physical fitness

prepared by the editors of Harper’s Bazaar. Nar-
ration is by a European-accented gentleman
charmer (remember the Continental on TV ? ) who
gracefully guides the gals through nine “Wonder”
exei’cises on side one and nine “Relaxing” exer-
cises on side two. Enclosed booklet includes diet

menu, fashion tips, weight guide and calorie

chart. The entire gullible, pound-conscious female
populace is a natural market.
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“PINK SHOELACES”—Dodie Stevens—Dot DLP
3371
Teen songstress, currently hanging in there

with “Turn Around,” is spotlighted in an LP
featuring a lineup of her past successes. Show-
cased is her big years-back hit of “Pink Shoe-

laces,” along with “Yes, I’m Lonesome Tonight,”
“The Five Pennies,” “No,” and “Turn Around.”
For teeners only.

“FLAPPER FADS”—Lizzi Doyle and her Stereo
Stompers—Carlton STLP 12/137
For its Impact Sound series, Carlton bows the

fictitious Lizzie Doyle, as flapperish a female
thrush as ever graced a 20’s style disk. She’s

very proficient at her satirical art and there are

times when one is almost convinced that the

singer must be Carol Channing, but she’s not.

Nevertheless, it’s delightful entertainment to

hear her sing such throw-backs as “Row, Row,
Row,” “Hard Heai’ted Hannah,” “Baby Won’t
You Please Come Home” and “Ma.” Accompany-
ing band is right there in the groove too.

“THE EXPLOSIVE SOUNDS OF JACKSON
PAINE”—Warner Bros. W 1411
Using a variety of standard sound effects as

climaxes for little “sick” sketches, former com-
mercial artist Paine believes he has produced
“Humor in its Newest Form.” There are thirty-

two of these vignettes on this disk and some of

them are laugh-provoking. In many of them,
obviously dubbed-in audience laughter just gets

in the way of what could be good fun. Overall

though, there are several ingeniously humorous
bits.

“TONIGHT ONLY!”—The Dave Brubeck Quartet,

giiest star Carmen McRae—Columbia CL 1609

The Brubeck Quartet is joined by Carmen Mc-
Rae for a performance of mostly Dave Brubeck

originals (plus one standard and one each by
Desmond and Wright). The lark is in fine voice

as usual and the quartet does well by her in sup-

port, and also on 'the instrumental passages, but

the songs don’t really rate the quality of talent

and amount of work expended on them. A better

choice of material should have been made. Luckily

(as the title indicates) it’s just a one-night stand.

“THE ISLANDS CALL”—The Surfers—Hifi R427
The Surfers are a rare exception among those

who perform Hawaiian music in that they neatly

avoid most of the cliches that have cheapened the

music in recent years. Rather, these four young
men work up fine harmonic patterns of both
authentic Island music and mainland songs which
retains the enchanting flavor inherent in them but
with an entertaining, listenable freshness. A zest-

ful enthusiasm for their work also help greatly.

In this newest LP session they perform “Keep
Your Eyes On The Hands,” “J’etendre,” “Sophis-
ticated Hula,” “Far Away Places” and “Sand
And the Sea.”

“BYRD OF PARADISE”— Jerry Byrd — Monu-
ment SM 14003

Jerry Byrd has tuned his steel guitar here to

ALL THAT JAZZ
“It sure is a mess!” This was Stan Kenton’s answer when asked to comment

on the contemporary music scene. The place was the Capitol Records studio on
West 46th Street in New York; the occasion, a one-day respite from the road
when this reporter had an opportunity to ask Stan about his new band and
for a few words on his celebration of twenty years as a bandleader.

It’s been a long haul since that summer day in 1941 when at the Rendezvous
Ballroom in Balboa Beach, Calif., Kenton unveiled his first band, a 14 piece
organization which resulted from Kenton’s artistic restlessness and powerful
drive to create something new. Still, after twenty years and innumerable re-
organizations, Kenton’s drive hasn’t diminished much and he’s still searching
and reorganizing. The present band, tagged “The New Era In Modern Ameri-
can Music,” is comprised of five trumpets, five trombones, five saxes, two
drums, bass and four mellophoniums, a brass instrument resembling a French
horn and keyed in F which was designed specifically for Kenton (by Conn) to
fill what Kenton describes as a coloration void between the trumpet and trom-
bone. Almost all of the band members are youngsters, many just out of school
and still clutching their music degrees. By filling many of his positions with
youngsters, Kenton is recognizing the effectiveness of music school training,
an area in which he is particularly active. He strongly advocates the wider
hiring of these “superbly” trained musicians in all bands and believes they
comprise the best crop of ready musicians available for band work.
Back to Stan’s comment on the music scene. Stan feels that there is not at all

enough originality in current music. He said it seems as if people are afraid
to try new things on disks and that they rely on the old, established tricks.
Especially with pop music, he thinks that record companies should pay more
attention to artists who have a reasonable validity of talent and can produce
in person. They should try to build a talent rather than grab the quick buck
on a one-shot deal.

In regards to his new band, Kenton said that he is still trying to explode
something fresh in music. Before organizing the new band he junked every-
thing and built a fresh book with 40 new charts. Again, concerts will make
up the bulk of the band’s work. To introduce the sound of the band to disk
audiences, a Capitol LP titled “The Romantic Approach of Stan Kenton” will
be released in early fall. Already in the can is his first Christmas album and
a version of the Leonard Bernstein score from “West Side Story.” In refer-
ence to “West Side Story,” his first show score, Kenton said he felt it was the
first such score that fit well into his concept of music. A preview listen of the
disk at the studio confirmed Kenton’s feeling for this reporter, who thinks it

is the best work Kenton has done on records for several years. It will be re-
leased in conjunction with the film.

In summing up, Kenton said that he feels he has captured a fresh sound
with the new band and feels it will go a long way in reestablishing his con-
tact with youngsters. At least he appears more enthusiastic about this new
venture than he has for anything in quite a while.

The decision of the Supreme
Court will not be regarded as an en-

dorsement of stand-pat-ism.

“The ASCAP president and board
of directors are keenly aware of the

responsibility to keep ASCAP a pro-

gressive and forward-looking organi-

zation, and expect changes to be made
in the operation of the Society based
on practical experience.

“It is not contended that ASCAP
is a perfect institution, but it is the

best that has yet been devised for

writers and publishers of musical

works. It is a gigantic task to adjust

the equities of members of as many
varied interests as we find in a cre-

ative field such as music. However,
the effort will be made and with each
member showing the proper con-

sideration for all other members AS-
CAP can make even greater strides

in the future than it has in the past.”

RIAA Says Most Stereo
Disks Tops For FM Stereo

NEW YORK—“The vast majority of
stereophonic records currently on the
market will make excellent program
material for stereophonic FM radio
(multiplex) broadcasts,” the Record
Industry Association of America
(RIAA) reported last week.
“RIAA is confident that the added

exposure given to stereo records via
FM multiplex broadcasts will increase
stereo record sales to a similar degree
that regular radio broadcasts have
enhanced sales of monophonic rec-

ords,” an announcement said.

E. H. Uecke, chairman of RIAA’s
engineering committee, stressed that

most stereo records are completely
compatible insofar as affording excel-

lent reception both to listeners who
will have radios equipped to receive

multiplex broadcasts as well as those

who receive the same broadcasts on
a regular FM radio.

