The past decade has seen a radi-

cal change in music publishers’

functions as well as their methods
of operation both in the United

States and abroad.

Ten years or so ago only a hand-
ful of publishers had control of

most of the new music released on
singles. During the past ten years,

however, literally everyone has

gone into the publishing business

—artists, writers, arrangers, record

companies, etc. As a result, compe-
tition has become so keen that pub-
lishers have found it necessary,

especially during the past three or

so years, to expand into many
other areas. Many, perhaps most,

have become master producers—
some releasing this product on
their own labels, others turning

over completed masters to bigger

majors and indies. This has led to

an intensive search on the part of

the publisher for exciting new tal-

ent and has resulted in many pub-
lishers ending up in the personal

management business as well.

Competition also has created a

tremendous new interest in income
from countries outside the U.S. For
the American publisher, the for-

eign dollar has become his most
valuable income. He is frequently

given an advance (if he does not

have his own publishing facilities

abroad) to turn his song over to a

publisher active on the European
scene. Afterwards he continues to

share in the song’s royalties from
overseas. For what the American
publisher must invest abroad to

make a song a hit, the return is

great.

Conversely, songs from abroad
have met with such great success
in the U.S., that more and more
American publishers are traveling

the world over in order to establish

friendly relations with internation-

al publishers, trade catalogs or new
material or acquire first rights to

foreign hits and forthcoming re-

leases.

Because of the tremendous num-
ber of publishers producing today’s

hits, contact among the thousands
of different firms has become ex-

tremely complex. Every week, let-

ters by the dozen come into our
offices asking about publishers’ ad-

dresses.

This mail, because of the great

interest in publishers on the Top
100, forced The Cash Box to in-

stitute a special feature about a year
ago in which the title of every song
on the Top 100 was listed alpha-

betically with publisher credits in-

dicated (a feature which is run in

our International Section each

week)

.

For our special Directory edi-

tion, which will be issued July 31st,

we are going one step further—and
if we may say so, it’s a tremendous

step.

Last month, when Bobby Rydell was
enthusiastically acclaimed for his
nitery bow at New York’s Copa, he
embarked on what could be the most
important phase of his still-young
career.

Born Robert Louis Ridarelli on
April 26, 1942, in Philadelphia, Bobby’s
career actually began when Paul
Whiteman took him under his wing
after winning a place on “Pops’ ’’

show. It was also Whiteman who sug-
gested the name change to Rydell. A
few years later Bobby joined a rock
’n roll group called Rocco and the
Saints—of which Frankie Avalon was
also a member. It was when the group
was playing a New Jersey night club
that Bobby met Frankie Day—a bass
player with another group. This meet-
ing proved the turning point for
Rydell, for Day had him signed to a
Cameo recording contract and began a
personal grooming campaign which
included music and dance lessons and
vocal coaching. The long hours paid
big dividends when Bobby’s records
began to hit with regularity and was
then parlayed into one of the most ex-
citing new nitery acts in the business.

Neil Scott

Neil Scott, hitting with his first

disk, “Bobby,” on Portrait Records,
was born Feb. 3, 1942, in Brooklyn,
New York. He attended the High
School of Performing Arts and, upon
entering the school five years ago,
began his showbusiness career as an
actor.

“SPANISH HARLEM”—Ben E. King—Atco

Taking a cue from the immense success of
“Spanish Harlem,” Ben E. King freshly tailors an
LP-full of pseudo and authentic Latin American
tunes. The Stan Applebaum arrangements are
invigoratingly alive and in his charming inter-
pretations, King proves a major new pop talent.
Along with the title tune are “Perfidia,” “Frene-
si,” “Besame Mucho,” “Amor” and “Quizas.”

CLASSICAL PICK OF THE WEEKZZ PICKS OF THE WEEK

“STRAIGHT AHEAD”—Abbey Lincoln—Candid
8015
As first demonstrated in the “We Insist!”

Candid album, Abbey Lincoln is an extremely
forceful singer. Now that she’s “learned” to com-
municate directly, she expresses a mature pride
in her lyric descriptions of the directions of her
race. (Several of the songs here feature lyrics by
Miss Lincoln.) Collaboratively accompanied by
such masters as Max Roach, Coleman Hawkins,
Mai Waldron among others, she delves into “Blue
Monk,” “When Malindy Sings,” “Retribution” and
“African Lady.” Gratifying vocal entertainment
that deserves a wide hearing.

“DJANGOLOGY”—Django Reinhardt—RCA Vic-
tor LPM-2319
One of the most influential guitarists in jazz

history and the most influential of all European
jazz musicians, Django Reinhardt was an estab-
lished legend at the time of his death in 1953.
Here he is heard in a series of late recordings
from 1949-50 cut at a private studio in Rome and
now dusted off and repackaged by Victor from its

vaults. With Django is violinist Stephane Grap-
pelly and a rhythm section. Performances include
“Minor Swing,” “Beyond the Sea,” “Lover Man”
and “Honeysuckle Rose.” An exciting new collec-
tor’s package.

“THE CHICO HAMILTON SPECIAL”—Colum-
bia CL 1619

In further experimentation with combinations
of instruments, the compulsion to delve has again
caused Chico Hamilton to produce an overall
heavy-handedness and a lack of buoyancy in his
work. Nevertheless, there are some interesting
results in sound and harmony here which com-
mand attention. Especially the various front-line
voicings that are used on some of the numbers.

