SINGLES

A few weeks ago we discussed

the healthy album outlook for the

coming fall season. Since then

additional album programs have
been introduced by key record

companies offering more encour-

aging signs for strong fall sales.

But in the past two weeks the

singles field has come to life and
never has the fall picture been so

encouraging. The entire industry is

always looking for the winning
novelty. Currently we are blessed

with two such items which are

burning up the charts in Barry
Mann’s “Who Put The Bomp” and
Lonnie Donegan’s “Does Your
Chewing Gum Lose Its Flavor On
The Bedpost Overnight.” When
the vacationing youngsters make
their mass exodus back into the

“Kissin’ On The Phone” and “Cin-

derella.” Add to this the climbing

top tenners such as “Michael,”

“School Is Out,” “Wooden Heart,”

“Hurt,” and “Don’t Bet Money,
Honey” all of which should still

be solid sellers when the teenagers

get back to school and their fa-

miliar routine of work and play,

and you have a powerful array

of hot merchandise.
There are of course, many other

solid, strong looking singles which
may also be big after Labor Day as

well as many important new re-

leases by big name artists such as

Brook Benton, Bobby Darin, the

Fleetwoods and a host of others-:

all of which will probably make
their move on the charts in the next
few weeks.

With delightful reports from R
number of manufacturers and dis-

tribs that sales are beginning to

pick lip and with the encouraging
array of hot and potentially strong

material enumerated above, as well

as the strong new LP product dis-

cussed earlier, we can expect to wit-

ness an exciting record season dur-

ing the coming months.

Newcomer to the ranks of studio
ork leaders is Bob Moore, who, after
getting some reaction to his debut
recording of “My Three Sons,” is

stepping out strong with “Mexico,”
now #60 on the Top 100.
Moore was born in Nashville, Tenn.,

on November 30, 1932. Living in the
center of the country music field he
took to playing the bass and after
several years of study landed regular
assignments as sideman on studio
dates. Numerous cross-country tours
accompanying top artists followed.
Some of the artists he’s played for
include Elvis Presley, Brenda Lee,
Connie Francis and Red Foley.

Fred Foster, head of Monument
Records, recognized Moore’s direct-
ing ability and inked him to head the
ork behind Roy Orbison sessions. This
combination turned out successfully
and eventually led to Moore’s own
ork instrumental dates.

Nino & The Ebb-Tides

After sharing some of the hit loot
on “Those Oldies But Goodies,” Nino
& The Ebb-Tides have come back with
“Juke Box Saturday Night,” a teen-
beat version of the years-ago Mod-
ernaires hit, which shows promise of
being a big one for them. It broke on
the Top 100 this week in the #99
slot.

The group is comprised of four
young boys from the east Bronx sec-
tion of New York City. Nino, 21, sings
lead tenor; Vinny, 22, sings baritone
and bass; Tony, 22, is second tenor,
and Slim, 21, is also a tenor and
sometimes sings lead. Nino and Vinny
grew up together, joined forces with
the other two in 1959, and began de-
veloping a group style. A chance
meeting with Madison Records prexy
Larry Utal led to an audition and
then a contract.

All four boys are members of the
U. S. Naval Reserve and train to-
gether at Fort Schuyler, N. Y.

From widely scattered reports,
filtering into this office it seems that
a hit is building with a minimum of
airplay. The song, “Seven Up and Ice
Cream Soda” by Don Carroll, is wit-
nessing strong resistance to airplay,
especially in the major markets. Can’t
blame the stations either, considering
the amount of advertising money
being spent in radio by Seven-Up’s
competitors. Take the case of Larry
Gar. He hosts the Coke Hi-Fi Club
for WLGB-Laurens, S.C. In his area,
Seven-Up is bottled by the local Pepsi
Cola bottler. So there! But then,
we’ve found a different kind of re-
sistance that doesn’t make much
sense at all. Several stations have
said something to the effect that “why
should we spin the record and give
Seven-Up a free plug when we are
already on their advertising budget.”
In other words, they’re refusing to
support an advertiser who actually
had nothing to do with the disk. This
seems to us to be inconsistent policy.
But actually, the record is still new
and much of this initial resistance
might be too hasty. It will take a few
more weeks for any sort of pattern to
establish itself more firmly.

