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The Sound
Business

In the past five years, amazing
strides have been made in the field
of recorded sound. So great have
been these improvements that
many recordings made less than a
decade ago in the simple, unpercus-
sive, monaural technique seem to
be empty when compared with
those of today.

There are, of course, many mag-
nificent performances on these
older records, performances which
may never be duplicated merely by
re-recording some of the masters in
the more modern techniques. For
when an artist is ‘“‘right” his great
performance can never be replaced
by sound.

But in the increasingly competi-
tive record world where a con-
sumer must make a decision as to
which one out of a possible dozen
he will buy, then séund becomes an
important factor. In many cases,
the consumer will buy sound over
performance and will pay a higher
price for such products as well.

It is most encouraging to note
that, no matter how great the im-
provement in sound during the past
half-decade, there are still engi-
neers, musicians and record execu-
tives looking for still better and
better sound.

A few weeks ago, London Rec-
ords introduced what it calls “‘phase
4. stereo,”” a technique which re-
cords one section of an orchestra
at a time and is described as the
“hest method of doing away with

leakage into distant microphones.”
The recording technique is signifi-
cant not only for its exciting sound
and clarity but also because it was
introduced by London, a label
which has won the respect of the
consumer thru its FFRR curve as a
company with excellent sound.

Last week, Command Records, a
label which during the past year or
two has made almost unbelievable
gains in the world of stereophonic
recording, introduced its latest ef-
fort to improve recordings of larger
orchestras, when it debuted its
“Stereo 35 MM.” a new series of
albums recorded on 35 MM film.

Although Command is not the
first company to employ 35 MM
film for recordings, the Command
name has become synonymous with
good stereo sound recordings. This
plus the fact that the first 35 MM
album Command has produced has
excellent sound could result in an-
other successful advance in the field
of stereo.

It is, of course, too early to tell
how either of the new series will do.
There is always doubt about the
potential of such innovations. The
same doubt existed when Command
issued its first percussive merchan-
dise. But the result is now history.

There is probably no end to the
progress that can be made in the
field of sound. It’s a tribute to the
minds of our industry how rapidly
such techniques are developed and
improved.

Command Unveils 35mm Film Recording;
Releases ‘‘Stereo 35" LP

NEW YORK-—After months of engi-
neering effort and at a cost in excess
of $300,000, Command Records last
week issued its initial “Stereo 35” al-
bum, the first in a series of Command
disks recorded on 35mm film and
hailed by the company as the greatest
advance in the field of stereo in re-
cent years.

The first release, called “Stereo 35
MM,” features Enoch Light and a 60
piece orchestra playing a dozen stand-
ards arranged by Lew Davies. It was
recorded at Carnegie Hall.

Enoch Light, head of Command, in-
troduced his new line at a press con-
ference and demonstration in Studio
B of the Great Northern Hotel.

In presenting plans for the “Stereo
35” line Light explained the advan-
tages he and his engineers discovered
in 35mm film over the tapes he and
other companies had been using. In
attempting to achieve a still better
sound in the recording of large or-
chestras, it was found that even the
most advanced tape techniques were
faced with two mechanical limitations
which create minor distortions——hiss
and flutter. Light claims that the tight
holding of the film by sprockets elimi-
nated flutter and the extra width of
the film eliminated hiss, adding up
to a more faithful recorded sound
and the complete elimination of any

pitch change due to tape stretch;
sighal to noise ratio is far superior.

A special dealer preview hearing of
yet unreleased Command albums on
35mm film is set for the Starlight
Roof of the Waldorf Astoria Hotel,
Sept. 6. At this time Light will unveil
the first Command classical record-
ings on film.

It
seems as if they twit their contemporaries yet
manage to indulge too. And the public has ap-
preciated their light-handedness. This second al-
bum was recorded live at a San Francisco concert.
It contains performances of “Lass From the Low
Country,” “Whitling Gypsy,” “Mama Don’t Low”
and other varied items. Big selling strength.

LIMELITERS”

“SEPTEMBER IN THE RAIN”-—Dinah Wash-
ington—Mercury SR-60638

An effervescent warmth radiates from the grooves
of this album as Dinah glitteringly essays a brace
of sentimental romantics. Solid string support
effectively builds the mood for Dinah’s warbling
of “September in the Rain,” “This Heart of
Mine,” “I’ve Got My Love To Keep Me Warm”
and nine more. Chart status is inevitable.

“JUST A LITTLE SENTIMENTAL”—Marty
Robbins—Columbia CL 1666

Though he still retains some of his country music
identity through such Hank Williams evergreens
as “Half As Much” and “I Can’t Help It” and
several self-penned items, Marty Robbins takes a
giant step away from these beginnings in straight
pop wrap-ups of “Unchained Melody,” “Too
Young” “To Each His Own” and others. The
balladeer is in great form heve; his sincerity and
and emotion are almost awesome in proportion,
his ballad strength shines brightly. Should be an-
other hit album for Robbins.

“NEW PIANO IN TOWN”-—Peter Nero—RCA
Victor LPM-1283

The success of his debut Victor and the inipres-
siveness of this second LP venture indicates that
Peter Nero’s a new successor to the pop piano
crown. He invests his playing of familiar ever-
greens with a strong dose of classical drama, yet
gets a freshness to his approach. Marty Gold’s
string-highlighted ork accompanies in like man-
ner. Tunes here include “Mountain Greenery,”
“Three Coins in the Fountain,” “Just One of
Those Things” and “On the Street Where You
Live.” Could make a chart stand.

“BONGOS FROM THE SOUTH”—Edmundo Ros
and his Orch.—London SP 44003

London’s “phase 4 stereo” captures with remark-
able clarity the pitch and resonance of the bongos
as they supply the fanfare and drive for a thun-
dering south-of-the-border program by the British
orkster. Such tunes as “Lady of Spain,” “Brazil,”
“Deep in the Heart of Texas” and “El Cumban-
chero” appear in precision-honed performances
and will provide titillating listening for even the
most blase non-believers. To date, the “last word”
in Latin percussion sets.

“RETURN OF THE WILDEST”—Louis Prima &
Keely Smith—Dot DLP 25392

Louis, Keely and Sam Butera and the Witnesses
tear up another disk storm here in their latest
Dot outing. Louis offers “Come Back to Sorrento,”
“Chinatown My Chinatown,” “Old Man Mose”;
Keely sings “For Sentimental Reasons” and Sam
and the boys contribute a couple of instrumental
tracks as well as brassy support to the hectic
p;‘oc;laedings. Their many fans will get a boot out
of this.

“LOVE MAKES THE WORLD GO 'ROUND”—
Jane Morgan—Kapp KL-1250

The sweet-voiced thrush gently caresses a dozen
sentimental romantics in her latest album. The
“Theme From Carnival” heads up a list that also
includes “Count Every Star,” “Incurably Roman-
tic,” “Where’s The Boy” and “He Makes Me Feel
I'm Lovely.” Fine vocal entertainment.

