Two of the trio’s first Capitol albums—-“From
the Hungry i” and “The Kingston Trio”—(both
best-sellers) provide six tracks each here, object:

to provide stereo fans, via the label’s Duophonic
process, with Kingston Trio sets previously avail-

able in mono only. All of the material is by now
familiar to Kingston devotees, including “Wimo-
weh,” “Wreck of the John B,” “Bay of Mexico”
and “Tic, Tic Tic.”

“TAKIN’ CARE OF BUSINESS”—Ral Donner
—Gone LP 5012
The enthusiastic teen-appeal vocal approach of
Ral Donner gets its first LP showcase. Tune
roundup includes past hits “You Don’t Know What
You’ve Got” and “Girl of My Best Friend”;
newest singles entry “I Didn’t Figure On Him”
and “Please Don’t Go,” plus a bountiful array of
new items. Lad has sure-footed pop talent and
this set will encourage wider horizons.

“SHALL WE SWING?”—Glen Gray and the
Casa Loma Orch.—Capitol ST 1615
Though the idea is not at all new, taking classical

themes for a swing band journey, Billy May’s
arrangements are always spirited, full of musical
life, and have those irresistible May-only light-

heated touches. Glenn Gray’s ork responds effi-

ciently and turns out a completely enjoyable band
session. Among themes borrowed are Brahms’
“Hungarian Dance #5,” Rubinstein’s “Melody in

F,” Ponchielli’s “Dance Of The Hours” and
Dvorak’s “Humoresque.” Band fan bonanza.

“PEARL BAILEY SINGS THE SONGS SHE
LOVES ... BY HER FAVORITE COMPOSER—
HAROLD ARLEN”—Roulette R 25155
The musical love affair between Pearl Bailey and
Harold Arlen was established in the singer’s star-
ring roles in two Arlen musicals, “St. Louis Wom-
an” and “House of Flowers.” In this date, Miss
Bailey draws upon all her unique vocal gifts for
outstanding re-creations of songs from both these
shows as well as other Arlen tunes, many in the
lesser-heard category. It’s an album of unusual
interest to both astute pop music fans and show
music buffs. Tunes include “The Man That Got
Away,” “Let’s Take the Long Way Home,” “It’s
A Woman’s Perogative” and “Cakewalk Your
Lady.”

"RAY ELLIS PLAYS THE TOP 20”—Ray Ellis
Orch. and Chorus—RCA Victor LSP-2400
Twenty pop tunes, many still riding the top of
the charts, in generally calm, evenly-modulated
orchestral arrangements by vet orkster Ray Ellis.
A chorus is used on several of the tracks, at times
for sans-lyric effect, on some for the entire track.
Solid teen mood package. Tunes include “Wooden
Heart,” “Take Good Care of My Baby,” “Amor,”
“Pretty Little Angel Eyes,” “Michael” and “The
Mountain’s High.”

“MUSIC OF THE STRIP”—The Cousins—Park-
way P 7005
Six-man instrumental combo concentrates on
what it terms the “burly beat”—a throw-back
to the frizzled burlesque pit band bumps and
grinds. True, this style is a basis, but being fair
to the group, they explore old epidermic territory
with the addition of fiery enthusiasm, tightly-knit
cohesion and a driving teen awareness. “St. Louis
Blues,” the group’s current single noisemaker
heads a list of evergreens that also includes
“Some of These Days,” “Harlem Nocturne,”
“Sing, Sing, Sing” and “Jumpin’ At the Wood-
side.”

“RODGERS & HART REVISITED”—Spruce 101
When you revive obscure numbers by a great
writing team you run the unpleasant risk of not
showing the collaboration off to best advantage.
The new Spruce label, owned by producer Ben
Bagely, has made the gamble and has produced
a collection of remarkable long-lost songs, some
of them among the most sensitive and charming
songs ever penned by Rodgers & Hart (six of the
songs have three melodies with two sets of lyrics

each). They are delightfully rendered by such
pro nitery performers as Dorothy Loudon, Danny
Meehan, Charlotte Rae and Cy Young. Pianist
Norman Paris directs the ork in his own inventive
arrangements. Dedicated show buffs have a won-
derful entry.

“SOUL”—Barbara Long—Savoy MG 12161
To tag Barbara Long’s chirping as just “soul”
would be a misnomer for she not only embodies
soul in her singing but a musician’s (particularly,
a jazzman’s) feeling in all aspects; being an ac-
complished musician herself helps. She uses her
voice in strikingly unorthodox fashion; long, lithe

lines, fluctuating pitch, instinctively natural
phrasing. In this debut Savoy date she offers com-
pelling performances of “Green Dolphin Street,”
“When You’re Smiling,” “Where Is Lonesome”
and nine more. Small, cohesive combo support is

a big asset. Gal should find a big audience thru
this disk.

“STRANGER IN TOWN”—Rod McKuen—Kapp
KL-1226
Actor-composer-singer McKuen is a perfect foil

for the loneliness lyrics of several superior pop
songs. His warm, husky-voiced feelings do justice

to such gems as “Lilac Wine,” “In the Wee Small
Hours of the Morning,” “When the World Was
Young” and “Lover Gal.” Jack Elliot’s ork ac-

companiment is lush and subdued. Pleasant late

hours mood companion.

