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With the Christinas season rap-

idly approaching, it is interesting

to note how radically the industry

has changed its thinking in the area

of Yuletide merchandise.

At this time in November some
five or six years ago, carloads of

Christmas albums and singles were
arriving at our offices for review.

The advent of stereo kept the

Christmas LP picture buzzing for a

few years thereafter. But last year,

record companies applied the

brakes and only a handful of new
Yule LP’s were added to the list.

This year the same is true. With
the exception of a few new albums
by the big names, a few specialty

items by a wide range of artists,

and a few remastered-for-stereo

versions of Yule evergreen LP’s,

very little new Christmas album
product has been issued.

This move, undoubtedly, is very

healthy for the business. The al-

bums that sold well in recent years

can certainly sell well again this

year and the dealer or rack jobber
now has the advantage of re-stock-

ing his shelves with pre-tested mer-
chandise rather than piling up on
untested stock that only results in

losses for everyone concerned. At
the same time he can sample some

of the new releases.

There is great profit ahead for

the progressive dealer and jobber

who can merchandise properly the

wealth of best selling albums in

pop, jazz and classical music along
with the special Yule product avail-

able today. Yes, it requires an in-

vestment of time, money and ef-

fort. But now is the time for deal-

ers to act.

The area of Christmas singles

has seen little change in the past

few years. With radio stations ob-

serving an unwritten rule that

Christmas programming begins

sometime after Thanksgiving, the

risk involved in recording a Ynle
single is high. The time available

for huilding such a disk, in a mar-

ket which sees some records taking

five and six months to develop, is

unbelievably short. But the reward
for a big Xmas hit is so great that

some firms are still taking the

chance. We should be receiving

most of the Yule singles within the

next few weeks. A big Christmas

single always boosts sales of all

products during the holiday season

so let’s hope there’s another smash

the likes of the “Chipmunk Song”

in this year’s lot.

POPULAR PICKS OF THE WEEK

REALLY TRYING”—Original-Cast RCA Victor
LSO-1066
This original-cast version of the show that re-

ceived “My Fair Lady”-type reviews can sell itself

without really trying (Victor, however, is going
all-out for the set promo-wise). Frank Loesser’s
songs may not be sheet-music stuff, there’s not
one straight ballad in the score, but they do
achieve plot exposition with fine tongue-in-cheek
humor. Elliot Lawrence’s orchestrations speak
perfectly for the score. Performances, headed by
Robert Morse, Rudy Vallee and Bonnie Scott, are
first-rate.

•YOUR TWIST PARTY”—Chubby Checker-
Parkway P 7007
Taking advantage of the adult Twist craze Park-
way has repackaged previous Chubby Checker
single LP tracks and is assured of both teen and
adult reception here. Checker gyrates through
such terpsichorean treats as “The Twist,” “Let’s
Twist Again,” “The Hucklebuck,” “Rock Around
The Clock,” “Twistin’ U.S.A.” and “Whole Lotta
Shakin’ Coin’ On.”

“RUNAROUND SUE”—DION—Laurie LIP 2009
Dion’s deck of “Runaround Sue” is one of the hot-
test of the current crop of singles; it opens this

new offering from Laurie. Flip side of hit “Run-
away Girl” plus ten other r&r tunes are included.
Artist’s delivery of “Dream Lover,” “Somebody
Nobody Wants,” and “The Majestic” are read with
excellent polish and range. Wax could be a run-
away hit for Dion.

“I GAWR-ON-TEE”—Justin Wilson Project 8001
For his second entry in the LP field, Justin Wil-
son offers more tasty, lovable stories of the
Cajuns of Louisiana. Comic’s delivery is slow and
sprinkled with Cajun expressions and slang. Wil-
son is a true story-teller after the Will Rogers
school and should again find a national audience
for his LP work.

•KERN AND PORTER FAVORITES”—Morton
Gould and his Orch.—RCA Victor LM-2559
The two great tunesmiths are well-represented in

this superb Gould ork session. Kem: “All The
Things You Are,” “Smoke Gets In Your Eyes,”
“Yester-iays”; Porter; “Night And Day,” “I Get A
Kick Out Of You,” “I’ve Got You Under My
Skin.” The stylings are of symphonic ork pro-
portions and have that special appeal to show
music buffs.

•LESLIE UGGAMS ON TV”—Columbia CL 1706
Cashing in on her rep and popularity earned on
Mitch Miller’s TV program, Leslie Uggams, aided
by the Sing Along Choi-us, offers a varied collec-
tion of sturdies in her new Columbia disk. Lark
turns in an exceptional performance as she belts
out lively readings of “Get Happy” and “Birth
Of The Blues.” LP should be a welcome asset to
any appreciator of well done oldies.

“ANN, MAN’.”—Ann Richards—Atco 33-136
Kicking off her first LP on Atco with a spirited
rendition of the evergreen “Yes Sir That’s My
Baby” Ann Richards demonstrates her superb
artistry of reshaping a tune while retaining its
essence in both words and music. Lark’s delivery
is powerful and exciting throughout the disk.
Especially noteworthy are the Richards’ readings
of “An Occasional Man,” “Is You Is Or Is You
Ain’t My Baby,” and an up-tempo version of Sis-
ter Rosetta Tharpe’s “And That’s All.”

In addition, the complaint charges
that Mellin had failed to use its best
efforts to exploit, in France, Spain and
Portugal, rights assigned in the sub-
publishing contract; refused and failed
to help or support the sales of certain
Connie Francis recordings in (Ger-
many; improperly deducted the share
of French lyric writers from royalties
earned by Aldon; failed to furnish de-
tailed statements showing net receipts
for Austria, Germany, France, Sweden,
Finland and Iceland.

In the complaint, Aldon asks for de-
tailed accountings and judgments for
sums shown to be due; a further |46,-
580.65 for royalties and damages; ex-
emplary damages of $250,000 and
recission of the unexecuted portion of
the contract and reassignment to
Aldon of all rights assigned to Robert
Mellin, Inc. pursuant to the contract.

Attorneys for the Mellin firm have
filed, in an answer to the suit, a gen-
eral denial of the charges. Aldon’s at-

torneys are Asher & Moelis of New
York, and Mellin’s attorneys are
Halperin, Morris, Granett & Cowan.

