The Chad Mitchell Trio, who are
currently riding the charts with “Liz-
zie Borden,” started singing together
two years ago in the Gonzaga Univer-
sity glee club. Their professional ca-
reer was launched by their first “book-
ing agent,” Rev. Reinard W. Beaver
of St. Augustine’s Church in Spokane.
Father Beaver heard the boys perform
many times on campus and persuaded
them to come to New York with him
and take a crack at show business.
The trio secured a booking at the

Village Barn when they arrived in

Gotham—thanks to the efforts of their
manager. Within a short time, they
were under contract to a large man-
agement firm, and guest appearances
on television and radio followed in
quick succession. They appeared on
the Pat Boone TV Show and were reg-
ulars on the Arthur Godfrey daytime
radio shows, while their public appear-
ances have included dates at the Blue
Angel with Shelley Berman, and with
Harry Belafonte at Carnegie Hall.

Since then the Kapp recording stars
have never looked back, and their
popularity steadily increases. The Trio
consists of Chad Mitchell, Mike
Kobluk and Joe Frazier.

New Belafonte Projects
Include B'way LP,
Negro Anthology
NEW YORK—Harry Belafonte is

currently engaged in one of the most
concentrated and ambitious recording

projects of his career.

He is presently at work on two al-

bums of his own for his production

company, Belafonte Enterprises, Inc.,

to be released through RCA Victor

Records. He has also started a third

recording project, “An Anthology of

Negro Music,” produced by his com-
pany and in which Belafonte will

share his participation with other

leading artists, also to be distributed

by Victor.

His own albums are, “Midnight
Special,” a collection of American folk

songs, recorded for the first time by
the artist, and an album dealing with

songs from Broadway musicals that

qualify as a “true part of the Ameri-
can folk idiom.”

The second album, as yet untitled,

will contain tunes from such shows as,

“My Fair Lady,” “Kismet,” “Car-

nival,” “House of Flowers,” “Flower
Drum Song” and “Finian’s Rainbow.”
This marks the first time that Bela-

fonte has recorded any tunes that

have originated in Broadway musi-

cals. Jimmy Jones is conducting the

orchestra for “Midnight Special,”

which will be ready for March release,

and Alan Green will handle the same
chore for the Broadway-folk album.

The “Anthology” series, expected

to be completed by early summer,
which has been in the preparation

stage for over a year, will contain ten

sides of music, and some narrative

tracing the musical history of the

American Negro.

The entire album will be conducted

and arranged by Leonard de Paur,

who has done the complete research

on the project. De Paur, authority on

Negro music, is writing a book on the

subject that will be part of the com-

pleted “package.”

The music in the “Anthology” will

cover the period from the first days

of slavery in the American colonies

up to the beginning of the Twentieth

Century, at which point instrumental

jazz entered the field.

Both vocal and instrumental groups

will be utilized, with some spoken nar-

rative woven throughout. One side,

to be called “The Roots,” will be re-

corded by African students, studying

in this country. It will highlight the

influence of Scotch, Irish and English

music upon the basic African, to

evolve American Negro music as it is

known today.

Some of the artists who will be

heard in the album, in additon to

Harry Belafonte, are: Gloria Lynne,

Bessie Jones, Valentine Pringle,

Miriam Makeba and three members of

the Belafonte Folk Singers, Ned
Wright, Roy Thompson and Arthur

Williams.

Negotiations are presently taking

place with Belafonte Enterprises for

the participation in the “Anhtology”

of singers Joe Williams, Odetta,

Mahalia Jackson and Leon Bibb.

Kouyate Kandia, an authority on

Guinea folk culture, who appeared in

this country with the Ballet Africaine,

is presently attempting to work out

arrangements with his government so

that he may participate in the work.

