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One of the greatest difficulties

confronting the record manufac-

turer today is the length of time it

takes for a new release to catch on.

There are endless cases of records

which break into national best

sellers after knocking about on the

local level for as long as six or seven

MONTHS. There are also ten times

as many cases of good records

which have died because they were

unable to get concentrated national

exposure in a reasonable span of

time.

This problem is more intense

today than it’s ever been because

of the change in radio program-

ming that took place earlier this

year. Prior to the mass movement
to “sweeter programming” it was

much easier for the manufacturer

to determine which side of a record

he was going to push. When he was

convinced which was the “A” side,

he devoted all his efforts to that

deck and lost very little sleep over

the few dissenters. But today manu-

facturers are designing their singles

with the existing radio situation in

mind (making one side soft and

the otherhard rock) and are finding

themselves faced with a frequent

split situation. There no longer

seems to be a small group of dissen-

ters when a new release is issued.

Now air play seems to be lining up

on one side of the fence or th<

other.

Of course, prior to the swing tc

the “sweeter” side, there wer<

many split situations that created 2

great deal of confusion. But nevei

have we noticed as many as in re

cent months.

Manufacturers themselves ar<

avoiding making a decision as t<

which side to work on.

The line will be backed with a com-
plete promotion and merchandising
program, including advertising, win-
dow and in-store displays and special
containers for the full series.

United Artists Records had been
planning the move into the children’s

record field for many months. The de-

mand for quality product in this area
at the retail level, from dealers and
rack jobbers, has been a major factor
in UA’s decision to finalize its initial

releases for the Fall, 1962 program.

A request by a jobber for a year-

round discount plan on all product

was quickly nixed as amounting to a

price cut. A manufacturer clarified

that a discount plan was designed to

up business during the slow months

and push certain new product.

An advertising allowance for job-

bers was another major topic. An-
other was how jobbers determine

what they buy. Past performance of

an artist and chart action were the

two most important factors men-
tioned.

A comment that overproduction by

manufacturers was choking the job-

ber was resolved by the statement

that the vast amount of new mer-

chandise issued produced the stars of

tomorrow. All manufacturers seemed
to believe in the principle of not forc-

ing anything on the jobber that he

doesn’t need.

Manufacturers were also in agree-

ment that the record distributor is

the backbone of the business and the

manufacturer must work with and
through his distributor because of

the distribs credit control over his

clients and because the manufacturer
cannot keep up with the need of

thousands of small operations thrown
all across the country.

The subject of low priced phono-

graphs to up singles sales was also

brought up and Jack Burgess of Vic-

tor stated that his company is cur-

rently working on just such a proj-

ect.

All manufacturers also agreed that

more statistical information on the

field of rack jobbing would greatly

aid in designing more saleable prod-

uct.

NARM Study: Rack-Jobber

Sales At $140 Million In ’61

MIAMI BEACH—Rack-jobbers ac-

counted for $140 million in disk sales

in 1961, or 27.4% of the total disk

sales during the year, according to

the first rack-jobber study sponsored

by the National Association of Rec-

ord Merchandisers (NARM).
NARM members were responsible

for a gross dollar volume of $80,080,-

950, or 16% of disk sales at all retail

levels [the NARM study reports a

total sales volume of $510 million in

1961; the figure however, has been

noted as being closer to $6 million].

These figures and others concexm-

ing the rack-jobbing field were re-

vealed for the first time last by Jules

Malamud, NARM’s executive direc-

tor, in a speech last Mon. (9) at the

association’s fourth annual conven-

Sixty percent of NARM members
do over $1 million gross volume. “The
NARM gross,” Malamud noted, “is

almost twice that of the juke-box

operators, and exceeds the gross the

highly successful record clubs by sev-

eral million dollars.”

Looking at the above statement “a

little more realistically,” Malamud

said that record sales to juke box

operators, some $45 million, cannot

in any sense be regarded as sales to

consumers. Record clubs, which ac-

count for some $75 million in disk

“. . . we manufacturers must admit

that rack sales are substantial and
growing . . . but mixed with our ap-

preciation of this fact is a significant

amount of apprehension,” Waiiichs

declared.

“Why? The major record com-

panies have built extensive catalogs

of worthwhile recordings that exist

in some, and often in substantial de-

mand. How do we gain exposure for

this catalog—worth literally millions

of dollars—if racks continue to take

an increasing share of total record

sales by concentrating only on top

hits ?

“. . . we must develop new stars.

Does your sense of responsibility to

the record industry, of which you

have become so important a part,

suggest to you that you should help

develop new artists?”

Waiiichs said that while the rack-

jobber may well put the responsibil-

ity of promotion and salesmanship on

the shoulders of labels, he wondered

what happened when the manufac-

turer, in order to sell to the rack-

jobber in quantity, must discount his

product to the point where there is

no margin left to cover such promo-

tional costs.

“There is obviously no pat answer

to the general problem. But the heart

of the problem can be summed up, I

think, in this way: the capacity to

‘squeeze’ and to be ‘squeezed’ is not

limitless. At some stage you will kill

the goose that lays the golden egg.

And when you have no more golden

eggs you have no more business.”

“In my view,” he said, “you cannot

expect the manufacturer to absorb

all the financial risks peculiar to this

business, and at the same time ex-

pect him to sell his product at less

than cost.”

