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Few record industry phenomena
are as universally hated as the evil

called “bootlegging.” For the few

who benefit from it, thousands of

writers, artists, publishers, manu-

facturers and people in all phases

of our industry are drastically dam-

aged by record counterfeiting.

Therefore, there should be al-

most unanimous interest in an im-

portant event which will take place

in Washington, D.C. in a few days

(May 10th). For on that Thurs-

day morning there will be a hearing

before the House Judiciary Com-

mittee in our nation’s capitol on a

bill being introduced by Congress-

man Emanuel Celler designed to

impose criminal penalties on the

counterfeiting of records and la-

bels.

To date, a great many significant

moves have been made to erase

bootlegging. In many cases, how-

ever, the lack of federal legislation

and only limited local legislation in

this area has made it difficult to

penahze the offenders with penal-

ties befitting the crime. Neverthe-

less, a good blow in recent years has

been dealt many bootleggers and

there has been a definite decrease

in number of bogus records circu-

lating throughout the U.S. of late.

But now we are faced with a

magnificent opportunity to deliver

the knockout punch that could

erase bootlegging completely. If we
use this opportunity wisely and no
one shh’ks his responsibility to play

his role in this cause, great benefit

can result for the entire industry.

Our industry associations, RIAA
and ARMADA, both will be well

represented at the hearings by their

executives, their attorneys and
many of their members. Music

publishers, writers and artists are

also expected to be present. But it is

imperative that the industry assist

these representatives in every way
possible and letters to congressmen

may very well be our most potent

weapon. The record industry is

small when you compare it with

many of the billion dollar indus-

tries in our country. We have lob-

byists. Therefore it is urgent that

everyone lend a hand and send a let-

ter to or wire his congressman

making him aware of the great

need for the passage of the Celler

Bill (HR 6354).
Although many doubt the effect

of a letter to a congressman, in this

case we must hope that every note

will carry weight. Write or wire to-

day—it’s your duty.

New Regal store openings will be
ballyhooed by the appearance of Rou-
lette artists.

Roulette has also advised all its

distributors of the Regal promotion
and the location of the Regal stores

so that the distributor can arrange
for a tie-in with the nearest local re-

tail record outlet in promoting the

sale of the twist LP’s in the retail

store.

Regal has set a heavy ad and pro-

motion campaign to back the tie-in

in the months to come. Roulette has

already shipped display material, al-

bum covers as well as twist albums,

to Regal to get the promotion under
starting the first week in May.
For dealers, the label is sending

out twist window display kits, which
include large cardboard display eas-

els, streamers and mobiles for win-

dow, as well as in-store display.

The prospectus also noted that

MCA intends to sell the talent agency

The boys come up with an
interesting brand of pulsating rhythms and
raunchy sounds that they have demonstrated at
Gotham’s Roundtable. Twisters should find many
terpsichorean delights to be had in “Mashed Po-
tatoes,” “Stand By Me” and “Twist It Baby.”
Throngs of the dance’s fans could help the pack-
age make some noise.

“YESTERDAY’S GOODIES—Various Artists—

Here’s a powerful package of big-sellers r&r items
that were originally released in the 50’s and the
early 60’s essayed with professional authority by
the artists which made the tunes famous.

This unusual offering by Atlantic boasts the dra-
matic talents of screen actor Laurence Harvey
reading Walter Benton’s best-selling poem “This
Is My Beloved.” As an added plus, Herbie Mann
composed original background music which subtly
sets an intimate mood without intruding upon the
spoken word. In a dignified and tasteful manner,
the thespian gives a sensitive and moving inter-
pretation of the poet’s lines. This excellent item
should find support from a host of jazz, poetry,
and Harvey fans.

ICURVT'tV “MAY I SING FOR YOU?”—Clyde McPhatter—
Mercury Wing SRW 16224
Clyde McPhatter’s wide-range, rich distinctive
vocal style is superbly showcased on the collection
of ten popular tunes. The tenor is backed by a
subtle cushion of strings from the Glen Osser ork
as he dishes up potent renditions of “Harbor
Lights,” “You Belong To Me” and “Love Is A
Many Splendored Thing.” The songster’s superior
range and pitch carry him in winning stead on
the set. Package could pull coin with the legion of
McPhatter admirers.

