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Although the master-huying fe-

ver is not as burning as it was a

few years ago, masters continue to

be an extremely important factor

in the record industry’s singles pic-

ture.

A glance up and down today’s

singles charts reveals an amazing

number of big hits that were pro-

duced by independent producers

and taken over by the bigger and

better established labels in our in-

dustry, On closer inspection one

can find a host of today’s top art-

ists who were brought to a label

by some indie producer and have

since been so successful with the

major company that they have al-

most lost their indie producer iden-

tity.

And from the structure of the

business as it stands today, the

bringing-in of product from out-

side sources will continue with

equal if not greater importance in

the future.

As a result of the many success-

ful masters during the past few

years, the acquisition of masters

has become a great deal more com-

plex than it was at the onset. Today,

the small labels which start a record

rolling in an area want to retain

their own name rather than let their

hot master take on the name of the

company buying it. Copyrights,

foreign rights, advances, etc., have

complicated master-buying prob-

lems tremendously. As a result, the

phenomenon of an “exclusive dis-

tribution agreement” (through

which an established manufacturer

distributes product for some small-

er label) has become a very com-
mon set-up throughout our busi-

ness, especially so with the bigger

independent labels.

Such agreements have been un-

believably successful and have pro-

duced an array of top stars that is

almost too much to believe.

Add to this the number of suc-

cessful Stateside hits that were pro-

duced abroad and one can immedi-
ately see the important role played

by producers outside the bigger

companies’ employ.

The old saying, “everybody and
his brother is a songwriter” can
today read “everybody and his

brother is an independent record

producer.” In essence, the singles

record structure has more A&R
men today than it’s ever had be-

fore. Most of them just have dif-

ferent initials—“IRP” (Independ-
ent Record Producer)

RIAA Elects New Board&
Officers; Wallichs Is President

EXPECT ’61 DISK SALES FIGURES

TO PASS S</2 BILLIOH FOR FIRST TIME

GLENN E. WALLICHS

NEW YORK—A new board of direc-

tors and officers of the Record Indus-

try Association of America (RIAA),
including Glenn Wallichs as presi-

dent, were elected at the association’s

annual meet last week (3) at the
Plaza Hotel, this city.

Wallichs, head of Capitol Records,
succeeds George R. Marek, vice-pres-
ident and general manager of RCA
Victor Records, in the one-year post.

He’s RIAA’s fifth president in its 11-

year history.
The new board, elected by RIAA’s

membership, consists of Wallichs,

Marek, Goddard Lieberson, Irving

Green, Leon Hartstone, Arnold Max-
in, Paul Wexler and Randy Wood.
New officers, elected by the board,

are: Dave Kapp, 1st vice-president

and assistant treasurer; vice-presi-

dents: Archie Bleyer, Sam Clark,

Jack Holtzman and Ira Moss; treas-

urer: John Stevenson.

Re-elected to their posts were
Henry Brief, executive secretary and
Ernest Myers, legal counsel.

NEW YORK—Though the final fig-

ures are not yet in, it’s alrnost a cer-

tainty that retail sales of disks, based
on list prices, went over the half bil-

lion dollar mark for the first time in

history, according to the 10th annual
report from the Record Industry As-
sociation of America (RIAA).
The report, issued in conjunction

with the association’s annual meet at
the Plaza Hotel last week (3) (see

separate story on new officers), notes
that as the country worked its way
out of the 1960 recession, so did the
sales volume of records.
A heavy surge in sales, the report

says, in the second half of the year,
particularly in the last quarter,
served to offset slight declines for
1961 registered during the first six
months of the year.
Noting the sales power of the twist

fad, RIAA kidded that “the record
industry rock and rolled a little

weakly as 1961 began but was twist-
ing strongly by the year’s end.”
The report notes the continued

climb in sales of stereo records. Ac-

cording to RIAA’s factory sales sta-

tistics, about 38% of all LP’s sold in

1961 were stereo, compared with

approximately 26% in 1960—a 50%
increase in the course of the year.

NEW YORK—The most comprehen-
sive and all-inclusive promotion ever
attempted by United Artists Records,
“A Tribute To Ferrante and Teicher,”
will result in well over $1 million in
billings during the current month,
with dealers throughout the country
joining in the all-out sales drive with
windows, in-store displays and heavy
newspaper and radio coverage at the
local levels, according to Art Tal-
madge, president.

