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Music Operators of America
(MOA) last week held its Twelfth

Annual Convention in Chicago. Un-
fortunately few juke box operators

attended and fewer record com-
panies than ever before were rep-

resented. But there was one signi-

ficant, positive and very fortunate

aspect that did evolve out of this

year’s conclave which could result

in the rejuvenation of the MOA
Convention to the level it enjoyed
a half-dozen or so years ago. There
was almost unanimous agreement
this year from exhibitors, the lim-

ited number of attendees and MOA
brass that if something were not

done immediately to revive interest

in the convention, that there might
not be an MOA Convention at all

in the future.

With this encouraging, adult,

facing-of-the-facts, there is great

hope for improvement. The record
industry recognizes that there is a

need to meet periodically with juke
box operators, hear their gripes,

listen to their suggestions, etc., so

that better product will be pro-

duced that will result in greater

profit for all concerned. Record
manufacturers are well aware of

the op’s importance, especially so

in the soft singles market the record

industry has been living through for

the past few years. The simple fact

that a few die-hard record compa-

uies continue to exhibit at MOA
even though they are dissatisfied

with the number of operators in at-

tendance each year is adequate evi-

dence of the record industry’s de-

sire to be a part ofMOA.
Yes, there are a number of other

important conventions in the in-

dustry that may have taken some
of the edge away from MOA. But
none of them di’aws juke box op-

erators and no other can hope to be
a substitute convention. We are

convinced that if MOA would again

give exhibitors the attendanceMOA
owes them, the convention could
again be the convention of old.

When the rack jobbers drew the

attendance that everyone wanted,
NARjM became an important an-

nual industry meet. ARMADA drew
the manufacturers and distributors

and became successful because it

did. If the Chicago World’s Fair of

Music and Sound attracts the audi-

ence it is anticipating this August, it

too should become an important
industry conclave in future years.

There is a definite need for an
MOA Convention. With proper
leadership and with businesslike

supervision it could again be a

major convention for the record in-

dustry. It’s time to start from
scratch and interest operators in

attending a meet that could be of

great benefit to them.

MOA Exec Shakeup

Follows Chi Meet;

Top Brass To Change

NEW YORK—There has been a ma-

jor shakeup of the top command of

the Music Operators of America

(MOA), quickly following last week’s

poor showing at the association’s an-

nual convention in Chicago (see coin-

machine section).

MOA’s board of directors accepted

“with regret” the resignation of Ed
Ratajack as business manager by way
of a formal announcement, signed by

Harry Snodgrass, secretary-treasurer,

released soon after the conclusion of

the convention.

It was also learned that George A.

Miller, national president, would not

be a candidate for the post he now
holds, nor will he be available as busi-

ness manager at the end of his pres-

ent term. The board inferred that

Miller would be inactive in MOA busi-

ness during the remainder of his

term. His contract as president re-

portedly ends in Dec., 1962.

The board’s announcement noted

that in view of the decisions by Rata-

jack and Miller “various and decisive

changes to the bylaws and methods of

operation” of the organization were

planned.

The executive committee will im-

mediately interview applicants who
have had no previous affiliation with

the coin-machine industry for the po-

sition of business manager, whose

qualifications must include, the an-

nouncement said, previous public re-

lations and organizational experience.

PHILADELPHIA—An R&B division

at Chancellor Records has been
formed. The division, following the

recent formation of a country line,

will be a fully departmentalized en-

tity and will have a separate and
complete distinction from the label’s

pop releases, according to prexy Bob
Marcucci. In the country area, Mar-
cucci announced that Jimmy Bowen,
vet country artist, writer, deejay, had
become the label’s A&R director of

country music.

Making the label’s bow in the R&B
field are the vet songsters The Five
Satins, whose initial single for the
abel, “The Masquerade is Over” and
“Raining in My Heart,” has already
been issued. A second release, “Party
Line” and “Disappointed” by singer
Jimmy Fortune, will be released soon.

Marcucci said that the label would
build a full stable of R&B artists,

both vets and newcomers, and be in

the market for new material and
masters.

Bowen’s duties with Chancellor’s
country line will mainly consist of
scouting new material and new art-
ists for possible release on the firm’s
label. Bowen will establish his per-
manent office on the coast at 8650
Pinetree Place, Los Angeles.

