Ever since ARMADA (American
Record Manufacturers And Dis-

tributors Association) was formed
some three years ago there has

been a major point of dissatisfac-

tion that has prevailed at every an-

nual convention. The point: How
can two such basically different en-

tities as a record manufacturer and
a record distributor be the founda-

tion of one association? All other

associations in our industry repre-

sent only one phase of the business

—the rack jobber? NARM, the deal-

ers—SORD, the operators—MOA,
etc. If anything, these associations

include manufacturers only as as-

sociate members and none includes

them as voting members.
With methods of merchandising

taking on a drastic new look in our
business during recent years, the

record distributor has been one of

the major victims of the changing
scene. Many distributors have gone
into the rack jobbing business;

many are one-stops and dealers;

and a number are manufacturers
as well. In an effort to stay alive in

a highly competitive area of the

business, distributors have been
changing their basic structure rad-

ically. Therefore, it is no sur-

prise that a faction of distribu-

tors, many of whom are members
of ARMADA, has developed and is

actively advocating a change in the

structure of ARMADA. This group
wants a Distributor Association run
by distributors, for distributors

and with manufacturers as associ-

ate members.
This faction’s requests are rea-

sonable and if our guess is right

there wiU be overwhelming support

for a move in this direction at the

forthcoming ARMADA meet in

Miami.
Many distributors are confused.

Some are wary of the rack jobbers’

potential, fearing that jobbers may
eventually all become distributors

dealing directly with manufactur-
ers. If any group needs an associa-

tion of its own, it’s the record dis-

tributor. And it appears as though
a good number of key distributors

feel the same way too.

If this means a radical change in

ARMADA as it has been known for

the past three years, so be it. There
is no reason why distributors can-

not have their own convention with
associate manufacturer members
in attendance discussing their prob-
lems at panel discussions, forums,
etc. Manufacturers can still con-

tinue to exhibit their product at

post-convention meetings with dis-

tributors just as was successfully

done at last year’s ARMADA meet.
And with this set-up we feel that a
number of important distributors

who refused to join ARMADA be-

cause of its basic structure wiU join

a new American Record Distribu-

tors Association.

The indie manufacturers will

not be left ont in the cold should
this happen. We are sure distribu-

tors will welcome their presence.
And if indie manufacturers find a
need for an association of their

own, there is no reason why they
can’t form another association for
themselves.

It will be most interesting to see
what evolves out of this year’s
ARMADA convention. Attendance
should be at an all time high.

Un-
fortunately, for Dee Dee the diskery
was too busy at the time to record
her.

Several months later Chubby
Checker cut a new tune entitled “Slow
T-wistin’ ” which seemed to lack the
punch that distinguished all of his
past efforts. Bernie Lowe, topper of
Cameo-Parkway, came up with the
idea of using a female vocalist to give
the record added sound. The thrush
was called in for the session and Lowe
was so overwhelmed with her talent
that he decided to record her first solo
deck that same night. The rest is his-
tory.

Claude King

Sure-fire proof of the popular ac-
ceptance of country artists is Claude
King. The chanter is currently pick-
ing up dual-market coin with his Co-
lumbia wax of “Wolverton Mountain”
which is riding both the country chart
and the Top 100.
King was born in Shreveport, Lou-

The future star got
his first guitar when he was 12 years
old which he bought from a farmer
for fifty cents. Almost immediately,
the youngster began writing songs.
The songster attended the Univer-

sity of Idaho and went to business
college in Shreveport. During his
school years he participated in base-
ball and football. Prior to scoring with
his current deck, Claude hit with “The
Comancheros” and “Big River, Big
Man.”
When he is not on the road or re-

cording, the chanter can be found en-
joying himself with his first great
love—hunting.

POPULAR PICKS OF THE WEEK

IROPK BjMon

“THERE GOES THAT SONG AGAIN”—Brook
Benton—Mercury SR 60673
Brook Benton, who is currently clicking with “Hit
Record” and “Thanks To The Fool,” calls upon the
talents of ace jazz arranger Quincy Jones for this
top-drawer set of evergreens. The extraordinary,
compelling voice of the songster coupled with
some tasteful musical backings from the Jones
group makes a thoroughly enjoyable listening ex-
perience. Benton displays his expected verve and
style on “When I Grow Too Old To Dream,” “All
Of Me” and “After You’ve Gone.” The set should
attract the legion of the chanter’s admirers.

“DON’T PLAY THAT SONG”—Ben E. King—
Atco 33 142
Ben E. King cashes in on the success of his cur-
rent chart-riding single of “Don’t Play That Song
(You Lied)” to tag this first-rate Atco outing of
ballads and rockin’ items. The chanter’s firm un-
derstanding of the material coupled with a feel-
ingful emotion-packed yoice carries him in good
stead on “Ecstasy,” “Yes” and “I Promise Love.”
The disk boasts enough built-in success ingredi-
ents to reach the charts in no time flat.

“TELL ME—THE MOUNTAIN’S HIGH”—Dick
and Dee Dee—Liberty LST 7236
Dick and Dee Dee take advantage of the sales
potential of two of their successful entries on this
destined-for-the-charts LP from Liberty. The first

side of the disk kicks off with “Tell Me,” their
current chart-rider which sets the pace for the
other soul-rendered tunes. The duo are in fine
form as they go through their musical paces in
winning style. The second side contains “The
Mountain’s High,” their recent smash. Sure-fire
chart item.

