WARNER BROS. PREPS
BIG “MUSIC MAN“
FILM TRACK PROMO
BURBANK, CALIF—In conjunction
with the release of the original sound-
ti’ack LP, “The Music Man,” Warner
Bros. Records has prepared an ex-

tensive advertising, merchandising,
and promotion campaign to back up
the album.
Meredith Willson, composer of the

film score, has sent letters to key
dealers, one-stops, rack jobbers and
WB personnel nation-wide, character-
izing the album as one that “if those
who’ve heard ‘The Music Man’ before
liked it, they’re going to fall down
when they hear the Warner Bros,

sound track album.”
Four-page brochures have also been

out to the above together with wide
coverage of national press and broad-
casting media announcing the forth-

coming issue of the album. The first

of over a dozen general press releases
was also sent with the mailing.
WB, which has already received the

largest advance order for the album
in its history, topping the previous
record of Bob Newhart’s second al-

bum, has begun setting up a schedule
of preview showings of the film to

dealers, reviewers and distributors

across the country to tie in with the
film’s opening. The nation-wide pre-

miere to be held in Willson’s home
town of Mason City, Iowa, is being
blanketed with press coverage by the
record company, with special press
kits containing the LP, glossies from
the film and recording sessions, back-
ground information on the film and
other press information being pre-

pared. Over a thousand of these press
kits are also being readied for ship-

ment to national press.
According to Joel Friedman, di-

rector of merchandising for WB, the
largest advertising and merchandising
campaign in WB’s history has been
set up to herald the album. Retail

store displays have been designed
and are currently being fabricated for

shipment to cover 2,000 dealers across

the country. The displays feature the

cover of the album, together with a

quadruple fold stand which heralds

the arrival of the album in the store.

The display is designed for either win-

dow or counter use.

Additionally, “The Music Man”
streamers and counter cards are be-

ing bulk shipped to distributors for

in-store use. Ad mats are being

created for co-op advertising for

use in newspapers. Special “Music

Man” catalog order forms and a bulk

shipment of easel-back jackets are

being sent each WB outlet.

To cover the airwaves, WB has al-

located large quantities of disc joc-

key copies, with additional allocations

being made for FM and college radio

stations use.

In co-operation with the WB studio,

bulk quantities of the film company’s

“pyramid poster” will also be shipped

to Warner distributors, featuring the

film itself. Lobby displays in all major
theatres showing the film will feature

the album jacket, as well as major

film advertising space devoted to the

availability of the film score on LP.

A heavy advertising schedule, both

in trade magazines and national press,

has been set.

In order to acquaint dealers nation-

wide with the forthcoming LP and

the fact that it will be issued ex-

NEW YORK—NARAS, the disk
awards society, presented its 4th an-
nual Grammy awards for disk achieve-
ment in 1961 last week (29) at gala
ceremonies in New York, Los Angeles
and Chicago.
Winners in 40 categories were an-

nounced simultaneously in the three
cities before top performer and disk
exec gatherings, including star “pre-
senters” in N.Y. and Los Angeles.
Among the winners in the 40 cate-

gories, “Moon River” was named as
the record of the year, cleffer Henry
Mancini’s reading on RCA Victor, and
song of the year.

In the pop album department, Capi-
tol’s “Judy At Carnegie Hall” LP,
Judy Garland’s “live” date at Car-
negie Hall earlier this year, a smash
2-LP seller, took honors as album of
the year.

Victor led the field in the number
of awards with eleven, followed by
Columbia’s eight and Capitol’s seven
(Angel Records, Capitol’s affiliate, got
two awai’ds for a recording of “Ma-
dame Butterfly.”
Winners were determined by the

voting of academy members. They
were chosen from among five finalists

in each category.
An audience of over five hundred

were in attendance at the New York
Awards dinner held in the Grand Ball-
room of the Waldof-Astoria. The
audience was entertained by Tony
Bennett, Mort Sahl and Si Zentner
and his orchestra. An impressive ar-
ray of recording names was on hand,
some of whom acted as presenters of
the Grammys to colleagues. Awards
were bestowed by Burl Ives, Buddy
Hackett, Steve Lawrence, Jimmy
Dean, Leslie Uggams, George Shear-
ing, Morton Gould, and Bill Dana, as
well as by Bennett, Sahl, and Zentner.

“NOW HEAR THIS . . .’’—The Dukes Of Dixie-
land”—Columbia CL 1703
This first-rate Dixie group, whose recent album
“The Best of the Dukes of Dixieland” rode the
charts for many weeks, could have a repeat per-
formance with this outing. The band’s contribu-
tions to good Dixieland are much in evidence as
they read “When You’re Smiling,” “After You’ve
Gone,” and “Jazz Me Blues.” The Dukes’ deep-
down Dixie sound ranks this as a sure-fire con-
tender for the charts.

“SHE CRIED”—Jay And The Americans—United
Artists—UAL 3222
Cashing in on the success of their hit single. Jay
and the Americans tag this premiere album after
the current biggie. The boys offer a varied group
of pop tunes which include the title tune, “Moon
River,” “Tonight” (their first hit), “Spanish Har-
lem,” and a number called “Yes” that may have
the same success ingredients as “She Cried.” The
disk appears a sure-fire hit and has all the stuff

to be a chart item.

