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Call him Mr. In-BetMeen, call him Big Daddy, call him anything you’d like. But you’ve got to call Burl Ives one of the hottest record salesmen in the country.

At the age of 21 plus and with a lifetime of singing experience under his belt. Big “D” is experiencing a new-found success among the teeners and has come up
with two big singles to prove it: “Little Bitty Tear’’ and “Funny Way Of Laughin’.” His latest effort, “(Call Me) Mr. In-Between,” just released, has already

broken onto the best seller list. The veteran’s singles success has boosted tremendously interest in the entire Ives eatalog, including two which clicked on the

charts, “Versatile Burl Ives” and the “Funny Way” LP. Ives will be seen shortly in the LFI flick “The Spiral Road,” starring Rock Hudson.
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In the short span of just three

years, ARMADA has grown into an
extremely important arm of the

recording industry. Its convention,

held in Miami last week, gave fur-

ther evidence that the association

can be of great benefit to the entire

industry, now and in the future.

The distributor-manufacturer

meetings held prior to and after

the actual ARMADA business day,

have proven to be very useful to

both parties involved and is a driv-

ing force which makes it doubly
worthwhile for many distrihutors

to travel to a distant corner of the

nation. The seven manufacturers
who conducted sales meetings had
excellent attendance from distribs

and wrote huge orders on their

product. And distribs who had
more than one of the labels intro-

ducing new product and programs
were able to “kiU two or as many as

seven birds with one stone.” This

phase of the convention has given

the ARMADA meet the “produc-
tive” tag.

But the convention also proved
that ARMADA has a great deal

more to offer the entire trade. It of-

fers what a group effort can accom-
plish as opposed to what would be
prohibitive and almost impossible

for any individual. ARMADA’s
legal consel brought this to light in

his summary of what ARMADA is

acting on currently. (See separate

story this week.)
Because of an urgent request,

coming from a group, that Con-
gress act immediately to eradicate

bootlegging, and, of course, be-

cause of group finances, a federal

bill suggesting a five-year jail term
for convicted bootleggers, was
ushered through the House of Rep-

resentatives in almost record time.

Only through group support can
this fight be continued through the

Senate and up to the President. The
bill stands a good chance of even-

tually becoming law. And if it does,

bootlegging will have been dealt a

deadly blow and ARMADA will

have scored heavily.

After agreement following last

year’s ARMADA meeting that the

problem of trans-shipping be the

next area looked into, counsel has
aimed its efforts in this direction

and significant results may be
forthcoming shortly in the form of

a Federal Trade Conference which
we may be hearing about in a mat-

ter of days. Through a trade prac-

tices conference the FTC lends its

assistance to industries where anti-

trust and trade regulation viola-

tions are prevalent with a view to

getting voluntary compliance with

the laws within the industry. By
holding a conference the commis-
sion attempts to formulate and is-

sue trade practice rules. (See other

story this issue for more details on
Federal Trade Conference.)

Although control ofARMADA is

now in the hands of distributors,

we are sure the Association will

continue to work for the benefit of
the entire trade. ARMADA had suf-

ficient foresight not to separate

manufacturers completely from
the organization, but rather to wel-

come their support and advice as

associate members.
With strong new officers and

board of directors under the super-

vision of a highly respected new
president in the person of Amos
Heilicher, we can expect to witness
continued growth of a most impor-
tant industry organization.

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Lieberson Denies FTC Charges Of The New ARMADA;

Monopoly Against Columbia Disk Club Its Structure And
NEW YORK—-The Federal Trade
Commission’s charges of 2 monopolis-
tic practices and unfair competition
by the Columbia Record Club early
last year were speedily denied by
Goddard Lieberson, president of Col-
umbia Records.
The FTC’s monopolistic complaint

against the Club is based on the
Club’s exclusive agreements with com-
peting labels to sell their product
through the Club’s direct mail serv-
ices.

The agreements (with Verve, Mer-
cury, Kapp, Warner Bros, and Bernard
Lowe Ent.), the FTC charges, have
“foreclosed access by actual and po-
tential mail order competitors of CBS
[Columbia’s parent firm] to more
than 1,000 records representing more
than 450 important artists.”

[The other major Clubs, Victor and
Capitol, only sell their own product.]
According to the FTC, the affilia-

tions of the other labels in the Club
gives CBS the “undue power” to “fix
and maintain uniform prices of com-
petitors’ product at prices identical
to those of CBS’ own products [and]
cause the licensors to sell LP’s to
dealers, directly or indirectly, at prices
higher than those charged by CBS for
identical LP’s sold through the Club
directly to consumers, [and to] divide
or allocate various markets and chan-
nels of distribution of LP’s.”
The FTC also charged CBS with the

ability to exclude dealers from mar-
kets and to “monopolize or attempt
to monopolize the manufacture, sale
and distribution of LP’s generally.”
The FTC further claimed that the

Club engaged in deceptive pricing,
declaring that phrases in ads such
as “retail value,” “regular list price”

and “usual list price” do not con-
stitute. “.

. . the usual retail prices

in the trade areas where the claims
are made as represented, but are
higher than the prices at which the
records are customarily sold in these
areas, and consequently purchasers
don’t realize claimed savings.”
The following is the complete state-

ment by Lieberson denying the FTC
charges, which Columbia must answer
within 30 days:
The Columbia Record Club, estab-

lished in 1955, was a pioneer in the
sale of records by mail order. It has
enabled the public to buy the finest

records conveniently by mail, just as
the public buys books and other
articles. By making its facilities, per-
sonnel and membership available to

a number of smaller competitive
manufacturers, the Columbia Record
Club has given broad exposure to the
products of competitive manufactur-
ers and to their recording artists, and
has stimulated the sales of records of
competitors through both club and re-

tail channels. The Club’s advertising
has not been unfair or misleading and
has not been in accordance with ad-
vertising claims traditionally used in

mail order sales The pricing practices
of the Club have not resulted in re-

tail dealers paying higher prices than
Club members.
The record business continues to be

one of the most competitive in the
country, and the general public has
benefited as a result. Columbia Rec-
ords and the Columbia Record Club
have stimulated that competition ef-

fectively and fairly and have not en-
gaged in monopolistic practices or
suppressed competition in the record
industry.

MIAMI BEACH— As was expected
prior to the ARMADA Convention,
distributors took over control of the
Association, renaming it American
Record Merchants And Distributors
Association in order to retain the
name ARMADA. The move was made
in a well planned and business like

manner and was accepted unanimously
after about a half hour of discussion.
The change in leadership took place
after the audience had heard the an-
nual reports from the president. Art
Talmadge, treasurer Harry Schwartz,
exec. sect. Jordan Ross and
armada’s legal counsel, Sigmund
Steinberg (See separate stories).

When the call went out for new
business, Amos Heilicher, Minneapolis
distributor, was recognized by the
chair and he expressed the need for
a distributor run organization. He
pointed to the other organizations in

the industry which commanded greater
respect than ARMADA because they
were associations representing one
phase of the business rather than two
“very different” entities. To accom-
plish the change, A1 Sherman of Cali-
fornia made a motion that the
ARMADA by-laws be altered to give
distributors control. John Kaplan read
the suggested changes which follow:

In view of the organizational
changes which are made necessary by
virtue of our new plan, changes must
be made in our by-laws

:

First—I move that the name of our
organization be changed to American
Record Merchants And Distributors

Association, but still to be known as

ARMADA.
Second — I move the by-laws be

amended to read as follows:

Columbia's New Finance
Veep Post To Lorenz

NEW YORK—Columbia Records an-
nounced the appointment of John J.

Lorenz will be responsible for the

financial policy and planning of the
Columbia Records division. He will
assist management in the appraisal
of financial results and will also han-
dle special projects of a financial na-
ture. He will report to Norman A.
Adler, executive vice president.
Lorenz has been Assistant Con-

troller, finance staff, of CBS and has
held various financial posts with CBS
since 1958. He was previously asso-
ciated with Textron, Inc. and Sylvania
Electric Products.
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No Indie Label Ass’n Yet;

Weigh Membership In RIAA
MIAMI BEACH—The formation of
an independent record manufacturers
association, a key subject of discus-
sion at the ARMADA Convention last

week, never materialized.
The thought of such an organiza-

tion came up when Sid Frey, presi-

dent of Audio Fidelity Records, sug-
gested that, in view of distributors
taking over ARMADA, an association
of indie manufacturers would be
needed to protect the interests of the
indies. The Copyright Law Revision,
pending in Congress, he felt must be
acted upon by indie manufacturers
immediately since he saw it as bene-
fiting the major companies. He also
suggested that such an association
could lobby to eradicate the excise
tax on phonograph records—a tax in-

stituted to assist the government dur-
ing war time and which is now being
reduced or erased from a number of
industries including the transportation
industry. Frey spoke with conviction
and had interested a number of peo-
ple in such an organization.
But it was felt an Assn, of this

type could not succeed without the
support of the bigger indies, many of
which, although at the ARMADA
Convention, had not attended the
meeting in Frey’s suite. It was agreed
to hold another meeting on Friday
after the ARMADA morning meeting,
at which time is was announced that
all manufacturers were invited to dis-
cuss the formation of an indie manu-
facturer association in Frey’s suite.
Interest at this second meeting was
still keen on forming an indie associa-
tion, but some of the bigger indies still

had not shown. As a result, a commit-
tee of manufacturers was set up to
personally invite each of the larger
indies’ execs to a third meeting later
Friday evening.
The third meeting had the best

showing, both in quantity and “qual-
ity” of manufacturers, and this was
the meeting at which the idea died.
The bigger indies seemed to agree
that another organization would di-
lute the potential of ARMADA and

would make too many different organ-
izations for the industry to contend
with. It was also felt that a huge
sum of money would be necessary to
get such an organization with goals
such as lobbying, etc., off the ground
and the bigger indies felt that a
significant amount of money could not
be raisedi

