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PRIDE AND JOY

A charming incident occurred at

a luncheon engagement last week—

an incident many music publishers

experience time and again during

their careers, but one which never

ceases to give great pleasure to the

individual affected.

While relaxing over a cocktail in

the peaceful setting of a quiet New
York restaurant, soft, almost un-

noticeable background music was

being piped in soothingly.

In this comfortable setting we
were discussing problems confront-

ing the record industry, when in

the midst of his own comments on

the changing nature of the record-

ing scene, the publisher put his

hands up in a “hold everything!”

gesture, turned his ear toward the

mood music and with great pride

and satisfaction said, “That’s my
copyright.” The expression on his

face quite obviously told the story

which in words would probably

read, “Something I produced will

live on.”

We experience a similar satisfac-

tion from time to time in our end

of the publishing business—that of

trade magazine publishing. While

in Italy earlier this year visiting

offices of publishers and record

companies, we were treated to a

similar satisfaction when we found

the Annual Cash Box World-Wide

Directory sitting in the corner of

numerous executives’ desks.

Next week, as we celebrate our

20th Anniversary as a trade pub-

lication, we begin to roll with the

first forms of our 1962-1963 edi-

tion. We expect again to cover all

facets of the record industry both

here and abroad and hope to make
this year’s industry encyclopedia

the most useful edition Cash Box
has had to date.

New Anti-Juke Box Exemption Bill (HR 12450)

Introduced In Congress By Emanuel Celler
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!bum Reviews 30, 32
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NEW YORK—Congressman Emanuel
Celler (D., N. Y.) introduced a new
Bill to Congress (HR 12450) on July
11 which, if passed will provide for
the payment of royalties by jukebox
operators to the owners of perform-
ance rights in copyrighted music, and
for the fair and orderly determina-
tion of the amount and distribution of
such royalties.
The anti-juke box exemption bill

was scheduled for hearings before
the House Judiciary Subcommittee On
Patents, Trademarks and Copyrights
on July 25, but at press time it was
believed that the hearing was to have
been postponed until after Labor
Day. The new bill includes the fea-
tures of an earlier bill (HR 70) but
also features the proposal for the es-
tablishment, by the Attorney General,
of an Office of Performing Rights
Trustees to determine the amount of
royalties arising from the licensing of
performances and the manner in
which these royalties will be distrib-
uted. It also provides for a royalty

to be paid by juke box operators of

$5 per machine per annum for the
initial collection year, and ranges for
operator payments up to $25 per ma-
chine per year for a period of four
years thereafter. At the close of the
five year period the Trustees are to

determine the amount to be paid by
juke box operators for each succeed-
ing five year period.
The Bill calls for a three-man

Board of Trustees, to be appointed
by the Attorney General, to serve
terms for periods of five years, an-
other for three years, and the third
appointee to serve for one year. After
the expiration of each term trustees
would serve for five year terms.
Employees serving the Office of

Performing Rights Trustees are to be
paid out of royalties collected from
the operators. An annual report to the
Attorney General by the Trustees
may carry with it changes in the
rules and regulations initially set
down by the Bill. The bill calls for a
survey to be conducted by a Govern-

ment agency to determine the royal-
ties to be paid the copyright owners
and will include studies of the royalty
payments made in other industries.
According to the Bill, operators

who consider themselves aggrieved by
the determination of the Trustees
may, within 60 days, institute action
in the US District Court for the Dis-
trict of Columbia for review. In such
action the determination of the
Trustees shall be sustained unless the
court finds that it was “arbitrary,
capricious, or unsupported by sub-
stantial evidence.” The court will
have jurisdiction to entertain such
action irrespective of the citizenship
of the parties.
The Bill calls for a distribution of

the royalties, after a deduction for
expenses of the newly-formed Office,
“on a pro rata basis.”
The music machine manufacturers

were reported to be opposed in prin-
ciple to the new Celler Bill and re-
quested a continuance. The postpone-

ting new monthly production records
in the output of color tubes, with fa-
cilities operating on a round-the-clock
basis to meet public demands.

It was announced at deadline that
the Music Corporation of America, the
world’s largest talent agency, has
gone out of business. The demise of
the agency leaves some of the world’s
most famous entertainers without
agent representation. The Screen
Actors Guild will temporarily act as
middle man in ironing out difficulties

created by the closing of MCA’s Tal-
ent Agency doors.

WASHINGTON—The U.S. Govern-
ment has instituted an antitrust suit

against Music Corporation of Amer-
ica, the nation’s largest talent agency
and producer of filmed TV shows. The
civil suit, filed in U.S. District Court
in Los Angeles, asks that MCA be
ordered to dissolve its talent agency
and divest itself of Decca Records,
Inc., and a Decca subsidiary. Univer-
sal Pictures, Inc. Also specified was
that certain contracts between MCA
and various unions and performers be
declared illegal.

MCA already had finalized its plan
to dispose of its talent agency but
was restrained by court order from
doing so at this time. The government
charges that the talent agency may be
a monopoly and should be dissolved,

and not merely transferred to new
ownership.

In addition to naming MCA a de-

fendant in the suit, the government
labeled as “co-conspirators,” two
talent unions, the Screen Actor’s
Guild and the Writers Guild of Amer-
ica, West, Inc.

