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Just about dead center in our 350
page Directory Edition issued last

week (on page 168 to be exact) we
ran an extremely important story

that may have gone unnoticed due
to the size and scope of the special

issue. But it is an extremely signifi-

cant turn of events that we feel

should be called to the attention of

everyone in the trade.

The story is headlined “Four In

Nassau County Bootlegging Case
Get $100 and $250 Fines” . . .

eleven words which best describe

the tremendous need for Federal

legislation that will take bootleg-

ging out of the misdemeanor cate-

gory and make it a felony.

Nassau County (N.Y.) police es-

timated that the bootlegging ring

in which the four men were in-

volved enjoyed a million dollar a

year profit. The total fines which
the four men had to pay came to

seven hundred dollars.

If the police department’s esti-

mate of profits is anywhere near
correct, it should be quite obvious
that legislation existing today is

highly inadequate for preventing

future occurrences of the disk

counterfeiting crime.

We should be thankful that Fed-

eral legislation has been introduced

in Congress in the form of Bill

(H.R. 11793), which if passed will

mean up to a 10 year prison term
and a $10,000 fine for those con-

victed of bootlegging as opposed to

the existing New York legislation

which limits a jail term to only one
year and a fine to a maximum of

$500. The Bill lias already been
passed by the House of Representa-

tives anti is now in the hands of the

Senate Judiciary Committee.

Everyone in the record industry

has a great deal at stake in the boot-

legging problem. Bootleggers cheat

manufacturers out of huge profits,

and publishers, artists and com-
posers out of royalties. The entire

sales picture at the retail level also

is confused because of the greatly

varying prices which bootleggers

(who sell on a “get what you can
for it” basis) offer their customers.

Just as “relaxing” is a sin in the

competitive record industry, where
everyone must keep on fighting to

stay on top, relaxing is a similar sin

as far as the bootlegging problem is

concerned.

Senators do read their mail and
it is their turn now to act upon the

pending bootlegging legislation.

There are only 15 Senators on the

Senate Judiciary Committee and it

is the duty of everyone in our busi-

ness to see to it that each of these

gentlemen is contacted immediately
and made aware of the urgency of
passage of this legislation.

NARM’s Mid-Year Meet

unlicensed disks, a N.Y. Federal

Court judge has just ruled.

Judge Thomas F. Murphy made a

judgement in favor of 16 publishers,

represented by Harry Fox of the

Music Publishers’ Protective Associa-

tion, who brought suit against the

Jalen Amusement Co., which handles

the disk departments of the H. L.

Green chain stores.

Jalen distributed singles to the

H. L. Green stores that were cut with
arrangements similar to their original

hit counterparts (e.g. Elvis Presley’s

“Jailhouse Rock”).

Ed Silvers To A&R
In N.Y. For Liberty

NEW YORK—Liberty Records’ Ed
Silvers is returning to New York as
an A&R director of the label, it was
announced last week by Tommy
“Snuff” Garrett, exec A&R director.

Silvers, previously Liberty’s mid-
western promotion director in Chi-
cago, will produce singles as well as
albums and report directly to Garrett
on the coast.

For the past few months, Silvers
has undergone a training program on
both coasts with Garrett personally
supervising. Like Silvers, Garrett,
responsible for many of the label’s
hits, was also at one time a Liberty
promotion man.
“We believe the promotion depart-

ment to be an excellent training
ground for A&R men,” says Garrett.
They seem to display unusual fore-

sight as to the public’s taste trends
as well as dejay acceptance.”

Silvers joined Liberty’s promotion
staff in 1960, and in 1961 he was
upped to eastern promotion director
headquartering in New York, and
later got the mid-western promotion
post.

NEW YORK—There has been almost
total compliance in the New York
area with the recent Federal Trade
Commission (FTC) directive, sup-
ported by the Better Business Bureau,
against the listing of manufacturers’
suggested retail prices of various
products, Arthur Startz, BBB veep,
told Cash Box last week.

Startz termed the compliance
amazing,” since the BBB issued a

bulletin June 18 calling for a general
prohibition against list prices.

(e) of the Copyright Act.

Both Sam Goody, head of the large

disk store that bears his name, and
Jay Flaxman, manager of the Record
Hunter, expressed similar feelings

when they stated that the no-list-price

ad policy could well stimulate compe-
tition. Their point was that the use of

code symbols and the like in convey-

ing discounted disks were less effec-

tive than “list price,” “made to sell

for,” etc. and would therefore give no
store particular advantage in drawing
consumers.

Goody, who said sales over the past

few months were about the same as

last year, said that he may be able to

reach conclusions on the new ad policy

in four or five weeks. He said, how-

ever, that a “mild depression and

heat wave” had affected sales ad-

versely in the last month or so. He
added his advertising copy was
“floundering” because of questions of

what constituted proper consumer ap-

peal under the new policy.

Flaxman said there had been no

noticeable effect on sales as a result

of no-list-price mentions.

Bent Fabric, who is currently, on
the charts with “Alley Cat” on Atco,
has long been involved in the music
business from many angles. He is the
head of Metronome Records but his
executive duties do not prevent him
from being an A&R man, composer,
pianist, and TV personality.
Only in his middle thirties now, the

multi-talented ai-tist had a jazz band
when he was still a teenager and cut
some early Danish jazz records. How-
ever, Bent soon went into the pop field

where he has remained ever since. He
took over the Metronome in Denmark
in 1950 when the Sweden-based organ-
ization started to expand to other Eu-
ropean countries.
Throughout the years Fabric, whose

real name is Bent Fabricus-Bjerre,
has been composing pop songs, writing
movie scores and playing his piano,
although his public appearances out-
side TV have been more infrequent
in recent years.

Currently, he is the star of the pop-
ular Danish television program,
“Around The Piano.” “Alley Cat” was
originally composed as the theme song
for the TV’er.

