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Although country music has al-

ways heen responsible for a great

many of each year’s biggest sellers,

it has never been hotter than it is

today. During the past six-months

it has taken on a new dimension

and is now being put to the severe

test of lastibility.

Ray Charles was directly respon-

sible for establishing the new di-

mension with his “Modern Sounds

In Country & Western Music” al-

bum. Although he was not the first

pop artist to do an album of coun-

try music it was the first situation

in which a blues singer, with a

strong following in the R & B and

jazz fields and a growing accept-

ance in the pop field, did a com-

plete turnabout and recorded an

all-country music album calling at-

tention to it in the title.

The smashing success of that al-

bum and the “I Can’t Stop Loving

You” single did much to increase

the acceptance of country music re-

cordings from artists who normally

were not associated with that music.

Many artists, some of them vet-

erans, took a crack at the country

idea and came up with very hot sell-

ers and many more such LP’s keep

coming out every week. Nat Cole’s

“Ramblin’ Rose,” a country styled

sing-a-long, gave the singer his big-

gest single in years and the song

should carry his LP, featuring

many country oldies, way up to the

top. Ray Anthony took the country

route with an LP and is making big

noise with it. Connie Francis’ latest

LP stars the songstress with a dozen

country stylings. Connie Stevens

did an LP singing the songs of

Hank Williams. Even the jazz boys

are taking a shot at the country

market. Argo has just issued a new
Ramsey Lewis LP in which he plays

only country favorites. And it is

understood that the new Ray
Charles LP, skedded for mid-

October release, will be Volume H
of “Modern Sounds In C & W
Music.”

Country music by non-country

artists is a very successful recording

idea which probably is not an over-

night fad. Country music is too

universally popular and too stable

to fade out. We’ll probably be see-

ing country albums by artists we

least expect to record country

music for a long time to come.

Particular emphasis
will also be placed on a listing of best-
sellers in special products which are
primarily geared to rack promotion,
such as educational records, kiddie
records, continuing promotions, and
economy-priced product.
Data for the listings will be ob-

tained by the office of the executive
director via rack merchandisers in 10
geographical areas:
Northeast-New England; Middle-

Atlantic; Southeast; South-Central;
Southwest; Mid-West; Mid-West
(Northern); West Coast (Southern);
West Coast (Central); Northwest.
The first listing will be sent to the

NARM Regular Membership on Oct.

Gallagher, New MRIA
Head, Says '62 Tape
Sales Way Up

BILL GALLAGHER

CHICAGO—Major sales increases in
1962 for all segments of the magnetic
tape recording industry have been
forecast by Columbia Records mar-
keting veep William P. Gallagher,
newly elected president of the Mag-
netic Recording Industry Association,
speaking at the group’s tenth annual
membership meeting in this city last
week (5).

Gallagher said that sales increases
were being reflected equally in the
industry’s three major divisions—1)
tape recording equipment and acces-
sories, 2) raw or blank tape, and 3)
recorded tape. He estimated that raw
tape sales_ for 1962 would reach $60
million, with 16 U.S. companies now
making tape as against eight in
1960.
“There are now some 1,500 titles

available in tape libraries, and sales
this year will be better than $12 mil-
lion,” Gallagher said. “And in equip-
ment, sales will be up about 20% over
1961 when some 600,000 machines
were produced domestically and sold

in the U.S.”

Gallagher succeeds K. L. (Ken)
Bishop, president and general mana-
ger of Bell Sound Division, Thomp-
son Ramo Wooldridge Inc., as presi-

dent of the association.

Eye this one for rapid
acceptance and early chart action.

“COUNTRY STYLE”—Sandy Nelson—Imperial
LP 9203
In recent months the popularity of country music
has grown by leaps and bounds. Many first-rate
pop artists have utilized country material and
achieved spectacular results. On this Imperial
session drummer Sandy Nelson joins forces with
three ^itars, bass piano and tenor sax and
cashes in on this trend. The arrangements here are
bright, spirited and extremely danceable. Nelson
and crew give first-rate readings of “Wolverton
Mountain,” “The Battle Of New Orleans” and
“Bimbo.” Sure-fire chart item.

“CARNIVAL OF HITS”—Belmonts—Sabina
SALP 5001
The Belmonts, who are currently pulling coin in
the singles department with “Come On Little
Angel” on the label, open their talented vocal guns
full-blast on this premiere Sabina LP outing
containing a bevy of their recent triumphs. In
addition to their big chart-rider the crew dish up
top-notch readings of past biggies such as “Don’t
Get Around Much Anymore,” “I Need Someone”
and “Tell Me Why.” Eye this package for rapid
acceptance with the group’s teen fans.

“JOSE JIMENEZ TALKS TO 'TEENAGERS”—
Bill Dana—Kapp KL 1304
Bill Dana, alias Jose Jimenez, comes up with an-
other extremely funny session on this new Kapp
outing themed to teen-oriented topics. Dana is

aptly assisted by Don Hinkley who acts as mod-
erator-straight man on all the bits. The laugh-
man’s humor is based on absurdity and his
hilarious one-liners should bring loads of laughs.

The multi-talents of the Smothers Brothers are
eloquently showcased on this new Mercury album.
On one end of the disk the boys sing and kid their
way through a half a dozen pop-folk tunes, mostly
self-penned items. Their seemingly straight-
forward rendition of “Laredo” is quickly des-
troyed by their own whimsical brand of humor.
The other side of the album features the boys
offering six yock-filled routines culled from the
night club routines.

ALBUM REVIEWS

“COMING ATTRACTION—LIVE!”—The Jour-
neymen—Capitol ST 1770
Among the current crop of new folk singers, the
Journeymen immediately stand out because of
their fine voices, superior musicianship, and un-
derstanding of the folk media. On this set, cut
live at a concert in Minneapolis, the 'group’s dis-

tinctive vocal chemistry carries them in good
stead on a bag of familiar and little known pop-
folk items. With a youthful vitality, the gang
offers top-drawer renditions of “In The Evening,”
“Gypsy Rover,” and “Jack The Sailor.” A fine

showing.

“THE MUSIC OF BRAZIL”—Percy Faith—Co-
lumbia CL 1822
Percy Faith, a consistent album seller, comes up
with a bag of Latin flavored rhythm tunes from
Brazil performed with his usual verve and bril-
liance. Despite the superabundance of LP’s of the
South American genre, this entry by Faith ranks
as one of the best. The orkster and his men give
lyrical and pulsating essays of “Brasil,” “Amo-
rada,” “The Minute Samba,” and “Little
Dreamer.” LP has strong sales potential.

“EDDIE HEYWOOD’S GOLDEN ENCORES”—
Liberty LST 7250
Here’s a top-flight instrumental mood album of
popular standards rendered by ace 88’er Eddie
Heywood. The pianist, who has rolled up an out-
standing sales record with his past efforts, should
garner plenty with this delightful package which
boasts Hugo Winterhalter conducting the ork.
Some excellent tracks here are “Canadian Sun-
set,” “The High And The Mighty” and “Exodus.”
Album should spark loads of excitement.

dACOUELINE.
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“JACQUEUNE BOYER CHANTEUSE”—Capi-
tol ST 10313
Jacqueline Boyer, a newcomer to the American
scene, has cut an impressive first disk for Capi-
tol, and could be an important name on this side
of the Atlantic in short order. Her delivery, un-
like the throaty, emotion-packed delivery of Piaf
and like French vocalists, sparkles in an upper
register and reflects a lilting, lyrical quality,
especially on such tunes as “Pepe,” “Pianissimo,”
and “Jenny, Oh Jenny.” The lark uses her talent
with assurance, and this first LP entry should
win her many new friends.

“SWINGING DOWN THE LANE”—Ralph Burns
—Epic LN 24015
With the growing trend to sweeter sounds, this

new Ralph Burns entry on Epic which features
the talented orkster leading his crew through
their paces on a dozen, free-flowing jazz-flavored
items should create plenty of interest. With the
exception of two Burns originals, all the tunes
here are fine old sturdies. The ork shines as they
offer “Ebb Tide,” “I’ll Get By” and “Mean To
Me.”

