
The king-sized artist obviously putting his heart and soul into a song is Duke Records’ Bobby Bland. Big in size and very big in talent depart-

ment, Bland has been a solid, top-ten blues seller for Duke for a number of years. But 1962 saw him take bold of the pop market with three

consecutive hits, “Turn On Your Love Light,” “Yield Not To Temptation” and his current long-running best seller, “Stormy Monday.” His

latest LP, also enjoying steady sales, is dubbed “Here’s The Man.” Bobby is continually booked at clubs, on concert dates and one nigbters

all across the U.S. Bland’s next single, soon to be released couples “Call On Me” with “That’s The Way Love Is.”
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A few weeks ago, in this space,

we discussed the subject of “Ad-

vances” their pros and cons and the

effect they have had on the leasing

of copyrights and masters. The

mail commenting on this editorial

was truly overwhelming and almost

all of it, from both the U.S. and

abroad agreed that the lack of edu-

cation in the field of foreign rights

negotiations was the greatest prob-

lem confronting neophytes in their

dealings with companies around

the world.

The editorial commented pri-

marily on the International com-

panies’ point of view that Advances

do not necessarily make a foreign

company work harder on an Ameri-

can song. More often than not the

Advance poses a terrible burden

that sours many of the foreign com-

panies in their future dealings with

American manufacturers and pub-

lishers.

But one significant comment in

favor of advances was presented by

a number of American publishers

—a criticism which pointed specifi-

cally at some foreign publishers.

The point made was that the ad-

vance demanded by the American

publisher was the only guarantee

that the publisher would get paid at

all for leasing his copyright. Of
course, this does not apply to the

great majority, but rather to the

minority which makes it rough for

the legitimate operator.

Many American manufacturers

who today are also publishers are

too often disillusioned when getting

a statement from a foreign pub-

lisher who claims a considerably

smaller sale on a record than the

foreign manufacturer has report-

ed.

Complaints against foreign man-

ufacturers are far less frequent

than seems to be the case on the

publishing level, but it takes only

one wormy apple to make it diffi-

cult for the whole barrel.

Again, education is the solution.

Dealing with the person who makes

the best offer is not necessarily the

best deal. It’s imperative that you

become familiar with whom you

are dealing.

But the people who don’t give a

fair count and feel they are getting

away with it are only stunting the

huge growth potential of the Euro-

pean market.

CHICAGO—Mercury is strengthening

lines of communications between itself

and its distributors via a distributor

council.

Decca's 9 Mos. Earnings

Way Up Over 1961

NEW YORK—Consolidated net earn-

ings of Decca Records and its subsid.

Universal Pictures for the nine

months ended Sept. 30 showed large

gains over a similar period last year.

For the new period, net earnings

amounted to $4,359,091, equal to $2.85

per share on the 1,527,401 outstanding

shares of capital stock.

In the first nine months of 1961,

Decca reported earnings of $1,875,007,

equal to $1.46 per share on 1,285,701

outstanding shares of capital stock.

Meanwhile, MCA, which acquired

Decca Records earlier this year, re-

ported nine months earnings of

$9,197,000. Because of the Decca ac-

quisition, MCA could not offer com-

parative figures.

NARM Form Against
Copyright Suits Ready
NEW YORK—NARM, the rack-job-

ber association, has completed a form
of indemnification for rack-jobber use.

The need for such a form, which
has been sent to all regular mem-
bers (rack-jobber), was emphasized,
NARM noted, by recent litigation

between labels and publishers, who
claimed copyright infringement.

It was pointed out that liability in

such a situation applies to rack-job-

bers, as well as pressing plants, dis-

tributors and dealers. The idemifica-

tion agreement has been the fruit of

two months of preparation by
NARM’s legal counsel staff, and rep-

resents the conclusion of investiga-

tion into all areas involved with rack-

jobbers’ liability in copyright in-

fringement suits.

With the form, NARM says it pro-

tects its regular members and the

more than 25,000 retail outlets which
they service.
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Distrib members of the group were
selected for geographic reasons and
each of the six will represent adjacent

Mercury distribs in their area.

They are: Stan Sulman, Music Dist.,

Seattle; Henry Hildebrand, Jr., All

South Dist., New Orleans; John Kap-
lan, Jay Kay Dist., Detroit; Abe
Chayet, Mercury Record Sales Corp.,

New York; Robert Sarempa, Coda
Dist., Minneapolis; and Mel Sterling,

Zamoiski Co., Baltimore.
Myers pointed out that the council

will meet regularly during 1963 for

the informal discussion of a broad
range of marketing practices common
to the manufacturer and distributor.

MGM Pics Earnings Drop
Sharply In Fiscal '62

NEW YORK—MGM Pictures had a
sharp decline in net income for the
fiscal year ended last Aug. 31.

The flick firm, parent company of

MGM Records, reported earnings of

$2,589,000, or $1.01 a share, com-
pared with $12,677,000 equal to $5.02
a share in fiscal 1961. Sales dropped
to $136,999,000 from $140,540,000.

Joseph Vogel, MGM’s president,

said that there was a greater decline
in film production and distribution
than had been expected.

Capitol Programming Disk
Service Nearing 500 Outlets

HOLLYWOOD, Nov. 13—With more
than 400 stations now subscribing,
Capitol Records’ weekly “Silver Plat-
ter’ service, a special series of pro-
motional disks designed for radio
programming, is due to hit its six-

month goal of 500 stations well ahead
of schedule, according to Jack Wagner,
creator of the series and national ra-
dio services manager for Capitol
Records Distributing Corp, a onetime
deejay and program director.

In addition to the coast-to-coast sub-
scribers, the service is beamed to some
204 stations overseas via the Armed
Forces Radio Service.
Acceptance of the service has been

so great, an announcement said, that
there has been preliminary discussion
of plans for a jazz, classical, “easy-
listening” and stereo series of disks
to accommodate a wider scope of
station formats. The initial disks
could be described as the modern
“middle of the road” variety.
The “Silver Platter” service, which

was launched last spring, is a special
feature for the AM station subscrib-
ing in each of the more than 400
broadcasting markets now repre-
sented.

The “Silver Platter” service con-

sists of selected new and current re-

leases, patter, phoners and studio

interviews. Among celebrities who
have been interviewed on the “plat-

ters” are Ray Anthony, Nat King
Cole, Vic Damone, Bobby Darin, The
Four Freshmen, Jackie Gleason,

Peggy Lee, Billy May, Nelson Riddle,

Richard Rodgers, George Shearing,

Dinah Shore, Kay Starr and Roger
Wagner. Occasionally, deejay inter-

views and local listener phoners are

included.

