The reason for the jovial expression on the <juartet is the consistent success the label has enjoyed during

recent years. From the TV ranks of “Rifleman” came Johnny Crawford who has left his mark on the disk industry with four consecutive hits

including his current smash “Rumors.” In ’6.^ Johnny is slated to star in his own TV series and his first film. Bobby Crawford, Johnny’s brother

and a TV Emmy Award winning actor in his own right, promises to he another Crawford we’ll be hearing from in the near future. He has teamed

with Johnny on a new single dubbed “Good Buddies.” Bobby Curtola, a Canadian star, hit big in the U.S. recently with “Fortune Tellers.” His

latest is “Aladdin.” Keene, a veteran of the business, played an impor:ant role in the careers of such stars as Sam Cooke and the late Ritchie

Valens and is now guiding the careers of the above trio of youngsters.
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Although the rule may pay the

rent in our business, Exeeptions are

responsible for making it the exeit-

ing and interesting means of earn-

ing a living that the record industry

is and has been since its inception.

Never a day goes by that some-

thing big doesn’t develop out of the

much discussed “left field.” The
unexpected in our business has be-

come so commonplace that the in-

dustry seems to accept the unantici-

pated almost nonchalantly.

Who could have guessed only a

few years ago that folk singers and

folk songs would have such tremen-

dous acceptance on records. Ninety-

nine people out of a hundred prob-

ably would have turned down an

Italian song called “Volare” if of-

fered to them a few years ago. And
who could have figured that by No-

vember of 1962, almost every jazz

artist would have an album of

music featuring a beat called the

Bossa Nova.

Now, once again, the unexpected

has set the industry on its ears. Just

as everyone was writing the epitaph

on comedy albums, a few dramatic

events in recent weeks have com-

pletely changed the picture in this

area.

One event, of course, is the suc-

cess of the Warner Bros. Allan

Sherman LP, “My Son The Folk

Singer” and the other is the over-

night sensation of last week—
Vaughn Meader’s Cadence LP,

“The First Family.”

We can now add to the long list

of people who said that rock and
roll was a passing fancy, an equally

long list of people who more than

once in recent months concluded

that Comedy albums were passe.

It should be obvious by now
that there is absolutely nothing that

we can be sure of in our business.

Regardless of past performance,

anything in our business, if it’s

original and creative, can meet with

great success.

Contrary to repeated denials,

show songs can sell. A jazz single

can be number one. So can a classi-

cal album and so can a two pocket

LP. Instrumentals without a teen

beat can top a million and a blues

singer can sell country music like

it has never been sold before. Yes,

teenagers will make a big hit out

of a Walter Brennan single and no,

comedy albums are not dead.

It’s true that the above men-
tioned factors are the exceptions

and not the rule. But our business

is one big story of exceptions and
it’s these exceptions that make the

BIG money in our business. The ex-

ceptions are responsible for breath-

ing new life and new vigor into our
industry.

NARM’s rack jobber members, in

supplying confidential information on
their operations, which contribute to

the final cumulative tabulations used
in the survey, perform, an announce-
ment said, a four-fold service: to their

association, to the industry as a

whole, to the rack jobbing end of the

disk industry, and to their own busi-

ness operations. Wide distribution of

the 1961 NARM Study brochures,

which contained the results of the
survey, in the past year, was made
available throughout the record in-

dustry, and was sent to variety and
drug chain buyers, and supermarket
executives. The 1961 NARM Study
results have been widely quoted, and
articles on the study featured in such
business magazines as The Discount
Merchandiser, Progressive Grocer,

Rack Merchandising, and Supermar-
ket News.
An important area to be covered in

the survey is the subject of dollar

gross volume, in all its facets. A total

volume figure will be requested, as

well as a comparison between this

year’s figure and last. A dollar vol-

ume breakdown will be made for sin-

gles, EP’s, kiddie records, mono and

stereo albums. The discounting pic-

One of the most interesting areas

in last year’s survey was the break-

down of different types of album prod-

uct sold by rack jobbers: popular,

country, rock and roll, original cast

and movie Soundtrack, jazz, classical,

comedy, spoken word, etc. On this

subject, Malamud stated that it is ex-

pected that an even greater versatility

of product will be revealed this year,

as being sold in NARM serviced out-

lets.

A great deal of interest among rack

jobbers and manufacturers lies in the

area of budget merchandise, which
will be included in the survey for the

first time this year. On this subject,

Malamud said, “Many of the leading

manufacturing execs have expressed

their desire for a clear statistical pic-

ture of the budget situation, and the

questionnaire is being constructed to

give them the information they want.

I think there will be many interesting

revelations in the budget field, and the

evaluation of the existing discounting

situation with the budget picture may
answer many questions for record

merchandisers and manufacturers
alike, perhaps helping them formulate

future directions within the industry.”

Phony Disk Seller Fined; On Probation

NEW YORK—Another step in the
war against disk counterfeiting was
concluded recently when Sidney Mit-
tleman, charged with selling records
bearing counterfeit labels, was fined
$750 and placed on probation by Judge
Barrett of Superior Court of Essex
County, New Jersey. The sentencing
occurred November 9.

Mittleman had pleaded guilty on
November 5 to two indictments charg-
ing him with the sale of counterfeit
copies of Cameo’s “Ding-A-Ling” and
“Swinging School” and Swan Records’
“Jump Over” and “The Urge.” The
criminal prosecution was started in

June, 1960, and the indictments were
returned that month and in the fall of
1961 under provisions of a New Jersey
statute making it a misdemeanor to

sell a product bearing a counterfeit
trade mark.
Of material assistance to the

County prosecutor’s office was the
cooperation rendered by ARMADA’s
counsel, Steinberg, Steinbrook, Lavine
& Gorelick, attorneys who have been
active in ARMADA’s anti-bootleg and
anti-counterfeiting campaigns.
Of the $750 total fine, $500 was

levied on the first count, relating to
Cameo records, and $250 on the charge
relating to the Swan records.
The drive against counterfeiting

and bootlegging, spearheaded by
ARMADA, recently resulted in the
passage of the Celler Bill (H. 11793),
under which the shipping in interstate
commerce of records bearing a coun-
terfeit label is a federal offense.

1948, with Monroe continuing to em-
ploy Bluegrass instrumentation.
Other performers who have taken-up
the Bluegrass style with success in-

Morty Palitz Dies

NEW YORK—Morty Palitz, the long-

time music man, died on Sat., Nov. 17,

at Lenox Hill Hospital while recuper-

ating from a heart attack.

Palitz, who was 53, had been in

show business for almost thirty years.

Besides his activities as a disk exec

and producer, he was also a violinist,

composer and conductor. With Alec

Wilder and Bill Engvick, he was re-

sponsible for one of the all time

standards, “While We’re Young.”

His last disk affiliation was with the

Edgewood-Apollo setup. Previously,

he had served as veep and general

manager of Jubilee Records (1956-59).

From 1947 to 1952, he worked for

Decca Records, serving as director of

pop A&R during 1951-52. Besides cut-

ting various artists, he produced

Decca’s original-cast recordings of

“Guys & Dolls,” “The King & I,” and

“Two on the Aisle.”

He started out as a record salesman

in 1936 for the American Record

Corp., which then owned the Bruns-

wick, Columbia and Okeh labels.

Palitz soon became a recording direc-

tor, and in 1939, when American was

bought by CBS’ newly-formed Colum-

bia Records, he became a producer at

the label, cutting such names as

Benny Goodman, Count Basie, Mildred

Bailey, Xavier Cugat and Eddie

Duchin.

