quarter in the firm’s history.

Net income in the year rose to $29,-

053,734, or $3.27 a share, from $22,-

037,828, or an adjusted $2.47 a share.

Sales were increased to $509,269,813

from $473,843,935.

Fourth quarter earnings reached

$10,546,515, or $1.19 a common share,

from $9,384,315, or $1.04 a share, in

the last quarter of ’61. Pershare earn-

ings in the ’61 period are adjusted to

reflect a 3% stock dividend last year.

Sales were at $151,259,206 from
$134,825,689. Samuel R. Dean, treas-

urer of CBS, said half the profit gain

was due to the sales in the electronics

division. He predicted an “excellent”

first quarter in ’63 for the firm.

Cameo Exec & Dealers Testify. iiij

PHILADELPHIA—The Philadelphia
phase of the Columbia-Federal Trade
commission hearings wound up last
week (Feb. 13) with another three
days of testimony by Phila. record
dealers, a custom presser and Allan
Cohen comptroller of Cameo-Parkway
Records.

Testifying on behalf of the govern-
ment were Sanford L. Wartell of the
Allentown Record Co., Allentown, Pa.
Alan March of the S. H. March Rec-
ord Shop, Herman C. Sonnheim of
the Newman Record Shop, Jacob
Rosen of The Record Shop, Samuel
N. Balaity of MADS Discount Store,
Morris Wilf of Penn Records and
J. W. Scatchard, an appliance and
record dealer, and Cohen.

All of the aforementioned record
dealers joined in a chorus of vocal
excoriation of the Columbia Record
Club in particular, and the other
record clubs in general. Most of them
agreed that the advent of the record
clubs had taken customers out of their
stores, caused them to lose sales on
warhorse items, and generally suffer
a year to year profit loss. This was
vehemently brought to light under
examination by FTC Counsels Lavine
and Needleman, but appeared to be
mitigated under cross-examination by
Columbia attorney Asa Sokolow who
established during questioning that
by and large the record dealers of
Philadelphia had been equally hurt by
the sudden blossoming of record dis-

count houses in Philadelphia and its

environs. Sokolow also pointed out
that local department stores (Gim-
bel’s,

_

Snellenburg’s etc.) were dis-

counting LP’s to the detriment of the
local small retailer.

Phono, Radio Sales

Reached New Highs
In '62, Says ElA
NEW YORK—Sales of phonos—both
stereo & mono—and radios hit new
highs in 1962 at both the factory
and distrib levels.

As reported by the Electronic In-

dustries Association, factory sales of
phonos reached 4,954,434 units, which
is almost 1 million more than the
figure of 3,998,680 reached in 1961.
Distrib figures were 4,841,810 from
1961’s total of 3,981,651. Distrib
mono sales were 1,351,589 from
1,061,148 the previous year, while
3,490,221 stereo sets were sold, an
increase from 1961’s total of
2,920,503.

Distrib^retailer sales of radios, ac-
cording to the EIA, totaled 11,75'7,093

sets compared with 11,225,010 the
previous year. Manufacturers turned
out 19,161,906 new radios last year,
a total exceeded only by the 20 mil-
lion produced in 1947. Output of auto
radios paced the 1962 rise with a
record total of 7,249,857. FM radio
sales climbed to 1,227,081 compared
with a total of 915,29'7 the year be-
fore.

“TWO LOVERS”—Mary Wells Motown 607
Mary Wells, who is still riding the charts with
“Two Lovers,” cashes in on the built-in accept-
ance of the biggie to name this, her third album
entry. The lark’s feelingful, distinctive blues
style is aptly spotlighted on a varied program
of teen-oriented selections. In addition to her
current chart-rider the artist belts out top-flight
readings of “Laughing Boy,” “Was It Worth It”
and “No Love.” Disk looms as a sure-fire hit.

“DIAMOND HEAD”—Original Soundtrack—Col-
pix SCP440
Too many of the current crop of soundtrack re-
cordings of dramatic films are colorless and life-

less when heard outside of the theater. The
soundtrack from “Diamond Head” is a contradic-
tion in that it is highly listenable under any cir-

cumstances. With the main theme composed by
Hugo Winterhalter, and the balance of the score
defied by Johnny Williams, the entire production
comes off as a delightful listening experience and
should stir up plenty of sales interest. The main
theme vocal is delivered in winning style by Col-
pix artist, James Darren.

“MOVIN’ ON”—Big Tiny Little—Coral CRL
757425
Big Tiny Little has rolled up an impressive string
of hit Coral LP’s and this latest addition featur-
ing the talented 88’er displaying a variety of
keyboard styles should meet with fast consumer
acceptance. The pianist offers some colorful read-
ings of sturdies in the honky tonk, jazz, country
and blues style on this session. All of Little’s
many fans should dig his versions of “The Big
Move” “OT Man River,” and “St. Louis Blues.”

“REMINISCING”—Buddy Holly—Coral CRL
757426
Although Buddy Holly has been dead several
years, his distinctive, highly-personal style is su-
perbly preserved for his legion of fans on this
first-rate never-before-available Coral set. The
chanter turns in some standout performances on
eleven rockin’ items including “Bo Diddley,”
“Brown Eyed Handsome Man” and “Rock-A-
Bye-Rock.” Disk has enough built-in success in-

gredients to develop into a hot seller.

“MR. SOUL”—Sam Cooke—RCA Victor LSP
2673
The singles side of the star songster is generally
confined to rhythmic, teen-oriented cuts; here, as
the title of his new LP implies, the songster of-
fers over-21 bluesy ballad readings on a well-
chosen collection of wistfuls, mostly evergreens
on the order of “These Foolish Things,” “Cry
Me A River,” “I Wish You Love” and “All the
Way.” The orks of Horace Ott and Rene Hall
are string-filled and properly mellow. One of
Cooke’s most satisfying LP outings.

“JULIE LONDON SINGS IN A SATIN MOOD”
—Liberty LRP 3278
Julie London has earned many laurels in the past
for her distinctive, sultry vocal stylings, and this

new Liberty session of a dozen Latin-flavored
evergreen ranks as one of her most imressive al-

bums to date. The songstress is superbly backed
by an authentic Mexican vocal trio and a small
combo as she offers such favorites as “Vaya
Con Dios,” “Frenesi” and “Besame Mucho.” Eye-
catching cover artwork should help spark sales.

“FROM A JACK TO A KING”—Ned Miller—
Fabor FLPlOOl
Ned Miller tags his premeire album on Fabor
after his current chart-riding single, “From A
Jack 'To A King,” and includes with it eleven
other Western-oriented tunes which aptly show-
case his talents. Most of the tunes here were
penned by Miller and give evidence of his versa-
tility as an artist. Best bets here are the title

tune, “The Man Behind The Gun,” “One Among
The Many” and “Lights In The Street.” Eye the
disk for rapid acceptance.

