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With profit margins continually

being cut in all phases of the record

industry and music publishing

business, it’s ironical how much
necessary income from the inter-

national market is being lost by
both these groups due to the lack

of proper coordination.

Neither the manufacturing busi-

ness nor the publishing business is

so lucrative today that one can af-

ford to lose money through loop-

holes. Heaven knows it’s easy

enough to lose it without errors of

omission.

Proper timing in the release of

American recordings abroad is one
factor that guarantees maximum
income from the recordings and
maximum publisher royalties from
the songs. However, there still is a

great deal of ignorance in this area

on the part of many American com-
panies. Many hits here find their

way to dee jays in other countries

prior to arrangements being made
for the release of the record in a

given country and prior to negotia-

tions of a publishing deal. Since, in

many such cases, no performance
restrictions have been made on the

song, and with disk jockeys the

world over keenly interested in per-

forming hot American material

first in their given country, the re-

sult often sees a record getting

heavy exposure in a market where
no records are available. There is

an equally great loss to music pub-
lishers since there is no sheet music
(very important in countries the

world over) available when the

public wants it.

We heard of one case last week
in which a tape of a fast hitting disk

was sent by ocean liner to a distant

land to the affiliate of an American
company. But no one restricted the

play of the song in that country and
by the time the tape had arrived,

excitement for the number had
completely died. There are many
other similar tales of woe.
In the keen desire to establish a

hit here in the States, too many
people overlook potential income
from all outlying areas that must
be protected before the record be-

comes a hit. A vain attempt to sal-

vage whatever income is possible

after such errors have been made,
is tragic. And when the few and far

between hits do come along (and
must pay for the many misses a

company has) the manufacturer
does not get maximum mileage out

of them.
There are many marginal com-

panies in both the manufacturing
and publishing business today
whose sole means of survival hangs
on profits from abroad. Not pro-

tecting your interests while you’re

hot could result in an early death
when you’re cold.

It’s very easy to poo-poo “small
sums” of income when things are

going great—income which later

could look mighty big when it

makes the difference between pay-

ing the rent or not.

Therefore, every manufacturer
and publisher owes it to himself, to

the people who work for him, and
the people with whom he deals, to

stay closely abreast of the rapidly

changing scene abroad.

inees. This breaks precedent, for in

This prompted
a protest by 36 eleffers, including

those involved in the creation of the

nominees, against the move, which
was explained by Arthur Freed, pro-

ducer of the telecast, as being part

of a new format for the annual
awards show. Ethel Merman was to

warble an Irving Berlin medley,

while Eddie Fisher was supposed to

read Oscar winners of past years.

Both will probably still perform their

bits.

Goulet received special clearance

from the Cork Club in Houston,

Texas to make the coup. He’ll be ap-

pearing there on the date of the

show, but will be allowed to miss
one evening’s performance to fulfill

the Awards stint. Goulet’s one-man
chore underscores the ever-growing
popularity of the artist, who cuts for

Columbia Records.

Analyzing segments of the industry,

Heilicher continued: “The pricing

situation on a retail level, is getting

progressively worse instead of better.

Retailers are falling by the wayside

weekly. The rack jobbers and func-

tional discount buyers are becoming

daily more demanding in seeking addi-

tional discounts from distributors; and

the percentage of sales to functional

discount purchasers is far exceeding

the ratio of sales to traditional dealer

outlets. Some manufacturers are help-

ing the situation by absorbing part

of the distributor’s loss of income

whereas others are standing pat on

their prices and expect the distributor

to absorb the additional discounts.”

In recent weeks and months, Heili-

cher said, he has received numerous

phone calls and letters from various

HOLLYWOOD— Stand-out tracks

from current Kingston Trio, Peggy

Lee, and Jonah Jones albums appear

this week as singles highlighting Cap-

itol Records’ release of six new en-

tries.

From their new LP package,

“Kingston Trio #16,” the popular
1 threesome sings “Reverend Mr.

Black,” coupled with “One More
Round.”
Having reportedly won favor with

4 disk jockeys and fans as a track in

Peggy Lee’s current album, “The
Alley Cat Song” becomes the top side

of the singer’s newest single record.

The tune is from the album “I’m A
’ Woman,” named after her recent

singles success. The flip is “Little

Boat (0 Barquinho),” a favorite Bra-

zilian melody heard for the first time
*

with an English lyric and with an

up-tempo bossa nova treatment.

The trumpet of Jonah Jones is aug-

mented by Dick Hyman at the organ,

the Jubilee Four, and the New Disci-

ples of Rhythm for two dates from
the album, ’’That Righteous Feelin’.”

* The sides are “Jonah’s Sermon” and
“Work Song.”

The second folk-singing trio on the

week’s release is The Journeymen,
who offer “Rag Mama” and “I Never
Will Marry.”
Kyu Sakamoto, called the “Bobby

„ Darin of Japan,” introduces his big

Japanese hit “Sukiyaki” to the United
States. Washington state has already

had a preview of the disk, since the

original Japanese recording, the label

says became a success there through
the interest of local radio stations.

England’s Kenny Ball latched onto

the melody for an instrumental hit in

Europe. Capitol’s is the original Jap-
anese language version. On the back
is “Anoko No Namaewa Nanten-
kana.”

posed to be Hurtin’ ” coupled with
“A Mighty, Mighty Man.”

Economides will concentrate on
producing singles, both with artists

already on the Capitol roster and
with some to be added in the future,
Gilmore said.

The new Capitol A&R man has
spent the past four years as a re-

cording engineer with Hollywood’s
United Recording Co. Before that he
was on the production staff of Ice
Capades.

are Disneyland, including Vista Rec-
ords, Harmon, Hart-Van and Hi-Lee.

NEW YORK—Lark Jane Morgan has
obtained her release from Kapp Rec-
ords, her disk outlet for a number of
years, it was learned last week. Per-
former, who said her parting with the
diskery was by “friendly, mutual
agreement,” is presently negotiating
for a new diskery affiliation.

albums and some 50 singles, including

“Fascination,” her biggest hit. She

is now appearing with Jack Benny
at the Ziegfield Theatre in New York.

Capitol Backing, Cutting
Revival Of "Syracuse"

Syracuse,” and plans to release the

cast LP of the show.

“Boys” is slated for an April 15

opening at Theatre 4 in New York,

with Richard O. York producing with

the “blessing and guidance” of

Richard Rodgers. Featured in the

cast is Ellen Hanley, who portrayed

Thea, the first wife of the late Mayor
La Guardia of New York, in the

1959 Pulitzer Prize-winning musi-

cal, ’’Fiorello!,” also a Capitol origi-

nal-caster.

“Boys,” a free adaptation of Shake-

speare’s “A Comedy of Errors,” is

considered by musical comedy buffs

as having one of the strongest R & H
scores, two numbers of which, “Fall-

ing In Love With Love” and “This

Can’t Be Love,” are well-established

evergreens.

NARM Committee Sets Drive
On "AM Star Festival" LP

NEW YORK—NARM, the rack-job-

ber organization, is putting its full

force behind the “All Star Festival”

LP, the UN-sponsored album to aid

the world’s refugees, with the forma-
tion of a national committee, to be

chaired by Charles Schlang, head of

Mershaw of New York, the Albany
rack-jobbing firm.

Schlang meets NARM prexy Cecil

Steen and exec director Jules Mala-
mud in New York this week to plan
a campaign whereby with the aid of

regional chairmen—to be announced
shortly—a nation-wide program for

selling the UN album in the 25,000
retail outlets serviced by NARM
rack-jobbers throughout the US will

be formulated.

Regional chairmen for the national
committee will be selected from New
England, the Southern Region, Mid-
western Region, southwestern region
and the west coast, in addition to

Canada.

The rack-jobber members of NARM
have not pledged their full support
and cooperation in placing the album
in their outlets, but they voted unani-
mously to donate their profit on each
album sold to the UN refugee fund,
a decision made at the recent NARM
meet in San Francisco. At that time,
all NARM rack-jobbers in attendance
placed initial orders, reported at

about 25,000, with Kenny Myers, sales

veep of Mercury Records, which is

handling the album.

Aldon-Columbia Pics

Pact Not Yet Signed
NEW YORK—Undoubtedly the hot-

test subject of conversation around
the trade last week was the impend-
ing purchase of A1 Nevins and Don-
nie Kirschner’s hot Aldon Music Pub-
lishing Company and their Dimension
lagel by Columbia Pictures for a sum
believed to be in the neighborhood
of $2 million.

Contrary to rumors, contracts have
not yet been signed. Bacause the com-
plex negotiations involve so many
areas, such as Columbia Pictures
publishing companies, music from
Screen Gems TV productions and

Columbia Pic’s own Colpix label as

well as the N-K pubbery and Dimen-
sion label, execs of Columbia Pics

have been meeting with Nevins and

Kirschner for a number of weeks to

arrive at a final contract that will

sew-up the deal.

The film company hopes to make
its official announcement shortly.

New Philips A&R Staff

Holds First Meeting
CHICAGO—Philips Records new A&R
staff held its first planning and budget

meeting last week (19) in Chicago

—

an important conclave in view of the

recent announcement of A&R staff re-

assignments for Mercury, Philips and

Smash (See last week’s issue).

With the A&R staffs now separated

specifically by label, the Philips meet-

ing programmed the areas in which

its A&R men, Hal Mooney and Herb
Rosen of New York; Jerry Kennedy
of Nashville, and Jack Tracy of Los

Angeles, will concentrate, and set

policy for the label’s new A&R iden-

tity. Tracy, who did not attend the

Chicago confab, represents all three

labels on the West Coast.

