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In his own quiet and sophisticated manner Columhia’s Andy Williams is making an amazing amount of noise all over every best seller chart. His “Can’t Get Used
to Losing You” hit the #1 spot. And the “Days of Wine and Roses” flip is also a solid seller. On the LP side of the ledger, the Williams’ career has reached
fantastic heights. His “Moon River” LP of last year is still in the top ten and shows no signs of weakening. It could develop into one of Colnmhia’s all-time

best sellers. It is already a gold LP. He has another huge LP in “Days of Wine And Roses” and is high on the charts with his “Warm And Willing” album.
Andy is also a top TV personality. He has just concluded an agreement to do 12 TV specials on NBC next season for S & H Green Stamps in the 10 to 11
spot on various Tuesday nights from October to June. His personal manager, Alan Bernard, is currently negotiating a movie deal for Andy. During the
summer months, Williams is booked solidly from May thru Sept, at top clubs, concerts and fairs. Williams came to Columbia in October, 1961 after a string

of hits on the Cadence label.
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The competition to obtain “ex-

clusives” on new diskings by major

artists among Top 40 radio stations

is stronger than ever.

This important competitive fac-

tor, which, of course, stems from a

station’s logical desire to have a

programming edge in its particular

market, is not creating conflict so

much on the station-to-station level,

but, unhappily, between labels and

stations.

On the dubious credit side, an

agreement to hand-over a new disk

to one station at the expense of the

other outlets in the area means a

guarantee of special programming

on that disk, which can involve up
to on-the-hour spins. In one in-

stance we heard of one label mov-

ing 12,000 copies of a disk in one

city in one day because it gave an

exclusive on the record and got

concentrated airplay. Generally

speaking, this period of exclusivity

may be in effect for one day, at

most two.

In this particular case, a spokes-

man for the label said it was not,

ironically enough, the label which

gave the outlet first crack at the

cut, but a source outside of the

label’s operation. This could have

been any one of a number of trade

factors, the artist’s rep, writer,

publisher, distrib, etc.

Even though the exclusive

proved an impressive initial sales

factor, the label was not happy over

the move. Its well-taken point of

view was that it had other outlets in

the area to contend with. And sta-

tions which have missed out on ex-

clusives could withhold program-

ming of an exclusive until it quali-

fies for Top 40 programming.

Granting of exclusivity is bad

business. Competition is keen

enough in the area of disk expo-

sure without the creation of bar-

riers of animosity in return for

short-run sales.

We realize that station personnel

may regard being on the look-out

for exclusivity as a matter of duty

to maintain or increase program-

ming ratings. But it is hypocrisy on
the station’s part to deny all-

important airtime because it lost

out on an exclusive, and to be eager

to accept it if it is offered an exclu-

sive.

Labels, stations and others owe it

to themselves to end the exclusive

situation. It can only hurt an indus-

try which is not here for just one

record today. Exclusivity can back-

fire terribly on tomorrow’s records.

JOHN HAMMOND

NEW YORK—Columbia Records has
promoted John Hammond to the po-
sition of Director of Talent Acquisi-
tioning, according to an announce-
ment from David Kapralik, pop A & R
director. Hammond, a longtime jazz
disk producer-authority, will be re-
sponsible nationally for scouting, au-
ditioning and recommending potential
talent for the Columbia, Epic and
Ohek labels. He will also maintain
liason with artists, artists’ managers,
agents and representatives of night
clubs, concerts, music festivals and
motion pictures. In addition, he will
arrange and conduct auditions
throughout the country.

Hammond will direct the adminis-
tration and review of musical material
submitted to Columbia, and he also

will serve in an advisory capacity to

the Archive series of classic jazz per-

formances, a series which he created.

He also will select participants for

Columbia’s Teen Talent Auditions.

Commenting on his new post, Ham-
mond said, “.

. . I consider that the
recording industry is the greatest
talent-developer in the country. The
radio and television industries have
forfeited their leadership by their

heavy reliance on talent developed
through recordings.”

“I think, he added, “the time is

right for bringing back to the popu-
lar music scene the challenges that
can only happen with the discovery
and development of new talent. .

.”

He has been associated with Colum-
bia since 1932 when he produced the
first recordings of Fletcher Hender-
son. During this period, he also re-

corded Bessie Smith, Duke Ellington
and Mildred Bailey. He discovered
Billie Holiday when she was fifteen,

and was producer of most of the now
classic Teddy Wilson and Billie Holi-

day records of 1935 through 1938.

Other artists who owe a large part
of their international reputation to

Hammond have been Marlowe Morris,
Stuff Smith, Aretha Franklin and Red
Norvo.

From 1933 until 1936, Hammond
was American recording representa-
tive for English Columbia and Parla-
phone. In the late thirties he initiated

NARM Board Sets

Mid-Year Meet Plans
PHILADELPHIA—At the recent

New York meeting of the board of

directors of the National Association
of Record Merchandisers (NARM),
extensive plans were formulated for

the 1963 NARM Mid-Year Meeting
and Sales Conference, which will be
held July 30 through August 2, at
the Edgewater Beach Hotel in Chica-
go.

Particular attention of the NARM
Board was given to the person-to-per-
son phase of the program, in which
each associate member company (rec-
ord manufacturers and suppliers),
hold meetings with each NARM rec-
ord merchandiser member according
to a pre-arranged appointment sched-
ule.

Commenting on the person-to-per-
son sales conference, Cecil H. Steen,
NARM president and president of
Recordwagon, Inc. of Woburn, Mass.,
stated,

“This format has proven one of the
most successful instruments for
bringing together the rack merchan-
diser customer and the record manu-
facturer, since its institution in 1961,
and has been unanimously hailed as
a constructive step in better industry
understanding.”
The board of directors, in setting

up the Mid-Year Meeting at the time
when manufacturers are coming out
with their fall and Christmas pro-
grams, did so with a view to creating
a uniform policy for the Mid-Year,
whereby the rack merchandisers
would come prepared to place orders
for Christmas goods.

In order that the writing of holi-

day business may be done intelligent-
ly, a program of pre-planning through
the office of the NARM executive di-

rector, Jules Malamud, has been ini-

tiated. That office is now compiling a
list of Christmas product which was
offered last yeai-. The completed list

will be sent to the NARM record mer-
chandiser members, urging' them to
check their figures of last year, note
the product which sold well and profit-
ably for them, and come prepared to
place orders at the mid-year meeting,
either directly with the manufac-
turers, or through the manufacturers’
distributors.
The NARM board, in attempting

to deal with the problem of the tre-
mendous quantity of Christmas prod-
uct, urged manufacturers to plan
their holiday releases “most care-
fully”, with a careful look at prior
sales figures, so that the most sale-
able merchandise can be allotted space
on the NARM record merchandisers
25,000 outlets. After a review with
the NARM regular membership, the
board will issue a proposed “Fall and
Christmas Plan of Operation,” which
could be effectively executed through
the cooperation of the record mer-
chandisers and manufacturers, to the
mutual benefit of everyone concerned.

According to co-chairmen of the
NARM mid-year meeting and sales
conference, Harold Goldman of Rak
Sales in St. Louis, and James J. Tied-
jens of Musical Isle Record Corp. in
Milwaukee, the NARM regular mem-
bership will meet at a closed meeting
on Tuesday evening, July 30, with
registration being held that evening
for the associate members who will
be arrriving in time for the first

person-to-person session, which be-
gins promptly at 9 A. M. on Wednes-
day morning (31).

C-P Declares Dividend
NEW YORK—The board of directors
of Cameo-Parkway Records has just
declared a quarterly cash dividend
of 10<: per share on its Class A Com-
mon Stock, payable June 10 to stock-
holders of record as of the close of
business on May 15.

HOLLYWOOD—Capitol Records is re-

The Ventures get on the country bandwagon with
this bag of country evergreen from Dolton. The
boys dish up these oldies with their expected
verve and artistry as they add a rockin’ beat to
such well-knowns as “Born To Lose,” “I Walk
The Line” and “Steel Guitar Rag.” The album
should join the best-seller ranks with their earlier
efforts.

“MORE JOE HARNELL/MORE BOSSA NOVA
POPS”—Kapp KL1325
Here is a strong follow-up stanza to Joe Harnell’s
very successful chart stand LP “Fly Me To The
Moon Bossa Nova.” The 88’er’s keyboard artistry
and inventive arrangements are geared for solid
listening and dancing pleasure and this new ses-
sion should make the best-seller lists in short or-
der. Best bets here are “I Wish You Love,” “Our
Day Will Come” and “Lullaby Of Birdland.”

