Not only did Columbia and Screen Gems acquire the

talents of Donnie Kirshner, who has become
executive vice-president of the film-TV company’s whole

music operation, but they also picked-up one of the

most productive and successful songwriting

stables (shown above) the industry has ever known.

The move can be expected to greatly strengthen the parent

company’s share of the disk market. On the right,

Jimmy Soul, who is presently rid-
ing high on the charts with his run-
away best-selling SPQR single, “If
You Wanna Be Happy,” first saw the
light of day twenty-one years ago
in a crowded Harlem tenement. His
parents moved there from their farm
home in North Carolina. But life in
the teeming, asphalt jungle of New
York was not to their liking and the
clear, flat expanses of their native
state beckoned them again.
While his parents tilled the soil,

young Jimmy listened to the circuit-
riding ministers who made I’egular
treks through the rural area in
which he lived. He learned their
mannerisms and their words and
soon was on a “circuit” himself as a
boy preacher.
The door to opportunity as a pop

singer loomed wide before him when
he went with a rock ’n roll combo
to audition for an engagement at a
popular club in Norfolk. The group
scored in its audition and were
offered a booking at the club.

Later, Jimmy formed his own crew
and played dates in and around Nor-
folk. The artist soon came to the
attention of Frank Guida, prexy-
founder of SPQR Records, who signed
him and cut his first record, “Twistin’
Matilda,” which quickly developed
into a chart item. The rest is history.

Barbara Lewis

Barbara Lewis, who is currently
scoring with “Hello Stranger” on
Atlantic (#54 on this week’s Top
100), was born nineteen years ago
in Detroit. She grew up and attended
high school in the surburban Detroit
area. The lark began writing and
singing at an extremely early age,
having come from a family of musi-
cians.

Barbara reluctantly brought some
of her tunes to Ollie McLaughlin one
day hoping that he might be able to
use them. He immediately saw great
possibilities in her voice as well as
her songs and decided to record her.
The songstress has written over

thirty songs, including her present
chart-rider. She will have an album
out soon which will also include songs
written by her.
When she is not on the road or

at a recording session the artist
spends her free time drawing and
painting.

The tremendous power of radio has
been proven once again in Fort Worth.
KFJZ heard of a drought and famine
in Tamaulipas, Mexico, just across the
border from McAllen, Texas. Report-
ers checked and found that in the tiny
village of Rio Bravo they were with-
out food and in some cases, even
water. KFJZ immediately put out an
appeal on the air for food and cloth-
ing, and arranged for an Air Force
Reserve squadron to fly the food to
McAllen for distribution. In two and
one half days the station collected
30,000 pounds of food and clothing as
well as over $300 in cash donations.
Originally intended as a plane load,
the Air Force had to call up two addi-
tional C-119’s to handle the tremen-
dous load of food and clothing. The
response from listeners was over-
whelming and instantaneous . . . the
first load of canned goods arriving
only 30 minutes after the first
editorial appeal by KFJZ. Governor
John Conally of Texas personally
commended the station as well as
other stations in Texas participating
in the effort.

WEBR-Buffalo’s 6-10 AM man, A1
Meltzer, has added a new prize to his
Weather Bank Give-aways. He has
been giving umbrellas to listeners
whenever rain is predicted in the
weather forecast for the day. Now, if

there is 75% or more sunshine during
a day, he presents a gift of lawn
products from a local garden shop the
next day to one of his Weather Bank
members.

Eight new stations have signed for
the Dick Clark radio show according
to Stanley N. Kaplan, executive veep
of the Mars Broadcasting Company,
Stamford, Conn., exclusive producers
and syndicators of the two-hour “cus-
tom-made” program. The new sta-
tions are: WLWK-Wheeling, KNEW-
Spokane, KAWA-Waco, KLIIl-Liberal,
KJR-Seattle, KMNS-Sioux City,
WUNO-San Juan and KFOR-Lincoln.
The total number of stations in the
network in the continental U. S. is

now 40.

As an extra added
attraction the disk includes this year’s Oscar win-
ner, “Days Of Wine And Roses.” Sure-fire chart
item.

“ ‘TWANG’ A COUNTRY SONG”—Duane Eddy
—RCA Victor LSP 2681
Duane Eddy, who has rolled up an impressive
string of best-selling LP’s with his distinctive
guitar stylings, jumps on the constantly-growing
country bandwagon with this top-notch set of hill-

billy standards. Eddy displays a sincere feeling
for the country idiom as he turns in exciting read-
ings of “Sugar Foot Rag,” “Fireball Mail” and
“Crazy Arms.” Eye the album for rapid accept-
ance.

“TRAVELIN”’—Chet Atkins—RCA Victor LSP
2678
The best-selling guitarist, who recently scored in

the coin department with his “Our Man In Nash-
ville” and “Caribbean Guitar” LP’s comes up with
a strong follow-up here. The versatile instrumen-
talist aims his talents at a host of tunes from
here and abroad and renders them in his own dis-

tinctive manner. Slick sides here are “Calcutta,”
“Baubles, Bangles And Beads” and “The World
Is Waiting For The Sunrise.” A potent addition
to the Atkins catalog.

“OLDIES BUT GOODIES—VOLUME 5”—Vari-
ous Artists—Original Sound OSR-LPM' 5007
The four previous “Oldies But Goodies” packages
have developed into big sellers and this new entry
in the series evidences every indication of scoring
heavily in the coin department. The disk features
such rock’n roll luminaries as the Elegants, Bob-
by Day, The Dominoes, the Skyliners, etc. Among
the famous while-back biggies included are “Little

Star” by the Elegants, Rosie And The Originals’

“Angel Baby” and “Sixty-Minute Man” by the
Dominoes. Blockbuster potential here.

“STREETS I HAVE WALKED”—Harry Bela-

fonte—RCA Victor LSP 2695
Over the years Harry Belafonte has traveled to

some of the most remote spots of the globe to

perform his art and he has acquired a rich inter-

national repertoire of songs. This new Victor disk
spotlights a emotion-packed group of tunes col-

lected by the chanter. While backed by a fine

choir made up of New York junior high school
students, Belafonte turns superb renditions of a
host of favorites including ‘Sit Down,” “Waltzing
Matilda” and “Come Away Melinda.” One of the
chanter’s best sets in quite a while.

“SAMMY SPEAR PLAYS A LITTLE TRAVEL-
ING MUSIC”—American London LA38001
Sammy Spear, who provides the music for the
Jackie Gleason show every Saturday night, plays
a dozen of the old familiars on this new American
London outing. The arrangements here are sprite-

ly and the orchestrations big and brassy as the
band reads “That’s A Plenty,” “I Left My Heart
In San Francisco” and “Lullabye Of Broadway.”
There’s plenty of solid listening and dancing en-
joyment to be had here.

“COUNTRY BOY GOES TO TOWN”—George
McCurn—A&M 102
George McCum, who recently struck paydirt with
his single, “I’m Just A Country Boy,” includes the
biggie in this A&M album of pop and folk-

oriented tunes. The gospel-trained deep-voiced
chanter displays a wide-range talent as he dishes
up polished readings of “Snap Your Fingers,”
“At The End Of A Rainbow” and “A Hundred
Pounds Of Clay.” Eye this one for sharp sales.

