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The Capitol label is back on the road to singles success with a vengeance. Accounting for the phenomenal showing are the six artists seen above. Four of t

are currently in the top ten: Kyu Sakamoto with “Sukiyaki,” A1 Martino with “1 Love You Because,” the Beach Boys wih “Surfin’ U.S.A.,” and Nat Cole

“Lazy, Hazy, Crazy Days Of Summer.” The Kingston Trio has just completed a top ten run with “Bev. Mr. Black” and Bobby Darin appears headed in tha

rection with “18 Yellow Roses.” The first five months of ’63 have added up to the hottest sales period for Capitol singles since the label’s peak singles 3

1958. Sales for this period are running 240% ahead of sales for the same period last year. In order to gear for future singles and LP success, Capitol is tal

its entire national sales and promotion force, plus a large contingent of home- office executive personnel (headed by Cap’ president, Alan Livingston ) , to
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The broad pop market seems to be
more dependent upon the single hit

today than it has been at any time
since the advent of the LP. And as a
result more companies, including the
majors, appear to be orienting their

thinking toward singles with greater
intensity every day. The preceding
statement is broad, but there is ade-

quate evidence to indicate that this is

happening now and will continue to in-

crease in the future.

Of the top selling albums today,

about 50% are by artists whose pre-

vious success was primarily in the
singles field; or are album sequels to

singles smashes. If we take away orig-

inal cast and soundtrack LP’s (since
it’s difficult to tell what encouraged
their sale—pop singles which may
have popularized the score, critics’ re-

views, word of mouth or actual view-
ing of the show) we find that the fig-

ure is over 60%.
Of course, as far as most pop indies

are concerned, singles are almost their

sole interest. Singles give them their

greatest income and almost as soon as

a single breaks big, there’s an LP
follow-up bearing the single’s title.

The majority of such companies’ LP
catalog consists of this type of mer-
chandise almost exclusively.

But even the majors are increasing
their efforts in this direction. In the
past, when an artist on a major had a
big single hit, too much time would
elapse before an LP featuring the
single and titled after it would be
made available. In many cases it was
never issued, allowing another com-
pany, probably an indie, to cover with
an LP and cash in on the market avail-

able for such an LP.

Today, however, the majors are
rushing out such LP’s and are even
covering the indies’ singles hits with
LP’s. And they have been noting with
great pleasure how tremendously such
albums pay off.

Such “Single-LP’s” have, of late,

accounted for an unbelieveable por-
tion of the majors’ gross dollar vol-
ume, from albums.

These albums have also done won-

ders in reviving an artist’s catalog

sales.

They are of further importance in

view of the fact that it is extremely
difficult to come up with new catalog

type, seady-selling artists. The charts

today clearly indicate what role the)

play in the majors’ album picture. And
how many of these sequel “Single'

LP’s”—for both majors and indies

—

have been responsible for spinning-

off an artist’s next single release? The
industry has learned to depend on
these LP’s as tests of DJ preference
and regional acceptance of various

titles by radio listeners.

Why is this singles thinking accel-

erating? Perhaps it’s the industry’s

constant fight to produce fast-tumovei
product. Catalog sells. But we con-

stantly hear that it’s becoming less

important every day. Big users want
merchandise that sells through rap-

idly and a hit single is a tailor-made
advertisement for a specific LP.

The advent of the rack jobber

—

frequently referred to as a “cherry
picker”—has increased the need for a

singles-type, fast moving album.
The decline of the “ma and pa re-

tailer,” who stocked much of the in-

dustry’s catalog, has definitely con-
tributed to the changing picture. And
perhaps the consumer, by now, has a

disk library that is saturated with
“Broadway Revisited, Vol. Ill” LP’s
by lush orchestras and dance bands.

We’d also be interested to learn how
many consumers, interested in pur-
chasing a recording of a song they en-
joy, await the LP including the title

rather than picking-up the single. The
industry’s price structure makes such
a move attractive. And we suspect that
the adult consumer is very much aware
of the now common industry practice
of rushing out an LP featuring the
single.

New ideas are increasingly difficult

to come by in the album field. But
within every new single lies a built-in

idea for a new album. These, no
doubt, are many of the factors that
have made most record companies
think more seriously in a singles direc-
tion.

“JAMES BROWN LIVE AT THE APOLLO—
King 826
James Brown, who is presently pulling plenty of
dual-market coin with “Prisoner Of Love,” un-
leashes his potent vocal talents full-blast on this
high-power^ King set cut live at Gotham’s
famed Apollo. The songster’s distinctive, highly-
personal blues style is showcased on a bevy of
favorites including “I’ll Go Crazy,” “You’ve Got
The Power” and “Night Train.” LP should score
in both the pop and r&b markets.

“THE TWO SIDES OF DICK GREGORY”—Vee
Jay LP4005
Dick Gregory, one of the more eloquent spokes-
men in behalf of racial equality, makes some
witty commentaries on the current racial prob-
lems and lets his caustic wit run rampant in
the areas of politics, birth control, income tax,
Cuba, and the Klu Klux Klan. The comic displays
an extremely subtle sense of humor that serves
him well on this Vee Jay LP outing. The disk
should step out saleswise.

