Everybody could dance

to it. When Country music became

the big thing in the pop market, it

was also easy to explain because

everyone could find something he

liked in it.

Today, however, young people

throughout the United States seem

to be caught up in a “SURFIN’ ”

trend. And it’s hard to believe that

such a craze could develop through-

out the country when so much of

our population is inland and away

from the ocean, the basic necessity

for enjoyment of the Surfin’ sport.

But it appears that Surfin’ has

become more than just a sport. It

has become, in a sense, a way of

life. With teenagers constantly on

the look-out for an individuality

that will set them apart from the

“squares,” youngsters have taken

to the unique hair stylings associ-

ated with surfin’, as well as the

unique attire and expressions that

have developed with the growth of

the sport. And the record industry

has probably played the biggest sin-

gle role in popularizing the fad in

areas where the surfin’ sport is an

impossibility.

With acceptance of Surfin’ rec-

ords now obvious, the entire rec-

ord industry, dominated by the

west coast where the Surfin’ fad

started, seems to have gone hog-

wild over this gimmick.

“Surfer’s Stomp,” and “Surfin’

Safari” started the ball rolling a few

months ago. Since then, the Beach

Boys’ “Surfin’ U.S.A.” hit the top

ten and the Chantays’ “Pipeline”

followed suit. Currently, Jan and

Dean’s “Surf City” is burning up
the charts and Henry Mancini’s

“Banzai Pipeline” just made its

first appearance on the best seller

list.

But there should be many, many
more before the rage has run its

course. Our reviewers have been

receiving a steady diet of surfin’

singles weekly. There have also

been a raft of surfin’ albums issued

every week.

The business has been sorely in

need of a novel craze. Whether

surfin’ music can develop into a big

enough fad to fill the void, only time

can tell. Unfortunately, it did not

develop as an overnight sensation

with an immediate impact that

could have given the business a

solid boost. But it’s been sneaking

up on us with increased strength

and surfin’ could still have a long

way to go before it crests.

Don’t be surprised if future titles

on the chart read something like

“Woody Wagon Safari,” “'The

Bushy Bun Stomp” and “The Bag-

gies Romp.”

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ARMADA Execs Seek-Out Top FTC

Officials On Trade Conference
NEW YORK—While the biggest
ARMADA convention in history
draws near, the trade organization is

quietly stepping up the tempo of its

activity on the governmental level in
Washington. This is in line with the
announced ARMADA policy of seek-
ing Federal agency guidance in re-
stoi'ing stability to the presently-
chaotic record industry.

^’ery recently, ARMADA President
Amos Heilicher, together with AR-
MADA secretary Jim Schwartz and
key aides, outlined ARMADA’s view

Minow^s Parting Words:
Single FCC Administrator,
A Court To Decide Cases

NEW YORK—Newton N. Minow had
some parting thoughts just before he
left his post as Chairman of the Fed-
eral Communications Commission
(FCC) June 1, and like other com-
ments he made during his tenure as
FCC head, they made everyone stand
up and take notice.

In a letter to President Kennedy on
May 31, Minow suggested that the
FCC’s duties be divided between a
single administrator and a court.
Minow feels that under such a sys-

tem Governmental broadcasting policy
could be made more clearer than it is

at present with the burden of decid-
ing cases, now done by the FCC com-
missioners, removed.
Minow said that the seven-man

agency has failed to set down well-
deiiTied policies.

His sentiments were echoed last
week bv new FCC chairman E. Wil-
liam Henry, who, speaking on a TV
interview show, said it was “worth-
while to give (the FCC) more rigidity
and more continuity” by separating
some of the agency’s functions, par-
ticu'arly in the matter of giving
judge-making activities over to a
court.
The White House is considering the

proposal.

of the plight of the record business to

top echelon execs of the Federal Trade
Commission in Washington, D.C.
Heilicher urged that action be taken
on an industry-wide basis to resolve
problems faced by indie distributors
andi dealers. A trade conference to set

guide lines was strongly urged. It is

understood that more person-to-per-
son conferences are likely, and that
the manufacturer point of view

_

as
well as the distributor’s is being
closely examined.

In addition to these conferences, a
large body of correspondence has been
carried on by ARMADA members

—

both distributors and manufacturers
—with the Federal Trade Commission
and Congressmen and Senators, the
assistance of the latter being sought
to implement the ARMADA plan with
regard to Federal guidance.
The Roosevelt Small Business Com-

mittee, which has been examining the

effects of dual distribution in various
industries, has contacted ARMADA
with a view toward lending its aid in

bettering conditions. An initial talk

has already been set.

