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VIDEO-DISKS

Television pulls out of its re-

run doldrums during the next few
weeks and heads into its new sea-

son. Which means : many new
shows; hundreds of new faces and
personalities ; and an infinite num-
ber of potential ideas for the re-

cording of material which appears
on the home screen.

The great thirst within the rec-

ord industry for new ideas plus the

natural association between the

two entertainment media, has kept

the eyes of the record industry

keenly fixed on every move made
by the television industry. And, no
doubt, during the up-coming sea-

son record people will be exploring

all TV possibilities for new disks.

The past TV year was again very

productive for the record business.

It made a veteran comic into a sing-

ing celebrity in the person of

Frankie Fontaine of the Jackie

Gleason Show. The Andy Williams
Show played an important role in

making the vocalist’s singles and
LP’s among the year’s biggest sell-

ers. The show also gave birth to the

New Christy Minstrels who proved
to be huge record sellers. The de-

but of the Beverly Hillbillies last

year resulted in Lester Flatt and
Earl Scruggs’ number one coun-

try hit ‘‘The Ballad of Jed Clanip-

ett,” the theme used behind the

shows credits. The televised Julie

Andrews-Carol Burnette perform-
ance at Carnegie Hall resulted in a

best-selling album. And who can
measure what effect the Hootenan-
ny show had on the fabulous

growth folk music has been enjoy-

ing during recent months. It cer-

tainly played a significant role in

the rash of “Hootenanny” LP’s
that were issued shortly after the

show’s debut.

Many TV themes enjoyed chart

success: Route 66; Naked City;

Gravy Waltz. And such names as

Richard Chamberlain, George Ma-
haris, Vince Edwards, Lawrence
Welk, Steve Allen and the Flint-

stones graced the labels of many
other successful disks.

The future is again very bright.

Hootenanny is being expanded in-

to an hour-long show when it re-

turns, offering increased exposure
for more talent. Talent Scouts con-

tinues to introduce gifted perform-
ers to the public, many of whom
have been signed to disk pacts. The
Como Show, always a top show-
case for vocalists, returns again

this year. Judy Garland bows in

this year with a regular weekly
stint. The effect of this one could

be amazing. American Bandstand
returns for a regular Saturday ap-

pearance. Jimmy Dean and Bill

Dana bow in with their own shows.

And, as usual, there will be the host

of variety shows offering space and
time for the thousands of artists,

both unknown and well-estab-

lished, who wiU move the public to

the record buying point.

It’s also interesting to note that

a three-part TV series called Davy
Crockett returns via the Walt Dis-

ney program this week. Today’s
tots never saw the original run,

which had a dramatic effect on the

disk industry. Wouldn’t it be some-
thing if the top ten were again

dominated by Bill Hayes, Fess

Parker and Ernie Ford with the

“Ballad of Davy Crockett.’’

Pre-Cut Tape Sales Up
40% In '62, RIAA Reports

NEW YORK—Retail sales of pre-

recorded tapes continue to show sharp
annual sales increases.

As reported by the Record Industry

Association of America (RIAA), con-

sumer purchases of pre-recorded tapes

in 1962 exceeded the previous year’s

total by more than 40%. Sales in ’62

came to $8.5 million, compared with
slightly over $6 million in ’61. In both
years, classical repertoire comprised
a little more than 30% of total sales.

These totals are figured at list

prices and included only reel-to-reel

tapes operated at 7% ips, it was noted

by the RIAA. This is the first annual
report on pre-recorded tape sales by
RIAA, which began collecting quart-

erly figures on manufacturers’ sales

early in ’62.

Folk LP Chart Standing:
Lots Of Staying Power

NEW YORK—A quick glance at the
Top 100 Albums chart will immedi-
ately reveal that folk product has be-
come a significant, to-be-reckoned-
with commercial factor. Although folk
albums amount to only 13% of the
LP’s currently charted, the staying
power of this type of material coupled
with total number of pieces of mer-
chandise sold, makes the folk market
more meaningful that its percentage
breakdown might indicate.
An interesting point is the wide-

range scope of the folk albums that
have become chart items. The folk
gamut runs all the way from Colum-
bia’s Bob Dylan, an ethnic, talkin’

blues folksinger, who is currently
clicking with “The Freewheelin’ Bob
Dylan,” to Capitol’s polished, pop-folk
Kingston Trio, presently represented
with their “Sunny Side” and “Kings-
ton Trio #16” disks.
One glaring fact which sets the

folk field apart from other areas is

the lack of necessity of a single hit

to move merchandise. Although Peter,
Paul and Mary’s long string of single
success obviously helped create inter-

est in their two best-selling Warner
Bros. LP’s, such consistent folk album
sellers as Joan Baez, the Smothers
Bros, and until recently the New
Christy Minstrels never had single
hits. Additionally, Harry Belafonte
and the Chad Mitchel Trio have not
enjoyed recent 45 hits, but their al-

bum releases continue to sell at a
rapid clip.

Many “professional folksters” have
strongly attacked the pop-folk craze,
claiming that over commercialization
destroys the basic musical and lyrical

values, but it’s comparatively clear-
cut that the Kingstons et al. have
opened the door for the further cut,

more ethnic folksingers. Don’t be sur-
prised that in the months to come
more artists in the Dylan-Baez vein
break through into the national lime-
light.

New Distrib Changes
NEW YORK—Judge Sylvester Ryan
of the New York Federal Court last

week okayed ASCAP’s new distribu-

tion system (see Cash Box issue

dated Aug. 31). Judge Ryan has
been deciding on new ASCAP poli-

cies ever since the clearing house
entered into a consent decree with
the Justice Department in 1960.

Judge Ryan also reviews complaints
dealing with ASCAP.
The changes in the system are of

particular benefit to up-and-coming
writers. Heart of this new advantage
to young writers are a reduction in

the Recognized Works Performance
Fund from 30% to 20%, the in-

crease in the Average Performance
Fund from 30% and 40% and the re-

moval of previous limitations on pro-

motions in the ratings in APF and
RWPF.

Every Sherman Release
A Number 1 Seller

NEW YORK—Allan Sherman is

batting a 1000 as a first-place artist
on the LP & singles charts.

Joining such select company as
Elvis Presley and Frank Sinatra,
both of whom have had a string of
number 1 LP’s, all three of humor-
singer’s Warner Bros, albums to
date have reached the top of the LP
best-selling chart. These include “My
Son The Folk Singer,’’ Sherman’s
historic LP debut, “My Son, The
Celebrity’’ and the current “My Son
The Nut.’’ Sherman’s only singles re-
lease, “Hello Muddah, Hello Faddah,’’
was a recent number 1 entry on the
Top 100.

