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Where are the hits coming
from? That’s still the most impor-
tant question in the industry. But
it seems to be getting more and
more difficult to answer this query
every year.

A handful of years ago, the

course of action for an A & R man
or department to follow was so

simple compared to what it is to-

day that we shudder at the thought
of what it might be ten years from
now.

Ten years ago, A & R work was
child’s play. If you had a smash
single with a vocalist, you cut it

again with a band, and again with

a lush orchestra and all sold well.

If you had an instrumental hit you

made a vocal out of it. If you had

a top artist to record, you checked

for material on Tin Pan Alley,

checked the new Broadway musi-

cals and cut what you thought was

best. Big names dominated the

charts and newcomers took time

to develop. If an unknown became

an “overnight” star, he gave the

company a certain degree of mile-

age.

But today, the business has so

drastically changed that it’s almost

impossible to follow a given

course. Big names, although al-

ways well represented on the

charts, no longer dominate them.

The one-shot or unknown has the

greatest share of the top sellers

and can be as cold with his second

release as he was hot with his first.

And to make it all the more com-

plex, everything and anything

seems to be hitting. There is ab-

solutely no pattern anymore to

the music business.

Country music, at one time con-

sidered a different world for a lim-

ited number of people, today pro-

duces some of our biggest hits. The
same apphes to rhythm and blues

. . . and jazz. Folk music, no matter
how esoteric a new selection may
sound as compared with today’s

hits, may be the big sound next
week, or maybe even by the end
of this week. Pop singles are so

different from one-another that it’s

almost possible to find the com-
mon denominator that is making
them successful. Just as soon a you
think comedy is dead, it’s the hot-

test thing on records.

The international market has

opened endless vaults of hit-poten-

tial material—making it still more
difficult to decide on what is the

best item available for release this

week. Language items sell big

when they’re right. Even a single

such as “Maria Elena” from a five-

year-old LP can become big today.

The only factor that seems to

count today to any measureable

degree is the producer’s “Track

Record.” But after that, nothing

seems to offer any direction.

Musical tastes today are so

varied that anything goes. We are

now living through an age which

no-longer can be called the rock-n-

roll era. It’s much, much broader

than that, and, hke so many other

things in our business, it defies

definition.

Look for “THE RECORD
THAT’S GOT THE SOUND”
(what-ever that is) and get it.

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All Music Firms Part Of
U.S.’s 1963 Economic Census
WASHINGTON, D.C.— A detailed
statistical picture of all levels of the
music industry will be taken by the
Dept, of Commerce’s 1963 Economic
Censuses, the department’s Bureau of

Census has announced.
The censuses, of which the music

industry is but a part of an overall

study, are taken every five years, and
all firms are required to report, un-
der terms of the Census Act (13 U.S.
Code). The law provides that infor-

mation concerning: an individual firm
must be kept confidential and may be
used only for statistical purposes.
File copies retained by the firm are
also immune to court orders and oth-

er leg:al processes. Every Census Bu-
reau employee, by the way, takes an
oath not to reveal information con-
cerning an individual or firm con-
tained in a census report.

Conducted by Mail

The censuses will be conducted en-
tirely by mail, with forms going to

large multi-unit firms in mid-Novem-
ber but with the bulk of the forms be-
ing mailed about mid-January. Dead-
line for filling out and returning the
forms is February 29, 1964.
Census Bureau officials indicate

that they prefer forms to be returned
promptly even if it is necessary to use
some estimates rather than delayed
past the deadline to permit auditing.
This policy is designed to reduce the
burden on all firms and to speed up
publication of reports.

Questions Fit Activity

Each firm will receive a Census
form with questions designed to fit its

major line of activity. Questions are
similar to those in the last Economic
Censuses, covering 1958, and were
decided on after consultation with
several thousand representatives of
different industries and businesses.
Most firms will fill out only one form,
but those with multi-unit operations
will fill out a separate form for each
“establishment.”
Each firm will report its kind of

business, location, type of ownership,
dollar volume of business in 1963,
size of payroll in persons and dollars.

Manufacturers
Forms sent to manufacturers in-

clude questions on man-hours of pro-
duction workers during each quarter
of 1963, capital expenditures, dollar
value of plant inventories, fuels, elec-

tricity and contract work, costs and
consumption of principal items of
materials, and quantity and value of
individual products made. The form
also asks for changes in ownership or
operation during the year, kind and
value of any contract work, dollar
volume of miscellaneous receipts and
resales. The form asks each firm to
list any products worth $50,000 or
more which are not specifically re-
quested on the form.

Manufacturers of Musical
Instruments

Form MC-39C, Musical Instru-
ments, will go to these manufacturers.
Specific products for which quantity
and value figures are asked include:
Vertical, upright, and console pianos;
grand pianos; pipe and reed organs;
wood winds and brass winds; non-
electric fretted and stringed instru-
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ments, accordions, and percussion in-

struments. Only the value of products
shipped is asked for electronic or-
gans; piano and organ pai’ts and ma-
terials; and electronic musical instru-
ments.

Wholesalers

Questions included in all whole-
salers’ forms in the Business Census
cover dollar volume of sales to differ-

ent classes of customers, such as re-

tailers, other wholesalers, exporters,
etc. ;

operating expenses and inven-
tories; receivables and bad debt
losses; warehouse and other inven-
tory space; type of operation, and
sales by commodity lines.

Wholesale firms that deal in musi-

cal instruments, phonograph records,

Labels Answer
King Speech Suit

NEW YORK—Two labels defended
in court last week the manufacture
and distribution of LP’s containing
Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King’s “I
Have A Dream” civil rights speech.

Dr. King, a leader in the Negro in-

tegration movement, brought infringe-
ment suits against 20th Century-Fox
Records and Mr. Maestro Records,
both based in New York, in U.S. Dis-
trict Court here asking the court to

issue a preliminary injunction against
both diskeries from selling their LP’s
of his speech and to award him dam-
ages. Dr. King contends that he did
not authorize the labels to produce
I’ecordings of his speech, which he has
copyrighted.
Arguing the case of 20th Century-

Fox, lawyer Charles Young, of Roy-
all, Koegel & Rogers, this city, told
Federal judge Inzer B. Wyatt that
the speech could no longer have any
rights to a copyright because of its

extensive exposure as news. The
speech, he said, had become an “his-
toric document.” 20th Century-Fox
he added, had culled the speech from
a newsreel produced by the label’s

parent company, 20th Century-Fox
Films.
A decision on issuing the injunc-

tion was reserved by the court.
A trade paper last week carried a

story that declared that Motown Rec-
ords a’ so had been served with a suit
over its two albums featuring Dr.
King’s speech. According to an attor-
ney for the label, the suit was never
served, since Dr. King and the disk-
ery had previously come to an agree-
ment over the use of his speech.

Meanwhile, an organization called
The Council for United Civil Rights
Leadership, representing all seven
Negro rights organizations, said it

was releasing the “only authorized
recording” of highlights of the his-

toric March on Washington. Proceeds

New Exec Set-Up
BURBANK, CALIF.—With the sign-
ing of formal legal documents, the
acquisition of Reprise by Warner
Bros. Records, Inc., became official

here Monday, Sept. 23rd, the com-
pany’s president, Mike Maitland an-
nounced last week.

Maitland disclosed that WB will
operate Reprise as a separate label
under the existing Reprise trademark,
and that artists previously signed by
Reprise will continue to record under
the Reprise label. This among others,
includes Frank Sinatra, Dean Martin,
Sammy Davis, Jr., Rosemary Clooney,
Duke Ellington, Dinah Shore, Keely
Smith, Nelson Riddle, Trini Lopez,
and the entire Reprise artists roster.
“We will continue to maintain sep-

arate Artists & Repertoire, sales and
promotional staffs, and other admin-
istrative personnel assigned solely to
the Reprise label,” said Maitland. Mo
Ostin has been named as General
Manager of the Reprise operation,
with Sonny Burke director of A & R.
Jimmy Bowen is in the latter depart-
ment, Mel Price national sales man-
ager, Jack McGraw, national promo-

I
tion man, and Merle Shore as art di-

rector.

