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With less than two months to go

before 1963 has completed its

course, it is quite obvious at this

point that ’63 will be remembered
by the trade as “The Year of Tran-

sition Within,”

The spotlight this year fell on
activities behind the scenes rather

than on a specific that the public is

aware of such as the debut of rock

and roll, the advent of stereo or the

introduction of 33 and 45 rpm
speeds.

The major transition in the rec-

ord business this year took place in

the area of distribution. It was only

six or seven months ago that

we editorialized on the obvious

changes, consolidations, etc., that

we felt would be forthcoming dur-

ing the subsequent twelve month
period. But it is quite obvious now
that the transition was much more
rapid than anyone anticipated, and

it still appears to be in its early

stages.

During the last few months the

rate of change has greatly acceler-

ated. Many territories are being

closed up as far as branches are

concerned, leaving resident sales

and promotion men to cover the

territory. Warehouses are being

consolidated. Marginal distribution

outlets are being closed down, sold

or liquidated. Just as soon as one

company closes a branch in an

area, turning over his line to an

indie distrib, another manufactuiv

er decides to open a branch in the

same area.

Rack jobbers are buying distri-

butorships and distribs are buying

rack operations. Dual Distribution

is a much discussed subject.

The fact that these things are

happening is familiar to everyone.

But the steadily increasing pace at

which they are occurring is star-

tling.

The business is using 1963 to

seek a new level. Perhaps people

within the trade prefer to call it a

“Consolidation” before the record

industry makes its next step in the

direction of greater growth.

Many consider this transitional

period very healthy—ridding the in-

dustry of some of the “undesire-

ables” who stepped in to grab a

share of the business as it was

booming, while contributing little

to the long term growth of the

business.

It’s, of course, impossible to pre-

dict the outcome. But there are

people whose life has been spent in

distribution who feel that this is

only the beginning of a major

change in the industry that will give

the business a very new and differ-

ent face in the very near future.

dent A&R man in Nashville, Marvin
Hughes, will report to Ken Nelson.
Three other executive producers

will continue under the direction of
Lloyd Dunn, Vice President for Class-
ics and International. They are Dave
Dexter, Capitol of the World; Richard
Jones, Classics; and Robert Myers,
Angel.

Gilmore also said that as a result of
the promotion of Tom Morgan to di-

rector of artists contrasts, and the
resignation of three weeks ago of
Nick Venet, a number of artists would
be working with new producers.
Under the new organization, Gil-

more also assumes responsibility for
the creative services department un-
der Marvin Schwartz. Schwart’s staff

includes editorial director Bill Frost,

art director Ed Thrasher, and Ken
Veeder, director of the photography
department.

ABC-Paramount Opens N.Y. Distrib Branch
NEW YORK—ABC-Paramount Rec-
ords has opened its own distributing
branch in New York, it was an-
nounced last week by Sam Clark,
president of the firm and its affiliated

labels (Command, Impulse!, Grand
Award and Westminster).
As of this week (4), the label will

be servicing dealers, one-stops and
rack jobbers in the New York City
area out of its wholly-owned distrib
branch. Jet Records Distributing
Corp.

All labels with the exception of
Westminster will be handled by Jet.
Westminster will continue to be dis-
tributed by Stanley-Lewis Dist. in
New York. Furthermore, Chancellor
Records, distributed nationally by
ABC-Par, will stay with Alpha Dist.
in New York. Tangerine, another
diskery distributed by the label,
moves over to Jet.

Jet will be under the management
of Howard Stark, who has been as-
sociated with ABC-Par for the past
two and a half years in sales and ad-
ministration. Stark will be assisted by
Lenny Lewis, who has handled sales

and promotion for the company’s Im-
pulse! label.

The establishment of Jet brings to
an end an eight-year association be-
tween ABC-Par and Malverne Distrib-
utors of New York, which, in Clark’s
words, “have contributed much to the
success enjoyed by ABC-Par over the
years, and have fulfilled every obliga-
tion of a distributor to a manufac-
turer.” The move by ABC-Par, an an-
nouncement said, is in large part mo-
tivated by the desire of the manage-
ment to experience first-hand the
problems confronting manufacturers
and distributors.

Label execs strongly feel that their
product creativity, pricing structure,
advertising programs and movement
of product will be greatly improved
by direct contact between the manu-
facturer and dealers, one-stops and
rack operators.

Jet Record Distributing Corp., lo-
cated at 40-11 Skillman Avenue in
Long Island City, further extends the
ABC-Par operation in a new direc-
tion. The label established its own
pressing plant in the Bronx, Technical
Sound, Inc., in 1959.

Everest' Acquires

Concert-Disc Line

HOLLYWOOD — Everest Records,
continuing its classical disk build-up,
has acquired the Concert-Disc & Con-
certapes lines.

New releases
planned for the near future include
the complete recordings of the late
Beethoven Quartets with the Fine
Arts Quartet, The Brahms Quintet
featuring Ralph Votapek, winner of
the first Van Cliburn award, and the
Paganini Quartet, Bach’s The Art of
the Fugue with the Fine Arts Quartet
and The New York Woodwind Quintet.
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Warner Bros. Splits

A&R Functions Into
Singles, Album Product
BURBANK, CALIF.—In a move de-
signed to give the label greater mo-
bility and flexibility, Mike Maitland,
president of Warner Bros. Records,
has announced the division of the
firm’s A&R activities into separate al-
bum and singles areas of responsi-
bilities.

Jimmy Hilliard, for the past two
years director of A&R, continues in
that post and, effective immediately,
will be responsible for all albums pro-
duced by the company. Hilliard will
initiate all albums as well as work
with outside producers and arrangers
on WB albums.

Joe Smith, national promotion man-
ager of the company, will take on ad-
ditional responsibilities for the pro-
duction of all pop singles repertoire.
Smith will direct the creation of all
singles materials as well as work with
the staff of outside producers WB has
assembled.
“With the album and singles mar-

ket becoming much more specialized,”
Maitland said, “it has become neces-
sary that a company such as ours be
equipped to move rather rapidly in
either field.”

Smith and Hilliard will work to-
gether in the production of albums as
a result of having been popularized as
a single. The album market similarly
has become much more specialized as
a result of the broad and widespread
interest in folk albums, motion pic-
ture music, as well as albums which
largely appeal to adults only.
Both appointments are effective im-

mediately, with Smith and Hilliard
continuing to report directly to Mait-
land. George Lee will continue to rep-
resent the company, handling A&R
administration in the East.

Start Of A Big

Chart Career

NEW YORK—“The Singing Nun”
takes big strides this week in what
shapes-up as a singles and LP tri-

umph for her.

Cash Box charts tell the story; the

album by the Belgian sister (The
Soeur Sourire) of Fishermont, a con-

vent of the Dominican Order, moves
from 98 on the mono charts to 77; the

single, “Dominique,” culled from the

LP, jumps from 100 to 51.

Eye-brows of those
who heard the deck must have been
raised with the CBS statement that
the deck was a “rock ’n roll” or
“wailing” sound.
The CBS move gave New York

dailies a good feature storyline, and
by week’s end it looked like upcom-
ing issues of Time Magazine and
Newsweek would carry stories on the
deck.

