Because of the tremendous re- 
sponse to the first edition of the 
Cash Box Record Buyer's Aid, a 
second edition in this series of ref- 
erence handbooks is being sched- 
uled for release early in April.

The 
book will also offer extensive sell- 
ing aids and ideas and will high- 
light browsers, easels, mobiles, ad 
mats, etc., that manufacturers 
are making available to assist deal- 
ers in increasing their profits with 
show and film product. 

But this is just one aspect of the 
up -coming Buyer's Aid. This issue 
will also coordinate between its 
covers all new LP product issued 
for the Spring merchandising sea- 
son, under a special section titled 
"Swing Into Spring," giving deal- 
ers a wonderful opportunity to ob- 
serve the broad spectrum of new 
LP's issued by all companies dur- 
ing March and April. 

All regular subscribers will be 
receiving this issue April 6th. The 
volume will also be mailed to a plus 
readership of thousands of addi- 
tional dealers throughout the U.S.

Darin's 
contract had several months to run 
before expiring. However, he had 
fulfilled all recording obligations 
called for under the agreement. 

Darin, who came to Capitol in July 
of '62, is currently riding the Top 100 
with "I Wonder Who's Kissing Her 
Now." 

Darin will continue to maintain his 
west coast offices in the Capitol Tower 
in Hollywood. He could not be reached 
at deadline to determine if he had 
made any new label affiliation. 

Ray Lawrence New Colpix Gen. Sales Mgr.; 
Rosen, Bagley Get New Posts; Adler Exits 
NEW YORK-Don Kirshner, execu- 
tive vice president of the music and 
record division of Columbia Pictures - 
Screen Gems TV, last week an- 
nounced the appointment of Ray Law- 
rence as general sales manager of 
Colpix, and Dimension Records. Bob 
Rosen has been put in charge of dis- 
tributor sales for the companies, and 
Ery Bagley will specialize in one - 
stop and rack jobber sales and pro- 
motion. Lawrence takes over the spot 
vacated by Walt Maguire. (See other 
story.) 

It was also learned late last week 
that Lou Adler, Colpix' west coast 
VP had resigned from his post and 
that Chuck Kaye, Colpix west coast 
rep would assume some of Adler's 
duties. But Adler could not be reached 
for comment at deadline and Colpix 
would not confirm or deny the report. 

Lawrence had at one time served 
as national sales manager for the 
two firms. He has had an extensive 
background in the record industry. 
Prior to his first association with Col- 
pix and Dimension, he was sales manager and then promoted to branch 
manager for Cosnat Distributors and 
was instrumental in setting up Cos- nat's west coast operations. Immedi- 
ately before assuming his Los An- 
geles duties with Cosnat, Lawrence 
had been a salesman for Cosnat in 
Cleveland. 

Lawrence revealed that he is cur- rently preparing to introduce the strongest new group of albums and singles in the company's history. 
"This product," he stated, "along with 
a completely revised and bold new 
look in sales, advertising, promotion 
and publicity, is an integral part of the new "image" of Colpix and Di- mension Records which we are now creating. We are now entering a pe- 
riod of maximum growth and devel- opment for our labels." 

Until his new assignment Bob Rosen had been director of special projects for Colpix and Dimension, 
having joined the companies last August. Before joining the Colpix/ Dimension staff, Rosen was the sales and promotion director for the United Record Corporation Pressing Plant. He has also been associated with the California office of Charles 
H. Hanson, music publishers. His previous diskery affiliations include positions with Herald and Ember Records, Gone and End Records and Seeco Records in sales, promotion and a&r capacities. 

Ervin Bagley was formerly the general manager of Audio Fidelity 
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Records and eastern regional sales 
manager for Liberty Records. For 
several years he was the buyer and 
merchandiser of hi-fi equipment for 
Litt Brothers in Philadelphia. 

Lawrence commented that, "Col- 
pix/Dimension now has a tightly -knit 
sales organization that will result in 
improved merchandising and a closer 
relationship between Colpix/Dimen- 
sion and their distributors and deal- 
ers throughout the country. 

Legal Reactions To 
Capitol "Stand 
SAN FRANCISCO-The U.S. Dis- 
trict Court in San Francisco has mod- 
ified a temporary restraining order 
issued against Capitol Records Dis- 
tributing Corp. from an action by 
Dave Watson's Pic -A -Tunes rack op- 
eration. 

As a result of a preliminary hear- 
ing on Fri., Mar. 6, the court modi- 
fied the temporary injunction to the 
extent that CRDC cannot sell direct 
to Pic -A -Tune accounts those firms 
it has not dealt with since July 1, 
1963. 

Previously, Pic -A -Tune asked for 
and received-at an ex -parte hearing -a temporary injunction that pre- 
vented CRDC from selling to all of 
Pic -A -Tune's accounts. 

A hearing this Fri. (20) will de- 
termine whether the court will issue 
a preliminary injunction or refuse it. 

In other action resulting from 
the Capitol "Stand for Stability" 
move, Cash Box has learned that the 
Justice Dept. has requested by mail 
from CRDC an explanation offering 
reasons why it has stopped selling to 
Cal -Racks, another Frisco rack set- 
up. Capitol will reply. 

In Philadelphia, the I. J. Morgan 
Co., a one -stop operation, has filed 
suit in a Philly state court that al - 
alleges a breach of an oral contract 
between itself and Capitol for the 
sale of product. 

At presstime, Capitol had not yet 
been served with the papers. It is 
understood that Capitol is in the proc- 
ess of making an attempt to bring 
the matter into Federal Court rather 
than a state court. 

Decca's Consolidated Net 
For 1963 Sets High Mark 
NEW YORK-Decca Records' con- 
solidated net income and earnings per 
share for 1963 reached new highs, 
Milton R. Rackmil, president, has re- 
ported in the company's annual re- 
port. 

Consolidated net income for the 
year 1963, including Decca's subsid, 
Universal Pictures Co., Inc., amount- 
ed to $6,800,364 equal to $4.45 per 
share on the 1,527,401 shares out- 
standing on Dec. 31, 1963. For the 
year 1962, such income was $5,615,- 
281, equal to $3.68 per share on the 
same number of shares outstanding 
at the end of that year. Regular 
quarterly dividends of 30yß per share 
were paid in 1963, which was the 
27th year of consecutive dividend 
payments by Decca. 

Net income of the record division 
showed an increase over 1962, de- 
spite, the report said, of continuing 
strong competition for sales and tal- 
ent in the industry and steadily in- 
creasing costs. No disk figures were 
given. The report noted Decca's new 
55,000 square foot record manufac- 
turing plant in Cornwall, Canada, 
which began operations last Jan. 

Directors of Decca recently de- 
clared a regular quarterly dividend 
of 30e per share on the label's capi- 
tal stock, payable Mar. 30, 1964 to 
stockholders of record Mar. 16, 1964. 

Lowe Blames Beatles 
For Lower C -P Sales, 
Earnings In 1st Qtr. 
PHILADELPHIA-Bernie Lowe has 
tagged the Beatles a detriment to 
sales at Cameo -Parkway Records. 

At a meeting of the firm's stock- 
holders last week, the exec said a 
decline in first quarter earnings over 
the same period last year was at- 
tributed to "one reason": the Beatles. 
Lowe claimed that the English sen- 
sations were taking about 84¢ out of 
every dollar spent on disks by teen- 
agers so far this year. 

C -P doesn't have any Beatles dates. 
However, it does have a low-priced 
LP ($1) called "Beatle Mania," which 
contains Beatles tunes by The Liver- 
pools, a Philadelphia group, on C -P's 
new Wyncotte label. 

Lowe didn't reveal the label's first 
quarter results in dollars and cents, 
but he said all divisions showed a 
profit during the period. Last year, 
the firm earned $294,425 on sales of 
$1,755,854 during the first quarter. 

As reported in last week's issue, 
C -P's total 1963 earnings were $665,- 
498 on sales of $4,838,473, a sharp de- 
cline from the 1962 showing of $949,- 
805 in earnings, $7,656,987 in sales. 

Lowe agreed with a stockholder 
who got up to state that he didn't 
think C -P should make any acquisi- 
tions. 

The Beatles: The Top 4 
On The Top 100 
NEW YORK-The first four artists 
on the Top 100 are the Beatles, the 
Beatles, the Beatles and the Beatles. 

Thus, the English rocksters have 
made Top 100 history by becoming 
the first disk attraction to hold down 
the first four positions on the listing. 

The disks are "She Loves You" 
(Swan), which moves into the num- 
ber 1 spot, replacing "I Want to 
Hold Your Hand" (Capitol), second 
after nine weeks at the top, "Please, 
Please Me" (Vee Jay) and "Twist & 
Shout" (Tollie). 

Accompanying the four sides on 
the Top 100 are "My Bonnie" 
(MGM) , number 37, "From Me to 
You" (Vee Jay), number 57, and 
"Roll Over Beethoven" (Capitol of 
Canada), number 75. 

The amazing Beatles singles story 
will continue this week with the re- 
lease of two other singles. Capitol is 
nffering "Can't Buy My Love" and 
"You Can't Do That," which the label 
hopes to have certified as a million 
seller shortly after its release, and 
Vee Jay is releasing "Do You Want 
to Know a Secret" and "Thank You." 
In addition, Vee Jay is releasing a 
Beatles EP with four songs, "Mis- 
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tol of Canada would re-release its 
EP Beatles single, "All My Lovin'," the 
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hot number in the Beatles' Capitol _ent

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PART 2: MUSIC INDUSTRY PROBLEMS IN THE LATIN-AMERICAN MARKET 
This is the concluding article of a 

2 -part series on the problems that 
confront the Latin-American music 
market and their relationships to 
the international music scene. Writer 
is Miguel Smirnoff, Latin-American 
director for Cash Box. 

