On Columbia Records 
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A WORD TO THE WISE 
The heated debate expected at 

the NARM conclave and fiery ti- 
rades that were anticipated against 
Columbia and more so against Cap- 
itol Records because of their policy 
innovations developed in the past 
year never came about. 

Almost as though it was pre- 
arranged - and we understand it 
was, although none of the NARM 
execs would admit to it - NARM 
members as well as rack jobber 
guests of NARM "laid off" the sub- 
ject of the Capitol one -price -for -all 

policy, even though many, no 
doubt, wanted to scream about it. 

But it was quite obvious that con- 

siderable thought was given to what 
would be accomplished by blasting 
Capitol. Some feared it would 
make Capitol a martyr. Others said 
it would not change Capitol's pol- 
icy, so why put the company on the 
spot. It was also very obvious that 
Capitol wanted an opportunity to 
restate its reasoning behind the 
policy move, but NARM directors 
had no intentions of going into the 
inner machinations of the move be- 

fore all the other manufacturers 
present. 

Because of the anticipated fire- 

works and the existing calm which 
prevailed, the 1964 NARM Con- 

vention lacked any exciting high- 

light. 
But out of it all came a very 

sober and extremely important ad- 

dress by NARM's special legal 

counsel Albert A. Carretta, who dis- 

cussed the Trade Practices Rules 

now pending before the Federal 
Trade Commission. What was most 

significant about his speech was his 
emphasis on the possibility that the 
long awaited Rules might mean 
nothing if the industry decides not 
to make them mean something. For 
the Rules to be of significance, said 
Carretta, an educational program 
will be needed to explain them to 
all industry members. He also ad- 
vised that "the trade association 
should adopt a compliance pro- 
gram through which industry mem- 
bers may cooperate with the FTC 
by calling violations of the Rules to 
the attention of the Commission." 

Carretta said that unless these 
"steps are taken, I see no benefit to 
any industry having Trade Practice 
Rules." 

This sober appraisal must be 
brought home to the entire trade. 
Those expecting the Rules to be 
some sort of Messiah who will erase 
the industry's many problems, 
must read and hear Carretta's state- 
ments and wake up to the fact that 
if the industry's house is going to 
be cleaned, the members of the 
trade are going to have to do their 
own house cleaning. 

If the attorney's closing remarks 
are taken to heart, the comment 
heard during the business meeting 
will not have been without value. 
As Carretta put it : "It would seem 
logical to me that since the Gov- 
ernment is holding out an olive 
branch in the form of Trade Prac- 
tice Rules, it would be well for the 
industry to set up mechanics for the 
voluntary and simultaneous elimi- 
nation of any illegal practices 
which may now exist in the indus- 
try."

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Victor Officially Opens New West Coast 

Studios; Doubles Recording Space 
HOLLYWOOD-The Radio Corpora- 
tion of America last week (21) offi- 
cially opened its new West Coast 
headquarters office building here and 
unveiled RCA Victor Records' re- 
cording facilities which are a part of 
the 9 -story structure. 

produces recordings for a large num- 
ber of company and individual clients 
throughout the West. 

The facilities will house Western 
Offices of the RCA broadcast and 
communications products division, 
RCA electronic data processing sales 
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HOLLYWOOD-RCA Victor's spanking new headquarters in Hollywood (6363 
Sunset Blvd) is ready for business. Photos show a view of the smart -looking 
edifice and the large studio space, which is emphasized by the appearance 
there of Vera Kilpatrick, Victor's new, 5 -year -old singing tot. 

RCA's new building contains three 
RCA Victor recording studios en- 
compassing 200,460 cubic feet of 
space. This is more than double the 
amount of space in Victor's former 
west coast studios. 

George R. Marek, vice president 
of RCA and general manager of the 
Victor label, and John K. West, staff 
vice president in the RCA western 
distributor and commercial relations 
dept. were hosts for an open house 
from 6 to 8 p.m., which was attended 
by more than 1,000 guests including 
RCA and RCA Victor executives, en- 
tertainment personalities and West 
Coast dignitaries among whom was 
Frank Muller, owner of the structure. 

"Opening this building containing 
the world's most modern recording 
facilities is, like the opening of our 
Rome studios just two years ago, an- 
other example of the growing inter- 
nationalism of the recording industry 
and RCA Victor's expansion as the 
world's most truly global record com- 
pany," Marek said during a brief 
address welcoming the guests. 

"This structure is a testament of 
our faith in the future of the indus- 
try and the important part Los An- 
geles plays as one of the biggest 
centers of the recording phase of the 
world's entertainment complex," Mar- 
ek continued. 

The Radio Corporation of America 
will occupy six of the nine floors in 
the ultra -modern $5,000,000 building. 
Nearly half this space will be devoted 
to the Victor label and RCA Custom 
Record Sales, the latter of which 
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offices, west coast sales and sales en- 
gineering of RCA electronic compo- 
nents and devices, RCA western 
distribution and commercial relations 
offices, RCA service company western 
region offices, RCA custom records 
sales and RCA Victor Records. RCA 
Victor will be represented in the 
building by west coast A&R, commer- 
cial sales, publicity, magnetic tape 
sales and recording technicians. 

Victor's recording studios were de- 
signed by Alan Stevens, RCA Victor's 
general plant engineer, in collabora- 
tion with John Volkmann, RCA lab- 
oratories at the David Sarnoff 
Research Center in Princeton, N. J. 
The three studios occupying the first 
floor of the building are separated 
from the office floors which "float" 
above the ground floor on the struc- 
ture's supports so that the studios are 
free from all sounds in the office 
building above. 

The three studios incorporate the 
latest designs and technological ad- 
vances in the audio field and have been 
specially designed and engineered to 
utilize the Dynagroove process. 
Studios A and B each have measure- 
ments of 25 feet in height, 50 feet 
in width and 75 feet in length, mak- 
ing them RCA's largest recording 
studios in this country, capable of 
accommodating 100 performers. Studio 
C measures 32 feet in length, 22 
feet in width and 15 feet in height, 
and was designed for small recording 
sessions. 

Special microphone features include 
individual gain reduction controls, in- 
stantaneous channel switching from 
any position in the studios (giving 
a panoramic sound for complete 
stereo effects), and equalizers which 
can change the characteristics of any 
single sound at each microphone po- 
sition. Controlled temperature -humid- 
ity conditions are maintained so 
that air velocities do not interfere 
with recording in any studio. 

The studios encompass 200,460 
cubic feet and contain nearly 13 miles 
of cable. RCA Victor's old studios at 
Sunset and Vine were less than half 
this size. Nearly one mile of wiring 
winds itself under the control room 
and Studio A floor. Access to the wire 
in the control room is made by a 
suction cup lifting device which 
raises individual large composition 
tiles on the floor, exposing the maze 
of color -coded wiring. The same is 
true of the other two studios.

Latin Label Convention Sets 
Trends In Latin America 
MEXICO CITY-Although official 
reports weren't yet available at 
presstime, all through Latin America 
diskery toppers present at the Mexico 
City Latin label confab were discuss- 
ing its results with the people from 
their companies. 

As reported by Cash Box last week, 
the general opinion was that this 
had been an extremely successful 
meeting, and had allowed the adoption 
of a common attitude towards several 
problems affecting the record in- 
dustry. 

The first point considered at the 
Convention, and probably the most 
important one, were the relations 
between diskeries and publishers and 
publishing societies. Through the in- 
formation furnished by the twelve 
countires present, it was noticed that 
big differences exist between the 
royalties paid by them, ranging in 
general form 2% to 4%, taken in 
some cases from the manufacturer's 
price and in others from the re- 
tailer's. In one of the countries, for 
example, royalty payments to the 
composer amount to about 12% of the 
price at which the diskery sells the 
record. In the near future, there will 
probably be only one position of the 
diskeries in the whole area, and it 
is expected have more strength than 
at present. 

Also considered were the positive 
and negative aspects of record radio 
promotion, and the possibility of re- 
ceiving a payment for the radio per- 
formance of records, something that 
already exists in some countries. Big 
notices between air play in different 
countries were also noticed. Several 
toppers are against this sort of 
royalty, considering that the record 
industry depends too much on air 
play as to start it without damaging 
promotion plans. 

What may be expected in the 
future is the appearance of se 
new publishing firms, owned by r 
companies, as has happened in 
The movement towards this dire 
was started years ago in Arger 
but in general these pubberies 
administrated by publishing fi 

during the past past months, 
RCA and CBS in Argentina 
formed independent pubberies, 
are giving them big strength 
power. The original idea propos 
the Convention was to form a 
publishing firm, owned by all 
diskeries, but it was consider 
too revolutionary idea, and very 
cult to handle. In any case, it s 
that the diskeries will get more 
more independent from publishe 
the next years. 

Record counterfeiting was 
considered, although it isn't st 
big problem. Pressing faci 
aren't easily available in the 
countries not under control; it 
others, the manufacturers will 
against counterfeiters as soon as 
are noticed. 

Another interesting point wa. 
lations between diskeries and ar 
and the efforts to be made to 
vent an artist under contract 
recording for another company. 
form contracts for all companies 
be also recommended. 

Besides its official results, the 
vention has undoubtedly resulte 
many deals between the disk 
present at it, and a better ui 
standing of the problems they 
Argentine manufactures are all 
discussing the main points of 
next meeting, to be held in Br 
Aires in 1966, which will st 
gather even more people from 
Latin America.

When reached shortly after being 
handed a copy of the Resolution, 
Stan Gortikov, Capitol vp, would 
not comment beyond a statement that 
he had turned the Resolution over to 
Capitol attorneys to determine its 
significance. 

