The hard-and-fast rules by 

which the record industry has gov- 
erned its release schedules are cur- 
rently going the way of the 78 rpm 
record. 

Once again, the Beatles are the 
culprits in bringing about new in- 
dustry thinking in an area that had 
its axioms (and no -two -ways about 
them, either !) . 

Before the Beatles came along, 
a label figured its singles release 
set-up on a particular artist along 
these lines : release the side, hope 
it clicks and if it does, get the fol- 
low-up side out just at that point 
following its sales peak; now we 

come to the label that happened to 
have an older master by an artist 
who finally came through on an- 

other label: release it, of course, 
but just expect a minimum of sales 

that comes with riding on the coat- 

tails of the artist's newly -gained 

fame. 

This thinking seemed to make 
good business sense in the era BB 

(Before Beatles). Now in a dra- 

matic, topsy-turvy turn of events, 

all releasing concepts have gone by 

the boards. 

The Beatles proved-to the ever- 

lasting gratitude of a number of 
labels-that an attraction can be a 

resounding chart success with a 

number of available disks on com- 

peting labels. Never mind, too, the 

follow-up side to a hit that has to 

wait for post -sales peak showings, 

as Epic recently did with its second 

Dave Clark Five single. Now 
there's a third Clark issue on Epic 
and the first two aren't even dead 
yet. Forget also about that silly no- 
tion that an older master can only 
eke out a bare sales existence be- 
cause it must live in the shadow of 
a fresh hit. 

Today, there seems to be ample 
elbow room for more than one 
single at a time by a solid attrac- 
tion. Pre -hit sides go to market 
again and join their newer counter- 
parts on the charts. No longer do 
radio stations take a jaded view of 
these masters and automatically 
exclude them from their play lists. 

This is the startling way things 
stand now. Not only with disks by 
British artists, whose total session 
output seems to be making their 
way to these shores in master spree 
deals set by a remarkable number 
of labels, majors and inches alike. 
American artists, too, are getting 
simultaneous chart billing with 
multi -label representation (e.g. 
the Four Seasons). 

This any -thing -goes jolt on sin- 

gles releases is much too new and 
unsettled to draw definite conclu- 
sions on its future. It is clear, how- 

ever, that it is a new kind of daring 
that is producing strong sales re- 

sults in a marketing concept un- 
heard of as late as the end of 1963. 
And, we may add, it should pro- 
voke thought on other trade axi- 

oms that may no longer hold much 
water in today's music business.

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Jimmy Johnson Named 

Disney Music President 

JIMMY JOHNSON 

NEW YORK-Jimmy Johnson has 
been named president of the Walt 
Disney Music Company. 

The firm, which comprises Disney's 
two labels, Disneyland and Buena 
Vista, plus music publishing, was 
previously headed by Roy Disney, 
Walt's brother,. who is president of 
all Disney subsids, with the excep- 
tion of the film distributing unit, 
Buena Vista Dist. 

Johnson, previously general mana- 
ger of the firm, joined the Disney or- 
ganization in 1938 in the publicity 
dept. He was the first Disney staffer 
to enter the service in World War 2. 
Following his stint in the Armed 
Forces, he returned to Disney in the 
publications section. When Disney 
formed a music publishing company 
in 1948, Johnson was put in charge. 
The Disneyland and Buena Vista la- 
bels were added in 1956, just a year 
following Disney's leasing of the Fess 
Parker master of "Davey Crockett" 
to Columbia Records, which cashed - 
in handsomely on the Crockett craze. 

N.Y. Drama Critics Name 
"Dolly" Best New Musical 
NEW YORK-"Hello, Dolly," the 
smash musical and certainly smash 
title -tune, is the best musical of the 
1963-64 season, according to the New 
York Drama Critics, whose choices 
were made known last week. 

Thirteen out of 16 critics who voted 
for the best musical category-there 
were two abstentions-made "Dolly" 
their choice. Three musicals, "Funny 
Girl," "High Spirits" and "Anyone 
Can Whistle," a short-lived effort, 
each got one vote. 

"Dolly" has a score by Jerry Her- 
man and book by Mike Stewart, who 
worked from Thornton Wilder's 
comedy hit, "The Matchmaker." Its 
title tune is the most successful show - 
tune on singles in recent years. The 
big release, Louis Armstrong on 
Kapp, is number 2 on this week's 
Top 100. 

RCA Victor's original -cast LP is 
also a big seller, and is stationed at the number 2 spot on the album list- ings this week. 
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UA's "Grand Slam" 
Promo On Six LP's 
NEW YORK-It's a "Grand Slam" 
promo at United Artist Records to 
put over six new albums for May - 
June sales. 

Distribs and dealers will receive the 
promo word on the following LP's: 
"The Bobby Goldsboro Album," set 
to cash -in on the songster's two hits, 
"See The Funny Little Clown" and 
"Whenever He Holds You" "White 
On White," featuring Danny Williams, 
who has a big singles success of the 
same name. Frankie Avalon's UA 
debut, "Muscle Beach Party," featur- 
ing six tunes from the Avalon -starred 
pic; "The Enchanted World of Fer- 
rante & Teicher"; "Stand Up and 
Sing," featuring Eydie Gorme, Steve 
Lawrence, Diahann Carroll, Jan 
Peerce, Shirley Bassey and Kay Bal- 
lard; and "West Coast Wibes," fea- 
turing Roy Ayres. 

