While ever-changing fads and
fancies play a major role in pop
singles sales, the industry still has
its year-after-year sellers that do
not rely on immediate musical
turn-of-events, yet help round-out
the chart sellers with unheralded
strength.

Sometimes it is only when the
industry is between a new sound
trend that the significance of those
“common-denominators” come to
light.

One of the ‘‘common-denomi-
nators’’ the industry can count on
for continual and heavy action is
“soul’’ music, whose moving blues-
heritage has found its way into the
pop field and secured for itself an
important sales niche on today’s
singles charts.

The fads and novelty sounds
may be heading the listings, but
right behind them are those skill-
ful adaptations for the pop market
of “‘soul” music, reaching new, ap-
preciative audiences.

For the trade, “‘soul’” music has
evolved into one of the staple
sounds of the pop singles market.
It is, in a sense, rock ’n roll’s an-
swer to the “good-music” pop bal-
lad, which also qualifies as a pop
chart “common-denominator.”

Like the ‘‘good-music”’ sound,
the poignancy and expressiveness
of “soul’” music holds the interest
of radio stations of a general Top
40 nature. Lacking the immediate
attention-getting approach of other
types of rock-inspired sounds, they
require extensive airplay to gain
chart-hitting sales—and that they
succeed in such great numbers is a
tribute to their appeal. The will-
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ingness of radio to stay with them
until they do make the grade is
proof that good product and time
will eventually add-up to sales suc-
cess.

Perhaps because pop ‘‘soul”
dates are not out to win over
the listener in the first few sec-
onds of playing time, their im-
pact on the pop singles chart has
gone unrecognized. But, the truth
is that these sounds are continually
making noise and are therefore
sounds for all seasons for the in-
dustry to count on whether the in-
dustry is going through a particu-
lar “sound” sales honanza or not.
There have been many such rec-
ords which have sold in solid quan-
tities over as many as nine to twelve
months, wandering in activity from
city to city, and upon occasion, not
making it big on the Top 100. But
when their sale is totalled, they
frequently out-gross the flash suc-
cesses.

Artists who rely on the “soul”
approach are many and successful.
They include such artists as Ray
Charles, Dionne Warwick, James
Brown, Mary Wells, Ben E. King,
Betty Everett, Timi Yuro, Aretha
Franklin and Irma Thomas, to
name a few.

These performers and others
whose vocal art is similar may not
be among the top 10 singles per-
formers, but they are household
names to all who are attracted by
the sound of the Top 100.

In ““soul’”” music, rock *n roll has
come upon a format that offers
“heart’® and artistry with individ-
uality. And, to be downright com-
mercial, it sells!

NEW YORK-—Set for early June re-
lease at Columbia Records is the disk
debut of Leonard Bernstein’s Sym-
phony No. 3 (“Kaddish”). The com-
poser himself conducts the New York
thilharmonie; Felicia Montealegre
(Mrs. Bernstein) is featured as speak-
er, with Jennie Tourel, mezzo-soprano,
the Camerata Singers (Abraham Kap-
lan, director) and the Columbus Boy-
choir (Donald Bryant, director).

The set will be issued in a deluxe
album package which features notes
by Jack Gottlieb, assistant to Bern-
stein. Complete text and translation
of the “Kaddish” Symphony will also
be included in the package. The “Kad-
dish” is a Hebrew prayer recited fol-
lowing the death of a member of a
family.

Columbia will eonduct a special
promo campaign for the album. Ads
are being placed in Jewish publica-
tions such as the New York Daily
Forward and the Carolina Israelite.
In addition, ad mats geared to both
the Jewish and non-Jewish readership
will be run in local newspapers. Dis-
| play kits for in-store promo are being

shipped to all dealers. These kits con-

tain streamers heralding the world
| premiere recording, as well as a dou-

ble-wing display of the LP cover. The

wing display also draws attention to

the world premiere recording and

quotes excerpts from the rave con-
| cert reviews.

