Five years ago, in 1970, the U.S. 
successfully launched a manned 
space -flight to the moon. Among 
the complex instruments present 
on this historic flight was a tape - 
recorder. Within days following 
the return of the astronauts to 
earth (and the greatest ticker -tape 
parade in New York's history), 
tradesters will recall, there were 
eight eventual gold -record LP's re- 
leased on the event, including the 
first on -the -spot conversation be- 
tween human beings on the lunar 
surface. 

Now, just five years later, a 
troupe of 15 top performers has 
returned from a tour of six space - 
stations on the moon, bringing a 
little earthly pleasure to our coura- 
geous spacemen who are so far 
from home. 

Just days ago, an LP was re- 
leased featuring the artists per- 
forming at one of the lunar bases. 
It looks like a smash. 

This not -so -science-fiction look 
into the near future is, to get down 
to earth, meant to call attention to 
the reality of the present in regards 
to remote or "live" recordings. 

Within the past few years, the 
record industry has packed its tech- 
nical gear and has ventured out of 
the recording studio to catch some 
of its top acts in varied on -the -spot 
locales, from plush niteries to vast 
outdoor concert arenas. 

Wherever performers go to en- 
tertain, the record industry, once 
far behind, is today very much a 
part of the artist's entourage. The 
result has been a series of strong, 
if not historic "live" recordings 
that not only are marketed with 
great success today, but become 
true collectors' items in future 

years, more so than any perform- 
ances cut in a studio. The spontane- 
ity of Benny Goodman's famed 
Carnegie Hall performances in the 
late 30's is an outstanding example 
of a classic series of recordings that 
is in demand, low hifi sound not- 
withstanding, because the Good- 
man crew played before a paying 
audience and was able to be stimu- 
lated by the enthusiastic response 
from the "Swing Era" fans. 

We're certain that an LP on the 
order of Judy Garland's Carnegie 
Hall appearance will always be a 
highly saleable product, no matter 
what advances are made in record- 
ed sound in the years ahead. 

The "live" binge has not been 
confined to the borders of the U.S. 
Ever-increasing tours abroad by 
our artists have meant on -the -spot 
recordings in foreign countries, 
among them the memorable Ella 
Fitzgerald concert in Berlin and 
countless jazz performances. Ella's 
refreshing, almost off-the-cuff ren- 
dition of "Mack The Knife" de- 
lighted German audiences and 
treated her American fans to a 
novel display of her great vocal art. 
In this case, Ella "live" gave the 
artist's U.S. following a chance to 
hear her under unique circum- 
stances and her German friends an 
opportunity to buy a "localized" 
recording of one of their U.S. fav- 
orites. 

"Live" recordings, therefore, 
not only have added appeal to to- 
day's disk buyers, but also see their 
value increase with age-like good 
wine. 

As long as the record business 
has mike, will travel, it assures it- 
self of current sales and insures it- 
self future catalog traffic.

STAN GORTIKOV 

HOLLYWOOD-Stan Gortikov has 
been elected president of Capitol Rec- 
ords Distributing Corp. Announce- 
ment of Gortikov's promotion was 
made here last week by Alan W. Liv- 
ingston, president of Capitol Records, 
who also has been serving as presi- 
dent of CRI's marketing subsid. 

Simultaneously, the CRDC board of 
directors was expanded with the elec- 
tion of Livingston as a director. 
Others on the distrib firm's board 
are Glenn E. Wallichs, Elliot Chaum, 
and Gortikov. Bill Tallant, Jr. contin- 
ues as CRDC vice president and na- 
tional sales manager. 

"It is a great personal pleasure 
for me to make this announcement," 
Livingston stated. He said Gortikov 
"has well earned the honor for he is, 
in my opinion, the outstanding sales 
and distribution expert in our most 
complicated and volatile industry." 

Though he has been in the record 
business for only four years, Gortikov 
has become one of its most prominent 
and outspoken figures. He was instru- 
mental in inaugurating CRDC's still - 
controversial "one -price -for -all" plan. 

Gortikov joined Capitol Records, 
Inc. in Feb. 1960, as director of cor- 
porate development. In July of that 
year he was elected vice president of 
merchandising at CRDC, and subse- 

quently was promoted to vice presi- 
dent & general manager, the position 
he has held until his promotion to the 
presidency. 

A planned career in journalism was 
interrupted when Gortikov was drafted 
into the Army during World War II. 
Starting as a private he moved swiftly 
through the ranks and was a lieuten- 
ant colonel by the time he was 25, one 
of the youngest field -grade officers in 
the service. 

After the war, Gortikov entered the 
advertising business in Los Angeles, 
working as an account executive for 
the old Dunn-Fenwick agency, which 
numbered Capitol Records among its 
clients. Dunn is now international 
vice president for Capitol and was in- 
strumental in bringing Gortikov into 
the firm four years ago. 

Between the agency and Capitol, 
Gortikov spent 11 years in various 
exec capacities with a Los Angeles 
apparel manufacturer. 

A graduate of the University of 
Southern California, Gortikov also 
teaches night courses in cost control 
and production management at 
UCLA. 

Celler Bill Hearings 
Set By Rules Committee 
NEW YORK-The House Rules Com- 
mittee holds a hearing this Tues. (9) 
on the Celler Bill, the proposal to end 
the exemption of juke-boxes from 
payment of performance royalties. 