When the RIAA was formulating
standards for the production of ster-

eophonic records, Uecke pointed out,

it tried to foresee all contingencies,

including the eventual development of

stereo broadcasting. Most of the

stereo records today, therefore, offer

complete compatibility for stereo

broadcasting, according to Uecke.
Uecke’s contention is supported by

the National Association of Broad-
casters. In the May 29th issue of its

membership newsletter, “Highlights,”

the NAB declared;

“NAB has been advised that some
misunderstanding exists concerning

the compatibility of commercially-

available stereophonic records when
used monophonically with FCC’s re-

cently-adopted FM multiplex system

of stereophonic broadcasting.

“A final report issued by the Chair-

man of Subcommittee 5.6 of the Na-
tional Stereophonic Radio Committee
indicates that 75% of all stereophonic

recordings are acceptable for both

stereophonic and monophonic broad-

casts.”

The Federal Communications Com-
mission, in its order permitting the

transmission of stereo programs by

FM stations, effective June 1st, com-

mented that “In all probability, most

of the stereophonic programming by

the broadcasting industry will be

from available stereophonic tapes and

disks.”

“These are questions that must be

faced by the industry if we are not

to find ourselves suddenly in a situa-

tion where the best outlets for rec-

ords, the dealers, are priced and pro-

moted out of business.

“Le Coq D’Or” (“The Golden Cock”), annual French song* competition award,

has been made and the prize winners are as follows: 1st Prize—‘*Le Voyageur
sans Etoile” by Marnay and Magenta, sung by John William (D.D.G.). The
happy publisher of the song is Phil Boutet of Barclay Editions; 2nd Prize

—

“Ton adieu” by Giraud and Delance sung by Jacqueline Nero (Bel-Air) and
published by SEMI; 3rd Prize—“Dans un Million D’annees” by Mauriat and
Pascal, sung by Daniele Rouillee (Ducretet-Thomson)

;
4th Prize—“Pres de la

Fontaine” by Carrel, sung by the composer himself (if you want something
done, do it yourself, but is this true where song contests are concerned?)
With this year’s festival, the “Coq” has won its spurs as an international
competition, for all the biggest European music publishers could be found at
the Olympia for the contest and the winning song has every chance of finding
a publisher in every country. In the case of “Voyageurs san Etoile,” the
affiliates of Barclay Editions throughout Europe and America will automati-
cally serve as sub-editors with the exception of Italy, where Phil Boutet tells
us the rights have been ceded to Sucar of Milan. The same thing is true in
the case of “Ton Adieu.”

Just a few words about Jacqueline Nero, who presented “Ton Adieu” in the
contest. Here is a singer who is really talented but who has not yet found
“THE” song for her. Let us hope that “Ton Adieu” will mark a turning point in
her career. Her A&R director, Leo Missir, hopes this will be true and publisher
Huguette Ferly is doing all she can to push the Nero recording. In addition,
the tune will get waxings by Nana Moscourt (Fontana), Purcel and his violin
orchestra (EMI), G. Jouvet and his trumpet; Jean Phillipe (Barclay) will
insure the male vocal version. Another SEMI tune, “Toi que J’inventais” by
Giraud has been created on an EP for Bel-Air by Frantz Petri and waxed by
L. Lupi for EMI.
The “Pachanga” is meeting with real success among record buyers here and

seems to be forging ahead even of the eternal cha-cha. After the original
version by Touzet and the French version by Jacques Ary, the Chakachas have
also disked the tune and last but certainly not least, there’s the Jo Sherman
10" Kapp (Bel Air) album to be danced to.

Thanks to the high quality of its recordings. Palette Records (Bel-Air) are
making a name on the market in the Latin-American dance field and the last
issue by Los Boxeros, “El Senor Ping-Pong” is keeping the juke boxes hum-
ming as well as the public.

Frank Gerald has adapted “Cradle of Love” under the French title, “L’amour
Fou”; R. Volcano (Philips) has recorded this one. Tutti Editions won no prize
in the “Coq,” but among its songs launched by Jacques Brel, “Le Moribond”
and “L’ivrogne” seem on the road to success. Isabelle Aubret who showed
what she could do during the Enghien festival has waxed “La chanson de
Prevert” by Gainsbourg. Poiret has created an excellent “pastiche” of Brel’s
“La Valse a Mille Temps” under the title, “La Vache a Mille Francs” which
will charm all those who appreciate real Parisian wit. And for A&R woman
Simone Chevalier, Montan has recorded “Ami Lointain” by F. Lemarque,
based on a Russian tune which we don’t know whether is old or new.

Paris will get another rock ’n’ roll festival on June 18. Participating will

be Les Chausettes Noires, Les Chats Sauvages, R. Volcano, F. Jourdan, Les
Travellers and Richard Anthony. Big box-office-draw J. Hallyday wdll be
among those absent. Speaking of rock ’n’ roll, the craze is beginning to worry
the authorities, especially in Marseilles, which has certainly had its share of
them passing through. When J. Hallyday reached this city on his recent tour,
he had to be protected by the police force which wasn’t strong enough to
calm the wrath of the thousands of fans who couldn’t get into the hall. The
arrival of rock ’n’ roll artists on tour is considered by the municipal authori-
ties as a veritable calamity and there is even talk of banning such tours. For
the moment, no definite decision has been taken.

Barclay has released a 10-inch album by Les Chausettes Noires in its “de
luxe” series.

Ran into Aznavour at Madame Breton’s. Though he is on the way up as a

film actor, Charles Aznavour has not forgotten his singing career and will

remake for Barclay “Sur ma Vie” and “J’en deduis que je T’aime.” His next
session with the mikes will include the theme from the film, “Taxi pour
Tobrouck” in which he has just starred. The original track from B.B.’s film,

“Le Bride Sur le Cou” is having quite a vogue thanks to the movie, but also

because it is good music. Bob Azzam and Dalida, both Barclay stars who are

becoming more international every day, have recorded the main theme from
“Aimez-vous Brahms” in English, German, Italian and Spanish (as well as

French, naturally).

The newspapers report that Henri Salvador will start his own record com-
pany. All he needs now is his own theatre and then he would perhaps stop

being Henri Salvador and become Monsieur Salvador.

New issue by The Platters ( Mercury-Barclay) includes “Honeysuckle Rose”
and “Roses of Picardie.”

Philips paid homage to the late (and great) pianist Clara Haskil in pre-

senting the last two albums recorded only
_

8 days before her sudden death

and with which she was so pleased. They include works by Chopin and De
Falla with the Lamoureux Orchestra conducted by I. Markevitch and the

Mozart D minor and C major piano concertos.

Maya Casiabanca has recorded “Nuit d’Espagne” and “Reviens a Sorrento”

and for the moment has the exclusive female version of the latter on the

market.

In Paris to do a series of classic recoi’dings with the National, Conserva-

tory and Colonne Orchestras is Enoch Light of Command Records. Van de

Notte and Silvestri will conduct. Also in Paris, Sydney Frey of Audio Fidelity

for discussions with EMI on distribution of his catalogue.

Madame Breton had no song represented in the “Coq” contest but is work-

ing hard on promotion of Becaud’s “Quand L’amour est Mort” which is grad-

ually heading for the top of the lists as do all the works of this composer-

singer-star.