“FACE TO FACE”—“Baby Face” Willette^
Blue Note 4068

Jazz organ presents a difficult challenge and
only a very few have mastered the cumbersome
instrument. Young Willette indicates in this first

leader date that he is heading in the right direc-

tion, and that he is able to swing the thing, but
that he also has a lot of time to put in. For those
who favor the vigorous, almost-raucous jazz that
borders on rhythm & blues, this should be their

meat. Tenorman Fred Jackson can honk with the
best and Grant Green also reveals r&b band
training. Set includes “Whatever Lola Wants”
and five Willette compositions.

“CON ALMA”—Ray Bryant Trio—Columbia CL
1633
After several ventures into the pop idiom for

Columbia, the pianist returns to a strict jazz vein
here. Material is a combination of jazz standards,
pop standards and two Bryant originals. All are
played, as the translated title indicates, “with
feeling,” and also with an exciting pianistic flair,

a sound jazz foundation and exuberance. An
invigorating workout for Bryant that should find
him additional admirers in jazz and pops. Among
the tunes are “Milestones,” “C Jam Blues,”
“Cubano Chant” and “Autumn Leaves.”

BEETHOVEN: Symphony No. 7 in A Major-
Otto Klemperer conducting the Philharmonia
Orch.—Angel S35945
With this recording of the “great” seventh,
Klemperer completes the entire Beethoven sym-
phonic cycle for Angel. Throughout the cycle, the
conductor, recognized as the leading Beethoven
interpreter today, has maintained a level of per-
formance for succeeding conductors to strive for
—this last one is this climax. A truly magnificent
performance by both conductor and orchestra.

“LATIN DANCE TO THE TRUMPET OF HAZY
OSTERWALD AND HIS SEXTET”—Coral CRL
757382
The clear, singing quality of the Osterwald
trumpet fronts an enthusastic assemblage of jazz-

inclined musicians in a program of Latin trans-
posed pop tunes. A European favorite, the sextet
can gain new friends here through the easy-
listening approach they favor in this set. Selec-
tions include “Let’s Face the Music And Dance,”
“Honeysuckle Rose,” “Estrelita” and “It’s Al-
right With Me.”

“JOAN SHAW SINGS FOR SWINGERS”—Epic
LN 3787
An impressive album debut for the songstress
that will endear her to those most appreciative of
true vocal talent. Miss Shaw has a big, full-bodied
voice which she’s not afraid to use in strength;
she’s articulate and reveals a real understanding
of the lyrics she sings, and she is equally capable
in the murky ballads and the brisk swingers.
Selections here include “Gotta Be This Or That,”
“Just Squeeze Me,” “Then I’ll Be Happy” and
“Aren’t You Glad You’re You.” Listening treat
with the pleasure of “discovery.”

“DICK AND KIZ HARP AT THE 90th FLOOR”—90th Floor Records SLL 901
This is one of those rare disks that can elicit the
delightful surprise of discovery. Dick and Kiz
Harp, are an enterprising husband-wife team who
own and entertain at the intimate 90th Floor in
Dallas. Basically the act sets up with Dick at the
keyboard and Kiz, in a Jerri Southern huskiness,
doing the vocals of a select group of tunes. Oc-
casionally Dick joins in vocally for a duet. Al-
though their voices are no great shakes tech-
nically, they have an immaculate delivery and an
honest straightforward approach. It’s wonderfully
refreshing.

“JIMMY RICHARDSON AND HIS SWINGING
HAMMOND ORGAN”—Starday SLP 145
Richardson demonstrates here he can really swing
the hammond organ in the pop idiom. Accompany-
ing him on the session are several of Nashville’s
top studio men—Boots Randolph (sax). Hank
Garland (guitar). Buddy Harmon (drums) and
Junior Huskey (bass). Assembled, they offer at-
tractive etchings of such familiar country items
as “You Win Again,” “He’ll Have To Go,” “Send
Me the Pillow That You Dream On” and “Sweet
Dreams.” For country music devotees.
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“THE ROMANTIC APPROACH”—Stan Kenton
and his Orch.—Capitol ST 1533
A new Kenton band is introduced here after a

successful Spring road trip. The band sound is

fuller, richer and has more subtle orchestral color
than previous Kenton editions primarily because
of the addition of four mellophoniums and a tuba.
It’s a strikingly beautiful Kenton package that
should do well over-the-counter. Among the dozen
tunes are “All the Things You Are,” “Imagina-
tion,” “Fools Rush In” and “Once In A While.”

“BAGS & TRANE”—Milt Jackson & John Col-
trane—Atlantic 1368
The concept of improvisational compatibility is

the keynote in this session. The free-flowing head-
iness of Milt Jackson’s lyricism, coupled with
John Coltrane’s urgent immediacy comes off as a
surprising pleasure. The date is marked through-
out by a thread of “togetherness” that even in-

cludes the highly efficient rhythm section (Hank
Jones, Paul Chambers, Connie Kay). The tracks
include a briskly swung “Three Little Words,” the
sentimentality of “The Night We Called It A
Day” and a joyous “Be-Bop.” A superior jazz re-
lease.

“THE IRRESISTIBLE MR. STRAUSS”—The
Philharmonia Promenade Orch. conducted by
Henry Krips—Angel S35873
The breezy, joyous melodies of Johann Strauss,

Jr., have indeed proved irresistible. Henry Krips
is a firm believer in this adjective and clearly in-

dicates it with his superb handling of such
Strauss masterpieces as “The Emperor Waltz,”
“Thunder and Lightning Polka,” “The Gypsy
Baron Overture,” “Artist’s Life” and others here.