As of August 28, WINS-New York
becomes the Mutual Radio Network
flagship station replacing WOR-New
York. The reason for the change ac-
cording to Mutual president Robert
F. Hurleigh, is that “the type of news
format followed by WINS provides a
more logical integration of Mutual
news coverage. The move will basi-
cally affect WINS news coverage, ex-
tending it more fully to the national
and international levels. It will also
in time greatly increase the station’s
prestige in its continual battle for
ratings in the hotly competitive New
York market.

WHK-Cleveland disk jockeys
Johnny Holiday, Eddie Clarke and
Keith Morris lent a helping hand to
Cleveland sandlotters by appearing at
the Cleveland Baseball Federation’s
Sandlot Benefit Day Aug. 10, which
featured an exhibition game between
the Indians and the Cincinnati Reds.
Holiday was himself a former sandlot
ballplayer and has appeared at the
event each year since joining WHK
in 1959.

The first week in August was “Stax
Week” at WITH-Baltimore. During
the entire week the station featured
in-person appearances by ten top re-
cording stars, who acted as deejays
by spinning records (including their
own), aii'ing commercials and just
generally chatting with listeners.
Those who appeared were Bobby Vee,
Ray Peterson, Brenda Lee, Timi Yuro,
Johnny Tillotson, Anita Bryant, Don
Gibson, Freddy Cannon, Frankie Ava-
lon and Janice Ward. In addition, to
climax the week’s events, WITH
awarded dinner dates with Frankie
Avalon and Bi-enda Lee to lucky local
teenagers. According to program di-
rector Bob Adams, it was the biggest
single one-week of talent to ever come
to Baltimore for a station promotion.

London Kicks-Off Intensive Push

On Initial 12 “phase-4-stereo” LP’s

NEW YORK—London Records has
begun its sales-promo campaign to

estabish its new “phase-4-stereo”

line (its mono counterpart is tagged
“sound-4-monophonic” high fidelity

1962), with $100,000 earmarked for

national advertising.

A feature of the program is a dis-

trib deal, which kicked-off last week,
that includes a buy-6-pay-for-5 dis-

count (about 16 2/3%). The plan,

which ends Sept. 15, involves the first

12 entries in the series (see below),

both the mono and stereo versions,

which were expected in some dealer

hands at the close of last week. In

addition to the 12 issues, there’s a

no-charge demonstration LP for

dealer use.

The discount plans also includes:

half payments in November and De-
cember, with a 2% cash discount; a

10% extra return privilege until De-
cember 1 (the dealer will be entitled

to return an amount equal to 10% of

his total program purchases on these

items-on a dollar basis rather than
item by item basis.

The LP’s are being sold via a Pre-

Pack, which contains 48 stereo LP’s

from the new line and 12 mono and
one fx-ee stereo demonstration LP.
London will not “at this time” en-

gage in local co-op ads, feeling it is

preferable to put-over the new prod-

uct by the national ad campaign.
Display kits, available free to

dealers who order at least one Pre-

Pack, contain a window display piece,

two streamers, two browser cards, two
phase-4 logos, 100 catalog leaflets and
12 phase-4 stereo LP jackets.

The national ads will be placed in

such consumer publications (during

September, October and November)
as Time, Newsweek, Playboy, HiFi &
Stereo Review, Esquire, High Fidel-

ity, New Yorker, New York Times,
Show Business, Saturday Review, Ar-
gosy, Schwann, American Record
Guide and Scientific American.
London will send most of execs on

the road to promote the line across

the country. This will include a two-
prong assault on cities, with one
group to explain the line to distribs

and dealers and the other to offer gen-

eral promotion and publicity to sta-

tions, deejays and critics. Stations

with stereo facilities will receive the

stereo versions, while 3,000 AM sta-

tions will get the mono albums, with
both being able to take advantage of

special price offers on the stereo and
mono sets.