“YOU CAN'T SIT DOWN Part 2”—Phil Up-
church—Boyd UAL 3162

The guitar-playing Upchurch led his hard driving
combo to the top of the charts via the title song.
This album brings to teeners more of the raucous,
big beat doings of the group. Lineup includes
both parts of “You Can’t Sit Down” as well as a
handful of other fiery instrumentals. Good teen
issue.

“TEEN DELIGHTS”—Vol. 2—Vee Jay LP 1036

A very capable singer with an easy gait and
straightforward musical thinking, Dick Williams
proves triple-threat abilities here by having
penned the arrangements and leading the ork
and chorus. As the title indicates, side one is con-
cerned with the bright romantic doings and Dick
digs in groovily for “Lucky In Love” and “Put
On A Happy Face.” Side two reverses the pattern
through moody treatments of “I Should Care”
and “Can’t Get Out of This Mood.”

“NAKED CITY”—Jack Costanzo and his Orch.

Latin percussionist Costanzo here heads up a big
brass-oriented ork playing a collection of themes;

“LAWS FOR DANCING”—Maury Laws—Time

Laws has welded together a big band in the pre-
cision manner for an engrossing stereo-balanced
attack on a dozen fine old chestnuts. Ideally, the
dance beat is never neglected, for this music was
meant specifically for dancing. Lineup comprises
such swing era favorites “Don’t Get Around Much
Anymore,” “Jersey Bounce,” “Moonlight Cock-
tail,” “Music Makers” and “Marie.”” A very
“musical” outing.

“SONGS FATHER TAUGHT ME”—Father Jos-
eph Dustin (C.S.S.R.) and His Red-Hot Banjo—
Riverside RLP 97509

Surprisingly, or not, Father Dustin does play a
“red-hot” banjo in the style of its heyday, the
20’s. Here, in his LP debut he plunks delightfully
through a program of perennial’s, such ideal
banjo vehicles as “Chinatown, My Chinatown,”
“Bye Bye Blues,” “Bill Bailey” and “I Get the
Blues When It Rains,” even singing a couple of
lines here and there. It’s great fun listening.

“THE ART OF SINGING”—Carlo Menotti—
Chancellor CHLX 5020

Budding young songsters have an opportunity
here to learn some of the finer points of the art
from the man who is credited with teaching many
of today’s top vocal stars. The two-disk set con-
tains lengthy exercise patterns as well as spoken
lessons; the liner notes are well-detailed. Many
will appreciate the package.

“CARTER FAMILY MEMORIAL ALBUM"—
Bill Clifton and his Dixie Mountain Boys—Star-
day SLP 1416

With the passing of Doc Carter last year went
one of the greatest traditions of American moun-
tain music. Now, Bill Clifton, one of today’s most
talented exponents of the Carter family’s musical
heritage, offers standout performances of mem-
orable Carter songs, among them “Green Fields
of Virginia,” “My Clinch Mountain Home” and
“0ld Cottage Home.” An able group supports
Clifton in the traditional manner. Album is of
interest to folk music enthusiasts and the country
market.

“EWAN MacCOLL SINGS BRITISH INDUS-
TRIAL BALLADS”’—Vanguard VRS-9090
British industrial songs—weavers, miners, rail-
ways, factories—provide a wealth of fascinating
folk material. Ewan MacColl is a leading collector
of these songs, has written a few himself, and is
one of the most charming and engaging per-
formers in this idiom. Above all, he is genuinely
authentic in his approach. In this album he per-
forms such as “The Collier Laddie,” “The Work
of the Weavers,” “Fourpence a Day,” “The Iron
Horse” and 11 more. A stunningly beautiful folk
collection.

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“AL (HE’S THE KING) HIRT AND HIS BAND”
—RCA Victor LPM—2354 }

The excitement generated by Hirt’s audiences,
critics and the music world in general is matched
only by the powerful, sweet and sturdy tones
emitting from the bearded one’s trumpet. His is
a clarion call back to New Orleans, dominating
all who play with him. Hear how he naturally
assumes command of all three groups which back
him on this set. Tunes include “The Jitterbug
Waltz,” “Jazz Me Blues,” “Christopher Columbus”
and “I Love Paris.”” Huge commercial potential.

“MILES DAVIS IN PERSON AT THE BLACK-
HAWK, SAN FRANCISCO”—Vol. 1—Friday
Night—Columbia CL 1669 Vol 2—Saturday
Night-—CL 1670

Thankfully, these first “live” recordings of the
Miles Davis group were made in the compatible
atmosphere of the Blackhawk, for the conviviality
of the place guaranteed a relaxed session. Except
for the tunes, both disks are fairly similar—both
maintaining the superb good taste and supreme
artistry that has marked all of the Davis’ group
recording. On volume one he plays “No Blues,”
“All of You” and “Bye Bye Blackbird” among
others; on the second set he plays “If 1 Were A
Bell,” “Oleo,” “So What” and 3 others. Both sets
will sell extremely well.

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“PRE-BIRD”—Charlie
60627

The title derives from the fact that the Mingus
pieces were written before Mingus’ introduction
to the work of Parker, when Ellington was his
major influence. Two Ellington pieces complete
the tribute. But the performances are strictly
post-Bird, more precisely—current Mingus. They
contain a striking individuality, a militant drive,
heavy emphasis on church music. Performing
with Mingus are many of his familiar sidemen:
Dannie Richmond, Ted Curson, Eric Dolphy,
Jimmy Knepper. Included are two “songs” sung
by Lorraine Cousins that adhere to the now-es-
tablished Mingus pattern. Excellent offering for
Mingus fans.

“THE YOUNG LIONS”—Vee Jay LP-3013

The composition of the group and the mean age
are clearly indicative of at least one jazz trend—
that of youngsters showing the way out of the
morass of confusing trends and directions. Here,
Lee Morgan, Wayne Shorter, Frank Strozier,
Bobby Timmons and Louis Hayes (or Albert
Heath) dig in hard for a pungent, groovy session
in which blues and “soul” play a big hand. All
perform with zeal and enthusiasm resulting in an
exciting jazz package. The five tunes played are
all originals by members of the group.

“JACK’S GROOVE”"—Jack Sheldon—GNP 60
The lineup of the Sheldon-led bands here read
like a who’s who of west coast musicians. They
perform too with their expected excellence, pro-
viding Sheldon with a crackling good album for
his leader debut. The writing for the nine and ten
piece aggregations also shines. There’s nothing
heavy or unwieldly here and the groups move
with the efficiency of a combo. Selections include
“On Green Dolphin Street,” “Julie Is Her Name,”
“Anyhow” and “I Had the Craziest Dream.”

NARM'’s Regular Membership (rack
jobbers) will be on hand for a closed
meeting on Thursday morning, Sep-
tember 7, at which time, President of
NARM, Edward M. Snider (Edge,
Ltd., Washmgton, D.C.) says, “Prob-
lems of immediate lmpmtance to the
service distributors in the phonograph
record industry will be discussed. Re-
cent trends in the industry with
which we are deeply concerned must
be brought before our membership.”