“MAN INTO SPACE”—Narrated by Martin
Caidin—Metropolitan Broadcasting
The May 5, 1961 space flight of Commander Alan
B. Shepard, Jr., as reported by newsman Martin
Caidin for the Metropolitan Broadcasting Net-
work (WNEW-N.Y., WHK-Cleve., WIP-Phila.)
has been set on disk in its entirety. As already
proven, it is a vivid, thrilling account and now a

permanent part of American history. Though rela-

tively late on the scene (Columbia’s LP account
has been out for some time) the deck should still

find buyers.
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“SOME LIKE IT YIDDISH”—The Feder Sisters

—United Artists UAS 6160
Sister vocal team, vet of the Yiddish entertain-
ment field (vaudeville, theatre, radio), has an in-

side track on the familiar traditional Yiddish
harmonies a la the Barry Sisters. First time out
for the UA label they engagingly perform a pro-
gram comprised of both Yiddish chestnuts and
newer melodies; among them “A Zemerel,”
“Chassidic In Rhythm,” “Yossel, Yossel,” “Oy
Mama” and “Mazel.” Abe Ellstein, leading com-
poser-conductor in the Yiddish idiom, conducts
sympathetic ork settings. Big draw for the mar-
ket.

“THE FOLK LORE OF JOHN LEE HOOKER”
—Yee Jay LP 1033
This is the guts of the blues performed by one of
the last remaining links to the revered, old coun-
try blues. Hooker has one of the most persua-
sively individual blues styles and every perform-
ance comprises a unique deep personal involve-
ment with the subject. To say his work is com-
pelling is an understatement. Here Hooker sings
“Tupelo” and “The Hobo” (recorded at the 1960
Newport Folk Festival) and 10 more earthy ex-
amples of some of the best current blues avail-

able. Strong jazz, blues, folk and r&b interest.

“LOLLIPOPS FOR BIG BRASS BAND”—The
Deutschmeister Band conducted by Julius Herr-
mann—Westminster WST-15058
The famed Deutschmeister brass band of Vienna
is heard in another varied program. Here, the
line-up ranges from Strauss’ “Tritsch-Tratseh
Polka,” to “Dixie,” “Can Can,” the traditional
“Gaudeamus Igitur” and the Hallelujah Chorus
from Handel’s “Messiah.” Quite an interesting
array for band aficionados.

“MORE LATIN AMERICAN HITS”—Trio Los
Panchos—Columbia EX 5061
Favored Mexican trio offers its romantic stylings
of a dozen Latin evergreens, among the most
famed in the field. It’s a very pleasant outing,
with appeal to pop buyers as well as Spanish-
language markets. Tunes include “Historia de un
Amor,” “Quiereme Mucho,” “Solamente Una Vez,”
“Besame Mucho,” “Amor,” “Perfidia” and “Aquel-
los Ojos Verdes” (Green Eyes).

“OLD TIME FIDDLE TUNES”—Curly Herdman
—Arcade CR-LP-1002
Old-time country music fiddler Curly Herdman
wields an authentic bow and with his West Vir-
ginia Boys instrumental quartet turns out a ses-
sion with appeal to the mountain markets. Eleven
of the twelve tunes are Herdman originals,
penned in the traditional manner; the twelfth is

the chestnut, “Orange Blossom Special.” Folk
music enthusiasts should find an attraction here
too.

"PARIS BLUES”—Film Soundtrack composed by
Duke Ellington, featuring Louis Armstrong

United Artists UAL 4092
The soon-to-open flick story of an expatriate
American jazz musician in France (starring Paul
Newman, Joanne Woodward, Sidney Poitier, Dia-
hann Carroll) features an Ellington cleffed score
and the always likeable playing of Louis Arm-
strong. The score has some Ellington sturdies
(plus Strayhorn’s “Take the ‘A’ Train”) and
several newly tailored themes of apparent big
interest. Playing is top drawer though musicians
remain unidentified. Should find hot pop and jazz
reception.

“MIGHTY LIKE A ROSE”—Eddie Harris—Vee
Jay LP 3025
The alto-saxophonist who recently came to chart
attention via single (“Exodus”) and LP (“Exodus
To Jazz”) dates turns out here another friendly
swinging session. No shrillness in Harris’ playing,
yet he avoids the other extreme— saccharine
sweetness. It’s a middle-of-the-road trek through
such tunes as “My Buddy” (new single), “God
Bless The Child,” “Fontessa” and “Willow Weep
For Me.” Possible chart material.

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“ART BLAKEY AND THE JAZZ MES-
SENGERS”—Impulse A-7
The pile-driving Blakey rhythms propel the Mes-
sengers to fiery heights in the group’s Impulse
date here. Though familiar enough to jazz au-
diences, Blakey still generates more than the
usual excitement in each LP session and finds
new devotees each time out. Group makeup still

includes Lee Morgan, Wayne Shorter, Bobby
Timmons and Jymie Merritt but with the addi-
tion of Curtis Fuller, a full (don’t laugh) sound
is achieved in the close ensemble work. Tunes are

“BRILLIANT!”—Don Goldie—Argo LP 4010

ing of Gershwin’s “Soon” is a la Buddy Hackett,
and there are other familiar recalls. He some-
times works with mute and with modern rhythms, r

but is at his best in the “mainstream” manner as
on “I’ll Be Around,” “They Didn’t Believe Me,”
“Look For the Silver Lining” and the aforemen-
tioned “Soon.” Good, enjoyable jazz listening.

“THE REMARKABLE CARMELL JONES”—
Pacific Jazz PJ-29
The stir being caused by Carmell Jones is not
unlike the Don Goldie commotion. Both are tech-
nically proficient young trumpeters with an in-
dividual approach and a clear mind. But here the
comparison ends, for while Goldie occupies the
mainstream, Jones is forging ahead in directions
initiated by Miles Davis et al. In his first PJ date
as a leader, Jones nimbly fingers through Elling-
ton’s “I’m Gonna Go Fishing,” “Come Rain Or
Come Shine,” “Full Moon and Empty Arms” and
his own “Sad March.”

“FREE JAZZ”—A Collective Improvisation By
The Ornette Coleman Double Quartet—Atlantic
1364
Controversy over the direction of Ornette Cole-
man will be further heightened by the release of
this album. It features the alto saxophonist and
a “double quartet”—two reeds, two trumpets, two
basses, two drums—in one continuous 36 minute
studio take, unedited. To many people it will be
just a more intense cacaphony of meaningless,
unrelated noises. To others, it will be the “gospel
truth.” But controversy breeds commercialism,
and album sales should be good. Outstanding
cover is a die-cut through to a reproduction of a
Jackson Pollock painting.