The Italian teenage singer Robertino’s first EP appeared at the
market in Denmark on November 3, 1960. Ever since, the EP has been on the
Best Sellers in all or in one or more of the Scandinavian countries every month
—and still is. It was Triola, a label from Morks Musikforlag in Copenhagen,
which signed a world-covering contract with Robertino, and according to Knut
Mork, head of the company, his records have been successfully released not
only in Scandinavia, but also have done extremely well in Germany, Benelux,
France, Spain, Italy, U.S. and Canada. Releases of Robertino records are now
planned in near future in Argentina, Brazil, Chile, Paraguay, Uruguay and oth-
er Latin-American countries, and also in England. During the year, Robertino
made a film in Germany (in which he sings “Ave Maria” by Shubert), and has
also made numerous TV and radio appearances in Scandinavia, Germany, Hol-
land and France. For Christmas, Triola is releasing a new Robertino record,
“Little Donkey” and the old Italian Christmas song, “Tu Scendi dalle Stelle.”

Italian singers are now very popular in Denmark. The latest discovery,
Stefano della Carita, was discovered at last San Remo Song Festival for
children, and is only five years old. He is contracted for appearances in Co-
penhagen in near future.
A song competition arranged every year by the daily paper Ekstrabladet

and the record company Tono, will not take place this year. The Musicians
Union banned the event because professional musicians would have been work-
ing for a record company since the winner would have been offered a recording
contract. Since October 1, there have been no recording made in Denmark be-
cause demands of the MU were not accepted by the record companies.
American jazz musician, alto saxist Herb Geller has announced that he is

planning to settle down in Copenhagen and live here permanently.
Latest jazz event in Denmark was a concert with Dave Brubeck and His

Quartet. The concert took place in Radio Merkur City in Copenhagen Nov. 7.

Philips is having notable success with its new Danish group. The Clifters,

(Five young rock ’n roll Danish singers) who this week appear in the seventh
spot on the Danish Best Sellers. Their debut record is “How Wonderful To
Know.”

ICELAND

The two brothers Jonas and Jon Muli Arnasynir have produced a second
musical, “Allra meina bot,” which is now staged by Leikfelag Reykjavikur.
The show is a big success, and the question is if this musical will have any
chance to beat the record of “Delerium Bubonis,” their last show which ran
for 200 performances, a record very hard to break at Iceland. Islenzkir Tonar,
who recorded selections of the pair’s last show, is also planning a recording
of the songs from their new one, reports Tage Ammendrup, head of the com-
pany.
Ragnar Bjarnason is planning recordings in English for release outside of

Iceland, it was reported here. The singer is very popular here and a frequent
artist on the local sales lists.

Lido Restaurant in Reykjavik has Savar Gests and His Orchestra under con-
tract now, and also the two popular recording artists, singers Ragnar Bjarna-
son and Helena Eyjolfsddttir.

According to listeners and critics, it was
a very well done program. Next company to produce its own programs over
Radio Nord is Karusell.

Arbeiderbladet in Oslo, a daily paper, presented a gold disk to publisher Stig
Anderson for the sale of 25,000 copies of the record “Hello Mary Lou” on
California in Norway. Two years ago, the paper started to give away silver-
disks for sale of 25,000 and gold disks for sale of 50,000 records. The number
of silver disks has been comparatively many, while so far only two gold disks
have been awarded.

Greatest sensation of the autumn, at least among record critics, is Sonet
Records’ release of the Roulette LP “Louis & Duke Recording together for
the first time.” It is seldom that everybody praises a record so enthusiastically
as has happened with this Louis Armstrong-Duke Ellington release.

International Sports Inc., recently debuted in show biz by presenting Fabian,
Jay Epae and others. The show did well financially, while the critics were far
less enthusiastic. Now the same promoters will present their second try in
show biz, this time with only Swedish artists. Starting November 19 in Stock-
holm, they plan to present Evert Taube, Ulla Sallert, Olle Bjdrklund, Barbro
Hdrberg and the Gunnar Hahn Orchestra.

EMI (Skandinavisk Grammophon AB) has contracted a new teenage singer, !

Ulla Persson, 14, from Stockholm, who was discovered when she sang at the
Kingside, a popular dance spot in Stockholm.

The Russian song “Iwan Iwanowitsch” was discovered in Finland, and the
Swedish publisher obtained the rights from Germany. Now Metronome, which
Tnade -the song with the debutant Anna-Lena Lofgren, will return it to Ger-
many as they plan to have her making a German recording for release by
Metronome in Hamburg.

To write about records and the French “chanson” today means to write

about the Music Halls which in Paris today continue their boom period and
attract both the stars and the public. Patachou has started at the A.B.C., re-

placing Sacha Distel, who has moved to the Bobino. Georges Brassens has

taken over after J. Brel at the Olympia where we awaited with curiosity and
affection his latest songs and interpretations. The songs may be new but the

bristling mustaches haven’t changed, nor has Brassens’ indifference to the

public’s reactions—though his listeners ask only to be charmed-;—and they are!

Also on the present Bobino bill is young singer Daniele Rouille (Ducretet),

who has gained much in stage presence and whose next records will certainly

fully reveal her talent to the public. Leo Ferre is again facing—and with great

success!—his Alhambra public. And finally, a veritable “resurrection”—the

come-back of Catherine Sauvage, who is doing a one-woman show at the

Gaite-Montparnasse where, according to her publicity posters, she sings 36
songs “from the heart and the head.” . . . But what is the public’s opinion? ? ?

This same public, which seems to have whole-heartedly accepted the first

records of Michel Sydney, the “find” of Soula-Bourgeois. . . .

Richard Anthony, whose version of “Tu Peux La Prendre” (“You Can Have
Her”) is in greater and greater demand each day, has now waxed “Toi et moi”
from the pens of Datin and Vidalin (and which was not composed by P.

Geraldy as we may think), as well as the famous “Hit The Road, Jack,” in its

French adaptation. Note that P. Beuscher publishes the tune here in France.
Back in the public eye is Francois Deguelt, who included Dorsey’s “Oui,

j’y vais” among the songs recorded at his last session. Jacqueline Boyer will

feature on her next disk Andre Popp’s “Depuis qu’on est deux.” This title

reminds us that Jacqueline was married recently, but we haven’t forgotten
“Tom Pillibi” just the same. Dalida will no doubt wax “Plus loin que la terre”

and it’s Gloria Lasso who warbles on her latest disk the main song from “Le
gout de la violence.” We hear that Pathe-Marconi has an excellent Latin-
American album on the market featuring “Los Amadores.”
The betting is open as to exactly what the Compagnons de la Chanson will

do now that their contract is drawing to an end. ...
News from Festival: a new publishing firm has been set up in collaboration

with the label. It’s called “Editions Fantasia” and will be headed by Vic, for-

merly with Chappell.
Marcel Azzola has received the highest distinction possible among accordion

players: it’s the Accordion Oscar 1961 awarded in Pavie (Italy). To commemo-
rate the event, Azzola has waxed 4 rock ’n’ roll tunes which include “Last
Night,” “Daniel” and “Tossin’ and Turnin’.” And speaking of rock, we must
mention that the teen-age fans are going all out for Gelou these days. This
charming young singer recorded formerly for Barclay—songs by Leo Ferre
and other highly intellectual numbers which led to a singular silence with re-
gard to both the singer and her efforts. Her successful rock ’n’ roll versions
appear on the BAM label—a firm known for it’s fine folklore and classic re-

cordings. BAM has also issued a very fine disk by P. Barbizet. Among the
BAM artists is the excellent singer, a real “diseur,” Jacques Douai. Alvarez-
Levy is head of the firm.
Very little news from P. Boutet of Barclay Editions, who is still traveling,

traveling . . . and should now be somewhere in Brazil on the trail of new hits.