Italy's Best Sellers

Contests are great gimmicks for selling hit records but a recent give-away

publicity stunt almost backfired on Philips Records here recently. Last Octo-
ber, the hit recording of Nana Mouskouri’s “Weisse Rosen Aus Athen” (White
Roses From Athens) leaped up to the top of the hit parade and began to neax
the % million mark in sales. As a publicity stunt, Philips records decided tc
award the 500,000th buyer of this l’ecord with a trip to Athens, all expenses
paid, as a guest of the firm and Miss Mouskouri. All arrangements went well
A special record was cut, put in the regular jacket and issued in the normal
distribution channels. At the rate the record was selling, the x'ecord had tc
turn up by November 1. As Nov. neared an end and the publicity fires begar
burning low, the firm became worried. Perhaps the record was sent to a long
lost uncle in Texas who doesn’t understand German and doesn’t know that he
won a trip, or worse still, perhaps he does know and the bill will have to be
picked up from Texas to Athens, Greece. By the middle of Nov. the recorc
had sold 750,000 and was nearing the million mark. As the year ended, Phil-
ips threw up its hands and gave up the fight. However, on Jan. 3 a letter came
to the firm from Berlin announcing that the wife of a stoi'e salesman had re-

ceived the record for Xmas, and had just learned of her luck. Publicity saved
Mrs. Waltraud Reuter of Berlin got her trip to Athens and Philips is nov
wallowing in success with publicity, a best seller nearing the million mark anc
most important of all, a saved face!

Negotiations are still underway between EMI’s directors and Les Compag-
nons de la Chanson for renewal of the singers’ contract. It seems that progress
is far from rapid because of the terms and conditions being asked by Les Com-
pagnons. In the same delicate area of contract renewal, note that Jacques Brel
has left for Greece with his manager, Charlie Marouani, where Brel will sing,

rest and think things over before coming to a decision. Will he accept the
Philips’ contract? Will he make a deal with Eddie Barclay? Will the record-
ing tests made in the Pathe studios lead him towards EMI ? Or will Polydor
have preference? In any case, Brel is very undecided and if he knows what he
doesn’t want to do, he doesn’t know yet what he does want to do. ... At pres-
ent, rumor has it that Marcel Amont, a Polydor star and the only French “fan-
taisiste” who ranks as an international singing star, is beginning to talk about
renewing his contract and Polydor is not the only firm involved.
And speaking of the Marouanis again, let’s mention that Gilbert who also

has that last name and who heads Caravelle music publishers, tells us that
Les Chausettes Noires and Caterina Valente will record “La Lecon De Twist”
and that Richard Anthony (EMI) has already waxed the tune. Strangely
enough, news about EMI releases came to us last week from Tutti publishers
(a Philips company) and this week from Caravelle (a Barclay company).
That’s friendly co-operation.

Marcel Amont’s newest release deserves mention, for one side features the
old French standard, “J’ai Deux Grands Boeufs” (in an ultra modern arrange-
ment which reminds us of The Marcels’ “Blue Moon”) and the other side fea-
tures Tino Rossi’s pre-1935 hit “Marinella.” The coupling is a complete success.
And there’s no doubt about it—the last few months in France where records
are concerned seem to herald a sort of “return to the source,” so to speak.
Francis Linel is off to a new start with “Les Millions D’Arlequin” and “Nuit
De Chine” and Petula Clark has made all the hit lists with “Romeo,” which is

the old “Salome.” Perhaps we should suggest for the benefit of the A&R men
here that if they continue to back up enough into the past, with a little luck
they just might happen on that tried and true hit, “Frere Jacques”!

Speaking of A&R men, several bravos ought to hail the more and more ef-

fective return to the Philips fold of Mr. Canetti, who gave us Brassens, Dovos,
and, to some extent, Brel. Who knows—he may have other artists of this qual-
ity in reserve.

Eddie and Nicole Barclay left for their winter sports vacation in Megeve
and plan a jaunt to the U.S.A. in a few weeks’ time.
Good news from Festival records: first there’s the initial disk of Fred Gerard

which will feature “Cette Nuit-la.” Then, Jacques Helian has remade his old
success tune, “Etoile Des Neiges,” in a new arrangement, to be sure. Les Vau-
tours have come out with “Jacky, Qu’a Tu Fait De Moi” and we wonder what
they’ve done with the tune. . . . Bob Azzam has boarded the twist train with
his recording of “One Finger, One Thumb Twist” and a Festival newcomer,
Burt Blanca, has disked “Eh, Teenager, Eh” by Loos and Grelbin. (Note that
Grelbin is Festival’s A&R director.)