Waiiichs said that “in almost every

case, it seems to me, you record mer-

“TWISTIN’ ’N’ TWANGIN’ ’’—Duane Eddy—
RCA Victor LPM 2525
For his premiere album for Victor Duane Eddy
offers up a danceable group of twist items which
have clicked for other artists. Eddy’s super-

charged, haunting, distinctive guitar sound is

quickly evidenced on this swingin’ session which
boasts the support of the Rebels. All of the Eddy
albums have scored in the past and this new pack-
age should go a similar success route. Some
potent bands on the disk are “The Peppermint
Twist,” “Sugartime Twist,” and “Dear Lady
Twist.”

“TWISTIN’ THE NIGHT AWAY”—Sam Cooke—
RCA Victor LPM 2555
Sam Cooke cashes in on the success of his recent
chart-riding single entry of “Twistin’ The Night
Away” to tag this disk of self-penned items and
traditional items rendered with a hard-driving,
powerful twistin’ beat. There have been a seem-
ingly endless barrage of twist LP’s released in

recent months but this professional, listenable

The Ventures come on strong for their second
package of uptempo twist items and their sharp
guitar sounds coupled with some first-rate eight-
to-the-bar arrangements should bring a slew of
their fans.

In this aptly tagged, joyful offering from Coral,

Launching the session VTith “Who’s Sorry Now”
the keyboard artist follows it with such nifties as
“Moonglow,” “Sweet Lorraine,” and “For Me And
My Gal.”

“ALL AMERICAN”—Original Cast—Columbia
KOL 5760
“All-American,” the musical that brings Ray Bol-
ger back to Broadway after an 11 year absence,
makes for an enjoyable original-cast LP. Charles
Strouse and Lee Adams follow their “Bye Bye
Birdie” score with a sprightly, if less successful,
collection of amiable songs. Top entry is the
haunting “Once Upon A Time,” one of the most
impressive ballads of the nearly concluded 1961-
62 Broadway season. It’s wonderfully rendered by
Bolger, heard on 10 tracks, and Eileen Herlie.

“GEORGE GREELEY PLAYS GEORGE
GERSHWIN”—Warner Brothers 1451
George Greeley interprets the music of George
Gershwin with sensitivity and nuances that reflect

a deep-seated knowledge of the composer’s works.
Gershwin’s music speaks eloquently for itself, and
the pianist gives talented and artistic renditions
of the melodies. Some noteworthy listening bands
are “Bess You Is My Woman,” “A Foggy Day,”
and “Rhapsody In Blue.” Greeley, a best-seller in
the past, should be a contender for the charts
with this LP.

PHILIPS
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“JOHNNY HALLYDAY SINGS AMERICA’S
ROCKIN’ HITS—Philips PHS 600 019
Johnny Hallyday is France’s newest chanting
sensation and this Philips session cut in Nashville
as his first American LP shows him to be an ex-
citing, magnetic vocal talent. The songster kicks
things off with current noisemaker of “Shake The
Hand Of A Fool” and sets the pace for the eleven
other rockin’ hits that previously scored in the
States. Hallyday’s potent voice renders top-rung
arrangements of “Blueberry Hill,” “Hello Mary
Lou” and “Diana.” Plenty of chart potential here.

“BRAZEN BRASS GOES LATIN”—Henry Jer-
ome—Decca DL 74226
Henry Jerome’s previous packages have proven
successful in the past and this new album, the
seventh in the current series, spotlighting Latin
and Afro-Cuban rhythms should go a similar suc-
cess path. The orkster effectively utilizes a potent
Latin rhythm section for Dick Jacobs-arranged
renditions of “Cherry Pink and Apple Blossom
White,” “Brazil” and “Anna.” Deejays and non-
twisters should come out for this quality album in
droves.

“FRENCH STYLE”—Dean Martin—Reprise
R 6021
For his first LP outing for Reprise Dean Martin di-

rects attention to a lovely group of a dozen French-
flavored items skillfully arranged and conducted
by Neal Hefti. The songster kicks things off with
a slow swingin’ arrangement of “C’est Si Bon”
and quickly moves into top-flight renditions of
such Gallic favorites as “April In Paris” and “The
Last Time I Saw Paris.” Superior listening en-
joyment throughout. Disk should become a strong
seller.

“THE ELECTRIFYING ARETHA FRANKLIN”
—Columbia CL 1761
Aretha Franklin unleashes her powerful vocal
and keyboard talents in a dozen evergreens which
showcase her gospel-trained style. Although the
thrush is a newcomer to the trade, she has made
some important chart inroads with her recent
best-selling singles “Rock-A-Bye Your Baby,”

In addition to some
powerful vocalizing, the talented songstress
helped pen the title tune. With some swingin’
backing by orkster Luther Henderson, the thrush
reads such favorites as “Some Of These Days,”
“I Cried For You,” and “You Came A Long Way
From St. Louis.” The disk should bring out a host
of Brewer fans.

“MR. OLIVER TWIST”—Rod McKuen—Jubilee

Rod McKuen takes advantage of his recent chart-

This cheerful offering by Capitol features the
happy and talented voices of Les Compagnons de
la Chanson. Singing a dozen melodies from around
the world in their very lucid French, the group,
for the first time, is supported by an orchestra
which provides authentic rhythms for their inter-
national tunes. Included in the LP are “Le Bleu
De L’Ete,” “La Marmite,” a Brazilian specialty,
and “Notre Concerto.”