“PATACHOU AT THE ST. REGIS MAISON-
ETTE”—Audio Fidelity AFSD 5961
The deep voice of Patachou comes off in fine form
and is beautifully showcased in this album of
tunes which are foremostly French. Her Parisian
bistro training stands her in good stead as she
gives compelling performances of “Je T’Aime
Encore Plus,” “Ces Petites Choses (These Foolish
Things),” and “Mon Amant De St. Jean.” The
lark’s many followers will find this a first-rate
package.

“THE MUSIC OF RODGERS AND HAMMER-
STEIN”—Melachrino Strings—RCA Victor LPM

Drawing from the wealth of material penned by
the prolific Rodgers and Hammerstein, the Mela-
chrino Strings stamp their highly listenable trade-
mark on a set of fine show melodies. Leading off
with “No Other Love” from “Me And Juliet,” the
orchestra follows it up with a group of tunes
already becoming evergreens. Included are
“Climb Ev’ry Mountain,” “Love Look Away,” and
the “Carousel Waltz.”

The music,
professionally rendered by the Florida Symphony
Orchestra under the masterful baton of Henry
Mazer, perfectly captures the spirit of the space
and age. The fine voices of Bach Festival Choir
give the session an added listenable touch. The al-

bum is superbly packaged with a colorful cover, a
series of photos taken at Cape Canaveral and
original drawings of a projected landing on the
moon. Kids and oldsters alike should dig this in-

JAZZ PICKS OF THE WEEK
“COUNTDOWN—TIME IN OUTER SPACE”—
Dave Brubeck Quartet—Columbia CL 1775
Dave Brubeck tags this package after “Count-
down,” his current rhythmic ten-note theme single

and unleashes his top-notch talents on eleven
other items with improvised cross-rhythms. The
album boasts some highly entertaining solo ef-

forts by the boys with Joe Morello taking the
spotlight for “Castilian Drums” and Paul Des-
mond shining on “Eleven Four.” Once again, Bru-
beck proves that he can not be isolated to any one
sphere of jazz. He is, as always, a continuous,
spontaneous experimenter. Brubeck admirers
should really dig the album.

Mil' “BASKIN’ THE UNPREDICTABLE JIMMY
SMITH”—Verve V 8474
Jimmy Smith, who is currently riding the charts
with “Midnight Special” on Blue Note, comes up
with potent hitsville loomer on this swingin’ Verve
entry. The album is divided into two divisions.

The first half of the set features Smith with a big
band turning in superior Oliver Nelson arrange-
ments his new single of “Walk On The Wild Side”
and “Step Right Up.” The second half is devoted
to organist’s sounds with Jimmy Warren on guitar
and Don Bailey on drums. The trio turns in first-

rate renditions of “Bashin’ ” and “Beggar For The
Blues.” Disk has enough potenial to score in the
pop category.

“SATURDAY NIGHT/SUNDAY NIGHT AT
THE BLACKHAWK, SAN FRANCISCO”—Cal
Tjader Quartet—Verve V 8459
Cal Tjader represents with equal authority the
new-wave school jazz, a firm respect for the
past, and an identification with contemporary ma-
terial. This Verve disk, cut live at San Francisco’s
Black Hawk, demonstrates the artist’s proficiency
in all three areas. While leading the boys on the
vibes, Tjader renders the Benny Golson-penned
“Stablesmates,” the off-beat “Weep” and a fine

fresh, modern-sounding version of “Stompin’ At
The Savoy” with his expected free-flowing pro-
fessional authority. Plenty of sales power here.

“FOR PETE’S SAKE”—Pete Candoli Sextet And
Octet—Kapp KL 1230
Pete Candoli has earned a rep as one of current
jazzdom’s most gifted trumpeters and this Kapp
album which teams the horn man up with two ac-
complished groups of musicians offers conclusive
proof of his stature. Candoli and his sextet which
includes Jimmy Rowles on piano and Shelly Manne
on drums breeze through top-notch arrangements
of “Jeepers Creepers” and “Mountain Greenery.”
With his octet the trumpeter dishes up a superla-
tive reading of “Old Black Joe.” Set could make
some noise.