Ferrante and Teicher, in order to
participate in the promotion, can-
celled out all concert appearances for
the month, and will tour the United
States to visit with dealers and disk
jockeys as a part of the over-all pro-
motion. Following appearances in Bal-
timore and Washington last weekend,
the duo will leave for the Midwest
this week, including stops in Chicago
May 11 and 12, Detroit, May 14,
Cleveland May 15 and 16 and St.

Indicative of the interest at the
dealer level in the promotion is the
fact that more than 1,000 dealers have
installed full window displays built
around Ferrante and Teicher, and in-
store displays were more than double
that figure.

One aspect of the promotion that’s
unusual is the interest world-wide by
affiliates of UA in foreign countries,
the label noted. All promotional mate-
rial used domestically was sent to the
affiliates for their information. While
the tribute was planned as a domestic
program only, many foreign affiliates
have set up their own plans, modelled
after the U.S. program, but timed
at intervals which will run through
the next two to three months.

Chubby Checker, who currently has four albums
riding the charts, unleashes his sales-laden vocal
talents on this musical teaming up with the Car-
roll Brothers, the Dovells and Dee Dee Sharp.

built-in success ingredients to score heavily in
the coin department. The set boasts the chanter
rendering “Slow Twistin,’ ” Dee Sharp offering
her current smash of “Mashed Potato Time” and
the Dovells come up with their recent hit of “Bris-
tol Stomp” Sure-fire chart item.

“YOUNG WORLD”—Lawrence Welk—Dot DLP
25428
Lawrence Welk, a consistent chart-rider, steps
out with a timely group of current favorites
geared for teenager appeal, but having that spe-
cial quality which appeals to all ages. The orkster
launches the set with “Young World,” and includes
such hits as “Don’t Break The Heart That Loves
You,” “Wonderful World Of The Young,” and
“Good Luck Charm.” The smooth orchestrations
and choice material should make this a chart-
rider in no time flat.

“GOLDEN THEMES FROM MOTION PIC-
TURES”—Ferrante & Teicher—United Artists
UAL 3210
As part of their month-long salute to Ferrante
and Teicher, United Artists comes up with this
excellent disk of all-time favorite flick themes.
Nick Perito has provided some lush orchestral
backdrops for the duo’s electrifying twin pianos.
There’s enough good stuff for either dancing or
listening as the keyboard team read “Mona Lisa,”
“All The Way” and “True Love.” The album
looms as a shoe-in for chart honors.

“THE MANY MOODS OF FERRANTE &
TEICHER”—United Artists UAS 6211
Here’s another UA album, which will receive a
special promo, showcasing the versatile talents of
Ferrante and Teicher. The twosome are found on
this top-notch set rendering a dozen popular
items. As to be expected the duo’s superior brand
of keyboard artistry is in evidence as they read
“Three Coins In The Fountain,” “Dream Of Love”
and “The Way You Look Tonight.” Ferrante and
Teicher have been responsible for many chart-
riders in the past and this entry seems destined
to move down the hitsville path in winning
fashion.

“PETE FOUNTAIN’S MUSIC FROM DIXIE”—
Coral CRL 757401
Pete Fountain’s swingin’ clarinet artistry has
earned him many laurels in the past and this
group of Dixie sturdies from Coral should go the
success route of his previous LP triumphs. Foun-
tain kicks things off on this inventive, spontane-
ous session with a sweet-sounding rendition of
“Bye Bye Bill Bailey” and dishes up first-rate
arrangements of “I Wish I Could Shimmy Like
My Sister Kate” and “Shine.” The album’s sales-
oriented sound makes it a logical candidate for
chartdom.

“ONCE UPON A TIME”—The Lettermen-Capi-
tol T1711
The Lettermen, currently on the charts with their
“A Song For Young Love” LP, follow it with
this latest effort which should go the same success
route. The trio uses a straightforward delivery
without benefit of gimmicks which makes for
more sincere treatment of melody and lyric. In-
cluded in this deck of sturdies are “Young And
Foolish,” “Polka Dots And Moonbeams,” “My
Funny Valentine,” and “Time Was.” The album
should develop into a hot sales number.