In Philadelphia recently, Bowen
and Marcucci worked out final details
for a cross-country tour by Bowen
beginning last week (8), which will
serve to introduce and promote the
label’s initial country releases. They
are Joey Cooper’s “This Heart of
Mine,” Tommy Blake’s “Three Cheers
for the Red, White & Blue” and “I
Gotta Be Somewhere,” Danny Den-
ver’s “Image of Love” and “You’re
My Girl,” Bobby Denton’s “I Guess”
and “Wrong Side of the Door,”
Jimmy Smart’s “Tell What to Do
About Today” and “Two Sides of

Love.”

NEW YORK—As hearings began in

Washington last week on a Federal
anti-disk bootlegging bill (see separate
story) pleas of guilty were made
by defendants in two cases involving
the manufacture of phony disks.

In Nassau County Court last week
(8), four of the five men arrested last
May in a sensational cloak-and-dag-
ger episode at New York’s Plaza
Hotel pleaded guilty to a misde-
meanor, that of violating trade mark
laws.
The fifth defendant, Richard L.

Engel, who says he’s an ordained
Evangelical minister and head of
Bibletone Records, entered a plea of
innocence and is scheduled to go on
trial in Sept.

Pleading guilty were Norman Ber-
man, TV and radio productions oper-
ator; Milton Rabuse, real estate
salesman; Harold Zatal, and Henry
Arak, president of two plastics com-
panies in Brooklyn.
They are set to be sentenced June

26 by Judge James L. Dowsey. The
defendants, all of whom were con-
tinued free in bail, face a maximum
penalty of a year in county jail and
a $500 fine.

Under the direction of William
Cahn, Assistant District Attorney of
Nassau County, the arrest of the de-
fendants and subsequent indictment
by a Grand Judy followed an under-
cover investigation which saw a po-
lice inspector pose as “Big Mike,”
supposedly a Pennsylvania racketeer,
who allegedly received information
from the men concerning plans to sell
counterfeit copies of albums from
the Command label. Police estimated
$1 million a year profit from the
racket.

Valjean was bom in Shattuck,
Oklahoma on November 19, 1934. He
graduated from the School of Music

—

Oklahoma University in 1958 and was
one of six pianists recognized na-
tionally by the American Guild of
Musical Artists.

Recognition for the first twelve
years goes to his mother, a concert
artist herself. However, forseeing the
difficulties of the profession, this
practical lad chose a pre-medical cur-
riculum upon entering college. But,
his flair for the piano drew such at-
tention, it became apparent his
musical talent was not to be disre-
garded. He reluctantly put aside his
medical ambitions and concentrated
on piano and composition.

Valjean has made numerous concert
appearances with the Oklahoma City
Symphony, Tulsa Philharmonic, and
the Dallas Symphony, among others.

The premiere on-the-air perform-
ance of the first recording made of
Tchaikovsky’s newly discovered
“Seventh Symphony” was heard on
WCBS-New York’s “Music ‘Til Dawn”
program last week. The work was
performed by the Philadelphia Sym-
phony Orchestra under the direction
of Eugene Ormandy. The symphony
was presented by the Philadelphia Or-
chestra on February 16, 1962 at
Philly’s Town Hall—the premiere of
the symphony in the Western hemis-
phere. The WCBS program marked
the first air performance of the sym-
phony.

In a precedent-shattering broadcast,
WXYZ-Detroit brought its listeners
the first live coverage of the Michi-
gan State Senate in session.

Latin music lovers should come out in strength
for this first-rate package which boasts the per-
cussion-oriented strains of Kako and his ork and
the vocal interpretations of Chivirico Davila. The
band renders a dozen fast-moving, danceable
themes with their expected verve and style. The
chanter’s voice is perfectly suited to boleros and
other rhythms which he dishes up with a feeling-
ful understanding of the music. There’s many
terpsichorean delights as the ork reads “El Malo,”
“Volo Volo” and “Soy Sonero.”

“THE SADDEST SONGS OF CHILDHOOD”—
Slim Martin—Versatile VLP 701
Vet country chanter Slim Martin unleashes his

potent vocal charms full-blast on this Versatile
outing of sentimental ballads. The songster kicks
things off with a touching feelingful rendition of
“Lost Little Girl” which quickly establishes the
mood for the eleven other weepers. With more
than enough country authority to please his many
fans Martin reads top-drawer renditions of
“Please Buy A Paper From Me” and “Little Ben.”