“ROME ADVENTURE”—Max Steiner—Warner
Brothers W 1458
Vet flick cleffer Max Steiner has come up with a
beautiful, sensitive score for the currently-in-re-
lease “Rome Adventure.” The themes here per-
fectly serve to underline the film’s romantic, light
flavor. Highpoint of the disk is “A1 Di La” sung
by Emilo Pericoli and currently riding the charts.
Other first-rate listenable items are “Serenade”
and “Prudence.” The second side of the LP con-
tains six all-time favorite Neapolitan melodies.
The wax should step out lively.

“LET ME CALL YOU SWEETHEART”—Timi
Yuro—Liberty LST 7234
Here’s an attractive package from Timi Yuro that
looms as a logical candidate to reach the charts.
The lark, who has earned many laurels in the past
for professional wide-range vocal charms, demon-
strates in winning style the potent dynamics of
her distinctive delivery on “My Prayer,” “Smile”
and “Let Me Call You Sweetheart.” All the young
hit-maker’s many fans should come in force for
this top-drawer set.

“BOBBY VEE MEETS THE CRICKETS”—
Liberty LST 7228
Bobby Vee teams up with the Crickets on this
lively session of potent, hard-driving rockin’
items. The wax marriage of the chanter and the
group comes off in top-rung fashion. The Crickets
serve as a perfect backing for the songster’s
superior vocal charms on “Peggs Sue,” “Bo Did-
dley” and “When You’re In Love.” The disk has
all the necessary built-in success ingredients to
quickly move down the hitsville path.

“LIVE AT THE DIPLOMAT”—Damita Jo-
Mercury SR 6073
Kicking off with a swingin’ rendition of “Hey
Look Me Over” through the dozen other sturdies
and pop items that she belts out with her dis-
tinctive, electrifying, wide-range vocal style
Damita Jo offers proof positive of her top-notch,
winning talents on this Mercury LP outing cut
live at the Diplomat Hotel in Florida. The lark
creates more than enough excitement to bring out
a host of record buyers as she dishes up “Twist
With Me Henry” and her smash single of “I’ll

Save The Last Dance For You.”

“WARM AND MILD”—Vic Dana—Dolton BST
8015
Kicking off with a rousing, walloping rendition of

“Get Me To The Church On Time,” Vic Dana
quickly sets the pace for this extremely enjoyable
of popular ballads and uptempo items. The album
serves to showcase the versatility of the chanter
and points to his distinctive, appealing phrasing.
The young songster proves that he can attract a
wide variety of record buyers with his versions of
“I Believe In You” and “Her Face.” Disk should
score in the coin department.

“FRANCE”—Gordon Jenkins—Time S 2061
Gordon Jenkins helps introduce Time’s new proc-
ess 70 technique with this beautiful, rich, humor-

ous portrait of France. The orkster leads his band
through thirteen Gallic-flavored items with the
accomplished, masterful style that has long been
his hallmark. Mixed in with the numbers are a
group of vignettes which do little to add to the
quality of the package. The best thing here is the *
music with “Under Paris Skies,” “Fascination”
and “The River Seine” taking top kudos.

“I HAD THE CRAZIEST DREAM”—Manny
Albam—RCA Victor LSA 2508
For mood music deluxe this beautiful package
from Victor comes off as one of the most enjoy-
able, easy listening LP’s released in quite a while.
The diskery has effectively utilized their stereo
action technique on the set which produces some
remarkable separation and definition qualities.
Albam leads his ork through a dozen popular
standards with a polished and free-flowing touch.
Among the best bands here are “Dream,” “Darn
That Dream” and “Out Of My Dreams.”

“BOB DYLAN”—Columbia CL 1779 *

Originality is something that is rarely found in
today’s sales-oriented market. Bob Dylan is such }

a fresh, new talent. The multi-talented youngster
is an accomplished blues chanter, tunesmith,
guitarist and harmonica player. For this, his
initial LP, the songster demonstrates a distinc-
tive, pungent, emotion-packed feelingful style.

Although the lad lacks a real voice, his virile de-
livery carries him in superb stead on “House Of

The Risin’ Sun,” “Freight Train Blues” and his
self-penned “Song To Woody.” Eye Dylan for ^

acceptance with folk fans.

“SHEB WOOLEY SINGS THAT’S MY PA AND
THAT’S MY MA AND OTHER SELECTIONS”—
MGM E 4026
Here’s a powerful pop-country package showcas-
ing the proven dual-market talents of Sheb Woo- »

ley. The chanter kicks things with his recent hit
of “That’s My Pa” and offers eleven other at-

tractive weepers and homespun items with his
own brand authoritative delivery. Other good
tracks here are “Ten Chances To One,” “Sweet
Chile” and the songster’s current click of
“Laughin’ The Blues.” Set should make some
noise with Wooley’s slew of fans.

“THE SWEETEST SWINGIN’ SOUNDS OF NO
STRINGS”—Billy May—Capitol ST 1709
Following closely on the heels of the very success-
ful original cast album of “No Strings,” which is

currently high on the charts, Capitol issues an

cation established the Copyright Deliberation Council (May 1) with the ap-
pointment of 30 members. Members include such names as Yaso Saijo, head of
Japan Poetry’s Society and also prexy of Japanese Society of Rights of authors
and Composers, Tomojiro Ikeuchi (chairman of Japanese Composer’s Union),
Kyosuke Kami, chairman of Japanese Musician’s Union, each representing
copyrighter’s side.

Among the albums, are “Whatever Julie Wants,” with Julie London,
who has been doing very well here with half a dozen LP’s under the London
label; “Os Grandes Sucessos De Carlos Galhardo,” (Carlos Galhardo’s Great
Hits) with this veteran Brazilian singer, still one of the favorites, singing
some old hits from the beginning of his career; and the first albums of two
North American singers, almost completely unknown by the Brazilian public;

As one can see, the international music
appears in great majority, a consequence of the “fight” between the record
companies and musicians, still in a deadlock, over wage increases.