“THE THEME FROM BEN CASEY”—Valjean—
Carlton LP143
Valjean brings his concert stage artistry to a
group of TV themes in a sophisticated manner
that enhances their musical stature. He begins
the program with his current chart riding single

for which the LP is named, and includes the
themes from “Dr. Kildare,” Henry Mancini’s im-
pressive “Peter Gunn,” “Bonanza,” and “Wagon
Train.” This superior disk is a pleasant late hours
mood companion and looms as a hit for the 88’er.

“PINS & NEEDLES”—Columbia OL 5810
This year marks the 25th anniversary of the first

edition of the famed “Pins & Needles” review put
on by the ILGWU, the garment workers’ union.
Time is mostly unkind to topical reviews, but
cleffer Harold Rome’s material, even those items
with somewhat naive union angles (there’s a
light-hearted romantic number called “One Big
Union for Two”), remains a delight. And the per-
formers here, including Rome himself, were for-

tunate choices to convey the ditties (others in-

clude Barbara Streisand, Jack Carroll) and Rose
Marie Jun. Pianist Stan Freeman heads the cozy
combo selling. Another major show-score revival
from Columbia.

“GREAT SCOTT”—Linda Scott—Canadian
American CALP 1007
This new outing by the teenage thrush cut during
her days with Canadian American, boasts a col-

lection of her best sellers including her recent
chart single “Count Every Star.” Linda’s handling
of melody and lyric is a combination of youthful
enthusiasm coupled with the self-assurance of a
time-tested pro. The thrush is in top form as she
delivers “Blue Star,” her own “Don’t Bet Money
Honey,” and “Lonely For You.” The disk seems a
natural for chartdom.

“BEST OF THE KINGSTON TRIO”—Capitol T
1705
Here is a package of hits by the Kingston Trio
that is creating plenty of sales excitement. The
trio essays some of the folk-pop tunes which have
made them one of the best selling groups in the
country. Highlighting the disk is their current
chart single “Scotch And Soda,” and other hot
items such as “Tom Dooley,” “Where Have All
The Flowers Gone,” and “'Tijuana Jail.” The LP
seems destined to score heavily in the coin de-
partment.

“MOVIN’ ’’—Bill Black’s Combo—Hi HL 12005
Tagged after an original Bill Black composition,
here is an album with a pulsating sock-beat sure
to appeal to teen-collegiate dance crowds. The
disk has a toned-down hard rock sound that re-
flects considerable more musicianship than is
found in many of the hurriedly organized combos
of today. The title tune heads a list which includes
“What’d I Say,” “Ain’t That Lovin’ You Baby,”
and “Honky ’Train.” Black, a chart rider in the
past, could possibly do it again with this one.

“DICK POWELL PRESENTS THEMES FROM
THE ORIGINAL SOUND TRACK OF FOUR
STAR TELEVISION PRODUCTIONS”—Herschel
Burke Gilbert—Dot DLP 25421
TV and flick themes LP’s are currently proving
very successful and this disk of themes from Dick
Powell’s television shows should quicklj’- attract
the attention of a wide variety of record buyers.
Herschel Burke Gilbert, who is in charge of the
music for Powell’s Four Star producing firm, con-
ducts the themes with professional style and
verve. Some outstanding tracks are “Dick PoweU
Theme,” “The Detective Theme,” and “Theme
From Michael Shayne.” Potent programming fare.

“VERVE AND ESQUIRE PRESENT SOUND
TOUR”—Kenyon Hopkins—Verve V 5000; V5001;
V5002; V5003
Here’s an interesting four-album package of musi-
cal sounds and impressions of France, Spain, Italy
and Hawaii. Esquire magazine and Verve have
joined their creative forces for this attractive set
which boasts the orchestral and conducting talents
of Kenyon Hopkins. Esquire staffer Richard Jos-
eph has written some first-rate informative notes
about each location. The tunes here form a potent
kaleidoscope of the areas with varied moods and
tempos. The package is getting a full-fledged
promo from the mag and diskery and should pick
up a healthy amount of coin.

“MARTY AFTER MIDNIGHT”—Marty Robbins—Columbia CL 1801
The highly successful singer-composer lends his
talents to a collection of pop tunes injecting a
subtle country flavor that proves he is equally at
home in both fields. With some very effective but
subdued accompaniment by the Jordanaires, Rob-
bins’ warm, husky-voiced feelings do justice to
“September In The Rain,” “Summertime,” “All
The Way,” and his own composition “Don’t Throw
Me Away.” The album could score in the coin
department.

“THE GOLDEN ROCK AND ROLL INSTRU-
MENTALS” — “Boss” Combo — Coral — CRL
757403
Here’s a fast-moving danceable session from Coral
featuring the versatile talents of the “Boss”
Combo rendering a flock of recent teen instru-
mental dance hits. The sound’s here for many
terpsichorean delights as the group offers top-
drawer renditions of “Last Night,” “Tequila” and
“The Twist.” Some of the dances represented are
the twist, the fly, the mashed potatoes and the
slop. Eye the album for acceptance with young-
sters.

“SLIM WHITMAN SINGS”—Imperial—LP 9194
Slim Whitman, who is currently picking some
dual-market coin with “Valley Of 'Tears,” show-
cases his rich melodic voice on an interesting
group of popular favorites. The chanter has the
ability to render a pop tune with his distinctive
country style without losing any of the song’s
original flavor. In addition to his noisemaker
Whitman reads “Love Letters In The Sand,”
“Tammy” and “I’m Walking Behind You.” Disk
should score with all the songster’s many fans.