It was suggested that a mass group
entry into RIAA would be the best
move for the indies and an informal
committee of three was appointed to
look into the RIAA system of voting
to determine what voice indie manu-
facturers would have if they joined
en masse. Without the support of the
larger indies, the enthusiasm for an
indie association petered out and
everyone left the meeting room
awaiting to hear about RIAA’s struc-
ture and its dues requirements.
For the record, RIAA dues due

based on gross volume.
Group F—$100,000 or less—dues $50
Group E—$100,000 to $750,000—

dues $150
In groups D, C, B, and A, dues are

1/20 of 1% of gross annual volume.
Group D covers % million dollars to
2% million. Group C—2% million to
10 million. Group B—10 million to 30
million and Group A—over $30 mil-
lion.

There are nine board directors on
RIAA. The E & F group is repre-
sented by one member on the board.
The D group has one seat also. The
C group has two seats and the B
group also is represented by two
seats. The A group has three seats on
the board. It might be of interest that
the A group, which is understood to
contribute 65% of the total budget to
RIAA, is represented by only 33% of
the votes.
At the indie manufacturers meet-

ing, it was stated that majors would
benefit if compulsory licensing was
terminated and therefore one could not
expect RIAA to do anything about it.

However, it may be of interest, to all
those at the indie meet who heard

Goals
Article III—MEMBERSHIP

:

(1) Any person, firm or corporation
engaged in the phonograph record
industry principally as a distributor

shall be eligible to full membership.
(2) Any other person, firm or cor-

poration engaged in the phonograph
record industry as a manufacturer or

other capacity may, in the discretion

of the Board of Directors, be admitted
as an associate member but shall have
no voting rights.

8. The executive vice-president shall,

in the absence or disability of the
president, perform the duties and
exercise the powers of the president
and shall perform such other duties
as the Board of Directors shall pre-
scribe.

Many manufacturers gave their

best wishes to distributors in the dis-

cussion period prior to the vote which
gave distribs control. Johnny Bein-
stock of Bigtop Records made a last

ditch effort to keep the asociation
functioning as it had in the past, but
his sincere request was to no avail.

One manufacturer after another took
the floor to wish distribs the best of
luck with their new association and
distributors in turn kept reassuring
manufacturers that under the new
leadership, manufacturers would con-
tinue to have an important voice in

ARMADA and the two branches of

the industry would continue to work
together.

After the unanimous vote turned
the ARMADA over to distributors, a
nominating committee was appointed
and a new slate of officers was nomi-
nated. all of whom were later elected.

For the next year. ARMADA will be
headed by Amos Heilicher, president;
John Kaplan, executive v.p.; Bob
Chatton, v.p. ; Harry Aposteleris, v.p.

;

Jimmy Martin, v.p.; Harry Schwartz,
treasurer; and Irwin Fink, secretary.

Later a Board of Directors was named
including: Pappy Dailv of Texas;
Jake Friedman of Atlanta; Henry
Droz of Detroit; A1 Sherman of Los
Angeles; Bud Lampe of St. Louis:
Bill Shockett of New York and Carl
Glazer of Buffalo.
Dues for the new year will be $500

for distributors and $200 for associate
members.

Here’s an outline given Cash Box
as to ARMADA’S goals as a distribu-
tor organization:

NEW YORK—A 153% jump in 1962

Ella, Sinatra

Win ARMADA Awards
MIAMI BEACH — ARMADA an-
nounced its first artist awards at the
banquet concluding the Association’s
convention. Contrary to most asso-
ciation awards, which point to best
selling artists or most popular artists,

the ARMADA plaques were awarded
to the male and female in the artist
ranks who did most from a humani-
tarian standpoint during the past
year. Ella Fitzgerald won the femme
portion and Verve’s Andy Meile ac-
cepted the award. Frank Sinatra was
the male chosen for the honor and the
trophy was accepted for Sinatra by
Mo Ostin of Reprise.

MIAMI BEACH—A Federal Trade
Practices Conference, setting down
rules and regulations with which the
record industry may have to govern
itself may be forthcoming any day
now, it was announced by Sigmund
Steinberg, legal counsel for ARMADA
in his address before the ARMADA
convention last week. Steinberg ex-
pected word on the Conference dates
on the eve of the Convention, but this
did not develop. However, he said that
it could develop in a matter of days.
Steinberg brought up the Federal
Trade Conference in the section of his
speech dealing with “Trans-shipping
And Kindred Problems.” For the bene-
fit of record company legal staffs and
others interested in legislation in this
area, we reprint, .verbatim, this seg-
ment of Steinberg’s address:

Last year’s Convention highlighted
the fact that all distributors felt that
the trans-shipping problem was a
major one confronting the industry to
be attacked by ARMADA. Trans-
shipping, unequal discounts, and
alleged preferential treatment, are the
seeds that grow into dissension, panic,
and in some cases business failure.
The intricacies and vagaries of the
anti-trust laws are such that what
may be legal under one law may be
illegal under another. In view of the
provisions of the Robinson-Patman
Act and present rulings made by the
Federal Trade Commission, it ap-
peared that trans-shipping could not
be stopped by direct action because
to do so would necessitate the estab-
lishment of geographically exclusive
distributors, which is a violation of
the law as presently interpreted. Dis-
counts are proper if granted to all

others in the same competitive area
or if a differential can be justified as
functional. But what is “the same
competitive area” or what is “func-
tional” are thorny problems not capa-
ble of quick answers. However, we
were directed by your Board to tackle
the problem head-on. We proceeded
along two separate avenues.

(a) The Fair Competitive Practices
Act—Senate Bill 1722.
We ascertained that there had been

introduced into the Senate by Senators
Humphreys and Proxmire a Bill

which, if enacted into law, would per-

mit the manufacturers of trade-

marked goods to fix the resale price

of such articles at every level of dis-

tribution from the distributor or

MIAMI BEACH—Art Talmadge, pres-
ident of ARMADA completed his sec-
ond year as topper of the association
with a farewell address that high-
lighted ARMADA’S accomplishments
since its formation. He pointed to the
past twelve month period in which
“ARMADA became a crusader in the
industry, slaying the dragons of rec-
ord counterfeiting.” He highlighted
the bill passed in California which
makes bootlegging a felony rather
than a misdemeanor and passage by
the House of the bill making counter-
feiting a federal offense punishable
with up to five years in jail.

He reported on the increased inter-

est in armada’s conventions thanks
to the numerous successful manufac-
turer-distributor sales meetings. Un-
der the subject of what ARMADA
has been engaged in of late, Tal-
madge went into the pricing problem:

“I have been greatly concerned, as
have the entire Board, with the prob-
lems affecting this business. I know of
the displeasure that the distributors
have with some manufacturers con-
cerning pricing policies. These prob-
lems have not been avoided. We have
attempted to deal with them in the
manner deemed most effective by us.
In August of 1961, just two short
months after our last convention, the
ARMADA Board met in New York.
90% of the discussion that took place

at that meeting was this very ques-

tion. Our counsel reported to us the

legal ramifications of the situation

which I had asked them to investigate

wholesaler to the retailer. Obviously,
if this becomes law, it would eliminate
most trans-shipping because manu-
facturers would fix a uniform price
to all distributors throughout the
country and enforce it. Of course, the
Bill would only apply to goods shipped
in interstate commerce. This Bill is

pending before the Select Committee
or Small Business Assembly. We
conferred with members of the Com-
mittee and its staff and on behalf of
ARMADA endorsed the Bill. We also
requested an opportunity to testify
before the Committee. It is being
actively supported by the Drug indus-
try and other organizations.
The large department and chain

stores that sell trademarked goods at
cut prices as loss leaders are strongly
opposed to this Bill, and thus far they
have been fairly successful in persuad-
ing the Attorney General’s Office to
testify against the Bill on the grounds
that it would obstruct the enforcement
of the anti-trust laws. However, the
Bill is really helpful to small business,
and since the purpose of the anti-trust
laws is to prevent monopolies, this
Bill might have a chance to pass if

more of the small business organiza-
tions got behind it. Legislation does
not pass Congress overnight, and
sometimes a Bill has to be introduced
many times before it gains the mo-
mentum needed for it to be adopted.