Attorneys for the Justice Depart-
ment and MCA met in Los Angeles
last week to confer on the antitrust
suit in an attempt to clarify the situa-

tion. Matters were further compli-
cated by the expiration of the talent
agency’s franchise with the screen

A BILL

To provide for the payment of royal-

ties by jukebox operators to the

owners of performance rights in copy-

righted music and for the fair and
orderly determination of the amount
and distribution of such royalties, and
for other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and
House of Representatives of the

United States of America in Congress
assembled, That section 1 of title 17,

United States Code is amended by
deleting the third paragraph of sub-

section (e) thereof and inserting in

lieu thereof the following new sub-

sections (f) and (g)

:

“(f) The reproduction or rendition

of a copyrighted musical composition

publicly by or upon a coin-operated

machine shall be deemed to be a pub-
lic performance for profit and the

operator of any such machine shall be
liable for any infringement of any
copyright on any such musical com-
position occurring through the use of

such machine: Provided, That pay-
ment by the operator of a coin-op-

erated machine of the royalty pro-

vided for in subsection (g) of this

section shall be a complete defense to

a suit for infringement of the copy-

right on any musical composition re-

produced or rendered by or upon such
coin-operated machine. As used in this

and the succeeding subsection, the

term ‘operator’ means any individual,

partnership, association, or corpora-

tion exercising ownership or primary
control over any such machine or hav-
ing primary responsibility for the

selection of the place at which such
machine is operated, but does not

include the proprietor of such place

unless such proprietor owns or exer-

cises primary control over such ma-
chine or has exclusive control over its

placement for operation.

“(g) (1) There is hereby estab-

lished the Office of Performing Rights
Trustees, comprising three Trustees
to be appointed by the Attorney Gen-
eral of the United States, to deter-

mine the amount of royalties arising

from the licensing of performances of

musical compositions on coin-operated

machines and to supervise the collec-

tion and distribution of said royalties.

The Attorney General shall designate

one of the Trustees to serve as Chair-

man. Of the Trustees originally ap-

pointed, one shall be appointed for a

period of five years, another for a
period of three years, and the third

for a period of one year. Trustees

shall be eligible for reappointment. At

the expiration of the terms of the

Trustees originally appointed, their

successors shall be appointed for

terms of five years each, except that

any individual appointed to fill a

vacancy shall be appointed only for

the unexpired term of the Trustee

whom he shall succeed.

“(2) The Trustees shall establish

and maintain administrative offices

and employ personnel necessary to ac-

complish the purposes of subsections

(f) and (g) of this section, provided

that the total expenses of the Office

of Performing Rights Trustees are to

be defrayed out of the royalties paid

to and received by the Trustees, as

hereinafter provided.

“(3) The Trustees shall have au-

thority from time to time to make,
amend, and rescind such rules and
regulations as may be necessary for

carrying out the provisions of subsec-

tions (f) and (g) of this section, and
shall make an annual report to the

Attorney General with regard to the

operations of the office. Such report

shall also be printed as a public docu-

ment by the Government Printing

Office.

“(4) The Trustees shall determine

after public notice and hearing, the

amount of royalty that shall be pay-

able to the Trustees by the operators

of coin-operated machines, as defined

in subsection (f) of this section, and
the time and manner of such pay-

ment: Provided, That for the first

year following the effective date of

subsections (f) and (g) of this sec-

tion the amount of the royalty is fixed

at $5 per annum per machine on
location: And provided further. That
for the period of the succeeding four

years the amount of the royalty shall

be not less than $5 and not more than

$25 per annum per machine on loca-

tion. At the close of the initial five-

year period, the Trustees shall, after

public notice and hearing, determine

the amount of the royalty thereafter

payable by operators for each suc-

ceeding five year period. Payment by
an operator of one or more coin-

operated machines to the Trustees of

the royalty herein fixed or hereafter

determined for any period by the

Trustees shall satisfy in full the per-

formance royalty rights for the ap-

plicable period for all musical com-
positions performed on said machine
or machines in such period.

“(5) The Trustees, for the purpose
of arriving at an equitable determina-

tion of the amount of royalty payable
for periods subsequent to the first

year following the effective date of

subsections (f) and (g) of this sec-

tion, shall consider performance
rights fees in other industries in

which recorded music is utilized,

revenues of copyright owners from
performance rights, payments by the

public for performances of copy-

righted works by means of coin-

operated machines, the effect of a

proposed fee upon the financial ability

of operators, including operators who
are also the proprietors of the places

at which their machines are operated,

government indices of changes in the

value of the monetary unit, and other

relevant factors. The determination
of the Trustees as to the amount of

royalty for any period and as to the

time and manner of payment of the

royalty shall be final, provided that

any operator who considers himself

aggrieved by reason of any such de-

termination of the Trustees may,
within sixty days after the date such

determination is made public, insti-

tute an action in the United States

District Court for the District of

Columbia for review thereof, and in

such action the determination of the

Trustees shall be sustained unless the

court finds that it was arbitrary, ca-

pricious, or unsupported by substan-

tial evidence, or constituted an abuse

of discretion. The court shall have
jurisdiction to entertain such action

irrespective of the citizenship of the

parties or the amount in controversy.