Dick Roman

Dick Roman, who is currently click-
ing with “Theme From A Summer
Place” entered show business by the
way of the Broadway stage ... as a
child actor by landing a role in the
Rogers and Hammerstein 1944 pro-
duction of “I Remember Mama.”
The chanter was born in Brooklyn

twenty-two years ago and heard music
in his home from childhood. Although
he sang in his church choir and his
high school glee club and musicals,
his early ambition was to become a
commercial artist. However, art was
set aside when he won first place on a
local Gotham amateur show and de-
cided to take a full-fledged crack at a
singing career.

Dick’s first break came when he ap-
peared on a Frankie Laine TV show.
He soon began doing club dates and
started to develop his own vocal style.
The artist’s next taste of fame was in
1958 when he won the grand prize on
the old Arthur Godfrey Talent Scout
show. From then on his career moved
by leaps and bounds. His current
chart-riding Harmon recording is the
culmination of his years of effort.

guess.

Sometime in Sept., Reprise Records

will move out of its cramped offices

in a modern building on Melrose Ave-
nue in West Los Angeles to much more
spacious headquarters in its own
Reprise building at 1437 North
Cahuenga Boulevard in Hollywood.
The move marks a tremendous expan-
sion for a company only a little more
than a year old. It follows a month
after the company simultaneously re-
leased 20 albums in addition to a num-
ber of singles.

Reprise has surmounted being
tabbed as a one-artist company be-
cause of its owner and major artist,

Frank Sinatra. The “go-go” company,
slowly, but surely, entering into a new
phase as one of the country’s major
record sources, expects an August-
September sales volume of 1,500,000
and an impressive annual volume of
$5,000,00.

Its talent list includes Sinatra, Dean
Martin, Sammy Davis, Jr., Joe E.
Lewis, Ethel Merman, Joey Bishop,
Mort Sahl, Soupy Sales, Neal Hefti,
Billy May, Count Basie, The Hi-Lo’s,
Mavis Rivers, Alice Faye, Doug
McClure, Art Linkletter, Les Baxter,
Eddie Cano, Barney Kessel, Shorty
Rogers, Travis Edmonson, Esquivel,
Jo Mapes, Dolan Ellis, Billy Byrd,
Bobby Barnett, Dorsey Burnett, A1
Hibbler, Calvin Jackson, Dick Leibert,
Jimmy Witherspoon and Leo Dia-
mond. Indications are that there are a
lot more to be added in the near future
and that they will be big name artists.
One of Reprise’s major attractions

for artists is independent status
wherein they retain ownership of their
productions—a setup similar to that
of United Artists Corporation in the
motion picture industry. Reprise Rec-
ords serves as the basic production
and idea center and Reprise Sales as
the distribution arm.

Reprise not only concentrates on
domestic sales and promotion, but
gives equal effort to the foreign mar-
ket. The company requires that all of
its foreign distributors use Reprise
label for continued identification. The
company, which already has licensees
in most Latin American countries, is

planning further inroads in Latin
America which it considers one of the
world’s biggest potential markets.

Backing up Sinatra, Reprise’s presi-
dent, is a group of young, noteworthy
executives who have brought new
thinking into disc production and
sales. Their mutual enthusiasm for
new ideas and projects is one of the
secrets of the success of the company.

Morris Ostin, 35, is executive vice
president of Reprise Records and is

responsible for its worldwide opera-
tions. His concentration is global with
his sights not only focused on domestic
markets, but such an area as Switzer-
land where the company’s interna-
tional operation is based to enable it

to take full advantage of the Eu-
ropean Common Market—the world’s
largest market outside of the U.S. He
is in constant communication with li-

censees and keeps abreast of world-
wide trends. Through his direction,
the company is also moving into a for-
eign language repetoire whereby
American artists sing foreign lyrics.

The idea broadens the base of sales
and promotion activity.

Jay Lasker, 38, president of Reprise
Sales and formerly with Kapp Rec-
ords, is, with Mo Ostin, the guiding
force behind the sales growth of the
company. Merle Shore. 43, art direc-
tor, was with Verve Records before
joining Reprise; Mike Shore, 44, ad-
vertising director, also was with
Verve; Chuck Sagle, 35, A & R coordi-

nator-director, was formerly with
Mercury, Columbia and Nevins &
Kershner, and Steve Venet, 22, of the
A & R staff is successfully producing
for the teen market.

Reprise also has a six-man promo-
tion staff, an advertising staff and a
public relations consultant.
As to the future of Reprise, Ostin

points out that his company will de-
velop new talent and secure new
material.
“We intend to expand on ideas for

our independent artist-production
companies and actively increase our
repetoire in all fields such as stage and
motion picture soundtracks, classical

music and literary renditions.
“Further expansion will be sought

in our international marketing with
experiments in new marketing ideas.

“We will continue to emphasize
quality in every phase of our opera-
tion.”

Lasker believes that there is always
“room for improvement on the way it

was done yesterday” in regard to

selling.

“The underlying thinking that new
ideas must be developed in merchan-
dising, marketing and servicing is the
most vital fact in determining what
Reprise will be doing tomorrow.
“We have fought and intend to fight

the attempts to buy records by the
pound, as though they are beefsteak
in a butcher store. Such actions are

not changes—only abortions and can-

not contribute to the growth of our

industry nor enhance the nature of

the record business in the public

image.

“The next few years will bring the

greatest advancements yet in retailing

and distribution. Reprise will be

ready.”

Reprise’s A & R staff is going all

out for all-around talent, according to

Sagle.

“SOMETHING SPECIAL” — Kingston Trio —
Capitol ST 1747
The Kingston Trio has won many laurels in the
past for their distinctive song stylings in the
pop-folk idiom in the past, and this new disk has
all the necessary success ingredients to pull loads
of loot. On this set the boys are set against full

scale ork conducted by Jimmie Haskell and the
effect is entirely pleasing as they offer “Little
Boy,” “She Was Too Good To Me” and their re-
cent click single of “Jane, Jane, Jane.” All of the
group’s fans should come out in strength for the
LP.

“THE GARLAND TOUCH”— Judy Garland—
Capitol SW 1710
Judy Garland’s sensational return to the limelight
in the past few years stands as one of the most
impressive comebacks in show business. The lark,

whose recent albums have developed into runaway
best-sellers, should go a similar success route
with this delightful Capitol package of oldies and
newies. Equally superb on either ballads or up-
tempo items the thrush renders top-rung readings
of “Lucky Day,” “Happiness Is Just A Thing
Called Joe” and “Sweet Danger.” Disk should
score heavily in the coin department.