“EMIL COLEMAN LIGHTS UP ’THE PLAZA”
—Philips PHM 200-041
Emil Coleman, who holds court nightly at the
Persian Room of the Hotel Plaza, guides his so-
ciety band through a session of sturdies on this
new outing on Philips. The orkster employs a
variety of tempos for dancing on this Jim Tyler
and Sy Oliver-arranged set which includes such
goodies as “The Man I Love,” “I’ve Got A Crush
On You,” and “I Wish I Were In Love Again.”
The package is top-notch ballroom fare.

“IN A NEW MOOD”—Oscar Brown, Jr.—Co-
lumbia CL 1873
Oscar Brown, Jr., who has established quite a
reputation for himself with his distinctive, self-

penned folk-flavored items, is superbly showcased
on this first-rate Columbia set singing a dozen
evergreens. The balladeer’s intense, sensitive ap-
proach coupled with his fine lyrical, wide-range
voice carries him in good stead on “Where Or
When,” “Mood Indigo” and “It Ain’t Necessarily
So.” An excellent, tasteful listening experience.
Should win the chanter a flock of new admirers.

“JOSE MELIS AT THE OPERA”—Mercury SR
60709
A dozen staid operatic arias are gpven a new
lease on life and a Latin-pop flavor by the tal-
ented 88’er on this very melodic set from Mer-
cury. Melis has selected the arias from operas
which are inherently more melodious and plays
them in easy listening, danceable tempos. Pleas-
l^ant tracks here are “One Fine Day,” “Sextet”
fifrona “Lucia,” and “Che Gelida Manina.”

With a varied bag of tunes, some standards, some
self-penned, Axton dishes up top-drawer per-
formances on “Peggy-0,” “John Henry” and “Fiva
Hundred Miles.” An impressive showing.

“RHAPSODY BY CANDLELIGHT”—Liberace—
Coral CRL 757395
The talented pianist takes off on a warm, roman-
tic tack in a highly listenable program of pop-
flavored classical melodies on this new outing for
Coral. Backed by the ork of Gordon Robinson, the
88’er shows his artistic control and sensitive feel-
ing for melody on “Eighteenth Variation,” “Inter-
mezzo,” “Clair De Lune,” and “Shubert’s Sere-
nade.” Liberace’s legion of admirers will want
this one.

“MEADE LUX LEWIS BOOGIE WOOGIE
HOUSE PARTY”—Philips PHS 600-044
This unusual offering from Philips boasts a honky
tonk piano doing boogie woogie with a mash po-
tato beat. At the keyboard is Meade Lux Lewis,
an old timer best known for his “Honky Tonk
'Train,” which is included in this set. Other top
drawer bands here are “Yancey’s Special,”
“Celeste Boogie,” and “Beartrap Stomp.” The
disk is a solid item for spinners and dancers.

“EXOTIC SUITE OF THE AMERICAS”—Perez

This excellent album by Perez Prado features the
orkster playing one of his own compositions, a
tone poem from which the LP was tagged.

Pye's Benjamin In N.Y.
LONDON — Following the recent
scoop by Pye Records, London in ac-
quiring the Cameo-Parkway label for
distribution in the U.K., the label’s
director and general manager Louis
Benjamin left last week for New
York by jet for meetings with various
disk executives, which may well lead
to further stimulating moves by the
independent.

In an interview with Cash Box,
Benjamin referred to the Cameo-
Parkway deal as “a wonderful prop-
osition. Cameo-Parkway is a company
that not only keeps abreast of the
times but goes way ahead of them
... a policy wholly in line with our
own home grown label.”
After three years of steady expan-

sion, Pye has in 1962 consolidated its
efforts with both financial and chart
results.

ASCAP Seminars On
Musical Theatre Begin

NEW YORK—Students of the musi-
cal theatre are getting it straight
from the horse’s mouth in a series of
ASCAP seminars which bowed last
week (10) at New York’s Judson
Hall.

Initial seminar—the first of eight
Monday night gatherings—featured a
lecture by vet cleffer Arthur Schwartz,
who traced the growth of the Ameri-
can musical theatre since the early
1900’s.

In introductory remarks, Stanley
Adams, president of ASCAP, called
the American musical theatre a “na-
tional asset and an important export.”

Schwartz credited Jerome Kern

—

in association with Guy Bolton and
P. G. Wodehouse—with writing the
first truly American musical shows.
He referred to the trio’s famed “Prin-
cess Shows” (e.g. “Leave It to Jane”)
of 45 years ago. The comnoser said
that Kern’s “intimate” music—as dis-

tinguished from the “bombastic”
music of European operettas—the use
of American characters and settings
and satire were the hall marks of
these shows that were to lead to a
distinctively made-in-U.S.A. musical
show. He added that the earlv styles
of George Gershwin, Richard Rodgers,
and that of his own were influenced
by Kern.

Schwartz also noted the increas-
ingly imnortant role of the “book”
and the lyricist, who must now think
like the writer of the “book” in writ-
ing lyrics that either advance the plot
or describe character. Modern musi-
cal concepts, especially the “inte-
errated” musical, Schwartz declared,
have their roots in “Show Boat,” the
classic 1927 musical by Kern and
Oscar Hammerstein, who wrote the
“book” and lyrics.

Schwartz spent a generous amount
of time answering questions from the
audience.

NEW YORK—Paul Anka’s muscular
march main-title for Darryl F. Zan-
uck’s “The Longest Day,” in which
Anka has a role, is a measure of the
young singer-cleffer’s confidence in
himself.

“It was during the shooting of his
scenes at Pont du Hoc in Normandy,
France,” Zanuck, head of 20th Cen-
tury Fox, stated, “that Paul first

asked me about the possibility of
composing a title song for the film.

At that time, I had decided not to
have any such song but rather to only
use melodies popular during those
days.
“However, I told Anka he could

write a song if he liked, but I made
no promises to him and really held
out little hope.”
Zanuck went on to explain how

Anka returned to New York and
spent several weeks writing the words
and music of the song. Anka then
hired a full male chorus and a large
orchestra and went into a studio to
make a sample record of his creation.
The disk was mailed to Zanuck in

Paris. He played it on a portable
phono in his Paris headquarters, then
played it again and again. He then
called in his entire office and produc-
tion staff to hear it.

The next evening, as Anka was
about to leave his Manhattan office

for his Tenafly, N. J. home, a cable
from Paris was handed to him. All
that it said was “Yours is THE song,
signed, Darryl F. Zanuck.”
The picture will have its world

premiere in Paris on Sept. 25, at an
official French veteran’s benefit. That
night, the “La Garde Republicaine,”
band in its ornate 19th century,
plumed helmets and uniforms will
strike up his new march. Anka will
be there.

Diners' Sues Columbia
On Disk Club Pacts

NEW YORK—The Diners’ Record
Club, following similar action by the
U.S. Government, has challenged the
Columbia Record Club’s exclusive
pacts with other labels for the mail-
order handling of their product.

In a $900,000 damage suit filed in
Los Angeles’ U.S. District Court on
Thurs., Sept. 6. Diners’, which offers
its members LP’s through the mails
on an all-label basis, claims that the
pacts are in violation of the Sherman
and Clayton anti-monopoly laws, and
asks for a restraining injunction
against the operation.

Defendants are the Columbia
Broadcasting System, parent company
of Columbia Records, the Club and
the various labels within the Club’s
operations (Verve, Libertv, UA, War-
ner Bros., Kapp. Mercury).
The exclusivity agreements, the

Diners’ complaint charges, “.

causes a drastic impact upon the rec-
ord income of a record club, and the
continued loss of said supply invari-
ably causes a record club to go out of
business.’’

Diners’ further charges that it is

left out in the cold in the handling of
1,000 albums by 450 important artists.