A fresh disk with two new 24
minute sides is mailed, free of charge,

to subscribing stations every two
weeks.

In many markets, the “Silver Plat-

ters” are sponsored by record stores,

clothing stores. Coca Cola bottling

companies and other local concerns.

In addition to the series of “Silver

Platters,” Capitol provides many other

free radio services. Among them are

the production of special pressings

which contain shortened musical selec-

tions and comedy tracks designed for

stations with heavy commercial sched-

ules. Also available are open-end in-

terviews and customized voice tracks

by various Capitol recording artists.

Lasker Exits Reprise

NEW YORK—Jay Lasker has re-

signed his position as president of

Reprise Sales Co., a subsid of Frank
Sinatra’s Reprise label, it was an-

nounced last week by Mo Ostin, exec

veep of the parent firm.

Lasker, who joined Reprise shortly

after its formation several years ago,

left, an announcement said, to en-

gage in another disk business venture,

which he expects to announce soon.

Ostin expects to name a new na-

tional sales manager for Reprise Sales

before the end of the year.

Ben Barton Sells Out
To Hank Sanicola

NEW YORK—After 20 years, the

team of Frank Sinatra, Ben Barton
and Hank Sanicola in the operation of

Barton Musi, has broken up.

Barton, Cash Box learned last week,

has sold out his interest in the pub-
bery to Sanicola, who has already

worked out a deal with Sinatra for

his Vs interest in the firm. When final

terms are worked out shortly, Sani-

cola will own Barton outright.

Sanicola, who had been with Sin-

atra for over 25 years, had a falling

out with the artist and took over his

interest in Barton as one of the

settlements.

It is understood that Jack Bennante,

Barton’s professional manager, will

stay on in the New York office, with

Sanicola operating out of Calif.

As president of Barton, Ben Barton

had built up the firm with offices in

London, Paris, Rome, Hamburg,

Stockholm and Sydney. Although

terms of the sale were not disclosed,

it has been estimated that the value

of the catalog is in seven figures.

Barton will vacation for the next

month and will announce his plans

when he returns.

Pickwick Forms Eng. Firm

NEW YORK—Pickwick International

of Great Britain has been formed to

bow the low-priced Pickwick label in

England. Heading the operation as

managing director is Monty Lewis.

Forty-two albums, including show

scores, pop, classical and jazz LP’s,

will introduce the line to English disk

buyers. A label called Happy Time

will feature kiddie LP’s.

PLAINVIEW—Net earnings for the

first quarter of 1962 ended Sept. 30

at Avnet Electronics, parent company

of Liberty Records, were the highest

for any quarter in the company’s his-

tory, it was reported last week. It

was also announced that A1 Bennett,

president of Liberty, was elected as

a director of the company, one of

eleven elected by the shareholders.

They totaled $608,231 or 22^ a

share, an increase of 32% over net

earnings of $461,249 or 17^ a share

for the comparable period last year.

Both figures are based on 2,760,766

shares outstanding on Sept. 30, 1962.

The figures were reported by Lester

Avnet, prexy, at the annual stock-

holders’ meet last week (15) in

Plainview.

''Little Me" To Victor

NEW YORK—RCA Victor Records

has come out on top in the competition

for the original-cast LP rights to

“Little Me,” the new Sid Caesar-

starred musical that bowed last week-

end (17) on Broadway.
Interest over which label would get

the LP was greatly stimulated by the

rave reviews the musical received

when it began its Philly tryout run

last month.

Tradesters figured that Victor would
close the deal when two weeks ago

the label released two singles with

material from the show, whose score

was written by Cy Coleman & Carolyn

Leigh, responsible for the songs in

“Wildcat,” last season’s musical that

Victor had also acquired.

Victor said last week that the al-

bum would be cut this Sun. (25) at

Victor’s Webster Hall Studios in New
York under the supervision of Hugo
& Luigi, Victor A&R directors.

The show, produced by Cy Feuer &
Ernest Martin, features Caesar—back
on Broadway after a 14 year absence

—in seven roles as he portrays the

loves of Belle Poitrine, the subject of

Patrick Dennis’ novel of the same
name. Virginia Martin, spotlighted

last season in “How to Succeed . . .,”

also has a major role.

Victor’s other Broadway cast al-

bums this season include “Oliver!,”

Lionel Bart’s London smash, and
“Student Gypsy or Prince of Lieder-

kranz” by Rick Besoyan, writer of

the Off-B’way hit, “Little Mary Sun-
shine.”

CBS Profits Up For

Nine Mos. And Quarter

NEW YORK—The Columbia Broad-
casting System reported an increase

in sales and earnings for the nine

month period ended Sept. 30 and for

the last quarter.

For the first nine months of 1962,

the firm came up with record profits

of $18,507,219, equal to $2.08 a share

on a sales high of $358,010,607. In a

similar period last year, CBS did a

net business of $12,653,513, or $1.43 a

share on volume of $339,018,246.

CBS’ net income for the quarter

rose to $4,353,911 or 49^ a share from

$3,244,181, equal to 37<t a share dur-

ing the same period last year. Net

sales were at $111,354,411 from $98,-

250,501.

Avnet also told shareholders that

sales for the first quarter of the cur-

rent fiscal year were 17% greater

than for the first quarter last year,

including sales in Oct. that were “sub-

stantially” ahead of the previous Oct.

“Based on current trends,” Avnet

stated, “. . . sales and earnings for

the balance of the fiscal year ending

June 30, 1963, are expected to con-

tinue increasing.”

Also at the meet, stockholders ap-

proved an amendment to the com-

pany’s Certificate of Incorporation,

increasing the authorized number of

shares of common stock from 3 million

to 6 million, which will make possible

the consummation of the acquisition

of the assets of Hamilton Electro

Corp. of Los Angeles.

Avnef Reaches High In 1st Quarter Earnings

AL BENNETT NAMED TO BOARD OF COMPANY
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strong Nashville Fest Attendance

Supports Stature Of Country Music
NASHVILLE—The rapidly-rising im-
portance of country music was clearly

evidenced by the unprecendented at-

tendance at WSM’s 11th Annual
Country Music Festival and the 4th
Annual Convention of the Country
Music Association held (Nov. 8-11) in

Music City. Well over 3,000 people
poured into the city to attend the
annual barrage of events.