He is survived by his wife, Jeanne,

and his brother. Dr. Laurence Palitz.

elude The Stanley Bros., Rene &

This revival of
banjo sales is also viewed as a result
of the general “pop” acceptance of the
folk music sound, making it possible
for the Bluegrass style to get ex-
posure more readily.

narrated by Steven Meisel.

The featured records in the country
package are: Red Foley’s couuling of

“Frosty the Snow Man” and “Rudolph
the Red Nosed Reindeer”; “White
Christmas” and “Blue Christmas” by
Ernest Tubb; “Christmas Time’s A-
Coming” and “The First Whippoor-
will” by Bill Monroe; and a new re-

cording by Kitty Wells, “Christmas
Ain’t Like Christmas Anymore” and
“Dasher.”
A special mailing of the pre-packs

is being made to all Decca single sub-

scription seryice members as well as

to branch and distributor outlets for

general radio station distribution.

“THE ORIGINAL HITS—VOL. 6”—Various Art-

“MORALITY”—Oscar Brand—Impulse A25
Oscar Brand has long been admired by folk music
buffs for his distinctive, feelingful, humorous ap-
proach to folk singing. On this top-flight Impulse
set cut live at New York’s Cooper Union, the bal-
ladeer illustrates the historical evolutions of
America’s moral codes with thirteen rarely-per-
formed folksongs. While accompanying himself
on the guitar. Brand turns in excellent readings
of “The Morning Dew,” “Tomorrow We’ll Be So-
ber” and “Rye Whiskey.”

“TOGETHER AGAIN”—Hank Snow, Anita Car-
ter—RCA Victor LPM2580
Hank Snow and Anita Carter have cut duets be-
fore but this new wax teaming-up is by far their
best to date. Hank’s potent low key voice per-
fectly complements Anita’s wide range folk style
vocal charms. With the backing voices of the
three other members of the Carter family the
duo delivers top-flight readings of “Promised
To John,” “No Letter Today” and “I Dreamed
Of An Old Love Affair.” Disk should develop
into a steady seller.

“FOLK SONG FAVORITES”—3 Young Men
From Montana—Cameo C1025
For their premier LP outing on Cameo, the 3
Young Men From Montana come up vdth an in-
teresting program of folk standards and originals.
The boys evidence a positive, forthright style
and fine wide-range voices as they deliver “The
Hanging Tree,” “Shenandoah” and a humorous
uptempo newie tagged “Keep A-Hoppin’.” Color-
ful, eye-catching cover should help spark sales.

“CANCIONERO DE AMERICA”—Johnny Rod-
riquez—Alegre LPA 819
Johnny Rodriquez has long been considered one
of the best exponents of Latin music and this
new Alegre session further attests to the orkster’s
reputation. Rodriquez and his Trio have come
up with extremely, listenable, danceable sides in
the popular Latin dance styles. Highlights of the
package include “Un Minuto,” “Me La Pagaras”
and “Confusion.”
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“EDDIE DUNSTEDTER PLAYS BIG HIT BAL-
LADS”—Capitol ST1798
The organ long relegated to a back seat status,
has gained considerable prominence in recent
months. Eddie Dunstedter’s masterful organ
style is effectively showcased on this Capitol out-
ing of popular Broadway and flick ballads. Utiliz-
ing the Gulbransen Theater Organ, Dunstedter
produces a wide-range of orchestra colors and
moods as he renders “Once Upon A Time,” “Till
There Was You” and “Moon River.” Pleasant late
hours mood companion.

“I STILL LIKE TO PLAY FRENCH SONGS
THE BEST!”—George Feyer—Decca DL74333
George Feyer’s impressive classical tradition car-
ries him in good stead on this delightful outing
of Gallic-flavored melodies. The 88’er does not
rely on gimmicks. His highly personal straight-
forward keyboard style is effectively showcased
on such old favorites as “La Vie En Rose,” “The
Poor People Of Paris” and “Fascination.” Fine
fare for dancing or listening enjoyment.

“THE WORLD OF FRANK AND VALUCHA”—
Philips PHS600-058
One of the ironies of the current renascence of
folk music is that many of the new wave folk
stars come from urban centers. Frank Hamilton
is one such cosmopolitan. On this pleasant offer-
ing from Philips Hamilton and Valucha, one of
his students, team up for an international folk
sampling. The duo turn in standout performances
on “Angels Watching Over Me,” “Hine Ma Tov”
and “Gerakina.” An impressive showing.

“THE MOUNTAIN MUSIC SOUND OF THE
STANLEY BROTHERS”—Starday SLPOl
Country music fans have appreciated the Stanley
Brothers tradition-oriented authentic blue grass
style for twenty years. Carter and Ralph and the
Clinch Mountain Boys utilize string music featur-
ing the five string banjo without electrical ampli-
fication. This is grass roots Americana at its best.

The boys dish up first-rate renditions of “Little
Maggie,” “God Gave You To Me” and “Don’t Go
Out Tonight.” All of the duo’s many admirers
should come out in strength for this package.

“BUD FLETCHER AT THE OUTHOUSE”—La
Louisianne LL104
In recent years the market for off-color comedy
albums has expanded by leaps and bounds. Cajun
humorist Bud Fletcher could not have existed on
records five years ago. Today, however, there is

a ready public for the laughman’s risque routines
and monologues. Although much of the material
is regional in scope, the universality of sex ef-

fectively drives home all of Fletcher’s points. The
disk is definitely out for kids and spinners, but
sophisticated adults should find many yocks here.

JAZZ PICKS OF THE WEEK

EUROPEAN ENCOUNTER
JOHN LEWIS & iZm
SVEND ASMUSSENii^

“BOSSA NOVA PELOS PASSAROS”—Charlie
Byrd—Riverside RM436
Charlie Byrd, who is currently represented on the
LP charts in a bossa nova teaming-up with Stan
Getz on another label, gets the solo spotlight on
this top-notch Riverside disk. The guitarist skill-

fully incorporates jazz, blues and classical touches
on the set. With a suitable string backing Byrd
turns in impressive renditions of “Meditacao,”
“0 Barquinho,” and the bossa nova standard
“Desafinado.” LP has all the necessary success
ingredients to score.

“EUROPEAN ENCOUNTER”—John Lewis &
Svend Asmussen—Atlantic 1392
At first glance the wax marriage of 88’er John
Lewis and Danish jazz violinist Svend Asmussen
appears incongruous. The hard-driving, potent
keyboard style of Lewis seems completely unsuit-
able to Asmussen’s clasically trained “soul” style.

However, the two artists have both thrown them-
selves so completely into the program that they
have created an harmonious blending of their re-

spective talents. Excellent sides here include two
Lewis originals “If I Were Eve” and “New York
19.” A stimulating musical experience.

“THE JATP ALL-STARS AT THE OPERA
HOUSE^—Various Artists—Verve V8489
Here’s a stellar collection of jazz luminaires
wailing together at a session cut live at Chicago’s
opera house. The set boasts such names as tenor
saxists Stan Getz, Coleman Hawkin, Lester
Young and trombonist J. J. Johnson, pianists Os-
car Peterson and John Lewis and bassist Ray
Brown. All the vibrant spontaneity of a live set

comes across on this rhythmic jazz disk. The art-

ists swing professionally on “The Slow Blues,”
“Merry-Go-Round” and “Stuffy.” Jazzophiles
should come out in force for the package.