“YOU’RE THE REASON I’M LIVING”—Bobby
Darin—Capitol T 1866
Bobby Darin, who is currently riding high on the
charts with his hot single of “You’re The Rea-
son I’m Living,” cashes in on the built-in
consumer acceptance of this single to tag this
his second Capitol LP outing. In addition to his
biggie the chanter comes up with eleven other
potent country favorites all delivered in his dis-
tinctive wide-range style. Darin shines on “Oh
Lonesome Me,” “Here I Am” and “Release Me.”
Sure fire chart item.

“THE NIGHT HAS A THOUSAND EYES”—
Bobby Vee—Liberty LRP 3285
Bobby Vee, who is currently pulling loads of loot
with his runaway best-selling single of “The
Night Has A Thousand Eyes,” tags this new
destined-for-success Liberty LP outing after the
hit. The chanter’s wide-range voice and distinc-
tive phrasing carry him in good stead on a host
of pop favorites including “It Might As Well
Rain Until September.” “Go Away Little Girl”
and “Theme For A Dream.” Disk seems sure to
score heavily in the coin department.

“HOW THE WEST WAS WON” — Original
Soundtrack—MGM 1E5
MGM’s newest and yet unreleased Cinerama
spectacular “How The West Was Won” boasts an
impressive roster of performers and a score by
Alfred Newman. This attractively packaged book-
fold LP features the Newman score and vocals
by Debbie Reynolds. The musical theme here is

“folklore” and it is perfectly stated by all the
principals which include a mixed chorus con-
ducted by Ken Darby. The disk has plenty of
chart potential.

“ANNIE GET YOUR GUN”—Doris Day, Robert
Goulet—Columbia OS 2360
Columbia continues its newly revived series of
LP re-creations of classic musicals with a bright
issue of the strong Irving Berlin score for
“Annie,” starring two of its powerhouse vocal-
ists, Doris Day & Robert Goulet. Phil Lang has
penned new sound-of-the-60’s orchestrations for
tunes that shine in any generation (e.g. “The
Girl That I Marry,” “They Say It’s Wonderful,”
“There’s No Business. . . .,” “I Got The Sun In
The Morning”). Artist billing and material are
solidly in the LP’s sales favor.

“AMERICAN SERENADE”—Percy Faith—Co-
lumbia CL 1957
The talented orkster scored a rousing triumph
with his last album, “Exotic Strings,” and this

new disk of tunes based on American themes
should quickly move up the hitsville path. For
this outing Faith has assembled a full ork high-
lighted by some lush strings, woodwinds and a
wordless chorus for his personal brand of instru-

mental magic. Faith’s professional touch is un-
mistakable as he leads the ork through some
top-flight arrangements of “Stars Fell On Ala-
bama,” “Tennessee Waltz” and “Autumn In New
York.” Spinners should flock to the package.

“ALL THE HITS—VOLUME H”—Dee Dee
Sharp—Cameo C 1032
Here’s a swingin’ teen-oriented package of a
dozen pop items essayed with polish and verve
by Dee Dee Sharp. The young lark does not at-

tempt to imitate any of the st^s which the
songs have become associated with but renders
each tune in her own distinctive, professional
manner. Standout tracks include “The Popeye
Waddle,” “Limbo Rock” and “You Are My
Sunshine.” Disk should score heavily in the coin

department.

“THE BEST OF TIMI YURO”—Liberty LRP3286
Timi Yuro, who recently created a stir with her
“Love Of A Boy” single, does a repeat perform-
ance of her biggies on this LP outing on Liberty.

The lark unleashes her winning vocal talents on
“Hurt,” “What’s A Matter Baby” and “Let Me
Call You Sweetheart” and eight other past noise-

makers on this swingin’ session that is bound to

appeal to his loyal following and a host of new
admirers as well.

POPULAR PICKS OF THE WEEK
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“THE WORLD’S GREATEST WALTZES”—
Andre Kostelanetz—Columbia CL 1938
Andre Kostelanetz, who has in the past directed
his versatile baton to both the classical and pop
idioms with equal success, comes up with a top-
drawer batch of waltzes on this new Columbia
set. The orkster has included material from all
over the world in addition to American waltzes
to provide, an authentic international sampling
of grace and beauty. Among the best tracks here
are “Greensleeves,” “Around The World” and
“0 Sole Mio.”
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“WALTZ IN JAZZ TIME”—Si Zentner—Liberty
LRP3284
Si Zentner and the band effectively fuse the
three-quarter rhythm with the big band jazz
sound to come up with some swinging arrange-
ments of a bag of standards on this new Liberty
outing. The orkster, his trombone and sidemen
play with their expected verve and feeling as
they give potent readings of “The Sweetest
Sounds,” “Waltz In Jazz Time” and “Willow
Weep For Me.” The disk is a very danceable
item.

“DON’T PLAY ME CHEAP”—Ike & Tina Tur-
ner—Sue SLP 2005
Ike and Tina are one of the best-blended teams
around today. Tina’s exacting sense of rhythm on
both pulsating r&b numbers and ballads is per-
fectly complimented by Ike’s first-rate piano and
guitar work. The duo are in fine form on this
Sue entry of danceable blues sides. The song-
stress belts out winning readings of “Wake Up,”
“Don’t Play Me Cheap” and “My Everything To
Me” with all of her expected poise and artistry.

“20 ORIGINAL HITS”—Various Artists—Mark-
Fi LP 999
In recent years one of the most popular LP con-
cepts has been the packages of old r&r hits.
All too often, these sets contain only a few actual
chart items. This Mark-Fi disk is a delightful
exception to the rule. The album includes twenty
delightful rockin’ oldies by the stars who made
them famous. Among the best tracks here are
“Gee Wizz” by the Innocents, the Pengunis’
“Earth Angel” and “It All Depends On You”
by the Harptones. Loads of sales potential here.

“CHET HUNTLEY PRESENTS BEST OF
WASHINGTON HUMOR”—Cameo C1044
The highly successful and popular newscaster
has culled material from a collection of speeches
made by some of the country’s leading political
figures for what might be one of the funniest po-
litical LP’s to date. All of the humor here was
captured live, and the rapier-like wit of such
greats as Adlai Stevenson, Goldwater, Halleck
and the President provides a load of chuckles.
The disk is sure to spark interest in diverse
circles.

“ENCORES”—Patsy Cline—Everest 1204
Pasty Cline’s many country and pop fans should
come out in droves for this delightful program
of varied tunes cut during her days with Everest.
The lark showcases her amazing versatility here
by rendering bright rhythmic numbers with the
same poise as she dishes up soul ballads. Patsy
is in fine form on “That Wonderful Someone,”
“I Love You Honey’” and “Stop, Look And Lis-
ten.” Deejays should find plenty of spinnable ma-
terial here.