Attending in addition to Mooney,

Rosen and Kennedy were Irving B.

Green, Mercury Records, prexy; Irwin

Steinberg, executive VP; Lou Simon,

Philips national sales manager; and

Ben Wood, Philips national promotion

manager.
The three areas probed were: (1)

future product planned for the cur-

rent Philips talent roster, with as-

signments of responsibility for spe-

cific artist personalities made to the

A&R staff, as well as plans formu-

lated for type of future product for

each artist; (2) the expansion of the

Philips roster through acquisition of

"proven top talent,” as well as the de-

velopment of new talent; and (3)

acceleration of Philips’ program to

• garner more of the top independent

master productions.”

Plans call for regular monthly

meetings to be held by the Philips

sales staff and its A&R division.

According to Lou Simon, “The as-

signing of our own A&R staff is one

more step that will allow Philips to

continue its growth as an important

entity in the industry, and along with

otner organizational changes will

place Philips in a position to grow at

an even more rapid pace than ex-

perienced in its first year.

“We feel Philips is accomplishing

its mission of being a free-swinging,

hard-hitting line, and that this new

structure will allow us to complete

the development of the full-line con-

cept in singles, pop, jazz and classical

LP fields.”

Rockin' Rebels

The Rockin’ Rebels, who are cur-
rently riding high on the charts with
“Wild Weekend” on Swan, do not in
any way typify the show biz dream
of an overnight success story. The
hard-working group was organized
three years ago and they have been
perfecting their artistry ever since.
The group consists of Tony Di

Maria, leader and drummer, Lee Car-
roll, lead guitar and singer, Kenny
Mills, bass, guitar and singer, and
Eddy Jay, tenor sax and drummer.
The versatile performers are all

chanters in their own right and they
can double on other instruments.
The boys received their first big

break recently when WKBW-Buffalo
spinner Tom Shannon discovered them
playing a date in Buffalo’s Candy
Cane Lounge. Shannon was impressed
with their distinctive sound and sug-
gested that they record his theme
song, “Wild Weekend.” The rest is

history.
Presently, the crew is doing a tour

of one nighters and club dates in the
New York area.

Mongo Santamaria

Latin drum star Mongo Santa-
maria, who is currently scoring with
“Watermelon Man” (#53 on this
week’s Top 100) on Riverside’s Battle
subsid, is a native of Havana, Cuba.
Mongo left his homeland with a

Latin revue ten years ago to seek his
fortune and on his arrival in the
United States was quickly snapped
up and featured by Perez Prado. Fol-
lowing a stint with Tito Puente, the
artist joined Cal Tjader and contrib-
uted much to Tjader’s Latin jazz suc-
cess during the years he was featured
with the group. Mongo left a lucra-
tive job with Tjader to set out on his
own and has been working top Latin
and jazz spots ever since.

After signing with Riverside he
cut an album, “Go, Mongo.” His latest
single, “Watermelon Man” on Battle,
is moving rapidly up the charts and
the label plans to issue an LP tagged
after the single later this month.

In recent weeks, there have been
many demonstrations of physical fit-

ness such as 50 mile hikes. As in
other states, Oregon has been beset
by marching deejays and hiking fans.
KGW-Portland decided to undertake
a particularly appropriate task as
proof that Americans are not the
flabby race many seem to believe. A
cross-section of station personnel, six
of whom had no previous training or
conditioning, decided to climb Ore-
gon’s Mt. Hood. The party of ten
climbers made their assault on the
11,250 foot mountain on Sunday,
March 10th. KGW’s station manager,
Pat Crafton and his 14 year old son,
program manager Wes Lynch, and
traffic manager Joyce Brock led the
assault. Their expert mountaineer
guides were Curtis Faus, Kent Tay-
lor and Ken Hollingsworth engineers
from KGW-TV plus Ray Sheldon the
State Fish and Game Commissioner.
Four and one-half hours later, nine
of the ten climbers clambered to the
11,250 foot summit.

As part of a promotional stunt for
his listeners and advertising agencies,
KHJ-Hollywood spinner Mort Crow-
ley sent out thousands of 1960 cal-
endars with his photo on them. As
part of his daily show, Crowley high-
lights the top tunes of one specific
year, and last week he saluted 1960.
So out went the calendars marked
“KHJ’s Pinup”—with Mort’s face
on each one . . . KHJ has been
singularly honored by the southern
California chapter of the Arthritis
and Rheumatism Foundation for the
invaluable assistance and numerous
public service spots given by KHJ in
behalf of the Foundation. The station
was lauded for helping the organi-
zation toward one of its most suc-
cessful years. Under the guidance of
general manager Milton H. Klein, the
outlet makes available all its studio
facilities and manpower to charity
groups, then broadcasts approximate-
ly one hundred public service spots
a week for one individual organiza-
tion each week.

The sound of a Russian jammer
interrupting normal programming, a
familiar occurance behind the Iron
Curtain, was heard once an hour in
Gotham last week as part of WINS-
New York’s all-out effort for Radio
Free Europe. The jamming technique
was used to evoke dramatically for
WINS listeners the repression for
free speech which RFE is combatting
in Europe. The jamming spots are
part of a unique series of saturation
announcements which were scheduled
by the station in support of RFE’s
annual fund raising campaign. For
seventy-two hours WINS devoted
every non-commercial spot available
to RFE, scheduling overseas pickups
from its correspondents in London,
Paris and Berlin as well as utilizing
announcements provided by RFE.

The FCC has released the initial

decision, dated March 5, 1963, on a
grant of the application of WJBK-
Detroit to authorize an increase from
the present 10,000 watts of daytime
power to 50,000 watts and the pres-
ent 1,000 watts nighttime power to

5,000 watts, at the station’s same fre-
quency at 1500 kc.

Faced with a recruitment problem,
Commander R. H. Stevens of the 9th
Naval District, turned to radio for
help. The reserve crew of the U.S.S.
Daniel Joy, Chicago-based reserve
training vessel, was down to a scanty
26 members. Crew members disem-
barking fi’om last summer’s voyage
have returned to civilian life and oc-

cupations—drastically reducing the

crew’s complement. In a significant
public service campaign, Don Stewart,
WLS-Chicago public affairs director,
conferred witn naval officials and
tackled the problem creatively with
custom-produced spot announcements
for run-of-scheduie broadcast on
WLS. The dramatic spots, designed
to stimulate recruitment, ran for
eight days. The 56 announcements
pulled replies from 12 states. Two
weeks later, the U.S.S. Joy achieved
100% board strength of 104 members.

Teenage actress Patty Duke was
recently a special guest at WXYZ-
Detroit’s benefit dance for the Mus-
cular Dystrophy Association. Patty
appeared along with a spectacular
cast of popular recording stars at
the big eight-hour benefit. Station
spinners Joel Sebastian, Paul Winter,
Lee Alan, Dave Prince, and Don Zee
emceed the show which featured Pop-
corn Wylie, Ben E. King, Bobby Lee
Waston, Tommy Frontera, Linda
Scott, Mark Valentino, Jamie Coe
and the Giggolos, the Delcos, the Cor-
onados, the Fender Tones, Elites, the
Rocky Fellers, the Rain Drops and
Run Arounds. All proceeds from the
dance were given to the Muscular
Dystrophy Association.

Paul Lind swung over WAAF-Chi-
cago last week with “Phil Lind’s
Weekend” (10:00 AM-12:00 noon,
Saturdays and Sundays), offering a
new format of strictly “backstage”
on-the-spot remote coverage. Last
week Lind spotlighted the Henny
Youngman Show backstage at the
College Inn of the Sherman Hotel and
upcoming is a real thriller focused
on Chicago’s detective robbery detail

at the scene of a holdup.

Ron Jacobs, veep of the Cologreene
Broadcasting Corp. sends along word
of the latest news at the firm’s sta-

tions: KPOI - Honolulu has just
launched FM programming with 50,-

000 watts at 97.5 me. The outlet re-

cently went on the air with Mayor
Neal Blaisdell of Honolulu and other
dignitaries participating . . . KMEN-
San Bernardino-Riverside just cele-

brated its first birthday with a big
party for listeners featuring April
Stevens and Nino Tempo and the
Beachboys . . . KMAK-Fresno is cur-
rently conducting a contest wherein
listeners are asked to send in draw-
ings of “Puff The Magic Dragon.”
Warner Brothers has provided Peter,
Paul and Mary albums as prizes.

Ted Kakuk is real busy these days
prepping for a two-hour taping for
WFHA-Redbank, New Jersey and a
Half hour TV show for WNHC-New
Haven which will be broadcast from
the Stork Club in New York. Ted sez
he’ll have plenty of guest stars on
hand.

According to Ron Beach, program
director of WLAN-Lancaster, Pa., it

took the complete untiring efforts of

five deejays, eleven local rock ’n roll

groups and promo tapes from Dick
Clark to create the huge success of
WLAN’s Heart Haven Marathon, held
in the Moose Ballroom in Lancaster.
Two hundred teenagers jammed the
Ballroom to see the live spectacular
and donated nearly $800 to aid the
Lancaster Heart Haven Hospital.