“YAKETY SAX”—Boots Randolph—Monument
MLP8002
Boots Randolph, currently riding the charts with
his click single, “Yakety Sax,” tags this Monu-
ment LP after the biggie, and includes with it

eleven other oldies and newies. The saxman gives
a warm, lyrical reading of the evergreen “Smoke
Gets In Your Eyes” and some fine uptempo sur-
veys of “Walk Right In” and “Charlie Brown.”
The album should be a real noisemaker for the
instrumentalist.

The
songster recalls his “Runaway” and “Hats Off To
Larry” on this teen-angled dancing and listening
disk. The wailer’s many admirers should come out
in strength for the set.

Although there have been a virtual plethora of
First Family LP’s, this one's different enough to
pull some quick loot. Borscht belt laughman
Bernie Berns has come up with a laugh-filled ses-

sion depicting J.F.K. and crew as Jewish. Nat-
urally, the whole thing is done with tongue-in-
cheek and there are plenty of chuckles as Berns
creates an extremely human accented President.
The comedian, who does all the many voices her^
is completely professional throughout. Loads of
potential.

’THE UNFORGETTABLE COWBOY COPAS”
Starday SLP234
Here is a first-rate package of country tunes by
the late Cowboy Copas on Starday. The disk in-
cludes many of the songster’s biggest hits along
with his last single, “Goodbye Kisses,” written
by Copas and Lefty Frizzell. The artist’s legions
of country fans will surely want this album of
Copas-styled melodies. Included here are “Signed,
Sealed, and Delivered,” “A Satisfied Mind” and

Del Shannon, who is currently
riding the Top 100 with “Two Kinds
of Teardrops” on Bigtop, was bom
in Grand Rapids, Michigan, December
30, 1939. It wasn’t until he was 14
that he showed musical inclinations.
At that time he began playing the
guitar and singing. After high school
graduation in 1957 he entered the
Army. Stationed in Germany as a
radioman, he auditioned for and won
a spot as a guitarist on the 7th
Army’s production of “Get Up And
Go” in Stuttgart.
After discharge, dates at local clubs

and dances kept him busy until he
was spotted by deejay Ollie Mc-
Laughlin of WHRV-Ann Arbor. Mc-
Laughlin arranged for an audition for
Shannon with Harry Balk and Irving
Micahnik of Embee Productions, an
indie producing firm in Detroit. Im-
mediately, a Bigtop record session in
New York was set up for the lad
which resulted in “Runaway,” the first

of a long string of hits. The rest is
history.

Matt Lucas

Matt Lucas, who is currently riding
the charts with his initial Smash
deck, “I’m Movin’ On,” was born in
Memphis, July 19, 1938. Most of his
childhood was spent going to movies—Matt’s dad was a movie projection-
ist (and still is) and he got into
movies free. It was his frequent visits
to the theater and movie themes he
heard that awakened his interest in

music and a desire to make music his
life.

A self-taught drummer at 16, Matt
began his professional career by sit-

ting in with jazz bands in small clubs
in and around his hometown. Although
his parents were against Matt’s plans
to enter the world of show business,
they finally consented to let him have
his fling. The young musician picked
up his drum and headed for Daven-
port, Iowa, to look for work. Jobs
for unknown musicians in Iowa were
few and far between so Matt drove
west hoping to crash the gates of
Hollywood.

After several years of one-nighters.
Matt eventually began to work as a
drummer and background vocalist on
recording sessions. His original songs
were used on recording by popular
artists, but it was not until his pres-
ent chart-rider that he came into his
own as a chanter and tunesmith.

NEW YORK— Fats Domino’s first

release for ABC-Paramount, “There
Goes (My Heart Again)” and “Can’t
Go On Without You” marks the initial

time the famed song- stylist has re-

coi'ded in Nashville, and one of the
very few times he has ever held a
session outside his home town of New
Orleans.

Traveling north to Nashville, where

The Nashville sessions will produce
Domino’s first album release for ABC-
Paramount, scheduled for June, in ad-
dition to single records.

Also of special interest -will be
comments (1) on whether rules or
guides should be issued, and (2) con-
cerning the alternative versions of

the guide or rule relating to the use
of the word “Free.”
Written statements may be submit-

ted to the Commission in advance not
later than June 3. Persons who have
submitted written statements will not
be permitted simply to read them at
the hearing although they may in-

clude the substance in oral state-

ments. Time limits for oral presenta-
tions will be set if required.

Copyright Law Is

Discussed At NCAG Panel

NEW YORK—The National Council
on the Arts and Government, Inc.,

sponsored a panel discussion on
“copyright revision” last week (24)
at the Foreign Policy Association Au-
ditorium.

The panel members, all of them
distinguished in the various areas of
copyright law, were Abraham L. Ka-
minstein. Register of Copyrights;
Richard Colby, chairman of the leg-

islative committee, Motion Pictures
Association of America; Ii-win Karp,
attorney. Authors League of Amer-
ica; Sydney M. Kaye, chaix'man of
the board and general counsel for
BMI

;
Leon Kellman, legal counsel,

American Guild of Authors and Com-
posers; Richard B. Jablow (moder-
ator), legal counsel NCAG; and Har-
old Westoix (presiding), chairman
NCAG.
Each panel member briefly dis-

cussed his own special area of copy-
right interest after Kaminstein out-
lined the existing copyright law and
some of the proposed changes. A sali-

ent fact pointed out by the panel is

that the current copyright law was
passed in 1909 and has long since
outlived its practicability. It was also
brought out that the Soviet Union
and the U.S. are the only two civilized

nations that have antiquated copy-
right laws, and that the original de-
signers of the U.S. copyright law
could not possibly have conceived
of the drastic changes in communi-
cation that would evolve in ensuing
generations.

After the individual reports by the
panel members, questions from the
floor were accepted and answered.
The aspect of revision that evoked
the most interest from those present
was the term of copyright. Kamin-
stein explained that under the exist-

ing law, an artist’s work is copy-
righted for a period of 28 years with
an additional 28 year renewal clause.

Proposals under the revised law may
suggest an additional 28 year copy-
right period with a 48 year renewal
clause for a total of 76 years, after
which time the property becomes pub-
lic domain. An alternate to this plan
is a copyright term lasting for the
life of the artist plus fifty years.
Most of the persons attending the
discussion were in favor of the latter

plan.

As a result of questions from the
floor, the following facts, thoughts,
and proposals for the copyright re-

vision were brought to light:

(1) In the area of music publish-
ing, the present law allows for a
musical composition to be copyrighted,
a composition with lyrics to be copy-
righted, but lyrics without the music
cannot be registered with the copy-
right office. The revision should pro-
pose to include lyrics.

(2) Educational institutions such
as colleges, private and public schools,

and especially educational TV would
no longer be exempt from paying
royalties for the use of an author’s
or composer’s works.

(3) Juke box operators do not pay
royalties to the composers. The re-

vision may suggest that the juke box
exemption be abolished.

(4) An undecided change in the
area of music publishing is the com-
pulsory licensing of tunes for disks.

Proposals to the revision include re-

peal of the compulsory license law,

increasing the current two cent rate,

providing for exclusivity agreements
between publishers and record man-
ufacturers, a five year free period

after whicli there would be permanent
exclusivity, or a designated period of

exclusivity and then reverting to a

free period. Another point covered in

this area was the inauguration of a

plan to provide for more careful tab-

ulation of tunes performed for the

public (I’adio, concerts, etc.).

Other points of interest covered
during the course of the discussion

were the complexities of the copyright
law within the fields of sculpture,

photography, painting, architecture,

and writing and composing (pub-
lished and unpublished works).

One of the main events in the Flemish world of entertainment has been

the wedding of Rina Pia, one of the most popular singers in Flanders with
pianist-composer A1 Van Dam. Rina’s real name is Nini Watripont and her
husband’s is officially Alfons Van Dam. The day of the wedding a reception
took place at the Martini bar, attended by famous names in show business.
The marriage ceremony took place at Molenbeek, a suburb of Brussels.

Ardmore and Beechwood acquired world rights for the following number:
“Si tu me comprends” and “Parce que je t’aime’’ on Columbia, sung by Chris-
tian. Chris Wijnen, a promising newcomer from Flanders who got into the
limelight while participating in a TV-contest for young talent has recorded
the Flemish version of “Le plus beau tango d’Athenes’’ and “Armour perdu.”
Rights for these songs also been secured by Ardmore and Beechwood. Wijnen
will be one of five performers who will represent Belgium at the Festival for
light music this Summer at Knokke on the Belgium coast.