“NIGHTLY YOURS ON THE STEVE ALLEN
SHOW”—Jennie Smith—Canadian American
SCALP 1010
The importance of TV exposure to stir disk sales
has become a significant reality in today’s com-
petitive business and this new LP outing featur-
ing Jennie Smith (a regular on Steve Allen’s
syndicated TV’er) could well grab some quick
loot. The lark has a fine wide-range, rich lyrical
voice and a distinctive jazz-flavored style of
phrasing. While backed by a Mort Garson-con-
ducted combo the artist turns in winning readings
of “Fly Me To The Moon,” “My Man” and “Mean
To Me.”

“BUDDY GRECO’S GREA'TEST HITS”—Epic
LN24043
Buddy Greco, who recently clicked with “Mr.
Lonely,” includes it along with eleven more of his
best-selling sides. The chanter swings brightly
here as he gives his own distinctive vocal treat-
ments to such biggies as “The Lady Is A Tramp,”
“Oooh Look-A-There, Ain’t She Pretty” and “Like
Young.” The songster’s fans will surely dig these
uptempo items.

“I HEAR AMERICA SINGING”—Valentine
Pringle—RCA Victor LSP 2689
Valentine Pringle is a new folksinger with an ex-
tremely rich voice which ranges from bass to the
tenor range with equal success. Unlike many new-
wave folksingers, the chanter does not rely on
gimmicks to communicate his personal musical
messages. With just a guitar and chorus backing
Pringle offers outstanding readings of “John
Henry,” “900 Miles From Home” and “Didn’t It
Rain.” A promising performance.

“SUN ARISE”—Rolf Harris—Epic LN24053
Rolf Harris cashes in on the built in sales accept-
ance of his recent biggie, “Sun Arise” to tag this
premier LP on Epic. The Australian chanter’s un-
usual material, most of which is in a humorous
vein, is an excellent showcase for his instrumental
and vocal talents. Launching the set with the
click single, the songster continues with enter-
taining renditions of “The Big Black Hit,” “Hair
Oil On My Ears” and “Tie Me Kangaroo Down,
Sport,” his newest single. This one could move
out quickly.

“MONDO CANE”—Original Soundtrack—United
Artists UAS 5105
Most “non-musical” soundtracks have a slim
chance for survival because they are inherently
wrapped up in the telling of a story and lose
flavor when taken out of context. This delightful
score from “Mondo Cane” could be the exception.
Composed by Ritz Ortolan! and Nino Oliviero, the
dominant theme is memorable and the entire score
sparkles with freshness. Included here are “Life
Savers Girls,” “The Last Fight” and “The Festi-
val Of The Bull.” The set should spark plenty of
sales action.

“HEY. LOOK US OVER”—The J’s With Jamie—
Columbia CL2005
The J’s with Jamie, who recently made the leap
from singing commercials to pop tunes on their

own, make their debut on Columbia with this
bright package of evergreens and newies. With
some swinging arrangements by Hoyt Jones the
group serves up some sparkling readings of “Hey,
Look Me Over,” “The Second Time Around” and
“A Lot Of Livin’ To Do.” This excellent LP
should win them a host of new admirers.

“NEW SOUNDS . . . OLD GOODIES”—Marty
Cooper—RCA Victor LSP2694
The Wild Voices of the Marty Cooper Clan un-
leash their talents on this group of instrumental
hits. Employing an unusual gimmick, voices, sans-

lyrics, are substituted for the lead instruments of

an orchestra. The results are startlingly pleasant.

Best bets here are “Raunchy,” “The Lonely Bull,”
“40 Miles Of Bad Road” and “Stranger On The
Shore.” LP should get plenty of play from the

spinners.

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“ORGAN SONGS AT SUNSET”—Virgil Fox—
Capitol SP8587
Virgil Fox, directs his keyboard artistry to eight
classical and semi-classical pieces for this Capitol
session. The organist recorded this album on the
Riverside Church organ, and reflects a flawless
technique in the handling of this grand organ. His
interpretations of “Intermezzo,” “Minuet In G,”
“Calm As The Night” and “The Lost Chord” are
feelingful and sincere.

“THE BELLS OF SANTA YNEZ”—Paul Weston
—Capitol ST1849
Paul Weston comes up with a collection of tunes
with a South-of-the-border flavor for this Capitol
outing. The orkster composed all of the tunes
here and lyrics are by Marilyn Keith and Alan
Bergman. The Paul Weston Chorus sings these
songs which include “The Bells Of Santa Ynez,”
“Enchanted Mountain” and “The Star And The
Rose.” Lyrically performed, the album has an off-

beat religious pop flavor.

“BOSSA NOVA FOR ALL AGES”—Continen-
tals/Mort Garson—Canadian-American SCALP
1009
Despite the flood of bossa nova LP’s already on
the market, more continue to come. This edition
from Mort Garson and the Continentals on Cana-
dian-American effectively combines the Brazilian
beat with the waltz, boogie woogie, and the
swing rhythms of the 40’s. Mostly oldies here as
the band bounces with “Strings Of Pearls,” “Fly
Me To The Moon” and “South American Patrol.”
The LP is geared for dancing and listening en-
joyment and should be strong at the disk coun-
ters.

“FOLK SONGS AND SENTIMENTAL BAL-
LADS BY RITA FORD’S MUSIC BOXES”—
Columbia CL2008
A Regina console music box is the featured per-
former on this set from Columbia. The music box
is from the collection of Rita Ford’s New York
shop. The melodies played are folk standards that
tell of war, nature, and love. The tinkling sounds
of the Regina are aptly suited to the melodies of
“My Old Kentucky Home,” “On The Banks Of The
Wabash Far Away” and “Silver Threads Among
The Gold.” The disk should evoke interest from
oddments collectors.

“CHET ATKINS—THE GUITAR GENIUS”—
RCA Camden CAS753
The best-selling instrumental talents of Chet At-
kins are complemented by the vocal of brother
Jim on this RCA Camden outing. Taking equal
turns in the spotlight, the brothers each show-
case their talents on five tracks. There are some
slow blues and some uptempo items—all in fine

style. Best bets here are “Heartbreak Hotel,”
“When Day Is Done” and “Out Of Nowhere.”
This double-barreled package should spark plenty
of sales.

“ORCHESTRA U.S.A.”—John Lewis—Colpix
CP448
John Lewis, best known for his work with the
Modei’n Jazz Quartet, directs the premier session
by Orchestra U.S.A., formed to plav works which
could not be handled by the Quartet. The 30-piece
ork plays expanded versions of jazz compositions
with orchestrations by Gunther Schuller and
Lewis on piano. Interesting bands here are “Mi-
lano,” “Natural Affection” and “Grand Encoun-
ter.” Jazzophiles will surely want to add this one
to their collections.