“DIVORCE ITALIAN STYLE”—Original Sound-
track—United Artists UAS5106
“Divorce Italian Style,” a recent Academy Award
winner, also has a score that merits attention.
Composed by Carlo Rustichelli, the score expertly
reflects the humor and tongue-in-cheek romance
inherent within the story.

“FURORE”—Adriano Celentano—Vesuvius 4418
Italian songster Adriano Celentano makes his
American debut on Vesuvius with this session of
pop tunes from Italy. The chanter, who scared on
the other side of the Atlantic with “Nata Per
Me” and “Si E’Spento II Sole” makes a strong bid
for similar success here with this melodic platter
that includes “Non Esiste L’Amor,” “II Tuo
Bacio E’ Come Un Rock” and “Furore.”

“BLUEGRASS AND OLD TIMEY MUSIC”
Charles River Valley Boys—Prestige Interna-

Along with the current revival in folk music,
there has been new interest in some of the more
ethnic forms such as the traditional bluegrass
style.

Rumors seem definitely confirmed that a very important American pub-

lishers group has settled and signed a long-term deal with a powerful Euro-
pean chain of publishers, among them R. Marbot (France), Sugar (Italy),
P. Shaeffers (Germany), J. Kruger and J. Philips (England) and Peter Plum
( Belgium-Holland )

.

Peter Plum, general manager of Peter Plum Productions, told Cash Box
he has secui’ed the publication in Belgium of an original American numbea'
called “Down in the Basement.” Singer is King Coleman and it was released
in the States on Togo-label. We heard the tune and we are pretty sure a suc-
cessful career lies ahead for this production when it reaches Europe.
There is no doubt about it: Pathe-Marconi star Adamo remains in the news.

After having made a convincing debut at the Olympia Theater in Paris^—his
popular tunes “Sans toi Mamie” and “Amour perdu” having reached the top
in Belgium—he has been handed a golden copy of “Sans toi Mamie” by John
Kirsch, general manager of SA Gramophone Belgium at a presentation
ceremony held at the Martini Club in Brussels. In his address, Kirsch had high
praise for Adamo, who has sung his own tunes to the top, and wished him
all the luck in the world for his future career. Adamo thanked him in a simple,
unadorned way. His proud parents attended.
An important news item this week concerns Jules Nijs, proprietor and

manager of Belgium’s SHOW Records, who was already distributing Cameo,
Parkway and Colpix, jointly with Artone-Netherlands, and who will also take
care of the Motown, Tamla and Gordy bi’ands. This again in cooperation with
Artone-Netherlands. The first four Motown records are now available in

Belgium. Among these: the newest disk by Mary Wells, who acquired fame
in Belgium with one of her first numbers called “You Beat me to the Punch.”
. . . Three previous Motown products show: The Miracles; “A Love She Can’t
Count On” and “I Can Take a Hint”; Mary Wells: “Two Wrongs Don’t Make a
Right” and “Laughing Boy”; The Contours: “It Must be Love” and Don’t
Let Her be Your Baby”; The Marvellettes: “For Ever and “Locking up My
Heart.” It is hoped that the German language recoib by Alberto Cortez, fea-
turing “Weisze Wolken” and “Napolitana” will be a hit. We personally feel
“Weisze Wolken will do the trick.

As we predicted a few weeks ago,—when the record had not yet come on
the market^—the tune which was recently recorded by promising young lady
crooner Marva (18) of Blankenberge on the Belgian coast is well on its way
to popularity. The record features “Geef mij nog een kans” (Flemish version
of “Donne moi ma chance”) on one side and an orginal Flemish tune called
“Harlekijn” on the flipside.

Violin virtuoso Zino Francescatti was guest in the Martini Club in Brussels,
at a reception held by the Belgian manager of CBS-records, Pascal Robiefroid.
Zino’s father studied with Sivori, Paganini’s only pupil. Paganini’s city of
Genoa recognized his distinguished “descendant” by inviting Francescatti to
play the lengendary virtuoso’s own Guarnerius during a gala anniversary cele-

bration a few years ago. The vehicle for his spectacular American debut 20
years ago, the Paganini Violin Concerto in D Major has assumed special sig-
niflcance in the Francescatti repertoh’e. His subsequent CBS recording of the
work is one of the best-selling concerto disks of all time. The same recording
also won the flrst annual award by the Academie du Disque Frangais. Fran-
cescatti was born in Marseille, France.
Polygram-Belgium Reports: Philips’ current best-seller-list is most impres-

sive.

with “Saksisch Porcelein—Jaques Raymond with “Waarom”—and Anneke
Gronloh with “Soerabaja.”
The Fontana label shows such top-sellers as Claude Francois with “Belles,

Belles, Belles,” “Dis-Lui” and “Langage D’Amour,”—Lucky Blondo with
“Jenny” and “Filles”—Nana Mouskouri with “A Force De Prier.”
Famous singer and film-star Yves Montand (Philips) did a wonderful one-

man show at the Brussels National Theatre.
Also appearing in Brussels (May 31) was French teener Claud Francois, who

saw this town for the first time. TV and Radio accupied him the whole day and
the evening saw him on the stage of the Ancienne Belgique.