Heilicher and other ARMADA ex-

ecutives, have made the following
points in presenting their views to

government officials

:

1) The industry in the past sev-

eral years has become increasingly
chaotic due to the discounting situa-

tion—which has reached a point
“where something must be done to

help the small business man.”

2) The Robinston-Patman Act is

being flagrantly violated daily, from
the manufacturing level down. Large
discounters are receiving preferential
t’-eatment and, because of this, are
able to sell their product at such a

low price that the small independent
record shop has found it practically

impossible to survive.

3) The time has come to correct
these abuses, lest these flagrant vio-

lations “kill the goose that laid the
golden egg.”

For 14th Straight Year:

Rowe AC Exhibits At MOA
CHICAGO—Rowe AC Services, the
iukebox manufacturer, will be on
hand again as an exhibitor at this

year’s meet of the Music Operators of
America (MOA) in Chicago (Sept.
4-6

) , marking the 14th straight year
it has displayed its wares at an MOA
fete. MOA was formed 14 years ago.
With the addition of Rowe AC to

MOA exhibitor line-up, only two other

major jukebox firms, Wurlitzer and
Rock-Ola, have yet to make known
their plans on whether or not to re-

turn as exhibitors to the revitalized

jukebox association.

Seeburg announced in April that it

was making an official return to the

MOA convention, emphasizing its

“full support” of MOA’s new leader-

ship.

The outlook, however, was bright

last week that Wurlitzer and Rock-

Ola, too, would turn-up at this year’s

gathering, to be held in the Morrison
Hotel.

MOA execs Harry Snodgress (pres-

ident) and Bob Blundred (managing

director), who have been spearhead-
ing a drive to put MOA back on the
industry map, are expected to talk

with Wurlitzer and Rock-Ola officials

this week, and several official an-
nouncements may be made before
week’s end.

In a statement issued by Snod-
gress after the Rowe AC announce-

ment, which came directly from prexy

Jack Harper, the exec said the move
was “significant for several reasons.”

“The most outstanding is the fact

the company has continually sup-

ported the Music Operators of Amer-
ica and its convention. I can only

interpret their 1963 intentions as an

expression of faith in the association

and the firm’s willingness to cooper-

ate with MOA. I am happy over this

expression.”

In making his announcement. Har-
per said: “This year we are especially

pleased to see other manufacturers
signifying a return to the meetings,

thus setting the stage for a strength-

ened industry-wide support.”
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SORD^s Anderson: Dealer’s Plight

Seriously Affecting Entire Business

CHICAGO—V. H. (Andy) Anderson,
president of the Society Of Record
Dealers (SORD), informed Cash Box
last week that “as the plight of the
record dealer worsens, it begins to

seriously affect the entire record in-

dustry.”
Anderson, who recently returned

from Washington, D.C. where confer-
ences were conducted with the Federal
Trade Commission, and Senate Com-
mittees, explained that as a result of
the pressures placed on record dealers
their ranks are being depleted at an
alarming rate.

“For example,” he said, “not too

long ago there were 2,100 member
dealers on the rolls of SORD. Last
January’s mailing sent out to the
members indicated that some 700
dealers were no longer in business.

“The second mailing to the remain-

ing 1,400 dealers, shortly thereafter,

indicated that 300 members then

dropped out, since they were no longer

in business. We now have only 1,100

members, almost half of last year’s

total membership

!

“The sorry fact is that this total

represents average, or above average

dealers who were dropped by the way-
side.

Commendations For

CD's Distrib Stories

NEW YORK—Andy Anderson, presi-

dent of SORD, the disk dealer asso-

ciation, has paid tribute to the Cash
Box story, “Distribution Faces Show-
down,” and editorial, “On Distribu-

tion,” which appeared in the June 1

issue. Both covered the current state-

of-affairs and possible future trends
in disk distribution.

Said Anderson about the articles:

“I and all the members of SORD
highly commend Cash Box for its

thorough analysis and competent re-

poi'ting of the present predicament the

record industry is undergoing.”
Anderson also reported to Cash

Box that the story and editorial were
“highly regarded” by various Sena-
tors who took part in Federal Trade
Commission-Senate Committee meet-
ings with SORD execs. Senators in-

cluded Sen. Hubert Humphrey of

M’nn., Sen. Gaylord Nelson of Wis-
consin and Senator Estes Kefauver,
chairman of the! Small Businieissss

Committee.

“The plight of the record dealer is

not at all independent of the results

of other phases of consumer record

distribution,” Anderson continued.