Axel Stordahl Dies
NEW YORK—Axel Stordahl, who
wrote many of Frank Sinatra’s early
disk arrangements, died in Encino,
Calif, on Friday, Aug. 30, at the age
of 50 after a long illness. He was
Sinatra’s arranger-conductor during
the singer’s crooning heyday, having
started their association when Sin-
atra was a regular on radio’s “Your
Hit Parade.” Before becoming con-
ductor, Stordahl played trumpet with
the Bert Block’s Orchestra and later
with Tommy Dorsey. Among his
cleffing credits is the evergreen,
“Day By Day,” which he wrote with
Paul Weston and Sammy Cahn. At
his death, he was musical director
of TV’s “McHale’s Navy.”

Surviving are his widow, singer
June Hutton, a son and daughter.

Epic Re-Names,
Re-Jacke'ts Vinton LP
NEW YORK—Epic Records has, for
the second time, re-titled & re-de-
signed an LP to tie-in with an art-
ist’s latest hit single.

New change involves Bobby Vin-
ton’s “Blue on Blue” album, which
now goes under the tag of “Blue
Velvet,” his current Top 100 entry
culled from culled “Blue on Blue”
set.

“Under normal circumstances,”
Len Levy, general manager, ex-
plained, “various bands from a new
album will usually be picked and
played by radio stations.” “However,
in the case of ‘Blue on Blue,’ one
band, ‘Blue Velvet,’ was immediately
the unanimous choice of disk jockeys
all over the country.” The label

rushed the side out as follow-up to

Vinton’s “Blue on Blue” hit, and it

has become the artist’s biggest hit

since his million-selling “Roses are
Red” of 1962. Thus, the title change.

Label decided on a similar move
with Rolf Harris’ “Sun Arise,” LP,
which became “Tie Me Kangaroo
Down, Sport” after it was culled

from the LP to make big Top 100
noise.

Disk Industry Records
Strong Aug. Sales

NEW YORK—The month of August
was a very good one for the record

industry. That’s the general feeling

from racks, one-stops, distribs and

manufacturers.

Very few tears wei’e shed during
August. A few “have-nots” riding

between hits, certainly had nothing

to cheer about. But the vast majority

of people we’ve been in contact with

during the past week described Au-
gust as a highly successful month
with good album sales, a wide variety

of saleable singles in pop, country

and r & b, as well as a goodly num-
ber of extremely big singles that

have been selling in larger quantities

than has been noted for quite some
time.

The stigma of summer being an

olf-season is almost completely

erased. Strong name artists have

been released on singles all through

the warm weather months with no

regard as to the season. And the

result has been a very good selling

season.

But the month of September should

tell us more—whether August was
coincidentally good or whether the

industry may gradually be heading

back to a heavier volume standard.

If at the end of September re-

ports from the field are equally en-

thusiastic, then we may be able to

anticipate a strong end-of-the-year.

Septembers most often are disap-

pointing. With vacationers back from
their breathers, everyone hopes for

and anticipates greatly increased

sales. But by the third week in Sep-

tember excuses such as the back-to

schooler’s need for new books and

new clothes, weather conditions, etc.,

are frequently expressed, and the in-

dustry tries to rationalize away why
sales are not as strong as anticipated.

Therefore, if we can sense favor-

able comments on October 1, rather

than the usual negatives, we prob-

ably will be able to classify business

as excellent.

The general industry-wide feeling

is that we’re in an up-ward cycle.

Few really believe, at present, that

we will return to the days of the
frequent million-selling single in the
near future. Some believe that be-
cause of distribution changes and
and changes in radio programming
techniques that we may never see
those days again.

But after a difficult year in the
disk industry, it’s encouraging to
comment, for a change, on some posi-
tive developments in the business
that could mean a good new year
for the disk business.

DGG Unveils
6 LP's For Sept.

NEW YORK—Deutsche Grammo-
phon, distributed in this country by
MGM, has announced the release of
six new LP packages for Sept.

Included in the release are the nine
Beethoven Symphonies by the Berlin
Philharmonic Orchestra conducted by
Herbert von Karajan (the same set

recently presented to President Ken-
nedy) ; Vivaldi’s Gloria/Credo with
the Orch. & Chorus of the Florence
May Festival conducted by Bruno
Bartoletti; Cherubini’s Requiem in D
Minor by the Czech Philharmonic
Chorus & Orch with Igor Markevitch
conducting, Debussy’s Preludes, Book
I by pianist Monique Haas; Verdi’s
II Trovatore (complete) by the
Orch. & Chorus of La Scala with
Tullio Serafin conducting; and Bruck-
ner’s Symphony No. 9 in D Minor by
the Berlin Philharmonic Orch. with
Wilhelm Fui-twangler.

Musicals, Too, Sing
A Song Of Equality

NEW YORK—The musical theater
has not been remiss in putting into
song and story the quest for racial
equality.

In recent months, the spotlight has
been on folk material—newly minted
or traditional—that has touched on
the subject of Negro inequality and
integration into the main stream of
American life.

But, for a number of years now
the American musical theater has
been voicing its concern over equal
rights. The two most famous exam-
ples came from the pen of the late

Oscar Hammerstein. “OT Man River,”
written by Hammerstein for the
musical, “Show Boat” (1927), witn
music by Jerome Kern, has achieved
the status of a true American folk-
song, although its birth came well
into the 20th Century. The familiar
lyrics tell of the hardships a Negro
endures as a deckhand, while the
Mississippi flows by unconcerned.
Hammerstein turned to a more spe-
cific area, that of racial intolerance,
in “South Pacific” (1949) with
“You’ve Got to Be Taught” (music
by Richard Rodgers), which stresses
that prejudice is something acquired
in the formative years of one’s life.

Irving Berlin has contributed, be-
sides his non-show classic “God Bless
America,” several songs in this area.
For a 1933 review called “As Thou-
sands Cheer,” he penned “Supper-
time,” a blues (sung by Ethel
Waters) about a mother who informs
her children that her husband will

not be home to eat with them, since
he, a Negro, has become the victim of
a lynch mob.

Dealing in a lighter vein with
Negro equality are such songs as
“The Eagle & Me,” and “I Got a
Song,” written by Harold Arlen &
E.Y. (Yip) Harburg for 1944’s
“Bloomer Girl.”