“Wherever possible, we obviously
will effect the use of joint services,
for example, in our accounting, ordef
service, production and mail depart-
ments,” the exec stated. The account-
ing and order service departments
have already joined forces operating
out of Burbank.

“Insofar as distribution is con-
cerned,” said Maitland, “we have no
plans for a broad or general co-
mingling of distributors at this time.
We will, however, have the best pos-
sible representation among independ-
ent distributors and will make such
changes as we deem propitious in the
future. A good many distributors who
handle the Warner Bros, label also
distribute Reprise, and both will con-
tinue to do so.”
WB still remains as a major sub-

sidiary of the parent company, War-
ner Bros. Pictures, Inc., with Frank
Sinatra having an important voice
not only as a recording artist, but
also in the management of the record
company. “We have every hope and
expectation that the original objec-
tive of combining the two companies
in such a manner that 2 plus 2 would
equal 5 will be realized,” said Mait-
land.
Meetings with Reprise personnel

are presently being conducted by
Maitland. New LP and single product
is being planned, promo, sales and
merchandising approaches are being
discussed, and artists’ release sched-
ules are also on the agenda.

FTC's Dixon Attacks
Fair Trade Act Proposal

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Paul Rand
Dixon, chairman of the Federal
Trade Commission, came out strongly
against Congressional OK of a Fair
Trade Bill last week.

In testimony before a Senate Com-
merce Committee, Dixon declared that
passage of such a bill—which would
allow manufacturers of national
brand names to set resale prices on
the wholesale and dealer levels

—

would lead to dangerous controls of
price competition, meaning an annual
loss to consumers of $5 billion and a
great financial burden on the small
businessman.

Dixon contended that such “price
control by private agreement” would
lead to a less efficient economic sys-
tem and would allow consumers to
obtain products at the lowest prices.
The small businessman would suf-

fer, Dixon maintained, because he
would find it difficult to compete with
large discount chains which could of-
fer their own private brands at prices
substantially less than those of na-
tional brands.

“It has been proved,” he noted,
“that retail prices on fair-traded
products are higher in states with re-

sale price maintenance laws than in

adjoining states which do not have
these laws. Studies have also shown
that following the enactment of re-

sale price maintenance legislation,

prices of fair-traded articles in-

creased.”
Dixon put the results of such legis-

lation on the level of those stemming
from “collusion among retailers to fix

prices on a substantial part of their

goods.” “The essence of resale price
maintenance is control of price com-
petition,” he declared.
The Fair Trade Bill, which, in vari-

ous forms, has never gotten far in

Congress over the years, is not sup-
ported by the Kennedy Administra-
tion for reasons similar to Dixon’s
attack.

After the record
became a hit Butler left the group
and Mayfield took over as lead singer.
The crew is currently pulling loads

of loot with “It’s All Right” (#25 on
this week’s Top 100).

The Charmettes, Clara Byrd, Mit-
tie Ponder and Betty Simmons, are
currently clicking with “Please Don’t
Kiss Me Again” on Kapp.

Scandinavia As Route

To U.S. Disk Come Back
NEW YORK—Larry Finnegan, a Top
100 artist a year ago and presently
without U.S. disk affiliation, hopes to
make good again in the U.S. through
his success in Sweden.

During a highly successful three-
week tour through Sweden last month,
Finnegan, who clicked here and in
Scandinavia with “Dear One,” made
a deal with Sonet Grammofon AB for
the release of an album and an EP
in the Scandinavian countries, as-
signed publishing rights for the Scan-
dinavian countries only for 13 tunes
to Sonet Music, and arranged record-
ing sessions with two top Swedish ar-
tists. Artist’s move is a bid to revi-
talize his recording career in the U.S.
by launching a new record in Sweden
rather than here. If the side, culled
from an LP made in the U.S. by the
performer, becomes a hit in the Scan-
dinavian countries, he’ll be able to

negotiate its release in the U.S. on
the “best possible terms.”

Finnegan, who drew 100,000 people

during his two-shows-a-night p.a.’s

in 18 Swedish cities, also arranged,

conducted and handled A&R chores

on an EP date with Swedish teener,

Suzy. He also arranged two tunes for

Jerry Williams, Sweden’s popular

rock ’n roller, but had to return to

the States before a recording studio

could be booked for the actual date.

He wrote and published all six tunes

cut by both artists.

Of the 13 assigned tunes, nine come
from Finnegan’s new BMI firm.

Seven Brothers Music; two published

by his Vincent Finneran’s Csida-Fin-

neran Music; and two co-published by
the two firms.

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U.S. Trade Ship To
“Sell'' Goods & Services

NEW YORK—A major bid on the

part of American industry to cut the

$4.5 billion balance of payments de-

ficiency took form last week with the

announcement of a 32 country itinera-

ry next year for the S.S. Tradefair,

the trade ship which will carry Am-
erican exhibits to encourage foreign

buying of U.S. goods and services.

Exhibits from all major industries

will be included aboard the $10 mil-

lion trade ship now contracted for

with Bethlehem Steel Company’s ship-

building Division.

The announcement was made by
Rear Admiral John H. Morrill, USN
(Ret.), of Corregidor fame, and presi-

dent of the First United States World
Trade Fair Ship, Inc., sponsored by
10 New York firms. The statement
was made at a brief ceremony mark-
ing the opening of its International

Headquarters at 46 South Street, this

city. The ship has government sup-

port, but is privately financed.

The maiden voyage leaves New
York harbor Nov. 21, 1964. Its itinera-

ry is comprised of four blocks each
containing 10 ports of call and cor-

responding to Europe, the Mediter-
ranean area, the Far East, the South
Atlantic including Africa and Latin
America. The first leg of the first voy-
age will cover 10 ports in Scandina-
vian and European countries. Among
the 40 ports visited in all will be Lon-
don, Rotterdam, Hamburg, Bombay,
Genoa, Algiers, Signapore, Tokyo,
Sidney, Capetown and Baranquilla.

These world trade areas were se-

lected as areas in most demand for
American products. Recent studies in-

dicate, an announcement said, that
overseas competition may be keen but
not nearly as keen as it is on Main
Street, U.S.A. As a result, the aver-
age profit margin from overseas sales
is considered substantially greater
than the domestic counterpart.
Admiral Morrill stated that approx-

imately one billion trade buyers will
be controlled by invitation and held
to a daily rate of 4,000 to 5,000 visi-

tors. He based his estimates on
studies of the market made by the
U.S. Department of Commerce, inde-
pendent research and the results of
the Japanese floating trade fair ship,
Sakura Maru, which sold $15 million
worth of goods in ten ports in four
months. In each report, there were
requests and suggestions for a similar
American ship.

Exhibit space will be sold at one
flat price for all ports or for one or

more blocks of ten port schedules.

Firms contracting in blocks of ten
port schedules will be able to store

their displays and supplies aboard the
S.S. Tradefair when not in use. An
alternate plan for shipping displays

and supplies ahead to desired ports
is also available.

Prices for exhibit space range from
68(jl to $1.29 per square foot per ex-

hibit day. For example, an average
exhibit space of 50 square feet for a

ten port schedule will cost $4370 and
an all forty port schedule will cost

$9800.