Baez Sues To Stop Sale
Of Her LP On Squire

NEW YORK—A summons and veri-
fied complaint has been filed by folk
artist Joan Baez in the U.S. District
Court, Southern District of N.Y.,
against Roulette Records and five

major N.Y. retailers over the release
and sale of an LP called “The Best Of
Joan Baez.”

Also named in the suit are Veritas
Records, which originally cut the LP,
Mosko Morrison, designer of the
jacket, and Squire Records, nationally
distributed by Roulette, and under
whose tag the LP is being marketed;
retailers named are Sam Goody, Sam
Goody Audio Center, Doubleday, E. J.

Korvette and the Record Hunter.
Baez’ action seeks a temporary re-

straining order and permanent injunc-
tion to enjoin the defendants from
manufacturing, selling or offering for
sale and distributing the album. The
complaint is predicated on that sec-
tion of the Civil Rights Law of New
York which gives the right to in-

junctive relief where one’s name or
photo is used for purposes of adver-
tising and trade without consent of the
person, and compensatory and puni-
tive damages. The action also charges
unfair competition and calls for an
accounting. The artist is currently
pacted to Vanguard, which has re-

leased her tremendously popular LP’s.
The original Veritas recording, cut

in 1959, was called “Folk Singers

“IT’S A MAD, MAD, MAD, MAD WORLD”—
Original Soundtrack—Ernest Gold—United Art-

Stanley Kramer’s highly-touted flick is done up
in a deluxe, fold-out recording on this sound-
track from United Artists. Vet film composer Er-
nest Gold has created a delightful, high-spirited
score for the multi-starred movie which perfectly
fits Mack David’s blue-ribbon lyrics. Among the
best ti’acks here are “Thirty-One Flavors,” “It’s
A Mad, Mad, Mad, World,” and “Retribution.”
Disk should pull loads of coin when the film goes
into general release.

“SUGAR SHACK”—Jimmy Gilmer & Fireballs

Dot 25545
Jimmy Gilmer and the Fireballs cash in on the
current smash sales success of their chart-top-
ping “Sugar Shack” to tag this album romp on
Dot. The boys have a free-swingin’, easy style
and display a lot of musicianship here as they
ease through such tuneful goodies as “Lonesome
Tears,” “Let The Good Times Roll” and “I Won-
der Why.” This one could make it to Chartsville
in short order.

“CLOUDY, WITH OCCASIONAL TEARS”—
Skeeter Davis—RCA Victor LSP 2736
Skeeter Davis, currently on a sales rampage
with an item tagged, “I Can’t Stay Mad At You”
(not included here), follows her best-selling “The
End Of The World” LP with this potent new
session aimed at both the country and pop mar-
kets. The lark’s winning vocal charms are much
in evidence as she liltingly surveys “I Will Fol-
low Him,” “I’m Saving My Love” and the title

tune, “Cloudy, With Occasional. Tears.” The cash
registers should ring steadily for the set.

“YOU CAN NEVER STOP ME LOVING YOU ”—
Johnny Tillotson—Cadence 3067
Johnny Tillotson tags this LP outing after his
recent chart-rider “You Can Never Stop Me Lov-
ing You,” and also includes his current biggie
“Funny How Time Slips Away.” This session, cut
during the chanter’s Cadence affiliation, has that
money-in-the-bank sound. Also included here are
“Lonesome Town” and “I Got A Feelin’.” Eye it

for rapid teen-acceptance.

“SONGS I WISH I’D WRITTEN”—Paul Anka—
RCA Victor LSP2744
Paul Anka, one of Victor’s sturdiest sales gi-

ants, offers up his versions of 16 current and
near-recent Top 40 tunes that reflected strong
sales appeal the first time around. The chanter’s
legions of fans will probably come out in droves
for his stylized treatments of “Ramblin’ Rose,”
“All I Have To Do Is Dream” and “You Always
Hurt The One You Love.”

“THE RETURN OF THE GUNFIGHTER”—
Marty Robbins—Columbia CL 2072
Marty Robbins rolled up tremendous sales with
his two previous albums of “Gunfighter Ballads”
and this third edition of western laments seems
destined to score heavily in the coin department.
The songster’s rich, wide-range baritone voice
carries him in good stead on “San Angelo,”
“Dusty Winds” and “The Fastest Gun Around.”
Disk should appeal to all the artist’s many coun-
try fans plus a large coterie of pop buyers.

“CHECKERED FLAG”—Dick Dale—Capitol ST
2002
Dick Dale, who is currently riding the Top 100
with “The Scavenger,” comes up with an entire
session of hot-roddin’ items on this new Capitol
disk. The chanter established his rep in the surfin’
vein but he should make another name for him-
self with this high-powered, teen-angled package-
Best listening bets here include “Surf Buggy,”
“Big Black Cad” and “It Will Grow On You.”
Disk could take off.

“COAST TO COAST”—Joe & Eddie—Crescendo

In the big world of pop-music there are sur-
prisingly few duos. Joe and Eddie are a delightful
exception to this rule. The young twosome, who
are already clicking via network TV appearances,
have a distinctive, fresh approach to new and
traditional folk. The boys’ blues-tinged voices are
superbly spotlighted on “What’s That I Hear?”
“Farewell My Cindy” and “The Water Is Wide.”
Performers to watch closely.

“THE AMAZING AMANDA AMBROSE”—RCA

Amanda Ambrose unleashes her potent, wide-
range vocal talents full-blast on this her second
album outing for RCA Victor. The lark-pianist
has an extremely versatile style. She is capable
of wailing folk, blues, pop and semi-classical
items with equal poise and authority. The song-
stress offers top-drawer Bobby Scott arrange-
ments of “Hong Kong Blues,” “House Of The
Rising Sun” and “What Are The Parts Of A
Flower.”

POP BEST BETS

“RIGHT NOW”—Righteous Brothers—Moonglow
1001
The Righteous Brothers, with two hits behind
them, make their LP debut on Moonglow in a
session combining r&b and spiritual sounds which
reek soul. In addition to “Little Latin Lupe Lu”
and “My Babe” their previous noisemakers, the
boys belt out “Georgia On My Mind,” “Let The
Good Times Roll,” and “In That Great Gettin’ Up
Mornin’.” Recent reaction to their singles indicate
solid sales.

“SASSY SWINGS THE TIVOLI”—Sarah Vaugh-
an—Mercury SR 60831
Proof-positive of the international quality of
fine music in this set cut live at Copenhagen’s
famed Tivoli Gardens and featuring Sarah
Vaughan reading a top-drawer bevy of American
sturdies. The lark’s wide-range, jaza-styled voice
and subtle phrasing carries her in good stead in
superb Quincy Jones-arranged versions of
“Misty,” “Lover Man” and “Sometimes I’m
Happy.” A standout achievement.

“MARIA ELENA”—Tommy Garrett—Liberty
13030
Tommy Garrett has earned many laurels in the
past with his distinctive, romantic 50-guitar musi-
cal stylings but this new Liberty session of south-
of-the-border-styled favorites ranks as his best to
date. The melodic, harmonious Garrett approach
is clearly heard on “Maria Elena,” “Cherry Pink
And Apple Blossom White” and “The Breeze And
I.” Eye the album for rapid consumer acceptance.