Last week, we reported on some of 
the troubles that make difficult the 
development of good markets in Latin 
America from the American and Eu- 
ropean points of view. These may be 
applied to music publishers as well 
as record companies, since their basis 
is the same in both cases. 

As we pointed out in that article, 
there are many reasons for these 

problems, and it would require too 
much space to write about them; in 
fact, a good part of the 1964 Con- 
vention of the Latin American Feder- 
ation of Record Producers, to be 
held in Mexico City on April 13, will 
be devoted to them. 

However, it may be of interest to 
give some more examples about mis- 
understandings regarding this area, 
to give a clear idea about them and, 
also, how simply many of them could 
be solved by paying some attention to 
them and discussing them with local 
recording companies and publishers. 

Let's take, for instance, something 
that keeps Brazilian publishers buz- 

zing. Some time ago, BMI made an 
arrangement with its Brazilian rep- 
resentative (called Coligaçao) which 
obliges it to pay the American soci- 
ety a yearly $20,000 advance for its 
full repertoire. But it happens that 
Brazilian pubberies aren't able to 

deduct from that sum the advances 
they have to pay to the original pub- 
lishers for the tunes they contract. 
The only exception is Marks, which 
allows this discount. It is very diffi- 

cult for the publishers in Brazil to 

recover the money invested, and it 

results in a lack of interest in tunes 
controlled by BMI or, at least, many

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Strong Industry Turnout At FTC 

Trade Practices Conference In Wash. D.C. 
LATE BULLETIN: 
WASHINGTON, D.C.-It was obvious 
at noontime that the Trade Practices 
Conference hearing could never even 
near completion in only one day. Pro- 
posed rules were read by a clerk and 
comment was requested from the 
floor. This is where things bogged 
down. The question of definitions im- 
mediately reared its head with job- 
bers describing themselves as whole- 
salers and so on. 

NARM's attorney Carretta re- 
quested a secondary hearing, which he 
said was permissible under FTC rules, 
where official rules could be heard 
and discussed rather than proposed 
rules which were being discussed at 
last week's hearing. 

Carretta also requested that an 
RIAA memorandum, which was sent 
to the FTC, be made public. He ex- 
pressed fear that such a memo might 
have an effect on the FTC while 
other branches of the record industry 
would have no knowledge of its con- 
tents. The meeting continued long 
past deadline. 

NEW YORK-An impressive repre- 
sentation of label-distrih-retailer seg- 
ments of the music industry made its 
way to Washington, D.C. on the eve 
of a one -day stand before the Fed- 
eral Trade Commission's trade prac- 
tices conference last Fri. (13). 

A pre -meet check of organizations 
and individuals set to attend indi- 
cated that although of one day's dura- 
tion, the hearing might fall far short 
of being sweet. 

For one thing, the recent Capitol 
Records pricing move has many dis- 
tribs and sub-distribs in an uproar, 
and it appeared that the FTC Com- 
missioners would hear many a heated 
word on the subject. 

Before the meet, it was nade known 
to Cash Box that ROSA, the one - 
stop association, would seek an 
amendment to the FTC's - proposed 
rules to not only define the rack- 
iobber's sometime role as a retailer, 
but distrib functions in a rack -jobber 
vein as well. 

It was believed that the Capitol 
matter would center on the label's 
alleged restraint of trade in cutting 
off sales to certain sub-distribs. 

NARM, the rack -jobber association, 
Cash Box also learned, has drawn up 
a statement that defends the rack - 
jobber's role as a wholesaler, and 
therefore is entitled to a functional 
discount. In its proposed rules, the 
FTC also lists an "alternate industry 
proposal," favored by retailers, that 
would put rack -jobbers on the level 
of a retailer thereby ending function- 
al discounts. Albert Carretta, NARM's 
legal counsel, will also present mar- 
keting data to bolster NARM's posi- 
tion in its answer to the alternate 
proposal. 

On the label end, there were indi- 
cations ,that labels would question 
many of the FTC -proposed rules con- 
cerning the protection of consumers, 
particularly rules 17 to 23, which 
cover such areas as misuse of the

word "stereo," deceptions as to per- 
forming artist, contents of a record- 
ing, re -issues, new titles and date of 
origination, cancellation of member- 
ship in commercial club or member- 
ship organizations and foreign origin 
deception. 

The conduct of the meet, at the 
FTC Building, Room 532, was not 
arranged to include a set group of 
witnesses. Rather, industry members 
were to be recognized from the floor 
by the simple matter of raising their 
hands. 

Commissioner John Riley, who is 
conducting the hearing, had pre- 
viously noted that a single day was 
sufficient for the FTC to get the gist 
of the industry's feelings on the pro- 
posed practice rules, which the hear- 
ing is expected to help put on the 
FTC's books. Riley, incidentally, has 
had much dealings in trade prac- 
tices, including a stint as trial at- 
torney in the anti-trust division of 

the Department of Justice. He was 
appointed an FTC Commissioner last 
month by President Johnson. FTC at- 
torney John B. Benton of the Bureau 
of Industry Guidance was set as the 
FTC's counsel for the hearing. 

Many of the industry organizations 
on hand had prepared written state- 
ments to be read from the floor. 
NAARD, the retailers association, 
said that its statements would be a 
compilation of previous comments on 
trade practices made to! the FTC go- 
ing back to when the organization 
was called SORD. 

ROSA had also put its comments 
down on paper, while each regional 
member of ARMADA, the distrib or- 
ganization, was expected to address 
the FTC. An ARMADA spokesman

NEW YORK-The RCA Victor trade- 
mark is now established in all of 
Europe, according to Dario Soria, the 
label's international vp who just re- 
turned from abroad. 

After World War II, when RCA 
started to issue its recordings in- 
dependently in England and on the 
continent, only the RCA monogram 
identified them. However, during the 
past three years, the RCA label has 
been gradually converted in Europe, 
country by country, to RCA Victor. 
Italy, Spain, England and France 
were among the first countries where 
RCA made the chantre. Now, with 
the addition of Germany, Austria, 
Switzerland, Benelux and the Scan- 
dinavian countries, the conversion has 
bee -1 completed, and uniformity of 
identification has been established be- 
tween RCA Victor records in Europe 
and RCA Victor records in the Ameri- 
cas. 

The joining of the two marks in 
Europe followed in reverse the join- 
ing of the two marks in the United 
States. The famous Victor label, one 
of the oldest in the industry, dates 
back to the turn of the century. In 
1929, when the Radio Corporation of 
America acquired the Victor Talking 
Machine Company, it continued for a 
time to release disks under the Vic- 
tor label only. Later, the RCA name 
was added to the Victor name.

An unusual public service and pro- 
motional campaign by WFUN-Miami 
recently registered a record total of 
420,000 calls in a six -week period via 
the use of nine electronic secretaries. 
The highly -technical Western Elec- 
tronic electronic secretaries were in- 
stalled by Southern Bell Telephone, 
over a period of seven days and rep- 
resented the largest installation of 
this type ever made. Geared to work 
on a rotary basis, the equipment 
tabulated 17,000 calls a day for the 
first two weeks; 10,000 calls per day 
during the second two-week period 
and 3,000 calls per day for the balance 
of the campaign. In explaining that 
the station was constantly seeking 
new and fresh ideas, general manager 
Arthur Selley and Rounsaville na- 
tional program director Joyce Monroe 
said that the promotion pulled a 
greater public response than the out- 
let had ever anticipated. 

Ken Dowe, who spins 'em on KLIF- 
Dallas, has instituted a unique givea- 
way over the 50,000 at McLendon 
powerhouse. His 3-7 afternoon pro- 
gram is heard over most of Texas and 
several other states as well as in 
Dallas. Ken expressed concern on the 
air that there was no way for listeners 
outside Dallas to participate in tele- 
phone contests in which the station 
awarded "Beatle Kits" consisting of a 
wig, jelly beans, and a deck in each 
kit. Several hundred replies later, Ken 
announced that each person from 
areas 50 miles outside Dallas would 
receive a record for writing in. Now, 
the station has been bombarded with 
letters of gratitude and Ken is still 
mailing records. 

Two million Plaid stamps could be 
the answer to any housewife's dream 
and that's exactly what WLS-Chicago 
listeners will be receiving over the 
next four weeks, during the Plaid 
Stamps Sweepstakes. Every Monday 
through Friday for three weeks, a 
simple question will be asked on the 
air. From all the correct answers re- 
ceived on each day's contest, winners 
will be drawn . five on Mondays; 
six on other days. Each of these daily 
winners will receive 10,000 stamps. 
During the fourth week of the con- 
test, names of all listeners who sent 
in a correct answer in previous weeks 
will be put into the hopper for draw- 
ing for grand prize and second prize. 
The grand prize listener will receive 
1,000,000 Plaid stamps and the second 
place winner will be awarded 130,000 
stamps. 

Larry Kane, host of the five year 
old Saturday TV bandstand on KTRK- 
TV-Houston, has begun a new daily 
housewife show on the same channel, 
in addition to his Saturday stanza. 
The new show is called "Surprise 
Party." Larry appreciates all guests 
record artists who may be in the area 
contacting him at KTRK-TV. 

WABC-New York's station jingles 
have reached new heights. Recently, 
station general manager, Walter Sch- 
wartz and Rick Sklar, program man- 
ager, supervised a unique recording 
session. In the jingles, a full-blooded 
American Indian girl's voice is sub- 
stituted for the musical sound of a 
trumpet. Her unusual voice can reg- 
ister "G" over high "C." It is one of 
the highest ranges any human has 
ever achieved. WABC is currently 
using these unusual jingles for every- 
thing from introducing weather spots 
to station breaks. 