However, many tradesters felt that 
Capitol had given great thought to 
its cut-off moves and is confident it 
is operating within legal boundaries 
in instituting them. As a result, it 
is expected that the NARM resolution 
will not upset Capitol execs. 

The three NARM members CRDC 
has stopped selling are: Iry Perl - 
man's I.J. Morgan Company of Phil- 
adelphia; the Pic -a -Tune Company 
of Emeryville, Calif, Dave Watson's 
firm; and Glenn Becker's Music City 
Record Company of Los Angeles. 

Although the resolution is not in 
the form of a suit, it is interpreted 
that the resolution carries more 
weight because it is in the hands of 
attorney Carretta, a former member 
of the Federal Trade Commission. 

There were rumors on the conven- 
tion floor that NARM would back 
Watson in his legal action against 
CRDC on the coast, but it was impos- 
sible to confirm this move. 

Carretta Named NARM's 
Regular Counsel As 
Foreman Resigns 
MIAMI BEACH-Albert Carretta 
has become the general attorney for 
NARM, the rack -jobbing organization, 
following the resignation of Earl 
Foreman. Foreman, who had been 
NARM's legal attorney since its in- 
ception in 1958, said last week he was 
leaving the post for personal reasons 
and expressed regret on having to 
end his relationship with NARM. 

Carretta, a former member of the 
Federal Trade Commission and vet- 
eran attorney in anti-trust legislation 
and trade practices rules, had pre- 
viously served NARM as its special 
counsel in Washington.

Peaceful NARM Convention 
Achieves Its Purposes 
MIAMI BEACH, FLA.-The NARM 
Convention (National Association of 
Record Merchandisers) held at the 
Eden Roc Hotel in Miami Beach last 
week was, as most conventions are, 
many different things to many differ- 
ent people. 

From an attendance standpoint 
(325 people registered) it was an ex- 
tremely successful convention. Almost 
every significant record label was rep- 
resented, a few with as many as a 
dozen or so representatives: And all 
regular jobber members, excluding a 
few who were forced to stay home be- 
cause of illness, showed up to take 
part in the Convention. 

Forty-six different record compa- 
nies, many representing two, three 
and four affiliated labels responsible 
for producing probably more than 90% 
of the record industry's volume had 
an opportunity to meet socially and 
privately with representatives of 
firms responsible for purchasing 
$114,866,150 (at retail) of the indus- 
try's product. This figure was pub- 
lished by NARM in its 1963 study as 
the Association's gross dollar volume. 

From this standpoint, the Conven- 
tion was a great success. Because the 
jobbers attending made it their busi- 
ness to meet with label execs (al- 
though a bit of prodding was needed), 
a great many private discussions 
were no doubt of value to improving 
business relationships. 

Some manufacturers also indicated 
that they made back the cost of at- 
tending the NARM meet with addi- 
tional business picked up that other- 
wise would not have transpired had 
they not attended. 

In addition to the regular members, 
manufacturers this year had an op- 

portunity to meet with a number of 
important rack jobbers from around 
the country who are not now members 
of NARM, but who were invited by 
NARM as its guests to see what the 
organization does for its members and 
perhaps win them over into joining 
the Association. 

This too was effective for both man- 
ufacturers and the guests. 

But from the panel discussion 
standpoint, which frequently provides 
the ad lib fireworks that make con- 
ventions stimulating, there was little 
excitement. (See other story.) 

Three speakers heard during the 
Convention were extremely effective: 
George Marek, of RCA Victor; Bill 
Gallagher of Columbia and NARM 
special counsel Albert Carretta, all 
brought home much significant food 
for thought as to the future of the 
record industry, the role of the rack 
jobber in the anticipated growth and 
the dangers existent within the indus- 
try which could hurt it if the indus- 
try does not decide to clean its own 
house. (See other stories.) 

Where some manufacturers thought 
the Convention was of great value, 
others expressed the thought that the 
cost of attending was too great for 
the benefits derived. 

But another strong showing can be 
expected next year. 

NARM seems to attract more of the 
biggest and the best manufacturers to 
its conclave each year. 

It was again a well organized, 
smoothly flowing convention with 
events following the clock almost to 
the minute-another tribute to the 
excellent job done by NARM's execu- 
tive director, Jules Malamud. 

NARM Jobbers Mum On Capitol 

One -Price -For -All Policy 
MIAMI BEACH, FLA.-Undoubtedly 
the most talked -about event of the 
NARM Convention was one of om- 
mission, specifically the anticipated 
attack against Capitol Records for 
its one price for all policy introduced 
in March. 

Although it was well known how 
strongly jobbers felt about having 
their functional discount taken away 
from them when Capitol decided to 
sell to all accounts at the same price, 
the fact that there was no up -rising 
against Capitol struck out like a sore 
thumb. 

[At the conclusion of the Conven- 
tion NARM members raised their 
voices against Capitol in the form 
of a resolution (see stories) but the 
resolution only covered Capitol's cut- 
ting -off 3 NARM sub distribs and 
did not at all refer to the "Stand - 
For -Stability" policy of one -price -for - 
all.] 

Occasionally, at the panel discus- 
sions, it appeared as though com- 
ments made by panelists would open 
the doors to the on -rush, and there 
definitely were sufficient opportunities 
for the ball to be carried if some- 
one wanted to do it. But, it was very 
obvious that "lay -off -the Capitol sub- 
ject" was the order of the day. Al- 
though many manufacturers ex- 
pressed the belief that this course of 
action was agreed to by the jobbers, 
there was no confirming word that 
this was so. 

Many were certain that discussion 
on the Capitol policy move would 
come to a head at two different times, 
once when San Gortikov, Capitol vp 
and one of the formulators of the 
company's stand for stability policy 
move, was on the panel and another 
time when Charles Schlang, veteran 
rack jobber of Mershaw of America, 
and a more outspoken member of 
NARM, was on a panel a day later. 

It appeared as though Gortikov was 
willing and almost anxious to restate 
his company's case before everyone 
in the room. But he was never given 

the opportunity. While members were 
leaving the meeting room, Capitol 
distributed a five page "message" to 
NARM delegates restating and ela- 
borating on its originally announced 
reasons for taking away the function- 
al discount which the rack jobber 
claims he must have to survive.

MIAMI BEACH, FLA.-A unique 
factor about this year's NARM meet 
was the Association's invitation to 
15 non-members to attend a NARM 
meet with no obligation of becoming 
members.

Malamud also made a point of ex- 
pressing his thanks to the tremen- 
dous turnout of Associate members, 
especially the record manufacturers 
who played such a significant role in 
the convention by hosting cocktail 
parties and dinner parties and func- 
tions for wives of conventioneers 
every day of the conclave. 
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MAJOR ADDRESSES SPARK NARM CONVENTIO 
MIAMI BEACH, FLA.-Three searching speeches heard at the NARM meet here last week shed considerable light on possibilities of the record indus' 
future as well as the possible effectiveness of Trade Practice Rules. 

George Marek, vice president of the RCA Victor Record Division; Bill Gallagher, vice president of marketing of Columbia Records, and Albert A. Carr 
NARM's special counsel, each, in his own way, commented on the potential and future of the record business. Excerpts of the speeches appear below. 

Mareé Predicts Industry Future 
In The Form Of Ten Wishes 

GEORGE MAREK 

Working with the visual aid of col- 
orful slides, George Marek spoke on 
"The Future of The Record Busi- 
ness." 

He attributed much of the gains 
the record industry has made in re- 
tail volume to rack jobbers and their 
form of distribution and followed the 
growth pattern of the industry 
through the past decade; through the 
demise of the 78, the advent of stereo 
and the formation of NARM, all step- 
ping stones in the growth of the rec- 
ord industry. 

He summarized the past decade 
with the following remarks: 

"Several important trends emerge 
from the last decade. The first and 
obvious one is the evolution of record 
merchandising which has made rec- 
ords available in America's high traf- 
fic shopping outlets and has put mu- 
sic among the bananas and eggs and 
lipsticks and shaving cream. 

"The second and accompanying 
trend is equivalent to a revolution in 
selling. When I was a youngster the 
normal way to shop was to go into a 
store and to have a salesman sell me 
something. Consider how relatively 
new is the idea of going into a store 
and browsing around and making 
your own choice. 

"Self-service has disadvantages as 
well as advantages, but it, is with us, 
will stay with us in the future, and 
the NARM is responsible for it, at 
least in part. The consumer is alone -and this offers a new challenge to 
the producer of the merchandise. It 
exercises a profound influence (a) on 
the album cover of the LP; (b) on 
the back of the LP album; (c) on 
new fixtures especially designed for 
self -selling; and (d) shrink-wrapping 
of the records. 

"The third significant trend results 
from the world becoming not only 
smaller but more alike. That is par- 
ticularly true of music which the poet 
has called the universal language. In 
Genoa I heard a porter whistle Perry 
Como's "Magic Moments," and when 
I asked to hear native Spanish music 
in Madrid they played me "South 
Pacific." 

"Of course, this similarity of taste 
is not true of music alone, and the 
interchange has not only produced 
good results but some bad ones. 

"So it is that the pizza has become America's national favorite, outdis- 
tancing the historic hot dog." 

Marek also pointed to Coca Cola's 
acceptance everywhere in the world. 

"The interaction of one country on 
another is to be expected," he went 
on "in the great music of the world, 
the music which has remained in the 
sieve of history and which belongs to 
all humanity. But it also acts in pop- 
ular music, and it is not uncommon 
today to have popular American stars 
sing as best they can in French or Italian or German." 

Then leaving the present Marek 
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made some educated guesses about 
the future in the form of ten wishes. 

"1. I strongly believe that the rec- 
ord merchandiser will not only con- 
tinue in the business but that he will 
become more important in the scheme 
of things. Your function of distribut- 
ing records through multi -product re- 
tail outlets will continue to be vital 
to us who produce the records. 