Al Stanton Leaves Kapp; 
Joins Columbia On Coast 
NEW YORK-Kapp Records regret- 
fully released Al Stanton, the label's 
A&R exec, from his contract last 
week, according to an announcement 
by Mickey Kapp. The move was made 
because of Stanton's son's ill health 
and the need to move out of New 
York and to a warmer climate. His 
contract with Kapp had another year 
and four months to run. 

Although it could not be confirmed 
by presstime, it is expected that Stan- 
ton will be joining Columbia's A&R 
department heading recording activi- 
ties at the label's west coast opera- 
tion. 

FTC Decision On 
Columbia Disk Club 
Expected Next Month 
WASHINGTON, D.C.-The final 
hearing on the long -running Colum- 
bia Record Club's alleged restraint of 
trade was held at the Federal Trade 
Commission's offices in Washington, 
D.C. last Tuesday (28). Final briefs, 
reply briefs, findings of fact and con- 
clusions of law were presented before 
Hearing Examiner Donald R. Moore 
by attorneys for both sides, Columbia 
and the FTC. The Examiner's de- 
cision is expected in June of 1964. 

Attorneys representing Columbia 
were Asa Sokolow, Stuart Rabino- 
witz, Renee Roberts and Jeanne Sil- 
ver of the Judge Rosenman law firm, 
and Clive Davis, Columbia's legal 
counsel. 

Morton Needleman and Richard 
Lavine were the attorneys for the 
FTC. 

Although the case covered a num- 
ber of points, the final hearing 
centered primarily around Columbia's 
handling of other labels in its record 
club on an exclusive or non-exclusive 
basis, Columbia attorneys summariz- 
ing evidence presented during the 
earlier hearings that the Columbia 
club was not restraining trade in 
offering other labels in its club and 
FTC attorneys arguing in their sum- 
maries that their evidence proved the 
reverse. 

Command Hit Single: 
A Taste Of Honey 
NEW YORK-For some reason it 
seems fitting to see Enoch Light's 
first single hit look like a top ten, 
million seller. Everything else the 
Command label's topper has done has 
been top ten, so there no reason why 
anyone should have expected less 
from the company's hit "Love Me 
With All Your Heart," by the Ray 
Charles Singers.

Merchandising; 8 New LP's Debut 
CHICAGO-Special emphasis on mer- 
chandising at the point of sale, a 
collection of the "Pop Top 40" catalog 
albums, plus a group of eight new 
releases make up Mercury Records' 
new May program. 

According to Kenny Myers, Mer- 
cury VP in charge of sales, "To help 
bring the consumer into the record 
store, we've declared May 'Merchan- 
dising Month' at Mercury and are 
going in for heavy emphasis on ex- 
citing displays backed up with an 
expanded advertising program. We're 
providing the dealer with traffic -build- 
ing merchandising." 

Included in the new release are 
albums by three hot artists: The 
Smothers Brothers with "It Must 
Have Been Something I Said!;" Les- 
ley Gore with "Boys, Boys, Boys," 
and The Pixies Three with "Party 
With The Pixies Three." 

Others are "Blue and Lonesome" 
by George Jones; "Blue Dream 
Street" by Patti Page; "The Many 
Sides of Max," Max Roach Plus Four; 
"Hear! Hear!" by The Searchers, and 
"The Modern Sound of Mr. 'B' " by 
Billy Eckstine.

U. S. Disk Industry - The First 4 Months: 

British Artists Remain On Top 
NEW YORK-With the first four 
months of the year completed, it is 
quite obvious that the record industry 
in America during the first third of 
1964 was all but completely domi- 
nated by Britain's artists. 

The overwhelming aspect of the 
first four months of 1964 has been, 
of course, Beatlemania. Since the be- 
ginning of the year, the top spot on 
the Top 100 has been held solely by 
the Beatles. As many as five Beatles 
decks have shared the top 10 at one 
time. 

For a while, early in the year, it 
was feared by many manufacturers 
that the craze would never be any- 
thing more than a Beatle fad, funnel- 
ing all teenage record dollars into one 
company's till. Fortunately. for the 
indie distribs who had the Swan, Vee 
Jay and Tollie lines, some Beatles 
dollars were reaching their registers. 
But there was no doubt that Capitol 
had come up with the hottest act the 
pop business had ever witnessed. 

For a few weeks immediately after 
the Beatles arrived in the U.S., the 
record industry was almost com- 
pletely separated into the haves and 
have-nots. If you had anything to do 
with a Beatles disk you were very 
much in business; but if you were in 
no way affiliated with Beatles goods, 
coming into the office was a difficult 
chore. Airplay on records other than 
Beatles product was hard to come by 
and many companies changed their 
releasing schedules, holding back on 
some potentially strong singles, wait- 
ing for a clearing, and perhaps 
issuing some non-competitive product 
such as country music singles, etc. 