The work had its premiere perform-
ance in Tel Aviv on Dec. 10, 1963
with Bernstein leading the Israel Phil-
harmonic Orchestra. It was first in-
troduced to America in Boston on Jan.
31 in a performance by Charles
Munch and the Boston Symphony Or-
chestra. Bernstein conducted the New
York premiere on April 9.

The composition, dedicated to the
“heloved memory of John F. Ken-
nedy,” had been commissioned for the
Boston Symphony’s 75th anniversary
a number of years ago, but was not
completed until recently.

The trip climaxes a
week-long contest among members of
the station-sponsored Beatle Crack-
ers fan club and a heightened interest
in Beatlemania which continues to
dominate the Pittsburgh music scene.

Tape re-
ports will be heard on KDKA
throughout the week’s visit to Eng-
land as the deejay searches out Brit-
ish reaction to their world-famous
singing group and other features.

KMEN-San Bernardino has just
completed another successful promo-
tion tabbed a “Talk-A-Thon.”

Sound Realism Not
For Disks, Engineers Say

CHICAGO—A quartet of engineering
experts told local members of the
National Academy of Recording Arts
and Sciences that record companies
seldom strive for realism in cutting a
session.

Instead, engineers and A&R men
strive for a “commercial sound—one
that is both saleable and artistically
satisfying.” This may or may not be
close to the actual sound of the instru-
ments, the engineering specialists said.

The four—Robert Carr, Shure
Brothers;Hal Kaitchuck, Boulevard
Recording; Joe Wells, RCA Victor;
and Cunmngham, Universal Record-
ing—spoke before some 50 members
of the local NARAS chapter here last
Monday (4) evening.

In discussing microphones, the four
noted that a variety of factors affect
the final taped sound. These include
the actual characteristics of the indi-
vidual microphone, the climate in the
recording studio, the condition of the
instruments and the quality of playing
by the artist.

In a recording session, the A&
man specifies what sound he hopes to
achieve, and an engineer then selects
microphones that will produce the de-
sired effect.

A microphone that is effective in
producing a specific sound in one
session, the panel noted, may not pro-
duce the desired result in another.
Thus the placement of microphones is
virtually tailormade for each session,
the four said.

Looking into the future, the four
predicted increased use of wireless
microphones, which they predicted
would soon begin to match “wired
mikes” in quality.

and Birmingham. From Los Angeles,
Capitol now reaches Salt Lake City,
Phoenix, Houston, Dallas and San An-
tonio; New York services Newark and
Hartford.

Chicago serv-
ices Indianapolis, Milwaukee, Minne-
sota, Kansas City and Des Moines.
Boston covers Syracuse, Buffalo and
Albany. Capitol also maintains sales
offices in each of these key cities, but
warehousing is centralized with rush
shipments made by air where neces-
sary.

Mercury, which last year at this
time had only one company-owned
distribution point, now has four. The
New York branch now services New-
ark. Recent branch additions include
the Los Angeles and Atlanta branches,
The company is also experimenting
with a shipment of produect into Dal.

promo offices in the trio of Southern
cities. Mercury formerly had indepen-
dent distribs in these areas.

It should be noted also that the
majors are not foresaking indie dis-
trib relationships, particularly with
those outlets which have a reputation
for paying bills, and doing a bang-up
sales and promo job on disk product.

From Selecta, the distributing subsidiary of Decca Records, comes news
that it is importing Italian produced disks from RCA Italiana. 32 albums
are in the first release including albums by Domenico Modugno, Roberto
Altamura and Gino Del Vescovo. A. W. Green, Selecta’s general manager,
who negotiated the deal, said that the success of the initial release indicates
that there is a great demand for foreign records—a demand which is in-
creasing year by year. More people are going abroad for their holidays and
they want reminders of it in the form of records. Retail price of the albums
39/6d. Green added that he is willing to negotiate with any country and any
record comﬁany whose material is right for importing.