The hearing, limited to members of 
the Committee, can result in any one 
of three decisions. The Bill could be 
passed and sent to the House for a 
final vote; it could be tabled and thus 
lie dormant; or it could be rejected 
and sent back to the House Sub- 
committee that approved it for fur- 
ther study. 

In essence, the Bill (HR 7194) 
would amend the Copyright Act of 
1909 to include juke-box royalty pay- 
ments. 

3M Bows New Mastering Recorder 
NEW YORK-The 3M Company in- troduced here last week a new $8,500 professional mastering recorder said 
to provide an improvement in sound quality that "the average uerson can hear" as he plays any type music on his home record changer or tape recorder. 

The unit, called the 3M Professional Mastering System was described by company officials as one of the major advances in tape recording technology 
since the birth of the industry 15 years ago. 

It is designed for use by profession- 
al recording studios to produce the master tapes that serve as originals for all pre-recorded music sold to the general public. 

Daniel E. Denham, general sales and merchandising manager for 3M's magnetic products division, said the machine has the "widest dynamic range ever attained, a development which provides greater realism in 
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music reproduction by allowing the 
studio engineer to record the full vol- 
ume range of voices and instruments." 

The transistorized 60 -inch -high by 
27 -inch -wide 3M Professional Master- 
ing System virtually eliminates ma- 
chine noise, a spokesman said, through 
the use of: 

A unique recording and playback 
system that records two different 
tracks for each channel. As many as 
three separate channels may be re- 
corded simultaneously (normally, two 
channels are for stereo recording and 
the third for a mono version of the 
same music). 

A revolutionary automatic elec- 
tronic switch that transfers sound 
electronically from one track to an- 
other to avoid distortion during play- 
back of the master tape. 

A new tape transport mechanism 
for pulling magnetic tape past the 
recording heads so that the distortion 
caused by lack of constant tape speed 
is avoided. 

The unit operates at a recording 
speed of 15 inches per second, with 
30 ips available for fast editing. Re- 
wind speed is standard, taking about 
60 seconds to rewind a 2400 -foot roll. 

He said that several leading pro- 
fessional recording studios have had 
an opportunity to test the machine in 
their operations and that "they have 
been enthusiastic and believe it opens 
an entirely new era in sound repro- 
duction." 

The system, which is manufactured 
in St. Paul, will be marketed by the 
firm's magnetic products division 
sales force. Cost of the three -track 
system, which uses three -fourths -inch - 
wide magnetic tape, is $8,500. Also 
available are a two -channel system, 
which uses one -half -inch -wide tape, 
for $7,000 and a single -channel, $5,000 
model using one -quarter -inch -wide 
tape.

Belgium, Denmark, England, Finland, 
France, Germany, Greece, Holland, 
Israel, Italy, Norway, Spain, Sweden 
and Turkey. Delegates from Brazil, 
South Africa and New Zealand will 
also attend as well as representatives 
from Canada and Mexico (names of 
reps are listed below). Peter Baum - 
berger, vice president of RCA Over- 
seas, S.A., with headquarters in Ge- 
neva, will also come to New York for 
the conference with members of his 
staff.

Confab; FTC Rules May Bow At Cony. 
NEW YORK-Bill Gallagher, market- 
ing vp at Columbia Records, will ad- 
dress the upcoming ARMADA con- 
vention in Miami Beach, Fla.

Much of the ARMADA program is 
geared to the Federal Trade Commis- 
sion's trade practice rules for the 
record industry.

THE DAVE CLARK FIVE RETURN!-Epic 
LN24104 

The Dave Clark Five have proven themselves 
in both the singles and LP markets in recent 
months, and this new package on Epic (already 
a chart LP), like their first set (Glad All Over), 
looms as a sure-fire top ten blockbuster. The lads 
give out with more of the distinctive vocal -instru- 
mental stylings that have made them a teen fa- 
vorite-particularly, "Can't You See That She's 
Mine," "I Love You No More" and "Can I Trust 
You." Set should be a runaway. 

A WORLD WITHOUT LOVE-Peter & Gordon 
-Capitol ST 2115 

Peter and Gordon zoomed to the top five of the 
singles charts with their runaway single, "A 
World Without Love," from which this debut 
Capitol LP was tagged. The album should go the 
same route in short order. The lads display an 
easy -listening teen -folk delivery with broad ap- 
peal, and have a real feeling for the American 
folk idiom. Best bets here are "Five Hundred 
Miles," "Trouble In Mind" and the title tune. 
Watch it zoom in sales. 

I LOVE YOU MORE & MORE EVERY DAY/ 
TEARS & ROSES-Al Martino-Capitol ST 2107 

Since Al Martino put his brand on the tearful 
romantic ballad last year (I Love You Because) 
his disk potential has been phenomenal and he 
has come through in winning manner with a flock 
of singles and LP's. This latest, tagged after a 
pair of current clicks, "I Love You More And 
More Every Day" and "Tears And Roses" has 
the stuff that hit albums are made of. Like its 
predecessors, this set should be a top money- 
maker. Top -rung tracks here are the tag tunes 
and "I'll Always Be In Love With You." 

I WALK THE LINE-Johnny Cash-Columbia 
CL 2190 

Johnny Cash tags this new Columbia LP after 
"I Walk The Line," the giant pop -country hit 
which first catapulted him to national stardom. 
In addition to his years -back biggie the chanter - 
guitarist offers an interesting program of folk, 
blues and c&w items. The chanter's deep, rich 
wide -range baritone voice carries him in fine 
stead on "Bad News," "Hey Porter" and "Big 
River." Eye the disk for rapid consumer accept- 
ance. 