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ENGLAND
This month Mercury releases the first six LP’s in its new ‘Perfect Presence

Sound Series’—designed to illustrate to full effect the value of every instru-
ment in the orchestra. Recorded primarily with stereo in mind, mono versions
are also available. The series also marks the return to the label of the Xavier
Cugat orchestra with “Viva Cugat.” Other LP’s by David Carroll and his Or-
chestra, Frederick Fennell, Mike Simpson, Richard Hayman and The Pete
Rugulo orchestra.
Although manufacturers’ sales of gramophone records in March were 13%

down on the same month last year, total sales for the first quarter are 8%
more than the corresponding quarter of 1960. Export sales, however, fell by
27%. Production figures for March are also down on last year—45’s by 6%,
33’s by 11% and 78’s by 40%. During the first quarter of this year production
of 45’s records was 5% more than in the first quarter of 1960 but 33’s and 78’s
were 7% and 48% less respectively.

Denis Preston of Record Supervision back from three weeks in the States
reports contract signings with Riverside, Laurie and MGM. Riverside will re-
lease recordings by the Joe Harriott Quintet. “Southern Exposure” is currently
available and the second album “Freeborn” will be released in the autumn.
Laurie will release recordings made during the 1960 American Tour by The
Chris Babour American Jazz Band featuring Edmond Hall and Sidney de Paris.
In the autumn MGM will release the first album by The Leon Young String
Chorale. Preston is now producing a new Acker Bilk album for American re-
lease by Atlantic following the successful “Acker Bilk With Strings.” He found
great enthusiasm for the Pye None-Such Spoken Word recordings and a num-
ber of offers for marketing this series in the States are under consideration.

Interdisc announced an intensive promotional campaign for the best selling
comedy LP “Woody Woodbury Looks At Love and Life” including a 10% dealer
discount for every ten records to include three Woody Woodbury LP’s ordered
from the Interdisc repertoire (Riverside, Harlequin, Prestige, International,
Bluesville, Moodsville, Swingsville). Interdisc have just opened a Paris office
under the management of Alan Bates to coordinate the company’s overall con-
tinental policy.

Southern Music recently successful with three Stateside hits, “Lazy River”
by Bobby Darin, “More Than I Can Say” by Bobby Vee and “Little Boy Sad”
by Johnny Burnette—all on London—are currently working on Brenda Lee’s
latest waxing on the same label, “You Can Depend On Me.” Southern’s British
numbers include “Half Of My Heart” by Emile Lord on Pye, Frank Weir’s
“Hawaiian Honeymoon” on Philips and a debut disk by Carter, Lewis and The
Southerners “Back On The Scene” on the Picadilly label.

Peter Gormley, personal manager for Cliff Richard and The Shadows, who
are currently filming in “The Young Ones” for Associated British told The
Cash Box that negotiations are well under way for Cliff and his Group to make
TV appearances when they pass through New York en route for Australia and
New Zealand in October.
“Room At The Top”—Britain’s newest luxury restaurant on the 11th floor

of the Harrison Gibson store in Ilford with a panoramic view over East Lon-
don, opens on Monday, June 19th. Pye recording star Petula Clark making her
first public appearance in this country for two years and comedian Dickie
Henderson will launch the international cabaret for the first two weeks. Diana
Dors will present her new act the following week.

Irving E. Chezar now officially takes over full time representation of Pye
Records in the U.S. He will operate from 488, Madison Avenue, N.Y. 22. Fur-
thering Pye’s expansion plans, Chezar will acquire American material for
British release and exploit Pye’s product in the U.S.
An EP of “Bye Bye Birdie” was recorded by Pye for mid-June release under

the direction of Tony Hatch and his Orchestra, featuring Patti Brook, Joe
Brown, Jimmy Justice, The Viscounts and The Brook Brothers. Pye has ap-
pointed Roger Clifford as exploitation manager to work under Allan Freeman,
executive in charge of the company’s entire A & R section.

Jeff Kruger of Ember Records International just suffered a severe set-back
when fire destroyed nearly £20,000 stock. However, with factory and printing
shop working day and night to honor outstanding commitments it is hoped to
limit delay to three or four days.

Brilliant reviews have greeted “Tubbs”—the first LP for Fontana by leading
British jazzman Tubby Bfayes. Produced by A & R manager Jack Baverstock,
Hayes is heard playing tenor and vibes in a series of original and standard
tracks of his own arrangements. Backing by orchestra made up of leading
players.
With “You’re Driving Me Crazy” still high in the charts The Temperance

Seven have a strong follow-up with the oldie “Pasadena” on Parlophone
published by Lawrence Wright.

Stubbj Kaj e waxed two tracks for Polydor International. The session was
handled by Audio Enterprise Ltd. and supervised by Michael Barclay.

16-year-old Linda Scott, talented young American songstress, looks like she’ll
enter the charts with her first release this side of the Atlantic “I’ve Told Every
Little Star” backed with her own composition “Three Guesses” on Columbia.
As expected, Elvis Presley tops the charts again this w^eek for the third time

this year with “Surrender” on RCA. Two weeks after release sales have ex-
ceeded 480,000. A welcome British entry to the charts at No. 15 is Billy Fury
with “Halfway To Paradise” on Decca. Hitherto a rock ’n’ roller, this romantic
ballad repi’esents the first of many waxings planned by the label’s A & R
manager Dick Rowe to widen Billy’s appeal.

Dickie Valentine starts a new series for ATV on June 28. The first guest star
will be Petula Clark, who starts a continental cabaret tour at Monte Carlo
on July 1.

Pianist Winifred Atwell recently returned from an extensive Australian tour
stars in a series of thirteen 15-minute programs for ATV starting June 24.

Still the hottest single across the nation is Del Shannon’s “Runaway”; it has

held the top spot for some weeks now and at this rate will be a definite con-
tender for the “hit of the year” trophy. A surprise single doing good business
saleswise is Andy Stewart’s “Scottish Soldier” which has now—after being
available for a long while—developed into one of the nation’s most successful
singles. When this disk was first issued many people in the trade were of the
opinion that it wasn’t suited to our singles market but it is now No. 2 best-
seller in Australia.
Brook Benton’s new Mercury single “The Boll Weevil Song” is getting away

to a good start here. It has just been issued and early sales are reported to be
“very strong” as a result of solid disk-jockey exposure. Benton has had a run
of successful singles for Mercury, the latest being his big smash with “Fools
Rush In.”
On its Columbia label, EMI has a new release by England’s Cliff Richard.

Top side is “Gee Whiz It’s You” coupled with “I Cannot Find A True Love.”
Over the last twelve months or so, Richard has become a strong sales attrac-
tion here through a series of hit singles, the latest being “Theme For A
Dream.” It is a good thing to see English talent breaking through in our market
and Cliff is probably the most popular English disk artist in Australia at the
moment.

Nice to see a new release—on Ampar—by Teddy Randazzo; it features “Hap-
py Ending” and “But You Broke My Heart.” Teddy deserves a break in this
country to compensate for the bad luck that his last strong single—“The Way
Of A Clown”—met with in this area. This disk was just starting to make some
promising sales noise when it had to be withdrawn owing to an alleged copy-
right infringement. It is to be hoped that “Happy Ending” turns out just that
for Teddy and for Ampar Records.
The stage production of “Inna La Douce” which is having an enjoyable run

in Sydney is scheduled to open its Melbourne season in mid-June with Judy
Bruce in the leading role.