This is the Viennese waltz at its most flavorful.

A charming issue.

“RITORNO ALL’OPERETTA”—Romana Righet-
ti. Franco Artioli, Elvio Calderoni, Elen Sedlak,
Orchestra conducted by Cesare Gallino—Vesuvius
1306

This “return to the operetta,” via a fine quartet
of voices singing in Italian, offers those familiar
with the language an enjoyable listening session.

Franz Lehar dominates the deck, but Abraham
and Ranzato are also well represented. Interest-
ingly, even in Italian, the production is extremely
faithful to the original works. Has special market
appeal.

NEW YORK—Lacking Federal Com-
munications Commission (FCC) ap-

proval of the deal, the Crowell-Collier

Broadcasting Corp. will not purchase

radio station WMGM-New York from

Loew’s Theatres.

Last Nov., it was announced that

Crowell-Collier would purchase, sub-

ject to FCC approval, the major indie

station for $10,950,000.

But, by last Monday, the expiration

date for the sale of the station, the

FCC had not approved the sale, but

had, in fact, sent both firms a letter

criticizing the alleged “vulgar, sug-

gestive or in bad taste” programming

of the three Crowell-Collier outlets,

KDWB-St. Paul; KEWB-Oakland and

KFWB-Los Angeles.

The FCC then gave Crowell-Collier

30 days in which to reply to the

charges, with the possibility of a hear-

ing on the matter.

Crowell-Collier said last week “. . .

all three Crowell-Collier stations have

been operated and are being operated

consistent with the public interest. We
are confident the FCC will find this to

be the case.”

Another important New York out-

let, WINS, has run into difficulties

with the FCC. Two weeks ago, the

FCC said that questions of payola at

the station had raised questions as to

whether renewal of the station’s li-

cense would “serve a public purpose.”

Gotham Broadcasting Corp., which op-

erates WINS, was given 30 days to

answer the charges.

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Kapp: Good Product, Sound Biz Practices

Cure For “Profitiess Prosperity”

NEW YORK—Good product, sound
business practices and an avoidance
of “profitless prosperity” can cure
much of the financial woes of the rec-

ord industry, according to Dave Kapp,
president of Kapp Records.

These points form the label’s new
“Kapp Concept” policy, and were an-
nounced by Kapp to a gathering of

the firm’s distribs over the weekend
(15) at New York’s Savoy-Hilton
Hotel.
“With all of its current problems,

the record business still offers a fabu-
lous potential for profits,” said Kapp.
The way is not through bigger and
better deals, which eventuate in dis-

counts at the retail level, diminishing
profits for manufacturers and dis-

tribs, and ultimately leave nothing to

look forward to but larger volume,
viewed Kapp “Sometimes it works,
but the business graveyard is filled

with companies for whom it didn’t

work!”, said Kapp “.
. . the answer

is simple . . . We Must Sell Our Rec-
ords At A Profit!”

“Profitless Prosperity,” according
to the recording exec., is too often
present, in which large numbers of
records are sold without the manu-
facturer and distrib realizing a profit

on the merchandise.
The Kapp Concept—“make a prod-

uct which is a good product and which
we can sell at a profit”—indicates,

Kapp explained, self appraisal of
goals and methods, and has been “suc-
cessfully” applied at Kapp enabling
the company to make great progress
in the past six months, in the way of
efficient operation and better arrange-
ments with its distribs.

Back in 1947 at Decca, Kapp said,

he had been in a position of having
a huge demand for records, a demand
coming in faster than records could
be made. “Production was stepped up
to 8 million 400 thousand for a month
yet we lost money,” said Kapp, “on

the last 114 million because of addi-
tion costs in hitting that figure. . . .

It was then that I learned the full
meaning of the words ‘profitless pros-
perity’.”
Kapp went on to say, “The manu-

facturer and distributor must look
ahead and think of his business as a
continuing operation projected into
years rather than days or weeks. . . .

We must understand that we cannot
live if we do not sell at a reasonable
profit both in Good times and Bad
times.”
Dave Kapp further told the gather-

ing: “I firmly believe that there are
not enough of us in the record in-

dustry who actually take the time and
effort to find the road to profits. I be-
lieve that there are too many manu-
facturers and distributors who are
more concerned with Deals and Vol-
ume than Profits. . . . too many can-
not see through the Big Deal smoke-
screens! A bigger deal does not mean
bigger profits and too many people in
the record business are more con-
cerned with deals than profits.”
He summed it up by saying how

important it was to have continuing
profit as opposed to Big Volume.
The Kapp Concept, he went on to

say, involved analyzing the cost of
everything in all

_

departments at
Kapp, plus looking into the problems
of the distrib. “After all, the basis
for your (the distributor and dealer)
record business is How Much Money
Can You Make Per Dollar Invested
Per Label!” he said.

He quoted FDR as saying: “I be-
lieve one thing to do is to fix our
minds on what our ultimate objec-
tives are. . . . We should decide what
are the main things which we want to
see achieved and then judge day-to-
day happenings by whether the main
trend is being adhered to . . . Even
when the minor happenings seem to
be setbacks, and in themselves are not

RIAA To Fight All Kinds

Of Disk “Duplication”
NEW YORK—A full-scale program
aimed at halting the spread of un-
authorized duplication of sound re-
cordings has been approved by the
board of directors of the Record In-
dustry Association of America
(RIAA), it was announced last week
by Henry Brief, Executive Secretary.