For additional sales and promo-
tional value, London is releasing, dur-

ing the next six weeks, one single 45

from each of the 12 LP’s.

At London’s New York offices last

week, the label’s execs gave its dis-

tribs and press a detailed account of

the new line and the program in its

behalf, including impressive demon-
strations of all the releases.

Veep Lee Hartsone noted that Lon-
don, which bowed a stereo disk back
in August of 1958, was looking for a

new stereo technique, not a “me-too”
concept, when it began the “phase-4”

program last February. He said that

London has had good stereo sales all

along, and that sales of stereo prod-

uct had stimulated sales of mono

product as well.

Tony D’Amato, who was in charge

of the “phase-4” project, which was
conducted in England with American
A&R-engineering guidance, described

the technical features of the line

which he defined as “music selected

arranged and engineered especially

for stereo.” Elaborating on the defini-

tion, D’Amato covered what London
holds to have been the first three in-

novations in the stereo field: 1. ths

attempt at concert-hall realism, the

removal of the “middle” in stereo (e.g

Command) and the principal of move-

ment (e.g. Victor’s Stereo Action

series).

D’Amato also explained the engi-

neering feature of the “phase-4,’

which is highlighted by the cutting

of various sections of the orchestra

on four separate tracks, thus minimiz-

ing “leakage” (some is needed foi

well-rounded stereo) and enabling the

When you fig-

ure the extra 15%’s and 20%’s, etc.,

being offered in discounts, there

should be another penny around that

could be so well spent. We have heard

it said that two different albums of

about equal sales capacity—one

wx-apped and the other not—when of-

fered to the record merchandiser, the

record merchandiser would buy the

one which is wrapped.”

make dual mono and stereo releases. All United Artists albums will retail at

52/6 in line with ARC’s Coronet and Warner Bros, albums. The Sydney launch-
ing of the UA label will take place on board the Royal Dutch Mails liner “Johan
van Oldenbarnevelt,” which will be moored at Sydney’s Circular Quay on Au-
gust 24. The UA disks will be premiered before press, radio, TV and retail

bodies at a cocktail party on board the ship and after a buffet dinner, the
United Artists film “Goodbye Again,” starring Ingrid Bergman, will be pre-

viewed in the ship’s theatrette.

The soundtrack album from “Goodbye Again” will be ready for release

as soon as a film date is set for Australia and ARC also has the Ferrante and
Teicher hit single of the film’s theme which it will present—with a special

souvenir label—to each guest at the launching functions. All in all, Jim Sutton
and the ARC staff in each State are set to give the UA label a first-class

introduction to the Australian scene.

Roy Atkinson, public relations officer with Festival Records, has advised
Cash Box of some important moves in the Festival group. Festival announced
that Johnny O’Keefe—one of Australia’s top personalities in the recording, TV
and entertainment world—has just signed two new contracts with their organ-
ization. The contracts are for a period of five years and encompass O’Keefe’s
talents as both a recording artist and producer and in particular related to

the release of O’Keefe’s efforts through Festival’s Leedon label. Johnny has
just finished recording a top production ballad entitled “I’m Counting On You”
c/w “Right Now,” his first actual recording for more than twelve months.
The Festival organization is hoping for big things with this disk which is due
for national release shortly.

Elaine McKenna, winner of last year’s TV Logie Award as “Australia’s most
popular female singer on television,” left Australia on August 20 for a lengthy
overseas visit which will take her to the United States, where she plans to

spend quite a deal of time.

On its Columbia label, EMI released the new single by England’s Cliff Rich-
ard, “A Girl Like You” c/w “Now’s The Time To Fall In Love.” Cliff Richard
is scheduled to tour Australia soon and as a result of a string of hit singles
it should be a successful venture.