The Person-to-Person Conferences
will begin Thursday afternoon, Sep-
tember 7, following a luncheon
get-together of all meeting partici-
pants. and will continue all day Fri-
day, September 9. “The overwhelming
response to these personal appoint-
ments has been most gratifying.” said
Ken Sachs. (Merchants Wholesale,
Detroit) chairman of the NARM func-
tion and a prime proponent of the
Person-to-Person plan. Each of the
forty suppliers to the rack jobbers
has a pre-arranged appointment with
each rack jobber.

Rebb’s first Dot release will be the
standard “All Of Me.” The young
singer will kickoff the release with a
national exploitation tour next week.

Synthetic Plastics Gets
Int’l Language Disk Line

NEW YORK—Ira L. Moss, exec vee-
pee of Synthetic Plastics Records, has
finalized an agreement with Maxime
Ferris, international producer of lan-
guage records, for the distribution and
sale of the catalog developed by Ferris
and for all new products which he will
produce. The deal imcludes children’s
and adult’s language records as well
as the advanced courses.

WB Hopes To Increase Single Sales
By Introduction of “Plus 2" Disks

HOLLYWOOD—Warner Bros. Rec-
ords last week introduced what it
terms a “revolutionary” new ap-
proach to combat the lagging singles
market with the release of its first
“Plus 2” single. The single, a regular
77 45rpm disk, will contain two new
selections by an artist on the outside
bands and edited down versions of the
artist’s previous (oldies) hits on the
inside bands. Regular retail price will
be maintained on the “Plus 2.” The
first in the series is by the Everly
Brothers, comprising new releases
“Don’t Blame Me” and “Muskrat” and
oldies “Lucille” and “Walk Right
Back.”

WB prexy Jim Conkling explained
that “Plus 2” may be just what is
needed to revitalize the increasingly
lagging singles field but emphasized
that other major recording companies
would have to join the fold for “Plus
2" to be meaningful. He urged others
to examine the advantages of the idea
and help to standardize it in the sin-
gles field.

Introduction of “Plus 2” comes only
after a thorough investigation of the
singles field, including a detailed ex-
amination of the current price struc-
ture and possible alternative price
structures. Lower priced singles were
discarded as not providing the proper
consumer stimulation.

Conkling pointed out that almost
every phase of the music industry will

“henefit from “Plus 2.” Publishers’ and
composers’ royalties will be higher per
record because of the addition of the
two old sides. Radio stations might
benefit from the edited down “oldie”
since it will be able to program 14
“Plus 2” oldies in the same time that
8 full-length oldies would take. Also,
the six second break between the new
side and the oldie could allow com-
ments, and the idea of more records
played between commercials should be
attractive to the listening audience.
The programming combinations avail-
able from the “Plus 2” are almost lim-
itless, cited Conkling.

In reference to the juke box opera-
tor, Conkling felt that the offering of
two selections for the price of one
could be a play stimulant, but, for-
seeing probable operator objection to
the approximately 3% minute run-
ning time of one side of a “Plus 2,”
he emphasized that WB is prepared
to manufacture for juke boxes exclu-
sively an ordinary two-sided single
without the oldies. A possible benefit
to operators in the “Plus 2 would be
in the EP selections, where the “Plus
2” is actually shorter than a regular
EP but could be substituted for EP’s
thereby giving the operator bonus
time.

An obvious problem to the idea
concerns the artist who has no past
hits. Conkling said that several ap-
proaches to this problem have been
worked out and that others could be
found. One way would be for the
“oldie” portion to contain standards
waxed by the new artist.

The major problem is cost. Because
of increased royalty payments, etc.,
the profit margin for the diskery, the
only one to foot the additional cost,
would be considerably lower. Conkling
commented that WB would have to
show an increase of from 12-15% on
each single but that would not be hard
to achieve because of increased con-
sumer reaction to the “bargain” bene-
fits of the “Plus 2.”

The label plans a very heavy adver-
tising and promotional campaign to
get consumer acceptance of the prod-
uct, including concentrated consumer
and trade advertising and special in-
store displays. All “Plus 2’s” will
carry a full-color sleeve.

Henceforth, all WB singles will be
released in “Plus 2” form.

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John Leyton this week becomes the third successive British artiste to claim
the No. 1 slot in the British charts. The song, “Johnny Remember Me,” was
written by Geoffrey Goddard who is under contract to the publishers Southern
Musie and recorded by independent A & R Manager Joe Meek for release on
the Top Rank label. Within three weeks of release the waxing won a Silver
Disk for sales exceeding a quarter million. In fact British artistes John Leyton
(Top Rank), Helen Shapiro (Columbia), Eden Kane (Decca), Shirley Bassey
(Columbia), Billy Fury (Decca) and Petula Clark (Pye) this week occupy the
first 6 places in the British charts and with Cliff Richard’s “A Girl Like You,”

Britain claims 7 out of the top 10 places.

Eden Kane’s second disk for Decca, “Get Lost,” is out this week. Specially
written for him in the hully-gully idiom by Johnny Worth (who wrote his chart
topper “Well I Ask You”), it again has the backing of Johnny Keating and his
orchestra. With 8 TV shows and 8 broadcasts lined up Kane will give the disk
maximum exploitation. David Platz of Essex Music, who publishes both num-
bers, informs us that “Well I Ask You” is fast becoming an international hit
with 2 recordings in Germany, 3 in Scandinavia and 3 in the United States in-

cluding one by Kay Starr on Capitol.

Another bright star from Decca, Mark Wynter, has gathered his biggest ad-
vance to date with his latest waxing “Girl For Ev’ry Day” published by Marlyn
Musie. Following his successful Australian tour earlier this year Mark returns
“Down Under” in September for 6 weeks of TV, stage and broadcasting en-

gagements.

Decca confidently expects a double sided hit with the latest Elvis Presley
disk released on the RCA label. Although “Wild In The Country” by A & R
men Hugo & Luigi, which Presley sings in the film of the same title, is the
“A” side maybe, as in the States, the rocking flip side “I Feel So Bad” will

prove the biggest seller.

Neil Gallaghan, vice president of Canadian American Records, in London with
e label’s star Linda Scott, impressed by the warm reception accorded her by

the British Press. Also delighted to see her latest L.P. “Starlight Starbright”
enter the Cash Box Best Selling Album charts. Linda made a great impact with
her cabaret act at the dinner hosted by E.M.I. Records at the close of their
annual sales conference where she appeared with Matt Monro and Danny Wil-
liams. Paul Anka and manager, Irving Feld, were also present.

R. N. White, general marketing manager for EMI Records, reports that this
vear’s annual sales conference has been the most successful to date. Highlight
of the event, attended by company executives and the complete sales force,
was the presentation of releases for the coming season, with recorded messages
from many EMI stars including Nat King Cole, Tennessee Ernie Ford, the
Four Freshmen, etc. Innovation for the autumn is the introduction of colour
sleeves for certain of the single jazz releases in the famous Landsdowne Jazz
| Series retailing at 7/3d. ($1) against the usual 6/9d. (94¢).