CLASSICAL
VERDI: “Requiem”—Igor Markevitch conducting v

the Moscow Philharmonic Orch. and State Aca-
demic Chorus—Parliament PLP 154-2
Although there are numerous fine Verdi “Re-
quiem’s” in the catalog, this new Parliament
(Artia) release rates special attention in that it

is the first time a “western” conductor directed
Russian artists. Not only that, it is an excep-
tionally outstanding performance in which Mar-
kevitch received full cooperation from the or- -

chestra and especially the soloists: Galina
Vishnevskaya (soprano) and Ivan Petrov (bass)
excel. Quality of the recording never reveals that
it is a “low-priced” product. At $5.98, the 2 disk

stereo set is a buy.

“RCA Victor sales here, in actual dol-
lars, were substantially greater for
color than they were for black-and-
white.”
Burns projected a $4.3 billion mar-

ket for color television in 1970 in

terms of receiver equipment, sales,
service and broadcasting. At that
time, he said, nearly $200 million will
be spent within the Chicago area
alone on color television—a volume
equal to the going rate the industry
should reach within the coming year.
Last year, he said, the entire industry
reached the $100 million mark.
Commenting on RCA’s basic com-

petitive position, Mr. Burns said, “We
are delighted to see so many impor-
tant companies come into the color
market. There is room and growth
enough for all in this new field, and
as color continues to grow in volume
business, the more we all stand to
gain.”

For "My Fair Lady" Pic

NEW YORK—A record offer of $5,-

500,000 plus 47(4% of the gross above
$20 million has been offered by War-
ner Bros, for the film rights to the
already classic musical, “My Fair
Lady.”

Producer Herman Levin has 26 days
to better WB’s offer, though it was
reported last week that the deal would
be accepted by the show’s principals
even though Levin will try for a bet-
ter deal.
The Columbia Broadcasting Com-

pany was the lone financial backer
of the musical ($350,000). Columbia
Records, a CBS affiliate, has sold
more than 3 million copies of the
original-cast recording.
Earlier this year, WB paid $2 mil-

lion for the film rights to “Camelot,”
the current musical by “Lady’s” au-
thors Alan Jay Lerner & Frederick
Loewe.
Each Broadway performance of the

work, based on George Bernard
Shaw’s “Pygmalion,” whose estate
would receive 5% of the distributor’s
gross of the movie, sets a new record
for a musical on the main-stem (“Ok-
lahoma!” was the previous record-
running musical).

NEW YORK—Billy Taylor, the jazz
pianist who also has a daily four-
hour jazz show on WLIB-New York,
has been inked to an exclusive pact
to Mercury Records by Jack Tracy,
the label’s jazz director.

Armstrong, Paul Newman, Joanne

Duke Ellington; and “Town Without
Pity” starring Kirk Douglas and fea-
turing the music of Academy Award
winner Dimitri Tiomkin.
Under the direction of Art Tal-

madge, the label’s vice-president and
general manager, the label has geared
its pic-source product to serve as the
main advance promotion for all three
pictures.
UA recently released the original

Sound Track album of “Paris Blues,”
featuring the Ellington score and
Louis Armstrong, with a barrage of

promotion directly tieing in with a
22-city sneak preview promotion of

the picture. In addition, a special sin-

gle, which was issued on the new UA
Silver Spotlight Series, called “Battle
Royal” with Armstrong and an all-

star cast of musicians, was rushed
out for special radio station tie-ins.

“Town Without Pity,” a picture
concerned with the post-war Army in

Germany, is due to premiere in New
York on October 10, then go into a
more general release later in the
month. The Tiomkin title theme, sung
on the sound track by Gene Pitney,
was released late last week on Musi-
cor, which is distributed nationally by
UA, and will serve as the advance
push for the film throughout the
country.
Talmadge, in announcing the “Town

Without Pity” disk, said that the rec-

In voting the change, the RIAA
board noted the fact that some best-
selling multi-disk sets, whose price
might be two or three times that of a
single LP release, might not reach
the required unit sales volume while
attaining the necessary dollar sales

figure.

Such may well be the case with
Judy Garland’s 2-LP Carnegie Hall
release on Capitol, which this week
tops both the mono and stereo sales

charts.
Gold records for a singles release

still require a sale of a million copies.

Headed by Eden Kane, Billy Fury, The Viscounts a four-week
tour is scheduled commencing October 17.

Also on the bill: Eden Kane, The Barrons, The Mud-
larks and Michael Cox.
Adam Faith and The John Barry Seven began a two-week tour on October

After an extensive tour of Australia and New Zealand, Sweedish-American
balladeer and folk singer William Clauson makes a return visit to this country
for a rectital at the Royal Festival Hall. 16 one nighters are also scheduled.

Popular dj Pete Murray returns to BBC Sound on October 3 for a new series
of “Pete’s Party.”
Latin-American group Los Paraguayos open a two-week cabaret season at

the Savoy Hotel on October 2. During their stay, they will film and record for
BBC. Philips released their “Sentimentally Yours” LP. An EP “Mexico” and an
LP “Canciones de los Anericas” are scheduled for October and November
respectively.

Philips Records reports that the Johnny Mathis LP “Portrait of Johnny”
which included a full color portrait reproduction of Mathis is selling extremely
well. Fontana plans a big promotion campaign on The Allisons latest disk
“What A Mess”—once again the boys penned their own material. Philips Octo-
ber releases will include a series of 6 EPs from the BBC Childrens TV program
“Sooty.” This is a puppet show in which Sooty (A Teddy Bear) is surrounded
by such characters as Sweep (Dog), Butch (Bulldog) and Kipper (Cat).