Jacques Plait and Claude Dejacques announced a new series of
recordings by Johnny Hallyday.
Last week marked the world premiere of a new type of television broadcast

—a televised, stereo version of Eschyle’s “Les Perses.” The show was an
enormous success. The musical score, composed by Jean Prodromides, has been
released in its original version on the Philips label.

Dario Moreno has a French version of “Brigitte Bardot” on the market and
Anne-Marie Carriere has rated her first 10-inch LP on Fontana. That’s o.k.

pricing policy of our industry might kill the “hen with the golden eggs,” and
it can be said again. The retail stores are complaining about these new prices

because our public can’t afford it. We already had a decrease in all records

sales and this decrease should be accentuated with this new price list.

Brazilian Record Companies are now releasing a lot of 33 Compact records,

including Columbia, Philips, RCA, RGE. Musidisc, Continental and Odeon.

Among the latest releases, RGE issued “Come September” with Billy Vaughn
and his Orchestra, Vaughn is very popular, especially in Sao Paulo and the

song will be another of his hits.

Speaking about Compacts, Copacabana is preparing its first records of this

kind, to be issued later this month. The only important company still pressing

EP’s instead of Compacts, is Chantecler. About this label, Chantecler has had

some personnel losses. A & R director, singer and composer Diogo Mullero

(nicknamed Palmeira), quit his job, and signed a contract with Continental

Records. It’s a big loss for Chantecler’s, since Palmeira was responsible for

the selection of singers and material and was an expert in these matters.

Other directors quit too, and have not been replaced yet.

After the great success of the song title of TV’s “Bat Masterson,” our public

is anxiously waiting for the arrival here of Gene Barry, star of the show. Barry

is one of the most popular figures here, especially among our children.

Sao Paulo is waiting for the visit of Anita Bryant, the famous American
singer. Miss Bryant will sing for the Brazilian people for five days in Sao
Paulo on the Channels 4 and 2 (TV Tupi and TV Cultural and radio stations

Tupi and Difusora.

At this moment, the Brazilian record industry is busy with two important

occasions in which music is featured. The first comes in Dec. and, of course,

involves Christmas (the weather here at that time, by the way, is very, very
hot), and the other comes in Feb., the month for the famed “Carnival.” Bra-
zilian composers are writing new songs for both celebrations.

Other American artists being brought over by Lewis include The Four
Freshmen, Jeri Southern and Mel Torme who will have the backing of a
British group during their ten-day visit in March. Johnny Mathis has been
booked for a two-week tour in May. No confirmation has yet been received for
Frank Sinatra and Nat King Cole to appear here.

Agent Tito Burns, who handles many artists, including Billy Fury and The
Allisons is currently on a two-week visit to America taking in New York,
Philadelphia and Los Angeles. He nlans talks with record company executives
in connection with his own Lindon Record Company as well as negotiating
American appearances for his artists.

Two record companies who are normally competitors are to link up in

South Africa. It was announced that Pye Records is to be pressed and dis-
tributed in South Africa by the Johannesburg affiliate of EMI under the Parlo-
phone label. Artists such as Lonnie Donegan, The Brook Brothers, Clarence
‘Frogman’ Henry and Benny Hill have already had disks released and further
releases are planned.

Newcomer Danny Davis has signed a long term contract with Pye Records
and makes his bow with “Tell All The World” published by Robbins Music.
On the same label Adele Leigh, who is currently appearing at Zurich’s Stadt
Theatre, has a single release “Marie Marie.” Latest Reprise single is Frank
Sinatra’s “Coffee Song” backed with “A Foggy Day.” Piccadilly issue “Don’t
Get Around Much Any More” by A1 Saxon while on the Pye Jazz Series Bob
Wallis and his Storyville Jazzmen have “Come Along Please.”

Continuing its expansion policy. Oriole Records has signed a contract with
London Records of America. This was announced by managing director Morris
Levy following his recent visit to America. Levy told Cash Box that this
agreement, which is on a selective basis, will ensure the exposure and distri-

bution of the Oriole label throughout North America. It will also afford an
excellent opportunity for British talent on that label to succeed in the Ameri-
can market.

_

Sam Costa, who is better known nowadays as a disk jockey, was at one
time one of this country’s leading vocalists. He has now turned the clock back
and signed with Palette Records as a singer. His first disk just released is

“I’m Changing My Hat To A Bowler” on which he is accompanied by Tommy
McQuater and The Trad Hatters.

Straight from her American triumph, Shirley Bassey appeared in The Royal
Variety Show and topped the bill of Val Parnell’s “Sunday Night At The Lon-
don Palladium.”

Also making his fourth appearance in The Royal Show was Frankie
Vaughan, whose latest disk “Tower Of Strength” is getting a lot of exposure.
Frankie flies to Cologne on Nov. 23 where he will represent Britain in the big
NATO show being organized by German Radio.

Versatile Roy Castle has a tour of South Africa and America lined up for
early in 1962. His many talents are featured on his Philips L.P. “Castle Wise.”

John Barry has returned from the States with the news that he has concluded
an agreement with film producer Marty Melcher to write the music for both
film and theatrical productions in America. This will necessitate frequent
visits to the States—at least four a year. Plans are also being made for a
music publishing outlet to be handled here by Melcher’s European representa-
tive Leslie Conn.

Cameo Records European rep Harry Walters tells us that Chubby Checker
is to make a European tour and will arrive in England on December 21 for
TV, radio and personal appearances. “The Twist” dance craze sparked off by
Checker is currently swinging here and is having a great impact on dance
halls up and down the country. Pop singer Bobby Rydell is also expected to
visit Europe some time in February.

Latest names to be added to Milton Subotsky’s film “It’s Trad Dad” are dj’s

Alan Freeman and Brian Matthew.