A few words about Nino de Murcia: Authentically Spanish, as the name
indicates, Nino’s platters have silently slipped onto the dealers’ counters here
but the noise of the cash registers ringing up their sales is considerable. His
latest side, the old standard paso doble, “Mi Jaca,” is now available.
Nothing particularly new this week on “Operation Tango” (the campaign to

substitute this dance for the rock and the twist) except that informed sources
among journalists prefer to call the campaign “Operation Beart.” It is a little

premature to talk about the effect of the campaign on the career of singer
Guy Beart but at least his efforts have made the public notice him again, for
he was drifting slowly into forgetful silence. In any case, with or without a
special operation, the tango continues to do very well, thank you very much
on its behalf!

Regis Tahar, Tutti Publishers’ contact man tells us that Richard Anthony
has disked “A Little Bit Of Soap,” known in French as “Ne T’en Fait Pas, Mon
Vieux.” The French lyrics were penned by Salvet and Daniel Filipacchi (the
latter is a newcomer where lyrics are concerned—disk jockeying is his principal
occupation). Bel-Air’s Pirates have also waxed the tune.
A new Johnny Hallyday recording session makes news for the journalists,

the disk jockeys and the teen-agers and Johnny’s latest included “La Faute Du
Twist,” lyrics by Jil Jan and Hallyday himself.

Cash Box<^ARGENTINA
Although the holiday season isn’t over yet, most recording companies and

publishers are already working on their fall and winter plans. There is al-

ready some information available about the internationally-known artists that
will visit Argentina during 1962 : The Brothers Four in April, Teddy Randazzo
should come the February 27, Les Brown May 19, and Neil Sedaka June 5.

Other visitors-to-be are Lionel Hampton, Duke Ellington and Louis Armstrong.
Philips has released the first LP waxed by Fduardo Falu for his new label.

Some of the titles of the album are “Minero Potosino,” “Trago De Sombra,”
“Subo, Subo,” “La Oracion,” etc. Previously, Falu recorded for TK.
Armando Pontier is working on TV Channel 7 with his orchestra and sing-

ers, Roberto Rufino and Hector Dario. His programs have been well received
by tango lovers.

Disc Jockey has released the second LP recorded by Luis Bordon for Chan-
tecler in Brazil. It is titled “A Orillas Del Parana,” and the label believes it

will sell pretty well. Another hot release is the diskery’s twist LP, recorded
in the U.S. and Europe by Perry Marshall, Jessie Dark and Paul Pinot, and
priced at 300 pesos (regular LP’s cost 395 pesos).
The Los Angeles vocal trio has returned from a tour of Venezuela and Bo-

livia, and is now performing in Rosario and Cordoba. Their last recording for
Music Hall is “Late Mi Corazon,” the tune composed by Dan Durand.
Fermata Publishers planning to put back in the market the evergreen

“Salome,” which is currently a hit in Europe, under the title of “Romeo.”
There are some recordings already arranged and others are being planned.
Columbia has released the American hit “Moon River,” recorded locally by

Waldo de los Rios and his orchestra. There is also a new version of the old hit
“Soy Un Pobre Presidiario,” made by Juan Sanchez Gorio, and the third rec-
ord cut by Amedo Monges: “Cosas Sencillas” (Easy Things).

Sieamericana is also taking part in the twist race: the label has put to sale
three twist records, cut by Aki Aleong (Reprise) and Charly Cotton and his
Twist makers (Ariola). The diskery has also put in the market the first al-

bums of the Tap series, whose representation was arranged a couple of months
ago.

taUlv SCANDINAVIA
DENMARK
There have been some rumors saying- that Denmark would withdraw from

this year’s Eurovision Song Festival, taking place in Luxembourg in middle
of March. The whole thing started when the jury picked out five songs for the
local Danish Festival, of which the winning song will represent Denmark.
Otto Francker, well known musician, was hired to write the arrangements, but
he informed the jury that one of the five songs they picked was his own com-
position. As one of the rules is that the composers of the songs shall be a top
secret until after the local Festival has taken place, this information caused
some problems. DBC-TV (Danish Broadcasting Co-TV) asked Francker to

withdraw his song from the competition, but he refused. At this time, DBC-TV
decided to withdraw from Luxembourg. Than came the commercial radio sta-

tion Radio Merkur into the picture, offering Francker a sum of 5000 Kroner if

he withdrew his song from the competition. Francker accepted, and the DBC-
TV jury picked out the song that had been voted number six and added it to

the competition.
Werner Hamburger, head of NPA (Nordisk Polyphon A/S—Philips, Fontana,

Polyphon, Decca, London, and other labels), off for Stockholm for the Scandi-
navian Philips conference. With him on the trip is Ove Wiisholm of NPA.