“LATIN SI!”—Warren Covington—Decca DL

This package by Decca, designed for dancing, of-
fers an assortment of Latin rhythms with varying
tempos which include the merengue, the cha cha,
and the currently popular pachanga. Under the
baton of Warren Covington, the band plays some
smooth and very danceable arrangements of
“Wild Pachanga,” “Dream Tango,” “Yellow Bird,”
and “The Moon And 1.” To these fine numbers are
added eight other tunes with a solid Latin beat.

“15 GOLDEN HITS”—Various Artists—United
Artists UAS 6192
United Artists has come up with fifteen hit tunes
enticingly wrapped in one package. Most of the
iterns were chart items in the past and this col-
lective release should spark new sales.

“PASSOVER SEDER FESTIVAL”—Richard

Richard Tucker, who usually graces the stage of
the Metropolitan opera, offers some of best known
prayers and chants from the Passover Seder on
this excellent Columbia LP. Sholom Secunda, who
handles the conducting chores, has composed the
service and Ben Irving provides the narration.
The package has a timely value as the holiday
comes at the end of this month. Tucker turns in
a masterful, rnelodic performance on the session
as does organist Alexander Richardson.

“BEI MIR TWIST DU SCHON”—Temples—Ad
Lib A-225
In this package of twisters from Ad Lib, the in-
strumental group gives out with a set of old
Jewish melodies with an interesting combination
of beat, melody, arranging, and musicianship.
Somewhat less violent than many of the current
twist offerings, the disk has some good danceable
tracks such as the title tune ‘Bei Mir Twist Du
Schon,” “Hava Nagila”—Twist, and “Saltv
Bublitchki”—Twist.

“FAST LIFE WOMAN” — Lightnin’ Hopkins —
Verve 8543
Lightnin’ Hopkins, a leading exponent of the
“angry blues,” indulges in some serious soul-
searching in his moving delivery of this collection
of blues numbers. The singer uses the blues, in a
very personal and down-to-earth style, to give
vent to his feelings and as a social commentary
of the life of the American Negro. His attitudes
are potently expressed as he reads “Tim Moore’s
Farm,” “Short Haired Woman,” and “Travelin’
Blues” and other slow-tempo blues items.

JAZZ PICKS OF THE WEEK
“ANDRE PREVIN AND J. J. JOHNSON”—Co-
lumbia CL 1741
The combination of Andre Previn and J. J. John-
son playing a group of Kurt Weill tunes could
help this Columbia disk pick up some dual-market
coin. Previn demonstrates his polished keyboard
artistry while Johnson gets a chance to show-off
his warm, feelingful trombone. The twosome are
supported by Red Mitchell on bass and Frank
Capp on drums. The tunes include some top-
drawer arrangements of “Bilbao-Song,” “Mack
The Knife” and “Surabaya—Johnny.”

“THE BRIDGE”—Sonny Rollins — RCA Victor

Sonny Rollins, who has been on a two year sab-
batical, comes up with his first album since his
“retirement” and offers proof positive of his
superior relaxed, free-flowing musical talents. The
tenor saxist has cut a first-rate set which should
appeal to both conservative and new-wave jazz
buffs. Session has some listenable solos by Rollins
and guitarist Jim Hall. Sonny shines on “Without
A Song,” “Where Are Y'ou” and an original item
tagged “John S.” The disk should win the saxist
a host of new admirers.
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“OH YEAH”—Charlies Mingus—Atlantic 1377
Charlie Mingus has won many laurels for himself
in the past for his distinctive brand of jazz
artistry and this new Atlantic disk, which pre-
mieres Mingus playing just the piano for an entire
set and marks the first time that he sings, offers

sure-fire proof of the jazzman’s creativity and
constantly progressing talents. The session has
seven Mingus penned items with “Devil Woman,”
“Eat That Chicken” and “Passions Of A Woman”
taking top honors over the selections. An added
plus are the soul-searching saxophone solos of
Roland Krik.

“THE SOUND OF SPRING”—Ramsey Lewis Trio
—Argo LP 693
Looks like Ramsey Lewis could pull plenty of loot

with this superbly-planned disk of free-flowing
jazz geared to theme of Spring. The first side

features the trio offering some newie evergreens
against a lush backing of strings. Best listening
bets are the title tune of “Sound Of Spring” and

Leslie also pointed out that it was
this same manufacturer who was the
first to offer poly and skin-tight bag-
ging at no extra cost in addition to
pre-packing and pre-pricing.

He added that among the
manufacturers who have made these
contributions and have enjoyed a
“phenomenal” growth over the years
are Tops, Somerset, Synthetic Plas-
tics, Crown, Premier and Leslie’s own
outfit, Pickwick.

Noting that these manufacturers
have met with every obligation to the
rack merchandiser, Leslie asked about
the obligation of the merchandiser to
the manufacturer. He stated that
there was a basic need for full recog-
nition of the contributions, complete
respect and understanding of the
unique problems in creating and mer-
chandising a product custom tailored
for the rack’s needs. He went on to

say that the rack merchant must also

provide the outlet with new ideas and
products and, as he is made to under-

stand the credit problems of the larger

manufacturers, so is he obligated to

show the same business maturity by
limiting his credit dependence on the

promotional manufacturers. He added
that what he had said for low priced

records is just as applicable to the

much overlooked field of children’s

records and educational merchandise.
Leslie believes that the future will

show a growth in stability and matur-
ity, a greater capital strength by vir-

tue of mergers and adoption of public

posture by many companies, more
efficient management and that its

scope of distribution will widen.