Charlie Farrell has been a Miami Beach fixture
for the past thirty-seven years and this Art disk
cut live at Miami’s Balmoral Hotel showcases the
entertainer’s fine Irish tenor voice and rib-tickling
stories.

Ferrante and Teicher having en-

joyed highly successful careers as con-

cert pianists, are now the outstanding

team in the field of pop instrumental

recordings. Their initial hit “Theme

From The Apartment” was followed

by their first million seller “Exodus,”

and their smash version of “Tonight”

from “West Side Story.” Their al-

bums for United Artists and Ultra

Audio are consistently among the na-

tion’s best selling packages. At one

time early in 1962 they had 4 albums

riding simultaneously on the best-

seller charts.

Since their first performance with

the Toledo Symphony in 1947, they

have played in 50 states and Canada,

appearing with leading orchestras.

DENMARK
NPA (Nordisk Polyphon A/S) has released a selection of A1 Jolson songs

with Buster Larsen on Polyphon. Katy Bodtger has recorded two songs from
the Eurovision Song Festival, held last March. The songs are Sweden’s “Sol och
var’’ and Finland’s “Tipi-Tii.” Two LP’s with Danish songs, a discovery for
tourists looking for a Danish souvenir record, has also been released by NPA.

Publisher Stig Anderson of Sweden Music reports that Grethe Sbnck re-
cently sang “Walk On By” in Danish on a TV show in Copenhagen. In Den-
mark, this song is doing very good and looks like a sure number one hit in the
near future. “I Missed Me” has been recorded in Danish by Gustav Winckler
on Tono and it is said to be one of the best recordings Winckler has made.

NORWAY
Coming up strongly here is “Dream Baby” with Roy Orbison on London,

this week debuting among the top ten. Orbison is very popular in Norway,
where he has been on the charts several times during the last several years.

Nora Brockstedt is expected to return to the charts with her recent waxing
of the Norwegian song “Aeille sa ner som a Ingebjorg,” composed by Alf
Proysen and Bjarne Amdahl for the local Song Festival held in the beginning
of this year. The song was refused, however, but is expected to be the real top
seller during the next months in Norway. Miss Brockstedt is recording for
Egil Monn Iversen A/S.
The big jazz event in Oslo this spring is concerts with Count Basie and his

Orchestra. Also in Oslo for concerts during April are The Dutch Swing Col-
lege Band. The latter will be heard at the Metropol during six days in end of
the month.

Anita Thallaug has made a Norwegian recording of the German Euro-
vision Song Festival song “Zwei kleine Italiener,” coupled with “Walkin’ My
Baby Back Home,” reports Stig Anderson of Sweden Music. Key Brothers has
recorded the German “Der Mann im Mond,” also a song published in Scandi-
navia by Anderson.

SWEDEN
The two teenagers, known as Tina and Marina after the Swedish title of

the German song “Zwei kleine Italiener,” have done very well in a short time.
Their Karusell recording of “Tina och Marina” is number seven on the local

hit parade this week. The two girls debuted by singing the song in a TV show
a month ago.

Stig Anderson of Bens Music AB reports that Paul Anka’s “Love Me Warm
and Tender” has just been released on sheet music. The song is on the charts
here, the first time in 30 months that Paul Anka has made the Swedish Best
Sellers.

The two jazz labels. Riverside and Jazzland moved from EMI to Philips the
other week. It is expected here that Mercury also will move from EMI to
Philips in the near future. Mercury is now topping the sales statistics in

Sweden with “Walk On By” with Leroy Van Dyke.

Just released here is a single with Inger Berggren on His Master’s Voice.
She sings “Elisabeth-Serenade,” a German song, and “Donna Maria,” the lat-

ter being “Ave Maria no Morro,” a popular South American song, now doing
very well on the European Continent.