“YOU BETTER MOVE ON”—Arthur Alexander
—Dot DLP 25434
Arthur Alexander kicks off this premiere album
offering with an impressive rendition of current
chart-rider of “You Better Move On,” after which
he has named the disk, and offers eleven other
popular items essayed with his winning feelingful
vocal style. The tunes here have achieved success
with versions by other artists but the Alexander
treatments of such biggies as “Hey! Baby!,”

“MOMENTS TO REMEMBER”—Jennell Hawk-

Amazon superbly showcases the versatile vocal

The lark re-
cently zoomed into the national spotlight with her
noisemaking rendition of “Moments” which is in-
cluded in this package. There’s plenty of listening
enjoyment as the thrush reads first-rate arrange-
ments of “If I Loved You,” “Come Home” and
“Pledging My Love.” The artist has a fine, listen-
able commercial sound and this disk should win
her a flock of fans.

“OLDIES BUT GOODIES VOLUME 4”—Various
Artists—Original Sound LPM 5005
Here’s the fourth package of r&r hits of a while
back from Original Sound and the tunes included
read like who’s who of chart items. The disk is

divided into a dreamy side which boasts some
shuffle beat, slow-tempo ballad tunes and a rock
side which puts the spotlight on six fast-moving
uptempo songs. Highlights of this nostalgic disk
are Gloria Mann’s “Teenage Prayer,” the Five
Satins “To The Aisle” and Mickey and Sylvia’s
“Love Is Strange.” Plenty of sales potential here.

“MR. ROCK AND SOUL”—Roy Hamilton—Epic
LN 24000
Roy Hamilton’s distinctive vocal style stems from
his identification with gospel and blues traditions.

The chanter has coupled his fine musical heritage
with a firm respect for current pop sounds and a
jazz-filled orientation. The Hamilton is sound
showcased in this album, which is one of the best
that he has cut to date, on an interesting variety
of tunes including pop items, blues and big band
numbers. Best tracks here are “That’s All Right,”
“Blowtop Blues” and “Mr. Rock And Soul,” a
lively original which serves as the namesake for
the album.

“ARTHUR PRYSOCK SINGS ONLY FOR YOU”
—Old Town OTLP 2004
Arthur Prysock has been around for quite a while
and this highly listenable package of tender ever-
green ballads could take the chanter into category
of star performers. The songster displays a dis-

tinctive, wide-range, jazz-flavored voice on such
favorites as “I Don’t Stand A Ghost Of A
Chance.” “April In Paris” and “When I Fall In
Love.” The disk should bring out Prysock fans in

droves.

“ALL-AMERICAN GOES COUNTRY STYLE”—
Various Artists—Mercury SR 60707
Here’s an interesting “first” which showcases the
talents of Mercury’s stable of star country per-
formers rendering tunes from the Charles Strouse
and Lee Adams score of “All-American.” The ar-

rangements here highlight the Nashville country
idiom with plenty of guitar pickin’ and sometimes
a colorful tenor sax. Some of the stellar artists

The
package has enough good stuif in it to pick up
plenty of dual-market coin.
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“IT’S MASHED POTATO TIME”—Dee Dee
Sharp—Cameo C 1018
Dee Dee Sharp cashes in on the success of her
current runaway best-selling deck of “Mashed
Potato Time” to tag this initial album entry of
ballads and rockin’ items. The lark belts out each
tune with the authority of a long-successful pro
and her range and pitch are first-rate. In addition
to her biggie. Dee Dee dishes up winning rendi-
tions of “Gee,” “One Hundred Pounds Of Clay”
and “Hurry On Down.” Disk should step out
quickly in the sales department.

“JACKIE GLEASON PRESENTS MUSIC TO
CHANGE HER MIND”—Capitol DW 632
The versatile comic comes on strong with another
very enjoyable session of mood music geared for
nocturnal listening. The vibrant violins provide a
soothing background for the trumpet solos which
have become a pattern for all of Gleason’s styl-

ings. The orchestra sets the mood with “You’ve
Changed” and holds it with such sturdies as “It’s

The Talk Of The Town,” “You And The Night
And The Music,” and “Dancing In The Dark.” The

Leslie Calls For Stand

Against Copy't Change

NEW YORK—As the Celler Com-
mittee headed into hearings last week

(3) on proposed changes in the U.S.