“HAVE GUN, WILL TRAVEL” Johnny West-
ern—Columbia CL 1788
Johnny Western leads off this session with “The
Ballad Of Paladin,” which he penned and sings on
the popular TV’er. With a virile and legit delivery,
the singer essays a collection of simple but
melodic Western tunes which include “Streets Of
Laredo,” “The Long Tall Shadow,” and “The Last
Round-up.” The disk is one of the better offerings
of Western music and should pull coin with pop
and country fans.

“THE HASH BROWN SOUNDS”—Philips PHS

Hash Brown offers proof positive of his top-flight
skills as an arranger with this delightful collec-
tion of oldies and newies all rendered with em-
phasis on strings. Utilizing the pop-jazz idiom to
its best advantage, the orkster adds his own dis-
tinctive, swingin’ style to modern renditions of
“Ain’t She Sweet,” “Margie” and “Missouri
Waltz.” Brown makes good use of a lively sax
and a chorus for the backing on some of the sides.
Fine fare for either dancing or listening enjoy-
ment.

The vocal and instrumental antics of the Kay
Kyser aggregation are revived on this newly re-
corded LP, which features Harry Babbitt, Ginny
Simms, Ish Kabibble and Trudy Erwin doing the
numbers that brought them fame in the 30’s and
40’s. Standard ballads and nonsensical novelty
tunes were the trademarks of the Kyser band
and are recalled here on such numbers as “The
Old Lamplighter,” “Strip Polka,” and “Who
Wouldn’t Love You.” The orkster’s fans should
find some nostalgic enjoyment with this one.

“LATIN & HIP”—The Brothers Castro—Capitol
ST 1706
The Brothers Castro, backed by orkster Jack
Marshall, offer a group of evergreens in a very
distinctive Latin style and smooth harmony some-
what akin to that of the Four Freshmen. This
new vocal group gives very professional treat-
ment of such sturdies as “I’ll Remember April,”
“Stella By Starlight,” “The Lady Is A Tramp,”
and “Tenderly.” The quartet’s highly stylized de-
livery coupled with sold arrangements should
bring them a host of new fans.

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“UP TIGHT”—Gene Ammons—Prestige PR 7208
Gene Ammons comes on strong for a beautifully

essayed collection of ballads and blues o_n this

Prestige outing. The tenor saxist’s distinctive

style is characterized by “clean” solos supported
by simple unaffected melodic statements from the
group. Ammons is not a trail-blazer but a skilled

performer within the area of modem jazz_ prac-
tice. The group swings in top-notch fashion on
“The Breeze And I,” “Moon Glow” and “Lester
Leaps In.”

“JAZZ SAMBA”—Stan Getz, Charlie Byrd

Stan Getz’s gift of melodic improvisation coupled
with the highly polished technical skills of Charlie
Byrd take-off on this interesting set utilizing

samba rhsffhms but highlighting inventive melodic
improvisations on the music. The wax marriage
of these two jazz names, should in itself bring out
a host of fans. The lyrical strains of Stan’s tenor
sax gets things swingin’ with “Desafinado,” which
also features some fancy guitar solo work from
Byrd. Other top-run tracks here are “0 Pato”
and “Baia.”

“TWO FEET IN THE GUTTER”—Dave Bailey
Quintet—Epic LA 16021
Dave Bailey, is rapidly gaining in stature as one
of the best small group drummers around today.
This straight-forward swingin’ session from Epic
offers conclusive evidence of Bailey’s ability to

get the most from his group. There are no solos

here but more than enough tasteful jazz to

please a wide variety of fans as the group reads
“Cornin’ Home Baby,” “Shiny Stockings” and
“Coffee Walk.” Top-notch set.

CLASSICAL

“A BOLD NIGHT WITH DAVEY BOLD”—Nor-
man NL 103
Davey Bold, who has been knocking ’em dead in
St. Louis for years, comes on strong with a potent
bag one-liners, funny bits and stories on this his
second LP for Norman. The set was cut live at
the laughman’s own Celebrity Club and much of
the disk is concerned with Bold’s running con-
versation with the audience. The yocks come fast
and furiously as the jester goes through his paces
while occasionally playing a mean 88. Most of the
material here is off-color and definitely not for
kids.