Chubby Checker’s fifth album has been released by Parkway’s Brazilian
representative, Fermata. It’s called “It’s Pony Time” and already appears on
our charts.

As the month of June approaches, Brazilian composers have started to write
special music for the Catholic festivities of St. Anthony, St. John and St.

Peter. Continental Records released an album with Poly, one of our best gui-
r tar players, entitled “Quermesse Junina” (something like “June State Fair,”

in English), with 12 songs specially written for the occasion. RCA, too, waxed
“Sao Joao Na Roga”— (St. John In The Country) with accordion player and

singer Luiz Gonzaga. And many others will be released.

Mother’s Day is another date which deserves special care from Brazilian
authors. Several compositions have been waxed this year, but only one was

I
strong enough to reach the charts: “Maezinha Querida—(Mother Dear),”

waxed by Waldemar Roberto for the RGE label. The royalties go to charity.

Musidisc has just issued a big collection of albums in Brazil. They include
“Connie Internation” with Connie Francis, including three American tunes

(trumpet); for the Catholic Festivities of St. Anthony, St. John and St. Peter,
Music has released “0 Baile Da Fogueira” with Lyra Do Mestre Lula.

The lark spent five days in Buenos Aires,
recording four TV programs on video tape, and afterwards went to Monte-
video, Uruguay, and Brazil.
Another important visitor is Mrs. Ralph S. Peer, of Southern Music, who

came with other members of the pubbery to visit Edami, their representative
in Argentina, as part of a continental trip. Mrs. Peer will stay here for some
days.

Julio Korn publishers announced that it will soon open offices in Italy. The
firm will be titled “Sudamerica Musica,” and will probably be administered by
Sugar Music of that country. Besides, JK has already the blueprints of a new
ten story building in Buenos Aires, which will stay besides its current location.
All the offices will move to the new house when it is built.
Music Hall Records announced it inked Miguel Amador (Argentine singer

now in France) and Andy Russell, who has started a show on TV 7 with good
success. Both will start recording soon. The diskery is working on “El Casa-
miento” and “La Cuadrera,” two nice humored tunes sung by Rodolfo Zapata,
the author of “La Gorda.” Regarding his work in Music Hall, Luis Calvo, who
was appointed sales manager a few weeks ago, told Cash Box that “I am very
thankful to all the radio people, retailers and artists, who have cooperated a
lot in this work of turning Music Hall Records into a powerful company.”

Jose A. Rota, A&R of Odeon Pops, Capitol and Decca reported to Cash Box
that Industrias Electricas y Musicales Odeon, his company, has arranged the
representation of Liberty Records in Argentina. Rota believes that Timi Yuro,
Julie London, and Johnny Burnette may become big stars in Argentina soon.
His plans are to release immediately “Hurt” and “Smile” by Timi, and other
singles by Johnny and Julie, and to include some tunes by them in the third
volume of the “Favulozo” series, which would mean big promotion for them.
There is also a plan for bringing these artists to Argentina, to promote their
waxings.
Michael Davis of Ariel Records has just returned from a trip to the city of

Rosario. He visited the record stores and radio stations there studying the
record scene. Ariel has two good hits, which are still increasing their force;
“Loveland” by Paul Anka, and “The Night I Cried” by Brian Hyland.
Fermata Publishers planning the promotion for “Adios, My Love,” a new

tune, recently inked by the organization. Regarding “En La Cruz De Tu Mano,”
the pubbery informed that Raul Sagan has cut the tune for RCA, sung in
Spanish, b/w by “Carino Mio,” leit motiv of the Spanish picture of the same
title. Fermata has also contracted “The Night I Cried,” the Brian Hyland hit,
and the old standard “Cantina,” originally copyrighted by Shapiro, Bernstein.

Disc Jockey Records entering the pop-hit field with the recording done by
Juan Ramon, a new teenage singer recently inked by the label. Ramon will
cut in Spanish the biggest Anka and Sedaka hits. His first recordings are
“Feliz Cumpleanos, Dulces Dieciseis,” “Sigue Bailando Muchachita” (Dance
On, Little Girl) and “Popotitos,” all of them hits. In general, the tendency
of Disc Jockey has been to build a catalog, instead of trying to hit the single
market.

Smart Publishers working on “Cuando, Cuando, Cuando,” the San Remo
Festival hit which seems to become a world-wide hit. Hector Cabrera, for
RCA, Tullio Gallo for Philips and Los Santos for Music Hall have cut the
song, which is receiving wide promotion.

Music Hall records will probably release in Buenos Aires part of the Sono
Radio (Peru) catalog. Although Sono Radio is represented in Argentina by
Columbia, its records may be released by other companies because of a recent
arrangement. Its most interesting albums are LP’s by Jesus Vasquez, Luisin
Landaez, a tropical music album by Enrique Lynch and an LP by Sonora
Sensacion.

Enrique Iriberri of Surco Industrias Musicales is very happy with the sales
of “Multiplication,” the Bobby Darin tune that is becoming a big chart rider.
Promotion of Surco (who represents United Artists, Atlantic and other labels)
has jumped to a very high point since the appointment of Maria Elena Cattonar
as promotion chief. Previously, Maria Elana worked for Music Hall.

More about Surco: May is Ferrante & Teicher’s month; Their representative
has released two of their LP’s at the same time: “Pianos Latinos” and “West
Side Story.” This month, promotion is emphasized on these items.

Producciones Fermata has sent inspectors to several provinces to look after
sales and promotion of its records, and to plug Fermata’s two latest albums,
“For Twisters Only” and “International Pop.” Another LP to be released in
a few days is Chubby Checker’s second album, “I Am The Twist.” Mauricio
Brenner of Fermata informed Cash Box that the “International Pop” LP has
been very well received by Buenos Aires’ deejays.