“THE MUSIC OF RODGERS AND HART”—
Marty Gold—RCA Victor LSP 2535
Ace orkster Marty Gold has come up with some
fresh, vivid arrangements of a dozen Rodgers and
Hart evergreens on this pleasant, polished set
from Victor. There’s enough good stuff here for
either dancing or listening pleasure as the ork
renders such all-time favorites as “Where Or
When,” “My Funny Valentine” and “Falling In
Love With Love.” The name value of R&H cou-
pled with the professional performance of the
Gold crew should help the album pull some coin.

“OLD SOUTH NEW SOUND”—Bobby Gordon—
Dot DLP 3426
Here’s a winning package of oldies by youthful
Bobby Gordon, a jazz clarinetist with an unde-
niable talent and a deep-rooted feeling for Dixie-
land music. Gordon plays a collection of Stephen
Foster melodies and exhibits a rich, lyrical qual-
ity that belies his youth. With some clever ar-
rangements by Joseph Darmanin, the band sur-
veys “Oh! Susanna,” “My Old Kentucky Home,”
“Nelly Bly,” and “Camptown Races.” This a top-
drawer disk which should spark sales and bring
the clarinetist a host of new admirers.

This delightful collection of new songs, geared for
the kiddies, were written and performed by Rica
Owen Moore to supplement Disneyland’s long list

of children’s LP’s. Disk is attractively packaged
in a jacket which includes the lyrics of four of the
songs. Included in the fifteen tunes are “The Baby
In The Mirror,” “The Shadow Horse,” and “Little
Touslehead.” Album should have appeal for par-
ents.

PO THE HITS
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“PARIS IN THE SPRING”—Michele Arnaud—
Capitol ST 10317
This new offering by Capitol features the vocal
talents of Michele Arnaud, a newcomer to the
American scene. Her premiere album in this coun-
try shows off her strong interpretive skills and
a rich velvety voice. The lark delivers, in a so-

phisticated manner, a collection of French songs
with emphasis on romance. Some first-rate bands
are “Le Bleu De L’Ete,” “Pour Un Grand
Amour,” and “L’Amour, II N’y En Avait Guere.”
This appealing LP should bring new admirers to

the chanteuse.

“HULLY GULLY TO THE HITS”—Mel “Pigue”
Robbins—Smash SRS 67012
Mel “Pigue” Robbins unleashes some fine musi-
cianship as he serves up a generous helping of

current hits with a marked hully gully beat. In

contrast to the hard rock tempo purveyed by
many instrumental groups, Robbins and ensem-
ble have captured the spirit of the pop rhythms
and added a sophisticated jazz flavor. Some note-

worthy tracks are “White Silver Sands,” “Mother-
In-Law,” “Hey Baby,” and “Young Blood.” Strong
wax with good potential.

“EDDIE’S GOLDEN SONG BOOK”—Eddie Cal-

vert—ABC Paramount 422
Eddie Calvert, a trumpeter who follows a straight

melodic line, plays a dozen evergreens in the lush

manner of Spivak and James, but with a very dis-

tinctive style of his own. An international favorite

since his memorable “Oh Mein Papa,” Calvert
could have a strong seller in this LP. The trum-
peter’s mellow and vibrant interpretations of

“Moonlight And Roses,” “Catari, Catari,” and
“And This Is My Beloved” make this disk a
worthy addition to any collector’s shelf.

“ROLLICKING SEA SHANTIES”—Oscar Brand
—Audio Fidelity AFSD 5966
Oscar Brand, accompanied by Dave Sear and
Eric Weissberg, sings and plays the sea shanties
that were inherently necessary to the hard life

of a sailor. Most of the tunes are familiar, and
the folk singer gives fresh, subtle readings of the
lyrics. Starting with “Hullabaloo Belay,” the LP
also includes “Blow Ye Winds In The Morning,”
“Whiskey Johnny,” and ten other rollicking
tunes. The disk is well done and should evoke
enthusiasm among folk music admirers.

“ORLANDO MARIN AND HIS ORCHESTRA
VOLUME 1”—Alegre LPA 814
Orlando Marin is one of the most popular ork-
sters around today rendering Latin themes. On
this high-spirited Alegre LP Marin comes up
with a pleasant group of fast-moving terpsicho-
rean delights. On hand to offer the vocals is the
well-known Latin chanter Chivirico Davila. Non-
twisters should find “La Casa,” “Ritmo Bembe”
and “Aprovechate” first-rate for dancing.

JAZZ

“2° EAST, 3° WEST”—Various Artists—Pacific

Jazz PJ-44
A strong jazz package featuring the piano and
arranging artistry of John Lewis with some ex-
cellent tenor solos by Bill Perkins, as well as in-

teresting improvisations by guitarist Jim Hall is

this PJ etching. You feel warmth and simplicity
throughout the record, however there is still evi-

dence of modern overtones in such tracks as “Al-
most Like Being In Love,” “I Can’t Get Started,”
and the jazz favorite “Love Me Or Leave Me.”
Top drawer jazz album.

“THE STRAIGHT HORN OF STEVE LACY”—
Candid 8007
This new Candid release has Steve Lacy unleash-
ing his talents on the soprano saxaphone in a set
of six jazz pieces composed by some of the top
jazz names around today. Lacy starts the session
with an imaginative piece by Cecil Taylor called
“Louise,” and then rides into “Introspection” by
Thelonious Monk, and “Donna Lee” by Charlie
Parker. The flip side is devoted almost entirely
to the complex melodic themes of Thelonious
Monk with a pair of tunes entitled “Played
Twice” and “Criss Cross.” The last is a tune
called “Air,” again by Cecil Taylor. Potent jazz.