Thus, it is necessary for ARMADA
to back this Bill now and to try to
encourage other small business organ-
izations to join with us in this fight.

This Bill is still pending before the
Committees of the Senate and House.

(b) FTC Investigation of the Rec-
ord Industry and Proposed Trade
Practice Conference.

After our last Convention, late in
the summer of 1961, the Society of
Record Dealers (SORD) filed a Peti-
tion with the Federal Trade Commis-
sion requesting a trade practice con-
ference for the record industry, basing
its plea on alleged inequities and vio-
lations of the Robinson-Patman Act.
They complained of many practices
by manufacturers and distributors and
suggested that these be condemned by
the Commission.
About the same time the FTC re-

ceived numerous complaints concern-
ing price discriminations and other
unfair trade practices in the record
industry. These came from individual
dealers, various distributors and

immediately following our last con-
vention. At their recommendation,
the Board decided to join in a Peti-
tion to the Federal Trade Commission
for a Trade Practice Conference at
which representatives of ARMADA
would appear and tell the Commission
just what the problems affecting the
business are. It was hoped that after
hearing our problems the Commission
would lay down a set of rules, which
we would help to prepare, which
would interpret the law, which would
assist all of us in converting this

industry from an undisciplined jungle
to a normal business community. The
problems which we discussed were, of

course, transshipping, discounting and
all of the other ills with which we
are all familiar. Our counsel met with
the FTC and after many months of
discussions and meetings the Staff
recommended that such a conference
be held. At the present time the
Staff’s recommendation is before the
full commission. Although no one can
say for sure, we feel confident that
the commission will grant a trade
practice conference. Once a conference
has been granted a great deal of work
has to be done to make sure that the
commission gets a full picture of the
industry and its problems and to be
certain that proper trade regulations
are prepared as guide lines for this
business. I, therefore, say to my suc-
cessor, no matter who he may be, that
the door has been opened and that a
proper solution to the industry’s prob-
lems can be made.

Clyde McPhatter has really gone
places since his release from the
Armed Forces on April 19, 1962. His
decision to go out into the music
world as a single has proved the popu-
lar Mercury recording artist chose a
step in the right direction. Currently,
he is pulling coin with “Little Bitty
Pretty One.”

Clyde started his musical career be-
fore he was old enough to read. He
was only five when he was the lead
tenor in his father’s church choir in
Durham, Noi-th Carolina. By the time
Clyde reached thirteen, he had al-

ready organized his own gospel sing-
ing group in New York, where his
family had moved. A few years later
the chanter was with Billy Ward’s
Dominoes and then organized another
group, “The Drifters.” Two months
later the group hit with “Money
Honey” and “What You Gonna Do?”
The Drifters were on their way but
Uncle Sam had another idea, and one
year after they were organized Clyde
found himself appearing with a
much larger group—the U.S. Army.
The day after his release from the
Army his “Treasure Of Love” was re-
leased, which quickly zoomed up the
charts and established Clyde as a
solo performer. A long string of hits
followed.

James Darren

James Darren, who is currently
riding the Top 100 with “Mary’s
Little Lamb” is one of the hottest
double-barreled stars in the business.
In addition to his vocal hits, he pre-
viously triumphed with “Angel Face,”
“Goodbye Cruel World,” “Her Royal
Majesty” and “Conscience” on Colpix,
he has starred in such film successes
as “The Gene Krupa Story” and “The
Guns Of Navarone” for Columbia Pic-
tures, the parent company of his label.
The chanter-thespian was born in

Philadelphia on June 8, 1936 and
studied at the Ephiphany School and
Southern High School there. As far
back as he could remember, Darren
always wanted to be a singer and an
actor, but his schooling (as an actor
with the Stella Adler Group), was
limited to a bare two weeks when
fate gave him a remarkable aid: he
was in a Gotham office building, wait-
ing for an elevator, when a Columbia
Pictures talent scout spotted him;
only three days later he signed a
movie contract. The rest is history.

POPULAR PICKS OF THE WEEK

“THE RAY CHARLES STORY”—Atlantic 2900
Here’s a power-packed two-disk featuring Ray
Charles rendering twenty-nine items cut during
his days with Atlantic. The chanter is currently
one of the hottest names in the business and this

impressive offering should zoom up the charts in

no time flat. The development of the chanter’s
gospel-soul-funk style is interestingly traced by
the selections. Some first-rate bands here include
“What’d I Say,” “Mess Around” and “Hallelujah,
I Love Her So.” The set seems destined to score
heavily in the coin department.

“ROSES ARE RED”—Bobby Vinton—Epic LN
24020
Bobby Vinton tags his premiere album on Epic
after his smash single which is currently riding
high on the charts. The young chanter has a
smooth and pleasing delivery and handles a
ballad with ease and assurance. For his first LP
outing, Vinton reads the title tune, “Have I Told
You Lately That I Love You,” “I Can’t Stop Lov-
ing You,’' and “'True Love.” Timely material
coupled with the songster’s popularity should
make the disk a strong contender for the charts.

“LINDA SCOTT”—Congress LP 3001
Linda Scott, who is currently riding the charts
with “Never In A Million Years,” should pull
plenty of coin with this first album for Congress.
The lark’s bell-like voice and distinctive style car-
ries her in good stead on an interesting group of
sturdies and newies. In addition to her chart-
rider, the thrush offers first-rate renditions of
“Yessiree,” “Goody Goody” and “To Each His
Own.” Kudos to Hutch Davie’s ork and chorus.
Sure-fire chart item.

“JOHNNY GET ANGRY”—Joanie Sommers—
Warner Brothers 1470
Joanie Sommers cashes in on the success of
her current chart-rider of “Johnny Get Angry”
to tag this attractive bag of popular tunes from
Warner Brothers. The lark does not carbon-copy
other artists but brings her distinctive appealing
style to each number on the set. In addition to
her biggie, the thrush turns in top-drawer ver-
sions of “The Piano Boy,” “Mean To Me” and
a delightful newie tagged “I Need Your Love.”
The album should step out in the sales depart-
ment.

“COUNTRY SOUL”—King Curtis—Capitol ST
1756
For his premiere album session for Capitol, King
Curtis adapts his hard-driving blues style to a
flock of country hits and the effect is entirely
pleasing. While playing a mean tenor sax, the
artist goes directly to the musical heart of each
item that he renders here. Curtis’ distinctive
“soul” sound is firmly evidenced on “Any Time,”
“Tumbling Tumbleweeds” and “Tennessee Waltz.”
The album has enough built-in success ingredients
to quickly reach the charts.

The best-selling talents of the Platters are show-
cased in this album of Broadway show tunes
which have been to hitsville. The group is in fine
form as they lend their distinctive vocal stylings
to such goodies as “People Will Say We’re In
Love,” “More Than You Know,” “That Old Black
Magic,” “Poor Butterfly,” and “My Heart Belongs
To Daddy.” The Platters’ top-notch arrangements
of these tunes make this a choice item for their
many fans.

“RONNIE ALDRICH AND HIS TWO PIANOS”
i—London SP 44018

Ronnie Aldrich, whose first London phase 4 out- '

ing, “Melody And Percussion For Two Pianos,”
scored heavily in the chart department, seems to
have a repeat performance with this excellent
LP. The 88’er plays a set of evergreens in his dis-
tinctive light-touch manner. Beginning with
Liszt’s “Liebestraum,” he includes “Story Of
Three Loves,” “Stranger In Paradise,” and “Clair
De Lune.” This is a top-drawer stereo package
that should click for the pianist.

“THE TWISTIN’ FOOLS”—Hank Ballard—
King 781
Hank Ballard and the Midnighters lash out with
a set of sock twisters with a hard rock beat
geared for the rock 'n rollers. The singer and his
vocal group do a few of their oldies, some recent
hits, and a collection of new tunes which include
“Miss Twister,” “Up And Away,” “We’ll Never
Meet Again,” and “Leave That Fat.” The teen
crowd should go for this one in a big way.

“COUNTRY MUSIC HALL OF FAME”—Jimmie
Rodgers—RCA Victor LPM 2531
Fans of the late Jimmie Rodgers, who are legion,
should come out in force for this destined-for-
success package featuring some of the songster’s
biggest hits. The original Rodgers style of yodels,
fancy guitar runs and electrifying vocals is aptly
showcased on “Sweet Mama Hurry Home Or I’ll

Be Gone,” “When The Cactus Is In Bloom” and
“For The Sake Of Days Gone By.” The disk
should attract a wide variety of record buyers.

“HERE’S THE MAN . . . BOBBY BLAND”—
Duke DLPS 75
Bobby Bland lets loose with some hard-driving
r&b tunes, some of which have appeared on the
r&b charts during recent months. The chanter
displays a solid, rhythmic blues delivery as he
assays “Ain’t That Loving You,” “Jelly Jelly
Jelly,” “Turn On Your Love Light,” “Who Will
The Next Fool Be,” and seven other sock tunes.
Bland’s followers should step up smartly for this
one.