“(6) The Trustees, for the purpose
of enabling equitable distribution to

copyright owners and performing
rights organizations of the royalties

paid to and received by the Trustees

shall cause to be conducted from time

to time, in their discretion, a survey

or surveys of performances of copy-

righted muscial compositions by or

upon coin-operated machines. The
Bureau of the Census and other Gov-
ernment agencies are authorized to

cooperate with the Trustees, within

their budgetary limitations, in the

conduct of such survey or surveys. In

making such survey or surveys, the

Trustees shall employ generally ac-

cepted sampling techniques and such

available technical devices as they

deem appropriate, in order to deter-

mine the frequency with which copy-

righted musical compositions are per-

formed publicly by or upon the ma-

chines. The Trustees shall publish

their findings, based on such survey

or surveys, as to the persons and or-

ganizations entitled to share in the

royalties paid to and received by the

Trustees in any period and the pro

rata share of each. Within sixty days

after the publication of such findings

any owner of a copyright or holder of

the performing rights of a copyrighted

musical composition who considers

himself aggrieved by reason of the

alleged inadequacy of the survey or

surveys or of the distribution pro-

posed to be made by the Trustees may
institute an action in the United

States District Court for the Dis-

trict of Columbia for review of

the Trustees’ findings, and in

such action the Trustees’ findings

shall be sustained unless the court

finds that they were arbitrary, capri-

cious, or unsupported by substantial

evidence, or constituted an abuse of

discretion. The court shall have juris-

diction to entertain such action ir-

respective of the citizenship of the

parties or the amount in controversy.

“(7) Not less frequently than an-

nually, the Trustees, after deducting

the expenses of the office, shall distrib-

ute the remainder of the royalties

paid to and received by them to the

persons and organizations found to be

entitled thereto on a pro rata basis.”

The summer months this year in Germany are very slow business-wise.

With the exception of the new Conny recording, there have been no strong
summer sellers to boost sales and bring customers into the shops here.

Actually, the market is now in a stage of development where singles sales are

cooling down and LP’s are still too expensive for the masses. Several firms are

trying to help their falling singles business by making deals with the music
box operators. Philips started the trend long ago, and Metronome soon fol-

lowed suit. Electrola also recently announced that their singles are also avail-

able to big one-stops at the same rates as Philips and other firms. A few
months ago. Metronome boosted the retail price of their singles from 1.00

dollar to 1.12 dollars and it is expected that some of the major firms will fol-

low suit. This will probably result in a further decline in singles sales on not

too strong items and a boost in LP business. American Columbia records has
not yet found a home in Germany. Recently the expected deal between Colum-
bia and Ariola records whereby Columbia would take over a large share of the

stock of Ariola fell through, and it is not yet known where Columbia will

close a distribution deal, or if the firm will go on its own with its own distri-

bution and sales organization as well as production.
August Seith of Chappell-Seith Music reports that their summer hit is

“Caterina” in German by Willy Hagara for Philips, Silvio Francesco for Dec-
ca, Lou Van Burg by Polydor, and Peter Holm on Ariola as well as the orig-

inal waxing by Perry Como for RCA. Other foreign numbers moving for the

firm include a German version of “Dear One” by Michael Holm for Telefunken,
‘Johnny Angel” in German with Alice & Ellen Kessler for Polydor, and orig-

inal recordings of “Baby Elephant Walk,” “Liberty Valance” with Gene Pit-

ney “The Strippper” by David Rose, and “Palisades Park” with Freddy Can-
non.

Max recently inked a pact with the label and now Freddy
will try out his comedy stylings also on records. The first waxing is a double
twist recording.
Ariola also has signed Lil Malmkvist, Siw’s younger sister to an exclusive

pact. She’ll be produced by star-A&R man Nils Nobach.
Another signing by the firm brings former Polydor star Tommy Kent into

the A&R fold of Helmut Jantsch by the firm.
Ariola is also pushing hard with its foreign catalog. They are now working

hard on the new Bobby Rydell single and LP as well as the new single from
Chubby Checker, “Tea For Two Twist.”

Philips records reports a German tour for the Dutch College Band from
July 14 to August 4th.
Globus One-Stop in Frankfurt reports that the best selling record for the

firm at present is Conny’s hit “Lady Sunshine And Mr. Moon” which has
moved over 100,000 records in a few weeks for Electrola Records. Electrola
also reports that Lale Anderson who just finished her new single recording
of “Stranger On The Shore” is set for an LP for the American market. Sev-
eral German and American evergreens will be included in the production, and
Lale will also tell about her career and her life between songs.

Tragedy struck Australia’s leading recording vocal group recently when

Noel Weiderberg was killed in a car accident at the Sydney suburb of Brighton-
le-Sands. Noel was the leader of The Delltones, a four-boy vocal group who
have performed on most major television shows here and have enjoyed success
on disc. Their current hit single—on Festival—“Get A Little Dirt On Your
Hands” is their biggest to date. At the time of his death Noel was traveling in
his car with two friends, both of whom escaped serious injury. He was twenty-
six and married.

Cliff Richard is still holding down the No. 1 spot on our best-seller list this
week with “Do You Want To Dance,” a solid rock revival of the Bobby Free-
man hit of a few years back. The fact that this “hard sound” single has made
such an outstanding leap to the top of our chart adds power to the school of
thought that our singles trade is “sick” because we aren’t giving the kids the
type of records they want. There is a section of the trade that firmly believes
that the Australian record industry is doing itself a great deal of damage by
refusing (perhaps unwittingly) to give teenagers the solid sound they may
need. The spectacular run of “Do You Want To Dance” could easily begin a
swing back (at least in Australia) to the rock sounds of yesterday.
EMI has moved into the local Sing-Along field with an album entitled

“Aussie Sing-Song” by Slim Dusty and His Bushlanders which has been re-
leased on the Columbia label. Slim Dusty is a top disc attraction in the C&W
field and it is reasonable to assume that this package will be a strong sales
piece.