“EXOTICA SUITE”—Martin Denny & Si Zentner
—Liberty LSS-14020
This unusual package from Liberty boasts the
talents of Si Zentner with his swinging big band
sounds, and Martin Denny, one of the foremost
exponents of music with a tropical flavor. As an
added plus, Les Baxter’s original compositions
with first-rate arrangements by Bob Florence
make for a talent-laden session. Lots of good
stuff here as the band renders “The Enchanted
Reef,” “Pagan Ritual,” and “Calabash Annie.”
The colorful sleeve is an eye-catcher that should
help spark heavy sales for the disk.

“SHOWBOAT”—Columbia OL 5820
Columbia, which has the original-cast LP of the
1946 revival of the classic musical, has outfitted
a new “Showboat” in its distinguished series of
LP’s that gives an original-cast air to shows of
the past. A fine cast, headed by John Raitt, Bar-
bara Cook and Anita Darian, renders the score,

which is sure to be mentioned when musical
comedy buffs get together and try to come-up
with that all-time Broadway score. Although
there are many “Showboat” LP’s around, here’s
one that belongs at the top of the crop.

“MOMS MABLEY BREAKS IT UP”—Chess LP

The inimitable Moms is at again—hurling humor-
ous jibes at all who get in her way, but more spe-
cifically politics and its strange bedfellows. The
comedienne made it to chartsville with her earlier
LP’s and this one has enough of the same in-
gredients to make it a best seller. Some laugh-
loaded tracks are “Old Men Young Men,” “For-
eign Customs,” and “Moms Is A Cowgirl.”

“SOUL TWIST”—King Curtis—Enjoy ENLP
2001
Here’s a potent hard-driving session of blues-
flavored twisters by King Curtis cut during his
days with Enjoy. The artist cashes in the success
of while-back chart-rider of “Soul Twist,” to tag
this rousing danceable package. In addition to his
biggie Curtis comes up with effective treatments
of “What’s I Say,” “I Know” and “irresistible

You.” Loads of sales potential here.

“RINKY DINK”—Dave “Baby” Cortez—Chess
LP 1473
Dave “Baby” Cortez tags this LP effort after his
current noise-making single and comes up with a
whole bag of rockin’ tunes with the same solid

beat that made “Rinky Dink” a hit. The 88’er is

equally at ease with the piano and organ and
proves himself a versatile artist as he gives free-
flowing treatments of “Jammin’,” “Little Paris
Melody,” and “Wobble.”

“THE LIVELY ONES”—Vic Damone—Capitol

Vic Damone has made frequent appearances on
the charts in recent months and this new session
tagged after his current network TV’er ranks
as another sure candidate for chartdom. The
chanter evidences his usual rich, wide-range
voice on such fine sturdies as “Laura,” “I Want
A Little Girl” and “Ruby.” The album’s name-
sake, a swingin’ bouncy tune, is also included
here.

“HELLO YOUNG LOVERS”—Nancy Wilson—

CBS Earnings Up
For 2nd Quarter Of '62

NEW YORK—The Columbia Broad-
casting System Inc., the parent com-
pany of Columbia Records, racked up
record sales and earnings in the six

months ended on June 30, according
to announcement last week by Wil-
liam S. Paley, chairman, and Frank
Stanton, prexy.
The second-quarter net earnings

were $6,388,000, equal to 72 cents a
share. This was almost double the
3.383.000 and 38 cents realized in the
quarter ended June 30, 1961. The
organization’s net sales rose to $118,-
105.000 from $114,760,000 a year ago.
CBS showed net earnings of $14,-

153,308 for the first six months of
this year. This is equal to $1.59 a
share against $9,409,332 and $1.06 a
year earlier. Earnings before taxes
rose to $31,069,308 as opposed to $20,-
476,332 a year ago.
The Paley-Stanton report also

noted that net sales for the 26 weeks
to June 30 rose to $246,656,296 from
$240,767,745 for the 1961 period.

Tops Begins Study
Of Disk Buyers' Habits

NEW YORK—Tops Records, a divi-

sion of Precision Radiation Instru-
ments, Inc., has initiated a sales study
to determine consumer motivation
when buying records in chain stores

and other outlets from racks on im-
pulse.
Larry Finley, Tops president, feels

that a better understanding of the
customers’ mind at the moment of sale

will help his merchandising staff de-

sign more potent point of sales dis-

plays and pinpoint the most forceful
locations in a store for record racks.
The impulse motivation factor is

most important to Tops as the major
portion of the company’s volume is

sold through rack jobbers and re-

tailed in chain stores where it is to be
bought on impulse rather than by de-

sign.

The main portion of the survey will

be to determine the exact need the
consumer feels he is fulfilling when he
buys a record and how much he was
motivated by point of sales display
matter, subject matter, and jacket de-

sign. An effort will be made to dis-

cover how many people enter a store

for a specific purpose of buying rec-

ords and how many purchase them
after first buying drugs, small appli-

ances, cigarettes, candy, or using the
pay telephone to determine rack loca-

tions.

Tops will also try to find out how
many people purchase records as gifts.

If the percentage is high enough, they
will add bonus gift wrappings to their

displays. One idea is to carry gift-

wrapped records on the counter next
to special-occasion-candies and greet-
ing cards as a substitute for them or
as “special packages” (e.g., “Love
Songs and Candy” as a Valentine’s
Day promotable).
Age group determination will be

helpful in selecting record rack loca-

tions and possibly suggest that record
displays be divided in the store with
juvenile and teen-age disks being lo-

cated in one area while adult items
are situated in another to increase
sales exposure.

Twenty-five stores across the nation
have been selected for the test. Psy-
chology majors will spend five hours
a day for a full selling week in them
interviewing customers after they

purchase one or more Tops Records.

Ten key questions will be asked:

1) What brought you into this

store?

2) What have you purchased be-

fore record (s)

?