When Diners’ could get an adequate
supply of disks, the suit further
states, it would have to pav prices
“from 50% to 200% higher than the
nrices that the defendants and Colum-
bia Records Club was required to pay,
and by fixing said prices at a price
higher than the price paid by mem-
bers of the Columbia Records Club.”

This practice. Diners’ claimed, also

stifled competition among disk clubs.

When contacted last week, Columbia
had not formulated an answer to the

charges. After the Federal Trade
Commission’s similar complaint last

June, Columbia Records’ president

Goddard Lieberson issued a state-

ment making a general denial of

FTC’s charges.

The artist first toddled into the
musical world at four, when he was
able to pick out a fairly good two-

troupe shuffled off with the show’s
$800 treasury. Broke and jobless, Cole
worked as a piano player in “prac-
tically every beer joint in Los An-
geles,” never making more than $5 a
night.
Then Nat formed his famous Trio.

From then on his career went into

high-gear. The popularity of the
group grew and they played some of

the best clubs in the country. In 1942
he joined Capitol Records, as a single,

and from the very first decks such as
“Nature Boy” and “Mona Lisa” he
achieved star status.

When he is not traveling on the
road Nat lives quietly with his wife,

two daughters and son Nat Kelly,

who was born Feb. 8, 1959.

ing the charts with “Close To Cathy”
on United Artists, was born in Los
Angeles on November 6, 1943 into a
musical family. When he was a boy
his parents shared much of their ac-

tivities with him, instilling in him a

love for good music. His father, a
professional trumpet player, took
Mike along with him on his engage-
ments.

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Japan’s Fair Trade Commission (FTC) raided the dealers’ union, National
Phonograph Records Retail Sellers Association (NPRRSA) Sept. 4 and sev-
eral other spots on suspicion of violating the Anti-Monopoly Law. The au-
thority seized documents including applications for joining NPRRSA and pro-
ceedings (reports on gatherings).

The manufacturers who warned the union on its “unlawful” attitude a

few weeks ago reported that only 22 applicants (out of 193) were given li-

censes by the union and others were rebuffed as of the mid-July, 1962.

Abiding by the agreement between the union and the manufacturers, getting
the consent is the only way to open a retail store now. But the refusal cases
were so many and one of the applicants whose request (to join the union; which
substantially is the request to open a retail store) was flatly refused sued
NPPRSA, causing the FTC’s official investigation starting last spring. The
manufacturers stated that about 200 cases were waiting for the union’s ap-
proval while still another 550 cases were hoping to operate a retail business
without joining NPPRSA as of now.

NPPRSA opposes licenses because some of them, those who’ve been acting
as electric appliance stores, are sure to lower prices for dumping and because
a new store will decrease sale of the competing store already in business,

Raided were NPPRSA’s branches in Tokyo, Kansai (Osaka), Central (Nago-
ya). All the union’s branches were requested to submit their statutes and
bylaws before FTC.

Followed by the successful “Blue Hawaii Sale” that sold well over .150,000
copies of “Blue Hawaii” LP’s by Elvis Presley, Victor has launched another
selling drive called “Follow That Dream.”

Britain) Ltd., a new offshoot of Pickwick
International of America, has now been formed in this country and will launch
its products in mid-October. Managing director Monty Lewis in association
with Cy Leslie announced plans for releasing a line of low priced 12" LP’s to-
gether with the biggest range of childrens records ever issued here.

Latest signing by Pye is disk star Mark Wynter, last in the charts with

by Wally Stott.

Visitor to Cash Box London office Michael Davis, assistant manager of
Famous SRL (Ariel Records) of Buenos Aires. In Europe on a business cum
pleasure trip, Davis hopes to acquire new labels for distribution in the Ar-
gentine.
EMI has launched “Dancin’ Party” a new series of half hour programs to be

transmitted every Tuesday on Radio Luxembourg. Like its highly successful
“Friday Spectacular,” which now claims nearly three million listeners, the new
series will be recorded before a specially invited audience at EMI’s Manchester
Square headquarters. A spot in each program will be devoted to a new style,

A recent number one hit in the United States, “Loco-Motion,” by Little Eva

(EMI) has hardly been heard of in Australia to date. The fact that local disk-
jockeys are not Keen to play the disk has doomed it to failure in this ter-
ritory. The story is the same with “Loco-Motion” as it was—and is—with
quite a number of other records that have scored heavily in the United
States but can’t “raise a gallop” outside America. This fact must be caus-
ing a great deal of concern to American record producers because the po-
tential market outside the US is larger than the American domestic market
and this huge market cannot and should not be ignored. And yet, by produc-
ing off-beat disks, the record producer automatically slices his market in
half before the record is released.

Local instrumentalist (guitar) Dave Bridge has a new single out on EMI’s
HMV label which carries a revival of “San Fernando Valley” c and w
“Town Hall Shuffle.” EMI has also recently issued a London/Atlantic
single of Jerry Mathers, who plays the role of Beaver in the popular TV
series “Leave It To Beaver”; the youngster has “Don’t Cha Cry” and “Windj
Up Toy.” Should get plenty of DJ attention on the strength of the television
show. On its Capitol label, EMI also out with the C&W revival of “Save The
Last Dance For Me” by Buck Owens—this one should find a good market. Other
recent singles from EMI include “Oh Delilah” by Neil Sedaka; “So What” by
Bill Black's Combo; Jo Ann Campbell with “I’m The Girl From Wolverton
Mountain”; “Once Upon A Dream” by Billy Fury; “She’s Gone” by Buddy
Knox and a Roy Orbison single which carries “Evergreen” and “Love Star.”
Without any shadow of doubt one of the most popular club entertainers to

visit these shores in recent years is Frances Faye. To say that Frances “killed
’em” during her season in Sydney is the understatement of the year. During
her act Frances held the audiences spellbound with the sheer drive, ability
and vitality of her performances. It is good to see that EMI have released her
Capitol album “No Reservations.” This package will probably sell like a single.
Frances made countless friends during her visit to this country and is assured
of a “royal” welcome should she decide to return. Moves have already been
started by a couple of promoters to bring Frances out here again, this time
for a longer season to enable her to visit several other States.

Del Shannon’s latest single “The Swiss Maid” is doing the turntable rounds
in a big way and looks like his biggest outing in this territory since “Run-
away.”

Interesting to note that our best-seller list for this issue has three English-
produced disks in the first three positions. The number one hit is by our own
Australian (although English by birth) artist Frank Ifield with his inter-
national smash revival of the oldie “I Remember You.” England’s star disk
attraction Cliff Richard is holding down spots two and three with “The Young
Ones” and “Do You Want To Dance.” Each of the three records is issued here
through EMI which also has “The Stripper” by David Rose, on the chart.
Coronet Records (through ARC) has its strongest hand of chart riders in some
time with four of the top ten best-selling singles across the nation.
Although nothing official could be obtained at the time of writing, it is be-

lieved that local star Johnny O’Keefe is making steady recovery progress in
hospital. Johnny was admitted to hospital a few weeks back with a nervous
condition. We all hope to see him up and about again real soon.

A twenty-day postal worker strike is affecting very much the record industry

in the country. Since most checks and accounts are sent by mail, the communi-
cations between diskeries, retailers and foreign companies represented by
these labels are nearly interrupted. Although it is supposed that the strike
will end at any moment, the most important mail is taken by travellers to
Montevideo, Uruguay, and sent from there. Only very few letters from other
countries have been received in the last days.
Fermata Publishers arranged with Editions Fantasia of Paris the represen-

tation in Argentina of “Premier Amour,” winner of the 1962 Eurovision Song
Festival. The title in Spanish will be “Un Primer Amor.” The well known
“Clair De Lune Au Maubeuge” has also been inked by Fermata, and will also
receive wide promotion.

Surco reports about the release of “OK Muchachos” and “Leccion De Twist,”
the second single recorded by Los Jets, teen group recently inked by the label.
Under the United Artists label, Surco has put to sale the LP with the music
from “Jessica,” the Angie Dickinson-Maurice Chevalier flick. According to
Maria Elena Cattonar, promotion chief of the label, Surco’s sales have in-
creased about 40% in the last five months, mainly because of the new UA
and Atlantic releases, which have been well appreciated by the customers.