According to Trudy Stamper, pro-

motion manager of WSM, jockeys
representing 150 stations from 29
states and Canada attended the Fes-
tival. The first indication that this

year’s bash would break all records

was the fact that tickets for CMA’s
annual banquet were sold out for

over a week prior to the event. With
the burning down of the Maxwell
House Hotel last Christmas, the
room situation in Nashville reached

ANOTHER FOLK SINGER?

Cadence "1st- Family" LP
Debuts With Huge Orders

NEW YORK—Now it looks like it’s

Cadence Records’ turn to cash-in big
on a comedy album.
With Warner Bros. Records’ still

sizzling with its Allan Sherman effort,
“My Son The Folk Singer,” the top
mono seller in the country. Cadence
last week reported an immediate, im-
pressive response to “The First Fam-
ily,” a laff item by Vaughn Meader,
one of the most successful imperson-
ators of President Kennedy.
The LP was made available in the

New York area last Wed. (14)
through Cadence’s N. Y. distrib.
Alpha, and the following day it was
available in most areas in the U.S.

Total advance orders of the album
over the two day period, reported
Budd Bollinger, Cadence’s sales head,
had reached 40,000. (It’s interesting
to note that Alpha also distributes
Warner Bros, product, including, of
course, the Sherman LP.)

Bollinger noted that Cadence’s New
York offices had been visited by a
number of persons who wanted to
buy the LP directly from Cadence
after it had been previewed prior to
release by at least three New York
radio stations: WINS, which selected
the LP as its Album of the Week,
WNEW and WHN (by week’s end,
the ABC, WOR, CBS outlets were
ready to spin the album).
Such major N.Y. disk retailers as

Liberty, Bouble Bay and Colony had
doubled their initial orders, Bollinger
added.
• The LP, which represents Cadence’s
initial comedy LP release, has been
packaged like an original-cast, spoken
word entry. Meader, starring as JFK,
has a supporting cast which repre-
sents various members of the First
Family, relatives and people in public
life. They are billed on the liner, and
the 17 skits are divided into “Act 1”

(side 1) and “Act 2” (side 2).
The cover photo shows Meader, his

hair styled after JFK, and Naomi
Brossart, “Jackie” in the cast, and
other performers on the LP standing
on the lawn just in front of the White
House.
The album was cut last Oct. 22 in

Fine Studios, this city, before an in-

vited audience.
Meader received wide exposure as

a result of an appearance on last sum-
mer’s TV show, “Celebrity Talent
Scouts,” a recent Ed Sullivan TV’er.
A section in the Sept. 28 issue of Life
magazine noted, in words and photos,
the number of comics impersonating
JFK, and Meader had a full-page de-
voted to him.
Meader has also headlined a num-

ber of New York supper clubs, in-
cluding the Blue Angel.

John H. Be-
Whitt, Jr., the topper of the outlet,
presided and Tennessee Governor-
elect Frank Clement delivered a rous-
ing keynote address crediting WSM
with much of country music’s current
prestige.

Programming Seminars
This year, for the first time, in an

effort to add a practical touch, WSM
arranged for two programming semi-
nars. The first seminar, moderated by
WSM general manager Bob Cooper,
consisted of Earl Hotze, an executive
with the Gardner Advertising Agency,
Columbia marketing veep Bill Gal-
lagher, A. 0. Stinson, a leading coun-
try packager, and Jerry Glaser, veep
and general manager of WENO

—

Nashville, WYAM—Birmingham and
WGUS—Augusta. For one hour, they
discussed the obstacles encountered
in buying and selling country music.
Although many divergent points were
raised, all the members of the panel
were unanimous in a belief that coun-
try music has a commercial potential
that has not even begun to be tapped.
A lively question and answer period
followed the discussion. A second
seminar, moderated by WSM’s Ralph
Emmery, consisted of spinners Bob
Staton (CKLW—Windsor), Smokey
Smith (KWKY—Bes Moines), Bill

Mack (KENS—San Antonio) and
Ray Kinnamon (WYZE—Atlanta).

“WARM AND TENDER”—The Three Suns—
RCA Victor LSP2617
The Three Suns, who have provided the country
with pleasant listening and dancing fare for sev-
eral decades, come up with a first-rate package of
standards in their own distinctive instrumental
style. Augmented by a lush string section, the
trio gives a new richness to such oldies as “There
Goes My Heart,” “I’m Always Chasing Rain-
bows,” and “Fly Me To The Moon.”

Walt Disney, who has made great literature much

Joe Williams, whose distinctive blues delivery
made him a featured performer with the old
Basie band, lends his unusual vocal stylings to a
group of soulful blues items. For this session, cut
live at Birdland, the wailer gives evidence of his
firm position as a blues singer as he feelingfully
reads “Come Home Baby,” “This Can’t Be Love,”
and “September In The Rain.” The chanter’s fans
should come out strongly for the set.

“QUANDO QUANDO QUANDO”—Tony Renis
—Capitol T10324
Tony Renis, currently Italy’s hottest vocal prop-
erty, makes his American wax debut on Capitol
with this package of Italian pop favorites which
aptly showcase a firm vocal talent. The youthful
chanter "has a feelingful delivery and a way with
a lyric that is sure to make him many new friends
here. The chanter launches the session with his
very successful reading of “Quando Quando
Quando,” which won him plaudits at the San
Remo Festival.

A brief section devoted to “Re-

cording Contracts” notes: “After you

are well launched as a folk singer,

you will probably be besieged by rec-

ord companies begging you to sign

contracts. Under no circumstances

sign a recording contract. We don’t

need the competition.”

This complete kit has been sent by

Mercury to key disk jockeys and

newspaper editors across the country,

along with special feature stories on

the kit and the album for the press.

Music Museum, the presentation of a
complete country music show at a fu-
ture meeting of the New York Sales
Executives Club, building of member-
ship and financial support and action
in the political arena for the benefit
of country music, were among the
key projects outlined and discussed
in detail at the first meeting of the
new board of the Country Music As-
sociation last week. The meeting took
place Sunday (11) in the Andrew
Jackson Hotel, following the close of
WSM’S annual disk jockey festival.
Newly elected CMA president. Gene

Autry, who had flown here from the
West Coast to accept the office on
three hours notice, two days before,
took over the reins from out-going
president Ken Nelson, and promised a
vigorous administration.

Listed as a key item for study is

the oft-discussed idea of a country
music museum, which would house the
offices of CMA, and the country music
Hall of fame, of which Hank Williams,
Jimmie Rodgers, Fred Rose and Roy
Acuff are now members, as well as an
extensive museum of memorabilia as-
sociated with country music.
Autry appointed a special committee

consisting of Wesley Rose, Bill Denny
^nd Frances Preston for the project.
The group will undertake a study of
the flick industry museum in Holly-
wood, to determine what aspects of
that monument may be applicable to
the country music project. The com-
mittee will work with architects and
designers to develop concepts for the
new building. Contact will also be
made with city and state government
officials in an effort to bring to their
attention, the importance of such an
undertaking to the area, in terms of
business and prestige.