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The music operators and music box manufacturers and wholesalers are
really up in arms about the recent 20% price raise on single records.

Meetings are constantly being held by the 5 or 6 biggest one-stops and
manufacturers to try and find a solution to the problem, but no solution is in
sight. Even the smaller record manufacturers such as Vogue and Metronome
have now raised their prices as they have found that dealers as well as one-
stops find it more convenient to have one price on singles even if that price
is 20% higher than before.
The possibility of raising the price of plays from 20 pfennig (5 cents) to

30 pfennig (7% cents) is out of the question according to most major opera-
tors and firms as they feel that the public just won’t go for it. After the war,
the price was 10 pfennig and they feel that the 20 pfennig price is saturation
for this market. Since this market has little independent distribution and the
number of labels is very limited, there is also little possibility that smaller
interests vnll try to do cover versions of top hits or produce less expensive
singles. Some smaller firms dealing mostly with department stores, etc. are
already doing this with more or less success, but tbe box operators have dis-
covered that their public wants the original hit version.

The major juke box factors have also listened to several publishers and
composers who have offered them less expensive records, but all agree that
the quality is not up to the standard of the major record manufacturers, and
that it is better to pay more for top quality product than to try to save money
by buying less expensive inferior quality records and lose money on less plays.
There has also been an effort to make GEMA free records, but due to sev-

eral court processes against these manufacturers, the try has reached an end.
The only remaining possibility is that the major juke box interests will try
to start their own label and issue their product through the boxes in an at-
tempt to compete with the majors, but without proper professional help, this
try is also probably doomed to failure. It looks like the music operators will
have to shell out the extra cash for top quality singles and be content to
make a bit less profit than before.

Dieter Heck of Marbot Music is busy working on still another German ver-
sion of the hit “Ya-Ya” this time by French lass Dalida on Ariola.

It looks like Ariola might come up with a left field hit in “Gaucho Mexi-
cano,” which took first place in the Stuttgart Radio hit parade by Renate &
Werner Leismann.

If you have been reading your newspaper, you know about the German
political whirl over the arrest of 4 top execs of the magazine Spiegel (Mirror),
which has tom the government apart here. The first recording of this topic
is now being issued by 2 firms. Polydor A&R man Hans Bertram has rushed
out a quick production of “Spiegel Twist” by comedy star Trude Herr and
Electrola is rushing out its version by Peter Van Eck, the band that played
the song at the Bonn Press Ball a few weeks ago.
Polydor songstress Margot Eskens was just awarded first prize as the best

foreign female singer by Sociedad Espanola De Radiodifusion in Barcelona,
Spain.
Ralph Maria Siegel is happy about the success of 5 of his foreign published

numbers. Don Gibson’s “Lonesome Number One” is swinging in German with
Swedish lass Anita Lindblom. Dany Mann is selling up a storm with a German
waxing of “Please Pass The Kisses,” and two pop hits have been done in Ger-
man by Peter Wegen, “Sheila” and “Girls-Girls-Girls.” The German version
of “Devil Woman” by Rene Kollo is also shovnng action. Incidentally, the Eng-
lish version of “Sheila” has shown itself to be a left field hit with over 60,000
sold records by Tommy Roe.

Teldec Records is swinging with the only madison record racking up top
sales. The record is “Madison In Mexico” by Caterina Valente. Other top hits
for the firm include “Telstar” by The Tornados and Germany’s number one hit
“Speedy Gonzales” by Pat Boone.

Peter Rebhuhn of Rolf Budde Music reports that his newest hits include
the newest Gerd Boettcher number “I’d Do Everjdhing For Gaby,” the new-
est German Ralf Bendix recording “Where Is The Cat?” as well as American
hits “Ramblin’ Rose,” sung by Nat Cole as well as top selling German ver-
sions by Fred Bertelmann and Gerhard Wentland, “Brazilian Love Song” sung
by Fr^ Bertelmann, “Illusion” by Robby Peters, “Beat Of The Night” by
Helmut Zacharias, the “Bugle Call Rag” by Max Gregor, “Besame Mejicana”
by Marco Remez, “Stormy Night Guitar” by Ladi Giesler.

Japaneses Society of Rights of Authors and Composers (JASRAC) may
change its procedure to collect mechanical royalties sometime next year, it
was learned recently. To provide solid data in determining whether to stay
with the present system or not, JASRAC is currently auditing account books
of 6 major labels (Columbia, Glrammophon, King, Teichiku, Toshiba, Victor)
here one by one. By the way, no intentional omission in keeping royalties on
books were detected, according to JASRAC. However, JASRAC may take up a
new line if it is proved “more suitable” than the present one, it was reported
to the label organization JPRA (Japan Phonograph Records Association).
The new system, if it becomes effective, will make free from royalty returned
goods, while all products coming out of the factory would be liable to payment.
This is the so-called BIEM system which requires much troublesome procedures,
admitted JASRAC. It will take much more time and discussions among business
circles concerned before the final choice by JASRAC on this matter. The
answer, then, is not expected within this year.
Columbia registered gross sales of $27,852,000 during the first half of fiscal

year 1962 (Mar. 21—Sept. 20, 1962), according to the firm’s 98th board of
directors meeting. This includes $5,358,000 from disk selling, $9,622,000 from
TV receiving sets, $7,406,000 from phonographs and others. This also shows
disk sales’ gross income was up 4.4% while those of TV sets and phonographs
were up 9.5% and 36.8%, respectively, in comparison with the preceding 6
month period. Generally speaking, gross income was 11.2% up. Net sales dur-
ing the same period was $1,632,000 or 4% up. The meeting also listed Koichi
Tsubota, managing director of Columbia’s subsidiary Nippon Denki Onkyo
Co., Ltd. (Den-On) as a new managing director to fill the outgoing Katsuhiko
Fujiyama. These facts and decisions were immediately turned over to the firm’s
regular shareholders’ meeting due on Nov. 29 for 0. K.
The Standard Committee of JPRA (Japan Phonograph Records Association),

the label organization, gave OK’s to all January releases to be issued by its
member diskeries at its 92nd meeting this month. Tunes under the committee’s
check numbered 4,506 (3,705 imported matrices and 801 local matrices).

Victor’s strong smash-to-be outings (rush releases) from the RCA catalog
were just made featuring Elvis Presley, Neil Sedaka and Paul Anka. They are:
Anka’s “Eso Beso/Give Me Back My Heart,” Presley’s “Return To Sender/-
Where Do You Come From” and Sedaka’s “Right Next Door To An Angel/-
I Belong To You.”
JPRA announced that its member diskeries (6 firms) produced 3,592,337

copies in all during the month of Sept. 1962. The figure corresponds to
$4,128,220 in the tax-off producer’s price reading. And the same figure is

made of 1,455,065 LP’s ($2,978,717), 89,234 EP’s ($57,166), 1,994,417 singles
($25,868). As usually, no SP’s were pressed as far as import matrices are
concerned during that period. Comparing with that of previous month (Aug.),
it shows a 30% increase in numbers or a 34% increase in money values. The
aforesaid total production numbers include 596,299 copies of stereo waxes
($1,370,803); 517,077 LP’s, 79,222 singles and non-EP’s.
Next month, Columbia is releasing Marty Robbins’ new album, “Marty

After Midnight.” Marty will then be the second country boy (after Johnny
Cash) to be here, as the plan to bring him in is under way now. Columbia
said it has released “Johnny Cash Sound” (both in stereo and regular) and 3
singles (including “In The Jailhouse Now,” “Bonanza”) as special outings for
Johnny’s public appearance here.