JAZZ PICKS OF THE WEEK

“CARAVAN”-Art Blakey—Riverside RS 9438
Here’s a significant jazz set marking Art Blakey
and the Jazz Messengers first disk for Riverside.
As with previous Blakey groups, this crew per-
forms in stimulating fashion and has a powerful,
distinctive method of communication. Although
the ace drummer is somewhat subdued on most
of the tracks his imaginative brushwork behind
Cedar Walton’s piano is completely masterful.
The group swings superbly on “Caravan,” “This
Is For Albert” and “Thermo.” Potent wax.

“SCREAMIN’ ”—Brother Jack McDuflf—Prestige
PR 7259
Brother Jack McDuff unleashes his potent organ
talents full-blast on this impressive teaming up
with Leo Wright on alto, Kenny Burrell on gui-
tar and Joe Dukes on drums. Unlike some soft-

style organists currently in vogue, McDuff has
a rousing, earth-shattering approach highlighted
by his use of quick stop changes. Top-flight tracks
here include “He’s A Real Gone Guy,” “After
Hours” and “I Cover The Waterfront.” Eye the
disk for rapid acceptance.

“REACHING FOURTH”—McCoy Tyner Trio-
Impulse A-33
McCoy Tyner’s sense of form and distinctive
ability to establish rapport with other players is

firmly evidenced on this first-rate jazz teaming
up with Roy Haynes on drums and Henry Grimes
on bass. Although each member of the trio gets
a chance to wail in a solo spotlight, the pianist is

decidedly the main attraction. The group swings
professionally on “Reaching Fourth,” “Theme
For Ernie” and “Old Devil Moon.” Jazzophiles
should come out in force for the package.
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“PARISIAN SKETCHES”—Max Roach Quintet
—Mercury SR60760
Max Roach paints a jazz picture of Paris on this
Mercury recorded-on-the spot session which spot-
lights each member of the quintet on a solo seg-
ment in the five-part Roach-penned opus tagged
the same as the title. The composer-drtunmer dis-
plays a genuine versatility as he suits his ac-
companiment to the mood and fancy of each
soloist. Mature jazzophiles will dig this top-
drawer disk which also includes “Nica,” “Petit
Dejeuner” and “Liberte.”

CLASSICAL PICK OF THE WEEK

BACH: The Well-Tempered Clavier, Glenn
Gould—Columbia ML5808
Book I (Preludes and Fugues 1-8) of Bach’s
Well-Tempered Clavier are explored by pianist
Glenn Gould in this first part of a series which
will include the entire Bach opus. This superb
interpretation reflects a wealth of knowledge and
feeling on the part of the pianist as each seg-
ment is artfully and brilliantly surveyed by the
gifted Canadian. Disk is a potent classical offer-
ing and a welcome addition to the Columbia
classical catalog.

“SHELBY FLINT SINGS FOLK”—Valiant 403
Although Shelby Flint has gained wide exposure
as a pop singer, she evidences a deep under-
standing of the folk idiom on this colorful Val-
iant set. The lark professionally accompanies
herself on the guitar and banjo as she turns in
some straightforward, feelingful readings of
“House Of The Rising Sun,” “Sinner Man” and
“Riddle Song.” An impressive performance.

“BACH ORGAN MUSIC VOLUME 2”—Carl
Weinrich—RCA Victor LM 2649
Carl Weinrich, long-recognized as one of the
outstanding interpreters of Bach’s organ music,
turns in some superb performances on four
Bach selections on this new classical release
from Victor. Weinrich uses the big organ in
Gotham Theological Seminary for this session
and renders such intricate and complex pieces as
“Toccata And Fugue In F” and “Prelude And
Fugue In G” with an incredible degree of polish
and musicianship. A first-rate classical offering.

James Darren, who is currently
riding the Top 100 with “Pin A Medal
On Joey,” is one of the hottest double-
barreled stars in the business. In ad-
dition to his vocal hits, he previously
triumphed with “Angel Face,” “Good-
bye Cruel World,” “Her Royal Majes-
ty,” “Conscience” and “Mary’s Little
Lamb” on Colpix, he has starred in
such film successes as “The Gene
Krupa Story” and “The Guns Of
Navarone” for Columbia Pictures, the
parent company of his label.

The chanter-thespian was born in
Philadelphia on June 8, 1936 and
studied at the Ephiphany School and
Southern High School there. As far
back as he could remember, Darren
always wanted to be a singer and an
actor, but his schooling (as an actor
with the Stella Adler Group), was
limited to a bare two weeks when
fate gave him a remarkable aid: he
was in a Gotham office building, wait-
ing for an elevator, when a Columbia
Pictures talent scout spotted him;
only three days later he signed a
movie contract. The rest is history.

New Christy Minstrels

The New Christy Minstrels, who
are currently riding the LP charts
with “New Christy Minstrels In Per-
son,” were organized by their leader
Randy Sparks, who at 27 is the oldest
member of the fourteen member
group.

Sparks was born July 29, 1933 in
Leavenworth, Kansas and conceived
the idea and name for his singer-in-
strumentalists from Edwin P. Chris-
ty, who, in 1842, formed the famous
Christy Minstrels, hailed as the na-
tion’s foremost interpreters of Steph-
en Foster songs.

Sparks got his start in show busi-
ness while in college. He was seeking
a part-time job and made his first ap-
pearance at the Purple Onion in San
Francisco. Since then he has been
booked at the Blue Angel in New
York, the entire Playboy circuit and
numerous TV appearances. The group
are currently regulars on the Andy
Williams weekly NBC-TV stanza.
The new Christies all sing and play

folk instruments (guitars, banjos,
bass violin and a variety of assorted
secondary instruments: harmonica,
fife, etc.).

station call letters, which makes this
promotion unique and the first of its

kind anywhere. . . . WIL personali-
ties Ron Lundy and Gary Stevens
were featured with celebrities Rose-
mary Clooney and Eddie Bracken last

week in behalf of the 1963 March Of
Dimes Campaign Telethon. Lundy and
Stevens interviewed other dignitaries
and received telephone contributions
during the 18-hour telecast.

news as it happens in the Windy City.

That’s because listeners call in around
the clock, hoping to win the station’s

“New Tip Of The Week” award with
eyewitness accounts of accidents,
crimes, fires, etc. WLS news chief
Harold Salzman figures that the sta-

tion has given away more than $4,000
in rewards for newsworthy tips since

initiating the cash award idea in May,
1960. The station receives an average
of 200 calls a week on the special new
tip telephone and each story is

checked out before being aired.

Joe Franklin, WOR-New York per-

sonality, has set Sheila Jordan for his

February 21st outing and the Sherry
Sisters for the February 22nd show.
Miss Jordan will be featured with her
Blue Note LP, “Portrait of Sheila”
and the Sherry Sisters will be plug-
ging their latest Okeh issue, “Stay
Away From Bobby.”