Cash Bmt ALBUM REVIEWS

“LENA SINGS YOUR REQUESTS’’ — Lena
Horne—Charter CLM101
Lena Horne, who over the years has collected a
number of songs which she has put her distinctive
brand on, unleashes her potent vocal charms full-
blast on this first-rate Charter bow of tunes
which have become associated with her. The lark
is in fine form as she turns in usual feelingful
performances on such sturdies as “Why Was I

Born,” “Stormy Weather” and “The Lady Is A
Tramp.” Disk has enough built-in success ingre-
dients to score with all the artist’s many fans.

“DIME A DOZEN”—Cadence CLP 3063
As if to celebrate its first original-cast effort,
Cadence has gone all-out to make its bow in this
area an auspicious one. It has cut the entire pro-
ceedings (2-LP’s) of Julius Monk’s first revue for
the Plaza Hotel—he previously held forth at The
Upstairs at the Downstairs—and has enclosed the
LP’s in a striking double-fold jacket. Monk’s lat-

est production follows the format of his other in-

timate enterprises—fast & friendly pokes at the
contemporary scene. Folks who have purchased
previous LP versions of Monk’s witty presenta-
tions have a happy double-helping here.

“THE EXOTIC SOUNDS OF ARTHUR LYMAN
AT THE CRESCENDO”—Crescendo GNP605
Arthur Lyman, who is currently riding the Top
100 with his “Love For Sale” single steps out
with his group on a dozen island-flavored tunes
adapted from diverse musical medias. The very
versatile percussionist comes with some vibrant
and pulsating arrangements of such evergreen
goodies as “Night Train” and “Slaughter On
Tenth Avenue,” and hauntingly essays the cur-
rent smash “Days Of Wine And Roses.” The set
has a money-in-the-bank sound.

“SUCH INTERESTING PEOPLE”—Steve Ad-
diss & Bill Crofut—Verve V8519
The roster of folk singers lengthens daily, most
of whom are in the pop-folk vein, and occasion-
ally a group comes along with some small meas-
ure of ethnic purity. Addiss and Crofut are a
pleasant combination of the two genres. The boys
have good voices and use them well on both origi-
nal and traditional material. Fine bands here are
“Willow Weep For Me,” “Goin’ Home” and
“Dink’s Song.” The disk could strike paydirt.

“BRECHT ON BRECHT”— Original Cast—
Columbia 02L278
All the caustic wit and genius of the late Bertolt
Brecht is captured on this first-rate two-disk
original caster from Columbia. The highly-
touted off-Broadway production starring Dane
Clark, Anne Jackson and Lotte Lenya is liber-
ally spiced with clever anagrams, poetry, songs
and the actual recorded voice of Brecht. The
cast, as is the entire production, is magnificent.
A stunning achievement.

“SINGING SPOKESMEN FOR THE NEW
GENERATION” — Inman & Ira — Mercury
SR60778
Inman and Ira, who kick off their Mercury ca-

reers with this album, are apt representatives
for the new generation of folksingers. Singing a
wide variety of songs including spirituals, blues,
prison tunes and speciality material, the boys
display an amazing understanding of the folk
idiom and they turn seemingly effortless per-
formances of “Jimbo,” “Don’t Lie Buddy” and
“Bird Song.” Plenty of potential here.

“VIENNA YESTERDAY/VIENNA TODAY”—
Gretl Rath—MGM E4121
The soaringly melodic Viennese operettas from
the pens of Zeller, Lehar and Johann Strauss
and others are touched upon lightly by the Aus-
trian soprano Gretl Rath on this MGM disking
which was recorded in Europe by Polydor. The
lark has a wide-range voice with a lilting vi-

brato aptly suited to these ear-captivating melo-
dies from old Vienna. The thrush’s extensive
operetta theater background is clearly in evi-

dence in her at-ease handling and delivery of

“Someone Will Come,” “My Lord Marquis” and
“If I Only Had Thy Love.” The LP is an excel-

lent showcase for her obvious vocal charms.
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“ANDY WILLIAMS SINGS RODGERS &
HAMMERSTEIN”—Cadence CLP3005
Here is a potent package of Andy Williams-styled
vocals cut during the songster’s Cadence affilia-

tion. The warm-voiced singer’s “Million Sellers”

LP is still getting chart action and this session
of Broadway greats from Rodgers and Hammer-
stein is sure to go the same success route. Easy-
listening bands here are “If I Loved You,” “This
Nearly Was Mine” and “People Will Say We’re In
Love.” The disk is a sure-fire blockbuster.

“ORIGINAL HITS VOL. 8”—Various Artists—
Liberty LRP3288
Volume 7 of this series is currently riding the
charts and has a powerful follow-up stanza here
with this Volume 8 which spotlights such past
blockbusters as “Alley Oop” with the Hollywood
Argyles, “Till There Was You” by Anita Bryant,
and “The Night Has A Thousand Eyes” with
Bobby Vee. Also included on the set are money-
makers by the Paris Sisters, Gene McDaniels,
Don & Juan and the Fireflies. The disk looms as a
solid chartbuster.

“THE BALLAD OF NEW ORLEANS”—Felix
Slatkin—Liberty LSS14027
The Fantastic Strings of the late Felix Slatkin
turn to the traditional melodies of New Orleans
on this Liberty session. A diversity of musical
areas are explored here as the orkster and his
men give out with some pungent blues, light-
hearted Dixieland, solid swing, and down-to-earth
spirituals. Slick sides here are “South Rampart
Street Parade,” “Fidgety Feet” and “Basin Street
Blues.” Watch this one for a rapid trip to eharts-
ville.

“THIS IS MY COUNTRY”—Mormon Tabernacle
Choir—Columbia ML5819
The Mormon Tabernacle Choir, which has an im-
pressive array of Columbia LP’s to its credit,

has come up with one of its most commercial al-

bums to date in this potent entry tagged, “This
Is My Country.” Eugene Ormandy conducts the
Philadelphia Orchestra and Richard P. Condie
the Choir on these patriotic anthems which in-
clude the title tune, “Finlandia,” “The Marseil-
laise” and “Give Me Your Tired, Your Poor.” The
album is a sure-fire chart item.

“PRESENTING DIONNE WARWICK”—Scepter
508
Dionne Warwick, who is currently clicking with
“This Empty Place,” and hot on the heels of an-
other biggie tagged “Don’t Make Me Over,” steps
out with a bright platter of tasty vocals on
Scepter. The lark slips easily from spritely to
moodful here as she reads “Zip-A-Dee-Doo-Dah,”
“I Cry Alone” and “It’s Love That Really
Counts.” Lots of sock on this premier LP outing.

“SING ALONG WITH JACK”—Chuck McCann—Colpix US1000
The first family continues to be one of the most
attractive subjects for comedians, folk singers (of
sorts) and now the sing along groups. This laugh-
laden spoof-in-song session aimed at the White
House is entertainingly perpetrated by Chuck
McCann, Joy Stanley and music conducted by
Manny Albam. Lots of sing-along laughs to be
had here as the gang renders “Viva La Dynasty,”
“I’m Called Little Caroline” and “Home On The
Cape.” The package includes sing along lyrics
and should pull plenty of coin.

“DON’T LET ME CROSS OVER”—Carl Butler—Columbia CL2002
Carl Butler, who’s got a dual-market biggie in
“Don’t Let Me Cross Over,” tags this new LP
outing on Columbia the same and includes with it
eleven other country-flavored items. The warm-
voiced chanter has a lilting delivery and a gim-
mick-free style that carries him in good stead on
such tunes as “River Of Tears,” “For The First
Time” and “I’m A Prisoner Of Love.” Plenty of
two-market coin to be reaped here.

APRA'S Cooper Describes

Australia To Int'l.

Rec Men's Club

NEW YORK—The sixth meeting of

the International Record and Music
Men’s Club held in New York’s Taft
Hotel last week heal’d George Cooper,
vice president of the Australian Per-
forming Rights Assn., deliver an in-

teresting description of the Austra-
lian music market and revealed a
number of facts that could be put to
good use by music people not thor-
oughly familiar with the market, but
dealing or planning to deal with com-
panies on that continent.

Cooper described Australia as a
“user” country—an importing coun-
try—large in size but small in popu-
lation—10,000,000 Australians and
2,000,000 New Zealanders. (A total
less than California.)
Cooper pointed to Australian radio

and TV’s keen interest in American
product and repeated the great impor-
tance in his country of the Cash Box
Top 100 chart. He repeatedly men-
tioned the “Red Bullet” hits and de-
scribed how A & R men follow the
charts very closely before recording
American tunes. “A red bullet can
mean cash returns from all over the
music-using world,” he said. Deejays
also use it heavily to break new hits
in Australia, he added.

Australians enjoy one of the
world’s highest standards of living.

The names Casey, Kildare, Hennessey,
Mitch, Chester and Dobie Gillis are
some of the top attractions on TV.
Elvis is King and Connie is Queen.

Five thousand single sales at 154
is the break even point for an Aus-
tralian release. 8,000 is the medium.
A new R & R hit sells about 10,000
and a long running (3 or 4 mos.) hit
sells 30,000. Well known artists can
reach 10,000 regularly.

Sheet music retails for 354 - A good
seller hits between ten and fifteen

thousand. R & R sheet music, be-
tween three and five thousand. A good
ballad can reach the 20,000 mark.
Music distribution is controlled by
large retail houses with branches in

key cities—such stores sell all types
of musical equipment.

In Australia, the copyright contract
expires fifty years after the death of
its composer. The Copyright Act still

offers a five per cent of the list price
mechanical royalty but there is hope
that it will soon be upped to 6!4 per-

cent.