The Vogue label has, we believe, made a profitable discovery with Flemish
lady crooner Marva. She is eighteen and lives with her parents in Blanken-
berge, another Belgian seaside resort; Marva had never done any recordings
before and now she gets her big opportunity with Vogue, who took care of re-
cordings of “Harlekijn” and “Geef mij een Kans” (the Flemish version of An-
thony’s hit “Donne moi ma chance”). Words and music are from Assim, pseu-
donym of Mr. Siemoens of Ostend. Louis Marishal, now artistic manager
with Vogue, is certainly involved with the future success of these numbers.
For they are sure to become bestsellers, because of the simple, but catchy
tune the excellent lyrics, and last not least, the charm of Marva herself.
Those who ought to know declare that Mr. Kasveshian, managing director
of Vogue-Belgium, has discovered a Belgian Petula Clark. And this may not
be very far from the truth.

CBS-Belgium is now going full blast. Almost simultaneously with the
appearance of CBS novelties in the States, Pascal Robiefroid, director for
this firm in Belgium, puts them at the disposal of the press and soon after
they are to be found in the record dealers shops. As the repertoire is one of
the finest, CBS records are frequently heard on radio and TV programs, both
in Flemish and French stations.

Fonior has come on the market with the latest Dalida record (on single):
“Tu croiras” and “La partie de football” (Barclay). The Surboum label (Afri-
can Jazz) has shown up with two remarkable singles. The first features “El
cha cha cha” and “Mbun ame,” done by Roger Iziedi and the African Jazz
orchestra.

Discotrade has made an excellent impression with “Dansevise” in the origi-

nal Danish versions, sung by the winners of the Eurovision Prize of 1963,
Grethe and Jorgen Ingmann (Metronome) known under the English title of
“I Loved You” (Metronome). This tune, known as “Danswijsje” by Flemish
femme crooner Jo Leemans (Box )is certainly on its road to success.

Festival, which contracted Jean Pierre and Nathalie for the French version
of “Hey Paula” (MD) has really scored a hit. Also with Festival, Marie Jose
has recorded four charming tunes: “Rose des prairies,” “Seule dans toi,”

“A bientot,” “Dieu seul le salt” (EP).

Nino de Murcia has once more come out with a juke box bestseller, called

“Cuarenta Noches” (Festival). Jacques Helian has come on the market with
four excellent numbers: “Janique aimee” (which is sure to be a hit after
the impressive start on French (TV) “Paradiso,” “La barba de Karadagian”
and “Zero, zero.”

Polydor’s best sellers of the week: “Marcel/Ein schoner Tag” by Margot
Eskens. “Ruby Baby What’d I say” by Tony Sheridan and The Beat Brothers—“Der Mondschein an der Donau/Bdhmische Knddel & Scheene Musik” by
Gus Backus—“Lonely Girl” by Jerry Minton—“Wini-Wini” by the Tahiti-

Tamoures—“Junge komm bald wieder” by Freddy and “Wir konnten Freunde
sein Blacky” by Sacha Distel.

Peter Kraus will stay in Belgium on beginning May for recording Flemish
titles and taking the opportunity to make appearance in “Ancienne Belgique”
Ghent and television.

Our top-hit classical record is Tchakowsky’s 1st Pianoconcerto with Svjato-
salv Richter, the Wiener Symphoniker v.d. of Herbert von Karapan.

It’s a big and
ambitious project for anyone to tackle but it is understood that some sponsors
and promoters have shown interest in the idea. Lonnie Lee’s new single will be
out shortly.

Allan’s Music (Australia) Pty. Ltd. will publish the Academy Award win-
ning song “Days Of Wine And Roses” as soon as the movie of the same title

is released in Australia—no date has been set as yet for the film.

At Easter Sunday of last year, Holland’s most popular vocal star Anneke
Grbnloh was involved in a car crash that sent her to hospital for several
weeks ... At Easter Sunday of this year, precisely at the same hour,
Anneke and her pianist had a car crash that will keep both of them out
of business for quite a long time. Anneke is not particularly superstitious,
but she will definitely avoid working at Easter Sundays for ever. The latest
hit of the 20 years old star is a German song, especially written for her
by the German composer Seharfenberger—-who wrote “Heisser Sand” that
became a golden record in Anneke’s Dutch rendition for Philips—entitled
“Das Leben kann schon sein” (Life Can Be Wonderful). Flip-side of this
new success is Hadzjidakis’ “Ximeroni” (Daybreak). At the same time, the
Dutch version of this German hit record was released in Holland, also on
Philips.
Dutch popular team The Blue Diamonds, still in the Army as sergeants,

has created a hit with its rendition of “Everybody Loves Saturday Night.”
The song sells well both on single and EP (Decca), especially since the
boys gave the song a splendid TV-plug. Arrangement is by Jack Bulterman
who also leads the accompaning chorus and orchestra. “Country & Western
Round Up” is the title of a Dutch Mercury-LP with a collection of Mercury’s
top-talent in the C & W field. Among them are George Jones, Leroy van Dyke,
Rusty Draper, Rex Allen, Claude Gray and Jimmie Skinner. Otto Vriezen-
berg of L.C. Phonogram reported that sales of C & W repertoire are also
increasing in Holland every year.

Xavier Cugat’s Latin beat gets people dancing to his fine rendition of
“Watermelon Man” on Mercury, coupled with “Swingin’ Shepherd Blues.”
An outstanding song is Brook Benton’s “I Got What I Wanted,” backed with
“Dearer Than Life” for Mercury, getting a good deal of attention here. The
song was given a “top” in Holland’s popular TV program “Top or Flop.”
And of recent American teen-ager recordings released here on the London
label, we mention “Pipeline” by The Chantays, “Don’t Say Nothin’ Bad
About My Baby” by The Cookies, “Let the Music Play” by The Drifters
and “Red River Rock” by Johnny & The Hurricanes.

Basart will publish the Eurovision entry of Austria featured by Carmela
Corren, entitled “Vielleicht Geschieht Ein Wunder.” The Dutch version is

in preparation.
Basart is in full operation with respect to all the songs from the Cliff

Richard film “Summer Holiday,” which is circulating now in Holland. Two
special albums of Cliff Richard and his Shadows with the most important
songs of “Summer Holiday” will be released soon. The title song of the
film “Summer Holiday” and the instrumental “Foot Tapper” are expected in

the Dutch charts shortly.
Basart signed up the sub publishing rights of the Siw Malmkvist hitsong

“Mister Casanova.” Three local recordings have been produced already:
Carla van Someren on C.N.R., Winny Dobben on Artone and Connie van
den Berg on Fontana.

Everybody in Holland is looking forward to the football cup final in

which the Rotterdam football club Feyenoord has a high classification. Dutch
author Jan Vuik wrote for this special event two football songs: “Heeft
Coen De Bal Aan Zijn Schoen” dedicated to the great football star of
Feyenoord Coen Molijn, and “Pietje De Pingelaar.” Both songs have been
recorded by Rita Corita on the Imperial label. Publisher of both songs is

Basart.
Artone’s Willy Schobben presentd the entire football-team “Bennca” with

a recording of his musical tribute to this Europe Cup-winning club from
Portug-al, appropriately titled “Benfica.” Party at the Rijnhotel, Rotterdam,
resulted in strong report through the TV-Radio- and Press-outlets.

Ray Charles was a headliner in AVRO’s TV-magazine “Rooster,” on ac-

count of his personal appearance early next month. Program showed the
singer’s successful career with the aid of photographs and a biographical

“He’s So Fine,” “Our Day Will Come” and “I will Follow Him” all by Dee
Dee Sharp (Cameo Parkway), “Out Of My Mind” by Johnny Tillotson

Early this month, Oscar Peterson was presented with the “Edison,” an

Manlio Baron, president of Phonogram, told Cash Box that a strong pi’omo-
tional campaign will be conducted for Nana in Italy. Just announced is her
first Italian release consisting of “Rosa D’Atene” (Weisse Rosen Aus Athen)
b/w “La Notte Non Lo Sa” (A Force De Prier).

A visit of Bruno Coquatrix, general manager and owner of Olympia Music
Hall of Paris, was paid to Krikor Mintangian of Durium recently. As a result
of this visit, Coquatrix announced that Adriano Celentano will be once again
the star guest of the Olympia stage from May 15th until May 21. He will

take part, of course, on the Musicorama Radio Program, too, and will appear
on French TV screens.