“SABA NA’ MA’ (VOL. 3)”—Charlie Palmieri
—Alegre LPA821
Here is another addition to Charlie Palmieri’s
dance disks on Alegre, this time with more popu-
lar Latin-American dance rhythms. The pianist
launches the session with a pachanga dubbed
“Tiene Sabor” and follows up with some vibrant
arrangements of “Amor For Two” bossa nova
style, and “Cosas Cositas” in cha cha cha. Plenty
of good dance music here for those who prefer a
distinctive Latin beat.

“AMANDA AMBROSE RECORDED LIVE”—
RCA Victor LPM 2696
Once in a great while a new singer comes along
who deserves special attention. Such an artist is

Amanda Ambrose. The lark’s highly-distinctive
style couples elements of jazz, blues, gospel and
folk. While a playing the 88 and backed by a small
effective combo, the songstress turns in standout
readings of “This Can’t Be Love,” “Besame
Mucho” and “A Foggy Day.” A talent to watch.

“FVE BEEN EVERYWHERE”—Hank Snow—
RCA Victor LPM 2675
Hank Snow cashes-in on the built-in acceptance
of his recent pop-country hit of “I’ve Been Every-
where” to tag this new Victor session of the
chanter’s own program of international favorites.
The songster’s potent, wide-range voice and feel-
ingful approach carries him in good stead as he
dishes up top-notch renditions of “Springtime In
Alaska,” “Galway Bay” and “My Felipino Rose.”

“Oh, Lady Be Good!” by Ira Ger-
shwin and George Gershwin, pub-
lished by New World Music Corpora-
tion; “Sugar Blues” by Lucy Fletcher
and Clarence Williams, published by
Pickwick Music Corporation; “Elmer’s
Tune” by Elmer Albrecht, Sammy
Gallop and Dick Jurgens, published
by Robbins Music Corporation; and
“Sea of Heartbreak” by Hal David
and Paul Hampton, published by Sha-
piro, Bernstein & Co., Inc.

Judge John A. Field, Jr. of the
United States District Court for the
Southern District of West Virginia,
also awarded an injunction which
restrains the defendant from publicly
performing these songs in the future.

Adler was questioned at length

on the structure of the label at home
and abroad (e.g. the CBS label which
is Columbia’s foreign label), early

negotiations with Book of the Month
Club, which tried to get into the busi-

ness of distributing records and even-

tually entered into dealings with RCA
Victor, and the advantages gained by
competitive labels when they formed
their own clubs. Victor, said Adler,

had at its disposal the membership
lists of the Book of the Month Club

and Reader’s Digest which has almost
14 million members. Columbia, on the

other hand, had to start fresh and
acquire its own membership.
The V.P. also spoke of the other

record clubs in existence (Word, Real

Butter, Christian Faith, Jewish, and
Businessman’s Record Clubs) which
individually posed no threat to the

Columbia Record Club, but aggregate-
ly were active competitors. Adler

sti'essed that the Columbia Club was
formed partially to stem the tide of

“non-record businesses” entering into

record distribution.

The Columbia exec also stressed

that the Club has been a boon to the

industry in that it spends about 8 mil-

lion annually in advertising. Of the

two chief media, newspapers and
magazines, only four out of every

thousand people who are exposed to

this advertising actually join the Club.

The other 996 readers are motivated

to buy from the record dealer’s. This,

said Adler, is substantiated by the

sales figures on “My Fair Lady,”

“West Side Story” and “Moon River,’’

all of which have been huge sellers

thi’oughout the industry and not just

in the Columbia Record Club. If the

company sends out a direct mail piece

to I2 V2 million people, only one or two
people out of every hundred who re-

ceive the piece join the club; the other

98 are exposed and again motivated

to buy the advertised albums from
their own dealers.

So that the dealer can place the en-

tire collection before the consumer in

an effective display, the label has

developed attractive front and back
divider cards which illustrate each

album. The multi-purpose cards are

designed to fit browser boxes, counter

or peg-board merchandisers.

Also available are consumer cata-

logs picturing and describing the

series, as well as point of purchase

displays.

Albums included in the Romantic

The second film “The War Lover” with score
by celebrated British composer Richard Addinisell also has a host of recordings
again with disks by Mantovani and Chacksfield on Decca; Ravvicz and Lan-
dauer on Philips, Semprini on HMV and Bernie Leighton on Pye International
who also have the soundtrack LP.

Blue” by Frankie Laine on CBS and Neil Sedaka’s “Let’s Go Steady Again”
on RCA, handled here by Noel Rogers. Rogers is another publisher with a film

on his hands, “Mouse On The Moon,” with the theme waxed by The Count-
downs on United Artists. The arrangement and accompaniment by John
Barry. Barry is also writing the incidental music and is MD for “From
Russia With Love,” sequel tO' the highly successful British film “Dr. No.”
Title song for the new film which will again star Sean Connery is being writ-
ten by act composer Lionel Bart.

Following the recent multi-million dollar Columbia Pictures-Screen Gems-
Nevins-Kirschner deal, A1 Nevins, consultant to the new set-up, arrives in Lon-
don May 10. Nevins will also visit Aldon’s continental companies.

Both pub-
lished by Mills Music, which also has “El Pecador,” the number which reached
the No. 1 slot in Mexico and hit the charts of France, Germany and Italy. Re-
titled “The Sinner,” it is recorded here by Rog Whittaker on Fontana.

First release for Chris: Barber since his label switch from Pye to EMI is the
No. 1 German hit “Wini Wini,” which he has recorded for Columbia A & R
manager Norrie Paramor, for release on May 24. Still in Tamoure mood and
on the same label The Maori Hi-Five wax “South Sea.”

Publisher Joop Portengen reports enthusiastic reaction in Holland on Ger-

many’s number 1; “Wini Wini” and on Rocco Granata’s composition “Buona
Notte Bambino.” Of ‘‘Buona Notte” following versions were released in Hol-
land: Rocco Gi’anata on C.N.R.; Angelo Biondi on Artone; Willy Alberti on
Philips, and Johnny Jordaan on Imperial. Of “Wini Wini” even 5 local versions
will 1)6 released: Paula and Sjakie on Artone; Ria Valk on Fontana; Tamar-
inda’s on Imperial; Elly de Wit on C.N.R.; and Sweet Sixteen on Philips.

Ben Levi left as director of Dureco L.C.
On May 2, the .icting High Commissioner for Refugees of the United

Nations. His Royal Highness Prince Sadruddin Aga Khan, flew from Geneva,
Switzerland, tc 'i’he Hague, Netherlands. He made this special flight to hand
the Golden Record for 100,000 copies sold in Holland of the “All Star Festival”
LP to His Excellency Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Netherlands, J. M.
A. H. Luns. i’he Golden Record, put on light blue velvet of the same shade as
the color of che well-known label, was framed in gold, bearing a golden in-

scription and the crest of the United Nations. Minister Luns stressed the im-
portance of the LP. and was very pleased with a sales figure of 100,000 copies
in so short a period in Holland. Geert Elfferich originated the idea for making
the All Star Festival record to benefit of the United Nations’ Refugee Fund.
This was reported by Phonogram’s head of the public relations dept., Rolf ten
Kate, who also pleased Luns with four new LPs for the Minister’s classical
record collection: Dvorak’s 5th Symphony by The Brabandt Orchestra, Music
of Vicaldi by I Musici, a Rachmaninoff Piano Concerto by Janis and a Chopin
album by Harasiewicz.