Prestige Swingville (Fontana) launched a new album by Buck Clayton and
Buddy Tate.
World Pacific (Fontana) came out with an album with Bud Shank called

“Jazz Goes Brazil.”
Riverside had two new albums out, one by Milt Jackson and another by Sonny

Rollins.

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An unusual occurence in record PR/broadcast relations pretty well sums up
the recent appearance of Montreal’s leading record promotion men, en masse,
on the CFCF-TV featime, “Like Young.” The promo men each brought a disk
handled by their respective firms to be previewed and discussed on the telecast.
The disks selected for presentation by the promo typesi were to be reviewed by
the assembled record men on the basis of chart potential, and musical content.
Pai-ticipants were Bill Smithers—Quality; John Williams—Columbia; Keith
Ashdown—London; Dick Riendeau—Capitol; Jim Corbett—Sparton; Hal Ross
—Compo; and Wray R^. Hedge—RCA Victor. The only qualification where the
various disks were concerned, was that none of them could be listed in the
“Top 100” as of the (5/18) Cash Box. The seven men selected “There goes My
Heart Again” bj* Fats Domino on Sparton as the disk played that showed the
gi'eatest chai't potential, while “All I See Is Blue” by Jack Scott on Capitol
got the nod from the assembled record men as the item with the greatest de-
gree of musical content. Jack Allanach, of CF-TV’s Promotion, Dept., is calling
the panel discussion by the record promo men, “a Canadian TV first.”

The Ottawa spinner featured the Kim side as his pick of the
week recently, awarding twenty-five copies to listeners who wrote to him
requesting copies of the disc.

Also included
in the new line are LP outings by The Chanteclairs, Jake Doell, Elanor Bartley
and Bobby Rowan. Leslie reports good sales response on the new line, in addi-
tion to steady sales on his Masterseal line.

The Staccatos, have been set for a week’s
stand at the Ottawa House Hotel in Hull, late in June. The deejay only recently
form^ the band to appear in the Ottawa area and they already have many
fans in the Capital City through their numerous club dates and dance appear-
ances.

Dick indicates that the Richard singles
are well up on the list of best sellers in his branch, and the sound track album
from the Richard film, “Summer Holiday,” is a runaway number-one best seller
in the album department. Top selling items in the Pathe line at the moment,
reports Dick, are: “Visa Pour L’Amour” by Annie Cordy and Luis Mariano;
“Chariot” (I Will Follow You) by the Frank Pourcel Orch., and “Le Voleur
De Provenches” by Bovril. A new Pathe release by Gilbert Becaud is expected
to sell at a good clip in the French speaking market served by the Capitol,
Montreal H.Q.
The recent Vera Lynn appearance at Toronto’s O’Keefe Centre has sparked

all kinds of sales of the great lady’s records. “Land Of Hope And Glory” on
Capitol is a much requested item in several Canadian cities. Also getting a
share of exposure and resulting sales are a pair of MGM albums by the lark.
Stan Dorling reports good sales on “Yours” and “As Time Goes By.”

Toronto’s Club 76 offered patrons an extra attraction recently when Glenn
Rowell joined regular star attraction Johnny Maddox in a presentation of
honky tonk items that had the ringsiders singing right along with the two
musicians. Rowell will be remembered as the composer of “I Get The Blues
When It Rains.” Dot records are about to release an album featuring the two
honky tonk pianists, reports Stan. Album activity at Quality currently is high-
lighted by sales of Connie Francis’ “Award Winning Motion Picture Hits.”

GERMANY
The days of independent record production have come to Germany. After

many years, the indie producer has finally made his way into the German
market with great success. Until now, all productions for the major record
companies have been done by house producers, with very few exceptions and
the minor labels have also done their own producing. A few people such as
Bernhard Mikulski with his Linda label and Helmut Streit with his Golden 12
label have done productions, and either formed small distribution groupsi or
have given their productions to major labels after having covered the major
one stops and music box operators themselves. The ice was broken, however,
on a large scale by Peter Meisel along with Christian Bruhn, who have formed
the Hansa Music Production company and have had tremendous success vrith

their product.
In fact, for the last month, only productions from this outfit have been in

the number one slot on the German hit parade. Hansa has produced 6 records,
and 3 have been smash hits. The first successful record was “Liebestraum as
TVist” on Ariola which sold over 100,000 records and made lots of noise, but
the real breakthrough came on the song “Wini-Wini” which has passed the
300,000 mark in sales and topped the hit parade for weeks. Polydor handled
the distribution. Then, right on the heels of “Wini-Wini,” came “Schuld War
Nur Die Bossa Nova” (Blame It On The Bossa Nova) by the unknown teenage
songstress Manuela, which now tops the charts on Telefunken.
Along with Peter and Christian’s Hansa firm, an avalanche of new indie