“It is already a proven fact that

record distributors cannot remain

healthy without healthy record deal-

ers. Other borderline facets of the

entire music industry, i.e., composers,

publishers, etc., will most certainly be

adversely affected.

“Because,” he said, “according to

present trade estimates less than 10%
of any manufacturer’s product is

rackable merchandise. And, the trend

has already caused considerable alarm

throughout the industry.

Lonnie Mack, who is cuiTently rid-

ing the charts with “Memphis” on
Fraternity, was born twenty-two
years ago in Harrison, Indiana. The
instrumentalist’s real name is Lonnie
McIntosh and he had his first guitar,
a $9.95 Lone Ranger model, at the
age of four.
When he was six Lonnie was play-

ing country music and singing with
his brother and sisters. At twelve
Lo'nnie was getting paid for per-
forming at a local hotel. While still

a teenager he got his first electric

guitar and started working clubs with
his brother, Alvin. And at fourteen he
had his own rock ’n’ roll band.

In 1959 the artist married his child-

hood sweetheart, Ruth Browning, and
continued to make his living as a
guitarist. As with most surprise suc-
cesses, Lonnie’s came from a lucky
break. Two months ago Lonnie came
to the attention of Harry Carlson,
topper of the Fraternity label. Carl-
son was impressed with the youngster
and immediately recorded him. The
rest is music biz history.

Righteous Brothers

The Righteous Brothers, currently
scoring with “Little Latin Lupe Lu”
on Moonglow, are not brothers at all.

The duo actually consists of Bill Med-
ley and Bobby Hatfield.

Bill was born in Los Angeles on
September 19, 1940 and now makes
his home in Santa Ana. In addition
to his singing talent, he is also top-
notch tunesmith (his present chart-
rider is one of his own compositions).
He also plays the piano and bass
guitar.
Bobby was born in Beaver Dam,

Wisconsin on August 10, 1940. He
appeared in high school musicals, was
emcee and sang in school talent
shows, and because of the encourag-
ing reaction he got, decided to enter
show business.

Before the boys teamed up a few
months ago they both had built-up
followings as solo performers in

southern California but their current
hit represents their initial accept-
ance on a nation-wide scale.

Roulette Clicking With
"Golden Goodies" Series

NEW YORK—Roulette Records’ 12
volume release of “Golden Goodies”
albums is doing a bang-up sales job
for the label in their first three weeks.

Well over 275,000 have been
shipped, according to Bud Katzel, gen-
eral sales manager, and distribs are
coming in with re-orders on many of
the volumes.

Katzel points to a floor browser
rack as the big outstanding factor in

the sales showing. “When sold loose
in the store bins, the albums move
slow, but when fully displayed all to-

gether in the display rack, the reac-
tion and results are entirely different
. . . The impact of the floor display is

without question, the prime motivat-
ing force in store sales.” Katzel also
noted that this pre-pack display has
led to big small-store sales, too.

Another force behind the sales
showing, says label topper Morris
Levy, is radio exposure coupled with
the purchase of airtime.

Since the
beginning of 1963, twelve of our
single records, recorded by nine dif-
ferent artists, were listed in; both of
these Top 100 repox'ts. Six of those
twelve hits have been listed in the Top
30, and we are optimistic that as
many as three more of our records
will be included in the Top 30 during
the next few weeks. It is gratifying
to report that practically all of our
performers have been discovered and
trained by our own Artists and Reper-
toire Department.
“We have strengthened our foreign

business and are now receiving sub-
stantial royalties from overseas. We
have also been successful in increas-
ing the number of our albums distrib-
uted by the Columbia, Record Club,
which increases our prestige as well
as our revenues. Our wholly owned
subsidiary. Silver Plastics, Inc., which
has recently completed a large expan-
sion program, is also operating on a
profitable basis. During the calendar
year, we have signed a number of
new artists to exclusive recording con-
tracts, including Maynard Ferguson,
a very popular jazz artist, and Ed
Bakey, who perfonns; under the name
Greensleeves. We have also extended
the term of our contracts with Chubby
Checker, the Orlons and Dee Dee
Sharp, and we have exercised the op-
tions to extend the contracts, with
Bobby Rydell and the Dovells.
“Because the record industry is so

dependent upon the changing whims
of the buying public, it would be un-
wise to attempt to predict earnings
for the year 1963 at this time. Despite
the general conditions that exist in

the record industry as a whole, for
the reasons which we have summar-
ized for you in this letter, your man-
agement continues to be optimisitic
concerning the Company’s future.”