Berlin also set Emma Lazarus’
poem written for the Statue of Lib-
erty, “Give Me Your Tired, Your
Poor,” to music as a finale for his

1949 musical, “Miss Liberty.”
Musical librettos, in part or in

entirety, have called attention to in-

equality. These include Kern & Ham-
merstein’s “Show Boat,” whose sub-
plot involves a mulatto singer who is

tragically made aware of her bi-

racial background, “Finian’s Rain-
bow,” which has sections, highly
comic ones, dealing with the segre-
gation of the Negro in the south,
and “Lost In The Stars,” Kurt Weill
& Maxwell Anderson’s musical adap-
tation of Alan Baton’s “Cry The Be-
loved Country,” whose locale is South
Africa, where separation of the races
(apartheid) is Government policy.

In recent years, a number of musi-
cals have concerned themselves with
current Negro problems, includins'
“Kwamina,” Off B’way’s “Simply
Heavenly” and “Fly Blackbird.”

On
hand will be the general membership
and board of directors.
As for the bill’s chances, it has

been noted that while opposition
against it among Congressmen is
light, it could, if passed by the
House, run into a Presidential veto.
The Administration as well as cer-
tain consumer groups and organized
labor do not want to see the bill

making the grade.
The Government believes that if

such a bill goes through it will have
an inflationary effect on the economy,
pushing prices some 20% on sales.
The Justice Department has esti-
mated that in states where Fair
Trade laws are in effect prices are
from 19% to the 27% higher than in
non-Fair Trade states.

Proponents of the Bill say that
such a national law would give small
business a badly needed shot in the
arm, as it would put small business
on a more competitive level with
ever-growing discount houses &
chains.
What most do agree on is the be-

lief that the bill, which the House
Commerce Committee approved of 33
to 1, will soon be cleared by the
House Rules Committee, and make
its appearance before a receptive full

House.

Name Tree In 2 Suits

NASHVILLE—Two separate Chan-
cery Court suits charging breach of
contract—one asking $50,000 dam-
ages—have been filed here against
the Tree Publishing Company.
The $50,000 damage suit, filed by

ABCO Music Co., charges Tree and
three of its employees with illegally

obtaining copyrights to songs and
then publishing them.

Nashville songwidter Aaron Wayne
Gray filed the second suit, asking
that the company be ordered to pay
him royalties which he says are owed
him.
Named defendants in the suit filed

by ABCO are Jack Stapp and Wil-
liam D. Killen, both company offi-

cials, and Robert S. Riley, an em-
ployee.
The suit filed by ABCO declares

that ABCO entered into an oral con-
tract with Riley in August of 1961,
whereby Riley would be “an exclusive
songwriter for the company.” Despite
this contract, however, Riley is al-

leged to have delivered “various
musical compositions” to Tree.
The petition also states that “Riley

. . . did further conspire with de-

fendants Killen, Stapp and Tree Pub-
lishing Company to divert valuable
corporate opportunities, including the
service of musicians, songwriters and
others ... to the use and benefit of
defendant Tree Publishing Co.”

In his petition. Gray declares that
he entered into a contract to become
a songwriter for Tree in January
of 1960. He said at the time, the
company was given the right to pub-
lish a song he had written entitled,

“Cradle of Love.”
Gray claims the company promised

to pay him royalties on the sales of
the record but has refused to do so.

Charging breach of contract, he asks
the court to return the copyright of
the song to him.

POPULAR PICKS OF THE WEEK

“ELVIS’ GOLDEN RECORDS VOL. 3”—Elvis
Presley—RCA Victor LPM2765
Elvis Presley’s record of disk hits speaks for it-

self and the chanter recalls some of these biggies
on this third stanza of golden decks. Launching
the set with his first big ballad hit, “It’s Now Or
Never,” the songster repeats such blockbusters
as “Are You Lonesome Tonight?” “Stuck On
You,” “Good Luck Charm” and “I Peel So Bad.”
Here is another Presley LP entry sure to make it

to Chartsville in short order.

“CHUBBY CHECKER IN PERSON”—Parkway
P7026
Following hot on the heels of other name art-

its who have had good fortune with “live” LP’s,
Chubby Checker comes up with his “in person”
album recorded at Somers Point, N.J. The chant-
er’s fantastic appeal with the younger set is much
in evidence here as they voice approval of his
“Twist It Up,” “The Twist” and “I’m Walkin’.”
Eye the deck for sure-fire sales acceptance.

“HYMN SING ALONG”—Mitch Miller—Colum-

“Surf Party” and Bobby Rydell follows up with
“Surfin’ U.S.A.” Also included here is the Dovells
curent chart-rider, “Betty In Bermudas” and a
smooth reading of “Surf City” by the Tymes. The
set is a solid late summer entry.

“ONE FINE DAY”—Chiffons—Laurie LLP 2020
The Chiffons, who are currently clicking in both
the pop and r&b departments with “One Fine
Day,” tag this new Laurie LP after the hit and
include eleven other potent teen-angled hits. The
group’s professional, infectious style carries them
in good stead on “It’s My Party,” “The Loco-

“Moonlight.” All the tunes here are arranged for
easy-going dancing pleasure. Good item for old-
sters.

“BLUES HOOT”—Lightnin’ Hopkins, Brownie
McGhee. Sonny Terry—Horizon WP 1617
Here’s a first-rate folk-blues set featuring the
accomplished vocal and instrumental talents of
three blues giants: Lightnin’ Hopkins, Brownie
McGhee and Sonny Terry. The artists create
plenty of electricity and excitement as they per-
form hootenanny fashion on “Big Car Blues,”
“Stool Pigeon Blues” and “Ball Of Twine.” Folk
buffs should come out in droves for the package.

“TEENAGE HOOTENANNY”—Millburnaires ’63

With all of the current interest in folk music,
this Battle offering featuring the vocal and in-
strumental talents of eight high school lads
might well spark some rapid sales activity.

“DOUBLE DIXIE”—Harry James—MGM E 4137
Although the vet trumpeter is most often pre-
sented in a lush, big band setting he is equally
capable of wailing' in a small combo perspective
as evidenced by this swingin’ Dixie set. James ef-
fectively fronts his ork and combo on such fine
Dixie items as “My Monday Date,” “The James
Boys” and “Squeeze Me.” All of the orkster’s
many fans should flock to the package.

Each musician
makes a series of statements which perfectly
blend with the offerings of the other men. Among
the best tracks are “A Gal In Calico,” “Autumn
Leaves” and “Ole Devil Moon.” All of the artist’s

many fans should really dig the LP.

“J. J.'s BROADWAY”—J. .1. Johnson—Verve
V8.530
J. J. Johnson has come up with ten Broadway fav-
orites aptly suited for a jazz survey by the trom-
bonist and a top-notch aggregation of sidemen.