NAMM Music Show Shifts

Chi Hotel Site For '64

CHICAGO—The annual Music Indus-
try Trade Show and Convention will

move from Chicago’s Palmer House
to the Conrad Hilton Hotel for the

1964 event.
That unanimous decision was made

by the trade show advisory committee
of the National Association of Music
Merchants (sponsors of the show)
meeting in Chicago in emergency ses-

sion to face the inadequacy of the
existing Palmer House facilities due
to the increasing number of exhibi-
tors and their demands for more
trade show space, as well as new
highs in show attendance.

Dates for the 1964 event were set

for June 28 to July 2 by unanimous
vote. The last week in June was also
given approval by the committee for
shows in following years with the
Conrad Hilton favored as the site for
the show in both 1965 and 1966. The
trade show committee had previously
decided to bypass New York as a con-
vention site in 1965, changing the
pattern of the past when the shows
were held two years in Chicago and
the third year in New York. The last
New York show was in 1962.
Dates for the 1965 show at the

Conrad Hilton will be June 27 to July
1. For 1966 the dates will be June 26
to June 30. The association has con-
sidered New York for the 1967 event
but has not been able to come up with
the necessary hotel squai’e footage.
The decision to shift the Music In-

dustry Trade Show to the Conrad
Hilton rather than the alternate plan
of using the huge McCormick Place
convention hall for exhibits and re-
taining the Palmer House for busi-
ness sessions followed the recommen-
dation of the exhibitors, who voted by
a two to one margin for the Conrad
Hilton. The trade show advisory com-
mittee also followed the voting trend
of exhibitors, who overwhelmingly
favored the last week in June as the
best time for the NAMM show.
The schedule of hours for the show,

with business sessions from 8:30 to
10:30 A.M. and exhibit hours from
10:30 A.M. to 6:00 P.M., which was
initiated at the 1963 show, was ap-
proved by the committee unanimously
and will be continued at future con-
ventions following near-unanimous
approval of the hours by exhibitors.
The move from the Palmer House,

which had been the trade show site
since 1946, followed canvassing of 268
exhibitors at the 1963 show by theNAMM to detei’mine their views re-
garding the suggested move. “The
shift was dictated not only by the
tremendous physical growth of the
trade show which this past year had
an acute problem in space shortage,
but also by the rebuilding plans of
the Palmer House, which will elimi-
nate needed trade show space next
year under its projected rehabilitia-
tion pi’ogram,” according to William
R. Card, NAMM executive secretary.

Jack Hansen Inked
To Dance-Along
NEW YORK—Society ork maestro
Jack Hansen has been inked to an
exclusive pact by Dance Along Rec-
ords, which releases only dance-to
albums.

CB-50R, labeled Sporting Goods, Jew-
elry, Art Goods, Farm Supplies, and
Related Trades. Sales in their music
commodity lines are to be reported in
addition to the general questions.
Manufacturers’ Sales Branches

Manufacturers’ sales branches and
sales offices that sell musical instru-
ments and parts will receive Form
CB-51L entitled Instruments, Photo-
graphic Goods, Coal, and Miscellane-
ous Products, with applicable ques-
tions similar to those on the whole-
salers’ forms.

Retailers

Census forms to be filled out by re-
tailers will request more detailed in-
formation about various lines of mer-
chandise sold than in previous cen-
suses. Census officials recognize that
many retailers will have to estimate
the dollar volume or percentage of
sales for individual product lines. Re-
tailers who engage public accountants
to fill out their forms should provide
their accountants with dollar or per-
centage figures for each line of mer-
chandise listed on these dealers’
forms. Departments or concessions of
other firms located in the retailer’s
establishment are to be reported.
Retailers of Musical Instruments

Musical instruments stores, record
shops, and other retail stores in the
music trade will receive Form CB-
57C labeled Musical Instruments,
Home Furnishings, Appliances. Spe-
cific merchandise lines for which the
1963 sales are asked include: Pianos,
organs, musical instruments and ac-
cessories, records, tapes, and related
accessories, sheet music and related
items. As indicated by its title, this
form will go, also, to a variety of
stores in the home furnishings trade.

Firms that serve other business
firms or the public will receive special
forms designed to obtain information
about their particular services. Firms
that operate coin-operated phono
businesses will receive Form CB-79B,
Amusement and Recreation Services,
containing the general census ques-
tions, and others as to the number of
machines operated and receipts from
them.

SORIA, D ivision Vice President, International Liaison Department, addresses top level

executives of Austria, Belgium, Denmark, Finland, Germany, Holland, Norway, Swe-
den and Switzerland, during RCA meetings, which—this year—were held in Copen-
hagen, Denmark (August 13 and 14).

At these meetings, RCA Victor's "Dynagroove Sound" was introduced to the com-
pany's Licensees and both, Soria and NORMAN RACUSIN, Division Vice President

and Operations Manager (at Soria's right) were lead-speakers at presentation.

It has long been a cliche in the
record business that “Music knows no
boundaries.” And like so many cli-

ches, it happens to be the truth. But
it is not only the artistic aspect of this
saying that proves the cliche, but also
the cold, hard statistics of record
sales. The marketing, merchandising
and promoting of today’s RCA Vic-
tor records is as important and some-
times as worrisome to the sales po-
tential, whether it happens in Lyons
or in Louisville.

Now, “DYNAGROOVE” sound goes
World-Wide” and this, to a small
group of RCA men, means that an-
other important step in the long story
of bringing American music to the
world has been taken. This mass-birth
of “DYNAGROOVE” sound in the
whole world, from the East to Africa,
from Europe to South America, points
up the fact that the marketplace for
today’s recorded music is everywhere,
and is not just confined to the con-
tinental boundaries of the United
States.

It has not always been that way,
especially in the pop field. Only a few
short years ago, Europe and Japan
danced to last year’s American hit.
Today it very often dances to tomor-
row’s American smash, as the recent
success of Sukiyaki proves.

What happened in those few years?

There is not one pat answer that
can be given on the fantastic growth
of record sales outside of the United
States. Many factors are involved.
Radio, television, jet planes, long play-
ing records—they all had their in-
fluence.

And then there is Elvis Presley!
Many old-timers with a memory of at
least eight years will tell you that
the biggest single factor in making
American pop music the rage of the
world was the young man from Mem-
phis; and they have the sales figures
to back them up. Go back over the
charts for the past ten years of any
country in the world, and you’ll find
Presley’s records among the top ten,
time and time again. Before Elvis
there wasn’t one single vocal artist in
the popular field who fully dominated
the non-English speaking countries.

Presley changed all that.

This, in its own way, was phase one
of the creation of a world—rather
than just a U.S. record market for
the popular hit single. Thanks to
Presley and rock ’n roll a whole new
generation of Europeans, Asians,
Latins, and African teenagers grew
up to the melodies of American pop
hits. When a new Presley record broke
in Detroit, letters came in from Tokyo
asking why it wasn’t at the corner
store on the Ginza.

Phase two wasn’t long in coming:

In non-English speaking countries,
bright A&R men soon got the idea of
doing the American hits in the local
language. Ric Mejia, RCA’s talent
man in Argentina was one of the
earliest to come up with this new
switch. And he gave it a name: Nueva
Gls—the New Wave. Remember “Itsy
Bitsy Teeny Weenie Yellow Polka
Dot Bikini”? It was a smash in
Buenos Aires in Spanish and it proved
that if you could translate that you
could translate anything!
And so the New Wave began sweep-

ing through market after market and
overnight a new dimension in market-
ing opened up for the U.S. record
executive, responsible for Interna-
tional sales. No wonder was it just a
matter of the American record; now
the local record became equally im-
portant and the existence of the for-
eign “cover” record became a reality.

The record business never stands
still. The next move was an obvious

one: Why wait for the U.S. record at
all?

At this point, a generation of
youngsters had been exposed to
American pop music, and among them
were some song writers. And what did
they write? ROCK ’N ROLL.