“THE BEST OF JOAN BAEZ”—Squire SQ 33001
The Vanguard songstress, who has come to be
regarded as the femme leader of the contempo-
rary American folk movement, is presented here
in her first recording. The soprano’s vibrant,
bell-clear voice is hauntingly beautiful on “On The
Banks Of The Ohio,” “0 IVhat A Beautiful City”
and “Black Is The Color.” In addition to the lark
the disk boasts the singing of Bill Woods and Ted
Alevizos on some of the tracks. A standout, his-

toric achievement.

“THE CARETAKERS”—Original Soundtrack —
Elmer Bernstein—Ava A 31

Academy Award-winning film composer Elmer
Bernstein has created a stunning score for the
currently-in-release dramatic flick. Bernstein has
coupled many diverse musical elements in his

score including snatches of jazz, blues and even a
classical orientation. Among the best tracks here
are “Blues For A 4-String Guitar,” “Day Hos-
pital” and “Seclusion.”
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“KNEES UP! MOTHER BROWN”—The Ames
Brothers—Epic LN24069
The Ames Brothers take a nonsensical turn
with this album of novelty tunes on Epic. The
boys’ easy harmony and lilting delivery is aptly
suited to these easy-paced and melodic tunes with
humorous lyrics. Launching the set with the oldie,

“In The Middle Of The House,” the brothers get
up steam and effectively essay such funny bits as
“Where Can I Find A Bookie,” “Take Your
Fingers Out Of Your Mouth” and the tag tune
“Knees Up! Mother Brown.” Lots of fun listening
here that should catch the attention of the
group’s loyal following.

“TEDDY WILSON 1964”—Cameo SC1059
Teddy Wilson returns to the wax scene on
Cameo with this flavorful album of evergreens
which delightfully showcases the keyboard
artistry that has made him one of the country’s
foremost 88’ers for three decades. The theme here
is jazz, but it has been mellowed by lush strings
and a straight melodic approach. The vet pianist
is in top form as he reads “As Time Goes By,”
“How High The Moon” and “Paris Theme.” Loads
of nostalgic interest here.

“FAST, FAST, FAST RELIEF FROM TV COM-
MERCIALS”—Audio Fidelity 2112
Thirty-three of the most maddening and over-
worked TV commercials from the current crop
are cleverly spoofed by writer John C. Harris
and the voices of Bob McFadden and Bryan Rae-
burn. Bob Prescott has provided novel sound ef-
fects as a perfect complement to the spoken tom-
foolery. As the tag indicates, the stuff here is a
pleasant relief from the insipid fare offered to the
TV viewer. Set could score in sales.

“LOVE AT LAST”—Stan Hoffman/Norman
French—Original Sound PSR LPM 5006
Here’s a delightful set from Original Sound
which showcases the music of Stan Hoffman and
the singing of Norman French. Hoffman’s mel-
odies are in the lush, romantic tradition of while-
back evergreens, perfect for either dancing or
listening pleasure. The lark reads a bevy of Hoff-
man-penned tunes including “My Love For You,”
“Til Now” and “You Ai-e Mine.” Deejays should
find loads of programmable material here.

“PALM SPRINGS WEEKEND” Various Artists
—Warner Bros. 1519
The music from Warner Bros, new teen-angled
flick is served up in fine style by its principals on
this album outing. The set boasts a variety of
top-drawer talent that includes Troy Donahue
singing “Live Young,” Connie Stevens doing
“What Will I Tell Him,” the Modern Folk Quartet
on “Ox Driver” and ’TV’s Bob Conrad chanting
“A Little Bit Of Give.” Ty Hardin and Jerry Van
Dyke are also featured in this blockbuster cast.

Lenny Welch

Lenny Welch, who is currently
clicking with “Since I Fell For” on
Cadence, was born twenty-one years
ago in Asbury Park, New Jersey. It

wasn’t until Lenny was about 14 that
he showed any interest in singing. He
started out by singing with several
groups in the Asbury Park area and
eventually was being featured as the
lead voice of the groups.

In 1958 Lenny gravitated to New
York City where he was introduced
to Coley Wallace. Wallace was so
impressed with the chanter that he
brought him to the attention of Gor-
die Baker, a deejay then handling the
all-night show on WINS-New York.

Lenny’s career did not follow the
usual pattern of today’s new singers
in that he was deliberately held back
from a recording contract until he
was deemed ready. After several
months of preparation a demo of
Lenny singing was brought to Archie
Bleyer, president of Cadence Records.
The vet music man immediately inked
the chanter to long-term pact and
released an initial deck, “I Need
Someone,” which developed into a
national best-seller.

When Lenny is not on the road or
recording he spends much of his
spare time weight-lifting.

Caravelles

The Caravelles, who until six

months ago worked as stenos in an
English brokerage firm, are presently
clicking with their initial Smash of
“You Don’t Have To Be A Baby To
Cry.”
The girls both expressed interest

in singing from childhood but the
necessity to support themselves some-
w’hat frustrated their show business
careers. Although the girls worked
in various offices they spent some of
their spare time taking voice lessons.
Their first cut effort in England was,
“You Don’t Have To Be A Baby To
Cry,” which quickly moved up the
British charts.

Charlie Fach, president of Smash,
was so impressed with the duo’s rec-
ord that he purchased the master for
distribution in the United States. The
rest is history.

WASHINGTON, D.C.—Both distrib

sales and factory production of port-

able and table model phonos showed

modest increases during Aug. of this

year compared to Aug. of ’62, but the

figures for console phonos were down
in both categories for the month, ac-

cording to the Electronic Industries

Association.

Distrib sales and factory production

of portable and table models and of

consoles for the first eight months of

’63 compared with the corresponding

period last year.

In figures, distrib sales of porta-

ble & table models for last Aug.
amounted to 283,061 units, compared
to 281,762 for Aug. ’62; for consoles,

the total in Aug. ’63 was 124,287, less

than Aug. ’62’s 135,026. Eight-month
sales of portable/table models totaled

1,617,431 units in ’63, up from 1,384,-

177 for Jan.-Aug. ’62.

The total factory production of

portable/table models for Aug. ’63

was 300,661, compared to 293,225 for

Aug. last year; for consoles, the fig-

ure was 125,779 in Aug. ’63, and was
148,230 for Aug. of last year. Factory

production of poi-table and table mod-
els was 1,722,269 from Jan.-Aug. ’63,

compared to 1,448,888 for the 1962

As for radio sales, EIA reported

that distrib sales of radio receivers

were up (849,274) slightly last Aug.
from the Aug. ’62 total (848,881)

(Totals exclude auto radios).

Factory production of radio sets of

all kinds reached a 1,252,878 total in

August 1963, compared to 1,253,753

for the same month last year. Produc-

tion for the Jan.-Aug. 1963 period was
down to 10,828,721 compared to 11,-

652,448 for last year. Of the August
1963, radio total, 489,326 were auto-

mobile radios and 119,963 were FM
radios that did not include automobile

radios, but did include combination

AM-FM radio sets, compared to 427,-

747 total auto radios and 98,609 FM
sets for August, 1962.

Auto radio production figures for

the first eight months of 1963 were up

to 4,573,768, compared to 4,103,170

for the 1962 period. Total FM radio

production exclusive of auto sets but

including other AM-FM combinations

totaled 881,695 through August 1963,

up considerably from the 626,154 fig-

ure for the corresponding 1962 period.