Old radio drama has come back 
with a vengeance in Southern Cali- 
fornia, where KHJ-Hollywood is run- 
ning "The Shadow" and Sherlock 
Holmes, back to back. Fan mail and 

phone calls indicate the tremendous 
popularity of the programs. The RKO 
General station, under general man- 
ager Marty Fliesler, is employing the 
technique of airing both shows on 
Sunday afternoon-just like "the good 
old days of radio." 

WXYZ-Detroit has been given a 
special award by Michigan for In- 
dustries Association. The Award was 
presented to Charles D. Fritz, the 
station's veep and general manager, 
by the Association's director Gerald 
T. Harris and Honorary Chairman, 
State Senator Raymond D. Dzendzel. 

KDKA-Pittsburgh's "Program PM" 
will conduct a five-day, on -the -air 
clinic to air those listeners who would 
like to quit smoking. Under the super- 
vision of Dr. Douglas Thompson, 
director of the Student Health Service 
at the University of Pittsburgh, the 
program series will run from Monday 
thru Friday. Station newsman Mike 
Levine and "Program PM" host John 
Stewart, employing the "buddy sys- 
tem," will attempt to culminate their 
long-standing smoking habits during 
the experiment. They'll serve as ex- 
amples for listeners who also want to 
drop the habit. 

Jack Palvina, promotion manager of 
WBBF-Rochester, sends along word 
that the outlet's Busy Bees Basket- 
ball Team composed of station deejays 
and salesmen has just completed a 
perfect season with a record of 0-10. 
Fortunately, the station raised more 
money than they did points winding 
up with a grand total of $5000 for 
charity. 

Ken Gaughran, head of Ken Gaugh- 
ran Productions and associated with 
WVOX-New Rochelle, has been named 
president -treasurer of the Miss Mount 
Vernon Pageant Association and ap- 
pointed general chairman -producer - 
director of the 1964 Miss Mount 
Vernon Pageant. 

KFJZ-Fort Worth has launched its 
search for the city's Miss 16. The 
contest is open to all girls 13 to 17 
and all that is needed to enter is a 
pic along with a list of favorite hob- 
bies and future career ambition. 
Prizes include a $50 Savings Bond, 
transistor radio, record player, wrist 
watch, cosmetics, etc.

To provide relief for the 
parents from the rhythmic monotony, 
Scott has also composed simple melo- 
dies which are played on an electronic 
organ over the measured beats. 

"Soothing" is said to be the first 
record produced specifically for in- 
fants. It is mainly geared to sooth 
the small child, but many other in- 

teresting benefits are attributed from 

using the series: the LPs can serve 

as a sleep conditioner, as well as ful 
fill the infant's rhythmic needs; the 

recordings can also stimulate and en. 

tertain. The melodies heard on the 

LPs may also induce an infant's early 

response to music.

possibilities lost because European 
songs are more profitable. Is $20,000 
the maximum obtainable from Brazil? 
The pubberies say "No." Besides, 
there are still two more points: the 
Coligacao doesn't allow the 1/12 or 
2/12 part corresponding to the writer 
of the Portuguese lyrics, resulting in 
even more difficulties for the pub- 
lisher, who has to pay the writer, and 
it seems that the distribution of the 
money collected by the "Coligaçao" 
and paid to the publishers of Sao 
Paulo and Rio de Janeiro isn't made 
by a system that would give more 
money to the companies that have 
more hits; several publishers aren't 
very happy with the way it's cur- 
rently used. What's the result of the 
double payment ($20,000 to BMI and 
the advances to the publishers) ? One 
of the Brazilian publishers explains it 
clearly: "We are able to get Italian, 
Spanish and Portuguese songs under 
contracts that allow us up to 50% of 
the royalties; these songs are well 
accepted in all South America and 
are increasing its force." 

Another case much discussed in 
Brazil is the ASCAP one. As it is 
known, these songs are distributed in 
many countries by only one publisher. 
Nobody has doubts about its ability, 
but other pubberies feel that ASCAP 
could get much better results offering 
them the songs that won't be pro- 
moted by its representatives, since 
even the biggest companies have a 
limited quantity of tunes they are 
able to work on during a certain 
period. 

Let's take another case, this time 
in Argentina. A local publisher told 
Cash Box that BMI and ASCAP are 
losing several thousands of dollars 
every year because the way their rep- 
resentation is organized in Buenos 
Aires doesn't allow them to get a tax 
exemption granted by local laws. The 
importance of this detail will be well 
appreciated considering that the tax 
amounts now to 46% of the amount 
collected. This publisher considers 
that a very simple change in its rep- 
resentation (without changing any 
current arrangement) would mean a 
big difference in earnings. Com- 
posers' societies from other countries 
are using this tax exemption "with 
very good results." 

On the record side, another thing 
that worries local diskeries is the 
strange behavior of some foreign re- 
cording companies. In a recent case, 
a label from the US, whose repre- 
sentation was of interest for several 
local companies, asked them what was 
considered a "ridiculously high ad- 
vance," let's say, $15,000. After sev- 
eral months, and as nobody was any 

more interested in it, due to this big 
payment, the company gave its label 
to another company under much bet- 
ter conditions (let's say, $5,000). Of 
course, these sums are not the real 
ones. The question was: Was that 
company intending to work seriously 
in promoting its label or did it only 
want to get as much money as pos- 
sible, and afterwards forget all about 
it? For the Argentine company, such 
a position may mean great damages 
and is still one more reason for de- 
voting oneself to local recordings. 

During recent years, one more 
thing has appeared: it seems that 
the word "world distribution" sounds 
like magic to the ears of a lot of 
people. Many American artists have 
been switching labels just because 
their new home has better distribu- 
tion abroad. But in some cases, this 
may be a mistake, and a big one, 
since a "bigger" net isn't necessarily 
a "better" one. One of the best ex- 
amples is a well known European 
artist, whose records were distributed 
in Argentina by 

- 
one of the inde- 

pendent companies. The job of this 
company was well appreciated by 

him, and he considered Argentina as 
the country where he was known best, 
after his own one. But "seeking one 
distributor in all Latin American 
countries" he turned to another label, 
where his records failed, and now he 

is represented by a third one. The 
changes have cost him his prestige in 

Argentina, and now he has to be 

promoted, once again, from the bot- 
tom. Like this one, there are other 
examples; probably one of the rea- 
sons is that the original label con- 
siders Latin America as only one 

market, forgetting or not wanting to 

consider that there are really five or 

six areas, independent each of an- 

other. And experience has demon- 
strated that it pays to consider them 
independently and seek the best work- 
ing company in each one. An area 
may cover one, two or three countries, 
like the case of Central America, 
where there are several ones, but 
probably may be managed by one 

distributor. 
As we have already reported be- 

fore, these and many other details of 

the record business will be discussed 
at the Mexico convention and it may 
be very interesting for American 
manufacturers to be there and speak 
frankly about business with the peo- 

ple that are representing or may rep- 
resent them in this part of the world' 
The man in charge of the organiza- 
tion of this convention is Eng. H.

Violation Of Consent Decree 
NEW YORK-ASCAP and its presi- 
dent Stanley Adams were ordered by 
a U.S. court here to show cause why 
they should not be cited for civil con- 
tempt. 

Judge Sylvester Ryan of U.S. 
Southern District of N.Y. court acted 
following charges by the anti-trust 
division of the U.S. Dept. of Justice 
that both had violated 23 -year -old 
(twice amended) consent decree be- 
fore the Supreme Court in proposals 
last month to CBS on arrangements 
for the usage of its music. 

Judge Ryan set Mar. 25 as the date 
for ASCAP and Adams to return the 
show cause order. 

The Government charges that 
ASCAP and Adams violated the con- 
sent decree by proposing to CBS a 
system whereby the broadcasting 
company would pay a set fee plus a 
per -program percentage. The Govt. 
contends the consent decree calls for 
one system or the other, not a blend 
of the two.

Philips has also released the single LP album 
titled "Husker Du?" (Do You Remember?) with various artists. Phonogram 
has also adopted the idea of Top Six (six top hits from the continental radio 
station Radio Luxembourg on one record, sold at same price as a single). The 
first record of this type is titled " Beatle Mania" and includes six songs made 
popular by The Beatles. 

SWEDEN 
Without entering this year's Eurovision Song Contest, Sweden seems to 

have chances to listen to the various songs anyhow. The Italian entry, "Non 
Ho L'Eta," is published here by Stockholms Musikproduktion, the German en- 
try "Man Gewöhnt Sich So Schnell An Das Schöne" and the Danish, "Sangen 
Om Dig," is published here by Edition Odeon. 

People coming and going include Lennart Reuterskiöld of Reuter & Reuter 
back from South, and Central America and New York.... Stig Anderson of 
Sweden/Bens Music to Copenhagen for the Eurovision Song Contest.... Felix 
Stahl of Stockholms Musikproduktion also to Copenhagen for the same event, 
Mr. and Mrs. Stahl leave for Israel the next day (March 22). . . . Anders 
Holmstedt and Ivan Nordström of EMI also to Copenhagen. 

Karusell Grammofon AB has found a new way to sell records in a time 
when no promotion can be expected from radio and TV due to the strike. 
Karusell introduces the serial "Banned records" in which are records that had 
been banned either because radio and TV considered them too hot for airing, She, 

or recordings made after Dec. 1, 1963, records which will not be aired before 
the conflict is over. Among the "banned records" is also an EP with the 
original sound track score from the controversial Swedish film "491," which 
was banned as pornography by the State Censorship Board last December. 
After appeals to the government, the film is now given free with certain cuts, 
and by using more music in a scene where the language is considered too 
tough. 

Latest releases from Philips -Sonora include two singles on Mercury, one 
single and one EP on Pye, two singles on Philips, and on Fontana a single 
with two local songs sung by Leif Mats. 