"I believe that the record merchan- 
diser can, should, and does fill an im- 
portant function. Actually, this is a 
double function: 

"First, the record merchandiser 
acts as a guide to the retail outlet. 
He sifts the salable merchandise from 
the unsalable, the juicy apples from 
the dry, the fruit which the consumer 
wants from the fruit which contains 
no nourishment. 

"With the record industry produc- 
ing so vast an assortment of fruit- 
fruit of the most diverse color, shape 
and tastiness-it is vital that some- 
body, so to speak, pre -taste the fruit. 
That function must become more im- 
portant because honestly, I see no

Gallagher: Industry Problem Not 
Overproduction, But [Inderdemand 

BILL GALLAGHER 

After many years of appearing on 
NARM panels, which usually meant 
being thrown into the question and 
answer "hot seat," Bill Gallagher had 
the comparatively easy chore this 
year of addressing NARM as a guest 
speaker where he had the opportunity 
of saying what he has in mind with- 
out being subjected to pointed ques- 
tions from the audience. 

NARM Attorney Carretta: How To Make 
Trade Practice Rules Effective 

ALBERT A. CARRETTA 

NARM's legal counsel, Albert Car- 
retta, a former member of the FTC, 
stressed the importance of compliance 
with the law not only to keep one out 
of legal difficulties, but also because 
it will mean a better return on in- 
vested capital, He showed how illegal 
practices cause competitors to fight 
fire with fire demoralizing, eventual- 
ly, the entire industry. 

But he hit home most strongly 
when he turned to the Trade Prac- 
tices Rules (which the industry now 
has pending before the FTC) and 
clearly outlines what they are de- 
signed to do and how ineffective they 
can be if an industry does not make 
them work. 

"Trade Practice Rules," said Car- 
retta, "are advisory interpretations 
published by the Federal Trade Com- 
mission for the purpose of advising 
businessmen of those methods of com- 
petition, and of those acts and prac- 
tices, which it deems to be unfair or 
deceptive or otherwise violative of the 
statutes administered by the Commis- 
sion. Trade Practice Rules do not con- 
stitute new law. They merely repre- 
sent an attempt on the part of the 
Commission to spell out in clearer 
language what is already contained 
in the rather broad and indefinite 
language of the trade regulation 
laws." 

A bit later Carretta pointed to an- 
other function of the Trade Practices 
Rules: 

"These Trade Practice Rules are 
designed to eliminate and prevent, on 

a voluntary and industry -wide basis, 
trade practices which are violative of 
laws administered by the Commission. 
The Rules interpret and inform busi- 
nessmen of legal requirements appli- 
cable to the practices of a particular 
industry and provide the basis for 
voluntary and simultaneous abandon- 
ment of unlawful practices by indus- 
try members. Failure to comply with 
such Rules may result in corrective 
action by the Commission under ap- 
plicable statutory provisions." 

Carretta was very emphatic when 
he said: 

"The mere publication of Trade 
Practice Rules by the Federal Trade 
Commission produces no good result 
unless the industry members involved 
are anxious and willing to make the 
Rules effective. The first venture of 
the Commission into what is now 
termed its Trade Practice Conference 
procedure was inaugurated in 1919 
-approximately 45 years ago. Since 
that time more than 170 sets of Trade 
Practice Rules have been published 
by the Commission, and I regret to 
say that in my opinion, most of them 
have been totally ineffective. This is 
due to the fact that no one outside of 
the Federal Trade Commission really 
wanted them to work-and the Com- 
mission itself did not have either the 
appropriation or the staff to police 
all of the industries at the same time. 
In order effectively to police each and 
every industry for which Trade Prac- 
tice Rules have been published, the 
Commission would have to have hun- 
dreds, and perhaps thousands, of in- 
vestigators travelling about the 
United States, checking into the busi- 
nesses and business practices of our 
citizens. You don't want that, and 
neither does the Commission. 

'Even when the Federal Trade 
Commission publishes Trade Practice 
Rules for the Phonograph Record In- 
dustry, they will mean little unless 
you, the members of the industry 
want the Rules to be effective. If you 
do, you will have to do something 
about them and your association is 
the best medium for the effective im- 
plementation of such Rules." 

This is where Carretta introduced 
his "Formula For Profitable Com- 
pliance"-a series of suggestions 
that should be examined with great

DISCOVERY! 
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NARM Panel Fireworks Fail To Materialize 

STAN GORTIKOV 

MIAMI BEACH, FLA.-The panel 
discussions heard at the NARM Con- 
vention held heré last week were gen- 
erally disappointing, through no fault 
of the panelists. The questions seemed 
to be responsible. 

After six years of holding panel 
discussions, many of the feelings of 
both manufacturers and rack jobbers 
are well known and have been dis- 
cussed in varied forms at one conven- 
tion or another. 

As Professor Doody, the panel mod- 
erator at Tuesday's forum put it, 
when the panelists found it easy an- 
swering some of the questions in a 
few words and the audience did not 
respond with comments or questions 
from the floor, "Either our panelists 
are answering the questions so thor- 
oughly that further comment is un- 
necessary, or the questions them- 
selves are not too stimulating." 

Everyone attending Monday's meet- 
ing appeared to be disappointed when 
Stan Gortikov, v.p. of Capitol Records 
Dist. Corp. was on the dais and one 
of the questions was: Having worked 
with both the new Columbia and Cap- 
itol programs introduced in the latter 
part of 1963 and the early part of 
1964 respectively, how do you evalu- 
ate them ? 

Everyone expected demonstrative 
reactions from both the dais and the 
floor, but nothing happened. Gortikov, 
when asked by the moderator to com- 
ment, said that racks were getting a 
little too expensive to do business 
with and still leave a profit for the 
distributor. It almost seemed as 
though he was welcoming a rebuttal. 
But none came about. Oddly enough, 
Al Pardo, one of the guest rack job- 
bers, said that he had made more 
money with Capitol and Columbia 
records since the price increase. 

John Billinis a rack jobber member 
from Salt Lake City asked why Capi- 
tol made freebies available in singles 
and not in LP's, and Gortikov asked 
him if Billinis preferred to have free-

bies in singles discontinued, leading to 
no final conclusion. This subject lead 
into the comment by Dave Watson of 
Pic -A -Tune on the West Coast who 
intimated that varied treatment for 
different Columbia customers existed 
through the use of an advertising al- 
lowance which he said varied from 
4% to 9% in some cases. 

Bill Gallagher immediately returned 
with an explanation of his firm's ad 
allowances saying that the Columbia 
ad program is based on purchases 
and is 4% across the board and is 
extended by the distributor. The com- 
pany may at times give additional ad 
allowances to distribs on specific 
product and during the months of 
August and September may offer a 
special ad program on specific prod- 
uct. 

On the subject of cut-outs and 
what could be done to prevent jobbers 
who use this closeout product decep- 
tively on racks in the regular product 
area of the department, Jack Burgess, 
RCA Victor sales topper said RCA 
would begin marking this Product 
"Discontinued Merchandise," and 
large enough so that jobbers could 
not paste stickers over them. Len 
Levy, sales head of Epic Records said 
that his company and Columbia had 
been scrapping all cut outs for quite 
some time now. 

Tuesday's panel discussion devel- 
oped into a legal discussion with at- 
torney Albert Carretta answering 
questions about the legal ramifica- 
tions of varied industry practices. 

On the subject of what the long 
range effect of Trade Practice Rules 
on rules would be on the record in- 
dustry, Dave Miller of Miller Interna- 
tional said: It will be another step 
which will erase the distributor as we 
know him today and make everyone a 
distributor based on his volume. 

Irwin Steinberg of Mercury Rec- 
ords, Arnold Maxin of MGM/Verve 
and Joe Csida of the new Record 
Industries Corp. contributed com- 
ments on the subjects as: overproduc- 
tion; why product that doesn't sell is 
issued by manufacturers; the racks' 
failure to expose new product until 
the manufacturer has made it a hit; 
A & R's obligation to examine each 
record from a market standpoint, the 
harmful effect of deceptions in bad 
budget merchandise, etc. But it was 
quite clear that the panelists were at 
a disadvantage because of the obvious 
responses which could have been of- 
fered to the by now familiar ques- 
tions. Cy Leslie of Pickwick moder- 
ated Monday's panel. 

CMA Directors Hold 
2nd Qtr. Meet In Detroit 
NEW YORK -The Country Music 
Association (CMA) held its second 
quarterly board of directors meeting 
on April 16 in Detroit. The meet, 
which was held in the motor city 
because of an association -sponsored 
presentation on April 17 at the Ad - 
craft Club, brought officers Tex Ritter, 
Bill Denny, Jo Walker, Steve Sholes, 
W. E. Moeller, Dick Schofield and 
Juanita Jones to the day -long session 
at the Park Shelton Hotel. 

Jo Walker, CMA executive direc- 
tor, informed Cash Box that the meet- 
ing highlighted the fact that associa- 
tion membership has been growing by 
significant strides in the past two 
months with one hundred new regular 
members and twenty-four lifetime 
members. 

In other business, the oft -discussed 
fund-raising premium LP seems, ac- 
cording to Mrs. Walker, much néacer 
actuality. Although no label has been 
contracted, the album will reportedly 
be released within the next few 
months. 

It was also noted there has been an 
intense demand for the CMA's "Won- 
derful World Of Country" radio 
station package. Directors in Detroit 
approved a resolution to include an 
insert in the package.

Sammy Kaye, who is currently rid- 
ing high with his best-selling Decca 
single of "Charade," has been one of 
the top money -earners in the band 
business for years, appearing on tele- 
vision and radio regularly, in addition 
to his personal appearances, hotel and 
concert dates, etc. 