But as soon as a clearing did de- 
velop, in moved other British acts. 
And there is no doubt that Beatle - 
mania was directly responsible for 
turning America's eyes to the British 
charts for other artists, sounds and 
hits that were replacing the Beatles 
in the number one spot in England. 

This, of course, resulted in the 
present situation which sees, the 
Beatles still very much in the driver's 
seat (more firmly entrenched here as 
the top act than they ever were in 
England) but with many other British 
acts getting considerable acceptance. 
The Dave Clark Five, the Searchers, 
the Swinging Blue Jeans, the Bache- 
lors, Dusty Springfield, Billy J. Kra- 
mer and the Dakotas are just a few 
names who have met with tremendous 
success here since the Beatles clicked. 

Fortunately for the non -Capitol 
distributors, this influx of British 

Mercury -Wing Bows 8 LP's, 
4 C & W; 4 Classical 
CHICAGO-Mercury-Wing adds to 
its growth into a full -line economy 
label with the May issue of four new 
country music albums and four clas- 
sical albums.

Wing has also continued its line 
expansion with the recent release of 
another in its series of "trend" music 
albums, "The Liverpool Beat" by The 
Weasels, and a new entry in the 
Playcraft children's line, "Aesop's 
Fables." 

material, primarily on indie labels, 
spread the wealth of the British craze 
in many directions, permitting a num- 
ber of companies to make it through 
the lean Beatles months. 

Retailers, one -stops, rack jobbers, 
etc., never once complained about the 
British craze. There were, of course, 
some bad payers who had to come up 
with past due payments to get de- 
livery of much needed Beatles mer- 
chandise-and these had cause for 
complaint from time to time. But the 
Beatles sensation was pulling the 
public into the stores like nothing had 
since Presley's debut, creating an ex- 
citement that hadn't been felt in 
years. For a while it was only Beatles 
product the teenager was buying, 
only because of the unique phenome- 
non of three top ten singles (and two 
LP's) by the group riding at one time. 
But it wasn't too long before appre- 
ciating the Dave Clark Five, rather 
than blasting them for their some- 
what Beatlelike haircut, became the 
"in" thing among the kids, leading to 
the teenagers' acceptance of the ex- 
citing Clark sound as well as the hits 
of other groups. 

The result was that dealers and 
racks were selling more records to a 
broader audience and Beatlemania 
had revived an interest in records 
which was waning since the Twist 
days.

Ray Charles 

The phrase "musicians' musician" 
is one of the most overworked group 
of words in show business. But, when 
it is applied to Ray Charles, leader 
of the Ray Charles Singers, who are 
currently riding high on the Top 100 
with "Love With Me With All Of 
Your Heart" on Command, it des- 
cribes very accurately what musicians 
think of the man. 

For the past ten years he and his 
singers have been a regular feature 
on the Perry Como TV show. During 
the past twelve years the group have 
recorded with practically every major 
artist in the music business. He 
writes the equivalent of a Broadway 
show every two months in special 
material for the Como show and 
other ventures, including commercial 
jingles. For the World's Fair his 
original music will be used for an 
historical presentation on the Con- 
tinental Army. For Command Records 
he has recorded several successful 
albums including "Something Special 
For Young Lovers" which is presently 
zooming up the LP charts. 

Peter & Gordon 

Nineteen sixty four is, of course, 
the year of the Beatles. But it seems 
unlikely that at least a month or two 
will have to be yielded to a brace of 
young Englishmen who bill them- 
selves as Peter and Gordon. 

In mid -April, the duo succeeded the 
Beatles in their number one slot on 
the English best-seller charts with 
their recording of "A World Without 
Love" (already #72 on this week's 
Top 100). But there was no sadness 
in Beatleville, for mighty John Len- 
non and Paul McCartney has written 
the tune especially for Peter and 
Gordon. 

Peter Asher, 19, and George Waller, 
18, became friends five years ago at 
school. They began playing guitar 
and singing together, performing at 
school concerts and eventually at 
local coffee bars. During their run at 
a local club they were spotted by 
Norman Newell, recording manager 
of EMI, who auditioned the boys the 
next day. The rest is history. 

Cash Box 
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Carroll James, WWDC-Washington 
radio personality, has done it again. 
On his "C. J. and Company Show" 
(3:30 to 7:00 PM) recently James be- 
gan playing the Beatles' recording of 
"Komm Gib Mir Deine Hand" as soon 
as it arrived from Germany. Four 
months ago, James imported the 
same song by the Beatles from Eng- 
land (its English tag, which seems 
rather familiar to both fans and non- 
believers alike, is "I Want To Hold 
Your Hand"). The outlet's "exclu- 
sive" prompted Capitol Records to 
move up the American release date 
from January to December. The rest 
is music business history. Listener 
reaction to the Beatles' singing in 
German has been most favorable. 
Both sides of the record ("I Want To 
Hold Your Hand" and "She Loves 
You" sung in German) are heard on 
all WWDC shows. Capitol is aware of 
the German language Beatle airplay, 
but has not yet announced a decision 
on whether the record will be released 
in the States.