Just back from a triumphant tour of South Africa and Australia, Brian
Poole and the Tremeloes were the special guests at a “Welcome Home” party
hosted jointly by Decca Records, Starlite Artists and Strand Records. The
boys were thrilled that their “Candy Man” disk had been voted ‘Cash Box
Newcomer Pick of the Week’ and they hope they, too, will be able to break
into the Top 100. Their latest release “Someone,” a Norman Petty composi-
tion originally recorded by the Crickets five years ago, is in complete con-
trast to their usual wild beat numbers. “Someone” was waxed for Strand
Records, a new independent recording company headed by the group’s man-
ager, Peter Walsh. The disk is being backed by an extensive TV and radio
personal appearance coverage.

The Serendipity Singers started it all. In America, their Philips recording
climbed to No. 5 in the Top 100 and now “Don’t Let The Rain Come Down
(Crooked Little Man)” has been covered here by Ronnie Hilton on HMV
and Steve Perry on Decca. At the moment there is a dispute over copyright
and it remains to be seen whether Ambassador Music or Robert Mellin can
claim publishing rights.

Radio Caroline, the commercial radio station operating in international
waters five miles from the East Coast of England, is gaining strength. Re-
ports have been coming in to the effect that transistor radio sales have
increased since its inception and letters are being received by the ‘Caroline’
office at the rate of 1000 a day. Advertising spots are being lined up and
one of its first advertisers is The Duke of Bedford, attracting tourists to his
ancestral home, Woburn Abbey. Radio Caroline is being picked up in Belgium,
Holland (Radio Veronica has applied for airtime), France, Norway, Denmark,
Sweden and Switzerland. One national daily is even printing its programme
schedule.

“Just For You” the Delmore Film Productions color movie is now com-
pleted and set for summer release. Title song has been waxed by Freddie
and the Dreamers to be issued coincidental with the film’s release and is
rublished by Feldmans.

The victorious Beatles now have
a total of nine disks in the Tor 100; The Searchers have three with one each
from CIiff Richard, Danny Williams, Dusty Springfield, Billy J. Kramer and
The Bachelors.
_ Latest Board of Trade figures show that manufacturers’ sales of disks
in February 1964 valued at £1,826,000 were one fifth higher than in February
1963. Homes sales rose by nearly one fifth and export sales were nearly one
third higher. Production of 45 r.p.m. disks rose by about two fifths while
output of 33}4 r.p.m. disks fell by a sixth compared with February 1963.

Bovema’s HMV-label reports that its vocal trio The Shepherds did another
TV-gig on Saturday, April 25. Their startling success of “Dank U” was
recently followed by another potential best seller, “Finiti ’Amore”/“Beauti-
ful Isle Of Somewhere.”

The HMV-label also released the instrumental version by Frank Pourcel
of “Non Ho L'Eta,” a number that carried away the Grand Prix Eurovision
this year.

Ronnie Watti, exclusively recording for Gramophonehouse’s Imperial-label,
is now regularly on the air with Charlie Nederpelt's big band. The label’s
top organist Cor Steyn did a TV-show with Polish girl singer Belina.

Bovema’s Capitol-label is still high in the charts with its tremendously
successful series of Tennessee Ernie Ford-hymn-singles. A total of seven
attractive couplings have been released so far.

Stateside this week released several pop items on the Dutch market, fea-
turing big names such as The Sapphires, Betty Everett, Jerry Butler, Lena
Horne and Little Richard.

Adamo-news this week comes from Bovema’s HMV-label, strongly pushing
behind the top singer’s latest ep-recording with another four new composi-
tions. Especially Adamo’s Quand Les Roses will certainly become a hit
overnight says HMV’s chief Rien Herremans.

HMV’s Belgian top singer Adamo will be awarded with a Golden Disc for
Dutch top sales with “Vous Permettez Monsieur.” This event will take place
on May 19 during a big show in the Riviera-hall, Rotterdam.