ROBIN AND THE 7 HOODS-Frank Sinatra, 
Dean Martin, Sammy Davis Jr., Bing Crosby- 
Reprise FS2021 

A stellar line-up of high-priced talent high- 
lights this wax version of the new Warner Bros. 
flick, "Robin And The 7 Hoods" issued here on 
Reprise. With plenty of sparkling tunes from 
Sammy Cahn and James Van Huesen, Frank 
Sinatra, Dean Martin, Sammy Davis Jr. and Bing 
Crosby come up with some rollicking vocals. 
Bright and tuneful bands here are "My Kind Of 
Town," "Don't Be A Do Badder" and "Mister 
Booze." The set is a natural for the charts. 

THE MOTORTOWN REVUE VOL. 2-Various 
Artists-Motown 615 

Seven best-selling disk artists are featured on 
this second stanza of the Motortown Revue from 
Motown. Most of the bands here saw considerable 
chart action as singles and this "Live -recorded" 
amalgamation should have wide appeal for the teen dance crowd. The Temptations, the Miracles, 
Stevie Wonder, Marvin Gaye and Martha & the Vandellas lash out with rockin' renditions of 
"You Lost The Sweetest Boy," "Pride & Joy," "Heat" and others. 

BILL BLACK'S COMBO PLAYS TUNES BY CHUCK BERRY-Hi HL12017 
The compositions of Chuck Berry and the pow- erful instrumental artistry of Bill Black make for a first-rate wax marriage on this new issue from Hi. All of the tunes here have seen hits in the past by a variety of artists and Black gives each one a fresh and rhythmic treatment geared to delight a wide variety of disk buyers. Best bets here are "School Days," "Roll Over Beethoven" and "Nadine." Set should pull plenty of coin. 
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THE LATIN SIDE OF VINCE GUARALDI- 
Fantasy 3360 

Jazz pianist Vince Guaraldi, who has earned 
many laurels in the past with his forceful mid- 
stream stylings, makes a musical about face and 
injects strings and a lush Latin beat on this new 
package of standards, newies and originals. Guar- 
aldi demonstrates that he can swing in any idiom 
as he dishes -up extremely appealing readings of 
"Mr. Lucky," "What Kind Of A Fool Am I?" and 
"Treat Street." Album should sell like hotcakes. 

THE BEST OF GEORGE SHEARING-Capitol 
ST2104 

Here is George Shearing in a generous sam- 
pling of tempos and moods as he exhibits the 
brand of piano magic that has made him a con- 
sistently strong album seller for many a year. 
The 88'er offers some moodful treatments of a 
bag of oldies in the pop -jazz vein. Lush strings 
and subtle rhythms make for superb listening as 
the pianist delivers "Roses Of Picardy," "Eut 
Of The Sun," "Lullaby Of Birdland" and "You 
Stepped Out Of A Dream." Shearing fans will 
dig this set. 

ANITA SHEER-MGM E 4225 
Once in a great while a new folk performer 

of rare and imaginative talent comes on the scene. 
Such an artist is Anita Sheer. The lark has 
a distinctive medium -range voice and a lyrical 
emotion -charged delivery.

Jimmy Gilmer offers a top-drawer musical 
tribute to Buddy Holly on this new Dot entry of 
songs made famous by the late chanter. Unlike 
many performers utilizing the Holly repertoire 
Gilmer does not attempt to re-create or copy 
Holly's musical approach. Instead, he treats each 
selection in his own highly -personal distinctive 
style. Among the best bets here are "Wishing," 
"I'm Gonna Love Too" and "Listen To Me."

THE ALL NIGHT SINGERS-Reprise RS 6117 
In the citybilly folk tradition of Peter, Paul and 

Mary a new distinctively original folk trio comas 
on the scene called The All Night Singers. The 
group, composed of two femme voices and one 
male, displays an impressive, sensitive style of 
harmony and counterpoint as they turn in first- 
rate performances on a host of favorites includ- 
ing "Don't Think Twice, It's Alright," "Worried 
Man" and "Abilene." A crew to watch.

Williams' "English Folk Song 
Suite" has as its recurrent theme the hauntingly 
beautiful "Green Sleeves," which has become a 
traditional favorite. Coates' "London Suite" IS

CINDY-Original Cast-ABC-Paramount ABC'

"Cindy" is a modern-day musical Story of a 
Jewish Cinderella, and it's doing good Off-B' we Y 

business. A pleasant Johnny Brandon score 
(words and music) has a greater shine thanks to 

the exuberance of the cast members, headed by 
Jacqueline Mayro as Cindy and Joe Masiell, and 
a small, but swingingly arranged ork. Best songs,; 
two ballads, "If It's Love" and "Who Am I? 
As with most Off-B'way musical casters, sales Po- 
tential is limited, but should the show make the 
straw -hat grade, it could prove a solid seller in 

the long -run.

THE COOL WORLD-Dizzy Gillespie-Philips

Mal Waldron has created a vital, moving jazz 
score for Shirley Clarke's currently -in -release 
flick, "The Cool World" and Dizzy Gillespie in- 
terprets the music with all of his distinctive fer- 
vor and originality. The film which deals with the 
ghetto of Harlem life boasts some extremely de- 
scriptive selections which aptly mirror the mood 
of the picture. The ace trumpeter and crew are in 
top-notch form on "The Pushers," "Street Mu- 
sic," and "Coolie." A most impressive offering. 