Lonnie Donegan, star English artist who has been absent from the Australian
charts for some time now, could be back in the big time with his latest Pye
single “Have A Drink On Me” c/w “Seven Golden Daffodils.” Lonnie had a
tremendous run here with a couple of his early hits and then faded from the
local scene.
The w’oole trade is pleased to see Rob E. G. back on deck following his re-

covery from a serious auto accident that kept him out of circulation for quite

some time. Rob’s latest Pye single carries “Comanche Sunset” coupled with
“China Doll.”
For quite a while now, RCA has been releasing cover versions of big hits,

the masters—from overseas—usually carry a hit each side. The latest batch
features Lana Jean with “I’ve Told Every Little Star” backed by “African
Waltz” from The Downbeats. Another one has Jeff Mills with “Daddy’s Home”
coupled with “Mother-In-Law” by Billy Wade.
RCA stars. The Limeliters are picking up plenty of fans with their newly

released single “A Dollar Down.” The success of this one has caused RCA to

make a rush release of their album “Tonight In Person.”
Music Wholesale Supplies, a Sydney-based distribution outlet, have been

appointed New South Wales country distributors for the Festival group of
labels. Music Wholesale Supplies is run by Bill Sylvester, Bob Pearce and John
Swaine.
Pye Records recently issued two albums that are catching plenty of atten-

Elvis Presley sells strong all over the world, and particularly in Italy. His

version of the old Neapolitan song, “Torna A Surriento,” now internationally
known as “Surrender,” keeps a high position on our chart. For the second
time Elvis has brought an old Italian song to international success: “0 Sole

ica—Marino Marini (Durium) and Domenico Modugno (Fonit).

Marini left on June 7 for a long tour of South America, throughout the main
cities and countries of that continent. He will come back September 4, stopping
in Portugal, Spain and France. For this reason our artist is called “Ambas-
sador Of The Italian Song In The World.” At a recent cocktail party at The
Duomo Hotel given by Durium, Marini presented the three musicians of his
new quartet—vocalist Vito, guitar player Bruno and drummer Petito. The new
tour of South America where the three boys will follow the artist, will give
Marini a good chance to open new markets there for the sale of his records.
The most recent hits of Marini are: “Itsy Bitsy Teenie Weenie Yellow Polka-
dot Bikini,” “Marina,” “Era Scritto Nel Cielo” (It Was Written In The Sky);
and “Calcutta.” Before leaving, he waxed “Tango Cha Cha” by the same au-
thors of “Kriminal Tango” and Ugo Calise’s “Ti Regalo La Luna” (I Give You
The Moon) which Durium’s execs regard as their next big success. We are
happy to wish Marini, “Ambassador of the Italian Song in the World,” the
warmest success in the countries of South America.

Modugno left Rome on May 30, flying to Buenos Aires which is the first

stop of a 45 day tour through the cities of Buenos Aires (15 days at National
Theatre)—Rio De Janeiro, Sao Paolo and then through Chile, Peru and Ura-
guay. He is scheduled to act at theatres, night clubs and on 25 TV shows. The
music repertoire includes some new Modugno songs such as “Giovane Amore”
(Young Love), currently number 7; “Sogno Di Mezza Estate” (Midsummer
Dream) and “ ’Na Musica” (A Music). The last tune will not be sung by Mo-
dugno until after the next Naples Festival as the score, sent to the festival,
must be kept unpublished and unknown until then. Pianist Nello Ciangherotti
accompanies the artist in South America.

The song “H Cielo In Una Stanza” published originally by Ricordi, made a
short appearance on the Top 100 with the American title, “This World We
Love In.” Although it did not meet with great success in the States, it re-
mains, however, a wondeful melody.

“Era Scritto Nel Cielo” (It Was Written In The Sky) can be listened to in
three hit versions—by Marino Marini; by Bob Azam and by I Campioni (The
Champs). Azam’s waxing is available both in French and in Italian. The
Champs are a young successful band recording for Gurtler.

During the month of June, Peppino Di Capri is appearing at Rome’s Club
Sheaker, and will spend the first 15 days of July on our Riviera, at the night
club Oliviero, the best on those beaches, and then he is scheduled for the sec-
ond half of July for appearance at Covo Di Nord Est, the club of S. Margher-
ita (another fine centre on our Riviera).

Mr. Scussel, who handles the foreign labels represented by Durium, told us
that the sales of the Top Rank catalog are continuously increasing. The new
song “Ti Regalo La Luna” (I Give You The Moon) published by Durium in
more than one version is gaining good popularity. Singer Achille Togliani left

Fonit to join Durium’s cast of artists.

After her successful waxing of “Amor” (due to the pen of singer and com-
poser Corrado Lo Jacono), Caterina Valente has picked another two composi-
tions by the same author “Sai” (You Know) and “Non So Resisterti” (I’m
Not Able To Resist You), both released on record recently by Decca here.

Singers Rafael Vazquez and his wife Carmela Rey will start a tour together
in South and Central America. Carmela will probably sign new contract with
RCA, the same label for which her husband records.

Columbia Records is preparing the first Doris Day LP with numbers
chosen specially for Mexican fans. How we would like to see Doris performing
in Mexico! She is still the number one American singer here.

Argentinian singer Baby Bell sent to Musart Records her Spanish versions

of “Put Your Head on My Shoulder” and “The Story of My Love,” being
played very often on radio. This record can be a smash.
RCA Victor announce a new recording policy and from now on it will re-

lease only 15 new records a month instead of 30.

Llorando Me Dormi (Crying I Went To Sleep) is a new number that critics

say will be a big success. It is a Bobby Capo composition and the first Mexican
recordings were made by The Rigual Bros, and Ruben Zepeda Novelo at RCA.
For the same label, Antonio Prieto cut the song “Son Rumores” (Rumors Are).

The Italian accordion of Aldo Rizzardi is heard on an LP for Peerless

Records, featuring tangos and polkas. From the six Peerless best sellers, four

are interpreted by folk singer Juan Mendoza. And the same company inforrns

us that its singers Lola Beltran and the Velazquez Sisters are performing in

various theatres.
Musart Records, representatives in Mexico of Colpix Records, announced

its three first Colpix LP’s pressed in Mexico: “Soundtracks, Voices and Themes
from Great Movies,” “Pepe,” and “Song Without End.”
Young singer Julissa made her first TV performance, promoting her nurn-

bers “Emotions” and “Where the Boys Are,” sung in Spanish for Columbia
Records.
EMMI, the publisher, sent to Japan 300 songs to be promoted in that

country. Japanese singer At-Sushi Watanabe has won fame and fortune sing-

ing Mexican songs.