Unauthorized duplication includes
not only counterfeiting, which the
RIAA said it will “continue vigor-
ously” to investigate, but also: The
transfer of phonograph records to
tapes which are leased, sold or broad-
cast for the sole profit of the duplica-
tor, including the use of such
unauthorized reproductions for back-
ground music services; piracy of
records both here and abroad; and the
dubbing of parts of different phono-
graph records in the production of
so-called “mosaic” records.

In all such cases, RIAA contends,
such entrepreneurs are infringing
upon the legitimate record manufac-
turers’ property rights. In addition,
they are probably also evading pay-

ments to performance rights societies,
copyright owners, artists and mu-
sicians.

During the course of its probe into
counterfeiting, RIAA’s investigatory
branch uncovered numerous instances
of other types of unauthorized dupli-
cation of phonograph records. RIAA
is making this information available
to its members for consideration and
appropriate action.

In addition, RIAA will press for
corrective legislation in areas where
it is found that inadequate laws or no
laws at all exist.

Ernest S. Meyers, RIAA general
counsel, pointed out that the growth
of activities involving the unauthor-
ized duplication of all types of sound
recordings presents an increasing
threat to record manufacturers. While
the ethical nature of the business of
some of the people who are duplicat-
ing sound recordings is not comparable
to that of counterfeiters, their conduct
must inevitably damage the business
of record manufacturers, he declared.

Hearings Set On
"Fair Trade" Bill

WASHINGTON—Senator A. S. Mike
Monroney (D.-Okla.), Chairman of a
Special Subcommittee of the Commit-
tee on Commerce, last week announced
hearings on S. 1722, a bill to amend
the Federal Trade Commission Act,
as amended, so as to protect and
equalize rights in the distribution of
merchandise identified by a trademark,
brand, or trade name. 'This is the so-
called Fair Trade bill.

Other members of the Subcommit-
tee are Senators Hartke (D.-Ind.),
McGee (D.-Wyo.), Schoeppel (R.-
Kan.) and Scott (R.-Penn.).
The hearings will open at 10:00

A. M., Tuesday, July 25, and Thurs-
day, July 27, 1961, in Room 5110, New
Senate Office Building. The principal
proponents of the legislation will be
heard at these initial hearings. Addi-
tional hearings will be scheduled to
hear the Government, opposition wit-
nesses and other interested parties.

NEW YORK—United Artists Rec-
ords will shortly unveil a completely
new I’elease of specially-designed
singles, to be known as the Silver
Spotlight Series which is designed pri-
marily for use by juke box operators,
is was announced last week by Art
Talmadge, vice-president and general
manager.

“There will be 35 releases in the
initial Silver Spotlight Series,” Tal-
madge said, “and none of them have
ever been issued before as singles as
they are now coupled. In addition, we
have drawn from many of the top
United Artists and Ultra Audio stars

for this new series, one which we feel

will be of tremendous value to all

facets of the recording industry.”

A sampling of the 35 disks in the

release includues “Never On Sunday”
by Don Costa and “Exodus” by Fer-

rante and Teicher on UA 1500. An-
other coupling features “Theme From
The Apartment” by Ferrante and

Teicher and “The Magnificent Seven”
by A1 Caiola.

Other artists who are featured in-

cludue Steve Lawrence and Eydie
Gorme singing together on four rec-

ords; Tito Rodriguez and his orches-

tra; the Sauter-Finegan orchestra;

Terry Snyder, who has been a leading

Each month, the sales manager and

the program director of each partic-

ipating station would prepare a de-

tailed report of all unusual or success-

ful sales ideas, sales or station promo-

tion schemes, contests, and program-

ming ideas inaugurated during the

preceding month.

NEW YORK—The Federal Communi-
cations Commission, taking a lead

from Commissioner Newton N. Min-
ow’s recent assertion that TV was a
“vast wasteland,” has told the U.S.’s

5,000 licensed stations that they face
the forfeiture of their licenses if they
stint on public service programming.
The FCC ordered copies of a ruling

renewing the license of radio station

KORD-Pasco, Wash, for one year in-

stead of the normal three years, sent
to the outlets.

The FCC charged that KORD failed

to live-up to its breakdown of public
service programming versus music-
news when applying for its construc-
tion permit.
The FCC notice said that the dis-

crepancy “raised serious questions as
to the excessive programming inter-

ruption and excessive amount of ad-
vertising material as distinguished
from programming material.”
The FCC termed as “unsatisfac-

tory” KORD’s explanation that its in-

crease in commei’cials was due to an
“upturn in the local economy.”
“A mere upturn in the economy,”

the FCC said, “is not license for com-
pletely throwing aside a station’s
representation as to number of com-
mercial spots, and putting on an ex-
cessive number.”
The notice also said that “it is one

Singer Lilli-Babs and her Trio in car crash on July 7 on way to an amuse-
ment park north of Stockholm. All people involved left the hospital after short
examination. Lilli-Babs will continue her summer tour as contracted.

Metronome songstress Siw Malmquist on vacation in Finland. She is slowly
recoverying from bleeding vocal chords which spoiled her Swedish amusement
park tour in June.