It is believed that music publishers J. Albert & Son Pty. Ltd. created pub-
lishing history in this country by issuing a reprint of “Tammy” with a four-
color title page featuring Elaine McKenna. It is understood that this is the first

time that a four-color title page has been produced in sheet copy form for an
individual title in Australia. “Tammy” is the subject of a big revival in this

country with new disks by Noeline Batley on Festival and Elaine McKenna
on W&G.
Radio Corporation, which has the Mercury catalog for this area, just

launched a series of low-priced singles on the Wing label retailing at 6/9
(around 75 cents) as against the regular singles price of 10/. (approx. $1).
Among the artists featured in the first release of the low-priced Wing singles
are Damita Jo, Jivin’ Gene, The Big Bopper and The Derbys.

The Belinda Music boys are rolling along in fine style with a batch of hits
on its slate including “I’m Gonna Knock On Your Door,” “Runaway” and “Hats
Off To Larry” and its subsid Aaron Schroeder Music (Australia) Pty. Ltd. has
“Hello Mary Lou” going great guns and another Belinda associate, Trinity
Music, is making an all-out drive on “Come September” Bobby Darin’s instru-
mental single.

Pye Records made a rush-release of “That’s What Girls Are Made For” by
The Spinners. This one is showing out strongly on the Cash Box Top 100 and
the Pye boys are hoping for similar success here. Included in other newies
released by Pye are “Bobby” by Neil Scott, which is enjoying current chart
ratings in the US; “Triangle” by Jamie Grant; “Daddy’s Home” by Shep and
The Limelites; “Romeo” by Petula Clark—a current English chart item; “I
Still Love You All” by England’s Kenny Ball; “The Guns Of Navarone” by
Joe Reisman and a single by Robert Horton—star of television’s “Wagon
Train”—featuring “The Girl That I Marry” and “Time After Time.”

Leeds Music created quite an amount of interest in their new songs as a re-
sult of a telegram sent to leading disk-jockeys recently. The telegram said
“You’re Driving Me Mad” but don’t worry “I Still Love You All” and “In
Time” my “Sweet Dreams” of you all will drive away the “Big Cold Wind”
so all will be “Starlight, Starbright.” All of which refers to some new songs
in the Leeds group. “You’re Driving Me Mad” is a Pincus-Gil item recorded
by Judy Stone on Festival; “I Still Love You All” is Kenny Ball’s Pye single
published by Leeds; “In Time” is a Maxana publication recorded by Steve
Lawrence; “Sweet Dreams” is a Leeds item recorded by Col Joye for Festival
Records; “Big Cold Wind” is another Pincus-Gil song soon to be released by
Pat Boone and of course “Starlight, Starbright” is Linda Scott’s new chart
item—published by Dominion Music. It would seem that Jack Argent is set for
success over the next few weeks.

Don Gibson’s RCA single of “Sea Of Heartbreak” is getting away to a good
start here, it’s already shaping like a strong challenger for the No. 1 spot
and if the present action continues it will be Don’s biggest hit in this country.

“Zarina” (Electrola-label) and Connie Francis with her German sung “Schoner
Fremder Mann” (MGM). S.A. Gramophone just released “The Fish” (Bobby
ltydell on Columbia), “Granada” (A1 Martino on Capitol) and “Together”
(Connie Francis on MGM).

C. N. Rood L.C. just released a new great record by the Dutch vocal group,

The Emeralds. It’s a Spanish song, “Ricardo.” Record has also been released

in Germany and Belgium.

Benelux Cash Box office had a most enthusiastic Mr. Maessen (a&r man-
ager of L.C. Dureco) on the phone, who told that he was expecting a lot from
the new Barclay recording, “Brigitte Bai’dot” by Jorge Veiga. Orders from
dealers are already pouring in, he said. Another best seller in the South Amer-
ican way, released by Dureco, is “Pepito” by Los Machucambos.