Visitor to the Cash Box office this week Ron Kass, controller of the Interdise
European Organisation, here for conferences with Ed Michel, recently appointed
director to the London office, concerning expansion plans for the fall season.
Kass has now left for Paris where he will attend the Vee-Jay Records Euro-
pean Distributors Convention. Interdisc is currently in the British Jazz charts
with two entries from Riverside by Cannonball Adderley “Them Dirty Blues”
and “At The Lighthouse.” Leading factors, Thompson Diamond & Butcher
have recently been appointed to the Interdisec Distribution network for all lines

in the U.K.

Lee Pincus, Vice President of Gil-Pincus Publishing Co. New York, has
arrived in London to take over the company’s operation in this country and to
coordinate the activities of the Pincus Associated companies on the continent.
Lee gets off to a good start with the current Stateside hit “Big Cold Wind” by

Pat Boone released here on September 22nd on London.

Apologies to Bill Ward of publishers Lawrence Wright who points out that
their best selling “Theme From The Apartment” was omitted from the list
in the Anniversary Issue of British copyrights to enter the American charts
this year. In fact “Theme From The Apartment” by British composer Charles
(Dream of Olwen) Williams entered Cash Box Top 100 charts on July 9th 1960
and stayed there for exactly six months climbing as high as No. 9 and was No. 1
in the British Best Selling Sheet Music lists for many weeks. Wright is cur-
rently in the British Top Twenty with “That’s My Home” by Acker Bilk on

Columbia.

Following an agreement between United Artists America and EMI Records
London, disks by top British vocalist Shirley Bassey will be released in the
States on the U.A. label. First single release comprises her British hits “Reach
For The Stars” and “You’'ll Never Know” as well as her L.P. “Shirley.” Sep-
tember 13th is the date set for Shirley’s cabaret opening at The Persian Room,

New York.

50 minutes after telerecording “The Anka Show” for Granada TV, Paul

and his Manager, Irving Feld, flew to Paris where shooting starts on Paul’s
latest film. Before leaving they announced plans for bringing Clarence Henry _
and Duane Eddy here for a duel package tour in November. D
Sammy Davis Jr. opened this week his 7-week season for Bernard Delfont at
The Prince of Wales Theatre playing to capacity houses. Sammy is seeing a
lot of Britain’s ace song and show writer Lionel Bart who plans to write a
musical for him. This will not be until 1962 as Bart is busy putting the finish-
ing touches to his next show, “Blitz,” scheduled for production next Spring.
Following their recent agreement with Seeco Records, Ceneral Record Dis-
tributors, September releases include LPs by La Plata Sextet (Seeco), Bimbi
and his Trio Oriental and Pupi Campo and his Orchestra (Tropical). C.R.D.
also has some impressive releases from Bluenote, 77 and Folklore Records for
whom they have sole distribution rights and from Riverside, Harlequin, Pres-

tige, Alpha-Rhythmn and Ember labels.

Wedding bells this month for Decca Promotion Manager Tony Hall who mar-
ries Mafalda Hunter. Having recently left Audio Enterprise Ltd. where she
worked on the promotion of Eden Kane’s “Well I Ask You,” Mafalda Hunter
has now set up her own P.R.O. office handling individual American artistes and

records.

A new trade group, the Mike Cotton Jazzmen, formed in February this year,
make their debut disk on the Columbia label with “Senora” coupled with
“Colonel’s Tune” written by Johnny Dankworth. Johnny also has a new disk

out this week “Avengers Theme” from the TV Series.

Two current Stateside hits from Cash Box Top 100 released here on the
Mercury label this week: “I’ll Never Smile Again” by The Platters and “I’ll Be

There” by Damita Jo.

Gene Vincent has abandoned his current national tour owing to ill health.
Following a complete breakdown he has returned to America for a prolonged
rest. His latest single “I'm, Going Home,” is released this week on Capitol.
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Scandinavia was the first country in Europe to get a contract from Reprise
Records. Simon Brehm of Karisell Records reports that his company got the
contract for Scandinavia and that the first releases can be expected around
September 15th.

Lage Wedin, 17, will probably be a great new name in religious music, ac-
cording to Helge Roundquist, head of Cupol Records. The bass-baritone singer
waSs didscovered in Norway and was given a Cupol contract immediately. He is
a Swede.

The dance music at Dans In, the dance hall at the outdoor amusement spot
Grona Lund-Tivoli, is played by Putte Wickman and his band. They have been
very popular and already contracted for next year. On records, they have made
an EP for Karusell, and the other day they recorded some additional numbers
which will be used for the release of an LP. Mostly songs of Swedish origin
are on the album.

Starting September 1, Metronome Records takes over the Scandinavian
representation of Cadence Records. Borje Ekberg, sales manager of Metronome,
told Cash Box. The records will be released under the original Cadence label.
Until now, Cadence has been released by Heliodor here.

Neil Secott’s Portrait recording of “Bobby” was released in Scandinavia by
Cupol. Same company also released a new EP by Rocco Granata. The titles on
the latter are “Gisella,” “Mulino Bianca,” “Irene” and “La Crime d’Amore.”

RCA in Sweden is very anxious to see the reaction here for their artist
Ann-Margret and her debut record “I Don’t Hurt Anymore”/“l Just Don’t
Understand.” The singer is originally from Sweden and the papers here have
given her record debut a lot of publicity. Music publisher Ake Gerhard-Larsson
reports that the sheet music will be published by the publishing companies.

Singer Inger Lindbladh is representing Sweden in a pop song festival being
held in Sopot, Poland. After the festival, Miss Lindbladh will tour Poland.

DENMARK

Helle Wilke and Otto Brandenburg, two well-known Danish singers, might
organize their own orchestras in the near future. Miss Wilke is the younger
sister of internationally-famed singer, Birthe Wilke.

“The Pajama Game”—the musical, not the film—will soon be presented in
Scandinavia. The opening is set for the Municipal Theatre in Odense, and Dario
Compeotto is reportedly contracted for the male lead. Translation into Danish
was made by Volmer Sorensen.

Siv Malmquist to Copenhagen for a TV show (20 minutes) from the Forum
on September 8. Miss Malmquist will be heard singing four Danish, one
Swedish and one German song in her one-woman show.

For a one-hour German TV show to be made in Berlin, September 18th to
22nd, several artists from Denmark have been contracted. Appearing in the
show, titled “Besuch aus Skandinavien” (Visit from Scandinavia), will be
Denmark’s Jorgen and Grethe Ingmann and The Four Jacks; Sweden’s Siv
Malmgquist, and Finland’s Laila Kinnunen.

Metronome is adding a new label to its line on Sept. 1. It is Cadence, for-
merly handled here by Heliodor. They will release “I'm Gonna Knock On Your
Door” by Eddie Hodges and “Without You” by Johnny Tillotson, both on Cash
Box Top 100. Metronome takes over Cadence representation for the entire
Scandinavia. The records will be released under their original label.

FINLAND

Swedish singer Siv Malmquist contracted by Swedish Theatre in Turku for
the lead in “Irma la Duce” to be presented at the theatre during October &
November this year.