Dorothy Squires has been signed by Bernard Delfont to follow Frances Faye
into The Talk of The Town for a limited season of three weeks which began
September 25th. Dorothy’s latest Columbia waxing on which she is accompanied
by pianist Russ Conway is selling extremely well. Published by Chappells it is

r climbing steadily in the Best Selling Sheet Music Lists.

Following the London premiere of “Fanny,” Warner Bros, released the
soundtrack LP by Morris Stoloff and the Warner Bros. Orchestra. Other
disks include The Theme by Mantovani (Decca), Bill Snyder and Dick Manning
(HMV) and Henry Mancini (RCA). The latest Everly Brothers single for
Warner Bros., looks all set for a double sided smash with “Muskrat” and “Don’t
Blame Me.”

“Berlin Melody” hitting in the U.S., published here by Marlborough Music
(subsidiary of K.P.M. Ltd.) has two releases here on the tune: Kurt Edelhagen
on Polydor and Billy Vaughn on London.
London also just issued Pat Boone’s “Big Cold Wind.”
Frank Sinatra has two singles on the market. “Granada” on his own Reprise

label and “American Beauty Rose” on Capitol. The BBC has banned the latest
Steve Lawrence Mercury release “In Time” because of its Tchaikovsky associa-
tions. To coincide with their Savoy cabaret stint, Nina & Frederik have a single
release “Long Time Boy” on Columbia. From the film “Spinster” Top Rank
issue The Teen Starlets ‘“The Children’s Picnic Song” and Theme from
“Spinster.”

DENMARK
The interest in young Italian singer Robertino is growing all over the Euro-

pean continent, reports Knut Mork, head of Morks Musikforlag in Copenhagen.
Mork has made several recordings with Robertino on his Triola label. TV in
Belgium wants him on October 22, and two days later he will be seen and heard
in TV from Hamburg. At the end of October, the radio station, Europe No. 1,

operating from Saarbriieken (a French station) is planning a series of pro-
grams with Robertino. At the end of September, Robertino is going to Vienna
where he is starring in a film produced by German Constatin Film in Munich.
The local Danish monthly trade magazine Quan’s Musikorientering writes

in its September issue: “Are we having a cultural decline in Denmark?” The
magazine reports that a professor Mogens Pihl, member of the Radio-radet
(Broadcasting Advisory Board), has declared that the quality of the lyrics of
pop songs aired these days is so bad that one can’t understand how anybody
can listen to them without feeling sick. At the same time, a representative for
the lyric writers of show theatre lyrics (songs used in legit shows seldom if

ever have chances on the charts) complains that he and his colleagues never
are used by music publishers to produce Danish lyrics to songs, something,
according to the writer, that bears out the explanation of the poor quality of
today’s pop songs. The paper has the following comment to all this noise: “It
stinks.”

Reprise Records now available in Denmark, where Karusell Grammofon A/S
has released the first LP albums of the new label. It is mainly some Frank
Sinatra albums that debut of Reprise in Denmark.
When “The Pajama Game” opens at the Odense Theatre in the near future,

two international record stars will be seen and heard in the leading roles,

Dario Campeotto as male lead with Nina (half of Nina and Frederik) as femme
lead of the musical.

FINLAND
RCA has signed a musician, Rauno Lehtinen, who plays violin, saxophone,

etc., reports Johan Vikstedt of Ab Discophon Oy in Helsinki. Lehtinen’s debut
record with “Kolibri”/“Muskrat Ramble” has been very well received and
Fazer’s has obtained the publishing rights for “Kolibri,” a composition by
Lehtinen. A second record, “Sina, Laulu ja Yo” (You and the Night and the
Moon) “Jo Kauan, Jo Kauan” (Monique) introduces Lehtinen as a singer.

Suomen Filmiteollisuus (SF) is completing “the Mauno Kuusisto story,” a

feature film titled “Kertokaa se Hanelle,” telling the story of Mauno Kuusisto,
one of the top sellers on records in the last two years in Finland. Music score

of the film is by Erkki Melakoski, and the leading roles are played by Kuusisto
and Helena Lehtela. Kuusisto’s record company, RCA, is expecting a lot from
the film, which is expected to open at the first run house in Helsinki in middle
of December.
A Russian song, sung by Italian-born Angelina Monti in German on Tele-

funken, seems to have a big chance to be a big hit in Finland. The title is

“Iwan Iwanowitsch” and according to Sahkoliikeiden Oy, representing Tele-

funken, the record sold more than 1,000 copies shortly after it was released.

If the popularity continues, it might very well reach a peak of around 10,000

copies, which is a high figure in Finland. A Finnish version of the song has
been made on Telefunken by Maynie Siren, who recently moved from HMV
to Telefunken. Publisher of the song in Finland is Fazer’s.

NORWAY
“Sommer i Palma,” Norway’s entry in this year’s Eurovision Song Contest in

Cannes last March, has now reached France where it has been recorded by
Jean Claude Pascal. The French title of the song is “Si Mon Amour.”
Next Norwegian name in the international market will probably be Jan

Hoiland, contracted to EMI. Last summer, he went to England where he re-

corded “Bless You For Being An Angel” and “The Little White Cloud That
Cried.” for Parlophone, and even before the record is to be released in Scandina-

via, everybody is asking for Hoiland after they listen to sample copies of the

record.
Per Asplin of The Monn Keys might be available on records in the United

States in near future, according to his record company, Egil Monn Iversen

A/S. An American record producer listened to his records and is now looking for

songs for the first Asplin record for the American market. The Monn Keys are

a vocal and instrumental group, which, however, is not active at the moment
because Solvi Wang has the femme lead at Chat Noir’s jubilee show and

other members of the group are touring as soloists in Scandinavia. It is expected

that the Monn Keys will rejoin as a vocal group next year.