From EMI comes news that David Whitfield has been signed up to record
for HMV. Previously under contract to Decca, David has many disk hits to
his credit including “Answer Me” and “Caria Mia.” No titles have yet been
selected for his first release on the new label.

“Helen” is the title of Helen Shapiro’s first EP on Columbia. 15-year old
Helen, who collected a silver disk for her first record “Please Don’t Treat Me
Like A Child” published by Lorna Music now adds another to her collection
for “Walking Back To Happiness” published by Filmusic. A silver disk denotes
the sale of 250,000 records.

Other EMI releases include Dinah Washington’s “September In The Rain”
(Mercury), “Little Shepherd Boy” by Nina & Frederik (Columbia), “The Fly”
by Chubby Checker (Columbia), a new Craig Douglas single “No Greater
Love” (Top Rank) and “Tonight I Won’t Be There” by Adam Wade (HMV).

Publisher Bill Phillips of KPM Music is very excited about his latest number
“Little Match Girl Cried” by Neville Russell, who makes his debut on the
Polydor label. This could go over very big at Christmas time. Polydor also
issue “Hey Man” by Rusty And Doug from the American Hickory label.

Kenny Bally and his traditional jazz group celebrated their third birthday
last week with a party held at London’s Centre of Sound. Kenny’s current
disk release on Pye is “Midnight In Moscow.”

Miss Joyce Dixey, general manager of The Mechanical Copyright Protection
Society, has retired after completing 45 years service. She will be succeeded
by B W. Pratt, who joined MCPS in 1948 after several years with The Per-
forming Right Society.

We have not had too much musical activity in recent weeks because of
national holidays (e.g. All Saints’ Days with a weekend holiday). Anyhow there
is some information:

Jose de Jesus Hinojosa quit his job as A&R of Columbia Records, and from
now on he will work for the new label Discos Alegria (Alegria Records), a
new company that probably will work with big capital behind it and will be a
tough competitor. So, in less than two weeks, Columbia Records lost two A&R
men: Hinojosa and Andre Toffel. General manager J. Manuel Villareal is plan-
ning a new organization and soon will announce new names in the company.

Bill Haley and His Comets, who are working at a theater in the Mexican
capital, have recorded a lot of new songs for Orfeon Records and will probably
make an LP with his group and Emily Cranz, at the moment one of the most
popular figures in theaters and TV here.

After seven performances in the Mexican capital (two at the Terrazza
Cassino and five at the National Auditorium), Louis Armstrong returned to
the U.S., Louis was not the big success his managers were hoping for.

E. Guillermo Salas, director of the Nucleo Radio Mil (Radio 590, Radio Mil,
Radio Eco, Radio Satelite and XEOY FM) returned to Mexico City after
spending a two months vacation in Europe in the company of his wife. Salas
said he brought a lot of new ideas back and made very valuable contacts dur-
ing the free moments of his trip.

Big success for Mexican singer Cesar Costa in Venezuela. He broke attend-
ance records at the Coney Island, performed in night clubs with full tables
and was on TV (“The Renny’s Show”). He was also a hit with the teenagers.
Costa sings almost all of Paul Anka’s repertoire in Soanish and the two best
sellers of Venezuela are his versions of “Kisses On The Phone” and “Dance
Little Girl.” Cesar is at the moment performing on Mexican TV and finishing

at Orfeon Records his second LP. He also will have had his first chance in the
movies, and Bill Haley’s manager wants to take him to the United States. He
is also preparing his final law examinations at the University of Mexico.

On Nov. 19, drummer Tino Contreras’ jazz combo will debut in Athens,
Greece, performing at the Cropol Palace. Raptis was the impresario who signed
Tino, the best drummer we have in Mexico. With him will go Mario Contreras
(trumpet), Victor Pasos (bass) and A1 Zuniga (piano). Tino made a very
interesting album for Musart Records named “Exotic Percussions.”

Peerless Records introduced a new rock ’n roll group called Los Santos del

Rock (The Rock Saints), who cut “Chapoteando” and “Aprendiendo el Rock”
(Learnin’ the Rock).

Here by now should be the Spanish group The Iruna-Qo, who signed a con-

tract with Pepe Leon, owner of Social Club, replacing The Platters, who will

return to the U.S.

And talking about Spanish artists, Miguel Herrero’s show disappointed

the Mexican public, because it didn’t bring many new acts this time.

New singer Jaime Guzman Mayer debuted as singer on Tizoc Records, with

“Espinas de Amor” and “Salambo.” Mario Freidberg, president of this com-
pany, sees a great future in Mayer.

Maria Eugenia Rubia cut “Si Mi Hijita Linda (Yes My Pretty Baby)” and
“Starlight, Starbright,” for Musart, the vocal group Los Pao recorded at

Musart Records Tito Rodriguez’s composition “El Rey del Timbal” and “Los

Hermanos Pinzon.” At the same time, a new rock ’n roll singer Javier Vega,

who is exclusive of Gamma Records, made his versions of “Goodbye Again
and “Final Feliz” (Happy End) with Bebo Valdes’ orchestra.

We listened to Mercury’s album released by David Carroll and dedicated to

Mexico under the same name. It’s a pity that half of the songs are not Mexican.

The vocal-instrumental quartet Los Fronterizos—one of the top names in

records in their homeland of Argentina—made a sensational debut at the
Grand Gala Du Disque. You read about this second annual event in a previous
issue of Cash Box. As you may remember, part of this Grand Gala was seen
on television. As for Los Fronterizos, they were heard and seen on Dutch TV
for the second time on October 21st. These boys, whose recordings come out on
the Philips label, are getting more popular day by day. Their first Philips EP
was released here a few days ago and will certainly be welcomed by all who
have become Fronterizos-fans since the Grand Gala (L.C. Phonogram).

The Commonwealth Statistician recently issued population figures as taken

at the nationwide census check in June last. The total population of Australia
now stands at a shade over 10% million—which shows an increase of 16.93 per
cent on the previous census of 1954. The population shows a breakdown of
5,310,000 males and 5,200,000 females, of this total more than eight million
people live in the Eastern States of Australia.
Leeds Music Pty. Ltd. and its associated companies are currently handling

a full hand of hits and feature chart contenders including “Hit The Road Jack,”
“Goodbye Cruel World,” “Runaround Sue,” “I Still Love You All,” “Romeo,”
“Tell It,” “Big Cold Wind” and the English chart item “My Boomerang Won’t

While Johnny O’Keefe is still holding down the coveted number one spot
among the best-selling singles right across the nation, our chart this week
features three of the hottest new singles to show out for a long while. Of these
the outstanding one is James Darren’s Pye label release of “Goodbye Cruel
World.” This one is having a spectacular run at the moment and if the action
continues at the present rate, it should easily hit the top position. Close on
on its heels is “Hit The Road Jack” by Ray Charles which is released here on
Ampar. Many of Ray Charles’ previous American hits have only won fair
success in Australia, but with “Hit The Road Jack” Ray has really “arrived”
as this one is hitting the charts with a king-size wallop. The third of the new
big three singles enjoying strong consumer and deejay action is Jimmy Dean’s
Coronet label slice of “Big Bad John.” Over the next few weeks, these three
disks should be having an interesting chart tussle for the key position.