British singer Adam Faith visited Copenhagen during Jan. and made some
personal appearances to stimulate the sale of his records.
The Sonet singer Dario Campeotto has now made his first record in German

language. The title of the song that might start his German career is “Die
Sehnsucht Nach Dir” (The Longing For You).
A song that everybody expects a lot from is “Wilma,” recorded here recently

by Dirch Passer for Philips. The song is published by Wilhem Hansen Musik-
forlag, which expects a lot from it since the TV serial “Flintstones” is very
popular in Denmark.
Danish record companies have complained a lot about the poor sales during

the last months. Too much airing of recorded music over various radio stations
has been said killing the chances to sell records. However, during Jan. there
has been an upswing in sales figures, according to most people. The Twist
takes the credit for this. All record companies in Denmark have made their
bet on this new dance, and already some Twist-records have appeared on the
best selling charts.

NORWAY
The Swedish songbird Anita Lindblom appears on the Norwegian charts

with her Swedish language recording of “You Can Have Her,” the Ivan Mogull
song. By entering the charts in Norway, Miss Lindblom’s recording has covered
the most of Scandinavia, as it has been Number One in Sweden and Denmark,
at seventh spot in Norway and at ninth spot in Iceland. Finland, which actually
does not belong to Scandinavia, is the only country left where the record has
not been a hit. The difference between Swedish and Finnish languages is con-
sidered too great and the majority of the Finnish record buyers do not under-
stand Swedish.
Haakon Tveten of Norsk A/S Philips told Cash Box that the firm expects a

lot from its discovery, Erling Volden, 12, from Hammerfest in northern Nor-
way. He is introduced to the record buyers as “Voldentino,” a name like Rob-
ertino, the Italian teenage singer who has done very well on records in Norway.
Tveten was on his way to Stockholm to join the Scandinavian Philips con-
ference taking place there during the first days of February.
On top of the Norwegian charts after only three weeks is Leroy Van Dyke

Mercury waxing of “Walk On By.”
An agreement has been made between Viking Music and Norsk A/S Philips,

according to which all recordings made by Viking will be distributed the world
over by the Philips organization, it was announced by Haakon Tveten of Norsk
A/S Philips the other day. Viking Music is a new record company in Norway.

SWEDEN
A gold disk was awarded to Anita Lindblom for her Fontana recording of

“Sant ar livet” (You Can Have Her). The record has sold more than 100,000
in Sweden, more than 60,000 in Denmark, and is doing very well in Norway
and Iceland. With the sale in Finland added to the other sales figures, Fontana
expects the record to sell around 250,000 in Scandinavia alone. Miss Lindblom
has also recorded the song in English for Fontana and made a German version
(“Las Die Liebe”) in Berlin last week. The gold disk was awarded to her at
the last day of a Scandinavian conference with Philips people from all over
Scandinavia. Present were among others Bo Lbfberg (head of Philips, Sweden),
Haakvon Tveten (head of Philips, Norway), Werner Hamburger (Pres, of
Philips-NPA, Denmark), Biirje Malmsten (Philips, Finland) and T. A. van der
Haar and H. Cats from Philips-Fontana in Holland.
Back from a biz visit in London is music publisher Stig Anderson of Bens

Music and Sweden Music. He told Cash Box that he is now starting a new
publishing house, Broadway Music, which will handle the Kassner catalogs in
Scandinavia. It was necessary to found a new company since there is a Kass-
ner Music registered and run by publisher Felix Stahl.