Speaking for the competitive friends

in his field, Leslie stated that they’re

ready and eager to join hands and
assure that this future growth be-

comes the reality rather than the

dream.

sales, do not “in a grass roots sense

sell directly to the consumer in an
over-the-counter retail transaction,”

the NARM exec also noted.

“Therefore, when one considers

only those phonograph record sales

which are completed in a physical

retail outlet, the membership of

NARM alone is responsible for

20%% of all retail record business

done in the United States.” Rack-
jobbing as a whole, Malamud added,

was responsible for over 35% of the

total retail disk sales in 1961.

The study reveals that while the

supermarket still accounts for the

far greatest number of retail outlets

serviced by NARM members, 42.6%,
many other types have appeared in

the picture. Variety stores in 1961

represented almost 26% of NARM’s
retail outlets, with drug stores in a
close third position with more than
21%. Department stores, both regu-
lar and discount, account for more
than 7%, service post exchanges

1%%, and stores specializing in

phono equipment, a little less than
1%.
A “miscellaneous” category in-

cludes such outlets as book stores,

airports, colleges, restaurants, jew-

elry stores and service shops.

To achieve its 1961 volume, NARM
members made use of 18,500 retail

outlets, including 7,800 supermarkets,

4,800 variety stores, 4,000 drug
stores, 1,300 department stores, 250
PX’s and in 200 stores selling hifi

and stereo equipment.

The NARM study reveals that al-

most 74% of the total disk sales of

NARM members was done via the

LP, or over $59 million of the $80
million total for NARM members in

1961.

Single records account for 16.6%
of the total volume, or over $13 mil-

lion. EP’s, at 4.6%, and kiddie disks

other than LP’s at about 5%, make
up the other $7% million.

In a breakdown of mono versus

stereo LP sales, NARM members
did 68.8%, or over $40 million in

mono, and 31.2%, or about $18%
million in stereo.

Category of LP’s carried include:

pop, country, “sound and percussion,”

original-cast and soundtrack. Rock ’n

roll LP’s are carried by 95% of the

rack-jobbers, jazz and classical LP’s

by 86%, and kiddie LP’s by 80%.
Pop albums account for 41% of the

total LP units sold, and in second is

country product at 13%.
Though classical LP’s account for

only 2.6% of the total LP units sold,

they are carried on 80% of NARM
member racks. Comedy LP’s, account-

ing for 8% of the total LP units

sold, are found on 97% of NARM
racks.

The NARM study reveals that all

NARM members are involved in dis-

counting, in many varying degrees.

Over 50% of NARM’s membership is

now discounting in almost all their

locations. About 31% are still on the

fence, discounting only in some.

The failure of the 33 1/3 rpm sin-

gle was attributed to the lack of con-

sumer education as well as the lack

of such product. It was also indicated

that the large sale of 45 adapters and
spindles was evidence that the 45

single was firmly entrenched as the

consumer’s singles buying habit.

It was also stated that the jobber

waits too long to buy singles and
only jumps for new ones by proven

ai*tists. To this one jobber commented
that what hits in one area is not nec-

essarily good in another area.

However, both manufacturers and

jobbers agreed that if you stick with

the big names and wait too long be-

fore you buy the new names, a great

many sales will be lost.

“Do singlesi make money for you
and will you continue to handle

them?” was another important panel

topic. All agreed that singles were
of great importance to all racks be-

cause they frequently are responsible

for attracting people to a rack. And
if trade publications are watched

closely good profits can be made from
singles. All indicated that they

would continue to handle them.

Are EP’s really dead and what
about the compact double? One job-

ber suggested that EP’s are not dead

yet. They still do fairly well in the

South, but there is a lack of such

product. A manufacturer indicated

that he does not prod.uce EP’s any
more because there is no demand for

them. Compact doubles were consid-

ered a lost cause because their price

was too close to that of low end mer-
chandise.

“Is the price of the single [as

compared with the price of low end

LP’s] the cause for the slump in

singles sales?” It was agreed that

price was no factor. The Victor 49(^

single was mentioned as evidence, al-

though not necessarily conclusive

proof. But the cause of the slump

was attributed to the shorter life of

a single hit (4 to 5 weeks) as com-
pai’ed with the life of a hit some
years back (15 or 16 weeks).

Jobbers all agreed on the great

value of decorative, color sleeves on

singles. It was suggested that stock

photos not be used and a change of

photo with each new release is very

beneficial.

Third, titling creativity. “Would
‘My Fair Lady’ have been as popular
if it had been titled . . . ‘Pygma-
lion’?”
Marek went on to say that the rack

jobber also plays an important role

in creativity. “You have demon-
strated it in the displays which you
have developed ... in promotions you
have sponsored . . . in the guidance
and counsel you have given retailers.