Ivan Nordstrom, A & R man of EMI, told Cash Box that Inger Berggren
has recorded the Swedish song “Sol och var” and the Finnish “Tipi-Tii” in

German for release at the German market by Electrola. Miss Berggren has
recently been seen on TV in Finland, Norway and Denmark, and her Swedish
recording of “Sol och var” is doing very well all over Scandinavia. According
to Nordstrom, he expects a lot from Danish singer Gitte since her Danish film
recently opened in Stockholm and was very well received by the critics and
audiences. Danish EMI artist Otto Brandenburg will be touring Sweden this
summer, which no doubt will stimulate the sales of his records in Sweden.
Very popular TV series in Sweden is “The Flintstones” and Swedish com-

poser Owe Thornqvist has written a song “Wilma,” now doing very well here.
However, this Philips recording might run into troubles as a Stockholm busi-
nessman claims he has the copyright on everything combined with the TV
series. If so, Thornqvist had no right to use the popular serial figure Wilma
in his song. In the meantime. Owe Thornqvist is translating his song into Eng-
lish, German and French and is planning to introduce the song himself in

countries where the show is popular at the moment. Thornqvist is now on a
short vacation trip to Spain.

New record company announcing its start here is Popular Melodi (Popular
Songs), headed by singer Allan Ehwert and K. G. Stahl. Ehwert is known here
as “the singing Postman.”
Music has probably been accused of a lot of things, but here is something

new. A film by Sweden’s famous Ingmar Bergman is viewed by the Supreme
Court in Finland as “highly ai’tistical” but the music and sound effects make
the film pornographic, according to the Court, which suggests that the film
would perhaps be better if shown as a silent picture. Bergman recently re-
ceived an Oscar in Hollywood. He has no comment to this report.

GERMANY
Germany is the biggest record market on the European continent, and it is

also the hardest place for a foreign record to break for a big hit. In just about
every other country in Europe, local versions of songs are liberally mixed with
American records in the hit parade. However, here in Germany, the only artists

who made the top 10 with English sung vocal versions this year are The High-
waymen with “Michael,” Chubby Checker with “Let’s Twist Again” and Joey
Dee with “The Peppermint Twist” and the German version by Sylvio Francesco
and Caterina Valente is outselling the American waxing by about 5 to 1. On
the other side of the picture, however, foreign artists are extremely strong
in this market and have a great influence on the market. Of the 23 songs that
have made the top 10 this year, nine have been recorded by artists from Ger-
many, Austria and Switzerland, and 14 have been done by foi-eign artists. As
far as material is concerned, nine of the 23 songs are foreign material, and 14
were originally published in Germany. Strangely enough, one of the original
German publications was written in Greece by Manos Hadjidakis, and one of
the foreign songs, “Hawaii Tattoo,” was written by a German composer, but
is originally published in Belgium. A further breakdown shows that from the
23 songs, three are instrumentals, four are group numbers, four female singers
entered the golden group and 12 are male vocals. The foreign artists who sing
in German include top names from all over the world. America has delivered
German speaking records from Paul Anka, Gene Pitney, James Darren, Neil
Sedaka, Connie Stevens, Ella Fitzgerald, Mitch Miller, Earl Grant, Louis Arm-
strong, Elvis Presley, Jane Morgan, and Connie Francis. England has given us
waxings by Helen Shapiro, Cliff Richard, John Leyton and others, France is

represented with Jacqueline Boyer, Annie Cordy, Sacha Distel, Henri Salvador,
Charles Aznavour, Gilbert Becaud, Marcel Amont, Bob Azzam, Jean Phillippe,
and Johnny Hallyday to mention a few. Scandinavia is here with top stars Siw
Malmkvist, Anita Lindblom, Vivi Bach, Pirko Manola, Lil Babs, Gitte, and
Gunnar Winckler among others. Belgium is represented with Lou Neefs, Tony
Sandler and Bobbyjaan. Greece has its star here in Nana Mouskouri, Holland
had a million seller with its Blue Diamonds, even such far away places as Japan
has sent a pair of lovely ladies to sing in German. Italy’s Mina entered the
top 10 for the first time this week, and more are present from every land
every day. Top foreign stars who now live in Germany and are regulars in
the charts include Americans Bill Ramsey and Gus Backus, Englishman Chris
Howland, Yugoslavia’s Ivo Robic, and two time chart maker Carmela Corren
from Israel.

Of course, Germany’s biggest export item Caterina Valente is also an Italian
by birth. Germany likes a small accent, and the extra thrill of hearing the pep
of international stars who sing their languages well, and if the material is

right and the record is well produced, a top hit can result. One note of interest.