Copyright Act, Cy Leslie, president of

Pickwick International, has called

upon labels to take a stand against

a section of the proposed revisions,

the repeal of the compulsory licensing

act, that Leslie feels would, if

enacted, . . conceivably put most

independent record companies out of

business.”

Without the existence of the sta-

tutory license proviso, Leslie points

out in an open letter to the trade,

“the copyright owner could make a

deal with one record company and

freeze the other companies out of

business. Because the copyright

holder would have the choice of not

granting a license at all or of im-

posing any arbitrary royalty fee, no

matter how excessive, Leslie warned,

“It is conceivable to project into the

future and see only a handful of

record companies surviving. This

monopolistic approach must be

stopped—and now!”
In place of the current statutory

royalty fee of 24, Leslie suggests it

would be “sounder business practice

and fairer” to adopt a scale of royal-

ties starting at V24 for records retail-

ing at 994 or less, with increases of

V24 for each $1. of retail price. On
any reproductions where the music

exceeds four minutes, he suggested

for each additional minute thereof, an

extra 50 percent increase in royalties

to the publishers.

Other excerpts from Leslie’s open

letter:

We respectfully invite your atten-

tion to the publicity being given to

the proposed revisions of the Copy-

right Law. The head of the Copyright

Office, in his latest release, asked that

further views and comments be sub-

mitted to the Copyright Office at once,

as this may be the very last chance

anyone has to be heard from before

the drafting of the new bill.

As leaders in the 99^ economy
budget-priced record field, we are only

interested in one segment of this pro-

posed change: The repeal of the com-
pulsory licensing act. This action

could conceivably put most indepen-

dent record companies out of business

if it is thusly repealed. Briefly, at the

present time, each record company
can record any song (provided said

song has been recorded once before)

and cannot be refused a license by
the copyright owner. If the owner re-

fuses to grant a statutory license,

the record manufacturer simply falls

back on the compulsory license act.

With the proposed change, however,

the copyright owner could make a

deal with one record company and
freeze the other companies out of

business. It is conceivable to project

into the future and see only a hand-
ful of record companies surviving.

This monopolistic approach must be

stopped—and now!

Germany’s largest indie record firm, Ariola Records, has made a key move
which has surprised the whole industry. The present director of the firm.

Lutz Wellnitz, has vacated his post to devote his time to independent record

production. In this new position, Wellnitz will still be connected with Ariola,

as Ariola will be expected to release the product produced by Wellnitz’s firm.

The present distribution chief of EMI’s Electrola Records, Rudolf Engleder,
will take over as director of Ariola on July 1. Mr. Engleder has been heading
up the Electrola operation since October of 1953. Ariola, which opened its

operations in the record business in 1958 has built itself into a major record
company in less than four years. Electrola Records has announced that the

present regional distribution chief from Munich, Hans Breunig, who has been
with the firm for many years, will take over Engleder’s job on temporary ap-
pointment. Ariola has also announced that its new contract with American
Columbia Records is almost completed. Columbia which will be distributed
under its own CBS label here, has been handled by Philips Records until this

time. In order to have better control over their product here and in order to

gain strength in the German market as an entity, Columbia had been expected
to set up its own operation here and the pact with Ariola will also involve
the sale of a goodly portion of the stock in the present Ariola setup to Colum-
bia. The move will also give Ariola a new leading role in the German record
picture. Ariola controls many strong local record artists, and surprised the
industry last year by adding several important A&R men to its team. To sup-
plement the activities of hit producer Helmut Jantsch in Munich, former Elec-
trola producer Nils Nobach took over the West-German production with new
studios in Cologne and former Fontana-Philips A&R man Franz Schmide-Nor-
den took over the North-German production in Hamburg. Programming man
Hans Roth, who headed up the disk show department of Radio Frankfurt for
years, took over as production chief.

Ariola is a sister firm of the Bertelsmann companies which includes the
biggest book printing firm in Germany and a book club of over 2.6 million
members as well as the largest record club operation in Germany with between
500-600,000 members. Another holding of the Bertelsmann operation is the
new TV production firm in Munich which is expected to help the book opera-
tion by dramatizing books available through the Bertelsmann Ring. The TV
operation may certainly help the record operation by serving as another outlet
for Ariola record stars and productions. 'The expected move of Ariola from its

Guetersloh headquarters to Munich in June has also been cancelled. The head
offices of the record operation will remain in Guetersloh at present.