TCHAIKOVSKY: Symphony No. 5 in E Minor,
Opus 64, London Symphony Orchestra, Antal
Dorati, Conductor—Mercury SR90255
Antal Dorati skillfully and with great feeling
leads the orchestra through the many moods of
Tchaikovsky’s most ambitious work, the melodic
and spirited fifth symphony. The frequent the-

matic transitions from somber to violent which
occur throughout the four movements are deftly
executed and highlighted by brilliant orchestra-
tion. The magnificence of this formal symphonic
work is intensified in stereo and makes this a very
desirable catalog item.

In any case, one important bit of

information has gotten through to us: the Association of Publishers of Light

Music, meeting in plenary session, came to the learned decision that the twist

can last only another six months. In other words, six months from now-—or

seven or eight, to be generous—the Johnny Hallydays, the Chausettes Noires,

the Richard Anthonys, etc. will have ceased to be the idols of the young people
and will have been replaced by. . . . ah, but there the publishers in question

are mute! The twist is sure to disappear one day, but as to its successor,

opinion is divided. Some people are talking about the samba, others mention
the Italian song, and so forth. And why not the farandole or a bit of African
folk music? ? ? ? Whatever the case may be, the twist is marking tirne here
for the moment and seems to be evolving, but what is also certain is that

singers like Hallyday and Les Chausettes Noires are no longer performers of

only one type of music, and their talent and beat allow them to make a best-

seller of almost any tune they record. Maybe not every side is a top hit but
every one is a best-seller in any case. Like rock ’n roll, the twist provides
a means of expression for youths who find in it a kind of liberation from the

complex problems and energy inherent in them. This particular medium came
to us from abroad and our young people are evolving with time as it moves on.

As for deciding what will follow today’s musical preoccupations the question
seems a moot one and the wisest course seems to be to wait, and in the mean-
while, to face the fact that no special form of light music seems to be gaining
popularity. Today, like tomorrow, there is and will always be a place on the
market for good songs, well written and well sung. Jacques Brel, Charles Azna-
vour and Gilbert Becaud are proving this every day.
Marlene Dietrich’s opening at the Olympia once more proved to Paris the

singer’s immense talent. The “Blue Angel’s” appearance here had been awaited
with some curiosity, for if her name evokes something special where adults are
concerned, the same could not be said for the French teenager. Opening night
saw a hall filled with celebrities in evening dress, to be sure, but the ordinary
Parisian public was present too, the real public which, objectively, and because
Marlene knew how to win them over, gave her the ovation she deserved. Her
program of French chansons, American tunes, Israelian songs—and, of course,
those famous legs—were all equally applauded. But will Marlene’s personal
appearance on the stage help the sale of her records? That’s another question,
but her triumph in Paris could not be left unmentioned in this column. Open-
ing night was only the inauguration of the long lines which await their turn
before the box office every evening and the journalists all have something to
write about during Marlene’s stay.
An initiative which is well worth noting (because it may bring about a

change in the relations between the publishers and the record firms) is the
meeting arranged by Eddie and Nicole Barclay, in that beautiful part of France
known as Les Baux de Provence on the May 1 weekend, between the Barclay
staff and France’s most important music publishers. Let’s hope that other
record manufacturers will follow the Barclay lead for only something good can
come out of such get-togethers, including better understanding between those
responsible for the French chanson and its future.
The staff of Vogue seems particularly active these days and President Leon