News From Philips: Latest releases are “Guitarras Magicas,” double 45 fea-
turing Las Guitarras del Diablo and Ladi Geisleir and the Heinz Alisch group,
“Skindo,” cut by the Conjunto Maracangalha, and Zambas Para Ti, with dance-
styled folk music cut by Andre y su Conjunto. In the singles field, there are
“Cuando, Cuando, Cuando” by Las Cuatro Plumas, “La Balada De Trompeta”
by Caspar in, and “Pecadora” by Fetiche, Peruvian songstress currently in Ar-
gentina.

Philips has arranged the foreign distribution of Erroll Garner’s records,
sold in the U.S. through ABC-Paramount. Thus, soon Garner’s waxings will
soon be available again in Argentina.

Los Cinco Latinos are now completing their first tango music LP, which is
expected to sell very well. Some of the titles are “Mi Buenos Aires Querido,”
“El Dia Que Me Quieras,” “Una,” “Yira Yira,” “Silencio” and “La Cumpar-
sita.” All these are tango standards, which haven’t lost strength since they ap-
peared. Columbia will release this LP in a couple of months.
More about Columbia: the company is launching a new singer, Dumont. His

first single will be “Caprichosa.” Besides, the label will release a new single by
Liza Fontan, whose “Tanto Control” has sold well. The new tune will be “As'i
Me Gusta Mas.”

Julio Korn publishers acquired the world rights to the entire Carlos Gardel
tango music catalog, of big importance. This line was previously handled by
Southern Music.

Good news for Pat Henry, the Chilean teen singer. Odeon Pops will release
his “Johnny Remember Me” (cut in English in Chile) and expects to sell it a
lot. The tune is a good hit-to-be, in the style of “And The Heavens Cried.” and
may sell as well as that smash did. A Tony Vilar (Columbia) version in Span-
ish is also expected.

Columbia Records informed Cash Box that its LP sales in April were 100%
higher than April 1961. The diskery considers that one of the main reasons for
this success is that Columbia has unified its sales organization with Orfeo’s
For the first time, single 33’s sales occupy more than 50% of total sales, show-
ing the loss of interest in 78 rpm records.

Kurt Hviid-Mikkelsen, publicity man of SGA (Skandinavisk Grammophon

AS—EMI in Denmark) told Cash Box the firm is expecting a lot from the
British film “The Young Ones,” which opens in Copenhagen this week 22).
The record with the song with same title has been a real best-seller, and on
May 8 SGA released “I’m Lookin’ Out The Window,” also with Cliff Richard
on Columbia.
A. J. Poole, head of EMI in Denmark, now in London for a biz conference.
Record prices of singles increased in Denmark recently. Four companies,

EMI, NPA, RCA and Tono raised their prices from 7.75 to 8.50 Kroner. The
other companies have not yet followed, but they are expected to do so later.

The feeling among those who have not raised their prices is that when sum-
mer comes record sales will go down anyhow, and it might be better to wait
until the new season starts in August-September.
The Circus Revue, an almost classical entertainment in Copenhagen at sum-

mertime, has several record artists as guests this year. EMI’s Gitte will do a
Cleopatra parody, the Sonet artist Grethe Soenck sings a song titled “Nei”
(No). The popular instrumental group The Clifters and the vocal ensemble The
Hi Fi Four are also contracted, among others.
Per Sorensen, publicity man of Dansk Grammofonpladeforlag, told Cash Box

that Sonet has started a German record production at its Hamburg office. Sonet
will also release some new instrumental and vocal groups, some of them maybe
still to be considered as amateurs, but after having appeared in Copenhagen,
they have become teen favorites, and might very well become top sellers on
records. Best among these groups is The Rookeys, led by drummer Torben
Sardorff, a group “which is really sensational,” according to Sorensen. Their
debut record, just released, includes “La Paloma” and “My Blue Heaven.”
Knut Mbrk, head of Morks Musikforlag, just back from biz trip to Italy,

Germany and Switzerland, where his Triola label is now being released. Ex-
cepting Scandinavia, there are Triola records also in the above mentioned
countries and Austria and Belgium. In Italy, Triola has just released “Spazza-
camino”/“No Ti Scortar Di Me” with Robertino, an Italian singer under ex-
clusive contract to Morks in Copenhagen.
Mercury was handled over to Nordisk Polyphon A/S in Denmark on May 1.

Polyphon handles Philips in Denmark.
Now on the top in Denmark is the song “Walk On By” in a recording with

the popular teenage group The Clifters on Philips. Also coming up very strong
here is “Hawaii Tattoo” with The Waikikis on Palette, the latter on 6th spot
this week. According to Per Sorensen of Dansk Grammofonpladeforlag, han-
dling Palette in Denmark, this record was an immediate hit without any pro-
motion or anything, people just started buying it and more and more records
were sold for every day, something very unusual in record biz those days.
Russ Conway, the Columbia artists, just spent three days in Denmark, where

he appeared in TV, among others. Also here for a TV show recently were
Swedish EMI songstress Inger Berggren. On June 1, French Columbia singer
Jacqueline Boyer arrives in Copenhagen for an engagement at the restaurant
Kystens Perle.