“BILL DOGGETT SWINGS”—Warner Brothers
WS1452
Pointing to the fact that the organ is rapidly
gaining in popularity in jazz circles. Bill Dog-
gett, who swings equally well on the 88, offers an
entire session of sure-fingered organ items on
this compelling Warner Brothers entry. On this
outing of sturdies and originals, the spotlight is

focused almost entirely on Doggett. The organist
renders “The Sparrow,” “Coffee’s Theme” and
“High Low” in his distinctive fluid, free-flowing
approach. Top-notch jazz set.

“SOMETHING ELSE”—Meg Welles Quintet—
Columbia CL 1777
The Meg Welles Quintet is a new group featur-
ing the vocal talents of the leader on a dozen
folk-flavored items. The quintet’s arranger-con-
ductor Fred Karlin has come up with some
melodic jazz arrangements for the Welles-read
tunes. Unfortunately, the marriage of jazz
coupled with traditional folk selections falls short
of perfection. Although each member of the
group is an accomplished musician the only av-
erage material clouds their respective talents. A
few interesting items here are “Ev’ry Night”
and “No More Booze.”

CLASSICAL PICK OF THE WEEK

“WILD, WONDERFUL WYNONA”—Wynona
Carr—Reprise R 6023
With a highly listenable warmth and the unre-
strained intensity of a real pro, Wynona Carr
demonstrates the contagious, uninhibited self-

release of her early gospel background. She was
a member of the Wings Over Jordan Choir and
the Sister Rosetta Tharpe group. Although this
Neal Hefti-arranged package has definite jazz
overtones, the lark fares better on fervent
rhythms. The one time Mahalia Jackson 88’er
turns in first-rate renditions of “Down By The
Riverside,” “Love, Love, Love” and “Strange.”

MAHLER: Symphony No. 9—Bruno Walter con-
ducting the Columbia Symphony Orchestra—Co-
lumbia M 2L 276
Columbia has come up with a superlative set spot-
lighting the highly-acclaimed talents of the late

Bruno Walter. The three-disk set boasts the con-
ductor rendering the intricate strains of Mahler’s
Symphony No. 9. Walter demonstrates a magni-
ficent control and a firm understanding of the
music as he firmly leads the ork through the sym-
phony. The set boasts a talking portrait of the
conductor with Walter discussing his life and
work with Arnold Michaelis. Additionally, the
diskery has included a working portrait of the
actual recording of the symphony. Package looms
as a hot item with all classical collectors.

Artists Can Sue For

Style Imitations, Court Holds

NEW YORK—Imitation may be the
sincerest form of flattery, but not to
the artist whose style is so well known
that it can be used for profit.

Vet comedian Bert Lahr has just
won the right, in the U.S. Court of
Appeals for the First Circuit in Bos-
ton, to sue for damages a manufac-
turer who advertised his product on
TV by a voice that Lahr declares in

a $500,000 suit is made to sound like

him, sans his authorization.
Manufacturer is the Adell Chemical

Co. of Mass., makers of Lestoil, a
household cleaning fluid. Action was
also brought in N.Y. against Robert
Lawrence Associates, producer of the
filmed commercials.

Suit was first brought in Federal
Court in Boston, but was dismissed
on the ground that a cause of action
was not slated for invasion of right
of privacy. The Court of Appeals was
then asked to take up the matter.

Both suits are expected to be tried
by juries sometime in the fall. Mean-
while, Lahr actions do relate to the
disk industry. There are many disks

produced, particularly by low-priced

labels, whose performers are obviously

imitating a famous record artist. The
actual artist now has a Federal

Court’s decision to back him up on

damage claims.

NEW YORK—Russia’s top jazz mu-
sician may perform in the U.S. As
announced last week, Herman Kenin,

president of the American Federation

of Musicians, has officially approved
a request from Jack Eglash, enter-

tainment coordinator of the first an-

nual Las Vegas Jazz Festival (July

7 & 8), to extend an invitation to the

musician to participate.

The U.S. State Department, it was
noted, has agreed to lend its coopera-

tion in clearing the details of a work-
ing visa if the Las Vegas event is

successful in its attempt to bring the

Soviet musician here.

troduced nine new phono models
which, added to the nine models pre-
viously marketed in Jan., complete the
1963 Decca phono line.

The new additions to the Decca line
include the following: The Perry VI,
model #DP-642, is a mono portable
automatic in a newly designed cabinet
in two new color combinations, silver
on black and gold on brown. It carries
a list price of $44.95.
A budget priced, full stereo portable

automatic, The Tuxedo II, model
#DP-653, also carries new color com-
binations—lustrous metallic blue or
rust, both contrasted with opaque
white. Suggested list price of $54.95.
The Anniversary V, model #DP-654

is the successor to the Anniversary
IV, one of Decca’s most successful
models ever marketed. It is a deluxe
budget-priced four-speed full stereo
automatic portable with two wing
speakers. Black or turquoise with con-
trasting opaque white and available
in a cane textured material, its sug-
gested retail price is $64.95.
One of the featured new models is

the # DP-492, The Suffolk. It is a four
speed mono automatic portable with
AM/FM radio. Aimed at the budget
priced teen-age market, it weighs
under 25 pounds and carries a full

size FM radio with fixed automatic
frequency control (AFC) for drift

free FM reception. Suggested list is

$89.95.

The Demonstrator V, model #DP-
614 is a new version of the highly

successful four-speed high fidelity full

stereo manual with separate speaker
cabinets. Newly added is a deluxe

manual deck with an 11" turntable for

rumble free performance.