“LOLITA AND OTHER FILM HITS”—Orches-
tra Del Oro—Sonodor SON 105
Flick themes have proven to be a prime source for
album material in the past year. Cashing in on
this popular trend the Orchestra Del Oro offers a
dozen movie tunes with some sparkling, fresh
danceable Don Costa arrangements. The ork kicks
things off with a top-rung version of “Theme
From Lolita” and dishes up equally superior
treatments of “Moon River” and “Tonight.” Many
terpsichorean delights to be had here.

“STAN WILSON GOES TO COLLEGE”—Fan-
tasy 3336
Stan Wilson has built a loyal group of fans
through his successful appearances at such first-

rate rooms as San Francisco’s hungry i and Goth-
am’s Blue Angel during the past several years.
Now the talented folk artist showcases his fresh, ^

distinctive vocal and instrumental talents on this t

Fantasy album session. Cut live at San Jose State

college with Lenin Castro accompanying Wilson
on guitar, the set boasts such diverse items as
“Jane, Jane, Jane,” “Ghost Riders In The Sky”
and “Trouble In River City.” Superior listening
pleasure throughout.

“BODY AND SOUL”—Buddy Greco—Epic LN
24010
Buddy Greco starts this Epic session off with a
dynamic, power-packed rendition of “Come Rain
Or Come Shine” and immediately sets the pace
for the other eleven sturdies on the disk. On the
first side the songster renders half a dozen up-
tempo swingin’ items with his exhilarating vocal
style. The other side boasts Greco coming up with
some straight-forward, feelingful ballad entries.
Some outstanding bands here are “Let Me Love
You” and “Just Walk Away.” The album should
bring out all of the artist’s many fans in droves.

“STRINGS STAGED FOR SOUND” — Norrie
Paramor—Capitol ST 1639
Capitol’s newest entry in the field of dynamic
sound recordings is the Norrie Paramor orchestra
playing a host of standards with emphasis on
strings. The orkster’s unusual arrangements are
designed to create a stereophonic brilliance and
are especially effective in such numbers as “Danc-
ing Diamonds,” “A Little White Gardenia,” “Love
For Sale,” “'The Hawaiian Wedding Song,” and
“Dancing On The Ceiling.” Audiophiles will find
this an exceptionally good disk.
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“WE THANK THEE”—Jim Reeves—RCA Victor
LSP 2552
Jim Reeves, who has been winning laurels for
years for his distinctive feelingful vocal style,

unleashes his professional talents full-blast on
this tender package of country gospel items. The
chanter’s wide-range, rich, full-bodied voice is

perfectly suited to the religious selections on the
set. Highlights of this RCA Victor LP offering
are “We Thank Thee,” “I’ll Fly Away” and “Take
My Hand Precious Lord.”

“HEMINGWAY’S ADVENTURES OF A YOUNG
MAN”—Original Sountrack—RCA Victor LOC
1074
Victor presents the original soundtrack recording
of “Hemingway’s Adventures Of A Young Man,”
which was composed and conducted by Franz
W’axman for 20th Century-Fox. Waxman, who
won an Academy Award for “Sunset Boulevard,”
has written an impressive score for the film which
reflects intricate instrumentation, variety of mood
and tempo, and a minor emphasis on melody.
First-rate bands are “Rosanna,” “The Major’s
Rescue,” and the title theme. An excellent work
which merits attention.

“THEY ALL SWUNG THE BLUES”—Glen Gray
—Capitol ST 1739
Glen Gray and the band swing out with their
fifth volume of “Sounds Of The Great Bands,”
this time playing the blues numbers identified
with the great bands of a few years ago. Gray
uses the original arrangements of the bands rep-
resented and comes up with some authentic
sounds. Stepping out with Benny Goodman’s
“Bugle Call Rag,” the band also reads Tommy
Dorsey’s “Well, Git It,” Buddy Morrow’s “Night
Train,” Glen Miller’s “Farewell Blues,” and
Gray’s own memorable “No Name Jive.” Potent
band wax that should pull coin.

“UNDER ITALIAN SKIES”—Wayne King—
Decca DL 74233
The okster turns his talents to a bevy of familiar
Italian airs in this new offering from Decca. Rich
melodies enhanced by sweet strings, mellow reeds,
and vibrant orchestrations have long been King’s
mark of musicianship and make for easy listen-

ing in this LP which includes “Non Dimenticar,”

,
“Summertime In Venice,” “Innamorata,” “Ar-
rivederci Roma,” and “Vieni Sul Mar.” The disk
is a nleasant mood companion with wide appeal
for King’s fans.

“THE 3 GUITARS OF SABICAS”—Columbia
EX 5057
This unusual offering from Columbia showcases
the talents of the Spanish guitarist, Sabicas, play-
ing a collection of Spanish, South American, and
Mexican folk songs. The artist’s gypsy back-
ground is much in evidence as he plays the melo-
dies with authority and feeling. Some interesting
bands are “Recuerdo A Almeria,” “Malaguena
Mexicana,” “Las Mananitas,” “Noches De Cadiz,”
and the popular “La Cumparsita.” Sabicas is a
skillful musician who should win new friends with
this LP.

“BIG BAND AT THE SAVOY BALLROOM”—
Nat Pierce—RCA Victor LPM 2543
Gotham’s Savoy Ballroom has served as a proving
grounds for some of the biggest names in jazz

history. All the greats from Louis Armstrong to

'Teddy Wilson have played the ballroom. One of

the last groups to perform at this jazz landmark
before it was torn down three years ago was the
Nat Pierce ork. With Pierce acting as 88’er and

SORD. Some complaints probably had
the backing of influential congress-
men. As a result, as you all probably
are aware, since the summer of 1961,
the FTC has been conducting an in-

vestigation of the record industry, on
three fronts:

(1) The buying and selling practices
of Record Clubs. This is concentrated
on the clubs owned by the major rec-
ord manufacturers, and was being
handled by the Commission’s New
York field office. We, as ARMADA’s
counsel, and Art Talmadge, as its

President, were interviewed in con-
nection with this investigation. This
investigation is separate from any
other in the industry. The FTC is

about to take action in this area.

(2) The operations of eight (8)
independent distributors in the Wash-
ington, D.C.-Baltimore area, which is

handled by the Commission’s Wash-
ington field office. This phase is con-
centrating on violations of the Robin-
son-Patman Act, incluiling:

(a) Functional Discounts to Rack
Jobbers and One-Stops and differen-
tials in net prices charged specific

rack-jobbers and one-stops.
(b) Discounts to large dealers not

given smaller competing dealers.
(c) Free Record deals given to some

and not available to all competing
dealers.

(d) Other items given to some and
not to others, such as racks, bins,
browsers, replacement jackets and
polyethylene wrappings.
The FTC has exhibited interest in

the discount schedules and merchan-
dising practices of independent manu-
facturers, as revealed in the files of
the distributors being investigated.

(3) The FTC is also investigating
the selling practices of large record
manufacturers who distribute through
wholely owned subsidiaries. This also
is in the Washington Field Office.

Our information was that the FTC
investigators discovered many prac-
tices which they considered to be in
violation of the Robinson-Patman Act.
It also appeared that the Commission
was about to start prosecutions. Since
the practices of the Washington and
Baltimore distributors were no differ-

ent from distributors throughout the
country, this would mean that com-
plaints and prosecutions would follow
elsewhere throughout the country.
As you probably know, the Federal

Trade Commission’s primary duty is

the enforcement of the anti-trust and
trade regulation laws, including the
Robinson-Patman Price Discrimina-
tion Act. The Commission seeks com-
pliance with these laws in two ways.

First, it can proceed against busi-
nesses by issuing formal complaints
for suspected violations. If the charges
are proved it can issue an order to
cease and desist. If such cease and
desist order is later violated, the vio-
lator can be sued in the Federal
Courts for civil penalties. The maxi-
mum penalty is .$5,000 per day for
each offense.
The Second way the Commission

works is by lending its assistance to
industries where anti-trust and trade
regulation violations are prevalent
with a view of getting voluntary com-
nliance with the laws within the
industry by holding a trade practice
conference, which results in the form-
ulation and issuance of trade practice
rules. More than 250 American in-

dustries, at one time or another, have
been the subject of trade practice
rules. At the present time such rules
are in effect for some 160 industries.
The record industry is not one of
them.
A trade practice conference in brief

is a procedure whereby the Commis-
sion sets up an industry-wide confer-
ence in an industry which appears to
need reforms in trade practices, to
which all segments of the industry
are invited to submit rules for elimi-
nation of practices which violate anti-
trust and Robinson-Patman Acts, and
endorsement of approved practices.
After extensive hearings are held the
Commission formulates the approved
and disapproved practices and circu-
lates them as the basis for future
action in the industry, and the indus-
try is expected to voluntarily comply
with them. Hearings can he held in
different areas.