After being on the restricted list (both mechanical and performance) for
quite a while waiting for the release of the film “The Young Ones,” the Colum-
bia label single of “The Savage” c/w “Peace Pipe” has been issued here
through EMI and is shaping like a future chart-rider.
Pye Records have already released the new James Darren single which

couples “Mary’s Little Lamb” with “The Life Of The Party”; it looks like

another click for the young movie star in this territory. Also from the Pye
stable—but on the Reprise label—comes Dorsey Burnette with “Castle In The
Sky” and “The Boys Kept Hangin’ Around.”
From Mercury Records we have two hot singles that are current chart items

on the Cash Box Top 100—they are “Ahab The Arab” by Ray Stevens and
“Little Red Rented Rowboat” by Joe Dowell. Both records have the potential
to do well on our market and both are receiving excellent D-J attention.
A thirteen year old youngster from Sydney by name of Gino Cuncio is

rapidly attracting interest with a novelty single entilted “Aw Please Daddy”
produced and issued by EMI on their HMV label. This song is reported to
have sold some 75,000 records in South Africa within a few days of it’s release
there by another artist.

Australian Record Company has moved back into the singles field with a
performance of “Dardanella” by the Ray Price Quartet on the Coronet label.

This could be a revival season for “Dardanella” as it is also the “A” side of a
new W&G single by local instrumental group The Thunderbirds.
On an Ampar single (through Festival) we find Eddie Fisher’s release of

“Arrivederci Roma.”
Young English star Mark Wynter who was quite a success when he visited

Australia a few months back has a newie on Decca which brings “I Love Her
Still” and “Angel Talk.” Mark Wynter is expected to visit these shores again
before the end of the year.
“Teen Tops” is the name of a new series of half-hour television shows being

presented by BTQ-Channel 7 in Brisbane, Queensland. The show is being pre-
pared and hosted by Nat Kipner and Ian Annable and will be built ’round the
use of pop records, film clips and such in conjunction with artists’ photos and
biogs. Present plan is for the show to include hard rock sounds along with the
more subdued hit records as well.

This week we had the pleasure of meeting Mr. Chris Spinosa of Vesuvius
Records, who spent two full weeks in Milan trying to get representations of
Italian catalogs for the States, Vesuvius being—maybe—the only active
American house working on original Italian material. Mr. Spinosa announced
the distribution in his country of MGM and this way he means to reach all

the American record buying public, and not only the limited Italian communi-
ties. Mr. Spinosa also announced that a Vesuvius’ office in Milan will soon be
opened. Vesuvius records has just released an album “Amore D’Altri Tempi,”
by Emilio Pericoli, who has just smashed out in the States with “A1 Di La,” an
album by Fallabrino and another by Leoni-Libano, both instrumentals. Sched-
uled for release are an LP by Tony Dallara, the “Celentano’s,” under the
Gurtler’s label, and “Creola” by Joe Damiano. The work and the effort by
Chris Spinosa in supporting our product on the USA market is appreciated by
the Italian record industry.
Tony Renis the happy composer and interpreter of “Quando Quando” is in

great demand in every part of Italy. Latest composition by Pino Donaggio is

“Saint Tropez.” These two boys, who represent the VCM’s best selling talent,

are on this week’s chart with other pieces.
“Tower Of Strength,” by Adriano Celentano goes on smashing in sales, and

steadly fills our number one slot. It’s the first release on Clan, the house
opened by Adriano himself.
“Cuando Calienta El Sol” (Number 6) is now available on 5 labels: RCA,

Durium, Rifi, Karim and Phonocolor. The piece is expected to boom in record
sales next Autumn, when people come back from vacations.

It seems that this RCA Italiana executives predicted rightly: the numbers
they released last Spring as their possible hit of the Summer are consistent
successes, in fact “Cuando Calienta El Sol” by the Hermanos Rigual is cur-
rently number six; “Lasciami II Tuo Sorriso” (Leave Me Your Smile) by Nico
Fidenco is Number 8, and “Pinne Fucile Ed Ocehiali,” (Flippers Rifle And
Glass) is Number 11. The three titles are top tunes.
“Liana” the new recoi'd by Little Tony is selling well (Durium), and Johnny

Halliday’s doing fine with “Retiens La Nuit.”
“Clair De Lune A Maubeuge” receives its first Italian recordings at Ricox-di,

and Durium. Maubeuge has become Paullo, in the Italian lyrics, a small town
just outside Milan.

ARGENTINA^
The “bomb” news of this week was furnished by Ricardo Mejia, consumer

products manager of RCA, who informed us that Neil Sedaka, before leaving
for Italy, cut two LP’s for RCA Argentina. Both albums were cut with arxange-
ments and orchestra direction by Victor Buchino, musical director of RCA. One
of the LP’s features Sedaka singing his latest hits in Spanish, and the other
one as a pianist, in a Latin-rhythmed version of his best smashes, which, it is

hoped, will find a larger market since it shows a new- and unexplored-side of
Neil’s talent. Mejia believes that the Spanish LP will prove to be big in all

Spanish speaking countries, and will help Sedaka’s popularity in this part of
the world. Sedaka’s visit to Buenos Aires has been a success; he pei’formed
on television (Channel 13), Luna Park and Independiente and Velez Sarsfield
dance parties. In one of these parties there was an attendance of 6,000, which
is pretty good for a single meet.