3) Why did you buy record (s) ?

4) Where are you going after leav-

ing here?

5) Would you have bought some
other record if it was in stock?

6) If so, which one?

7) Have you bought a record here

before?

8) If so, how long ago?

9) How many records do you own?

10)

Do you feel a record can be an

apt substitute for candy or

flowers?

Results of the survey will be pub-

lished in “Records Spell Success,” a

sales primer which will be distributed

to retailers as a trade service.

First it must
be said that the tour initially included the States too, but for reasons we do
not know. Peppino is enthusiastic about his success in South America and told
us that everything went wonderfully. He gave seven concerts in the span of a
single day appearing in theatres, night spots, and especially on leading TV
shows. The morning after his TV appearance he was surprised to be recog-
nized by people in the streets and shops. Peppino is still tops in popularity in
Italy: his “Let’s Twist Again,” which marked the birth of Twist here, has sold
up to now 490,000 copies and it is expected to reach th V2 million mark, a
figure maybe never reached before on the Italian market in a so short a time.
Peppino also told us he hopes for a lot from the song from “West Side Story,”
“Maria,” he will soon release. The boy is currently running here and there
through the many night spots of our Riviera and is also thinking of a visit

to Beirut. In October he will perform in Milan.
We can announce that the song “Cuando Calienta El Sol,” an RCA Italiana

discovery, has become a tremendous success. The song is played by all Italian
orks and is favorite jukebox number.

Gelbert Becaud is due in Rome on August 20th for a TV appearance, on
which he will present to his Italian audience two new songs penned by him-
self, which he will sing in Italian, “La Vela Bianca” (The White Sail) and
“Se Ritornassi” (If You Got Back). Becaud is currently high in Italy with
“Et Maintenant.”
Johnny Hallyday becoming popular on record with his “Retien La Nuit” and

“Douce Violence.”
“Melodicon” is pushing an old Italian evergreen, “Addio Palcoscenico”

(Farewell Stage) waxed by Arturo Testa. The number which is quite good, has
not yet received large acceptance from the record buying public.

Sergio Endrigo who recently joined RCA Italiana is gaining success with
“Basta” and especially with his latest “Io Che Amo Solo Te” (I Who Love
Only You).

Besides “Cuando Calienta El Sol,” several of RCA Italiana’s numbers of
foreign derivation are selling extremely good. “Ogni Giorno” by Paul Anka
is high on the charts, “La Paloma” by Presley has appeared often on our
charts, the “Lion Sleeps Tonight by The Tokens is becoming known but our
impression is that the disk has not yet boomed in record sales as it should.

“Clair De Luna A Maubege,” the interesting French tango, has become in
Italian, “Chiaro Di Luna A Paullo” and is receiving many record versions, the
first being those on Ricordi, Durium and Rifi. The song should be a success in

Italy, as well.

Rifi said that the Madison dance is getting increasingly more popular in

Italy. Clear signs of such a move are not yet available in reality, but we must
recognize that the dance drew some limited interest here and there.

Sergio Bruni is doing well with the tune he introduced at the last Naples
festival, “Marecchiaro Marecchiaro.” Another Naples song, “Serenata Malan-
drina” is selling a little by Fierro and by Giaccomo Rondinella.

All three songs cut on the first record released on Clan by Celentano, “Stai
Lontana Da Me” (Tower Of Strength), “Sei Rimasta Sola” (You Were Left
Alone) and “Amami E Baciami” (Love And Kiss Me) are the most played
jukebox numbers.
The “big” September supplement from the Decca group is already in print:

among the many and many outstanding singles are Duane Eddy’s “Runaway
Pony” (Jamie), Tab Hunter’s “I Can’t Stop Lovin’ You” and “Born To Lose”
(Dot), Roy Orbison’s “The Crowd” and “Mama” (Monument).
Big news also on Decca label is the fine Caterina Valente new single “Io

Non Posso Amar” (When I Fall In Love) and “Forza Papa” (Muskrat
Ramble), according to the managers of Decca Dischi Italia is one of the
greatest recordings by their star. The Werner Muller Orchestra’s “Tango
Barcelona” and two tangos by The Machucambos “El Choclo” and “Yira Yira.”

Decca will also release in September the first four LP’s from the new “Phase
4 Stereo,” one of the greatest Decca achievements in the past few years: They
are “Exotic Percussion” by Stanley Black & his orchestra, “Big Band Percus-
sion” by Ted Heath and his music, “Bongos From The South” by Edmundo Ros
and his orchestra and “Los Machucambos In Phase 4.”

AUSTRALIA
With the August Bank Holiday, the exodus from London to the coast is in

full swing and, as usual, at this time of the year with no new releases from
the factories, news is scarce. However, holiday or no holiday, Frank Ifield

continues to be the biggest and fastest seller of the year with “I Remember
You” which is still topping both the Top Twenty and Best Selling Sheet Music
charts.

In the High Courts recently the judge dismissed with costs a claim by pub-
lishers Francis Day & Hunter Ltd., who own the British copyright of “In A
Little Spanish Town” that “Why”—a best seller when recorded by Anthony
Newley in 1959—was a reproduction or adaptation of the older song's chorus.
In the case, which lasted five days, Francis Day & Hunter and the American
publishers of “In A Little Spanish Town” sought an injunction to restrain the
publishers of “Why,” Sidney Bron and Debmar Publishing Co., from reproduc-
ing “Why.” They also claimed damages for alleged conversion.

Warner Bros, issued the first LP’s in its ‘New Stereo Workshop Series’—

a

new advance in stereo entertainment called “exploring unchartered patterns
of sound.” In “New PersDeetives In Piano Sound” the left hand keyboard work
is heard exclusively on the left hand channel while the right hand plays exclu-
sively on the right hand channel. On “Ingenuity In Sound” pianist Buddy Cole
demonstrates a new sound technique for hammond organs. Completing the
initial quartet of albums are “The Fourth Dimension In Sound” featuring
jazzman Shorty Rogers and others such as Shelly Manne, Buddy Collette and
Red Mitchell; and “Dynamic Adventures In Sound,” which is described as “a
spectacular musical extravaganza architecturally constructed to induce the
maximum in audio sensation.” Disks are available in both mono and stereo
and Warner Bros, is looking forward to maximum sales.