Ariel Records is planning the release of three new albums recorded by
Musidisc Records of Brazil. The LP’s are titled “Dulcemente (Sweetly)” by
The Four Cadillacs, “Romanticos De Cuba Van A1 Cine” and “Bob Fleming.”
Nearly all Musidisc Records have sold pretty well in Argentina; thus, it is

supposed that these albums will be good sellers, too.

Disc Jockey Records is planning the release of the first Japanese waxings
in Argentina: The Tokio Cuban Boys. The recording has been made by King
Records of that country. King will release “Guia Folklorica,” Argentine folk
music recording made by Carlos Garcia, well known musician. DJ is also re-
leasing the first recordings of the Continental of Brazil series: a Compact 33
with tunes by Djalma Ferreira and Britinho.

Mario Kaminsky of Microfon records informs that his company has inked
several new artists, who have already started waxing. The artists are El Cholo
Aguirre (folk singer and composer of several tunes, as “Rio Rebelde,” a recent
hit), Chacho Santa Cruz, folk singer from Mendoza, a western province, Elena
Medrano, bolero songstress, and Argentina Rojas, folk songstress. Miss Rojas
is now performing on TV (Channel 11 and Radio El Mundo, and is expected to
become a big star.

Odeon has released the first record of the Liberty series. New titles are
albums by Gene McDaniels, The Ventures, Bobby Vee and Timi Yuro, and
several singles by the same artists. The diskery is also preparing a new
“Promotional” LP, which will be titled “Nuevegrama” (comes from TV channel
Nueve (Nine)) and will be promoted through TV and show windows. As the
“Favulozo” series, it will be formed with tunes by several artists.

Joao Gilberto, the Brazilian singer, has made his first performance on TV
Channel 13, in the highly rated “Show De Antonio Prieto.” Cash Box’ TV
Survey has showed that, Gilberto was liked by a good part of the audience,
which means that he will enjoy a pleasant stay in Buenos Aires.

Smart Publishers are working on the promotion of “Roses Are Red.” the
recent Bobby Vinton hit. Besides the original waxing (which should be re-

leased by CBS Columbia in Argentina), there are other versions being ar-

ranged. The title in Spanish will be “Rosas Rojas.”

The “Guardia Nueva” TV’er, presenting teen RCA artists, will change its

channel. Since Oct. 6, it will be aired by Channel 7, Saturday nights. It seems
that Channel 11, where it had been till the end of August, will continue pre-

senting such a program, but with other artists.

More news from RCA: the diskery is preparing the release of the ninth

volume of the Explosives series. As the previous ones, the album will contain

a selection of the latest hits. Another interesting release is “Josefinas,” by
Chilean artist Danny Chilean. It’s the first release of this ai’tist in Argentina,

and RCA believe it may become a success. Chilean will come to Argentina next
November, according to Luciano Galleguillos, his manager who informed
this via a telephone call to Buenos Aires.

Dion, the hit American singer, and Los Hermanos Rigual, visitors of the

week in Buenos Aires. Dion stayed here only a few days, performing in the

Fourth Twist Festival of Escala Musical and at dance parties arranged by the

same organization; The Rigual Brothers (whose “Cuando Calienta El Sol” is

a real success) will stay in Argentina about a month, or even more, and will

probably make some new recordings.

Producciones Fermata is preparing the release of the first 4:35 recordings,

belonging to the Cameo label, represented here by Fermata. These albums are

intended to compete in the “big music” field.

Here it is: its title is “La Hidrau-

lica Santiago” (something like “Hydraulic Santiago,” being Santiago a

province were it very seldom rains). Sorry, we don’t know the composer nor

the publishers, since there are still many folk tunes that first become a. success

and afterwards are published. However, we have listened to it and it is very

interesting and has good possibilities of becoming a success as soon as it is

recorded by some of the well known groups.

News from Julio Korn: the pubbery is planing the promotion of two Italian

tunes, whose representation has been recently arranged: “Los Colores De La
Felicidad,” and “Auli-Aile.” Spanish lyrics are being prepared. Julio Korn
has acquired the rights to “Virgen Maria del Cerro,” Chilean song winner of

the Music Festival which took place during the World Soccer Festival. The
song was composed by Pancho Flores Del Campo, and recorded by Los Huasos
Quincheros. JK is also working on “Linda Muchachita,” the Connie Francis

hit. Unfortunately, the original version (which belongs to TK, MGM repre-

sentative in Argentina) hasn’t been put to sale yet. The pubbery has received

the first waxing made by Los TNT for RCA Espanola, with four titles: “La
Guitarra Del Diablo,” “Tu Idioma,” “Que Tengas Suerte (Be Lucky)” and
“El Porompompero.”
News from Music Hall: Carlos Vega Pereda has been inked by TV Channel

9, for a series of appearances in the good folk program, “La Pulperia De

The last recording cut by Piaf and her ex-boy friend, Dumont, was not a very
big success. The song will be assigned to Leeds Music of U.S.A.
“Roses Are Red,” penned in French under the title of “Je Reviendrai My

Love,” will be cut by Nana Mouskouri. Paul Beuscher controls the film music of
‘ “The Young Ones” starring Cliflf Richard, who has just started his career in

France. Among the titles plugged by Desmarty: “Got A Funny Feeling” and
“Lessons Of Love.” Good news from Kurt Mohr (Arteco), who speaks about
“Prince Du Madison” for Billy Bridge.

>' Bernard Taylor, president of Arteco, continues to exploit for the time being
the oldie repertory already accumulated, and there’s some re-cuts on the Marie
Jose oldie “Maria Dolores” and “La Fille De Dolores.” Also some famous airs
of Wagner interpreted by Germaine Lubin. Remember she was the only French
songstress engaged in the Wagner Festival at Beyrouth.
Another disk worth mentioning, “De Villon A Prevert,” done by Jean Marc

Tennberg.
Les Fantomes, very much in the limelight on the Riviera, have just cut a

good_ record, among the tunes: “Watch Your Step” and “No Man’s Land.”
Prime Corchia, a very good artist, has just grooved two tangos: “Mi Per-

versi Ta” and “Sol De Mi Vida.” Georgette Plana has “Impasse Des Vertus”
and on the flip side, “Plus Joli Reve.” Neil Sedaka is back in town again with
an excellent “As Long As I Live” and “Breaking Up Is Hard To Do.” Harold
Nicolas (Barclay) is now at the Bobino Music Hall. His last disk, “Dansez Le
Madison,” is a bit hit.

On the 'Twist label, an affiliate of RCA, Eddy Varton has given fans “S L C
Twist.” On the Reprise label, an excellent “Goody Goody” by you’ve guessed
right, Sinatra, Frank.

' Marino Marini just cut a very good version of the Italian hit, “Quando,
Quando, Quando.” This should go a long way.
Tony Dallara has cut the French version of “Baci Baci” under the title of

“Le Soleil De Nos Vacances.” Among the songs recorded by Marcel Amont is
“Les Filles De Copenhague.”
A couple of months before the holidays, people in the business were talking

about the intentions of Columbia concerning the French market. Bets were
on Vega etc., etc. But what is sure is that Philips has not released any novelty
songs since several months now, and that Columbia is not presented in full;
only by old cuts.

More from Columbia: Julio Sosa will be “artist of the month” during Septem-

bp-October. He is now preparing a new LP. The press department of the
diskery informs also that 'The Cinco Latinos tour of Spain is a complete suc-
cess, although “some people, with bad intentions, say it isn’t.” Los Cinco

^ Latinos have been guest artists at the Benidorm Song Festival, will now go
to Israel, and October 6, will appear, in Madrid, in a one hour show with Frank
Sinatra, according to the diskery.

Peter de Rougemont and Juan Truden, administrative manager of Columbia
Argentina, made a short trip to Chile to visit Mr. Goluboff, its representative
in that country, and see the possibilities of expanding CBS’ part of the mar-
ket. Both have already returned to Buenos Aires.