'The project, it is understood, is en-
visioned as a major undertaking, re-
quiring an investment of as much as
$2 million and the duties of the com-
mittee will include developing sources
of financing.
One of the major goals of CMA

since its start has been that of selling
country music as a sales medium to
Madison Avenue and urban advertisers
in general. With this in mind, a com-
mittee, consisting of Jim McConnell.
Jack Loetz, Ben Rosner, Dick Linke
and Hal Cook, was named to plan and
engage talent for a country music
show to be presented in New York
next May 14, before a meeting of the
Sales Executives Club of that city.

Building the CMA membership, al-
ways of prime importance, has now
been placed in the hands of five re-
gional membership chairmen. These
are: Ben Rosner, east; Mac Wiseman,
midwest; Ken Nelson, west coast; Jim
McConnell, Nashville; and Bob Pampa,
Canada.

In the area of political action, mat-
ters will be handled by Boudleaux
Bryant. Projects here include gaining
favorable revision of the Copyright
Law and obtaining a more favorable
spread of taxation for talent and
writers in the country music field,

whose earnings, along with those of
all entertainment business personali-

ties, can fluctuate widely from year to

year.

A Finance Committee to be con-
cerned with fund raising activities for
CMA, was also appointed by Autry,
consisting of Bill Denny, Wesley Rose,
Don Pierce and CMA attorney, Dick
Frank.

Another matter dealt with exten-

sively during the meeting was the

CMA group insurance plan.

Applications for the CMA-sponsored
group insurance program are “com-
ing in daily,” according to Jo Walker,
new CMA executive idrector (see

separate story).

A booth set up in Nashville during
last week’s Country Music Disc Jockey
Convention for the purpose of explain-

ing the insurance plans brought num-
erous inquiries, it was reported.

While the exact number of applica-
tions already submitted was not avail- ;

able Tuesday (13), it is understood .f

that several dozen CMA members have f

indicated their “definite intention” to /
take advantage of the new program.
At least 200 CMA members must !

join the group if the program is to
be officially adopted.

Mrs. Walker said it is possible that
200 or more applications will be turned
in by Dec. 1.

concerned only, it added.
And, it is clear that this is one of the finishing-up courses that will for

JASRAC take up all intermediative acts of copyrighted music in this territory.
Last December, the Educational Ministry, officially in charge of copyright
biz, expressed its firm stand to oppose any license issuing by local publishers
abiding by the existing Intermediator’s Act for Copyrighted Works enacted
in 1939. The Act regulates the authorized intermediator, namely JASRAC, is

only qualified to issue licenses.
Thus, the association handles mechanical, publishing, synchronization royal-

ties as well as performance fees.

Pickwick In^rnational Inc. (Great Britain) Ltd. Already fully reported in
Lash Box, the move heralds Pickwick’s entry into Europe with London as
the operational spearhead. The first artist to be promoted this way will be Tito Alberti, of whom a new
LP will be released in December.
More about Philips: the label has contracted Ariel Ramirez, well known

pianist. We have already reported about his first LP last week. Los Fronteri-
zos are on tour of the Santa Fe province. They must return to Buenos Aires in
a few days to start the recording of a new album. Ceumar Rios has just
finished her second LP titled “Night Club 62.” It contains a selection of
South American music, sung in a very intimate night club style. This album
will be released in several countries.
RCA has several new releases for November: “Belafonte At Carnegie Hall”

(Vol. II), in stereo; “Mr. Lucky” by Henry Mancini, a new album with old
recordings by Carlos di Sarli with Alberto Podesta, and “Show de Antonio
Prieto, Vol. II,” with several new tunes penned by Joaquin Prieto, and sung
by his brother: “Carnaval,” “Muchacho,” “Otro Nino,” “Besame” and others.

CBS Columbia is building the promotion of “Dame Felicidad,” sung in

Spanish by Mexican singer Enrique Guzman with the Chuck Anderson group.
The song is backed by “A Hundred Pounds Of Clay.” There is also a Com-
pact 33 designed for Christmas, and sung by Father Alejandro Mayol:
“Anunciacion.” Another strong item is the new Tony Vilar single: “Cancion
de Una Pena” and “Un Extrano Planeta.” Both tunes were penned by local

composers Dina Ramos and Casto Dario Martinez. In the LP field, there is an
LP by Los Ninos Riojanos, folk singers, and “Time Out” by Dave Brubeck.

Music Hall is preparing an album with tango music played W three of its

most important artists: Adolfo Beron, Hector Varela and Lito Escarso. Since
Beron is due in New York and Varela is preparing a series of new per-
formances with his orchestra, this LP has received a rush treatment. The
diskery has arranged the distribution of its records in Germany and Switzer-
land with Ariola Records of that country. Further expansions of the MH
coverage have been announced. The label is working on the promotion of
“Mon Dieux,” the French hit, sung in Spanish by Los Santos, and “Caterina,”
cut by Fabianna Fabian, local artist. Lito Escarso will return to TV, through
a new program that will be aired by Channel 13. Rodolfo Zapata is performing
on Channel 9, in the “Pulperia de Mandinga” program.
Fermata Publishers is still at work with “Un Claire de Lune,” the French

hit. There is already one version recorded (Marty Cosens-RCA) and several
others are being planned. The pubbery has also prepared the Spanish lyrics
for “Dancin’ Party” (Fiesta Danzante), which has been cut by Jacky and Los
Ciclones for CBS Columbia. “Dancin’ Party” has been also released by Pro-
ducciones Fermata (Records), in the original Chubby Checker version.
Chacho Santo Cruz (who is hitting the charts with “Corazon de Luto,” has

finished his first LP for Microfon and is now in Mendoza. He has several
contracts to fulfil in the province of Santa Fe, before returning to Buenos
Aires. Cholo Aguirre and Argentina Rojas are also recording separate albums,
which will be put to sale soon. This month, Microfon is celebratirrg its third
anniversary, since it started operating in November, 1959.
More about Odeon; the diskery is preparing the release of “Et Manteinant,”

the Gilbert Becaud hit, which has been a big success in Spain and Chile. The
title in Spanish will be “Porque me Dejas?.” The same tune will also be
released in the Lucho Gatica version, in Spanish. Enrique Rodriguez, big
country music seller, has waxed “Cuando Calienta El Sol,” and “Gallito.”
Another interesting release is “Madison Time,” and “Speedy Gonzales,” by
Peppino de Capri.