ITALY
Although no official announcement has come from Ricordi so far, the fact

it has published “The Longest Day” by Mitch Miller, a CBS record, clearly
indicates that a contract between Columbia and Ricordi (whatever may be the
sort and type of this representation) should have been signed. As often writ-
ten, the choice of its new Italian representation took Columbia a long time,
many meetings and negotiations with at least four Italian firms (Ricordi,
Durium, Gurtler-SAAR, Rifi . . . and secondarily Fonit-Cetra, CGD-GC). At a
certain time, this policy created a situation of confusion, because simultane-
ously more companies were under the impression they’d get the CBS line for
Italy, and consequently a slight feeling of disappointment followed.

All attention of the Italian market is concentrated on Adriano Celentano.

Adriano’s name became popular on the record scene in 1959, when his
first record “II Tuo Bacio E’ Come Un Rock” (Your Kiss Is Like A Rock),
sold more than 150,000 copies, and reached the first place on the Italian charts.
From that time, Celentano appears on the market with a new record every
three or four months, and every record is strong. It is sufficient to mention
such successes as “Impazzivo Per Te” (I Was Crazy For You), “Non Esiste
L’Amor” (The Love Does Not Exist) and “Piccola” (Little).

In 1961, Adriano took part in the San Remo Festival with “24,000 Baci”
(24,000 Kisses), reaching the second place in the final classification, and first

place in San Remo record sales.

The list of Celentano’s successes continues with “Nata Per Me” and “Ciao
Amore.” With the first of these songs, he took part in the TV contest, Can-
zonissima, reaching here the second place too, but being the first in record
sales.

Celentano started his singing career signing a contract with SAAR (owned
by Giirtler). This year, he left SAAR, creating his own record firm under the
name Clan Celentano. First recordings for his own firm are “Stai Lontana Da
Me (Italian version of the well known “Tower Of Strength”) and “Sei Rimasta
Sola” (You Was Left Alone). Both titles in short time reached the top of the
chart and remained at the top for more than 20 weeks. The record sold more
than 500,000 copies.

At his initial appearance, the star of Celentano was considered as a short
lived one but now, after three years of continuous hits, Celentano confirmed
himself as the greatest Italian best selling talent on the market. Currrently
on the hit parade are “Preghero’ ” (I Will Pray), which in two weeks reached
the top of the charts, and “S’E’ Spento II Sole” (The Sun Went Out), second
in the list. The first title is under the Clan label, while the second was recorded
by Celentano for SAAR during the period of his contract. Both recordings
appeared at the same time on the market.
At EMI Italiana: Pino Donaggio appears again on our chart with his com-

positions “Vestita Di Sacco” (Number 11) backed by “Medison Tra Gli An-
geli.” Luciano Virgili, a good interpreter of the melodious Italian tradition,

has a series of 19 singles (38 tunes), all of them under the same title “Songs
Of The Past.” A cocktail party was held jointly by EMI Italiana and Ariston,
the publisher, to present and launch the new LP by Nicola Arigliano. As to
foreign production, France’s current number one song, “Chariot,” has been
published by EMI in the version by Frank Pourcell; available is the latest disk
by E^th Piaf in duet with Theo Sarapo, “A’ Quoi Ca Sert L’Amour.” The
recent marriage of Edith Piaf and Greek singer Theo Sarapo roused even
further interest in records by the songstress; Richard Anthony, one
of the best selling talents in France, is out with “J’Entends Siffier Le Train”;
new LP by Nat Cole under the title of his recent hit, “Ramblin’ Rose.”

At RCA Italiana: Outstanding news is the publication of the third set (10
LP’s) of the huge “History Of Italian Music,” an enterprise in serious music
which RCA Italiana can rightly be proud of. Regarding the foreign pop records,
Paul Anka is still number four with “Ogni Giorno” (literal translation “Every
Day,” oripnal title “Love Me Warm And Tender”) and has just launched
“Every Night” in English. Soon the Italian version of it will follow. Since we
are speaking of versions in the Italian language, we can’t fail mentioning “Tu
Non Lo Sai” by Neil Sedaka, which is clicking here (Number 5) and announc-
ing that another Italian recording by him, “La Terza Luna” (The Third
Moon) is coming out. As to the domestic production, label is getting success
with Morandi’s “Gocart Twist” and Rita Pavone’s “La Partita Di Pallone”
(Football Match); both singers are recent RCA discoveries.

The big dates in the Nov. releases by the Decca-London group are “Telstar”
the success by the English combo The Tornados (now in the American charts
too) (Decca), “Esperanza” by Los Machucambos (a vocal group popular in

Italy after the first big hit, “Pepito”) (Decca) “Limbo Dance” and “Latin
Limbo” by The Champs (Challenge), “The Fuzzy Twist” by the extremely
popular Duane Eddy (Jamie) and the version of “Moscow Nights,” sung by
Ketty Lester (Era).

Decca, after having released at the beginning of the month the third Italian

album by Caterina Valente, on which are her greatest hits of the year [Twistin’

The Twist,” “Forza Papa” “La Ruota” (Wheels) and so on] have just pub-
lished a new twist by the same artist: “Precipitevolissimevolmente,” presented
for the first time by Caterina on her second TV show, “Nata Per La Musica”;
Decca bets it will be the greatest hit of the year by (Daterina.

Trumpeter-singer Nini Rosso, who appeared on the record scene here via
“Ballad Of A Trumpet” and sold well enough with the follow-up, “Evelyne,”
just released “Hopeless Ballad,” the original soundtrack from “Marcia 0
Crepa” (Go Ahead Or Die). Two other big recordings are ready for release, too.

The CGD-GC record front: Johnny Dorelly (Number Three with “Speedy
Gonzales”) has cut “Roses Are Red” and Betty Curtis has recorded the current
number one song in France, “Chariot.” Connie Francis, who appears in the
Number 15 position with “10 Sola Andro,” is selling vdth “Violino Nel Mio
Curore” and “Violino Tzigano,” as well. Chubby Checker is out with his version
of the Madison, a dance which last Summer made a little noise, but now seems
destined for big popularity. “Abatjour” by Henry Wright still selling well.

Cash Box had the pleasure of meeting Frank Carenza, the pr^ucer and
director of the popular “Songs Of Sunny Italy” radio program in Toronto
(Canada), who fiew to Milan to make the personal acquaintance of the Italian

record industry. Friendly discussion were had with the Mintangians, Mr. Vas-
sura of EMI Italiana, Mr. Ruggeri of Ricordi, Mr. Kern of Philips Italiana,

Mr. De Giorgio of Fonit-Cetra, Gurtler-SAAR and Meazzi Records. In Canada,
there are approximately 250,000 Italo-Canadians and normally Italian record-

ings have a limited sale (in fact 1000 copies is a good figure), but if they
can jump the Italian limitation and be sold to the English and French public

as well they can quite readily approach the best seller lists. For instance,

Domenico Modugno, Marino Marini, Caterina Valente, Fausto Papetti reach
hit sales figures. The Italian record indust^ could spur their sales in Canada
by further studying and taking more active interest in the market and its

problems than has been done heretofore. Frank left Milan to pay a visit to RCA
Italiana in Rome.
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ARGENTINA
Charles Anzavour, the well known French chanter, spent a few hours in

Buenos Aires, on way to Paris from Paraguay, where he finished shooting a

film directed by Gabriel Albicocco. In a press conference organized shortly

after his arrival, Aznavour explained that he will start a singing period next
January. He is due at Carnegie Hall March 30.