A revolutionary new technique
called the “Mars Telephone Simul-
tape,” has been developed by Mars
Broadcasting Corp. of Stamford,
Conn., for use on “The Dick Clark
Radio Show” of which it is the pro-
ducer and distributor. The technique
permits Clark to interview anyone in

the world with the immediacy of a
face-to-face studio confrontation.
Using the “Simultape” technique,
Clark, who is usually in Philadelphia
or Stamford, can arrange to call any-
one and interview him on the tele-

phone. At the same time they are
talking on the phone, both Clark and
the interviewee also speak directly
into tape recorders. When the inter-

view is concluded, the tapes are

spliced together at the Mars studios,

resulting in a taped “live” interview.

WISN-TV recently wound up one of

its most successful telethons. Accord-

ing to figures from the Milwaukee
March Of Dimes Headquarters, the

Telethon, which ran for 18 hours and
40 minutes, raised a total of $76,-

693.10. Francis Strapp, March Of
Dimes Executive Director, considered

the big production a tremendous suc-

cess. He went on to say that while

other years may have produced slight-

ly more monetary contributions, this

year’s efforts were highly satisfactory
Horn another stand point, a Telethon
is not only important in terms of
money, but in the educational value it

imparts.

The recently-formed SCRIP (So.
Calif. Record Industry Promoters)
organization has selected KFWB-Los
Angeles personality Wink Martindale
as the deejay of the month for Feb-
ruary, and has picked George Sher-
lock of Hart Dist, as the Record Pro-
motion Man for the month.

WITH-Baltimore recently un-
leashed a tremendous promotion
throughout the local area by giving
away six automobiles to listeners
free. The six cars were hidden in stra-
tegic locations throughout the city
and clues to their locations were
broadcast daily. The contest was
called “Car 1-2-3 Where Are You?”
referring to the station’s spot on the
dial which was a part of the car’s li-

cense plates. When a listener spotted
a car and called the station to cor-
rectly describe it, the listener got to
keep the car.

KHJ-Hollywood has made one par-
ticular charitable organization its

special public service project and
every week a heavy saturation cam-
paign for that drive is employed on
the air. Station has opened its facili-

ties to that fund, and all taping ses-
sions are done at KHJ, which airs at
least 18 spots per day. So far the
Arthritis Foundation and Heart Asso-
ciation have been favored. . . . Be-
cause they carried the Palm Springs
Golf Classic as a sponsored show for
five days, KHJ felt obligated to con-
tinue the broadcast when the tourna-
ment ran into an extra playoff day.
So, even though no one picked up the
tab, the station ran the playoff as
well as a public service. . . .

WLOL-Minneapolis personalities
were busy making appearances at civ-
ic functions in the 'Twin Cities last
week. Dan Allan, program director,
and John Pete, air personality, served
as judges at the Junior Achievement
Open House in St. Paul. WLOL’s Bill

Bennett acted as master of ceremo-
nies of the Junior Miss Pageant held

in Minneapolis.

In an effort to persuade voters to

take more interest in local election

campaigns, the WXYZ-Detroit news
and public affairs department
launched a “get out the vote” public

service announcement campaign last

week. Spot announcements urging cit-

izens to vote in the local primary
were broadcast throughout the week.

WJBF-Augusta recently celebrated

the fifth anniversary of carrying Top
Ten Dance Party. The program is

syndicated and produced live by sta-

tions subscribing to the series. They
receive all elements of the program
including prizes, audience participa-

tion features, trophies, etc. Alan
Sands the series producer, reports

that WHBQ-TV-Memphis, one of the

original Top Ten stations, has been
broadcasting the program since its in-

ception 7 and a half years ago.

Lieber, who said he and Stoller
were the first indie disk producers,
declared that more and more indie
disk producing operations would be
forming their own labels. He also
noted that the major labels were re-
gaining their stature in the singles
market because they were bringing
in personnel who were aware of what
today’s singles market demands in the
wav of sound.

There
are approximately 30 disk jockies all together in Germany who control the
entire radio play here.

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As a result of the paragraph in our column of Feb. 2 in relation to the new
APRA membership conditions as suggested in the “Composers’ Newsletter” of
December last—published by the Fellowship of Australian Composers—Cash
Box received a call from Rudolph Bare, a director of APRA. Bare said that
APRA Avas rather surprised to see that what was put forward as a suggestion
by certain members of the Fellowship of Australian Composers was apparently
interpreted as an accomplished fact and a decision on future APRA policy. As
against this, Bare said that “APRA has no restriction on composer/writer
membership nor is there any entrance or membership fee levied and there is no
indication that this open-door policy of APRA will be changed by the Board in
the foreseeable future. The Fellowship of Australian Composers—although
foraed by composers who are also members of APRA—can only express
opinions of its members. APRA’s policy is and will remain in the hands of the
APRA Board, whose aim is to collect performing fees for everyone whose works
are performed in public.” Your correspondent is pleased to take note of Bare’s
comments as the item published in the column edition caused quite a flutter in

the trade.
Wide national press publicity is being given to a law ease involving singer

Shirley _Bassey,_ who is doing a nightclub season at Andre’s in Sydney. Miss
Bassey is claiming damages (amount unspecified) from Sungravure Ltd., pub-
lishers of Pix Magazine. Miss Bassey lodged the complaint against the pub-
lishers as a result of an article which appeared in Pix during her visit to
Australia in March of last year; the case is being heard in the Supreme Court
in Sydney. During the court pi’oceedings. Miss Bassey was emotionally upset
and on one occasion the hearing was adjourned for fifteen minutes to allow her
to recover.

distributions of this label in Europe. To terminate on this subject Paris is
covered all over with C.B.S. posters. This is just the beginning and newspapers
are already directing serious columns on this affair.

Other important events. Two concerts given by Duke Ellington and his
orchestra at the Olympia Music Hall. His success seemed to surprise those
who were afraid that Duke might have been out of date with the audience.
The public gave a veritable triumph for the artist and the hall was so packed
that we saw Nicole Barclay content to have only a folding seat on the side
and very happy to have this too. In a way this is a moral story and the genius
of the Duke has been rewarded so much that already talks are on for a new
series of concerts at the end of February.

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BOSSA NOVA NEWS—This week we’ll try to explain what the “Bossa Nova”
really is. It’s not a dance, as most of the American people think. It’s not even

a special rhythm, since it’s derived from the normal Brazilian Samba. We can

say that Bossa Nova is a “beat”, or, perhaps, more a mood than anything else.

What’s more, it is a “living” movement, with constant and progressive changes

intimately related with Brazil’s younger generations. The lyrics of Bossa Nova

songs, have more literary quality, compared with the standard sambas. Bossa

Nova, in other words, is something to “feel,” not to explain.

After eight months in Brazil Bob Barran went back to Los Angeles. This

young and talented American singer and dancer waxed, just before leaving,

an LP for Produgoes Fermata, with 10 Brazilian sambas with English lyrics

by Matt Bach. Two American numbers were done by Bob in the Bossa Nova
style: “Cry” and “Baubles Bangles and Beads.” A great number of artists and

fans were at Sao Paulo’s Airport at Bob’s departure, since he made a lot of

friends here.