Commercial TV has grown rapidly
in Australia. There are two channels
in Sydney, Melbourne, Adelaide, Bris-
bane and one each in Perth and Ho-
bart. A third commercial license is

set to be issued for the first four cit-

ies mentioned above. During the next
three years, 90% of the Australian

population will have TV coverage. In

’61, commercial TV grossed $30 mil-

lion. In 1963, a $35 million gross is

expected.

There are 110 commercial radio sta-

tions in Australia whose revenue is

now approximately 10,000,000 pounds.

A.P.R.A., the Australian perform-
ing right society, grossed $750,000

during 1962. The net for distribution

was $600,000, 80% of which, Cooper
emphatically pointed out, was sent

out of the country. Royalties in Aus-
tralia are also paid on the perform-
ance of film music in theatres and
the composers’ share is paid directly

to the overseas societies (ASCAP,
BMI, PRS and several other).

They include “Sing Along & Be Hap-
py,” containing words, music with
chord symbols and removable song
sheets of such standards as “Who’s
Sorry Now,” “Scarlet Ribbons,” “For

Record Clubs & Foreign Markets

Discussed At NYU
The habits and tastes of American

record buyers in their homes and of
overseas disk purchasers in stores
were revealed by three experts to

students of the NYU-NARAS “Art of
Recording” symposium last Tuesday
evening (19) in the RCA Exhibition
Hall.
Moderated by Dario Soria, RCA

Victor’s Division v.p. of its interna-
tional Liaison Department, the ses-
sion presented talks by John Steven-
son, vice-president of Capitol’s Rec-
ord Club, and Nat Shapiro, Colum-
bia’s International a. and r. director.
After tracing the history of record
clubs and explaining how it can
judge tastes and habits through the
use of split runs in national publica-
tions, Stevenson revealed that:

Record clubs spend between eight
and ten million dollars annually.
The size and response to a coupon

ad is not necessarily an accurate in-

dication o fits true worth. Though
an ad requiring a small payment
may bring more members (there’s

a suspiscious attitude often reflected

toward completely free offerings), a
free offering brings in members with
more buying power.
Record club members have very

good perception and extraordinary
breadth of taste—more so than book
club members.

Record clubs help retail sales. He
cited examples. When the “Pal Joey”
album was given away by the club in

Canada, it moved all inventory of the
record off dealers’ and distributors’
shelves and created a panic for more
copies. Previously the record had be-
come a dead item. As for his own
Young Peoples Record Club, Steven-
son noted that its biggest seller in

stores is its give-away record.
Record clubs account for about

$80,000,000 worth of the industry’s
yearly business, or approximately
15% of the total.

Record club members are also the
biggest retail buyers.

Record clubs attract many people
to records and consequently stores,

people who might never have been
so stimulated without the club’s pro-
motional activities, including its ad-
vertising programs.

Record Clubs consider a return of
one half of one percent “fortunate”
on most of the ads they place.

In his talk, Shapiro broke down
trends and tastes in the international
market. He started with England,
which he called “the second market,”
noting that there had been a marked
trend away from American product.
“Five years ago,” he said, “eight out
of ten of the top hits were from Am-
erica; today it’s only one out of ten.”

He blamed the change on the small
margin of profit created by five per-
cent leasing fees, AFM taxes, plus
the usual artists and publishers royal-
ties, and, of course, the high pur-
chase tax rate in England. “Yet,” he
noted, “prices for singles are only
seventy cents.” To exist, English
companies have had to produce their

own records. In this they’ve been
very successful.

Additional points brought out by
Shapiro:
England is basically a singles mar-

ket. Long-playing records are becom-
ing more popular, but a fifty to one
hundred thousand sales is still con-
sidered a big hit. Show albums are
the most popular of all packaged
goods.

Canada, the next biggest market,
has tastes similar to ours and can be
considered “almost another distribu-
tor.”

Australia and New Zealand have
the highest per capita market in the
world. U. S. product sells much bet-

ter there than English does.

South Africa does well with both
U. S. and English product. By far
the biggest hit there is Cliff Richards,
an English singer who is “bigger than
Presley.”
Germany is the biggest of the

European continent markets. Highly
nationalistic, its potential for a do-
mestic hit is 1,000,000; for a U. S.

import it’s 100,000. 45% of its sales

are in the classical field. Requests for
German language versions of Ameri-

-NARAS Session L
can hits are increasing.
Japan is a surprisingly good class-

ical market. It is also strong for
American and French imports, es-

,

pecially movie music.
Italy is a 95% singles market. 1,000

copies is a big sale for a classical
album. There’s a big swing to rock
and roll, but in Italian versions, that -

presages a 250,000 to 500,000 poten-
]

tial for a hit.

France has no singles market at
j

all. There is, however, a 45 EP de- !

mand. Seldom does an American rec-
ord get into the Top 20. The classical
market is good, but prices are sky-
high—almost $2.00 for an EP; up to
$7.00 for an LP.

Outstanding development in the
Scandinavian market is the fantastic
popularity of jazz in Sweden, “the
best jazz market in the world.” EP’s
are very big.

As for the rest of the world, Sha-
piro pointed out that strict import
restrictions limit sales tremendously
in many of the Latin American and
South American countries; that Ar-
gentina is the only one-speed market,
with singles also spinning at 33 rpm.
(Victor’s Soria here quipped to Co-
lumbia’s Shapiro: “Well, you should
have one singles market!”); that In-

dia uses mainly local talent and still

specializes in 78’s, and that the big-
gest bootlegging operations in the

,

world take place in Hong Kong and
Formosa, where all the top hits are
put on one platter that’s sold for a
buck and nobody gets royalties.

Shapiro also noted that while other
forms of our music have decreased in

sales and popularity overseas, jazz
continues to increase, “because it can-
not be imitated.” Soria concluded the
session with a pitch for classical
music, “which has no language bar-
riers;” his opinion that “America
has been developing the greatest or-

chestras and soloists,” and a sug-
gestion that with the advent of TV in

foreign markets, American artists
should “go abroad to get as much ex-
posure as possible.”

CHICAGO—It’s been officially noted
that Paul and Paula’s “Hey Paula” is

“their song.” Confirmation of this

came last week after a cute case of
mistaken identity resulting from the
following AP dispatch that was
picked-up by papers all over the
country: “Paula Rowlett of Fort
Worth, Texas, the subject of the hit

song ‘Hey Paula’ plans to marry
Russell Berry March 23. Berry urged
a friend to write the song after a
spat with Paula.” Paula Rowlett and
Russell Berry are friends of the
young song duo, but, says Paul, “I

did not write the song for her!” Teen
fans of the team have been assured
that Paul and Paula are still going r

steady.

Franz Leonardi announced also a promotional campaign to
be conducted on two new titles which Edoardo Viannelo composed for summer
exploitation: “Abbronzatissima” (The Very Sunburnt Girl) and “Cicerone”
(Cicero), both coupled on a RCA single grooved by Edoardo himself.

Very quick visit of Leeds Music’s Sal Chiantia and Cyril Simons in Milan.

Music Co. which distributes in Japan—the Capitol line, stopped in Milan just
to visit E.M.I. Italiana, talking with Barbero (export, import manager) about
the Italian record distribution and sales system.

45 daily papers have
given free ads, followed by the most important Italian publishers such as
Rizzoli, Mondadori, Vitaliano, Palazzi, Rusconi and many others that are
giving half page free advertising in each one of their weekly magazines; also
announced, a competition for the best shop window devoted to the album.

ord release.

Under the patronage of the United States High Commissioner of Refugees
gala performances have been organized in the most important Italian cities.

The first one will be held in Saint Vincent, one of our well known touring
centers. Not available yet is the list of performers, but Motta of Phonogram
who is organizing the show, announced the participation of Nana Mouskouri,
who came to Milan just to confirm her participation into the show.

All possible efforts have been done by Phonogram to obtain the most sales

reaction on the album, which reached in a few days 15,000 copies, a very good
start, since in Italy an album is considered having good success with sales of

000 .

Since we have already noted Phonogram, here's further news from the label:

As it is known, Holland’s Philips and Germany’s Siemens decided to amal-
gamate their organizations and to create a sole firm. In Italy, Philips was
acting under the name of Melodicon, managed by Manlio Baron, while Siemens,
under the name of Siemens Electra in Italy, was managed by Helmut Riechof.

The new company derived from the union of the two firms is now acting under
the name of Phonogram, while chairman and managing director remains
Baron. Riechof has been appointed general manager of the new firm. Phono-
gram is therefore proprietor in Italy of both the Philips and Siemens labels,

such as Philips, Fontana, Audio Fidelity, Riverside, Mercury, DGG, Polydor,

Archiv, Coral, Brunswick and all the others. This production is distributed

through two sale channels, one devoted to the Philips’ repertory and the

second to DGG and all the other German labels, while, the commercial manage-
ment and all other connected services such as A/R, merchandising, advertising,

Public relations, etc, are unique for both productions.