Celentano will take advantage of the occasion to present to the French
public his new smash hits “H Tangaccio” and “Grazie Prego Scusi.” In this

regard, Ricordi said that “H Tangaccio” will be subpublished in France by
French Music, while “Grazie Prego Scusi” as reported by Alfredo Rossi, will

be co-published in France by Editions Fantasia and Editions Caravelle. All

French subpublishers are very enthusiastic about these titles.

performances. Giannetto has been pacted by Durium. His first grooving will

appear on the market very soon and will be subiected to special publicity.
Titles recorded are “Mi Piace Celentano” (I Like Celentano) and “Un Bambino
Triste” (A Blue Children).

Another Durium artist, Marino Marini, is continuing his around the world
travels. He just bowed before the Belgium public, debuting at Ancienne Bel-
gique in Brussels.

A show called Congress of the Italian Song will be held in Acqui (one of
North Italy’s tourist centers) June 14, 15 & 16. All personalities of the light
music world are invited to discuss all various problems concerning the pop
music field. Many foreign publishers have been also requested to be present
at the meeting.

Michael, of Melodie De Welt of Frankfurt, paid a visit to Alfredo Rossi of
Ariston Publishing Group, to discuss problems concerning the exploitation in

Germany of Ariston’s production.

In this regard, Gianni Guarnieri, son of the well known orchestra conductor
Antonio Guarnieri, has just been appointed A/R Manager of the Ariston Pub-
lishing Group.

Cliflf Richard once again went to the top of the Danish charts, this time with
his recording of the title song from the film “A Summer Holiday.” CBS bows
on the Danish chai'ts this week with “Blame It On The Bossa Nova” with
Eydie Gorme (10th spot).

Dario Campeotto has managed to get his recording of “Renatta” voted among
the most popular by Danish teenagers in the weekly radio contest for the
third week, which is notable since the young juries usually prefer records with
singing in English. Campeotto sings “Renatta” in Danish for Sonet.
Doing very good in Denmark now are the EP’s and LP’s from “Oklahoma!”

with the film being shown for the 10th week at the Tre Falke cinema in Copen-
hagen at the moment.

FINLAND
A local instrumental group calling themselves The Sounds and recording for

the Fontana label is doing very good, and at the moment at second spot on
the charts with its recording of the Finnish song “Emma.”

“Pepino, The Italian Mouse” has been recorded in Finnish by Pirko Manola
for Nor-Disc. The latest releases on Scandia includes three EP’s, one with
Georg Malmsten, a veteran in Finnish show biz, one with Eino Grdn titled
“Tango d’Amore,” at the moment one of the top sellers in Finland, and an EP
titled “Laulavat Lapsille” (Children Songs) with Ann Christine, Vieno Kek-
konen, Laila Kinnunen and Brita Koivunen.
The Norwegian song “De Tusen Sjdars Land” (Land Of The 1000 Lakes),

which is a more or less official name on Finland, is being recorded in Finnish
by Viktor Klimenko on Decca.

NORWAY
Olkabilamo is the name of a quintet debuting on the Norwegian charts this

week. Originating from Bergen in western Norway, they got the name of the
group from the first two letters in their first names. Ole Mjelde, 37, Karl Sjur-
sen, 37, Birger Martinussen, 40, Lars Kalvik, 48, and Monrad Holm, 50. Obvi-
ously, they are far from being teenagers, but their popularity among teenage
record buyers seems to be at the top. The group is contracted to A/S Norsk
Phonogram (Philips).
The Vanguards is a new teenage group who just have made a recording for

Nor-Dise, the titles being “Charmaine” and “Eg Ser Deg Ut For Gluggjen,”
the latter a modernized version of an old Noinvegian folksong.
The group The Scarlet Pimpernels has changed name and are now appearing

as The Flames. Their most recent recording for Triola includes “Happy Days”
and “Dark Man,” both composed by Jon Fredriksen, a member of the group.

“Girls, Girls, Girls” starring Elvis Presley has just opened at the Norwegian
dnemas. At the same time it is reported that the number of Presley fan clubs
in Norway has grown with two new clubs in Oslo and one in Trondheim.
Now on the charts in Norway, moving at the top, is the Danish Eurovision

Song Festival winner “Dansevise” with Grethe and Jdrgen Ingmann on
Metronome.

SWEDEN
The Brothers Four in Stockholm for a TV show. Philips-Sonora, handling

CBS in Sweden arranged a press party at the Grand Hotel. Also seen there
was Peter de Rougemont of CBS, who happened to be on a combined biz and
private visit in Stockholm.

Stig Anderson of Sweden Music to Copenhagen for biz talks. Felix Stahl of
Stockholms Musikproduktion expected back to his Stockholm office from busi-
ness trip in Europe.

According to official figures, the record sale in Sweden included 711,000 LP’s
and 3,783,000 singles and EP’s. This makes it a total of 4,494,000 records sold
during 1962 against 4,761,000 in 1961. The report, originating from govern-
ment tax organization, shows that record companies are doing better than
before while record clubs are loosing in popularity. The value of the records
sold is estimated to around 50 million Swedish Kronor or $10 million.

Ewa Roos, 13, from Boras in western Sweden will represent Sweden in this

year’s Children Song Festival arranged in Italy on May 15. Anita Lindblom
making a new TV show for Harold Voch in Hamburg, Germany, May 10. Carli
Tomehave contracted for a TV show in Belgium in July.
Germany, Holland, Norway and England are so far presenting the LP “Old

Folklore In Swedish Modem” with Bengt-Arne Wallin on Dux.
Next dance craze here might be Tamoure, reaching Sweden from Germany

and France where it is very popular. The dance, originating from the Carib-
bean, will be introduced by the singers Tina and Marina this summer.
The Grona Lund-Tivoli, Stockholm’s summer outdoor amusement spot,

opened April 19. A Yugoslavian journalist and his family were the first enter-
ing the gates when the place opened and were presented with a special invita-
tion, including everything free during the whole summer. Among orchestras
playing at Tivoli when it opened are Putte Wickman’s, The Vexers with The
Pop Twins and Lecuona Cuban Boys including the vocalists Nydia Crista and
Titica de Aissa. Grona Lund-Tivoli celebrates its 80th anniversary as amuse-
ment spot this summer.
New records released by the companies here includes a new EP with Monica

Zetterlund singing four new songs by Beppe Wolgers on Philips and an EP
with Dutch Swing College Band on the same label. Oijvinds Quintet has re-

corded “Alexander’s Ragtime Band” and “Two Guitar Boogie” for Odeon, and
on Columbia appears a new Frank Ifield including “Nobody’s Darlin’ But
Mine”/“You Don’t Have To Be A Baby To Cry.”

Bernt Baune of Gehrmans told Cash Box that he is expecting a lot from
“Young Lovers,” which has been recorded with Paul and Paula, top sellers

with their “Hey Paula” at the moment. “Puss” with Peter, Paul and Mary on
Warner Bros, and “Who Stole The Keeshka” are two other songs to be pub-
lished here in near future by Gehrmans. The latter will have Swedish lyrics

by (Jbsta Rybrant.

FRANCE
A new release by Joel Holmes is always an event, first of all by the quality

of the songs he composes and secondly by the perfection of his reading. The
title of this new disk is “Joel Holmes 1963,” and this year is just as good as
the preceding ones. Other novelty releases worth pointing with E.M.l are a
waxing by Bourvil tagged “La Complainte Du Boucher.” A duo which boasts
Annie Cordy and Luis Mariono come up with an E.P, “Aie Pourquoi On
S’aime.” Two youngsters worth mentioning are J. C. Annoux with “La Fete
A La Java” et “Quelle Joie” by Jean Amani.
We have already written in an article some time ago about the label called

Pat which is aimed for teens including Josette Marty, Charles Spahn, and
Liliane Varenne.
From the original U.S.A. labels in the Epic series of the thirties we find the

big names relating to jazz. Just to mention a few are Slim Gaillard, Stuff
Smith, and especially Sydney Bechet who really vibrated the young and less
young French public for several years around 1950. Bechet was certainly the
American musician who had the most success here in France. His appearance
in the Paris Music Halls, and in the provinces let loose enthusiasm by the
public which rivals with the biggest names in the L&R era. Sydney not only
contented to excite the youngsters but also wrote and composed serious Music
like his famous Ballet “La Nuit Est Un Sorcier” (The Night Is A Witch) in
which he played the sax in its debut at the Chapps Elysees theater and
Aix Casino. To complete this let’s say that this great musician could not even
read music, but this did not prevent him supplying us with great hits like
“Les Oignons” and “Petite Finer.” People who can recall the starting point
of Vogue records must associate the names of Bechet and Cabat. Still on the
Vogue subject we must mention that an original Warner Bros, label record
that is hitting is “Rythm Of The Rains” by the Cascades.” A new grooving
of Tamoure by Les Kaveka at the Saint Hilaire Club. A title that comes from
this recording seems to be “Te Mura Mura.” To end up this chapter a recent
waxing by Goaty that looks good is “L’Amour C’est Ca.”
With R.C.A. a young singer that seems to be on the lips of all teenagers is

Sylvie Vartan who appears to have the same way of putting over a song as
Francoise Hardy. The songs as well have a resemblance. With this said and
done, its true that Sylvie is backed up by Philipacchi the conductor of the
celebrated radio show “Salut Les Copains.” She is plugging particularly “Tous
mes Copains,” and she has given us a new series of tunes, including “Etre Mon
Ami.” While we are talking about the route that leads to success lets mention
the fact that C.B.S. is making a maxium effoiT for Maurice Fanon, also Colette
Magny, who really surprised us agreeably on the T.V. C.B.S. announces that
the sale of records is excellent concerning this French songstress of the blues.