Thirty thousand copies within a fortnight were sold in Germany of “My
Sunny Sunshine” by the Dutch duo The Blue Diamonds, sung in the German
language. The boys, sergeants now, are very popular in Germany. “Sunshine,”
high in the hit parades already, is coupled with “Baluba, Oh, Baluba,” and
released on Decca in Holland, on Fontana in Germany.
On Queen Juliana’s birthday, the 30th of April, a national holiday here,

Dutch TV-watchers could hear and see the duo Esther & Abraham Ofarim in

a twenty minute tour de chant. The pretty and musical Esther, getting a good
deal of attention in America already, sang of course “T’en va pas,” the song
that made her win the second prize at the Eurovision Song Festival 1963.
Esther Ofarim records exclusively for Philips.
Among recently released USA hits by L. C. phonogram are “Mecca” by Gene

Pitney on United Artists, “Tom Cat” by the Rooftop Singers on Fontana, “Two
Kinds Of Teardrops” by Del Shannon on London, and a nice version of “Do The
Bird,” given by the English Vernon Girls on the Decca label.
Bovema’s Columbia label launched selected material of popular British or-

ganist Reginald Dixon for a 10" LP. A rush item of the Columbia label was
the No. 1 Hitparade!’ in England “How Do You Do It” by Gerry and the Pace-
makers. Bovema’s Columbia label manager also reported to Cash Box that its

3 LP-releases of Mozart’s Haydn Quartets by The Juilliard String Quartet
have met with excellent pressure views.
Bovema’s young, dynamic Stateside label does a great job for C & W-music

in Holland. This kind of entertainment, getting more popular than ever through
recent TV shows, is strongly promoted by Stateside’s “The Bluegrass Hall of
Fame”—and “Opry Time In Tennessee”—albums.
Bovema’s His Master’s Voice welcomed the young French concert pianist

Gabriel Tacchino, who gave a successful recital in Amsterdam. HMV especially
plugged his Beethoven concerto “Concert Classics” LP for the occasion. The
H.M.y. label in_ Holland will also release within short time new items by
harpist Rosa Spier (who gives an educational exposure of the instrument) and
the Policeband of Utrecht. Bovema’s Capitol label this week launches new re-
cordings by June Christy (Big Band Specials), Lou Rawls (Stormy Monday)
and organist Joe Bucci (Wild About Basie).

Bovema’s Warner Bros, label hits the Dutch record market with the Cas-
cades’ follow-up for “Rhythm of the Rain,” “Shy Girl”/“The Last Loaf.”

Mahalia Jackson made an impressive appearance on Dutch TV film. Her
records are doing very well in Holland. Since the CBS introduction on the
Benelux market there has been created strong demand for the records of some
well known oldies but goodies, hits from the past.
The re-released songs “Que Sera, Sera” (Doris Day), “Mack The Knife”

(Louis Armstrong), “Allentown Jail” (Jo Stafford) and “Greenfields”/Green-
leaves Of Summer” (The Brothers Four), now on the CBS label, meet with
great response. Dion’s “Ruby Baby” zoomed into the Dutch Top lists. His sec-

ond boom “This Little Girl” already on the American Hit parades, will be
rush-released. New highlights in the CBS popular repertoire recently are: Les
Paul and Mary Ford in “Move Along Baby” c.w. “Gentle Is Our Love,” the
Carmen McRae LP “Something Wonderful,” the Marty Robbins LP “Portrait
Of Marty” and “Doris Day’s sacred music LP “You’ll Never Walk Alone.”
Doris Day is still one of the most idolized vocalists and movie stars in this

country, at the moment.
Increasing demands for the Mahler symphonies should be satisfied by the

CBS release of the 3rd Symphony, conducted by Leonard Bernstein. With this
symphony, Bernstein made his historic debut with the New York Philharmonic
when he substituted for the suddenly indisposed Bruno Walter. Other Mahler
symphonies on CBS are welcomed with deep respect by the Dutch critics and
classical record buyers. For instance the 2nd and 9th Symphony conducted by
Bruno Walter are the most brilliant performances on disks.

Titles are: “leder Uur” and “Linda
Lou.” Kraus came from Milan and was accompanied by Mr. Mendelsohn, his
personal manager. This is not Peter Kraus’ first Flemish langauge record. He
did “Honderdduizend Kussen” previously.

Aside from Francoise Hardy, Sylvie Vartan (on RCA Victor) also has her
fans in Belgium. She has cut a striking EP, featuring an excellent French
language version of the American hit “Rhythm Of The Rain” under the title

“En Ecoutant La Pluie” and in addition “Jamais” (originally “Late Date
Baby”), “Avec Moi” (So Long Baby) and “Mon Ami” (Where Do I Go).

Latest notable recordings of Socodisc on the market are “Days Of Wine
And Roses” together with “Our Day Will Come” (Eddie Canno) ; “I’m A
Waitin’ For Ya Baby”/“Darling Jane.” (Dorsey Burnette); “As Long As She
Needs Me”/“Song From Two For The Seesaw” (Sammy Davis); “Peanuts”
“No No, I Cant Stop” (Little Joe); “OP Man Mose”/“Bail Bailey.”

It looks like the Ronnex record featuring “Come Back To Me” and “I’ll Try”
on the reverse, sung by Clark Richard and his Tropical Stars will turn out to

be a hit after all, as we predicted some time ago. Clark appeared with his or-

chestra a few weeks ago on the popular record program “Leuke Plaatjes,

Goede Maatjes.”
It may sound unbelievable, but “Dansevise” has become a real best seller

in Belgium. This number by Grethe and Jorgen Ingmann, both in the English
and Danish versions, sells like hot cakes. The original Danish song came on
the market on Metronome. The reverse—also in Danish—features a rhythmic
song, not known over here, but with unmistakable qualities, called “Forevigt
Forbi.” The latter has not just been added to make up two sides of a single. It

really is very good record.
Latest products of Fonior (Decca, Barclay, London, etc.), which will interest

the young ones are; The Cookies; “Don’t Say Nothin’ Bad About My Baby”/
“Softly In The Night”; Jery Martin, ‘Shake-A Take-A”/ “Exchange Student”;
Jimmy Holiday, “How Can I Forget”/“Janet”; The Chantays’ “Move It”/

“Pipeline,” all on London records, and an excellent Netherlands record by Rob
De Nijs with “Voor Sonja Doe Ik Alles” and “Ritme Van De Regen.” The
former is the Netherlands version of “Fiir Gaby Tu’ Ich Alles,” while the lat-

ter, of course, is the Dutch version of “Rhythm Of The Rain” (Decca).
The music publishers Moderny of Moeskroen (also Caltic and Coda) in-

formed through its managing director De Keukeleir that it acquired the rights

in Belgium for the following numbers: “A Force De Prier,” lyrics by Pierre
Delanoe and music written by Raymond Bernard and sung by famous songster
Nana Mouskouri during the Grand Prix Eurovision in London; “Vilaine Fille,

Mauvais Garmon” of Serge Graisbourg and sung by “Miss Hitparade” Petula
Clark; “I’Homme A La Guitare” (Dance With The Guitar Man), French lyrics

by Ralph Bernet and sung by young, up and coming singer Olivier Despax;
“Le Coeur En Bandouliere (The Lost Patrol), lyrics by Jean Broussolle and
music by Robert Maxwell and sung by Les Compagnons De La Chanson and,

last but not least, a hit by French teenage-artist Sylvie Vartan “II Revient”
(Say Mama), and for this song Georges Aber has written the French lyrics.