outfits have been formed. Former Ariola A&R man Helmut Jantsch has formed
a firm and has sold its first productions to CBS, American Sam Spence has
formed AMFED Record Productions and has signed named artists such as
former Telefunken star Bob Franco, former Ariola star Christa William®, also
formerly on Telefunken Bert Berger and several new artists to long term ex-
clusive contracts. First productions have been sold to Philips and Metronome.
The indie producer has virtually no independent distribution available in this

country, so he must sell his product to the already existing distribution of the
major labels. He receives either a straight percentage, or the costs of produc-
tion plus a percentage of sales and he takes care of the artists. The distribu-
ting firm takes care of pressing, covers and masters. The newly found success
of independent production has caused publishers also to enter the field. Will
Meisel, Peter’s father, has formed Monopol records distributed by CBS and
other publishers are soon expected to get into the act, and new production firms
are being formed every day.
The industry is so aware of the indie producer that a meeting has been set

by the A&R men working for the major labels to protect themselves by pro-
testing about the indie production and ask their firms to only use product done
by the so called house producers. Cash Box vrill report on the success or failure
of this meeting after it takes place, but it looks like the indie producer is

here to stay. Indie distribution is the next logical development, but there is a
big question as to who will have the nerve and forsight to put out enough
capital to finance indie distribution on a large scale with proper promotional
facilities. Rudolf Foerster, the director of UFA Music publishers and Wiener
Boheme publishers came up with some interesting information regarding the
publishing connections between the U.S. and Germany. On the 21st of January
of this year, the U.S. gave back the rights to German authors and publishers
from ali the works that fell under the Alien Property Custodian Act from the
17th of December 1941 until January 1963. The Attorney General of the U.S.
handled these matters.
The act allowed any interested party to freely use the publishing rights for

German material in the USA, wiithout payment to the German publisher. After
the release and the return of the confiscated rights to the original publishers
in Germany, many of the American publishers rightfully contacted the German
original publishers and set up contracts covering these works. The publishers
in the U.S. that have not yet done so, should do so immediately as they are
liable under law for all income which comes from this material. The law calls

for normal contract arrangements between German and American publishers.
Although the German collection agency GEMA is busy tracking down the
publishers and songs to set up proper contracts, it would be both helpful and
useful for American publishers using such woi’ks to contact the original Ger-
man publisher and set up contractual arrangements.

Publisher Rolf Budde met with American publishing exec Herman ^tarr
from Harms-Witmark Music for talks in Baden-Baden. Herman is combining
business with pleasure in the vacation city.

Peter Rebhuhn of Budde music reports that the German version of the
American folksong “Skip To My Lou” is now on the market with Electrola
teenage top star Conny Froeboess. He is also working on “A Taste Of Honey”
recorded by Mr. Acker Bilk and released by Metronome.
Rudy Schroeder of Will Meisel music reports that the new German version

of Paul Anka’s “Love Makes The World Go Round” by Gene Williams on CBS
is getting action. Rudy is also working on the first two releases for the pub-
lishing house’s own Metropol label.

Klaus Teubig of Edition Esplanade writes to say that 2 versions of the new
Lotar Olias tune under two titles are now on the market here and doing well.

One version is sung by Gunnar Wiklund under the title “Rocky” for Ariola.
'This is Gunnar’s followup record to his smash hit “Don’t Go Near The Eski-
mos.” The second version is on Polydor under the title “Sascha” sung by
Danny Marino.

Talent” contest recently conducted by radio station 3XY in Melbourne. Frankie
won a return air trip to England together with expenses and accommodation
for a limited stay. Due to a heavy schedule of personal appearance bookings,
Frankie does not expect to leave for some weeks yet. While he is in England,
Fi’ankie will discuss the possibility of recording with Oriole Records; Oriole
is closely affiliated with Vv & G Records in Australia, which was an exclusive
recording contract with Frankie. Ray Woods, an executive of Station 3XY, said
“the station is happy with the public interest and I’esponse to the Export
Talent contest which had been a great success.” 3XY has made a fine contribu-
tion to the development of local talent. It is hoped that Melbourne television
stations will soon follow the exemple set by 3XY and create many more op-
portunities with programs that will give young artists the exposure they
deserve.
Tony Tromeros, head of Phono-Vox Records of Australia, recently tossed a

cocktail party to welcome to Australia Nella Pizzi “Queen Of Italian Song.”
The Phono-Vox label specializes in releasing Italian material that is picked up
from various labels in Italy.
The Bill Justis record of “Tamoure,” released on the Philips label, is making

great progress and is already one of the best selling singles across our nation.
Many leading radio stations are now operating on a regular “Top 40 Pre-

dictions” format in peak spots at night in opposition to key time television
programs. This practice has been quite successful for the stations who adopted
the policy in the first place and now we find other major stations moving into
the “pops at night” programming field.