The enormous popularity which is being enjoyed by musical groups—all hail-
ing from Merseyside—continues to pay dividends for all concerned. While the
artists bask in the glory of chart success and record breaking sales let’s not
forget the backroom boys who started it all, in particular the highly successful
partnership of Brian Epstein (manager), Dick James (publisher) and George
Martin (EMI A and R manager)—the team behind the current charters “Prom
Me To You” (The Beatles) now in their 9th week at No. 1; “How Do You Do
It” and “I Like It” by Gerry and The Pacemakers and “Do You Want To
Know A Secret” by Billy .1. Kramer with The Dakotas. All these artists have
American releases—The Beatles (Vee Jay), Gerry and The Pacemakers
(Laurie) and Billy J. Kramer (Liberty).
Encouraged by the fact that an estimated one and a half million disks have

been sold by these groups over the past four months Messrs. Epstein, James
and Martin have added another Liverpudlian sound to their ever increasing
roster. The Four Mosts, whose first single is scheduled for July. Meantime
Billy J. Kramer’s backing group The Dakotas, who obviously ‘know the secret,’
have waxed their first instrumental single “The Cruel Sea,” released on Parlo-
phone and published by Dick James.
An all Merseyside edition of ABC TV’s “Thank Your Lucky Stars” on June

29th will feature The Beatles, Gerry & The Pacemakers, Billy J. Kramer, The
Dakotas and The Big Three—another Liverpool group who have just cut their
second disk for Decca “By The Way.” This number was written for them by
Mitch Murray, who penned the two Gerry & The Pacemakers hits “How Do
You Do It” and “I Like It.” Prom the same prolific pen comes “I Won’t Miss
You” debut disk for British newcomer Dev Douglas on Parlophone published
by Dick James, who also has “Can I Take You Out Tonight” another first disk
this time on Pye by Teddy Green—the dancer featured in the Cliff Richard
films “The Young Ones” and “Summer Holiday.”
Jaep Music, the latest subsidiary publishing company formed by Dick James

in association with Brian Epstein, will concentrate on selected material in
conjunction with other NEMS artists.

After eleven days in Sweden, Del Shannon returned to London for five days
before setting off with manager Irving Michanik for a 16-day tour of Israel
opening in Tel Aviv June 6. Before leaving, Michanik laid plans for Shannon’s
autumn tours of Great Britain and the continent, and discussed tracks for his
next LP which will include several British numbers.

After two weeks in London veteran publisher Jack Mills left for the con-
tinent where he will visit all the Mills branches before returning to New York
early in July. Meantime, Cyril Gee of the London office excited about a new
sound by new instrumental group The Dixielanders whose first single
“Cyclone” is out on Decca and “Love Should Be True” by The Avons on
Decca-Ritz. Mills is also happy to have “Rip Van Winkle” composed and
recorded for Parlophone by Steve Race as a follow-up to his successful Ivor
Novello Award Winner of 1962 “Nicola”—also published by Mills.

“Atlantis,” the latest single by The Shadows, released on Columbia, was
penned by ace-composer Jerry Lordan, who took Jet Harris and Tony Meehan
to the top of the charts recently with “Diamonds” and “Scarlett O’Hara”—all

three numbers published by Francis Day & Hunter, which last year hit the
jackpot with The Shadows “Wonderful Land,” which was also a Jerry Lordan
composition. F.D. & H. also have the new Skeeter Davis “I’m Saving My
Love” on R.C.A. and “Ain’t That A Shame” by The Four Seasons on Stateside.

Polydor has issued a single of “My Bonnie” recorded by Tony Sheridan and
The Beatles in Hamburg in 1961 before the group sprang into popularity in

this country. Polydor, which has several tracks cut at that time are contem-
plating issuing an EP.

Deutsche Grammophon reports that the nine Beethoven Symphonies re-

corded by The Berlin Philharmonic Orchestra under Herbert Von Karajan are
selling extremely well. The symphonies are available as a complete set or can
be purchased separately.

“Pickwick,” the musical version of Dickens “Pickwick Papers” starring
Harry Secombe, opened out of town recently and will have its London premiere
early in July. Musical score published by (jhappells.

EMI plans to release the soundtrack LP from the Walt Disney film “Summer
Magic” starring Hayley Mills and Burl Ives early in July on HMV. Singles
from the film are likely to include “Flitterin’ ” by Hayley Mills and Eddie
Hodges and “On The Front Porch” by Burl Ives—both on HMV. Alex Walsh
has covered “On The Front Porch” on Columbia.