The first big “Rock and Roll” revue since Bill Haley’s show many seasons

ago, which resulted in riots, was held in Germany in a whirlwind 13 day 25
city tour. Chubby Checker headed the bill and closed the show with a 35
minute act. The show started with a swing through Switzerland where three
shows were held, Vienna was the only Austrian city visited and the rest of the
tour was done in German cities. This time, the audiences cried, yelled and
stomped but no trouble was reported during the tour which will probably pave
the way for more major attraction tours through this country in the pop field.

The show opened with German songstress Nora Nova and England’s Billy
Saunders followed. Both record for Ariola. The third slot was held down by
Tony Sheridan and his Beat Brothers, who tore up the house with their hot
numbers. The band records for Polydor although all members of the group
come from England. An American group of gals, Goldie and the Gingerbreads,
who wax for Coral, were also on hand for the first time in Europe and drew
good reaction from the young crowds. The first half of the package was closed
by former Platters’ member Jack Hammer who now records for Vogue. Teldec’s
Manuela, who is now riding the charts with “Blame It On The Bossa Nova”
and whose new record has sold 40,000 in the first week, opened the 2nd half.
Ariola’s guitar star Paul Wurges followed and the show was closed by Chubby
Checker. Ariola presented Chubby with a golden watch for Vo. million records
sold in Germany on the last day of the tour at the Berlin Radio-TV-Phone Fair
where two shows were held in the big auditorium there.

Electrola has released 6 singles of tunes from the Evangelistic Church days
held recently. The disks done by the Botho Lucas Choir, and pop stars Ralf
Bendix and Kenneth Spencer are drawing a good reaction. August Seith of
Chappell and Seith Music reports that the top US hits “Easier Said Than

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cTargentina: AUSTRALIA
During the past two years, one of the most interesting trends in the

Argentine music market is the growing popularity of folk music, not only
on the local customers field, but also on the export side. Sales of folk music
waxings have increased consistently, if considered is the general fall of the
market, and several tunes have got into the charts, something that happened
seldom before with this type of music. Leading the folk music battle is

Editorial Lagos, directed by Romulo Lagos and founded in 1945. In the past
months, Lagos has enjoyed several big folk hits, like “Paloma,” “La Gorda,”
“Puente Pexoa” and now “Rio Manso.” The point of interest is that Argen-
tine folk music has started to invade other countries, where it was very
rarely seen before, like Chile, Peru, Uruguay and Colombia, other Spanish
speaking countires. But Romulo Lagos told Cash Box that his pubbery is fin-

ishing the arrangements for selling the rights of “Puente Pexoa” in the
States, and that at least two recordings will be made. Besides, there are
already contracts with seven European countries for sub-edition of the same
tune. If this trend continues—and we suppose it will—folk music will be
added to the export line of local pubberies, along with tango—the old
product—and modern teen tunes, also a rather new item.

—Odeon and Los Big Ben—Music Hall, “Esta Noche Pago Yo” (Pepe Reyes,
Odeon), “Twisteando Los Blues” (Los Tammys, Philips), “Senor” (Maribel
Marcel, Odeon Pops) and “A Mi Edad,” cut by Sonia (Philips).
News from Julio Korn: Carlos Argentino, recording again for Philips,

waxed two local product controlled by the pubbery: “La Cumbia” and “El
Cocinero.” Los Fronterizos, also for Philips, cut “Calisto Gauna,” “Gaviota
de Puerto” and “La Pancha Alfaro,” folk tunes. Dany Martin has waxed
“Cultura General,” another local. Canciones del Mundo Argentina, admin-
istrated by Julio Korn, is working on “Yo Era,” recorded by Los Cinco
Latinos (CBS).
CBS has inked a new folk group named Los Indianos, born in Buenos

Aires. The quintet has performed recently at the Cosquin Folk Music Festival,
and has already recorded its first single, “Juan Paye” and “Romance en
Taragui.” Their records will be also released in other countries where the
diskery is represented. La Charanga del Caribe is also under promotion
now, and its first waxing (“El Amanecer”) has been well received. The
second one, “Tamborena” and “Momposita” is ready for release. Julio Sosa,
one of the leading names in the tango field, has finished a tour of the
province of Cordoba, where he reportedly obtained big success. Sosa will
probably star a new tango show to be aired on TV soon, in Buenos Aires.
Odeon is releasing the first album by Los Cuatro del Rio, a new folk

group recently inked. The LP contains several standards, like “Vidala Sola”
and “Zamba de Anta,” mixed with new titles as “Cuatrero” and “El Canoero.”
On the classical music side, Odeon has been promoting its Angel recordings
by the Philharmonia Orchestra of London, which visited Argentina at the
end of August. The Angel catalog includes 58 LP’s by this orchestra, fea-
turing such names as Herbert Von Karajan, Alceo Galliera, Nikolai Malko,
Efrem Kurtz, Paul Kletzky and Otto Klemperer. On the EP side, there is a
new Compact 33 by lark Ramona Galarza, including chart rider “Rio Manso”
and “La Voz del Taragui.”

Anibal Alverdi of Music Hall informs that Lito Escarso and Fabiana Fabian
will appear in a new late show to be aired by TV Channel 9 Saturday nights.
Siro San Roman and vocal trio Los Santos will appear on “Luminarias” one of
the main LRl Radio El Mundo programs, while Tuyu Da Silva, Brazilian
artist inked some time ago by MH, will start her second European trip;
she plans to visit Paris, several German cities and afterwards Tel Aviv.
The latest singles released by the diskery are “Sangre y Razon” and “Cuando
Brilla La Luna” by Los Nocturnos, “Miguelito” and “Amor Mon Amour My
Love” by Fabiana Fabian, and an EP with four tunes by Rodolfo Zapata:
“Regalito,” “La Flaca,” “Recordemos” and “El Pamperito.”

Atilio Stampone has written the music for “Festival de Buenos Aires,”
a new play recently premiered at the Nuevo Teatro Theater, under the
direction of Pedro Asquini and Esmeralda Boero. There are three titles:
“Clareando,” “Historia” and “La Explicacion,” and the music will be probably
turned to records soon.

Microfon is promoting the Marino Marini version of “La Cafetera y el
Colador,” Spanish title for “Percolator,” and enjoying the success of the
original version of “Rio Manso,” recorded by Cholo Aguirre. Aguirre is

a well known composer, and has obtained big success in Uruguay and
Chile, too.