No longer was the American record
or even the American song guaranteed
a foreign market. Now the U.S. hit
has to battle it out side by side with
locally written material, sung and
played by local artists and promoted
by them with local TV and personal
appearances.

We are living in this phase of the
business today.

How did RCA gear itself to meet
the challenge of this worldwide record
business ?

Since the top executives at RCA
Victor think of their business as an
integrated whole, it is only natural
that—in handling its International
business—they think of its structure
as closely paralleled to its domestic
counterpart.

So, we find in the International
Liaison Department a Merchandising
Section, responsible for the marketing
and sales of RCA Victor master re-
cordings in all overseas markets. This
section keeps a pulse on the individual
markets of the world and fits the RCA
Victor product to the markeet. It
knows the sales history and potential
of all RCA Victor artists for such out
of the way places as Johannesburg
and Dakar, "rhere is no time for a
shotgun approach of feeding all mar-
kets the same story. The merchandis-
ing department knows that Jim
Reeves is a bestseller in South Africa,
that Harry Belafonte is important in
Germany and that Japan digs Perez
Prado.

Backing up this merchandising feel
is a Stastical Section, whose job it is

to prove the promotion with the facts.
Here RCA record sales are analyzed
against industry figures. Such facts
as units manufactured, wholesale
dollars, gross national product, popu-
lation, and others become part of
RCA Victor’s blueprint for interna-
tional growth.

But to get the dollars and to make
the charts, one vital factor—besides
talent and performance—is necessary.
Even if the product ‘is in the grooves’
it won’t sell unless people know about

it. The Advertising and Promotion
Section of Victor’s International De-
partment sees to it that overseas As-
sociated Companies and Licenses are
supplied with everything from feature
stories on Paul Anka to taped radio
spot announcements by Neil Sedaka in

Italian and Spanish, and Lome Greene
in French and German. In many ways
the publicity effort overseas is a most
stimulating, exciting and often ex-
asperating one than in the United
States. Foreign markets often lack
our emphasis on radio exposure and
put greater stress on the printed
word. Recording magazines abound in

all foreign markets and RCA Victor
fills the void with a steady flow of
articles and news-stories.

Still, with all the efforts in the
areas of marketing, sales and ad-
vertising promotions, the entire oper-
ation would fall to pieces without the
all-important Service Function.

Shipping parts, tapes, cover color-

separations, ad mats to some thirty
odd countries required knowledge of
postal customs and other laws that
are not easy to come by. And since

it is dealing with a product of im-
mediacy, the International Liaison
Department’s prompt, efficient^ ser-

vice is a must to a successful inter-

national record operation. The De-
partment is proud to point to the
many records which have been re-
leased either simultaneously or, in

some cases, earlier in overseas
markets than in the United States.

And so it goes . . . ideas put into
action and moved to the markets of
the world.

But RCA Victor doesn’t stop there.

Out in the field are the eyes and ears
for RCA Victor, a staff of on-the-
spot field men in foreign markets to
aid in the sales of RCA records and,
at the same time, keep on the watch
for that elusive, but vital factor in

the music business—talent.

RCA Victor execs do not feel that
the success of the past few years in

the popular field of, say, “the Volares”
are accidents. They are part of an
overall pattern of the continued

growth for foreign record sources in

the United States.

The department which chooses and
produces these foreign records, to be
merchandise here in the United States,

has the most delicate job of all. It

must blend the talent and songs from
overseas with the pulse of the United
States market. The risks are great,
but the reward can be a smash single.

RCA Victor promotes its foreign
product records in many ways back
home. Special efforts, such as the
highly praised “Storia de la Musica
Italiana” are imported as a finished
product, because of their relatively
limited demand; but the important
thing is that these records are being
made available to the most demand-
ing of classical music gourmets. On
the other hand, popular music from
Mexico is manufactured in the RCA
plants in Indianapolis. Hollvwood and
Rockaway from master tapes, sup-
plied by RCA in Mexico. The scope
and variety of this activity points up
the keynote of RCA Victor’s Inter-
national activities.

RCA Victor is represented by 32
licensees and 75 distributors located
around the world. These include
wholly-owned subsidiaries as well as
independent manufacturing concerns
and distribution outlets.

Still another phase of the sales and
merchandising activity is handled
through the export of finished product.
Here the efforts are primarily aimed
at secondary markets and also supply
those manufacturers with rare items,
for which there is not enough sales
demand to warrant manufacture
locally.

In addition to the sale of recordings
of United States artists, RCA Victor
is also interested in the sale of local

RCA product in the world markets.
A number one record in Italy a year
ago was a Spanish song, sung by an
Argentine artist, recorded in Mexico.

Another facet of activity is the sale

of RCA Victor records to Post Ex-
changes Services for Military Ex-
changes and Ships Stores outside the
United States. From time to time,
special records have even been re-

corded to meet the needs of the Mili-

tary located overseas.

Around the world, RCA Victor has
clubs in France, Germany, Italy
Spain, South Africa, Canada and
Mexico; and more are planned for the
near future. RCA also manufacturers
for other record labels in several
countries and has the world’s largest
recording studio, located in its Rome
facilities.

In fact all of RCA Victor is inter-

national from A&R men, who produce
the records, to the marketing and
merchandising activities. The expres-
sion of this international outlook is

focused within the International
Liaison Department, whose activities

are primarily directed internationally.
Working in close conjunction with the
experience and resources of the RCA
Victor forces in the United States,
the small group of people in the In-
ternational Liaison Department feels

their story is, perhaps best told in the
quiet satisfaction the following letter

affords them:

Music knows no boundaries, nor any'
curtains ...
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DARIO SORIA, Division Vice Presi-
dent, International Department

In March 1961, Dario Sorio was ap-
pointed head of the International Liai-
son Department of RCA Victor. Soria
came to this assignment after exten-
sive and distinguished experience in

the record business. As President of
Cetra-Soria Records, a position he
held from 1948 to 1953, Soria created
a catalogue covering four centuries of
opera and representing twenty-one
composers; it was the largest cata-
logue of recorded opera in the world
with 46 complete operas, among them
the first opera ever recorded by Maria
Callas.
From 1953 until 1958 Soria was

President of E.M.I. (U.S.) an organi-
zation- formed in North America as
an outlet for European Columbia and
other labels of the Electric and Musi-
cal Industries Limited of England. For
the new company Soria revived “The
Recording Angel,” the oldest recording
trademark in Europe. The American
label as Angel Records was, under his
leadership, singled out in 1955 by
Time Magazine as “one of the bright-
est, most enterprising record com-
panies in the U. S. today.” When
E.M.I. sold Angel in December of 1957
to its second American subsidiary,
Capitol Records, Soria resigned. Dur-
ing his tenure the label had released
500 albums in four years.

After a half year abroad, during
which time he aided Gian Carlo
Menotti in putting the First Festival
of Two Worlds in Spoleto on the in-
ternational map, Soria returned to the
U. S. and reentered the record field
on the invitation of George Marek to
develop a Soria Series for RCA Vic-
tor. The Soria Series was auspiciously
launched in October of 1959. A year
and a half later, Dario Soria was ap-
pointed to his present post.
Born in Rome, Soria was a gradu-

ate of the University of Rome with
a degree in Economic and Commercial
Sciences. He also studied law at the
University of Ferrara. He and his
wife Doric Soria, a well-known figure
in New York’s musical life, live in
mid-Manhattan,

RCA VICTOR'S

GEORGE H. PRUTTING
Manager of Merchandising and

Licensee Services, George Prutting
brings to his present assignment, a
lifetime’s experience in almost every
facet of the record business.
He joined the RCA Victor Record

Division in 1950, after 8 years in the
record field in his native Hartford
Connecticut, as well as 10 years spent
as Eastern Division Manager of
Columbia Records.