FCC Fines 4 TV Outlets
Over Sponsor Identity

WASHINGTON—For “wilfully or re-
peated” failure to identify the spon-
sor of a local program, four Minneap-
olis TV stations have been ordered to

forfeit $500 each by the Federal Com-
munications Commission (FCC).

Based on an action of Sept., 1962,
the FCC said the assessments were
based on a broadcast in favor of a

Sunday-closing ordinance which did

not identify their sponsor, a Down-
town Council, composed of retailers

who favor such an ordinance.

The word “wilfully,” the FCC ex-

plained, as used in the communica-
tions act does not require a show-

ing that each station knew it was
acting wrongfully; it requires only

that the FCC establish that the “li-

censee knew that he was doing the

act in question—in short that the

acts were not accidental.”

The stations involved are: Midwest
Radio-Television, Inc., licensee of

WCCO-TV; Hubbard Broadcasting,

Inc., licensee of KSTP-TV; Time-Life

Broadcast, Inc., licensee of WTCN-
TV; and United Television, licensee

of KMSP-TV.

ABC-Par Theatres Earnings
Drop In Qtr., 9-Month Period

WASHINGTON—A. C. Nielsen,
whose audience surveys are taken to

heart by broadcasters and ad agencies
(it’s the largest outfit of its kind),

has settled with the Federal Trade
Commission (FTC) as regards the
agency’s charges of monopolistic
practices.
A consent order, announced by the

FTC last week, brings agreement by
Nielsen to make available to any ap-
plicant a non-exclusive license on a
royalty free basis for the next four
years and on the basis of “reasonable
and non-discriminatory royalties
thereafter.”
The agreement is for settlement

purposes, the FTC noted, and does not
constitute an admission by Nielsen
that it has violated the law.

Nielsen also agrees that the non-

exclusive, royalty-free matter applies

to all patents currently owned or con-

trolled by Nielsen for their remaining

terms, as well as to patents and ap-

plications issued or applied for within

four years. Also, Nielsen must waive

collection of royalties on outstanding

licensees for this 4-year period.

The order also forbids Nielsen to

halt other alleged “anti-competitive

activities, among them the acquisition

of any producer or seller of these

measurement reports and ratings for

the next 10 years without prior ap-

proval by the FTC.
In its complaint, FTC charged that

since 1946 Nielsen has been engaged

in a program to restrain trade in the

production and sale of reports and

ratings measuring national radio and

TV audiences and has achieved a mo-

nopoly of this market “through its un-

lawful conduct.” In 1961, the FTC
said, the gross billing derived from

that market were about $4,532,000,

with Nielsen accounting for better

than 90%.
Nielsen, the agency charged, “sys-

tematically engages in and threatens

interferences, opposition and other

patent proceedings to harass and co-

erce and to discourage potential and

actual competitors from developing

. label to select artists as well as reper-
toire based on sales potential in order
to stay in the business and explains
why the same standard classical

, repertoire is recorded over and over
1 again by record companies. Dunn also

stated that costs of classical record-
ings can hit fantastically high sums,
while popularity of a classical album

1 can last three to five years at best.

Richard Jones briefly summarized
the responsibilities of the classical

A & R man in choosing the repertoire
and artist, scheduling and supervis-
ing the session, supervising the edit-

ing and transfer, and consulting on
cover design and liner copy, as well
as scheduling release dates and work-
ing with promotion and merchandis-
ing depts. While the arrangements
usually makes the pop records, Jones

^ felt that in classical it is the fine

nuance of the performances that
make the record. For budding classi-

cal producers, Jones pointed out the
producer should be able to follow a
score, be familiar with all types of
classical music, and have complete
rapport with the artist. Proper pre-
planning of a session is of great im-
portance, he said. Mistakes are not
disturbing in a “live” performance
but are so in a recording, he added.

Frankenstein stressed that the rich-
ness, variety, complexity and strength
of today’s classical recording catalog
is “beyond belief.” Because of the
accessibility, on recordings, of any
conceivable type of music, he criti-

cized those who depend only on “live”
performances. In his opinion the rec-
ording—especially the LP—is the
most important thing that has hap-

pened to music since the printing of
music was invented. He denounced
the overwhelming use of background
music which engulfs people every-

|

where they go; he claims it is teach- i

ing people inattention as well as at-

tention to music and feels most music
;

lovers agree. He stated that when a
buyer purchases his first recording of,

for example, a Beethoven symphony,
the interpretation by that conductor
becomes to the buyer an unconscious
standard against which he will judge
all other performances. This, he said,

makes unnecessary and unfair criti-

cism. While critics have learned to

guard against this, people in gen-
|

eral have not, he noted. Frankenstein
stated the critic must be objective at
all times. Although a prominent clas-

sical annotator as well, Frankenstein
said most liner copy is inadequate or
poor. He felt annotations are essential

to deepen the music lovers’ under-
standing of the recording each time
he reads it. Reviewers don’t have suf-
ficient time to review all the new re-

cordings, so they lose interest and
stop reviewing when companies re-

|

cord the same works over and over *

again, he declared.
Primrose revealed his start on re-

cordings as a viola player—in his

earlier days he began as a violinist.

Cash Box has been informed that, with the purpose
to better exploit foreign talents and the foreign labels representanted in
Italy by Compagnia Generale Del Disco (CGD) a completely new company
has been formed with the name “CGD Internazionale” (International CGD).
General Manager of the new firm is Joe Giannini, while Hylda Barbier Corazza
will act as assistant manager. Of course, the new firm also is owned by Sugar.
CGD International has been entrusted with the exploitation abroad of the

Italian repertoire of the following labels: Acquario, CGD, GG, and Juke Box.
The list of the foreign catalogs exploited in Italy by CGD International

includes: Reprise, Cameo Parkway, Ascot, Carlton, Derby, Everest, Festival,
MGM, Palette, 20th Century Fox, Parker, United Artist and Verve.
Tony Dallara, one of our top artists who waxes in Italy under the SAAR

label. Music, has been pacted in Spain by the record firm Belter, for Spanish
recordings.
The first waxings to be released by Tony for the Spanish market include

“Norma,” “Sapore Di Sale,” “In Un Mare,” “Non Passa Piu,’ ” and “Ti Voglio
Amare.” Norma is an original copyright owned by Fermata Publishers,
while the others are all Italian copyrights to note that Sapore Di Sale, cur-
rently on the Italian chart, has been acquired for Spain by Aberbach.
“Notturno In Blue” and “Merci Paris” are the two titles chosen by Milva,

for her return on the record scene, after her happy maternity. Fonit Cetra
will strongly promote the new release of its top artist. Another single of
Fonit Cetra also includes two new recordings of another pop songstress:
Tonina Torielli, who waxed “Iwan Iwanowitch” (An original Clerman copy-
right published by Sikorski, and sub-published in Italy by Leonard!) and
Lolita Di Siviglia. The two records, along with a third one, under the label
Cetra International, including “Theme From Doctor Kildare” b/w “Perry
Mason,” done by Steve Race and his orchestra, have been chosen for the
autumn promotional campaign of Fonit-Cetra. In this regard, we wish to
stress the recent victory of Claudio Villa, the top artist of this firm, at
the Festival of Napoli 1963, with the song “Jammo Ja,’ ” which has been
coupled on a single with another song from the same Festival, entitled
Scugnizzello.
And now let’s write about the classical news of the week:
Decca will release in a very near future the complete set of Bizet “Carmen”