An eleven -piece Country & Western group including Jim Reeves, Chet 
Atkins, The Anita Kerr Singers and Bobby Bare, among others, is expected in 
Sweden the middle of Anril. 

Another Hootenanny -group has got a record contract. It is The Canyon 
Group, which has just been contracted to Decca. The trio has been on radio 
and TV several times, and will be touring Sweden during the summer, con- 
tracted by AB Telstar Productions. Another Decca discovery here is The Ghost 
Riders, a quartet from Stockholm. Their first record is already on the market. 

Bengt Sundström of Edition Odeon told Cash Box that "Navy Blue," now 
riding high on the charts with Diane Renay is being published here by Odeon. 

A local recording debuts on the Swedish charts this week, the first Hoote- 
nanny record making any particular noise. It is "Jag Väntar Vid Min Mila" 
(I'm Waiting At My Charcoal -Kiln), a romantic song written by the poet 
Dan Andersson (1888-1920). The song is published here by Elkan & Schild- 
knecht, a veteran publishing house since 1859, but the rights outside Scan- 
dinavia are handled by Polar Music AB. The artists are The Hootenanny 
Singers on Polar.

Beatles' Manager Brian Epstein's latest group, Sounds Incorporated, burst on 
the scene with their debut disk "The Spartans" composed by Trevor Stanford- 
alias pop pianist and fellow Columbia recording star, Russ Conway. The six 
members of Sounds Incorporated, the first southern group to join Epstein's 
Liverpool stable, came into being in 1961. For the past two years they have 
acted as- regular backing group for Gene Vincent, Brenda Lee and other top 
flight visiting American artists. 

Latest British group to be released in the U.S. is the Carefrees, who record 
here for Oriole. Their first single rush released on the London label is "We 
Love You Beatles" -the "We Love You Conrad" melody from Bye Bye Birdie with new British lyrics by Sid Green of Edwin Morris Music, who publish the title both here and in America. On the home front it looks like the latest single 
by Oriole's top singer Maureen Evans "I Love How You Love Me" is in for delayed action chart success like her previous hit "Like I Do," which took four months to enter the Top Twenty. "I Love How You Love Me," released at the 
end of January, is now heading for Chartsville and selling at the rate of 1500 
a day. 

Sammy Davis Jr., in London for a recording session at Pye's Studios. Sammy waxed a single coupling "Ten Out Of Ten" (originally penned by Leslie Bri- 
cusse for the Song for Europe Contest) with "Another Spring," also by Bricusse in collaboration with Robin Beaumont. Pye's A & R Chief, Alan Freeman, took the session with MD and Arranger Peter Knight. The last time Davis recorded here was also in Pye Studios when he cut the "Sammy Davis Salutes The London Palladium" LP. 

Representatives of the record industry, including manufacturers, factors and retailers, attended the second meeting to be called within five weeks by The Retailers' Joint Record Council to discuss their attitude towards the Retail Price Maintenance Bill, which is to be passed in the near future. 
RCA Country and Western stars all set to tour Europe during April include Chet Atkins, Jim Reeves, Bobby Bare and Anita Kerr. Itinerary takes in Austria, Benelux, Germany and Scandinavia and includes major TV dates. In Germany they will be accompanied by the Werner Muller Orchestra with Vico Torriani as MC. 
New group tagged the Washington D.Cs debut this month on the Ember label with the oldie "Kisses Sweeter Than Wine" published by Francis, Day and Hunter. Also this month on Ember label a new single by Ray Ellington, "The Rhythm Of The World," written by Leslie Bricusse and Lionel Bart. At the invitation of Burlington -Palace Music, managers from the company's offices in French-speaking territories flew in for an international conference. Palace France was represented by M. Andre Rambeaud and his professional manager, Claude Deffes, who is also personal manager for top French singer, Sacha Distel, due in London shortly to appear on the Billy Cotton TV show. Palace Benelux offices were represented by Wim Van Vught. London Directors Bill Townsley, H. Lambert, J. F. Axtmann and general manager John Nice also attended. Closer inter -territorial exploitation of mutual copyrights on the Continent is likely to result from the meeting. Another Continental publisher in town, Gerard Tournier of Editions Tutti-Paris, told Cash Box that the growing importance of the British market made frequent visits to London both necessary and rewarding. Tournier publishes "Ou Sont -Elles Passes?" Monte Carlo's entry for the Eurovision Song Contest. Publisher Freddie Poser, just back from New York where he completed a deal with Indie A & R Manager Bob Crewe for the American production of a handful of compositions by British writer, Chris Andrews. Bob Crewe is responsible for the Four Seasons' hits including their current "Dawn-(Go Away)" and "Navy Blue" by Diane Renay.

For the same label, Los Tres Caballeros are recording two new albums 
with Mexican songs, destined to conquer the European music market. Los 
Tres Caballeros are thingink of using these long plays as introductions in 
many of the countries of the Old World before they will perform there.

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Bovema's general label manager Wim Voerman reports to Cash Box that, in 
the last couple of . weeks, a lot of the company's publicity has been turned to 
the extensive plugging of Belgian songstar Adamo. Adamo appeared on radio 
and TV several times and did some enormously successful shows in Holland 
(Waalwijk, Sittard etc.) "His records are high on the local Hit parades, 
particularly his 'Tombe La Neige' and 'Vous Permettez Mosieur.' Sales are 
still repidly increasing, says Voerman, who adds that "many plans for further 
shows are now being worked out to stimulate the current Adamo -rage in this 
country." 

The famous Benedetto Marcello Orchestra, of which Bovema's Columbia - 
label now has a magnificent triplet of 12' albums in its catalog, played in 
Amsterdam (Concertgebouw) on March 7. Soloist was Frans Brüggen (re- 
corder.) 

Bovema strongly pushed business behind the Yehudi Menuhin -tour through 
the Netherlands during March 7-15. His Master's Voice's star violinist per- 
formed works by Bartok, Bach, Brahms and Beethoven in The Hague, Den 
Bosch, Amsterdam and Arnhem. 

Gramophonehouse's Stateside label goes high in the charts with Diane 
Renay's "Navy Blue" and Mary Ford's "Dominique." 

Filmstar -singer Annette Funicello held a press -reception in the Amsterdam 
"Du Midi" Theatre. After touring the city's famous canals, she was the 
honored guest at a "Meerrust" party in Warmond that same night. His 
Master's Voice has released her single "Beach Party"/"Promise Me Anything," 
both featured in her film "Beach Party" on the occasion. Also appearing at 
Meerrust were The Shepherds Trio and Imperial's new vocal star Ronny Watti. 

Imperial's label manager Cees Mentink reports that organist Cor Steyn- 
just completing his second Magic -Organ-LP album-will appear in a series of 
4 special shows for Bayerische Rundfunk, Germany. 

On Monday, March 2, 19 year old girl -singer and Philips -artist Willeke 
Alberti of Amsterdam (her father being famous tenor Willy Alberti) received 
a Golden Record for 100,000 copies sold of "Spiegelbeeld," Dutch version of 
"The Tender Years." The trophy and the diploma were handed to her by 
Phonogram's director J. Haslinghuis in a fatherly and witty address, during a 
crowded reception at Hotel Hamdorf near Hilversum. Over 300 personal friends 
and colleagues (among them Anneke Grönloh, Johnny Lion, Rob de Nijs and 
Raymond Dobbe, press, radio and TV -producers were present at the cocktail- 
party. The charming young woman that fair-haired Willeke has become since 
her teenage -years, could not withhold tears and, forgetting entirely in her 
speech whatever polite words she had planned to say, did a touching impro- 
vised answer for the TV -cameras. Willeke Alberti's latest hit -recording is 
Dutch version of "Blue Winter" b/w an old German ballad: "Auf Wiederseh'n, 
Mein Liebling." 

Rita Reys, Holland's foremost female jazz -vocalist, "live" -recorded a 
fascinating album for Philips "at the Golden Circle Club" in Stockholm. Ten 
years ago, when young Rita Reys had turned from band -singer in the ballad 
vein into one of the world's best jazz -singers (her personal models being 
Billie Holiday and Sarah Vaughan), made her first jazz -records in Sweden 
with stars like Bengt Hallberg and Lars Gullin. She has a special liking for 
this country, because, to quote a smiling Rita Reys, "swing is one way of 
Swedish musical life!" Rita Reys who was highly praised lately by drummer 
Kenny Clarke with whom she also did recording -sessions, is accompanied by her husband Pim Jacobs at the piano, her brother-in-law Ruud Jacobs at the 
bass and Bill Overgauw, guitar. Her repertoire for the LP includes Ellingtonia 
as "Sophisticated Lady" and "Don't Get Around Much Any More," and 
standards like "You Go To My Head" and "Stompin' At The Savoy." The LP was released both in mono and stereo. 

On Saturday March 21, the Eurovision Song Festival 1964 will be held, this 
time in Copenhagen. For Holland, Miss Anneke Grönloh, holder of five Golden 
Records, was selected to represent her country. During the Dutch final, the 
song "Jij Bent Mijn Leven," composed by Ted Powder and René de Vos, was 
chosen by several teen and other juries. The song, b/w the number two, "Weer 
Zingt De Wind," has been released by Philips in a special single with color - sleeve, making excellent sales already before the Song Festival has actually 
begun. So far, two Phonogram -artists have won, the Eurovision Song Festival 
in former years: Corry Brokken and Teddy Scholten. 