The Cleveland -born Kaye attended 
Rocky River High where he excelled 
in athletics-he was state low hurdle 
champ-and studies winning for him- 
self a scholarship to the University of 
Ohio. It was during the last half of 
his college days, that Sammy turned 
to music-only to finance his way- 
for engineering was still his first love. 

Upon graduation he plunged into 
the entertainment world and the rip- 
ples from the splash continue to roll 
on smoothly and endlessly. 

Singing song titles plus the magi- 
cal "Swing And Sway" touch be- 
came national favorites as Kaye and 
his boys played one popular hotel 
after another. When he opened in 
New York's Commodore in 1938, he 
hit the big time-he was a "name" 
bandleader.

Jean was born in Hollywood, the 
daughter of an opera bass and a pia- 
nist, and thus was exposed to music 
from infancy. 

Leni Ashmore, a contralto who is 
also a guitarist, is another Californian 
born and bred. Her father, an enter- 
tainer, was an undoubted influence 
towards show biz for Leni. 

Barbara Cooper was born in Mem- 
phis, Tenn.-and was a musician at 
heart from childhood on; she wanted 
to play trumpet. But the guitar took 
a firmer hold, and she started lessons 
on that instrument when she was 
twelve years old. 

Judy Fine, another Californian, 
also the daughter of a professional 
musician-a pianist. She started tak- 
ing classical piano lessons when she 
was eight; the guitar and folk music 
came later. 

Joyce James, with Barbara Cooper, 
is the other non -California native in 
the Womenfolk; she was born in De- 
troit. Joyce, whose mother was a pia- nist, played flute in high school and sang in church choir.

"JUST FOR OPENERS"-Judy Garland-Capi- 
tol DW2062 
Here's a bag of vocal beauties by Judy Garland 
taken from the soundtrack of her recent weekly 
TV'er on CBS. The best-selling lark runs the 
gamut of melodic goodness here as she lends her 
distinctive brand of vocal artistry to such old and 
new favorites as "It's A Good Day," "More," "As 
Long As He Needs Me" and "I Wish You Love." 
Regiments of Garland admirers should come out 
in force for this one. 

"HIGH SPIRITS"-Original Cast -ABC -Para- 
mount ABC -0C-1 
Since it's doubtful that any recording of "If I 
Gave You," a beautiful folk -flavored ballad, could 
do more for the song than its portrayal here by 
Edward Woodward and Louise Troy, this fact 
alone is worth the price of the LP. But, happily, 
the bright vocal cavorting of Beatrice Lillie and 
Tammy Grimes and gay, pertinent tunes by Hugh 
Martin and Timothy Gray also help make this 
caster one of the better entries of the nearly - 
concluded Broadway season. The recorded sound 
is excellent. Show, a musical version of Noel 
Coward's "Blithe Spirit," is a fair-sized hit. The 
LP should do well. 

"GOING BAROQUE"-Swingle Singers-Philips 
PHS 600 126 
The Swingle Singers, first LP entry, "Bach's 
Greatest Hits," developed into one of last year's 
biggest left -field hits, and this new set which 
spotlights some baroque items should go a like 
success route. The group offers some inventive 
jazz -oriented arrangements of various selections 
from Handel, Vivaldi, Bach, etc. Disk should reach 
the charts in no time flat. 

"JUST FOR A THRILL"-Earl Grant-Decca 
DL 74506 
Part of Earl Grant special talent is delivering 
oft -cut evergreens in a fresh, inventive manner 
of which he gets ample opportunity to do in this 
sparkling set of studies. While backed by a 
swingin' orchestral combo, the organist comes 
up with outstanding versions of such old favor- 
ites as "Without A Song," "Stardust" and "The 
Sweetest Sounds." Superior listening enjoyment 
throughout. 

"RUSTY WARREN SINGS PORTRAIT ON LIFE"-Jubilee JGM 5025 
Laugh -gal Rusty Warren makes a departure 
from her previous yock-filled vein and displays a 
fine, rich, wide -range singing voice on this sans - 
comedy set from Jubilee. While backed by an ap- 
propriate lush ork, the lark turns in first-rate 
renditions of "Make Someone Happy," "You're 
Nobody Till Somebody Loves You." All of the artist's many fans should come out in force for 
the album. 

"AMERICA, I HEAR YOU SINGING"-Frank 
Sinatra, Bing Crosby & Fred Waring-Reprise 
FS 2920 
Here's a flag-waving, patriotic package which teams -up Frank Sinatra, Bing Crosby and Fred Waring and his Pennsylvanians offering a fine program of evergreens associated with America. 
Although the material here (i.e. "This Is A Great Country," "The Hills Of Home," etc.) might have become maudlin in different hands, the artists underplay enough to make all the selections mov- ing tributes to their own perspectives. A stand- out achievement. 

'\IY LAST NIGHT IN ROME"-Buddy Greco- Epic LN24088 
Buddy Greco, who made the trip to hitsville with his "Soft & Gentle" and "Buddy & Soul" entries on Epic, comes up with another album geared for the same sort of acceptance. The songster aims his warm and feelingful delivery at a dozen Italian -flavored tunes that aptly showcase his vocal artistry. Best bets here are "More," "Mala Femmina," "Ciumachella" and "It Had Better Be Tonight." Top-drawer sales are indicated. 
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"THE REMARKABLE J'S WITH JAMIE"- 
Columbia CL 2149 
For their second Columbia album entry, the J's 
With Jamie offer a top -rung program of chest- 
nuts and newies all rendered in their distinctive, 
easy-going style. The group's original brand of 
harmony and counterpoint is effectively show- 
cased on "My Cigarette And I," "The Ole House" 
and "Let There Be Love." Album should score 
nicely in the coin department. 

"FROM RUSSIA WITH LOVE"-Si Zentner- 
Liberty LRP 3353 
The big, lush Si Zentner ork goes the musical ad- 
venture route on this new Liberty set tagged 
after the current James Bond flick, "From Rus- 
sia With Love." In addition to two other Bond 
themes, the Zentner swings up a storm on a bevy 
of other crime -associated selections culled from 
TV and films including "Mr. Lucky," "Charade' 
and "The Man With The Golden Arm." One of 
the best albums that the orkster has cut in quite 
a while. 

"STAY AWHILE"-Dusty Springfield-Philips 
PHS 600-133 
Dusty Springfield, who is currently riding the 
charts with "Stay Awhile," tags this new Phil- 
ips album date after the chart -rider and includes 
eleven other potent, teen -angled items. The lark's 
rich, wide -range voice and lyrical delivery carries 
her in fine stead on top-notch renditions of "24 
Hours From Tulsa," "Anyone Who Ever Had A 
Heart" and "Mocking Bird." Loads of sales po- 
tential here. 

"JI,MMIE McGRIFF AT THE ORGAN"-Sue LI' 
1020 
Jimmy McGriff, who has earned many laurels in 
the past for his distinctive, swinging keyboard 
talents, unleashes his accomplished bag of musi- 
cal inventiveness full -blast on this hard -driving 
instrumental set from Sue. McGriff's funky. 
bluesy, rhythmic variations are spotlighted on a 
host of originals and sturdies including "Kilo," 
"Jumpin' At The Woodside" and "Close Your 
Eyes." Eye the package for rapid consumer ac- 
ceptance. 

"GENERAL OF THE ARMY DOUGLAS Mac. 
ARTHUR"-MGM E 4245 
This fine MGM tribute to the late general ap- 
propriately sub -tagged "The Life And Legend 
Of 'The Old Soldier' " spotlights the highlights 
of MacArthur's life by utilizing speeches by the 
general as well as other world-famous leaders - 
In addition, narration and sound effects offers 
moving historical backdrop of the times that 
molded and conditioned the onetime chief -of.

NARM Jobbers Mum 
On Capitol Policy

It was too late to bring the com- 

ments made in this letter to the floor 
that same day, but there was an 
opportunity the next day when Sch- 
lang referred to it as the Capitol 
"White Paper" and showed dissatis- 
faction with the Capitol plan during 
his panel forum. But it was also 
obvious that no-one wanted to pick 
up and elaborate on Schlang's com- 
ments about the Capitol move. 

Even the firms which Capitol "cut- 
off" as customers (three were pres- 
ent) didn't raise the subject when 
the opportunity was there. 

And the opportunity was very 
much there, having been laid right at 
the jobbers' feet with one of the few 
stimulating questions on the pro- 
gram: "In seeking a reaffirmation of 
faith' in the record industry various 
record companies have sought their 
own individual solutions to industry 
problems, and have come un with 
several different answers. Having 
worked with both the new Columbia 
and Capitol progrems, introduced in 
the latter part of 1963 and the early 
part of 1964 respectively, how do 
you evaluate them?" Comment on the 
question was insignificant. 

Whether the silence was because 
of the advice of legal counsel Carretta 
or whether the jobbers feared that 
by speaking about it they might 
jeopardize their status with Capitol 
was impossible to determine. Some 
said that the silence was designed to 
avoid making a martyr of Capitol. 
Others felt that the silence was a sign 
that NARM was maturing as an 
organization and rowdy blasts from 
the floor would not help the NARM 
cause and definitely would not cause 
Capitol to change its policy. The 
silence was deafening. 

Dot Bows New Budget 
Line At NARM Convention 
NEW YORK-Rack men attending 
the NARM convention were intro- 
duced to a new low-priced LP line 
from Dot Records. Label, called Ham- 
ilton, is making its debut with 15 
mono ($1.98) and stereo ($2.98) al- 
bums. 