Imperial -news this week: Cor Steyn recently featured his Magic Organ in the TV -series "Pas Geperst." Steyn recorded two of the best Adamo -hits, "Amour Perdu" and "Tombe La Neige." The label also rushed out "Mr. Clari- net," an album by the Ad van den Hoed Quartet and guest singer Francis v. Rooy. 
Johnny Jordaan, now celebrating his 25th anniversary as a singer, appeared 

in Willem O'Duys' TV -show "Voor de Vuist Weg," introducing his latest re- cording "Toon Mij Je Hart." 
Further Adamo -news: Adamo drew enthusiastic audiences in Eindhoven on April 12 last and has also been signed for one niters in the Hague (May 17) and Tilburg (May 18). Bovema steadily provides dealers with Adamo -display- material. 
Adamo's recent appearance in AVRO's-program "Voor de Vuist Weg" caused so many positive reactions all over the country, that the show conse- quently had to be repeated, a seldom occurring event in Holland! Bovema's Imperial -label released two important jazz -LP's "The Great Les- ter Young," featuring collector's items by the late tenor saxist. Arie van Veen, who became a TV -personality in TV -trials of late, has been inked by Imperial; accordion group The Galanti's made a single record in the sign of the recent Johnny Jordaan-jubilee. 
Henk Elsink got rave reviews for his last TV -show on Sunday, April 19. The singer's now on his way to a working -vacation in Spain. Imperial's "Music For You" series celebrates its 1st anniversary. A num- ber of 28 albums have been released so far, all in all achieving these series to be the cheapest and most frequently reviewed in Holland. Sky high on th British Hitparade are Peter & Gordon, whose "World With- out Love," accompanied by Geoff Love's Orchestra, has also been rushed out by Bovema's Columbia -label. 
Gramophonehouse's Imperial -chief Cees Mentink reports that Bovema will again organize its 2nd Kaag Talent -Contests at Warmond in the course of June and July next. There will be separate sections for rock, jazz and miscel- laneous. Paul Acket's "Muziek Expres" will co-operate on the project. Trumpeter Gerard Engelsma recorded "Posthorn -Twist" for Imperial. Bo- vema's Stateside label has Diane Renay out with "Kiss Me Sailor." Capitol -Holland will hit the stands with three special -coupled EP -recordings by George Shearing, featuring highlights from his latest LP -jazz -concerts. The Beach Boys' "Fun, Fun, Fun" is a steady seller. The Jumping Jewels and singer Johnny Lion, Philips -artists and winners of Holland's Popularity Polls 1962 and 1963, will tour Singapore and other places in the Orient. Accompanied by their most competent and diligent man- ager Herman Batelaan of the Hague, the five young men (average age is 21) left Thursday, April 23, from Schiphol Airport, Amsterdam. Busloads of fans were present, intending to present their idol Johnny Lion with a new-born cub from Circus Boltini. In the past, the Dutch vocal duo The Blue Diamonds, fe- male Dutch star Anneke Grönloh and the Band of the Dutch Swing College have scored fantastic successes in Malaya of almost royal airs. Miss C. Keeler, in charge for Philips Records Singapore, has started a large publicity -cam- paign for the Jumping Jewels and Johnny Lion, making front-page news in advance. The singer and his instrumental group have over a dozen hits and two LP -albums selling fast in the Dutch market. Fine response in Holland for the American group The Serendipity Singers, the 9 -piece instrumental and folk -singing students, released here on the Phil- ips label. Otto Vriezenberg of Phonogram told Cash Box that "Don't Let The Rain Come Down" (Crooked little man) c/w "Freedom Star" has all the po- tentialities for a fine start. Dixieland -group The New Orleans Syncopaters of Amsterdam, led by pian- ist Jan Burgers, made a hit in this country of "Washington Square." They continue this successful trend with "Come Friends," based on an old Flemish folk-song, also with a banjo -introduction leading to a smooth and swinging Dixie -improvisation on Decca. Terry Stafford's "Suspicion" was rush -released by John Ros of Phonogram on the London label. The hit gets intense plugging, going every half hour for commercial radio and was tipped by officials for the top five. On Fontana, Millie of Jamaica sings Blue Beat songs, of which "My Boy Lollipop" is an- other candidate for the Dutch top -scores.

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There's no doubt that Italian popular music aroused a great interest in 
foreign markets during the past year. Italian best-sellers have entered into 
the international charts with regular frequency and this is due not only to 
the "new Italian sound," top quality of songs and outstanding interpreters, 
but also and, mainly, because of the intense work and promotional activity 
developed by the Italian record companies in foreign markets. 