Rolf ten Kate, head of Phonogram’s Public Relations Dept., told Cash Box
that the Dutch accordion-duo Schriebl & Hupperts have reached a sales-
figure of 250,000 copies with Philips-single “Schnee-Walzer” (The Snow
Waltz). This means a platinum record with diamonds for the artists, to be
handed at a special party at May 16 at Kerkrade, the place in Holland where
both artists live. The leader of the duo, Karl Schriebl, is over 70 years old.
Originally a miner (he also worked for many years in the Pittsburgh coal-
mines), Karl Schriebl has played accordion for 65 years, starting as a
small boy at farmers’ weddings in his native country Austria. He came to
the coal-districts of Southern Holland, but could make a better living as
an accordionist. Latest success of the duo: “Chrystal Waltz,” also on Philips.

Hans Tecker, label manager for Decca in Holland, draws Cash Box's atten-
tion to a first record-release of an Oratorio by Swiss-born composer Frank
Martin: “In Terra Pax.” The work was composed in 1944 (ordered by Radio
Geneva), to be broadcast at the moment of the German capitulation which
came in May 1945. The Oratorio, Eerformed by five vocalists and the Suisse
Romande Orchestra conducted by Ernest Ansermet, handles War Liberation,
Religious Meditations after the War, and an idealistic view in Future, based
on Bible motives.

Simultaneously with England, Dutch Decca released an Argo-LP on April
23, dedicated to the memory of Shakespeare’s 400th Birthday. Side one is
entitled “The Great Globe Itself,” featuring the most important contemporary
Shakespeare actors and actresses in scenes from Shakespeare’s later plays.
The second side “On This Side Idolatry,” contains homages to Shakespeare
in poems and prose by his contemporaries. The album was released both in
mono and stereo. Supervision was in hands of George Rylands, who visited
Hollland lately with a Shakespeare-programme in the Amsterdam Concert-
gebouw.

The Robert Wright-George Forrest Musical “Kismet” was released here
on Decca (mono and stereo) in a fine Anglo-American co-production. Singers
are Regina Resnik, Adele Leigh, lan Wallace, Kenneth McKellar and Robert
Merrill, backed by Mantovani’s Orchestra. Famous melodies from this fine
Musical, like “Stranger in Paradise” and “Baubles, Bangles And Beads” have
been highly popular in this country for many years already.

John Ros of Phonogram reported fine resulfs with rush-release of Terry
Stafford’s hit “Suspicion,” brought out here on the London label. After im-
mediate favorable response from teenage-market, the title now jumps up the
charts in Holland and is intensively plugged.

Good chart things are starting to happen all across Canada for the new
sound by the Al Martin Six, “The Baby Beetle Walk.”

Same story at CHNS in Halifax
and almost the same story for the “Friendly Giant” in Winnipeg, CKY, as
the Clark record is number two. CKRC, Winnipeg lists the “Bits And Pieces”
sound in the top spot as does CKCK, Regina. Music director Dave Grief of
Montreal’s CKGM was doing some chart analizing upon the publication of
the station’s most recent chart. It would appear that, at CKGM at any rate,
the end may be in sight for the tremendous chart influence of British record
product. With the latest chart CKGM lists British product as it’s teen LP

New
singles from London that command attention include “l Believe” by those
same Batchelors. It’s currently doing big business in England and can be
found on the flip side of the American release of “Diane.” “I Will” by
Billy Fury seems to be a winner. It too is an updating of a whileback
Vic Dana item that made some chart noise. “Candy Man” by Brian Poole
and the Tremelos is not really a newcomer but is winning chart spots in most
places where it gets exposure.

The new Louis Armstrong album is really going to happen in a big way.
It’s billed after his current single smash, “Hello Dolly!” and includes some
of Louis’ most famous golden records in newly recorded versions. Also doing
brisk business for the Phonodisc folks currently is the Kapp outing by the
Simon Sisters, “Winkin® Blinkin' And Nod.”

Frank Henry has all promotion guns primed and ready for a flock of new
LP product. “Funny Girl,” the original cast of the Broadway smash, starring
Barbra Streisand, a second LP by the red hot Dave Clark Five, and a new
LP release by Cliff Richard. This all comes on top of the tremendous sales
on the current Beatle set, “Long Tall Sally.”