NEW ORLEANS: OUR HOME TOWN-Various 
Artists-Imperial LP 9260 

Here's a steller pop -blues package which show- 
cases the talents of bevy of New Orleans' native 
sons and daughters of song including Fats Dom- 
ino, Irma Thomas, Ernie K -Doe, Shirley and 
Lee, etc. Highlights of the set, which include 
some fine years -back triumphs, are "Blueberry 
Hill" by Fats Domino, "Mother -In -Law" by Ernie 
K -Doe and "Let The Good Times Roll" by Shirley 
and Lee. Disk should do well in both the r&b and 
pop markets. 

THE FABULOUS PEGGY LEE-Decca DL 
74461 

Here's a generous helping of Peggy Lee fea- 
turing sides the lark cut during her days with 
Decca. The program consists of an interesting 
variety of swing sturdies and originals. While 
backed by an appropriate jazz -oriented big band 
the songstress turns in superb renditions of "You 
Let My Love Get Cold," "Do I Love You" and "I 
Belong To You." 

A MUSICAL SOUVENIR OF NEW YORK CITY 
-Various Artists-Kapp KL 1400 

New York City has been called a "melting pot" 
and the songs written in and about Gotham have 
traditionally reflected an international flavor. 
This excellent Kapp offering spotlights the tal- 
ents of the David Terry Ork, the Troubadors, the 
Travellers Three and the Cherry Hill Songsters 
reading a bevy of standards associated with the 
city including "Sidewalks Of New York," "Lul- 
laby Of Broadway" and "Take The 'A' Train." 
Deejays should find loads of programmable ma- 
terial here. 

MOTION PICTURE THEMES-Richard Hayman 
-Time S2131 

The themes from ten recent and current big 
box office flicks are dished up in potent style by 
Richard Hayman on Time. The orkster also pro- 
vided the flavorful arrangements here and the 25 - 
man orchestra does them justice throughout. 
Loads of good listening to be had here with such 
melodic items as "Pink Panther Theme," "Love 
With A Proper Stranger," and "From Russia 
With Love." Programmers and those who like 
their music lush and lovely will appreciate this 
one. 

MUSCLE BEACH PARTY-Frankie Avalon- 
United Artists UAS 6371 

Frankie Avalon debuts on United Artists with 
this package of tunes from his current film, 
"Muscle Beach Party" augmented by a selection 
of standards. Launching the set with some teen - 
angled rockers from the flick (the tag tune & 
"A Boy Needs A Girl"), the songster continues 
with warm and feelingful ballad treatments of 
"Nevertheless," "More" and "Moon River." The 
chanter's loyal coterie of fans should come out 
in force for the set. 

12 DOUBLE-BARRELED HITS OF '64-Frankie 
Carle-RCA Victor LSP 2915 

Ace 88'er Frankie Carle makes a departure 
from his previous album helpings of evergreens 
and oldies and comes up with a top-notch pro- 
gram of currently popular tunes on this new Vic- 
tor outing. Although the selections, for the main, 
are new Carle's easy-going keyboard style re- 
mains polished and professional. Standout tracks 
here include "Hello, Dolly," "Java" and "My True 
Carrie Love." Plenty of potential here. 
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THAT NEWPORT JAZZ-Various Artists-Co- 
lumbia CL 2179 

The jazz buffs should come out in droves for 
this Columbia session of jazz from the Newport 
Jazz Festival. Some of the biggest and most im- 
portant names of jazzdom are included on this 
LP playing the brand of music with which they 
have long been identified. Coleman Hawkins, 
Clark Terry, The Newport All -Stars and others 
are spotlighted on "When Your Lover Has Gone," 
"Just You," "These Foolish Things," and "Chasin 
At Newport." A potent jazz entry.

After quite an absence from the disk scene 
Blossom Dearie returns with top-drawer set of 
evergreens and newies on this, her premiere set 
for Capitol. The lark's high-pitched jazz -styled 
bluesy voice has lost none of its distinctive lus- 
ter as she delivers "Something Happens To Me," 
"When Sunny Gets Blue" and "I'm Old Fash- 
ioned." Dearie fans should come out in droves. 

JAll BEST BETS 

NO ROOM FOR SQUARES-Hank Mobley- 
Blue Note 4149 

Tenor saxist Hank Mobley has been compara- 
tively quietly been building an outstanding repu- 
tation among "in" jazz fans for years. On this 
fine Blue Note set Mobley spreads his musical 
wings and displays his distinctive, hard -driving 
be-bop approach on a host of originals. While 
backed by a swingin' versatile combo the artist 
swings on "Three Way Split," "Carolyn" and 
"Old Woman, New Imports." Jazzophiles should 
really dig the session. 

THE WORLD OF MAYNARD FERGUSON- 
Roulette 52110 

Here are some first-rate big band jazz stylings 
from Maynard Ferguson and crew cut during 
their days with Roulette. The trumpeter launches 
the session with a lengthy blues -oriented item 
tabbed, "Frame For The Blues," and continues 
with both moodful and swinging tunes as he 
deftly showcases his trumpet artistry. Ferguson 
has had considerable chart status in the past 
and this set could get plenty of attention. Other 
bright bands are "Maria" and "Hey There." 