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JAPAN CANADA
JAPAN—We continue with the story from our previous issue on the Colum-
bia IMP-WB film meeting. The meeting is held every month to discuss what
measures should be taken in order to promote Warner Bros. Records business.
Columbia Records is assuming WB’s distribution, although Nitchiku is the
directly contracted party. IMP (International Music Publishers) is the firm
that publishes all of WB tunes. This meeting came into existence at the pro-
posal of Robert B. Weiss, international director of WB, who was in Japan re-
cently and is now visiting Asian and European nations. In this country, musi-
cal scores used to be published after the release of the film involved, or after
the tune made a clear hit. Weiss tried to change this trend. IMP promptly
agreed on his idea, as the firm was established just to follow the “publication
before the release of disk-or-film system,” Yokichi Kitagawa, executive director
of IMP, stated to The Cash Box. Only Columbia balked at Weiss’ offer that it

should release any WB repertoire before the film’s opening. The “release-
before-film’s-opening system is very dangerous for Columbia’s record business,
because no one can tell if the tune will sell well, the firm said. At the final
stage, Columbia then said okay on Weiss’ proposal. This okay does not mean
accep^nce, but it only means “I See,” according to the Japanese way of
speaking. So it is not sure that Columbia will carry out this plan. Neverthe-
less, the meeting will be held regularly.

Sachiko Nishida, Gramophon’s songstress, cut her first 10" LP, “Akashiya-no
Amega Yamutoki.” “Never On Sunday,” “Where The Boys Are” and the
tune which carries the same title are featured. Nishida is now one of the top
selling artists as far as Gramophon is concerned.
A strong selling campaign to boost Hawaiian records was just put in force,

lasting until August 20, by Toshiba. The firm released 3 LP’s (one on stereo)
and 6 singles as its June issue. “Li’l Brown Gal” by Esel Nakada and 5 others
by Webby Edwards and the Hawaii Calls Orchestra are available on 45’s.

Customers who pick up Toshiba’s Hawaiian tunes at record stereos will be
given three or one lottery tickets for every LP or 45 RPM. Toshiba Stereo
Sound Box, Type 202 for 10 persons and Toshiba Stereo Player-TPS for 100
persons ax’e the first and runner up prizes respectively.
The Japanese Best Sellers Chart has been changed as of this week. It has

been divided into two sections—local popular tunes and international popular
tunes with the publishers of all the songs included. This classification is very
important. These two are completely different in their background, stratum of
listening people, style and others just as top 100 tunes and down to earth
country music is. Furthermore, Japanese publishers usually do not cari’y re-
cording rights, which undoubtedly belongs to a particular diskery by contract-
ing with authors and composers. This is why the same tune is not recorded on
different labels usually.
Japan Phonograph Record Association (JPRA) offered a conciliation plan

with BIEM only to gain no substantial outcome. At the meeting with BIEM’s
Tokyo rep, JPRA stated it wanted to renew its contract with BIEM at exist-
ing rate of use. The Japanese side feels that the Educational Ministry is still

reserving its decision against BIEM’s requisition, and affiliated firms of JPRA
cannot release any tunes under BIEM’s control. This is a troublesome condi-
tion for both parties. Therefore we are willing to enter a new pact on the con-
dition that w'e pay for BIEM’s tunes at the existing rate of use until the Edu-
cational Ministry issues its decision on this matter. BIEM’s representative in

Tokyo said it understood Japanese situation and hoped for a new pact. Rep of
BIEM replied it would give further comment after contacting its head office in
Paris as long as the rate of use was concerned. Verbal conflict between BIEM
and the Japanese parties has been exchanged for over six years. The Japanese
side says the existing 29r or 7.20 yen per tune as the rate of use is proper,
w'hile BIEM claims 4% should be paid. As this matter is very important, but
complicated, we will try to give more details as to the progress of the problem
next week.
A party for Haruo Minami w^as held at the Imperial Hotel on June 1st. Pro-

moters included a lot of top politicians and business men, such as Nobusuke
Kishi (Ex-Premier), Mitsujiro Ishii (Ex-Vice-Premier) and Allchiro Fujiyama
(Ex-Foreign Minister). Minami, Teichiku’s singing star is expected to appear
at the traditional Kabuki-Za Theater in August to act as well as sing. Teichiku
is going to release “Zangetsu Monogratari” b/w “Jo-shu Namida Gasa” by
Minami on June 25, the date of his first appearance at Kabuzki-Za Theatre.
The firm will invite 500 people to the theatre by holding a lottery from among
those who buy the above mentioned single.

Shozaburo IVada and Minoru Suzuki w^ere newly elected as the directors of
Japan’s King at the firm’s 10th Annual shareholders general meeting (April
1st thru March 31, 1961). The meeting calculated King’s gross sales 27%
above last term’s (1.150 million yen).

Columbia wdll release an LP in June titled “9:34 AM ETD May 5, 1960,”
which consists of Alan B. Shepard’s space flight congratulatory speech by
President Kennedy, and other details of the event. Shin Sekai, a firm which
distributes only Russian labels, is preparing to introduce a similar LP carrying
the running commentary of Yuri Gagarin’s departure into space. This LP is

already available in Russia, but the people of Shin Sekaii are still undecided
whether it should be released or not, from a commercial standpoint.

The western is the most favored program on TV these days, particularly in
the city. Making good use of this background, Victor released “The TV West-
ern Themes” by Johnny Gregory and His Orchestra with the Michael Sammes
Singers on Fontana. The LP features “Maverick,” “The Deputy,” “Laramie,”
“Cheyenne” and others.

Singer Yukio Hashi, newest and best selling in local pop field, duetted with
Miyuki Yamanaka on his brand new Victor single, “Wakai Sugao.” This is

first time that Hashi recorded with anyone else.

Kei Hoashi, president of Shin-Sekai Records, left Tokyo on May 24 at the
invitation of the Cuban government. He will stay in Cuba for 20 days or so.

Teichiku’s August release includes “Patatina” (Little Potato) b/w “Zoo-
Bee, Zoo-Bee, Zoo” sung by Midori Tashiro. The firm already has released
“Patatina” on the Fonit label.

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DENMARK
This week’s column will deal mainly with the IFPI (International Federa-

tion of Phonographic Industries) Congress, which just was held in Copen-
hagen. One of the things done at this Congress, which meets every third year
—last was in Vienna in 1957—was to vote a new President of IFPI. Voted
for this job for the next period was Dr. Walther Betcke, head of Deutsche
Grammophon AG in Hamburg.

In an interview given after the general assembly meeting on June 1st,

Dr. Betcke, assisted by Steven Stewart, director general of IFPI and Richard
Dawes, director of EMI, England, first of all wanted to point out how grateful
he and everybody was to their Danish hosts for being allowed to come here
and witness the wonderful Danish hospitality and friendliness. In fact, Betcke
said, the Congress had sent a cable to H.M. the King of Denmark in which
they expressed its gratitude.

Over to business. Dr. Betcke told The Cash Box that there are around 300
record companies as members of IFPI. The organization was founded back
in 1933 in order to take care of the royalty problems of its members. Around
100 delegates came to the general meeting in Copenhagen.
Today’s problems are many, but there is particularly one causing plenty of

headaches to the trade. It deals with the use of tape recorders to copy re-
corded music. According to Dawes, the British law is very strict on this, and
it is illegal to copy a record even for private use. Dr. Betcke said the situa-
tion vs. the German law is the same, however, it is not those who buy a

record and for their personal convenience are copying it on their own tape
recorder—they have at least purchased the record. It happens more and more
often that people are making such tapes of records and selling them at a good
profit. This means, of course, less records are sold.