Karusell songstress Anita Lindblom, who was the femme star in the Chat
Noir show in Oslo last spring, is one of the top attractions in a Norwegian
music show in Liseberg amusement park in Gothenburg. The last report says
that the Swedish singer wants to cancel her recording contract with Karusell.

Carli Tornehave, EMI recording artist, signed her new contract with Philips
starting July 1. However, EMI has declared that his contract with the firm is

still in force and is not yet willing to let him go before his contract expires.

The dispute between Swedish Broadcasting-TV Co. (SBC-TV) and its country-
wide idol Olle Bjorklund ended recently when Bjorklund was fired by SBC-TV.
There were also some troubles between Bjorklund and the arrangers of his

west coast tour during July. Bjorklund wanted his performances to be free
from any kind of publicity for any companies, but the posters connected him
with the recording company Metronome (which arranged vocal competitions
for which Bjorklund was the announcer), a Dutch beer and an American
cigarette. However, the beer and cigarettes have disappeared from the future
tour while Metronome and its vocal competition still remain.

Former PR man Olle Edlund at Grono Lunds-Tivoli, Stockholm’s summer
outdoor amusement spot, to SBC-TV as producer from July 1. Journalist Owe
Hahn succeeded as PR man for the artists engaged at the Tivoli, while other
publicity jobs will be handled by Hans Wallman, the latter only working at the
Tivoli during the seasons. Grbna Lunds-Tivoli is a popular spot where record-
ing artists, domestic as well as international, are frequent guests. For 1961,
Mel Torme has been contracted between July 27 and August 4. Owe Thdrnqvist
and Max Hansen have also been seen and heard there this summer. Hahn
reports that he might have a famous international recording artist to present
before the spot is closed this year, but since negotiations are still going on,

he did not want to give any details. Hahn left the job as editor of AX:cordion-
Journalen for the job at Tivoli, but he will continue reviewing records for the
music magazine Show Business also for the future.

Swedish radio and TV said “no thanks” to the offer to present continental
singer Ping Ping, who is coming to Sweden in end of July. SBC-TV fears
that Ping Ping will sing his present hit “Sucu Sucu,” or other numbers from
some of his recordings, and it would be against the policy of SBC-TV, which
doesn’t want contracted artists to promote their recordings. The comment to

this by trade people: “SBC-TV might discover it is difficult to get popular
artists if they don’t change this policy.”

NORWAY

NRK (Norwegian Broadcasting Company) has started a series called “Later
jeg liker” (Melodies I Like) in which eight of Norway’s most popular female
singers will appear. Ase Wentzel started the series.

Ann-Kristin Mollvig, the RCA songstress, to Germany for TV appearances
after touring around Norway in a musical show.

Ray Adams, Norwegian singer contracted to Egil Monn Iversen A/S, back
from England where he made a recording with an English orchestra.

Coming up strongly on Norway’s Best Sellers is Clarence Henry’s disk of
“But I Do” on Pye, this week at the 8th spot on the list. The song has been
often played over continental commercial station Radio Luxembourg, which
station dictates “what record buyers in Norway buy.”

FINLAND

“Star of the Week” is the title of a new serial of broadcasting programs in

Finland. In each program is presented a domestic or a foreign recording star.

Scandia-Musiikki presents a newcomer, Mirja-Liisi Soininen, on an EP at the
Scandia label.

EMI recording artist Lill Jorgen will stay in Finland, it is reported. This
Finnish-Danish trumpet player has become very popular in the last month
and, according to the rumors, he planned to leave Finland and live in Sweden
for the future.

There has been a great deal of speculation regarding the recent announcement

in The Cash Box of the Philips/Mercury deal. Future developments will be of in-

terest since the Mercury label is currently the backbone of the record division

of Radio Corporation—a big oi’ganization that also handles Vanguard, Hi-Fi,

Verve and other American indie catalogs. Radio Corp. owns and operates its

own processing and pressing plant. Briefly, the Philips picture is that it op-
erates from its record offices in Sydney but does not have its own pressing-

plant. 3Iost Philips material, which includes Roulette, Fontana, DGG and
Polydor, is pressed for them by the EMI Custom Service. At the time of writing
notliing could be obtained concerning the future plans of either Philips or Mer-
cury in this country but statements are expected immediately something defi-

nite has been decided.
For the first time in a long while, an Elvis Presley single is taking a little

time to get into a strong sales position. The record is “I Feel So Bad” and to
date it is one of Presley’s slowest movers in the singles field in this country. But
Pres is still very strong in all other fields—his EP’s are consistently strong-
sales items and his albums, especially “G. I. Blues” and “Something For Every-
body” are doing great business.

It will be interesting to see how Joe Dowell’s single “Wooden Heart” shapes
in Australia as “Wooden Heart” has just finished a long and successful chart
run across the nation under the Presley performance which the RCA people
pulled from the soundtrack of “G. I. Blues” and released on a single. The Pres-
ley disk is still selling well in most States.

Belinda Music (Australia) Pty. Ltd., operating- from headquarters in Sydney,
has advised The Cash Box of the formation of Aaron Schroeder Music (Aus-
tralia) Pty. Ltd., which embraces three American firms—Sea-Lark Enterprises,
January Music Corp. and Arch Music Company Inc. The first publications of
the Australian outlet for Aaron Schroeder Music are expected to be released
shortly.