A new London album release is about to conquer all Dutch Pat Boone-fans
(and there are many of them over here!): “Great! Great! Great!” Miss Patti

Harkmans, president of the Dutch Pat Boon Fan club, told Cash Box she has
been eagerly awaiting this release for weeks. In her opinion, this must be con-

sidered one of Pat’s best albums to date. The idol sings twelve terrific tunes,

each one a recent hit. Among them are: “Stagger Lee,” “El Paso,” “Cathy’s
Clown,” “Personality” and “Send Me The Pillow,” which was a big hit in the

low countries some months ago. The album has been released by L.C. Phono-
gram.

EP releases on the London label include recent hits by Roy Orbison and
The String-A-Longs. L.C. Phonogram is expecting “Old Smokie” by Johnny
And The Hurricanes to be a great hit.

Bovema’s Warner Bros, label just released Bill Doggett’s “I Can’t Sit Down.”
Mr. Pompe, WB label manager, told Cash Box that he expects to release the
third Everly Brothers—LP “Both Sides Of An Evening,” also featuring guitar-
ist Chet Atkins, the beginning of September.

There should be more words of praise for a young record company which
is building very seriously and successfully in this industry. Ri-Fi Records, the

house managed by Mr. Ansoldi which has the sensational voice of Cocki Maz-
zetti. The most recent hit product of this songstress features the first version
sung of the old “Cumparsita” arranged by Maestro Soffici, with lyrics by Cala-
brese (known here as one of our best lyrics-writer after he wrote the texts of

“Arrivederci’ 'and “II Nostro Concerto”). Just a short while before, Cocki Maz-
zetti cut a hit disk with “Cha Cha Cha Pepito,” already played a lot in our
juke boxes and, perhaps, to become even more popular.

“Pera Matura” (Ripe Pear) is the latest tune by Pino Donaggio who also
recorded it. His “Come Sinfonia” (backed by “Cane Di Stoffa”) which he pre-
sented first on the stage of San Reno, and also his “Tu Sai” (You Know),
are selling well.

Italy had only one disk jockey, and now he has left his job at our radio
station for new duties at the second channel of our TV set-up just being-

opened. Vittorio Zivelli recently stopped broadcasting a new record each day
on his show “Discobolo,” on the air daily early in the afternoon and listened
to by a very large audience of teenagers. Vittorio started his daily broadcast
nine years ago, always revealing an excellent “good taste” in music. His show
will be replaced daily by a new program titled “II Disco Del Giorno” (The
Record Of The Day) which, instead of being handled by a single man, will be
managed by an anonymous committee with the help of labels which will peri-
odically submit to the committee a certain number of new recordings from
which will be selected those to be broadcast.
At the end of July, the fourth international festival of light music at Pesaro

took place, bringing to our audience a new song penned by Galassini and Di
Marco and interpreted by Jolando Rossin (Carisch) and by Luciano Tajoli
(Juke Box), who stated that rarely had he had the pleasure, over his very long
career, of finding a tune so fine. The song is titled “Eclissi” and won the first

prize. Besides Italy, eight other foreign countries took place in this competi-
tion: Argentina, France, Germany, Iran, Yugoslavia, Holland, Sweden and
Switzerland. The second prize was won by Yugoslavia with the song “Non
Sciupate L’Amore” performed by Dragan Tokovic and, in an Italian version,
by Nilla Pizzi (Titanus). The third place prize went to Argentina, which sent
the song “Voy Caminando.” Hungary was to participate in the festival but,
unfortunately, the consul’s ok came too late and consequently the Hungarian
representative had not sufficient time to reach Pesaro. As for Belgium, it

sent a song and a singer, Gaby Varny, but Nunzio Gallo, who had to perform
the Italian version of the tune at the last moment gave it up because he was
not well and since no other Italian singer wanted to attempt to learn the tune
in a few hours, Belgium preferred to withdraw. France presented a tune by
Georges Moustaki, the same author of world-wide known “Milord.” This new
Moustaki composition is titled “Le Jugement Dernier” and was liked by the
audience.
Frank Sinatra, whose trip to Italy was expected very shortly, will not come

here. His latest LP released in Italy by V.C.M. is “Sinatra’s All The Way.”
Percy Faith told us, on his short stay in Milan, that his success here last year

of his “Theme From A Summer Place” was really a pleasant surprise which
he did not expect from Italy.