Swedish music published Ake Gerhard-Larsson of Belinda (Scandinavia)
AB, and other publishing companies, invited to visit Finland during first week
of September. Behind the invitation is Secandia-Musiikki Oy, handling the
distribution of Belinda’s songs on the Finish market. Mr. Larsson has not yet
confirmed if he will be able to visit Helsinki.

Swedish singer Mona Grain (on Cupol records) to Helsinki for a TV show
on September 11.

Helge Roundquist, head of Cupol Records in Stockholm, in Oslo for biz talks
over last weekend.

Two Norwegian singers, Ray Adams and Jan Héiland were in England
where they made English-language recordings for international release.

American pianist George Greeley has recently completed a series of television
appearances in Sydney for “Revue ’61.” George is one of the most popular
artists ever to visit these shores and was a big hit in this country. In honour
of his Australian visit, Australian Record Company—who handles the Warner
Bros. catalogue in this area—held a special luncheon at Romano’s (Sydney)
where leading disk jockeys—including Bob Rogers, Tony Withers, John Laws
and Ken Sparkes—met Greeley. As a result of this function, which was organ-
ized by ARC’s Jim Sutton, Greeley was voted the “swinginest promotion man
ever to reach here.” Good luck George—we all hope you enjoyed your Austral-
ian experience.

Johnny O’Keefe, who has been absent from the disk scene for a long while,
is creating a big noise with his new release of “I’'m Counting On You.” O’Keefe
has given the disk some important exposure through the television shows
“Revue ’61” and “Bandstand” and it is getting strong DJ attention. Present
indications are that Johnny will soon be the force he was some eighteen months
ago.

That canny Scot, Andy Stewart, has done it again. His latest single release,
“Donald, Where’s Your Troosers,” has just been issued on Top Rank and looks
like three big ones in a row for Andy. This side is pulled from Stewart’s “Scot-
tish Soldier” package which is a big seller across the nation. In the singles
field Stewart is currently the hottest disk attraction in Australia with “Scot-
tish Soldier” and “The Battle’s O’er” both enjoying chart success.

John Laws, one of this country’s leading disk jockeys, has a new release on
the Festival label—his first in a long while—that has the necessary ingre-
dients for a hit rating. Topside is “Running For My Life” and the under-half
is tagged “Hey Baby.” John is on the staff of Radio 2GB in Sydney—a major
force in the nationwide Macquarie Network.

A recent visitor to Cash Box (Australia) was Jack Argent, chief of Leeds
Music here. Jack was on one of his regular interstate visits—this one pri-
marily to consolidate the distribution of Leeds—and associates—songs.

Lana Cantrell, one of the finest female voices on the Australian scene at
the moment, has a great little EP out on the Rex label that is deserving of
success. The package features Lana with fresh arrangements of “In The Still
Of The Night,” “I Don’t Know Why,” “It’s Been A Long Long Time” and “I've
Never Left Your Arms.” Lana has already featured some of these sides on
our national TV shows which should stimulate interest in her disk.

After much speculation throughout the trade, still nothing—at the time of
writing—has been finalized regarding an Australian outlet for the American
Reprise catalogue. Unless some quick action is forthcoming, the sales potential
of the Frank and Nancy Sinatra singles will be lost as both disks are catching
good disk-jockey attention and are not available to the public.

One of America’s top disk humorists, Dave Gardner, is represented in this
country for the first time by a new RCA single issue which carries “Coward
At The Alamo” b/w “You Are My Love.” Gardner is one of the hottest album
artists of the moment in the United States with two albums on the charts.

W & G Records is making an all-out nationwide promotion drive on “Quite
A Party” by The Fireballs which it has released under a special arrangement
with Warwick Records of America. Marty Angus, sales boss of W & G, reports
that “Quite A Party” is showing “encouraging sales signs.”

Belinda Music is breaking out all over with new companies, big hits and
expansion news. Norman Whiteley, genial boss of the Belinda group of com-
panies, recently reported to Cash Box on happenings within his organization.
The exploitation of the various catalogues under the Belinda banner will be
divided from September on, when Colin Coulton will transfer from the Belinda
Trade Department to handle exploitation on behalf of Aaron Schroeder Musie,
Trinity Music, Crown Music and the recently formed Lonnie Lee Music Pty.
Ltd. Tony Brady, in addition to managing other activities, will concentrate on
material from Belinda, Progressive Music, George Werner and the Johnny
Devlin Music Pty. Ltd., which is a new local company.

A new addition to the staff of Belinda Music is Helen Grover who has joined
the company as secretary to John Holberton, copyright manager. Helen is well
known throughout the trade as the composer of “Barefoot Boy,” the Noeleen
Batley hit single of a while back and “Alice In Wonderland” a current single
for Dig Richards on the Rex label.

Jim Noall reports that Roy Orbison has been added to the line-up of Amer-
ican stars for the show booked to open in Australia on September 6. Along
with Orbison are American artists Freddy Cannon, Jack Scott, Ray Peterson,
Dion and Tony Orlando.

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We had a great surprise when Chan Daniels, member of the Highwaymen,
phoned us asking about the position of “Michael” in the Cash Box Top 100, last
week, After giving him the good news of his tune reaching the first place in
the charts, we of course asked why was he in Buenos Aires, and got the whole
story.

Daniel was born in Argentina and is currently studying in the States. He
comes to the River Plate twice a year and spends a couple of weeks here.
Another Highwayman is Mexican, and one of them is now in Africa. As you
see, it’s really an international group. . .. “Michael” will be soon released here
by Surco—United Artists representative—and is already being played by disk
jockey Ruben Machado, who premiered it some days ago.

Virgilio Exposito—well known arranger, composer and producer—returned
from a trip that included Venezuela, Panama, Brazil and Peru. He went there
to study the possibility of selling the tapes he records in Buenos Aires, and
getting in touch with composer associations of those countries., Exposito says
that in some of these countries it is still difficult to receive composer rights
regularly, but there is now a strong movement to enforce recording companies
to pay these royalties. In some cases, he added, records carry, instead of the
composer’s names, the words “rights reserved.” Exposito is currently produc-
ing and recording tunes with his own orchestra, and selling the tapes to
domestic and foreign diskeries.

Probably the most important event in Latin America’s record history, the
First Convention of Recording Companies, started in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil,
September 2. Members of diskeries from all parts of South and Central
America are meeting and discussing the way of coordinating their efforts and
increasing and improving operations. Most Argentine labels sent representa-
tives, and nearly all our publishers are also there.

Nestor Selasco, president of Sicamericana, will start a long world wide trip
after the Rio Convention, he’ll go to Venezuela, Mexico, United States and
Europe. In Brazil, Mexico and Venezuela he’ll open branches of his company;
in USA, he’ll get in touch with two important labels and discuss the possi-
bility of representing them in Argentina.

Hugo del Carril and Serenata Records—new company-—gave a big party for
the press and disk jockeys at the Tabaris (Argentina’s leading night club).
Hugo is a big cinema star, and a good singer, but his last recordings were
made in 1949; the new ones are expected to earn big popularity. Serenata’s
plans are to build a small but strong catalog; its address is Esmeralda 433,
Buenos Aires.