Goddard Lieberson, President of the Columbia Records, arrived in the Mexi-

can capital September 22 to personally supervise a series of recordings with
The National Symphonic Orchestra of Mexico, which will be under direction

of world known conductor Carlos Chavez. The compositions will be “Xoxhipilli,”

“Macuilxochitl,” “Los Cuatro Soles,” “Musica yaqui,” “Huapango,” “Sones de

mariachi” and “La Paloma azul.” These recordings will be included in the world
catalog of Columbia. With Lieberson came engineer Ad Theroux, who will work
on these recordings. Columbia’s Mexican staff welcomed M. Lieberson with a

big party in his honor.

An authentic Mexican rock and roll item, “Acapulco Rock”, is flying fast to

the top in versions by The Hooligans (Columbia), Manolo Munoz (Musart) and
Miguel Angel (Vik). Soon we will have many other versions.

Co-Ro Records, MGM’s rep in Mexico, released four new Connie Francis’
records sung in Spanish. The first is the theme of her picture “Where The Boys
Are.” The second, her version of “Granada,” the third is “The Girl Of My Best
Friend” and the fourth is “Tanto Control”. Co-Ro also has five new Connie
Francis’ LP’s, one of them sung in Spanish.

From the same manufacturer, we were informed
that a new rock and roll group was signed under the name of Jorge Baron y los
Dany’s. They also record four new tunes. Italian singer Eliana Silli made her
first recording at Peerless, singing in Spanish the songs “La Virgen y mi
Pueblo” (The Virgin And My Town) and “No Me Abandones” (Don’t Leave
Me).

Metronome Execs In U. S.

NEW YORK—Relaxing at the New
York offices of Metronome Records of

Europe are two top executives of the

operation, (1) Mats Bjerke, left, owner
and president of the label, and presi-

dent of the label, and Bent Fabricius-

Bjerre, president of the label in Den-
mark and Germany, who arrived in

the U. S. recently for a five-week
“good-will tour and to meet with the
firms Metronome represents abroad
(Atlantic, Cadence, Prestige) -and
others.

In an interview with Cash Box, both
executives agreed that the growth
of “nationalistic” recordings in many
European countries is making it hard-
er for American-made disks to hit

abroad, a point brought out by L. G.

Wood in his recent speech before the
International Record & Music Men’s
Club first luncheon in New York (at-

tended by both Bjerke and Fabri-
cius-Bjerre).

In addition, Bjerke noted that U.S.
jazz records were having a harder
time-of-it in Europe, mainly because
of overproduction. Bjerke said more
attention to quality rather than quan-
tity would help the situation.

The executives are now on the west
coast for a ten-day visit, after which
they will return to New York for
sevei’al weeks, and then return to

Europe.
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Copacabana Records has issued five new albums for September. With Reg
Owen and his orchestra, there’s “Get Happy,” under the Palette’s label. It’s an
LP with the English band leader and arranger, who is popular in Europe and
America, but still unknown here. With Brazilian singer Jorge Yeiga (this fare-
well album for Copacabana, since he is now with RCA Victor), “Obrigado
Doutor” (Thank You, Doctor), title based on the fact that he had an accident
a few months ago and was miraculously saved by an operation. With Marisa
Barroso, a new Brazilian songstress, “Cantigas De Enganar O Tempo.” With
Vania De Carli Cestari, accompanied by Maestro Italo Izzo’s Orchestra and
accordion player Uccio Gaeta’s group, “Napoli Canta” (Napoli Sings). And
finally, with teen singer Ronnie Cord, “Tonight My Love Tonight,” an album
with some of the hottest American hits, such as “Dance on Little Girl,” “Hey,
Mr. Cupid,” “Tonight, My Love Tonight,” and others.

Elcio Alvarez, Brazilian band leader, arranger and composer, is responsible
for the arrangements of the most successful songs in Brazil, specially in Sao
Paulo. He made the arrangements and accompanied, with his orchestra, such
hits as “Faz-Me Rir,” “Alguem E Bobo De Alguem,” “Tu Sabes” and others.
Chantecler Records just released an album with Elcio Alvarez and his Orchestra
entitled “Violinos Flutuantes No. 2.” Among the numbers selected for this LP
are “Wonderland By Night,” “Faz-Me Rir,” “Tu Sabes,” “La Novia,” etc.

American singer and movie star Fabian postponed his visit to Brazil, which
was due this month. He will be here in December for Radio, TV and theater
appearances. Fabian will perform, too, in The Hebraic Society and Sociedade
Esportiva Palmeiras (a soccer foot-ball association) in Sao Paulo City.

Sao Paulo is like a second country of many Italian people. That’s why when
an Italian artist arrives in Sao Paulo there’s big interest. Caruso, Tito Schipa
Beniamino Gigli, Claudia Muzio, Renata Tebaldi, Domenico Modugno, Teddy
Reno, Tony Dallara, all the San Remo Festival cast and others have, at one
time or another, been here. Now we have here another popular and famous
Italian singer: Aurelio Fierro. Nice voice, big repertoire and very good way of
singing the songs of the part of Italy where he was born: Naples. After Fierro,
we’ll hear, in October, Nancy Wilson, the American singer, and Luciano
Tajolli, another big Italian name in pop songs. In November: Anita Bryant,
American, and Claudio Villa, Italian.

Timi Yuro’s American hit, “Hurt,” is succeeding here, as is “Tender Passion”
by the Albimoor Orchestra on Palette, pressed by Copacabana.