Cash Box in Australia still hasn’t received official advice regarding the rep-
resentation of Frank Sinatra’s Reprise label in this territory but it is strongly
believed throughout the trade that Pye Records will handle the Reprise cata-
logue. If Pye does win the Reprise material, it will be in the face of strong
and financially attractive bids from several major Australian companies.

“Girls, Guitars And Gibson” is the title of the new RCA album release by
Don Gibson that has just been released here. Gibson recently struck pay dirt
in Australia through “Sea Of Heartbreak”; these fans should create a good
market for the album.

The Festival group is out now with its Christmas releases, which include
two locally produced packages; “A Merry Christmas With Noeleen Batley” an
EP on Festival features Noeleen with four popular Christmas titles. Again on
Festival is “Joy To The World,” an album of (Christmas standards by Col Joye.
Another LP on Festival is “Christmas Day With Sammy Kaye” which carries
a batch of seasonal favorites and on Top Rank is a package entitled “Silent
Night, Holy Night” by The Lamy Children’s Choir.

Cashing in on the current big action on James Darren’s “Goodbye Cruel
World,” Pye Records have issued Darren’s album “Gidget Goes Hawaiian,”
which brings some material from the same title.

Australian Record Company’s Nov. album releases include “Portrait Of My
Love” by Steve Lawrence; “Great Motion Picture Themes”; Soundtrack from
“Goodbye Again”; “Charanga Pachanga” by Tito Rodriguez; “Come Sing With
Me” by Eydie Gorme—all on the UA label. On Coronet are “Tonight Only” by
The Dave Brubeck Quartet; “Showtime” by Doris Day; “Christmas Sing-Along
With Mitch”; “To Each His Own” from Ken Griffin. Among new albums on
Warner Bros, label are “Jazz Festival In Hi-Fi”; “The Riotous, Raucous, Red-

Jorge Ramirez Madrid, Chilean artist manager currently living in Mexico,

was the visitor of the week. Ramirez Madrid, who will stay in Buenos Aires
for about a month, will arrange the last details for the visit of Los Cuatro
Hermanos Silva, the famous Chilean quartet, also established in Mexico; The 4
Silva Brothers have just finished some performances in Los Angeles, California,
and are now in Mexico. Before going to Argentina, they’ll take part in some
programs on Radio Caracas Television, in Venezuela. Nov. 28, they’ll arrive in
Buenos Aires, and will perform on TV and nightclubs; after that, will visit

Uruguay and Brazil, and in Feb. will be at the Vina del Mar Song Festival, in

Chile.
Nestor Selasco, president of Sicamericana (Dot, 20th Century Fox, Fonit,

Bell, Hispavox, Vanguard and Reprise representative) has just returned from a
trip of Brazil, Venezuela, Mexico and the States. He told Cash Box that he is

very satisfied with his visit to those countries, and “was happy to see that we
are in a very high point in the record scene in this country.” He was par-
ticularly impressed by the “many offers of technical help we have received.”
Selasco has arranged the distribution of his local production (Music Hall and
Ritmo labels) in many countries, including Turkey, Venezuela, Mexico and
Hong Kong. “In some cases,” Selasco explained, “we have considered that we
must help to promote our records. It isn’t only to sign a contract and then re-
ceive a certain amount of money; we have to help our representatives, send-
ing them all the material that is possible, and cooperating as best as we can.”
He also said that Sicamericana has several other offers for representation, and
that in the next weeks there would be interesting news regarding them.

Mauricio Brenner, of Fermata Publishers, must have also already returned
from his trip to Brazil, Venezuela and Mexico, but unfortunately up to the
moment we couldn’t get in touch with him. Next week we’ll inform about his

comments, which surely will be interesting.
Luis Calvo has also returned from a biz trip to chile and Peru. He spent three

days in Santiago and five in Lima, and reports that was very well impressed
by the success received by Brazilian teen singer Sergio Murilo by Mexico’s
Trio Los Panchos and by Ray Conniff. The general manager of Columbia Ar-
gentina said that “Columbia’s sales are as we estimated, and are continuously
increasing”; he added that he could note that tango music is returning to popu-
larity in Peru. Most Columbia tango releases in that country are LP’s with
several orchestras in the same package.

Julio Korn publishers announced that “Quiero Amenecer,” its original copy-
right (number 6 on the lists this week) will be published by Irmaos Vitale in

Brazil and by Morro Music in Canada and the United States. This tune is still

doing vei’y well in Argentina, and has big sales appeal for other countries.

Luis Aguile has returned from his artistic visit to Peru and Venezuela,
where he performed on Venevision. His new TV show—announced to open in

November—may be delayed, as the Channel wants it to be vido taped.

“We expect a big revival of tango music” is the opinion of Ricardo Mejia,
consumer products manager of RCA. “Last Antonio Prieto’s waxings, with
Juan D’Arienzo’s tango orchestra, are really a big success, and we expect very
much from them.” Prieto and D’Arienzo recorded “La Calle del Pecado” and
“Despues de la Boda,” and there are some other waxings being planned.
Columbia releases: first LP by Amadeo Monges (young harpist), Tony Vilar

(“And The Heavens Cried” in Spanish) and Julio Sosa; second LP by Johnny
Carel (Orfeo label), which will appear in a couple of weeks, and a new LP by
Antonio Bisio.

RCA has released a new LP waxed recently by Los Chalchaleros, one of our
most popular folk groups. The group has recently finished a series of radio
progi-ams on radios El Mundo, Splendid and Belgrano, and are now perform-
ing in Montevideo.

Jose Ruzo of Edami publishers announced new releases of “Escandalo,”
which is climbing the charts in a fast way; RCA released the version by Marco
Antonio Muniz, with Chucho Ferrer’s orchestra (recorded in Mexico); Philips

has released it sung by Los Abriles, and Odeon will probably issue it, sung by
Olga Guillot.
Nadia Milton is here. The young Chilean songstress is performing on Casino

Philips (TV Channel 13) with good success. She will stay here about a month,
and will probably return in February.