Publisher Lennart Reuterskiold of Reuter & Reuter back from biz visit in
Finland where he attended the opening of the childrens musical “Cinderella,”
written by Mrs. Reuterskiold. The musical was a great success, he reports, and
even if it was written for children, it seems adults find the musical just as
amusing. Two theaters in Finland have the musical on their repertoire at the
moment.
Cash Box office here got a postcard from Norwegian singer Ray Adams, who

was visiting Hamburg where he had made a TV program for the German TV.
“They would like me to return for another TV show in April,” he wrote.

MEXICO
“Irma La Douce,” now being performed in Mexico at the Teatro Insurgentes

in a Spanish version with popular actress Silvia Pinal and Julio Aleman, with
orchestra conducted by Enrico Caviatti. The three artists recorded music from
this show for RCA Victor. The songs are “Din Don” and “The Bridge Of
Caulaincourt.”

“Love Me Warm And Tender” and “I’d Like To Know” are the first Paul
Anka’s songs which will appear in Mexico under the RCA label in March.
RCA will have a big promotion for Paul in this country.

The twist is getting more popular each day. All the recording manufacturing
are doing twist sessions, and even veteran artists like Los Hermanos Reyes,
Virginia Lopez, Pablo Beltran Ruiz and others are recording songs in this
rhythm. Pablo has “Multiplication,” “Frenesi,” “Perfidia,” “Echale, Echale”
and “Las Clases De Twist,” and very soon will complete a new twist LP.

The ‘New Wave” is twistin’ too. Musart Records recorded a new group
named Los Reyes del Twist with the songs “El Jet,” “Twist A1 Compas Del
Reloj” (Twistin’ Around The Clock), “Pony Time,” “All Night Long,” “The
Fly,” “Venta Nena Linda” and others. Los Locos del Ritino made “La Cucaracha
Twist” and “I Got A Woman” at Orfeon Records and at Dimsa Records, the
Jimenez Sisters released “The Twist” and Los Electronicos are finishing a new
twist LP, also for Orfeon.

After the successful performance of trumpeter Chilo Moran and his jazz
group at the Palace of Fine Arts, well known arranger and conductor Chico
O’Farrill will take care of the second jazz concert with an orchestra of 30
pieces playing his own new compositions. Chilo will be featured in this band.

Gamma Records took over the representation in Mexico of Parkway Records
and immediately released several LP’s of Chubby Checker, which are selling
very well.

Co-Ro Records will do, under Willy Samperio’s direction, a big promotion
for Connie Francis’ records next month and will release her last five LP’s.
Connie is selling very well with her songs in Spanish, including “Mi Tonto
Amor,” and “Donde Hay Chicos” and very soon will have a new number in
Spanish.

RCA is planning to release two new LP’s, the first with the Mario Ruiz Ar-
mengol orchestra named “La Musica Mas Hermosa Del Mundo” (The Most
Beautiful Music Of The World) and the second with Chucho Zarzosa under
the name of “Noche Latina” (Latin Night).

Kevin C. Elfroymson, Chicago radio man, came to visit Mexico and went to
the Nucleo Radio Mil to study its organization of the five radio stations. Kevin
was very pleased with the way of work we have in Mexico talking about the
radio industry.

After a long tour through Argentina, Brazil and Uruguay, Argentinian
singer Roberto Arrieta back in Mexico to fulfill some contracts and to make
new recordings at RCA. Roberto bought in Uruguay the rights to the Carlos
Gardel story, which he plants to pi'esent very soon in a TV show.

Thirty owners or representatives of radio stations in the United States
spent a week here. Leader of the group was Herbert E. Evans, president of
the Broadcasting Corporation of Columbus, Ohio and representative of the
National Association of Broadcasters before the Interamerican Association of
Radiodifusion. This group came to Mexico on a Goodwill trip and were at-
tended by E. Guillermo Salas, Emilio Azcarraga, Juan Duran Casahonda and
many more important people.

Jorge has a beautiful voice and a
very personal style and may succeed. Vidal Zapater, part owner and general
manager of Gamma Records, came to Mexico to supervise this recording, and
exchange ideas with Gamma’s manager Jose T. Munoz, who announced the
first recordings made with The Iruna-Ko.

Sergio Corona, the best comic after Cantinflas in Mexico, has been invited
to the Mardigras of Rio de Janeiro, and also will perform on the “Renny Show”
of Venezuela.