However, if you permit me to say so,

there are two rack jobber fellows
who are not creative . . . Stanley
Statistician who buys his record by
the slide rule.” Past performance
seems to be his only guide and Stan-
ley is misled by cold statistics in a

warm entertainment business. “The
other fellow I am scared of I’ll call

William the Wheeling, Dealing Der-
vish.” His only concern is “what’s
the deal today?” He of course is the

man whose rack is loaded down with

records purchased at a good price

but which refuse to move off the

shelf.

However, Marek indicated that

these people were the exception

rather than the rule and went on to

praise the rack jobber for making
more music available to more people

in more places.

chandisers have two alternatives in-

volving the exercise of both your

economic power and your responsi-

bility to the industry.”

Wallichs cited these examples:
“1. You can load up your custom-

ers with ‘smart buys,’ ‘sharp deals’

merchandise. Or, following a more
responsible course, you can plan your

product selections with repeat busi-

ness in mind, hoping to change the

‘impulse’ buyer into a regular cus-

tomer.
“2. You can make ‘cherry picking’

your sole philosophy and place before

your customers a strictly limited se-

lection of merchandise—nothing but

cun'ent ‘top hits.’ Or, recognizing

your share of the responsibility for

the future of the industry, you can

work with the manufacturers to

build long-range artists and give rec-

ognition to good catalog sellers.

“3. And finally, to take just one

more example, you can unfairly

‘whipsaw’ one manufacturer against

another, with your demands on all

manufacturers predicated on the of-

ferings of the one most liberal. Or

—

you can realize that the capacity to

‘squeeze’ and ‘be squeezed’ is never

limitless.”

Wallichs said that in each of the

materially influence their fortunes

and that of manufacturers. “. . .

The five-month old strike between the independent television companies and

Equity—the actors union—is over.

By switching its hour long “Spectacular” from Mondays at 8:00 p.m. to

Fridays at 10:00 p.m. EMI Records gains more peak time listening on Radio
Luxembourg. It hopes to add about 750,000 listeners to the 25,000,000 who
already tune in to their 16 shows per week (8% record plugging hours).

Ace composer Johnny Worth—^writer of hits for many of Britain’s top re-

cording stars, now makes a bid for the charts himself, with his own composition
“You Know What I Mean” on Columbia. Johnny has written “What Do You
Want” and “Poor Me” for Adam Faith as well as numbers for Eden Kane and
Anthony Newley. “You Know What I Mean” is published by David Platz of
Essex Music who is currently in New York for discussions with Howie Rich-
mond and A1 Brackman of Hollis Music.
Monty Lewis, managing director of Rainbow Records, and Cy Leslie of Pick-

wick International, New York, announced the formation of a new company to
be known as Pickwick International Great Britain Ltd. The first release sched-
uled for the fall will be low-priced LPs retailing at under £1 ($2.80), made up
of lines marketed in the States by Pickwick, including Bravo, Design and
International Award. Catalog will range from pops to classical with strong
emphasis on show music. They will also release a large number of kiddie disks
from the Cricket catalog. In addition to normal factor and retail channels dis-
tribution will also be via supermarkets. Monty Lewis was responsible for in-
troducing rack jobbing into this country some 18 months ago with the Gala
line. For the time being Lewis will continue to operate Rainbow Records as a
separate entity but it will eventually be absorbed into the overall organization.

Decca hosted a reception for celebrated conductor Herbert Van Karajan and
Willi Boskovsky, leader of The Vienna Philharmonic Orchestra at London’s
Festival Hall where they gave three concerts. To coincide with the visit Decca
released a 12" LP of Holsts “The Planets” by Van Karajan and The Philhar-
monic Orchestra.
The Temperance Seven’s latest disk “Sahara” (Parlophone) was penned in

1924 by Horatio Nicholls, alias publisher Lawrence Wright. Wright recalls that
the first of many recordings was by The Savoy Havanna Band on another EMI
label—Columbia—nearly 40 years ago. Then, as now, a live camel was used
to promote the number.

Cliff Richard and The Shadows started their first tour on April 6, The Cliff

Richard Show, in the organization of which The Dutch Theatre Office, Paul
Acket’s “Muziek Expres” and Bovema’s Columbia Dept, are participating.

FRANCE
Top-seller at Pathe-Marconi is Richard Anthony’s “Lecon de Twist (Twistin’

the Twist),” the tune that holds the Number 3 spot on this week’s Best Seller
list.

Johnny Hallyday waxing of “Bebop a Lulah” in its original form promises
to be a big hit. It will be interesting also to see the eventual reaction in other
countries to the operation which consists of “internationalizing” Hallyday, who,
it must be said, has crashed through all the barriers in France. And to be fair,

we note that Hallyday owes much to Leon Cabat, who was the first to back his
career.
Two events ought to warm the hearts of those who believe in the true French

“chanson”: one is the success that Gilbert Becaud is having at the Olympia
Music Hall. On opening night, the crowd was so dense that the police and fire-

men had to be called out to keep things straight and even many VIP’s, with
their invitations in hand, were unable to enter the hall. None of Becaud’s new
songs seems slated to make the big hit class, but time alone will tell. . . . The
second event was the one-nighter concert by Charles Aznavour at the Olympia
(in the ‘Musicorama” series). Aznavour will recreate on stage his latest tunes,
already recorded for Barclay, among which will be “Alleluia” and “Esperanza.”
After the recital the “Tout Paris” will celebrate at a reception given by Bar-
clay at the Club de I’Etoile.