The only record sung by a foreign artist to make the charts here that weren’t
produced in Germany or by a German A&R man was “Wooden Heart” by Elvis
Presley, and that can hardly be considered a German speaking record although
Elvis did one chorus in broken “Deutsch.” This note is only for German speak-
ing records, of course.
Pardon my slip. “Let’s Twist Again” which has been falsely listed as pub-

lished by Gerig publishing group here is in reality published by Aberbach Music.
Ralph Maria Siegel reports that the new Bob Moore hit “Auf Wiedersehn

Marlene” has caught fire in Germany and could become another “Mexico.”
Mexico has sold over 750,000 copies here to date. He has also written a German
text for the number, and a vocal version will be on the market shortly. The
Burl Ives hit “A Little Bitty Tear” has been done in two strong versions by
The Tramps for Polydor and The Nordwinds for Decca. Ralph also reports that
the old American song “Don’t Read The Letter” has been done in German by
Siw Malmkvist. Other top American songs done recently in German for the
firm include “Language Of Love” by The Juniors, and “Norman” by Dany
Mann. Both lyrics were written by Ralph. The instrumental hit “Moliendo
Cafe” is swinging here with versions by Hugo Blanco, Ray Anthony, Perez
Prado and Roberto Seto. The Udo Jurgens composition, “Reach For The Stars,”
which hit the top in England by Shirley Bassey has been done in French by
Camillo Felgin of Radio Luxemburg. Karl Breuer of Sikorski Music writes
from New York that the Anna Lena waxing of “Iwan Iwanowitsch” on Landa
is tearing up the American charts. Bert Kaempfert also dropped a line to say
hello from his vacation in Miami Beach. Radio Luxemburg reports that Freddy
heads up the hit parade with his EP recording of “Wann Kommt Das Glueck
Auch Zu Mir.” “Monica” by newcomer Jus Jussen is in second place with
“Heisser Sand” by Mina taking third place. That’s it for this week from Ger-
many.

In the “first anniversary issue” of this Argentine column, let’s give a list

of the artists that will visit Buenos Aires during 1962, according to manager
Daniel Gutierrez. Most of these visits have already been completely arranged,
and sold to local impresarios.
May: Hebrew songstress Anna Haaroni will come the 8th; Italian singer

Giacomo Rondinella the 15th; American orchestra director Les Brown, the
21st. Brown will perform at the Luna Park Stadium. All three will appear
on Rio de la Plata TV Channel 13.
June: Connie Francis should be here on the 4th. She will probably perform

on TV Channel 9; however, this hasn’t been completely arranged yet; French
twister Richard Anthony will arrive the 20th and will stay here until July 1,
performing at Escala Musical dance parties and Channel 13. Although the date
hasn’t been fixed yet, Italian singer Peppino de Capri will also come.
July: Neil Sedaka will come the 5th. Also programmed by Escala Musical.

Tony Williams, formerly member of The Platters, is also scheduled, without
date.
August: Del Shannon, whose “Runaway” has been a big hit, and Dion,

whose “Wanderer” is also running very well. Dion will stay four days in
Buenos Aires, from August 30 through September 2.

September: Paul Anka, four days (from 11 through 15th). Also at Escala
Musical and TV Channel 13.

October: Chubby Checker will arrive in Buenos Aires the 3rd. Will stay
here three days.
November: Teddy Randazzo, who was here some weeks ago, with good

success. He has a contract with TV Channel 7.

Mexican twister Manolo Munoz, who was present at the Escala Musical
First Twist Festival a week ago, will return this Summer for a series of
appearances in Buenos Aires and other cities. Odeon has released his “Dale
Dale,” recorded in Mexico, and cut (in record time: 40 minutes) a new single
with him: “Multiplication” and “Pitty Miss Kitty,” both sung in Spanish.