It is reported by the journal Music-Information that Ariola spent over
million dollars more than its income in order to build up the present operation.
Ariola is one of Germany’s top firms from the promotion angle and has its

own teenage clubs in cities all over Austria and Gei’many. The firm broke the
deadlock of the four major record firms here who controlled the record busi-
ness until this time. In the last few months, Ariola strengthened its foreign
catalog with the addition of the strong Reprise, Cameo-Parkway and Laurie
labels and the firm also distributes the French Barclay label which has given
them top hits in German by Charles Aznavour and Dalida. Columbia is also
expected to give Ariola an outlet in the U.S. for its product.
A few weeks ago, it was reported that Metronome Records had increased

the price on its singles from $1 dollar to 1.12^. The reactions from the industry
has been mixed toward this move, and Metronome director Lief Kraul reports
that the reason for the raise is to give the dealer a greater profit from the
sale of singles, and to pay for the great amount of production necessary to
remain in competition on the German market. At present, over 200 new singles
ai'e released in Germany monthly and few pay their way with sales. It is

necessary to experiment with new records and new artists as well as new ap-
proaches in order to get a top hit, and this experimentation must be paid for.

Metronome is the only firm that is affected by this price move. The wholesale
price on singles has also been raised from 70 to about 78 cents. The other
majors have retained their 70 cent wholesale and 1 dollar retail price.

It is also interesting to note that about 170 music publishers, 100 lyric
winters and 530 composers divide the pop royalty pie in this country. The big
fight between the GEMA (ASCAP—BMI type firm in Germany) and the tape
recorder owners here continues. GEMA says that due to the great amount of
private taping of radio broadcasts and records, a royalty on composers, pub-
lishers, record firms, artists and lyricists must be paid. It is now possible for
the owner of a tape recorder to pay a yearly fee of $3 and therefore officially

tape the music that he wishes. Philips Records renorts that Gerhard Wendland
just returned from the U.S. where he made his first English speaking records.

English teenage star Helen Shapiro, who has her first German record on the
market here released through Electrola Records, will make her TV debut here
on the Peter Kraus Show at the be,ginning of June.
Greek songstress Nana Mouskouri, who hit the million mark here with her

first record and made sales news for Riverside with her German version of
“White Roses Of Athens,” will record two LP’s in America in May.
On May 22, the 4th Munich Jazz Festival will be held. The title of the

festival is “Jazz Goes To Munich.”
That’s it for this week in Germany.

Merle Kilgore, currently doing very well in many parts of the country with

his Mercury waxing of “42 In Chicago,” appeared in Winnipeg on April 28,

along with the Marty Robbins show from The Grand Ole Opry. Reg Ayres, of

the Quality office in Winnipeg, sends word that the aforementioned Kilgore

disk is riding high on both the pop and country charts of CKY and CKRC in

the Manitoba (Capital. Record that seems to really take hold in numerous
Canadian markets is Toni Fisher’s “West Of The Wall.” Heavy demand for

the disk is reported in such widely separated areas at Ottawa and Winnipeg.
Always an individualistic market, to say the least, as far as retail record sales

are concerned is Quebec City. Tunes that go nowhere in other parts of the

country will do real well there. And by the same token, songs that are very
popular in Quebec City just don’t happen in other areas. However, it now looks

like the Old Walled City has started something that may catch on across the

nation. It’s Connie Francis record, “Jamais,” which the thrush recorded on a

recent visit to France. A Quebec City deejay, St. Jean Cote of CHRC, got hold
of one of the original French records of the song from France, and began play-

ing it. The resulting demand for the disk in Quebec City alone has Quality’s

Montreal Branch tied in knots. At last report, the record was back ordered to

the tune of 2500, and was on the verge of breaking wide open in two other

major French-speaking areas, Montreal and Ottavva.
Ed McCurdy, world renowned Canadian folk singer appeared at Ottawa’s

Le Hibou Coffee House during the last days of April. McCurdy is the com-
poser of a tune just released on Decca by The Tarriers, “Last Night I Had
The Strangest Dream,” which marks the return of the Tarriers to the world of

wax after a considerable layoff.