Cabat returned to Paris just in time to put the finishing touches on Frank
Sinatra’s lightning stay in Paris. Though we are pleased to welcome him and
appi’ove fully the charitable goal of his visit, we can only regret that he will

not be performing for the Parisian public at large, for those Parisians whom
Prevert called “Les enfants du paradis.” Following in the wake of Marlene
Dietrich’s appearance here, this would certainly have been of interest, com-
parison-wise.
For some time now movie stars have been “invading” the record world. We

were accustomed to the contrary. And now, after having recorded very nicely
the main tunes from the film “Jules and Jim,” Jeanne Moreau is said to be
looking for new tunes to wax. We do not know the lady personally, but per-
haps her friends will tell her that the path is a thorny one, that singing is a
real profession which must be learned and which needs both time and talent.
Among Arteco’s staff members is a young man about whom one hears very

little, except when the prize-awarding organizations recompense his work and
talent. His name is Kurt Mohr, and in the wake of the four history-making
LP’s by Louis Armstrong which he conceived and edited and which won an
Academic award, he now gives us on the occasion of Ray Charles’ coming Paris
concerts a 12-incher of Ray’s very first recordings. These sides have never
appeared on the French market before and will be more than useful and in-

teresting in understanding and following the development of “The Genius.”
All we can say is that if Easter is a time of rest and peace for school child-

ren and others it certainly doesn’t facilitate the journalist news-gathering
possibilities and there’s scarely anything left for us to add at present, unless
it’s that Mickey Kapp, vice-president of Kapp Records, is in Paris for a few
days, accompanied by Morton Miller.

A few weeks ago, a very successful American A&R man walked into a pub-
lisher’s office in London. In his hand was his newest hit which had taken the
American hit parade by storm. At the same time, sitting in the office were two
of Germany’s most successful producers. The American played the hit and
informed the English publisher and his guests from Germany that the song
was already recorded in German by the original artist, but without the knowl-
edge of the German sub-publisher. The German sub-publisher, not knowing
that the American firm was even thinking about recording the song in the
German language, had given the lyric rights to a top writer here, and had given
recording rights to the two producers who were sitting in London at the time.
It took only one phone call to straighten out matters for the German A&R
men. The American producer had wasted his time and the company’s money
in recording the song in Gez’man, as it was then impossible for the sub-pub-
lisher here to authorize the text, and the German version is now already on
the market. The moral of this sad but true story: If you want to record your
hit in German, go through the proper channels, check with your German pub-
lisher and record distribution company, and they’ll back your hit all the way.
Surprises sometimes backfire, and it can be pretty unpleasant. It’s also usually
best to let one of Germany’s top professional lyric writers do the job for you,
as they know the ropes here and can also be a great help in promoting the
record after it comes out.
Ralph Maria Siegel reports Helen Shapiro has a smash on her hands with

her first German recording of “Tell Me What He Said,’’ which was also texted
by Ralph. The song took first place in the Frankfurt and Stuttgart Hit Parade
after only one radio play. Other hits for the publishing fii’m include “Auf
Wiederseh’n Marlene’’ both by Bob Moore and in German versions by Laurie
London, Roberto Delgado and The Prairie Singers, “Moliendo Cafe” with ver-
sions now on the market by Hugo Blanco, Perez Prado, Ray Anthony, Roberto
Seto and The Trio San Jose, “A Little Bitty Tear” with new German versions
out by The Tramps and The Nordwinds, “Norman” with the German version
by Danny Mann and the English by Sue Thompson, “Stranger On The Shore”
by Mr. Acker Bilk and “El Rancho Grande” sung in German by Peter Hinnen.
August Seith of Chappell and Seith Music reports great action on the Oscar

winner “Moon River” by Henry Mancini, over 60,000 sold LP’s on the original
cast (German) “My Fair Lady” album, the newest hit from Perry Como,
“Caterina” and a group of newcomers including “Across The Wide Missouri”
sung by Tre Nordwins, “Johnny Angel” by Shelly Fabares, “Love Letters” by
Ketty Lester, “You Win Again” by Fats Domino and the “March Of The Siam-
ese Children” from Kenny Ball. Since the film “Flower Drum Song” has just
been released here, the LP is also beginning to sell through its two LP’s on
Brunswick and RCA.
Heino Gaze writes from Berlin that after writing the music for the new

Caterina Valente film “Snow White And The Seven Jugglers,” he has teamed
up with Gunther Neumann for more projects. His publishing firm. Song Edi-
tion, has the “Continental Melody” by Werner Muller, which is due for release
in the U.S. and his song “Play That Moonlight Melody” is being done by
Warner Bros, by Jimmy Hilliard.

Cash Box, in its Editorials immediately following

the past several MOA Conventions, has pointed out

the inadequacies of MOA leadership, stating last

year, following the Miami Beach fiasco, that MOA
Is On The Brink Of Disaster. The Convention in

Chicago last week was a repeat performance. It was
both pathetic and heartbreaking.