FINLAND

After three days in Helsinki, I have learned that record people in Finland
are, in general, more satisfied with the situation than their colleagues in the
other Scandinavian countries. The sales figures might be considered very small,
only one record has sold above 40,000 since 1945, and during the same period,
only four Gold Disks has been presented to the artists, which happens when
a record sold 30,000. Compared with music people in other Scandinavian
countries, the Finns are usually very satisfied with radio and TV and the pro-
motion their releases is given by those mediums. This can probably be ex-
plained by the fact that in Finland commercial and non-commercial TV work
hand-in-hand. Finnish comments to all the noise around the commercial radio
station, Radio Nord, in Sweden was that “we would regret if the Swedish gov-
ernment found a way to close this station, as it has done a lot to help the record
sales also here in Finland.”

Scandia-Musiikki Oy has just released the first record with Ann-Kristin, 17,
a newcomer who they expect will be one of the top-selling names within a short
time.

Henrik von Denffer, manager of Record Dept, at Siemens Sahko-Oy, in Ger-
many for biz talks.

Martti Piha., manager of record dept, at PSO (one half of EMI in Finland),
told Cash Box that they have just found a new girl, Monika Aspelund, 16, from
Vaasa, who they think is one of the most promising voices heard in a long time.
She has just recorded the German tune “Zwei kleine Italiener” (in Finland
“Tina ja Marina”) on Parlophone.
Jaakko Borg of Oy Musiikki-Fazer to Stockholm for biz talks with Swedish

music publishers. Osmo Ruukanen, A&R man at Fazer’s, just returned from
five weeks at the Continent, where he among others attended a Decca sales con-
gress in London, met record people in Berlin and also visited Paris and Spain.
Hans Westerberg, sales manager of Oy R. E. Westerlund AB (one half of

EMI), told Cash Box that there has been some reorganization at the company
after the death of the president, Herman Sjbblom, a couple of month ago. New
president is Robert Westerlund. Westerberg is sales director for all products
handled by the company. The record division is managed by Rolf Kronquist.
The publicity dept, is now being handled by Miss A. Tuomarila. Westerlund’s
doesn’t have Jazzland and Riverside anymore, but has added Liberty to their
stock recently.

SWEDEN
Swedish lyric writers seem to be using methods of their own, according to

Bernt Baune of Gehrmans Publishing House. It seems as the methods are not
always legal, but most of the publishers seem to prefer to take no action against
them, as any legal step might cause plenty of troubles to record companies
which sometimes are involved without knowing the circumstances.

It happens that a lyric writer “discovers” an old song, preferably American
and preferably one which never made any noise at all when it was new. The
writer makes a Swedish lyric, sometimes “tailor-made” for a certain artist. If
the artist likes it, he approaches the record company with a “look here, what
we’ve found, a real gold mine.” The record company may like it too, and it
makes a recording. However, before the record is released, every record must be
reported to NCB in Copenhagen, collecting the mechanical licenses, and NCB
is very interested in knowing the name of the Swedish publisher or a permis-
sion from the composer that a cer’tain record company has been allowed to make
the recording.

MEX I

Sammy Davis Jr. was introduced to the Mexican press May 9 and started
to perform the next day at the Senorial night club to a capacity audience.
People were delighted with his show. It’s possible that Sammy will appear
once on TV. Mexican newspapermen asked Sammy if he would a^ee to do one
performance to benefit to the Red Cross and he accepted immediately. Colum-
bia Records, which represents Reprise in Mexico, and Decca representative
Gabriel Mendoza announced a big promotion for Sammy’s records made for
both labels.

Ignacio Morales, RCA’s promotion chief, told Cash Box of the appearance
of new artists on his label, including Corinna with “Dream” and “Where Are
You,” sung in Spanish and the Palito Ortega Twist team with “Escalofrios”
and “Maria.” Both artists promise to be smash hits for this company im the
future. Ignacio also said that the famous trio Los Tres Ases, which just re-

cored Bobby Capo’s song, “Triangulo,” signed a contract to perform in Europe
for 12 weeks.
X-E-W realized the first intercontinental bull fight broadcast from La Feria

de San Isidro in Madrid. Pepe Alameda narrated all the incidents of this “cor-
rida” to Mexico.

Also from Spain is information that famous composer Augusto Alguero Jr.,

wrote a song specially for Mexico’s most popular singer, Marco Antonio Muniz.
The name of this song is “Guitarra En La Noche” and all the ai'rangements
for this song were cut on acetates by Marco Antonio for the RCA label.

After successful performances in San Francisco, New York and Chicago,
Lucho Gatica will do the same thing in Miami, Florida. After that, Lucho will
return to Mexico and start new recordings and TV and theater engagements.

Bill Haley signed a contract with Continental Artistica for representation
in all his performances in Central and South America. Bill should be, by this
time, working in Las Vegas with his Comets.

Rogelio Brambila was named president of AMPEM (association of pro-
moters and publishers of Mexico), formed by a dozen independent music
publishers.
Musart Records is introducing a new singer under the name of Armando

Amores, a young student who bows with “Flequitos” and “Pumas Twist.”
Radio stations are playing the “Flequitos” side. Another new Musart singer is

blonde Lisa Rossell, who is a University student, has a nice voice and style
and also plays the drums.

In the “First International Record Festival,” in Mar de Plata, Argentina,
Mexican artists like Cuco Sanchez, Millissa Sierra and Los Panchos, got prizes
and trophies as best novelty singers, best children stories interpretations and
honorable mention, respectively, for 1961. Cuco and Los Panchos are Colum-
bia artists and Millisa is on RCA.

Popular conductor Juan Garcia Medeles’ new LP for the Peerless label
named “Fiesta En Ritmo” is selling very well. A few years ago, Juan was one
of the most popular orchestra conductors we had. Now, he is trying to return
to that position.