Three console models were unveiled

along with the portables; The Ramsey
III, model #DP-116/7; The Mead,
model #DP-216/7 and The Allegheny
VII, model #DP-316/7/8. The Ramsey
is a self-contained low-priced full

stereo console. Designed with in-

creased cabinet size, it is priced at

$109.95 in mahogany and $114.95 in

walnut. As with all other models,

prices run slightly higher on the West
Coast.

The chassis

is a transformer powered 15 watt
amplifier with a frequency response

of 50—15,000 cycles. It has four

speakers, two extra heavy duty 8"

woffers and two 31/2" tweeters. Sug-

gested prices are $149.95 in mahogany
and $159.95 in walnut or fruitwood.

Highlighting the new models is

#DP-416/7/8—The Palmer III. This

is a full stereo high fidelity AM/FM
multiplex version of the Allegheny

VII. With seven tubes, five diodes and

two rectifiers for a total of fourteen

tube functions; it has (AFC) auto-

matic frequency control and built in

antenna for AM and FM plus external

antenna terminal for fringe areas.

Priced at $229.95 and $239.95 re-

spectively for mahogany and walnut

or fruitwood.

All dealers have been advised that

delivery of the new and continued

models will begin during the first week
of June. Decca has designed support

for the line by means of sales aids,

catalogs and trade paper ads.

Irving Mills Back

On Jazz Kick - - For

Self And Pubbery
NEW YORK—Irving Mills, pioneer

music business exec and co-founder of

Mills Music, has moved to reactivate

his own interest and that of the pub-

lishing firm which bears his name, in

the jazz field. In connection with the

revitalized emphasis on jazz, the vet-

eran music man left on an extended

overseas trek Saturday (2) with the

aim of scouting new jazz talent and
cutting a number of jazz albums in

various countries.

During an earlier phase of his mu-
sic career in the ’20’s and ’30’s, Mills

was closely associated with such jazz

luminaries as Red Nichols, the Mills

Blue Rhythm Band, Hoagy Carmi-

chael and Duke Ellington. With the

latter, he was co-wi’iter of such stand-

ards as “Sophisticated Lady,” among
others.

His present foreign tour is expected

to last at least three months. During

the trip, Mills expects to conduct re-

cording sessions in London, Paris,

Spain, Turkey, Sweden, Denmark,

Rome, Greece and Israel, among oth-

ers. All packages recorded will in-

clude new as well as standard mate-

rial, and will be produced under the

aegis of American Recording Artists,

a Mills subsidiary.

In an earlier era. Mills, through

Mills Artists Bureau, a subdivision of

the publishing firm, cut hundreds of

jazz masters, which later appeared on

such labels as Gennet, Rathe, Oriole

and Brunswick Records. Mills was

also active in helping to break the

color line in the jazz field, wherein

Negro jazz artists were able for the

first time, to appear in white clubs.

He was also the booker of many of

the earlier jazz tours. At one time.

Mills was also active in the movie

field, having been associate producer

of the picture, “Stormy Weather,”

for 20th Century Fox.

A corollary facet of the new Mills

jazz emphasis is the recent signing

of Louis Prima and tenor saxist, Sam

Butera, to writer pacts with Mills

Music.

CHICAGO—“Live entertainment and
person-to-person communication today
walk hand-in-hand with reproduced
sound,” was the keynote sounded by
A1 Preskill, vice president of Allied
Radio Corp., at a recent press preview
luncheon at the Sheraton-Chicago Ho-
tel for the World’s Fair of Music and
Sound, August 31—September 9 at
McCormick Place.

Preskill noted that years ago live

entertainment and person-to-person
communication were in competition
with reproduced sound. “But,” he said,

“today, this trend has been completely
reversed. Listening to reproduced
sound has been responsible for the
growth of interest in musical partici-

pation. Through listening to repro-
duced sound, people have started to
perform, attend concerts more fre-
quently, listen to more FM, AM, radio
television, to toy with ham radio, to
build their own stereo and hifi sets
and speakers. The vast industry of
music and sound is expanding because
each segment creates interest in every
other area.”

Preskill was joined by other in-

dustry leaders in presenting the com-
plete concept of the World’s Fair of
Music and Sound to the press. On the
program with him were: Irwin Stein-
berg, executive vice president. Mer-
cury Records; Charles Ford, adver-
tising manager, Leblanc Corp.; Ted
Leitzell, public relations director.

Zenith Radio Corp.; and Aaron D.
Cushman, president of the Fair.

Representing the recording indus-
try, Steinberg told members of the
press and other exhibitors that retail

record sales had grown from $51 mil-
lion in 1941 to a record high of $580
million in 1961.
He said, “The industry’s growth

has been startling because we have
found new record outlets and new
techniques in merchandising. Now,
you can buy records in grocery stores,
drug stores, department stores, bus
terminals, almost anywhere you go.”

Steinberg added, “imaginative
thinking has given the record industry
new impetus. Through recordings, now
you can transform your own living
room into a classroom, ballroom,
church, or nightclub. We have records
to laugh by, learn by, cry by, buy by
or ‘bye bye’ by.”
Mercury Records, he said, is “ex-

cited about being an exhibitor at the
World’s Fair of Music and Sound,
because it offers a unique showcase
wherein we can present our product
not only to dealers, but to the tre-
mendous consumer audience expected
to attend the Fair.”