Trade practice rules do not have
the force and effect of law. The Com-
mission recently stated on June 1,

1962 : “Trade practice rules are de-
signed to eliminate and prevent trade
practices which are violative of laws
administered by the Commission on
a voluntary and industry-wide basis.
The rules interpret legal requirements
as applicable to the practice of a
particular industry and provide the
basis for voluntary and simultaneous
abandonment of unlawful practices by
industry members.’’ They are also
defined as “interpretations of the law
. . . for the guidance of the Commis-
sion’s staff and businessmen.’’ Even
in situations covered by trade practice
rules Commission proceedings directed
toward a cease and desist order has
never been based on or have made
any reference to the trade practice
rules. When formal complaint pro-
ceedings are instituted by the Com-
mission concerning practices which
violate the trade practice rules, the
complaint charges violation of the
statutory provisions on which the
rules are based.
We analyzed the situation and came

to the conclusion that two alternatives
faced the record industry. Having put
as much time and money into the
record industry investigation as it

has, it is unlikely that the FTC will
just drop the matter. Either there is

a trade practice conference or the
FTC will file complaints against rec-
ord industry members on a scale that
will exceed payola, and which could
lead to financial ruin for many. This
will involve everybody—not only dis-

tributors, but also manufacturers,
rack-jobbers, one-stops, and some
dealers. It will not be confined to the
Washington-Baltimore area alone,
but will be nationwide. The conse-
quences will also be more serious than
was the case with payola. The FTC
treats violations of the anti-trust laws
as much more serious than deceptive
practices violations. The time and
money that must be expended by each
defendant in defense of an anti-trust
case is also much greater than the
amount necessary to defend a decep-
tive practices case. Even if the de-
fendant chooses to consent to

_

an
order he is in for a very bad time.
Comnliance with anti-trust orders is

checked more carefully than compli-
ance with deceptive practices orders.
Defendant would have to make serious
changes in his business to comply,
and the cost of doing business under
a price discrimination order is higher
even if he is not put at a competitive
disadvantage by having to comply.
On the other hand, trade practice

conference rules are much easier to

live with than price discrimination
orders to cease and desist. Although
trade practice rules are policed by the
FTC, and on occasion it prosecutes
members of the industry who violate
the rules, life is easier for the major-
ity within the industrv. They can
comply with the rules knowing that
they do not have to engage in illegal

practices because their competitors
are doing so. Furthermore, groups in

an industry can participate in fram-
ing the rules the industry will live

under. In contrast, defendants under
orders to cease and desist must fol-

low the dictates of the Commission
without having a voice in forming
the rules.

Under trade practice rules the FTC
can declare what is legal for this in-

dustry regardless of what is legal

for others. For instance, we may
argue, as we already have, that in

the record industry the entire nation
is one competitive area: hence selling

at different prices in different parts
of the country may be considered
illegal price discrimination. Adoption
of this view may effectively eliminate
trans-shipping. The entire discount
system, including so-called functional
discounts to rack-jobbers, injurious

to many and beneficial to a few, will

be carefully scrutinized. Those who
seek preferential treatment will have

to justify it to the Commission. We
will be able to contest any unjustified

claims.

Even if the industry were not under

current FTC investigation it would
benefit from a trade practice confer-

ence. Being under investigation vastly

increases the need.

such comments, that Ernest Myers,

RIAA counsel, appeared at a hearing

before the Register of Copyrights on

the proposal to eliminate the compul-
sory licensing provision (Section 1-e)

from the Copyright Law and came out

strongly in favor of compulsory li-

censing being retained.
“I think it’s about time that the

advocates of repeal come forward and
state some hard facts for the repeal

rather than have the record industry

defend a practice that Congress in

its wisdom saw fit to enact in 1909

when the Sherman Act was in full

bloom and very effective. Apparently
there is just a little more to Section

1(e) than the attack on monopoly.
We had a Sherman Act in 1909 and
the Roosevelt Administration then
was vigorously enforcing it; if there
was a true, honest, forthright mono-
poly problem the Sherman Act could

have come to grips with that. There
is more to 1(e) than just monopoly,
and there is no God-given right to

authors and composers to have the
exclusive right to their recordings,’’
said Myers.

“This is a Congressional grant gov-
erned by the public interest, and the
Congress has the right to say—and
the Congress did say and set forth

—

the conditions upon which the authors
and composers were entitled to a
right, and nothing in this piece of
paper about the effect of the repeal of

the compulsory licensing on the public
interest. I think we all can agree
that the public interest is much
broader than the rights of the com-
posers and the publishers; and of
course, it’s broader than the rights of
the record industry. Yet nothing is

said about the impact on the public
interest of the repeal of 1(e).’’

RIAA also has set aside a consider-
able budget in order to fight the Com-
pulsory Copyright Law Revision.

It was also quite evident after the
indie manufacturer meetings that all

would continue to support ARMADA
and if RIAA were not the answer to
indie manufacturer problems, ARMA-
DA associate mfr members could get
together and raise money without a
separate organization being formed,
should there be an urgent need for
such teamwork.
We therefore recommended to

armada’s Board that ARMADA
also petition for a Trade Practice
Conference. After a full day’s dis-
cussion and consideration of the sub-
ject, the Board unanimously author-
ized us to proceed, realizing that
certain well accepted but questionable
practices would probably be forbidden
if a conference is held.

We have been meeting with repre-
sentatives of the FTC for the past
six months. Counsel represents dis-
tributors in the Washington-Baltimore
area. Since ARMADA is composed of
both distributors and manufacturers,
our request was given special con-
sideration. Usually the FTC Bureau
of Trade Practice Conferences and In-
dustry Guides is in favor of proposed
trade practice conferences, whereas
the FTC Bureau of Restraints of
Trade (the Bureau that prosecutes
anti-trust complaints) is usually less
enthusiastic. In this case, however,
we found the situation was reversed.
The Bureau of Trade Practices was
concerned that a record industry con-
ference may be a tremendous under-
taking. On the other hand, the Bureau
of Restraints of Trade realized that
because records are easily transported
across the country the market for rec-
ords is nationwide, and that the FTC
cannot file complaints against dis-
tributors in one area and not in other
areas for the reason that distributors
who would thus he placed under orders
would be at the mercy of trans-
shipping. They realize that they would
have to prosecute everyone in the
industry nationwide to prevent in-
justice.

Although NARM and RIAA were
invited to join in our request, they
have preferred not to do so. Neverthe-
less, we have reason to believe that
both the Bureau of Trade Practice
and the Bureau of Restraints of Trade
and the rest of the staff of the FTC
have approved our request and it is

now awaitine- final action by the Com-
mission itself.

Exhibitors, Buyers
NEW YORK—The 1962 Music In-
dustry Trade Show, sponsored by the
National Association of Music Mer-
chants (NAMM), set new highs in

exhibitors (294) and buyers (4,219)
at its recent gathering in New York.

Sizing up the turnout at the 61st
annual trade show, William R. Card,
executive secretary of the National
Association of Music Merchants, the
show’s sponsors, noted: “Optimism
seemed to be the prevailing keynote
at the show, both at the retailing and
manufacturing levels. Exhibitors gen-
erally were happy with the big turnout
of buyers from the very first day of
the show.”
Attendance figures reached 11,515

for the five-day show at the Hotel
New Yorker and New York Trade
Show Building, which opened for the
first time at an early hour on Sun.
and closed at midday Thurs. This fig-

ure was a new record for a New York
show, but below the all-time high of
11,878 at the Chicago show in 1961.
Buyers totaled 4219 at the 1962 show,
which was higher than the 4,028
buyers at last year’s show in Chicago
and an all-time high for the music
trade show.

Previous high in exhibiting firms
was 274 in 1953, topped by 294 ex-
hibitors this year. Biggest increases
from past shows were in band instru-
ments with 56 exhibitors compared to
45 in 1961, accordions with 34 com-
pared with 20 the previous year and
stringed instruments with 46 in con-
trast to 33 in 1961. Radio and phono-
graph exhibits increased to 64 from
52 in 1961, tape recorders and sound
equipment up to 57 from 47 and tele-

vision up to 20 from 14 in 1961.
A record number of foreign firms

were exhibitors at the show, ranging
from more than a dozen Japanese elec-
tronics firms to several European
piano manufacturers.
Ted P. Korten of Korten’s in Long-

view, Wash., was re-elected president.
Other officers reelected were Eldred S.
Byerly, Byerly Bros. Music Co. in Pe-
oria, 111., as vice-president and R.
Gregory Durham of Lyon & Healy in
Chicago as treasurer, in addition to
assuming the post of secretary.