Columbia is finishing the details of its new recording studios, which will be
inaugurated soon. The equipment allows stereo recordings in two and three
channels, has air conditioning, and a series of features that will produce, ac-
coi-ding to the diskery, top quality records. One of the first artists to use the
new equipment will be Astor Piazolla, modern tango musician, who was recently
inked by the label.

More about Columbia: the diskery will release a new LP by Julio Sosa, well
known tango singer. The new album will be entitled “El Tango Los Siento Asi
(I Feel Tango This Way).” There is an interesting report about Mexican
singer Cuco Sanchez. Columbia reports that his new LP, “Boleros,” has shown
very good sales, not only in Mendoza and Cox-doba (cities were Sanchez is

particularly popular), but also in Buenos Aires. In general, his records have
been always well received by the customers. “Bolei-os” is his fifth LP in
Argentina.

News from Philips: Latest releases are an LP by Ricky Nelson, entitled
“Ricky Idolo,” and singles by El Chango Rodriguez (folk artist), Tito Alberti
(Tropical music, recorded in Argentina), Los Cuimbae (folk group), Fulvio
Salamanca (Tango orchestra) and 45 EP’s by Hugo Blanco, Roberto Delgado,
Gus Bakus and Bert Kaempfert. The EP’s belong to the Polydor series. A spe-
cial item in Philips’ news is the “Sexy” three album set, which includes such
artists as Andre, Trumpet Boy, Tito Alberti, Malando, Tulio Gallo and others.
The set includes a big photograph of cinema actress Isabel Sarli. The trick is

that each one of the three LP’s includes a third part of the photo. Thus, the
customer who wants to have the complete picture has to buy the three albums
which are sold sepai-ately. The diskery plans to build a big promotion around
the “Sexy” set.

Surco Industrias Musicales announces the release of two new singles, under
the United Artists and Atlantic labels. The UA single is “I Loved So Hard I

Cried” and “I Wanna Love My Love Away,” by Gene Pitney. The other is

“Extasis” and “Yes” by Ben E. King. Recently, Surco released King’s first
LP, “Spanish Harlem.”

Mauricio Brenner informs Cash Box that his pubbery (Fermata) is putting
all its efforts on the promotion of new twist tunes. It now has on the market
the “Tiger Twist” from the film “Tropico di Notte,” recorded by Armando
Sciascia. Fermata is also working on two Italian hits “Renato” and “La Ra-
gazza Col Maglione (La Chica del Pullover).” Some recox-dings of these songs
have been already arranged. Other Fermata items are “Un Anima Tra Le
Mani,” and “Pera Matura,” also from Italy. On the local product side, the
publisher is promoting “Paco,” a pachanga rhythmed song wintten by a com-
poser from the province of Mendoza.

Michael Davis repoi’ts that the Compact 33 released by the diskery with four
Brian Hyland tunes has been very well received by the customers. Davis ex-
pects much from the Hyland LP that will be released in a few weeks. It is also
supposed that “Ginny Come Lately,” single, will also be a chart rider.

Roberto Lambertucci of Neumann Publishers reports that “Tique Taque,”
the French tune, will be released in Buenos Aires by Andy Russell (who is
finishing his series of programs on TV Channel 7), Francis Bay (Philips) and
somebody at RCA. Neumann plans to give good promotion to the tune.

Producciones Fermata has released “The Wah-Watusi (El Grito Watsui),”
and “Holiday Hill,” by The Orlons, and “Gravy” and “Baby Cake,” by Dee Dee
Sharp. Both ai'tists belong to the Cameo label, represented by Fermata in Ar-
gentina.

Juan Bernabe, president of the Paraguayan Association of Radio Broad-
casters and owner of Radio Comuneors of Asuncion, spent a few days in Buenos
Aires, looking at the music scene. Bernabe returned to his country July 15.

RCA has released the eighth LP of its “Explosivos” series. It is called “La
Pomada Explosiva” and includes Neil Sedaka’s “King Of Clowns,” Floyd Cra-
mer’s “On The Rebound,” “Cuando, Cuando, Cuando” by Jolly Land, “Dejala
Dejala,” by Palito Ortega (Teen rock ’n roller), “La Hora del Amor,” by los
TNT, and others.

News from Music Hall: Latest releases are “Yellow Bird,” by Lawrence

; a Compact 33 by Pablo Yovino,
recently inked by the label; another by Francisco Cazador (also Reprise) and
an LP by Renata Tarrego, under the Hispavox line.

Odeon (EMI representative in Argentina) has decided to enter the single
33 field, discontinuing the 45 single releases. Odeon was the only company
that released single 45’s which were abandoned by the other diskeries some
months ago. The question is: What will customers do with the 45 rpm players
that are still being sold, and were somewhat popular a couple of years ago?
Now they are completely obsolete. The nice side of this is that a one speed
record player is now possible. However, the four speed player has still many
years of life left.

More about Odeon: Jose A. Rota informed Cash Box that the first Julie Lon-
don LP is ready. It will appear under the Liberty label, recently inked for
representation by Odeon. Besides, the diskery will release four tunes from the
Cash Box top ten: “The Stripper,” “I Can’t Stop Loving You,” “Snap Your
Fingers,” and “Keep Right On Your Feet,” next week. Ambar La Fox, who hit
the charts with “Mami,” a local tune penned by Chico Novarro, is finishing her
first LP with a big string orchestra.