Louis Benjamin, who was recently appointed general manager of Pye Records
has now been named director of Pye Records Ltd. and subsidiary companies.
Benjamin joined Pye in 1959 as sales controller.

During his three-day stop off in London, American TV tycoon, Ed Sullivan,

signed Britain’s Helen Shapiro for two appearances on the celebrated Ed Sulli-

van Show. First one will take place live on Oct. 28 and the second will be
telerecorded for insertion in a later program. Helen takes in this New York
date on her way home from her Australia-New Zealand tour.

Following the success of “Nut Rocker” by B. Bumble and the Stingers,
Ardmore & Beechwood has acquired the rights to its follow-up disk “Apple
Knocker,” which is taken from the William Tell Overture. A four-week nation-
wide tour is planned for the group beginning in October.

The Swedish group The Spotnicks are to visit England for two weeks start-
ing Aug. 22. This was announced by Oriole Records following the vist of A&R
manager John Schroeder to Sweden recently and discussions with the group’s
manager, Roland Ferneborg. The Spotnicks have a large following here via
their recording of “Orange Blossom Special” and a tour, plus TV and radio
spots, should do much to enhance their reputation. Their latest release “The
Rocket Man” is due to be launched by Oriole on Aug. 17.

First disk by Len Baldwin’s Dauphin Street Six was just cut for release on
the Storyville label. Danish A&R manager Karl Knudsen flew into London to
take the session. Titles are “Old Man Mose” and the Sidney Bechet classic
“Fish Seller.”

In exchange for Ken Sim’s Vintage Jazz Band now fulfilling an eight-week
season in Germany, the Leathertown Jazzmen arrived here. Pye Records plans
a record session with the group during their stay.

The Elecktra catalog, previously distributed in this country by Audio
Fidelity will, in the future, be issued by Pye Records, which has just signed
a contract giving it exclusive rights for Great Britain and certain parts of the
world.

The joining together of Deutsche Grammophon GMBH and Philips Records

will have no direct effect on record sales in Germany as far as distribution
here is concerned, but the other effects will be widespread. First of all, there
will probably be several distribution ties in countries outside of Germany
making the sales possibilities of both companies products stronger. It also
ties two of Germany’s strongest record firms together and will help them
dictate the price of records in this country. There is one very interesting
sideline. Philips has long made special low price deals with the major one-stops
and big box operators on its product, and DGG has followed a strict price
policy as far as the sale of its products to these very important customers are
concerned. It is known that Electrola recently broke its strict sales policy
and lowered its price to these customers, and it may be that now DGG will
also follow suit. What other effects this tie-up will bring as far as this im-
portant market is concerned are unknown, but Cash Box will keep you informed
and up to date.

Former AFN D.J. Jack Friel, who kicked off record hops in Germany and
numbered his fans in the millions in Europe, writes that for the past few
years he’s been spinning disks for WHEC in Rochester, N.Y. Jack is doing the
3-6 P.M. slot across the board and doing the TV weather show 5 nights a week.

The German Pop Music festival which this year brought in over six hits
with combined sales of way over the million platter mark is again planned
for 1963 despite rumors that the days of the festival were over. The record
companies participating in the festival will again be Metronome, Philips,
Teldec, DGG, Electrola and Ariola. Teldec records reports that the summer
season is no problem this year. The new Billy Vaughn version of “Swinging
Safari” written by Germany’s Bert Kaempfert is taking off to hitsville and
looks like a top hit. Peter Lach of Capriccio Music reports top action on new
records on Philips from the publishing firm from Rita Paul, The Blue Dia-
monds, Nut Weather, Brigit Rosen, Ingrid Van Bergen and Gerhard Bronner.
Electrola Records reports that the new Conny hit “Lady Sunshine and Mr.
Moon” passed the 100,000 mark four weeks after release in the summer season.
The record is now one of the top five hits in Germany.

Teldec records just released a special series of classical LP’s at reduced
prices. There are 12 LP’s in the special package. The records will sell for
$4.50. Normal classical records for the firm usually sell for between $5.25 and
$6.25.

The Bertelsmann owned Ariola Record Co. and the Sonopress pressing plant
owned also by Bertelsmann have joined together in a joint corporation. The
new distribution chief of Electrola records is young energetic Wilfried Jung,
who until now has headed the Frankfurt branch of the firm. Wilfried has
been a key figure in the development of Electrola over the past few years
and has been the top selling distributor for the firm as well. He replaces
Rufolf Engleder, who is now director of Ariola Records. Produeer-artist-pub-
lisher Erich Storz has renewed his contract with Metronome records for three
additional years. The top figure has turned out folk music hits year after year
for the firm and it was known that he had long talks with Philips before the
new contract was signed. Top folks artist Alfons Bauer, who has turned out
international hits for Electrola for the past five years has signed an artist-
A&R contract with Philips.

Teldec Records is flipping over the great sales of the new Freddie Davis
waxing of “I Can’t Stop Loving You.”

Swinging Paul Siegel visited the Cas'h Box office in Munich to tell about his
top hits as a publisher with his Hi-Fi Music and also to push his new Oeder-
land Orchestra productions for Teldec. Edition Esplanade reports that the
musical, “Prairie Saloon,” which had such a success in Berlin will now be
presented in Frankfurt, Duesseldorf, Bochum, Neuss, Munich, Bielefeld, Celle,

Cuxhaven, Basel, Zurich and other cities. The music was written by Lothar

work and direction for the shows.

Bernhard Mikulski reports that his firm has taken over the distribution of
the Italian labels Ri-Fi, Variety and Primary for Germany and Austria.

Ariola Records reports the siging of 16 year old Eva Wilden to a new con-
tract. She’s the daughter of Germany’s successful composer-arranger Gerd
Wilden.

Ariola A&R man Nils Nobach, just finished German sessions with Italian

songstress Anita Traversi and 14 year old Susan Singer from England. Susan
is the cousin of Helen Shapiro.