Gc^ Box* GERMANY
A few weeks ago in the Cash Box directory, it was predicted that the price

of singles would rise in Germany to afford a wider profit margin for both the
manufacturer and the dealer and also to give the LP a chance to move into a
stronger position in this market.
The first move in this direction was taken by Metronome Records a few

months ago when it pushed its singles price from 4 German marks (1 dollar)

to 4.50 ($1.12). A few weeks after this move. Metronome announced that
special deals had been made with all of the major operators and one-stops in
order to compete for the strong juke box sales on single records. Now, Ger-
many’s major singles label Polydor, a division of Deutsche Grammophon
G.M.B.H. has announced that all the labels of the firm including MGM, Polydor,
Heliodor, Coral, United Artists and Brunswick had raised the price of their
singles from 4 marks ($1 dollar) to 4.75 ($1.19). The firm is also making no
special exceptions for operators and one-stops. The wholesale price of the
records have therefore been pushed from 2.80 (70 cents) to 3.33 (83 cents).
This is the first major record price increase on singles since 1948.
The first reaction of the operators and one-stops is an announcement that

fewer records can be bought in order to operate at a profit. The recent trends
in singles sales point out the fact that fewer middle sellers (15,000-30,000)
are being reported and a record either doesn’t get off the ground therefore
selling less than 10,000 or it makes the grade and pushes up over the 50,000
sales point to become a hit. A record can sell over a million in this small
country, and one record sold more than 2 million copies in Germany alone.
Due to increased cost of production and promotion as almost every single

in Germany now comes out with a special four color cover, and due to the
trends in buying mentioned above, Polydor must feel this increase in selling
price will not effect the over all profit margin for the firm. Metronome has
proved that when a hit is established, the buyers will pay the extra few cents
in order to have the record, and Polydor is riding on a crest of hits by such
established artists as Freddy, Connie Francis, Gus Backus, Peter Kraus, Bert
Kaempfert and Ivo Robic.

It is expected that D.G.G.’s new partner. Philips, will also announce a price
raise in the next few weeks. Electrola (EMI) and Telefunken-Decca, the other
two majors here have announced that there will be no raise in singles prices
for its product and that it will retain the 4 mark selling price. Electrola has
fui*ther announced that a special deal has now been made with large one-stops
and operators which even lowers the price of their product to these important
buyers. The results of this price move by D.G.G. will soon be seen, and weffl
report on them. If D.G.G. is able to hold ground at its new price, it will cer-
tainly cause a revolution in the record business here, and the lowering of the
discrepancy of price between singles and LP’s should also greatly increase the
sales of the LP’s in this market. D.G.G. also broke the barrier in LP sales by
being the first firm to sell over 100,000 pieces of a pop LP. Its sales leader
Freddy turned the trick for them.
Many prominent visitors are visiting Germany this season. Billy Vaughn

made a trip here last week for his first TV appearances in Berlin, along with
Siw Malmkvist from Sweden. Siw’s manager and top Metronome exec Biirje

Ekberg visited Munich along with songstress Anna-Lena for TV appearances
and radio interviews. Bobby Vinton visited Cologne to cut his first German
singles including a version of “Roses Are Red.” Electrola’s top producer Heinz
Gietz did the session. Alvino Rey and The King Sisters also visited Germany
for TV appearances and went on to do tours of the Army bases here. Orchestra
leader Henri Rene also included Germany on his European agenda. Publisher
Felix Stahl from Sweden dropped into the Cash Box office to pay his regards.
At the recent Radio Luxemburg festival in Essen where the awards for the
most popular songs and artists for the first half of 1962 took place, Dave
Matalon from Italdisc in Italy accompanied his top star, Mina, who took the
Silver Lion (2nd place) for her first German waxing of “Heisser Sand” (Hot
Sand). At the festival attended by all important members of the press and
industry, first place and the Golden Lion was awarded to Freddy, both Mina
and German teenager Cony picked up Silver Lions and third place and the
Bronze Lion was awarded to Bob Moore, who was unable to be there.

Ariola records has announced that in the future, French star Dalida will be
produced by Cologne A&R man Nils Nobach. Her productions in Germany have
been done in Paris by her French producers until this time.
Metronome has announced that it has taken over distribution of the Spanish

Belter labels including special Spanish music, flamenco and Paso doble music
and Mallorca melodies.

Ralf Arnie announced that his biggest foreign tune to date is the hot disk
on “Send Me The Pillow” by Johnny Tillotson.

That’s it for this week in Germany.

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Cdsh Box HOLLAND Gosh Box BELGIUM
This period is really a swinging one in Holland’s recording industry. No

less than three important events took place with three companies in the spot-
lights: Inelco-Holland, which firm opened their new premises; Phonogram,
which had its 16th Dealer's’ Day; and Bovema with its Dealer-week 1962.
And the Warner Brothers-convention came last week.

Inelco-Holland N.V. opened its new offices recently at Arent Janszoon Ernst-
straat 801, Amsterdam. A number of well known personalities of the record-
business from all over the world were present at the cocktail-party in the new
and really magnificent premises, where the interests of such labels as RCA,
Elite Special and President ai'e handled now much more economically than
ever before. It was 5 years ago that Inelco started with the sales of RCA
records with a staff of 18 members. Soon more people joined Inelco’s staff.

After some time, Inelco got the representation for Holland of the Swiss label
Elite Special and a short time ago also the French label President. Besides
these record labels, Inelco now also represents a number of technical marks,
such as Heathkit (electronical articles). Arena (radio and TV-sets), Standard
(transistor radios), etc. Inelco now has a staff of over 50 members and its

turnover is more than 7 times as big as when Inelco started its activities.

Over 800 Dutch record-dealers visited Phonogram’s Sixteenth Dealers’ Day
at Hilversum, Holland. The presentation included the personal appearance
of Billy Vaughn, who conducted a Dutch band playing several of Vaughn’s
best-selling arrangements in this country.

After introduction and words of welcome by Phonogram’s Rolf ten Kate
(head of the Public Relations Dept.), who acted as master of ceremonies and
announcer, and songs by 11 years old Sandra and teenager Willeke Alberti,
Phonogram’s director J. Th. van der Meer addressed the audience. He wel-
comed the visitors from abroad, being W. W. Townsley (director of English
Decca), H. Watson (export-manager of Decca), Jack Boyce (Decca’s classical
manager), Marcel Stellman (Decca’s popular manager), Jim Bailey (Dot Rec-
ords U.S.A.), Billy Vaughn, P. Lebbink (general director of Philips Belgium),
J. Bouyer (commercial director of Philips Belgium) and Ch. Licoppe (sales-
manager of Philips Belgium). In his speech, illustrated by graphs, M. van der
Meer accentuated the importance of the LP-market, and showed the dealers
that a new incline in sales is obvious.

With a splendid presentation by Leo Boudewijns, general label-manager
of L. C. Phonogram, the Concertgebouw Orchestra series was introduced on
the Philips-label, in connection with the 75 years’ existence of the famous
orchestra. He gave a survey of its fascinating history, its world-fame and its

recordings. The albums are presented with an essay on Amsterdam and the
Concertgebouw Orchestra by Prof. Helene Nolthenius. An extra feature in
this series is Beethoven’s “Eroica,” conducted by Pierre Monteux, on mono and
stereo. Other outstanding presentations were the Decca series of the Prima
Donna Joan Sutherland by Hans Tecker (2 LP’s and 10 EP’s) and 12 EP’s in
the Philips series of Dutch religious music, “Te Deum Laudamus.”