Gigi Gallo of Fortissimo Americana reports that he is still working on
“Caterina,” which is already in the charts. Besides the Tony Dallara and Perry
Como versions, there are also some local waxings, by Los Piccolinos, Jose
Antonio, Luis Aguile and Fabianna Fabian. Gallo is also starting the promo-
tion of “Perro de Trapo,” an Italian tune. He has also reported that several
Argentine musicians are now successfully working in Italy: through Gigi’s
brother, Tullio Gallo, Philips of that country has inked Alberto Corvini, who
records under the name of A1 Corvi, and Leandro “Cat” Barbieri, Angel
“Pocho” Gatti is also working successfully in Italy.

Joe Giannini is again in the States for a business trip. Before leaving it was
reported that his “Abatjour” is still the big seller of the firm, thanks also to
the TV appearances of the singer, Henry Wright, in TV publicity shorts in
which he sings “Abatjour.” The piece is a national hit.

Here’s a report about the activity of the Campi firm, which is managed by
Giuseppe Campi, in cooperation with his two brothers. The Campi firm has
four divisions:
1. It publishes the most popular Italian consumer music weekly titled “TV

Sorrisi E Canzoni (TV Smiles And Songs).”
2. It owns the most important and best equipped printing house, which just

started issuing record covers and sleeves, both for the Italian and foreign
disk industry.
It owns the record company CAM (Creations Artistic and Musical).
It owns a music publishing company specializing in producing soundtracks
for films: in this field, Campi occupies a big place with a yearly average
of 100-140 films. For instance, the music from “La Dolce Vita” is a Campi
production.
Johnny Halliday will be in Rome shortly for a TV appearance. The name

of this French singer has become popular here via “Retiens La Nuit.” This
month the Philips Italiana has published one 45, “C’est Le Mashed Potatoes”
and his second LP entitled “Recentissime.”

“Ramblin’ Rose” is drawing interest in the version by Nat Cole. The first

domestic record version is to be cut by Emilio Pericoli, the singer responsible
for the success of “A1 Di La” in the States. “Ramblin’ ” could enter our
charts soon.

Melodicon is hosting a press conference for the artists at the Mar-
tini & Rossi lounge on the ^ternoon of the concert.

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Cash Box in Australia has received many congratulatory messages regard-
ing the main editorial, on the subject of “advances,” in the Oct. 27 issue.
Many top publishing and record executives believe that the editorial will do
a whole lot of good for trade relations around the world.

It is quite obvious that several recent big hits in America have little or no
chance of making the grade in Australia. “Monster Mash” is going to be
strike out equalling it's high American rating. “Sherry” is another highly
rated US disk which is struggling to make any real headway in Australia
and “Do You Love Me” has little chance on our market. Among recent issues
that will be battling to get off the ground in this territory are “Don’t Hang
Up,” “Ride,” “Torture” and “Biff Girls Don’t Cry.” Cash Box in Australia ob-
serves the singles scene very closely and on current trends and conditions it
would surprise greatly if any of these disks mentioned—plus plenty un-
mentioned—do anywhere near the business they are reported to be doing in
the US.
Roy Orbison hits the top of our best selling singles this week with his

double-sided smash “Leah” and “Working For The Man.” Hottest of the new-
comers is “Lonely Bull” by The Tijuana Brass, which was released only a few
days before it leapt onto dealer lists—on the Festival label, it looks set for a
good run.

Marty Angus, national sales chief of W&G Records, reports solid dealer in-
terest in the two singles that W&G recently issued from the American
Challenge label, “Too Many People” by Jerry Fuller and “Here I Go” by
Jerry Wallace. '

Things have really been moving lately for the Belinda group of publishers.
As reported in this column a couple of issues back, the Crown Music copy-
right “Charlie Mopps” sold 100,000 records in Holland under the title “Batje
Vier.” Latest action involves “I’ve Been Everywhere,” an Australian composi-
tion by Geoff Mack, which is going well for Hank Snow on RCA-Victor in
the United States, The Lucky Starr original has been issued in the US by
Big Top Records. The original is held by Johnny Devlin Music through the
Belinda office.

Festival out with the Ampar package “Modem Sounds In Country &
Western Music—^Vol. II” by Ray Charles. The trade is keeping close tabs on
this one to see if it takes off as well as the first volume in the series. 'There
is sure to be a single pulled from Volume II within the next few weeks which
could easily put Ray Charles back onto the local charts.

W&G Records released a group of new singles including the Eddie Wilson
record of . . . get this title! “Dankeshoen—Bitteschoen—WiederselieajTi which
releases under agreement with Oriole Records in England. This is the disk
that stirred up so much interest when it was presented on the radio session
“Two Way Family Favourites.” Another newie is “The Rocket Man” and
“Galloping Guitars” by The Spotnicks, which is a follow-up to “Orange Blos-
som Special.”

Graeme Bell, one of the greatest names in Australian jazz, is riding the
crest of the trad-jazz revival wave. Graeme has his own national half-hour
television show each week which is entitled simply “Trad Jazz.” Festival
Records has just issued an album of Graeme Bell and His All Stars using the
same title as the TV session.

Lucky Star has a new single out on Festival, which couples “Say You Want
Me” (a Lucky original) with “Hot Rod,” a composition by Geoff Mack who
wrote the “Everywhere” smash for Lucky (see above).

Radio Station 2GB in Sydney is running a disk-jockey program of interest
to the migrant population of Sydney. The program is hosted by Gunther G.
Hawke and brings hits from the Continent—mainly of German and Italian
origin.

Jack Argent of the Leeds Music group (Tu-Con, etc.) is bubbling over with
joy in anticipation of many big successes over the next few months. Among
the current of batch of “hotties” are “Rumours.” “It Might As Well Rain
Until September,” “All Alone Am I,” “A Moi De Payer,” “No One Can Make
My Sunshine Smile,” “Next Door 'To An Angel” and “In My Little Room.”

RCA of Australia has now released Bobby Bare with “I Don’t Believe I’ll

Fall In Love Today,” which is a fine follow up to “Shame On Me.” Strangely
enough “Shame On Me” didn’t do as well as many people in the trade thought
it would—it got stacks of disk-jockey action, but only sold reasonably well.