Philips will start local recordings under the Polydor label soon. This was told

to Cash Box by Maximo Wyngaard, the diskery’s topper, who added that the

first releases will be selections of Latin American music, and afterwards, folk

music will be also recorded. Philips has inked Ovaldo Pugliese, well known
tango orchestra director. Pugliese’s first LP will appear in a few days. Los
Cuatro Plumas have started a tour of several South and Central American
countries. They are now performing in Venezuela.

Roberto Yanes will receive a gold record from his diskery, CBS Columbia,
because of the sales of his records. In 1962, Yanes took part in several im-
portant TV’ers, like “Festival 62” and his own program, which meant very good
promotion for his waxings. Los Cinco Latinos, who have spent about six

months in Europe, will return in December. The diskery is preparing a big
reception for them. CBS has also inked a new artist; Carmen Gondora. Miss
Gondora, known as “La Lirio,” has recorded already a single 33 with two
Spanish tunes. In the teen field, CBS has a new rock ’n roll group: Los Teen
Agers. The first single by these artists (who are University students from the
province of Cordoba) will be released also in December. For the folk music
market, CBS is preparing the first album cut by Las Voces del Teuco. Los
Nombradores, another CBS folk group, will take part in the next Cosquin
Folk Song Festival; this event is considered the top folk music gathering in

Argentina.
Ariel Records has released the third volume of the “15 Hits” Anka series.

This album contains the latest hits recorded by Anka for ABC Paramount, and,
according to the diskery, has been well received. Other interesting Ariel
releases are “Caterina” by Carabelli and His Magic Violins, and “Festival de
Exitos,” a selection LP with waxings by Colpix artists, represented in Ar-
gentina by the diskery.

El Trio Irakitan, Brazilian group that has just returned to their country
after a successful series of performances on Channel 9, in the Festival 62
program, have made a series of recordings for Odeon Pops in Argentina. The
first of them, which has been released, is “Por La Vuelta,” an old tango penned
by Cadicamo and Tinelli, which is sung in modern bossa-nova style by the
Trio. It is supposed that this waxing will be well received, since the Irakitan
people have received a lot of promotion via Festival 62.

Julio Korn Publishers continue at work with “Di Papa,” the French hit that
may be turned into a success here, too. Now, CBS Columbia has recorded the
tune sung by Luis Ordonez (who has also cut “Corazon de Luto”) and his five

year old daughter Maria Alejandra. Both Julio Korn and CBS believe that
this recording will hit the charts, and plan to give it wide promotion.
Maria Elena Cattonar of Surco reports that her label is improving its local

recordings lines, with new waxings by Los Noeheros de Anta (folk group),
Los Cantores de la Huella and Waldo Belloso. Belloso has completed the
second volume of his “Folk Dances” series, and is preparing the third one. In
the kiddie music field, Surco is preparing several recordings of standard tales,

which will be released in Compact 33 records.
Ferma Publishers working on the promotion of “Amor Es Mi Future,” leit

motiv of a TV program with the same title. The tune was composed by Aloma,
and Fermata expects much from it. Further interesting news from the pubbery
is the promotion of “Cuando Finishe El Estate,” a Italian tune in the style of
“Cuando Calienta El Sol.” The Spanish title will be “Cuando Muere El Verano”
and it will be recorded by Antonio Prieto for RCA.

Los Pick Up, teen group recording for Music Hall, has recorded a new ver-
sion of “Josefina,” the Danny Chilean chart rider. The diskery has arranged the
distribution of its product in Ecuador; this will be made by Onix Records of
that country. In the classical music field, MH is planning new releases on
Compact 33 records. The first records of this type have been put to sale about
two months ago. Juan Carlos Mareco has finished already a new LP; his
latest single, “Zamba Para Mi Hijo” is now under promotion.
RCA offered a party to the press and disk jockeys celebrating the first pro-

gram of “El Club del Clan,” TV’er featuring the New Wave artists. This show
is now being aired by Channel 13, Saturday nights. RCA is offering a big dis-

count on several records released some time ago, and which will be now taken
out from the catalog. As an example, singles belonging to this offer have a
suggested retail price of 22 pesos, while regular singles cost 105. Although the
list includes several LP’s and EP’s, it seems that this special sale is int^ended

to clean up RCA’s old stock of 78 rpm records, which are rather difficult to sell

nowadays because of the success of single 33’s.

Disc Jockey Records has completed the first LP by Juan Ramon, its leading
teen artist. Ramon’s latest single, “Every Night,” sung in Spanish, Rosamel
Araya: “Triangulo” and “Rio Rio.” “Triangulo,” composed by Bobby Capo, is

a tune with good possibilities, while “Rio Rio” is an old Chilean standard. Disk
Jockey has sent several tapes by Araya to Brazil, for immediate release in that
country.

Producciones Fermata has released “Locomotion” and “Breakin’ Up Is Hard
To Do” by Dee Dee Sharp and “The Best Man Cried” and “I’ll Never Dance
Again,” by Bobby Rydell. There is something interesting to note regarding
“Locomotion.” Although the tune has received some promotion through the
publisher of the tune, the record hasn’t been released since Dimension, its label
up to now, is not represented in Argentina. However, the record has been re-
leased in other Latin American countries, like Chile and Mexico, through
London. Now, this Dee Dee Sharp cover version is intended to meet the market
deserved for “Locomotion,” which has good possibilities in Argentina. There is

another Dimension record, “It Might Rain Till September,” which is now being
promoted in Chile, and will soon receive air play in Buenos Aires, without
hope of immediate release until the representation of the label is arranged.
This is an example of how an American or European label may loose sales
because of bad or non-existing contact with the market.

Of course, the Alan Sherman “My Son, The Folk Singer” LP is its number one
package.

Canada’s pride and joy, Bobby Curtola, was the star of a show held in Pem-
brooke, Ontario on Saturday, Nov. 17. Bobby’s Del-Fi recording of “Aladdin”
is currently on just about every Canadian best-seller list. Phonodisc, the dis-
tributors of Curtola Records, are also doing well on the Marvin Gaye smash,
“Stubborn Kind Of Fellow,” and “Diddle-De-Dum” by The Belmonts.
Matt Heft of Peer International (Canada) Limited and Jim Corbett of Spar-

ton Records are both excited over the action on Ray Charles’ biggie, “You Are
My Sunshine,” the single from the second big Country and Western album
recorded by “the genius.”

Allied Records, under the capable management of Sam Gesser and Denis
LaPointe (formerly with Capitol Records), have picked up Canadian disti'ibu-

torship for Cantata and Urania Records, bringing the lines handled by them
to an even dozen.

Pretty Toni Carroll of MGM was recently featured at Montreal’s Ritz Carle-

ton Hotel for three weeks. While in town she visited the radio and TV sta-

tions plugging her new album “Song Hits Of The Roaring Twenties.” Every-
one who had the pleasure of meeting her was impressed by the wonderful
manner in which she conducted herself.

Bossa Nova disks have started flooding our world of entertainment. In night-

clubs and cafes. Dizzy Gillespie’s rendering of “Desafinado” is the most popular,
with Stan Getz closely following up. As to visual impressions of this new dance,
it must be said that it is hard to compare the one time twist-rage with the
present Bossa Nova. When twist started, everybody went for it. Now, one sees
the Bossa Nova being performed. Our people don’t seem to have mastered the
steps yet, and one is inclined to think that it may soon be on its way out.
On the 29th floor of the International Martini Center in Brussels, a reception

took place for artist Caravelli, who sings for “Versailles,” Caravelli has already
recorded a number of singles of his magic violins.