RCA will release very soon, its “Our man ...” series, starting with Perez

Prado’s “Our Man In Latin America.” Later there’ll be “Our Man In Jazz,”

with Sonny Rollins; “Our Man In Hollywood,” starring Henry Mancini and

“Our Man In Italy” with Sergio Franc'hi.

Speaking about RCA, Neil Sedaka’s album in Spanish has been released.

This LP was waxed here a few months ago, along with another, in which Seda-

ka plays the piano: “Sedaka Plays Sedaka”. Neil has a great public around

here, so this LP undoubtedly has a big chance of appearing on our charts very

soon.

The meeting of A.L.A.L.C. (Latin American Common Market) held in Mexi-

co in November 1962, is now bearing fruit. Ecuador reduced the “ad valorem”

tax over records from Latin American countries, to 40% and Paraguay abol-

ished it completely. The Latin American members of the ALALC are: Mexico,

Argentine, Brazil, Chile, Ecuator, Paraguay, Columbia, Peru and Uruguay.

Brazil made concessions on record-players and accessories, reducing the taxes,

for imported juke-boxes, too. Now the tax is 41% for juke-boxes.

About juke-boxes, it’s very odd, but this type of machine never had a chance

around here. Sao Paulo, with more than 4 million people, has some 8 or 10 juke-

boxes, and all Brazil, no more than 250.

Wilson Miranda, one of the most popular Brazilian teen singers, has cut a

78 for Chantecler Records, “Oragao De Um Triste” (Prayer Of A Sad Man)
and “O Apache” (The Apache).

Farroupilha is a very famous vocal group, in many countries of South and

Central American and Europe. Farroupilha is also a new record company, on

which the group and other famous artists will cut disks, including many al-

bums, among which are: “Bossa Nova” with Farroupilha; An LP with the

famous singer Leny Eversong (very popular in the U. S., especially in Las

Vegas where she performed several times with big success) and a LP named
“Garoto In Bossa Nova” with Garoto, a very good vibist.

Ricordi was sung- by Tony Renis himself and by his partner Emilio Pericoli.

We wish to stress the present strength for the EMI Italiana’s talent Tony
Renis: he gained his popularity with his composition and performance of
“Quando Quando Quando” in San Remo 1962. Song and performer were voted
Canzonissima 1962. Uno Per Tutte is also a great boost for Emilio Pericoli
(Ricordi’s artist), who in a few weeks starts a U.S. tour of concerts. Emilio
was Tony’s partner last year, too, singing with him “Quando Quando Quando.”
Song number two of San Remo 63 should have a good start with the three-

lingual title “Amor, Mon Amour, My Love” and a catchy, easy flowing melody.
Claudio Villa, who performed it in partnership with the new promising Ri-Fi’s
star Eugenia Foligatti, was in top foi-m. Claudio, the Cetra’s artist, brought
the house down with his full hearted performance on the final evening. Jour-
nalists and professionals were strong on “Amor, Mon Amour, My Love” and
on “Villa” to be the number one San Remo tune this year. “Quando Quando
Quando” placed fourth last year.

“Giovane Giovane” (Young So Young) will strongly appeal to the young
record buyers with its twist beat. Pino Donaggio, another EMI finalist this
year, equaled his partner Cocki Mazzetti (Ri-Fi’s top talent) in bi-inging the
young voters on their side.

We must say that the first evening of the Festival left the professionals,
the journalists, and the public with long faces. The original number “Perche’
Perche, ” best in the Bossa Nova with Cocki Mazzetti’s tremendous perform-
ance was kicked out by thoughtless votes in its first stage (all the more in-

comprehensible since the single “Perche’ Perche’ ” issued with all other San
Remo waxings shows the strongest sale reaction on the market).

Another song, also incomprehensibly eliminated during first performance, is

“Le Voci,” penned by Fallabrino/Medini, which had strong performers in pop
artist Luciano Tajoli, and in the new voice Ennio Sangiusto.

The 13th Festival proved all over again its importance and weight in the
Italian and European world of song. Moreover, it beat its elder brother (San
Remo ’62) to its wits. We predict four new potential hits deriving this year
from San Remo.
The first two evenings were presented on the Italian TV channel two, and

final evening of the contest went on Eurovision (European TV circuit), the
final package being also taken for England’s Associated Redifussion by its

head of Light Enterteinements, Elkan Allen.

Radio reporters of European and Transcontinental stations were numerous.
Among them we noted: Lombardi of Canada’s Toronto Radio, Carlevaris, of
Monaco’s RMC, Friedrichs of Germany’s ARD, Duyes of Holland’s NTS, Gallo
of Spain’s TVE, Paggi of Switzerland’s TSI, Tsekiewitch of Munich, and many
others coming from Yugoslavia and USSR.

Hotels were packed to capacity, with folks, not only of the Italian publishing
world (we noted Sugar of Messaggerie Musicali, Gramitto and Treppiedi of
Curci, Rapetti of Ricordi, Carisch of Southera, A. Rossi of Ariston, Gili of
Nazionale, Gallazzi of Francis Day, Sciorilli of Mascotte, Daniele of Sidet,
Ricordi of Produzioni NR, and among the record producers, Zanoletti and
Golla of Fonit/Cetra, Crepax and Giannini of CGD, Matalon of Italdisc,

Micocci of Ricordi, Baron and Richof of Phonogram, Lee of EMI Italiana,
Ansoidi of Rifi, and many others), reputed publishers of France (Boutet of
Barclay, Marbot of Semi, Lambertini of Francis Day), Germany (Budde of
Budde Musikverlag, Busse of Universal Edition, Gerig of Gerig Musikverlag),
Spain (Salinger of Musica del Sur), England (J. Phillips of Keith & Prowse
Music Pub. Co.), Scandinavia (Stahl of Stockholm Musikproduktion).

The validity and strength of this year’s contest was confirmed by numerous
numbers being bought for sub/publishing in other countries. As few examples,
Mai’bot, dealed with Sugar for “Occhi Neri E Cielo Blu” for France, Phillips
concluded three sub/publishing contracts for “Sull ’Acqua,” “Perche’ Perche’ ”

and “Le Voci” to be exploited in England and the Commonwealth. A i-ecording
by Paul Anka is expected on “Le Voci.” Also already announced by Mr. Gerig,
three German recordings of “Giovane Giovane,” title of which Gerig sub/
publishes in Germany along with “Perdonarsi in Due,” “Fermate II Mondo,”
“La Ballata Del Pedone.” Special note for the title, “Non Costa Niente,” which
had been already sold all over the world, before it was presented at the
contest.