Among the first efforts conducted by Phonogram is a promotional campaign
on releases of contemporary music, named “Modem Music Series” and pub-
lished under the Philips label. Since all the album covers of the series are
reproducing some of the paintings of the best known abstract painters of the
century, this has led to the idea to orginize for the first time a special painting
competition devoted to contemporary music. Phonogram is realizing such an
idea with the cooperation of Pino Tocchetti, director of two papers in Como
and Lecco. The first painting exhibition will be held in Como in May**

Oriole Records, leading British independent label, is expanding its activities

in the LP field with the launching of a new series “Realm.” Designed for fam-
ily listening with the retail price set at 22/6d ($3.15), it will be economically
possible for Oriole to issue recordings by top stars in all fields of music at
a price within the reach of the mass public. Material for the new series will

be drawn from a multiplicity of sources. The first six LP’s to be released
April 12th come mainly from the Oriole and Savoy catalogs including tracks
by Ray Charles, Lightning Hopkins, Sonny Terry, Smokey Hogg and Brownie
McGhee all on one LP entitled “Rhythm and Blues;” “Come Dancing” by Phil
Tate, “Mambo In Mexico” by Ray Marquez; “Songs Of Couch and Consulta-
tion by Katy Lee; “Songs Of Romance” by John Hanson and “Hamp Goes
Wild” the recording made by Lionel Hampton in Paris.

The “Realm” series is being handled by D.M. Bennett, late of Associated
Recordings, one time distributor of Savoy in this country. Bennett informs
that releases will be made monthly and as well as some specially recorded
new LP’s there will be a formidable array of jazz greats such as Stan Getz,
Dizzy Gillespie, Milt Jackson, Errol Garner, Cannonball Adderley, Fats Na-
varro, etc.

Oriole has stepped up its airtime on Radio Luxembourg with programs on
Wednesdays and Saturdays. They plan to increase the exposure of the Motown
Tamla and Gordy-American hit singles for which they have exclusive rights
in the U.K.

After a break in availability of Folkways material in this country the label’s

distribution in the U.K. has been taken over by independent company Trans-
atlantic Records. Under the exclusive long term agreement Transatlantic plans
to make Folkways disks more easily available and at a lower price. The first

release on May 18th includes disks by The New Lost City Ramblers, Mike See-
ger, Leon Bibb, Pete Seeger and an exciting new LP “An Introduction To
Gospel Song.” On another LP issued by Transatlantic “Cy Grant” the artist
gives a pop treatment to a wide range of folk songs from America and Haiti
together with folk type ballads and satirical calypsos. Transatlantic chief
Nathan Joseph has also completed his first deal with a major label. Decca
releasing a single by Sheila Hancock coupling two tracks from her success-
ful LP “Putting Out The Dustbin.”

For their first venture as independent recording producers, Geoffrey Heath
and Adrian Cannon of Baton Holdings have chosen an American number “The
Peppermint Man” waxed by Rey Anton and released by Oriole who will handle
all future Baton productions. American versions by Dick Bale (Capitol) and
Timmy Welch (Reprise) are also available. The second release under the
Baton-Oriole banner is an up-to-date spiritual “Lawdy Lawdy” by Lionel Blair.

No release has yet been set for the
American version by Russ Vestee.

Cyril Shane of Shapiro Bernstein hopes the latest Lonnie Donegan single
on Pye “Losing By A Hair” will put the artist back into the charts. Other
Bernstein copyrights include Rick Nelson’s current American charter “You
Don’t Love Me Anymore” (London) and Duane Eddy’s “Boss Guitar” (Lon-
don.

“The Preacher,” an Essex copyright already recorded by many American
jazz greats, has been waxed here by Johnny Keating on Pye. There is also
a Charlie Russo recording of “The Preacher Man” issued here on Stateside
and published by Chappells. Royalties from the latter are being withheld pend-
ing settlement of copyright difficulties.

The Best in Britain... Bens
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As noted in a previous column, Belgium is now being flooded with all kinds

of versions of “Loop de Loop,” following Johnny Thunder’s original rendering
for Stateside and Bobby Rydell’s for Cameo, who are both doing well, low
priced Teeny Records has now come on the market with “Loop de Loop.” We
now also have a Netherlands version by Tony Ronald, (on HMV), who has
earned himself a name as “Spanish King of Twist” in the country of bullfights
and Flamenco’s. The Belgian from Argentina, Alberto Cortez, has just come
back from there, after having recorded for Hispavox, his Spanish label; he
is still with Show-records, of course, for the Belgian productions. After a few
days at_ Langdorp, in Belgium, where his fixed abode is, he has left with
Jules Nijs, his personal manager, and, at the same time, managing director
of the firm he works for. It’s Germany this time and Alberto will be in tele-
casts and will record for Ariola. He will also be starring at the big Television
Exhibit in August in Germany. His recent successes with “Prima Donna” in
Belgium and abroad have something to do with this. The latest Chubby
Checker hit over here, “Let’s Limbo some More,” is quickly soaring to the top.
The Checker phenomenon is something out of this world and this accounts for
the impressive sales figures of Parkway. It is now a certainty that the Scandi-
navian guitar ensemble “The Violents” will stop over in Belgium. Frans
Romeyns (of Cash Box) will avail the opportunity to arrange for a filmed
interview to be featured in his record program, “Good Records, Good Friends.”

Belindamusic has told Cash Box that it has acquired rights of “Ruby Baby,”
a song that in the original version by Dion as well as in the French rendering
by Richard Anthony is proving a success. One side features “Un homme a
repondu,” the French version of “If a Man Answers,” a hit by Bobby Darin
from the film of the same title. Like all those that preceded, the latest
Halliday (tunes “Poupee brisee” and “Mashed Potato Time” are sure to sell

like hot cakes).

Her first record features the original music
of the film “Flying Clipper” and is done in English.
The record of the winning song of the Belgina Eurovision contest: “Waarom”

(Why) with Jacques Raymond (Philips) singing, came off the press and the
first day sold 1,000 copies. “Hey Paula” and “Walk right in” (Philips) are
holding their comfortable position. The “All Star Festival”—album sold to the
profit of the world refugees was so well supported by radio and TV, that
orders are still following in so that results will be beyond expectations.

This young songstress seems to have found
an excellent title with “Tu M’as Devance.” With Pathe we must point out a
very good version of “Ruby Baby” by Richard Anthony. Its been quite some
time since we have spoken about this singer. It seems to us that his career
is going to last for some time to come. Actually, he is making a French tour
and he is a top coin-puller. Among his titles we must mention “Donne Moi Ma
Chance” that has just begun to figure the best sellers in France. Let’s continue
by talking about Philips. First of all we must say that its this firm that dis-
tributes the famous disk “All star festival,” of which the profits of the sales
are destined for the refugees of the whole world. Among the artists who par-
ticipated for France are Edith Piaf and Maurice Chevalier. Philips now dis-
tributes the catalog Audio Fidelity, which was formerly distributed by the
Barclay. Among the novelties which Philips just released are “Un Homme Est
Venu” by Nana Mouskouri, penned by Eddy Marnay. This appears to be a
success but let’s wait for her title for l’Eurovision. If Nana triumphs, and this
is her biggest desire, she will be considered a big star here in France. To be
fair, we must say that it is also the desire cherished by Louis Hazan.

It does not seem, for the time being, to be catching on here in
France, but this could come about in the future. This was grooved by Paul and
Paula. Also talks are on about Philippe Clay recording. Nothings been heard
about this artist for some time now, and he is trying to get back in circulation
with “Fleur De Pantin.” Let’s wish him every good luck for a comeback.

Since we should talk about in general about disks let’s point out that a
lower record by Philips, has just been released, tagged “Ratiens La Nuit”
by Raymond Falgayrac and the “Pumas De l’Oklahoma.” If there’s nothing to
be said about this title that was marked so much by Johnny Halliday we must
salute the ork. Sylvie Vartan with her title “Tous Mes Copains” is announced
as a hit in spite of the resemblance of the interpretation like Fran<;oise Hardy.

the unusual “Samba Em Preludio,” a smash hit with Ana Lucia & Geraldo
Vandre, as you can see by the charts. This samba, gathering two different

melodies and two different lyrics, is originally for a couple to sing, but Hebe
recorded it alone, using the play-back system.
Johnny Alf—one of the first Brazilian musicians to adopt Bossa Nova, many

years ago, and an excellent singer, pianist and composer, waxed for RCA, an
LP called “Bossa Nova Message,” in which he sings the most popular songs

of that kind, in English. This album will be soon released in the United States,

too.

The public relations department from RCA, headed by Ramalho Neto, has
been transferred from Rio de Janeiro to Sao Paulo. This change is due to the

fact that RCA has its plant and headquarters in this city. The results are

already impressive. Speaking about RCA, the LP “Carnival RCA ’63” was
the best selling LP of this year’s Carnival. Among the carnival numbers of this

album is the march “A Lua E Camarada” (The Moon Is a Pal), which won the

contest as the best carnival march of the year.

Chubby Checker, the most popular foreign singer of 1962 in Brazil, had a
very good beginning of 1963, with two smash hits on our charts—“Limbo Rock”
and “Hava Nagila.” His LP “Twistin’ Round The World” is among the best
sellers, too.

Audio-Fidelity released an album with the veteran organ player Andre
Penazzi. The LP is titled “Orgao. . . Samba. . . Percussao” (Organ. . . Samba
. . . Percussion), including some hot numbers, such as “Samba Da Madrugada,”
“Tema Do Boneco De Palha,” “E Voce Nao Dizia Nada,” and others. Very good
rhythmic back-ground is the principal characteristic of the album, which in-

cludes some Bossa Nova sambas too.