A small reception was held for John Hammond, for his short stay in Paris
and we caught a glimpse of Clergeat Copans at this cocktail party. Still with
C.B.S. there’s a new recording by Barbara including four novelty songs. A
outstanding one seems to be “Ce Matin La.”
A Musicorama with the Brothers Four and also the public appreciated the

Italian singer Peppino de Capri. Let’s say that Jacques Brel is successfully
putting over his singing tour in front of the difficult and hard public at the
Bobino Music Hall where he has taken over from Colette Renard.

Thelonious Monk appeared at the Olympia Music Hall during a gala and
from this came a release of “Monks Dreams” on the C.B.S. label.

Big news that is very interesting for Philips, who has let us know that they
are distributing the catalogue “Critere” directed by Roland Dovatte, is a
classical music catalog and included in the series just on the market are Six
Concerts of Vivaldi for strings and flute by the Collegium Musicum of Paris
under the bantor Dovatte.

ings.

In this grooving quite a lot of unknown and first played songs, notably
one entitled “'Tes Tendres Annees” French version of “Tender Years,” which
is quickly listed among the best sellers in France, and looks as if its going
to stay a hit for some time.

All the facts and figures are now in for the sale of records in Germany in

1962, and the figures show a healthy tendency in Germany.
Although the price of singles was raised from $1 to $1.19, the 1962 sale of

singles was 30,422,742 against 31,990,358 which means an increase in dollar
volume. The 12" LP made the biggest advance with a whopping 27% increase
in sales, dollar volume wise. 5,671,868 LP’s were sold in 1962 against 4,457,022
in 1961. EP’s and 10" LP’s were weaker in 1962 with 9.2 million EP’s sold in
’62 against 9.9 million in ’61 and 2 million 10" LP’s in ’62 against 3.1 million
in ’61. Export from Germany rose 12.3% mostly in 12" LP’s. Here’s how ex-
port business looked. Singles—5.1 million in ’62 against 5.2 million in ’61,

EP’s—1.9 million in ’62 against 2.1 million in ’61, 400,000 10" LP’s in ’62

against 500,000 in ’61, and 2.9 million 12" LP’s in ’62 against 2.2 million in
’61. Import rose even higher with an increase of 21.4%. Here are the exact
figures for import. Singles—340,000 in ’62 against 300,000 in ’61, EP’s—

•

300,000 in ’62 against 270,000 in ’61, 10" LP’s—100,000 in ’62 against 160,000
in ’61 and 12" LP’s—680,000 against 520,000 in ’61.

Stereo record sales rose by 28.3% with 876,324 stereo records sold last year
and only 830,452 in ’61. In dollar volume, stereo records took 5.4% against
4.5% in ’61. To give some sort of value to the singles record in comparison to

sales in other countries, it is interesting to note that the record firms in Ger-
many report a record with 30,000 sales in the “hit” category. Sales for a
“hit” range here from 30,000 which is considered a very good sale to 1 million
which is reached very seldom.

The music trade paper “Musikmart” wrote a stinging editorial about
the “Song For Europe” contest and the method used in Germany for choosing
an entry. The paper reported that it was a shame that the second largest
record market in Europe should have such a bad standing (Germany finished
9th with only 5 points) and blamed it completely on the method used to find

an entry. This year, 5 composers were commissioned to write a song to be
sung by Philips songstress Heidi Bruhl. These five songs were presented on
TV and then the viewers were asked to choose their favorite. “Marcel” from
Charley Niessen won, and went to London.
Rudy Schroeder from Will Meisel Music Publishers reports great success

from the sale of “Eso Beso” in 6 versions, as well as records by Werner Hass
and Rainer Bertram both on Metronome.

Philips Records reports that their German version of Pat Boone’s “Lovers’
Lane” by Peter Beil and “Hey, Paula” by Paul & Paula finished 1 & 2 in

the Frankfurt Radio Hit Parade. “Hey Paula” was recorded in German by
Vivi Bach and Gerhard Wendland under the title “Hey Vivi, Hey Gerhard.”

Peter Rebhuhn of Rolf Budde music called from Berlin to give us plenty of
new information. First of all. the firm is busy pushing American hits “Puff”
by Peter, Paul and Mary, “Diamond Head” by Hugo Winterhalter, “Days of
Wine And Roses” by Andy Williams and Henry Mancini, “You Don’t Love
Me Anymore” by Rick Nelson, “Popsy” by Ray Conniff Singers, “Boss Guitar”
by Duane Eddy as well as the English hits “Please Please Me” by The Beatles
and “Daddy Couldn’t Get Me One Of Those” by Helen Shapiro as well as the
music from the Cliff Richard film “Summer Holiday” including the title song,
“Bachelor Boy,” “The Next Time,” “Dancing Shoes” and the Shadows hit

“Foot Tapper.” “A Taste Of Honey” is also doing well in several versions.
In addition, the new Four Saints Warner Bros, recording couples “Days Of
Wine And Roses” with “Wendy” the American version of the German hit

“Fuel- Gaby Tu’ Ich Alles.”
On the German side of the picture, Rolf Budde has new hits working by

Caterina Valente, Gerd Boettcher, Sylvio Francesco, the Boettcher-Detlef
Engel duo, the German version of “Dear Lonely Hearts” by Gerhard Wend-
land. both sides of the new Lolita record, the first German recording of Tony
Renis, the first German version of “Bugle Call Rag” by Uncle Dob and His
Dobcats and the Mina German recording of her Italian smash “II Cielo In Una-
Stanza” called “Wenn Du An Wunder Glaubst” (When You Believe In Mira-
cles) in German.

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MEXICOARGENTINA
The most interesting news of the week is the premiere at the Gran Rex

Theater of the "La Nouvelle Eve” French show, which took place April 19.

The most important musical and artistic personalities showed up at the
event, which turned into a very nice opportunity to meet people. “La Nouvelle
Eve” will stay about two months in Buenos Aires, afterwards will make a
tour of several provinces and probably visit Chile, Peru and Centro American
countries.

Rodriguez Luque of Disc Jockey reports that his label has arranged its

representation in Spain with RCA Espahola, through Alberto Soifer, DJ’s con-
tact man in that country. The contracts have been already signed, and RCA
will start Disc Jockey releases soon. Besides, J. Rahmi, of Chantecler Rec-
ords of Brazil, has spent several days in Buenos Aires talking about the pos-
sibility of increasing DJ releases in Brazil through his label. Currently, the
label’s waxings may be released in Brazil by Chantecler or by Continental.
During the last years, Chantecler has been making little use of this facility,

but apparently now the situation will change. A few days ago. Disc Jockey
put to sale in Buenos Aires the album “Joyas Musicales del Peru,” recorded
in Peru by Ricky Torres, for Sonoradio of that counti’y. The album is avail-
able on mono and stereo. DJ is interested in representing Sonoradio in Ar-
gentina and probably an arrangement will be made. “Joyas Musicales” was
released through a special permission given by the Peruvian diskery.

New CBS releases: In the LP field, there is lots of news: a new album by
Mexican chanter Cuco Sanchez, titled “Blues” and sung in Spanish. There is

an interesting point in this waxing: the wonderful arrangements made by
Mexican musician Fernando Z. Maldonado, who also directs the orchestra.
There is also a new LP by Julio Sosa, tango singer of big popularity, and
another one by Roberto Yanes, Argentina’s top melodic singer. This waxing
features four tangos, two of them with Astor Piazzolla and the others featur-
ing the Jose Carli orchestra. For the teen field, there is the first Jackie al-

bum, with his biggest hits, like “Limbo Rock,” “Speedy Gonzales’” and others.
For folk music lovers, there is “DeCorrales Tranqueras” by Tomas Campos.
CBS has also put to sale “Le Canzoni di Sanremo 1963” with Emilia Pericoli,

Joe Sentieri and others. New singles are “Ruby Baby” by Dion, “Go Away
Little Girl” by Steve Lawrence and “Pretty Blue Eyes” by Los Teen Agers.