Moderny is the representative in Belgium of Editions musicals Eddie Barclay.

Paul and Paula still doing
excellently with ‘Hey Paula,” have a very good start with “Young Lovers.”

Producer L. J. Van Rymenant of Gutervox music, announced a new record-

ing of his top title “Gloria In Excelsis Deo” by Dutch teenage star Sandra on
Philips. Sub-rights on this title have been sold to Basart (Holland), Rolf

Budde (Germany), Sweden music (Scandinavia), Leonadi (Italy) Merit Music
(England) and Walton Music (USA). Fourteen local recordings are scheduled.

Continental smash “Buono Notte Bambina” recorded by Marco Remez under
the title “Buenas Noches, Bambino Mio.” An album of this famous Latin combo
will be released in South Africa by Troubadour Records in Johannesburg.
Intervox music acquired Benelux rights for “Listen To My Heart”_by Frank
Ifield, now rapidly climbing the British charts by the Swedish Spotnicks. Same
pubbery also publishes two important Gerd Bottcher numbers, “Fiir Gaby Tu
Ich Alles” and “Meine Braut Die Kan Das Besser,” both German chart makers.

Andy Russell will visit Argentina in July to perform on “Casino Philips,”

one of the top musical programs on our TV. Russell has already been several
times in Buenos Aires, and was the originator of the first really well done
show, in 1957 (local TV was started in 1951). Last year, he spent three
months, appearing in the “Show de CAP,” Channel 7. “Casino Philips” is
aired by Channel 13.

Ben Molar, the well known local composer, will travel to Paraguay in
a couple of days to receive the gold microphone, which will be given to
him “in recognition of his efforts towards promotion of Paraguayan music”
by ZP9 Radio Comuneros of that country. May 12. The award will be given
to him during a giant artistic program at the Cerro Porteno Football Club
stadium, in Asuncion.

Gigi Gallo, owner of the Fortissimo Americana pubbery, plans to start
a long European trip next July. The tour will include France, Spain, Germany,
Italy and several other countries, where Gallo will study the possibility of
starting relationships with diskeries or publishing companies. He will stay
some time in Italy, where his brother Tullio Gallo is a well known arranger
and musician. Gigi plans to return to Buenos Aires for Christmas.
The “Club del Clan” TV’er will apparently jump from TV to cinema and

theater. Ricardo Mejia of RCA and the CC team are studying the possibility
of shooting a movie and playing a musical comedy that should carry the
same title. Quique Atuel, script writer of the Channel 13 program, has
already several useful ideas for both the film and play. Incidentally, we
must note that Atuel (only 21 years old) is the youngest Argentine TV
writer and probably one of the youngest in all the world. The high rating
obtained by “Club del Clan” is turning him into a very popular name.

Los Cinco Latinos have finished their perfoimiances in the “La Noche”
(The Night) TV program, on Channel 9, and are planning now their own
sho\y. Their latest recording, “Baion Japones,” is included in the new “pro-
motional” album released by CBS. This LP is really very impressive, since
it will cost 339 pesos (about $2.45) and features several chart riders of big
force, like “Ruby Baby” by Dion, “Mack The Knife” by Ray Conniff, “Good-
by Cruel World” by Enrique Guzman, “Runaround Sue” by Jackie, “Puente
Pexoa” by Los Trovadores del Norte and several others. The title is “Brindis
Musical” and has been made with Coca Cola cooperation.

Los Tres Sudamericanos, currently in Europe, will now make a visit to
Italy, after performing in Paris. They are scheduled to return to Madrid,
Spain, for a new appearance at the luxurious “Pasapoga.” During their last
stay in Spain, they waxed several new records for CBS, under the musical
direction of Waldo de los Rios, Argentine musician living also in that country.
Tony Vilar, another CBS artist, has just finished a tour of Chile, and is due
in Buenos Aires for a series of performances on TV Channel 11.

Fermata Publishers inked two Italian tunes for representation in Argen-
tina; “Las Campanas” and “Agua.” Los Marcellos Ferial are the two com-
posers and Edizione Durium the original publishers. After the visit of Bra-
zilian publisher Vicente Mangione, Fei’mata acquired the rights to “0 Ultimo
en Saber,” new addition to its Brazilian repertoire. There is also a new local
tune: “Euforico,” a twist penned by Chilean composer Doris Band, currently
living in Argentina.

Rodriguez Luque of Disc Jockey Records reports about the success of
“Puente Pexoa,” the Transito Cocomarola hit, recorded by Antonio Tormo.
Tormo has also cut “Zamba de los Emiliozzi,” folk tune related to race
car drivers Emiliozzi. The song will be premiered in the city of Olavarria,
in the province of Buenos Aires, where the Emiliozzi brothers are extremely
popular. Another Disc Jockey artist, Jorge Sobral, has cut “Rio Manso” with
the Los Platenses instrumental group. Sobral will record some pieces written
by Composer Enrique Guastavino for the classical music lovers.

Julio Korn Publishers working on the promotion of “Desconsuelo,” the
new Lucho Neves (“Paloma” tune. There are several versions already
arranged for this song; Raul Shaw Moreno will cut it for Music Hall, Los
Chilicotes for the Odeon label, and Rafael Quiroz for TK. The pubbery is

also working on some tunes inked during the visit of two European publishers,
Rolf Marbot of Vendome and Hans Hering of Rialto.

Tonodisc is working on the release of three new Time albums, belonging
to the “Series 70”: “Viva Mexico” by the Orquesta Orizaba, “Montenegro in
70,” featuring Hugo Montenegro, and “France” by Gordon Jenkins. Tonodisc
has recently inked Polito Castillo, a regional music artist very popular in

the provinces of Corrientes and Entre Rios. Polito has recorded several
singles some time ago for Music Hall, but has never cut an LP yet; Tonodisc
believes he will sell very well.