RCA doing good business with its soundtrack packages from “It Happened
At The World’s Fair” and “Bye Bye Birdie.”
Under the terms of an agreement with the Duke Records group of U.S.,

W & G Records released two singles “You Know It Ain’t Right” by Joe Hinton
(Backbeat label) which is on Cash Box’ Top 100 and the while-back click for
Bobby Bland, “Call On Me,” which is from the Duke label.
Tony Doherty, disk jockey with Station 3AW in Melbourne, has taken over

the pop music programs for the station. Tony replaces Ralphe Rickman, who
is now concentrating on jazz and album programs in the main.
Great to see big chunks of the interstate disk bander breaking down rapidly.

Couple of outstanding examples are “Proud Of You” by local artist Jay Justin
which is fast developing into a nationwide smash. Johnny Chester’s revival of
‘Nick Nack Paddy Whack” is reported to be the center of airplay throughout
Australia and sales demand is increasing. Col Joye’s new single “Put ’Em
Down” is on the receiving end of a whole stack of national exposure and
several other discs by Australian artists are also receiving D-J attention on a
national scale. This is the most encouraging sign in the interstate “i-esistance”
problem that has plagued the entire record industry for several years. Now
that “big things” are starting to happen the future looks brighter than ever
for local artists and records.
Australian Record Company recently held its annual interstate sales confer-

ence at its headquarters in Sydney. A. W. T. “Bill” Smith (managing director
of ARC) was chairman of the conference and discussions centered on activities
of the past year and merchandising and promotional plans for the coming
twelve months. ARC distributors in attendance were; Athol Hill (Westei’n
Australia); Colin Hopgood (Queensland); Ken McCulloch (Hobart) and Peter
Sandford, manager of ARC’S Victorian Branch.
Former Sydney and Newcastle disk jockey Allan Lappan, who has been with

Station 3 UZ in Melbourne for some months, has had his big Sunday morning
program extended now to began at 8 o’clock. In addition to this Allan also
hosts the 4-7 p.m. spot each week Monday to Friday.

Noel Coward is in Australia at the moment to attend the final rehearsals
and Australian premiere of his show “Sail Away” which opens at Her Maj-
esty’s Theatre in Melbourne later this month with Maggie Fitzgibbon and
Kevin Colson in the leading roles.

The Leeds Music group is sailing along on the crest of the hit wave with
“Don’t Make My Baby Blue,” “ChaiTns,” “I Will Follow Him,” “Hava Nagila,”
“Don’t Be Afraid Little Darlin’,” “On Broadway,” “The Rev. Mr. Black,” Let’s
Go Steady Again” and “Blame It On The Bossa Nova.”
David Johnston has taken up a disk jockey position with Station 3DB. David

was formerly with Station 4KQ in Brisbane; he is doing a variety of programs
with 3DB.
EMI is hot off the mark with their big American singles these days—already

released are “Birdland” by Chubby Checker; “Wildwood Davs” by Bobby Ry-
dell; “Da Doo Ron Ron” with The Crystals; “Those Lazy, Hazy, Crazy Days
Of Summer” by Nat King Cole and “18 Yellow Roses” with Bobby Darin.
The Warner Bros, film release of “The Music Man” is now screening in

most major cities and Australian Record Company are off on a solid promotion
push with the soundtrack album which is released on the Warner Bros, label

in this country.
W & G Records was quick to cash in on the recently publicized “Gospel”

kick which is expected to become a powerful influence in the pop field soon.

W & G rushed out a single featuring The Seekers wit'n “This Train” and
“Kumbaya.”

Belinda Music and associated companies have a strong hand of hits right
now with such current chart riders as “Can’t Get Used To Losing You,” “Two
Kinds Of Teardrops,” “Mecca,” “One Broken Heart For Sale,” “It’s My Party,”
“Come A Little Bit Closer,” “I Got A Woman,” “Ruby Baby” and “Butterfly

Baby.”
Skeeter Davis, who is just coming off her recent hit “The End Of The

World” for RCA, now has her album of the same title released here. Skeeter
looks sure to bounce back into our local hit charts with “I’m Saving My Love”
the publishing rights of which are held by Spanka Music in this country.

New singles from the Festival group include “Heart” by Kenny Chandler,
“Take Those Chains From My Heart” by Ray Charles. “

‘A’ My Name Is

Alice” by The Playmates and an interesting local production by The Joy Boys
entitled “The Blue Bird” which was written by Norman Day in tribute to

Donald Campbell, who is now in Australia attempting to create a new land

speed record with his vehicle Blue Bird.

Festival Records has secured the Australian rights to “Little Latin Lupe
Lu” by The Righteous Brothers, which is one of the hot items on the Cash
Box Top 100—the master was picked up from Moonglow Records of America.
Other newies from the Festival people are “Ain’t That A Shame” c/w “Soon”
by The Four Seasons; “Still” by Bill Anderson and “Bo Diddley” from Buddy
Holly.