“Eighteen Yellow Roses,” the latest Bobby Darin single from the Cash Box

Top 100, is rush-released here on the Capitol label and published by Burton
Music. EMI backing the release with a special sales campaign.

Jacques Kluger Dies

JACQUES KLUGER

BRUSSELS—Jacques Kluger, a lead-

ing music man in Belgium, died on
May 26 of a long illness at the age
of 51. For the past several years, he
had operated his various music enter-

prises from his home.
Kluger was a partner with Felix

Faecq, his close friend of 30 years
standing, in World Music Publishing,
which represented such American
pubberies in Belgium as Acuff-Rose
Music, Southex-n Music and such other
firms as Peter Maurice, Raoul Bx-eton
and Italdisc. Pair also owned Palette
Recoi'ds, which they organized in

1958.
As a promoter of jazz and light

music in Belgium, Kluger helped
many artists achieve fame, including
La Estex-ella, Bobbejaan Schoepen,
Bob Benny, Jean Waltex-, Louis Neefs,
Wil Tux-a and many others.

Kluger met Faecq in 1933, when a
jazz orchestra he had formed ap-
peared at the 2nd National Jazz Con-
test in Bx'ussels, organized by Faecq.
After World War II, they teamed up
in the music business, foxming a pub-
iiishing firm and making recordings
with vaxious artists.

Kluger is sux-vived by his widow
and three sons. Two sons, Jean and
Roland, who aided Kluger in the oper-
ation of the business during hisi ill-

ness, ax’e taking over their father’s
place in the running of his various
enterprises.

Popular teenager of some years ago Ria Valk, married last year, has
made a fine come-back lately in a regular program for Dutch radio. The lively
girl with her great talents for comedy and rhythmic novelties, recorded
“Wini Wini” in Dutch, the popular Tamoure dance, for Fontana.
A couple of years ago, jazz-trumpeter and band-leader Buck Clayton made

a session with a small swinging group, released in Holland on Philips, that
was one of the best-sold jazz-LP’s ever made. Working with him on that
session was pianist Sir Charles Thomson. Together with Thomson, and with
tenorist Buddy Tate and rhythm, Clayton recently recorded a similar session
entitled “Buck and Buddy” for Fontana, an LP in the “Swingin’ the Blues”
tradition that is so popular here.

Otto Vriezenberg of L.C. Phonogram said he has a lot of confidence in two
hit-potential singles for Holland, the US-hits “It’s My Party” by Leslie Gore
on Mercury and “There are 8 million Cossack Melodies and this is One of
Them” by The Group X on Fontana. Another new release of interest for
Holland is “Da Doo Ron Ron” by The Crystals on London.
Warner Bros, brings shortly on the Dutch market the new Everly Brothers-

single “It’s Been Nice.”
Bovema’s Capitol label has a bestseller with Nat King Cole’s “Those Hazy,

Lazy, Crazy Days of Summer.” Within a few days the label releases A1
Martino’s “I Love You Because.” The very high interest for Dick Dale
means that Capitol Holland shortly will release Dick’s hitparader, “Misirlou.”
Ensemble Benerdetto Marcello, of which Bovema’s Columbia-label already

released two LPs with Italian Boroque-music, is working for an LP with
old-Dutch-Music from the 17th century. Numbers of this 3rd LP will be
played also on the third “Holland Festival.”
Bovema’s Stateside-label brings shortly “The Other Family,” on the family-

Bovema’s His Master’s Voice label began with the introduction of EMI’s

Angelserie on the Dutch market. There comes a big publicity-campaign and
the first H.M.V.-Angel produktions of Lehar’s “Merry Widow,” Mozart’s
“Cosi Fan Tutte,” Mascagni’s “Cavaleria Rusticana” and Faure’s “Requim
O.P. 48” are released already.
The new series of RCA records “Our Man In ... ” have just been re-

Due in Italy ai'e two great personalities of the classical music world:
Wolfang Sawallisch and Claude Arrau. The former will conduct the Philhar-
monic Orchestra of Hamburg at the Teati'o Alla Scala in Milan, during two
concerts which will be held at the end of this month. Pianist Arrau also will
be host of the Teati'o Alla Scala for a recital in July. Phonogram has just
released two albums in which the well known Chilean pianist is presenting
six Beethoven “Sonatas.”

Orchestra” along with the Von Einem’s “Ballata Per Orchestra Opera 23.”