Producciones Fermata is releasing an album recorded in Brazil for RGE
by Orquesta La Paloma. There is also a new album with Guarania music
by the “Orquesta Internacional,” and the Antonio Prieto tango album is

ready for sale. Prieto’s single, “Yo Tengo Un Primo en America,” seems
to be running well.

Disc Jockey Records is making a special promotion campaign for its folk
catalog, which includes names like Leda Y Maria, Cesar Bo, Carmen Guzman,
Alberto Ocampo and Carlos Garcia. On the teen music side. Disc Jockey has
a new recording by young star Juan Ramon: “Carinosa.” Juan Ramon has
been inked by TV Channel 11 for appearances on the “Ritmo y Juventud”
program.

A Meeting Of Publishers

With the worst of our winter season behind us, the new season of live

shows is starting off at a solid pace with many shows already under way
and quite a few set for the immediate future. Overseas artists already set
for concert seasons—or due to arrive soon—include Eartha Kitt, Sammy
Davis, Joyce Grenfell, Shelley Berman, Jose Limon, Poncie Ponce and Pete
Seeger. Bookings look good for most shows and if the trend continues we
can expect to see many more overseas stars in this country during the next
few months of our Spring and Summer.
EMI has now released “Fingertips” by Little Stevie Wonder, which is a

former No. 1 hit from the United States. It is understood that “Fingertips”
was available to at least one other record company here before it was
issued by EMI but the offer was refused because of the terms involved which
included a hefty advance. It will be interesting to see consumer reaction to
“Fingertips” in view of its American success—especially since this type of
record has not been readily accepted here in the past.

Surf sounds are doing fairly good business on disk right across the nation
and this has been happening right through our winter months so it is logical
to expect an upsurge in demand for surf sounds through spring and summer.
Many local groups are creating surf music—the most successful at this
stage being The Atlantics who are doing well with their CBS debut single
“Bombora.”

Latest batch of singles from the EMI organization includes “Faded Love”
by The Le Garde Twins (a local production); “You Don’t Have To Be A
Baby To Cry” by Freddie & The Dreamers; “When A Boy Falls In Love”
by Mel Carter; “China Nights” by Kyu Sakamoto and “Gonna Climb That
Big Ole Hill” by Davey Summers.
To coincide with the Australian concert tour by Eartha Kitt, EMI has

re-activated two of her albums “The Romantic Eartha” on HMV and “Bad
But Beautiful” on MGM. Miss Kitt’s concerts have been well attended and
most press critics have been kind to her performances.

Australian Record Company has rush-released the new Allan Sherman
package “My Son The Nut”; this is due to the tremendous popularity of
his single “Hello Muddah, Hello Faddah”-—plus the fact that imported copies
of the album were receiving wide radio exposure.
Bob Quinn, program manager of Radio 3AW, is now on his way to the

United States and Canada on the first leg of an overseas tour. Bob will
examine all aspects of radio during his trip and will also take a close look
at the record trade wherever he visits.

Aneke Gronloh, Holland’s most popular vocal star of 1962 and 1963, re-

ceived her fourth Golden Record on August 27 in Hilversum, Holland. This
fourth trophy, for 100,000 copies sold of “Soerabaya” on the Philips label, was
handed to Miss Gronloh by Phonogram’s departing director J. TH. van de
Meer. The young star, overcome with joy, was also honored by representa-
tives of her extended fan club. This fourth Golden Record means that Miss
Gronloh’s rewarded recordings have sold over half a million records now within
a year’s period. They are: “Brandend Zand,” “Paradiso,” “Nina Bodo” (Singa-
pore) and “Soerabaya.” The festivity took place in Phonogram’s new studio,
opened at the same date. Hilversum’s town-mayor Mr. Boot was present with
both a serious and witty opening-speech. Other speakers were van der Meer,
the new director J. J. M. Haslinghuis with his first public speech in his new
appointment (“I can promise you all possible support and cooperation”) Theo
Uden Masman recalled thirty years of Phonogram activities. Over 400 artists,
radio & TV officials, publishers and reporters witnessed the official opening
and gathered in a gay cocktail party.
Within a short time, the new German film-version of Brecht & Weill’s “Three

Penny Opera” will have its Dutch premiere. The complete sountrack with Hil-
degard Neff, Curt Jurgens and Sammy Davis Jr. (Moritat singer) on LP, in
beautifully designed full-color album, was released by Decca on the Dutch
market. It is expected that the new version will become a world sensation in
due course.
The first two EP i-eleases saw the light of a Mercury “Country & Western

Aces” series, released in Holland by Philips’ Phonographic Industries. They are
devoted to George Jones, and the duo Lester Flatt-Earl Scruggs. Holland’s
foremost C & W expert, William Schipper, chief editor of the “Hillbilly Hay-
ride,” is taking care of the liners and direct publicity.
Among recent American hit material, released by L. C. Phonogram, are Di-

ana Ray’s “Please Don’t Talk to the Lifeguard” on Mercury, Pat Boone’s
“Tie Me Kangaroo Down Sport” and the new Chris Montez recording “My
Baby Loves To Dance,” both on the London label.
On Friday, August 23 Bovema’s president Gerry Oord welcomed Warner

Bros. International Director Robert Weiss at Gramophonehouse. A special sales
meeting was held in which Mr. Weiss introduced the label’s new repertoire for
the season-to-come.
“Lena . . . Lovely and Alive” by Lena Horne was recently released by RCA

in Holland. This beloved star is likely to have an overwhelming success with
this record. This also can be said of Eartha Kitt, of whom RCA cut the single
“If I Can’t Take It With Me When I Go,” and the almost classical “Just an
Old Fashioned Girl.” RCA just appeared on the Dutch record market with
“Heart of Ice” and “Detroit City,” a single by Bobby Bare, and with the Astro-
nauts’ hot twisting single: “Baja” and “Kuk.” Many Hank Snow fans will
enjoy the fact that the LP “Hank Snow Sings Jimmie Rodgers Songs” is now
available in this country. Toni Witt und seiner Kapelle made a very cozy LP
for RCA “Blasmusik Beim Kronenwirt,” a record with a great number of typi-
cal German “Schlagers.”

Pye’s latest hit and British number one “Sweets for Me Sweet” starts selling
extremely well, so reports Negram’s Robert Oeges. Another big seller from
Negram’s office is still Francoise Hardy on Vogue, from which after “Tous
Les Gai-gons et Les Filles” and “Saurai-je” can be expected to be an excellent
follow up. There is a chance that AVRO T V. will have Francoise Hardy on
the monitor on November 19. For the “Grand Gala du Disque” Petula Clark is

engaged and after her latest success this performance will bring even more
effort in this country. A special operetta series exclusively released in Holland
will be a welcome addition on the Ariola side.