Six years after joining RCA in

1956, Prutting became Eastern Man-
ager of RCA Victor Record sales and,
at that time, also served as liaison on
overseas activities. He was transfer-
red to RCA International Sales in
January 1958 and in March of that
same year was appointed Manager,
Record Department, RCA Interna-
tional. In this capacity he was en-
trusted with the supervision of record
sales, record promotion and product
coordination of RCA associated com-
panies and licensees.

Before joining the record field,

Prutting was a well-known clarinetist
who had studied with the eminent
Gaston Hamlin, first clarinetist of the
Boston Symphony, at the New Eng-
land Conservatory. He and Mrs. Prut-
ting live in a penthouse on Manhat-
tan’s upper eastside.

FRANK H. NAUTA
Another man, of great importance

to the operation of the Department
is Frank Nauta, Manager, Interna-
tional Orders Administration, who is

based at RCA Victor’s Record Divi-
sion Indianapolis plant. He is, among
many other things, the Department’s
shipping and billing co-ordinator and
follows up at the record factory to fill

all orders for shipment of metal
parts, sample records, libretti, and
finished products. Nauta also controls
the shipment and billing for the ex-
porting of domestic product. In this
function he deals directly with the
distributors overseas, relative to their
orders.

Starting with RCA in 1937, Nauta
has been active in many facets of the
industry, such as sales and marketing
for the International Division; in the
Radio and Appliances Sales Depart-
ment; in the Order Control field and
in the Consumer Product Department
for Latin America. He was appointed
to his present position in 1959. Frank
Nauta, his -wife and two daughters
make their home in Indianapolis.

RICHARD L. BRODERICK
In 1960 Dick Broderick was ap-

pointed Manager, Special Record
Merchandising for RCA International
and, later, moved to RCA Victor
Division as Manager of Special Proj-
ects. In this capacity he is responsi-
ble for the development of Inter-
national markets, of RCA Victor Re-
cord Clubs and also the special
marketing areas, such as rack job-
bers, premium records, etc. He is also
in charge of international market
development statistics for RCA Victor
and, as such, keeps a finger on the
pulse of the record business of Eur-
ope, South America and the Far East.

Dick came to RCA International as
Advertising Manager of Records,
Radio and Television; he then as-
sumed the post of Manager, Export
marketing for RCA Victor records,
responsible for the sale of finished
product to overseas markets around
the world.

Broderick has travelled extensively
for RCA Victor to the various world
markets, although he is that rare
specimen, a native New Yorker, born
in Manhattan and schooled in the
Bronx. He graduated from Fordham
University in 1947 at the age of 19.

His pre-RCA career included hitches
as TV sports announcer, copywriter
for an advertising agency; newspaper
publisher and publicity man. His
hom.e-life has been just as active. He
and Mrs. Broderick have five children
and live in a fittingly huge house in

Harrington Park, New Jersey.

FREDRIC P. KNOBEL
Another key member of the New

York office of RCA Victor’s Interna-
tional Liaison Department is Fred
Knobel, Co-ordinator Special Services.
He can be called “an international
Post Office in his own right” and is

responsible for the shipment of sam-
ple records and all other promotional
and publicity material sent to the
Department’s Licensees throughout
the world. Fred also prepares each
month a complete set of LP releases.
He came to the Department from Vic-
tor’s Office Services. He currently
takes courses for international mar-
keting at the City College of New
York School of Business, under the
RCA tuition program. E[e and his
wife live in the Bronx.

On the fourth floor of RCA Victor's

24th Street building there is a separate
wing, whose entrance door proclaims
that this is THE INTERNATIONAL LI-

AISON DEPARTMENT. Contrary to the
more conservative decor of the rest of
the building, here walls range from
orange to yellow, decorations from a
baroque Italian wood panel to a record
and magazine display gadget which
boasts anything from the latest Presley

LP, adorned with striking Japanese
print, to Paul Anka's latest feature story

in the slick French rock 'n roll magazine,
"Salut les Copains.''

Here secretaries range from very
blonde to very dark brunette, and among
its staff, French, Italian, German and
Spanish is spoken fluently; also English.

These are the men who staff the In-

ternational Liaison Department and those
of the International Division working
with them on the morketing of records
obrood:

FRANK N. SWENSON
Manager, Record marketing, RCA

International, Frank Swenson is in
charge of export of all finished RCA
Victor product (records and pre-
recorded tape). He supervises sales,

made through authorized distributors,
and through the vast U.S. Military
Exchange overseas operation, and in

this capacity makes periodic trips to
all overseas distributors.
He joined RCA in June of 1956

and has been a record-man since
then. Beginning his activities in the
Order Service Administration De-
partment, Frank transferred to the
RCA Victor Indianapolis plant, to
establish the present system of ship-
ping and billing direct from the fac-
tory. In 1959 he returned to the East
and, in January 1961 was appointed to
his present position.

Previous to his RCA activities,

Swenson spent eight years in the
Army and Airforce Exchange Service
as (General Manager of Fort Mon-
mouth Exchange operations. He and
Mrs. Swenson and their three chil-

dren reside in Fair Haven, New
Jersey.

RICHARD Y. CRUM
The present Administrator of

Licensee Services joined RCA Inter-
national in 1946 as System Analyst,
in which capacity he developed and
installed new systems of purchasing,
order services, inventory controls and
traffic and billing procedures.

Dick Crum worked closely with
RCA Victor Record Division in the
development of a system of mechani-
cal data processing—to coordinate the
order service of both domestic and
international divisions.
He then spent two years as Man-

ager, Customer Service Department,
which included order service of all
products sold by the International
Division.

In 1962, when Record Licensing
Operations changed from the Inter-
national Division to the Domestic Di-
vision, Dick joined the RCA Victor
Record Division. Mr. and Mrs. Crum
and their three children live in West-
field, New Jersey.

JOSE M. VIAS, JR.
Cuban-born Jose Vias, RCA Inter-

national Administrator of Record Ad-
vertising, is responsible for trade
and consumer space advertising as
well as for sales promotion for over-
seas export distributors and military
markets abroad.
He joined RCA in 1957 as advertis-

ing-translator and was picked for his
present assignment in 1958 by George
H. Prutting. Prior to joining RCA,
Vias worked also as an advertising-
translator for the consumer product
lines of the International General
Electric Company.
Vias arrived in the United States

in 1947. Shortly thereafter he spent
three years with the U. S. Airforce.
Half of this time was spent in Europe,
during the Berlin Blockade. He and
Mrs. Vias live in New Jersey with
their four children.
Before coming to the U. S. Jose’s

first job in his native Cuba was as
disc jockey with station CMKD.

GUSTL BREUER
Coordinator of Ai'tists Promotion

of RCA Victor’s International Liaison
Department foreign markets, Vienna-
born Gustl Breuer is that depart-
ment’s most recent addition. In his
present capacity, Breuer is responsi-
ble for furnishing the Press Depart-
ments of affiliated companies and li-

censees, with photo material, press
stories and news items of all RCA
Victor classical and pop artists. He
also co-ordinates advance publicity

for the many world-wide tours of
RCA Victor’s artists and is responsi-
ble for the “Artists News” page
of the International Department’s
monthly news-bulletin “The Interna-
tional Post.”

Prior to joining RCA Victor last

December, Breuer worked as account
executive for various New York Pub-
lic relations firms, specializing in

publicity for concert and operatic ar-

tists. He also was, from 1956 to

1958, assistant to the Director of Ad-
vertising and Artist Promotion of
Angel Records.

Gustl Breuer, who is the author of
two novels and many articles for mu-
sic periodicals in the U. S. was orig-
inally trained in his native Vienna
for a stage career in the Max Rein-
hardt Workshop. He came to the U.S.
in 1940 and in 1941 began a five year
hitch in the U.S. Army—a span of
time he utilized not only in getting
involved in the Battle of the Bulge
but also in writing his first book.