recorded last spring in Geneva with Regina Resnik in the title role, Mario
del Monaco as Don Jose’ and Joan Sutherland as Michaela; the Orchestra of
the Suisse Romande is conducted by Thomas Schippers. At the same time,
Decca will release on the extremely popular and low-priced label, Ace
Of Clubs three complete operas “Otello,” (starring Mario Del Blonaco, Renata
Tebaldi) “Rigoletto” (with Aldo Protti, Mario Del Monaco. H'lde Gneden)
and “Cavalleria Rusticana” (with Mario Del Monaco and Ele»’a Nicolai).
At the beginning of November among the Decca classical albums there

will be the highlights from “Aida” with Birgit Nilsson in the title role.
Decca will also complete the series of the five albums dedicated to Mozart’s
“Music For Wind Instruments.” On the classical subject, the first successful
performances of Britten’s “War Requiem” were given in Perugia at the
Festival of Sagra Umbra, twice at the Scala in Milan, and once at Teatro
La Fenice in Venice. Because of that the sales of the “War Requiem,” re-
leased by Decca in June, are strongly increasing.
To remain in the classical field, we want to point out to the fourth Verdi’s

opera recorded by Deutsche Grammophon Gesellschaft in coincidence with
the 150th Anniversary of Verdi’s birth: the opera is “H Trovatore,” just
released in Italy by Phonogram. Performers of this new set are Carlo
Bergonzi, Antonietta Stella, Ettore Bastianini and Fiorenza Cossotto, con-
ductor is Tullio Serafin.
Another interesting entry of the Phonogram Group is an album waxed

by Herbert Von Karajan and the Berlin Philarmonic Orchestra devoted to
Beethoven’s Symphonies 8 and 9.

And now let’s return to the pop field, talking once again about the Decca’s
activity: November will be a good month for the Decca label because all the
best artists are represented in the monthly supplement: Caterina Valente
with her fifth Italian LP which includes her most successful performances
of the year (“Ya Tamoure’,” “Precipite” (Volissimevolmente), “Twist A
Napoli” and so on) Jet Harris and Tony Meehan’s last hit “Applejack,”
Katyna Ranieri’s first English release in Italy, “More” from the American
sound track of the movie “Mondo Cane” coupled with “Hello Hello” written
and composed by Katyna Ranieri herself and her husband Ritz Ortolani.
As to London, the big hit of the month will surely be the recent no. 1

US hit “Sugar Shack,” originally waxed by Dot, with the new talent Jimmy
Gilner and the Fireballs. Also on London will be released a new Kapp hit,

where Jack Jones sings the main theme from the movies “Toys In The
Attic” and “Wives and Lovers.” Another Kapp recording waxed by Roger
Williams will couple “Look Again” (Main theme from the movie “Irma
La Douce”) with “Danke Schoen.”

Carsch has informed about the big success obtained by their top artist
Peppino Di Capri, (and his Rockers) during his first American tour, started
at Carnegie Hall in New York. What was remarkable in this tour was the
fact that the audience was mainly composed by young Americans and not,
as expected, by old Italian immigrants. Therefore it’s to be said that the
success in the States of Peppino Di Capri is not to be attributed only to
the “Homesickness” of the Italians living in Brooklyn, but to the big fame
that “the Voice of the Island” enjoys now all over the world.

seems to le turning into a very consistent star. Dan was born in Atamisqui,
a small town in the Northern part of the country, and is very popular in

the provinces of Cordoba and Tucuman. His first record, “Celia,” started sell-

ing well in all Argentina and suddenly caught like wildfire in Buenos Aires,

getting to the top of the charts in only three weeks, something that happens
seldom here.

Other newies: “Big Boy” by 'The Shadows; “Milonguita by Mariano
Mores and his sextet, “Policia” by Martin Meyer, recently inked by the label
after returning from a long trip, and “18 Yellow Roses” by Bobby Darin
(Capitol). In the cumbia field, a new record by the strongly-based Colombian
group Los Wawancd: “Pajarito Mananero” and “Amor Playero.”
Juan Ramon, Disc Jockey’s top teen star, is returning to Radio El Mundo

for a new series of programs. His latest recording is “Muchas Gracias”
(Danke Schoen), whose rights belong to Fermata. Other items from this pub-
bery are “Que Hago con el Latin” (Violeta Rivas—RCA), “Roberta” (Horacio
Molina—RCA) and “Fly me to the Moon.” Edwardo Rodrigo (RCA) has cut
“Rio de los Pajaros.”

Julio Korn Publishers work on the new Chico Novarro tune, “El
Orangutan,” which has been already recorded by Pepe Reyes (Odeon Pops).
Several other versions are being expected. Other JK items are the music from
“Fellini 8%,” “Sukiyaki” and “Sugar Shack,” the Jimmy Gilmer US hit.

Such was their enthusiasm that a police
guard had to be called—a regular feature now of all Beatles personal appear-
ances.

Back in Britain after his terrific success on the “Ed Sullivan Show” on Am-

erican TV, ‘Golden Boy’ Cliff Richard collected his 16th Silver Disk for quarter
million sales of his Columbia waxing “It’s All In The Game.” His latest single
which is a ‘must’ for the charts is “Don’t Talk To Him.” With two successful
films behind him-—“The Young Ones” and “Summer Holiday”—Cliff is busy
rehearsing for his latest movie “Wonderful Life,” which will again feature
The Shadows.
The Rolling Stones, r&b group which just missed getting into the Top Twen-

to work on these days. “Belle St. John” is the tune in question. It has just
been released on Quality. Artists are Les 3 Sharpes, long time favorites of
French Canadian audiences and now winning more and more English speak-
ing fans daily. They have recently completed P.A.’s at several leading
Montreal nightspots, Mocambo, El Morocco and Le Faisan Bleu, among others.
They will shortly return to Toronto for night club appearances. The new
Quality release, “Belle St. John,” marks their recording debut in the English
language. The tune has considerable folk overtones that will help it along
the chart route across the country.
Walt Grealis, London, Toronto, has been doing some brisk business with

the good sound by The Dixiebelles, “Down At Poppa Joes.” The LP smash
of the season out of London, says Walt, is the great new Liberty package by
Jackie DeShannon. The set leans heavily to the folk side of the picture, and
these days, that can only mean loot with a capital “L.” While speaking of
things folk. Max Zimmerman, London topper in Toronto, is viewing a recent
development on the wax scene with mixed emotions. His son, Earl, a leading
light (no pun intended) with The Gas Light Singers is proudly introducing
the Group’s new single to the trade. Naturally Max’s paternal pride is quite
apparent, tempered somewhat by the fact that the disk in question is on
Mercury. Word is that an album by The Gaslight Singers will be released
in December. “Misty” by Lloyd Price on Double L has the London folks in

Montreal in high gear. It is particularly chalking up solid air play in the
Canadian Maritimes.