Artone just released a first batch of new Impulse! LP's, including Charles Mingus' second delivery for the label, entitled "Mingus -Mingus -Mingus - Mingus -Mingus." Artist is due to appear with his Sextet at the Concertgebouw, Amsterdam on April 10. Very important to the world of Avant-garde Jazz, Mingus has been praised by the Dutch Jazz -critics for his tremendous efforts included in his first album package for Impulse!, "The Black Saint And The Sinner Lady," which is doing very well here. 
New local recordings released in Benelux by Artone include exciting new wax by ZZ & The Masks, recorded live. This group, creating lots of excitement in the Low Lands, is lead by singer Bob Bouber. Both sides of their new single were composed by him. Titles are: "Sloppin' In Las Vegas" and "She's Got My Heart." It's Bob again delivering the lyrics in an exciting fashion! Holland's foremost Hawaiian ensemble, The Kilima Hawaiians, also have a new single on the market. On account of their recent success with "On The Beach At Waikiki," Artone recorded two more instrumental readings of all- time favorites: "Song Of The Islands" c/w "Honolulu -March," already much in demand. 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In order to avoid all possible misunderstanding abroad, we would like to 
point out that Benelux Theater, under the direction of Robert Bylois, Place de 
Bastogne 19, Brussels 8 is the only agency taking care of the interests of 
singer Adamo. No one also is entitled to represent him to negotiate contracts. 

Chappell Music informed Cash Box that its repertoire shows an impressive 
amount of outstanding numbers, ranking among the Top 100. Among them: 
"What Kind Of A Fool (Do You Think I Am)," The Tams; "I Only Want 
To Be With You," Dusty Springfield; "The Shelter Of Your Arms," Sammy 
Davis Jr.; "Come On," Tommy Roe; "Vaya Con Dios," The Drifters; "You'll 
Never Walk Alone," Patti Labelle and Her Blue Belles; "Charade," Henry 
Mancini, "Hello Dolly," Armstrong; "Love With A Proper Stranger," Jack 
Jones; "Why Do Fools Fall In Love," The Beach Boys, and several other hits. 

A number of weeks ago we went to Kingston near London to attend a 
Beat -show with the following attractions: The Rolling Stones, The Swinging 
Blue Jeans, Mike Same, John Leyton, Billie Davies and a few others. Jet 
Harris was also there, doing a few numbers on his guitar. Jet was one of the 
first to leave the hitmaking quartet The Shadows who had accompanied Cliff 
Richard. Later he formed a duet with Tony Meehan, but this association has 
also been terminated. They have nevertheless produced hits like "Diamond," 
"Applejack" etc. When we met Harris for the first time, it looked as if he had 
not yet completely recovered from a car accident, in which Billie Davies, who 
was sitting next to him, suffered a fractured jaw. 

Inside Benelux, publishers Ardmore and Beechwood have acquired rights for the following titles: "Bits And Pieces" and "All Of The Time" by The 
Dave Clark Five and also for "Surfin' Bird" by The Trashmen. Jeff De Boeck, artistic director at SA Gramophone and managing director at Ardmore and 
Beechwood has gone to London to meet Norrie Paramor and polish up some 
English recordings by Adamo. The result has been that Adamo is to return to 
London soon to cut the following numbers: "The Stars Will Shine" (English 
language version of the original French hit, "Vous Permettez Monsieur?"), 
"Make To Night Last For Ever" (N'est Ce Pas Merveilleux), "Another Love 
Affair" and "She Was An Angel," two songs composed by Adamo, who has 
also written the English lyrics. We are somehow anxious about the outcome 
of the experience: Won't some people be inclined to compare Adamo's voice 
with that of Aznavour, both being on the husky side. It's been a long time since we last wrote about the activities of Jules Nu s, 
who manages his own Show -records label. So much has happened over such a 
short period, that time has come to review the situation. 

In the first place, Nijs has traveled to the USA to secure new labels for 
distribution in Benelux or in Belgium. The result has been outstanding, as 
he told Cash Box. He has indeed acquired rights in Benelux for a number of important firms. He has on the other hand abandoned distribution of Cameo Parkway, Colpix, Motown and Tamla, as Artone has now its own branch in Brussels. 

Nijs now represents the following brands: P.P.X., Canadian American, 
C.G.D., Delta, Delta England, Italdisc, Jubilee, Josie, Port, Oriole, Sic -ameri- 
cana, Sonet and Vedette, which come from different parts in the world. Each 
has performers under contract which should provide regular successes. For 
his own brand he expects a lot of Johnny White, who has recorded some trans- lations of Alberto Cortez -compositions. The latter has just cut "Ik Droom Van Jou" (Ein Traum Wird Wahr) and "Musica Simple" under the direction of 
Pol Dorlois. Both numbers have been written by Cortez himself. Alberto in the meantime has gone to Venezuela where he will stay for three weeks, doing a 
number of shows. On April 1 he will be on German TV. In Italy his records 
are being distributed by Italdisc, in Germany by Ariola, in the Scandinavian countries by Sonet, and in Benelux naturally by Show. Tony Geys, a Flemish crooner has so far worked for Ronnex, but has recently transferred to Show. 
He has already done his first recording, four members altogether, for his new label. This firm expects a great deal of the records by Suzie (on Delta) and 
also of a new single by the Venus trio. "Having made all this progress in 
such a short time, we are now waiting for a hit," Nijs told Cash Box. 
Show News in Brief: Will Tura, hitmaker with "Eenzaam Zonder Jou," "Je Liegt" has recorded two new tunes: "Waarom Zeg Je Immer Manana?" and "Draai 79.72.04." The German language version of the first number has been recorded on Telefunken "Je Liegt" is called "Du Lügst." ... Philips has held a reception for Philippe Clay who has made a successful appearance in Brussels. Petula Clark has produced another EP (Vogue) with the French version of "Anyone Who Had A Heart" by Dionne Warwick. Title: "Ceux Qui Ont Un 
Coeur." ... Sales of Beatle -disks are soaring in Belgium. . Richard An- thony has recorded French versions of "Blowin' In The Wind" (Ecoute Dans Le 
Vent) and "All My Loving" by The Beatles, now called "Toi L'Ami." There is a chance the latest record of Rocco Granata (Moonglow) featuring 
"Du Schwarzer Zigeuner" and "Alles War Schon" will soon take its place on 
the Flemish hitparade.... Decca expects a lot of "Diane" by The Bachelors, a very impressive number indeed.

Choice For Eurovision Contest 
BRUSSELS-Robert Cogoi, the Walloon Crooner from Couillet in Belgium who 
won the Big Vanity Award in Ostend two years ago, is to represent our 

n_ country at the Eurovision Songfestival beginning March 21 in the Danish 
o capital Copenhagen. Cogoi will sing "Près De La Riviera" and Belgian or - 
r: chestra leader Henri Seghers is to accompany him. The song has been published 

by World Music -Primavera SA. Text and music are by Cogoi. 
It is not one of his more recent works: it had been stashed away for some 

time and only recently had been "salvaged." It's got real qualities and might 
turn out to be a hit. It has been recorded by the studio orchestra and produced 
by Jean Klüger. Arrangements are by Willy Albimoor. Cogoi, who is supposed 
to go op a tour in Canada will cut some German and Italian tunes soon. The 
sale of iris records in France is satisfactory. Shortly, there will be an EP, 
featuring "Près De La Rivière." 

The tune "Si Un Jour" on the Philips label earned him immense popularity 
two to three weeks after the concert at Ostend. "Pardonnez Moi Seigneur" also 
scored high and both numbers are near the top of the Walloon and Flemish 
hit parades. The choice of Cogoi as Belgian representative-he now also does 
French language versions of Will Tura hits-is completely justified. He is 
chockfull of the qualities required for a professional performer: personality on 
the stage, a well -trained voice and a way of rendering songs which add to the 
quality of both lyrics and songs. 

And now briefly Robert Cogoi's life story: In 1933 a Yugoslav worker 
hardly had the means to feed his family, consisting of his wife and daughter. 
One day, this man, Mirkos Kogoj comes to work in a coal mine near Charleroi 
in the Walloon Country. He has left his wife and child behind in Yugoslavia, 
hoping to make a better living in Belgium. 

Five years later he is joined by his wife, who had left her six year old girl 
in the care of the mother, hoping that she will be able to convince her husband 
to return to the home -country, even if living conditions were extremely 
difficult. 

Mirkos Kogoj however had started to like his adopted country, so a year 
' later Mrs. Cogoi abandons the idea of going back, as a son had now been 

horn to her. Mirkos Robert came into the world in a shabby little miner's room. 
His first Christian name was soon dropped and Robert grew up among the 
urchins of Couillet, speaking their language and sharing their games. He got 
excellent marks at the local elementary school and later he went to the 
People's university where he took courses in drawing and electricity. 

Although he was a gifted student, he had never shown any inclination 
toward music. His hobby was putting things together and in 1955, while going

"La Hora." From Germany he has acquired "Drei Musketiere." Let's now 
wait for the French adaptation. Whilst on the subject of Editions let's men- 
tion the three songs that will represent France in the Eurovision song contest. 
These have been selected as follows: For the french Télé "Chanson de Mallory" 
published by Bagatelle. Brigitte Bertholier decidedly knows how to place 
things. For télé Monte-Carlo the song is entitled "Où Sont -Elles Passées" co- 
edited with Tutti and Pathe. Luxembourg Television comes up with "Lorsque 
Le Printemps Revient" published by Jacques Plante. 

On the judicial plan lets jog your memory and say that on March 19th the 
Hallyday -Vogue -Philips lawsuit will be pleaded for the last time, at least we 
presume this will be terminated. We have sufficiently written in previous 
columns about this lawsuit and brought your attention to the importance on 
the outcome of this subject.