The new line, Dot prexy Randy 
Wood emphasized, will have no dis- 
count programs and will remain a 
one -price line at the manufacturer's 
level. 

Hamilton will be operated com- 
pletely by Dot personnel, with sales 
under the direction of Dot's senior 
vp, Christine Hamilton. 

It was also noted that new artists 
will be developed expressly for Ham- 
ilton. Dot artists will be restricted 
to not more than LP per year on 
Hamilton. 

The first release contains dates by 
the Andrew Sisters, Pat Boone, Jo 
Ann Castle, George Cates, the Lennon 
Sisters, Johnny Maddox, Eddie Pea- 
body, Jimmie Rodgers, Six Fat Dutch- 
men, the Royal Tahitians, Billy 
Vaughn, Lawrence Welk, Dr. Norman 
Soreng Wright and Dr. Charles S. 
Kendall and George Wright. 

Named as quality features of the 
line were shrink-wrapped, full four- 
color covers, virgin vinyl pressing, 
inner sleeve and first -line recording, 
engineering and mastering.

hope of the record business becoming 
simpler. It is today complex and will 
become perhaps even more complex. 
It's all very well to say "let's produce 
less product"; but you can't and you 
shouldn't want to prevent the indus- 
try from trying to produce the juicy 
fruit. 

"The record merchandisers' .second 
function is obviously the task of mak- 
ing the good fruit available-and in 
sufficient quantities and at a time 
when it is good. 

"When I say that I believe in the 
record merchandiser I am not trying 
to flatter. I shall at once add that the 
record merchandiser must improve. 
How? First, the drive for volume can- 
not become hysterical. Hysterics kill 
profits. No manufacturer can or 
should keep an undisciplined record 
merchandiser in business. Second, 
both of the functions I mentioned 
above must be improved. New ideas 
must be developed by YOU (don't 
leave it all to us). For example, in 
my opinion the self-service idea has 
rather been overdone. I think it would 
be wonderful if in the future the pub- 
lic were given a little intelligent guid- 
ing help in the person of live, honest - 
to -God informed sales persons added 
to the bloodless browser box or the 
mute metal fixture. Even if this could 
only be done in a few of the highest 
traffic locations, it could have a con- 
siderable influence on the development 
of your business. 

"My first prediction or wish has 
been, in a sense, all -embracing and 
rather lengthy. Let's go on to my 
second prediction." 

Here Marek delved into the inter- 
national market and the rack jobbing 
concept's potential abroad: 

"2. I believe that records will short- 
ly be sold-and to a significant extent 
-in supermarkets, variety stores and 
other non -record outlets abroad. 

"I believe that the United States 
pattern of distribution will develop 
in other countries, including England, 
which is the second biggest, and 
Japan, which is the third biggest rec- 
ord market. Evidence is accumulating 
that this will be so-and that is why 
I have stressed this morning the 
worldwide aspect of our business. 

"My second wish, therefore, is that 
the NARM become an international 
association. 

"3. I hope that in the next ten 
years the industry will produce an 
even better LP, one totally free of 
ticks, pops and scratches. Maybe you 
think the LP is good enough today. 
I do not think so. 

"4. I don't wish anybody any harm, 
but I hope monaural will die soon. It's 
half dead now, and I do predict that 
within the next five years it will die, 
as the 78 has died. And what a relief 
that will be! 

"5. I hope that the industry will 
come through with some new ideas for 
new phonographs-machines which 
are (a) cheaper; (b) better able to 
get off a record what we put on a 
record in beauty of sound and in ex- 

citement of presence, and (e) are 
smaller and weigh less. 

"6. I believe that if that happens 
most homes will have not one but at 
least two phonographs. My wish is 
for a two -phonograph home. 

"7. I believe and suspect that either 
in the form of tape or in the form of 
a new kind of record player we will 
have music available in automobiles. 
I have witnessed some experimental 
installations and I assure you that the 
effect of listening to recorded music 
while you are driving (and of course 
I don't mean those junky little radios) 
is just marvelous. The music sur- 
rounds you and bathes you in its 
glow. Car music may offer a new op- 
portunity to the NARM. 

"8. See -and -hear tape may become 
a commercial reality within the next 
ten years. This may double our busi- 
ness, though it will quadruple our 
union problems. 

"9. I believe that exciting new art- 
ists will come along to interpret for 
us both new music and old music in 
new ways. What makes our business 
fascinating is, I think, its kaleido- 
scopic quality, the fact that fortu- 
nately there is not one taste-but 
many tastes ranging from the Beatles 
to Bach. So will there be many new 
artists. When there are exciting art- 
ists in the world, then our business 
becomes exciting and people go to the 
stores. 

"Underlying and enveloping these 
nine wishes is one strong belief: that 
is, that the interest in, the enthusiasm 
for, the understanding of music will 
grow in the next ten years. 

"My tenth wish is that we-the 
NARM and the record manufacturer 
-match the consumer's enthusiasm 
with our own." 

Marek concluded with a slide of a 
chart which predicts that the popu- 
lation in the 18 to 24 age group will 
increase between 1964 and 1970 by 
almost 50% making America a 
younger nation. "And we have the op- 
portunity," said Marek, "to serve 
these young people better. Their in- 
crease," said Marek, "is a promissory 
note for our future." 

NYU-NARAS Course 
Ends '64 Sessions 

NEW YORK-The closing session of 
this year's NYU-NARAS course, "Re- 
cording and Music: Culture, Com- 
merce and Technology," was held last 
week (22) at the Hotel Lancaster. 

Panelists for the final session were 
Milton Babbitt, composer and profes- 
sor of music at Princeton University; 
Phil Ramone, Tom Dowd, Jack Somer 
and moderator Billy Taylor, in a dis- 
cussion of the "Creative Use of Tech- 
nology and the Future of Recording." 

Some of the conclusions arrived at 
by the panelists were: the need for 
engineers to better understand music 
as well as engineering; performers 
should try to develop a better under- 
standing of the recording instrument; 
and a plea for greater excellence in 
recording to stimulate artists and en- 
gineers to greater achievement.

vince you of the manufacturer's faith 
in the future of this industry. We 
don't need re -affirmation . we put 
our money where our faith is! 

Then Gallagher traced the product 
on its trip to the market place show- 
ing the tremendous cost and creativ- 
ity that the manufacturer supplies to 
the product before he has sold one 
record. He also pointed to the 1963 
figure of $14 Million spent by the rec- 
ord industry on advertising in both 
local and national media to help pre - 
sell the product. Then he drove his 
point home: 

"Gentlemen, that's the exciting saga 
of how a record gets to the market 
place ... and it's at this point where 
your job really begins! That gets me 
back to your eloquent statement re- 
ferring to a NARM statement issued 
in 1958 which I read at the beginning 
of my remarks; some of the basic 
elements in your definition were as 
follows: 
"1. The Rack Merchandiser helps 
manufacturer plan for the orderly 
distribution of products. 

"This is certainly your basic role 
and a role which many of you per- 
form efficiently but unfortunately too 
few of you focus your selectivity on 
the needs of your customers. Again 
I urge you to plan your business from 
the needs of the market place . . 
not the market place from the bins of 
your warehouse! Accurate buying is 
more essential than ever before in 
rack merchandising ... the consumer 
has little concern for the state of your 
inventory . . . he knows what he 
wants and it's your job to buy what 
he wants and service your outlets ac- 
cordingly! This will guarantee turn- 
over for you and your retail custom- 
er . . . and turn -over is your only 
guarantee toward mutual prosperity! 
I urge you also to institute an accu -

rate system of cost analysis so that 
you can properly appraise what it 
costs you to "orbit" merchandise-the 
type that goes out the front door and 
retyrns via the back door. Price alone 
has never been at the core of the rack 
merchandiser's success . you can 
afford to pay an equitable price for 
merchandise that turns ... you can- 
not afford to stock your racks with 
"price" merchandise that re -turns! 

"2. The Rack Merchandiser stimu- 
lates demand. 

"This is a role that you apparently 
accept but too few of you do anything 
about. The rack merchandiser in or- 
der to assure maximum market pene- 
tration must be aware of the need to 
stimulate consumer demand. If you're 
servicing a major chain in your com- 
munity that buys radio time-and you 
know that you have a hot album on 
the racks-encourage the advertising 
people with the chain to have the al- 
bum played during spots, etc.-win- 
dow streamers, artist appearances, 
tie-in promotions with theatres and 
concert promoters all contribute to 
maximum market penetration. You 
must learn to live up to your respon- 
sibility of creating and fulfilling the 
demand of the consumer! 

"3. The Rack Merchandiser pro- 
vides sophisticated merchandising 
programs. 

"Here's a step in the sale of a rec- 
ord that challenges every manufac- 
turer, rack merchandiser and retailer 
in this industry. We provide expen- 
sive point of sale material designed 
to meet your exacting requirements 
yet we find these valuable sales tools 
taking up valuable space in your 
warehouse instead of being in posi- 
tion to perform the selling role on 
your racks-which is what they were 
designed for. May I suggest that you 
discuss your point of sale merchandis- 
ing ideas and needs with the manu- 
facturers represented here at this 
meeting-your efforts toward improv- 
ing our merchandising techniques will 
prove much more valuable for all 
than any price concession you can 
imagine!" 

Gallagher concluded with a sugges- 
tion that rack jobbers demand ade- 
quate compensation for the services 
they render and that they keep in 
mind that it is not over -production 
but "under demand" that lies at the 
heart of the problem! Over -production 
is unknown in companies whose prod- 
ucts have continually stayed a step 
ahead of competition - whose A&R 
forces have successfully produced 
what the customer wanted-or better 
still, what he didn't realize he 
wanted !