Promoter in this sense is Dr. Giuseppe Giannini, manager of CGD Inter- 
nazionale. Giannini's main aim is to open foreign markets to today's Italian 
best-sellers; in fact, his policy gave its fruits with: the outstanding success 
obtained by Gigliola Cinquetti's "Non Ho L'Eta" in all countries of the 
world: the record entered into the French (n.1), German, Spanish (n.1), 
Mexican (n.2), Swiss, Belgian (n.4), Danish (n.4) charts, it is now bubbling 
under the English ones; and in the United States, it is starting to break out 
regionally in New York, Chicago, and Boston. Other examples of success 
are: "Abat Jour" (Henry Wright), the soundtrack of the motion picture 
"Ape Regina," "Sicilia Capricciusa" and "Calabria Mia" folk albums, as well 
as many others.

On April 24, our top songstress Rita Pavone was rewarded with her third 
gold record for the third million record sold. This event coincides with the 
beginning of the strong promotional campaign conducted on this pop Italian 
artist by RCA Victor in the States. Rita is now acting in Italy on a musical 
TV show derived from a well known novel, "Gianburrasca." 

Another top RCA artist, Michele, made his debut on the stage of the well 
known Olympia in Paris. He was invited to perform on this top European 
scene, on the occasion of the issuing of his first French sung record, con- 
taining four titles "Se Mi Vuoi Lasciare," "Ma Neanche Per Idea," "Si Lo So" 
and "Cent Fois Je T'Aime."

We have been informed by his producer, 
Nanni Ricordi, that Michele will be back in France to perform at "Discorama" 
within three weeks. Michele's French producer is Claude Henri Vic. 

Mariano Rapetti, head of the light music group of Ricordi, left Milan for 
a business trip to Japan. Just before his departure, Cash Box had the pleasure 
to meet him, and we had so the occasion to listen to the Italian version of 
the top French hit, "La Mamma," sung in Italian by Charles Aznavour him- 
self. Italian lyric of this strong French success was written by Mogol (Giulio 
Rapetti) one of the best Italian lyric writers. The record, just released by 
RCA under the Barclay label, is getting a strong reaction on our market too. 

With the new song "Solo Due Righe," Peppino Di Capri returns on the 
record scene, taking part at the same time in Radio contest "A Record For 
The Summer"; we have received this news directly from Mazzocchi, A/R 
manager of Carisch. The firm takes part in the great contest with two other artists, too, Carla Corti and Tony Rossi. Both are new talents, recently patted 
by Carisch, are making their debut on the record stage with the titles "Non

Much has been written over the years, and a great deal more has been left 
unwritten, on the subject of "sounds" needed to produce hit records. We've 
been reading some interesting literature on the subject recently from Canada 
-and it seems the position there is much the same as in Australia. Everyone 
is running around with "advice" on what is required of a single if it is to be a 
success; the strange part is that many people here are inclined to "knock" our 
local sounds. Some record companies here are under fire because they don't 
provide "big" backings; some are being condemned because their "big" sounds 
are too "cluttered -up." Cash Box examined the position closely recently and 
while we cannot offer a definite formula for producing hit records, we can re- 
port that there is no permanent formula and there probably never will be. If 
there was a set pattern for producing hits everyone in the business would be 
a millionaire; unfortunately, the record industry produces very few million- 
aires. Right at this moment, those in favor of big lush backings on singles are 
being set back severely by the resounding success of The Beatles. Record exe- 
cutives are saying that big backings don't make hit records, and right now 
they are correct. Let's take a look at some of the records that have topped our 
best-seller list over the past few months: "I Saw Her Standing There"; "I 
Want To Hold Your Hand"; "Dominique"; "Memphis Tennessee"; some of 
those close up were: "You Don't Own Me"; "The Harem";" Glad All Over"; 
"Royal Telephone"; "Secret Love"; "Do You Love Me"; "Sugar Shack"; "Don't 
Talk To Him"; and "Maria Elena." In the main, most of these records have 
small backings and they've all been successful in the sales department. 

One very noticeable feature about the local products is that they come in 
for much closer examination and criticism than the ready-made chart hits from 
overseas. This approach has probably been the cause of the failure of more 
local records than any other single factor. While the trade acceptance of the 
local article is higher now than at any stage, it is still not at a level compar- 
able with overseas hits. The imported records generally come to us with a 
ready made chart reputation, and are immediately welcomed by radio stations, 
dealers and the consumer because they get right royal action. But the local 
record comes along unheralded, without the invaluable help of overseas chart 
ratings, and has to start from scratch. If these records were to receive the 
same treatment as their overseas competitors, you can bet your life that the 
"death" rate of the local product would fall -off to a large degree. 

On a comparison basis, there isn't much lacking in the local record these 
days-except the equal chance to prove themselves in a market that is domi- 
nated by overseas records. 

One other important factor in this matter involves the economics of the 
business. The local industry (due to our small consumer market) just cannot 
afford to continue to put up huge orchestras and choruses unless there is at 
least a high percentage of sales success, and this hasn't been the case of late. 
And it hardly seems necessary to go to this great expense on record sessions 
when a whole host of overseas records are making the grade in a big way with 
backings that are more in line with what is realistic to our conditions. 