Buffalo Council Passes

Per-Machine Tax,

BUFFALO—The vending machine op-
erators in this City were stirred out of
their complacency last week when the
Common Council passed a licensing
measure by a vote of 8 to 7 to tax
operators on each machine. A meeting
was held Tuesday, May b5, at the
Buffalo Dairy Council, and operators
agreed to fight the constitutionality of
the amendment to the City Ordinance.
Copies of the new law are not printed
as yet nor are license applications
available.

The measure had been presented to
the Council for several years, but was
voted down each year. The past suc-
cess contributed to the complacency
of the operators in the area where,
up until last week, there was no
organized association. While the meet-
ing was in progress—attended by
about 27 operators—more than at any
other meeting conducted before, the
Buffalo Vending Operators Associ-
ation was formed. Henry Waters,
Automatic Canteen branch manager,
was elected President. Babe Kay of
Town Amusement was elected Vice-
President.

In attendance at the meet were
NAMA’s legal counsel Richard Funk;
New York Automatic Vending Associ-
ation manager Nash Gordon; Sheldon
Sales execs John Cooper and Syd
Vertlieb; Bill Wood of Superior Vend-
ing; and local industry leaders.

The tax, which is the first vending
machine tax in New York State, will
tax equipment as follows: cigarettes
$10.00; coffee $3.00; indoor milk $2.00;
outdoor milk $26.00; soft drink $2.00;
candy -$2.00; ice machines $15.00; ice
cream $2.00; sandwich, food, fruit-nut

The operators are expected to raise
the necessary funds at a meeting
scheduled for Friday May 8 and select
a law firm to plan the battle. The law
will be fought on the grounds that it
is unconstitutional. .

The measure reads that only citi-
zens of the USA may receive a li-
cense; that operators under 21 years
of age will not be permitted a license;
and that the license commissioner may
grant a license after the applicant has
submitted the necessary information
and is cleared of any ecriminal back-
ground—it does not state that the li-
cense commissioner will grant the
license, thereby placing in his hands,
according to the industry here, the
complete control of the vending in-
dustry in this City.

A temporary injunction will be filed
for, according to Funk, who counseled
the group with prepared legal memo-
randa on the case. It was the opinion
of the operators, that in the case of
novelty vendors, which are notoriously
small volume machines although vend-
ing large profit margin items, may be
forced out of business entirely. Police
were reportedly already checking out
locations for the number of machines
on location now.

According to Funk, the bill is ar-
bitrary and capricious. He said that
there was no evidence of a regulatory
need, as expressed by the City. The
bill does not include all types ma-
chines and therefore lacks uniform
treatment of class affected.

Cancer Specialists
Says Filters Reduce
Danger From Cigs

NEW YORK—Two scientists at the
Sloan-Kettering Institute of Cancer

| Research advised recently that filters

on many brands of cigarettes are re-
moving a portion of the cancer-caus-
ing properties from the smoke. In a
report which they presented to the
annual meeting of the American As-
sociation for Cancer Research in Chi-
cago, they stated that on the basis
of laboratory findings, ‘“we would
predict that less hazardous cigarettes
are a matter of reality.”

The two scientists, Dr. Ernest L.
Wynder and Dr. Dietrich Hoffmann,
said that the smoker of filter cig-
arettes in 1964 was exposed to 50%
less nicotine and tars than were
smokers of cigarettes without filters
ten years ago. Filters not only reduce
the total tar quantity, they said, but
the remaining tar econtains less can-
cer-causing substances.

New Products

PHILIP MORRIS’ NEW GALAXY,
CHARCOAL FILTER CIGARETTES,
are based on a concept of “total
cigarette engineering,’ according to
officials at the tobacco company. Its
filter, they say, wuses specially
processed activated charcoal in a com-
pletely different way. The granules

| are embedded in a long filter of Estron

fibers, and then an exelusive flavor
agent contained in an outer filter re-
news the tobacco taste.

Galaxy, offering a redeemable divi-
dent coupon, is now being promoted
in a heavy newspaper and television
advertising campaign. Already repre-
sented in the redeemable ~coupon
market with Alpine Menthol cig-
arettes, Philip Morris will advertise
Galaxy in local newspapers and over
network television programs.