WARMWINDS Charles Kynard/Buddy Collette 
-World -Pacific 1823 

Charles Kynard (organ) and Buddy Collette 
(flute) unleash a lot of musicianship on this 
package of Afro-Cuban flavored jazz tunes on 
World Pacific. The jazz purists will find this 
session a delightful listening experience through- 
out as the two soloists backed by a potent rhythm 
section breeze through "Warm Winds," "Strong 
Breeze," "Cubano Chant," "Satin Doll" and sev- 
eral more equally fine. 

CLASSICAL PICKS 
BERNSTEIN: Symphony No. 3-Kaddish; New 
York Philharmonic Orchestra conducted by the 
composer-Columbia KL6005 

Leonard Bernstein's third excursion in the clas- 
sical symphonic idiom is faithfully presented 
here on this premiere recording of the work. The 
oratorio, which is sub -tabbed "Kaddish" is recog- 
nition of its moving, spirtualistic theme of sancti- 
fication, boasts Felicia Montealegre (Mrs. Bern- 
stein) as speaker and Jennie Tourel as mezzo- 
soprano while Bernstein conducts the N.Y. Phil- 
harmonic himself. The music is composed of ex- 
tremely different chormatic developments and 
underscored by powerful, sweeping (strains) of 
emotional electricity. An outstanding achieve- 
ment. 

DAVID OISTRAKH PLAYS VIOLIN CONCER- 
TOS BY STRAVINSKY & MOZART-Philips 
PHS900-050 

Stravinsky's Violin Concerto in D Major and 
Mozart's Violin Concerto No. 1 in B Flat major 
are executed with precision and masterful artistry 
by violinist David Oistrakh and the Lamoreaux 
Orchestra conducted by Bernard Haitink. These 
works are at odds in that Mozart's is conven- 
tional and evocative while Stravinsky's is un- 
orthodox and explorative. Both have much to 
offer the serious music devotee and this perform- 
ance on Philips merits special attention.

Alan Livingston, president and Lloyd Dunn, vice president of Capitol Rec- 
ords, accompanied by Bob Myers and John Coveney in London recently for 
the annual meeting of EMI's International Classical Repertory and Policy 
Committee. European representatives included. Dr. Veder (Electrola, Ger- 
many); T. Cross and P. Rouzies (Pathe-Marconi, France) and F. Minchin and 
John Lee (Voce Del Padrone, Italy). 

Record sales in the first three months of 1964 were well up on last year's 
total for the same period. Home sales were one third higher than in 1963 and 
export sales rose by one seventh. March sales valued at £2,020,000 increased 
by almost a half compared with March 1963, the increase being in home sales 
which rose by three fifths. Export sales were one eighth less. Production of 
45 rpm disks in March continued well above the level of a year earlier, making 
an increase of about one third in the first three months of 1964 on the same 
period in 1963. Output of 33% rpm disks was three per cent less than in 
March 1963. In the months January to March output was, however, five per 
cent higher than a year earlier. Output of 78 rpm disks continued to fall in 
March. 

Back in London after attending the CBS Convention at Torremolinos, Leslie 
Gould, managing director of Philips Records, announced plans for an intense 
promotional campaign "The Cool Sounds of Summer on CBS" to be staged 
throughout June and July. National in-store window displays will feature 
the latest releases by CBS artists including Miles Davis, Andy Williams, Tony 
Bennett, Percy Faith, Dave Brubeck, Ray Conniff, Thelonius Monk, Duke El- 
lington and Barbra Streisand. 

British singer Bobby Shafto happy with initial reaction to his first Ameri- 
can release by Laurie "She's My Girl" published by Lenny Hodes of Concertone 
Songs Inc. Bobby's manager, Robin Britten, also handles Craig Douglas, who 
has a new single "Come Closer" recorded by indie producer Bunny Lewis and 
released on Fontana -Ritz. The number penned by Chris Andrews is published 
by Freddie Poser, who had the recent Adam Faith hits, "We Are In Love" 
and "If He Tells You" (Parlophone) penned also by Andrews. 

Christopher Blackwell of Islands Records, the man responsible for the 
trans -Atlantic success of Millie, tells us that negotiations are in hand for 
her to visit the States at the end of July. He will, of course, be accompanying 
her. Blackwell, whose independent Island Record Company originated in Ja- 
maica and opened in London in 1961 discovered Jamaican born Millie and 
brought her to England to try her luck. The rest is history. Having success- 
fully steered her debut disk "My Boy Lollipop" onto the charts for Fontana 
Records, Blackwell is again at the helm for her follow-up written by Millie 
herself entitled "Oh Henry." Another bluebeat artist Inez Foxx will be visit- 
ing England in July for a week of personal appearances. 

Mr. and Mrs. Robert Livesey of the Cortina language institute of New 
York in London recently for discussions with L. G. Wood of EMI. "Learn 
Greek In Record Time" is the latest addition to the highly successful series 
of language disks which EMI issue on the HMV label. 

Accompanying The Rolling Stones on their first American tour, manager 
Eric Easton, publicity manager Andrew Loog Oldham and Bob Kingston of 
Southern Music, publisher of their smash hit "Not Fade Away" (Decca). After 
TV appearances in Los Angeles the group climax their tour with a concert at 
Carnegie Hall.

C."-'a bird chasing young docker' in the new Lionel Bart -Alun Owen stage musical "Mag- gie May" which goes into production at the end of July. Boyle who is under the management of Robert Stigwood Associates also has a new disk releas "Walk Walk Welkin' " on Columbia. Also under the management of Robert St.igwood. Don Spencer, who scored a big hit here last year with his version of "Fireball" has a new single "Pride." 
The Applejacks, who shot into the Hit Parade with their first disk "Tell Me When," have waxed a John Lennon -Paul McCartney number for their follow-up on Decca "Like Dreamers Do" published by Northern Songs.