There is another thing the record companies feel is important. It is the use
of the recording artists on radio and TV. Since a record company spends a
lot of money on promoting its artists, the record companies are also very
anxious to see their artists making a certain amount of success. Unfortu-
nately, there is a feeling that radio stations a little too often decide to play
some records with a popular (and expensive) artist rather than hiring him
to do a program in the air. One way or another, the record people don’t think
this is correct and would welcome anything that would force the radio sta-
tions to change this policy.

But the worst thing is not the legal radio stations in various countries, by
now they have accepted to pay the record companies for using their records,
but those so called pirate radio stations, which seem to have found Europe
a very lucrative market for their operations. Located on a ship outside the
three mile border these ships operate under one or another flag, or sometimes
without any flag at all. Since these ships operate from international territory,
they don’t seem to care about national laws. And what’s more, those stations
are typical examples of how tape recorded records are played and used com-
mercially, since the stations are commercial radio stations.

Here, Stewart mentioned Radio Veronica, operating on a ship located be-
tween England and Holland. At the beginning, the ship used the flag from a,

certain South American country, but after some diplomatic activity, the
South American country backed out, and since then, the ship has no flag at
all. Also, in the beginning, the station had sponsors in both England and
Holland, but since the station caused too much noise and was discussed in

British Parliament, there are only Dutch sponsors behind the station now-
adays. A similar station. Radio Merkur, operates from the sea between Den-
mark and Sweden, and this year. Radio Nord, another pirate station, began to
operate outside Stockholm, covering central Sweden and parts of southeastern
Finland. There are plans for a nev/ ship outside Gothenburg to cover parts of
western Sweden and another ship south of Norway, to cover southern Norway,
including Oslo. It has also been said that a ship south of Helsinki would cover
a great part of southern Finland, but nothing has been heard about this
project recently.

Dr. Betcke pointed out that IFPI had only discussed this matter, in order
to hear what the various delegates from various countries had to say. No
decision has been made, but during the summer IFPI will look through all

the reports it got at this Congress, and, perhaps make it available to tbe
meeting of diplomats, who will discuss certain royalty problems in a Con-
ference to be held in Rome in October this year.
To the above should be added that as far as Scandinavia is concerned, the

existence of those pirate radio stations has divided the record trade into two
parts: Those who think it is favorable to cooperate with them, and those who
refuse to have anything to do with them. The former have made a deal ac-
cording to which among others Radio Merkur pays a certain amount annually
which record companies can use for publicity (advertising) while the latter
seems to be of the opinion that the legal government stations might be less
inclined to have anything to do with record companies which are sponsoring
those pirate stations.
Knut Mbrk, head of Morks Musikforlag (Triola Records, Dot, Kapp, Im-

perial, etc.) in Copenhagen, left for Paris on June 4. He will accompany the
teen age Italian artist Robertino, who has been contracted for appearance in
the great concert event known as “La grande nuit de la Chancellerie’’ in the
Elysee Palace with President de Gaulle as protector of the event. Only some
of the leading world artists are invited to this show, this year among others:
Frank Sinatra, Yves Montand, Marlene Dietrich, Edith Piaf, etc. Robertino,
who is far more famous in Scandinavia than in southern Europe (including
his native Italy), was invited to this show by President de Gaulle personally.
TV in Spain, Belgium and Germany have contracted the 13 year old Italian
for later this year.

Per Sorensen, A&R man of Sonet (Dansk Grammofonpladeforlag), told The
Cash Box that Dario Campeotto has done “Angelique” in Italian for release
in Italy on H.M.V. “Angelique” was Denmark’s contribution to the Eurovision
Song Festival at Cannes in March this year. It has been one of the greatest
successes for Danish pop songs in history, nationally as well as internationally.

Sorensen also told The Cash Box that his company gets many requests from
American labels, who want to be represented in Denmark. It is, however, very
difficult at the moment. First of all, Sorensen said, the American companies
ask for a too high guarantee, and second, it is TV which dictates what can
be sold in Denmark today. And since it is almost impossible to get the Amer-
ican artists to Danish TV, there is very little to do. As an example, Sorensen
said, “if we have the best selling American recording released, and then any
Danish artist records the same song in English for his label, the Danish artist

appears in TV here and automatically his version is the only one which sells

in any quantities. An example is “Blue Moon” on Colpix which has sold

30,000 in Denmark without TV, but with TV promotion, the figures could
easily been four or five times as big.

NORWAY
I saw Peer Johnsen, head of the Norwegian group of IFPI, while I was in

Oslo. He told The Cash Box some figures from record sales in Norway. Among
others, he said, the average sale of a record in Norway is ai’ound 2,000 copies.

If more, it is above the average, and the record usually appears on the Best
Sellers list. At the moment, however, Johnsen said there is a period of very
little sales in Norway, it has been so during a couple of weeks, but if the ex-

planation is the period of summer weather which has reached this part of

the world, or if the record buyers just have started their usual summer-
vacation-from-records already in middle of May, is difficult to say. Normally,
business goes very good until middle of June, then there is a slow-down
until around middle of August, when people are back from vacations, etc.

Peer Johnsen also gave some other interesting figures from Norway. Last
year there were sold some 46,000 LP’s in Norway, I learned. Of them, many
belonged to Pye-Nixa’s Golden Guineas series, which has sold not less than
11,000 12" LP’s in Norway during the last seven months. This makes Norway
the land in the world which can show the best showing with this type of

records, Johnsen said. Johnsen is the president of Brodrene Johnsen A/S in

Norway, handling the following labels: Mercury, Vox, Pye-Nixa, Rondo
(local), Amadeo (Austrian) and Tono (Danish). The company is the eldest

in the trade in Norway, stai'ting to import records back in 1903. At Rondo,
he has a local LP titled “Beneath the Midnight Sun,” recordings of Norwe-
gian songs. 'This LP does very well, particularly during the summer, Johnsen
said, and particularly Americans of Norwegian origin are among the buyers.

Finally, Peer Johnsen said that 30% of the Norwegian population lives in

the cities and the other 70% in country villages spread all over the country.

Knowing this, and knowing that the entire Norwegian market can be com-
pared with the population in one third of London, it explains why even top
sellers reach comparatively small sales figures.

Mr. Coben, editor and composer of “Souvenirs Souvenirs” and “Nous Les
Gars, Nous Les Filles,” is making a European trip. In Brussels, he met a big
number of producers, editors and repoi'ters. Coben also had a long talk with
Mr. Pletinckx, Benelux editor of “Nous Les Gars, Nous Les Filles,” in order
to enlarge the production. Coben also went to Paris, London and other
European capitals. At the moment “Souvenirs Souvenirs” as well as “Nous
Les Gars, Nous Les Filles” are big hits, especially the versions of Johnny
Hallyday on the Vogue label.
New Belgian teen-group: Shorty And The Fireblazers, who made outstand-

ing interpretations of “Ferdinand Rock” and “Juke Box Baby.” This first
record of the new label “Teenager” is already a best seller.

After Holland, Ria Valk is now conquering Belgium. In particular her songs
“Tommie Uit Tennessee,” “Rocking Billy” and “Afscheid Van ’N Soldaat” are
making her very popular among Flemish youngsters.