Belinda Music is moving along in top gear with a flock of current and up-
coming hits, its impressive list includes “Hello Mary Lou”; “Flaming Star”;
“Wild In The Country”; “While Susan Sleeps” (doing good business under a
local record by The Fauns); “I’m Gonna Knock On Your Door” (the Eddie
Hodges click) and “Gee Whiz It’s You,” the new hit by England’s Cliff Richard.

Paul Anka looks in for another chart stay with his latest Ampar single
“Dance On Little Girl.” His previous eifort “Tonight My Love Tonight” wasn’t
as successful here as it was in USA but “Dance” looks certain to make up for it.

Talented young local lass (from Adelaide) Lee Sellers is getting a goodly
share of air-play with her disk of “In The Chapel In The Moonlight” which has
been released on the Rex label—a subsidiary of the Festival Group. Lee Sellers
has created a favorable impression with her TV appearances.

Three versions of “Yellow Bird” are competing for top honors in the bid to
revive this old standby. Arthur Lymon has his rendition on HiFi, The Jack
Varney Five has a version on W&G and Lawrence Welk has a performance of
“Yellow Bird” on London.

Australian Record Company has announced that, following a meeting with
executives of RE'TRA (Retailers’ Association) over recent disputes concerning
record club activities, normal trading has been resumed between ARC and
record dealers.

uT Castle Music, has produced a single for EMI’s HMV

Giannini told us she is in great demand in Italy and
if she would come here she could find engagements for at least 30 days in our
best night clubs on our Riviera. Giannini also told us she continuously asks for
more musical material from our old catalogs.
“Lagata Ad Un Granello Di Sabbia” ('Tied To A Grain Of Sand), already

appearing on the chart, is the latest recording of the best voice on RCA
Italiana. The disk has many possibilities of becoming the “smash hit” of next
summer across Italy. RCA Italiana has just put on our market the latest record
by Neil Sedaka—“Little Devil” backed with “I Must Be Dreaming.”
VCM announced the release of a new Paul Anka hit—“Dance On Little Girl.”

The singer has a song on our chart currently number 7.

A strong promotional campaign is planned by Compagnia Generale Del Disco
to back the sales of its newly acquired record line, United Artists. A1 Caiola
(The Magnificent Seven), Steve Lawrence (Portrait Of My Love), and Eydie
Gorme (Yours Tonight) are the names and titles they forecast will be big hits.

David TofF of David Toff Music Publishing Co. (London) has arrived in Milan
for his annual visit to our music publishers. More news about his business in
Milan will be reported next week.

Carosello, the record line of Gramitto Ricci (music publishing company Curci)
has songstress Aura D’Angelo, who was revealed at the past San Remo Festi-
val.

[The following article (including other articles in the series) is based on opin-

ions gathered by The (Dash Box from the Canadian disk industry].

In checking many of the problems that confront the record industry here

today, the causes of these problems it has been pointed out are at all levels

of the industry; the dealer, the distributor, and the manufacturer. Beginning
with this issue, the Canadian Cash Box will attempt to show the cause of

these problems as described to us by presenting a series of three articles. Each
week, one of the three levels of the industry will be examined. This week we
will take a look at the dealer. First, let us point out that all the problems that

exist in relation to the dealer, do not apply to all dealers.

Causes:

1) How many dealers use the card system?

Example: Let us suppose a dealer orders five albums of the same number.
The albums arrive and are placed on the shelf. As the week progresses, the

dealer has managed to sell three copies of this album. Meanwhile, his clerk

has sold the other two while he was away or at work in his office. The result is,

when this is done on a large scale, that the dealer doesn’t know what_ he is

selling well, herefore losing many added sales, because of his not reordering at

the right time.

Now let us suppose a dealer were to use the card system. Using the same
illustration shown above we will show the end result. The dealer has made a

card on arrival for the five albums. He has sold three albums, which at time

of sale or at the end of the week are marked off on his card. The clerk has sold

two, these are processed in the same manner. The dealer on checking on all

his cards notices that his store has moved five copies of this particular album.
Therefore, he now knows what he has sold and in what period of time they
were sold. He can proceed to order what he feels is necessary. His business

is now controlled by a system which disallows confusion.

2) How many dealers take advantage of the manufacturer’s display ads?

True, the dealer could not possibly make use of all the displays sent to him
by the manufacturer. But, he could pick out the ones that would benefit him.
If he has trouble in arranging his display, the distrib or the manufacturer
would welcome the opportunity to help him. It’s surprising how an attractive

window display creates added sales potential.

3) Must dealers use bargain house methods in discounting?

Here is a plan that could make the discount war healthier. The plan is ap-

propriately entitled “Quality Control.” It has been used, in the past, by a few
dealers. First, albums which are on the top 100 sellers list are never discounted

by more than 10%. After an album is off the best sellers list for a month or

over, it is discounted 10%. After 60 days off the list another 10% is discounted.

After 90 days another 10% is discounted. Finally, after 120 days off the charts

the album receives its last discount, a full 50% off its original price.

This plan involves a lot of work on the part of the dealer if it is to be
administered properly. But it allows him a greater margin on his best sellers

and at least helps to get his old stock moving. His old stock acts as an attrac-

tion to the consumer, thereby, creating added traffic.

Dick Damron of Bentley, Alta, cut four of his own compositions in Nashville,
Tenn. The first of these, “Little Sandy” and “Nothing Else” have just been
released on the Quality label.