Germano Ruscitto, formerly with Bluebell, wrote to us announcing that
Interdisc has opened its independent office in Italy, of which he is the manager.
Interdisc Italiana has settled in Milan Via Settala 20—tel. 22 13 29 and han-
dles the following record lines: Riverside; Good Time Jazz; Contemporary;
World Pacific; Jazz Land; Hi Fi; and Gene Norman. Some of their labels will
be distributed across Italy by Bluebell, some by Ricordi and some by whole-
sale dealer KARIM of Genova.

STOCKHOLM, SWEDEN—In Stock-
holm for radio work and other per-
sonal appearances, British songstress
Helen Shapiro is pictured with EMI
Sweden president Anders Holmstedt
at a press reception welcoming her to

this country. Later that evening Miss
Shapiro was heard as a special guest
star of popular Swedish songstress
Lill-Babs on her “Lill-Babs at the
Tivoli” radio show.
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Neil Sedaka’s visit has shown to be a very good promotional aid for his

(records: this week, the charts show very good sales for “Little Devil” and
“Calendar Girl.” “Little Devil” was released the week before his arrival and
“Calendar Girl” had already a couple of months of success, but couldn’t get
(into the best sellers lists. Sedaka’s tour began new discussions about what
l does a visitor need to become a success in Buenos Aires. In general, only those
artists backed with strong record promotion have been smash hits, topped by
performances in person here.

The premiere of “My Fair Lady,” sung in Spanish by Mexican actress Rosita
I Quintana and Jose Cibrian, has been delayed. It was to take place on August
10, and now it is announced for August 27. Columbia has already released

“My Fair Lady’s” music, sung in Spanish (The original version was released
some years ago, and is still in the catalog). Philips, Odeon and RCA are also

planning waxings with the main tunes.

Microfon just released Luciano Tajoli’s recording of “0 Morettina Mia” and

j

“Non Me Dire Chi Sei (No Me Digas Quien Eres)” and will release his first LP
[very soon. Tajoli’s version of “A1 Di La” has been very well received by disk
' jockeys and consumers. Other new Microfon titles are “La Muchacha De La
Valija” by Fausto Papetti and “In The Heart Of Berlin.” This one belongs to a
German label, Jupiter, represented in South America by Fermata.

Ariel inked a new folk group, Los Puesteros Del Yatasto,” and is recording
two LP’s with them. The first album will be put on sale in a month and the
label considers it is suitable for international use, too. “Los Puesteros” are

! from the province of Salta, and won a contest in which more than eighty other
groups took part. When Waldo de los Rios—well known musician and arranger
—listened to them, he considered them “very good.”

RCA announced the release of “Dolor Milonguero,” a 24-year-old tango com-
posed by Enrique Cadicamo and the late Juan Carlos Cobian, who lived for
many years in the States. This is the first recording that has been made of

this tune.

Odeon Pops inked two new artists, Nelson Navarro and Ambar Lafoxe, an-
1 nouneed as “vedette” from the Lido of Paris. Navarro—who is also a composer
—will record “Rabia En El Alma,” while Ambar is preparing “Mami” and
i“Candida.” Another Odeon Pops artist, Trio Ambar, have just cut “Tren Del
Amor” and “Celos” (Jealousy).

“Cara De Payaso” (Face Of A Clown) has three new recordings: Lito Es-
carso (Music Hall), Heraldo (RCA) and Laura Regal (Odeon Pops). The tune
was on the charts some weeks ago and, with this impulse, may return.

Los Santos won third place in the Pessaro Song Festival, which took place
in Italy and was telecasted by Eurovision to all Europe. They presented “Voy
iCaminando” (I’m Walking), Argentine tune composed by Inigo and Panseri.
This is the first time that a Latin American tune got to such a high position in

a European song contest.