Record promotion made by Chilean disk jockeys in the west part of Ar-
gentina proved to be very effective when “Wheels,” recorded by Billy Vaughn
(Music Hall), Don Nobody (Disc Jockey) and Julissa (Orfeo), turned into a
big hit in that part of the country. Some local companies regularly send their
product to Chile’s main disk jockeys; others are now considering the possi-
bility of doing the same thing.

Fermata publishers believes that “Caramelitos,” a local tune recorded by
new RCA star Olga Lee, may become a smash hit in a short time. Another
Fermata production is “La Zafrera,” a folk song with “a modern touch”
waxed by Mercedes Sosa, also for the RCA label.

Mario Clavell, one of our best showmen, will start a new TV program on
Channel 7 in October. Clavell is now performing on CX14 Radio El Espectador
of Montevideo, Uruguay, with big success.

Nearly all our main folk artists have joined forces to turn “Angelica” into
the biggest hit in Argentine’s folk music history. Now it has been recorded by
Los Fronterizos, one of the most popular groups. Philips has already released
the record and the tune will also be included in their new LP that will appear
very soon. Los Fronterizos will start a tour of Europe on September 10. It
will include Spain, France, Holland and probably Germany.

Orfeo is increasing two Mexican smash hits: “Escandalo” and “Y . . .,”” sung
by Javier Solis with a mariachi orchestra. Although the label feels that mari-
chis are not well received in Argentina, it believes that the records are strong
enough to sell very well.

RCA will release the six songs waxed by Nelson Geonzalves, Brazilian star,
during his recent visit to Argentina. One of them, “Yo te quiero” (I Love
You) has been sung in Spanish, instead of Portuguese.

Los Tres Sudamericanos have been inked by TV Channel 13 for a series of
10 performances on its most important programs, Casino Philips, Show de
Antonio Prieto and Show de Bobby Capo. They started with Casino Philips
August 16.

’

Surco has released, under its Opus label, a new “promotional” LP, priced at |

259 pesos. It has been recorded by Julio Reyes and his tropical group, and con-
tains some of the titles that hit the charts in the last months: “Cara de Pay-
aso,” “Moliendo Cafe,” “Never On Sunday,” and others.

TK released a very important record, from the point of view of a serious
study of our music. Its title is “Cantores del Norte” and it contains authentic
bagualas and vidalas, recorded in the North of Argentina by unknown singers.
We sincerely congratulate TK for having released a record without big sales
appeal, but very much in demand by those who are interested in knowing
something more about the people that live in this part of South America.

She will then go to Viareggio (Versilia)
for an appearance at the Bussola night club, and after that will visit Bologna,
Turin and Milan. Her latest Italian release (on MGM) is “Dicitencello Yule,”
already released here and abroad by RCA in the versicn sung by Miranda
Martino with the title, “Just Say I Love Him.”

“I,a Novia,” a record which we foresee to be a success in Italy, is available
here in the original version by Antonio Prieto from Mexico and also in domestic
versions by Tony Dallara and Domenico Modugno.

Bluebell wrote to us announcing that it has received the exclusive Italian
distribution of the Candid record line, a subsidiary of New York’s Cadence
Records.

«I1 Pullover” was a strong hit here by Gianni Meccia, who is the composer
of the tune. From abroad comes a new foreign version of this song just issued
in Italy titled, “This Pullover” by English singer Jess Conrad.

Canzonissima (Songest) is our main music TV show broadcast each winter.
This time the spectacle includes 14 weekly TV shows, instead of 12 as in the
past, and the first prize of the lottery tied to this music competition will reach
the record-figure of 150 million liras ($250,000). On the 25th of Septqmber
the entry of the 56 song candidates for “The Songest” of the year will be
made known. The group of 56 songs will be selected by the music experts of
RAI-TV, the radio-tv station. From September 25th through October 9th,
Italians will send RAI-TV a card with the titles of their favorite songs and the
name of the singers they wish to listen to. On Tuesday, October 10th, the first
Canzonissima show will be broadeast and seven songs will be presented.

Some news from VCM’s artists: At La Bussola, the night spot in Viareggio
(Versilia) the Four Freshmen performed during the last week of August.
Pino Donaggio goes on receiving success with his “Cane Di Stoffa” and newly
released “Pera Matura” (Ripe Pear). Luciano Virgili won a first prize in the
festival, “A Song For Europe,” just recently held in St. Vincent, with the tune
“«Una Finestra Accesa” (A Lighted Window). Gian Costello was successful
with “Amico Fiume” (Friend River), in a festival held at Garda, the town on
the lake.

Polydor has just issued Brenda Lee’s “Dum Dum” Avhich is off to a good start
saleswise, but it doesn’t look as if it ‘will be ance of the year. Ricordi’s
Dany Boy has waxed two new sides which are already on the market, “Croque
La Pomme” and “Et Puis Voila.” These are the only two new releases during
the past two weeks. The summer hit in France has been (and is) that lively
Brazilian tune, “Brigitte Bardot.” Thanks to the vacation period, there has
been only two recordings of the song on the market up to present, the original
on Barclay and Seito’s version on Vogue.

Pathe (EMI) has created a new company for the production of television
films which will feature the new young singers of their respective labels.
Pierre Bougoin heads the new outfit.

In the wake of his personal appearance at the Juan-les-Pins Jazz Festival,
Ray Charles has conquered the French public and record buyers can’t get
enough of his disks. His latest release on Atlantic (Bel-Air), “Let’s Go” tops
the demand. He will do a return concert in Paris in October.

Expected back at his desk at the end of the week is Barclay’s A&R Jean
Fernandez whose rock’n’roll discoveries, Les Chausettes Noires are continuing
their successful tour in the South of France. Madame Breton will abandon
Montfort to reopen her publishing offices this week. Good news for her: Gilbert
Becaud’s “Le Cavalier Du Grand Retour” seems slated for the best-seller lists.
Unlike the other firms, publishers Pigalle-Robert Salvet didn’t close at all
during the month of August!

Daniel Ortiz and Serge Vital of Robert Salvet Editions report that: the
No. 1 hit song in the U.S., “Michael” has been adapted in French by Jacques
Borel and “Pretty Little Angel Eyes” by Andre Salvet. “Hats Off To Larry”
has a French version due by Danny Cogan, singer in the Bel-Air rock’n’roll
group, Les Pirates. Nicole Paquin (Polydor) has waxed “Somebody To Love,”
“Good Time Baby,” “Stuck On You” and “Ding-A-Ling.” Marc Fontenoy is
author of the French version of “I'm Gonna Knock On Your Door.”

Decca’s Frankie Jordan has recorded “J’ Ai Change De Patelin” et “J’en
Ai Ma Claque,” while Vogue’s Franca di Rienzo has taped “Qu’il Est Doux.”
Nicole Croisille’s latest session included “J’oublie Tout” et “Tu T’fais Du
Cinema.”