Companhia Brasileira De Discos has six new albums: “Batueada—The Rio
De Janeiro Sambo School with 12 original native sambas in very good arrange-
ments (Philips), “Lo Que Te Gusta A Ti”—latin music with Rosita Gonzalez,

(Philips); “Joao Maria Tudella”—Portuguese singer (born in Angola, Portugal
colony), (Polydor); “Dance-Party “Chez” Danik Patisson”—with Francis Bay
Orchestra—12 American hits like “In The Mood,” (Polydor); “Vozes Amigas
(Friendly Voices)”—with Odemira Trio— (songs from Portugal and Brazil);

music on the world market. The export figures speak for themselves. In 1954,
Germany exported 2.2 million records in 78 countries whereas in I960, 11.2
million records were sent to 106 different countries. That’s a 500% increase in
7 years. The names of Caterina Valente, Bert Kaempfert, Lolita, Ivo Robic
and many others have become internationally important, and German hits such
as “Morgen.” “Wonderland By Night,” “Sailor,” “Pepe” and “Calcutta” have
rung up top sales from Japan to Texas. Two German tunes are at present on the
Cash Box Top 100. “Now and Forever” written and played by Bert Kaempfert,
and “Berlin Melody” written by Heino Gaze and played by the German or-
chestra Kurt Edelhagen as well as the international favorite Billy Vaughn.
It’s a sensational start for the fall season and it looks like Germany and it’s

music will enjoy it’s greatest year internationally in 1961.

Peer Music reports top action on its new hits “Pepito” done by Los
Machucambos and a German waxing by Yvonne Carre, “Amor” with Ben E.
King, and a German language version by Ev Morris, “Johnny Remember Me”
in a new German outing by Fud Leclerc and “You Can Depend On Me” done by
Brenda Lee as well as the new Holland sensation Greetje Kauffeld. Philips
Records reports that it has purchased the rights to the original cast album
for the German version of “My Fair Lady” which opens soon in Berlin. They
also distribute the American original cast version due to its distribution set up
with American Columbia Records. “My Fair Lady” has done very well inter-
nationally as far as Record sales are concerned. In England, the LP has sold
180.000 copies, in Scandinavia over 90,000 LP’s have been sold and in Holland
25.000 LP’s have been sold. Philips will not only release an LP of the German
version, but also EP’s and singles of the best tunes.

Polydor is putting big promotion behind the new Ivo Robic waxing which hit
the stores a few days ago and is already selling like wildfire. Ivo is due for a
new release in America in the next few days.

Gus Backus, who is back at work filming after doing a Record Hop in
Munich a few days ago is proud as punch. He has a right to be. His new
German waxing of “Der Mann Im Mond” (The Man in The Moon) jumped
to 3rd place on the Best Sellers after 3 weeks of release and has already sold
over 150,000 copies and his new American release of “Auf Wiedersehn” got a
Best Bet award from Cash Box. Both Gus and stablemate Peter Kraus may be
inking new MGM contracts in the near future. Ariola Records has announced
that they will take over the catalog and future releases of Fonit and C-etra

records of Italy for this market. In return, Cetra will distribute the Ariola
releases in Italy. The classical catalog of Cetra includes such names as Maria
Callas and Renata Tebaldi and the pop catalog includes top stars Milva and
Domenico Modugno among others. Polydor handled the label here previously.
Will Meisel announces that the Paul Anka hit “Dance on Little Girl” is doing
very well in the original version here and that a German cover is in the works
by Conny for Electrola. Another Anka tune, “The Story Of My Love” done in
German by Gus Backus tops the RIAS Radio hit parade in Berlin despite the
fact that it has only been released on EP to date. Will also reports that he’s
got publishing on both sides of the new Lil Babs record for Polydor.

At the Radio Luxemburg Pop Music festival held recently in Weisbaden,
Gus Backus received the “Golden Lion” as the most requested artist of the
past 6 months with Ivo Robic receiving the “Silver Lion” and Peter Steffen
getting the “Bronze Lion” for 3rd place. He’ll have a complete report on the
festival in next week’s column.

Teldec Records announces that plug item number 1 is the new Detlef
Engelgerd Boettcher waxing of “The Harry Lime Theme” (The 3rd Man
Theme) backed with “Indian Love Call” both done in German.

Karlheinz Busse reports that his publishing firm is going great guns with
“Der Mann Im Mond” which is in 3rd place on the German Best Sellers and
that the Doris Day tune “Bright and Shiny” has been done in German by
Heidi Bruhl. Karlheinz also has new waxings on the market by Vico Torriani,
Lolita, Ted Herold, Mr. Acker Bilk, Gaby King, Peggy Brown, Jan & Kjeld
and Leo Leandros.

Bardot”, Phonogram made an overnight recording with The Butterflies on its

Philips-label and others will follow, among them The Emeralds on the CNR-
label.

His
versions of the two best and most popular songs from the Greek film “Dream-
land Of Desire” will make him known very soon. These must be the very best
sung versions by any male singer of this wonderful Hadjidakis music. High
class work on Fontana.

First showings of the motion picture version of “Exodus” have just begun
here. Million selling version of the main theme by piano duettists Ferrante &
Teicher is doing very, very fine over here on the United Artists label, released
by L.C. Phonogram.

Big new single hits on the London-label are “Should I” (String-A-Longs),
“Heart And Soul” (Jan & Dean), “A Tear” (Gene McDaniels), “Amor” (Ben E.