CHILE

The City of Vina del Mar and Radio Sociedad Nacional de Mineria continue

preparing the details of the Third Song Festival of Vina. The contest—which
up to date is restricted to Chilean composers—will probably be one of the most
important events in Latin America music year. It will take place in the third

week of February 1962, and most Chilean recording companies have promised
recordings of at least three of the twenty best tunes. Most Argentinian pub-
lishers are also looking with big interest at this festival.

“Tanto Control” (So Many Rules) is the biggest hit nowadays in Chile. The
tune has been recorded in Spanish by Connie Francis (she also sings it in

English), in a version made by Argentine composer Felix Villa. Many consider

that this proves that Spanish versions for these markets must be made in

Argentina or Chile because of some details in the language that are “a must”
for customers. Versions made in other countries, in general, are not liked by
the public, because in many cases it doesn’t understand the sense of the song.

How do you put on a pop music festival where the actual compositions are
judged ? That’s the question facing the music industry here today. The actual
purpose of a pop music festival is to give the l<^cal composers the chance to
start their numbers off to_ a flying start via TV with the added publicity
bonus of having won a festival or received a top placing. The festival bug hit
Germany about 3 years ago when Radio Luxemburg put on the First German
Pop Music Festival in Weisbaden. Different stars were signed up to sing the
entries and after all the radio exposure was through, Ruth Fischer and 'Will
Braudes walked away with first prize and Chris Howland won the prize for
the most popular song by the audience present on the last evening of the
festival. Both of the songs and all the other prize winners of the festival
failed to make the charts here, and the industry screamed that the festival
was judged on the strength of the artists rather than the material presented.
German TV tried a different approach. Twelve nrominent authors were asked
to submit songs which were presented to the TV audience again by recording
stars. Newcomber Wyn Hoop walked away with first prize and went on to
finish 4th in London at the Europe Song Festival, but the record also did not
sell more than 45,000 records. The second place song got an additional push
through a religious TV program here and went on to sell the magic million
by young songstress Heidi Bruhl. However, the industry still was not satis-
fied. The feeling was that the songwriters of Germany were not fairly rep-
resented by just 12 authors. This situation was not remedied in 1960 when the
same festival was held, Lale Anderson won, went to Cannes, finished last and
the song was never even recorded here until recently when it was given a “B”
side treatment. At the time that Lale won the festival she was riding the top
of the charts here with her version of “Never On Sunday” and once again the
industry cried that an artist’s local popularitv rather than a strong number
won the festival. Radio Luxemburg tried a different approach. They signed
Caterina Valente, Peter Kraus and Fred Bertelsmann to sing the entries, and
although only 3 artists were presented with over 12 songs, it turned into a
circus with the 3 represented record firms pushing their artists and Caterina
walking away with all the honors. She won first and third places, recorded
the songs back to back and came up with a smash record, but once again, the
record industry was not content as it contended that the festival was not
representative of the market and that the only one profiting from the festival
was Miss Valente. This year, the same picture backfired. Caterina Valente was
signed along with Jimmy Makulis to present the songs. Caterina walked away
With all 3 of the first prizes, but refused to record the 1st and 3rd place
winners. The second place winner which Miss Valente recorded was easily
traced back to an old folk song, and the 2 authors gave back their prize. But
the damage has already been done. Caterina has already reported that she
will not appear at the festival next year. The German record industry together
with German TV tried the'r hand at festival giving also last year. With the
iury mainly composed of TV station employees, the orchestra leader of the
Hamburg R?idio-TV orchestra, Alfred Hause, won first prize, a new vocal
group The Missouris won 2nd prize and Lys Assia won 3rd prize and all 3
songs sold poorly even with the 2 TV shows apiece. Now, another solution is

being tried. The festival for the Europe song Contest and the Radio-Record
Industry festival are being combined. 24 songs were chosen from over 200
submitted compositions by any auth^^r who wanted to try his hand at entering.
Each of the 6 major record firms will give 2 of their top artists to sing 2 each
of these songs in preliminaries over German TV. 12 of the s'^ngs will be elimi-

nated in the preliminary rounds, which means that there will be 12 songs in

the final rounds sung bv 12 top artists. The finals will be held in Baden-Baden
in February. It may turn out to be the best festival yet, but no one supposes
that the final answer has been found as to how to present a festival where the
songs are judged and not the artist. Let’s hope for the best.

Peter Lach writes us that his new Capriccio Publishing House is going great
guns with new releases by The Blue Diamonds, Ria Valk, Johnny Hoes and
Maria Zamora all on Philips.

The Edition Ac-
cord is part of the EMI publishing group. Otto is also handling artist promo-
tion for Electrola T?e"ords

Theo Seeger of Peer Music writes that he’s working hard on the new Vanna
Olivieri waxing of “Mu"ho, Mucho, Mucho” and that two of his numbers,
“Amor” sung by Ben E. King, and Paul Kuhn as well as the top hit “Pepito,”
with 12 different versions here, are swinging toward the ton of the charts.

Rndi Sle-'ak writes that Aberbach Music is going to town with new waxings
on the market of “Jezebel” by Ivo Robic and “Come September” in 6 different

versions.

The new members are all Cana-
dians from Edmonton, Alberta. Davey John, who is the bass player in the
group, used to run a booking agency in Edmonton and at this formed the
group that was later to meet Humphrey. Their contract with Soma Records
is terminated and they do not intend to renew it. They were recently signed by
Conway Twitty’s manager, Don Seat.

Bud Hayden of Select Music in Vancouver writes that Select is now the dis-
tributor of Capitol Records. His current hit singles are, “You Mostest Girl”
by Bob Lee on Regency, “Mina Bird” by The String-A-Longs on Warwick, and
“Steps 1 and 2” by Jack Scott on Capitol.

It was a pleasure to make the acquaintance of Vogue president, Leon Cabat,
at the offices of the Mintangians. Cabat said he has been coming to Milan
three times a year for business and to see his close friend, Krikor Mintangian,
the president of Durium, who represents the Vogue name in Italy. Correspond-
ently, Cabat represents the Durium name in France and stated that the most
successful Durium singer throughout his country was and goes on being
Marino Marini. Cabat added that the young, but well known boy of Durium,
Little Tony, is due in December in Paris for appearances on a big show. Vogue
can be proud to read his name on the Italian charts, in fact its Brigitte Bardot
by Roberto Seto entered the list at the number 7A position. Cabat said his
“Brigitte Bardot,” got a strong start towards the big success which it has
been enjoying in France, just through numerous radio plugs. Cabat has inten-
tions to send some of his talent to Italy for theatre and TV appearances in
order to promote stronger record sales.