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How many industries must there be in this country
who long for an association to point the way. How many
look for leadership but find only token representation?
It is rare to find a trade association with the vitality and
know-how necessary to assume the role of leader insofar
as problems of national scope are concerned. Each in-

dustry has its individual hurdles to overcome and unless
a spokesman for the industry is on hand to serve its

function, an entire industry can be affected—Govern-
ment control, heavy taxation and unfair legislative rul-

ings being just three cases in point.

But how many associations will take these problems
and others in stride and at the same time look to other
areas, namely new markets, for its members? Like the
youth of too many years ago who toiled ’til the day of
recognition arrived, alas there are not many left today.

There is one trade association that doesn’t sit and wait

for anything. They don’t have the time. We speak of the
National Automatic Merchandising Association. The
vending industry is in good hands as long as NAMA is at

the helm. Speaking of legislative problems as we did at

the outset, NAMA’s string of victories last year makes
some average association counselors look like ambulance
chasers. The victories were broad in scope. They de-

fended the operator’s line of profit from excessive tax,

abolishment of certain types of equipment, and unfair
licensing. NAMA’s courtroom calendar for ’61 includes

success in every phase of the vending business.

The annual NAMA Convention needs no introduction.

It is probably one of the most successful and meaningful
trade shows conducted. Similar success is being devel-

oped at the Western Conference, a west coast trade meet
designed to insure coverage of the thousands of operators

who otherwise would not be a part of an annual show.

Regional councils have been the reason the industry is

informed on a local basis. Operators are cognizant of

local problems as well as national ones.

The latest program of NAMA is a shining example of

wliat NAMA is doing for its members.

New markets are the lifeblood of many industries.

The vending business is no different in this respect. And
NAMA has recognized this fact, long before the need
for new markets becomes serious. As a matter of fact,

the vending industry probably has more growth aspects

to it than many other businesses. The need for additional

markets will eventually come, however, and NAMA has

taken the reins early in the game.

On target for ’62 are the nation’s parks. A market rep-

resenting more than 200 Federal Parks, 2000 State

Parks, and literally thousands of municipal parks di-

rected locally all over the face of America. The estimated

number of people who visit these parks each year has

grown to 500 million.

Last month (CB Jan 27, p 56

)

NAMA announced that

an eight-page article was mailed as a supplement to the

January-February issue of Grist, official publication of

the National Conference On State Parks. Readers of this

publication represent planning boards, commissioners,

recreational consultants and officials in an executive ca-

pacity. They were treated to an extensive layout of illus-

trations, articles, and specific examples of just how vend-

ing machines can help the parks overcome a tremendous
feeding problem. The supplement was then mailed to

NAMA members with instructions on how to make the

most of it in the individual operator’s territory, listing

the parks available in each area and the most suitable

approach to land this new business. In short, the Parks
Program is highly efficient. So is NAMA. It should hap-

pen to all industries.
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COINMEN CIRCLE GLOBE TO
68 EXHIBITORS EMPHASIZE

LONDON—The 18th Annual Amuse-
ment Trades Exhibition, highlight of
the European Coin Machine year, took
place this week at London’s New
Royal Horticultural Hall. Once again
it proved an unqualified success bring-
ing credit to the organizers and exhib-
itors alike and prestige to the British
coin machine industry in general. As
well as the usual tension which pre-
cedes a show of this kind exhibitors
this year faced the hazards of a one-
day unofficial strike by London’s Un-
derground workers. Remembering the
chaos brought about by a similar
strike on the eve of the 1960 Show
it was feared that exhibitors would
be unable to get their equipment to the
hall in time. However, despite the fact
that, with no trains operating, Mon-
day brought about the most disas-
trous traffic blocks in living memory
everything was in place when the
doors opened at 10:00 a.m. on Tuesday,
January 30th. Had the strike been
staged on the Tuesday, Wednesday or
Thursday of the show attendance
would have been seriously affected. At
the time of writing no figures are
available but the organizers are con-
fident that the final count will be well
up to standard.