Rumor still has it, and is growing, that a big American firm is buying the
Vega outfit and certain names are already being mentioned for administrative
posts in the new set-up. More on this later.

Les Compagnons de la Chanson still out on a limb where their new contract
is concerned, seem not yet to have come to a definite decision. Festival is wait-
ing; Pathe’s decision in one way or another is unknown.

Regis Tahar, Tutti publishers’ contact man, is back in touch with the an-
nouncement that Annie Cordy and Les Hommes have waxed “Le marche des
geueules noires.”

He informed Cash Box that
Siv Malmquist has just recorded “Music Music Music Twist,” which the firm
expects a lot from. Pehr Myrberg, the artist from Royal Dramatical Theatre
has also done a new record, “Stockholm-Blues” (which is “Ham Drum Blues”
by Oscar Brown Jr. with Swedish lyrics by Beppe Wolgers). Another recent
release which looks like a hit here is “When My Little Girl Is Smiling” with
The Drifters on Atlantic.

Bjorn Fremer, publicity man of Sonet Records was expected to leave for New
York on April 15. He will be staying in the United States for one year, acting
as a Sonet representative during his American visit. He told Cash Box that
Sonet artists Cave Stompers are contracted for a tour in England sometime
this autumn.

Moacyr Franco, a young and talented comedy star, recorded his first LP for

Copacabana. Among the selections for his first album is “Make Haste My
Love,” from Ulpio Minucci and Ray Jordan, with Brazilian words by Paulo
Rogerio; “Our Language Of Love,” song from “Irma La Douce,” “Norman,”
and several Brazilian compositions, including a waltz by Tito Madi, entitled

^
“Amor Bern Verdadeiro (Very True Love).”
RCA Victor released its new collection of albums, including the first one by

Paul Anka. This singer is very popular around here and all his records from
“Diana” have appeared on the best-seller lists. Another album that probably

will be a hit, is “More Music For Relaxation,” with Melachrino’s Orchestra, re-

appearing, after a long absence. Melachrino used to be one of the most popular

for-eign Orchestras in Brazil . “Palhetas Espetacular” is another RCA album,

with Zaccarias and his Orchestra, playing sambas, not only Brazilian sambas,
but some North-American hits in samba rhythm, such as “Dizzy Fingers,”^

“Bye Bye Blues” and “Holiday For Strings.”

The situation in Sao Paulo hasn’t changed. Musicians still refuse to make
records because they want a raise of almost 100% in their salaries. All the

records are now being made in Rio de Janeiro, but both musicians and labels

are trying to solve the problem.

The small label is coming into its own in Germany. Following much in the

footsteps of the American market, Germany is swiftly becoming a land where
an indie producer can make money in the record business. Just a few years ago
the market was completely controlled by four major firms with their own dis-

tribution. The first step in breaking this virtual monopoly was rnade_ by Ariola

Records. The firm, with the biggest book club in Germany behind it, entered

the market in a big way and spent millions in publicity and promotion to make
its place on the market. In succeeding in its goal, however, Ariola did much
more than just developing into Germany’s 5th major record firm. It proved to

the dealers and the music operators that they could not live with the products
from just four firms, but that if a record becomes popular through radio play

and juke box requests, the shops and boxes must stock the record. This opened
the door to the small operator. One year ago at this time, only one record dis-

tributed by a small distributor was in Germany’s top 50, and this month, seven
songs are listed with the best selling version being handled by a small firm.

The main problem in Germany continues to be distribution. There are several

small indie distributors which handle lines in different territories, but a top

notch distribution chain is not available \^th the exception of the_ major labels.

Several record producers tried to cope wdth tbe problem by sending out sales-

men, but most of the firms ended up in the hands of larger labels. Metronome,
for instance, has taken over distribution of Sonet-Storyville and its labels, and
Bella Musica Records, both of which had its own distribution set-ups, as well as

Simon Records produced by popular Hans Arno Simon, and the Polydor pro-

duced “Adano” label which wanted an outlet for new artists without burdening
its own distributors with too much product. Publisher-song writer Ralph Maria
Siegel also tried distributing his Jupiter Records, but later gave distribution

over to Austrotone Records. It looked like the small man with limited capital

had no chance to make a dent on the market. Then Bernhard Mikulski tried a
different approach. Bernhard has an import service with distribution of inostly

jazz labels and LP material, but he also wanted to try his hand in the singles

game. He felt that the main road to success lay in the hands of the music
operators, so he produced special material designed for music boxes, and went
out to the major operators to sell his product. He was so successful with this

approach, that his partner left him and started his own label, Golden 12. The
company releases 12 singles a year, sells direct to the major operators, and
then lets Metronome handle distribution for the shops. Mikulski has also sold

several of his masters to Deutsche Grammophon Records after his maximum
sales from music operators was realized. Other are now trying the same ap-
proach. The secret to success is simple. The firm produces material suitable

for music operators and then sells the product to the major operators at 56
cents compared to a price of 70 cents that the major labels ask for their prod-
uct. There are also about 10 major operators and one-stops who can buy from
10 to 20 thousand of a single record, which is enough for a small firm to realize

a substantial profit. The 3rd point is concentration of product. The major labels

have 20 or more singles a month to sell, and the small labels push one or two
singles a month. Of course, the best solution is a distribution chain like the
Cosnat chain in the U.S. to take over the sales and promotion of the indie

producer, but until someone makes the move, and it’s an expensive proposition,

the indie producer will keep fighting to make room for his product on the over-
crowded German market.
France’s Sacha Distel is producing his first German speaking records for

Polydor with A&R man Kurt Feltz.