It may be noted that many of the artists listed above are programmed by
Escala Musical. The reason is that Escala has turned into one of the most
successful dance party organizations in Argentina, presenting highclass artists
in middle priced events, thus allowing big attendance. Besides, Escala has
two highly-rated I’adio programs, which provide good promotion for its artists.
A word to all artists planning a visit to South America: for certain reasons,

managers arrange a minute schedule for most artists who come without
leaving any extra time for common difficulties, as plane delays, bad weather,
etc. This sometimes obliges artists to perform some minutes after a fourteen
hour trip and a press conference, resulting in bad performance and adverse
record promotion. It is better for an ai’tist to come a day before and earn
less money, but leave a good impression that will allow him to return some
time later and, best of all, increase his popularity, saleswise.
Considering the wide popularity achieved by Nicolas Mancera’s Saturday

TV program, “Sabados Circulares,” Philips has released an LP titled “Cante
y Baile con Mancera.” In his five hour TV’er, the MC organizes a “Com-
munity Singing” of tango music with astonishing results. Thus, the label
believes that this sing-along album will be very well received by the customers.
More from Philips: the diskery will put on sale a second LP recorded by

Dutch musician Malando as “his first album has had surprising sales.” Be-
sides, it will put on sale new waxings by Johnny Hallyday, made in the U.S.

ganizations in Africa is Gallo Africa
Limited, whose Mr. Gallo, president,
his wife and David Fine, technical and
marketing director, paid a recent visit

to Milan for the “International Fair.”
In an interview with Cash Box, the

execs offered a picture of the organi-
zation’s setup and of the disk industry
in Africa in general.

Gallo’s firm, headquartered in

Johannesburg with offices in Nairobi
(Kenya), Bulawayo (Rhodesia),
Capetown and Durban, both South
Africa, and London (England), repre-
sents many of the most important
foreign labels, including American,
and produces domestic disks as well.

Disks are moulded in the firm’s

two factories in Johannesburg and
Bulawayo.
The territories covered by Gallo’s

distribution network are South, Cen-
tral and East Africa. Besides its rec-
ord activity, Gallo also distributes
radio and electrical merchandise and
manufacturers phonos and guitars.
The disk market, according to Fine,

buys three types of records: the 12"

LP, 45’s and 78’s. The 78 business is

still big in Africa, the main reason

The Summer Location

Can Turn A Good Year

Into A Great One

If your present operation borders on the dividing

line separating the metropolitan area from the

suburbs, or more so if your route travels the high-

ways and byways of the mountains and lakes areas,

it isn’t too early to start your summer location pro-

gram. In the words of one enterprising operator

who commented on this subject only last week—
‘‘It can make the difference between a good year and
a great year.”

The additional income to be gained from the

bungalow colonies, the weekend resorts, the tourist

homes and the general vacation spots can add up to

a sizable sum if you get an early start and get the

equipment on these locations. Several weeks too

early is better than even one weekend too late.

Used equipment is a natural for these type loca-

tions and in many instances the used game or phono-
graph just isn’t ready when you need it. A recondi-

tioning job takes time and so does the trucking

necessary to move these machines out into the hin-

terlands where they can start to earn income. Here it

is the end of April, with Memorial Day only four
weeks away, and literally millions of people biting

at the bit to get away for the warm and pleasant

weekends. Summer vacations are even starting

earlier than usual judging from the travel agency
reports. Like everything else, the summertime will

be upon you before you know it. With a regular

route to handle, the sooner the summer location

program is carried out the sooner you can benefit

from it.

Constant calls from motel and resort owners
through the months of May and June can be an ex-

pensive headache, especially when you are forced
to make individual deliveries and installations.

Multiple calls can be made now when the demand is

light. An early start might also leave some time for
canvassing and sales calls on additional summer
spots which appear to be cropping up in all areas.

The sujnmer location is a strong antidote for the
operator who may have experienced a bad winter
with roads clogged and patrons staying at home.
The investment isn’t that great considering the ar-

rangements which many operators can make with
location owners for the warm weather months.
Many times a rental is charged with the keys left in
the hands of the location. Advance payments in this

instance can put life into any route’s cash assets.

Programming isn’t generally a problem because of
the usual captive audience who will settle for rea-

sonably recent selections, hits of past months, plus
an abundance of standards. The bar in many of the
resorts which draw from a younger crowd can make
up for some of the slower weekends which an opera-
tor may have experienced last November when his

Main Street locations weren’t exactly jumping.

The summer location has a lot to be said for it.

As in anything else you must go into it correctly to

profit from it. A half-hearted attempt to benefit from
a handful of vacation spots can be costly. But an
early jump into this “extra income” area can indeed
turn a fair season into a great one.