Bobby Curtola’s newest release out on Tartan, entitled “You Must Belong To
Me.” Early reaction is encouraging, and “Fortune Teller” continues to chalk up
all kinds of new sales marks for the young Port Arthurite.
Gene Cornish, Ottawa born youngster now living in Rochester, New York

sent in a copy of his brand new Vassar release. “My Baby Ran Away From
Me,” appears to be a solid teen favorite. His recent personal appearances in

the Ottawa—Montreal area will benefit him and his new disk.

A record that came out of left field into prominence in the Ottawa area
recently, and is still climbing is the London release by Anna-Lena, “Iwan
Iwanowitsch.” The American release on Landa was programmed frequently
on CKOY and resulted in many calls inquiring where the disk could be pur-
chased. One of the phone calls inquiring about the song originated with the
Russan Embassy, where the song was—so we were told—one of the most
popular of the day.
CJMS Radio in Montreal recently conducted a Kenny Ball promotion in co-

operation with Peter Barth of Folkways, distributors of the Ball hits on the
Pye label. The promotion centered around the new Kenny Ball Album, “Mid-
night In Moscow.” Eight thousand entries were received and 15 copies of the
Ball LP were awarded as prizes. In the forefront of the promotion were dee-
jays Pierre Lalonde and Jacques Desormeaux of CJMS. Peter said that the flip

side of the new Kenny Ball release, “March Of The Siamese Children,” en-
titled “Vilia.” It’s the standard, with an up dated “Midnight In Moscow” ap-
proach by Ball and his Jazzmen that may do even better than the plug side,

“March.”
Jack Silvers, broadcasting regularly on CJSS-TV in Cornwall, Ontario has a

new Acadia release that seems to be stirring up interest in several areas. “The
Last Letter” b/w “Make Me Smile Again” are the two sides by Jack and his

“Sons Of The Plains.”
Bob Martin, Columbia’s manager of advertising and sales promotion in

Toronto, reports that yet another young Canadian is on the way to stardom,
thanks to a Nashville recording session. Supervised for the label by erstwhile
Canuck, Frank Jones, the Nashville session in question produced a great side

for 13-year-old Sandy Selsie. The tune is “A Date With Loneliness,” and Bob is

very excited about its potential. Top LP for Columbia at this writing would
be the soundtrack of “West Side Story.” Things are really moving at Columbia,
and this includes the personnel. Charlie Camilleri vacates his post as Toronto
branch manager to take up new position in sales promotion dept.. Rich Zurba,
Winnipeg Sales representative for the label, takes over the branch manager’s
job in 'Toronto, and not to be outdone, Montreal branch manager Johnny Wil-
liams has moved into his new home in suburban Ste. Therese.
A1 Albutt, promotion manager for Leeds Music, Canada Ltd., very happy over

the initial reaction to his firm’s song, “Sweet Polly” and the flip side of the
new Quality release by The Twotones, “Lessons In Love.”

Deejays at CKWS in Kingston getting a lot of mileage out of the new re-
lease combining the talents of Chubby Checker and Bobby Rydell, “Teach Me
To Twist.” Bryan Olney reports that the record is one of the most requested
at the hops he conducts through the “Limestone City.”
Ron Behan, formerly RCA Victor sales representative in the Ottawa area,

has left the post for a new Public Relations office with the CBC.
The Couriers, Ottawa based vocal group specializing in folk songs, are cur-

rently plowing through exams at Carleton U. in the Capital. They are booked
into The Playboy Club in New Orleans for three weeks, beginning July 16.

Dave Britten sends along a copy of his new release on the T.M.A. label. Top
deck seems to be a song that he wrote, himself, entitled “Loneliness.” His Man-
ager, Fred Horsely, is about to clinch a deal for coast to coast distribution with
a major Canadian firm.

Others are reportedly
planned for Yokohama and somewhere in Tokyo’s Great City Zone.

Takamiya.

Tomorrow's Machines

SWEAT
HOPE

and EMOTION

The birth of a baby and the advent of a new ma-
chine have something in common. Both ideas start

long before either sees the light of day.