After last week’s repeat of what
can only be termed a dismal failure it appears that

a hopeful sign points to the possibility that the nec-

essary changes are being made. Announcement of

Ed Ratajack’s resignation and George Miller’s de-

cision not to run for the presidency upon expiration

of his present term were certainly steps in the right

direction.

Cash Box is interested in a successful Convention,

an efficient national association, and a healthy indus-

try. We couldn’t take part in last week’s exhibition

because too many people would take it to mean that

MOA was back on the track—rebuilding an associa-

tion with the operator and the industry in mind.

providing steps are taken to institute new leader-

ship. It appears that this step has been taken. The
rebuilding can begin with an intelligent approach
leading up to the return of the three phonograph
manufacturers who continue to remain away.

aims.

Strictly speaking and in all sincerity, we look for-

ward to a new MOA. We also expect to attend a high-

ly successful convention next year.

CHICAGO—The Board of Directors
of the Music Operators of America,
Inc. announced last week that Ed
Ratajack, business manager of MOA,
presented his resignation to the Board
on May 9, to take effect immediately.
The Board accepted the resignation
“with regret.”
Harry Snodgrass, secretary-treas-

urer of the operator association,
signed the formal announcement
which immediately followed MOA’s
annual Convention, which failed once
again to draw a sizable number of
operators.

In addition to Ratajack’s resigna-
tion, George A. Miller, national presi-
dent of MOA, advised that he will

not be a candidate for the office of
president, nor will he be available as
business manager at the end of his

present term. Miller’s contract report-
edly ends in December 1962. MOA
Directors inferred that Miller will be
inactive in MOA business during the
remainder of his term.

“In view of the decisions of these
two executives, the Board of Directors
have recommended various and deci-
sive changes to the bylaws and meth-
ods of operation of the Music
Operators of America,” stated the
announcement.

Snodgrass said that members will
be notified of these changes so that
amendments to the bylaws can be put
into effect at the earliest date possible.
The executive committee will im-

mediately interview applicants who
have had no previous affiliation with
the industry for the position of busi-
ness manager. The qualifications of
this man must include previous public
relations and organizational experi-
ence, according to the official an-
nouncement.

TV exposure helped get the

game across to local locations and

after tests the golf game was brought

to Chicago. The game features an

oblong green which is rolled and tilted

as on a putting green. It is a difficult

game and reportedly does well in the

proper location.

Juke Ops; Cig Lighter A Success
CHICAGO— Continental-APCO dis-

played cigarette and full line vending

equipment at the MOA trade show
(CB May 5) and a staff of sales repre-

sentatives conducted the New York
firm’s display booth.

“Thirty columns is the smartest move
an operator can make,” concluded Mil-

ler, because “when you need twenty-
one you have ’em.

investment.”

Celler Bill Discussed At MOA Meeting;

Expect New Bill In Spring Of 1963
CHICAGO—Approximately 80 coin
machine representatives, wives, and
guests attended an MOA copyright
discussion last Monday in Chicago’s
Morrison Hotel. The Celler Bill H. R.
70 was the prime topic of discussion
and talks by George Miller, Ed Rata-
jack, and Nick Allen centered around
the ASCAP fight for juke box royal-
ties. The bill this year did not leave
the committee and will therefore not
be submitted again this year. How-
ever, according to Allen, another bill

will be introduced in the Spring of
1963. A general revision of the copy-
right laws is expected and operators
were informed not to relax for one
moment in their Copyright fight.

Ratajack outlined a watchdog, legal,
and public image offense, advising
that Miller performed the watchdog
duties, Allen the legal, and the public
image phase a propaganda-type ap-
proach which requires public rela-
tions work on the part of the coin
machine industry. He outlined various
approaches used by proponents of the
bill telling of specific instances where
newspaper stories, literature and
word-of-mouth communications were
designed to hurt the coin machine
industry.

In relating the press reports which,
according to Ratajack, have inferred
that the coin machine industry “has
a powerful juke box lobby” the MOA
business manager asked the audience
to “look at this powerful juke box
lobby!” pointing to Miller, Allen and
himself. “George hasn’t been paid for