“Lonely Moon” and “Everybody’s Twisting” were translated into Spanish
and recorded at Peerless Records by New Wave singer Jorge Baron with the
original arrangements.
The “Frente A Frente” TV show has introduced popular singers like Enrique

Guzman (who’s finishing his seventh LP at Columbia), Fabricio, Miguel Angel,
Angelica Maria (only one recording and a smash hit), Corinna, Los Tribunes
Combo and Loui and Nelly singers.
And talking about more new singers, there is Raul Iriarte, who recorded at

Peerless Records the old songs “Odiame,” “Martha,” “Ay, Ay, Ay, Ay,”
“Jurame,” “Perjura” and “Adios” with Gonzalo Cervera’s support.

At this time, the record company begins to realize that there is no pub-
lisher. However, more or less in cooperation with the lyric writer, it phones

|
three or four publishers with the standard question: “Are you the publishers
of the song so-a-and-so ? We like it and should like to record it with. . .

.” The ^
publisher is always happy to get a recording with a top artist, and his standard
reply is “I can’t tell right now, but I will investigate and call you back.”

After a cable across the Atlantic, the publisher has found out whom he shall
contact for getting the Swedish publishing rights. And one day, a composer
of a song he hardly remembers anything about, receives three or four cables ^

from publishers in Sweden. Naturally, the composer takes the chance and hands
over the song to the one offering most money. v H
When all this has been done, the publisher which got the song phones the

record company and informs it that “I have the song, and I will get you a ^
lyric as soon as possible.” But at this time he is being informed that “well ...
we have a lyric here, very good, too, in fact we have already recorded it . .

.”

And it is here the problems start. The publisher has legal possibilities of stop-
ping the release of this record, but on the other hand, it has cost the record
company a lot of money to make it, and it is always worthwhile to have the >
most friendly relations with the record companies. . . . and that’s when the
lyric writer appears in the picture. He knows that the publisher is willing to do v

|
as much as possible to keep good contacts with the record company, and may
ask for two or three times as much as he would been paid under normal cir- i
cumstances.
At the end, the one who always loses on the affair is the publisher, particu-

larly if the lyric is “tailor-made” for a certain artist. It might mean that no
other artist will or can sing it, and that gives no money to the publisher.

“I have the feeling,” Baune said,” that this is something more and more
lyric writers seem to start. If there is no change, the whole thing might end
up as a very serious problem.”

Decca Product Wins French Jazz Awards
NEW YORK—Decca Records has won
critics through its French affiliate,

Caterina Vale.nte has several new waxings out including the Italian
hit “Quando, Quando, Quando” with her brother Sylvio, and an answer record
to Charles Aznavour’s present hit “Du Lasst Dich Gehen” called “My Ideal.”
The Elvis Presley waxing of “La Palonia” has just been issued here as a sin-
gle. Van Cliburn just finished his tour through Germany to sold out houses
in Munich, Dortmund, & Ludwigsburg. Gerig Music is riding high with
“Heisser Sand” by Mina, “Silvermoon” by Peter Kraus and “The Bathtub
Tango” by Peter Alexander all of which are enjoying chart action.

Stan West, the coordinator of European operations for CBS Records, visited
Ariola Records for talks and then traveled with foreign product manager
Nobby Varenholz to Munich where he visited the Cash Box office for talks
about the German market.
Twen Magazine released a new LP in cooperation with Philips Records of the

“Big Bands of the 1930’s.” The tapes, all of which come from the American
Columbia Records repertoire include songs by Benny Goodman, Count Basie,
Jimmie Lunceford and Gene Krupa.

Paul Siegel reports that he just had a visit from Osmo Ruuskanen, the
sales manager of Finnish Decca.

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The vending industry reached a new milestone
last week when seventy-five representatives from a
variety of America’s largest corporations met under
one roof in a common cause. The industrial giants

were in quest of the answer to a question that has
been within their minds ever since vending took its

first giant step right after World War II—koir can we
fit into this business that promises to some day be a
major extension of the retailing field?

And they were asked if there

was anything else that the vending industry could do
to help speed the day when the vast potential of

automatic merchandising can finally be tapped.

Both sides of the panels benefited from these

talks and workshops. There was a sincere effort

made on both sides to help each other seek out the

truth, the problems. Honesty prevailed in every re-

spect. Possibly billions of tomorrow’s industrial in-

vestment dollars were at stake. Congratulations to

each vending executive who took part in construct-

ing this accurate picture. And of course, a final fare-

well to the nation’s businessmen who listened and
learned. Their foresight is to be commended. But
most of all, congratulations to the entire vending

industry. For as we said earlier, it couldn’t have

happened ten years ago.

Moore Bribe Trial

Opens As Testimony

Is Presented

Accuse Judge, US Attorney

Of Accepting Bribes

NEW YORK—The trial of Supreme
Court Justice J. Vincent Keogh opened

in New York’s Federal Court on Mon-
day, May 14, and testimony at week’s

end alleged that Keogh’s brother Eu-

gene, Democratic Congressman from
Brooklyn was named as having inter-

ceded with a Federal Judge in IQGl

in behalf of convicted Sandy Moore,

former juke box distributor and op-

erator in this area. The testimony was
given in the trial of Keogh, former
assistant U. S. Attorney Elliott Kaha-
ner and Anthony (Tony Ducks) Cor-

allo, a labor official with a previous

conviction in a narcotics case. The
men are charged with having con-

spired to obstruct justice. Keogh and

Kahaner are accused of having ac-

cepted $35,000 in bribes in an attempt

to obtain a suspended sentence for

Moore. The witness who gave testi-

mony linking the Congressman to the

case is Doctor Robert Erdman, a sur-

geon. Erdman and Moore were in-

dicted in the bribe case but received

a severance of their trials when they

agreed to testify for the Government.