Ii-win Steinberg, Mercury Records
veep, said that “we at Mercury are
especially interested in the business
seminars which have been scheduled
during the run of the Fair. The in-

dustry’s pace is moving so fast we at
Mercury feel we’ve just scratched the
surface in merchandising, and have
a lot to learn.”

Steinberg, emphasizing the interest
in the Fair his own company has
found among its dealers, said, “we at
Mercury alone, expect to draw to the
Fair at least 50,000 dealers out of the
approximate 400,000 to 500,000 indus-
try outlets.”

Fifteen manufacturers have been
added to the mounting list of exhib-
itors at the Fair.

Those companies which will take
part in the hifi and stereo demonstra-
tion to be staged at the Fair include:
H. H. Scott, Inc.; Fisher Radio, Inc.;

Harman-Karden; Sherwood Electron-
ics Laboratories, Inc.; Bogen-Presto
Company; Pilot Radio Company (Ger-
ald Electronics): McIntosh Labora-
tory, Inc.; E. I. (i. 0.; Marantz; Elec-
tro-Voice, Inc.; Jensen Manufacturing
Company; University Loudspeakers,
Inc.; Wharfdale (British Industries):
James B. Lansing Sound, Inc.; and
K. L. H. Research and Development
Corp.
Henry Mancini, the writer-arranger-

conductor, has been signed as guest
conductor for the music spectacular at
the Fair.

Mancini will conduct a medley of
his compositions as an overture to
the “World of Music” entertainment
spectacular. Other composers and con-
ductors have also been invited to con-
duct their works preceding the show.

Goodman Reigns As
'^King^' In Russia
NEW YORK—From Premier Khrus-

chev on down, Benny Goodman and

his orchestra have made the grade in

Russia.

Opening a six-week tour of the

Soviet Union in Moscow last week

(30), the Goodman ensemble, includ-

ing vocalist Joya Sherrill, was re-

ceived with warmth and appreciation,

an appreciation that stems from the

fact that at last Russian jazz fans

were able to get in-person jazz per-

formances by American artists.

Premier Khruschev, who attended

the initial concert in the Central

Army Sports Arena, certainly gave
jazz a strong (and official) boost in

Russia when he remarked after the

performances; “I enjoyed it . . 1

don’t dance myself, so I don’t under-

stand these things too well.”

The Soviet leader also had kind

words about the singing of Joya
Sherrill, approving of her “warm,
wonderful manner as if it had been

a delight for her to perform.” Print-

wise, Tass, the official Soviet news
agency, termed the concert “a great

hit.”

Khruschev’s and Tass’ public

A-OK’s for the Goodman tour is

bound to make Russian jazz fans ex-

press their feelings on jazz, often de-

cried as “decadent” by Soviet officials

and press, more openly.

Goodman’s first night audience was

more or less an official one, thus lend-

ing a reserve to the reception to the

performances. A younger, more en-

thusiastic attendance the next night

displayed much greater excitement,

bringing the band back for 25 min-

utes of encores.

Some remarks were made after the

first Goodman concert that his brand

of Swing Era music was somewhat,

if enjoyably, behind the times, even

for Russia, where the West has been

inclined to believe that current Rus-

sian jazz was somewhere where the

U.S. was in the 30’s.

It would be a surprise to many if

the hip coterie in Russia were ready

for the likes of such far-out U.S.

jazzists as Ornette Coleman and

Charlie Mingus.

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DENMARK
Jul. Bomholt, head of the Culture Dept, in Danish Government, has decided

that Denmark needs a special “pop music radio’’—i.e. a government controlled,

non-commercial one. A program with mainly records with pop music played
most hours during the day (probably not at nights), after Sweden’s Melody
Radio, which started when Sweden got its commercial station. Radio Not’d,

a little more than a year ago.
The local Danish pop song trade paper Quans Musikorientering refers to

this new pop music program under the headline; “Now Music Broadcasts

—

A Tribute To A Bad Conscience’’ and says; “The fact that the commercial Radio
Mercur became something to really count with, made government people en-
vious (one of the deadly sins, it is said), and those people had only one thing
to do. Radio Mercur had to stop, no matter what it cost. For a while, the
government was thinking of starting a competing program, offering honest
competition to the popular station, but this idea didn’t suit those hypocrites
who pretend to being the only ones in this world knowing the meaning of the
word Culture.”

FINLAND
It is reported that the Finnish government, which is expected to present a

law making broadcasting or appearing on broadcasts from stations outside the
nautical border (so called radio pirates) illegal, will not take the problem too
seriously. After suggestions from Sweden, the governments in Scandinavia
now are expected to present laws to stop the activity of those ships. There is

a new Finnish law being readied to be presented to the Parliament, but people
who have studied it say that as it is written, this new law will help those
stations rather than stop them.
The comment to this information is that in Finland there is plenty of under-

standing for commercial stations, as commercial TV has been successfully tried

for the last few years by government stations as well as a private station. It

is no secret that many Finns are optimistic about the future, in which they are
sure that not only TV but also radio will be legally commercial in Finland.