Electrola Records reports that its new Conny recording of “Lady Sunshine”
and “Mister Moon” is selling like wild Are. The fi.rm is out pushing “Sharing
You” by Bobby Vee and “I’m Looking Out The Window” with Cliflf Richard.
Rolf Budde reports that his publishing house is going great guns with Heidi

Bruhl’s German recording of “All For The Love Of A Girl,” the “Mysterious
Tango” both by Jo Chapman on RCA and in the German versions, “The Bra-
zilian Love Song” by Nat Cole, “Johnny Get Angry” by Joanie Sommers, the
big “A1 Di La” by different artists and the two San Remo numbers which are
selling tremendously in German “Quando, Quando” and “Gondoli Gondola.”
Radio Luxemburg reports that the only American record in the German

Germany's Best Sellers

Very important news this week is the decision taken by the EMI group,

thanks to its sales director, M. Valoussiere, to offer special buying conditions

to the main juke box distributors here. Apart from the practical implications

of this move, which are extremely important for the operators, this is one

more proof that the juke box serves a real purpose as a basic promotional
medium, although some have denied this up to the present. To keep things

nicely balanced in the record family. Philips has also rallied to this point of

view. The Philips decision will come later, or rather, it will come when that

firm’s sales director Mr. Bouille agrees not to link this problem with another

which bothers him, that is, how to get the general public to buy 45 singles. A
resounding defeat with the experience of sales in the Monoprix chain stores

seems not to have been enough.

And speaking of juke boxes, Vic Tahar, whose opinion always carries con-

siderable weight, believes that the popularity of the good, old French Chanson
is on the upgrade for sure. And when one speaks of the good French Chanson
he must not forget to mention those who have done so much to keep it going

—

Gilbert Becaud and Louis Amade. Amade discovered Becaud while the latter

was serving as accompanist for Jacques Pills during his tours. Becaud wrote
the music for Amade’s poem, “Les croix” and there it was—overnight—suc-

cess, sudden and well deserved. And you couldn’t fool the World of the Chan-
son. The profession was at a serious crossroads and “Les croix” tolled the bell

for the sweet and sentimental type of chanson (to use two adjectives which are

chosen in the place of others which might hurt some feelings). And since that

day, 10 years ago, the same vigor has continued to characterize the good
chanson and the history of these years is marked with hits from the pens of

Amade-Becaud, such as “La corrida,” “C’etait mon copain,” “Les marches de

Provence,” “La ballade des balladins,” “L’absent” to name only a few.

And every one of Becaud’s recording sessions includes a future best-seller

at least when Amade does the lyrics. (The latest to date, “Sur la plus haute

colline.”) But the duo doesn’t stop with just the chanson. Paris hasn’t for-

gotten the performance at the Palais de Chaillot last Christmas of “L’Enfant

a I’Etoile,” conducted by A. Wolf, who declared the cantata to be one of the

most beautiful musical works he had ever conducted.

For the last five years, Amade and Becaud have been working on an opera

entitled “L’Opera d’Aram.” The work is scheduled to be presented for the first

time in Sept, at the Theatre des Champs Elysees with possibly Georges

Pretre conducting (last year’s conducting “revelation”). It’s too early to give

the names of the singers who will create the work for all of them have not

yet been chosen. But it is certainly not too soon to say that Paris is awaiting

with impatience this new work which should be a major work and a brilliant

one as a result of so many years of fruitful collaboration.

Finally, note that in addition to his talents as a poet and lyricist, Amade
is a “Prefet” who occupies an extremely important post. There, too, he does

whatever he can in order to have the Administration understand the problems

of artists and performers and, on the other hand, to try to obtain from the

artists a better comprehension of the Administration’s problems. And that

is difficult!

As for Becaud, there’s no need to comment on his career as a singer.

And with all that, some may say that a link is missing, and a major one

at that. Indeed, it is true that Raoul Breton, France’s most important post-war

publisher is no more, for it was he who always handled the Amade-Becaud
works and helped to make them famous. But Madame Breton is on hand to

maintain the tradition and keep things moving, and they do!

A compact by RGE called, “Goooals De
‘Mane’ Garrincha,” with the description of the goals made by this sensational
football player, undoubtedly the greatest star of the Brazilian team, is another
smash hit. You can see that football is the most popular sport around here.

Great hit of the season among the international attractions is Peppino Di
Capri, performing at Teatro Record and TV Channel 7. Peppino, who as you
know, sings only up-to-date modern music, is having an enormous success
among teenagers.

Continental Records released the first 12" LP with the veteran songstress
Zeze Gonzaga. Zeze is a very good singer, with a soft voice and years ago
had a great hit with the Brazilian version of “Song Of Delilah.” Excellent
musical selection and arrangements by Severino Araujo.
How many composers are there in the world? The other day. Cash Box

spent a few hours visiting Copacabana’s office. In that small time we saw 32
future composers, showing hundreds of songs. Sambas, boleros, rocks, twists
and other local and foreign rhythms for boy and girl singers. Copacabana has
a musical department with six persons: the director of that dept., two maestros,
the public relations head of the company, a girl from the sales dept., and a
person from one of the most important retail stores of Sao Paulo. These people
meet once a week and listen to songs sent by composers and make notes on
each one. If the song is good, the musical department sends it to the producers
and the singers of the company to cut immediately.

Genival Mello is the public relations head of Copacabana Records in Sao
Paulo. Genival gave a big party on his recent birthday for 250 persons in the
radio, TV and record business.
Not showing yet in Sao Paulo is “Breakast At Tiffany’s,” but “Moon River”

is already a big hit. The Henry Mancini composition’s most requested versions
are by Mancini’s orchestra, Billy Vaughn’s orchestra or a Brazilian version
just made.

Luiza Maura is a new Brazilian teenage singer. She’s now in Sao Paulo
singing on the Tupi radio and TV stations.

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The recommendations of The Pilkington Committee, set up by the Govern-
ment two years ago to look into the future of British TV and sound radio,

were made known last week. Findings, based on the assumption that “all

broadcasting is a potent factor in influencing the values and moral standards

of our society,” came down heavily in favor of the BBC whilet criticizing

independent television as “falling well short of what a good public service

should be.”

The major technical recommendations likely to be authorized by the Govern-
ment are that the BBC should be authorized to provide a second program of

television as soon as possible; that color television should be introduced; and
that the 625 line system in use on the continent should be adopted in Great
Britain.

Many other recommendations brought a storm of protest from the indepen-
dent companies and the national press and are likely to be the subject of much
parliamentary debate. Chief of these is the suggestion that independent tele-

vision should be reconstituted and reorganized with the Authority being re-

sponsible for both planning and buying programs as well as selling advertising

time. The program companies including the Big Four—Associated Television,

Associated-Rediffusion, Granada and ABC—(who at present get their consider-

able revenue from selling time) would be confied to producing and selling pro-

gram items to the Authority. The Committee further recommends that only
after such reorganization has satisfactorily taken place should ITV be au-
thorized to have a second program. Also likely to meet with opposition from
the Government is the Committee’s “NO” to the introduction of Pay-TV.

As far as sound radio is concerned there seems little hope of any worth while
increase in additional nation wide sound services—a feature which would, of

course, considerably benefit the record industry. The Pilkington Committee
recommends that one service only of local sound broadcasting should be
planned and that it should be operated by the BBC and financed from licenced

revenue-—not from advertising. This means that_ Radio Luxembourg would
remain the only commercial station available for disk plugging in Britain.

Franklyn Boyd of Aberbach Music currently on the continent seeking talent

for the follow-up film to “It’s Trad Dad.” Tentatively titled “Vote For Me”
shooting starts in Dec. under the direction of Milton Subotsky. Boyd will also

be visiting the various continental associated of Hill and Range.

Pub-
lished by Lorna Music the number is written by John Schroeder and Mike
Hawker, the team responsible for earlier Shapiro hits “Walking Back To Hap-
piness” and “Tell Me What He Said.” The coupling “I Don’t Care” which
Helen sings in the film “Play It Cool” is published by Filmusic. Just com-
pleted and in the can for October release is an EP by Helen entitled “A Teen-
ager Sings The Blues.”

Top dj David Jacobs and Columbia star Cliff Richard both made the Top Ten.
They were included in the list of the World’s Ten Best Dressed Men nominated
by The Clothing Manufacturers Association.

Mr. Acker Bilk hosted a party at London’s L’Hirondelle Club for jazz singer
Dinah Kaye on the eve of her departure to represent Britain at the Polish
International Festival of Song.

Publisher Cyril Shane of Shapiro Bernstein expects a chart topper with the
latest Danny Williams disk “Tears” on HMV. An American time by Robert
Maxwell lyrics are by Norman Newell. Three orchestral versions are released
Johnny Gregory and Orchestra (Fontana), Michael Angelo and Chorus (Colum-
bia) and Johnny Pearson, piano and orchestra (Oriole). Same publisher has
the fast climbing stateside hit “Wolverton Mountain” by Claude King on CBS,
which is currently high in the Cash Box Top 100 and country charts. Number
has been covered here by The Kestrels on Piccadilly.

A warm welcome awaits a host of American stars due in this country in the
Autumn.

U.S. records. On this label will be grouped a lot of American labels as Legrand
Records, S.P.Q.R., Le Monde Records, Swan, Fury, Fire and Diamond.