Julio Korn Publishers are working on the promotion of twu tunes recently
arranged: “Don’t Break The Heart That Loves You” and “Linda Muchachita,”
which were cut by Connie Francis in Spanish. Also, there is an instrumental
version of “Don’t Break The Heart That Loves You,” cut by Billy Vaughn,
represented here by Music Hall.

arza, “chamame” singer. The chamame is a folk rhythm very popular in cer-
ain parts of the country such as the provinces of Entre Rios, Corrientes, Chaco
nd Misiones (eastern part of Argentina). Tonodisc is seeking more orchestra
vith country-styled rhythm, as these recording are well received in those areas.

HOLLAND
Fast rising star of Dutch-Indonesian singer Anneke Gronloh is sparkling

again in an Ep with four Indonesian popular songs. Mr. Otto Vriezenberg,
labelmanager for popular Philips, told Cash Box that a very large quantity
of this EP was ordered by Singapore, the country where Anneke Gronloh left

an everlasting impression. Anneke is accompanied on this EP by Ger van
Leeuwen’s Orchestra.
Mr. John Ros, labelmanager for Dutch Decca, told Cash Box that the great

German hit “Lady Sunshine And Mr. Moon” will be released by The Blue
Diamonds. Their latest hit “Marching Along With The Blue Diamonds” on
Decca is one of the best sales-items of this summer.
Nearly a decade ago, the Italian string-ensemble I Musici made their first

recordings for Philips. Their propaganda for old Italian composers in particu-
lar set going a world-wide revival of 17th and 18th century Italian music.
One of the best known of the I Musici recordings became “The Four Seasons,”
a cycle of concerti grossi by Antonio Vivaldi. This month, Philips released
the first LP of I Musici interpretations of another Vivaldi-cycle: “II Cemento
Dell’Armonia E Dell’ Invenzione”—12 violin concertos, published for the first

time in Amsterdam, 1725. Mr. Leo Boudewijns, Philips label manager of L.C.
Phonogram, told us that the series will consist of three albums, each contain-
ing four concertos with Felix Ayo as the violin soloist. The played scores, he
added, are those of the original Amsterdam edition.

Famous Dutch contralto Miss Aafje Heynis from Amsterdam recorded a
new album with beloved Reformation hymns for the Philips label. Although
sung in Dutch, her albums of religious songs are in great demand abroad,
because of Miss Heynis’ beautiful voice which reminds the foreign listener
of the Kathleen Ferrier splendor. She is accompanied on church organ by
Simon C. Jansen.

Spain, where he performs with great success in Madrid and Barcelona. More-
over Hammer supervises in Madrid “El Torero Negro,” a movie for which he
wrote the script and in which he is the most important actor. “El Torero
Negro” handles about bull-fighting and to play his part as good as he can.
Jack Hammer took lessons in bull-fighting from famous Mexican toreador
Alfonso Gallardo.

Polydor’s bestsellers are “Yours” by Kenny Chandler, “Petit Gonzales” by
Danyel Gerard, “Le Mexicain” by Marcel Amont, “Rik Van Looy” by Franky

tion in Benelux some songs, of which the following are particularly worthy
of note: “Nut Rocker” and “Nautilus” by B. Bumble and “Twist Twist Se-
nora” by Gary U.S. Bonds. As well as this, Filmusic (the music publishing
Company attached to the Rank Organisation) assigned its complete catalogue
to Ardmore & Beechwood (Belgium) for a period of three years. Four new
songs have just appeared in this catalogue: “Tiara Tahiti” with Danny Wil-
liams, “Why Little Girl” and “It’s Gonna Take Magic” with Shane Fenton
and “I Don’t Care” with Helen Shapiro. Mr. De Boeck’s assistant, Mr. Oscar
Saintal, announces the release in the very near future on H.M.V. of the French
version of “Twist Twist Senora” by Belgian’s number one star Burt Blanca.

Last but not least, there has recently taken place
at Brussels an important meeting between Messrs De Boeck and Saintal on the
one hand and Mr. Van Vught from the Altona Publishing Company in Amster-
dam. This meeting proved to be a very useful one, and resulted in Ardmore &
Beechwood assigning both “Nut Rocker” and “Nautilus” for the territory of
Holland to Altona.

THE NEW CELLER BILL

Same Old Tune
With A New Approach

The Celler Bill compares with a recurring rash

which appears each year, succumbs to treatment

and goes away, only to return the following year.

This has been the case with anti-juke box exemption

bills ever since the first one was proposed. Each

year, however, the bill takes on a new twist and this

year it appears as though Congressman Celler has

amassed all of his energies into a second bill which

almost assumes that 1962 will be the year in which

he will win. Heretofore, the juke box industry in the

persons of the machine manufacturers and the

Music Operators of America, have defeated the pro-

posed legislation before House Subcommittee on

Patents, Trademarks and Copyrights. It is Celler’s

opinion that the industry can’t win forever.

The bill (HR 12450) includes much of what is

in the original HR 70 Celler proposal which basic-

ally calls for removal of the juke box royalty exemp-

tion and is still alive, but also features an elaborate

plan whereby an Office of Performing Rights with

a Board of Trustees would be set up, complete with

a staff of employees and comprised of a three man
trust representing the juke box industry, the copy-

right societies and the attorney general’s office. It

also calls for expenses to be paid out of royalties

which would be collected (should the legislation

pass) and adds that Government agencies are to per-

form certain chores which will enable the new Office

to carry out the job of collecting and distributing

these monies. The Bill also outlines a proposed

royalty fee ranging from $5 to $25 per machine

per year for the first four years. One would assume

from reading the Bill that thereafter the industry

would be fair game with the sky as the limit.