Radio Luxemburg reports that the “Golden Lion” awards for the first half
year went to Freddy of Polydor as the most requested singer. The second
place “Silver Lion” was awarded to Mina and Conny and third place went to

Bob Moore for “Mexico.” The awards will be given on August 25 in Essen.

The station has also signed singer-quizmaster Lou Van Burg to a series of

radio quiz shows called “Listen-Think-Win.”

Karl Breuer of Sikorski Music is working hard on the Adriano Celentano
waxing of “Ciao Amore,” which is beginning to catch on in Germany. Other
push items for the firm include the two Metronome disks by larks Ann Louise
Hanson and Anna Lena from Scandinavia.

Rolf Budde reports that his publishing firm is loaded with hits including

new push items by Sweden’s Anita Lindblom in German of the French num-
ber “Une Charmante Nature,” the Italian hit “Piccolo Indiano” sung in Ger-

man by Gerd Boettcher, Billy Vaughn’s waxing of “Indian Love Call,” Stan
Applebaum’s “Karin’s Theme,” and new records by Peter Kraus, Bela Sanders
and Marcel Amont. Other action singles for the firm include “Pictures In The
Fire” done by Hank Hermans in German, “Softly As In A Morning Sunrise”

by Bobby Darin, “Johnny Get Angry,” by Joanie Sommers and in German by
Caterina Valente, “Quando, Quando” in different versions, “Al-Di-La” also in

several versions and the latest recording of Heidi Bruhl.

trip, but no doubt these two men will bring back sufficient interesting work,
and they will establish contacts that will be profitable, as for example Warner
Bros, and Reprise that they represent here in France already. It seems that
they will not stop in New York, but have the intention of travelling all over the
states. More details next week on this trip.

Also Danyel Gerard and Marcel Amont have recorded new singles
from which Polydor has high hopes.

Recently we informed you that James Curtis and His Madisons were dis-
covered by Decca-talent-scouts. Their first record was “Madison-Go” and
“Mashed Potato Stomp.” As we expected this recording became a great hit
overnight. Quickly another was made and this one will be released in the near
future. We firmly believe that this new disk will become another big hit.
As The “Madison” marches on in Europe, Decca Belgium decided to release

an old recording by the Ted Heath Orchestra. The record is called “The Madi-
son Time,” parts 1 and 2. The recording was released for the first time some
years ago, but did not do well then. Now Heath is getting a second chance
and we do believe that this time his “Madison” will get the attention of the
public.
Decca recently discovered a young Flemish songstress, called Dea Doll. Her

first recording on the Decca black label is “Tomorrow Dear” and “Dance With
Me.” She is doing fine and is backed by the Johnny Van Horn Orch. Nobody
will be astonished when Dea Doll becomes famous.

Bobbejaan Schoepen, the well known Flemish vocalist, just made two new
recordings on the Decca-label. On the first side he sings in the Brussels-
accent “Oh La La Louise” and “De Pompier Van Brussel Zuid.” This record
is already being highly praised by the critics. The second side “Volendam” and
“Die Ene Kleine Traan” (the Flemish version of “A Little Bitty Tear”). As
Bobbejaan Schoepen can be considered to be the number one vocalist in Bel-
gium, there is no doubt that these two recordings will sell very well.
The new firm, Marshall Records, started some weeks ago on the Belgian mar-

ket. The following artists were contracted: Cecily Forde, Jacques Raymond,
Chris Ellis, Gaston Berchmans, Robert de Rijcke and Carlos Romero. Jacques
Raymond-platter “Sweet Florentine” and “In Diesem Augenblick” is expected
to become a best seller. During the “Coupe D’Europe” festival at Knocke, the
new singer Lise Marcken was one of the Belgian vocalists. She is already con-
tracted by Marshall records. For many years she was under contract at the
Opera at Gent and she did many tours in Germany, France and Italy. At the
moment she has left the opera for light music.

Last week the European Singing Contest took place for the 4th time in

Knocke-Le-Zoute. There were six countries participating, each with a group
of five singers. France, represented by Alain Barriere, Billy Bridge, Joel
Holmes, Luce Klein and Christiane Legrand, was the victor with 690% points.
The Italian group was the second with only 1 point difference (689%!); Vocal-
ists were Angela, Wilma De Angelis, Umberto Marcato, Luciano Rondinella
and Arthur Testa. Germany took the 3rd position, England 4th and Belgium

Toronto recently exposed to widespread teaser promotion campaign con-
nected with the debut of CHFI, a new high power AM broadcast outlet in
qthat city.

Henry Fox told Cash Box that his publishing house Rymus AB has now
moved in at the new office at Kungsgatan 56, Stockholm C.

Causing a lot of headlines these days is that commercial Radio Syd, oper-

ating from a ship outside the three miles border in southern Sweden, continued

its activity after midnight Aug. 1, when the new law against so-called pirate

stations took effect. President of the station, Miss Britt Wadner, has declared

that the new law is not applicable on the activity of Radio Syd, as it does not

make its programs in Sweden as they are made and broadcast on board m/s
Cheeta, sailing under the Honduras flag. The station is not disturbing any
“legal” station on the same frequency, as there is no such station on the same
frequency in northern Europe, she declares. Finally, Miss Wadner has declared

that the main reason for continuing activity is that she wants the authorities

to test if commercial radio stations operating under the same conditions as

Radio Syd can be stopped by a court, according to the law as it is written.

The authorities, on the other hand, are busy studying the law to see if they
can find a way to sue Miss Wadner. The authorities have already had to admit
that articles 1 and 2 in the new law are not applicable in her case, while article

3 (“it is criminal for citizens of Sweden to operate broadcasting stations with-

out license from Swedish authorities”) might be more useful.