After the lunch, much attention was paid in the popular field to the “Fa-
yorieten Festival” series: 45 rpm singles in special sleeves, with new record-
ings of Willy Alberti, Corry Brokken, Mieke 'Telkamp, Johnny Lion, The Blue
Diamonds, The Jumping Jewels, Johnny & Caesarine Hoes, Anneke Grbnloh,
the 50th medley of The Three Jacksons and many other famous artists. The
popular accordion trio. The Three Jacksons, were also celebrating with a
“King Size Medley” album, their first 12 inch LP after so many successes on
10 inch. Further remarkable presentations were a new, richly illustrated album
of “The Dutch Swing College at The Berlin Sport Palast” (live-recording,
January 1962), “Gypsy Party” by Veres Lajos, “Time For Teenagers,” a
“Fancy Fair” album with Par’ty Music, presented by Johnny Hoes, and an-
other Hoes-presentation: “Girls And Sailors,” 28 pop songs of the sea with all

texts.

Billy Vaughn was presented with the Golden Tulip by M. van der Meer.
Much attention was paid to “A Swingin’ Safari,” also in radio and TV ap-
pearances by Vaughn. The 16th Dealers’ Day was closed with a “demonstra-
tion shop.” The orders by the dealers on all the various series were very large.

With a well-attended press conference in the festively decorated studio of
“Gramophonehouse”—Heemstede, Bovema opened its Annual Sales-convention
1962. During 10 days—and this was highly praised and admired by all con-
cerned: the fact, that Bovema’s internal organization could handle such a
highly personal and careful approach of its dealers—all important dealers
from the Dutch record market came to Heemstede for being the guest of
Bovema’s president, Gerry M. Oord Jr., and his staff-members. The Dutch
press and all business-relations showed themselves highly impressed about
the now-completed studio- and pressing-factory-equipment, which enables
Bovema, as one of the first on the continent, to take the complete process from
tape to end-product in its own hands. In this respect, especially the lacquer-
cutting-equipment as well as the magnificent galvano-installation were the
center of all interest. Many newspapers paid frontline-attention to the fact
that Bovema will be able to record and release any artist on one and the same
day. Another milestone in Bovema history.

Of course a lot of record news for the season 1962-’63 has been launched,
such as Columbia’s new Composers-series and the 2nd LP by the Benedetto
Marcello-ensemble with baroque-music, for which presentation the famous
Dutch artist Cecile Dressmann designed an original embroidery for the cover.
His Master’s Voice presented its new special Theatre-series, in which a lot of
old Dutch actors and actresses come to life in their best creations again.
There’s a new Django Reinhardt-series for jazzlovers and an important exten-
sion of series such as “5 Stars”—“Gramophonehouse Classics” and “Concert
Classics.” Capitol proudly launched its “Country & Western-series” with rec-
ords of Buck Owen, Ferlin Husky, Faron Young a.m.o. and new items by
Laurindo Almeida, Nancy Wilson and the Hollywood String Quartet. Gerry
Oord pointed in his opening-speech to the importance of the U.S. labels
Liberty and Stateside for Bovema’s strong position on the lists. Warner Bros,
featured the forthcoming soundtrack of the musical “The Music Man.” And
then Bovema’s Dutch production on the Imperial-label came with a lot of hot
news: a new LP by singer-comedian Henk Elsink with songs from the late
Louis Davids, TV-specialist for movies of the Twenties, Simon van Collem
with “Uit De Oude Draaidoos,” a new wax by hammond organist Cor Steyn
“Dance Party At Home” as well as a special children’s repertoire, led by the
well known children’s artist, Adri van Oorschot, whereas in the religious vein
Bovema unveiled many activities, such as new recordings by the Church-choir
of Heemstede directed by Paul Chr. van Westering, psalms by tenor Dick de
Jong and other highlights. Among the many surprises of Bovema’s Dealer-
week was an original lottery for a brand new Volkswagen and the in-person-
performances ( in the studio) by Bovema’s recording artists Gerard Engelsma,
Annie de Reuver, Cor Steyn, The Three Jacquets, Bruno Martino and the teen
duo, “De Donderstraaltjes.”

After the dealer-week, Bovema’s Gramophonehouse was the center of the
International Warner Bros. Convention on Sept. 13, 14, which will be reported
on next week.

BELGIUM
Big Brown’s newest single, “Hey Babarebop”—in Madison-style—got a big

start. Platter is plugged on the most important radio programs and on Octo-
ber 5, Big Brown will launch the number on Walloon TV.

Palette will soon release the 7th single of The Cousins: “Relax” and “The
Robot.” Undoubtedly, it will become the Cousins’ 7th bestseller. In Nov. the
group will tour Sweden again.

Palette made a contract with all football grounds in Belgium, which means
that before and after every match as well as during the interval only Palette-
I'ecords will be played. It’s considered a tremendous promotion.
The Tiptops is the name of a new instrumental-group Palette Records.

Their first release: “Ducks” and “Little Sally” (the signature tune of a pop-
ular Belgium TV program).
The introduction of the Flemish recording of Soeur Sourire’s (the Domini-

can Sister) repertoire on dealer day in Hilversum—Holland was the event
of the day and orders were placed on the spot, as everyone expected.
Mercury label release last week was “Latin Percussions” in stereo by

David Carroll. Doing well for Mercury is Merv Griffin’s “House Of Horrors.”
Riverside came out with a 12 inch called “Cannonball Adderly Quintet In

Chicago.” Since his performance in the Comblain La Tour Jazz Festival, sales

of Cannonball Adderly disks have increased enormously.
Sales of “J’entends Siffier Le Train” are getting bigger and bigger and

so is “Roses Are Red” by Bobby Vinton. Now climbing up the Belgian charts
is new Nat Cole recording “Ramblin’ Rose” (Capitol). Also enjoying nice
sales figures are George Maharis’ “Teach Me Tonight” and “I Remember
You” by Frank Ifield.

One of the big sellers in Belgium at the moment is Vogue’s “Chariot” by
Petula Clark. Sales already surpassed 45,000 copies and insiders expect platter
to become the number one hit. Also doing fine is Dion’s “Little Diane,” Vogue
is reporting.
Upcoming hit, now also in Belgium, is Mexican tune “Cuando Calienta El

Sol.” At least five different recordings are available now, but it will be a
battle between Los Marcellos Ferial (label: Durium) and Marco Remez Y Sus
Tipicos (label: Discobel). This tune will definitely reach the top-ten.

Ray Charles’ “Nancy” and Nancy Sinatra’s “Like I Do” are sure winners
for the Belgian charts, while, after three months, Mina’s “Heisser Sand” is

showing big action.
Dutch hit-writer Johnny Hoes, now successful in Holland with “Lekker

Troeleke,” receives a strong cover in Flemish by Co Morro (label: Delahay),
which should become a big seller in the Northern areas.

Billy Vaughn, again in hitsville with his rendition of “A Swingin’ Safari,”

visited Belgian Dot-representatives S.A. Fonior in Brussels. Rocco Granata,
who found his strongest seller since “Marina” in his new song “Tango
d’Amore,” left for an extensive tour of Germany. Rocco will sing the song in

DENMARK

Latest releases from Skandinavisk Grammophon A/S (EMI in Denmark) in-

cludes “Don’t Ever Change” with The Crickets on Liberty, “Vacation” with
Connie Francis on MGM and some new EP’s and LP’s.

Peter Kraus, German singer, had a 25 minute show in Danish TV Sept. 6.

Among the songs he presented was “Strasse Der Sehnsucht,” from his just
released Polydor record. Nordisk Polyphon A/S reports a growing sale of his

records after the TV show. Preben Uglebjerg, Danish artist on Polyphon, had
his own TV show on Sept. 15 and sang his version of “Caterina,” his latest

record. Other local releases on Polyphon include “Paradise” and “Ginny Come
Lately” (in Danish “Mog Mig I Dromme”) with Katy Biidtger, and “Quando,
Quando, Quando” with Poul Bundgaard, at the moment riding high with his
version of “La Novia.” Carli Tornehave, Danish born but living in Sweden,
has made his first Danish language recording for Fontana. The songs are
“Rosen Er Rosenrod” (Roses Are Red) and “Rosalii” (Ramblin’ Rose).

Ed Sullivan, American TV showman, recently visited Copenhagen looking
for talent.