After the great success of “A Vida De Jesus” (The Life Of Jesus), Chante-
cler Records is now releasing a new religious album, this time a collection of
4 LP’s, with “The Evangel According To St. Lucas.” This series, entitled
“Familiar,” will continue in the future, with the waxing of dramatized versions
of many biographies from the most important religous figures of history. “The
Evangel According To St. Lucas” is a great realization. After months of in-
tense work, Chantecler pressed the four albums, with a selected radio-theater
group, formed by 26 of the most famous artists of the kind in Brazil. The
Evangel is divided in 24 parts, with the most important moments of The Holy
History, including the birth of Jesus and many of His parables. The dramatic
power of the facts, with an excellent rendition by the artists, accompanied by
a strong musical support, appeal directly to the souls of our very religious
people.

'The Brazilian Government made official the “Hymn of Brazilian Children”
(Hino Da Crianga Brasileira), with music composed by Waldemar Roberto and
lyrics written by “The Prince of Brazilian Poets,” Guilherme de Almeida. The
event, presided by Dr. Joao Goulart, president of the Repiiblica Los Estados
Unidos Do Brasil, was attended by all the executives of Chantecler Records
and authorities. Chantecler intended to offer a gold record with this hymn to
President Kennedy during the time of his visit to Brazil. Unfortunately, the
visit was postponed and all the program changed, but the record will be given
to the President later, here, or, if this is impossible, in Washington, D. C.

Odeon (EMI) Records, is celebrating its Gold Jubilee. For that reason, the
Temple mark offered days ago a big dinner party in the Danube Night Club
(from de Danube Hotel) for Odeon’s customers, for the press and disk jockeys
of Sao Paulo. That was quite a big party. In the first part of the program,
there was a wonderful show with various artists of that important Brazilian
Company, including a vocal trio, Pery Ribeiro, Germano Mathias, Tony Cam-
pello and others. In the second part, Odeon bowed a special collection for that
celebration. The collection has two parts. One is called Gold Jubilee with many
special records. The most important is the Gold series with eleven albums in
mono and stereo, including five LP’s with a special orchestra created for the
occasion: 'Phe Gold Violins Orchestra with arrangements and direction by the
famous maestro Lyrio Panicalli. The LP’s are: “Luz, Camera And Music”
(Movie Music); “Violinos, Ritmo, Samba” (only with sambas); “Sonho E
Ternura” (only boleros); “Amor, Saudade” (with paraguaian musics) and
“Balada, Romance” (international music in Ballad’s rhythm).

The six other albums are:.. “O Encantarnento Do Bolero,” with Dalva De
Oliveira; “Walter Wanderley e o Bolero,” organ and rhythm with orchestra;
“Se A Vida Fosse Um Sonho Bom,” with Orlando Dias; “Teleco Teco De Hon-
tem E De Hoje,” with the pianist Carolina Cardoso De Menezes; “As Musicas
Proibidas,” bossa nova music with Juca Chaves and Recado De Amor, with
Silvio Silva. There’s also a collection of double-compacts in the same Gold
Series. This is it: “Santos x Benefica” (a record with the games between San-
tos F.C. with Pele, the famed football player). In those games, Santos
F.C. became World Champion; the other compacts: Francisco Egidio, Anisio
Silva, Carlos Hamilton, Beniamino Gigli, Peppino Di Capri, Gilbert Becaud
and (jaterina Valente.

The second Nov. collection issued by Odeon is: LP’s: “Alma Mexicana”
(Mexican Soul) with Antonio Aguillar; “A Leste De Suez” (East of Suez)
with 101 Strings; “Music For An Arabian Night,” "with Ron Goodwin and his
orchestra; “International Festival Of Ba’albak 1960”; “Come Swing With Me,”
with Frank Sinatra (for Capitol); “Italia Mia,” with Montovani and his or-
chestra; “Ted Heath Goes Latin”; “Otello,” by Verdi—Avith Mario Del Monaco
and others; “Cavalleria Rusticana,” by Mascagni—with Mario Del Monaco
and others; for its Gold Jubilee, Odeon also waxed a big collection of double-
compacts; EP’s, 78’s, etc.

At the same time, Odeon celebrated the first anniversary of its Orion label

with a special collection, including LP’s, compacts and 78’s R.P.M.

DENMARK

Bent Fabricius-Bjerre, also known as Bent (“Alley Cat”) Fabric, and Jorgen
Ingmann, of Metronome Records, Copenhagen, left for the United States on
a business trip from Nov. 11 to 16th. In New York, they saw the company’s
American representative, Claes Dahlgren, who is helping them with the pro-
motion of their records. Fabricius-Bjerre is head of Metronome in Copenhagen,
and also a pianist (in Europe known as Frank Barclay, in United States as
Bent Fabric), and Jorgen Ingmann is a&r man of Metronome as well as top
selling recording artist at the label. Before leaving for the United States,
Ingmann and his wife Grethe (also well known on records) visited Berlin
where they made some German recordings.

Dorthe Larsen, 15, from Aarhus, looks like an up and coming name. She made
a tremendous success in Sweden recently, and has now recorded the Swedish
composition “Zero Zero” by Carl-Henrik Norin for Metronome in Denmark,
in Danish titled “Jeg Er Sa Flojtende Glad.”

FINLAND
“Eight In The Top” has become the most popular broadcasting program Fin-

land has had for years, Johan Vikstedt of Ab Discophon Oy (RCA Victor in
Finland) reports to Cash Box. The latest Top Eight as voted by Finnish radio
listeners are as follows: “Manhattan Spiritual” (Eric Delaney/Parlophone),
“Sakkijarven Polkka” (Vostok All-Stars/RCA Victor), “Lesson One” (Russ
Conway/Columbia), “Twistin’ Patricia” (Jerry Williams/Sonet), “Ramblin’
Rose” (Nat "King” Cole 'Capitol), “Sealed With A Kiss” (Brian Hyland/Karu-
sell), “Swingin’ Safari” (Bert Kampfert/Polydor) and “I Can’t Stop Loving
You” (Ray (iharles/Karusell). Very interesting to note, Vikstedt said is that
not less than three of the eight records are instrumentals. Vikstedt was also
very happy that the number two was a Finnish-made record and song, which
also is unusual as foreign songs and foreign recordings have always been
dominating, giving local songs and artists limited chance for success. 'The suc-
cessful Vostok All-Stars, a quintet, is a Finnish Dixieland group lead by Rauno
Lehtinen. It is also worth noting that “Sakkijarven Polkka” is almost con-
sidered a second national anthem of Finland, and this ‘modernized’ version has
plenty of critics.