Practically nothing new has come out of the Helia-record firm in St.-Niklaas
(East Flanders). A few months ago, it tried to sell its records at 20 F. (40
cents) a piece through mail orders. We have been told by Helia that work
goes on but that production is now mainly directed at the German market. This
is the case with its most recent issue “Schwarze Nylon und Rote Lippen” and
“Du kommst,” sung by Flemish Johnny Carton of Poperinge. Helia now num-
bers 15,000 corresponding members who get all available information about
cheap records.
Music fans are still raving about Fats Domino’s overwhelming success while

performing at the Palais des Beaux Arts of Brussels. “Fats” granted a num-
ber of interviews, stating among other things that “journalists are the most
bothersome but at the same time the most charming people in the world.”
The management of the concert hall disappointed hundreds of fans by refusing
them a chance to get autographs from Fats after his performance. This must
not become a habit. These gentlemen don’t seem to realize what Fats means
to his European supporters.

Siemens does not intend new issues over the Xmas period. It still has a suffi-

cient stock of LP’s which reach high sales-figures every year. There is for
example the classic “La Maitrise chante Noel” with the church choir of Notre
Dame of Paris performing Xmas songs and telling Xmas stories.

This company still lists Oscar Denayer’s “Ouvrons la bal” as a bestseller.

There is also a great demand for Connie Francis and “Les Comediens” by Les
Compagnons de la Chanson.

Show-records, a new set-up from Aarschot, have announced that it will hence-
forth distribute American Cameo-Parkway and Colpix in Belgium and in
Luxemburg. First on the market. Chubby Checker with “Limbo Rock” and
“Popeye”; The Dovells’ “Hully Gully Baby”; Dee Dee Sharp, Paul Petersen,
Bobby Rydell. On Colpix: James Darren, Bernie Leighton and Shelley Fabares.
Alberto Cortez recorded two singles for Show: “Napolitana” and “Farolito”
and “Comme une Serenade” and “Si tu veux.”
Music publishers are now showing interest for the Bossa Nova. Peter Plum

Productions lists “Os Bossa Nova” (Barclay); one by Marino Marini (Vogue)
and “Desafiinado” by Dizzy Gillespie (on Philips).
Belgium finds Bobby “Boris” Pickett’s “Monster Mash” much fun. Most

dance halls squeeze in a Monster Mash between the usual cha cha’s, twists and
Bossa Nova’s, causing great hilarity.

I still wonder why Frank Ifields “I Remember You” has not been a hit over
here. Years ago. The Platters and The Four Aces were very popular using the
same high-pitched voice technique. Possibly, Ifield didn’t get all the publicity

he deserved in our country.
Antwerps Staf Wezenbeek, who was favorably commented upon during the

recent songfestival in Knokke on the coast, has become the father of a charm-
ing little daughter, called Linda. The Cousins are still in Sweden, where they
go on scoring hits.

Twenty-three year old Australian singer Stefany Shay is at the moment
performing in a Brussels place of entertainment. She crossed over from
Sydney to Ostend last Summer. At this seaside resort, she was approached
by someone who asked her to join his quartet in Brussels. Stefany has been
on TV in Australia, on stations ATN 7, Interstate Network, T.C.N. 9. She has
also done shows with the famed Surpers Paradise Old on the Gold Coast and
in Adelaide.

Brazilian Music
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Philippe Boutet introduced the Bossa Nova in France on his return from
Brazil. First song, “Samba De Una Nota So,” penned in French by Eddy Mar-
nay and entitled “Chanson Sur Une Seule Note” and grooved by Sacha Distel.
The Bossa Nova seems to be limited here. On the other hand, another dance
that seems to be catching on is the Tamoure. Paris is dancing the Tamoure
especially in clubs like “Saint Hilaire” and “Chez Regine,” high society night
clubs in the Capital. Let’s add to this that the Tamoure is an Hawaiian dance
and this gives the chic female class the impression that they are genuine
Hula dancers.
We met Nicole Barclay on her return from New York. This return was quite

some time ago, and she informed us that Langston Hughes, the Negro Ameri-
can poet adapted the English lyrics for Charles Aznavour. While with Edi-
tion, let’s point out that Johnny Mercer will also adapt English text on three
songs from Editions Barclay. Also Dolores Fuller will write ten songs for the
same publisher.

Let’s talk about disks now. Barclay has concluded a deal (or experiment)
with Liberty Records. Under the terms of the deal. Liberty will release a series
of records on the Liberty Bel Air label, and if the results are conclusive, the
deal could be changed to a general contract. (News flash from Barclay in the
report that Jean Jacques Debout has quit Vogue Records and has signed up
exclusively with Barclay. Vogue claims it still has him under contract.)

A new invention by Eddie Barclay, square records, bearing songs by Daniel
Lalou, and arranged by Colombier. Principal title “Gare Au Changeur Auto-
matique” (Beware Of Automatic Changer). The show, “Milord L’arsouille,”
has just been grooved by Eddie Barclay. Minout Drouet, the talented young
poetress, who had her big hour some time ago, will try her luck singing. She
has just cut four titles with Barclay, which should be released shortly. Among
the hits with Barclay is “Le Jour Le Plus Long” by Dalida. We thought it

might have been “Que Sont Devenues Les Fleurs” (Where Have All The
Flowers Gone”) which is a beautiful song. Leny Escudero is more imposing
day by day more and more, and especially his rendering of “Ballade A Syl-
vie.” The recording by Vince Taylor on the Palette label leads us to suppose
that he has quit Barclay Records. Information received contradicts this an-
nouncement, the reason being that these are old Parlophone numbers, re-
pressed by Palette.

Kurt Mohr, as everyone knows, is the chap who discovered the “Prince du
Madison.” He reported that Arteco just signed an exclusivity contract with
a jazz pianist, Georges Arvanitas. Soon people will be talking about the
Prince du Jazz. On the other hand, the Madison Prince is getting up to date.
He’s not recording the Madison, but ballads. His last titles, “Ce Qui Me Vient
De Vous” and “Quand Je Suis Loin De Toi.”

The recording by Donald Wilkerson, “Camp Meeting,” has been chosen by
Frank Tenot as the theme song for his Radio program, “Pour Ceux Qui Aiment
Le Jazz.”

On the Versailles label, Mickey Baker has just canned “Desafinado” (Edi-
tions Caravelle) and “Samba De Una Nota So” (Editions Barclay), Bossa
Nova Galore, and the best.

Now that Leon Cabat is back in town after his trip to the States, we have
some news from his firm Vogue. Let’s start off by sajnng Petula Clark took
Johnny Hallyday’s place at the Olympia Music hall. This is going to be a
heavy load for this fragile creature, but she is capable, and certainly she is

going to obtain a big success. The premiere was Nov. 15, her 29th birthday.
For this occasion, a cocktail party was given at the Saint Hilaire Club.

Petula is No. 1 in Germany with her rendering of “Monsieur.” For her Ol3nn-
pia debut. Vogue put on the market a 12 inch album including her last cuts
in French such as “Les Colimagons,” an original by Petula, “Les Beaux Jours,”
French adaptation of “Rambling Rose” and “Coeurs Blesses,” French version
of “Torture.”