At this point, a deeper look at the consequences of the Festival on the
Italian music industry. Although the value the glamour and the publicity of
San Remo unquestionably has the power to push one or two unknown members
immediately on the top of the charts, we must consider the following: nearly
all the Italian industry puts all efforts into to this enterprise for about
four months out of every year. Since ten songs out of twenty are automatically
eliminated due to the voting system, consequently 50% of the industrial efforts

is completely lost. We must again stress that during four months the industry
production is entirely concentrated on the twenty San Remo songs. Out of the
ten final songs, not all have the fortune and the power of becoming success-
ful. Concluding, San Remo constitutes a loss for the Italian industry. The
efforts of four months production is not compensated by the success of two or
four numbers.

In spite of this pessimistic economic aspect, San Remo Song Festival still

can be regarded as one of most important musical events in the world. The
confirmation of this comes from Jules Alberti himself, who during a press
conference which took place in San Remo on Saturday (9) Feb., announced
the tour of the Festival in the States.

They have also acquired the rights for all versions of the original success of
Richard Anthony’s “Loin,” sung- by Jacqueline Boyer (Columbia), Georges
Jouvin (H.M.V.), Caraveili (Versailles). Teeny has also come on the market
with a version sung by Jean Paul.

Rights for “El Cigarron” (The Cricket), a tune that has been at the top of
the South American hit parade, have gone to Class Music.
Line Renaud guest of honor at a reception held in Brussels recently. She

introduced her first record pressed by her own firm Line/Festival: “Un jour
tu me reviendras.” Line has said goodbye to her Belgian friends before leaving
for Las Vegas. Conductor A1 Verlane gathered a select crowd at his villa
“Montebello” to celebrate Nino de Murcia, who won fame with “Esperanza”
(Festival). The Fingers have cut themselves a reputation with their number
“Les Cavaliers du feu,” also for this brand.
Los Machucambos have been on the stage of the Ancienne Belgique (Old

Belgium) Brussels since February 9. They have three top-numbers on their
program: “Non Monsieur,” “Samba du Perroquet” and “Samba Trote Torto.”
We promised to keep you informed about Digno Garcia’s “Sabeline.” Well,

it turned out that Sabeline is the name of a record and not of a baby girl, as
the offspring of this South American who married a Flemish girl in Belgium
is a boy, called Diego. At a press conference, attended by the consul of Para-
guay and Mrs. Pagano, “Sabeline” was actually baptized. One of the first
copies of this number was held above a silver platter and . . . sprinkled with
clear_ water. Jan Theys, public relations man at Palette’s made a speech. Digno
Garcia and his duo Y Sus Carios beamed with pride, and “Sabeline” is one of
the best nurnbers Digno has produced in the course of his long artistic career.
We have in a previous column talked about the possibility of the Swedish

sextet The Violents coming to Belgium at the outset of their tour, beginning
March. There is a possibility that their visit will materialize between Febraary
20 and 30. When this column is printed, the first Violents-disks will probably
have made their appearance on the Belgian Market. Belgian youth is vei-y
familiar with The Shadows and (a little less) with The Spotnicks. It will
therefore be hard to introduce a new guitar ensemble. Nevertheless, The
Violents, who have a style of their own and who are not imitating everybody
else may break through. We have come to this conclusion after listening to
their LP “Strings of Hits” (Sonet).
RCA has brought a very promising single on the market done by Floyd

Cramer, with “Java” on one and “Why Don’t You Love Me” on the other side.
This firm has thought about creating some atmosphere at Carnival time and
has produced “Don’t stop the Carnival,” done by Sonny Rollins and Co. Those
who thought that Elvis Presley’s popularity was on the wane seem to have
overlooked the fact that by appearing in three or four films a year he boosts
sales of at least one LP per picture and of one or more singles and EP’s. He
draws crowds of youthful film goers, both teenagers and twens. What they
see and hear pleases them most of the time and to have a souvenir they go
to a record shop the next day and secure the soundtrack of the film they have
enjoyed. Recordings are of course also up to standard and all this keeps Elvis
Presley on top.

Out of Chubby Checker’s “Limbo Party” LP a single has been made, fea-
turing “Mary Ann” and “Man Smart.” This exclusively in Belgium. This
choice came about after a long study of the possibilities offered by the experi-
ment. Show Records who distribute Cameo and Parkway made this decision.
It is believed “Mary Ann” will be highly in favor.

Philips-records recorded the Flemish version of “My Fair Lady.” Since the
success of the performances in the Palace Theater in Antwerp really is ex-
traordinary, this record was a “must.”

In a two-day session the most important parts of this musical were re-
corded with a Belgian-Dutch cast. “Eliza” is done by the leading Belgian
actress Denise De Weerdt, “Higgins” by El Alex Van Royen “Doolittle” by
Johan Kaart, who also did this part in Holland, “Pickering” by Ben Booyaarts.
Conductors were Dolf Van der Linden and Szillassy. The records are just out.

The best sellers of Polydor are at the moment “Pm Gonna be Warm This
Winter” by Connie Francis, “All Alone Am I” by Brenda Lee, “Junge komm
bald wieder” by Freddy, “Sag mir, who di Blumen sind” by Lolita, “Drei
Wochen war der Armste krank/Da hilft kein Bitten und kein Fleh’n” by the
Eilemann Trio and also “Telstar”/“Trop tard” by Les Compagnons de la
Chanson.

The Wiener Saengerknaben Choir will travel to Holland for a series of con-
certs during the second half of March, managed by the International Concert
director Ernest Krauss, Otto Glastra van Loon of Philips’ Phonographic In-
dustries reported, van Loon mentioned in this connection the new Philips album
with Schubert’s Mass in E Flat Major (D 950). Schubert himself was a
Saengerknabe fi'om 1809-1813, surpassing by far his fellow singers in every
musical respect. The Saengerknaben of today are of the highest musical level,

as can be heard in this new LP (mono and stereo) with the famous boys’ choir
the Chorus Viennensis and the Vienna Dom Orchestra conducted by Ferd.
Grossman.
Leo Boudewijns, general label manager of L. C. Phonogram, stated the tre-

mendous success of the Russian soprano Galina Wischnewskaja who gave a
song recital in the Netherlands early February. The Russian singer, one of the
greatest performing artists nowadays, was accompanied by her husband, the
world-famous violoncellist and pianist Mstislav Rostropovitch. The duo re-

corded a recital for Philips (mono and stereo release) with songs by Moussorg-
sky and Prokofieff, all in the Russian language.
The song “Katootje” from the popular Wim Sonneveld TV show has become

a tremendous hit in Holland. The complete sound track has been released now
on a Philips LP: an all-Dutch musical show of the very best international
standards, with the satisfying fact that good folk songs in a modern and humor-
ous performance can make it high in any hit parade.
The Harold Brecht production “Taras Bulba,” starring Tony Curtis and Yul

Brynner, is a money maker for a large theater in Amsterdam. In spite of the
rough weather that also visits the Dutch commerce, the theater is constantly
sold out. Franz Waxman’s film music is available now on LP, packed in a beau-
tifully designed full color album, by United Artists.
Johnny Lion, Holland’s outstanding male singer (tops in the popularity polls)

recorded “Blame It On The Bossa Nova” and “I’ll Never Go Away,” both sung
in English, for the Philips label with Jack Bulterman’s Orchestra. Simultane-
ously, an EP was released of Johnny’s 1962 successes: “Devil Woman,” “Send
Me 'The Pillow,” “Teenage Senorita” and “Judy.”