Philips waxed several standard records, with Arthur Murat, Paulo Molin,
Arnaldo Rey, Hebe Camargo, Carlinhos Mafasoli and others. All of them were
recently inked by the company. Among the international releases, deserving
special mention is an LP, “Sarah Vaughan & Count Basie.”
Trying to emphasize the sales of standard records in 7 inches and 33 RPM,

RCA decided to release from now on all new successes of Elvis Presley, Paul
Anka and Neil Sedaka in that type of record. These are very popular artists

around here and they’ll certainly make the customers buy as much as Compact
records as 78 RPM (still the best selling records all over the country).
The famous French “chansonier” Jean Tranehant (a real “Flag” of French

popular songs for many years), iust waxed in Brazil an album with various
rhythms—named “15 Years Of Hollydays,” for the noted French Recording
Company, Pacific.

As it was expected, Tranehant did his best, recording Brazilian rhythms
and also did another LP named “Teleco Teco Brazilian Boys” with the best
Sao Paulo specialists in Bossa Nova.

Chantecler Records received 8 “Chico Viola” Prizes for 8 best selling artists
of 1962. They are: Renato Guimaraes, Mauricy Moura, Leila Silva, Idalina De
Oliveira, Hugo Santana, Edith Veiga, Lourdinha Pereira and Tito Martinez.
As reported before, Copacabana Records received 10 Chico Viola’s.

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Holland’s most renowned comic, Max Tailleur, reopened his Doofpot-club

in Amsterdam recently, after a long absence. Max, wellknown for his trips
as Dutch goodwill-ambassador to Dutch emigrants in the U.S., Austrailia and
Africa, is exclusively recording for Bovema’s His Master’s Voice-label.
Bovema’s Columbia-department reports that mezzo-soprano Christa Ludwig

will be in Holland from March 13 for recitals with her husband Walter Berry
and performances of Bach’s St. Matthew Passion, of which Columbia recently
released the unsurpassed version under Klemperer, in which both Ludwig and
Berry are taking part.

Bovema’s His Master’s Voice-label released the follow-up Tony Renis-hit
“Perche, Perche” (Renis was San Remo-Festival winner with his “Uno Per
Tutte” this Year), Johnny Jordaan’s latest waxing of “Witte Rozen” and
“Twistin’ Patricia”/“Ruby Ann’ by Tony Light and The Bell Boys.
Helen Shapiro did a good job on Rudy Carrell’s popular Friday night-TV-

show. Columbia’s first female singing star did her well known versions of “A
Queen for Tonight” and “Walking Back To Happiness,” while she broadcast
with Dolf v.d. Linden’s Orchestra the next day with “Goody Goody” and “Tip-
toe Through the Tulips” and others.
Bovema’s Imperial-label released a new single by the singing duo “The

Marichica’s.” Titles: “Zwarte Parels” (Black Pearls) and “Kom, Speel, Bala-
laika.” In the U.S. poparea Rick Nelson-fans will run for “I’m in Love Again.”
Fats Domino’s “Hands Across The Table”/“I Want You To Know,” will be a
big hit in the charts, like every Domino-record in this country!
An important European football-match on Dutch sports-ground caused a

popular song to occupy a prominent position on the Dutch hit-parade. It is the
Fontana-recording “Geen woorden, maar daden” (No words but action) by
popular Jackie van Dam. This song, written by Jaap Valkhof, was composed
some years ago as the official song of the very popular Football Club “Feye-
noord” in Rotterdam. The song is written in the form of a vigorous triumph-
march, and was recorded by L. C. Phonogram in October of 1961. It has sold an
easy twelve-thousand copies since then, but a sudden upward move came dur-
ing the feverish atmosphere preceding the decision-game for the European
half-final between Feyenoord and Reims of France March 13. During the
match itself, the song was shouted by the ten-thousands of excited spectators
in the Feyenoord Stadium, as if it were the national anthem. Every ten min-
utes the Jackie van Dam record was played again, amplified as loudly as pos-
sible. It has been a peculiar example of excellent record plugging by the (non-
commercial) Dutch TV, as this singing manifestation had of course a strong
impact on the millions of TV watchers.

Last September, a single was released with the Dutch translation of the
famous “Ivanhoe” song from the American TV production. This version, sung
by Co Hagendoorn, has been used since then by Dutch TV as introductory
and closing song of Ivanhoe’s regular half-hour adventures. Co Hagendoorn’s
sturdy interpretation, accompanied by boys’ choir and orchestra conducted by
Bert Paige, is coupled with “Simsalabim,” and was recorded by Decca. This
week, a re-release of the single saw the light in a special sleeve with a photo-
graph of Sir Walter Scott’s noble hero.
Young Italian singer Carlo (16), who made his record debut in Holland last

winter for Dutch Decca, when he happened to accompany his uncle to this
country, added a new success to his chain of popular Italian recordings made
in Holland. They are “Giovane” and “Occhi Neri E Cielo Blu,” both from the
San Remo Song Festival. Fred Hartog of L. C. Phonogram, who has taken
Carlo under his management for Holland and aboard, reported that Carlo
interrupted his series of shows in Holland lately for a short visit to his Italian
parents.
John Ros of Dutch Decca reported that an increasing interest can be ob-

served in Holland for young American artist Jerry Lee Lewis. The singer,
getting more and more popularity in Rhythm and Blues, and Country & West-
ern circles, is coming pretty close to hit record sales figures already, so that
regular releases of his singles, EP’s and an incidental LP album via the Lon-
don label can be expected. Jerry Lee’s new single here is “Good Golly, Miss
Molly” with “I Can’t Trust Me In Your Arms Anymore,” released together
with an EP, containing, among others, “John Henry” and “What’d I Say.”

Palace Music Holland (handled by Editions Altona) received the visit of
London manager J. F. Axtmann. Most important subject of discussion was the
great extension of repertoire by acquiring the control on several first-class
American catalogs. Among them were Tree Music Cy. and 4-Star Sales Cy.
The latter being now in the charts with the current Rick Nelson hit: “It’s Up
To You.” Valuable titles as “From A Jack To A King,” “Cinnamon Cinder” and
“Greenback Dollar,” are also plugged by Palace Holland. Pubbery has with
“Swiss Maid” a current hit in the Dutch charts now.

Flying in from Stockholm was Edward Chalpin (PPX-Enterprises) in order
to meet Wim van Vught of Editions Altona. Further extension of the relation-
ship was discussed and in the near future Chalpin’s playback recordings will
be used in the plugging department of Altona.
The Nevins-Kirshner agency in Holland reports important local cover re-

cordings on two titles of these catalogs. “Alice In Wonderland” was recorded
by the famous Blue Diamonds and well known Johnny Lion sung his version
of “Blame It On The Bossa Nova.”

Dutch reorganized Negram record company started this year very success-
fully. Robert Oeges, the new appointed general manager, said that Ariola and
Vogue have a strong progressive repertoire program in mind from which
Petula Clark’s “Casanova Bachiami” and “Gaucho Mexicano” on Ariola are
only a start. Arioa’s classical label Eurodisc will be released officially in Hol-
land within a fortnight, and artists such as Erna Berger, Rudolf Sc'hock, Karl
t orster and Erika Koth will be introduced for the first time on this new, much
promising label.

One of CBS’ greatest pianists Robert Casadesus was welcomed in Amster-
dam by CBS’ sales manager Hemmy Wapperom at the Concertgebouw. On the
occasion of the Casadesus concerts in Amsterdam and The Hague, CBS gave
strong promotion to the artists records a.o. “The Left Hand Concerto” by
Ravel and the “French Music For Piano Four Hands” (with Gaby Casadesus).
Concerts were completely successful, cheered by an enthusiastic audience and
favorably reviewed by the Dutch critics.

After a year of triumph in Amsterdam and The Hague, the “West Side
P^c^ure fetches thousands of eager fans in the provincial theaters.

CBS promotion department payed special attention to the soundtrack record-ings^ LP, EP and singles in cooperation with the theaters involved, while
special “West Side Story” windows were provided to all retailers by the CBS
Show Window Service.
CBS people in Holland are very happy about the two “Record Of The Month”

platters. Praise has been given to Lotta Lehmann’s “Tribute To Lotte Leh-
mann” and Bruno Walter conducting “Mahler’s 9th Symphony,” in the leading
classical monthly “Luister.” CBS’ Hemmy Wapperom gave out information
with regard to the 75th birthday of Lotte Lehmann to the Dutch press and
radio-Ty people. Meanwhile, several Dutch newspapers describe the meaning
and position of CBS Records and president Goddard Liebrson in columns.

The current practice of some record companies of selling off huge stocks of
surplus albums at very low prices is causing a great deal of concern to the
trade in general and to legitimate dealers in particular. The keen dealers are
being plagued by a couple of king-sized problems right now—they are the
selling of surplus stocks as mentioned and the increasing record club activities.

Most record clubs are still hammering away with exclusive advertising cam-
paigns to win more members and some clubs are advertising selected albums
at extremely low prices while dealers have the identical packages on their
shelves at regular prices which are way above the club incentive prices. A
couple of prominent dealers have expressed the view to Cash Box that if these
activities are allowed to continue at the present rate they could ultimately
bring about the demise of some record bars.