Ricardo Mejia of RCA inform about the new releases by his label: “Ca-
melia” by teen star Palito Ortega, “Coqueta” by Johnny Tedesco, “Filosofito”
by Chico Novarro, the composer of “El Ladron,” and “Polichinela” by Violeta
Rivas. There are also singles by Elvis Presley (“One Broken Heart for Sale”),
Duane Eddy (“Boss Guitar”) and local artist Perico Go-mez (“Pollera Colo-
rada”). Mejia expects very much from Neil Sedaka’s next release, “Waiting
For Never” and “Let’s Go Steady Again.” Besides, Palito Ortega has two new
titles for recording: “Es Nada” and “Le Hicieron la Pera.” Since Palito has
hit the charts with practically every one of his records, this is very interest-
ing for the diskery. New artist Horacio Molina will wax “Tengo,” a new bo-
lero penned by local composers Majul and Perez Prechi. Molina has been pre-
sented at RCA’s TV’er “Club del Clan” with good success. According to the
latest ratings made by IPSA and published by the El Mundo newspaper, “El
Club del Clan” is currently the best rated program, with 41.6; “Famila
Falcon” averages 41.3. Both programs belong to Channel 13.

The latest Ariel Records releases are LP’s by Ray Charles (“Greatest
Hits”), Marc Taynor and his Cowboys, the second volume of “Cuba Libre” by
Los Romanticos de Cuba, the “Black and White Minstrel Show” and an LP
with Russian Overtures by The Royal Philharmonic Orchestra directed by
Arthur Rubinsky. Some of these records are released via an arrangement
made by Ariel and EMI. Due for release are two Musidisc albums, “Tangos y
Boleros” by the “Buenos Aires Oi‘chestra” (recorded in Brazil and “Bongos y
Boleros” waxed by El Cubanito. In the single field, Ariel expects very much
from Frank Ifield, whose first record (“I Remember You” and “I Listen To
My Heart”) was put to sale some time ago. Ariel will release new Ifield rec-
ords soon.

Fermata Publishers inked
.
several new tunes for representation in Argen-

tina. Among these are “El Arlequin de Toledo,” originally published in

France, “Cadencia do Samba,” coming from Brazil and “Paco” a pachanga
already recorded by the Sonora Camaguey for Clive Records in Uruguay. The
record division of Fermata has already put to sale the first waxing by Vi-
centico Valdes (“Envidia”), a really very interesting record; “South Street”
by The Orlons, and the first Seeco LP, “Las Bombas de Cortijo,” by Cortijo
and his Combo.

Neumann-Apolo Publishers working hard on “Frente al Mar,” a new local

production with ten recordings already made, like for example Jose Basso,
Mariano Mores, Argentine Ledesma and Ramona Galarza. The pubbery is also
promoting “Baby Face,” with Spanish version by Roberto Lambertucci, and
“Days of Wine and Roses,” which is expected to become a hit in Buenos Aires.

Julio Korn Publishers promoting “Una Lagrima,” the Arancibia-Hernandez
Chilean hit. The tune will be cut by Ramona Galarza and there will be surely
other versions. “Bienvenido Amor,” a local product penned by Palito Ortega,
has been cut by several artists in other countries. Names include Nella Col-
lombo in Spain, Sergio Inostroza in Chile and Los Teen Agers in Colombia.
“Solo,” a bossa nova styled tune penned by Chico Novarro, will be waxed by
Lucho Gatica in Mexico. “El Criticon,” another of his latest productions, is

being cut by Carnita Duran (Musart) in the same country, while “Filosofito”
has been cut by Tony Moro.

Anibal Alverdi of Music Hall reports several recordings of hit tunes:
“Goodbye Cruel World,” sung in Spanish, by Los Pick Ups, the well known
rock & twist group; “Ese Beso” by Brazilian lark Yuyu Da Silva, and “Pol-
lera Colora” the Colombian hit by Los Cumbiamba. Besides, Music Hall has
the Billy Vaughn version of “Swingin’ Safari.” Atilio Cavesrti, country music
star, has ’neen inked by Music Hall, who is releasing his first LP: “Acordeon
Tanguero.” Raul Shaw Moreno has been two weeks in Puerto Rico, perform-
ing on TV and night clubs. The diskery is now preparing the release of the
third volume of the “Barbaro” series, selection LP’s.

News from Odeon: The diskery is releasing the first album by Ginamaria
Hidalgo, who is now appearing on Channel 11, in a show presented Saturday
evenings. There is also the second album by “Los Changos de Afiatuya,” fea-

turing “La Amanecida,” “Guajojo” and other tunes. Los Huanca Hua are now
appearing in “Festival 63” on Channel 9. Brazilian Trio Irakitan will also

perform in this program. News from the United States inform that Capitol
will release in a few days an album with tango music by local orchestra di-

rector Florindo Sasone. Local group Los Flamantes has just finished his first

single for Odeon: “Camelia.”

A very good way to display our music, especially the Bossa Nova, in
every country where Varig has agencies.

Copacabana released a Bossa Nova album, “Aneis De Fumaga (Smoke
Rings)” that will be soon released in many European countries. (Critics con-
sider Silvio Tancredi’s arrangements, and the tunes very strong.

Claudio De Barros—Brazilian singer and composer, flew to Portugal April
26 for an artistic tour. After Portugal, he will visit Italy, France, and perhaps
England. Claudio De Barros is a consistent chart rider, especially in Sao Paulo.

After the great hit of “Filme Triste (Sad Movies),” Odeon Records re-
leased ‘‘0 Passo Do Elefantinho (Baby Elephant Walk)” by Henry Mancini
with Brazilian lyrics written by Ruth Blanco with the same Trio Esperanga.
This vocal group is formed by three youngsters and the soloist is only nine
years old.

Musidisc waxed a new album with Romanticos De Cuba, Brazilian Orchestra
very popular around here. Among the songs selected for the LP are “Stella
By Starlight,” “Dans Mon He,” “La Barca,” “Nessuno A1 Mondo” and many
others.

Luiz Bordon, Paraguayan harpist, living in Brazil for many years, re-
corded for Chantecler on album entirely dedicated to Mother’s Day. Bordon
had in the near past some hot numbers in the retail stores and (Chantecler
is expecting a lot from this new album.
RGE released “Os Fabulosos Sucessos Da TV E Cinema (The Fabulous

Hits from TV and Movies)” with the organ player Eddie Baxter.
RGE pressed in a Single-Compact “Meditagao (Meditation), “Bossa Nova

samba with English lyrics, done by Pat Boone. On the other side of the record
is Ernest Tubb’s “Walking The Floor Over You.” The disk is already selling
in Sao Paulo’s retail stores. Another single from RGE label is “Telstar” and
“Release Me” played by the Billy Vaughn Orchestra.

Rolf Marbot—Veteran European publisher, head of SEMI from Paris,
visited Brazil and made a short trip to Sao Paulo, looking for his old friends
Emilio Vitale and Henrique Lebendiger. Marbot was very interested in
various Brazilian songs, among them “Juquinha” and “Acho Graga” by
Arquimedes Messina, the second with music by Jucata; “E Facil Dizer Adeus

Europe.

Checker; Chubby is a consistent chart rider, particularly in Sao Paulo and
Rio de Janeiro.

After the great hit of “0 Rei Do Gatilho (The King of the Trigger),” Odeon
released another standard with Moreira Da Silva. This time “0 Ultimo Dos
Mohicanos” (The Last of Mohicans).
Among the songs recorded in Double Compact, “Leny Eversong,” issued by

Fermata under the Farroupilha label, the famous Brazilian songstress sings
with Brazilian lyrics, “Far Away,” tune from the hit English musical, “Blitz.”

Wray Rutledge’s appointment as national promotion manager for RCA
Victor has been officially announced. He will work out of the firm’s Montreal
headquarters, and be in charge of promotion for all of the company’s record
products, both albums and singles, across the country. One of Wray’s first

projects is an extensive promotion campaign on behalf of the new Lome Green
Album, “Young at Heart.” He is busily setting up contests, based on the new
package, with deejays throughout Canada. He reports that early sales response
to the Green album is most encouraging. The album is getting tremendous
air exposure from the country’s spinners.