Producciones Fermata is continuing its practice of releasing simultaneously
US and European hit records. Last week it put to sale “He’s So Fine,”
currently in the States Top Ten, and “Giovanni, Giovanni,” by Italian star
Cocki Mazzetti. In the LP field, the news were “Let’s Limbo Some More”
by Chubby Checker, and “Spain in 4:35.” Now, PF plans to release the fii'st

album by Vicentico Valdes, “Envidia,” a new album by the International
Pop Orchestra, “Volando por el Mundo,” and “Italian Voices,” recorded
originally by RGE of Brazil. The International Pop album belongs to Cameo,
while the Valdes LP was cut by Seeco.
News from Music Hall: Rafael Hidalgo, recently inked by the label, has

already made his first recording; “Jurame.” Jose Basso has been inked for
a six-months performance by the Glostora Tango Club, a radio program
aired daily by Radio El Mundo for a long time. Los Nocturnos are scheduled
to appear in the Verdaguer TV program, on Channel 13, for about two
months. Rodolfo Zapata, folk singer and composer, will start a tour of
several Northern provinces, in a few days. Siro San Roman has been inked
by TV Channel 11 for the “Show de Los Sabados” program. His latest
recording, “Se Ha Puesto El Sol,” is still running very well.

Domingo Ramos of Odeon reports about the release of a new single by
Los Wawanco, a good tropical music group composed by Argentine and
Colombian artists. The title is “Miguelito” and the tune took part in the
Mexican Song Festival, held some months ago in that country. Two Odeon
artists, Ramona Galarza and Mariano Mores, will appear in the new “Show
de Cap,” started this month and aired at the same time by Channels 13
and 7. Hector Maure, tango music singer, has cut “Frente al Mar,” the new
Mariano Mores production. Therb is still one more new single by Los Wa-
wanco: “El Pescador,” a Colombian cumbia.

Roberto Lambertucci of Neumann Publishers reports about two new titles

to be promoted by his organization: “I’m Popeye The Sailor Man” and “Puff,
The Magic Dragon.” Lambertucci has already finished the Spanish versions
of these songs and is now arranging local versions for both.

Smart Publishers working on “Como Serenata,” a version of the Schubert’s
theme made by local composer Liliana Paz. There is already one recording
made by Los Nocturnos for the Music Hall label. The same artists have also
waxed “Yo No Dije,” penned by Brazilian writer Adeline Moreira.

The departure for Rome of Gino Paoli, Sergio Endrigo, Umberto Bindi and
other top recording stars is evidence of the growing tendency on the part of
artists to migrate from Milan to the capital, which is fast becoming the
artistic center of Italy.

Undoubtedly the current dislocation of our TV and Radio services is play-
ing a role of first importance among the various causes that are producing
such an exodus. In fact, the principal center of radio and TV production is

located in Rome, along with the various managements of the different
branches of our sole Radio and TV company. Also the film industry is cen-
tralized in Rome. Therefore, the record houses that have their offices there
draw an advantage via contacts with the Radio, TV and Film industry.

Naturally, artists are anxious to take up their residence in Rome, which
offers so many lucrative opportunities for advancing their artistic careers.
It is also easier for artists to have their record company and their residence
in the same town, especially now that record work is growing more and more
dynamic. For this reason, that many artists are joining RCA, the only one
well organized existing in Rome.
One of the reasons of RCA’s success is also due to the fact it headquarters

in Rome, while all the other music firms, as result of an historical conse-
quence, are concentrated in Milan. Of course, we must also stress the extra-
ordinary power of the RCA sales organization, the new prestige derived
from the building of the new recording center and so on, but one can foresee
that in the near future many music industries will establish their offices in
Rome.

Mina, one of our top female voices, is returning to the record scene with a
new series of waxings. Among the titles, the German tune “Rapsody” (that
became a hit in Germany, thanks to Mina’s record), “Stranger Boy.” “Mi
Guardano” (They Look to Me) and one of the best Brazilian Bossa Nova’s,
penned by Jobim, “Chega De Saudade.” Mina is expected to present the new
titles on TV screens, and probably will take part on the show “Johnny 7.”

Elisabeth Mintangian just returned from Paris, where she was present at
the debut at the Music Hall Olympia of Durium’s ten year old star Giannetto.
She reported that Giannetto obtained great success, bringing the house down
with his performances.

While on the subject of Durium, note the great publicity campaign that is

conducted by this firm on the new Los Marcellos Ferial release “Quando
Brilla La Luna.” This title is expected to repeat the success of last year’s
waxing of “Quando Calienta El Sol.” Publisher of the title is once again
Southern, which is promoting this record in a big way.
Mazzocchi of Carisch informed Cash Box that two albums of Peppino Di

Capri have been released by Everest Records for the U. S. market. The
Everest prexy Bernard Solomon has announced that a promotional campaign
will be conducted on both LP’s.

Let’s continue with Dick Rivers, the former
singer with the Savage Cats, who is now paving his way to a brilliant career
as a solo artist. He is leaving for a round trip of France on a singing tour
for forty days in which he is the star. In English, we have Billy Bridge who
does not seem to hold his place as promised by Kurt Mohr, the moment he
nicknamed him the Madison Prince.

Latest grooving by Dick Rivers is called “Virginie” and we must add to
this that we saw him with great pleasui'e on a recent TV program. Its in-

teresting to note that the number of singers and songstresses of talent are
limited and we find always the same faces on these programs.

This week we have received many novelty releases. On the Versailles label,
there is Mickey and Monique on an E.P. main called “Premier Amour.” We
also find again Francis Lemarque with “C’etait Un Homme Libre.” The song
is traditionally in line with Francis Lemarque’s songs. With R.C.A. a brand
new E.P. by Lou Bennett named “Jane” and “Moments Notice.” Additionally,
a newcomer Jose Francis who offers “Demain On Te Marie.”
A new recording of Marimberos is “Niza La Bella” and “El Shah De

Persia.” And still on the R.C.A. label a new group, Les Solistes, who are
encouraged by Johnny Hallyday. They have given us “Tu Es La” and “Le
Ranch De Mes Reves.” At last for the connoisseurs two novelty E.P.s from
Sylvie Vartan including “Chance” and “En Ecoutant La Pluie.” Let’s men-
tion the fact that Sylvie is getting to be more and more in the limelight of
the song biz and is closely followed up by Sheila with her “L’ecole Est Finie.”
She has now given us “Papa Tu N’es Pas Dans Le Coup” which is less con-
vincing however, young Sheila is one of the sure hopes of this young gen-
eration, plugged very intelligently by Philips on the French market.

Let’s continue our tour of the novelties by talking of two new titles by
John William. Firstly, thei’e is “La Rose Des Sables (French version of the
pi’inciple theme from the film, “Lawrence of Arabia” and penned by Eddy
Marnay) also “L’emigrant.” A new tune that is plugged on the 'TV and
radio entitled “Orly” and read by Gilbert Becaud seems to be making some
noise and could be another success for Becaud. Quite a series of novelty
records also from Richard Anthony and we must mention “Au Revoir” and
“Trop Loin De Toi.”

Let’s now switch over to Vogue. The Trio Segura has just grooved and
canned four good Spanish songs. Let’s point out “Ave Maria No Morro.” Also
a good record by Aimable who reads the hits of Francoise Hardy. The Vogue
hits in a nutshell, “L’Amour S’en Va” and “C’est A L’amour Auquel Je Pense.”
Also an E.P. by Earl Bostic with his saxo alto called “Smoke Gets In
Your Eyes.”