Still one of the biggest problems facing the local record companies is the

apparent lack of consumer interest in some of the “far out” sounding singles

from the United States. Records like “He’s So Fine” by The Chiffons; “Hot
Pastrami” by The Dartells; “Killer Joe” by The Rocky Fellers; “Pushover” by
Etta James and “Baby Workout” by Jackie Wilson are hard pressed to get

any big action in this country either at disk jockey or consumer level. This is

one of the reasons why many local record companies and publishers have “gone
cold” on paying advances for American material. The local companies have

The American Colpix product which has been distributed on the Pye inter-
national label for the past five years will now have its own brand image in
this country. This was announced at a reception held at the Pye Record’s of-
fices last Thursday when Pye’s director, Louis Benjamin, introduced Jerry
Raker (Colpix general manager) and Herb Homes (international director) to
the trade. The signing of the U.K. contract, which takes effect as of July 1,
means that Colpix now has world coverage on its own label. Soundtrack albums
set for release include “Diamond Head,” “The War Lovers” and “The Interns”
and singles by James Darren, Jimmy Rushing, Nina Simone etc. Colpix will
also have the musical rights to the soundtrack album of Carl Forman’s “The
Victors,” which will be issued to coincide with the film’s release here.
Raker and Hornes also visited their affiliate companies on the continent

calling on Artone in Amsterdam; Bluebell in Milan and Barclay in Paris. While
Raker flew back to the States at the weekend Homes stayed on for a few days
in England before going on to Copenhagen, Stockholm and Germany for talks
with Dansk, Sonet and Ariola respectively.

In an interview with Cash Box, Herb Homes was very enthusiastic about the
latest move in the Colpix progress story and was most impressed by the warm
welcome both he and Jerry Raker had received throughout the whole of Ms
trip. He also had great hopes for the new Play and Players spoken word series
which has recently been launched in the States.

Impresario Don Arden has hooked Chubby Checker for a 13-day Irish tour
commencing July 19 after which he will appear at the Star Club in Hamburg,
Germany. Jerry Lee Lewis returns to England from the continent for a brief
visit before returning to the States. The Everly Brothers, who have a new disk
release on Warner Bros. “It’s Been Nice,” have ben booked by Arden for a
six-week nationwide tour of Britain commencing September 29 to be followed
by two weeks on the continent.
EMI’s “Friday Spectacular” disk-show-with-a-difference which is broadcast

over the Radio Luxembourg airwaves has just chalked up its 100th perform-
ance. On hand to celebrate its centenary were Helen Shapiro, Acker Bilk,
Duffy Power, Billy J. Kramer and The Dakotas and Patsy Ann Noble. This
hour-long show attracts a listening audience "of some 3,000,000 each week.
News from agent-manager-impresario Philip Solomon is that owning to

musician union rules Jim Reeves, cuiTently touring Ireland, will not be able to
fulfil any London radio dates with his American backing group. He will, how-
ever, tour the American bases in London and will be interviewed on “Saturday
Club” and “Pop Inn.” Solomon, who specializes in country and western artists,
also advises of a September visit by Johnny Cash and negotiations are in hand
for a visit by Marty Robbins.

While visiting Canada recently, Solomon heard country & western singer
Gordie Lightfoot and arranged for him to come to England. Lightfoot has now
been engaged by the BBC to compere a new series of TV programs entirely
devoted to country music. Entitled “The Country & Western Show” it replaces
the highly successful “Black And White Minstrel Show” and will feature The
Mitchell Men, Boby Clayton, and Don Cleaver with musical direction by George
Mitchell.
The Batchelors, who had a resounding success with their debut disk “Char-

maine” (Decca) have chosen another oldie for their follow-up “Far Away
Places.” The boys are currently on a tour of Scotland.
As soon as Frankie Vaughan returns from his season at The Tivoli Gardens,

Copenhagen he will begin work on a film, “It’s All Over Town” to be produced
by Jacques de Laine Lee. Apart from Frank, who takes the leading role, the
film will feature The Springfields, Acker Bilk and His Paramount Jazz Band,
Jan and Kelly, famous London buskers The Happy Wanderers and Lance Per-
cival and William Rushton from the BBC-TV “That Was The Week That Was”
show.

THE SUMMERTIME FUNSEEKERS

A CHANGE
IN BUYING

ATTITUDES

When the nation’s populaee takes to the road strange

things take place. We experience a complete turnabout

in buying habits and it behooves the merchant who is in

a position to sell this market, to take every step which
will bring him closer to the untold sums spent between
Memorial Day and September.

The migration usually begins to build Memorial Day,

the annual but unofficial opening day for the nation’s

fnnseekers to go out in search of amusement. And here

is where the coin machine and vending operators can

come into the picture—providing they understand the

transformation in the individual fnnseeker.