Concluding news fi'om Phonogram, on to the Jazz Music and the recent
release of an album perfoimied by the Monk-Coltrane Quartet and published
under the Jazzland label. Another interesting release of the week is a Bossa-
nova single recorded by Charlie Byrd under the Riverside label, containing
two well known Brazilian compositions “Meditation” and “0 Barquinho (Lit-

tle Boat).”
Back to the classical field with releases by Emi Italiana. Among them we

note an album on which the music of Bach, Haendel and Vivaldi is for the
first time performed by great talents Leon Goossens and Yehudi Menuhin.
Another new release of the week is an LP on which the most beautiful per-
formances of lyric star Mafalda Favero are brought together.
And we conclude now our talk on EMI Italiana pointing out some of the

most interesting pop releases of the week. The theme from the motion picture
“Lawrence Of Arabia” has been coupled with the Brazilian title “Meditation”
on a new single waxed under the Liberty label by the late Felix Slatkin, while
“Take These Chains From My Heart” and “No Letter Today” are the titles

coupled on the last single of Ray Charles released in Italy. Also anmounced by
Emi Italiana, a new record of Timi Yuro including “Just About The Time”
backed with “Insult To Injury.”

After the big success obtained last year by his production called “H Can-
taglro,” Enzo Radaelli has again organized this song contest. Winner of last

year was Adriano Celentano, who brought to full success his performance of
“Tower Of Strength,” which under the Italian title “Stai Lontana Da Me”
was one of the biggest hits of 1962. This year, too, Adriano will take part in

the series of spectacles as star guest, along with another top talent Peppino
Di Capri. “H Cantagiro” will start June 22nd and the show will be presented
during the next two weeks in the most important Italian tourist centers.

Decca-London is distributing in Italy: for the best complete opera recording to

“Salome” by Richard Strauss conducted by Georg Solti and sung by Girgit
Nilsson: for the best symphonic and chamber music recordings to Schoen-
berg’s Serenade for 7 Instruments performed by the London Melos Ensemble
conducted by Bruno Madema (Oiseau Lyre) and to Teleman’s Suites and Con-
certos performed by the Amsterdam Kammerorchester conducted by Andre
Rieu (Telefunken) and for the best pop music LP to Miriam Makeba, on which
the famous South African singer is accompanied by The Harry Belafonte Folk
Singers.
The new London hit in Italy is “Pipeline” still very high on the American

charts after many weeks, by Chantays, a new orchestral combo recording for

Dot. Sales were very satisfactory since the release date: many requests ar-

rived for juke boxes all over Italy. So Decca-London may now rely on another
hit for the coming summer.

Big sellers on London-Dot are Pat Boone’s “Days Of Wine And Roses” (and
“Speedy Gonzales” has not been forgotten) and the album “I Love You Truly”
by Pat and Shirley Boone. Decca-London has also placed many hopes in the

latest Kapp releases: Ruby and The Romantics’ “Our Day Will Come,” Jack
Jones’ “Call Me Irresponsible” and “The Love Theme From The Mutiny Of
The Bounty,” Roger Williams ’“On The Trail” and Johnny Cymbal’s “Mr.
Bass Man.” A very good seller is still Roger Williams’ “Theme From The Mu-
tiny On The Bounty,” while “Maria” by the same artist is already considered

an “evergreen” and consequently will sell for years and years, like his first

big hit, “Till.”

In a tragic automobile accident, on Sat, June 1, Luis Arcaraz, one of the
most famous Mexican composers and conductors was killed. He was driving his
car accompanied by his vocalist Silvia del Carmen, crashed on the road of San
Luis Potosi with the car of an American tourist who was driving his oar on
the other side, trying to pass a trailer. Luis Arcarez died at the age of 52 years
old and Silvia is fighting for her life.

Among the most popular songs written by Arcarez are “Prisionero del mar”,
“Bonita,” “Quinto Patio,” “Sortilegio,” “Viajera,” “Fruta Verde,” “Munequita
de Squire,” “As de Corabones,” “Rimmel” and many others, which are popular
around the world. As an orchestra conductor, Luis had for many years the most
popular dance band, until he went to the United States and performed through-
out the country for several years, especially in California, where he played his
music and aiTangements many times at the Hollywood Palladium.
A few years ago, he returned to Mexico and opened in his own night club

named “Cita con Arcaraz” and organized' a new band. Luis started to record
at the Peerless label and his best years were at RCA. Lately (a year ago) he
signed a new contract with Musart label on which he released three new LP’s
and had ready many arrangements for new albums. Luis was married two
times and leaves a son, Luis, who now sings under the name of Mario Sinta
and a daughter, Rosita, who is 16 years old. This is the second death of a Mexi-
can conductor this year. The other one was Cuco Valtierra, who also recorded
at the Musart label.