Famous Latin-American singer and Television producer Thom Kelling is go-
ing to extend his possibilities as Editions Altona reports. Well known titles

“In An English Country Garden” and “Greensleeves” are scheduled for record-
ing on the Dutch Polydor label and Thom Kelling sings a special Dutch ver-
sion. Kelling spends his holidays in Great Britain in order to pick up the local

sphere and some British “country air.”
Peter Plum and Editions Altona report heavy action on Connie Francis’

title: “Drownin’ My Sorrows.” Besides a big plug on the oriental MGM re-

cording, local covers are prepared with famous lark Ria Valk on Fontana and
new-discovery-girl Connie Vink on Artone-CBS label.

Freddy’s new big titles “Lass’ Mich Noch Einmal In Die Feme” and “Allein
Wie Du” are going to be handled in Holland by Editions Altona. Same pub-
bery was over six months in the charts with Freddy’s “Golden title” “Junge
Komm Bald Wieder” whereon they obtained Four Dutch local covers. No
doubt these new titles are in the right hands.
Well known disk jockey Tony Vos from commercial station Radio Veronica

made a smash with his Dutch recording of “Sukiyaki.” His fans are anxiously
waiting for the next one. MMP i-ecords announced the waxing by Tony of “All
Alone Am I” (Coest Joli la Mer), made famous by Brenda Lee. Publishing
rights are handled by Editions Altona.
Hans 1. Kellerman of Delta Records reported that it seems that “Mamma

Pappa Twist” by The Crazy Rockers is the most successful record in Delta’s

history. The record will be released now in 15 countries all over the world and
in Holland the sales results are fantastic. A wonderful second one by The
Crazy Rockers is ready and will be released in October. Delta released a series

called: “Historical Recordings,” produced and manuafetured by Delta Record
Company, England, with many well known names: Caruso, Melba, M. C. Cor-
mack, Chaliapin, etc. Kellerman also said that every year after the holidays
the demand for Italian records is much better than in any other part of the
year. This time the records of Celentano are favorites: “Sei Rimasta Sola,”

Preghero” and “Grazie Prego Scusi.”

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One of the most interesting developments of the week concerns the next
San Remo Festival 1964. It seems, in fact, that a completely new regulation
has been decided upon to renew completely this event, which is the most
important one for the Italian musical industry.

In recent years the Organization of the Festival (ATA of San Remo)
invited music publishers to present one or more unpublished songs. A special
committee appointed by the organization selected among all the songs pre-
sented twenty compositions to be performed on the Casino’s stage. Then the
organization also picked the interpreters suitable for performing such tunes.
Next year such a formula will be definitively eliminated to revive the in-
terest of the public in the contest.

This year the organization will invite some of the principal Italian record
firms to present one or more of their top artists who will take part in the
Festival. Every artist himself will pick the unpublished song which he will

perform on the stage. Not only, but along with the Italian singer the record
firms must present also a top foreign artist who will perform the same song
during the last night of the Festival. The selection committee is eliminated
and the interpreters themselves will have the liberty of choosing their song.
Another important change concerns the classification of the winning songs:

in the 1964 Festival there will be just one winner. All other compositions will

be considered second place winners.
Of course, there are also rumors that indicate the names of the stars who

will perform in the next San Remo Festival: among the Italian vedettes we
find the names of Mina, Adriano, Celentano, Rita Pavone, Gino Paoli, Tony
Dallara, Tony Renis and many others. While among the group of foreign
talents indicated as probable performers during the last night of San Remo
Festival 1964, are Connie Francis, Chubby Checker, Caterina Valente, Johnny
Hallyday, Neil Sedaka, Paul Anka, Charles Aznavour, Andy Williams, Steve
Lawrence, Francoise Hardy, Petula Clark, Wayne Newton, Richard Anthony.
Of course in our opinion it would be very difficult for all the mentioned

artists to take part in the contest, but if rumors are true it is easy to predict
that, in any case, the next San Remo Festival will be a big surprise.

“Little” Peggy March, the very young American female talent, will be in

our country during September. She is touring Europe to present her releases
in France, England and Italy. She will be received by Rita Pavone (the other
“great” discovery of RCA Italiana), who will present Peggy to the Italian

public during a show organized in one of Rome’s biggest theaters.
Peggy will also take part in a TV program. In her travel back to the US,

she will be accompanied by Rita Pavone. Like Peggy March who debutes now
on the European record scene, Rita Pavone will present in America her first

recordings, after having gained here her second gold record for the second
million copies sold.

The first of Peggy’s records to be promoted on the Italian market has been
just released: The two titles chosen for her debut on our record stage are:
“Hello Heartache” and “Goodbye Love.”
While two weeks ago we announced from our column that Nico Fidenco

would leave RCA Italiana (the company which first presented him on the
record scene) to sign a contract with another firm which offered to him more
advantageous conditions, Fidenco himself informed Cash Box that he decided
at the last moment to sign a new pact with RCA Italiana. RCA Italiana is

programming a special promotion on this artist abroad, as well as in Italy. To
note that Nico is once again among the best selling artists in Italy with his

last recording “Se Mi Perderai” (If You Lost Me), which entered the charts
thanks to the RCA’s big summer promotional campaign.

Nico will tour South America during the month of September. He will

arrive in Sao Paulo (Brazil) on September 13th. After, he will be in Rio De
Janeiro, Buenos Aires, and Caracas. Nico is, in fact, very popular in Latin
America. His album is among the most sold LP’s on the Brazilian charts.

Rita Pavone, the “queen” of Italian song, entered the record scene last

year, reaching the immediate success in the “Festa Degli Sconosciuti” (The
Unknowns Festival) organized by Teddy Reno (an RCA indie producer). This
is the reason for which the contest of this year (held in Ariccia, near to

Rome) on September 7th, received more than 5,000 entries, confirming its

great popularity. After very hard work, that had its conclusion in the RCA
recording studios, Teddy Reno in cooperation with RCA’s artistic staff,

selected the twenty new talents who will debut as singers on the Ariccia
stage. Also this year it seems that the RCA talent scout has found among
the big lot of unknown talents a new “ace,” the name of whom will be
announced after the contest.
While on the subject of RCA we wish once again to mention the great

meeting which will be held in Taormina (Sicily) October 1-7, to which will be
present RCA Victor’s prexy George Marek, VP Dario Soria, RCA Italiana’s

general manager Giuseppe Ornato along with the entire group of artists who
have been promoted during the summer: Paul Anka, Charles Aznavour,
Umberto Bindi, Duane Eddy, Sergio Endrigo, Nico Fidenco, Edoardo Vianello,

Miranda Martino, Gianni Meccia, Gianni Morandi, Gino Paoli, Rita Pavone,
Los Hermanns Rigual, Rosy, Neil Sedaka.
Two weeks ago we had the occasion to write about the big publicity obtained

by Gianni Sanjust (CBS) and his record “Tu Verrai Da Me,” thanks to the
unfortunate attempt to fly over the Italian west coast in a fire balloon. The
promotional efforts of CBS/Ricordi are getting results, and Gianni Sanjust’s
“Tu Verrai Da Me” is registering good sales.