LEE SCHAPIRO
A very important adjunct of the

Schapiro is responsible for all foreign
records sold in the U.S. and for the
releasing, on RCA Victor’s Interna-
tional Label, of singles and albums
selected from affiliated companies and
license<^s catalogue.

Particular effort has been placed on
merchandising the outstanding Latin
catalogue of RCA Mexicana in the

Spanish speaking centers of the U.S.
Marked increase in sales has prompt-
ed the expansion of these efforts with
other foreign catalogues, such as
Italian, Argentinian, French, etc.

Schapiro has also developed the di-

rect importing program of foreign

records from 7 or 8 countries. He and
his wife and three children live in

Wayne, New Jersey.

Tony McLaren, who has been disk-jockeying with Radio 3UZ in Melbourne

has left to join the D-J staff of Radio 2UW in Sydney. Tony takes up his new
appointment on Oct. 21 and his initial show will be the 4-6 p.m. spot Monday
through Friday. For the benefit of Tony’s many friends in the trade through-
out the world his new address is 365 Kent Street, Sydney.

Last week we reported on the confusion regarding the local record rights
to “Bust Out” by The Busters. There is no confusion over the copyright own-
ership—local control is held by Castle Music. EMI has now released" the record.

A new and interesting concept in production and marketing has been ap-
plied to the new locally produced album by the Dave Bridge group entitled
“Surfin’ Down Under” and released by EMI. Each State is represented with
titles included in the set which should give immediate appeal to the disk
jockeys in the various States. The album has been set for immediate release
and the titles have all been composed by Joe Halford, Dave Bridge and mem-
bers of the group.

Jim Cuff, merchandising manager of RCA Records of Australia, reports on
the first release in of the RCA Dynagroove range of albums. Demonstrations
have been held for leading dealers and there is a general feeling of enthusiasm
for the product. First issues are “Cornin’ On”

Belinda Music and associated companies have a whole flock of hits going
for them at the moment—including “Sweets For My Sweet,” “Judy Judy
Judy,” “Danke Schoen,” “Little Yellow Roses,” “Fingertips,” “Mean Woman
Blues,” “Wham!”, “Then He Kissed Me,” “Heatwave,” “Shindig,” “Treat My
Baby Good,” “Not Responsible,” “Avalon Stomp” and “Crossfire.”
The hottest news item on our national best-seller singles list this issue is

“Blue Bayou” by Roy Orbison, which thunders in this week on its appearance
at No. 4 position. The Big “O” must be one of the hottest disk properties in
Australia—he never seems to miss with any of his singles and his many al-
bums always enjoy strong consumer support. If the present action on “Blue
Bayou” continues it is likely to be the first record to go way up past number-
one position!
EMI has secured the local rights to several American hits on independent

labels. Among them are “Talk To Me” by Sunny & The Sunglows; “Sally Go
Round The Roses” by The Jaynettes; “He’s Mine” by Alice Wonderland and
“Enamorado” from Keith Colley.
ARC seems assured of plenty of singles sales with some of its new issues.

RCA Enters Australian Market

SYDNEY—RCA’s first release since entering the Australian market with lo-
cally produced recordings of local artists features Digger Revell and the Den-
vermen. The initial deck couples “I’m Gonna Make You” and “Over The Rain-
bow.” The above pic was taken in the studio during the session and shows
A&R manager John Devilin (2nd from right) giving last minute directions to
the boys.
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“Music that won’t disturb your neighbors” was the one line discription given
for the new “Dynagroove” series of RCA Victor kicked off by Teldec, the RCA
distributor at a press conference at the resort town of Tegernsee in Southern
Bavario. Teldec went all out for the start of the new series by inviting journal-
ists from all over Germany to its meeting. The group left Munich with the
“Dynagroove Express” bus and arrived at the Eybsee Hotel in Tegernsee at
about 4:30 P.M. A demonstration of both the pop and classical repertoire of
the “Dynagroove” program was given and a discussion was held of the benefits
of the new sound. After the demonstration the group was divided into pop
and classical press people, and in two separate rooms further demonstrations
and discussions were held. A complete press map with 2 LP’s given to everyone
present and a fine dinner ended the evening. The German journalists were
mostly interested in the technical side of the new sound and the burning
question around the fact that the normal record buyer at home could achieve
a better sound even at lower volume with the new “Dynagroove” records.
Teldec kicked off the new series which will be released here in full for the
Xmas season. In addition to “Dynagroove,” Teldec has also introduced its 5
star program of LP’s made up of best sellers from their catalog and a series of
5 LP classical packages containing the works of various composers at a selling
price of 25 dollars. 13 of these packages are ready for the Xmas business.

Philips “Musical” A&R man Theo Knobel flew to Dusseldorf to record the
original German version of the Gershwin Musical “Girl Crazy” starring Philips
stars Rita Paul and the Klaus Doldinger Quartet. The firm has virtually
cornered the German language versions of top American Musicals which are at
present selling like hotcakes here.

The new Peer Music press chief Michael Kudritski reports that “Mai-ia
Elena” by Los Indios Tabajaras has been released by RCA here. The German
number “Sweet Fraulein” sung here by Hans Messner has been offered to
America, and the firm believes that the song could be big stateside. Two
other records by Monika Grimm with a German version of “So What” and a
new German goodie by Rene Kollo both on Polydor are also getting action for
the firm.

Loewen Automaton has produced a new juke box for the world market and
the box was unveiled at a big press conference given in Weisbaden on October
10. The new NSM box is supposed to become the biggest selling box on the
continent and will also find its way into the U.S. More over that later.

Anne Busse from Busse Music reports big action on its “Slop in Capi-i” by
Peppino Di Capri and “Lulu Cherie” by Vonny Berger.

Montana Music’s chief Hans R. Beierlein recently flew to Milan for a pro-
duction with Los Marcellos Ferial in German for German Vogue. While there,
he had talks with the chiefs of Durium, Saar, Krikor and Elisabeth Mintangian
and Walter Guertler and publishers Franz Leonardi, Bruno Porzaund and
Alfredo Rossi. At present, Montana has two numbers in the Italian hit parade,
“Monsieur” by Petula Clark and “Casanova Baciami” by Cocky Mazzetti both
in Italian. When he returned, Hans was visited by French lyric writer and TV
producer Andre Salvet who gave Montana the rights for the number one hit in

France “L’ecole est finie.” Right now in Germany, “I will follow him” by
I

Petula Clark and “Ein Souvenir” by Peter Kraus have both passed the 10,000
mark in sales and Sweden’s Siw Malmkvist has sold over 50,000 records in

four weeks with her chart maker “1999.” All are published by Montana.

I Metronome records reports that Scandanavian lasses Dorthe and Anna Lena
' are set for German TV shots with their newest German recordings. Rolf
Budde reports that he is swinging with new recordings by American stars in

German. Peter Paul and Mary have done a German waxing of “Blowing in

the wind” and “Pretty Mary.” The Everly Brothers recently recorded two
German goodies and Pat Boone has done a German song all published by
Budde. He has also placed the American number “Count On Me” with Teldec
and their artist Kai Markus.
German Vogue reports that Jimmy Justice is due for a TV shot on his first

recording in the German language. The firm has also released the first record

,

here by Jimmy Makulis, a former hit maker on Ariola. Vogue is also releasing
a new LP catalog to push their program for the big Xmas season.

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A classical release under the Decca label has just been announced. In-

cluded are the first two albums of a series of five LP’s devoted to the entire

1 Mozart works for wind-instruments. It’s the first time that such compositions
have been entirely waxed and some of the works were never recorded before.

All records feature the London Wind Soloists conducted by the clarinet player
Jack Brymer. Both albums are available in mono and stereo.