“Tiptoes” by Bobby Wayne, on Reo, is getting considerable
air-play in Winnipeg, while “The Beginning Of The End” by Diane Emond,
a native of the Manitoba Capital, is really selling, reports Ayres, although
listings on the item are few. Reg also is very proud over the Winnipeg area
getting a couple of country-wide blockbusters under way. “Fryksdalsdansen”
by Rune Ofwerman, starting in Winnipeg, has now been confirmed by Qual-
ity’s Toronto H.Q. as a national best seller. Two other smashes doing well

in Winnipeg, as well as everywhere else in Canada, are Bobby Rydell’s

Dick reports that “Atlantis” by The
Esquires and “It’s All In The Game” by Cliff Richard are his two best sellers

in the Montreal-Ottawa area. They increase in popularity and sales daily
throughout the Quebec-eastern Ontario area. Two Pathe sides are stirring
up the French market of late, according to Riendeau. “Chiquita” by Enrico
Macias and “Demain J’ai Dis Sept Ans” by Alice Dona, are selling veiy
well. Rapidly developing a best seller in the vast French market is yet a
third Pathe outing, “Sans Toi, M’amie” by Adamo.

Deutsche Grammophon Gesellschaft, Germany’s biggest record firm is cele-

brating its 65th birthday these days, and for one of the oldest record compa-
nies in the world, it is a proud celebration. The firm is the only company to

have the word Deutsche (German) and Grammophon is its title, and both are
registered! The firm was founded in 1898 and now is handled in the whole
world -hrcugh affiliates or distribution firms. The firm ia now represented by
5 Irbels. The famous gold label of classical music (Deutsche Grammophon
Gesellschaft), the silver label of the archive productions, both of which came
into being in 1949, the orange labeled Polydor records for all sectors of light

music and pop, started in 1943, the green label for literary works formed in

1957, and the black label for foreign jazz and pop works formed in 1958. Of
course, there are also a great number of foreign labels also handled by DGG
under its own banners. The main purpose of the firm is, however, the export
of German recordings on the world market.

DGG has its own affiliates in England, France, Italy, Austria, Greece, Swe-
den, Japan, Venezuela and Mexico and is represented in 110 other countries

by foreign licensees. In the USA, DGG is handled by 2 firms. MGM handles
the DGG classical works, and Decca handles the pop production. As far as
ownership is concerned, the large industrial firm Siemens took over DGG in

1941, but last year, Siemens and Philips concluded a contract which ties the
two large firms together as far as business practices are concerned, which
has also lead to joint distribution in many countries. Of course, the import
of top foreign product is also a great job for DGG. Five major firms deliver

the foreign material to DGG which is either handled by its Helidor label or
the Polydor label. The first firm to come to DGG was the American Decca
Records with its Brunswick and Coral labels. DGG handles Decca, Brunswick
and Coral product in Europe, little Asia and the near east. MGM joined the
team in 1959 and is handled by the firm for Germany, Switzerland, Austria,
France, Belgium, Spain and the Netherlands. DGG also took over the Verve
label for the countries mentioned and Scandinavia a short time ago. DGG
also handles the lines in several lands outside Europe. United Artists is

handled by DGG in Germany, Austria, Switzerland, Scandinavia, Little Asia,
and the near east as well as in several countries in South America.

leased on the Helidor label.

Cash Box wishes to congratulate DGG on its 65th birthday and wish them
all the best in its continued expansion throughout the world.

At the recent opening of the new Berlin philharmonic, DGG gave a record
containing exerpts of the rehearsals with Herbert Von Karajan to the visitors.

The firm is now working hard on new special packages offered at special
prices for the Xmas season. CBS records has released the German version of
“You Can Never Stop Me Loving You” with newcomer Bernd Spier.

Rudy Slezak from Aberbach Music is now in New York for a 3 week visit

to Hill and Range and the other firms represented by Aberbach here. After
his N.Y. visit, Rudy will fly to Nashville to visit Don Pierce of Starday among
others.

Theo Seeger of Peer Music informs us that his new push records are: “Just
Like Eddie” by Heinz on Decca and the German version of the Italian hit

“Stessa Spiaggia, Stesso Mare” by Friedel Hench and the Cyprys, on Polv-
dor. Gunter Gayer of German Vogue reports that Maria Bonita and Jose De
Moreno are now in Germany working at the Bocaccio Club in Hamburg.

Metronome Records is really looking for new sounds these days. Its Gol-
den 12 label has recorded 30 singing canaries singing “Aloha Oe” and “Santa
Lucia.” The trick recordings are due for quick release. In Germany alone over
3 million canaries are owned by families here, and if all of them buy the
record? The firm is also working on the German version of “I Want To Stay
Here” by Rainer Bertram and Ann Louise Hanson.

Teldec Records has started an all out press campaign for Rita Pavone who
has done her first German record under the A&R leadership of Werner Mul-
ler. The record is getting great response from dealers and music ops and
could be the start of a gi’eat career here for Italy’s teenager number 1.

Osterwald Sextet, has lost no time in releasing 2 new singles by the artists,
one alone and one with top star Bill Ramsey. Electrola has also planned a
special exhibit of its Capitol Records product in 11 major cities in Germany.
The traveling exhibit will cover all phases of the Capitol catalog available here
through the Electrola’s foreign import department.

visited Phonogram to discuss matters of classical sales-promotion with Phono-
gram s adjunct-director, R. Klaassen, and to attend a commercial meeting of
Philips sffiesmen. Klopfenstein happened to witness the release in Holland of
his own French production: Offenbach’s “La Belle Helene” on a Philips-LP,
with the famous Jane Rhodes as Helene. Klopfenstein stressed the high techni-
can recording-quality of the production.
Via S.P. Philips, France, Phonogram has gained distribution-rights of the

label Critere, a company manufacturing recordings of a highly exclusive
character only. The two first LP-releases of Critere-recordings in Holland are:
“The Golden Thread of the French Harpsichord” and “The Golden Book of the
Guitar.” Mrs. Almee van der Wiele is the performer of the harpsichord-album
(music from the 14th to the 18th centuries) and Ramon Cueto performs the
Guitar-album. The covers are of cardboarded velvet with gold imprinting.
Although selling-prices are of the normal $5.90 rates, splendid books with
photographs and descriptions of the instruments involved are added.
During their personal appearances in the United States, Esther Ofarim and

her husband Abraham recorded a Philips-album with Folk-songs, among them
“Dirty Old To\vn,” “Adama Adamati” and “Freight Train Blues.” This album
was released in the Netherlands, we were told by Otto Vriezenberg of
Phonogram.

Surfing, the latest craze in sports & music, came also to the Dutch seaside-
resorts this summer, and there is an increasing demand for music with a
hard-rocking Surf Beat. Tunes like “Sweets For My Sweet” by The Searchers
(Philips), “Wipe Out” by The Surfaris (London Records) and “Surf City” in a
version bv the vocal Quartet The Fouryo’s (Decca) made excellent sales in
Holland. The LP: “Wipe Out” by The Surfaris was recently released here.

Duri"g the International Jazz Festival of Comblain-la-Tour, Belgium, of
1962, promoted by Joe Napoli, the Cannonball Adderley Sextet was top of the
bill. Of the Adderley concert, Dutch Riverside produced the album “Cannon-
ball in Europe.”
The United Ai’tists label came with two solid hits on the Dutch market:

“Only in America” by Jay And The Americans, and “Cry Baby” by Garnet
Mimms & The Enchanters.
Bovema’s Atlantic-label released a series of four EP-items, featuring instru-

mental and vocal hits by The Drifters, Ray Charles, Milt Jackson and Jimmy
Giuffre.