First of all a new disk by Vince Taylor accompanied by the 
New Play Boys. He supplies us with "Memphis Tennessee" and "A Shot Of 
Rhythm Blues." A newcomer on the market, Lynn gives us "Dis Moi Mama" 
and "Je Sens Venir L'Amour." Eric Montry back up with Paul Mauriat 
sings for us "Caché Dans l'Ombre" and "Monsieur l'Hermite." In the series 
film music we have the original soundtrack of the film entitled "Le Scandale 
de Christine Keeler" in an E.P. form orchestrated and directed by Roger 
Bourdin. A very interesting novelty release is the recent E.P. of Frankie 
Alamo. Whilst talking about Achir Chemouny lets underline the fact that he 
attaches the importance in France to the Beatle songs. Unfortunately we have 
not a singer or group worthy of this name who has not grooved a song of 
the Beatles. If we speak of Richard Anthony with "Toi l'Ami," which is the 
adaptation of "All my lovin'." Johnny Hallyday sings "Quand Je la Vis Devant 
Moi" which is "I Saw Her Standing There, and so on. We cannot say its 
Beatlemania but it is certain that the passage of the Beatles in Paris has 
left a big impression which is not going to be forgotten for some time to come. 

Two changeovers on Record labels. First of all Guy Beart who has just 
grooved on the Festival label, still with Festival is Pia Colombo, who was 
formerly, on the Philips ticket, has passed over as well. Whilst talking about 
Pia lets say that this artist had no chance to break through whilst Piaf was 
on her feet but now, she perhaps could come into the limelight and impose 
her voice on the public. 

Let's now talk about Trini Lopez. His records are distributed by Vogue and 
they have just supplied us with a couple of singles mainly "Kansas City" 
and "Jailer, Bring Me Water." Let's be precise by saying that these were 
recorded in France by Trini himself. To terminate with Vogue let's point out 
that Michele Serna on the Vogue contact obtained very big success with 
"Celui Qui Est en Prison."

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CANADA 
The caliber of Canadian record talent is increasing daily. Some outstand- 

ing releases have been forthcoming of late featuring talented Canadians. High 
on the list is a great new side by handsome young Montrealer, Pierre Lalonde. 
Lalonde is a top attraction in French language circles, but the release of his 
first English sides have taken the Country by storm. "Louise" is the action 
side at this writing, and I mean action. Phil Rose at Compo is as excited about 
young Lalonde as he has ever been about any artist, American or Canadian. 
"It's Gonna Be Cloudy" is a strong commercial item on the flip side of 
Pierre's first English release. Daily reports are reaching Phil and Barry Paine 
at Compo's Apex Division indicating that the Lalone revival of Maurice 
Chevalier's great classic is headed for smashville. 

Also creating quite a stir in the industry from coast to coast is a great new 
thing on Quality by The CHUMingbirds. These are four personalities from 
Toronto's CHUM -Radio that got together to form a singing group to appear 
at last year's Canadian National Exhibition. The group continued to appear 
as a unit following the Ex and have now progressed to the stage where they 
are making considerable chart noise with their initial record release on Quality, 
"Brotherhood Of Man." Included in the group are: Mike Darrow, Bob Mc- 
Adorey, Garry Ferrier and John Spragge. They have a hit on their hands. 

The French Canadian market in Canada, perhaps the greatest sales poten- 
tial that exists for records in this Country, should not be overlooked by Mer- 
cury with the firm's release in French of Lesley Gore's current hit single, 
"You Don't Own Me." "Je Ne Sais Plus" has been played by Ottawa's CKOY 
to tremendous reaction from a minority, but very vocal French speaking 
audience. Should the disk be released in Canada, particularly French Canada, 
it'll probably outsell its English counterpart. 

The Diane Leigh side, "Little Boy Lost," on Quality is another first class 
example of good Canadian talent. It continues to win considerable favor with 
record buyers everywhere it is played. By the way, Miss Leigh is a very at- 
tractive young lady. She was a second place winner on CHUM's "Talent In 
Toronto" show and went on to appear in clubs and on TV throughout North 
America. 

Quality's Stan Dorling is predicting big things for the Jimmy Interval sin- 
gle, "Daddy's Little Girl." It's on Reo in this Country and could break open. 

Hal Ross, London's top notch hit promoter, appeared in various Canadian 
centers over the past couple of weeks all decked out in bowler hat, cut away 
coat, mourning trousers, and monocle, sporting an attache case that identified 
him as the man from London. The outfit and the extensive promo trim) were 
undertaken to introduce a new series of British singles under the London 
banner. There were ten new singles all told, many destined for high wide and 
handsome chart rides. "We Love The Beatles" by The Vernons Girls was one 
of the more outstanding sides. Indeed it is already moving very well in 
Toronto where London man Max Zimmerman is hard pressed to keep up with 
the orders. Another item inspired by the shaggy haired ones was "Beatle 
Crazy," a talking -blues type outing by Bill Clifton. Another smash item in 
the group of ten from London that Hal introduced with all the pomp and 
circumstance of a command performance was "Diane" by The Bachelors. "Love 
Is Going To Happen To Me" is a very commercial side, part of the group of 
ten, by Beryl Marsden. She gives it a Helen Shapiro -like reading that is bound 
to attract deejay attention. A very pleasant listening item was the newie on 
London by Tony Meehan, entitled, "Song Of Mexico." Only two of the top ten 
will be released in the U.S., "Diane" and "Beatle Crazy." 

Arc Records is about to bow into the folk field with the release of a new 
single by The Jeffrey Howard Singers. The group hails from Edmonton and 
has just returned from a lengthy stand in L.A. According to all reports they 
were well received on the coast. The record being rushed out by Arc is en- 
titled "The Comet." John Porteous indicates that the label will go all out to 
promote this first venture into the folk idiom. 

New items on Mercury (Smash) that are doing very well across Canada of 
late include "Little Beatle Boy" by The Angels and "Night And Day" by The 
Lively Ones. The former appears to be a side by the consistent hit -making 
femmes that will find favor with all broadcasters no matter what program- 
ming format they adhere to. The latter item is a very commercial, yet listen - 
able presentation, instrumentally, of the Porter standard. 

Don Carter former sales manager of MacKay Distributors, London Records 
in Ontario, and one of his top salesmen, Gary Megaffin have taken their leave 
to head up the sales force of Polydor Records in Canada. 

A new personality has hit the Southern Alberta broadcasting scene like a 
bomb. He is Homer Freem-so help me, that's his name-broadcasting daily 
over CHEC, Lethbridge. According to word reaching CB from the area he is 
rapidly developing into one of the big movers in the exposure of new record 
product in that area. He's on the air daily from 4 to 5 PM on the Lethbridge 
outlet. 

Chuck Camroux, production manager and C&W jock at CHSJ in Saint John, 
N.B. is interested in booking talent throughout the Maritime Provinces this 
coming summer. Acts in and around Ontario and Quebec are particularly in 
demand. Chuck has been behind some of the big shows to play that area in 
recent months. 

Keith Randall, CKPT. Peterboro air personality, reports good response to a 
P.A. in his town by Tamarc (Atlantic) recording star, Shirley Matthews. 
Shirley's "Big Town Boy" continues to be a best seller all across the country. Keith reports that he is always on the lookout for good Canadian acts to ap- pear in his part of the country. 

A very commercial reading of the oldie, "My Dreams Are Getting Better All The Time," has been released on Click records by Bob Davies. The per- sonable young fellow will be remembered for his while -back smash, "Ballad Of Gordie Howe." This offering presents the old favorite in a strong new teen dress that could take it far, chartwise. 
My apologies on a recent report in this space concerning a new single by The Beatles. I misunderstood a pre-release bulletin from Paul White. Only one side of the new disk has never been available before. "This Boy" represents a bit of a change of pace for the fabled Britishers but they are right in their million dollar groove with "All My Loving," which was lifted from the Capi- tol set, "Beatlemania" by a tremendous demand from Canadian Beatle fans by the tens of thousands. "Hippy Hippy Shake" by The Swingin' Blue Jeans is on Capitol in Canada and is well on its way to the top of the charts, if it can find any air space up there that isn't covered with Beatle hits. CFGM, the full time country music station in the Toroto area, recently sold out their first live country music show two weeks in advance. Helping to pack Toronto's Massey Hall to the rafters were Johnny Cash, Tex Ritter, June Carter and Sonny James.

Many people in the trade here have been spending countless hours listening 
to records, reading articles and viewing film and TV clips in an effort to find 
exactly what it is that makes The Beatles the hottest property ever in the 
business. On checking around, Cash Box finds that no one has yet come up 
with an answer but most people agree that The Beatles approach their 
work with a youthful and carefree vigor that has perhaps been missing in 
many artists over the past few years. Of course, we cannot overlook the 
fantastic worldwide publicity as a big contributing factor towards the success 
of the Beatles, along with the obvious expert ability of their manager Brian 
Epstein. But publicity and management can't make it alone unless the prop- 
erty involved has "the goods" and in the case of the Beatles, they obviously 
have "the goods" and then some! The EMI plant in Australia has been hard 
pressed (how about that!) to keep up with the demand for records of the 
Beatles and other top English artists such as the Dave Clark Five and 
Gerry & The Pacemakers. When someone finally comes up with the secret of 
the success of the Beatles would they please let us know! 

Eddie Condon & His Jazz All Stars are in Australia to perform at the 
Adelaide Arts Festival. The group will give concerts in other cities while 
they are in this country. 

After a somewhat slow and uncertain start, it now looks as though "Any- 
one Who Had A Heart" will enjoy status in Australia. There are versions 
by Dionne Warwick, Cilla Black and Joan Baxter; the boys at Belinda Music 
are giving the song a solid promotion kick. 

Local artist Warren Williams has a new single out on the Leedon label 
(through Festival) of "It's Party Time" c/w "Great Balls Of Fire." "Party 
Time" was composed by Warren in collaboration with Franz Condé. 

Also on Leedon is the latest from the Delltones which carries "Out The 
Back" and "That's How Many Tears." The Delltones rarely miss making the 
national charts in a big way and this one should keep their average up. 