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Cash Box had the pleasure of meeting Stanley West, CBS coordinator of 
European operations during his short stay in Milan. He reported to us about 
the satisfying operation CBS is conducting on the Italian market, too, and 
he announced that CBS wants to start in Italy a strong promotion on its 
American artists. West talked. with us in this regard about the great problem 
involving the personal appearances of such artists in our country. As we 
noted many times, the Italian market is becoming even more interesting, 
and the sales potential of our country is ever increasing. To have a good 
part in this natural process, it is necessary to conduct a strong promotion 
and such a promotion can be strongly aided through personal appearances 
of the principal artists in our territory. 

West also talked about the CBS Convention of European representatives, 
which will be held in Torremolinos (Spain) on May 20, 21, and 22. Italy 
will be represented there by Guido Rignano, (general manager of Dischi 
Ricordi/CBS) Enzo Micocci (A/R Manager) Paolo Ruggeri (Coordinator) 
and Lucio Salvini (Head of Prmotional Office). 

Also we had a long conversation with Lucio Salvini: he announced the 
next visit in Italy of the following CBS artists: Dave Brubeck, Mahalia Jack- 
son, The Brothers Four, during June, while Maestro Andre Kostelanetz will 
be in Italy at the end of October. 

On the Ricordi side, Lucio Salvini emphasized that participation in a con- 
test called "A Record For The Summer," organized by our Radio and TV 
Company: three Ricordi's artists will be presented at such event: Ornella 
Vanoni, presenting the new song "Poco Sole," Don Powell, who returns on 
the record scene with "Come E' Grande Questa Casa Senza Te," and Franco 
De Bellis, who makes his debut with his first recording intitled, "E' Perche' 
Ti Amo." The three songs are all published by the Ricordi pubbery. 

Three Phonogram artists also will take part to the RAI-TV contest "A 
Record For The Summer:" these are the names of these singers: Carla Boni, 
presenting "Piccola Spiaggia," Jo Fedeli with the song "Sei Come Una 
Lucertola" (both under the Polydor label) and Elsa Quarta singing the com- 
position "Prego Non Piangere" under the Philips mark. 

As we reported some weeks ago, and as we noted above, the contest "A 
Record For The Summer" is organized by our sole Radio & TV Company, 
in connection with our record industry, as represented by A.F.I. (Italian 
Phonographic Association). This is a fact that must be stressed, because we 
hope that it represents the first step towards a more intimate and profitable 
cooperation between our music industry and Radio & TV in our country. To 
organize such a contest our Radio & TV responsibles have invited the record 
companies to present one or three artists of their cast (according, of course) 
to the importance of each company) who have prepared a song to be promoted 
during the summer season. The recordings of these songs as performed by 
the various artists will be broadcast by the Radio stations for two months. 
The public is invited to vote only for one artist of each record firms, and all 
the artists voted will present their songs on the final night's event, to be 
held in Saint Vincent (on the Alps) and televised. We have been informed 
that all songs presented are of very high quality, and this, of course, will 
assure a strong success for the competition. Next week we will give the 
complete list of interpreter and songs presented: 42 in all. 

Another great TV show that will have strong promotional power, has been 
also announced from Pesaro, (a sunny beach on the East coast of Italy) with 
the participation of 12 Italian and 12 foreign artists: Since the list of the 
entrants is, not yet complete, the organizers have not yet announced them, but 
as for the Italian singers we are sure of the participation of such names like 
Michele, Betty Curtis, and Mina, among others. While foreign artists list 
is more secret, we can only indicate the name of Francoise Hardy. Note that 
all these artists did not take part in the San Remo Festival, and they are 
taking the occasion to present in Pesaro their new summer productions. It 
seems, therefore, that this contest will have great importance and artists 
presented will enjoy a very strong promotion through TV exposure. 

Decca has released on 45 singles all the recordings of the top Kapp artist 
Jack Jones. Included are the songs from motion pictures, "Call Me Irre- 
sponsible," "Love With The Proper Stranger," "Wives And Lovers," and 
"Toys In The Attic." Decca has also announced that Jones will record his 
first Italian version of the liet-motiv of the film, "From Russia With Love" 
under the Italian title "Ritorna Da Me." This record will be strongly pro- 
moted: this represents the first Kapp release published by Decca in an 
Italian version.

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DENMARK 
The Beatles are coming to Copenhagen for two concerts at the KB-Hall on 

June 4. They are the most expensive artists ever presented in Denmark, but 
the arranger refuses to say how expensive. The KB-Hall is the biggest spot in 
Scandinavia for such events, taking 4400 people at each performance. 

The Danish Music Dealers' Association celebrated its 60th birthday on April 
13. A reception was held at Hotel Richmond in Copenhagen. 

"Sangen Om Dig," this year's Danish Eurovision Song Festival entry, re- 
corded by Bjorn Tidmand, has been released on Parlophone in Great Britain. 

Dansk Gramofonpladeforlag (Sonet, among others) has taken over Supra- 
phon for Denmark, Karl Emil Knudsen, head of the company, told Cash Box. 
The Czech label has a very strong catalog of classic recordings, of which there 
is a great demand in Denmark with an estimated sale of 30 to 35% of all rec- 
ords being sold belonging to the classical category. 

Poul Bundgaard has recorded two of this year's Eurovision songs for Tono, 
both in Danish. It is "Sporg Ikke, Hvorfor ...," the Austrian entry "Warum, 
Nur Warum," and "Den Forbudne Frugt" being Monaco's "Ou Sont -Elles 
Passees." Inge Ostergaard, a new name on Tono, has done the French entry, 
"Sangen Om Mallory" (Le Chant De Mallory), in Danish, b/w "Jeg Vil Danse" 
(Bright And Shiny), Erik 011gaard of Tono told Cash Box. 

Ester Ofarim and Abraham came to Copenhagen for radio and p.a. April 17 
and 18. Of other artists from the Philips stable who have been in Copenhagen 
recently can be mentioned Anita Lindblom who came here to make a TV show 
that will represent Denmark at this year's Montreux TV Festival. Johnny 
Griffin, recording for Riverside, has done very well at Copenhagen's jazz spot 
Montmartre. Modern Jazz Quartet has just been in Copenhagen, so has Charlie 
Mingus. Of recent releases, Owe Wiisholm of Nordisk Polyphon Nkst (NPA) 
particularly mentioned "Move Cver Darling" with Doris Day on CBS and "I'm 
On Fire" with Jerry Lee Lewis on Philips. On Mercury has just been released 
the album "Roland Kirk Quartet meets the Benny Golson Orchestra." 

H. Rosenlow Jensen, label manager of Decca at NPA told Cash Box that 
Jorn Grauengaard has just signed a contract with NPA and will be recording 
for the Decca label, where a serial of Danish recordings has just started. Katy 
Bodtger has made the French "Le Chant De Mallory" in Danish on Polydor. 
Terry Stafford's "Suspicion" on London and Dana Valery's English language 
version of this year's Eurovision Song Contest winner, the Italian "Non Ho 
L'Eta" (This Is My Prayer) on Decca are recent releases from which the com- 
pany expects a lot in the next weeks. 

Decca in Denmark has a very strong catalog of classic music this spring, 
it was learned. Also on the jazz field, NPA has a strong position, among others at the Verve label with Ella Fitzgerald's album "These Are The Blues," and a 
series of ten EPs with top names in jazz. 

Imudico A/S is Danish publisher of Monaco's Eurovision entry this year,

It has come to the notice of Cash Box again over recent weeks that there 

are thousands of ridiculously low-priced fully -imported albums being offered 
to leading dealers in major cities throughout Australia. When we say 
ridiculously low-priced, we mean it! These albums are being offered to dealers 
at prices that would allow dealers to sell them at much less than EP retail 
level and still make a handsome profit. How these albums can be recorded, 
pressed, packaged and shipped to Australia and retailed in accordance with 
Government regulations (import duty, copyright, sales tax) is something of 
a puzzle. This is unfair competition in the true sense of the phrase because 
it is economically impossible for local manufacturers to get anywhere near 
the price structure of these imported products. It must surely be the time 
for the whole industry to take some definite action to prevent this import 
business growing to the stage where perhaps it will be difficult to suppress. 
Now is the time for an approach to be made to the Federal Government to 
at least put a temporary halt to low -price importing pending a full and 
thorough investigation into the matter. The longer this type of importing 
is allowed to go unquestioned the more difficult it will be to stop and that 
is why some urgent action is needed before the local manufacturers find 
themselves in some real trouble. 

Peter, Paul & Mary whose Australian visit has been on and off several 
times during the past couple of months, are now certain to arrive here on 
May 28. The group's concert manager, Ed Sarkesian, who was in Australia 
recently has finalized details for P, P & M to give concerts in Melbourne, 
Brisbane, Sydney and Adelaide. At present the trio's new Warner Bros. 
single "Tell It On The Mountain" is doing good business. 

Two local groups have new releases out on the Leedon label through the 
Festival Records group. The Rajahs have "Kiss Me Now" c/w "You'll Get 
Over It" and The Nocturnes have "Sitting Pretty" c/w "Storm Warning." 
Other new singles through Festival are Betty Everett with "The Shoop Shoop 
Song" (shaping like a real smash); Moe Koffman with "Coffee House" and 
"Flootenanny"; The Caterpillars with "Hello Happy Happy Goodbye" c/w 
"The Caterpillar Song"; Herbie Mann has "Harlem Nocturne" and "Not 
Now- Later On" and Lena Horne's new single carries "Blowin' In The Wind" 
c/w "The Eagle And Me." 

We goofed in the column a couple of weeks ago when we reported that 
Tony Doherty was doing the national disk-jockey sessions during the absence 
of John Laws through illness. For sure-Tony is doing some of the shows 
but John's station mate Ken Sparkes is also handling some of the big national 
programs. Both Ken and Tony are doing the shows over the Macquarie 
Broadcasting Network and they're doing them in a truly national style by 
including records by artists from as many States as possible. 