All that the local industry expects is an equal chance to prove its products 
alongside imported competitors. No special favors-just an equal chance. The 
same exposure, the same dealer support, the same overall attention that seems 
to be reserved for the overseas singles that come to Australia with chart rat- 
ings. The local industry has the potential to grow into an exciting business 
whereby everyone could benefit, so why don't we all get together and consoli- 
date our efforts to achieve this end? It doesn't call for any super -human per- 
formances on the part of any individual. Let's start with just a little more 
action on the part of these people in a position to exert influence in favor of 
the local record; and then watch the effect it has. But it must be a consolidated 
drive, there's no point to having a few people doing all the work and the rest 
sitting back waiting to reap the benefits. 

The proposed concert tour of Australia by Allan Sherman has been post- 
poned due to a very special committment in the United States. At the time of 
the postponement the show had been fairly solidly adverised in various media, 
and these same media carried news of the delay. 

Len Gray, Victorian branch manager of EMI, has announced the appoint- 
ment, effective immediately, of Cliff Baxter as manager of the record division 
of the EMI operation in Victoria. 

Disk jockey Ward Austin has resigned from station 2 UE in Sydney, and 
expected to join the staff of 2 GB, which is the key station of the vast Mac- 
quarie Network. 

Pan Pacific Promotions apparently scored well with their recent "Liverpool 
Sound" series of concerts starring Gerry & The Pacemakers; Brian Poole & 
The Tremelos; Dusty Springfield and Gene Pitney. Harry Miller, of Pan 
Pacific, advised Cash Box of the forthcoming tour for three shows only, by 
Judy Garland. Harry also announced the booking of famous classical pianist 
Arthur Rubinstein for an Australian tour which is expected to begin around 
June 20. 

Publishing house of J. Albert & Son Pty. Ltd. has secured the local rights 
to "That's The Way Boys Are;" "Crooked Little Man;" and has re -activated 
their standard hit "Shangri La," which is shaping well as a result of the new 
records.

Karl Gerhard, 73, died of heart disease in Stockholm April 22. Debuting be- 
fore World War I, his legit shows has become an institution in Sweden. Once, 
during the 20's and 30's he and late Ernst Rolf was bringing the luxury Zieg- 
feld type of shows to Sweden.

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Three Topics 
Of Discussion 

Discussions among coin machine and vending operators 
oftentimes bridge the local scene with the national picture. 
There is little that happens in a locale today that does not 
have some bearing on every operator in the country. Among 
the more important topics of this industry were three sub- 
jects which were receiving more than the usual amount of 
attention from operators last week, and each one was of in- 
terest both from the local and the national viewpoint. 

The Veto 
as exercised by New York State's Governor Nelson Rocke- 
feller on two separate bills concerning the coin machine op- 
erator and his amusement machine equipment, came as a 
surprise to many operators in the State who had expected 
that the $100 "substantial alteration" fee in the present law 
would exclude amusement equipment. Too, many ops had 
expected to become licensed by another amendment which 
would also have permitted the operation of free -play pinball 
machines. None of the legislation as approved by a favorable 
Assembly and Senate was signed by the Governor. One of the 
reasons given for the veto, was that a license would furnish a 
cloak of respectability for the very few whose practices it 
seeks to curb, and lulls the public into a false sense of secu- 
rity. Upstate operators who are in a position to operate pin- 
ball machines were dismayed by the news. City operators saw 
it as an avoidance of having to pay a license fee without be- 
ing in a position to take advantage of the free -play clause. 
But all of the operators were talking about the veto and the 
interest spread across the nation to associations in other sec- 
tions of the country who were already at work writing similar 
legislation for their own state. Another bill which effects op- 
erators is the recently passed Speno Bill, a New York State 
law which requires 

A Sticker 
on every cigarette vending machine in the State, effective 
July 1st, which states that the sale of cigarettes to persons 
under 18 years of age is prohibited by law. Similar legisla- 
tion is on the books of 48 states but it has not been enforced 
over the years. Since the Tobacco -Health Reports, legislation 
such as this is common, and the progressive vending operator 
has already heeded the advice of the Operation Alert Pro- 
gram of two years ago. However, while operators talk of this 
new law, many machines stand on location without the sticker 
and conscientious association leaders scour the State preach- 
ing the gospel of no -sales -to -minors before the effective date 
when $50 fines will be meted out to offenders. 
The third topic, 

The '64 Convention 
centered on record companies, who shied away from partici- 
pation in MOA Conventions after several bad shows but be- 
gan to trickle back last year. At the close of the '63 Conven- 
tion it was apparent that the MOA Show would attract more 
record firms than last year. After three days of calling on 
record company execs in New York, Fred Granger, MOA's 
man -with -a -mission was more optimistic than ever. Major 
labels were giving the project serious consideration, while at 
least one agreed to exhibit. Some of the large independents 
were optimistic about their participation at MOA, and by 
the end of the week Granger's score was 1.000. He didn't 
hear a 'no' all week.