Boxer Billy Walker entering the entertainment business pulls no punches with his first release-a bluebeat version of "A Little On The Lonely Sid" A&R Manager Ray Horricks leaving Pye Records to rejoin Decca.... Vic Dana's "Shangri-La" American hit issued here on Liberty and published by Sparta Music. . . . "Juliet" by The Four Pennies now topping Best Selling Sheet Music Lists for Flamingo Music. . . French singer Richard Anthony currently enjoying success via his Columbia "If I Loved You" single; has EP release "Walking Alone." ... Long time since Connie Francis had a hit in Britain. Maybe her up-to-date version of the oldie "Be Anything (But Be Mine) on MGM will do the trick.... First "Peter and Gordon" album rush 
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Star disk-jockey Bob Rogers, from Station 2 SM, has gone to London it 
order to finalize arrangements to fly back to Australia with The Beatles. Dur. 
ring his time in London plans have been set for Bob to interview leading re- 
cording stars and show business personalities. The plan to send Bob Rogers 
to London was a well kept secret by 2 SM, the flight was announced on the 
day Bob left Sydney. The Beatles are set to arrive in Australia around June 
10 to begin a tour which will also take them to New Zealand. 

The Henry Mancini touch looks like its reaping more gold for RCA with the 
newly released album of music from the score of the movie "The Pink Panther.' 

An interesting single release on the Leedon label from Festival Records is "The Decimal Point" sung by Ian Turpie. In rock tempo, it gives the conver- 
sion rate of our present currency to decimal currency which is scheduled to 
become effective in 1966. The record has the support of the Government's 
Decimal Currency Board which has been appointed to supervise the change 
to dollars and cents. The song "The Decimal Point" is being used to familiarize 
people with the change in rate. 

Since the successful single re -issue by Festival Records of "Rock Around 
The Clock" by Bill Haley, the label has also re -issued (in both mono and stereo) the album of the same title. This is sure to catch a lot of sales because 
we have a whole new generation of young consumers since the record was first issued some eight to ten years back. 

Al Martino should continue on his winning way with his latest Capitol single to be released here "Tears And Roses." This one should easily maintain the perfect score that Martino has to date in this country since his big comeback. 
Over the past couple of years in Australia there wouldn't be many artists who 
have sold more records than Al Martino-this applies to singles and albums. Frederick C. Marks, executive director of Festival Records, has announced the appointment of Ross Barlow to the newly created post of Metropolitan (New South Wales) Public Relations Officer. Marks stated that his company's recent and rapid expansion in gaining many important overseas labels and the increasing volume of work involved in promoting Festival's Australian artists nationally has demanded an enlargement of operations in the Sydney area. Barlow has been with Festival for three and a half years and prior to joining the company was an announcer in commercial country radio. 

Radio 2 SM staffer John Thompson is handling shows on behalf of Bob Rogers while Bob is touring with the Beatles. 
Bookings are now open for the Artur Rubinstein recitals to be given in major cities throughout Australia. The tour is being handled by Pan Pacific Promotions in conjunction with some other promoters. 
W & G Records has the Australian rights to the highly touted record of "A 

Million Drums" by Tony Sheveton. The record was produced by Oriole in 
England and was released here several weeks ago. Also new from W & G, "I 
Should Care" by Gloria Lynne; "Mama" featuring Kerry Bryant and a little novelty thing called "Don't Bug The Beatles" by Kevin Shegog.

We have just returned from the film festival which took place at Cannes. 

First prize went to the French film tabbed "Les Parapluies De Cherbourg." 
Musical score was by Michel Legrand which is of great importance in this 
film. The original musical soundtrack is out on the Philips label. Frank 
Pourcel has just grooved an EP of the main titles as follows: "Elise," "Matelot 
De Cherbourg," "Sur Les Quais De Cherbourg" and "Les Parapluies De 
Cherbourg." We should point out that apart from this, there is nothing else 
to mention of importance of the musical side from the other films. Whilst on 
the subject of Pathe Marconi (Frank Pourcel) there is an LP by Angelo Pinto 
with 14 tangos. A few examples are: "La Cumparsita," "Una Lagrima Tuya," 
"Caminito," etc. Just arrived is an EP by Yvette Horner which includes many 
current hits such as "Enfants De Tous Pays" and "Et Pourtant." Vocally Annie 
Cordy offers us "Six Roses" b/w with "Le Roi Du Tango." Georges Guetary 
has just recorded, with his two children, "Lequel Des Deux Preferes Tu?" 
which imitates Constantine, just to the winning post, the only thing left for 
the Guetary family to do now is to make this song a hit. 

Oldie successes of Tino Rossi are coming back on the French market again.