Big hit on the Pye label: “I Still Love You All” by the British group of
Kenny Ball. One of the youngest Flemish stars, Eddy Lamerichs, made new
recordings for Philips. Strong sellers: “Baby Sittin’ Boogie” (Buzz Clifford)
and “Wheels” (String-A-Longs).
Every year, American composer Dudley Manners is visiting Belgium. Dur-

ing his last visit, four of his compositions were recorded by an orchestra,
directed by Vic Bareli.

For a long time, Paul Anka could not reach Belgium’s hit-list, but this
rnonth Anka is reaching the Top Twenty list with “Tonight My Love To-
night” (ABC Paramount).
The following artists of the Vogue label are coming to Belgium in next

months: Petula Clark (on 24th July in Knokke), Colette Renard (on 19th
August at the Casino of Ostende), Claude Luter and his jazzband (on 29th
and 30th July at the jazz festival of Comblain-De-La-Tour). Franca Di
Rienzo who represented Switzerland on the recent Eurovision Song Festival,
is also expected in June or July.
Among the most important compositions, exploited by music publishers

Ardmore and Beechwood, Brussels, are “Tomahawk” (recorded by Les Chey-
ennes), “Vagabundo” (Los Amadores) and “Angelique” (Ray Franky—Eddy
Suys and Guitar Boy).

Best selling single records of Fonior S.A., Brussels, during the month of

HOLLAND
Publisher Felix Stahl from Stockholm made a short stop in Amsterdam in

order to discuss with “Altona”-bosses Wim Van Vught and Willy Rex possible
extension in their relation-ship. Both publishers were happy to state that
“Are You Sure” is one of their finest exploitations of this year.
Ad Strengholt, senior Basart boss, left for a 5-week goodwill tour of the

Western Hemisphere.
The Basart-Accent music combo publications are becoming increasingly

popular in Europe. They are brought out on an international scale by Accent
Music (Basart), Amsterdam, world copyright; N.de Wolf, Antwerp, for Bel-
gium; Magnet Verlag, Hamburg, for (Germany, Austria and Switzerland, and
Peter Maurice, London, for the United Kingdom and Eire. Mills, America, is

considering an American disti’ibution of this marvellous combo material.
Young Dutch girl-singer Ria Valk (Golden record for her “Rocking Billy”)

booked another success with her own composition “Tommy From Tennessee.”
This Fontana-recording got the first prize in the European Radio Contest,
called “Muziek Has No Frontiers.” She was invited to come to Monte Carlo
for the final decision and she will bring her famous title with accompaniment
of the top German orchestra of Kurt Edelhagen. In Holland, “Tommy” is al-

ready more than 3 months in the charts. The title is originally published by
Editions Altona-Radar, Amsterdam.
The new Dutch publishing firm of Pincus-Basart may have its first hit

with a Dutch version of “A 100 Pounds Of Clay.” Both the records of Gene
McDaniels and Craig Douglas also seem to click.

The new Everly Brothers single “Temptation” just hit the record market
in Holland. Bovema’s Warner Bros, label manager Cees Pompe declares that
he has got a lot of enthusiastic reactions from everywhere, hailing the record,
which is backed by “Stick With Me, Baby” and presented in a new, attractive
cover, for its musical quality.

Robert Oeges, Bovema’s Columbia label manager, reports that Helen
Shapiro’s “Don’t Treat Me Like A Child,” a current international favorite,
has been released and meets with satisfying demand. Edith Piaf underwent
an unforeseen medical treatment lately and consequently her planned visit to
Holland has been postponed until the famous French “chanteuse” will be fully
recovered.
Herman Emmink—whose “Tulips From Amsterdam” is still his best selling

record on the Decca label—was wonderful in his own program on TV lately.

He also sang two opera arias, one of them was a Mozart duet with Aukie
Karsemeyer. Phillips recording artist Annie de Reuver made one of her too
rare appearances on TV in the last edition of “TV Toto.” She sang a medley
of her favorite songs and a new one from her latest record, “Wie Had Dat
Ooit Gedacht.”
News from the Fontana label: Just released is a new single record by the

Allisons, “Words”/“Blue Tears.” Many teenagers have already asked for this
release. “Halfway To Paradise” by Tony Orlando and “Nous Les Amoureux”
by Caravelli and his magic violins are two Fontana singles that are well worth
mentioning (and buying!)

Pat Boone’s “Moody River” was rush-released. It’s climbing high in Amer-
ica and one of his best songs ever.

All-time favorites by Xavier Cugat and his orchestra are heard on “Mambo-
cha cha cha.” a LP containing among others “Mambo Jambo,” “Rico Vacilon”
and “Mambo Nr. 5.” New in the “Jazz Gallery” series of Philips are record-
ings by the Andre Previn trio, the Dave Brubeck Quartet and the Erroll Gar-
ner Trio. Doris Day is in a dancing mood—with orchestra directed by Axel
Stordahl—on “Show Time With Doris Day,” a delightful EP on the Philips
label. Buzz Clifford’s two hits “Baby Sittin’ Boogie” and “Three Little Fishes”
are combined on EP, entitled “Baby Sittin’ Boogie.”
The interest for Andre Previn’s music is steadily increasing in Holland.

Buenos Aires recently received two important visitors: Richard Annotico,

director of international sales of Liberty Records, and Rogelio Azcarraga,
manager of Orfeon and Dimsa Records of Mexico. Annotico came to study the
market and find a representative for his label. He told us this is part of a plan
of expansion that includes also Mexico, Brazil, Chile and Peru, where Liberty
plans to begin operating.

Its first domestic record is “Y” and
“Sola con las Estrellas,” cut by Estrellita Salinas, who’s currently performing
on TV 13.

The Dutch College Jazz Band will be here this month. Philips announced.
A new LP, with some of their last productions, will be put in the market soon.
According to Ricardo Mejia, sales manager of RCA, the International Div.

of his company is interested in releasing “Mi Burbuja Azul” and “Mi Corazon
Pertenece a Papi,” recorded by Violeta Rivas and Jolly Land. These two songs
are included in RCA’s fourth “Explosivos” LP, recently put to sale with great
success.

Sonia & Miriam, well kno’-vu Chilean duet, will perform on Channel 13, very
soon. Los Peniques, good Chilean orchestra, have been inked for next Carnival.
Odeon Pops inked Los Chapanecos for recording while they’re in Buenos

Aires. This vocal group ended recently a two and a half year tour of Europe,
and is planning a new one, begiiining next November. It will include the shoot-
ing of two films, one of them with Lucho Gatica, the famous bolero singer.

Paul Anka’s tunes (sung in Spanish) are receiving much attention from our
diskeries. Rocky Pontoni, Raul Lavie, Marty Cosens (RCA), Baby Bell (Odeon
Pops) and Mexican singers Enrique Guzman (Columbia) and Cesar Costa
(Dimsa) are in the market with songs composed by the author of “Diana”
and “Adam and Eve.”
Two of last Rio de Janeiro’s Carnival songs are also interesting local labels:

“Lua dos Namorados” and “Indio Quer Apito.” Odeon Pops released the first

one, cut by Chilean orchestra Ritmo y Juventud. Philips, the second one. hy
Conjunto Maracangalha. Columbia has put both to sale, waxed by its Trio
Vocalistas.