Bill Smithers of Quality Records reports good initial reaction on “Back Beat
No. 1” by The Rondells, “One Summer Night” by The Diamonds, “Have A
Drink On Me” by Buddy Thomas, and “The Charleston” by Ernie Fields.

Montreal’s own Marty Hill doing very well with his second outing for Colum-
bia. The record entitled “Summer Job” is currently on The Cash Box Looking
Ahead chart.

Den Dante and The Devalons currently preparing their first English outing.
They have recorded the years back hit by the late Eddie Cochran, “Summertime
Blues.”

Coinman Sees Vast Potential For Industry; Points To Investment
As Means Of Achieving New Coals For Operating, Distributing Firms

UNION CITY, N. J.—When Humbert
Betti, Sr. entered the coin machine
business in 1932 and opened his doors
for the first time, he probably never
realized that the small boys in the
family attending the opening cere-
monies would some day take over the
business and in 1961 invest what is

even today considered a huge amount
of money, in an expansion plan that
embraces the construction of a new
ultra-modern building to house the
three separate coin machine firms
which are a result of his small begin-
ning twenty-nine years ago.
But that’s exactly the program Bert

Betti, president of the firms and his
brother Hugh, secretary-treasurer,
and Edward, vice-president, have em-
barked on. “We expect to open our
doors on or around September 1st
in a building, only a few doors away
in North Bei-gen, New Jersey, the hub
of the State incidentally, with 13,000
square feet of space,” said Betti in

an interview last week with The Cash
Box.
He added that the site will house

modern office facilities, quality show-
room and shop facilities, and parking
facilities of about 4,000 square feet.
The location is actually on one of the
most heavily traveled arteries in the
State with many of the main roads
from New York and New Jersey lead-
ing right to the door. “We’ll be only
a few minutes from New York City,”
continued Betti, “since the Lincoln
Tunnel is only several blocks way.”
The Betti firms are three in all—H.

Betti & Sons, the parent company
under which the coin machine and
vending route is conducted. Betson
Enterprises is the distributing and
jobbing arm of the organization, while
Eastern Novelty Distributors is the
name of the firm marketing pool

tables and pool supplies to a world-
wide market. Betti is presently con-
templating combining the three firms
into one corporation.
The company is exclusive distribu-

tor for the Fischer pool tabel line and
one of the factory’s largest outlets.

Betti has long since been an advocate
of the pool table as a steady money-
maker and the territory is a strong
pool table outlet for operators. In
addition to the pool table line and the
complete supplies division which serv-
ices accounts throughout the nation,
the Betti firm also sub-distributes the
United, Chicago Coin, Midway and
American Shuffleboard games lines.

All types of reconditioned equipment
is available from a large assortment
of machines always on hand. “We’ll
be capable of stocking an even broad-
er selection of equipment once we’re
in the new place,” said Betti.

H. Betti & Sons operates an exten-
sive route of phonographs and games
throughout New Jersey and just re-
cently branched out into the vending
machine business. Several years ago
the firm placed some coffee machines
in Jersey locations and have since
managed to build a good sized vending
route consisting of hot and cold drink
machines, cigarettes and candy. “We
feel that the greatest potential lies

in this direction,” is the way Bert puts
it. Acquisitions of music routes, games
routes, and combined operations have
neatly added to the present large-size
music-games Betti operation.
The distributing arm of the firm is

currently considering additional lines
and this will continue to be the policy
as time goes by. New games lines, a
phonograph line, additional vending
lines, are all on the drafting board of
the Betti company. “It is our belief
that amusement and vending go hand
in hand and we have planned ac-
cordingly at all levels of our busi-
ness.”

Betti controls one of the largest
pool table and slate supply businesses
in the country. The firm was one of
the first to engage in pool table sup-
plies and the result has been an ex-
tensive list of long-time satisfied cus-
tomers.
Summing up the long range invest-

ment and the expansion into a larger
building plus the policy of continued
expansion and strengthening in every
department, Betti stated that the of-

ficers of the companies feel that the
potential in the years to come war-
rants such a move. “This move is

simply a reaffirmation of our faith in
the future of the coin machine in-

dustry. We believe in this business
and we believe that the best years

IRS Official On
Wrong Track In Jersey

Looking For $250 Shuffle Tax
NEW YORK—Reports from indus-

try sources last week told of demands
being made by Internal Revenue
agents in at least one location in New'
Jersey for the posting of a $250 tax
stamp on shuffle alleys wherever
prizes are awarded. The operator in
one location contacted his distributor
who w'as, at press time, defending the
operator’s position, and at the same
time, providing the IRS with copies
of a Federal ruling- which calls for a
$10 tax stamp on “all games of skill.”

While the outcome of the informal
discussion was expected to be settled
in favor of the operator, final details
will be published when they are avail-
able.