According to the people of the Stanislavsky Ballet Group, currently in

Buenos Aires, Elvis Presley and Paul Anka are among the most popular for-
eign artists in Russia nowadays. Spanish actress Carmen Sevilla and Louis
Armstrong are also well known in that country.

Chilean composers Villota and Imperatore expect very much from “Lumi-
narias,” their latest effort. Their “Marcianita” was a big hit in all South
America about a year ago.

Luis Aguile is preparing a new tour of Puerto Rico, Venezuela and Peru.
It will last a month and will start very soon. Aguile has just finished a series

of programs on Channel 9 under the title of “Luis Aguile, Detective.”

Let’s say something about the record market in Uruguay, another Latin
America Republic; it is rather small (total population about four million),
but there are comparatively more record buyers than in other countries be-
cause of low cost of records (regular LP’s cost $2.70). We were told at Pala-
cio de la Musica (biggest retail store and record manufacturer) that 45% of
sales belong to classical music. There are six important diskeries: Palacio
de la Musica (releases Capitol, Odeon, Barclay, Angel, Decca, Uruguayan
Orfeo, Mercury and Musart labels), Antar (Telefunken, Disk Jockey, Ducre-
tet Thompson, Onix, Coral and others), Clave (Dimsa, MGM, TK, London, An-
sonia, Kubaney), Sondor (Sondor, Columbia, Music Hall, Dot), RCA and Phil-
ips. There is a big influence of Brazilian, rock ’n roll and tropical music. A
good LP sells about 500 copies or more, and the top mark for albums is 12,000
(Nat Cole in Spanish).

CHILE

Alain Trossat, head of Philips, is very pleased with his recent visit to Ar-
gentina, where he visited the Philips’ branch and spoke with Max Wyngaard,
Argentina’s manager. However, he told us that there is still a big need of
many other meets of this type because there is a lot of things that couldn’t
be considered because of lack of time. Regarding Philips’ own pressing plant,

;

Trossat said it won’t be built yet, because there isn’t a real need of it yet.
^Currently, his records are made by RCA Victor.

The Shirelles caused a week of suspense. While London announced it would
release its new records—they had been previously presented by Top Rank

—

Hernan Aravena, A&R of RCA Victor (owner of Top Rank), said the group
iwould continue with his label, and their last waxing, “Tonight Is The Night,”
was released by Top Rank.

they sing morning in the streets and by night, in the night-clubs. No trouble
for the Chaussettes Noires during their tour in the South of France. Madame
Breton was seen at the Charles Trenet appearance at the Casino de Trouville.
Gloria Lasso (EMI) was successful at the same nitery.

Eddie Barclay has just engaged the young group of Vince Taylor who just
made his first appearance at the Palais de la Mediterranee. “Panne d’essence,”
recorded by Frankie Jordan, having a good start. Among the R&R group of
singers, Frankie has a special place: he is a student doing his studies and
singing at the same time. Ricordi has a R&R group called “Dany Boy et ses
Penitents.” The real name of Dany Boy is Claude Piron, young singer who
formerly recorded on the now defunct Ducretet-Thomson label.

Maurice Chevallier is recording for Decca songs for the American market.

Edith Piaf, who has cancelled everything, is still resting at the Lou Barier
cottage.

Mouloudji (Vogue) is having a tremendous come-back with “La Chaussee
d’Antin.” Leon Cabat’s bet on Mouloudji was good. After Leo Ferre, now it’s

Mouloudji; there is definitely room in the French market for the “Rive-
Gauche songs.” Bruno Coquatrix of the Olympia offered Mouloudji to start
his second show due to start in October, after Johnny Halliday’s. Chakachas
(RCA) new record is the old “Cucaracha” and new Machueambos (Decca) is

“La Boa.”

After the tremendous success of “Pepito” and now of “Brigitte Bardot,” we
can say that the “Pachanga” has definitely lost its fight and the good-old-
samba is back again.