Salvet Editions handles the music from the film “La Fayette” of which two
marches have already been waxed by Raymond Lefevre and his orchestra (Bar-
clay); titles: “Ohé Les Gars” and “Monsieur De LaFayette,” composed by
Steve Laurent and Pierre Duclos. Salvet has world rights for the original track
of “Le Gout De La Violence,” France excluded. Composer is Andre Hossein,
father of actor Robert Hossein. Maurice Jarre has penned the music for the
film, “Les Amours Celebres,” another Salvet acquisition, as is the case of the
track of “I’Aiglon” from the pen of Fred Freed.

In another week or two, the deadly calm now prevailing in the record and
music world will give way to the autumn hustle and bustle and the inevitable
preparations for a winter season which promises to be a lively one.

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The Berlin Phono-Radio-TV Fair is underway, and in addition to the fine
displays, TV shows featuring international stars and the big meeting of RCA,
one of the highlights of the festival is the appearance of Warner Brothers star
Connie Stevens who is not only appearing, but is also cutting her first single
in German and is doing an LP for both markets under the direction and guiding
hand of top composer-orchestra leader-A&R man Werner Muller. Werner, who
has been instrumental in the success of such world stars as Caterina Valente,
has signed a new eontract with WB and will be doing instrumental albums as
well as producing some of the top stars for that label here.

American Gus Backus has established himself as the best selling teenage
idol through his German recordings here, but the newest story has a new twist.
About a year ago, Gus recorded the top hit, “Wooden Heart,” in English and
German to compete with the Elvis Presley version which was due on the market.
Since Gus was on the market 3 weeks before Elvis, the Backus version moved
about 100,000 copies before Elvis was available, and when the Presley record
came out, the Backus recording turned over and the flip side sold over 34 of a
million records on this market alone. Since Gus is an American and the record
had a great success here, Polydor offered the Backus record to America for
release on the strength of the “Wooden Heart” side. However, 5 American
companies turned down “Wooden Heart” saying that the song was not right
for the American market. Finally, a publisher with the small label Fono-Graf
decided to take a chance on the record, Smash covered with Joe Dowell and the
rest is history. The song is a smash hit. Gus is now readying more English
recordings for the American market and could become a top star in the U.S.
as he is here. One of Gus’ earlier recordings released on Mercury and now
owned by Carlton has been finally released here after 3 years and, as it is Gus
first all English recording for the market, the music boxes are filled with the
waxing. The funny thing about this record is that it is released by Teldec and
Gus records for the highly competitive Polydor label here. It’s a happy mixup,
but everybody’s selling records and that’s what counts.

United Artists musiecal director Don Costa is now busy in Hamburg waxing
new releases. These are the first sides made in Germany by Costa. Philips
Records is hard at work plugging “Dance On Little Girl” by Paul Anka which
is the first ABC Paramount release on Philips. The label was formerly repre-
sented here by Electrola.

Felix Stahl, from Stockholm, dropped by the Cash Box office to report on
the activities of his new Atrium Music Publishing firm in Germany. Felix just
returned from a business trip to Italy and Switzerland. His first pop copyright
is the Billy Vaughan waxing of “Blue Tomorrow” which is already high on the
charts here. A German language version of the song by Bruce Low is due on
the market any day now. Felix also reports that the new Roger Williams
recording of “Rivera Concerto” is also a German composition written by Willy
Mattes under the pen name Charles Wildman. Mattes lives in Munich and the
original publishing rights for the tune belong to Stahl.

After playing the National Theatre for a week, Bill Haley and his Comets
are touring the night club ecircuit. Their newest recording entitled, “Spanish
Twist,” appears under the Record-O-Rama label.

Montreal Jazz Festival Week opened to a sold out audience on August 26 at
The Comedie Canadienne. The show featured the Oscar Peterson Trio, the
Modern Jazz Quartet, Ted Elstrom Octet, and the Rene Thomas Trio.

At this time of the year Montreal is flooded by shows and tours. Keeping in
line with this, Don Messer’s Jubilee Show will be at the Forum on Aug. 31.
Messer is still one of the hottest artists on coast to coast CBC-TV and a top
recording artist for the Apex label.

The date for The Biggest Show of Stars featuring, the Platters, Brook Ben-
ton, Del Shannon, Dee Clark, the Drifters, is set for September 17, at the
Montreal Forum.

Art Young of Zirkon Records reports “You Don’t Know What You’ve Got”
by Ral Donner as his big record. He personally feels that this record will be
his biggest hit since the firm opened a year ago. Art also reports good reac-
tion to “As If I Didn’t Know” by Adam Wade and-“I Can’t Take It” by Mary
Ann Fisher. .

Bill Fisher of Phonodisc infos his hottest sides include, “The Astronaut” by
Jose Jiminez on Kapp, “Summer ‘Souvenirs” by Karl Hammel Jr., “My True
Story” by the Jive Five, and “Look In My Eyes” by the Chantels on Carleton.
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In the new elections to find a leader of the S.U.T.M. (Syndicate of the
Musicians” Workers), Venus Rey won the elections with 709 of the votes. Rey
is a trombonist and conductor and a hard fighter for musicians’ rights.

“Sensational” is the description of the performing of the American vocal
group the Hi-Lo’s at Terraza Cassino. People are very pleased with them, and
also with Cuban singer Olga Guillot who is part of the show. And at La
Fuente’s night club, Mike Connors is having a big success too.

Columbia Records has introduced a new singer, Leda Moreno, who sings
and yodels in the Swiss and German style. Leda cut “La Montafiesa” (The
Mountain’s Girl) and “Contenta Estoy” (Happy I Am) with Chuck Anderson’s
accompaniment.

Eugene Fondeur, Mexican-born conductor who has lived many years in New
York, came to México to record an album sponsored by himself. This album is
comprised of colorful tropical rhythms and Peerless Records liked it so much
that they bought the rights of his arrangements to exploit it in its own catalog.

Popular Venezuelan disk jockey Clemente Vargas Jr. visited México to study
new ideas in Mexican radio and television. Bernardo Gonzalez of Columbia
welcomed him and is showing him around. Vargas works at Radio Caracas
and Ondas Populares.

Musart Records presented its second TV show. Artists were Alberto Vazquez,
Hermanas Padilla, the Twisters, La Florecita and Pancho Coérdova. Hector
Gonzalez de la Barrera directs the program.

Everything is ready to begin construction of La Ciudad de los Espectaculos
(Spectacular City) at a cost of 25 million dollars.

Statistics revealed that in one month, six million people attended the 114
movie theaters in Mexico City (which has almost five million people). The
highest price for a ticket is 32 cents and the lowest 16 cents. With these prices,
TV is still not in competition with the movies.

Lidia More signed with Columbia Records. Kika sings boleros and Lidia
tropical rhythms.

After several months the popular TV show “Asi es mi tierra” returned to
the air. Featured are the best artists of Mexican folk music. The rating of this
program is very high.

The Manufacturers
To Take A Stand

Procrastination can sometimes lead to great ex-
pense for while we wait for certain events to take
place we often miss the boat entirely. This is com-
monplace in business where many firms await the
bottom of a bad business dip instead of doing every-
thing possible to increase sales on their own thereby
contributing to an earlier business curve upward.