Lebendiger, who op-

erates the firm’s Brazilian activities

in Rio de Janiero and Sao Paulo, flew

to the Brenner-operated office in

Buenos Aires for the event.
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Two important Paris events last week — first, Johnny Hallyday’s opening

at the Olympia Music Hall. The Paris morning paper, Aurore mentioned the

•‘hostile silence” which reigned in the hall on opening night, but it would have
been fairer to explain that Hallyday’s fans were disappointed by the new slow

rock style of their idol and that the rest of the audience which had come to see

the fans “break up the place” as they usually do was surprised at the relative

calm and the promptness of the police in keeping down any possible demonstra-
tions. The number of seats sold during ensuing performances will give the real

low-down on the success of the venture.
The second event was the opening of the annual “salon” (show) of television,

radio and records. All the newest equipment of both French and European
manufacture is on display and the most popular recording artists are on hand
to autograph their photos, to be seen and interviewed and touched.
A few weeks ago, we reported that Pathe-Marconi’s publishing director,

Henri Marhal, believed firmly in the success of a tune called “Les enfants de
Paris.” Since then, the song has been waxed by Andre Claveau, Felix Marten
and Colette Renard. The tune is slated to be heal'd by U. S. audiences too for

Patachou is featuring it at the La Maisonette where she is appearing in New
York, and will record it upon her return to Paris.
The rock’n’roll formation, Les Chats Sauvages, have recorded three other

tunes from Pathe’s files; namely, “Les genous qui craquent,” (“Hip Bone
Crack”), “Oh baby tu me rends fou” (“I’m in Love with You”), and a French
original, “Amour et rock.” Another strong Pathe number has just been issued.

It’s “Paris au mois de septembre” available on disks by Eurovision winner
Jean-Claude and by Danielle Darrieux.
Ted Moura, European editor of “La marmite” got Dario Moreno who recorded

the tune, to preside at the concocting of Brazil’s national dish at the famous
restaurant, Grand Vefour. Raymond Oliver, head of the restaurant, was the
happy recipient of Dario’s chef-d’oeuvre. Les Compagnons de la Chanson have
also added the song to their recorded repertoire.

In view of the upsurge of teen-age interest in The Twist, Odeon is rushing
out the original American version by Hank Ballard. Good news for modern
jazz fans: Odeon, which has been doing an excellent job with imported LP’s
from the Blue Note catalog will now market the label’s best singles in hard
covers. Playing time is the same as for EP records. Recent U.S. best-sellers
to be released as EP’s include “Quai'ter to Three,” “New Orleans,” and “Not
Me” by U.S. Bonds, “Night” by Daddy G (Top Rank) and Bobby Lewis’
interpretations on Odeon of “Tossin’ and Turnin’,” “One Track Mind,” “I Love
You” and “Are You Ready.”
Thunder threatened to break over Paris during a day or so in regard to

“Guns of Navarone” (“Les Canons de Navarone”), for rumor had it that
Barclay’s P. Boutet was not the editor but that rights belonged to R. Salvet.
Matters have been cleared up and calm has returned. Barclay Editions is in-
deed publishing the entire musical score of the film including the tunes, “Treu
se in" and “Yassu.” Tiomkin had at first reserved rights to the latter, but after
a lightning visit to Zurich, P. Boutet arranged for the latter tunes to be re-
corded by Caterina Valente in both French and German. Barclay Editions also
has rights to two new Italian tunes, “Mazicunnia” (1st prize winner at the
Naples 1961 song festival) and “Nun’ chiangere” by Renato Rascel.

Off to a fast start and heading for the hit lists is the theme song from
the film “Le Gout de la Violence,” called “Protege-moi Seigneur.” Fontana’s
disk of the original track is already a best-seller and the theme tune will get
waxings by Dalida, Gloria Lasso, Georges Jouvin, Maya Casabianca. A second
song from the movie, “Prends ma vie” will be recorded by Rika Zarai (Bel-Air)
and Dario Moreno. Publisher Ariane Segal is reaping the benefits of two years
of hard work, and deserves them.

Festival’s publicity manager, Monique Knuchel informs us that a fine new
album is in the making; Marcel Azzola’s “Rock Accordeon” (10-inch LP) and
that a big promotion campaign is planned for the return of Marie-Jose Nat
with “Si tu m’ecrivais.” Festival’s new rock group is called Les Tonico. Ver-
churen has waxed that Brazilian best-sellers Brigitte Bardot and will soon
be honored at a cocktail party celebrating his 5,000,000th record sale.

Leaving in the hands of his lawyers the follow-up on the Hallyday contract
affairs, Vogue’s Leon Cabat. has set up his winter program, which included a
new 12-inch series called Pingoin. After the “Cochon d’lnde” and “Kangoorou”
series, it might be said that farmyard and zoo have proved especially favorable
for the Vogue label. A series of Bach’s works are planned for the year’s end on
Vogue’s classic Vogue-Mode line. Unpublished works by Sydney Bechet are also
slated for early release.

Following overwhelming sales of Ray Charles’ “What’d I Say” on Atlantic-
Bel-Air, the next Charles issue on the label, “Early in the Morning” promises
to chalk up more fabulous totals.

Fontana’s Philippe Weil is back from Ostende where he signed a contract
with the Lecuona Cuban Boys and a 10-inch LP is already underway. Carmela,
known especially for her authentic interpretations of Latin-American folk
music, has waxed her first disk in French. “Guitar Tango” continues to move
ahead on the French market and the remarkable recording of the tune by
Maya Casabianca is a fitting tribute to mark the singer’s return to stage, ra-
dio and recording studio.

“Fanny” London Premiere

LONDON—With the London premiere
of the Warner Bros, film, “Fanny,”
Bobby Weiss, international director of
WB Records, took the opportunity to
arrange a tie-in with the Ditchburn

Organisation (representatives of the
Seeburg Juke Box Company) whereby
a Seeburg machine was featured in the
lounge of the Warner Cinema in Lon-
don’s West End. It was the first time
in the history of any London cinema
that a juke box has been used for
promotional purposes.

Weiss arranged for the juke box to
feature WB recordings of the “Fanny”
theme plus themes from “Parrish”
(“Lucy’s Theme,” “Allison’s Theme”)
exclusively—on a free play basis. In
addition to the “Fanny” serenade in
the lounge the WB waxing by Morris
Stoloff is also being featured at all in-
termissions during the current screen-
ing of the film.

fact that Freddy Cannon—who was scheduled to star on the show—was unable
to arrive in Australia. Jim Noall reports that he had 15,000 programs printed
with Cannon’s photo on the front which had to be replaced and a reprint done
at the last minute, he was also involved in advertising expenses—particularly

in press and radio—which billed Cannon as one of of the artists on the show.
Jim Noall, who comes from a very wealthy and influential family in Australia,

has a strong line-up of artists for his next show. Among the artists will be
The Everly Bros.; Bobby Vee; Ray Peterson (back on the show by popular de-

mand); Col Joye and The Joy Boys; Judy Cannon; Johnny Chester and possibly
some more local acts.