Allison Kennedy is the new librarian at CFUN in Vancouver. She replaces
Mike Powley. Another change at the station is George Morris, who takes over
the all-night slot from Jerry Landa. Landa has left the station.

Wray Rutledge of Quality Records writes that he has just released these
new chart entries, “On Bended Knees” by Clarence Henry on Argo, “Pushing
Your Luck” by Sleepy King on Quality, “Wadja Say Mr. K” by The Sicknicks
on Reo, and “Little Lonely” by Chad AlPn on Mercury. Rutledge reports that his
current hot albums are “Quarter To Three” by U.S. Bonds on Reo, “Wooden
Heart” by Joe Dowell on Mercury, “Boll Weevil Song and Other Great Hits”
by Brook Benton on Mercury, and a hot new entry, “King Of Kings” on MGM,
from the motion picture of the same name.

Jim Yaetman of RCA Victor is racking up plenty of sales from the Elvis
Presley album, “Blue Hawaii.” Singles doing wed include, “Language Of Love”
by John D. Loudermilk, “Hang On” by Floyd Cramer, and the strong French
entry “Meo Penche” by The Jerolas. Yaetman also announced three new albums
to its French $1.98 Gala line. Again Victor introduces top names into the low
priced market. Included in this release is a package by one of the big western
names Roger Miron and also an album by the Three Bars, who have had sev-
eral single hits. Victor put the Gala line on the market about three months ago
with six albums. Victor is only one of the big companies to recently enter the
$1.98 derby. Compo introduced its Festival line about six months ago, Trans
Canada and Rusticanna have decided to stress their $1.98 product, Fleur de
Lys will be ready to introduce 10 low priced albums within the month. These
are only some illustrations of the emphasis companies have laid on their low
priced French product.

Most of these albums are by local artists. Never has the French industry
seen so much activity in the $1.98 field. There are many reasons to why the
firms are releasing low priced items rather than $3.98. One is that the diskeries
cannot get volume out of a high priced album except for a few name artists.
Since the French market is limited to the province of Quebec there are only
350 record dealers available for French sales. Therefore the companies had to
look for other outlets. Part of the answer could be found in low priced items
for the chain stores and racks. This idea has grown to such an extent that now
dealers are beginning to stock low priced French albums in quantity. The only
local French artists who can sell well at the $3.98 level are Michel Louvain,
Les Jerolas, Pere Gedeon, Ti-Gus et Ti-Mousse, and Fernand Gignac. This is
why companies are now going after quantity with low priced product rather
than release no product at all excepting the big names mentioned above.

We also had the pleasure of meeting Jack Mills, the president of Mills Music
Corporation in New York, who told us he flies to Europe twice each year to
see his European representatives. In Milan, Mills paid a visit to maestro
Robbiani, composer of serious music and president of music and record house
Carisch, which has been operating in this business for some one hundred years.
Mills is the sub-publisher of the Carisch’s music catalog for the States and
maestro Robbiani expressed how much he appreciates the cooperation of Mills
Company and mainly emphasized the efforts made by Mills in order to promote
the Italian serious music in the States. Mills will devote efforts also for the
success of the Carisch’s light music catalog in his country.

At the offices of Mr. Casetta (Bluebell), we had the pleasure of meeting Bill

Grauer, who is on an European trip to visit his representatives on the con-
tinent. Grauer produces the following record lines: Riverside (jazz, dance, pop
music), Jazzland, Wonderland (children’s records), Washington (classical and
folk music), Popside. While in Europe, Grauer wants to contact local record
lines for representation in the States. He added that the European labels have
at the present time more possibilities of succeeding in the States than in the
past. Vice versa, American pop labels are no longer so popular in Europe, he
said, while American jazz music meets with major appreciation in Europe now
than in the past. Questioned about the difference between the European jazz

record buying public and the American, he stated that in Europe jazz

fans possess a refined music taste and buy a jazz record exclusively when it

carries highly qualified music; in the States, instead, the public buys jazz

records principally to follow a certain fashion, an evidence of this fact, he
added, are the record sales of Bill Evans, every disk by whom sells in the
States only 5,000 to 6,000 copies, while as soon as the European jazz fans
realized and became aware of his skill, every record by him started selling in

Europe some 20,000 copies. Grauer also announced that he gave Casetta of

Bluebell the Italian representation of the Vee Jay line, which features both
jazz & pop pieces and often appears high in the LP charts.

In last week’s column, it was incoiTectly stated that Mr. Ricordi had joined
RCA Italiana as art adviser. Actually, he assumes the post of record creation
manager.

The Chicago Loans and

Bonus Ordinance

An

Industry

Victory

After too many years of bending to the location

owners’ demands for loans and bonuses, the coin
machine operator has taken a stand and it is the

hope of the entire industry that the blow dealt this

vicious practice in the Chicago council last week will

be only the beginning.

The City Council of Chicago voted unanimously
(CB Nov. 11 P72) that retail dealers in alcoholic

licjuor are prohibited from accepting money, etc.

for installations of coin-operated or amusement de-

vices on licensed premises. The ordinance amounts
to a death blow for the loans and bonus cancer which
has crippled the operators of Chicago and the entire

nation ever since the first dollar was offered a loca-

tion many years ago.

The practice of loaning money to locations for

consideration started as an innocent business deal-

ing but quickly turned into a hopeless situation

whereby operators were pitted against one another

by fast-learning location owners with the end result

causing almost chaos in certain operating areas in

the country. Many operators today continue to offer

outlandish sums of money for the right to operate

in a loeation and it has become a question of whether
or not this practice in many instances makes sense.

To merely refrain from the location loan is to invite

disaster since the competition would be quick to

offer the assistance to location owners. A bonus, on
the other hand, has spiraled into a cost-of-operating

figure that puts many top locations on the border-

line insofar as profits are concerned. Many an op-

erator has watched money intended for new equip-

ment, a necessary investment, fall into the hands of

the location, and with absolutely no prospect of in-

creased income from this location.

Evidently the operators in Chicago were repaid

tenfold for their efforts in establishing this ordi-

nance. The result of their eontinued endeavor over

the years may spread throughout the nation. Per-

haps the Chicago ruling will someday be recognized

as a necessity by local legislators throughout the

land.

An organized effort behind this all-important ruling

might result in a return to a more stable operating

business whereby the operator can offer amusement
and nothing else in return for a pereentage of the

proceeds in the cash box. Let the competitive aspect

rest on the merits of service, equipment and quality

of entertainment. “I’m sorry but it’s against the

law,” may some day be the slogan of every watchful

operator in the business wherever that costly ques-

tion of loans and bonuses crops up.