Once again coin men circled the
globe to attend the convention and
meet their counterparts Horn the U.K.
and view the latest British, American
and Continental equipment. The list

of visitors reads like a United Na-
tions Who’s Who with representatives
from America, Canada, Germany,

France, Holland, Belgium, Italy,

Switzerland and Scandinavia.
Throughout the three days manufac-
turers, distributors and operators
thronged the main aisles of the hall
visiting, viewing and valuing the
wide range of equipment to be seen
on the stands of the 68 exhibitors.

With much new material in all cate-
gories on show for the first time
prospective buyers took their time
before placing orders and sales did
not reach their peak until the second
day. Undoubtedly, the emphasis this

year was on quality rather than quan-
tity and 1962 will go down as a vin-
tage year particularly in the field of
arcade equipment. This was nowhere
more apparent than on the stands
where fruit machines were the major
attraction. Particularly large orders
were reported by the leading manufac-
turers specially for the old play fruits
with 2-12 pay outs permissible in ar-
cades.

Phonos Less Evident

Phonographs, although less in evi-
dence than usual, were well repre-
sented by the A.M. I. Continental 2, the
new Wurlitzer 2600, the Rock-Ola
Princess and the Symplay Symphonie
200D. Many new and improved kiddie
rides were to be seen and no less than
14 swag merchants were to be found
around the hall.

It was a pleasure to meet once again
Mr. Adickes, European Distributor for
Rock Ola who expressed his pleasure

at attending yet another A.T.E. He
reports that Rock Ola’s export of
phonographs to the U.K. and the con-
tinent, particularly Germany, have
experienced an exceptional gain in
turnover over the previous years,
despite the general shrinkage in this
field. Mr. Adickes regrets, for well
understood reasons, that at this year’s
A.T.E. interest in fruit machines over-
shadowed phonographs. In the phono-
graph field Rock Ola plan to introduce
not only the new Empress model but
also a new concept in the console line
suitable for higher class hotels, holi-
day camps etc. Adickes was also in
this country to introduce the new sen-
sational Rock Ola Hebei coffee and
tea vending machine. He reports that
a few of the leading vending people
are interested in this machine and he
hopes to announce the name of the
firm which will handle it for the U.K.
in the very near future. In conclusion
Mr. Adickes wished to express his
pleasure at meeting again many of his
friends and customers from all over
the world.
Another distinguished visitor was

NEW YORK—“Fiscal 1961 was the

most successful year in the company’s
history,” Continental Vending Ma-
chine Corp. reported last week. Rec-

ord net earnings of $1,249,147, equiv-

alent to $.31 per share on the 4,042,-

239 common shares outstanding, was
reached in 1961 compared to $158,406

or $.04 per share in 1960. Continen-

tal’s previous high was in 1958 when
net income reached $1,059,216 or $.28

per share. Sales for fiscal 1961 totaled

$29,217,025 compared to last year’s

$26,861,735. A pooling of interests

with Pyramid Vending Co., Inc. in

1961 brought the 1960 sales figure to

$36,408,555. This included a wholesale

tobacco firm with sales of over $6 mil-

lion which was never acquired.

Harold Roth, President, in his mes-
sage to stockholders, attributed the

record earnings to “increased manu-
facturing profits, greater efficiencies

in sales and administration, plus an
accelerated sales program by the Con-

tinental Cafeteria Division. The auto-

matic cafeteria concept has been gain-

ing impressively with current instal-

lations representing a blue chip list

of American industry, finance and in-

stitutions. Within the next several

years,” Roth said, “wholly automatic,

hot food in-plant feeding installations

will have a captive market of approx-

imately 25 to 30 million employees
spending an average of $2 per 5-day

week.”

Demand for pool tables
and supplies has never been so great, as evidenced by the increased business at
Bert Betti’s Eastern Novelty Distributors. “We’re shipping the nation and I

can tell you that pool has caught on better than ever in just about every area
you can name.” Slate tops, pool sticks and cue balls are the barometer and as
the man says, “it’s better than ever.” Too bad the NYC licensing bureau doesn’t
permit the 6-pocket tables. The bumper pool games are okay, however.

Staying on the pool table scene a little longer, don’t overlook the job Irving
Kaye and his boys are doing out in Brooklyn. The firm has what is called “the
best looking table in the business” and if Howard Kaye, the firm’s sales man-
ager, is the guy to say it, then we guess he ought to know.