Ariola has released an LP of Glenn Miller songs from 1939 and 1940. The
records were in the soundtrack of the film “Sun Valley Serenade.”

Rolf Budde reports that his pubbery is swinging with German versions of

the French hit “El Maintenant” sung by author Gilbert Becaud for Electrola

and Caterina Valente for Decca. Other hits for the firm include “The Young
Ones” selling well in English by ClifiF Richard, and in German by Peter Kraus.
The best-seller for the pubbery remains “Johnny Will” done in English by Pat
Boone and in German by Gerd Boettcher. Other American songs recorded in

German and doing well include “Land Of Teenage Love” sung by Peter Mario,
and “You Can Have Her” sung by Sweden’s Anita Lindblom. Original records
selling well include “Pictures In The Fire” by Pat Boone, “High School Con-
fidential” by France’s Johnny Hallyday and the San Remo winners, “Quando,
Quando” and “Gondoli, Gondola” sung in Italian by Tony Renis and Sergio
Bruni. German waxings are now on the market from “Quando Quando” by Paul
Kuhn for Electrola and Caterina Valente with brother Sylvio Francesco for
Decca.
Brenda Lee is due in Germany at the end of April for a tour of Army bases

in Germany.

The chart this week shows that San Remo songs are less popular and that
the Twist is again King. A Twist newcomer is Caterina Valente’s “Twistin’
The Twist” on Decca (#6), and Lou Monte’s “Twist Italiano” is expected
to be a chart entry. Italy’s top song is the Twist number “Let’s Twist Again,”
while the first Twist composed in Italy, “Tiger Twist,” is #5 on this week’s
list.

Frank Sinatra due in Italy for one-week as part of his world benefit tour
for children, according to CGD-GC, which represents Sinatra’s Reprise catalog
in Italy. Connie Francis will arrive in Rome soon for a TV show.
The Academia del Critic! (Academy of Record Critics) have made the fol-

lowing awards: best male voice: Frank Sinatra; best foreign female voice:
Ella Fitzgerald. A special party will be held soon to give the awards to either
the singers themselves or their representatives in Italy.
Johnny Hallyday, the French rock star, released here by Philips Italiana

(Melodicon), getting sales on “Retiens La Nuit.” An LP by Hallyday and his
first single, “Let’s Twist Again,” are also available.

Further news from Melodicon: Arturo Testa goes on selling “Tomorrow
Night,” and his new release, “Johnny Will,” should prove another success for
the performer; Marino Barreti still getting sales with “Telefonami (Call Me
On 'The Phone)”; Wilma de Angelis has an Italian-lyric version of “Midnight
In Moscow” (The instrumental hit by Kenny Ball has started to sell well, ac-
cording to the Kapp label’s rep, Scussel (Durium).

Each member diskery of the association will be able to enter up to three
disks of its foreign pactees, with the stipulation that one of the disks must be
an album. So-called “light music” from foreign sources is excluded from the
festival.

On the local level, the yearly festival will now allow five disks to be repre-
sented by each label instead of the previous four—including one pop entry.

Victor just released four singles to bow its “Hit Song Series,” including

The series will feature international pops by local Victor artists.

Songstress Chiemi Eri, heard on King Records, will celebrate her 10th an-
niversary as a professional singer next month.

King-
will release in May a special LP, “From Tennessee To ‘Sanosa’,” consisting of
12 newly recorded hit tunes by the performer. Title indicates her first hit and
her latest.

Labels and JASRAC, the Japanese clearing house for royalties, have agreed
to postpone their new pact for another month. This was caused by the failure
in reaching an agreement on the problem of royalty payments for “lyric
slips,” the inclusion of the words of a song with each disk. They have been
used, labels say, as “an aid to customers” for 30 years or so. JASRAC, how-
ever, claims that royalties are due writers and publishers when the “lyric
slips” are inserted, adding that such payments are made in other countries.

The basis of much of the controversy is the fact that music publishing activ-
ity in Japan is not yet fully established. In fact, the first music firm came
into existence only two years ago in the country. Each local diskery, therefore,
has its own exclusively pacted writers besides its roster of performers. This
made it pretty easy for labels to produce free-of-charge “lyric slips” since
the songs were owned by the label itself.

Cci^ Box Editorial

The Increasing Role

Of Government In

Today's Business

Gone are the days when Government did not con-

cern itself with private business. The role of Gov-

ernment in business has grown to the point where

even the coin machine industry, admittedly a pebble

among boulders of the business world, can expect

continued legislation to affect its very existence.

Broad legislative action extending in all directions,

while necessary in many respects, has resulted in

revised manufacturing, distributing, and sales pol-

icies which must conform with Governmental rul-

ings.

A case in point is the perennial legislative dictums

which have slowly chipped away at what once was a

major segment of the amusement machine business.

While operators pay unusually high taxes for the

privilege of operating this etjuipment, manufac-

turers wait with bated breath for the next ruhng

which may slice away still another portion of this

market. Right or wrong. Government has assumed

the position of a major entity insofar as this area of

the coin machine business is concerned—and it af-

fects the livelihood of every operator, wholesaler,

manufacturer and location owner.