West Virginia Gives Stamp Of

Approvai To Pinbaii Machines

Attorney General Says Legislature Was
Applying 19th Century Law In 20th Century

Annual Coin Show Fails To Dr
Rock-Ola, Seeburg and Wurlii

CHARLESTON, W. VA.—Pinball ma-
chines were cleared of a ‘gaming’
label here last week (April 20) when
Attorney General C. Donald Robert-
son held that single or multiple-coin
pinball machines az’e not gambling de-
vices in themselves within the mean-
ing of West Virginia law. At the same
time Roberston alerted the law en-
forcement agencies to prosecute those
who used the machines for gambling
by giving merchandise and money for
unplayed free games registered on
the machines.

“It is a well settled rule in this

State that three elements are essential

to a lottery and they are considera-

tion (money), chance, and prize. The
first, is obvious, the second is a matter

of conjecture as to whether or not

chance prevails over skill. It must be

determined by the specific character-

istics of a pinball machine and the

player’s ability to operate and man-
euver same machine,” said Robertson.

“Be this as it may, the most perplex-

ing of the three elements of a lottery

is prize. The only thing received by a

player of a pinball machine, if any-

thing, is a free game,” continued

Robertson. “Our Supreme Court has

never decided whether a free game is

a thing of value.”
In Robertson’s opinion, the Supreme

Coui't wouldn’t decide that a free
game is a thing of value, without
proof that it could be traded for
money or merchandise. “If it could be
proved,” stated the Attorney, “then
a payoff situation would exist and a
conviction would be sustained.”

In the opinion written for prosecut-
ing attorney D. Grove Moler of Wyom-
ing County, the attorney general said
that the Supreme Court has said a
game may be used for gambling un-
lawfully but it may also be used for
amusement. Robertson added that a

slot machine does not come within the

definition of outlawed gambling, al-

though it may be used for gambling.

These devices are described in a West
Virginia code adopted in 1849 and not

amended by West Virginia legislature

since 1923. Most of these games are

unknown today, and include ABC, EO
Table, or faro bank, or keno or any
other gaming table or device of like

kind, according to Robertson.

With this background, Robertson

said, “we are faced with the problem

of applying a Nineteenth Century

statute to Twentieth Century activi-

ties.”

Chemical Firm Explains Use Of Mar-Tab Sales Reps Win Trip To Mass

‘^Wonder Coating^’ On Bally Bowler Pins

Mr. N. D. Wonch, Chicago representative for the Hughson Chemical Company, has

outlined below the basic idea behind the surface-slip vs. wear-resistance problem for

pins on coin-operated games such as the Bally Bowler. 'Working closely with Balltj,

and Chicago-Allis Corp., Mr. Wonch outlines here the story behind Hughsons “won-
der coating” on pins.

ERIE, PENNA.—Polyurethanes, the
new “wonder” coatings for flexible

materials, play an important role in

the “Bally Bowler” Bally Manufac-
turer’s big ball bowler.
The coatings are used on the rub-

ber pins, making them dirt and wear-
resistant and giving them real bowl-
ing pin action.
The “Bally Bowler,” with live pin

action, represents a major advance in

bowling machines. It differs from
conventional coin-operated machines
in that the ball must actually strike

a pin, or a pin must slam against
another pin, and knock it down to

score. Most other types of “bowlers”
are activated by a ball or puck slid-

ing over electrical sensors.

Coated pins give best performance

The hollow rubber pins are sub-
jected to terrific abuse—abrasion
from balls and other pins, impact,
constant flexing. Supported at the
neck by a bonded metal insert, they
frequently bend 180°. Neck elonga-
tion approaches 200% at the instant

of impact.

Realistic striking action . . . .

. . . . upon impact of ball . . . .

. . . . requires chemical coating . .

. ... to permit long wear.

Bally engineers, working with elas-

tomer specialists from Allis Rubber
Division of Chicago-Allis Manufac-
turing Co., found a coated rubber
bowling pin gave the necessary
amount and type of pin action. But,
standard rubber coatings could not
take the constant pounding and flex-

ing. The coatings became dirty and
cracked after only one or two games.
Without coatings, the high friction

characteristics of the rubber surfaces
prevented the necessary slip for real-

istic ball and pin performance.
For maximum performance, Chi-

cago-Allis suggested molding the pins
of an SBR elastomer and using the
new Hughson Chemglaze flexible

polyurethane coatings.