Many of us accept our industry’s new ideas with-

out too much concern for the effort that has gone
into the finished product. Much of the mental an-
guish, time-consuming detail, and endless discour-

agement becomes an integral part of a new machine
which now functions smoothly and attracts the in-

terest of the amusement-seeking public along with
their coins. Of course there is no obligation incurred
over and above the actual payment for a machine
once it is purchased. Here the responsibility ends.

But it’s interesting to consider the story behind a
new game or a new phonograph.

Last month we were fortunate guests of a veteran
coinman who invited us on a tour of his workshop.
In addition to the usual array of parts and incom-
plete machines, the shop housed this coinman’s
latest idea. The idea has already evolved into a

prototype of a machine that will make its debut in

the coming weeks. Needless to say, much has gone
into this idea in the way of time, money, research

and human emotion. As the dream moves toward
reality, emotion takes the reins and monetary gains

take a back seat, at least temporarily.

Naturally, the idea spoken of here is confidential.

Technically speaking the game will not compete
directly with other games now on location although

it will of course compete for the same industry dol-

lar. The machine is interesting. At the drop of a
coin wheels turn, lights light, and skill is in com-
mand as players compete for score. The originator

demonstrated the game for us. While he has prob-

ably played the machine innumerable times in the

past, testing, gauging, placing it through countless

trials, a look of pride came over his face at the drop
of the coin. The painstaking demands on time, en-

ergy, study, mechanical design and function were
forgotten. The endless after hours of research were
now in the past. As the score clicked off and whirring

sounds registered hits and misses the inventor saw
visions of success—thousands of his machines mov-
ing along assembly lines into the hands of the na-

tion’s operators, on the way to untold fortunes. And
at the end of the game, the return to reality and to a

prototype which must now stand the rigors of loca-

tion tests.

The wrinkles have been ironed out and the hopes
of a coinman ride on the acceptance or rejection by
the industry’s distributors and operators. Whether
the machine will succeed in gamering its share of

an amusement market remains to be seen.

The development of this amusement game is typi-

cal of a story that lies behind every new idea. The
cold print which will appear in Cash Box reading

‘New Game Released To Trade’ fails to capture a

human element which is an integral part of every

machine. As mentioned before there is no obliga-

tion on the part of the buyer to appreciate this ef-

fort. But once a single story is learned and the

emotion is experienced, it is difficult not to admire
the men who work in the after hours. For without

these efforts there would be no new machines.

AM-FM To System

Announces Tape Juke Box,

Telephone Game, Commercial

Tape Plan For Locations

NEW YORK—Iz Edelman, president

of Cine-Sonic Sound Corporation, this

city, has announced several new prod-

ucts for the coin machine trade in

keeping with a release made two
months ago when the coinman ad-

vised the trade that several new ideas

would be forthcoming from the back-

ground music plant.

The most important, according to

Edelman, is an addition to his success-

ful background repeater system. The
unit now encompasses AM-FM radio,

broadcast in stereophonic sound, via

the new multiplex technique used by
FM stations since last June when the

technique was approved by the FCC.
Edelman claims that the unit is ad-

vantageous to locations in that they
may change from the taped music to

an FM station at the flip of a switch.

The cabinet has been embellished and
the system offers three speaker units.

The second item on Cine-Sonic’s

agenda is a coin-operated “juke box”
which offers selective music, in that

“mood,” “cocktail” or “dance” music

may be selected. The type is selective

but the actual tunes are part of a

tape which is used in place of records.

The machine sells music at 25«!' per

twenty minutes and can be leased to

locations, according to Edelman, for

$12 monthly. The machine, which

features two caiTridges and a 15-watt

amplifier, is designed for laundero-

mats and - similar locations where a

patron may spend twenty minutes in

a location. The machine repeats from

the cartridge (s) every four or eight

hours depending on the number of

cartridges installed. Price has been

set at $395.

The third item from the Cine-Sonic

factory is a unit which will permit

supermarket and background music

installations to record their own com-

mercials by taping the message and

insei’ting them at various intervals

in the already taped music. Finally,

Edelman has utilized his tape still

further, with a “play back” technique

used in conjunction with a telephone

call whereby the person may hang up

and hear his own voice played back as

it was recorded previously. The unit

is the same size as the juke box model

which stands 22" wide.