Moore is expected to be a Government

witness. Special assistant to Attorney

General Robert F. Kennedy, William

G. Hundley, was sent up from Wash-
ington to prosecute the case. Erdman
has testified that money raised by

Corallo was given to Judge Keogh
and Kahaner to head off an indictment

and then obtain a suspended sentence.

Federal Judge Leo Rayfiel heard the

case after learning that Moore had

bragged of having the Judge “in my
hip pocket” and sentenced him to

three years. Examination of the wit-

nesses had not been completed at

press time. The case is being heard

before Federal Judge Edward Wein-
feid and a jury in Room 906 of the

Federal Building in Foley Square,

NYC.

Finland’s Coin

Imports Rise

As Licenses

Are Lifted

Discuss Organizing

Operator Association

HELSINKI—The Cash Box Scandi-
navian correspondent has reported
that the number of juke boxes in op-
eration in Finland has grown to be-
tween 1000 and 1500, according to
Hans Westerberg, sales manager of
Oy R. E. Westerlund Ab. He told Cash
Box that in the recent 12 months, the

number of juke boxes and coin ma-
chines has increased, particularly

since the Finnish government lifted

the need for import licenses, some
months ago. This does not, however,

apply to all imports, and still many
of them import their machines in

pieces and have them put together

at their factories here, it was said.

Westerlund’s represents Seeburg
machines in Finland, and only the

latest and most modern types are

being imported.

There is no Juke Box or Coin Ma-
chine Operators’ Union in Finland,

Westerberg said, but he would wel-

come such a Union and his company
would very much like to join it if there

were any formed.

Westerberg said that there is a

good market in Finland for coin ma-
chines in general and juke boxes in

particular, maybe because it is still

something new in the country, and
actually everybody is interested in

them. Oy R. E. Westerlund Ab has

placed their juke boxes preferably at

petrol stations combined with quick

bars at the main roads. There are al-

ways a lot of people coming and going,

and they are good spots for such ma-
chines, Westerberg said.

Since Westerlund’s also is a very

active record company (one half of

EMI in Finland, with among others

the labels HMV, Capitol and Liberty),

having their own juke boxes gives

them a good opportunity to make their

own records more known. However,
“we always try to have records of all

labels, particularly those appearing at

the Top 20 lists,” Westerberg said.

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Management Men Hear Vending Execs Outline

Pros and Cons Of Business; AMA Seminar

Attracts 75 Top Firms With Vending Plans
NEW YORK—Seventy five officials

from as many major corporations at-

tended a two and dne-half day sem-
inar last week conducted under the
auspices of the American Manage-
ment Association and heard one dozen
vending industry executives outline
the past, the present, and attempt to

predict the future of this business
which currently is responsible for a
$2.7 billion volume. The non-vending
executives paid AMA $175.00 each
for the privilege of hearing vending
machine manufacturers, suppliers,
and operaters paint an accurate
picture of an industry which has
attracted the participation of many
major food manufacturers and is

under the surveillance of the nation’s
food, non-food, packaging, and retail
firms who are not yet active in the
vending business. The meeting was a
success and of mutual benefit for all

concerned. The seminar was held in
the AMA Auditorium in New York’s
Astor Hotel, May 14-16.
Among the topics discussed in talks

from the speaker’s platform were
“Automatic Merchandising Today,”
G. R. Schreiber, publisher of Vend
Magazine; “What The Product Sup-
plier Must Know,” by I. H. Tke’
Houston, vending veteran and Inter-
state Vending Corp. executive: “The
Consumer’s Image,” by Tom Hunger-
ford, NAMA executive director;
“Foreign Markets,” by Jack Low, Wit-
tenborg’s president; “Trends In
Equipment,” by Jack Burlington of
The Vendo Company; “The Inadequa-
cies of the Industry,” were discussed
by Vending Industries’ prexy Jack
Hopson, and “Resistance to Vending
From Established Distribution Chan-
nels,” by Ben Ginsberg, editor-pub-
lisher of American Automatic Mer-
chandising. The topics of discussion
also included take-home vending, pri-
vate brands, 1970 views, current tests,
past failures, non-food possibilities,
and question and answer periods
\vhich led to other discussions per-
tinent to the vending industry. Work-
shops were conducted on Tuesday
afternoon, with individuals dividing
into specialized groups representing
the oil industry, retail business, and
packaging. The seminar was com-
plete in every respect insofar as in-
doctrinating the non-vending repre-
sentatives from an accelerated course
held within the span of the limited
time period of two and one-half days.

Probably the most talked about
subjects were the future of take-home
vending and the emphasis that should
be placed on vending as an extension
of retailing, rather than a competitor
of retailing. The take-home facet in-
terested the group from the stand-
point of what has to be done to de-
velop this phase of the future.
Failures by giant retailers such as
Grand Union. Macy’s, and A&P were
discussed with the general criticism
of the major cause for failure being

placed on the retailer himself for
using what was termed inadequate
equipment manufactured by firms not
in the vending business, failure to
properly service the various installa-
tions, and lack of foresight for using
incompetent help, the wrong products,
and little or no evidence of using the
wealth of experience available directly
from the vending industry. It was
agreed that vending will use the retail
brains when it makes the move into
full-scale non-food merchandising.
The future was spoken of as being
in the hands of retailers and vendors,
“a blend of the two industries.”

Another major point was made
when suppliers were criticized for not
using the advertising advantages of
the thousands of machines now on
location, and failure to recognize the
vending machine as a valuable
sampling device for the introduction
of new products.