NORWAY
Daily paper Arbeiderbladet awarded a silver disk to The Monn Keys for their

Norwegian recording of “Ah Marie, Jeg Vil Hjem (Mary Don’t You Weep)”.
The record, from Egil Monn Iversen A/S at Triola label, has sold above 25,000
in Norway.
Murdoch Riley of Viking Records, New Zealand, has been visiting Norway on

a combined biz and holiday trip (he is married to a Norwegian). The Viking
catalog includes several Maori and Pacific Island numbers, of which many
might be possible sellers in Scandinavia.
While in Oslo, your Cash Box representative met Kjell Karlsen of Viking

Music A/S, a relatively new company in record and publishing business. “We
are new and we are young in this biz,” Karlsen said, “but we prefer to work
slowly, which might not make us big overnight, but on the other hand, we’ll

keep staying with both feet on the ground. We are, of course, also open for
offers from other countries, particularly the United States, provided that the
conditions are acceptable for a country such as Norway. American record peo-
ple who have contacted us so far ask for such heavy sums that we can’t accept
it; our market is not as big and prosperous as, for instance, the British market,
but judging from the figures they ask for, it seems they think so across the
Atlantic.” Viking is releasing their records under their own label in Norway,
but have a world distribution agreement with Philips of Norway.

In view of the deadlock created by both parties, the compa-
nies insisting in not paying Cr. $1,000 per hour and the musicians refusing to

work for less than that fee, the labels decided to contract exclusive musicians

to make all recordings. Copacabana Records, as an example, formed in Rio de

Janeiro its own orchestra and from now on, all the records will be waxed there,

even those with artists from Sao Paulo. Other companies are doing the sarne.

But there is no question that ina

of them have been slow in recognizing the coin ii

chine industry for its potential, its stabihty, and 1

collateral value of standard coin-operated equ
ment. In fact there are banks today who continue
look upon the industry as a bad credit risk. T
banks outlined in the Pearl story, though they w<

some of the first money-lenders to understand I

industry for what it is, are not today exceptions I

rather the rule in many coin-operating commu
ties. The industry has at last been recognized ai

good credit risk by many institutions.

Like any business in its infancy, the coin machi
industry once was a high-flying devil-may-care

reel* for many who either had the money to invc

or expected to make the money from the equipnu
in a very short time. Territories were virgin, lo

tions demanded and in many instances had to w
in line for machines, in addition the siniultanec

growth of the record business spurred the mu
machine facet of the industry at an even grea

pace, and of course the tempo of the times inime

ately following WWII provided a fertile market i

such innovation. Under these conditions one coi

hardly blame a bank for taking a cautious approa

to the industry. There are many however, w
haven’t changed their thinking and to our way
thinking, judging from the growth of the busiiii

and its current potential, are missing the boat. P

Wurlitzer Reaches 5DD,DDD Unit Mark After 28 Years

of the half millionth coin-operated music machine, Wurlitzer employees and
management gathered for a photograph to mark the occasion.

Sales Volume On Phonos
Since 1933—$238 Million

NORTH TONAWANDA, N. Y.—On
May 25, with appropriate ceremonies,
the Wurlitzer Company at North
Tonawanda, New York, marked the
production of one half million phono-
graphs since the company began
manufacturing coin-operated record
players 28 years ago.
On hand were five men who had

played a part in the production of
every Wurlitzer juke box since manu-
facture of these units commenced in
the North Tonawanda Plant in 1933.
There were Farny R. Wurlitzer, son
of the company’s founder and now
Chairman of the Board, Harold D.
Hutchinson, Superintendent of Final
Assembly, Fred H. Osborne, Director
of Phonograph Engineering, Joseph B.
Bors, Superintendent of Electrical As-
sembly, and Roy F. Waltemade, Vice
President and Manager of the North
Tonawanda Division.

To signify the strides in design,
mechanical and electrical components,
Wurlitzer photographed the original
P-10 Model as compared with its latest
creation, the Model 2600. Bob Bear,
Manager of Sales, pointed out the
differences to a couple of very attrac-
tive listeners. (See photo).

In the intervening years from 1933
to 1962 the Wurlitzer phonograph has
developed from a nickel record player
with ten selections to a complex elec-
tronic, mechanical creation offering
200 selections from either 33 or 4-^

RPM speed records through a sound
system producing high fidelity stereo-
phonic music. The coinage acceptance
of these phonographs, growing with
the economy, now takes any U. S.

coin from a nickel through a half-dol-
lar.

Wurlitzer President R. C. Rolfing
said: “Our production averaged more
than 20,000 phonographs a year
throughout this 28 year period, when
you take into consideration the fact
that during World War II no phono-

graphs were produced as all our ef-

forts were devoted to the manufac-
ture of war material.” Over these
years, gross sales volume after excise
taxes has amounted to more than two
hundred thirty-eight million dollars.

“It should be remembered,” con-
tinued Rolfing, “that the early phono-
graphs were relatively simple and the
P-10, our first model, when delivered
from the factory, was sold to our dis-

tributors at a price of something un-
der $250.00 dependent upon the quan-
tity purchased. Today, our deluxe 200
selection phonograph accepting coin-

age up to 50^ and featuring our Ten

Top Tunes for a half-dollar coin, sells

for well over $1,000.00. Even at this

increase, operators who use Wurlitzer
equipment find their earning capacity
has kept pace with the rising cost.”

The original Wurlitzer factory at
North Tonawanda, New York, was
established in 1908 v/hen the com-
pany took over the DeKleist Musical
Instrument Plant. Farny R. Wurlitzer
was the plant’s first Manager and the
product was the barrel organ used
to produce music for merry-go-rounds
of that early day. New products were
constantly developed and they in-

cluded the military band organ, coin-

operated PianOrchestra, the Wurlitzer
Motion Picture Orchestra which could
be played from the keyboard or by
music rolls and the Mighty Wurlitzer
Organ with a horseshoe console which
became synonymous with great music
in motion picture theaters, concert
halls, and auditoriums throughout the
world.
The talking picture which came into

prominence in 1927 and 1928 sounded
the death knell of the theater organ.
The Mighty Wurlitzer remained in
places of assembly and live enter-
tainment. Two of the great installa-
tions in Radio City Music Hall and
John Wannamaker Store in Philadel-
phia are still Meccas of attraction and
interest for music lovers.