Philips Records, Belgium, have great expectations of the releases of Brook
Benton’s “Hit Record” b/w “Thanks To The Fool,” Bruce Channel’s “Number
One Man” b/w “If Only I Had Known” and Patti Page’s “Most People Get
Married” b/w “You Don’t Know Me”.
Big local Belgo-Italian Combo I Marena came out with a rockin’ cha cha:

“Quando Baci Tu” (When You Kiss Me) and a Mambo-Rock: “Vivo Per 'Te”
(I Live For You), both in a very exciting tempo and fine to twist to.

It looks like Belgium is going to have a new rage that will put the twist way
back in the past soon. This new rage is called: The Madison, and although
Ray Bryant’s original version missed its target more than a year ago because
of the twist, that same Madison by famous Ray has been abiding its time to
overthrow the reign of King Twist, and soon everybody will be doing the
Madison.
Johnny Hallyday still keeps the high-road, and very welcomed by his fans

was his latest French record with “Serre La Main D’Un Fou” (Shake The
Hand Of A Fool)/“Dans Un Jardin D’Aniour” (In A Garden Of Love);
“Laissez-Nous Twister” (Let’s Twist) and “Une Fille Comme Toi” (A Girl
Like You).
_As for Henri Salvador’s “Le Lion Est Mort Ce Soir” (The Lion Sleeps To-

night), Isabell Aubret’s “Roly Polisson” and Jeanne Moreau’s “Le Tourbillon”

Pat Boone’s “Speedy Gonzales” was just released in Belgium (on the Dot
label). Already it is sure it will be a great hit and one of the toppers of this
summer.
Decca released two brand new recordings by the French group Les Pinguoins.

First recording: “Voo-Doo Twist” /“Cherie.” Second recording: “La Dee Dah’/
“Un Couer Tout Neuf.” The Pingouins are very popular in France and they
will try now to get even more popular in Belgium.
A new recording by Joe Henderson (on the London label) was released by

Fonior. There are two songs: “Snap Your Fingers” and “If You See Me Cry.”
Insiders believe this record has a fair chance to become very popular in
Belgium.

HOLLAND
After a brilliant personal appearance on Dutch TV, Erroll Gamer’s sales

boomed once again in Holland. The second EP from album “Close Up In
Swing” was released directly after Gamer’s TV performance on June 20. As
Otto Vriezenberg of Philips explained: “Rather quickly after the first EP,
but demands for ‘El Papa Grande’ and ‘St. Louis Blues’ on an EP were too
urgent; it was no use waiting any longer.”

Sales of The Ray Connifif Singers are still going strong in the Netherlands.
Latest releases: two EP’s on Philips, available both in mono and stereo, en-
titled “Somebody Loves Me” and “I Only Have Eyes For You.”

Latest single on Decca by The Blue Diamonds is a medley of six well-known
Anglo-American soldiers’ songs. The boys made the recording in their bar-
racks, accopanied by a 500 men’s choir of their Technical Regiment, with
Jack Bulterman’s Orchestra. The hot-off-thepress record was presented in
Dutch teenager’s TV Program “Top Or Flop,” and was received with loud and
enthusiastic cheers.
New releases for Holland on Riverside; as distributed by L. C. Phonogram

under tbe management of Leo Boudewijns and John Ros, include Red Garland’s
beautiful piano album “The Nearness Of You,” “The Guitar Artistry Of
Charlie Byrd” (which is believed by experts to become a jazz bestseller), three
EP’s taken from previously released LP’s of The Wes Montgomery Trio, The
Adderly Bros, and Bobby Timmons, plus a Nat Adderley single with “Sister
Caroline” and “I’ve Got Plenty O’ Nothing.” On Jazzland, the Los Angeles
recording of George Shearing and the three Montgomery Brothers was re-
leased in Holland. Both, Boudewijns and Ros felt that sales of the labels by
L. C. Phonogram were quite satisfactory.

sion of the tune in the Netherlands. Billy Longstreet’s recordings have proved
to be steady sellers in a large area outside of Holland, including Germany,
Switzerland and the Middle East countries.

Pete Felleman, head of Artone’s Funckler Dept., reports that Frank Sinatra’s

4th Reprise LP is now on the market. Entitled “Sinatra & Strings,” album
has been a strong seller in the U.S. for quite a while now, and is, comparative-
ly speaking, expected to do as well in the Benelux countries.

buyer.” Felleman says, “appreciates the fact that each of The Voice’s Reprise
packages have different sounds. After ‘Ring-A-Ding’ with Johnny Mandel
conducting, ‘Sinatra Swings’ with Billy May handling the accompaniment and
Sy Oliver taking care of baton work in ‘I Remember Tommy’ the Itish Don
Costa scores in ‘Sinatra & Strings’ again produce a different tonal effect. In
my opinion,” Felleman concluded, “this policy will certainly pay off.”

Artone’s Paul Visser items that special efforts will be made to promote
Hayley Mills’ “Let’s Get Together” slicing (Buena Vista) in conjunction with
the Walt Disney picture “The Parent Trap” in which the song is prominently
featured.

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ARGENTINA
Raul Matas, the well known Chilean disk jockey, was the “visitor of the

week” in Buenos Aires, after spending three weeks in Santiago de Chile,

reporting about the Football (Soccer) World Championship. Matas is the
founder of “Discomania,” the most popular deejay program in Spanish speak-
ing countries, and is also working in Spanish TV and radio. “Discomania” was
started by Matas sixteen years ago, in Santiago. In 1956, he went to New
York, leaving the direction to Ricardo Garcia and beginning a new edition on
WRUL. Tapes of these programs were sent to 40 South American stations
weekly, including powerful Radio El Mundo of Buenos Aires. About two years
ago, Matas went to Spain, where he is currently living, and started producing
special daily programs which are now transmitted in Argentina, Uruguay and
Colombia, while Garcia continues the Chilean editions. Matas is considered
a big reason for the growing popularity of Latin American artists in Spain
and other European countries, and has helped many Argentine artists through
his radio and TV programs.

Roberto Caneva, Argentine pianist, is back in Buenos Aires after spending
a year in Puerto Rico and another one in the States. He plans to stay several
months in Argentina, working on arrangements and new tunes. In Dec., he
will return to the North, as he has a contract to fulfill from Feb. through
June, 1963, in Puerto Rico.
Rodriguez Luque of Disc Jockey records reported to Cash Box that his label

has arranged the representation of Artone Records of Holland in Argentina.
The first release is a Compact 33 cut by Willy Schobben and his orchestra,
containing “Mexico,” “Ballata Della Tromba,” “Napoli” and “Mallorca.” Thus,
the number of labels represented by Disc Jockey is raised to eight. Regarding
representations, Rodriguez Luque said that “it would be very interesting for
every representative to receive from the label fast information about new
recordings and releases. It happens very often that a domestic company spends
money in a local recording and afterwards is informed that the tune was
available through the representation, in another version made some time ago.
Accurate recording information would be helpful for both parts in such cases.”
Other Disc Jockey releases are “Urgente” by Leo Belico (sung in Brazilian
and Spanish), “Donde Hay Un Mango” by Jorge Sobral, and a compact 33
cut by Alvaro Torres, Colombian singer. This last recording is included in the
new low priced series.

Latest United Artist’s releases are two versions of “Jessica” by Maurice
Chevalier and Nick Perito, “Sergeants Three” by A1 Caiola and “Charanga
Pachanga” by Tito Rodriguez. In the Atlantic line, there are new LP’s by
Chris Connor, Bobby Darin (“Twist With Bobby Darin”) and “Coltrane Jazz”
by John Coltrane. Both labels are released by Surco.
Columbia Records plans the release of a new LP by Los Panchos, with some

of the best standard tangos, like “Caminito,” “Volver,” “A Media Luz,” “Cuesta
Abajo” and others. The idea is to promote this good vocal trio and to export
tango music to all the world, according to Columbia’s press department. Los
Panchos have been recently in Buenos Aires, and afterwards made a new tour
of Japan.
More about Columbia: the “West Side Story” LP is showing extraordinary

sales, and is in top of the LP Best Selling lists. Although the record was
released several weeks after the flick’s premiere, it has been immediately
accepted by the customers. The only other version in the market is an album
by Ferrante & Teicher and Nick Perito, released some time ago by United
Artists, also with good success. The main tunes from the picture, “Tonight”
and “Maria,” haven’t received special promotion. “Maria” has been put on
sale by Disc Jockey in the Leo Belico version.

Philips records inform that Los Cantores de Quilla Huasi (who ran very well
during the last twelve months with “Angelica” and “Del 'Tiempo ’I Mama”)
have recorded a very good version of “Paloma,” the new tune that is seeming
to follow Angelica’s way to success. The Quilla Huasi version is reporting
strongly in retail stores.
More about Philips: The first Polydor release lists include “Afrikaan Beat”

by Bert Kaempfert, “Cigarron” (tune from Venezuela) by Hugo Blanco, “Alo-
Ahe” by Freddy and “Pepito” by Roberto Delgado, and a 45 EP by Gus Backus.
Besides, the diskery has put on sale an album cut by Yaffa Yarkoni and The
Dudaim, and another one by Francini y Stamponi with modem tango music.
It must be noted that the Polydor releases (and especially “Afrikaan Beat”)
are receiving strong promotion, according to Cash Box’s radio survey.