Rules and suggestions are set down in the Bill

whereby disgruntled or “aggrieved” operators may
carry their case to Washington and be heard at the

discretion of the Board. Trustees would decide who
gets the money and how much of it. Distribution to

societies would be made each year. The members of

the Board would be rotated each year. All of this

based on the assumption that money would be avail-

able to foot the costs, as collected from the juke box

operators in the form of royalties.

And therein lies the crux of the situation. Much
like the door-to-door salesman, housewives are not

asked whether or not they need a vacuum cleaner but

rather which model they prefer, assuming that the

sale is made. It is the duty of every juke box opera-

tor in the country to remain informed of this pro-

posed legislation and to understand it in all of its

meaning.

New Celler Anti-Jukebox Bill Is Introduced
87TH CONGRESS
2D SESSION

Calls For Royalties
Of $5 To $25 Per
Machine, Annually
CHICAGO — Congressman Emanuel
Celler (D., N.Y.) has introduced a
new Bill to Congress (HR 12450)
which, if passed, will provide for the
payment of royalties by jukebox op-
erators to the owners of performance
rights in copyrighted music, and for
the fair and orderly determination of
the amount and distribution of such
royalties. It was introduced July 11.
The anti-juke box exemption bill

was scheduled for hearings before the
House Judiciary Subcommittee On
Patents, Trademarks and Copyrights
on July 25 but at press time it was
believed that the hearing was to have
been postponed until after Labor Day.
The new bill includes the features of
an earlier anti-juke box exemption
bill (HR 70) but also features the
proposal for the establishment, by the
Attorney General, of an Office of Per-
forming Rights Trustees to determine
the amount of royalties arising from
licensing of performances and the
manner in which these royalties will
be distributed. It provides for a
royalty to be paid by juke box opera-
tors of $5 per machine per annum for
the first collection year, and ranges
for operator payments up to $25 per
machine per year for a period of four
years thereafter. At the close of the
five year period the Trustees are to
determine the amount to be paid by
juke box operators for each succeed-
ing five year period.
The Bill calls for a three-man

Board of Trustees, to be appointed by
the Attorney General, to serve terms
for periods of five years, another for
three years, and the third appointee
to serve for one year. After the ex-
piration of each term trustees would
serve for five year terms.
Employees serving the Office of

Performing Rights Trustees are to be
paid out of royalties collected from
the operators. An annual report to the
Attorney General by the Trustees
may carry with it changes in the
rules and regulations initially set
down by the Bill. The Bill calls for a
survey to be conducted by a Govern-
ment agency to determine the royal-
ties to be paid the copyright owners
and will include studies of royalty
payments made in other industries.
According to the Bill, operators who

consider themselves aggrieved by the
determination of the Trustees may,
within 60 days, institute action in the
US District Court for the District of
Columbia for review. In such action
the determination of the Trustees
shall be sustained unless the court
finds that it was “arbitrary, capri-
cious, or unsupported by substantial
evidence.” The court will have juris-
diction to entertain such action irre-

spective of the citizenship of the
parties.
The Bill calls for a distribution of

the royalties, after a deduction for ex-
penses of the newly formed Office, “on
a pro rata basis.”
The music machine manufacturers,

Rowe AC Services, Rock-Ola Manu-
facturing Corporation, The Seeburg
Corporation and The Wurlitzer Com-
pany, were reported to be “opposed in
principle” to the new Celler Bill and
requested a continuance. The post-
ponement was expected to have been
granted. Officials of the Music Opera-
tors of America, Inc. also requested a
postponement of the hearing until
after Labor Day.
The Bill is reproduced in its en-

tirety on this page.

A BILL

To provide for the payment of royal-

ties by jukebox operators to the own-
ers of performance rights in copy-
righted music and for the fair and
orderly determination of the amount
and distribution of such royalties, and
for other purposes.
Be it enacted by the Senate and

House of Representatives of the

United States of America in Congress

assembled, That section 1 of title 17,

United States Code is amended by de-

leting the third paragraph of subsec-

tion (e) thereof and inserting in lieu

there of the following new subsections

(f) and (g):
“ (f ) The reproduction or rendition

of a copyrighted musical composition

publicly by or upon a coin-operated

machine shall be deemed to be a pub-

lic performance for profit and the op-

erator of any such machine shall be

liable for any infringement of any

copyright on any such musical com-

position occurring through the use of

such machine: Provided, That pay-

ment by the operator of a coin-oper-

ated machine of the royalty provided

for in subsection (g) of this section

shall be a complete defense to a suit

for infringement of the copyright on

any musical composition reproduced

or rendered by or upon such coin-

operated machine. As used in this and

the succeeding subsection, the term

‘operator’ means any individual, part-

nership, association, or corporation

exercising ownership or primary con-

trol over any such machine or having

primary responsbility for the selec-

tion of the place at which such ma-
chine is operated, but does not include

the proprietor of such place unless

such proprietor owns or exercises pri-

mary control over such machine or

has exclusive control over its place-

ment for operation.