Luis Calvo of Sicamericana S.A. informed Cash Box that his diskery has ar-

ranged the distribution of its labels, Music Hall and Ritmo, in Japan. The
waxings will be released in that country by King Records. Sicamericana, in
the last twelve months, has been steadily increasing the distribution of its

products in other countries, including Brazil, Venezuela, Spain and Mexico.
Columbia offered Manuel Villareal, manager of Columbia de Mexico, a typi-

cal Argentine dinner at the La Tranquera restaurant. People of the diskery,
publishers and press—including Cash Box—were present. During a talk with
Villareal, he explained several points in the diskery’s campaign in this part
of the world: “The idea is to consider the whole Latin America as one market,
and the different Columbia branches as members of a sole family. Record
tastes are the same in Mexico, Argentina, Brazil or Peru, and we are already
releasing many records in several countries at the same time. One of the rea-
sons for Columbia’s success among artists is that those who record for us may
expect promotion and good sales from Argentina to the States.” Villareal has
already travelled to Brazil and should now be back in Mexico.

Ricardo Korn, manager of Julio Korn Publishers, has returned from his long
tour of Europe, where he visited Italy, Germany, France and Spain. He was
greatly impressed by the fast work of diskeries and pubberies there, and “by
the fact that our company is well known in all Europe.” One of the main points
of the visit was to get in touch with JK’s representatives and to contact new
people. Korn finds that many Argentine tunes (especially standard tangoes
and tropical music) are suitable for those markets. He plans to return soon,
visiting also Belgium and England, where he couldn’t get to this time because
of lack of time.

News from Music Hall: the diskery has released the first single by Los
Pickups, a new group recently inked. The title is “Munequita.” Los Pickups are
currently performing on Channel 13, in the Escala Musical TV’er. Another TV
artist, Juan Carlos Mareco, “Pinocho,” is recording “Zamba Para Mi Hijo” and
will cut two LP’s, with music from the province of Corrientes and kiddie songs.
The diskery has also inked Hector Sturman, “Pandeleche,” for several other
kiddie recordings. Raul Shaw Moreno has finished his first LP for Music Hall,
while his first single, “Reza,” is receiving wide promotion. Jose Basso has also
finished his first album for MH. There are several waxings planned for him,
with a tango quartet, under the name of “Pepe Y Su Cuarteto Loco.” Dan
Marinelli will record an LP, with Lito Escarso at the piano. The first Carlos
Vega Preda LP is also ready for sale; the artist is preparing another one, dedi-
cated to the late Buenaventura Luna.

Microfon, Audio Fidelity representative in Argentina, has started a big pro-
motional advertising campaign in several local magazines, including Claudia,
Radiolandia, Antena and Canal TV. According to Mario Kaminsky, Microfon’s
manager, the purpose is to reach more customers than those who regularly
listen to radio. This type of campaign is seldom practiced in Argentina, and
has given Microfon very good results. The ads are the same used by Audio
Fidelity in the States, and includes AF and Microfon records. It is intended
to start ads with dealer cooperation, to extend its coverage.

Everybody is smiles at Edami (Peer representative) with the success of

“Cuando Calienta El Sol,” the Hermanos Rigual tune that is seeming to be-

come the hottest music news of the week. Columbia has announced its record-
ing by Tony Vilar, one of the label’s brightest stars. Music Hall has released
it by Siro San Roman, who’s showing a sharp improvement, if compared with
his first waxings. Microfon is putting to sale the Marcellos Ferial version, cut
by Durium in Italy. Although no information has been furnished, it is supposed
that RCA will put to sale the original recording by Los Hermanos Rigual soon.

Rosamel Araya, Disc Jockey Records’ top artist, has travelled to Chile, his

country, to see his family and perform in Santiago. Disc Jockey has just re-

leased his latest single, with two chart riders: “71 Poeta Lloro” and “Palo-

ma.” Both are local titles.

RCA reports that the “Guardia Nueva” TV’er, aired every Sunday afternoon
on Channel 11, is showing its influence on Monday sales of the records sung
by RCA’s artists in that program. The hour long show features exclusively

the label’s New Wave artists, promoting their latest releases.

More about RCA: the label is very happy with the Explosivos_ Vol. 8 LP
sales, 8500 albums in a short time. Latest recordings are “Munequita” by
Johnny Tedesco, and “Desagradecida” by Bienvenido Cardenas, who recently

returned from a tour of Chile.

Producciones Fermata reports that two of its latest releases are showing
good sales: “Robertino”, and “Tiger Twist” by Armando Sciascia. The diskery

believes that both may become chart riders soon, as they are receiving heavy
promotion.

Waldo de los Rios, member of the Columbia artistic staff, will start a trip to

Germany to study there. He will also see the form of arranging recordings

in that country and the possibilities of promoting his music there. Waldo is

one of our best musicians and arrangers and his records sell very well.

Fermata Publishers working on the promotion of “Jessica,” which has been
recently put to sale by United Artists in two versions (Maurice Chevalier and
Nick Perito), “Ginny Come Lately” released by Ariel in the Bryan Hyland
version) and three Italian hits, “La Ragazza Del Maglione,” “Renato” and
“Daniela.” Another interesting Fermata item is “Frio De Nieve” (Aria Di

Neuve), which may hit the charts via the Antonio Prieto recordng.

Juan Carlos Menna, promotion man of Odeon, is promoting day and night

the third Nat “King” Cole LP in Spanish, titled “Mas Nat Cole.” One of the

titles included in Odeon’s third “Favulozo” selection album, “El Pajarito,” is

also receiving a lot of air play. “El Pajarito” has been waxed by Pepe Reves.

Smart Publishers expect a lot from the “Peppermint Twist,” which has al-

ready eight recordings in Argentina.

The association was formed for the protection of the record industry
in Mexico and all the members will work in common agreement. The first bul-
letin from the newly formed organization announced that effective July 21, all

45’s and 78’s would be increased in price. The increase was instituted to pay the
execution rights of the composers and must be collected by the record com-
panies.

The Coin Machine Industry

NO CLAIM ON
GOVERNMENT
INTERFERENCE

*

With each passing day it appears as though the

Federal Government is becoming more and more
involved in business, or at least the restraint thereof.

Suffice it to say that the coin machine industry has

had and will probably continue to receive it’s share

of Government interference whether through legis-

lation, investigation, or plain taxation. However, we
can make no claim to being among the select, chosen
for scrutiny. The latest industry to receive the nod
from a Federal agency to step up and be reviewed is

the bowling industry. The Department of Justice

has just finished eighteen months of work under the

supervision of the Chief of the anti-trust division in
+ New York, and it appears as though the Govern-

ment has frowned upon the rapid growth of the

bowling business via the invention of the pinsetter.