Gitte Haenning, Danish EMI artist, returning to Germany for another TV
show. After returning to Denmark, she is contracted for a serious role in a
stage play.

Enrique Lebendiger of Fermata Do Brasil in Sao Paolo recently visited
Copenhagen on his European round trip. He had a long biz talk with his
Danish contact since many years, Knut Mork of Morks Musikforlag. Among
others, Lebendiger was very interested in Danish-American singer Sol Briggs,
singing on Mork’s Triola label. Lebendiger has also a record company in South
America, with among others the Brazilian label Young. Knut Mork told Cash
Box that Sol Briggs looks like a future international success. Italy is particu-
larly interested in his records. He just returned from three months at the
Berzelii-Terrace in Stockholm.

FINLAND

The summer has been very good in Finland, John Vikstedt of Discophon Oy
(RCA Victor in Finland) told Cash Box. It looks like the autumn season will
be much better than a year ago, Vikstedt added. RCA has great expectations
for “African Waltz,” which it just recorded with Lasse Mortenson and Stig
Franksman’s “Quando, Quando, Quando.”
Osmo Ruuskanen, a&r man of Musiikki-Fazer-Musik, just back from biz

visit in Stockholm, told Cash Box that the firm expects a lot from its new
singer, Taisto Tammi, who is debuting with “Ruusu On Punainen” (Roses Are
Red) for the Rytmi label. Ruuskanen was also very happy about the good
sales of Pat Boone’s “Speedy Gonzales,” in Finland released on the London
label.

Martti Piha of Pohjoismainen Sahko-Oy (PSO) told Cash Box that Monica
Aspelund, one of the new names on records in Finland, has been contracted to
the Vaasa Operetta Theatre for the autumn season. Lasse Liemola, another
PSO artist, is recording “The Young Ones” in Finnish, the title being “Me
Nuroet.” Famous veteran bandleader Georges de Godzinsky is contracted for
making an EP with country and western songs for release by Columbia. An-
other Columbia artist doing very well is Irmeli Makela, who is now on a
countrywide tour in Finland with her own orchestra.

Cash Box was invited to attend the press party given for Sir Joseph Lock-
wood at the Palace Hotel in Helsinki on Sept. 3. Sir Joseph said he was very
happy with the sales results from the Finnish markets, where there is some
one million records sold every year, a large percent of them being from EMI
Upon the question as to whether tapes will replace records in the future. Sir
Joseph said that in the classic music field, this was very possible, while in pop
music field disks will continue being what people want. As to records and
government taxes. Sir Joseph said he believed that it would only be a question
of time before governments understand that it is wrong to have such taxes
on at least classical records. “In England,” Sir Joseph said, “the government
subsidizes classic concerts, which is very good for people living in London
and some of the big cities, but for people in small spots at the countryside a
phonograph record is still their best chance to listen to hear good classical
music. Instead of subsidies, they have to pay taxes for it.”

Valias. “Vain Aika Parantaa” by Erik Lindstrom, “Vekkulin Jenkka” by Paul
Norrback, and “On Keskiyo” vsdth music by Kaarlo Kaartinen and lyrics by
Lasse Liemola are local sheet releases from Westerlunds.

Egil Mon Iversen A/S is the Norwegian publisher of “Caterina.” The Perry
Como version of this song has been on the charts for seven weeks now.

British recording artist Lome Lesley and husband and children have settled
in Oslo, where they moved into a new apartment recently. She has a recording
contract with Viking Music A/S, her records being released by Fontana out-
side Norway.
American-born singer Jack Dailey is another foreigner who is establishing

himself as Norwegian. After coming to Scandinavia four years ago, he lived
in Copenhagen until recently, when he moved to Norway after having married
a Norwegian girl some months ago. At the moment, Dailey is on the charts in
Norway with his Norwegian version of the German song “No Beer, No Wine,
No Schnaps” on Viking.

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Seeburg Unveils ‘^LP Console^, New Album Plan

Colorful Premieres End As Ops Hear Of LP's For 504,

Remote 'Consolette', Money Totalizer, Pull-Out Service

CHICAGO—The final showing of See-
burg’s new “LP Console” was held

this past week and it brought to a

close a series of formal distributor-

operator premieres which started
September 4 and continued for two
weeks in the major markets of the
United States. The premiere of the
new Seebuig phonograph equipment
was probably the most colorful and
exciting extravaganza ever to accom-
pany the introduction of a new model
phonograph. The well-kept secrets of

what Seeburg had announced as
“revolutionary” were unveiled, one
by one, to capacity crowds of opera-
tors, and it is doubtful if there was
a disappointed coinman in the bunch.

In a nutshell, Seeburg’s well pub-
licized “breakthrough to profitable

growth” is aimed at securing addi-

tional locations for the operator, ad-
ditional income on these locations, less

service costs, and more efficient op-
erating techniques which were termed
by Seeburg officials as a means of

making the music operating business
“a more legitimate business in the
eyes of location owners.” The tools

whereby these goals are hoped to be
attained include a new model phono-
graph—the “LP console”—which re-

sembles a modern piece of furniture
and is unlike any previous juke box
design, a music merchandising pro-
gram with the accent on album music
permitting selections from one com-
plete side of a standard LP to be
played from both sides of a seven
inch single record (with three selec-

tions on each side), a wallbox that is

now termed by Seeburg, a “Conso-
lette,” which does everything but spin

the records (and includes speakers),
and an “income totalizer” which
counts the money as it is dropped
into the phonograph and the accom-
panying “consolettes,” “pull-out”
packaged electronics for front-servic-
ing which will enable service men to

replace complete segments of faulty
areas, and an “Album of the Month”
program which offers operators 200

LP selections for programming. The
complete show as presented was one
of the most ambitious ever attempted
by a phonograph manufacturer.

Seeburg’s presentation began with
two pretty dancing girls introducing
previous Seeburg “breakthroughs” to

the audience, to the accompaniment of

music. The professionally staged
show, which was supervised by a crew
of directors, lighting men and sound
technicians, illustrated past Seeburg
models in color, pinpointing the 100
selection model, 45 rpm, high fidelity,

stereo and artist of the week fea-

tures, in chronological order. Seeburg
execs and regional sales representa-
tives and distributor officials took part
in the presentation with prepared ex-

planatory outlines which accompanied
the props as they were unfolded, all

with music, narrations, and the
periodic sounds of jet aircraft “break-
ing through” sound barriers.

The need for additional locations

was pinpointed in connection with
various urban renewal programs
which have displaced “up to 100,000
locations,” and the loss of patrons
“w’ith the advent of the superhigh-
ways.” The contrast in retail record
sales was brought out with a com-
parison of sales several years ago
(909<: singles—10% LP’s) and today’s
figures (85% LP’s—15% singles), as
stated by Seeburg based on their own
statistics. The figures were said to be
based on dollar volume since the LP
sells for several times the price of a
single. The smart-looking walnut-
finished cabinet of the “LP console,”
which illustrates five different LP’s
for programming and is capable of

holding up to 480 selections (80 rec-

ords with 6 selections to each disk)
is being merchandised as a phono-
graph “for the champagne locations.”
The “juke box look” is no longer evi-

dent. The attempt was made through-
out to dislodge the current juke box
“image” in place of a machine which
“doesn’t look like a juke box and
doesn’t sound like a juke box.” How-

ever, the so-called “bread and butter
stops” were seen as locations where
collections “may now be strength-
ened.”
The service features of the new

Seeburg phonograph offer a “100%
transistorized” amplifier (no tubes),
a new test-point feature which per-
mits speedy and accurate pinpointing
of trouble spots in the circuitry, and
a new diamond stylus and a means
whereby the stylus may be recondi-
tioned (through a cleaning process) is

also available.
The “Album of the Month” program

was outlined to operators as a pro-
gram “which answers the demand for
this type music never before avail-
able for juke boxes.” Each 33 rpm
single featuring 3 selections from an
album on each side will sell for 25('-

(3 tunes) and 50c (both sides—

6

tunes). Five “little LP’s” are dis-

played atop the machine with another
five (not visible) on the reverse side.