It was also learned that John Vikstedt, who went through an operation some
months ago, is recovering very well and has been able to return to his desk
again.

NORWAY
Arne Damsgaard, publicity head of Musikk-Huset A/S, told Cash Box that

firm has had a very busy season, particularly with its educational music. Two
folios for flute players have been real top sellers doing better than many top
pops on sheet music. A German song, “Gitarren-Serenade,” from 1951, has
be^n to move and has been a very good seller in recent months, Damsgaard
said.

The top season of the year is now beginning in Germany, and although

sales fell way down during the Cuba crisis, records are once again beginning

to move as the Xmas season starts. The new hits are on their way to the top,

as it takes weeks and sometimes months for a hit record to get a start. There-

fore, little new productions will be issued between now and the new year. It is

also expected that the record now on top of the hit parade will continue to

bring in top business through the rest of this year._ Even though the new price

rise of almost 20% on single records is in operation, sales are booming. For
instance, Polydor A&R man Hans Bertram reports that “Baby Twist,” which
entered the hit lists last week, has passed the 200,000 mark in sales in just a

few weeks. To make the new season even more interested, several firms are

beginning to issue special LP productions at reduced prices. For instance,

Polydor is offering special LP packages of classical product in book form,

with records and book texts at special prices. This new form which sells for

$9.50 is a middle seller between the normal classical record which sells here

for $6.25 and the packages of records ( usually
_

3 or more) which sell for

$18.75 or more. Teldec has reduced the price of its classical LP’s from $6.75

to $5.75 and as the only firm with this special new price for its large classical

catalog, expects to do a top business for the Xmas season. The normal pop LP
sells generally for $4.50 and with the price hike for single products, is ex-

pected to do more business for every firm this year than ever before.

Hans Bertram of Polydor reports that his production of “Baby Twist” by
Will Brandes is enjoying top positions at present with Radio Berlin, Luxem-
burg and Munich. He has also signed a contract with former Philips star

Trude Herr. Another top hit for Hans at present is “Rambling Rose” sung by
Fred Bertelmann.

Peter Schaeffers reports that Barbara Kist is taking over direction of music
promotion for press and DJ’s for the firm and that Gerd Haemmerling, who
has been with the firm in this position for the last few years is leaving the

firm to join another company. Peter’s publishing house is riding high with
the top hit in Germany, “Speedy Gonzales.”
Ralph Maria Siegel reports that his record firm Jupiter Records has re-

corded a new cabaret number with Hanne Wieder which looks like hitsAnlle.

The Move Toward
Vending Continues

The evidence that vending looms large in the future

of the coin machine business becomes increasingly ap-

parent with each passing day. After speaking with opera-

tors and representatives of the industry, the results of

these conversations prove that vending, a field which was

viewed with a jaundiced eye as recently as two years ago,

has not only been accepted by most in the industry, but

has served to enable coin machine operations to expand

and in some instances has filled a void which has been

brought about through changes in the times. The ciga-

rette machine has been the spearhead of this trend to-

ward merchandise machines and while the candy ma-

chine appears to be catching on at an increasing pace,

there is no question that the trend toward vending will

not stop until the coffee machine, the drink machine,

and the food machine has become a part of practically

every route in the nation. At the moment it does not ap-

pear that the full-line installation is a goal of the average

coin machine operator. But he won’t stop at cigarettes

either. This is the picture today and it is only a matter

of time before coin machines and vending machines

overlap within the structure of a single operator’s route.

In addition to interviews conducted informally with

various leaders and operators in the coin machine busi-

ness, there are obvious signs which back up these state-

ments, and we don’t have to look far to see this trend

toward vending. Only last week east coast distributors

viewed a new merchandise machine in a Philadelphia

hotel in order to help the manufacturer plan his sales

strategy. Most of the onlookers expect to either operate

or distribute the machine, a new innovation in vending.

A prominent eastern seaboard coinman, backed by
thirty years of operating and distributing experience,

when asked about the operator’s move toward vending,

replied: He has no other choice. A major manufacturer

of vending equipment decided to market its product

through a coin machine distributor in the midwest only

last month. The decision has many ramifications.

There is no secret that during the past two years the

sale of cigarette machines has not been limited to what

the trade would term the vending machine operator. Too
many music operators are already in the business to

doubt that here is a living example of the change taking

place.

Candy machines are finding their way into taverns and

bowling alleys and the operators in these locations are

coin machine operators. Vending machine manufactur-

ers are working diligently to simplify the complexities of

coffee machines in order to enable the music machine
operator who is not experienced with a “wet” operation,

to buy the vendors and place them.

Attendance at the NAMA Convention brought out the

growing interest in vending from the coin machine ranks,

and this at a time when overall attendance was down. The
advances in the vending field in terms of equipment and
a broadening base of supplies from which to draw makes
it possible for more and more neophytes—who may not

have jumped at the coffee and food opportunity—^to ex-

pand into the vending field via non-food merchandise.

The economics of today’s business have also had a say

in backing such a trend. Whereas a machine was once
pulled if it didn’t earn its keep on location, today, the

addition of a second machine might make the complete

installation a profitable one. And more often than not,

that second machine is a vending machine.

Distribs Back Vendor’s Potential With Orders;

Leave Phila. For South and West Coast Reactions
Coin Machine Reps, Looking For Vending Opportunity, Take To All-Purpose Idea

PHILADELPHIA—Officials of the
Williams Electronic Manufacturing
Corporation arrived here last week
with a model of the firm’s new vend-
ing machine “Book-O-Mat.” Factory
distributors and trade representatives
were invited to a presentation and
discussion of the machine. The meet-
ing was held in the new Marriot
Motor Hotel on the outskirts of town.
Purpose of the meeting was to hear
the distributor’s point of view which
is expected to assist the factory in
setting up a definite marketing plan
for this machine which was premiered
at the NAMA Convention last month.
“Book-O-Mat” not only vends

pocket-sized books but can be used
in whole or in part to vend other
merchandise. During the presentation
it was demonstrated as to how the
machine could be used to vend ciga-
rettes. The packages are banded four
to a pack, thereby cultivating the
multiple-pack sales where cartons are
not desired. Super marts today con-
tinue to retail packs of cigarettes five

at a time in addition to single and
carton sales. The idea was received
well by the wholesalers present.
A distributor from the NYS area

expects to install several of the “Book-
O-Mat” (also called “Shop-O-Mat”)
machines with one half the space de-
voted to books and the other half to

New Dry Creamer
NEW YORK—Vending operators are
increasing profits through the use of
Coffee-mate, the new dry non-dairy
coffee creamer, according to Wallace
Houde, manager of the vending prod-
ucts department for Carnation Com-
pany which manufactures the creamer.