The Italian number one man Adriano Celentano is going to make a singing
tour during the famous TV “Musicorama” November 28. With him on the
bill, Jose Salcy, who made a promising debut with Barbara. Also billed on the
same program, the Fantom group, and “Les Copains,” talented duettists. This
Musicorama seems to be a Vogue festival. Frangoise Hardy, the “find” in the
song business, for this season, after her success with “Tous Les Gargons,
Toutes Les Filles,” will give us eight new songs, among them “C’est L’Amour
Auquel Je Pense,” seems to be the favorite with her artistical director Wolf-
sohm. Also “Le Temps De L’Amour” and “On Se Plait,” among others.

The Hermandez Family (with success made in Paris a couple of years ago)
have just quit Philips to tie up with Vogue and have just supplied tis with
“Les Peripeties De La Famille Hermandez.” This album will surely have big
sales this winter.

Let’s talk about Johnny Hallyday’s record “L’Idole Des Jeunes” (Teenage
Idol). This is climbing up rapidly and destined to be a number one hit, which
goes to prove that people are more and more coming back to the charm songs
and leaving behind the rhsrthm. Hallyday is turning out to be a complete artist

adapting himself up to the date mode of the songs, which is very important.
Yves Montand’s debut at his favorite Music Hall TEtoile with 10 new tunes,

is sufficient proof that he is the most extraordinary chap in the song biz.

Dave Kapp, president of Kapp Records, will shortly be in Paris. He is mak-
ing a continental tour, including England. At the Champs Elysees theatre the

Opera D’Aran continues. It seems that its success has incited EMI to record
this in its entirety. We call this working for the future, but at present we
would like Gilbert and Amade to get together and give us a song, and a good
recording to keep up Becaud’s reputation, and maintain it.

Let’s terminate by saying a few words about Columbia. The label Arteco
seems to be the lucky possessor, but we are still waiting for the first releases.

We had hopes of this in the disguise of a Christmas present, and still hoping,
because these recordings are being missed on the French market, as once noted
Stan West. “The French market is very peculiar, and one just needs to un-
derstand it. This takes some time, and explains the long lapse of time, and
reflection by Columbia executives to decide . .

.”

Most record clubs are again making advertising drives, apparently in an

effort to build action during the free spending pre-Christmas period. As an
introductory offer to new members, the Australian Record Club Pty. Ltd. is

allowing subscribers any three albums (from a wide selection) for only 20/.,
which is less than one dollar each. Intending new members may choose from
a range of albums which includes original Broadway cast sets of “West Side
Story,” “Bells Are Ringing” and “Bye Bye Birdie” plus “Time Out” (Dave
Brubeck), “Concert In Rhythm” (Ray Conniff) and “Benny In Brussels” by
Benny Goodman. In all, 41 albums have been added to the catalog of the
Australian Record Club Pty. Ltd.—all the albums are from Columbia Records
of U.S. The Popular Record Club is advertising an offer of eight Broadway
show albums for £12 cash, or £4 deposit and 30/. a month for six months. The
albums include several original cast sets such as “Oklahoma!,” “The King And
I,” “Porgy And Bess,” “Annie Get Your Gun” and “Guys And Dolls.” Other
show music disks in this offer cover “Carousel,” “Song Of Norway,” “Carmen
Jones,” “My Fair Lady,” “South Pacific” and “West Side Story.” Most of the
material comes from the Decca catalog in America.

Pix, a national weekly magazine, is pushing ahead with its policy of record-
ing—and offering to its readers—special LPs of “trad” jazz material. They
have five albums in the range so far and readers are able to purchase an album
for only 17/6- or any two disks for just 30/. According to all reports, these
records are in great demand, especially now that “trad” is so popular in
Australia.

RCA has rush-released the heavily promoted single by the new tenor dis-

covery Sergio Franchi. It carries “Once” and “I Mustn’t Say I Love Her.”

Recently, we have been receiving some fine promotion pieces from Philips
Records in Baarn, Holland. The Philips Music Herald is an impressive pub-
lication and a wonderful art contribution in its field—it is a quarterly print.

The latest edition to hand, which covers Japan, is most interesting as we get
so little similar material from other sources.

Interesting new singles among the latest batch from EMI include “Wolver-
ton Mountain” by Nat King Cole; “If You Were A Rock And Roll Record” by
Freddy Cannon; “Outsider” by Cliff Richard; “Blues Stay Away From Me”
with Pat and Shirley Boone; “Day Train” by Sandy Nelson and “Pop Pop Pop-
Pie” by The Sherrys.

New issues from W&G include “The Infant King” by Tony Raymond; “The
Rocket Man” from The Spotnicks; “Go Tiger Go” with Guy Mitchell; “Heart
Breaker” by Dean Christie; “Under Your Spell Again” by The Hawking
Brothers; “Madame Moscovitch” from Clinton Ford and “In My Little Room”
by Kevin Shegog.

We goofed on our best-seller list in relation to the publisher credit of “Venus
In Blue Jeans” . . . this title is published by Robert Mellin Pty. Ltd. through
the Chappell & Co. organization.

“Telstar” by The Tornados has had an unusual career on our best-seller list.

Couple of weeks ago, it was in the number one spot and holding the position
solidly, then last week it slipped suddenly to number ten position and looked
like it would move right off the chart. However, it is again showing strongly
on dealers’ charts submitted to Cash Box and has bounced back with a real
wallop and has a firm grip on the number three slot this week.

Two newies on the best-seller chart this issue are “Ramblin’ Rose” by Nat
King Cole, which moves into number six position and Frank Ifield’s tremendous
English smasheroo, “Lovesick Blues,” which is a fabulous follow up click to
his first international hit, “I Remember You.”

There is an interesting story surrounding the release of the new Cliff Rich-
ard single, “Outsider.” EMI had no plans to issue it on a single but Ken East,
national record sales boss of EMI, was so impressed with the popularity of the
disk during a recent visit to Asian countries that he decided to arrange its

release on his return home. It looks as though “the tall one” was right in his

judgment because “Outsider” is catching stacks of disk jockey action and should
become a real favorite.

Pretty young Liberty recording star Vicki Carr, who is currently in Australia,
is making a great impression here with her personal appearances at the South-
ern Cross Hotel and on television at GTV—Channel 9. Vicki is spending a lot

of time on the promotion of her version of “He’s A Rebel”; working with her
on this operation is Ray Benn, Melbourne promotion boss for EMI Records
which has the Liberty label in Australia.

NYC Music Ops Hear Juke Box Play

Commercials; Plan Underway To Sign

Machines For Advertising Revenue

Denver Representing Ops In Madison Ave. Deal

BROOKLYN, N.Y.—A radio-tv com-
mercial firm here has made available

to juke box operators a mechanism
which when fitted to a coin-operated
phonograph will automatically play
a taped commercial. The firm, which
prefers to remain anonymous tempo-
rarily, has contracted an electronic
company to build a unit which ac-
commodates a tape cartridge with six

pre-recorded commercial messages.
The unit automatically plays a com-
mercial every ten minutes, does not
interfere with the playing of regular
musical records on the same machine
and will, upon completion of all facets
of the project, enable operators to net
six dollars monthly for every ma-
chine on location equipped with the
commercial mechanism.
A1 Denver, President of the Music

Operators of New York, Inc., has the
unit installed on a Seeburg phono-
graph and the installation is avail-

able for operators to see and hear in

the offices of Lincoln Vending Service
at Denver’s Park Place offices in

Brooklyn. Denver is reportedly acting
as liaison between the commercial
firm who will sell the juke box mar-
ket to potential sponsors and the juke
box industry here who are being asked
to approve of the proposal by sign-
ing contracts which will state that a
pre-determined number of phono-
graphs now on location will be avail-
able for such a proposition.
At the moment, the mechanism

works only on a Seeburg phonograph.
It will however, be developed to the
point of being universal by the time
the project is ready to be introduced
here in New York, according to Den-
ver.