Once more. The Springfields are appealingly present on the Dutch market
with Tom Springfield’s song “Island Of Dreams” and “The Johnson Boys” on
the Philips label. There is still a chance that the Springfields will perform for
Dutch TV, which would be enough stimulation for their records to break
through to the hit parade’s top.

Otto Vriezenberg of L. C. Phonogram informed us that his firm represents
more than half of the American Top Twenty hits at the moment. Among them
are “Walk Right In” (Rooftop Singers, Fontana), “Hey Paula” (Paul and
Paula, Philips), “Up On The Roof” (Drifters, London), “From A Jack To A
King” (Ned Miller, Philips) and “Tell Him” (Exiters, United Artists).

Basart entered into an agreement with Mansion Music regarding the Brook
Benton song “Hotel Happiness,” which is expected on the Dutch charts soon.

From Atlas Verlag, Basart acquired the song “Die Alte Kuckucksuhr” for
the Benelux countries. Polydor will release a Dutch recording soon.

Last week Bovema’s Gramophonehouse greeted EMI’s Frank Chalmers and
John Kirsch (from S. A. Gramophone), arriving here for discussions with the
company’s President Gerry M. Oord Jr.

His Master’s Voice, one of Bovema’s major labels, has launched Rex Gildo’s
popular version of “Tampico Lady.” Andy Stewart’s “A Scottish Soldier” is

also on the release list.

Ellen Craamer, Bovema’s Edison-winning Imperial singer, waxed two new
songs, which now have been released. Titles are: “Lelijk Eendje” and “Een
Man Waar Eeen Vrouw Op Wacht.” Imperial expects these high level perform-
ances to catch on very strong here.

Holland’s foremost minstrel-singer Jaap Fischer, exclusively recorded on
Bovema’s HMV/SGI label, taped his Dutch version of “Where Have All The
Flowers Gone.” On the flipside is Fischer’s “Jan Soldaat.”

Bovema’s Columbia label just released Alma Cogan’s LP “How About Love,”
shortly after her bossa nova recording of “Fly Me To The Moon.” Columbia’s
repertoire also mentions Victor Silvester’s strict tempo treatment of the pop-
ular “Desafinado” and Helen Shapiro’s latest “A Teenager Sings The Blues.”

It’s called “All About Helen Mer-
rill,” and is due for release in March. Also due soon from Victor is “Bossa
Nova For You” with Perez Prado.

Bill Smithers, Quality promo man out of Montreal, a recent Cash Box
visitor with a truck load of new singles that are really beginning to happen
in the Montreal-Ottawa area. High on Bill’s plug list is “Burning Desire” by
Wade Ray. “Boss” by The Rumblers on Dot, and newies on MGM by Richard
Chamberlain and Dick Stewart also came in for their share of attention. Bill
organized a promo gimmick with CKOY deejay Ted Daigle during his visit.
To be based on Faron Young’s new Mercury outing, “Yellow Bandana,” the
bit calls for Ted’s listeners to send him an actual yellow bandana, or reason-
able facsimile thereof, in return for a copy of the Faron Young disc.

New developments within the Phonodisc set up have Bill Fisher, Montreal
branch manager, taking his leave, also reported to have left the firm is na-
tional promotion man. Bud Hayden. Newcomer to the same company in the
capacity of Ontario sales manager is Al Brooke, formerly with Quality. Al
joins the company just in time to be swept up in some red hot sales activity
on several new singles. Hitting and hitting hard currently are two Kapp items
by Johnny Cymbal, “Mr. Bass Man,” Ruby And The Romantics, “Our Day
Will Come” and an outing by newcomer Johnny Cooper, “Bonnie Do.” The
latter is a break out in no uncertain terms throughout Western Ontario, get-
ting a real boost from deejay, Dick Williams over London’s CFPL. New side
reaching this desk at date of wi-iting seems to have what it takes, on Joy,
it’s the newie by Guy Mitchell and bears the title, “Blue Violet.”

New host of the CKOY-Ottawa, “All Nite House Party” is Noel Norenius
who debuted on Feb. 4, introducing a new gimmick in the wee small hours
he calls “Tustle Of The Tunes.” Not new in the industry, it’s the comparison
of two new tunes, soliciting audience telephone support for their favourite.
Nevr, however, is the time Noel runs the bit—between one and two AM. Sur-
prising response is reported by the deejay, with best audience reaction achieved
to date with new Roy Orbison single, “In Dreams.” Rich Little’s new Capitol
LP, “My Fellow Canadians,” continues to sell well in several Canadian mar-
kets. The comedian is keeping his fiingers crossed, hoping that he has better
luck than the Prime Minister on whose activities and personality the comedy
package is based. Rich has exited CFRA Ottawa’s afternoon air segment to
concentrate on his comedy career.

From recent reports reaching this comer, it would seem there’s an organized
movement afoot in this country to sweeten up the teen sounds on record. Prime
movers to this end are a pair of teen record show hosts, one in Montreal, the
other in Halifax. Deejays in question are Dave Boxer at CJAD, Montreal and
Ron Roberts at CJCH, Halifax. Roberts recently authored an article in the
widely circulated teen publication, Canadian High News, to the effect that the
majority of teen agers in his area appreciated something better in musical
programming- than a steady diet of rock and roll and rhythm and blues. Then
Dave joined in by way of a phone call to this reporter, explaining how there
has been a change in the type of records programmed on his “Campus Club”
show over CJAD. Among other things, Dave plays taped voice tracks by
Montreal high school types, and teen agers generally, proclaiming that Mon-
treal teens prefer better sounds on records and on the air. These tracks usually
identify the speakers, not as teen agers, but as young adults. The two deejays
still program the top chart items on their respective shows, but deemphasize
the hard rock and heavy blues items. Instead, selected standards balance the
current hits. Both spinners contend that kids will get just as excited about
better sounds as they do about the R&R items, if they are only exposed
to it. Just how successful their campaign will be remains to be seen.

A Campus Club segment has just gone into business on Sudbury’s CKSO,
hosted by Reg Madison. Teen show host Dean Hagopian on Ottawa’s CKOY
has adjusted his format to include more of the pleasant pops and hit paraders
at the expense of the hard rock and blues items. He maintains the latter, but
to a lesser degree than before. This move was also prompted by audience
reaction.