Senor Jose Luis Gonzales, celebrated classical Spanish guitarist who is at
present resident in Australia under contract to Ricordi Music Publishing Com-
pany to teach and concertise throughout the country, has signed an exclusive
recording contract with Australian Records Company. Senor Gonzales studied
guitar under Andre Segovia and according to Segovia was his most outstand-
ing pupil. Sven Libaek (A&R manager of ARC) is planning to make the first

Gonzales reelase in Australia on the CBS label about June.
EMI still quick off the mark with the local release of its overseas singles,

latest issues include “On A Meri’y-Go-Round” (Jerry Wallace); “The Rosy
Dance” (Johnny Thunder); “How Can I Forget” (Ben E. King); “Follow The
Boys” (Connie Francis) and “Pipeline” by The Chantays.
The Philips release of “Magic Star” (vocal version of “Telstar”) by Margie

Singleton is receiving good airplay and is beginning to show out on dealer
sales lists supplied to Cash Box. Another Philips single that is shaping like

a future chart 1’ider is “My Voice Is Changing” by Jack Clement.
The “walking bug” is beginning to create some attention in Australia and

some disk jockeys are leading the field. Star Sydney DJ Bob Rogers recently
invited his listeners to join him in a long walk through Sydney and suburbs.
In Melbourne, Geoff Hiscock and Grantley Dee did a similar stint. Festival
Records, quick to cash in on the promotion value of the “walkathons,” supplied
each DJ with promo copies of “Walk Like A Man” by The Four Seasons to
hand out along the way and several other commercial organizations have tied
in with giveaways.

Latest local artist to sign with CBS is Tim Gaunt. His first single, which is

set for release at the end of March, carries “Another Sleepless Night” (writ-
ten by Neil Sedaka and Howard Greenfield) and “Sad Eyes” an original by
Tim Gaunt.

Leeds Music using an unusual system to introduce the American catalog
of Theodore Presser (John Church and Oliver Ditson) plus the Henry Adler
catalog. Leeds has built a browser-box type of display in its showroom and
are inviting leading teachers, educators and performers to view the range
which covers several thousand items.

Latest batch of singles from Australian Record Company includes “Mr. Bass
Man” by Johnny Cymbal (Kapp); “He’s Got The Power” by The Exciters
(U/A); “Can’t Get Used To Losing You,” Andy Williams (CBS); “Puff” by
Peter, Paul & Mary (Warner Bros.) and “Teenager’s Dad” by Marty Robbins
(CBS).
Noeline Batley has re-appeared on the disc scene after quite a long absence

with a new single for Festival Records, which couples “Ten Lonely Weekends”
with “My Boy.”

Festival Records pushing ahead with its big promotion and sales drive for
its large range of Louis Armstrong records in honor of the current Australian
concert season by Armstrong. Bookings for the shows are reported to be doing
very well and Louis could easily be playing to full houses at all sessions. This
is something unique in the concert business in Australia at the moment as
some fairly prominent names have been performing to small houses lately.
But there is keen public interest in the Armstrong tour and his records should
benefit a great deal.

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Undoubtedly, the visit made by well known chanter Enrique Guzman (com-
ing from Mexico) has meant very good promotion for him and for his records,
and may be considered a big success. Guzman arrived in Buenos Aires short-
ly before Carnival, and spent about fifteen days performing at dance parties
organized by Escala Musical (three or four every Carnival day, with thirty
minute shows at each place) and appearing twice on television. Besides, he
visited Mar del Plata (Argentina’s top Summer resort) where he also ap-
peared on radio, dance parties and TV.
Regarding Guzman, it must be noted that a serious promotion campaign

was made by the press department of CBS, the chanter’s label. The news
about his arrival was published in the most important local newspapers,
the radio stations of Buenos Aires and other cities furnished plenty of in-
formation about it, and a press conference was held shortly after his arrival,
something unusual for teen artists coming to this country. It may be sup-
posed that this promotion campaign has helped Guzman very much, and will
allow him to return soon for new appearances.
On March 20, CBS offered another cocktail party to the press and disk

jockeys, presenting. Columbia Records’ vice president for international opera-
tions, Harvey Schein. The meeting was also a good opportunity for saluting
Peter de Rougemont, Columbia’s former VP for Latin America, recently ap-
pointed VP for European operations; De Rougemont will now work in Paris.
Ramona Galarza, well known folk songstress, has recently started a new

series of programs on TV Channel 9, in the “Pulperia de Mandinga” show.
Ramona recently received the “Discometro de Oro” award, offered by Radio
El Espectador and the La Manana and El Diario newspapers of Montevideo,
Uruguay.

Producciones Fermata has released the first record belonging to the Seeco
label, now represented by PF in Argentina. This release is a Compact 33
by Cortijo y Su Combo. Under the Cameo Parkway series, the new ones are
‘‘Let’s Limbo Some .More” by Chubby Checker, “Soul of Italy” and “Italy
in 4:35” by Giannini and his orchestra. This last one belongs to the special
4:35 releases, which will feature soon “Spain in 4:35” by the same artist.
Fermata has recently inked six more people for its record staff, in an expan-
sion plan designed to give force to the record division of the organization.

Los Cantores de Slavina, one of the best folkloric groups, have been in-
vited to the Folk Music Festival to be held soon in Paysandu, Uruguay,
next April. Afterwards, they will perform on TV Channel 12, in Montevideo.
Another Music Hall artist, tango orchestra director Jose Basso, is now per-
forming on TV Channel 11 of Buenos Aires and on radio, in a special program
transmitted simultaneously by Radios El Mundo and Splendid. Music Hall
has just inked Brazilian artist Yuyu Da Silva (previously on RCA), vocal
group Los Big Ben, teen singer Rafael Hidalgo and tango orchestra director
Rodolfo Biagi. The diskery is also negotiating a contract with Anibal Troilo,
also very well known tango man.
Everybody at Julio Korn Publishers is happy with the success of “El

Ladron,” the Chico Navarro tune which now will be published in Spain by
Canciones del Mundo Publishers and in Italy, by Sugar Music. Since Navarro
has proved to be a commercially very interesting composer, JK will also
make a big promotion campaign for his new production, “El Tero Tero,”
which also appears as a good hit-to-be. Another JK tune well received in

Europe is “La Escalera,” composed by Mandy, which has already eleven
recordings there, including one by Tony Dallara. Still on the export side,

Julio Korn considers that “Viva Jujuy,” a folk tune composed several years
ago by Rafael Rossi, has good possibilities abroad, since its more or less

on the same line of “El Humanhuaqueno” (penned by Edmundo Zaldivar), a
world success some time ago.

Olga Vicenzo de Garcia, promotion chief of Odeon, is happy with the
promo rise of his labels recently, due to several strong records just released:
“Tower of Strength” by Gene Mc-Daniels, “Desafinado” by Frank Pourcel,
“I Apologize” by Helen Shapiro, and especially the new promotional LP,
“Super Favulozo,” priced at 350 pesos ($2.80) (regular records cost 520
pesos). The selection of this album is very good, and features items like

“Locomotion” (Little Eva), “Girls” (Johnny Burnette) “Madison en Ruta”
(Duo Dinamico) and “Goodbye Cruel World” by Peppino de Capri. This last
album is showing very good sales at the retail stores.
Fermata Publishers working strong on a local limbo penned by Ben Molar

and the Duo Dinamico, and titled “Adivina Adivinador.” The tune has been
already cut by the same Duo Dinamico, by Monica Lander and by Manolo
Munoz, for Odeon Pops, and by local twister Jackie, for CBS. Another Fermata
item is “Camelia,” a song penned by Dino Ramos and Palito Ortega, and
cut by Palito for RCA, and Manolo Munoz for Odeon Pops. Palito has still

one more new tune, “Solita y Sola,” also cut by him, for RCA.
Rosamel Araya will soon fly to Lima, Peru, to start his new Latin American

tour, which will also feature Venezuela, Colombia, Ecuador and probably
some Central American countries. This Disc Jockey artist still has a contract
to fulfill in Japan, and has received several proposals from Spain, to visit

Madrid and Barcelona. His latest album, “Rosamel en Alas de la Cancion,”
is selling well, according to the diskery.

HNF (Hede Nielsen’s Fabrikker A/S) has released “Baby Elephant Walk”

from the film “It Happened At The World’s Fair,” both on RCA. HNF has

three singles with local Danish recordings released on the RCA label and two
singles on the Pan label.

NORWAY
British vocalist Lome Lesley, now living in Oslo, has started her own record

label, Lorna, and the first records are expected at the market in the near
future. She was contracted to Viking Music and now the lawyers are busy
trying to find out if she broke her contract when she started her own company.

Egil Monn Iverson A/S has started a new series called Golden Ten. The
start has been made with ten EP’s with Norwegian recordings. All records
are on the Triola label. Triola has also released an LP with various Norwegian
artists. Latest Norwegian release on Triola includes “Annabelle”/“Drommen
for deg” with Ase Thoresen.