Little Peggy March visited Quebec City (4/28), and Wray arranged for her
to see, not only deejays in the immediate vicinity, but to also place phone calls

to leading deejays in other Canadian markets. “I Will Follow Him” by the
artist is among the hottest sides in Canada at the moment.
A Couple of very commercial sides are on the top of Bill Fisher’s plug list

at Allied Records, currently. As mentioned in Cash Box earlier. Allied have
obtained the Canadian distribution rights to the Red Coat release by Diane
Emond, “I Wanna Be Your Lover.” The Montreal firm has also just recorded
a great commercial sound and released it on the Folkways Label. Sam Gesser
and Fisher are keeping their fingers crossed for the first Folkways single to
hit the market. It’s a “Walk Right In”-type sound by Mark and The Two
Timers, entitled, “Walkin’ Around Town,” which Gesser and Fisher produced
and recorded in New York. Mark, is Mark Spoelstra, a favorite of
folk buffs. Already airplay on the deck is increasing noticeably. Getting back
to Miss Emond (and the name pronounces A-mon, the French way) she’s a
native Canadian, born in Winnipeg in November, 1947. Eight years ago her
family moved to Minneapolis. Fourteen years old, and perfectly bi-lingual,
Diane created something of a sensation with veteran performers and observers
at her recent Hollyv'ood recording session, as she appeared cool, calm and
poised, a trouper at fourteen in her wax debut by way of the Red Coat release
of “I Wanna Be Your Lover.” Bill and Sam feel that she is certainly destined
to be one of the big stars in the world of wax in short order.
Another Canadian produced item that seems to be stirring up a lot of atten-

tion Stateside of late is a new sound from the Astral folks, “Candy Apple
Black” by J. C. Feeney. Lori Bruner, the Gal with the good word from Astral’s
promotion Dept., reports that Canadian reaction to the “Black” sound has been
very good, and a deal is currently in t’ne works for an American release on the
side.

Phil Rose and Hal Ross at Compo are up to the ears in orders for “Puff”
and the LP by Peter, Paul and Mary, “Moving”. After a compartively slow
start in Canada both items have developed into sales leaders in their respec-
tive fields, due to a great extent by the excellent cooperation shown by the
artists on recent Canadian one niters, wherein they frequently went out of
their way to visit record men and trade people on behalf of their Warner
Brothers releases. This kind of promotion, says Hal, is worth its weight in

gold.
Reports, as yet unconfirmed, reaching Cash Box indicate that the Compo

Company is about to undertake construction of a modern new plant for the
manufacture of its various record products at Cornwall, Ontario. Cornwall is

some seventy five miles west of the present Compo plant location in Lachine
(Montreal), Quebec. The City is the Canadian center of the St. Lawrence Sea-
way.

Another Warner disk that’s beginning to kick up a sales fuss in this country
is the Dennis Weaver outing, “Genesis Through Exodus.”
A recent card from Bobby Curtola, postmarked “Nashville,” tells Cash Box

that he has just completed an extended stay in “Music City,” completing sev-
eral recoi'ding sessions that had all concerned extremely happy with the
results.

Paul White at Capitol, is working hard on the Andy Stewart debut disk on
Capitol in Canada, “I’ve Never Kissed A Bonnie Lass Before” b/w “The Bar-
ren Rocks Of Aden” is the first outing for the very popular artist on Capitol
in Canada. Paul has arranged for the artist to tape personalized voice tracks
for broadcast on leading Canadian stations. Most station personnel are more
than happy to receive, and to broadcast, a voice track by an artist that at least

incorporates the station’s call letters. Disk firms which prepare promotional
material by artists that is neutral in nature, with no reference to the station

or city, might just as well save the expense as this type of material is hardly
ever made use of by deejays, particularly those in multi-station markets. They
just don’t want the tracks, that can also be heard at a flick of the dial on their

competitor’s show. This seems to be the consensus of opinion of broadcasters
with regard to promotional voice tracks.

Whitey Haines at Capitol is another very busy guy these days. His pet
project is the extensive promotion camnaign the label is running in connection
with the Cliff Richard flic, “Summer Holiday.” For one thing the diskery en-

closed a glossy 8 X 10 picture of Richard in the jacket of the sound track
albums. It proved extremely popular with customers.
Whitev arranged for Toronto spinner, Ron Hewat of CKFH to record a

series of intros to the various record product available from the motion picture

to be played on the sound systems of eleven Toronto area theatres showing
the Richard starer. In Ottawa, Whitey cooperated with Doug Pender for cross

plugs on radio, and contest prize material for the various air promotions
Doug’s Rideau Theatre v'as doing in support of the “Summer Holiday” film.

Meanwhile two singles, “Bachelor Boy” and the title song, “Summer Holiday,”
both by Cliff Richard on Capitol continue to sell extremely well across Canada.
Next project for Haines will be an extensive promotion campaign on the
Judy Garland sound track album of “I Could Go On Singing.” He’ll be working
with Archie Laurie of United Artists, and Charlie Mason of Odeon for cross
promotion when the Garland film debuts in Canada.
Jack Stephens, host of CKSL’s 10 to 2 daily air segment, reports that the

London station jupt conipleted a very successful promotion based on Peter
Paul and Mary’s “Puff.” Children under ten were invited to draw their inter-

pretation of Puff. Judges for the contest consisted of a panel of three repre-

sentatives of the London Public Library and the City’s Art Museum. Well
over a thousand entries were received reports Jack, and some schools made
the drawing a class pioject.
Dave Lvman, program director of Winnipeg’s CKY, reports that the station

is up to its ears in very successful air promotions and gimmicks. One of the

highlights is a simple embellishment of the old mystery tune game, this time
where all of the songs played contain the words “see”, “Kay” and “why”.
Listeners identify the titles to win.

Dennis Corrie reports to Cash Box from the Manitoba Canital that a recent

Winnipeg Arena show packed in 6500 to see Dickey Lee. Paul & Paula and
The Ventures. Next CKY sponsored show is set for Winnipeg on Mav 18,

With Spring,

Some Fresh Air

The weather in New York City these last two weeks
was a little better than we ordinarily expect even at the

spring of the year and weather being what it is, no one
can account for it. We just sit back and enjoy it while

we may. But the flashes of good news from various

corners of the industry are something else again. Even
the good news doesn’t come as regularly as spring. We
do enjoy sitting back and reading about it though. Too
bad it doesn’t run the gamut. However, we must be
thankful for little things and much of the news these

days has been almost too good to be true.

For instance; A television station in Philadelphia did

a profile on the vending industry and the word ‘racket-

eer’ wasn’t mentioned once. In fact the half-hour show
which depicted the growth of vending and the various

machines which make up the automatic merchandising

of food and amusement actually stuck pretty much to

the record. Needless to say, a leading coin machine dis-

tributor, Dave Rosen, was responsible in part for the

authenticity of the film. But television stations have long

had a remarkable amount of sage advice on the back-

ground of the niusie and vending industries but to no
avail. Time was when we all had to stay home the day

after a major media told the nation about our business.

A surprise note from the largest newspaper in the

United States offered more good news only two weeks

ago. After NAMA has devoted a major part of its seem-

ingly unlimited energies to Operation Alert!, a nation-

wide program designed to help cigarette operators de-

fend themselves against the anti-smoking campaigns

which invariably center on the teenage smoker and the

vending machine, the New York Daily JSeivs came out

against these attackers. The editorial page suggested that

before further efforts are exerted, perhaps the anti-

smoking groups should await the final outcome of re-

search which so far has backed both sides of the fence.

Anti-groups have been at work on the candy industry

too, and if yon haven’t heard then you don’t operate

candy machines in schools. But lo and behold, if a rec-

ognized researcher doesn’t address the International

Association for Dental Research last month and advise

the scientists that dental decay and sugar consumption

have no relationship to one another. And this after more
than twelve years of headaches from the PTA, a well-

meaning but obviously uninformed group in this case.

More specifically, the news last week of a major music

and vending machine manufacturer’s decision to exhibit

at the MOA Convention in September added the right

amount of push to a ball which actually started rolling

toward a successful Convention the day the new MOA
board took over. Let’s hope that all of the manufacturers

follow Seeburg’s move and support the national associa-

tion.

And of course, there have been good reports of favor-

able legislation passed in many of the territories around

the country to say nothing of other indications that the

indvistry is enjoying a favorable image in many parts of

the nation today. And this is all very gratifying because

we don’t usually hear so many good things happening

at once. Oh we still have Congressman Celler, higher

taxes, increased equipment costs, loans and bonus prob-

lems and a few other thorns in our side, but let’s think

about them some other time.

“Mailings to these gi'oups,
plus a mailing to all distributors will
be made shortly. After the suggested
names have been sent to the M.O.A.