News flash: in general let’s say that
Line Renaud after a foui'-year triumph at the Casino de Paris has just quit,
leaving Mick Micheyl to take over her place. Let’s wish her also a long
career on this stage. Just been announced recently the next appearance at
the Olympia Music Hall of the famous Adriano Celentano. Bruno Coquatrix
backed up by the President Cabat finally made a deal with this star to ap-
pear at the Olympia. Must remind you that during his last appearance there
he brought off a triumph in the famous TV show by Lucien Morisse
“Musicorama.”
Wolfsohn, the up-and-coming man of French editions has just rejoined

President Cabat at Milan. Eddie Barclay recently joined his collaborators at
Beaux de Provence for a pep talk and a nice get together.
Guy Kavessian will soon he in Paris where he will participate as a close

collaboration with Leon Cabat. He will be replaced in Belgium by Roger
Beulemans.
To terminate this column just a word about the song entitled “Janique

Aimee.” This was formerly indicative of a serial story on the Television, and
now this could turn into a success thanks to the recording by Jacques Helian.
We must say the tune is signed Glanzberg, and this is something. Just to
jog your memory remember others signed by the same pen such as “Padam
Padam” and “Les Grands Boulevards” songs that marked the French market
after the last war.

Late minute news: Dick Rivers has just grooved in English up-coming
success “The Folk Singer,” entitled in French “Sarah Jane” and penned in
French by Jean Edmond Cretois.

one hit parade a week at the most are just not enough. Secondly, the s1

owned radio stations are not dependent upon audience popularity and rati

for their income. Therefore, the stations play what they wish, and are
cognizant of sales potential, hit records, etc. The music boxes used to be
main source of push for new products, but the price rise of records here
over 15% has also made it impossible for the box operators to “gamble” or
unproven record. Trade papers and teen age publications are also not
place. The record firms in Germany never advertise a single record, but p
the names of several records at once in their ads. Teenagers are also not
main record buyers here. The big sellers have to be hits in the country as ’

as the cities. However, with all these difficulties, Germany remains the nun
three record market in the world behind England and America. Much of
success can be traced to the good distribution of the record firms here and
hard work of the music publishers. Although no full indie chain of distribu
is available here, the majors have well organized and hard working sales

partments and salesmen, and the job gets done. Of course, there are only al

seven well organized firms here fully distributing product. Whether the
will come when the foreign firms set up their own distrib chains here to j
their product as CBS has now done is the big question in the record indu
now.

When NAMA left on its 64-city tonr of the United

States last Febrnary, cigarette operators all over the na-

tion were alerted to attend meetings which would instruct

them on the perils of operating in areas which are open

to attack from organized factions. Two weeks ago

NAMA’s Operation Alert! crews left on a second series

of meetings to these same cities and scheduled to be

held before these same operators. This time the solutions

to many of the problems at hand can be expected to be

forthcoming. Too many of the NAMA forecasts have been

proven true, as legislative and private industry attacks

persist.

According to Association leaders, legislation intro-

duced against cigarette machines by States has been al-

most three times as great in the past four months than

at any other time in history. Bills calling for labeling of

cigarette packages and enforcement of niinors-are-for-

hidden laws are just as great in number. While some of

this legislation has been successfully defeated by NAMA
counsel, many bills are now seething in State legislatures

awaiting action. Bills to ban unattended cigarette ma-

chines, bills calling for health warning information on

each pack, new interpretations of existing laws regard-

ing minors, and individual rulings which prohibit ma-

chines in schools, comprise just part of the attack aimed

at cigarette operators.

In addition, while national programs such as the

AMA study have been cancelled. Statewide programs

have sprung up and from all indications, the State is in

a position to do the operator greater harm.

The theory behind Operation Alert ! is that once the at-

tack is made and the issue grows hot, the local citizenry

automatically takes sides. Unless they are informed be-

forehand, via several well defined programs which the

operator can carry out, the operator doesn’t stand an

even chance in the toss up. Well organized movements

are geared to monoplize the headlines once the issue is

made public. The operator must be prepared for such

an attack. Operation Alert ! during this second swing will

give the operator the solutions to the problems discussed

earlier. It’s as simple as that.

NAMA has studied this problem by living through

most of an actual attack in many areas and by simulat-

ing what future attacks can bring. They have literally fig-

ured the movements of the attackers before they have a

chance to utter the accusations. Operation Alert! offers

one of the finest solutions to an industry problem that

we have ever had the privilege of hearing. It assumes

nothing, and offers substantial evidence as ammunition

against every area of possible attack. If it doesn’t work

there is little else that can be done by the vending in-

dustry to save the largest single segment of this billion

dollar business.

More than 2000 operators heard the first call to arms.

Let’s hope that twice that many turn out for the second

series of meetings. While the very best we can hope for

is that all of this planning has been in vain, the chances

of this becoming fact are slight. Once the cigarette opera-

tor’s house is in order however, he can rest assured that

come what may, he will have done everything possible

to protect his business.

Red
Peters, ChiCoin’s engineering special-

ist, demonstrated this seiwicing ad-

justment innovation for the Cash
Box reporter in the Chicago Coin
factory.

The other innovation in the new
“Strike Ball” shuffle alley bowler was
designed specifically “at the sug-

gestion of veteran amusement game
operators.” It is a new “Separate-
Security” (lock & key) inner cash
box, which is located within the

large, stainless steel cash box unit.

In simple explanation, according to

Secore, the serviceman can make any
repairs or adjustments necessary in

the coin mechanism without any ac-

cess to the inner cash box. If a col-

lection is simultaneously being made,
two keys are necessary for entry, in-

cluding the inner unit.

Other cabinet features of “Strike
Ball’s” cabinet include. Nylon Guard
Rails, which allow real “live action”

banking shots, preventing any pos-

sible damage to the siderails

charcoal grey and orange.

This new 6-player puck shuffle

alley bowler, which Secore says, “is

one of the most popular and request-

ed amusement games we’ve ever in-

troduced to the trade,” features six

of the most popular scoring games
utilized in coin-operated bowling
games. They are: “Strike Ball,”

“Dual Flash,” “Super Strike,” “Beat
The Champ,” “Flash-O-Matic” scor-

ing, and the ever popular “Regula-
tion” bowling.

“Strike Ball” scoring offers grad-
uating point values, inducing a great-

er degree of skill shooting among
players. In “Beat The Champ” bowl-

Juke box manufacturers were asked

to comment in writing on the feasa-
bility of counting mechanisms on the
machines being used to tally the num-
ber of plays on each record per ma-
chine. At present, machines on the
market are equipped with “popularity
meters,” used to measure the number
of plays per tune in the course of a
collection-programming period, but
the meters register plays up to fifty

times, only.

Calls For Counting Device

It was reported that Arthur Kamin-
stein. Register of Copyrights, when
asked how the number of plays would
be tallied in this case, remarked that
equipment could be made with meters
registering greater numbers of plays.
It was observed that Kaminstein
made the suggestion without regard
to the machine manufacturer’s pres-
ent tooling and manufacturing pro-
cedures and also without regard to
the mechanical costs of such a change.