A good example, offhand, can be seen with the Lord’s

Prayer Machines, the standard coin-operated vendor
which offers the prayer imprinted on a one-cent coin

for ten cents. These machines literally stand idle all

year long but once the vacationers get near them, sales

boom. One operator we know who is a student of psy-

chology (as aren’t we all?) went one step further and
added a second machine to the installation which vends
the same penny but with the Ten Commandments im-

printed on it. “Takes care of almost every religious

group we get here,” commented the coin op. He added
that the machines stand idle throughout the remainder
of the year although the location draws crowds each
week. They just take to the idea more readily (or de-

liberately spend because of the vacation-attitude) after

Memorial Day.

The average patron who regularly purchases a single

candy bar from a machine throughout the fall and winter

months will suddenly select two different items from
the candy vendor near a swimming pool. No logical rea-

son. Just the spirit of things and the tempo of good
times usually associated with swimming and sports.

Ever notice the guy who buys a round of drinks in

the local tavern when the place is really swinging? He
couldn’t care less if the total came to five, six, or twelve.

But catch him when the place is comparatively empty
and watch how many single drinks he buys—but quench
your thirst first. It’s just the natural reaction of any
normal individual who is thrust into the active, up-tempo
swirl of good times. And the good times begin with
Memorial Day.

The record companies will tell yon that a “good-time
sound” will sell more readily during the vacation days
than if it breaks during a winter month. The fnnseekers
never weary of it on the juke boxes and every resort op-
erator had better keep a couple extra on hand just in

case. We have all romanced to our favorite song from
May through September, but the same recording is lucky
to last two months at any other time of year. Again, the
average guy or gal is out for fun and they literally force
the issue.

The point is that the coin machine and vending in-

dustries cannot afford to think the same during the vaca-

tion months as they do during the fall-winter period be-

cause their customers do not think the same. It may not
be rational for someone who ordinarily wouldn’t patron-
ize a location, or a machine, to suddenly take to them.
It might not make sense to the onlooker when he notices

the lively ones working hard at coming home late, and
broke. But that’s what happens when Memorial Day
conies on. It’s a little like a full moon. Not too many of
us stand idle and quietly take notice. If you operate
equipment you should be ready for the unusual to take
place. It could mean more profit.

WEST BERLIN—The operators of
machines in cafes and street locations,
and the arcade operators hei'e may
get tog-ether on a common meeting
ground after many years of friction.
This was the general feeling of those
who were in attendance at a meeting
last month of Verband der Automa-
tenbetriebe e.V. (V.D.A. The German
Arcade Owners Association).

Negotiations have been successful
to set the stage for a plan whereby
a representative of V.D.A. would also
be a director in each of the eleven
regional associations which comprise
the Zenti-alverband der Organisation-
en des Deutschen Automaten (Z.O.A.
The central organization for Gennan
operators with associations in 11
countries of the Gei-man Federal Re-
public). A chairman of V.D.A. would
be elected and would sit in on the
board of the general Z.O.A. Council.
Therefore, the arcade owners would
literally be joining the equipment
operators’ association. The result
would be a stronger Z.O.A. operators’
organization thereby enabling the
coinmen to strive for more equitable
legislation, and to build a more fa-
vorable public relations image in the
eyes of the German public. Coin ops
here aren’t happy with the current
press the industry receives. The Ger-
man legislature controls the number
of payout machines permitted in any
given location at two. While there are
thousands of locations the business of
operating pavouts could be made
more profitable if such controls were
relaxed or removed.

post along with Hans-Juergen Glawe
who is Second Vice-President.

Snodgrass then reported on the
“critical” ASCAP legislation pres-
ently under Congressional Committee
consideration in the nation’s capital.
He stated that the coin-operated
phonograph industry is faced with
the “greatest threat ever” in this

type of legislation.
“The Music Operators of America,

in conjunction with the phonograph
manufacturers, are doing everything
possible to defeat HR #5174,” he
asserted.
“However, the entire membership,

and all other segments of the coin
machine industry, must provide maxi-
mum support if this unfair legisla-

tion is to be soundly defeated!”
Back in this city, Snodgrass and

Blundred called on amusement game
manufacturers and suppliers to ask
for their attendance and active sup-
port of this year’s convention. The
results, according to Blundred, were
more than favorable, since they were
assured of the best possible coopera-
tion.

A major activity on the week’s
agenda was a luncheon meeting Tues-
day, May 21, in Sherman House with
responsible principals of the four ma-
jor coin-operated phonograph manu-
facturing companies. During this ses-

sion Snodgrass reported on MOA’s
progress in the current membership
drive under the direction of Bob
Blundred (CB, June 1).
He then explained to the executives

in attendance that the response to

date from the entire memhership in

the ASCAP legislation battle was
“most gratifying.”

Snodgrass expounded in great de-

tail on some of the problems facing
the association. Urging the manufac-
turers to help all other active seg-

ments of the industry in a united
effort to resolve these “challenges
together.”
The representatives from the man-

ufacturing companies were then given
a report from Snodgrass outlining
the progressive, new MOA policies,

and the objectives of the revitalized

association, based on the amendments
to bv-laws, etc.

These included the fact that there
was a closer relationship between
MOA (nationallv) with the local and
statewide (regional) associations.