Sonia Lopez will definitely leave the tropical combo of la Sonora Santanera,
and from new on, she will perform as a soloist, backed by another orchestra.

’

The Sonora Santanera will look for a new singer. Both of them, Sonora and
Sonia will continue to record on the same label: CBS.
Pepe Leon, owner of the popular night club “Terrazza Cassino,” began a big

season in bis place, opening it on Junei 6th with Benny Goodman and hiis sextet
for ten days. Later, on July 4, Marlene Dietrich for another ten, days and on
the first of August pianist Carmen Cavallaro until the 17th of the same month.
A lot of artists left Orfeon Records in thiC past month. Among them are Cesar

Costa, Emily Cranz and Gamboa Cevallos, who signed a new contract with RCA
Victor. Asrfor other artists who used to work for Orfeon records, such as Lucha
Moreno, Ricardo Rocca and Maria Eugenia Rubio, we don’t know at the moment
with whom they are going to sign.
We also were informed that Lety Cisneros, a singer who for several years

recorded at RCA, moved over to Musart Records and has already started re-
cording.

Enrique Guzman, who is still the most popular singer of the new Mexican
wave, has on CBS Records a new album, on which he offers with the Chuck An-
derson orchestra, the songs “Jealous Of You,” “Half Heaven-Half Heartaches,”
“Not Any More.” “One Sleepless Night,” “Blame It On The Bossa Nova,”
“Vida,” “Limbo Rock,” “Stairway To Heaven,” “Let’s Dance,” “A Girl Like
You,” and) “So They Say.” There are also backings with the rock and roll group,
Los Salvaies.
Maria Felix, the most popular Mexican actress ever in Mexico, recorded her

first album at RCA, singing just with the piano of Chucho Ferrer, compositions
of Agustin Lara.

Los Rebeldes del Rock, signed a contract with Orfeon Records for one more
year.
Lucho Gatica created a new musical style, the “ranchero-ballad” through the

Mexican songs “Pa Todo el Ano” and “Para Morir Iguales.” The arrangements
were made by Jose Sabre Marroquin and the recording label was Musart.

Highlight of the recently held Australian Record Company interstate sales

Smith—^that the company had acquired the distribution rights for the Roulette
label in Australia; Roulette had been without local representation here for
some time since the expiration of its agreement with Philips. It is likely that
the first Roulette release under the deal with ARC will be “Two Faces Have
I” by Lou Christie and “Hot Pastrami With Mashed Potatoes” by Joey Dee. In
addition to the newly acquired Roulette catalog, ARC also handles CBS, United
Artists, Warner Bros., Kapp, Hickory and several other American catalogs.
The addition of Roulette to its roster makes Australian Record Company one
of the most powerful companies in the Australian industry.

We can’t start this column off without first of all mentioning a recent eve-

ning offered by Vogue at I’Elephant Blanc dedicated to Sammy Davis, Jr. All
the stars of the song biz were present. The following day the same stars feted
Sammy at the Olympia Music. This was, without a doubt, the best show that
has ever been shown at the Olympia and for all the young artists and stars of
the song biz who attended, this show was an impressive lesson, especially how
to hold an audience. He also imitated quite a few stars, played the piano, a
drum solo, and last but not least a demonstration with a 45 colt in a typical
western cowboy style. This was Sammy Davis, Jr. We only hope and wish that
he comes back very quickly for at least a two or three week session at the
Olympia so that the Parisian public can appreciate and really get to know him.
Nothing musically emerged from the Cannes film festival at this time of

writing. The results are pi-obably known but we can say right now that in the
small world of the song biz we are not waiting for anything remarkable on
this side.

We are entering into a slack period and novelty releases are getting rare.
We are anticipating the last I'eleases before the big holiday and vacation sea-
son. There is nothing notable on the market, but we should make a special
mention concerning the Rika Zarai recording of “Tournez Maneges” and “Elle
Etait Si Jolie.” This thrush seems to be paving a way to success little by little

here in France. Must mention the fact the radio station Europe No. 1 seems to
be making a special plug and effort on her title “Tournez Maneges.” We also
find Les Matecocos, who have just given us a 10 entitled “Escale A Cuba.”
In the dance series Franz Weber offers us “Vienna Airs.” With EMI, first of
all Maxime Saury has cut an LP called “Slow Time.” A special series that
interests from the province of I’Auvergne is an EP by Andre Thivet, “L’Au-
vergne Danse,” with the famous Bruyeres Correziennes.
News flashes from Ricordi: the noise made around Ria Bartok seems to be