We have also already mentioned another female talent of the Ricordi/CBS
family: Catherine Spaak. The young star has obtained his first record success
with the title “Quelli Della Mia Eta’ ” a French song, of which Catherine
sold as much as the original Francoise Hardy (Saar/Vogue) version.

Now the name of Catherine Spaak appears once again on our charts. She
is climbing to the first position with her recent new recording “Prima Di Te
Dopo Di 'Te” (Before You, After You) an original Italian composition which
has obtained a strong reaction on the record market.
And now let’s conclude our weekly column with a short talk on new record-

ings: first to be mentioned is classical release of Decca: “War Requiem” by
Benjamin Britten, which has been released on the occasion of the presentation
of this composition for the first time in Italy during the month of September
at La Sagra Umbra in Perugia, and at “La Scala” of Milan.
Connie Francis returns on the record scene with two Italian dates, “Per

Sempre Con Te” and “Ninna Nanna Per Un Bambino.” The first title is de-

I’ived from the motion picture “Per Sempre Con Te.” A strong promotional
campaign will be conducted on the disk.

Among EMI’s new releases are the last two Pino Donaggio’s recordings,
“Schiavo Di Te b/w Un’ Isola Per Gli Innamorati.” Both titles were penned
by Pino Donaggio himself and we are sure that the record will be listed

among the best sellers of this autumn.
The pop sax of Fausto Papetti has just recorded two new titles for the

Durium’s label: “Sapore Di Miele” and “Sole Spento.” Particularly interesting
is “Sapore Di Miele,” which is expected to be a new good success for the
strong top artist.

French performer Richard Anthony won himself enormous success while
appearing in the Kursaal at Ostend on the Belgian coast. There was a full
house and when the show was over hundreds of fans assailed him for auto-
graphs. His latest EP with “Les beaux jours,” “Son meilleur copain,” “C’est
ma fete” and “Le ciel est si beau ce soir” (Columbia) is a real hit. Although
Anthony derives most of his successes of French language versions of popular
American numbers, one has to concede that he has an excellent voice which
make his “imitations” highly enjoyable. Also from the Gramophone front:
Cliff Richards’ EP, featuring “Lucky Lips” has beaten all sales records; the

' latest single by Cliff: “It’s All in the Game” and “Your Eyes Tell On You”
has made a flying start; Frank Ifield is now well underway with “Confessin’;”
Cliff and The Shadows have now appeared on the Belgian mai-ket with an LP
“When in Spain . . .” and The Ventures have come out with “Memphis” and

I

“Tarantella” (Liberty), two insti-umental numbers which are sure to do well
over here.

Intervox Music acquired the rights of two Freddy Quinn songs “Allein Wie
Du” and “Lass Mich noch einmal in die Feme;” this firm now also has
“Yolanda” and Baciami Stasera,” both sung by Lou Montano on Discostar.
RCA is very active, having appeared on the market with a number of EP’s,

cut by Sacha Distel, Paul Anka, Ria Bartok (two EP’s at once) and at last an
EP done by Coccinelle, the young man who has turned into an attractive young
woman. This latter product and especially its cover is very cute. It is sure to
sell well. The latest Neil Sedaka is up to standard with “The Dreamer” and
“Look Inside Your Heart” and “Abilene” by George Hamilton IV is certainly
going to make the rounds of our jukeboxes. The EP by Laura with “J’irai a
ton mariage” is neatly done. Elvis “Devil in Disguise” has reach top sales
with RCA.
As from September 15, the French Barclay brand will leave its premises at

SA Fonior, Koolmijnkaai, 24 in Brussels, to move to its own quarters in
Lombaardstraat, 31 in Brussels. Peter Plum, who is known in the world of
showbusiness as music publisher, will take care of artistic management. He is

already busy putting together a Flemish repertoire for Barclay. This is an
excellent idea, as much talent is still buried in Flanders. Apparently, two

I

star performers and a number of instrumental groups have already signed on.
Decca has come out with some fine Flemish numbers, among which a single

i by Rob De Nijs from Holland, who was on the Netherlands team at the song
festival at Knokke, featuring “Stil Verdriet” and “Trees.” The latter is sure
to make headway over here. The Strangers recorded a “Kietelpolka” and

Vending and the

Coin Machine
Operator

If there is any doubt in the minds of those coin ma-

chine operators who have not decided to go ahead into

vending (assuming there are still a few around who have

not diversified as yet) those doubts should be removed

once and for all this week. Too many music-amusement

operators planned to stay over in Chicago to be on hand
when NAMA was to open its doors to an expected 7000
visitors at McCormick Place. At the risk of getting

thrown out of town, anyone who stays over in Chicago

must have a good reason to do so.

But to stay on the serious side, we have spoken with

more so-called coin machine firms this week than at any

other time this year and so help us if close to half of

these operators haven’t already made the move into

vending in one way or another. Of course, the biggest

reason is cigarettes, a good business and one which en-

ables the coin macliine operator to ease into the business

without too much of a change.

The coin machine name has even changed with many
firms using the vending identification. Trade associa-

tions in several areas of the nation have also made this

revision in identification in order to more accurately

reflect the type of membership and also to attract the

vending operator who is in need of local trade associa-

tion guidance in some sections.

Many of the exhibitors here in Chicago have equip-

ment which interests the coin machine operator who
once remained aloof to the merchandise vending field.

Today the economics of the business have demanded
that the music-amusement operator diversify.

The presence of vending equipment in hundreds of

the industry’s music machine showrooms has also

helped further this interest. We have heard of at least

one major vending firm who is considering a change in

marketing plans in order to meet competition. This

means broader distribution through tangible showrooms

with reps in every major market as opposed to the fac-

tory representative who once served the nation as he

traveled.