We continue news about Decca mentioning the latest album of Pat Boone
entitled “Days Of Wine And Roses.” On this LP are brought together some
of the best performances of this top singer; some of the songs included in the
new album were not recorded by him before, so we have the occasion to listen

to Pat performing “Mona Lisa,” “Love Is A Many Splendored Thing,” “Lau-
ra,” Sweet Leilani” and other evergreens g-rooved by Pat for the first time.

Let’s conclude our talk on Decca’s activity with a new single that just ap-
peared on the market performed by the South-African songstress Miriam
Makeba. Miriam is already known in Italy since her first LP recorded in

South Africa and recently released in Italy, too, was awarded with a prize

from Italian Critics. The single contains in fact two songs taken from such an
album: “The Click Song” and “ Mbube.” In both groovings Miriam is accom-
panied by the Harry Belafonte Singers.
Mina returned on the musical scene during the summer touring all Italian

coasts taking part in some interesting shows in Riccione, Viareggio, Rome,
Naples etc. Now after the success on stage, our top songstress returned to

“Stessa Spiaggia Stesso Mare.” While on the subject of Mina let’s mention
another recording of this star not yet on the market, which Cash Box had
the pleasure to listen to: the title of the new song is “Vulcano” (Volcano).
The publisher Alfredo Rossi is very enthusiastic about this new Mina re-

lease, which will be available to the record buyers next autumn. There is in

the Italdisc cast a male talent whose name is Pier Chini. Pier Chini has just
-released a single containing “Twist A 1000 Giri (1000 RPM Twist)” and

’ “Sophie.” The first song will be the leit-motiv of a new TV show entitled

,

“Calindri 33,” in which Pier Chini has been invited to take part in. This will

i be a good occasion for this artist to reveal to the public his talent. During
' the series of TV shows. Pier Chini will also present on the screens “Sophie”
and “Quando Dormirai (When You Sleep),” another recording which Italdisc

will promote strongly.

On the Best Sellers of this week is the new name of Isabella lannetti, a very
young songstress pacted by Durium who first recorded “T’Hanno Visto Do-

I menica Sera.” With this song Isabella is reaching top spots on our charts.
Along with Isabella lannetti, from Durium’s cast includes Giancarlo Silvi,

whose recording of “H Ballo Del Mattone” obtained a good reaction on the
market.
And the list of bright new talents continues: Vasso Ovale signed by EMI

Italiana, whose first recording “Pieta’ ” (Pity) is registering a strong sales
reaction. Adamo is another Italian artist who has obtained however a big
popularity in Belgium and Holland, being first on the Best Sellers for many
weeks. Adamo will be promoted on the Italian market, too, and EMI Itali-

ana will soon release, as we announced last week, the first Italian grooving
I with this singer.

And since we have EMI Italiana on the subject, let’s continue news on their

activity mentioning two recordings of the Orchestra Pino Calvi. Pino has
grooved two film tunes, “Days Of Wine And Roses” and “Lawrence Of Ara-
bia.” Another EMI Italiana release to be stressed is an album by Gene Mc-
Daniels containing twelve of his last successes like “Spanish Lace,” “Fla-
menco Love,” “Granada” and so on. The album will have strong appeal to

Herman Scherchen, the well known orchestra conductor who records for

the Westminster label is host of “La Sagra Umbra,” where he will conduct
musics of Haendel, Beethoven, Casella, Petrassi and Bach. We have received
such a news from Ri-Fi Records which represents in Italy the Westminster
classical line. After, Scherchen will conduct a concert at La Scala of Milan
and at S. Carlo of Naples.

Continuing news on Ri-Fi, it released 4 LP’s from the Time catalog con-
taining compositions of Russel, Kage, Roldon, Maderna and Berio.
Fred Bongusto is one of the new artists of the year: he gained a big pop-

ularity with his successful recording of “Amore Fermati,” which was listed

for many weeks on our charts. To confirm his popularity, Fred received
recently three awards, one from the Italian press in Rimini, where he was
declared “Singer of the Year,” the second in Naples whei-e he was given an
award by the newspaper II Mattino, and the third one in Salsommaggiore,
where he received the Golden Juke Box from Rock-Ola.

Connie Francis has just recorded a new Italian copyright “Nessuno E’Solo”
(Nobody Is Alone). The record has just been released in Italy by C.G.D.
under the MGM label. Composers of what is expected as the new Connie suc-
cess are Zambrini and Migliacci. Publisher is Ariston. The title will be pub-
lished in the States by Francon Music.
Another title of the Ariston Group will be released under the CGD label by

Line Renaud. The tune is called in Italian “Twist Della Marionetta (Toy Bal-
loon),” originally published by Regent Music.

Other news from Ariston concerns Mariolina, the tune recorded by Emilio
Pericoli which has just been i-eleased in Italy by Ricordi, and Caterina Valente,
who recorded for Decca under the title “Qualcuno Che Non Sai” an original
French copyright penned and published by Henri Salvador: “I Will Live My
Life For You.”

Britta Martell, the German female talent who has decided to remain defi-
nitely in Italy, has recorded another Ariston copyright, title of which is “Te
E Un The (You And A Tea).”
Hans Beirlein owner of Edition Montana of Munich was in Italy accom-

panied by Miss Richt for a business tour. He paid a visit to Mrs. Mintangian
of Durium, to Mr. Rapetti of Ricordi Publishing Firm, to Mr. Micocci of Ri-
cordi Record firm, and to Alfredo Rossi of the Ariston Group.

In Milan also: A. D’Ambra, manager of Minstrel Records Co. of Australia.
Minstrel represents three Italian record catalogs: Cetra, Fonit and CGD Rec-
ords. D’Ambra paid a visit to Mrs. Mintangian to discuss some problems
concerning distribution of this line in Australia.

At the annual Grand Gala Du Disque in Holland Bovema’s His Master’s
Voice-label carried away 3 Edison-Awards for albums and items by soprano
Victoria de Los Angeles, Marlene Dietrich “Where Have All The Flowers
Gone!” and Sir Laurence Olivier, who signed for the narration of the big 12-
piece “Living Bible” project.
Marlene Dietrich was top-of-the-bill at the Pop Grand Gala-night on 12th

October at the Scheveningen Kurhaus. Victoria de los Angeles performed at
the (classical Gala in Amsterdam with the Concertgebouw Orchestra. A press-
meeting was held at her arrival at Schiphol-airport on Wednesday night
October 2.

Bovema’s Irnperial-label and its “Music For You” 12' LP-series will be first
to release music from the forthcoming musical “Oliver,” soon being premiered
by a Dutch cast.

Gramophonehouse’s Pathe label scores big successes with hitsinger Adamo,
who taped his “Amour Perdu” in a Dutch version (Alleen Voor Jou), All re-
cordings by Adamo are now being plugged extensively on radio and TV,
Bovema’s Warner Bros, label recently released Allan Sherman’s “My Son

The Nut,” following up his Cash Box-hit “Helloh Muddah, Helloh Fadduh.”
The label’s also working hard on a new Everly Brothers-single “The Girls
And The Blues”/“Love Her.”

Stateside, in Holland, believes to have a hit in its hands with the Jaynettes’
runnerup—“Sally Go Round The Roses.” Bovema reports that both newly re-
leased series “Wonderful West” and “Gospels” are doing very well these days.

Marijke Smit-Sibinga, one of the foremost harpsichordists in Holland (she’s
also a member of the Benedetto Marcello-group) taped her first solo-LP “Old
Dutch Keyboard Music” on Bovema’s Columbia-label. The album now has been
proclaimed “Record of the Month.”