His Master’s Voice, one of Gramophonehouse’s oldest labels finds a ready
market for its magnificent Angel-productions. The label recently released its
complete “Boris Godounov” as well as its topnotch version of “H Barbiere
di Siviglia.” “Angel really receives raving reviews in Holland,” says Bovema’s
HMV-label manager R. Heeremans.

In the pop area, Bovema’s HMV-label rushed out new items by Kyu Saka-
moto (China Nights), Johnny Kidd (I’ll Never Get Over You), Rex Gildo’
(Liebe Kalter als Eis) and Johnny Jordaan the latter who now pays a tribute
to his current hometown Rotterdam (There’s But One Rotterdam).
Bovema’s Capitol-label is hitting the charts with another big 'Three-set of

12 recordings: Ernie Ford’s “Gather Together,” Nancy Wilson’s “Hollywood,
My Way” and Peggy Lee’s “Mink Jazz.”
Bovema’s Columbia-label, still doing a very fine job with Cliff Richard’s

“When in Spain”-LP, this week released the original version of the Greek
Jamboree-song by Hadjidakis. Cees Pompe, Bovema’s Columbia-label manager
also believes to have a hit album on the stands with Manuel and his Music of
The Mountains’ Ecstasy-recording.

Liberty released the new Ventures-LP “Let’s Go” in Holland.
Public reaction after the appearance of Francoise Hardy and Petula Clark

is very enthusiastic, so reports Negram’s Robert Oeges. Francoise Hardy’s
“Tous Les Garcons Et Les Filles” reached the Top 20 and also “Sweets For My
Sweet” by the Searchers has a very fine position in the first 20. The classical
line of Negram’s repertoire: young “Eurodisc” label is still growing. As a
company Negrani has succeeded to increase their total turnover in such a
way, that this company now takes a fine place among others. Especially
developed for this country is a brand-new Baroque-series on EP., and also
shortly available is a Rudolf Schock single-series with famous items chosen
from his new Eurodisc repertoire. New records from Renate und Werner
Leismann, The Searchers, Johnny Cymbal, Ruby & The Romantics, Peter
Hinnen, Johnny Hallyday came to expect to be best-sellers for Holland.
Young Dutch publishing company Belinda (Amsterdam) N.V. keeps on

showing prosperous developments. Manager Elbert van Zoeren succeeded in
winning the confidence of the owners of Molen Muziek and Victoria Muziek
which catalogs from now on will be handled by Belinda (Amsterdam) N.V.
Sunrise Muziek became the third catalog committed to the trust on Belinda
(Amsterdam) N.V., which is growing out hereby from an American affiliation

The record market in Norway is slowly changing from a market for adults

to a market for teenagers, many people in record biz told Cash Box when
visiting Oslo last week. By tradition, the teenagers have not been of the

same importance in Norway as in most other countries in Europe, but_ in

last months a change has been observed. Here as in most other countries,

the teenagers have a lot of money and it seems obvious that they are

spending more and more of it for records. This is also noted by the record
manufacturers, who in their local productions are making more and more
records for this new buying media.

.irne Demsgaard, publicity man of Musikk-Huset A/S, told Cash Box
that it is sole selling agents of “Sukiyaki” in Norway. Publisher of the
song for Denmark and Norway is the Danish EMI publishing house Imudico
A/S in Copenhagen. Musikk-Huset A/S is also sole selling agents for the
Danish musical “Teenagerlove,” opening at the New Theatre in Oslo October
22. Other songs published in Norway by Musikk-Huset includes “It’s All In

The Game,” “Blowing In The Wind” and “Rose Marie,” the latter i-ecently

recorded by Jan Holland.
“Singel og sand,” the local song recorded by Philips, has been on the charts

for 27 weeks, which is something of a record. “We expect the record to sell

25,000, which means a Silver Disk, before the end of October,” Haakon Tveten,
head of Norsk Phonogram A/S, told Cash Box. Same company has three LP
albums planned for release within the next weeks, it was learned. The three
LP’s, all local products, include one album with Alf Prdysen, one with Vidar
Sandbeck and one with religious songs. Label chief Rolf Wesenlund said that

SBC-TV (Swedish Broadcasting Co.-TV) seems to have discovered the

commercial record trade, according to reports in dailies. It is soon time for
the local song competition for next year’s Eurovision Song Festival, to be
held in Copenhagen next March. Previously, those attending the local Festival
sent their contributions to the SBC-TV and a jury has voted for the song to
represent Sweden. From time to time, there has been complaints from the
record trade, pointing out that very few, if any, on the jury had any experience
as to judge about a song’s possibilities. This year, SBC-TV seems to have
decided to follow the British system in voting the song. Each of the record
manufacturers will “take care of” one song, record it with a suitable artist, and
the records will then compete.

The Operator Takes
The Offensive

The loudest cry from the ranks of the operators

was once heard from the area of loans and bonuses
which have since become a necessary part of doing
business. At the start of this practice some years ago,

it was looked upon as a cancer, which is what it can
be if it isn’t used properly. However, we learn to

live with many ills, and the loan-bonus deal as we
know it is as much a part of the coin machine busi-

ness today as the equipment itself.

Once the loan-bonus deal grew, many operators

learned to use it to their advantage. Today, unless a

long term contract can be obtained, an operator
won’t agree to the loan, or a sizable bonus. It has, in

fact, enabled him to solidify his relations, legally,

with locations. Since the contract in many instances

is the mainstay of a route’s value, especially in terms
of re-sale, the contract becomes all-important. And
now operators took the contract one step forward.

A sale of location by the owners, or a transfer of

ownership in any form, oftentimes resulted in an
operator with a large investment being left high and
dry and without the location. Clauses were inserted

into contracts which strengthened the operator’s

position in terms of a transfer of ownership whereby

a location owner became legally bound to settle his

obligation with an operator, or at least have the new
owner adhere to the terms of the original contract.

In effect, the operator all this time, was actually

being forced into doing business on a higher plane,

with greater protection for himself, and certainly in

a more profitable manner.

Last week we heard of still another angle in sup-

port of the operator and again, the additional link

binding the location to the operator, in terms of

obligation, is seen in the incorporation of a chattel

mortgage in the contract. These contracts must be

filed and registered with a County Clerk who then

must notify the operator in the event of a location

sale or transfer of ownership. Heretofore, the op-

erator sometimes found himself out in the cold once

a location was sold. The operator is finding himself

more and more on the offensive today, instead of

the other way around, which is the way it should be,

considering his investment.

Much of the development of the location contract

and its advantageous clauses, each of which places

the operator in a highly strategic position legally

against a storekeeper, has come about under the

supervision of Albert Denver, President of the

Music Operators of New York, and this association’s

attorneys who are instrumental in the writing of the

vital clauses. Other association leaders undoubtedly

have prepared similar legal instruments for their

members. It is through this type of service that op-

erator organizations throughout the country are

serving to place the industry and all of its members
in a more secure position than ever before.