Philips Records is on a winning streak with some of their singles at the 
moment. High among its best-sellers we find "I Only Want To Be With 
You," which is going great for Dusty Springfield; "Dawn" by The 4 Seasons; 
"Wow Wow Wee" -The Angels and "I Think Of You" by The Mersey Beats. 
Interesting to note that the latest release sheet to hand from Philips an- 
nounces the release of "My Bonnie" by the Beatles with Tony Sheridan on 
the Polydor label. 

New single release in Australia for the Beatles is "Roll Over Beethoven" 
c/w "Hold Me Tight." Stand back and watch it go! go! go!! 

One of these fine days (in the not too distant future we hope) the record 
industry is going to face up to- and attack- the problems that have been 
ailing the album business in this country for so long. Excluding sets by the 
Beatles, the album field in Australia has been pretty sick for a while. We 
all know that the major headaches facing the industry in relation to albums 
are (1) The steadily increasing volume of sales being lost to records clubs 
(2) The high cost of printing and packaging (3) The almost frightening 
number of low-priced albums being continually imported (4) The 25% Sales 
Tax which is putting retail prices of albums out of the reach of many budget 
minded consumers (5) The excessive number of albums being locally re- 
leased. These are some of the factors to be licked before album business can 
be expected to regain a reasonable quota of the available market. It is quite 
obvious that all these points cannot be won but a couple of them shouldn't 
be beyond the realms of almost immediate possibility. Take for instance the 
importing of albums -especially those in the low -price bracket. A great deal 
of the importing is being done by record companies who have their own 

pressing plants to keep busy. Surely one cannot be blamed for believing that 
importing albums is (in theory and practice) against the best principles and 

economics of the operation of a record pressing plant. Then we have the 
huge quantity of sales normally through dealer outlets that have been lost 
to record clubs and in our small (by world standards) market club activities 
have made quite a dent. From what we hear of record and club sales they 
are three to five times better, per individual album, than those through re- 

tail sources. Of course the point here is that two of the major record clubs 

operating in Australia are either owned or "supported" by leading record 

companies who also have huge catalogues of albums on the open market.

It has been many years since the slot ma 
chine was legal in New York State but in many area 
the music and games operators are referred to a 
slot machine men. It is their hope that a New Yorl 
State License which will permit the operation o 
coin -operated games, will also remove the stigma 
many in the industry carry because of a misin 
formed public. 

In the words of a top New York State official, "th, 
license will give you people status." What he ma: 
have meant was that, as it now stands, operators ari 
considered hoodlums. Perhaps the license will wake 
the legitimate operator legitimate in the eyes of thi 
public. If it doesn't do that, it will prevent a ba( 
element from entering into the business and even 
tually having their reputation rub off on the entire 
industry. This has been the case throughout the na 
tion. If nothing else, perhaps the heirs to the na 
tion's coin machine routes will be looked upon a 
legitimate business men. 

If the desire for a legitimate image is that strop; 
in the hearts of coin machine operators, it might bi 
well worth the price which must be paid for thi I

The coin machine industry in New York State has not been solidly united with a strong common interest. The 
prime reason for this situation is that New York State represents two entirely different geographical areas which 
are populated by different types of people and different types of industry. The way of life in Hurleyville is far 
removed from that of the apartment dweller on Manhatt`an's east side. The operator servicing locations in Brooklyn 
does not necessarily conduct his business in the same way that a Catskill coinman would. The conditions are vastly 
different. Hence, the interests are not identical. 

Last year an upstate sponsored pool table bill was passed in the Senate with the result that the City of New York 
approved 6 -pockets for its five counties. Last week the upstate operators asked for a license law which would also 
alleviate the present free -play restrictions on games. In order to gain statewide strength, New York City was asked 
to cooperate, although the free -play segment could not benefit them. At a meeting held in a 57th Street Hotel, 
it was decided to band together behind the proposed legislation. It was another example of the State and the City 
taking a step together. The story appears below. 

N.Y. State Coinmen Ask For Legalized Free Play 

With Licensing Measure For Amusement Machine Ops 
NEW YORK-The members of the 
Music Operators of New York, Inc. 
voted to support an amendment to the 
state general business law and the 
penal law, in relation to coin -operated 
games, during a special meeting 
called by MONY which was held 
Wednesday, March 11 at the Holiday 
Inn here. About 50 persons attended. 

The bill, introduced by Senator 
Thomas Laverne, 52nd District, New 
York State, will license operators of 
one or more coin -operated games at 
a fee of $600 every two years; and 
will amend Bill 982 (Robinson -Es- 
quirol Act) changing it to state, in 
effect, that a free play is not a "thing 
of value" and is therefore permissible 
on pinball machines where pinball 
machines are now legal in the state. 

The amendment will not make pin - 
games legal in territories such as 
Buffalo, Albany County, New York 
City, and similar areas where the pin - 
game is not permitted to operate. 

Ask $25,000 For 
Sec. of State 

Since the bill calls for a sum of 
$25,000 to be appropriated to the De- 
partment Of State to pay expenses 
incurred by the Secretary of State in 
the conduct of carrying out the pro- 
visions and enforcement of this act, 
the bill has been sent to the Senate 
Finance Committee where it has been 
accepted with last minute changes in 
what was to have been the final 
printing. The bill was submitted five 
minutes to the last hour on Tuesday, 
February 25, and must, in order to 
become law, be passed upon before 
the legislature stops the clock at the 
close of business March 20, or be re- 
introduced at the next session in 
January 1965. 

In a nutshell, the bill is a two-sided 
affair which, in the opinion of some, 
trades a license arrangement for an 
okay on free -play. NYSCMA Attorney 
Lou Werner, speaking from the dais, 
said "this bill does not legalize an 
illegal machine." Since pingames are 
not permitted in New York City, 
much of the resentment came from. 
metro NYC operators. However, Mil- 

lie McCarthy, leader of the upstate 
group, President of the NYSCMA, 
and number one individual behind the 
bill, managed to draw a favorable 
vote of confidence from the NYC 
ops after outlining the points of the 
bill and defending it in many areas 
against what she referred to as "unin- 
formed opinion." 

The Westchester Operators Guild, 
led by President Carl Pavesi, dis- 
cussed the bill at a meeting the pre- 
vious evening, and decided to vote 
against it and did so at the NYC 
meet. Westchester Attorney Malcolm 
Wein reiterated Pavesi's decision to 
reject the legislation. Although the 
votes were made, since the bill was 
already in the senate "hopper," there 
was little that could be done about its 
contents. Mrs. McCarthy claimed that 
the last minute decision to submit the 
bill came as the witching hour ap- 
proached. She advised the operators 
that although the bill calls for a 
license, a `first' for the State, and it 
does give the Secretary Of State the 
powers of a License Commissioner, 
"there is nothing that can be done by 
the Legislators or the police once this 
bill is passed, that cannot be done at 
this moment, without it." 

Favors Game Ops 
In Upstate 

Mrs. McCarthy admitted that while 
the bill will favor upstate ops to the 
extent of operating free play games 
in the territories approved, it will 
also lend status to the industry and 
prevent entry into the industry by 
undesirables. 

The upstate representatives, which 
included Mike Mulqueen, President of 
the NYS Operators Guild; Jack 
Wilson, Past -President; Lou Werner, 
Attorney for the upstate group; and 
Tom Greco, upstate association exec; 
claimed that a ban in Buffalo could 
possibly lead to a ban on the same 
machine in NYC. They also cited in- 
stances of past tax bills which have 
been defeated in committee which 
would tax coin machines. Other tax. 
bills are now pending. While the license 
would not prevent taxation, Mrs. Mc- 

Carthy did say that once the operators 
are licensed, it could be used as a 
means of defending against a tax. She 
admitted to the possible increases in 
the $600 license fee in the future, but 
added that the advantages to be 
gained from a license far outweighed 
those against it. 

License Idea Spurs 
Fear Of Control 

Albert Denver, President of MONY, 
led off the meeting and served as 
moderator. He represented the metro 
NYC ops, and stated his opinions as 
they pertained to the license fee. 
Denver called for clarification on a 
multitude of points before calling a 
vote. 

MONY Attorney Teddy Blatt offered 
an evaluation of the bill and said that 
from the legal standpoint, the license 
could do no harm. "But from a 
business viewpoint," continued Blatt, 
"you must make up your own mind." 

The fear is evident, of course that 
a games license will eventually lead 
to a license for juke boxes and vend- 
ing equipment. Mrs. McCarthy stated 
that the original bill had been altered 
to include only games and said that 
it was not probable that an all -en- 
compassing license would ever come 
about. 

Mrs. McCarthy, in explaining the 
position of the Secretary of State, 
who will oversee the mechanics of the 
bill, said that all licensed industries 
are in a position to observe legislative 
dictums which affect their own in- 
dustry via an advisory board. Mrs. 
McCarthy used this information, 
which was gained from a personal 
conversation with the Secretary's 
office, to strengthen the pitch for 
licensing. She also offered the results 
of an informal survey among taverns, 
barber shops, and other licensed 
businessmen, making the claim "none 
of them would want to go back to 
the days when they were not licensed." 

With all of the opinions, pro and 
con, the chances of the bill receiving 
attention and passing are very slight, 
based on the thousands of bills await- 
ing action before the Senate convenes. 

Usually several hundred hand picked 
bills are presented with the balance 
laying dormant. 

Mrs. McCarthy did state that while 
neither the license nor the amendment 
to 982 would enable pingames or other 
equipment to operate where they are 
not now permitted, she cited the 
recent pool table legislation which she 
spearheaded last year in the State 
which eventually paved the way for 
approval of the present 6 -pocket 
tables for NYC. "Once the bill goes 
through, you can use it as a stepping 
stone to lift a local ordinance," said 
Mrs. McCarthy, in reference to re- 
stricted territories throughout the 
State. 