EMI has released-on the Decca label-a single featuring Sounds Incor- 
porated from England with "Keep Moving" and "Order Of The Keys"; the 
former title is from the film "Live It Up." The record is of more than usual 
interest due to the fact that Sounds Incorporated will tour Australia with 
The Beatles in June. 

Local singing star and television personality Johnny O'Keefe is scoring 
fairly well with his current single on the Leedon label "She Wears My Ring." 
Once again-as in many cases in the past-Johnny's record seems to be 

hotter in Melbourne than in any other city at the moment. 
At the time of going to press with this column, the release of "Can't Buy 

Me Love" by The Beatles is still one week away but we are prepared to 
wager that within a couple of days of release it will become the No. 1 

record across the nation. EMI has made elaborate plans to ensure that all 
its distribution offices have ample stock ready for the release date. One thing 
for sure-when "Can't Buy Me Love" becomes the No. 1 single in Australia 
it will displace another record by the Beatles. These guys are competing with 
themselves-they have the singles market completely bottled up and looks 
like holding it for a while yet. 

The one disturbing feature about the fantastic sales of the Beatles is 

that they have spelt doom to many, many fine singles which would under 
different circumstances have become top sales items.

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Important news from RCA: Douglas Reid, former manager of that com- 
pany, became the first Brazilian President of the diskery in this country. This 
is considered a very wise move, since Reid is not only one of the well liked 
professionals in this country, but also a competent one and with perfect 
knowledge of the problems relative to the Brazilian music business. The new 
president of RCA has been receiving sincere congratulations from everyone 
connected with the record world, and a well deserved homage is being pre- 
pared. Sergio Endrigo, exclusive artist of that label who, in spite of having 
announced personally to us his voyage back home, remained incognito under- 
water -fishing on the Brazilian coast, was one of the first to congratulate Reid. 

Ramalho Neto, head of the promo and art departments, is busy preparing 
with enthusiasm the material about the young Italian singer Rita Pavone, who 
is due in Brazil in the next months. Other info, same source: Sergio Murilo, 
teen idol singer, after a successful tour in Argentina and Chile, signed with 
this label. Another new contract with the instrumental combo Os Poligonais, 
five college boys who will record their first LP in bossa-nova and "balanço." 
The man who actually started the BN move-Johnny Alf-some ten years 
ago, is cutting a new LP for RCA called "Diagonal." H. Gastaldello, of the 
International Dept. is preparing a new LP on the same line as two others, 
with numbers by several Italian artists whose recent releases-"Itália Mo- 
derns" and "Alta Pressione"-were very well accepted in the market; name is 
"Gioventu!" Elvis Presley's single "Suspicion" will have an extra special pro- 
motion: with each record a calendar with the artist's photo for his fans' de- 
light! 

J. Rahmi, general manager of Chantecler, announced that the waxing of 
the label's exclusive artist, Giane, of the world success "Dominique" is reach- 
ing the 150,000 mark. Another LP with a quite interesting career on the mar- 
ket is the "Hully Gully" waxing by the local group The Jet Black's. The pop- 
ular Brazilian songstress Martha Mendonça's rendition of the bolero "Foi Con- 
tigo" is making an interesting career as well. Rahmi is also proud of the pos- 
ition of this company as far as the classical Brazilian releases are concerned: 
During 1963 the following albums have been released with great success- 
"Ouro Sobre Azul," works by Ernesto Nazareth, interpreted by one of the 
top names of the concert pianists in the country, "Eudoxia De Barros," a seri- 
ous challenger for the recently created award for "National Prize of the 
Record." Two LP's by the young guitar soloist Antonio Carlos Barbosa Lima- 
Villa-Lobos' "Bachianas No. 4, and Concerto Para Viola Brasileira." Also "Lia 
Salgado E A Cançio Brasileira." All these releases have had good reception by 
public and critics. As great a novelty Rahmi announced that Chantecler will 
release this month a waxing by the Italian songster Bobby Solo, with the 
great success "Una Lacrima Sul Viso;" it is said that this record sold on its 
first week of its release in Italy the impressive amount of 250,000 and be- 
came Italy's first million seller. The publisher, Ricordi, says that although 
the song couldn't be duly presented during the San Remo Festival of '64, be- 
cause Bobby had a throat ailment, it is considered to be the real winner of 
the contest. . Rahmi just left for Mexico, where he will attend the Con- 
vention of the Latin American Federation, will then proceed to the United 
States, Colombia, Venezuela and Peru, on a professional visit. 

Enrique Lebendiger of Fermata informs that the pubbery has lately re- 
leased 15 Italian songs of several publishers. Fermata records one of the 
most famous conductors and arrangers in the country, Luiz Arruda Pais. He's 
preparing an LP with 12 compositions of the British maestro, Donald Philips, 
a famous name in the whole world. Other items of interest: Few people know 
that Jack Mills (Mills Music) is a talented composer! His first creation-"I'll 
Buy The Ring For Your Wedding Day"-never recorded in the States, was 
finally "discovered" by the Brazilian band leader Osmar Milani . after 40 
years; he liked it so much that he will cut an arrangement for Fermata in 
Brazil. Juvenal Fernandes is very excited about the great movement on the 
market with the two vocal and instrumental groups, exclusive of the company, 
The Vikings and The Rhythm Killers. 

One of the most interesting, talented and internationally famous music 
personalities of the present day is currently in Brazil, namely Sao Paulo: 
the Austrian pianist Friederich Guida. This great artist is not only a great 
interpreter of the erudite music-not only the classics but also the modern 
symphonic-but also one of the most important promoters of real jazz as a 
serious manifestation of art. Guida is in Sao Paulo, on his way to Argentina 
and gave a concert of symphonic music at the "Teatro Municipal" and was 
quite disappointed with the management of that theater: this is one of the 
only such places where Fritz did not succeed to do the very interesting pro- 
gramming that he has been doing all over the world including the Vienneese 
Music Hall, which consists of a mixed program of a first part classical and 
second jazz. He will now go to Buenos Aires, where he will perform in 10 to 
12 such concerts and hopes to be able to do it here when he will return which 
will be very soon. Let us hope! When we had the opportunity to meet Guida 
in Vienna some 10 years ago, he was only, at least officially, a classical con- certist; however he was already enthusiastic about jazz and would perform for his friends whenever he could. Now, he doesn't have a minute free, because 
he rehearses the whole day, either in one or in the other activity. Here in SP 
he is preparing his jazz concerts, with two North American boys-James Rowser, bass, and Albert Heath, drums-who came all the way from NY with 
him. Fritz Guide's immediate plans are interesting and "different": middle of May-"Wiener Fest Woche"-one recital and one jazz -concert with some of the big names in Europe and some Americans (15 pieces in all), among whom Mel Lewis, Benny Bailey, Idrees Sulieman, Sahib Shihab, Tubby Hayes. This concert will be cut by US Columbia (CBS), under the supervision of John Hammond. As a matter of fact, CBS has already an LP with the artist, called "Music For Piano And Band." Classical records were cut by the genial pianist for Decca and Deutsche Gramophon. In June, Gulda will perform at a whole Beethoven Night at the world famous "Salzburger Festspiele." Then, in August, he will be at the Music Festival of Santander, in Spain, with an- other of his favorite personal appearances: one part Classic, one part jazz. The great Friederich Guida will cut an LP during his next stay in Brazil for RGE -a wise promotion of Scatena! 

And ... The Beetles are coming to Brazil at the end of this month!!! Note that it is spelled B -E -E . . . Yes, the American version of the Beatles will do sonic TV shows and personal appearances!

Hua, as a soloist. His first record is "Samba De Usted" and "Chacarera Del 
Soltero." On the international side, Odeon's label London has contracted tango 
songstress Susy Leiva for a series of waxings that will be released in other 
countries as well as Argentina. 

Stanko Jerebic of CBS reports the start of a new pubbery, controlled by the 
diskery, according to its international policy. The name will be Melograf, and 
it will publish mainly the tunes written by local singers and composers re- 
cording for CBS. First name to work for Melograf is Leo Dan, who's riding 
the charts with his new title "Lita" and "Como Te Extraño Mi Amor." Larry's 
"Beatriz," also on the charts, is also a Melograf item. 

More about diskery pubberies: RCA's Relay Music is also gaining force: it 
has been announced that it will represent in Argentina the works published 
by RCA Italiana, which are currently taking a good share of the market. Relay 
will have an option to the tunes published by RCA Italians, which include many 
Rita Pavone and other well known artists. 

Daniel Blanco of Sicamericana reports that the diskery is expecting the ar- 
rival of the new stereo equipment very soon. The label's plans are to start op- 
erating its studios with the new machines in a few months. Tango star Jose 
Basso is already back from Europe, where he negotiated a tour to be started 
next June. Basso and his orchestra will visit Spain, France, Italy and some 
other countries, and the trip will last several months. Folk artist Rodolfo Za 
pata has just returned from the province of Cordoba, where he made a series 
of p.a.'s. His latest waxings are "La Electronica" and "El Cuchi Cuchi." 

News from Fermata: Juan Ramon (Disc Jockey) has recorded "No Es Facil 
Tener 18 Años" and "No Te Vayas." Sonia (Philips) has cut also the latter, 
coupled with "La Ultima Cita," while Los Tammys have waxed "Hey, Ni Lo 

Digas." Don Pipo (CBS), recorded "Dame Dame Tu Amor," while Roberto 
Vanes has cut "Cuando Sonnies Asi" and "Yo Te Amo Solo A Ti." 