BRUSSELS-Various circumstances, 
complicated by misunderstandings 
created by several articles printed in 
foreign coin magazines (Cash Box, 
March 14) had created the belief that 
Morris B. Nahum, VP or R. H. Be - 
lam Company of New York, planned 
to intervene and influence various de- 
cisions concerning taxation of coin - 
operated machines in Belgium. 

During his stay in Brussels, Nahum 
was able to exchange his views with 
Mr. De Vroey, national president of 
the UBA (Belgian Union of the Auto- 
matic Trade), thus eliminating what 
were thought to be contradicting 
points of view. 

Within the frame of a general 
agreement between his views and 
those of the U.B.A., Nahum em- 
phasized the great need for a constant 
and close relationship with the Bel- 
gian operators in order to insure a 
healthy and prosperous future for the 
automatic market in Belgium. 

On the other hand, Mr. De Vroey 
approved Mr. Nahum's position con- 
cerning pinball machines, which were 
the main subject of differences be- 
tween the two parties, and assured 
that he would defend the principle of 
a substantially lower taxation, in pro- 
portion to their earning power. This 
will therefore allow the creation of 
appropriate outlets for this type of 
machine, by encouraging operators to 
put them on their routes at this low 
rate of taxation, according to release 
issued by R. H. Belam last week. 

During their meeting, Nahum rec- 
ognized that it would be senseless to 
defend the principle of taxing ma- 
chines in proportion to their vintage, 
as these older machines, while cost- 
ing less at their importation, could 
still be operated profitably. 

Nahum, whose company represents, 
through their Belgian agents, several 

American manufacturers of amuse- 
ment games, has promised Mr. De 
Vroey all the backing of his company, 
as well as his agents. "In order to 
strengthen the policy of the U.B.A. 
we will put at the disposal of this 
organization every prototype of ma- 
chine manufactured and intended for 
export, so that members of this or- 
ganization can see, try, and ap- 
preciate these particular machines," 
said Nahum. "Furthermore, these ma- 
chines will be put at the disposal of 
the authorities, in order to back the 
policy of lower taxation," he added. 

It has also been decided after this 
first joint agreement, that a con- 
tinuous exchange of views between 
U.S. and Belgian coin men will allow 
a just and fair policy of exportation 
from the United States toward the 
Belgian market, stated Nahum in an 
interview with Cash Box last week. 

Messrs. Nahum and De Vroey, 
wishing to make public their joint - 
agreement, signed a protocol in Brus- 
sels on Tuesday, April 21, 1964, and 
authorized its release to all European 
trade magazines (see pictures).

Rockefeller Vetoes Licensing 

Measure As Not In Public Interest 
' Also Rejects Alteration Proposal 

NEW YORK-Two major coin machine bills-the alteration bill and th 
licensing bill-were vetoed by Governor Nelson Rockefeller in Albany of 
both bills had been approved by the Assembly and the Senate. The legislatio 
which was practically handwritten by Mrs. Millie McCarthy of Hurleyville, w 
introduced by Senator Thomas Laverne and Assemblyman Richard Loun 
berry. Text of both bills appeared in the April 11 issue of Cash Box pages 
and 59. 

In summary, the alteration bill would have amended the alcoholic beverage 
control law to exclude amusement devices from having to file an application 
with $100 fee, as long as the game installation did not alter the seating 
capacity of the location. 

The licensing bill was a two -pronged affair calling for owners of one or more 
machines (thereby including liquor dealers and locations who own their o 

amusement machine) to pay a license fee of $600 every two years. The p 
gram would have been carried out under the supervision of the Secretary 
State's office. It would have also amended section 982 of the penal la 
exempting free -play pinball machines from the law which prohibits cer 
types of equipment. Reaction from operators outside of the City was stron 
than from within the City ops who cannot operate pinball machines anyw 
Following is the official release from the Governor's office which accompanied 
the veto on the licensing bill: 

Convinced It Was A Good Bill: Mrs. McCarthy 
1IURLEYVILLE, N.Y.-There may have been mixed emotions over Governor 
Rockefeller's two -pronged veto last week, but there was no doubt as to the 

feelings of Mrs. Millie McCarthy, the one -woman army who brought the 
Assembly and the Senate onto her side, almost singlehandedly, only to watch 
the fruits of her labor defeated by a veto. "I am now more convinced than 
ever that the Laverne-Lounsberry Licensing Bill contained the formula which 
would have cured our ills," said Mrs. McCarthy following word that her 
legislation was not accepted. She claims that the bill would have closed the 
door on the past and afforded every operator the opportunity to "build on a 

solid foundation." "What was sad," continued the lady operator," was that the 

most vehement objections were from our own industry and the liquor dealers, 
the very two it was designed to benefit." Mrs. McCarthy, sticking to her guns, 
insists that all it not lost. "The bill is written. The anguish, sweat and anxiety 
to mould it properly is behind us now." 

In vetoing the bill, the Governor stated that a licensing bill with a clause 
excluding those in the business five years or more, would furnish a cloak 
respectability to the few whose practices it seeks to curb. "It is depressing fa 
me to realize that we are too low to be licensed, and according to SLA rules, 
to even own a bar," said the Hurleyville operator. She said that should tlil 
section be relaxed, next year's chances of passage would be good. 