Selling well also are the EP of The Jokers, a new Spotnicks-disk with "Ghost Riders In The Sky," another single by Marco Remez, "Cu-Cu-Pru-Cu-Cu Paloma" and "Tu ..." record which is on sale in every country, the benefits of which are turned over to UNICEF, "Don't Press That Button Mister," will in this country be distributed by Discostar, Ciska Peters taking care of the Flemish version which is called "Blijf Van Die Knop Af Mister." Inelco has appeared with four singles which are heading for excellent sales figures. We prefer the one which features Nancy Adams, who is practically unknown in Belgium, singing "A Somebody's In My Orchard" and "You've Got To Show Me." "Cotton Candy" by Al Hirt now also features on a single and the same applies to Michael Landon's "Linda Is Lonesome." We also specially noted the 45 r.p.m. by Jack Scott featuring "What A Wonderful Night Out." Odetta is expected in Belgium on June 1 where she is to appear at a gala -performance in Spa. The coming of Belafonte is also rumored. Anvers -Radio, which has produced a best seller with a French language ver-

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GERMANY 
The record business in Germany is undergoing some radical changes which may completely revolutionize the industry here in the years to come. The first major event concerns the production of records. 
We have reported several times on the growth of the independent producer, 

but now it is an absolute fact that the indie producer is the man of the day. No less than 4 of the top 10 tunes are independent productions and the most recent and strongest development concerns the two top mainstay producers of Polydor (D.G.G.) in Germany. 
Gerhard Mendelson and Kurt Feltz, who although producing independently, have had an exclusive agreement with the label, now have the right to produce for other labels. This shook the very mainstay of the German record business, namely the "house" A&R man. The strangest fact in the whole indie business is that major firms are actually paying less percentage and advance for indie production done for Germany than they are for foreign product in a foreign language. Of course, foreign product has the advantage of chart action and publicity in its origin country. 
The second change which looks like it will materialize around 1965 is the fact that more and more firms are looking to open their own home owned com- pany in Germany. RCA Victor will be strengthening its A&R team here, but it is not known if the company will be going independent distribution wise or stay with Teldec where they have been for the last years. France's Barclay Records intend to start its own record firm in Germany in 1965 if possible and the director of their Belgium firm Valere Bral and a director from the French firm Jacques Souplet traveled to all of the major record centers of Germany looking into the possibility of branching into this country. 
These two firms are certainly not the only ones who plan to break into this rich market which at present has only 8 firms with top 10 sales. Remember, however, that 5 years ago there were only 4. The market looks like it will be growing, and competition will probably bring items like rack jobbing, discount- ing, strong merchandising and many other things which are fairly unknown here into play. It looks like an interesting growth and it will be a fine fight. The winner is easy to predict in advance. The record buying public will cer- tainly come out on top. 
The Swinging Blue Jeans made their first visit to Germany and guested at the famous Hamburg "Star Club." The group has also recorded their new hit "Good Golly Miss Molly" in German and Electrola has released the waxing. Germany's Rex Gildo also from Electrola has done his first foreign TV shows 

in French and British TV. He'll do his new French and Belgium records on the show. 
Philips announces that the new Johnny Hallyday German record has been re- leased. The tunes are "Ma Guitar" and "My Life Is Just Now Really Starting." Hans Sikorski's publishing head Karl Breuer has left the firm and the new head of pop production for the publishing group will be Gunther Geyer, the present publicity and promotion head of German Vogue Records. The change takes place on July 1. 
Theo Seeger of Peer Music is busy pushing the new German waxing of "Girls, Girls, Girls" by Die Juniors on Columbia and "Stockholm" by Lawrence Welk 

on London. 
The London Symphony Orchestra visited Duesseldorf for 2 concerts at the end of May. 
Peggy March and Paul Anka both have new German language waxing out 

on the market as does Connie Francis. 
Klaus Teubig of Edition Esplanade is busy going to town on the new "Mari- ona" waxing on Polydor and Lew Neffs' newie "Easy To Do." Polydor also re- ports that Esplanade's tune "Gib Mir Dein Wort see top 10) has passed the 

1,4 million sales mark. The record is sung by Freddy. 
Ralph Maria Siegel reports that his publishing house is hard at work push- ing the new German version of "The Yellow Bandana" recorded by Vico Tor- riani and "Busted" in German by Wolfgang Sauer. 
Philips Records tells us that Chaplain Alfred Flury with his religious songs leads the Austrian Radio Hit Parade. ABC Paramount's Harry Levine and his assistant Philip Kurniit visited Philips for renewal of their distribution contract with the firm. 
Ralf Budde has so many new discs going for him that it is hard to list them all. The publishing firm is pushine hard on new records by Gerd Boettcher, Bobby Solo, Gerhard Wendland. Billy Vaughn, Johnny Tillotson, Pat Boone, Rene Kollo. Detlef Engel, Nat Cole and many more. 
Peter Schaeffers reports that his tune "White Roses of Athens" which sold a million records here is going like crazy in Italy with the new Nana Mouskouri recording there. 
Next week we'll have a listing of the winners of the 1964 German jazz Federation prizes.

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VENDING 

Still A Business 
Of Staples 

It is interesting to note in a report issued be 
NAMA last week, entitled "Vending 1963: A Quiet 
Revolution", in which the emphasis is placed on 
the recent mergers which have taken place between 
national vending operating companies and food 
service firms, that "prepared food" volume still 
represents but 5 per cent of total vended sales. 
Vending is still a business of selling a limited num. 
ber of staples. 

The report, which will be circulated to news 
editors and civic leaders, bankers and other 'out- 
siders', states that the snack refreshment and the 
traditional service for plants, offices and public 
locations, continues to be the mainstay of the vend. 
ing business. In fact out of the nation's 6000 op- 
erating companies, approximately half continue to 
operate a business based, and in many instances 
founded, on three different types of machines- 
cigarettes, candy and coffee, according to general 
industry statistics. 

The point of highlighting this observation is that 
there is obviously still plenty of room at the top for, 
the aggressive coin machine operator who wishes 
to diversify into vending, a move which has enabled 
many music machine operators to build a better 

e business during recent years.