Argentine Government announced it will sell all radio stations it owns, ex-
cepting Radio Nacional. These stations were bought in 1948-49, and formed
three big chains, that are now dissolved. Radios Splendid, Mitre and Del Pueblo
will be the first to be sold.

“Son Rumores” (composed, by Joaquin Prieto, recorded by his brother An-
tonio) is a hit. Both are included in Prieto’s last film, that is being finished.

“Greenfields,” sung in English by The Brothers Four and in Spanish by Los
Juveniles and Los Cava Bengal, is also increasing its sales. The tune was pre-

miered at Ruben Machado’s disk jockey program, who gave it a big promotion
campaign, a couple of months ago.
“Mas Alla” (A1 Di La) winner of the last San Remo Festival, is receiving

big air play, recorded by Anamaria (Columbia), Luciano Tajoli (Microfon),
Ceumar Rios (Philips) and Betty Curtis (Odeon Pops). This song had been
in the best sellers list some weeks ago, and then disappeared. Now, it may
return to it.

Julio Korn Publishers authorized the publishing of “Si Supieras Tu” (If

You Knew), “Tu Burla” and “Sacala a Bailar,” in Spain and Portugal; “El
Elegante” (rock) in Mexico, and “Melancolico,” “Pastora” and “Un dia de Sol”
in Benelux, Germany and France.

Los Abriles (new vocal trio composed by former members of “Los Fer-
nandos”) recorded “Ayudame Dios Mio” and “Voy a Apagar la Luz” for
Philips. Estrella Salinas (Dimsa) and Los Viajeros (Orfeo) waxed “Estoy
Feliz,” composed by Carlos Medina, well known disk jockey and author.
From RCA: Bienvendio Cardenas waxed “Siete Lances” and “Enganando-

nos”; Eladia Blasquez, “Te dare Cafe” & “Punalito”; I\Iexican singer Miguel
.\ceves Mejia is the star of “La Voz de Mexico,” a new LP; “Queixas,” by Bra-
zilian Nelson Goncalves, and “Papi,” by Lita Nelson, have been issued.

Astor Piazzola, well known musician who’s trying to introduce modern jazz
influence in tango music, recorded “Tierrita” and “Chique” for RCA. This
record shows a change in his style (it is more suitable for dance) and will

probably be criticized by Piazzola’s fans, but more accepted by customers.

Advantage

OfNAMA
Convention

The Cash Box has suggested many times over the

past few years that the coin machine industry, music
and games, hold its annual convention at the same
time as NAMA, the national vending association.

The purpose would be to capitalize on the thousands

of vending operators who annually attend theNAMA
show and who are definitely interested in music ma-

chine operating, either as a present part of their

overall operation or perhaps as part of a plan to

eventually operate this type of equipment. During

the past year or two we have seen countless vending

operators take on music machines. With each pass-

ing year the number of music machine operators

entering vending grows in leaps and bounds. The
idea therefore, has more merit as time goes on. After

last month’s debacle in Miami Beach the need for

such a show is imperative.

Visualize all five phonograph manufacturers dis-

playing new equipment in a hotel only minutes away

from a vending show with an annual attendance of

five thousand and more. Add to this show the amuse-

ment machine manufacturers and the record firms

who should find the cost of exhibiting well worth

while, and you have an inexpensive trade show with

a great deal to offer operators in the way of equip-

ment than any other idea we’ve heard.

Operators will have much more reason to attend

Chicago during the NAMA dates, Oct. 31-Nov. 2,

simply because there will be more to see. Costs of

attending two conventions will be cut in half. Manu-

facturers will have an opportunity to showcase new
equipment, a necessary part of a firm’s promotion

program. Perhaps the manufacturers would care to

schedule distributor meetings at the same time giv-

ing added reason for several hundred wholesalers to

attend. With a hotel site only minutes away from
NAMA the additional traffic resulting from opera-

tors who just wouldn’t attend both shows if they

were scheduled at different times should total thou-

sands. These are a few of the advantages.

Forums and planned activities may have to wait

a year since this portion of any convention requires

personnel and professional leadership. Perhaps the

following year the entire situation will be on a more

even keel and this plus other obstacles can be over-

come. It would be wiser to hold the show with thou-

sands of operators attending and not schedule a full-

scale convention program than not to have any con-

vention at all.

This idea could result in a successful trade show

with five phonograph manufacturers participating,

all amusement machine manufacturers in attend-

ance and with the attraction of a guaranteed poten-

tial, perhaps the record firms will return. With a

possible five thousand operators in town at the same

time, who could ask for anything more for a be-

ginning?

Packaging, Price, Prime Topics On

Restaurant Show’s Vending Panel
CHICAGO—The manufacturers who
supply the nation’s restaurants,
schools, inplant installations and
vending machines were told of tre-
mendous growth opportunities exist-
ing in these fields at the Sixth Annual
Institutional Marketing Conference in
Chicago, May 19 and 20. The confer-
ence, sponsored by the Institutional
Food Manufacturers’ Association,
brought the food producers face to
face with leaders in these important
food service areas. Attendance for the
two day conference at the Palmer
House was over 300.

In the opening session on vending
and inplant feeding, the discussion
focused on complete meal vending.
Manufacturers were told that the sur-
face has just begun to be scratched in
meal vending. The leading vendors
who appeared on the consumer panels
pointed out several areas where pro-
ducers can accelerate the trend toward
more meals from vending machines.

H. E. Saunders, Manager, Food Re-
search and Services, The Vendo Com-
pany, Kansas City, said that packag-
ing offers the key to the future. He
said that the package must be made
to look like a dish before it will
achieve good consumer acceptance. He
said that most people would prefer
not to eat hot food from a can.
Saunders also said that he feels that
vendors will be able to realize greater
volume if “plates” are broken up, that
is, if potatoes, vegetables, salad are
offered separately.
James T. McGuire, Vice President,

Automatic Canteen Company of
America pointed out the need for
visually appealing food products that
will “sell themselves” in vending ma-

chines.
Wallace T. Collett, President, Tib-

bals Company, Inc., Cincinnati, said

that most vendors would like to re-

duce or eventually even eliminate
their commissary operations. In order
for this to happen, however, manu-
facturers will have to supply vendors
with ready to use foods pre-portioned
realistically for vending machines.
Whereas most vended foods are

sold at lunch time or as snacks, it

was pointed out that breakfasts offer

a new opportunity for vendors if more
breakfast items can be made avail-

able for vending use. In addition, they
pointed to vending possibilities in

such locations as hospitals, hotels and
motels.
Jerome C. Paulus, President of Ace

Foods, Milwaukee branch of Intei’-

state Vending Company, pointed out
that manufacturers should know their
audience, and gear their product de-
velopment program to the tastes and
pocketbooks of the consumers they
wish to reach.

In the chain and franchise panel,
Ray A. Kroc, President, McDonald
Systems, Inc., Chicago, told manufac-
turers that those who can best help
the restaurant operator solve his labor
problems, will get the business. The
emphasis here, as in vending, should
be on the development of pre-por-
tioned prepared foods. Chain execu-
tives said that they are looking for
convenience food items that take a
minimum of preparation yet enable
them to offer their patrons a greater
menu variety. The trend is toward
broader menus, with some chains
doubling the number of menu selec-
tions they now offer.