Following is a copy of a letter re-
ceived from the Treasury Department
in 1959, as reprinted in The Cash
Box, June 20, 1959, page 58, under
a headline reading: TREASURY
DEPT. CONFIRMS $10 TAX:

“The classification of a machine as
an amusement or gaming device is not
determined solely by the awarding of
prizes. If the successful operation of
a device depends on the application of
the element of chance, the machine is

Dry Cleaning Comes

To Colorado

Op Installs All Types

Equipment — Adds
Color TV, Car Wash
DENVER—A new era in dry cleaning
of clothing began in Greeley, Colorado
in May. The official opening of the
Cleanarama coin-operated dry clean-

ing shop was held on that date after a
preliminary “check-out” period of the
equipment.
The Greeley Cleanarama will have

the distinction of being the first fully

integrated coin-operated laundry and
dry cleaning shop in Colorado. Al-
though some test operations were
launched in Denver last November
the local installation is the first to be
completely designed for laundry and
dry cleaning.
The shop is located at 2420 8th

Avenue and will be operated by
Marsh Anderson of Greeley.
The coin-operated dry cleaners are

similar in appearance to the familiar
commercial-sized laundry machines

;

but, this one will take the family’s
dry cleaning and deliver it back in
30-40 minutes “ready to wear.”
As much as 10 skirts, two suits,

two sweaters and a jacket can be put
into the machine; at the end of the
cleaning cycle the clothes are put into
an “Air Cabinet” and in ten minutes
are ready to wear.
A feature of the Cleanarama process

is that the normal crease or pleats
that had been steamed or otherwise
pressed into the garments remain
while unnatural or wear creases and
wrinkles disappear.
The Cleanarama shop will have eight

dry cleaning machines and eight air
cabinets. The laundry department will
have twelve 20 pound capacity ma-
chines and eight smaller machines
taking ten pounds of clothing for a

load. A battery of 6 high speed clothes

dryers will dry a 40 pound load in

10 minutes.

Anderson said the Cleanarama will

be the most luxurious in the state and
the first to offer “super” service. The
32 foot by 93 foot building is taste-

fully painted in decorator colors with
thick carpeted floors. A customer
lounge is equipped with a color tele-

vision set and soon will have hair

dryers installed so that a customer
can enjoy the TV and dry her hair

while her weeks laundry and dry
cleaning are going through the thirty

to forty minute cycle.

To complete the weeks wash coin-

operated steam irons and pressing

boards have been installed and Ander-
son plans to have an attendant avail-

able to hand steam press any gar-

ments the customer feels need pro-

fessional pressing.

As natural adjuncts to the coin-

operated laundry and dry cleaning

Anderson has installed coin dis-

pensers for milk and ice; self service

coin-operated gasoline pumps and a
self-service car wash.
“We believe our Cleanarama will be

the most complete coin-operated self

service store in the west,” Anderson
said.

Store hours for regular operation
will be from 6 a.m. until 10 p.m. seven
days a week.

Interstate^s Wolff Attributes 111% Sales

Increase To Internal Growth, Acquisitions
Plans Sei* For Further Acquisitions Totaling $4 Million

NEW YORK—An estimated sales
increase of 111 per cent over last year
was reported last week by Interstate
Vending Company, the nation’s third
largest vending operating company.

Ronald Wolff, Interstate president
told a meeting of the New York So-
ciety of Security Analysts that his
company’s estimated sales for the
fiscal year ended June 26, are $42,-
600,000 compared to sales of $20,151,-
370 in 1960. He said the gain was
achieved despite decreased industrial
activity due to the recession this year.
He said that estimated pro forma

net earnings for 1961 were $1,320,-
000 or 84 cents per share. In 1960,
Interstate earned $765,954 or 65 cents
per share.

Wolff told the Society that the in-

crease was attributable to continued
internal growth as well as an active
acquisition program. Since the first

public offering of Interstate common
stock in November 1960, the company
has acquired 20 companies with com-
bined sales of $16,750,000.
He said that Interstate is continu-

ing its aggressive efforts to acquire
desirable vending and food service
companies which can be integrated
into Interstate’s national operations.
“We have virtually completed nego-

tiations for acquiring a group of com-
panies in one of the largest and
fastest growing cities in the country
which would add $4,000,000 or more
to Interstate sales volume,” he said.

Wolfff noted that the company is

making a placement of $5,000,000 of

convertible subordinated debentures,
in order to make funds available for
further acquisitions. He said that the
further acquisitions which will be
made possible through the cash re-

sultant from the sale of debentures
plus a like amount of stock should
return up to $700,000 in after taxes
profit.

Wolff said that sales for 1962
should reach $51,000,000 exclusive of

any new acquisitions. He predicted
that an additional $10,000,000 to

$20,000,000 would be added in sales
from acquisitions contemplated for
the year so that sales could reach
over $70,000,000 in 1962.
He noted that the company’s ac-

quisition program has added several
new dimensions to the service offered
by Interstate. The company, which
has primarily concentrated its efforts
in the area of industrial vending, has
through acquisition, added manual
food service and commercial cigarette
vending to its service.
He told the analysts that his com-

pany is now able to provide any cus-
tomer with the type of complete serv-
ice best suited to his specific require-
ments, whether it be manual, auto-
matic or a combination of both. He
said that Interstate has developed a
combination that is ideally suited to

the smaller plant or office of 125 to
250 employees.

Wolff explained that commercial
cigarette service—vending of cigar-
ettes in public locations—offers built-

in stability in that it is not dependent
upon maintenance of steady year
round plant employment.
He told the group that his company

is continuing to work actively in the
areas of research and development.
Interstate is the only vending com-
pany that designs and manufactures
unique vending equipment for its own
exclusive use. He explained that his
company wants to offer its customers
equipment that is different and better
than that which is offered by compa-
nies dependent upon the equipment
they must buy from manufacturers.
He said that as operators of vending
machines. Interstate can capitalize

upon the knowledge gained in the field

to guide its research program.