Felix Vitry of Bobino made an agreement with Ledoux of ABC in view to
start a new season in this theater’, but so far nobody knows when the season
will start and who will be the star.

Next week everybody will be back from holidays to prepare for the new
disk season.

Survey Shows Lack

Of Financial Control

Small Businessman
Succeeds In Spite

Of Himself

The Small Business Administration recently com-
pleted a survey conducted among 299 small busi-

ness firms, and judging from the final report issued

last month, what the small businessman does not

know about financial controls and general account-

ing procedures would easily fill a ledger.

The survey was conducted by SBA in association

with Temple University and the results which are

outlined below might apply to the average coin

machine operator and wholesaler since the survey

included all types of small businesses.

According to SBA the most costly disadvantage

resulting from ignorance of financial control

through proper use of management tools, is the re-

sultant tough credit stand taken by banks when
dealing with the average small firm.

While all of the firms contacted prepare financial

statements annually, a surprising number limit their

activities along these lines to just that. SBA contends
that instead of using the financial statement to ar-

rive at an invaluable financial picture of the com-
pany-profit, cost, inventory, turnover ratios—the

annual report is prepared by an outside accountant
merely to satisfy the government and to have at least

a knowledge of the firm’s assets and liabilities, but
no more. SBA states that “outside” firms interested

in this information include banks, suppliers and
credit-reporting firms. Only in this way can a clear-

cut picture be arrived at. Since this information is

not available, oftentimes the firm will not only lose

out on a loan, but in many instances an unfair credit

picture will be drawn. Ignorance of accounting pro-

cedures and lack of understanding as to how fi-

nancial statement information can he used, plus

incompetent bookkeeping help and no professiona]

guidance were given as the main reasons for this

situation.

Financial ratios, cut and dry profit and loss fig'

ures, are used by management but only to a small

degree, said SBA. Profits to sales, and assets to lia^

bilities, are about as far as the owners go in a small

business. The acid-test of cash plus receivables tc

current liabilities and inventory to net working cap
ital ratios were used less and not understood in mosl

instances.

Lack of training was cited as a weakness on the

part of management insofar as hiring people tc

keep books but their attitude displayed a more con
crete reason : “Managers are interested in financia

ratios but see little use for them when revenue ex

ceeds expenses,” and “Financial ratios don’t stirnu

late sales volume” are typical of some of the com
ments SBA picked up along the way.

Where financial data was made available to the

owner, it generally wasn’t used, according to th<

SBA report. “A glance through the stockroom is i

substitute for an inventory control,” quotes the re

port.

If this financial control is applied, and it can be

used with any firm’s financial statement as a base,

SBA states that almost at a glance, businessmen car

get readings on the following: Credit-worthinesi

(compares assets to liabilities), Turnover (com
pares sales to inventory), Profit (compares net in

come to sales), and Return On Capital (comparer
net income to net worth).

The saddest part of the tale lies in the credit area

Here’s where firms who cannot provide this infor

tion are hit. “Insufficient Financial Information” h

the way the rubber stamp reads on many applica

tions for loans and credit reports. Increased banl

rates is sometimes the result.

Another effect lies in the manner in which a busi

ness is conducted. Larger size orders at a lower pric<

may, or may not, be a good deal. Inventory contro

and cost allocation help decisions on the additioi

of new products. Possibly some lines should b«

dropped in favor of others. Cost accounting proce

dures help determine other purchasing policies.

SBA adds that a large number of firms have beei

robbed blind by bookkeepers who do know what i

going on. Dishonest bookkeepers are encourage*

by a management ignorant of accounting tech

niques which leave the owners in a defenseless posi

tion.

Education seems to be the only answer but smal

businessmen shy away after years of loose controls

SBA plans on making the educational proces

“glamorous” via preparation of manuals for sp«

cific industries, and a series of TV programs. SB,

is willing to do almost anything to get the sma
businessman hack on an even keel.