The random reports issued at varying intervals by
MOA officials since the close of last year’s annual
convention disaster have indicated nothing that
might be construed as constructive planning for a
more efficient MOA convention in 1962. Certainly
the coin machine business has not experienced any
surge of new business that would lend momentum to
a program for 1962—even if there were one. And so
we must make the best of what we have in order to
build at least a temporary showcase for the display
of new equipment that represents an investment of
millions by our factories.

The first opportunity that presents itself takes
place in October at McCormick Place in Chicago. On
October 28 the National Automatic Merchandising
Association will begin its annual convention. The
vending show will attract at least 5000 representa-
tives of the trade in the person of operators, sup-
pliers, distributors and manufacturers. This figure
does not include an additional 500 to 1000 repre-
sentatives from around the world who will join with
NAMA in its International Symposium, a foreign ad-
junct of this year’s convention.

At no other time can our industry band together
as many potential customers as will be in Chicago
during NAMA. There is no doubt that practically
every music and games operator of any account will
make it his business to be present. For these are the
ranks of new vending customers who are passing into
the vending picture at a daily rate. ‘I just bought my
first vending machine!” is a remark heard more
often than ever along the coinrows of the country.
And it is a fact that more music and games operators
than were ever expected, today earn a sizable por-
tion of their income from the merchandise ma-
chines. The number of vending operators with an
interest in music and games represent a solid cus-
tomer list for any manufacturer of phonographs and
amusement machines. To overlook this opportunity
of displaying equipment from an adjacent hotel at
NAMA time, with appropriate advertising and pro-
motion, would indeed be to miss the boat.

It is the responsibility of every phonograph and
amusement machine manufacturer both to the en-
tire industry and to his firm to do all in his power to
arrange for an annual trade show. Since the almost
complete demise of MOA as a meaningful trade or-
ganization, and no evidence of any new leader on the
horizon, Cash Box firmly believes that a simple, in-
formal arrangement agreed to by all participating
manufacturers, for a group display in Chicago, Oc-
tober 28 thru November 1, could very well be the
turning point in what appears to be a hopeless state
of affairs for an industry trade convention. The
manufacturers can remedy the situation with a self-
styled exhibit for the vast sales potential that will be
in Chicago at NAMA time.

Standards and Education program
were mapped at an NAMA meeting
in Chicago on Tues., Aug. 29, which
included representatives of a majority
of hot beverage machine and compo-

nents manufacturers.

According to Thomas B. Donahue,
NAMA president, who called and
chaired the session, the NAMA Safety
Standards and Eduecation program
outlined at the meeting met the ini-
tial approval of the 17 manufactur-
ing companies represented.

“The continuing growth of vending
services and the further refinement
of vending equipment urgently re-
quires a national program of safety
standards and practices on the part
of manufacturers, and even more, on
the part of operators’ servicemen who
work with the equipment,” Donahue
stated after the meeting.

“Together with all segments of the
vending industry, NAMA is taking the
lead in formulating the necessary
standards for safety features and
practices,” Donahue explained. “While

of hot beverage vending machines, we
expect to include other types of equip-
ment in this program later on.”

Donahue reported that all represent-
atives present agreed on a three-fold
program to be initiated immediately.
It will include maximum safety de-
vices on newly manufactured hot bev-
erage machines, installation of addi-
tional safety devices in all such ma-
chines now in the field (where not al-
ready included), and a continuing
training-education program cospon-
sored by NAMA, hot beverage vend-
ing machine manufacturers, and sup-
pliers to hot beverage operators.

Details of the entire program will
be worked out in a few weeks.

Donahue explained that three mis-
haps involving coffee vending ma-
chines in the last three years did in
part lead to the new program. “How-
ever, the urgent need for a national
safety program has always existed
and it is time that we standardized
methods and practices on an industry-
wide basis,” he said.

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N.Y. Newspaper Ignores Plea For

NEW YORK—In answer to a plea
from MONY’s Al Denver, president of
the juke box association here, and Lou
Casola, CMC head, for a chance to
show the public that the average juke
box operator is an “honest, hard-
working individual,” New York’s
Daily Mirror, local metropolitan news-
paper with a circulation of more than
one million, printed a second article
on the juke box industry last week.

The wires to the Mirror’s editors
were the result of a previous day’s
editorial which headlines the article
“Smash The Juke Box Racket” (CB,
Sept. 2). The article stated that the
industry is controlled by racketeers.

The second story which was sup-
posed to clear the air and retract
muech of what was written previously,
devoted several lines of copy to Den-
ver’s quote but followed through with
a broad program outlining how rack-
eteers infiltrate the juke box business.
It was written in much the same vein
as the editorial which inaccurately
portrayed this City’s juke box oper-
ator.

At press time no additional news
pertaining to the request for an ac-
curate report on the industry ap-
peared and it was doubtful that any
retraction would appear in print.

The newspaper stories which ap-
peared in New York’s papers last
week pointing the finger at the juke
box industry began when a Brooklyn
racketeer, Lawrence Gallo, was almost
murdered during a meeting in a
Brooklyn tavern. The attempt was
prevented when police appeared on

116 Lanes and A Waterfall

Willow Grove Lanes has 116
bowling lanes equipped with the
latest Brunswick automatic pinsetting
equipment. Among the many attrac-
tions of the gigantic bowling empor-
ium are a cocktail bar dubbed “The
Waterfall” offering a real live water-
fall dropping from a height of forty
feet; a “Haufbrau,” with upholstered
beer kegs for seating and chilled beer
steins for drinking; a “Hutch” de-
signed for the teenage set with
malteds, pastries and cokes readily
available; a nursery for the toddlers
which features a life-size whale; and
an 800 foot concourse with a half
dozen different types of wall paneling
ranging from imported Italian marble
to Belgian pine meeting a plush floor
carpeted from one end to the other.

Here
Rosen has installed a variety of ma-
chines with Chicago Coin’s “Basket-
ball” and “Hockey” games facing each
other, plus several metal typers and
Grandma Fertune Telling machines
setting an arcade atmosphere. The in-
stallation is just opposite an electrie
golf driving range which is operated
by Willow Grove management and
faces a far wall. Rosen is factory dis-
tributor for all of the amusement ma-
chine lines mentioned.

Rosen’s vending machines, which
total twenty, (sixty of the machines
offer amusement and a service), are
strung out aleng an eight-hundred
foot plush cencourse. All of the vend-
ing equipment is manufactured by
Rowe Manufacturing Company. An
A B.T. Dollar-Bill Changer is also util-
ized on the Willow Grove premises.

Open 24 Hours A Day

The location is open twenty-four
hours each day, seven days each week
and is policed by a staff of patrolmen.
Rosen’s firm requires two attendants.
The operation is conducted under the
supervision of Al Goren, veteran
Rosen employee.

Rosen was awarded the contract for

“However,” stated
Rosen during a tour of the location
last week, “I believe that the average
operator with a two-man type opera-
tion can adequately handle this in-
stallation and I intend to prove it. My
staff of ten men have spent weeks
getting this location set up. If we
were doing it for an operator would
we have spent less time? Done a less