RCA Records is pushing solidly on its new “Stereo Action” releases in Aus-
tralia. Latest album issues in the range include “Dynamica” by Roy Martin &
Orch.; “It’s Magic” with Marty Gold & Orch.; “Brass Laced With Strings” by
Vic Schoen & Orch and “Sounds Terriffic” by the Keith Textor Chorus and Per-
cussion. The “Stereo Action” releases have met with wide acclaim from press,

radio and dealers and should be a big success in this country—where strangely
enough, stereo has been a bit quiet of late.

The Four Preps are getting a whole stack of disk-jockey attention as a result

of their Capitol (EMI) single of “More Money For You And Me.” Australian
deejays have really taken a shine to this one and it could easily develop into a
big smash success for the group.

In order to cash in on the forthcoming visit of England’s Cliff Richard for a
personal appearance tour in October, EMI just released—through its Columbia
label—his album “Listen To Cliff.” Richard is one of the hottest English artists

to visit these shores in many a long day and if the tour is a success—and most
experts predict it will be—it could create a pattern that will have top English
stars visit Australia quite regularly.

Popular local idol Johnny O’Keefe has reached the coveted No. 1 best-seller
single spot right across the nation with “I’m Counting On You,” his first new
record in twelve months. For a number of years Johnny was one of the most
influential stars on the local field, then some twelve months ago he was in-

volved in a bad auto accident from which he was lucky to escape with his life.

After being in and out of hospital for many months as a result of this accident,
which kept him off the entertainment scene until just lately, he is now regain-
ing his popularity with “I’m Counting On You,” a nice ballad that should keep
The O’Keefe up front for many weeks to come.

Then English musical “Oliver!” had its Australian premiere in Melbourne
recently and should have a long run in that city where it is playing at Her
Majesty’s Theatre. The various records of music from the show are starting
to make some sales noise—one of the best sellers being a single of the hit song
from the show “As Long As He Needs Me” by Maureen Evans, released on
W & G under an agreement with Oriole Records of England.
“Both Sides Of An Evening,” an album by The Everly Bros., has been released

by Australian Record Company to tie in with the forthcoming personal appear-
ance tour of this country by the famous pair. The album has received a great
reception by press and radio and could be a very timely issue for the E.B.’s.

Sydney disk-jockey and recording star John Laws has had his highly-rated
radio program—“That’s Music”—time extended to 4:30 to 6 p.m. each day
Monday through Friday. John is with Station 2GB, a key station of the
powerful Australia-wide Macquarie Network. On the record side of his activi-
ties John Laws has a single making some sales noise on the Festival label; top
side is a local song “Running For My Life”.

Can the Music & Games

Mfr. Afford To Pass Up

the NAMA Opportunity?

A New York advertising agency called us last

week in search of information pertaining to the

coin machine industry, no doubt for use in prepar-

ing a sales presentation for its client—an amusement
machine manufacturer with no experience in the

business.

The questions asked ran the gamut—from the

manner in which an amusement machine is sold to

the operator, to the number of operators in the

USA today. Almost each day similar requests for

this type of information are made and the answers
are usually provided without too much trouble.

This ad agency did tack on one question, though,
that gave us trouble. As a matter of fact, being the

tradepaper for the coin machine industry, we were
a little embarrassed at the truth of the matter. The
question asked was: “When is the annual amuse-
ment machine trade show, and where will the next

one be held?” Silence seemed golden for a mo-
ment, but we eventually got around to answering
the question.

You must realize that advertising people, be-

cause of the nature of their profession, are quite

thorough in exploring outlets available for the sale

and promotion of their client’s products. In the case

of the “trade show” as such, they have long since

accepted this promotion device as a valuable means
of introducing and selling new products. In fact the

admen of centuries ago were using trade shows be-

for the printing press was invented. And trade shows
have, of course, remained high on the list of adver-

tising media even in the face of the onslaught of

mass circulation vehicles so readily available today.

We mention all of this merely to pinpoint the

value placed on the trade show by the people who
spend billions in advertising and promotion today.

Hence our embarrassment when this particular

agency asked about a coin machine trade show.

It seems highly unlikely that an industry would
sit by and watch the remains of what once was a

highly profitable coin machine convention pass by
the boards. And yet this is what is happening
whether we know it or not.

In all fairness, MOA has not shown any sign of

life since that seemingly final gasp in Miami Beach
last May. To wait until next May before learning the

fate of our industry show doesn’t make sense. The
handwriting is on the wall. We have suggested thaU
various steps be taken to breathe life and vitality

into the present MOA skeleton. But like all good
things, they take a little time. Perhaps some good
will come of our constructive criticisms of the past.

But let’s not sit back and wait

!

bowling in detail when he said, “It

takes two or more to play this game.
Players do not play according to

frame separations. The object is to
strike or spare only. When a player
strikes he shoots again until he misses
the strike. The same procedure is

used for shooting for spares only.

“The point spread is ‘30’ points for
a strike and ‘20’ points for a spare.
The first player to score 300 points
wins the game.

“Naturally,” Weinand added, “ ‘Reg-
ulation’ bowling is one and the same
game people bowl in regular bowling
alleys. This game adheres to the
standard ABC rules of play and scor-
ing. A perfect game scores 300 points.
‘Regulation’ bowling has constantly
maintained its great popularity
among players over the years.”

$80 the second week, as patrons be-
came increasingly aware of the true
bowling performance of the new
Swivel-Action Pins.