Continental’s Hot Food Principle Explained

In response to requests for an explanation of the Continental-APCO Hot Food
Shoppe, new hot food vender exhibited at the NAMA Convention last week, fol-
lowing is a prepared explanation of the principle which permits the Conti-
nental machine to vend hot meals.

Fully automatic food service, among
other facets, involved the development
of food which could be handled like a
package of cigarettes. Of major im-
portance, was the establishing of the
right food menu selection and the
right quality and size of portion. An-
other prime requisite was to provide
a packaged frozen food which would
be able to stand the sustained heat
required for vending purposes.
Why is this sustained heat neces-

sary? Fully automatic service in-

volved putting the food in the machine
without previous preparation or at-
tention and operating the machine in

such a manner that the customer
could buy a food package either for
lunch, dinner, a midnight shift dinner,
and utilizing a machine to this pur-
pose, without constant attention.
The problem was tackled at the

source, namely a processing plant in

which the food products are produced.
Menus that could stand 9-12 hours of
heating were required, others were re-

jected. Some were modified until this
requirement was achieved.

Vegetable sizes, sauces, flavoring,
cuts of meat, types of preparation all

had to be taken into account to de-

Popcorn Vender Pops
Its Own Corn
NEW YORK—A fully automatic pop-
corn vending machine—popping its

own corn from raw kernels, one bag
at a time, upon the insertion of coins
—was introduced at the NAMA show
last week. Called “Pop-O-Matic,” the
vending machine serves freshly made
popcorn of the highest quality, ac-
cording to company officials. Designed
so that customers can actually see the
entire operation, the “Pop-O-Matic”
helps to stimulate its own sales. It

has a capacity of 400 24 oz. bags of

popcorn. After each vend, the popping

basket is automatically steam bathed

preparing a clean machine for the

next vend. An additional feature al-

lows for regularly spaced automatic

cleanings when the machine is not in

operation. The vendor is manufac-
tured by Vendotronics Corp., 572 Mer-
rick Road, Lynbrook, N.Y.

Uniy. Match Declares
Stock Dividend

ST. LOUIS—Directors of Universal

Match Corp. voted a 2 per cent stock

dividend last week on its common
stock in lieu of cash. The dividend,

payable Dec. 15, to holders of record

Nov. 24, was the result of the feeling

by the directors that “a stock rather

than cash dividend would be in the

best interest of the company.”

velop a usable group of menus and
menu portions.
The question of shelf-life was also

carefully studied. Each product had to

sustain a minimum of three months of
shelf storage in a freezer before it

would be acceptable. It should be no-
ted that these tests were time-con-
suming, extending over several years,
to meet CONTINENTAL’S exacting
requirements.
We have succeeded in producing 40

varieties to date, and shortly we shall

have over 60 selections on our menu.

The Operator’s Point of Vieiv

Consideration was given to provide a
full-line vending service. An opera-
tor’s prime concern is sanitation, ease
of operation of the vending equipment,
poi’tion control, financial controls, etc.,

we knew that only a system which,
would enable the operator to treat his
food like a bar of candy, or pack of
cigarettes, was considered acceptable.
The idea of hot food preparation at
the operator level and special handling
of the hot food was rejected as being
impractical for the operator.
The research and development fi-

nally achieved large menu variety,
long shelf-life, long-life in the ma-
chine and the food requires no special
handling;.

This is an idtimate system. Even
the question of transportation from
the operator’s office to the location
was carefully taken into account. At
present the technique permits the op-
erator to take his food, load it in a
truck and deliver it to the location
without dangerous thawing.

The Vending Machine Itself

The most straight-forward design
approach was taken to the vending
machine mechanism. The unit itself,

in effect, is an automatic electric oven,
working the same as an oven that is

used at home, and is fitted with auto-
matic controls for starting and stop-
ping. Only the simplest kind of con-
trol is required—just as a housewife
adjusts the cooking time to the size

of the roast, so the operator sets the
control to the number of packages he
places in the machine. This is the only
adjustment required. The oven has
been carefully tested to deliver, with
one simple control, a fully prepared
and cooked meal, ready to serve at
any time, after the dual heating cycle

has been completed.
To maintain the full quality and

flavor of the frozen packaged meal,
the temperature is quickly raised to
210° and then retained under heat at
160°-170°.

We feel the limitations of radar
cooking were avoided. Just as the oven
at home, with a simple thermostatic
control, brings all food to the proper
cooking temperature, so does the oven
in the CONTINENTAL Hot Food
Shoppe. Adequate safety controls for
loss of heat and power have been in-

stalled, minimizing the possibility of
over-heating or under-heating. A sim-
ple time tested, electrically controlled
oven was chosen in the development
of this machine. This oven does the
heating job and enables the operator
to assure his locations proper service.

These were the requirements CON-
TINENTAL set for itself. These are
also the goals we have achieved in

our Hot Food Shoppe. The operator
need only have the location—the food
will be available from one of CONTI-
NENTAL’S food distribution points.

With these basic components—an op-
erator can now be a full-line caterer.

The Hot Food Shoppe is presently in

production and is available for im-
mediate delivery. Every effort will be
made to fill each order as promptly as
possible.
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Coin Machine Council Officially Dead
CHICAGO—Members of the Coin
Machine Council voted in a special
meeting on November 6 to disband.
Attendance was entirely by - proxy,
explained Secretary Herb Jones. “The
vote,” he added, “was decisively in fa-
vor of discontinuing the effort of the
Council to serve as public relations
agency for the industry, and endorsed
a recommendation adopted by the
Executive Committee on October 10.”

Commenting on the end of the
Council’s two years of activity, Lou
Casola, who, as President, toured the
country, seeking to arouse interest in
public relations, said, “Mindful of the
loyal and generous support of those
who wanted a public relations pro-
gram, the Executive Committee sor-
rowfully and reluctantly recommended
dissolution only after prolonged and
strenuous effort to keep the Council
alive. Although enthusiasm was high
in the early stages, by the first of this
year manufacturing support had
dwindled to three plants—United,
Keeney and Bally. Naturally, support
of distributors and operators weak-
ened in view of the lack of interest on
the part of manufacturers.
“Convinced that widely representa-

tive membership is a basic require-
ment of any cooperative action of
businessmen, we devoted a consider-
able part of our time, energy and
funds to membership drives. This in-

vestment did not pay off.

Form Texas Assoc.

PHILADELPHIA — Joe Silverman,
manager of the Amusement Machine
Operators Association of Philadelphia,
has advised that he will leave for
Houston, Texas on Monday, Nov.
13th, in order to assist coinmen in
that area in forming an operator as-
sociation.