Last month President Kennedy’s tax proposal

was submitted to Congress. The prime purpose of

the tax program is of course to increase Govern-

ment income via revised corporate and individual

income taxes. However, restaurant industry leaders

saw fit to fly to Washington in order to confer with

officials before passage of the legislation knocks the

expense account right out of the box. Any ruling

which affects the entertainment or the restaurant

business naturally affects the coin machine industry.

But this isn’t the point of discussion here. Govern-

ment edicts can oftentimes change the basic busi-

ness picture. It so happens that the vending machine

business may very well benefit from this same tax

law. Restaurateurs claim that the substantial job

loss which will come about if the expense account is

slashed, must be made up through greater use of

automatic feeding, the one system which eases per-

sonnel payroll costs.

While it’s old hat to the American public, the can-

cer-cigarette link has been published in Europe and

following on its heels were several programs de-

signed to prevent juveniles from smoking. Last

week Italy outlawed cigarette advertising and Eng-

land’s major tobacco companies agreed to see that

6000 cigarette vendors were removed from public

locations. No one is condoning cancer or sub-teen

smoking, but the fact remains—Government action

brought these changes about.

All of which points to an ever growing need for

a strong industry voice in Government. Unless the

coin machine industry can count on solid represen-

tation in Government—federal, state and municipal—

we could win the competition for the consumer’s

dollar but lose the ball game.

Britain which began last week with
the removal of 6000 cigarette vending
machines. The decision to discourage
smoking began after medical reports
indicated that a possible connection
between the disease and habitual
smoking may exist. Similar reports
issued in the United States during the
past several years have not interfered
with the sale of cigarettes, and have
as a matter of fact, brought about

the filter-tip cigarette which has
helped cigarette sales, in general,
increase with each passing sales
quarter.

Sale, of U.S. made cigarettes in

European markets are not expected
to suffer to any great extent since
most manufacturers enjoy only a
small percentage of overall sales in

this market.
Tobacco stocks here did dip though

last week with the cancer talk spread-
ing to U.S. media. Tobacco stocks
dipped at mid-week but were back to

the normal level by Friday morning.
The market was quite upset however
with many brokers complaining about
the hesitancy of stock buyers to pur-
chase tobacco issues. The possibility

of more negative news was probably
the main reason for this reluctance.
U.S. cigarette manufacturers, unlike
the European makers, have repeated
earlier contentions that the link be-
tween cancer and smoking is specu-
lative.

Joseph Cullman, President of Philip
Morris Inc. stated at the firm’s annual
meeting last week that “there is no
clinical proof” of the existence be-
tween cancer and smoking. He didn’t

concern himself with the drop in stock
prices earlier because in recent months
the stocks have dropped with the re-

lease of similar news and then re-

bounded to normal or higher prices.

While Europe is setting an educa-
tional campaign advising the con-
sumer of possible harmful effects

from tobacco, Italy has already ban-
ned cigarette advertising. Most ad-
vertising of cigarettes in Italy is for
imported brands. British tobacco man-
ufacturers have agreed to limit tele-

vision commercial hours to later in

the evening in order to circumvent the
sub-teen listening audience.

Previous cancer reports in this

country have led to proposed legisla-

WASHINGTON—President Kennedy’s
investment tax benefits are being buf-
feted about in the nation’s Capitol
these days and one industry swinging
from the floor is the restaurant busi-
ness. Thomas Power, Washington
counsel for the 100,000-member Na-
tional Restaurant Association, voiced
the opinions of the industry last week
when he stated that a tax credit
proposal would provoke substantial
job loss in the restaurant industry by
causing restaurant owners “to switch
to vending meals sold through coin-
operated machines.
“Any service industry, any industry

with a relatively high labor cost, as
contrasted with industries having a
high capital investment, will be put
at a disadvantage in its competition
for the consumer’s dollar if the tax
credit approach is adopted,” said the
attorney.
Power conceded that because his

industry has the ability to switch to

machine-sold machines, it might get
its share of “this tax windfall” but
the benefit would fall “mostly to large
operators with greater funds for cap-
ital investment.”

The lawyer also attacked the ex-
pense account language of the bill

saying that a slash in the expense
account would eliminate more than
200,000 jobs in this country along with

the money spent for “good will” now
on beverage and food consumption in

public eating places.

UNIV. MATCH
PROMISES PROFITS
NEW YORK—John L. Wilson, Presi-
dent of Universal Match Corporation,
declined last week to estimate quar-
terly earnings but vowed improved
profits for ’62 if the current trend
continues.

In ’61 Universal Match earnings
dropped sharply to $2,359,000 or 45
cents per share after enjoying $6,385,-
000, or $1.27 per share earnings dur-
ing 1960.

Directors are considering paying a
quarterly dividend, said Wilson, com-
menting that the firm did not pay a
dividend during its first quarter but
paid a 2% dividend in December.

Universal Match called all 8,813
shares of its outstanding preferred
stock last week costing the firm $899,-
000. Wilson stated that the firm is still

considering future acquisitions.
Thomas Donahue, newly elected

prexy of Universal was introduced by
Wilson to the stockholders. Within a
few days, it was announced, Wilson
will give up the presidency, remain
as chairman, and permit Donahue to
assume the presidency.