Schreiber, a co-chairman, explained
the marketing structure of vending,
stating that 6200 operating firms are
staffed with 1-man operations and
include publicly owned giants. He
cited the failure by the tobacco job-
ber to recognize the potential of vend-
ing thirty years ago. Ginsberg ac-
cused the today’s bottler of making
the same mistake. Although many are
the nation’s largest vending operators,
Ginsberg cited instances of bottlers
condemning the business for infring-
ing on bottling techniques—“they
are doing in a machine what we do
in our bottling plants.”
The industrial representatives were

told that 8 out of every ten operators
“vend everything” today. Schreiber
said that twelve of the largest operat-
ing firms in the nation account for
18% of the volume but this was
questioned as being a conservative
figure.

Tke’ Houston, former National Bis-
cuit Co. executive, and recently elected
a v.p. of Interstate Vending Corpora-
tion (see separate story) was a co-
chairman of the seminar along with
Schreiber. Houston outlined the ven-
dibility of various nroducts, discussed
the bistory of the business, and
talked about pricing. “If your product
isn’t vendible today—it might be to-
morrow,” said Houston. Houston also
told the group that the supplier has
failed to do any more than try to sell

his brand. He asked for ideas from
packagers, research engineers, and
others selling to the industry. Hous-
ton also stressed the need for adver-
tising and merchandising in support
of the vended product at the point of
sale. He cited a survey made by Na-
bisco which showed that the average
operator’s sales Presentation to po-
tential locations “is monotonous and
dull.”

A Columbia University student,
A. Andreasen, who recently prepared
a term paper on the vending industry
which Schrieber told the audience re-
flected a deep knowledge of the take-
home facet of the business also
addressed the guests. The student out-
lined recent department store tests,
cited a grocery machine which in his

estimation is the only vending ma-
chine successfully vending grocery
take-home items, and delivered a run-
down on what each manufacturer has
on the drawing board for tomorrow’s
market. Andreason said that the take-
home market “is not an application
of retailing to vending” but “an ap-
plication of vending to retailing.” He
stressed the harmful non-impulse
character of take-home vending and
suggested promotion, design and
selection as a means whereby this
characteristic can be overcome.

Hungerford, executive director of
NAMA and long-time vending official,

told the businessmen that there is a
basic difference between coin-operated
music and games, and automatic vend-
ing machines. “One receives profit
from merchandise while the other
makes its profit from amusement. The
only similarity is that both are coin-
operated,” said Hungerford. He also
outlined the status of many vending
giants who are still small firms when
compared with other American busi-

ness firms. “However, they are now
electing to executive position, market-
ing directors who will no doubt fur-

ther the cause for improved publicity

and public relations.” He said that
the image of the industry, while it

once suffered from unfair publicity
connecting it with racketeer elements,
“has improved with the technological
changes which have come about.”
When questioned about the possibility

of racketeer influence in the vending
business, by several in the audience,
Hungerford and Schreiber cited the
McClellan Committee report which
lists those linked with the coin ma-
chine and vending businesses. Hunger-
ford closed his talk with emphasis on
NAMA’s battle against discrimina-
tory legislation, taxation and public
health rulings.
One of the more colorful presenta-

tions was conducted by Wittenberg’s
Jack Low who outlined the course of
vending in Europe, covering ten coun-
tries in one hour via a series of slides

and photographs, depicting the status
of vending in these countries. It was
made apparent that while the Euro-
peans, who have enjoyed full-line

vending, storefront vending, and non-
food vending for many years, are ad-
vanced in some areas of technique,
the American side of the industry
leads the way in merchandising tech-
niques and rate of progress. The audi-

ence gained a concise picture of vend- ’

ing in Europe today from the much-
traveled vending official.

Jack Burlington’s talk, which men-
tioned Vendo’s current 400 machine
installation at the Seattle World’s
Fair, covered future plans of the com-
pany and the industry in general. He »

cited the possible use of credit-cards

in place of coins, the Vendo Com-
pany’s rack merchandiser and its un-
limited ramifications displaying just ^
one unit from the machine which is

actually a coin-operated peg permit-
ting the vending of merchandise
sealed onto punched cards, and sug-
gested that drug, hardware and gen- *

eral store locations would eventually
be the area into which this type equip-

ment expands. “Automatic merchan-
dising is more than just a food and

^
refreshment business,” stated the
Vendo exec.

Hopson, Vending Industries’ presi- -»

dent, accused the business of being
“antiquated.” He claimed that perhaps ^

the day will come when the location

will own equipment and the operator
,

will be “merely a contract service
company.” He spurred the suppliers
in the audience to “get into vending
now.”

Ginsberg, one of the speakers who ^

addressed the group on its final day
of the 3-day seminar, advanced the
opinion that the operator of today’s
food and drink machines “just isn’t

^
interested in the non-food aspects of
the business” and continued to say
that perhaps those selling the non- ^

food supplies to the industry “will

have to look to the rack jobber or
someone outside the industry” to
place this equipment. “Then perhaps ^
the operator will sit up and take
notice.” He outlined the ability of the
industry to eliminate the middle man,
specifically pointing to the direct
purchase by the operators of the ma-
chines, the supplies (excepting cig-

arettes), owning the food service -r

firms which supply the merchandise
and, looking ahead, suggested that
perhaps the vendor will set a pattern
of buying direct thereby eliminating

price and distribution problems evi-'’ '

dent in business today. On the expan-
sion side of what is standard prac-
tice today, Ginsberg cited figures
indicating that only 22% of the na- ^
tion’s workers buy coffee from ma-
chines, and of those locations equipped
with vendors, “50% continue to go
outside for their coffee.”

Officials of AMA, upon completion>-
j

of the seminar, were in general agree-
ment with both the vending execs and
the guests that the 3-day session was
of definite value to all concerned and
would no doubt lead to future dis-

cussions of vending by the nation’s

major industrial concerns.