Only recently there has been a re-
surgence of interest in true organ
music. Wealthy patrons have located
organ consoles and pipes in lofts and
storage areas where they have lain
for many years. Many of these have
been rebuilt and installed in private
homes. In some instances it was neces-
sary to construct an additional room
or auditorium to properly house the
vast number of components which go
into the construction of the Mighty
Wurlitzer. Members of this exclusive
club have a publication circulated to
keep them apprised of the improve-
ments and changes incorporated into
each of these pains-taking installa-
tions.

The Wurlitzer Company is in its

106th year having been established in
Cincinnati, Ohio, by Rudolph Wur-
litzer in 1856. The company has long
used as its slogan “The Name that
Means Music to Millions.” Today, it

is the largest producer of keyboard
instruments (electronic organs, elec-
tronic pianos, and conventional
pianos) in the world. Its slogan is

particularly applicable to the coin-
operated phonograph. One of the big-

CHICAGO—Some 13 state bills, con-
taining 23 different taxes on individ-
ual vending machines, were proposed
in state legislatures during the first

four months of 1962.

pending with little chance of passage,
according to a repoid; published by
Richard W. Funk, NAMA legislative

counsel.
Stopped in Massachusetts were two

discriminatory bills. Funk said. One
bill would have taxed every vendor
from $10 to $125 and would have re-

quired an “approval” fee of an addi-
tional $200 for each type of machine.
The other bill provided for a $50 fee
on all vending machines.

In Rhode Island, NAMA action de-
feated three proposed vending bills.

The first, aimed at all machines dis-
pensing food or liquid products, called
for an initial license of $25 for each
machine and a $3 per machine annual
license. The second bill would have
authorized every city and town in the
state to levy a tax on all vending
machines. The third bill, although
meant for music machines, could have
been interpreted to include vending
machines. Funk explained. It asked
for a per machine levy of $25.

Defeated in Mississippi was a bill

which called for a $1 tax on cup soft
drink machines.
Two bills were defeated in Alaska.

One would have required remote con-
trol cigarette machines in most loca-
tions and a $25 per machine fee. The
other bill called for a $150 fee on
unattended cigarette machines and a
$60 fee on each attended cigarette
vender.

In Arizona, NAMA helped to defeat
a bill calling for a $100 fee on cigar-
ette machines.

_

Two bills asking a $1 permit fee on
cigarette machines died on adjourn-
ment of the New York legislature.

Still pending, according to the
NAMA report, are two Mississippi
tax bills that would increase present
vender license fees 14 per cent and
add a $1 tax on all soft drink ma-
chines.
NAMA also took action on 150

local legislative matters resulting in
the repeal of per machine taxes in
eight “strategic” areas. Funk added.

Issued to NAMA members only,
and covering the period to May 1,

the report was prepared jointly with
John Insalata, NAMA assistant legis-
lative counsel.

CHICAGO—A brand-new film for

Entitled “An Ounce of Prevention,”
the 20-minute filmstrip was produced
with the cooperation of the National
Automatic Merchandising Association
and is based on a complete safety
manual for hot beverage machines
which is being developed by David E.

Keogh Jury Hears
Moore's Testimony
In Bribe Attempt
NEW YORK—The trial of Federal
Justice J. Vincent Keogh continued

last week in New York’s Federal
Court, interrupted by a holiday on
Wednesday and an off-day Thursday
to accommodate a lawyer’s personal

request.

The trial continued on Friday after

a jury heard Sandy Moore’s attorney,

George Becker, testify that an assist-

ant U.S. Attorney would “recom-
mend” a six-month sentence for Moore
if the defendant pleaded guilty to con-

cealing assets in a bankruptcy case.

The attorney, Averill Williams, now
in private practice, denied the accusa-

tion. Moore, the former juke box dis-

tributor in this area, refused however
to plead guilty and it was at this

point that he was placed in touch with
one Doctor Robert Erdman, who it is

alleged offered to arrange for a sus-

pended sentence before “a favorable

judge.”

It has been the testimony of Moore
and the Doctor that Erdman raised

$35,000 for the bribe attempt. Moore
said he gave all of it but $2500 to

Erdman to pass to Keogh, and Elliott

Kahaner, Chief Assistant US Attor-

ney and Williams’ superior. Erdman
said he gave $25,000 to Keogh, $10,-

000 to Kahaner. Moore said he passed

$2500 to Kahaner in Erdman’s pres-

ence. Moore did this against his law-

yer’s advice, and later reportedly

bragged to associates about having

the judge “in my hip pocket.” It was

after this that Moore received from a

Judge Leo Rayfiel a three-year sen-

tence which has been reduced since

then to one year for Moore’s coopera-

tion with the Government. The trial

continued on Friday, June 1, at which

time the appearance of Judge Rayfiel

was expected to complete the Govern-

ment’s presentation of the case.

We attended Freedomland’s big opening last Saturday and in addition to a
circus, a State Fair, and many new features for the fun-seekers, we spotted a
big-ball bowler installation which comprised eight of the machines, three kiddie
rides, three or four foot relaxalators, several shuffles and two cig machines.

In fact Miniaci’s
firm has the rights to all tobacco sales via machines or otherwise, at the
Freedomland park.