Escala Musical organized the second twist Festival at the Luna Park, star-
ring French twister Richard Anthony. The event included a twist contest, with
a jury whose president was Ben Molar, the composer. Pianist and arranger
Lito Escarso was also a member of it.

Lila Nunez of Tonodisc Records reports about the first Time releases, by
A1 Mooney and Hugo Montenegro. Lila pointed out to Cash Box that “special
care will be applied to all details, trying to produce records as good as in the
United States. Even the label’s colors are inspected in detail before being
approved.” The “Process 70” series will also be put on sale soon. Time Records
will be priced slightly higher than regular LP’s: they will cost 499 and 599
pesos ($4.50 and $5.40), while regular albums cost 450 pesos.

The pubbery is preparing the Spanish lyrics
for “I Can’t Stop Loving You,” the Ray Charles hit, originally published by
Acuff-Rose. Several domestic versions are expected.

Luis Calvo of Sicamericana (Music Hall) informs that the Los Santos re-
cording of “Cuando Cuando Cuando” and “Nacida Para Mi” (Nata Per Me)
has been released in Spain and Mexico. In Spain it will be put on the market by
Hispavox, while Gamma will do the thing in Mexico. Music Hall represents
Hispavox in Argentina. The first MH LP by Los Santos will be released in
July. The label is also preparing a “promotional” LP, containing the best
recordings made by the label’s artists, which will be put on sale at a low cost.

Ricardo Mejia of RCA is preparing the release this month of the eighth
“Explosives” album, which will be titled “Pomada Explosiva.” It will contain
tunes by Prieto, Los Cava Bengal, Violeta Rivas, Palito Ortega and others.
The LP will appear in the first part of July.

Psychology, the science of the mind, is defined as a

study of human behavior. And with this elementary •

definition we will leave the subject, lest we get ourselves
|

into a barrel of trouble. Before we depart, however,

suffice it to say that psychology is not an exact science

and therefore the student cannot expect guaranteed re-

actions from human beings to certain efBects. And upon
leaving the business of science we enter the business of

coin machines, something we know just a little more
about.

In the face of international crises, a stock market
slump, and general conversational overtones that the

economy of the country is slipping, Mr. Average Con-
sumer has been spending right along as though he
couldn’t care less about the stock market and had no
time for South American revolutions. Well, Mr. Average
happens to be the prime patron of coin machine loca-

tions, and while the experts tell us that economic indica-

tors are cause for a pessimistic attitude, we prefer to

listen to an operator from Nebraska who recently voiced

the opinion—“crops, weather and employment never
looked better from the standpoint of my locations. I

don’t care what the stock market says!” And well said,

too. The point of this observation is that unless the peo-

ple who play our machines stop spending their dimes
and quarters, we shouldn’t take too much of what we
read in the newspapers to heart, insofar as our own busi-

ness is eoncemed. The business executive who decides

that his family will have to choose between a third vaca-

tion and a third car—not both mind you^—in view of
recent quotations on his privately owned stock, is not
exactly the fellow who supports the local juke box. Our
kind of guy is still buying cars at a rate that has Detroit

smiling broadly. The trouble over Berlin is a serious

problem of our day, but the father of four soon forgets

it when the kids want to go out to the nearby playland for

some fun. Business publication surveys show that the

average family places education, medical care and taxes

uppermost in their minds because they stand in the way
of a very important annual evenl>—vacation time, Thai-

j

land or no Thailand. The second car is leading to dinner
table talk about a possible third car. The tv set owner is

contemplating a eolor set. Newspaper headlines do not
necessarily reflect the thinking of the man in the street.

In the words of one family man, “my thoughts really

don’t stray too far from my family^—responsibilities, the
kids, the cost of living, and vacation time.” Right or
wrong, this is the thinking of America—the man who
plays the shuffle alley and drinks a beer to the tunes of a
location’s juke box as supplied by the local operator in

town. He doesn’t own a share of stock and sees the recent

decline in values as a just reward for those who “were
looking to make a killing.” '

All of which leads us right back to the psychological
effect that pessimistic news, such as the Asian conflict

and the Wall St. reports, has on a nation. Most surveys
indicate that the mere mortals (the patrons of coin ma-
chines) either don’t care or do not have the time to

weigh the seriousness of such complex issues. Mr. Av-
erage is too busy raising a family and spending his money
to be concerned about atomic warfare ending all and
reports of a coming recession. And while you, as an op-

erator, may have lost a farthing or two via the stock dip,

and you do keep an eye on Algeria and Vietnam, remem-
ber that much of the pessimistic talk today stems from
the upper echelons of Government and business. The talk

in your locations is still centered around the Mets and
vacation time. At least that’s what recent interviews with
people indicate. And we think the results of the surveys
sound accurate. One such interview was with the mid-
western businessman who was the first to build one of
those $600 atomic bomb shelters last year. “I’d sure
like to have that cash today,” explained the regretful
soul. “I’d buy a color tv.”

Hoffman Inti. Holders Hear Glowing Reports
NEW YORK—It may take a while
before Webster will accept Hoffman
International’s novel new cleaning
centers as a generic dictionary item
but American housewives already are
bringing “Valeteria” into their every-
day vocabulary; according to company
officials.

Shareholders at the Company’s an-
nual meeting, held last Tues. (July 3),
at the Delmonico Hotel, also learned
that:

“Valeteria” is the first cleaning
center to combine automatic coin-oper-
ated dry cleaning and laundry facil-

ities with professional, manually-
operated pressing, finishing and spot-
ting services.

'The concept, according to Hoffman
International President Revis L.
Stephenson, may mark the beginning
of a new attitude for American enter-
prise, which soon may realize that
automation alone cannot provide ex-
tensive enough services to fulfill con-
sumer needs. Stephenson believes that
machines combined with human re-

sources will provide the way for
future economic advances.
American housewives, whose initial

enthusiasm for automatic dryclean-
ing’s cost and time savings ebbed
because they had to take cleaned gar-
ments from machines at one center
to be pressed and finished elsewhere,

now can “one stop” dry clean and
wash for the first time.

Several pieces of Valeteria equip-

ment were displayed for the share-

holders during the meeting. Among
them were an operating garment
press; two coin-op laundry units; a
model conveyor, and a “Coat-O-Matic.”
A typical Valeteria sign, as it ap-
pears in the cleaning centers, also was
displayed.
At present, 15 Valeterias are being

constructed in various parts of the
United States. The average cleaning
center has 10 automatic coin-operated
dry cleaners, 20 coin-op washers, 10
dryers, four pressing machines, two
finishing units, shirt pressing ma-
chines, garment conveyors, storage
systems, automatic coin changers,
dollar bill changers, and even hair
dryers and automatic equipment to
help customers while away their
“waiting” time.

NEW YORK—Henry G. Slavis, vet-
eran coin machine parts man and top
flight music and amusement machine
mechanic, died on Friday, July 6, in

his home in White Plains, New York.
Slavis was approximately 63 years
of age at the time of his death. He
had recovered from surgery late last

year and had returned to his position
as Parts Manager for the Lipsky Dis-
tributing Company after a short rest.

His death came as a shock to a vast
number of coin machine operators
who were friendly with the coin ma-
chine engineer for as long as thirty
years, the approximate time Henry
spent in this business.
Most of Slavis’ career was spent in

the employ of various New Yoi'k
Wurlitzer distributors over the years
and to the day he died Slavis was
considered expert in this phase of the
business. He was called on to cure
the ills of the New York coin ma-
chine trade, many times on location
in the heart of Times Square or in

the hinterlands of the upstate re-
gions. Slavis could be counted on to
solve the problem and return the ma-
chine to working order practically on
a guaranteed arrangement. He took
great pride in his talent for re-con-
structing machines, almost from
scratch. His genius was founded on
efficiency, stemming from his vast
knowledge of parts necessai'y as well
as tools required, to do a job proper-
ly. Only last year Slavis supervised
the construction of a parts depart-

Company showrooms which was ca-

pable of serving all types of equip-

ment, as well as serving as the of-

ficial Wurlitzer parts center, in lieu

of a factory appointed distributor in

this area.

Henry G. Slavis was a craftsman,
a man who kept abreast of the radi-

cal changes which have taken place

in the design of machines over the
years. He not only understood clearly

the complexities of the coin- operated
machine, but many times improved
on its efficiency. The industry has
changed vastly since Slavis began
servicing machines, but to this day,

with all of the improvements and
technical factors enhancing the juke
box and the coin-operated game, no
machine on location is secure unless

a mechanic is on call to service it in

time of need. Henry G. Slavis was on
call for a generation and it is doubt-

ful if he ever failed in his mission.

He will be sorely missed by an entire

industry. Slavis leaves his wife, two
daughters, a son, and several grand-
children.

Slavis’ body will be waked at Mc-
Mahon’s Funeral Home located at