“(g) (1) There is hereby estab-

lished the Office of Performing Rights

Trustees, comprising Three Trustees

to be appointed by the Attorney Gen-

eral of the United States, to deter-

mine the amount of royalties arising

from the licensing of performances of

musical compositions on coin-operated

machines and to supervise the collec-

tion and distribution of said royalties.

The Attorney General shall designate

one of the Trustees to serve as Chair-

man. Of the Trustees originally ap-

pointed, one shall be appointed for a

period of five years, another for a pe-

riod of three years, and the third for

a period of one year. Trustees shall

be eligible for reappointment. At the

expiration of the terms of the Trus-

tees originally appointed, their suc-

cessors shall be appointed for terms

of five years each, except that any in-

dividual appointed to fill a vacancy

shall be appointed only for the unex-

pired term of the Trustee whom he
shall succeed.

“(2) The Trustees shall establish
and maintain administrative offices

and employ personnel necessary to ac-
complish the purposes of subsections
(f) and (g) of this section, provided
that the total expenses of the Office

of Performing Rights Trustees are to

be defrayed out of the royalties paid
to and received by the Trustees, as
hereinafter provided.

“(3) The Trustees shall have au-
thority from time to time to make,
amend, and rescind such rules and
regulations as may be necessary for
carrying out the provisions of sub-
sections (f) and (g) of this section,

and shall make an annual report to

the Attorney General with regard to

operations of the office. Such report

shall also be printed as a public docu-

ment by the Government Printing

Office.

“(4) The Trustees shall determine,

after public notice and hearing, the

amount of royalty that shall be pay-

able to the Trustees by the operators

of coin-operated machines, as defined

in subsection (f) of this section, and
the time and manner of such pay-

ment : Provided, That for the first

year following the effective date of

subsections (f) and (g) of this sec-

tion the amount of the royalty is fixed

at $5 per annum per machine on lo-

cation: And provided further. That
for the period of the succeeding four

years the amount of the royalty shall

be not less than $5 and not more than

$25 per annum per machine on loca-

tion. At the close of the initial five-

year period, the Trustees shall, after

public notice and hearing, determine

the amount of the royalty thereafter

payable by operators for each suc-

ceeding five-year period. Payment by

an operator of one or more coin-op-

erated machines to the Trustees of

the royalty herein fixed or hereafter

determined for any period by the

Trustees shall satisfy in full the per-

formance royalty rights for the ap-

plicable period for all musical com-

positions performed on said machine
or machines in such period.

“(5) The Trustees, for the purpose

of arriving at an equitable determina-

tion of the amount of royalty payable

for periods subsequent to the first

year following the effective date of

subsections (f) and (g) of this sec-

tion, shall consider performance
rights fees in other industries in

which recorded music is utilized,

revenues of copyright owners from
performance rights, payments by the

public for performances of copy-

righted works by means of coin-op-

erated machines, the effect of a pro-

posed fee upon the financial ability of

operators, including operators who are

also the proprietors of the places at

which their machines are operated,

government indices of changes in the

value of the monetary unit, and other

relevant factors. The determination

of the Trustees as to the amount of

royalty for any period and as to the

time and manner of payment of the

royalty shall be final, provided that

any operator who considers himself

aggrieved by reason of any such de-

termination of the Trustees may,
within sixty days after the date such

determination is made public, institute

an action in the United States District

Court for the District of Columbia

for review thereof, and in such action

the determination of the Trustees

shall be sustained unless the court

finds that it was arbitrary, capricious,

or unsupported by substantial evi-

dence, or constituted, an abuse of dis-

cretion. The court shall have jurisdic-

tion to entertain such action irrespec-

tive of the citizenship of the parties

or the amount in controversy.

“(6) The Trustees, for the purpose

of enabling equitable distribution tc

copyright owners and performing

rights organizations of the royalties

paid to and received by the Trustees

shall cause to be conducted from time

to time, in their discretion, a survey

or surveys of performances of copy-

righted musical compositions by oi

upon coin-operated machines. The

Bureau of the Census and othei

Government agencies are authorized

to cooperate with the Trustees, within

their budgetary limitations, in the

conduct of such survey or surveys. In

making such survey or surveys, the

Trustees shall employ generally ac-

cepted sampling techniques and such

available technical devices as they

deem appropriate, in order to deter-

mine the frequency with which copy-

righted musical compositions are per-

formed publicly by or upon the ma-

chines. The Trustees shall publish

their findings, based on such survey

or surveys, as to the persons and or-

ganizations entitled to share in the

royalties paid to and received by the

Trustees in any period and the pro

rata share of each. Within sixty days

after the publication of such findings

any owner of a copyright or holder of

the performing rights of a copy-

righted musical composition who con-

siders himself aggrieved by reason of

the alleged inadequacy of the survey

or surveys or of the distribution pro-

posed to be made by the Trustees may
institute an action in the United

States District Court for the District

of Columbia for review of the Trustees

findings shall be sustained unless the

court finds that they were arbitrary,

capricious, or unsupported by sub-

stantial evidence, or constituted an

abuse of discretion. The court shall

have jurisdiction to entertain such

action irrespective of the citizenship

of the parties or the amount in con-

troversy.

“(7) Not less frequently than an-

nually, the Trustees, after deducting

the expenses of the office, shall distri-

bute the remainder of the royalties

paid to and received by them to the

persons and organizations found to be

entitled thereto on a pro rata basis.”

Sec. 2. The amendment made by

this Act shall take effect three months

after the enactment of this Act.