' In fact they have accused the industry’s two major
suppliers, AMF (American Machine & Foundry)

4 and Brunswick, of a conspiracy to refuse the sale of

pinsetting equipment to bowling alley locations

where surveys showed that the alley was in a “criti-

cal” or saturated area and would therefore not sur-

vive as a successful bowling establishment.

Among the accused is the Bowling Proprietors

Association of America, who “control” 91% of the

lanes in the nation. Also accused are the 198 affili-

ated state, city and district associations of creating

“overbuilding committees” which, the Government

claims, made surveys and prepared maps showing
populations and alley locations, and proposed loca-

tions. The reports were allegedly turned over to the

manufacturers who in turn supposedly limited sales

and leases of pin-setting equipment “to prevent the

construction of bowling establishments or the ex-

pansion of present lanes” in the saturated areas.

Both firms are accused of turning down a total of

$70 million in sales. Executives of the bowling
equipment firms stated that many sales are turned

down because of sound business rather than a con-

spiracy. Each installation represents a considerable

investment, said the officials, and a poorly selected

site can result in halted payments by the alley owner
causing the firm to reclaim the equipment at a loss.

Basically, that’s the case, and since we aren’t

judges, we cannot hand down an official decree. But
we’re entitled to an opinion and it appears as though
the bowling people have been guilty of good busi-

ness sense. We must all turn down a certain amount
of volume because of obvious bad business risks.

Certainly the bowling industry, an industry which

has grown at a fantastic rate, must be aware of short-

comings. More than one business has been weak-

ened by oversaturation. Pinsetters cost upwards of

$250,000 and they had better be located in alleys

frequented by an abundance of bowlers. The case

will no doubt be argued at length and we sympa-

thize with the bowling industry, judging from what

information has been made public.

One of the first steps the Government took was

to remind the court that “bowling was big busi-

ness.” Quoting from annual reports and surveys,

the Government stated that the nation’s 26 million

bowlers paid fees of $500 million. In 1960 Bruns-

wick grossed $140 million from pin-setter sales, and
AMF received $65 million in rentals. The astro-

nomical figures actually appear guilty in themselves

when they appear in print in this way and the aver-

age reader no doubt has visions of bowling alley

operators reaping in this vast harvest of profit with-

out risk. And the damage is done of course. It seems

as though making a profit and insuring profit by

way of surveys designed to prevent a future bust

are a criminal offense.

As for AMF and Brunswick, Morehead Patter-

son, chairman of American Machine and Foundry
Corporation declared last week that his company
“had never agreed with Brunswick on anything.”

But it will take an all-out public relations campaign

to convince the man in the street after the Govern-

ment is through with its investigation. People in the

bowling business can find a ready shoulder to cry

on should they look to the coin machine industry.

Court Rules In Favor Of Texas

Ops, No 2% Tax On Sales Of

24^ Or Less; State Appeals Ruling
HOUSTON — Four vending machine

operating firms just about won their

battle in the courts here last week
(August 2) when a district judge

handed down a ruling which could

deal the state’s eleven month old sales

tax a crippling blow. District Judge

Herman Jones ruled that State Comp-
troller Robert S. Calvert cannot col-

lect the 2% sales tax on total receipts

from sales of less than twenty-five

cents. “The effect of my ruling is that

the state can collect a tax only on

sales above 24 cents,” Jones said.

The vendors, Neelley Vending Co.,

Canteen of Dallas, Gallavneau Bros,

of Amarillo, and the B&M Vending

Co. of Lubbock, each sought a return

of $2000 in taxes paid under protest

but the repayment was held up pend-

ing an appeal by the state. The ruling

states clearly that the vendors have

to remit to the state only those taxes

collected on sales of twenty-five cents

and more, and not a tax on total sales,

as has been the case.

The decision affects all vending ma-
chines firms, operators of all types of

equipment and many business firms

dealing penny-nickel merchandise,

such as newspapers, coffee and simi-

lar merchandise.

Revised Mark IV Has Dual Time-Cook Button

WALTHAM, MASS.—A simplified

microwave oven designed for vended
food operations has been announced
by Raytheon Company.
When used by patrons in locations

to heat refrigerated food, the new
Mark IV Easy Timer model Radar-
range oven is used as a companion
equipment for cold-holding vending
machines. The customer places vended,
refrigerated foods in the oven and
presses the button whose color and
number match that of the food pack-
age’s tab, and has piping hot food
in seconds.
As a replenisher for hot food vend-

ing machines, the new oven is used as

an “automatic steam table,’’ bringing
bulk food, platters, and other food
items quickly up to serving tempera-
ture. The hot food is then inserted in

the hot vending machines for sale to

the patrons.
Similar in external design to the

previously announced Mark IV
Counter King, this model differs in

that one button activates and controls

both the timing and cooking cycles.

Its colored, numbered buttons light

up when pressed and a new six-button,

electronic, positive-control timer as-

sures greater flexibility in the timer
setting by incorporating 0-to-30 sec-

ond and 0-to-180 second time ranges.

In addition the unit “tells” the cus-

tomer when his food is ready. At the
completion of the cooking cycle the

light goes off and the button pops out.

ROYAL OAK, MICH.—A new, fast

method of loading coin storage tubes
for most automatic coin and bill

changers has been developed by Klopp
Engineering, Inc., manufacturers of

coin handling equipment. The hand
loading of coin tubes, which are often
over two feet long, is a tedious, awk-
ward, time-consuming process.

New Plastic Food
Containers Have
Crystal-Like Coating
CHIPPEWA FALLS, WISCONSIN—
China-Foam, a new line of food con-
tainers and disposable dishes, has
been announced by Applied Research
and Development Corporation. China-
Foam dishes are made of expanded
polystyrene foam with a crystal poly-
styrene laminated top surface. This
laminate gives the dishes a smooth,
hard finish, according to company of-
ficials.