All ten 33 LP’s are programmed on
the machine and the display panel is

reversed from week to week giving
the impression that the machine has
had five new LP’s added to the pro-
gramming. Seeburg’s album library
was said to include 200 LP’s, includ-
ing pop, instrumental, top artists, jazz
and classical selections. Five new
LP’s will be added to the catalog each
month. The complete LP catalog is on
display at distributor showrooms and
includes disks recorded via various
film and tape techniques.
The Seeburg “Consolette” which is

a new remote selector and speaker
unit is, in effect, a miniature stereo
phono, but doesn’t spin the records.
The unit is fifteen inches high, and
six inches deep. It combines remote
selection of all records on the “LP
Console” (three types—45 rpm, 33
single, 33 ‘little Ip’ with a total of six
tunes), remote coin totalizing, and
twin stereo speakers which must be
activated by insertion of coins. The
“Consolette” also has provision for
personalization of location names,
three-button volume control, and a
changeable display panel of ten min-
iature “Albums of the Month” sleeves.
The “income totalizer,” which is

standard equipment, records every
coin in the system and is accompanied
by a “private eye” security check
which flashes whenever coins are in-

serted, as a means of permitting loca-
tion owners to confirm the fact that
the coins are actually being recorded.
The device was said by Seeburg of-
ficials to be the final key to unlock
new markets. Slides were shown of
various type contracts featuring mini-
mums, front-money and advances.
The final presentation of the eve-

ning was the announcement and il-

lustration of a “portable trailer”

which houses an “LP Console” a “Con-
solette,” a Seeburg Background Music
System and a Seeburg Cigarette Ven-
dor. The mobile unit will make a na-
tionwide tour on schedule to bring the
Seeburg story to locations via spe-
cially conducted presentation.

Seeburg prexy Frank O’Brien, in

statements made during the 2-week
showing, told operators that all of the
new innovations “have been designed
for you, the operator.” Chairman Del-
bert Coleman told a nation of music
operators that everything they
have suggested over the years as a
means of improving the Seeburg
equipment has been taken into con-
sideration. He gave exec v.p. Jack
Gordon credit for the entire program
as it was formally presented. The “in-
come totalizer” was attributed to an
idea of Meyer Parkoff’s, Atlantic New
York Corp. prexy, “and we gave it to
our engineers to work on for two
years.”

500 Attend Atlantic-Seeburg Phono Show
O'Brien, Coleman, Gordon,
NEW YORK—Atlantic New York
Corporation unveiled the new Seeburg
“LP Console” phonograph before
nearly 500 operators and guests last

Tuesday, September 11, in the ball-

room of the Park-Sheraton Hotel,
and the formal presentation was one
of the most dramatic and colorful

premieres ever held in this area.

page). Meyer Parkoff, Atlantic Presi-
dent, and Murray Kaye, Sales Man-
ager, hosts for the evening, along
with Oscar Parkoff, New Jersey
branch manager, and Mac Pearlman,
Connecticut manager, were joined by
Seeburg factory execs Delbert Cole-
man, Chairman; Frank O’Brien,
President, Jack Gordon, Executive
Vice-President; Bill Prutting, Re-
gional Sales Representative. The
show had everything from dancing
girls to jet “breakthrough” and lasted
for approximately two and one-half
hours.

Cocktails and dinner were served
the guests before the show started.
The Park-Sheraton stage was the
focal point of the presentation and a
professional staging crew supervised
the proceedings.
The Seeburg “LP Console” was un-

veiled on a turntable before the au-
dience. Operator reaction was gratify-
ing for the distributor and factory
representatives on hand. In addition
to the phonograph itself, which is

styled in a durable non-mar walnut
cabinet along the lines of a luxury
home console, the “Consolette,” a new
type wallbox, was previewed.
The equipment, whih was dra-

matically presented with narrations,
psrsonal introductions, and the ac-
companiment of color slides, was com-
plimented by new ideas in technical
and service equipment, (all of which
is formally outlined in the Seeburg
story on first news page).
Meyer Parkoff led off proceedings

with a formal acknowledgement of
leading officials from banks, factoring
and money-lending firms, trade as-
sociations, the press, and various
dignitaries. Dancing girls pranced
onto the stage to the acompaniment of
“This Could Be The Start Of Some-
thing Big,” a top show-starter, and
the action didn’t stop until Parkoff in-
vited everyone back to the bar for
drinks and informal talk, two and
one-half hours later.

He stressed to operators that the
industry was “growing up” with this
new equipment. Parkoff’s introductory
talk was sprinkled with terms such

Jack Gordon said that Seeburg is

“blazing a trail of achievement” in

the music machine industry. Opera-
tors from all three states were pres-
ent.

Murray Kaye ascended the podium
for a talk on the new service features
of the Seeburg “LP Console” and dis-

cussed “100''/b transistorized ampli-
fiers,” plug-in, slide-out circuitry, im-
proved stylus, and other service fea-
tures.
Prutting outlined the 33 rpm pro-

gram, the “Album Of The Week,” and
the manner in which the new phono-
graph accommodates these new fea-
tures. Pricing (10c per single, 3 for
25c, 6 for 50c), Seeburg’s album
library, the new “Consolette,” an “in-

come totalizer” with “private eye”
security, and location contract possi-
bilities were outlined. Even the
promise of a mobile unit housed in a
trailer which will be taken on nation-
wide tour was shown on the screen.

But the hit of the evening was the
juke box itself, the “LP Console.” At-
lantic officials advised Cash Box that
interviews conducted immediately
after the show, and during the fol-

Coleman Tells Security Analysts

Seeburg Will Exceed $51 Million

Rise Amounts To 45% Increase Over '61

NEW YORK—The Seeburg Corpora-
tion expects sales for the current
fiscal year, ending October 31, 1962,
to exceed $51,000,000, a rise of more
than 45% from its record 1961 sales
of $35,000,000, Delbert W. Coleman,
chairman, told the New York Society
of Security Analysts on Thursday,
September 13. He said that sales of
vending equipment will reach $25,-
000,000 more than double the $12,-
200,000 sales in 1961, and that sales
of coin-operated phonographs would
approximate $20,000,000, an 18%
increase. The company also manufac-
tures background music systems, hear-
ing aids and other electronic equip-
ment.
Coleman estimated that net income

for 1962 will be more than $1,700,000,
or 88 cents a share. This includes a
tax credit of $150,000, amounting to 8
cents a share. Earnings in 1961 were
$1,051,000, or 54 cents a share, includ-
ing a tax credit of $460,000, equal to
23 cents a share.

Seeburg sales for the nine months
ending July 31 were $37,700,000, Cole-
man stated, compared to $25,100,000
for the same period a year ago. Earn-
ings for the nine months were $1,-

197,000, or 61 cents a share, including
a tax credit of $150,000, equal to 8

cents a share. Earnings for the corre-
sponding nine months in 1961 were
$917,000, or 46 cents per share, in-

cluding a tax credit of $399,000, equal
to 20 cents per share.
Coleman termed vending a growth

industry. “A greater variety of goods
is being vended, more machines are
being located in more places, buying
from vending machines is a growing
consumer habit, and the machines are
replacing cafeterias in factories,” he
said. “In 1962, $3 billion worth of

products will be vended from more
than four million machines. Seeburg
plans to participate in this growth by
providing the necessary equipment.”
At present, the company sells five

lines of vendors: coffee, cup cold

drinks bottle cold drinks, can cold

drinks and cigarettes. The company is

about to begin shipment of milk vend-
ing machines, and plans to introduce

its candy and pastry machines early
next year.

Speaking of 1963, Coleman said

that with thp continued growth of the
vending industry, the introduction of

additional new Seeburg products, and
the completion of a new 260,000
square foot plant now urr'er construc-

tion at Hartford, Connecticut, which
will greatly increase nroduction ca-

pacity, he anticipated further rise in

volumes and profits.