Houde said Coffee-mate, which
revolutionized the dry creamer in-
dustry, allows vendors to pare costs
as much as 40 per cent. In addition,
he noted that vending machine manu-
facturers are showing renewed inter-
est in coffee vending machines using
dry creamers.

On display at the Carnation booth,

CHICAGO—An automated cafeteria
in the Chicago area which utilizes

completely automatic hot food ma-
chines that bring food from the
frozen to a piping hot state, recently
opened here officially. Employees of
the ILG Electric Ventilating Co.,

were the first to take lunch and even
dinner in the completely automatic
around-the-clock cafeteria installed
by Holiday Vendors of Chicago, Inc.,

from a program by Continental-Apco,
Inc., a division of Continental Vend-
ing Machine Corporation.

Approximately 500 employees are

being serviced daily at the new auto-

matic cafeteria, where revolutionary

vending machines have been installed

to serve a variety of foods, including

full course hot meals, sandwiches,

hamburgers, cheeseburgers, hot dogs,

salads, ice cream, coffee, pastries,

soups, candies, and cigarettes.

With the opening of the ILG Elec-

tric Co. installation, Chicago became
among the first areas in the country
with some of the latest model vend-
ing machines in operation.

Among these advances in automatic
equipment is the Continental Hot
Food Shoppe, a machine which takes

frozen dinners, bakes them and serves

them piping hot at the touch of a
vend button. Service time per platter

is approximately 3 seconds from the

time the button has been pressed to

delivery. A wide variety of full course

meals ranging from roast beef, peas
and potatoes, to the more exotic foods

such as Swedish meat balls and Ital-

ian Lasagne is offered.

tions and it is expected that the
machine might play a large part in
expanding the distribution and expo-
sure of pocket-sized books in locations
not otherwise retailing them. The
pocket-book business is currently run-
ning at about 700,000 single units per
day through 90,000 retail outlets.
There is no limit in sight for this
business which mushroomed overnight
when publishers took the best-sellers
out of the hard-back $5.95 class and
packed it for 95<f sales in every nook
and cranny of the nation. The book
people see this volume increasing at
a continued rapid rate however. About
50 new titles appear each week.

Since the machine obviously will

require knowledge of merchandising
and high level operating techniques,
the factory is talking with its dis-

tributors in an attempt to determine
the best way the vendor can be
utilized.

Non-food items such as cosmetics
and costume jewelry were also intro-
duced as possible products for sales
through hotels, terminals and other
high traffic locations.
“Book-O-Mat” has been on location

at New York’s LaGuardia and Inter-
national (Idlewild) Airports for sev-
eral weeks and sales have warranted
further exploration in this area, ac-
cording to Williams representatives.

Gary Radloff, President of Holiday
Vendors, said, “These differ from all

other food machines in that they re-
flect vast improvements in food tech-
nology. Both food and equipment
actually were developed as a unit to

serve this special function of feeding
mass groups through vending ma-
chines. Even the amount of gravy in
each platter was especially measured
and determined by the overall con-
cept.”

The full course meals use fresh

frozen foods in freeformed plastic

containers which are heated inside

the machines in specially timed ovens

and then served piping hot automatic-

ally at the press of a button.

The fully automatic cafeteria is

composed of 10 vending machines,

including a dollar bill changer, and a
crushed ice drink.

Other vending machines serve a

wide variety of foods including fresh

brewed coffee, bread and pastry,

candy, soft drinks, ice cream, hot and
cold sandwiches and desserts.

Walter H. Rietz, President of ILG
Electric Co. which has been on a
cafeteria basis since 1918, said that

after a very detailed study of inplant

feeding, “we reached the decision to

install complete vending equipment.

It was found that the food quality

was, if anything, superior to that of

a service type cafeteria. In addition,

our operating costs are drastically

cut without increasing prices to our
500 employees.” The company previ-

ously had been subsidizing the cafe-

teria operation.

Twenty of the machines are being
built for the Post Office Department’s
Office of Research and Engineering.
The machines will be tested in a broad
range of Post Offices and postal sta-
tions under varying conditions. The
testing, which will last about six
months, will be conducted in the Bos-
ton, Dallas, Los Angeles and St. Louis
area. ^

Development of the machines is I

part of the Post Office Department’s
'

program of exploring ways to supple-
ment existing service to patrons. The
machines are intended primarily to
provide service during hours when
stamp windows are closed, and to pro-
vide additional service during rush
hours.
The vending machines, developed

by the Unimatchco Division, are of
two types. Twelve will accept coins.
The other eight will take coins and
paper money, returning exact change.

Postal items are placed in wedge-
shaped compartments on nine circular
shelves. The shelves, which rotate, are
arranged one above the other. The
shelves and the postal items they hold
are visible through a glass window.
The machines are housed in light '

blue steel cabinets, with polished
stainless steel trim. At the lower
front, and on both sides, is the Post
Office Department seal.

the showing the offices of Seeburg
(Great Britain) Ltd. have been
inundated with quiries and orders.

NORTH BERGEN—Slate has pro-
vided its dark cloud of gloom over
the otherwise healthy coin-operated
pool table business for some time.
The big problem of course is the
shortage. Since tables made with com-
position, plywood and other sjmthetics
just don’t hold up on location, the
real thing is the only answer.
The demand however has usually

been larger than the supply and this
together with cave-ins at quarries,
injuries, and strikes has not helped
the production of new tables.

Bert Betti, President of Eastern
Novelty Distributors, major distribu-
tor of pool tables and pool supplies
to the trade, currently has no less

than six quarries working in Europe
supplying his unusually large demand
for the rigid stone. Betti distributes
the tops to other distribtuors and also
equips tables for sale to operators
with the slate. Other problems have

cropped up from time to time includ-
ing the large size slate necessary for
the regulation size tables.

In order to ship a 90-inch slate top
it has to be quarried first and they
just don’t come in that size. Betti

has come up with a technique of
doweling two 45 y2 -inch pieces to-

gether in a mortise-tenon and the
problem is solved. Plastics and other
substitutes haven’t held up, as far as
Betti is concerned, hence the demand
for slate grows as does the unusually
large and constantly growing coin-
operated pool table business. Short-
age of supply, and delivery problems
have been overcome at Eastern
Novelty and business has mush-
roomed.

Deliveries on the 91 inch slate tops
were delayed up until this week when
Betti’s production line caught up with
the demand and deliveries on this

size are expected this week.