The mechanism now measures 4"x
4" X 4". The firm’s engineers expect
the complete unit to measure about
one-half of this size when the finished
unit is completed and is mass-pro-
duced.

Upon approval of operators of ap-

proximately two thousand phono-
graphs, the tentative plans call for

the manufacture of twenty-five com-
mercial units which will be installed

on machines in several test areas

here. The commercial firm will then
test the effectiveness of the commer-
cials by researching the audiences in

the various locations using marketing
techniques accepted by the major ad-

vertising agencies.

Once the idea meets with the ap-

proval of major suppliers of beer,

cigarettes, soft drink and other simi-

lar product manufacturers, it is ex-

pected that a large segment of the

juke boxes in the metropolitan area

(approximately 8000 juke boxes are

said to be in the metro New York
area) can be presented to potential

clients for advertising purposes.

The radio-tv commercial firm, who
is reportedly professionally associa-

ted with the firms considered most in-

terested in such an advertising pro-

gram, and their advertising agencies,

will handle the actual selling job.

When the contracts are signed, and
if signed it is believed that 13-week
periods will determine the extent of

a minimum contract period based on
other advertising media requirements,

operators can expect to receive a

monthly check totaling $6.00 per ma-
chine on location. This is the fee
which has been set providing six

sponsors appear on a tape cartridge
and the number of plays meet mini-
mum requirements which have not
actually been set.

The juke box commercial idea has
been presented in similar forms in

the past. For various reasons it has
never matured to the point of being
accepted by the necessary business
groups. While the unit now on display
is equipped with home-made taped
commercials, the details of metered
checks, minimum number of hours of
exposure on location, and other points
will be raised by potential buyers of
time. According to Denver, these are
the facets of the project which are
being handled by the commercial-
producing firm. Once the project is

set from the point of view of serving
as an outlet for advertising to a mar-
ket large enough to guarantee the
necessary listening audience, the pro-
gram can be executed.
Denver claims that the idea of com-

mercials on juke boxes in no way ef-
fects the present status of the juke
box operator and his present royalty
payments to music licensing firms.
The idea was originally introduced

at an MONY meeting in Rosoff’s Res-
taurant last month. Since that time,
the project has been developed to its

present stage.
Attorney Jacob Radzivill has been

retained to protect the rights of the
operators and to represent the juke
box industry here insofar as the juke
box commercial idea is concerned. In
the meantime, Denver is actively sign-
ing operators to contracts in order to
accumulate the necessary number of
juke boxes before the tests can be
made.

Piggy Banks Got 'Em!

Report Coin Shortage
NEW YORK—The coin machine in-

dustry doesn’t have enough head-

aches. Now the supply of coins on
hand has reached drastic lows accord-

ing to the US Federal Reserve Sys-

tem. The Congress of the United
States went home in a hurry last

month and didn’t bother to pass a
$500,000 supplemental appropriation

bill which would have supplied 420
million additional coins totaling that

much money.
Orders from banks have been re-

duced proportionately. Many deposi-

tors are turned away in their quest
for coins—especially pennies.

However, the announcement advises

one and all not to blame vending ma-
chines for the scarcity. They state

that the armored trucks pick up coins

daily and actually help keep ’em in

circulation. Same thing with toll

booths and subways. The bottleneck

lies at the family level where Pop
puts his extra change into a cookie

jar each night and Mom takes what’s
left over from shopping and stuffs

the piggy banks. These are the coins

that don’t see daylight for several

months, or maybe years. So hurry up
and spend those nickels and dimes.

The machines are starving for silver!

Eye Superpack Move

into US Markets
TORONTO—Reversing the trend of
recent years that has seen so many
American companies move into the
Canadian market, Superpack Vending
Ltd., since its formation in April,
1961, has become the leader in the
coin-operated laundry supply field in
the United States. Using the tube-
shaped packages which it dispenses
through its own “cylindramatic” vend-
ing machines, the company sells plas-
tic laundry bags, detergents, bleaches
and soaps in coin-operated laundro-
mats throughout the United States
and Canada.
During the past year the company

has acquired its own vending machine
manufacturer in Toronto, its distribu-
tors in Elizabeth, N.J. and in Montre-
al, opened its own packaging plant in
Los Angeles and will shortly open
another in St. Louis. This amazing
growth has been reflected in profits

as well as in physical facilities and
sales. In fiscal 1961, Superpack Vend-
ing Ltd. earned $176,442 on sales of

$4,400,005. During the first nine

months of fiscal 1962, the company
earned $270,249 on sales of $5,014,860

and predicts total sales for the year
of approximately $7,500,000.

From its inception, the company’s
growth has been fantastic. In a single

stroke, the “cylindramatic” vending
concept solved the basic problems
that had formerly plagued the coin-

operated laundry supply field.

Superpack’s vending machines are

loaned to owners of coin-operated
laundries. Thus the expense of pur-

chase is removed. Superpack makes a

profit on the products vended in its

coin-operated dispensers and the laun-

dry operator takes a percentage of

the sales dollar. The cylindrical shape
of the packages allows the storage of

600% more product than in conven-
tional units. The result is that the

wall space becomes infinitely more
valuable, refilling trips are reduced
(one of the great cost factors to dis-

tributors) and since the only moving
part is the coin changer, (product is

dispensed by gravity feed) there are
virtually no repair costs or inactive

periods.

Traditionally wary of entering the

murderous competition in the U.S., all

of Canada is watching and taking
heart from Superpack’s current status

as the largest laundry supply vending
machine distributor in the Eastern
United States. By the end of next
year, the company confidently predicts

that it will be the biggest in North
America. Superpack’s Toronto plant is

currently working two shifts a day to

meet its daily quota of vending units

for the U.S.

Among the broad, economic factors

that have enabled Superpack to move
into this commanding position in such
a fast-growing field are the devalued
Canadian dollar which gives the
American distributor an edge of 8%
when he purchases product from a
Canadian company; the lower wages
that are generally prevalent in Can-
ada and the active encouragement via

tax concessions that the Canadian
government bestows on companies
that are actively engaged in export-

ing.

The highest quality foods,
supplied by such firms as Swift & Co.,
General Foods, Seabrook Farms and
others of that calibre will be used in
the preparation of all dishes, and will
be dispensed by specially designed,
all-purpose refrigerated food dispens-
ing machines.

Daily food requirements will be de-
livered to each Dine-O-Mat from cen-
trally located food distribution com-
missaries throughout the country,
where master chefs will prepare all

dishes under strict, uniform, quality
control supervision.
“Each installation is designed to

satisfy the growing need for restau-
rant facilities and food of high estab-
lished quality for motorists, shoppers
and others who have a limited amount
of time to spend in dining. As an ex-
ample, a visitor to a Pat Boone Dine-
O-Mat can select a pre-cooked, frozen
dinner of rolls, corn, mashed potatoes
and roast beef and cook it himself in
90 seconds by Microwave. A red flash-
er-button signals when food is ready
and piping hot dinners are ready to
eat in a fraction of the time it takes in
conventional eating places. Carefully
balanced in pre-cooking and freezing,
each dinner is prepared so that the
Microwave’s span of heating prepares
all foods on the same plate simulta-
neously.