Walt Grealis, chief tub thumper for MacKay Distributors in Toronto, get-
ting off rave notices on behalf of London’s first Broadway Cast package, “Stop
The World.” Sales are reported by Grealis to be outstanding in the Toronto-
Western Ontario area. “In Dreams” by Roy Orbison and “Only You” by
Acker Bilk ai'e no sooner restocked then the shelves are empty again says
Walt. He calls the two items the hottest singles they’ve had at MacKay in a

dog’s age. A conservative estimate would be that “Only You” is going to

surpass the great Mr. Acker Bilk outing, “Stranger On The Shore,” according
to the man from MacKay.

Another hot sales item in the MacKay camp currently is the latest outing

by The Tornados. “Ridin’ The Wind” is off and running and seems to be the

strongest of the four sides currently available on London by the group from
Great Britain.

CKY, Winnipeg recently had a really “big” contest going for them reports

P.D., Dave Lyman. The gimmick was tied into promotion for the London re-

lease “Big Man,” and the object was to locate the biggest man in Winnipeg.
The winners, a man six feet eight inches tall, and a gentleman who tipped

the scales at 350 pounds were showered with suitable prizes by the station

including complete dinners with all the trimmings at one of the city’s smart-

est restaurants and the chance to be fitted out in a new suit of clothes, extra

large, of course. Dave also reports that the North American Broadcasters

Idea Bank, originated by CKY, has now grown to a membership of fifty-two

U.S. and Canadian stations. The bank requires no cash expenditures on the

part of participating stations, and is dedicated to the betterment of radio

iDroadcasting, generally. WBTM, Danville, Virginia will host the second annual

Idea Bank convention in early May.

Promoter Keny Reynolds reports that the Don Messer TV Show cast is all

set for another cross-Canada tour with the arrival of the Summer.

Doug Moody, Smash’s roving ambassador south of the border, is long over-

due on his trip to Canada. His Canadian friends know that it has been just

one “smash” after another along Record Row in the U.S., but we play ’em

too, Doug.

Deejay Hal Sampel reports from CFBC in Saint John, N.B., that he is now
progi'amming the Cash Box C&W top fifty chart regula.rly on his “Hacienda”
show. Response from listeners has been favourable reports Hal, and he is

happy to cooperate with any artist who may have new releases worthy of

air time in the Maritimes. Jack Benny and Jane Morgan in the_ middle of a

pre-Broadway engagement at Toronto’s O’Keefe Center, and playing to S.R.O.

audiences every night.

Just loaded with nostalgia is the latest release by Al Alberts on the Presi-

dent label. It’s his treatment of the oldy, just recently revived, “Fly Me To

The Moon.” It’ll bring back pleasant memories by the hi-fi full to fans of

the Four Aces when they were in their hey day in the early and mid fifties.

International Section
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It seems that the Limbo Rock may become a nice new dance craze, since
sales of the Chubby Checker single and the other local cover versions have
jumped very much in the last two or three weeks. The only trouble regarding
the “Limbo” is that there is no information regarding how to dance it avail-
able. Thus, most dancers do it like the twist. In any case. Chubby Checker has
done it again!

New LP’s are “The Best of Broadway” by
Sammy Davis (Reprise), “Young World” by Lawrence Welk, “Primitiva y Apa-
sionada” by Les Baxter, “Canciones para una Noche de Luna” by local melodic
group Los Nocturnos, “Dino Latino” by Dean Martin (also on Reprise) and
“Un Alto para Cantar” by Los Gantores de Salavina.” Brazilian songstress
Elizate Cardoso will come again to Argentina in July or August to perform on
radio and TV.
Mario Kaminsky of Microfon has returned recently from a sales trip that

covered big part of the country. His diskery is now preparing the first releases
of the Cadence and Coral labels, which will appear in March or April, after
the Summer holidays.

Operation Alert!

iN DEFENSE
OF AN

INDUSTRY

When a problem which concerns the coin machine i

or vending business grows in importance to where it f

could very well result in a devastating blow to any single 'I

phase of the business, the time has come when this

problem can no longer be solved within the quiet con-

fines of an association meeting room with only a small
,

percentage of industry members even aware it exists.

On the contrary, the problem must be brought out into

the open, before every single individual who may be
affected.

The tobacco-health controversy has made its presence i

felt periodically ever since the first medical report was '!

published offering some evidence that a possible link

between smoking and cancer existed. Since that time
^

many organized factions have taken this evidence, and ^

other information published from various sources —
none of which offers adequate proof — and have used
it to attack the tobacco industry. In the wake of heated
attacks by individuals and societies, the tobacco indus-

try has steadfastly maintained its position that smoking
has not proven harmful to human beings. Until proof to

the contrary is presented, this will be the tobacco indus-

try’s position.

But in the meantime, the attackers continue to fight
*

their battle against smoking and, failing to convince the

adult that smoking is harmful, turn their guns on the

teenage market where perhaps this habit can he nipped
in the bud. And here is where every cigarette operator
ill the country can be hurt and hurt bad. For no other
retail outlet of cigarettes is in quite so precarious a posi-

tion when it comes to defending himself against the sale-

to-minors law as is the operator. And for obvious rea-
^

sons—the equipment is unattended.
Herein lies the crux of a problem which started be-

cause certain agencies believe that cigarettes cause lung
caneer (a eondition over which operators have abso-

lutely no control), and may very well wind up in a na-

tionwiile program designed to ban cigarette machines.

The operator is expected to find himself in the middle
of this mess sometime in June of this year and between

j

now and the end of May leaders in the industry will at- '

tempt to arm the operator with an intelligent, factual,

and forceful defense in order that his business be saved.

The situation has become this crucial.

OPERATION ALERT! is the name of the program
which will be presented to every cigarette operator in

the country, personally, by officials of the National
Automatic Merchandising Association, in a series of
meetings expected to span 64 cities. Every operator of

record is currently receiving literature and schedules

through the mails in the hope that each succeeding letter

will stimulate interest in this highly important matter."-

Under the circumstances it is expected that everv meet-

ing hall will be packed by the town’s operators. But one
never knows. Judging from past experience, no one lis-

tens until the bomb goes off.

The fuse is set and the industry has until June to

prepare itself with ammunition which will enable the

operator who finds himself alone—surrounded by lead-

ing dignitaries, medical men, PTA officials, and shout-
,

ing politicians, emotionally demanding an all-out ban
on cigarette machines—to fight back and win.

Six local anti-cigarette machine bills were introduced

last year, but were defeated. Several bills are smolder-*

ing now. It is too late to do anything but prepare for the

attack by being absolutely certain that each operator’s

house is in order. OPERATION ALERT! is designed to '

do iust that.

We have never witnessed a program as broad in scope

and ambitious as the current NAMA effort. The task
|

seemed almost insurmountable when approached by
NAMA officials last year. Today, the planning has been

completed and the practical work is about to start. Con-

sidering the stakes, every cigarette operator should

know the date of the meeting in his home town better
j

than he knows his own birthday. !