SWEDEN
The confusing situation re. the copyright of the Swedish Festival winner

“En g&ng i Stockholm” (Once Upon A Time In Stockholm), described in this

column last week, has now been solved. The sheet music will be published by
Southern Music, but the copyrights of the lyrics will remain the property of

Sonora Music Publishing Co. The world copyright of the song is handled by
Southern Music, unless the original Swedish lyrics is used in original or in

translation by any foreign publisher. This strange situation came about with
the fact that the composer, Bobbie Ericson, has a contract with Southern,
while lyric writer Beppe Wolgers has a contract with Sonora.
Another confusing situation might appear here soon with two record com-

panies involved. The Italian Song Festival winner “Uno Per Tutti” has been
recorded by Emilio Pericoli and following up its international success with
Pericoli’s “A1 Di La” last autumn, Warner Bros. Records has obtained the
world rights for the record. However, at the moment the Swedish company
Sonet claims it also has the right to release this record due to a contract for
Pericoli’s recordings. If so, this record might be available on both Warner
Bros, and Sonet in Scandinavia. Scandinavian publisher of the song is Felix
Stahl’s Modern Music AB.
EMI, in co-operation with AB Birger Steiners Hovmusikhandel and A/S

Bang & Olufsen in Copenhagen, has taken the initiative to increase the
popularity of music by sending out a Music Train on a tour that starts in

Stockholm March 18 for three weeks. The train, which includes an exhibition
of transistors, record players, tape recorders, loud-speakers, amplifiers, music
instruments and records will visit 15 spots in Sweden and will be open to in-

terested visitors around three hours every evening. More than 5,000 records,
classics as well as pops, will be on board the train. Behind this idea stands
Anders Holmstedt, head of Skandinavisk Gramophon AB (EMI) in Stockholm.
Local retailers in the spots visited by the exhibition on wheels will make pro-
paganda for the exhibition in their shops.
For many years one of the main problems in Sweden has been how to cen-

tralize record distribution in Sweden. From time to time record companies and
record retailers have been investigating the possibilities of building an or-
ganization to which they could send their orders. With around 40 record com-
panies in Sweden (of various size and importance, of course) such an organiza-
tion would help to save a lot of money which now goes for freight, insurances,
etc. In Sweden, the retailers order their records direct from the companies,
and distributors of the type there is the United States, among others, are un-
known in Sweden. During the last weeks this idea for a central distributor
for all record companies has again been discussed among trade people. It
should be said, that the only chance to organize this is if it is done by a private
enterprise or by the record retailers. The main problem has always been that
the record companies can’t get together about this, as some of them are con-
sidering themselves big enough to stand on their own feet and not co-operate
with their rivals in this matter.

The flip, “We Must Have Been Out Of Our Minds,”
is an extremely pretty, melodic weeper essayed in a polished, professional
manner.

Iii ail industry where diversification is an almost
absolute necessity it is remarkable the small percent-

age of operators who are in a phase of this business

designed for steady income based on equipment
with extra-long-term operating ability, and one
which happens to be the foundation of many giant

routes throughout the nation which do not suffer

from the agonizing costs of short-term depreciation.

We speak of the kiddie ride business, the ‘old re-

liable’ for many operators and the spearhead for

many new operators entering the business via the

new suburban location route.

The potential for profit through a kiddie ride

route might very well be stronger than for other ma-
chines currently on the market. No coin-operated

horse will ever equal the income from a shuffle

alley or a similar amusement machine but in its own
way, this same horse will return several dollars

weekly for ever and a day. Eventually, after the

horse is paid for of course, the income is almost all

net and in the case of the larger chain operations,

service is handled by store management with a

check mailed each month just as regularly as clock-

work. It’s a good business to he in considering some
of the almost exclusive advantages such as those

mentioned above and others that come to mind.
A good horse, or a moon ride, or perhaps a heli-

copter will attract the kids week-in and week-out. An
operator seldom hears requests for a change in the

equipment. Competition from new models is at a

minimum. Breakdowns are infrequent because of

the construction of the equipment made today. The
kiddie ride opens avenues for other type equipment
such as peanut, candy, perhaps cold drinks, other

kiddie oriented equipment, depending on the loca-

tion. The shopper locations offer a bigger volume
today than any giant supermarket of years ago.

Licensing regulations don’t seem to be prohibitive

when all the rules are complied with. One disadvan-

tage might be that entry on a large scale is almost

necessary before one can consider a reasonable re-

turn on investment but this can be said of just about
all types of equipment today. We direct all of the

articles appearing in this space weekly to profes-

sional coin machine people capable of considering

such an investment. The cost is not so important
once the return is realized. This of course requires

research on the part of the operator into the busi-

ness of operating kiddie rides.

The kiddie ride potential was brought to light

recently when several factories spoke of kiddie ride

equipment for the spring market and one operator

in particular boasted of the return from his kiddie

ride route which embraces several states. The opera-

tor spoke for many with whom we have discussed

this business. The kiddie ride business on a large

scale is indeed a so-called “clean” business especially

when you deal with the major retailers. And for an
industry looking constantly for something new in

the way of equipment, we suggest that they start

with one of the oldest ideas in the business. We
haven’t met a kid yet who could pass up the attrac-

tion of the kiddie ride. For long-term investment it

appears to be a sound business.

“Cinebox” has been marketed by
several firms in the country during
the past two years but the introduc-
tory programs directed at the coin

machine industry were never carried

out after initial announcements. Es-

tey’s Green believes he has many of

the earlier problems solved and sees

the potential of the machine as pos-

sibly the successor to movies and
television in terms of the visual en-

tertainment form. Coin-operated en-

tertainment is a field belonging to the

juke box industry, hence the reten-

tion of Ratajack whom Green believes

can pave the way for the machine in

this industry.

Costs were not available because of

the absence of actual production fig-

ures on various parts. The firm can

easily import the complete product

however, in the event quick deliveries

are needed. However, production here

is expected to begin as soon as pos-

sible.

The firm expects to market the ma-
chine to the education and advertising

fields as well as the coin machine in-

dustry.

Ratajack, a veteran in the juke box
business, claims that the machine has

everything in its favor, in the way of

entertainment at the drop of a coin.

“The machine has been well received

in Europe. After several months of

serving on a consulting basis with

Estey, I sincerely believe that ‘Cine-

box’ can be sold and operated with

success in this country. I know the

coin machine operator and I know his

business. The ‘Cinebox’ can pave the

way for a radical new form of enter-

tainment available automatically,”

said Ratajack.

Films will be produced under the

guidance of professional a&r people

using unknown talent at first. The
cost of top talent is prohibitive at

least at the present. However, the

company feels that there is unlimited

talent available which lies untapped

because of the stiff competition in en-

tertainment media. Much of it is star-

material and Estey hopes to find a
fertile source of supply in this area.

Film costs were not available nor

were initial marketing procedures but

Ratajack claims that the full story on

the marketing of the machine will be

forthcoming shortly.

WESTBURY, N. Y.—In the wake
of a $4 million crisis at Continental
Vending Machine Corporation, the
vending machine manufacturer has
continued to produce at peak levels,
its entire vending machine line in
both the Miami and Westbury plants.
The firm announced a $4 million

shortage two weeks ago (CB March
16, 23) following SEC action which
removed the stock from the American
Exchange board and prompted inves-
tigation. The shortage was reported
to be the result of an unauthorized
loan to a subsidiary, Valley Commer-
cial Corp., a firm headed by Harold
Roth, former chairman of Continen-
tal. Roth resigned his post at Conti-
nental following the disclosure that
he borrowed this amount from Valley
and was unable to repay it. The col-
lateral held by Continental on the
$4 million loan was reputed to be
worthless.
Top officials at the Continental

firm, advised Cash Box last week that
the cooperation from all levels of the
business has resulted in an unusually

CHICAGO — Interstate Vending
Company reported record sales and
a decline in earnings for the 28-week
period ended January 6, 1963. The an-
nouncement was made by Ronald
Wolff, president of the ' Chicago-
based national vending and food or-
ganization, who said, “while no dra-
matic upturn in the earnings is ex-
pected for the balance of th's fiscal
year, ending June 30, 1963, it should
be restored next year.”

Sales reported by Interstate for
the 28 week period were $37,257,306
which represents an increase of 19%
over the comparable priod of last
year. Sales for 50% owned companies
showed an increase of 7%. Inter-
state’s net earnings for the period
were $658,837 compared with a total
of $1,092,846 for the similar period
a year ago. Earnings per share were
31 cents compared with 51 cents per
share for the prior period. Average
shares outstanding were 2,153,171
compared with an average of 2,125,-
320 at the end of the corresponding
period last year.
“We are currently in the process

of opening up important and totally
new markets for our services. These
include joint ventures with Socony
Mobil and Sears, Roebuck and Co.;
and our participation as an important
food service operator in the 1964-65
New York World’s Fair,” said Ronald
Wolff.

Interstate’s Brass Rail Division will
operate a total of 29 quick-lunch
counters and six full scale restau-
rants at the New York World’s Fair
which, according to Fair officials, is
expected to draw 70 million visitors in
the two years. They will also operate
over 500 vending machines on the
Fair grounds.
“The major reason for the firm’s

decline in earnings this year,” Wolff
said, “was because The Brass Rail’s
operations were considerably less

profitable than last year. The un-
usually poor weather during the be-
ginning months of this fiscal year
unfavorably affected the Brass Rail’s

extensive operations at Jones Beach
and Freedomland.

large number of orders and has kept
the firm at peak production. Banks
and individual lenders have been
more than understanding and have
supported the firm’s struggle to re-

gain its composure according to re-

ports. A one-million dollar loan has
been acquired during the past two
weeks from lending institutions.

Continental officials have been con-
ducting daily meetings to formulate
a policy for gradually repaying
creditors and, according to authorized
statements, it has been decided to

sell off various vending routes
throughout the nation with income
going to creditors until such time as
the debts are brought into balance.
Eventually, Continental could be with-
out an operation, after holding the
position of one of the nation’s largest
operating companies, and rely solely

on its income from manufacturing.

An annual Board meeting has been

scheduled for April 25 at which time

it is expected that company officials

will decide on a recovery program.

Interstate operates branches in 29
states. It has a total of 34,500 vend-
ing machines in service as compared
with 10,500 when it became a public

company two years ago. The firm now
has 4,100 employees, two years ago it

employed 850 people.

CHICAGO — The NAMA Special
Committee on Cigarette Vending will
be continued during 1963, according
to Louis J. Risman, association presi-
dent and chairman of the committee.