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“Continental Will Show A Very
Substantial Profit In Next 1

2

Months”-Says Conservator
North Miami Plant To

WESTBURY, N.Y.—John P. Camp-
bell, the conservator appointed by the
Court for Continental Vending' Ma-
chine Corporation last week, advised
that he had appointed William Kahn
as his attorney to coordinate his ac-
tivities.

At the same time, Campbell said
the corporation will show a “very
substantial profit” in the next 12
months. He said he was confident the
company would “overcome its present
difficulties.”

Kahn said that when the consei'va-
tor took over on April 8, the company
had no money in the bank, it was
threatened with lawsuits and dispos-
session notices and was in a state of
“complete paralysis.” It was neces-
sary to get a court order to tempo-
rarily hold up payments to creditors,
he said.

Subsequently, operations were re-
sumed and accounts receivable were
factored, Kahn said. As an economy
measure, he added, the company’s
plant in North Miami will be closed

in three months and its operations

moved to a facility in Westbury, L.I.

Be Closed Up
This will mean additional employes

will be hired at the Long Island
plant, Kahn said. The consolidation

of operations will produce “a very
substantial savings,” he added. He
predicted a record production rate
within three months.
Kahn said Judge Bonsai authorized

the company to secure a $300,000 loan
from Franklin National Bank and
James Talcott, Inc., a finance com-
pany, to provide Continental with ad-
ditional working capital. He also
noted that banks are willing to dis-

count the company’s accounts receiv-
able, helping to supplement its cash
supply.
At present, he said, the company’s

indebtedness appears to be about $7
million, much of it long term. None is

immediately due because of the court
order.
Kahn said the company’s annual

meeting, originally slated for March
1, adjourned to March 14 and again
to April 25, has been put off once
more, this time to late June.
“We don’t want to hold it until we

have a lot to tell shareholders,” Mr.
Kahn said.

Each complex will include a complete
production core, serving counter and
seating areas, public comfort stations,
banks of vending machines, a sou-
venir merchandise stand, and spe-
cialty food stand.
New York architect Victor Lundy

has developed a unique design which
will be used for all 29 structures.
Each complex will be between 8,000
and 10,000 square feet in size, and is

designed to handle approximately 7,-

500 patrons per hour.
Construction of the refreshment

unit complexes "will begin this spring.

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BOB BLUNDRED’S TALK TO

OPS AT NEBRASKA MEET

ROBERT H. BLUNDRED

Today represents the tenth time
during the past seven months I have
addressed operators and others hav-
ing a business interest in the coin op-

erated music and amusement indus-

try.

These earlier talks have been quite

general. At no time did they spell out

specific, or outline a positive ‘program
of action.’

My speech today radically departs
from previous talks. I have now
talked to enough people and listened

to enough people during the past

seven month to have formulated some
definite ideas on what the industry

requires, and how the Music Opera-
tors of America can be used to bring
these requirements into a reality. My
remarks today have two objectives:

First, to chart a road though the

wilderness surrounding the industry
Second, to describe how the road

can, and must, be travelled in order

to find a way out of the wilderness.
Now the trip on the road through

the wilderness cannot be made with-

out a vehicle. And, for the smoothest
possible ride, the vehicle has to have
four wheels. The four wheels needed
for our vehicle are the following:

1. The first wheel is the realization

that ours is a service industry in the

entertainment field. Our primary re-

sponsibility is to provide the public

with the type of music they require
and desire.

2. The second wheel is for our in-

dustry to realize the importance of

doing the best possible job of install-

ing and placing their equipment. For,

always remember, for this industry to

progress, the likes and dislikes of the
public must always be the number
one thought in the minds of the op-

erator. Poorly placed equipment will

prevent the industry from providing
the service requested by the public.

3. The third wheel is the confidence
of our people in the future of the in-

dustry, and in their ability to service

the needs of the public.

4. The fourth wheel is the need for

the Association to become the voice

of the industry. The M.O.A. must be-

come involved in matters affecting the
industry. It must make its voice
heard on such things as the following:

A. The changes in the distribu-

tion pattern of the record industry
must be analyzed to make sure the
interests of the operator in the single

record field are being considered. For,
let’s face it, the rack jobber is pri-

marily interested in the selling of al-

bums, and the one-stops must be
advised on the size and type of their

inventory they need to maintain in

order to service the needs of the op-
erator. If the operators are not able

to obtain the desired and requested
records when needed, the ability of

the service wheel on the vehicle will

become a flat tire.

The solution to the effect the distri-

bution changes in the record industry
is having on the operator can be de-

termined by re-establishing a direct
relationship and a direct line of com-
munications between M.O.A. and the
record manufacturer. The fact that
operators are now buying more and
more of their records from one-stops
does not mean the operator is no
longer a good customer of the record
manufacturer. He still buys recoi’ds.

The operator still needs the help of
the record manufacturer in program-
ming and in making artist contacts.
The operator is still a valuable part
of the singles market. The statement
that ‘operators only buy hits’ is not
true. The typical operator buys rec-

ords on the way up, the operator still

helps to make the artist, just like the
programming of the format radio sta-

tions and the rack jobbers.
In fact, the operators will take more

of a chance with an unknown record
than will the format radio station or
the rack jobber. Also, the diversity
of the operators locations with their
own distinctive characteristics can
only result in the operators being
more diverse in their record purchases
than any other market for the single

record industry.
The M.O.A. is very interested in re-

establishing this direct contact with
the record industry. We welcome the
opportunity to sit down with their

industry representatives to discuss
ways and means of how this can be
accomplished, for the mutual benefit

of both parties.
B. Record standardization is nec-

essary for greater economy and ef-

ficiency for the operator. The M.O.A.
is willing and eager to sit down and
discuss this situation with all seg-
ments for the benefit of everyone.

C. The Association and the mem-
bers must utilize the best re-invest-
ment practices and policies in order
to provide the best possible rotation
of equipment to service their loca-
tions and the public.

D. To make sure the Association
represents all segments of the indus-
try. It must allow all segments to help
in formulating the policies and pro-
grams of the Association.

E. The Association and its mem-
bers must work constantly to raise
the standards of the industry. Some
specific areas where concentrated work
is needed are the relations with lo-

cations, the relations with route men,
and similar areas.
The power supply for the vehicle

is the music operator himself. If the
amount of power supplied by the
operator is of low energy, low ambi-
tion and low driving ability, it will
be a slow and hazardous trip out of
the wilderness. If the operators on the
other hand, supply high energy, high
ambition and high driving ability, it

it will be a fast and safe trip.

The Music Operators of America is

the agency responsible for building
the road through the wilderness. It

can’t build the road—it can’t steer the
vehicle down the road or determine
its rate of speed. The building and
driving must be done by neople . . .

operators, distributors, jobbers, rec-
ord manufacturers and machine 7nan-
ufacturers who ARE the industry.

So much for some of the things the
Association must do in order to move
from the wilderness. In addition, the
Association must provide fuel to keep
the vehicle going down the road. The
fuel in this instance are the services
and activities of the Association.
Work has already started on a num-
ber of such services and activities.
They include the following:
... a survey of location contract

provisions.
. . . the investigation to determine

the possibility of establishing a train-
ing school for mechanics.

. . . the development of a ‘Code of
Ethics’ for the industry and a tie-in

program to local law enforcement offi-

cials and location sources listing oper-
ators who subscribe to its provisions.

The last thing I would like to dis-
cuss with you people today is the need
for everyone present to cooperate in
helping to defeat the 1963 A.S.C.A.P.
bill to eliminate the copyright exemp-

tion for juke boxes. Their newest and
most dangerous bill is HR 5174, intro-
duced by Representative Celler on
March 28.

This bill is vastly different in many
respects from the earlier bills to eli-

minate the exemptions. However,
there is one provision that really sets
this bill apart from all other bills on
this pme subject. That is the one that
requires the operator to pay the an-
nual $5.00 per machine fee direct to
the Copyright Office in the Library of
Congress, as compared to the earlier
attempts to have such payments made
direct to A.S.C.A.P. This provision
eliminates one of the major argu-
ments the M.O.A. has advanced for a
number of years against earlier bills
. . . namely payment to be made direct
to the recording societies.

This meeting should adopt a reso-
lution opposing the bill and arrange
to contact their members in the House
of Representatives stating their op-
position to the bill.

Hearings before the sub-committee
will be held on May 2 and 3. The
M.O.A. testimony will be presented by
the Association’s law firm in Wash-
ington, D.C. Also, George Miller,
M.O.A. Legislative Representative,
and Clint Pierce, Chairman of the
Board of Directors, will be present
during the hearings.