Spokesmen for the Performing
Rights Societies stated that the pro-

posed five dollar fee would not cover

the costs of collecting since a Govern-
ment agency would perform this task,

and therefore would not be interested

in any proposed fee less than $15-$20

per machine, per year.

Proposals were also made to have
the fee, regardless of its amount, col-

lected each year for a period of five

years and in the meantime studies

would be made to examine this experi-

mental system.

MILAN, Italy—The Forty First Inter-
national Trade Fair of Milan was held
two weeks ago here April 12-25 and
the coin machine industry played a
larger part in the exhibition of com-
mercial equipment than ever before.

In addition to American-made
equipment, four and one-half million
visitors viewed machines imported for
the Fair from Switzerland, Germany,
France and other European countries.
Most ma.ior coin machine manufac-
turers were present with exhibit
stands and local agents representing
the various firms.

Since Italian radio stations, govern-
ment controlled, frown on the promo-
tion and play of new records, the
juke box here is a prime promotion
medium for the exposure of new disks.
Hence the large number of juke boxes
now on location—and their importance
at the Fair—and the continued in-

crease in the import of music ma-
chines. At present 17,000 juke boxes

are on location in Italy. In addition
to the major American firms, the Ita-
lian juke box “Faema” is popular
here. As most of the juke box ex-
posure now is concentrated in the
north and central areas, the develop-
ment of the southern Italian markets
is expected to keep juke box sales at
its present high rate.

Vending machines here continue to
suffer from the presence of slugs on
the market, according to reports,
since they are easily duplicated due
to the presence of iron in the Italian
coin. The amusement machine and the
juke box do not vend change for
coins.

The pinball craze ended abruptly
in Italy following a ban in 1959. To
this day it is contended by coin ma-
chine people that the ban came about
as a result of competitive entertain-
ment lobbies succeeding after com-
batting the pinball machines for busi-
ness on the amusement level. The

pingame, does however, continue as
a highly popular machine but only in

private clubs. The Italian coin ma-
chine association, SAPAR, is current-
ly presenting its case for the pin-
game before the government and it

is expected that the operators may
eventually be in a position to return
to this amusement machine as a
means of income.

’62 Vending Production Up 8%, Vaiue Unchanged
Candy Machines Show Biggest Increase In 674,000 Volume
CHICAGO—The value of manufac-
turers’ shipments of vending ma-
chines in 1962 remained unchanged
from 1961 at $171.2 million, but the
number of machines shipped in-

creased 8 per cent over 1961, accord-
ing to a just-published statistical
study underwritten by the National
Automatic Merchandising Association
(NAMA).
Prepared anually by the U. S. Bu-

reau of the Census at the request of
NAMA as an industry service, the

study shows the number of machines
shipped in 1962 totaled 674,005 units,

up from 620,931 machines in 1961.

This compares with 645,568 ma-

chines shipped in 1960 valued at

$165.1 million.

(The annual Vend Magazine sur-

vey showed a 7.3 per cent increase
of goods sold through vending ma-
chines in 1962 to $2.95 billion.)

The Bureau of the Census, how-
ever, reports a 13 per cent increase
in the confection and food vendor
category from $27.7 million (169,821
machines) in 1961 to $31.9 million

(228,774 machines) in 1962.
In that category, the value of can-

dy bar machines rose from $13.5 mil-
lion (44,805 machines) in 1961 to

$15.5 million (50,688 machines) in

1962—also a 13 per cent increase.
Beverage machine shipments in

1962 decreased 2 per cent to $109.9'
million from $112.4 million in 1961.

All other types of vending machines
shipped in 1962 averaged a 5 per
cent decrease from 1961.
The Bureau of the Census report

includes both domestic and export
shipments of new vending machines,,
including those shipped on consign-
ment.
A total of 71 companies partici-

pated in the survey compared to 77
companies in 1961 and 86 in 1960.

Mergers and companies no longer in

business account for part of the drop
in participants, according to industry
sources.

Talk around town this week was split between the good news pool table
bill and the bad news Celler Bill. Pool tables were not literally rolling out
of distrib showrooms following passage of the bill because these things
take time. But by the week’s end one could easily sense the pick-up in pool
table activity as upstate ops were caught up in the demand for 6-pocket
equipment and distrib sales felt the impact.

On the other side of the coin, reports from the nation’s Capitol were not
as promising. Celler Bill hearings presented a strong argument in favor of
the performance rights societies and now the talk isn’t whether or not juke
box ops should pay a royalty but “how much.” As the hearings closed and
everyone awaited the decision of the subcommittee, ASCAP reps were
complaining about the proposed $5 per machine per year fee. Not that $5
will break anyone, but when you figure that it probably won’t even cover the
costs of collecting it thru a Government agency, you begin to get an idea of
what the fee will actually be in several years once the costs, profits and dis-
tribution are figured into one gross figure. And that’s the big thorn in the
side of the music machine industry. Juke box council proposed an increase in
mechanical royalties (.2tj; per disk at present) but the performance rights
would have no part of this argument even though all of the money would then
go direct to publisher-songwriter coffers.

Dan Collins, East Coast Seeburg veep, in Philly for what was termed one
of the largest and most successful regional vending schools ever held there
(story elsewhere). Eastern Music Systems’ Marvin Stein had a houseful as
60-70 servicemen packed the place to learn the whys and wherefores of coffee,
cold drink, and other vending equipment. Meanwhile, the Philly outlet is prop-
ping for another new piece of equipment for the locations who want to hear
the background music. “Encore!” foreground music. “We have something for
everyone,” commented Collins, “as long as it makes money for the operator.”

Buddy’s Jazz Lounge on Granby St. in Norfolk is packing in the jazz buffs
with an LP Console that features Peter Nero, Benny Carter, A1 Hirt and a
host of other jazzmen. Tidewater’s A1 Inge has the location. . . . MONY’s Ben
Chicofsky learning the ropes up at the association headquarters and proves
to be a real friend of the operator in trouble. After all, didn’t Ben have these
same problems for many years!

Boston’s Si Redd keeping busy with music and games sales, and also some
added interest on his Giepen vending line. Si has great faith in this coffee-hot
drink machine and has been promoting it for some time. The ‘Cinch’ shoe-
shine deal is growing with each passing week, what with major hotel chains
taking the line for distribution.

The Board of Directors of the Westchester Operators Guild voted to donate
$200 to MOA. Not bad for a countrywide group. Now if the State groups
throughout the nation would follow suit, we’d have a national organization
with top leadership and money. Right now all we have is the leadership. But
then again, that’s really more important than the money (providing they can
lead us to the money!)

Seymour Poliak, recalling the days of the changeover in Tarrytown from
5(t to play and how the locations screamed for it. Now they’re talking
50(! for LP’s and if this goes over as strongly the operators can look for
some solid collections. Meanwhile, Seymour, who has a sharp ear for hit disks,

watches the Cash Box charts and pulls the early-breaking disks off for longer
play on his machines. Poliak had Tony Bennett’s “San Francisco” on his ma-
chines before the charts carried the hit and the disk sold for about six.