And, the fact that this year the presi-

dency of MOA was placed in the
hands of a coin machine operator.

Great stress was also placed in the
realization that field trips are con-
stantly being made by MOA officers to

observe problems, and to confer with
responsible operators in these terri-

tories, regarding their demands from
the association. These requests, he
said, are seriously considered and
acted upon as soon as it is feasible.

Snodgrass concluded this nhase of

his report to the phonograph manu-
facturers by stating that two obser-
vations could be drawn from this

“New Look” in the association: (1)

Operators, and all others^ concerned,
are extremely interested in knowing
that MOA represents all segments of

the coin-operated industry. And (2)

that everyone to date has expressed

the urgent need for the industry be-

ing represented by a strong, national

trade association.

“I fervently and sincerely believe

that during the 4th through the 10th

of September of this year, Chicago

will have the greatest concentration

of coin machine operators in the his-

tory of the coin-operated amusement,

music and vending industries,” Snod-

grass exclaimed.

“The fact that the MOA and
NAMA Conventions are so close to-

gether will certainly assure us that

operators will he able to make just

one trip to Chicago to cover both

conventions.”

6 Mos. Up $2 Million

Profits Set Record, Too
CHICAGO—The Seebxu'g Corporation
reported that profits and s^es had
established records in the six months
ended April 30, 1963. The report also
stated that the second half of the
period was the larg-est quarter in
terms of earnings and sales volume
in the company’s history.
Net income for the six months was

$1,059,287, equal to 56 cents per share
on 1,891,454 shares outstanding. This
compares with earnings a year ago of
$655,574, or 35 cents a share based
on the same number of shares. Sales
for the six months rose to $27,299,713
in 1963 from $25,323,153 in 1962.

Seeburg, which manufactures vend-
ing equipment, back^ound music
systems and electi’onic components
and is the world’s largest maker of
coin-operated phonographs, informed
shareholders that the second quarter
of the current fiscal year, encompass-
ing the months of February, March
and April, was the most successful in
the company’s history. Net profit for
the three months was $586,437, equal
to 31 cents per share, compared to
$433,044, equal to 23 cents per share,
in the corresponding period a year
ago. Second quarter sales were $14,-
776,455 in 1963 and $13,594,230 in
1962.

It was also announced that the
company’s new 260,000-square foot
plant at Windsor Locks, Conn., has
been completed and operations begun
there. Formal dedication is scheduled
for June 14.

CHICAGO— All cigarette vending
machines in the state of lo'wa will be
legal beginning July 4, 1963, reports
Thomas B. Hungerford, executive di-

rector of the National Automatic
Merchandising Association (NAMA).
He said the 24-year-old ban against

coin-operated cigarette vendors in the
state was repealed May 16 when Gov-
ernor Harold E. Hughes signed into
law Senate Bill 126. (CB, May 25,
Page 62).
The new law makes the sale of cig-

arettes through machines subject to
the same regulations that apply to
other cigarette retailing methods. It

provides that machines must be lo-

cated so that they can be supervised
by a responsible person of legal age

Suppliers Will Absorb

Tbe Price Increases
NEW YORK—Suiweys which show
that slightly more than half of the
candy machines on location today
vend at ten cents per package will
have to be revised very shortly. The
nickel candy bar appears to be on its

way out, judging from the skyi-ocket-
ing price of sugar.
At week’s end the price of a five-

pound sack of the necessary staple
was reported as high as 75 cents
necessitating the amount alloted to
each shopper in many areas.
The shortage has come about as a

combination of factors. A crop failure
in Europe, Cuba’s cut-off, labor trou-
ble in Hawaii, and the combined psy-
chological impact of such news on
the nation’s housewives, many of
whom do not undei’stand the complexi-
ties of a confused world situation
(and they are not alone).
Some candy wholesalers reported

that they couldn’t see the continu-
ance of a nickel candy bar “unless its

the size of your thumbnail.”
Gilbert Ortmann, D. L. Clark Com-

pany’s Order Manager told Cash Box
that Clark is “taking orders on pres-
ent pricing with no intentions of a
price hike,” although no one at the
company could specify how long this
situation would last.

Keathley’s VP Maurice Keathley,
Jr. said that the firm is “bound by
price because of present size specifi-

cations.” He stated that to retool at
this time to offset the increased costs
would be “prohibitive.” The sugar
price hikes simply mean less profit
for the supplier, according to the exec.

Leonard Cutright, Hershey’s sales
chief, advised Cash Box that all book-
ings already received by the sales de-
partment will be billed at the present
prices with no possible change before
September 30. “No price increase in

sight,” said Cutright. However, orders
received between now and the fall

may be subject to a possible increase
but no official word was. available.
“Hershey will go ahead with its fall

promotions just as always,” said Cut-
right, “and we see no reason to change
at the moment.”

It was the unanimous opinion of
suppliers that the nickel candy bar
would eventually go by the boards
should the present sugar price con-
tinue to rise. “But we’d hate to see
this happen,” said a Hershey official.