slowing down a lot. Let’s talk about two youngsters Eric Charden, who like

everyone else is a singer and writer, in his first EP, “Symphonie En Bleu”
and “Quatre Cent Vingt Et Un” and in the same line, Charles Level with “Mon
Copain Noir Jimmy.” We leave the verdict up to the public. Brocoletti has
just released new Charles Aznavour titles such as “Trop Tard,” “Donne Tes
Seize Ans,” etc. On the Roulette label, Ron Hawkins interprets in his way
“Ruby Baby.” Still with Ricordi, in the classical side, “4th Symphonie Of
Bruckner” by the Vienna Symphony orchestra under the direction of Otto
Klemperer, and a selection of airs of Mozart vcith Tstich Randall.

Riverside has released some exciting Bechet sides accompanied by A. Nicho-
las and Muggsy Spanier. But we prefer the sides that he recorded in France
much more modestly accompanied and in which he expresses himself in a more
significant view.
We omitted in last week’s article to mention an automobile accident of

Isabelle Aubret. This accident will prevent her during several months to come
to appear on the stage, and this is a pity for Isabelle.

A Limp, A Scat, A Legislative Ruling

Millie McCarthy Returns To Business At Hand
NEW YORK—Millie was back last
week and the news was probably car-
ried throughout the legislative halls
in Albany. There was no question that
the trade knew it in New York.
Mrs. McCarthy was back in action.
She may have limped slightly, and the
scar from the auto accident may have
pinched slightly under the new hairdo
which provides bangs for ladies who
smash up autos, but the coingal was
talking, a normal preoccupation for
the upstate lady. And she was shak-
ing hands. And she was talking about
a new legislative ruling which has
hurt coin machine operations in the
upstate area. Millie McCarthy was
back and the situation was normal.
The legislative ruling which has an-

noyed NY State ops is an amendment
to the present Alcoholic Beverage
Control Law w’hich relates to adjust-
ment in fees when the premises are
altered. The law reads:

Section 99d. Misc. Fees. 1 Before
any substantial alternation to a li-

censed premises may be undertaken
the licensee shall make application to
the liquor authority for permission to
effect such alteration and shall pay
to the liquor authority in advance
upon filing of the application a fee of
one hundred dollars where the base
license fee is five hundred dollars and
more, and twenty-five dollars in all

other instances. Such fee shall not
apply to holders of grocery store beer
licenses. A substantial alteration
shall include any enlargement or con-
ti’action of a licensed premises; any
physical change to the exterior of the
licensed premises that involves the
creation or relocation of any window
or door, or reduces the visibility that
existed at the time of licensing; any

other physical changes in the interior
of a licensed premises that materially
affect the character of the premises or
the physical structure that existed at
the time of licensing; and in the case
of establishments licensed for con-
sumption on the premises, any en-
largement or contraction of the din-
ing room or kitchen facilities, or any
change in the size of location of any
bar within the contemplation of sec-
tion one hundred, subdivision four, of
this chapter at which alcoholic bev-
erages are dispensed. (Ed Note:
italics have been inserted for clarity.)
The law enforcement agencies in

Rochester, Buffalo and several other
towns including Albany, have been
instructing operators who install
equipment in locations such as bowl-

(resembling billiard balls) at the cen-
ter of the playfield. Hitting all 15
rollover buttons lights the “Specials”
and re-racks the balls. “Skill Pool” is

adjustable by the operator for three
or five ball play.

In other play and scoidng features,
as explained by Weinand, a drop tar-
get on the playfield scores a “Special”
for the player when it is lit. Further-
more, two skill holes, when lit, score
another “Special.”
There are four jet bumpers, one

regular bumper, two rollover lanes,
two kick-up shooters, two flippers (at
the bottom of the playfield), and two
automatic kickers.
The exclusive, highly styled and ap-

pointed Williams pinball cabinet as-
sures the operator of “a beautiful,
attractive piece for any location

—

anywhere,” according to Weinand.
Other cabinet features include : a long-
life Williams “Plastikote” finish on
the playfield, a strong, one-piece
locked cash box, twin coin chutes and
a slug '"ejector.

Weinand stated, in conclusion, that
Williams distributors are amply sup-
plied with “Skill Pool.” Operators are
urged to visit their nearest Williams
distributor to “get next to this excel-
lent amusement, thrill game.”