Looking over the exhibit booths being put together

here at show time, we see cigarette, cold and hot drink,

candy and pastry, snack machines and even copying ma-

chines which are certain to attract the roving eye of the

coin machine operator as well as the dyed-in-the-wool

vending man. Many of the suppliers would be wise to

cultivate this brief acquaintanceship between coin ma-

chine operators and themselves. It isn’t often that this

many music-amusement ops will be together in one con-

vention hall. They are definitely potential buyers of mer-

chandise equipment and the broad line of supplies

which are necessary for a successful vending route.

Perhaps it’s premature to expect these newcomers to

the vending field to be customers for the hot food ma-

chines and the full-line installations but weren’t they

foreign to cigarettes and candy machines as recently as

three years ago?

We said it before and we say it again, the line of de-

marcation between coin machine operator and vending

machine operator has been almost completely erased by

the move of the coinman into vending. He is a major po-

tential for vending equipment and the supplier firm

with a large scale budget tied up in equipment and mer-

chandise exhibiting in Chicago this week is missing the

boat if he doesn’t take advantage of this new market.

Rock-Ola’s exhibition booth during
the three day music operator trade
show. The firm moved down the
street on Saturday to McCormick
Place to participate in the N.A.M.A.
Convention, giant vending machine
exhibition, where 7000 visitors were
expected to view new equipment. The
cigarette vendor will be accompanied
by a complete line of coffee machines
plus the new “Shop-O-Mat” all-pur-
pose vendor.
The Rock-Ola phonograph line of-

fers, as optional equipment, the 7"

LP featui’e which has gained in ap-
peal during this past year. Stereo is

optional with the ‘Capri IP model but
is standard equipment with the
‘Rhapsody IP machine.
David Rockola, President of the

coin machine factory, called the
‘Caravelle’ cig vendor “a surprise
package” for operators who have
been diversifying into the vending
field of late.

“Certainly, the big event of this
year is the exciting, new ‘Caravelle’
cigarette vendor, which clearly and
definitely augments a more complete
merchandising opportunity for the
music operators throughout this
country and in the vast, farflung
world export markets,” said Rockola.

feature, easy access price change
controls, a column transfer kit (op-
tional), leg levelers, easy-access
all-in-one control center. Attractive
merchandising circle, beautiful-illumi-
nated selection panel, location per-
sonalization (a large, attractive
fiuorescent lighted sign displays the
location’s name), a funneled coin
entry, and space for the operator’s
service card.

Rockola further explained that
there are other exciting, novel fea-
tures in “Caravelle,” but that they
are far too numerous to mention
here.
Rock-Ola Mfg. Corporation’s sales

executives recently completed a gala
series of regional showings for the
firm’s distributors in the east, south,
west and midwest (also for Cana-
dian, Puerto Rican and Japanese dis-

tributors) as well as a big showing
for European dealers by A. Adickes
in Hamburg, West (Germany for
European distributors, presenting
“Rhapsody 11” and “Capri II” pho-
nographs, and “Caravelle” cigarette
vendors.
The happy accomplishments de-

rived from this series of showings
were acclaimed by Edward G. Doris,
executive vice president of Rock-Ola
Mfg. Corp.
He asserted: “The oveinvhelming

support and acceptance of our 1964
merchandising program was heartily
assured us by all of our fine distrib-

utors.
“They—and their sales and service

personnel—immediately plunged into

the campaign with optimism, deter-

mination and vigor.”
He also explained that the week of

September 16-20 Rock-Ola’s distribu-

tors will make their gala showings in

their respective territories, inviting

all operators to come and view and
demonstrate the new 1964 line of

merchandise.

CHICAGO—Judging from first day

registration figures at the opening

of the MOA Convention in the Mor-

rison Hotel here on Wednesday, Sep-

tember 4, the estimated overall at-

tendance at this year’s major indus-

try show was expected to surpass the

1000 mark for the first time in many
years.

Supermarkets May Open New NAMA Western Conference In

Era For Coin Laundries-Dry Cleaning Los Angeles October 1 8-20

NEW YORK—It appears that coin-

op laundry and drycleaning services

may well be on the brink of entering
a new era with their installation as

a profitable adjunct to supermarkets
and other chain stores. Five out of

ten of the largest food chains in the
country currently have “pilot” fabric
care centers in their markets with
more installations following or in

planning. Giants such as A&P and
Jewel Tea have entered the field and
their “pilot” stores seem successful
from all indications.

This month marks the opening of a
coin-operated laundry and dryclean-
ing unit in a new Wilmington, Dela-
ware A&P. This is A&P’s sixth instal-

lation. In addition to the giants—small
independents have been having suc-
cess with fabric care centers. Su-
preme Markets of Dorchester, Massa-
chusetts operates coin-ops in every
one of their nine locations. None of
these units are located in the store,

but are adjacent to their supermar-
kets with an additional in-store
entrance.

“Counts that have been made at
supermarket Laundromats, indicate
that 80 to 125 customers a day make
use of the Laundromat facilities and
depending on the location, 70 to 90%
of these people also patronize the su-
permarket,” according to Riley M.
Bates, Vice President of National Ac-
counts for Chicago-based ALD, Inc.,

U. S. and Canadian distributor of
Westinghouse and other commercial
laundry and drycleaning equipment.
A digit counter reading was re-

cently taken in a Pennsylvania chain
supermarket which has both Westing-
house laundry and drycleaning coin-

op equipment for a 40-day period, the
count showed an average income of
$315.66 per day. Although this profit

picture may not be true in all cases,

it shows what can be done with the
right location.
Although major chain operators are

reluctant to divulge figures—all indi-

cations point to success. To date, there
has been no report of failure in a
combination laundry apd drycleaning
supermarket installation.

By diversifying necessity-of-life

services, such as weekly tonnage of
laundering and drycleaning, with an-
other necessity-of-life business such
as food, the American homemaker
now has more opportunities to save
time and money and kill two birds
with one stone. While shopping in a
supermarket, she can fill Laundromat
washers and drycleaners and then
proceed to do her weekly marketing
while waiting. Supermarkets have
found that on generally slow days

—

Mondays and Tuesdays—with the in-

stallation of fabric care centers

—

traffic in the supermarket increased
because women have traditionally
preferred to do their chores early in

the week.
Currently, there are over 30,000

coin-ops in operation throughout the
country—of which approximately half
are Westinghouse equipped Laundro-
mat stores. With about 25,000 super-
mai'kets in the U. S., and dozens more
opening monthly, the greatest future
growth of self-service laundry and
drycleaning stores could come from
new locations adjacent to or incorpo-
rated within supermarkets, discount
centers, variety stores and other chain
operations.