Holland’s well-known popsinger Anneke Grbnloh’s new impressing single
“Wladimir,” shows several signs of becoming a big international hit. “Wladi-
mir” is the Dutch version of the German song “Nitschewo” and the rights
are controlled by the Aberbach group. “Wladimir” certainly will be keeping
Belinda (Amsterdam) N.V. maintained on the Dutch Charts’ highest places.
This record has been received so extremely well, that rush-releases of the
same Gronloh-record soon will be brought out in Germany, Belgium and
England!

AMIDST THE DAILY ROUTINE

of the nation’s coin machine and vending operations

continues, almost unnoticed, the incessant search for

something new. While it cannot always be seen it is al-

ways there, the research and testing which will provide

this industry with tomorrow’s methods for profitable

operations. It is indeed a shortsighted operator who

permits his vision to be dimmed by today’s problems of

loans and bonuses and everyday operating obstacles, for

while these too must find solutions, the necessity for

knowledge of what is new becomes vital before any route

can be prepared for the changes which must come peri-

odically in this era of doing business.

Among the new ideas is one in particular which is a

development on an old machine, but with the change

in design and the new techniques of operating this

equipment, the Cinebox is an entirely new approach to

modern day amusement machine operations. A failure

only several years back in the New York City area, the

Cinebox today is gaining acceptance with the people

who count—the firms with the money and the know-how

necessary to make a new machine produce. Early Phila-

delphia tryouts have proven fruitful. Recent installations

in the Boston area indicate that more machines will fol-

low in this area. New Orleans interests have indicated

a willingness to enter this business and they have backed

up the interest with the necessary finance. Miami will

be reporting within the week. And next month? Perhaps

New York City, now being studied by people, who again,

have the necessary funds and professional experience

to make the investment a success. Cinebox, as we know
it today, is the end-product of serious minded people

consisting of eight vending machines offering candy,

cigarettes, cold drinks and ice cubes. A unit in the open-

front store was originally designed to vend paperback

books but is being used to vend a variety of non-food

items. Open 24 hours each day, the store is a miniature

reproduction of what has been a standard fixture in

Europe for many years. The two young men who own

the store recently returned from Europe and innocently

opened what they thought was an original idea in this

country. This basic idea previously failed on a grand

scale, as we know, but is succeeding in mid-Manhattan

where two new vending operators believe that in a neigh-

borhood that never sleeps, there’s a profit to be made

from coin-operated machines which serve as a retail

store. The search for something new presents problems,

of course, but the pioneers who make the mistakes today

will be the beneficiary of the gains to be had tomorrow

when the operation runs smooth. We speak of an oper-

ator in the Bronx who placed his

TWELFTH DRINK MACHINE

last month, after the decision last year to enter into

vending as an adjunct to his present music machine

route. The no-commission deal which is prevalent in this

type of industrial location is refreshing, but several other

strings must be cut before profits can be realized. A
plant which permits vending machines but continues to

permit an outside coffee-snack service isn’t giving the

operator but 25% of the opportunity he deserves.

Knowledge of the firm’s personnel activities—coffee-

breaks, lunch routine, and work schedules—even in the

case of a single machine installation, must be part and

parcel of a sensible vending contract.

Some of the new ideas are virtually multi-million dol-

lar propositions while others amount to the purchase

of a manually operated belt-type vendor which will at-

tempt to replace the first of literally thousands of bulk-

vending machines which dot locations in a territory just

outside of metropolitan New York. But ideas they are,

and the men who are shaping them for tomorrow’s way

of business have no doubt in their minds that this busi-

ness changes every day, and that they are molding the

operating business of tomorrow.

The new juke box—which takes its

nation’s locations.
As for the machine itself, the de-

sign has been altered to give the ma-
chine a totally new appearance.
Highlight of the machine at first

glance is a stainless steel perforated
panel which ‘floats’ mid-center of the
machine permitting colorful rays of
lights to come through.
A choice of walnut or stainless-steel

styling with optional interchangeable
front panels for location adaptability,
and greatly improved servicing ease
are among the refinements incorpo-
rated in the new coin-operated stereo
phonograph.
The 1964-model phono “is designed

to provide operators with the sound
of big-time entertainment connoted

by its name,” according to Rowe AC
President Jack Harper.
Harper said a record-breaking

sales and merchandising campaign,
including complete point-of-sale kits

for operators, has been prepared
based upon the “Tropicana” theme
and including full-color photographs
of the new phonograph taken on
stage during a revue at The Tropi-
cana Hotel in Las Vegas, Nev.
Programming for the new phono-

graph is easily convertible to fit a
200, 160 or 100-play location by
means of simple, minor modifications
of the strip panels and selector key-
board.

Location name is accommodated by
a distinctive new full-width personal-
ization panel displaying easy-to-read
golden amber letters. The letters are
inserted in a separate frame installed
in the top door.

Servicing improvements include a
new record guide for easier maga-
zine service, especially of warped
records; and a new selector system
whose buttons will not lock down un-
less the phonograph is turned on and
credit established.

All servicing has been made eas-
ier through use of a new spring-bal-
anced top door. Both top and front
doors give complete access to the
record mechanism, new inside cancel
button, lamps, credit unit, stepper,
power supply, volume control and
slug rejector.
The new optional wood-grained

front door panel can be easily

changed on location in a matter of
minutes. Atop the unit an intriguing
new star pattern color wheel con-
stantly changing in light, color and
motion to call attention to the phono-
graph.

charges, $5600 to Baker for having him obtain the location for Capitol, origi-

nally.

Senator Williams said that the Rules Committee will study the financial and

business interests of the. entire membership in the Senate as well as any em-

ployees of the Senate.

'Poker Face’ Has Multiple Score Features

CHICAGO—J. H. Keeney & Co. has
introduced a new amusement machine
“which moves poker from the gam-
bling casino to the entertainment field

—and leaves the wagering behind,”
according to Art Weinand, President
(CB, Oct. 12).
“Poker Face” offers a player all

the challenges of the card game by
building winning relays around two
high poker hands, the royal flush and
the full house,” explained Weinand.
“A third way of winnig replays, by
high score, is also offered on Poker
Face,” he added.
To score the royal flush, players

must put the ball in a kick hole in

the center of the board. A traveling
light under the flush cards on the
playboard registers which card of the
flush the player has scored. Any 10-

point scoi-e causes the light to travel
under the different cards of the flush

on the playboard.
The full house is scored by rolling

the ball through card roll-outs to get
three three’s and any combination of
a pair. Two cards of the flush, the
king and the ace, can be used with
other cards on the playboard to make
pairs and other roll-overs offer the
chance of getting two five’s or two
seven’s to help complete the full

house.
When either a full house or royal

flush has been scored, bulls-eye tar-
gets housed in part of the two cy-
clone kickers on either side of the
board are lighted and one replay is

given each time the ball hits the
lighted bulls-eye.

Adjustable high score, ranging from
1,100 to 1,900 points, can be used on
the three or five-ball game.

Scoring is made by bumpers (10

points each), roll-overs (10 points

each), pop bumper when lighted (10

points), when unlighted (1 point),

side bumpers (1 point), cyclonic kick-

ers (1 point), the kick hole (50 points),

and the bulls-eye targets (10 points).

ART WEINARD

“Poker Face” has four bumpers, a
pop bumper, a kick hole, four cyclonic
kickers, two side bumpers, and nine
roll-overs for scoring.
“Powerful flipper action can be used

to increase the play of the game,”
said Weinand, “and the automatic ball

lift gives the player a ball to play
at all times.”
The electronically tallied machine is

housed in an attractive, colorful, long-
life cabinet. It has an all-steel front
door with slug rejectors and uses the
new playboard lock.

A front molding locking bar elimi-
nates screws and molding bolts, and
the playboard can be locked into an
upright position for quick and easy
servicing.
“Poker Face’s” extra long-wear

hardboard playboard surface is en-
cased in a rugged cabinet which has
polished chrome sides, side rails and
front rail.