CHICAGO—The Music Operators of

be held in the New York Hilton Hotel
in the Adams Suite. The invitation
was mailed to a top official of each
label. If the meeting comes off it will

be the first time in the history of
MOA that juke box association of-

ficials have met with record compa-
nies to discuss mutual problems.
High on the list of topics which

will be covered will no doubt be the
current Ceiier Bill (HR7194) which
proposes removal of the present juke
box operator exemption from the
Copyright Act of 1909. One of the
counter proposals put forth by MOA
representatives in Washington is an
increased mechanical royalty pay-
ment, which the record firms re-
portedly are against.

Second on the list of proposed
topics will be a sales pitch to the
record companies to have the labels
participate in the 1964 MOA Conven-
tion. Of the thirteen firms invited to
the luncheon, two labels—Columbia
and Capitol Records—exhibited at

the 1963 show last September in

Chicago.

As reported by Cash Box last week
(Nov. 2) MOA officials have been
calling on the labels in the hope that

such a meeting could be arranged.
The letter of invitation was mailed to

the record execs Mon., Oct. 28, and at

press time there was no report from
MOA on the number of firms, accept-
ing the invite.

He asked
that operators support MOA in order
that the industry have a bargaining
agent to turn to in time of need. He
also mentioned the proposed MOA-
record company meeting scheduled for
Nov. 20 in NYC (see separate story).
Denver told the listeners that he
takes exception to remarks made by
people in the industry who have the
current Ceiier Bill dispute “lost to
ASCAP” when, according to Denver,
“the Ceiier Bill has a long way to
travel before anyone can decide who
the winner will be.”

Canteen’s O’Malley Tells Theater Execs

Vending’s Versatility Makes It A Must

NEW YORK—The vending business
is big business. This thought was
brought home by Patrick L. O’Malley,
president of the Automatic Canteen
Corp. of America, in an address at
the annual convention of the National
Association of Concessionaires at the
Americana Hotel. (See separate
story)

.

Total sales from vending machines
will be above $3 billion this year and
“by the end of this decade it is

estimated that sales may approach
$7 billion,” O’Malley told the men
and women who supply food and
beverages for the nation’s fun-seekers.

“If any of you younger fellows are
insured to such figures and do not
regard this as a great deal of money,”
O’Malley declared, “I want to ask,
‘do you know any other industry
whose need for coins to operate has
the (U.S.) mint working overtime?’”

Other statistics offered by O’Malley
included

:

•—One billion dollars worth of ciga-
rettes are sold annually through vend-
ing machines. (“This represents 17
per cent of all cigarette sales and
should be $2.5 bilion or 25 per cent
of all cigarette sales within this
decade.”)

—Approximately $700 million in

candy sales annually, or 21 per cent
of all candy sales, with a projection
of $1.5 billion and 30 per cent of
all sales within 10 years.

—Soft drink sales through vending
machines now have reached 725 mil-
lion, in excess of 20 per cent of all

soft drinks sold, with a projection
of 1-% billion or 30 per cent of sales
by the early 1970’s.

—Vending machine coffee sales now
total 250,000,000 and should soon be
500,000,000.

O’Malley went on to explain many
examples of vending’s versatility in
merchandising and selling.

Brass Rail Holds Interstate Profits Down
CHICAGO—Interstate Vending Com-
pany reported increased sales and a
decline in earnings for the fiscal year
ended June 30, 1963. Ronald Wolff,
President of the Chicago-based na-
tional food service company, said
earnings dropped substantially be-
cause of a number of unusual factors,
but that he expects the company to
operate at a more profitable level in

the new fiscal year. While Interstate
does not issue quarterly reports,
Wolff stated that sales have continued
to increase in the first quarter ending
September 22.

Sales for the year ending June,
1963, were $68,887,690 compared with
$61,860,298 last year. Net earnings
and special items for the fiscal year
were $737,986 or 34 cents per share, a
decline of 65% compared with $2,063,-
070 or 97 cents per share last year.
The net effect of the special items in

the year 1963 was a gain of 12 cents
per share. Working capital more than
doubled from $2,455,909 to $5,839,114
and the ratio of current assets to
liabilities is over two to one.
Wolff said the most significant fac-

tor in the earnings decline was The
Brass Rail operation which went from
a profit of $665,000 before taxes in the
previous year to an operating loss of
$348,000 in the fiscal year just closed.

He said the greater part of these
losses occurred in the third quarter and

Cig Sales Continue Climb

U.S. Tobacco Reports Net Increase

NEW YORK—United States Tobacco
Company’s consolidated net earnings
increased in the nine months end-
ing on September 30, 1963, Eric J.

Seyffer, secretary and treasurer, an-
nounced today.
Net earnings for the three quarters

totaled $2,843,000, or $1.51 per com-
mon share, in comparison to $2,398,-
000, or $1.25 per common share, in
the comparable period of 1962.

Sales totaled $33,813,000—the same

as during the first three quarters of
1962—with a substantial increase in

sales during the third quarter this
year.

I Sales for the third quarter were
$11,560,000, in comparison to $11,-
091,000 in the comparable quarter of
the previous year. Earnings for the
quai'ter were $1,068,000, or 57 cents
:per common share, in comparison to

$966,000, or 51 cents per common
share in the third quarter of 1962.

all indications are that the trend is

reversed and The Brass Rail is operat-
ing at a more satisfactory level.

Another significant factor in the
earnings decline was the incidence of
Federal taxes. This was brought about
by the unusual distribution of profits
and losses within the company’s mul-
tiple corporate structure. Wolff said
operations continued on a profitable
basis during the second half of the
year, with the exception of year-end
tax and reserve adjustments and The
Brass Rail decline.

It was also reported by Wolff that
the programmed expansion of Inter-
state’s management team in the past
year added approximately $500,000 to
the payroll. He explained that “this
additional expense provides the foun-
dation for our current as well as our
planned expansion.”
One special item during the past

fiscal year was the non-recurring gain
from the sale of Interstate’s 50 per
cent equity in its joint venture with
the Szabo Food Service, Wolff said.
Interstate realized a net gain after
taxes of $533,442 from the sale, or a
total of 26 cents per share.
The other special item consisted of

a non-recurring charge of 14 cents per
share, or $298,050 after taxes, result-
ing from a write-off of certain models
of vending equipment and related
parts inventory, Wolff said. He added
that this is a one-time move that
takes care of obsolescence on old
equipment.

Wolff announced that three im-
portant acquisitions have been made
in the fourth quarter of the past fiscal
year and in the first part of the new
fiscal year, giving the company profit-
able food service and vending opera-
tions in areas not previously covered.
He said a total of approximately
$3,300,000 in cash has been paid for
Kroiss Vending Company and Overton
Sales Company, Inc., both of St. Paul,
Minnesota; Vending Service Company,
Inc., of Topeka, Kansas; and G & W
Vending Company, Inc., South Caro-
lina Automatic Service, Inc., and
G & W Caterers, Inc., all of Spartan-
burg, South Carolina.
During the last several months of

the fiscal year. Interstate obtained a
$12 Million fifteen-year loan from the
New York Life Insurance Company
and the Massachusetts Mutual Life
Insurance Company. This tangible ex-
pression of confidence in the company
by these major institutions will assist
in providing for the continued growth
and development of Interstate’s serv-
ices throughout the Country. The
company is currently investigating