The opinion was apparent that most 
were in favor of a change in the 
present Bill 982 which has led to 
harrassment, mostly in the upstate 
regions, of coinmen trucking and 
operating games which technically 
should not be covered by this law, 
according to their reports. Tom Greco 
cited two instances which occurred 
this past week in which juke boxes 
were used by state troopers to demon- 
strate a violation of 982. While the 
charges are usually dropped, Greco; 
and others, pointed out that machines 
are confiscated "in any event" and 
destroyed. "We cannot be running 
back and forth to police stations 
even when the outcome is in oui 
favor. We must have time to conduct 
our business. The license and tht 
amendment to 982 will enable us tc 
do just that," said Mrs. McCarthy. 

Claims were made by NYC coin 
men that licenses lead to harmfu 
investigations, that licenses place thi 
operation of a business in the hand: 
of the bureaucrat, and that license: 
also lead to graft. Teddy Blat 
summed up the analysis stating tha 
"we must ask ourselves what do wi 
get for this legislation, what will i 
cost in the way of fees and business.

man, Musical Distributors Corp. 
stated their views, which were anti - 
license. However, after the vote, all 
agreed that they would back Mrs. 
McCarthy and the legislation. 

The dangers inherent in losing a 
license were overcome by Mrs. Mc- 
Carthy who claimed that provisions 
in the bill gave each operator up to 
60 days to prove himself. "This is a 
highly favorable position to be in," 
said Mrs. McCarthy who added that 
informal hearings with the Secretary 
of State would be conducted before a 
license was revoked. 

The meeting closed following the 
vote, with most operators deciding 
that the bill and Mrs. Millie Mc- 
Carthy were both good for the busi- 
ness. 

The print number of the Laverne 
Bill is 3930, Intro. 3569, and is dated 
Feb. 25, 1964. It amends the general 
business law and section 982 of penal 
law in relation to coin -operated games 
and it is the intent of the bill to 
regulate, supervise and control the 
ownership and business practices of 
persons and firms engaged in the 
operation of amusement games. A 
"licensee" is any individual owning 
one or more games for profit. "Coin 
operated amusement machine" is de- 
fined as that coin -operated game 
which is designed solely for amuse- 
ment and which may confer an im- 
mediate, unrecorded right of replay

on players; and this replay is to be 
defined a fair return and continued 
amusement for the original consider- 
ation, and not a thing of value, pro- 
vided that there shall be no method 
by which any of the accumulated 
games can be released or recorded 
except by a normal, continuing play 
of the machine. 

Applicants for licenses, who have 
operated games before Jan. 1, 1964 
need not submit to examination. New 
applicants must be a good moral 
character and have not been convicted 
of a felony and that (he) have "neces- 
sary financial responsibility" to con- 
duct the proposed business. 

Violations and penalties are set at 
a sum not exceeding $1000 per of- 
fense. Persistent violators may be 
subject to a hearing by the Sec. of 
State for the purpose of revocation. 
The Department has the power to 
issue or renew all licenses, to investi- 
gate violators and also new applicants 
via the examination of books and 
papers of the individual or corpora- 
tion which may be relevant to the 
case. 

Section 982 of the penal law is 
amended by adding a subdivision 
which states that machines requiring 
license by article 28-a (aforementioned 
business law calling for a license) 
may confer an immediate replay de- 
fined as a fair return and not a thing 
of value. 

The act if passed will take effect 
immediately.

American Shuffleboard 
6 Pkt. Table Joins Original 
Shuffleboard Success Story 

As Plant Moves Into Peak 

Production On Both Games 

NICK MELONE 
General Manager 

UNION CITY-A visit to the Ameri- 
can Shuffleboard Company in Union 
City, New Jersey, is like a tour 
through a fine violin workshop, where 
patient craftsmanship meets the 
highest quality of materials. This 
combination has resulted in the con- 
sistent quality of the American 
shuffleboard over the years, ever since 
the late Paul Cusano founded the 
company in 1928, as the American 
Cabinet and Billiard Company, and 
the same respect is now enjoyed by 
American's line of pool tables. 

"Ten Minutes From 
Times Square" 

American Shuffleboard operates 
three factories and two warehouses in 
New Jersey, and all, according to 
general manager Nick Melone, "are 
ten minutes from Times Square." 
Their 27th Street plant is devoted to 
the construction of pool tables, the 
main building at Paterson Plank Road 
is almost exclusively used for shuffle 
boards, and the Third Street Oper- 
ation does a little of both. One of the 
warehouses is also on Third Street, 
while the other is in Jersey City. 

American is generally identified 
rit G with the shuffleboard, for it has been 

a leading manufacturer of this game 
for decades. The "Imperial" game, 
like its many predecessors, is still 

constructed with the same patient 
care, taking nearly one month from 
the moment American receives the 
uncut lumber, constructs the basic 
board, and lays it in the cabinet, un- 
til they ship the finished product to 
the distributor. 

Lamination Of The 
Playing Surface 

The most important component of 
any shuffleboard is of course, the 
laminated playing surface. Ameri- 
can's procedure for constructing their 
board begins with the delivery of the 
highest quality, kiln dried, maple and 
mahogany. Strips are then cut and 
planed and must come up to rigid 
and exacting standards before they 
are nailed, glued, pressed, and kiln 
dried under extremely high pressure, 
to produce a near approximation of 
what eventually will be a finished 
shuffleboard. 

After this lamination process, the 
board is dated and allowed to stand 
on a dry -storage rack for a minimum 
of two weeks. After this period, -the 
board, looking like the well known 
diamond -in -the -rough, is passed two 
or three times through two giant 
sanding machines, and becomes much 
more recognizable. A generous appli- 
cation of French polish and two coats 
of lacquer later, and it is ready to be 
laid in the cabinet, which is assembled 
in another section of the factory. 

Features And Models 
Are Many In Number 

About 500 of these playing surface 
boards, which weigh approximately 
700 lbs each, are constantly circu- 
lating throughout the American plant 
-from new models in storage to 
older ones being reconditioned. 

Each American shuffleboard is pre - 
drilled for "Climatic Adjusters," 
through which, by the turn of a nut, 
the operator may keep the playfield at 
a precision level. Boards are pro- 
duced in 15', 16', 18' and 20' lengths, 
and the most popular 22' model. 
American also makes a nine and a 
twelve foot bank -shot board called the 
"Custom Cushion." 

The "Custom Cushion" features the 
"Pin -Gate Control Unit," providing a 
set of deflecting pins across the center

of the board, which are lowered by 
the insertion of a coin into the cash 
box, thus making the free game im- 
possible. The longer boards offer a 
choice of "Pin -Gate" or "Magno Play 
Control Unit." This last controlling 
mechanism offers puck -deflecting 
magnets under the board's surface, 
which shut off again at the insertion 
of a coin. 

Distributors usually send their 
shuffleboards back to American every 
two years or so to be reconditioned, 
according to Sol Lipkin, field sales 
supervisor for the company. Most 
boards go through four or more re- 
conditions in their lifetime, Lipkin 
said, "and they always come out look- 
ing like new." 

Shuffleboard 
Featured On TV 

Lou Wasserman, Peoria, has pro- 
moted American Shuffleboard tourna- 
ments on television in many North- 
western states. This publicity cam- 
paign has proven so successful, 
according to officials at American, 
that they have plans to begin tourna- 
ments in other parts of the country. 
The programs are conducted in "much 
the same fashion as TV's bowling 
shows, which have been so popular 
in recent years. 

The same care and attentiveness to 
construction and style given to Ameri- 
can's shuffleboards is also given to 
their line of pool tables. Special 
features of both the "Electra" and. the 
"Classic" table models, according to 
Gene Daddis, American's Research 
and Development head, are: cue ball 
lock, which he said was originated by 
American; detachable coin mechan- 
ism; convenient service door instead 
of the heavy, bulky drawer; mahog- 
any braces and ribbed cabinet; battery 
operated coin ball -chute (with the 
"Electra"), "Feather -touch" coin 
chute (with the "Classic" model) ; 

and special beaded maple rail -cush- 
ions, which make the cue ball less 
likely to bounce from the table. 

High Standards 
Insure Top Quality 

Daddis said that 45% of the wood 
to be used for American's beaded rail 
is rejected in order to insure near 
perfection in this feature, because, 
"the rail is the heart of the game." 
The "Electra's" dry cell battery,

which powers its coin chute, is good 
for two or three thousand dollars in 
play time before it requires replace- 
ment, Daddis said. He also stated that 
the cabinet finish on American's pool 
tables is cigarette, proof, as are the 
metal site -spots along the rails. 

Lipkin said that, "pool and shuffle- 
board, in my opinion, are as pertinent 
to a bar as the bar itself." He cited 
the highly competitive -nature -of both 
games, especially shuffleboard, which 
can, and is, played by both men and 

- women. 

From Powder 
To Paste Wax 

Shipment of all American equip- 
ment, Lipkin stated, takes anywhere 
from ten days to two weeks. This in- 
cludes the wide selection of accessories 
and game supplies which the company 
handles, including powder and paste 
wax, weights; scoreboards and even 
trophies. 

Mrs. Mary Cusano, widow of Paul 
Cusano, who died July, 1963, is presi- 
dent of the American Shuffleboard 
Company. Anthony Olivieri is traffic 
manager, Nick Cuccarese is produc- 
tion manager, Mike Bozzi is in charge 
of advertising and James Munizza, 
who has been with the firm since 
1928, is the company foreman. 

American sells the coin machine 
industry internationally with the ex- 
port market demanding a growing 
share of the total production. Few 
military installations are unfamiliar 
with an American board. As for 
equipment other than shuffleboards 
and pool tables, American will con- 
tinue its periodic development of 
other coin -operated amusement games, 
always a factor in American's plans 
for tomorrow.