On the Producciones Fermata side, the news are "Hey Bobba Neddle," by 

Chubby Checker, under the Cameo Parkway label, and an EP by Bernie Lowe. 
Mario Kaminsky of Microfon reports about a very interesting album to be 

released by his label, in cooperation with the Friends of Tango Music Associa- 
tion. The LP will feature several top names in the field, like Atilio Stampone, 
Eduardo Rovira, Alberto Caracciolo, Reinaldo Michele, and, through RCA per. 
mission, Anibel Troilo. Six different orchestras will be featured, and thus the

The Hawkins -.Ramblers Decca LP we wrote about some time ago, met with 
quite unsuspected success. The first batch of records Phonogram imported was 
sold out in less than a week. Ramblers leader Theo Uden Masman, who re- 
corded for almost 25 years for Decca and Philips, left show-business after 38 
years on Monday April 6. He was guest of honor at a cocktail party and dinner 
offered by Phonogram. Several "old hands" were present: sound -engineer Us 
van der Meulen, who made the first Ramblers -records, Theo's first vocalist 
Annie de Reuver, drummer Kees Kranenburg (who, in his 60's, is still one of 
Holland's foremost percussionists), first Decca -director Henk van Zoelen, who 
started it all in 1932. 

Famous father -and -daughter vocalists Willy and Willeke Alberti made a fine 
record on Philips of the winning songs of the San Remo Song Festival 1964. 
Willeke is doing very well (after she got the Golden Record for "Spiegel- 
beeld") with her new recording "De Winter Was Lang" (Dutch version of

The Bach -singing Swingle Singers, French vocal octet with bass and drums, 
met with tremendous success in Holland.

Unofficial Report From Albany 

Rockefeller Vetoes NYS 

Free Play Pingame Bill 
ALBANY, N.Y. - Unofficial reports 
here late Thursday, April 23, indi- 
cated that Governor Nelson Rocke- 
feller had vetoed the much publicized 
free play -licensing bill as proposed by 
members of the industry and submit- 
ted by Senator Thomas Laverne and 
Assemblyman Richard Lounsberry. 
There was no authorized report avail- 
able from the State capitol nor was 
there any information as to the rea- 
son why the bill was not approved. 

The proposed legislation would have 
approved the free -play pinball ma- 
chine in territories where pingames 
are now allowed, and would have li- 
censed amusement machine operators 
of one or more games, throughout the 
entire State. 

No word was forthcoming as to the 
status of an amendment to an alco- 
holic control bill which would allevi- 
ate payment of a $100 fee for instal- 
lation of equipment.

AMA Looks At 
The Shape Of Things 

To Come From Vendors 

Packaging, the designer's contribu- 
tion to a multi -faceted marketing pro- 
gram which carries today's manufac- 
tured product into the hands of the 
ultimate consumer, took New York 
City by storm last week. The Ameri- 
can Management Association spon- 
sored an Exposition which occupied 
four floors of the hugh Coliseum. 453 
exhibitors showed 15,000 items rang- 
ing from a disposable eye -dropper to 

a paper bag capable of holding 25 
tons. An AMA Conference conducted 
in conjunction with the Exposition, 
was held at the Hilton Hotel where 
Packaging executives listened to the 
experts. A small but important seg- 
ment of the show centered on vending. 
A General Electric product plan- 
ning specialist saw the microwave 
heating unit as a means whereby the 
vending industry may develop further 
into the hot food feeding business. 

Microwave Heating Seen As Answer To 

Fast And Reliable Hot -Food Vending 

Package Shape Important 
NEW YORK-The day of economical, 
quality, and speedy hot food vending 
will shortly be dawning, according to 
Bruce Thatcher, Product Planning 
Specialist for the General Electric Co. 
He said that the "microwave" heating 
principle will be the responsible agent. 

In an address to a large assemblage 
of packaging experts attending the 
American Managing Association's 
33rd National Packaging Conference, 
held last week at the New York Hil- 
ton Hotel, Thatcher cited a growing 
cooperation among vending equipment 
manufacturers, food processors and 
packagers, and manufacturers of 
microwave heating equipment as a 
most encouraging development in the 
long discussed subject of hot food 
vending. 

The planning specialist stated that 
the microwave principle of reheating 
single servings of pre-cooked foods by 
the use of high -frequency, hi -power 
electromagnetic energy "is almost per- 
fect for reconstituting convenience 
foods, and the great advantage of this 
system is speed." The microwave prin- 
ciple induces a molecular, or atomic, 
or electronic agitation in the food, 
generating heat internally. 

Microwave heating will allow the 
vending operator to expand his menu, 
make it longer lived and increase his 
meat turnover, Thatcher said. The 
resultant reduction of waste would 
allow the food portion of the auto- 
matic merchandising business to 
grow tremendously, he added. 

However, heating by this adapta- 
tion of television -type energy is un- 
suitable for cooking foods from raw - 
to -done, Thatcher advised, as the end 
result is "usually unsatisfactory." But 
for the reheating of pre-cooked foods, 
the microwave system is perfect, he 
said, provided the size of the food 
package meets the specific standards 
of the particular model and wave- 
length frequency of the machine it is 
to be heated by. In all, there are seven 
frequencies to choose from, the two 

For Uniformity 
most common being 2450 and 915 
megacycles. 

To illustrate the importance of size 
and shape of the food package to be 
reheated by the microwave, Thatcher 
said that on certain machines, it has 
taken five minutes to cook one ham- 
burger pattie, one and a half minutes 
to cook two on a stack, but only forty 
seconds to cook three. When the op- 
erator added more than three ham- 
burgers to the stack, the time was 
lengthened, he said. 

Equally as important as size and 
shape are the materials and construc- 
tion of the food package itself. 
Thatcher said that while some pack- 
ages scorch or split in the microwave 
oven, food products cooked in their 
packaging are most often far superior 
to those that have been removed from 
their shells. 

Thatcher revealed that food service 
-providing meals outside the home- 
is by most calculations the fourth 
largest industry in the nation, and 
in his opinion, "microwave heating is 
one on the technologies which prom- 
ises to aid in the solution of one of the 
problems of this narrow -margin in- 
dustry-hot food vending." He said 
the 6,000 plus automatic merchan- 
disers in this country amount to twice 
the number of conventional food 
service operators who have the poten- 
tial of dispensing convenience foods 
through microwave cooking. But in 
order for this technique to grow and 
function beneficially and economically, 
a quality end product in terms of ap- 
pearance, temperature and flavor 
must be developed. 

Eleven different manufacturers of 
commercial units exist and prices 
vary from $700, to $3,500, to as much 
as $22,000, according to size. 

As a specialist in product planning, 
Thatcher works for G.E.'s Commercial 
Equipment Dept. He also is editor of 
'Current,' 'Gesco Digest,' 'Graybar 
Circut' and 'Power Distribution News' 
-all General Electric house organs. 

Later in the day a Macke Vending 
official outlined the point -of -purchase 
display ingredients necessary for a 
product to sell itself off the shelf of a 
vending machine. Both observations 
are reported on here, and in addition 
to several exhibits at the Exposition 
which offered various food and drink 
containers, represent the segment of 
the trade show which was a particu- 
lar concern to the vending industry. 

Macke Exec Asks Packagers To Heed 

Vending Industry's Special Needs 

Gouled Lists Requirements For 
NEW YORK-William S. Gouled, 
Sales Promotion Manager of the 
Macke Vending Co., Washington, D.C., 
made a plea to the packaging com- 
pany executives attending last week's 
33rd National American Management 
Association Packaging Conference at 
the New York Hilton Hotel, to con- 
sider the vending industry as a mar- 
ket worthy of consideration separate 
and distinct from other avenues of 
distribution. 

Gouled made this request because 
the vending industry, he said moved 
$3.2 billion worth of goods in 1963, 
a 9% increase over 1962, and as such, 
is assuming an even larger role in the 
market place. A second and even more 
important reason why automatic mer- 
chandising should receive special con- 
sideration by the packaging industry 
is because products designed to be 
dispensed through vending equipment 
have very unique and definite qualifi- 
cations since the machines themselves 
have certain capabilities and limita- 
tions. 

Gouled said, "It is a sad commen- 
tary on the salesmen who call on us 
that so few know anything about 
vending equipment." One of the prime 
requisites for those involved with 
proper packaging materials and mar- 
keting suggestions, according to 
Gouled, "is to understand thoroughly 
the capabilities and limitations of our 
equipment-yet so few do." 

The qualifications for vending prod- 
ucts packages which Gouled cited 
were: the package must retain all the 
goodness of the product for the cus- 
tomer's enjoyment, it should be color- 
ful and attractive to the eve and to 
the touch, its shape, finish and rigidity 
should resemble dinnerware, it must 
be free of odor and taste, and must be 
unaffected by the usual oils, greases, 
acids and alkalies. 

Packaging today must stand up in a 
murderously competitive communica- 
tions arena with visual attractions on 
every side, Gouled advised, and those requirements of vended products de- 
signed to be vended should not be

Gouled cited two examples of bull

Laundry Ordinance To Be Reviewed 

CHICAGO-The City Council finance 
committee approved three measures in 
an attempt to assure court approval 
of the city ordinance regulating au- 
tomatic coin -operated laundries last 
Thursday, April 16.

Remove a requirement that lhundry 
attendants must be American citizens.

(3) Require a certificate of fitness 

for attendants. 
Corporation Counsel John C. Mela- 

niphy said passage of these measures 
does not guarantee the city will win 
its case before Circuit Judge John J. 
Lupe, who is considering a suit filed 
by laundryowners. 

However, the amendments will min- 
imize possible defects in the ordinance 
if the case is appealed, Melaniphy 
said.