In Mrs. McCarthy's opinion, the bill contained fourteen good points. She 
said that the bill governed the man, not the machine, as a per -machine - 
would do. Mrs. McCarthy stated for the record that she was grateful 
Senator Thomas Laverne, Assemblyman Lounsberry, his assistant George 
Montgomery, and to Jack Shawcross, Rex-Bilotta Corporation manager, 
Bucky Van Wyck, head of Nyack Slate Co.; Mike Mulqueen, President of 
NYS Guild and the association members; and those in other states 
offered help. "As for me," stated Mrs. McCarthy, "I did this selfishly. I 
determined to 'straighten the record' ... to try to leave a better heritage fee_ 

my children. I still am-how about you?" concluded the upstate ope 
who will unquestionably strive for acceptance at the next session of 
legislature. 

MEMORANDUM filed with Senate Bill, Introductory Number 3569, P 
Number 4579, entitled: "AN ACT to amend the general business law and 
penal law, in relation to coin -operated amusement machines, and making 
appropriation therefor" NOT APPROVED This bill would add a new arti 
to the Penal Law authorizing the Secretary of State to license and reguletr 
owners and lessors of coin -operated amusement machines, some of which an 
commonly known as "pinball" machines.

First -Quarter Cig Sales Dip 

More Drastic Than Expected 
Tobacco Institute Adopts New Ad Code 

NEW YORK-As first-quarter sales 
figures trickled from some of the 
nation's tobacco companies like the 
early returns in an election, it ap- 
peared as though the sales dip which 
resulted from the Surgeon General's 
December report was more drastic 
than had first appeared. Many of the 
companies reported recuperative up- 
swings, however, in late March and 
early April. 

During the three months succeeding 
the report, which linked smoking with 
cancer and other diseases, it was 
obvious that smokers were shying 
away from cigarettes in large num- 
bers. The hardest hit company was 
P. Lorillard, who reported a first- 
quarter sales drop of 50%. Other com- 
panies which reported a dip for the 
first three months were: R. J. 
Reynolds with a 6.6% drop, the 
American Tobacco Company with 
1.8%, and Liggett & Myers with a 
2.3% drop. 

Meanwhile, the Tobacco Institute, 
representing most of the tobacco 
manufacturers, announced that it had 
drawn up a new advertising code 
which would rigidly guide future 
cigarette advertising. The new code, 
which was formulated more or less 

under indirect pressure from official 
U.S. health organizations, is primarily 
designed to prevent advertising which 
would tend to motivate young people 
into becoming cigarette smokers. 

The strict new code was voluntarily 
agreed upon by the tobacco companies. 
To prevent the creation of young 
smokers, the companies have agreed 
to prohibit: all cigarette advertising in 
high school and college newspapers; 
any athlete, and all persons having 
special appeal to those under 21 years 
of age, from endorsing cigarettes; 
the appearance of cigarette advertis- 
ing in media specifically directed at 
young people; all promotion of this 
product on school and college cam- 
puses; and ads which might infer that 
cigarettes have a beneficial effect on 
health, unless such is scientifically 
proven. 

The code, which is still subject to 
the approval of the U.S. Justice Dept., 
will probably mean a substantial loss 
in income to many athletes and 
celebrities. A paid administrator will 
be appointed by the Institute to en- 
force the code. He will have the power 
to fine violators up to $100,000 and 
to make public the infractions which 
incurred the fine.

NJ Ops Council 
Gathers Steam 
HADDONFIELD, N. J.-Discussions 
between the New Jersey Council of 
Coin Machine Operators and state 
and local government agencies, con- 
cerning the conditions under which 
billiard tournaments may be legally 
conducted in the state of New Jersey, 
have been underway in recent weeks, 
and the results to-date will be re- 
vealed to the Council membership at 
their next meeting, May 27, William 
Cannon, Council president, announced 
last week. 

One main purpose of the billiard 
tournament discussions, Cannon ad- 
vised, is to increase the value of the 
operator to the location. This, and 
other Council projects, according to 
Cannon, "are part of our concerted 
effort to make the ownership of coin 
machines by locations, less desirable." 

The meeting, to be held at the 
Brunswick Inn, East Brunswick, will 
also report on the progress of the 
Council's search, through govern- 
ment agencies, for relief from trade 
practices which are harmful to the 
coin machine industry as a whole. 
The members will also hear reports 
on the membership drive for Jersey 
operators not presently affiliated with 
a regional association and discuss 
plans for the formation of regional 
associations in those areas which 
have none. 

Cannon stated that his association 
will continue working toward the 
type of legislation recently introduced 
in New York State. "We have com- 
plete admiration for the work that 
the New York State association has 
done," Cannon said,"even though the 
recent legislation licensing operators 
was vetoed by the Governor." 

The meeting agenda will cover 
suggested plans for closer cooperation 
with the New Jersey Tavern Owners 
Association, and will hear reports on 
the progress of their public relations 
program which is still in the planning 
stage.