To Petition Locations For 

WASHINGTON D.C. - The House 
Rules Committee will hold hearings 
on the Celler Bill (HR 7194) Tues- 
day, June 9th, following a period of 
about ten months of dormancy after 
it had been passed out of the House 
Sub -Committee on Patents, Trade- 
marks and Copyrights for Rules Com- 
mittee action. 

The Celler Bill will revise the Copy- 
right Law of 1909 which presently 
exempts juke box operators from 
paying performance royalties on in- 
come derived from the play of records 
on their machines. An earlier bill 
written by Congressman Emanuel 
Celler (HR 5174) stipulated per -ma- 
chine fees and set up a bureau for 
the collection of juke box royalties 
from operators. This bill received a 
hearing before the House sub -commit- 
tee but was not passed upon. 

Instead, another bill (HR 7194), 
the one which is now in Rules was 
passed upon but, according to juke 
box industry leaders, without a hear- 
ing. While the Rules Committee hear- 
ings are attended only by Congress- 
men and do not welcome outside in- 
terested parties, juke box leaders 
have requested operators and the 
owners of locations in which juke 
boxes are installed, to write to How- 
ard W. Smith, Chairman of the Rules 
Committee, registering disapproval of 
the legislation. 

A petition being circulated through- 
out the nation's locations by industry 
leaders and operators calls for loca- 
tion owner signature to a statement 
which registers protest of the legis- 
lation. "We wish to join the music 
operators in protest ... of HR 7194 
. . . (which) would burden the op- 
erators and ourselves with further 
taxation or license (fees) ..." reads 
a portion of the text in the four para- 
graph petition. The petition also 
states that juke box operators pres- 
ently pay a four -cent mechanical

royalty on each record purchased. The 
performance rights societies are re- 
questing that in addition to this me- 
chanical royalty, which is paid by all 
purchasers of records, a performance 
royalty also be paid. "We ask that 
HR 7194 be defeated in its entirety," 
states the petition, adding that there 
is nothing in the legislation which 
restricts the societies from imposing 
high fees. "It would be like handing 
them (performance societies) a blank 
check," continues the petition's text. 

The juke box industry's position 
for years has stated that should op- 
erators be made to pay royalty fees, 
many smaller operators would be 
forced out of business. They also con- 
tend that this would lead to a smaller 
record volume purchase which in turn 
would decrease, instead of increase, 
the current royalty coffers of ASCAP, 
BMI and SE SAC, the leading per- 
formance rights societies. George 
Miller, President of the California 
juke box operators various associa- 
tions, and legislative counsel for the 
Music Operators of America, alerted 
industry leaders across the nation last 
week. MONY President Albert Den- 
ver, among others mailed letters to 
his membership asking that operators 
contact Howard Smith and voice dis- 
approval of the bill. 

Hearings before the Rules Commit- 
tee are sometimes short in length 
with as little time as one-half hour 
delegated for discussion. At that time 
the pros and cons are weighed. If it 
is the opinion of Rules to table the 
bill, then the legislation will return to 
its dormant state. If the legislation is 
rejected it is sent back to the House 
sub -committee from whence it origi- 
nated. If Rules decides in favor of 
the legislation then Celler Bill HR 
7194 will be sent to the floor of the 
House Of Representatives. No juke 
box copyright legislation has ever 
progressed this far.

Mass. Vending Sanitation School For 

Health Officials Termed Huge Success

CHICAGO -The first vending -indus- 
try -sponsored sanitation training 
school for Bay State public health 
officials and vending operators was 
an outstanding success, reports David 
E. Hartley, public health counsel of 
National Automatic Merchandising 
Association. 

Conducted in Brookline, Mass., May 
20, the full day of talks and equip- 
ment demonstrations attracted a total 
of 60 delegates-split evenly between 
vending company representatives and 
sanitarians responsible for food vend- 
ing machine inspection in the State. 

The school was sponsored by the 
Massachusetts Automatic Merchan- 
dising Council and requested by the 
State Department of Public Health. 
Co-chairmen of the MAMC Planning 
Committee for the training course 
were Phillip A. Gorman, executive 
vice president, Servend, Inc., Wal- 
tham, and Bert Steir, vice president, 
Automatic Merchandising Corp., Divi- 
sion of Servomation Corp" Medford. 
Hartley and Dr. George Michael, di- 
rector, Division of Food and Drugs, 
Massachusetts Department of Public 
Health, were instructors for the 
course.

Dr. Michael explained the State's 
new vending sanitation law, adopted 
last year following NAMA and 
MAMC recommendations. He pointed 
out that his department is now work- 
ing on licensing, sanitation standards 
and other food vending regulation 
proposals within the framework of 
the new law-all of which "will be 
uniform with the U.S. Public Health 
Service Vending Sanitation Code," he 
said. 

Hartley discussed the NAMA Ma- 
chine Evaluation Program; the asso- 
ciation's sanitation training projects 
for vending company employees, and 
other aspects of the NAMA Public 
Health Program. The sanitarians also 
received vending machine demonstra- 
tions from vending industry repre- 
sentatives. Local vending companies 
provided the equipment. 

"Helping to indoctrinate and train 
sanitation procedures is the best way 
to avoid problems for the operator," 
Hartley said. He explained that one 
of the most important activities of 
the NAMA Public Health Program is 
conducting similar schools for local 
and state sanitation officials through- 
out the country. He averages some 20 
such courses every year, he reported.
