It all started with a solo hit, “I’m Into Something Good," which has been replaced by three different releases, “Can’t You Hear My Heartbeat,” “Silhouettes” and “Mrs. Brown,
You Have A Lovely Daughter,” which makes a fantastic debut on the Top TOO this week in the 9^31 spot. Latter selection first made noise as an LP entry, which prompted MGM Rec-

ords to offer it as a regular singles release. That LP source is the crew’s first smash album, “Introducing Herman’s Hermits.” The boys are slated to arrive in the U.S. April 19 for

a cross-country tour with the Dick Clark Show beginning April 30. Disks by Herman’s Hermits are produced by Mickie Most.

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The recently-concluded San Remo
and Eurovision song festivals suggest

a rather provocative thesis: why can’t

a national music contest become a

feasible reality in the U. S.? After seri-

ous examination of the question we’ve

come to the conclusion that an Ameri-

can Song Festival, in spite of the tre-

mendous problems of logistics, would

be of considerable betterment to the

entire record-publishing trade and

prove a fascinating consumer enter-

tainment.

The Europeans have long since

overcome the intricate nuances of di-

verse performing rights societies and

copyrights, realizing the fantastic con-

sumer sales stimuli that their highly-

touted contests (e.g. San Remo, Euro-

vision, Grand Gala du Disque, etc.) cre-

ate. These events receive extraordinary

press, radio and TV coverage across

the width and breadth of the conti-

nent. Under the aegis of the European

Broadcasting Union, the Naples fete

was transmitted “live” to an estimated

100 million viewers in the 18 partici-

pating countries. This incredible ex-

ploitation gives rise to a ready market

for the contest winners. Most of the

winning entries become continental

best-sellers shortly after they’re so

honored.

The trade has been aware of the

power of television as a significant

mover of records for the past decade

since Joan Weber’s Columbia disking

of “Let Me Go Lover” became an over-

night sensation on the basis of its in-

troduction on a CBS-TV stanza. Since

then, countless artists running a wide

gamut from Fess Parker (“Davy Crock-

ett”) to Soupy Sales (“The Mouse”)
have been the lucky beneficiaries of

television exposure.

The above-mentioned examples are

obviously happenstance occurences.

And although the old successful “Flit

Parade” formula has been revitalized

in theory if not in context by the “Shin-

dig” and “Hullabaloo” shows, these

programs are basically Top 40 visual

segments. There has never been a pro-

fessional national showcase for new
material. The American Song Festival

would, of course, afford publishers,

composers and record companies the

opportunity to exploit new songs of

merit to a 40 million plus interested

audience.

The mechanics of organizing the

Festival are not our concern here. We
wish merely to point out that the con-

test could easily evolve to such gran-

doise proportions as the Miss America

Pageant. Perhaps such industr.y-wlde

associations as RIAA, ASCAP, BMI,

SESAC, NARAS could pool their re-

sources and create the machinery for

the event. It’s also possible that a

board of governors could be tapped

from these organizations.

Music tradesters have always com-
plained how difficult it is to establish

new artists in the fickle consumer
marketplace. Admittedly, this is true.

However, for the public, the song
rather than an individual rendition has

always been the thing which becomes
immortal. The American Song Festival

would open up new and lucrative vistas

for developing the evergreens of the

future.

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The Movie Musical Comeback:British Acts Spending Sprite In US
NEW YORK—With the advent of the
spring and summer seasons, thou-
sands of Americans will flow out of

the States for annual vacations in

foreign ports, oblivious to the all-out

onslaught on these shores by a pow-
erful nucleus of British big beatdom.
The influx by her Majesty’s rockers

began last Thursday when Gerry and
the Pacemakers arrived at Kennedy
Airport for a month long concert and
personal appearance tour, and kicked
off their Stateside stand with a press
conference at United Artists.
By mid-April “Operation Mop-Top”

will move into high gear when a trio

of English artists fords the foam for
a series of concurrent concert jaunts.
The Animals have scheduled an 8-day
stay, beginning on Apr. 13, which will
include bursts on NBC’s “Hullabaloo”
and the Clay Cole syndicated pack-
age, and two other Swinglish offer-
ings, the Zombies and Chad & Jere-
my, will be winging in for separate
circuits with the Dick Clark “Cara-
van of Stars.” The Zombies will be

part of the Caravan’s Unit No. 1 and
will be launched on a month-and-a-
half tour, which will blanket the
country from border to border, and
Chad & Jeremy, in Unit No. 3

(known as Gene Pitney’s “Shower Of
Stars”) will follow suit with their 45-

day circuit on the next day.
On the last day of this month, Her-

man’s Hermits will join Unit No. 3 of
the Clark Caravan as it barnstorms
across the nation, winding up in Mon-
treal, Canada on June 2.

After the American audience is

sufficiently softened up, the cream of
the mop top crop will arrive in an ef-

fort to completely annihilate all re-

sistance. June will see the Dave Clark
Five undertaking their third Ameri-
can invasion, which will be high-
lighted by appearances on ABC’s
“Shindig” and CBS’ “Ed Sullivan

Show,” and in Aug. the overwhelm-

ing onslaught will be capped off by
the arrival of the barons of the Bri-

tannic beat, the Beatles.

New Frank Loesser Show
Folds On The Road
NEW YORK— The Main Stem got
quite a jolt late last week when it was
announced that the new Frank Loes-
ser musical, “Pleasures & Palaces,”
would close last Sat. (10) in Detroit,
representing a $495,000 loss. Musical
comedy buffs would be hard pressed
to recall the last musical with words
and music by a major writer to fail
in its out-of-town try-outs. In fact,
the original play from which the plot-
line of “P&P” stemmed—“Once There
was a Russian”—only got as far as
one performance on Broadway during
the 1960-1 season. Samuel Spewack,
who wrote the musical with Loesser,
is also the author of the play.

HOLLYWOOD — “Oscar” welcomed
back the grand musical spectacle last
week as both “My Fair Lady” and
“Mary Poppins” garnered most of
the major Motion Picture Academy
Awards, with eight for “Lady”, five

“Oscar” for best direction. “Lady”

WBOX-Bogalusa, La. is currently
in the midst of a desperate struggle
for survival as a result of a commer-
cial “boycott” by the Ku Klux Klan.
Because the station, which is man-
aged by co-owner Ralph Blumberg,
attempted to sponsor a public forum
on civil rights, it has literally been
under fire by the Klan for several
weeks. Tactics used in the alleged
boycott have included firing on the
station’s transmitter with shotgun
blasts, which resulted in the engi-
neer’s quitting, smashing Blumberg’s
car windows and slashing his tires,

in addition to applying enormous
pressures on local advertisers, bring-
ing the number of the station’s spon-
sors tumbling from 75 to only 6. So
far, the station has not knuckled un-
der to the Klan’s boycott ‘techniques,’

but how long can Blumberg continue
to operate the station with his wife
and a high school boy and a sprink-
ling of sponsors?

Industry members, incensed by
situation, have initiated a Greater
New York Broadcasters Committee
to aid WBOX, headed up by Mortimer
Katz, a public relations consultant
who came to the station’s aid with
100 paid commercials of the reading
of the Preamble of the Constitution.
The committee is based at 119 W.
57 St. in New York City and has as
its co-chairman, Edith Dick, general
manager of WRFM, and Frank Ward,
general manager of WWRL. All funds
and grants raised by the organization
will be coordinated and administered
by the Louisiana Association of
Broadcasters, which is supporting
the station’s stand. WBOX needs

every bit of help it can get.

With the Academy Awards reaping-
most of the show business headlines,
WJBK-Detroit has fallen right into
the swing of things with its Academy
Awards Contest. The station broad-
casts seven Oscar-winning tunes,
multiple times daily, and one listener
each week who can identify five out
of the seven will walk away with
a complete home movie set, consisting
of an 8mm Bell & Howell electronic-
eye zoom-lens camera, companion
auto-load projector and Radiant
screen. . . .

1 Congressman Proposes
Nat'l Folk Music Week
WASHINGTON, D.C. — Representa-
tive Silvio O. Conte (R-Mass.) has
called upon Congress to approve a
resolution setting aside the third week
in May as National Folk Music Week.
The Massachusetts Republican pro-

posed a Joint Resolution in the House
of Representatives requesting the
President to proclaim the commemo-
rative week. The Resolution specifies
that the third week in May should be
set aside every year in honor of
American folk music.
The Resolution declares that folk

music constitutes a living chronicle of
the history and development of the
nation. Songs and music from all sec-
tions of the country make up the body
of American folklore and folk music,
creating in effect a common heritage
of uncommon traditions.
Conte pointed out, in introducing

the Resolution, that folk music “em-
braces the heart and soul of this na-
tion in the words and music of its

people. It traces our origins, our early
colonization, the westward expansion,
our struggle for independence and
later for unity and protection of lib-

erty. It traces the agonies and glories
of this nation’s adolescence and ma-
turity. And it does so in the simple
poetry and naive dignity of the people
who accomplished these things—not
in the dry academic text of detached
scholars.”
The Massachusetts Congressman

added: “Because so many of our cit-

izens, like myself, are first or second
generation immigrants, whose parents
or grandparents came to these shores
from other countries, the folk music
of America is in a large sense, the
folk music of the world. The music
which our latter day settlers brought
with them has been woven into the
fabric of our older native folklore,
giving it fresh color and life.

Conte urged swift action on the pro-
posal so that it could be brought be-
fore the President promptly and in

time to allow folk music groups and
institutions to organize commemora-
tive activities and promotions.

Columbia Artists To Tour Russia
Columbia Masterworks artists,

Isaac Stern, George Sezll and the
Cleveland Orchestra, Eugene Istomin
and Philippe Entremont have sched-
uled independent Russian tours this
spring.
World-famous violinist Isaac Stern,

who is being saluted this month by
Columbia with the release of five of
his albums, arrives in Russia on Apr.
26, and his four-week itinerary in-

cludes both recital and concert per-
formances in Moscow, Tbilisi, Yere-
van, Riga and Tallinn.
Under the auspices of the Cultural

Presentations Program of the U.S.
State Department, George Szell and
the Cleveland Orchestra leave on Apr.
13 for a 24-concert tour of the Soviet
Union and Western Europe. Follow-
ing five weeks in Russia, the longest
tour ever undertaken by an American
orchestra in the USSR, the group will
join pianist Leon Fleisher in Stock-

holm on May 25. Fleisher will accom-
pany them on the remainder of their

tour, which winds up in London on
June 26.

Eugene Istomin, considered one of

the greatest American-born and
-trained pianists, arrived in Russia on
Apr. 5. Following a concert in Mos-
cow on Apr. 7, he will journey to Kiev
for a recital on Apr. 11 and a concert
two days later. Appearances in

Minsk, Riga and Leningrad are also

included in his Russian itinerary.

Philippe Entremont, hailed on five

continents as one of the major pian-
ists of our day, commences his second
Russian tour on Apr. 19. Ending on
May 17, the tour includes recital and
in-concert performances in Moscow
and Leningrad. The French-born pian-
ists has just completed a tour of the
United States and returns here in

July following his Russian tour and a
visit to his native land.

As expected, Board of Trade figures for Jan. 1965, just issued, are down from
last year. Valued at £2,137,000, sales were down by four per cent on the same
month in 1964. At the same time as these figures include both home and ex-
port markets, it is likely that on balance, home sales for Jan. of this year
could, in fact, be appreciably lower than four per cent. Nevertheless, consider-
ing that a year ago the Beatles and their rival groups were at the very pinnacle
of their success, the drop is not as severe as some people had anticipated.
Compared with a year earlier, production of 33%rd r.p.m. disks for Jan. 1965
increased by four per cent, and 45 rpm disks fell by one quarter. These figures
emphasize the growing trend in the popularity of the LP and the temporary
lull in the demand for the single. However, as far as sales^re concerned it is

as well to remember that in Jan. 1964, the Beatles had a brand new single
release which hit the counters with a million advance. The fact that in the
same month this year there was no Beatles single may well account for the
difference in sales. On the production side, too, we should remember that since
Jan. 1964 there has been a considerable increase in the number of low priced
LPs which are included in the figures for the same month this year.
Decca promotion chief, Tony Hall, was host at a reception recently for the

celebrated composer/arranger Burt Bacharach to coincide with the release of
“Don’t Go Breaking My Heart,” the first single release under his new exclusive
London-American contract. The disk also marks Bacharach’s debut as a solo
artiste in his own right, having been responsible for writing hits for many of
the world’s top artistes. Decca plans the release of an album featuring his
own compositions tying in with the Granada TV programme “Tribute To
Burt Bacharach.” Also at the reception was Hal David and Angie Dickinson.

Brian Epstein is expanding his interests into the legitimate theatre and has
now acquired the control of Japspic Productions Ltd., the company currently
holding the lease of London’s Saville Theatre. Bernard Delfont and Tom
Arnold, the previous shareholders, retain an interest and will remain as direc-
tors of the company. Epstein is applying to become a licensee of the theatre
and has been appointed chairman of Japspic. First presentation of the current
musical at the Royal Court Theatre, “Happy End.”
A 22-minute programme televised by the New Christy Minstrels when they

were in England as part of a European tour has been selected to represent
Independent Television at the Montreaux Festival. The Minstrels, who made a
terrific impact with their act during their stay in Britain, currently have a
single release on CBS, comprising two songs they performed at San Remo
earlier this year. The “A” side is “The River” (Le Colline Sono In Fiore’), with
which they are currently topping the Italian charts, and the flip side “Se Piangi
Se Ridi” is the song which, together with Bobby Solo (Ricordi) brought them
victory at San Remo. The group’s first exploratory tour of Europe has cer-
tainly paid rich dividends, particularly in Italy where both market and charts
are, in the main, dominated by local artistes.

Fred Jackson, who heads up Fanfare Music, has high hopes for “Baby
Jenka” which he has acquired from Gavotte Music of Stockholm. This is a num-

Artone-Funckler’s Pete Felleman has tried to get The Supremes over from
England for a repeat TV-appearance on one of the leading local network
shows. Since this would have helped a great deal to promote their latest Tam-
la-Motown masterpiece, “Stop! In The Name Of Love”, it is being deplored that
the affair had to be cancelled due to booking-alterations at one end and lack
of facilities at the other. Nevertheless, the platter continues to receive top
priority attention from local music programmers.
ABC-Paramount’s outstanding Impulse jazz line, sales-wise the most impor-

tant of its kind locally, has been extended with 12 brand new LP’s bearing the
names of such Jazz celebrities as John Coltrane, Lionel Hampton, Oliver Nel-
son as well as those of relative newcomers Archie Shepp and The Russian
Jazz Quartet members. The series has been issued by Artone, and the com-
pany’s sales-director John J. Vis further announced a forthcoming domestic
release comprised of hit singles and album material by the Impressions, Ray
Charles, Fats Domino as well as the completion of an LP promotion series
including ABC-Paramount recordings by the Deutschmeister Band, Knuckles
O’Toole, the Lecuona Cuban Boys, Carlos Montoya and Sabicas.
Funckler Records, the Artone subsidiary, released an album by Sue Thomp-

son, entitled “Paper Tiger”, which is dubbed after her recent successful single.

Other Nashville outings from the Hickory catalog include “Don’t Ya Even
Try” by Don Gant, “Just A Step Away” by Dean & Mark and “Freight Train
Blues” by Roy Acuff. Also, a 5th single pairing has been lifted from The New-
beats’ package “Bread And Butter” for Benelux release.

Artone, doing considerable business with the LP compilation of choice Latin
favorites as performed by Los Tenientes, just released a third single by the
successful threesome from Mexico, with Continental-flavored deliveries of “La
Novia” and “Alma Llanera”. Sides have been culled from their second album,
which was produced by indie-exec Lion J. Swaab, and which is to be released at

Several local CBS artists made TV-auditions for local AVRO-TV on Apr. 7.

Artists put to the test during that day included Danny Fisher, the Twenties,
Brigitte & the Fire Strings and Jacky Mino. As for Chris Wijnen, Jacky Del-
mone and Julio B. Euson, they already have made auditions or appearances
on local TV-stations. Belgian CBS star Jacky Delmone is due to appear on the
“Anneke Gronloh Show”, over local KRO-TV, on July 7.

German CBS artists tbe Jacob Sisters are scheduled for in-person appear-
ances in Holland, on Apr. 19 and July 10 and 11. Their increasing popularity
in the low countries is mainly due to their previous stay in Holland, during
which they made a TV-appearance on the “Bueno de Mesquita Show”. So far,

CBS has released two singles by the four sisters, and additional releases can
be expected in the near future.

Recent releases in CBS’ singles field include Gene Pitney’s wonderful song,
“I Must Be Seeing Things” b/w “Save Your Love”, which most likely will sell

very well in this territory. Gene Pitney is already becoming a big name in
Holland, according to CBS’ Hemmy J. S. Wapperom. Further, CBS recently
released Johnny Cash’s “Orange Blossom Special” b/w “All Of God’s Children
Ain’t Free”, two new items of wonderful Eydie Gorme “Piel Canela” and
“Sabor A Mi” and a single by the Rip Chords, “Don’t Be Scared” b/w “Bunny
Hill”.

The Sadler Wells Opera will stage Stravinsky’s “The Rake’s Progress”, as
part of this year’s Holland Festival programme. Highlighting the event, CBS
will release “The Rake’s Progress”, as conducted by Igor Stravinsky, the com-
poser, and featuring the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra, the Sadler Wells Opera
Chorus as well as Judith Raskin, Alexander Young, John Reardon and Regina
Sarfaty, in a 3-record set.

Han Dunk of Holland Music (Southern Music-Holland) reports that he is

very happy to handle the former No. 1 U.S. hit parader, “Can’t You Hear My
Heartbeat”. Apart from that the following Holland Music items are doing very
well: “Colinda” with 3 versions, Lucille Starr on London, Rein De Vries on
Fontana and De Selvera’s on Artone, two versions of “Lapland,” by Willy
Schobben on Artone and the Pearl Sisters on Philips and “Gino” by Ilonka
Biluska on Decca. Songs of this year’s San Remo festival, “Prima O Poi” and
“L’Amore E’ Partito,” have been recorded this week by Willy Alberti for the
Philips label and will be released very soon. “Storm Of Regen” is the Dutch
version of the San Remo song, “Cominciamo Ad Amarci,” and has been re-

corded by Rina Pia on Decca.
In the opinion of many a deejay, one of the best items on Imca Marina’s

first LP is “Klavertje Vier” (Fourleaf Clover), being an original Belinda
(Amsterdam) N.V. copyright composed by Jack Pit with lyrics written by Rob
Balijn. A & R man Lion Swaab reported an excellent Dutch recording of the
Animals hit, “Don’t Let Me Be Misunderstood,” sung in Dutch by Z.Z. and the
Masks. The staff of Artone N.V. expects a new chart-buster out of it. Belinda
(Amsterdam) N.V. entered into a catalogue agreement with Virtuosa Music,
a publishing firm that was founded by famous accordion player and former
world-champion Coen van Orsouw. Elbert van Zoeren told us that the Blue
Diamonds (Decca) made a recording of the American song, “Save A Heart
From Heartbreak.” This Dolfi-copyright has never been released in the USA,
but Iliamonds’ coach Jack Bulterman discovered it on one of the demonstration
tapes, periodically distributed by Hill and Range Songs Inc. among all its over-
seas affiliations. Some years ago the group’s golden record, “Little Ship,” was
achieved in the same way.

Basart's Guus Jansen Jr. made his 3rd European trip this year during which
he visited London, Hamburg, Rome and Naples. In Naples he attended the
final of the Eurovision Song Festival 1965 where Basart N.V. represented
Holland with “’T Is Genoeg” sung by Conny van den Bos. In Naples he signed
up the rights from Editions “Bagatelle” for the winning Luxembourg tune
“Poupee De Cire, Poupee de Son” by France Gall.
Dutch singer Anita came out on the Decca label with a Dutch version of the

Ed. Meisel song, “Mittem Auf Der Strasse,” under the title “Midden op de
Straten”, sub plushed by Basart.
Essex Holland (Basart N.V.) is very happy with the new Rolling Stones

smash hit, “The Last Time”, which is selling extremely well in Holland.

New records from Metronome Records A/S include “My Situation” and

“Why Feeling Blue?” by Matadorerne (The Matadors), a local group on the
Metronome label. Both songs are local copyrights.
The latest releases from Morks Musikforlag includes “Tired Of Waiting

For You” b/w “Come On Now” by The Kinks on Pye, “Humpty Dumpty” b/w
“Hey, Look Me Over” with The Danish Sharks, “Break Away” and “Hey-0-
Daddy-0” by The Newbeats and “Hit House Shakes” b/w “Maybe Tomorrow”
with The Lions, the latter three on the Triola label.

Attorney George Schiffer, and Esther G. Edwards, vice-president of Motown
Record Corp. were in Copenhagen the other day, discussing business with the
EMI people here. As a result of the trip, there will be a new label, Tamla/
Motown, on the market here during April.
The latest releases from HNF (Hede Nielsens Fabrikker A/S) includes the

Rolling Stone.” The firm also had some Italian recordings on RCA Italiana as
well as on Arc, and finally some American releases on Warner Bros, and
RCA Victor.

Reeves held down 2nd spot with “Best Of Jim Reeves,” third with “Gentleman
Jim,” fifth with “The Jim Reeves Way,” ninth with “Moonlight And Roses,”
and 13th with “Have I Told You Lately.” At fourth spot is The Rolling Stones
with “Rolling Stones No. 2,” and the same group is eighth with “Around And
Around” and 14th with “Rolling Stones.” At sixth spot is Elvis Presley with
“Roustabout,” seventh is the soundtrack from the movie “My Fair Lady,” and
at 10th the Swedish group Sven Ingvars debuts with an LP titled “Sven-Ing-
vars.” “Gentleman Jim” at third spot is veteran at this chart with not less
than 14 months among the top 20.
The Loverbirds, billed as the world’s first female Beatles-group, will be tour-

ing Norway in the middle of April. The four teenage girls originate from
Great Britain.
New on the charts here this week is France Gall on Philips with her recent

SWEDEN
In town for biz talks were George Schiffer and Mrs. Esther G. Edwards of

Tamla and Motown Records. They told Cash Box that they will have their
future records released in Europe on a new label, Tamla/Motown, rather than
the Stateside or Columbia labels, which previously handled their disks. Mrs.
Edwards is also making arrangements for a package show with the label’s
artists in May, and perhaps another tour later this year. The new label will
debut here during April, Cash Box was told.

“Gabrielle” looks like a real world-wide hit, Bengt Bernhag of Polar Music
AB told Cash Box. The Hooten Singers are doing very well in most parts of
Europe as well as in the U.S. with their version and there are numerous
recordings by other artists in Europe as well as in America. Beside handling
“Gabrielle,” Bernhag is busy these days with the present campaign for Letkis
or Jenka, the Finnish dance craze now conquering the world.

Ernie Englund, American-born trumpet player, living in Sweden for many
years, has done a Jenka EP with six songs. Among the titles on this Swe-Disc
release is “Let’s Kiss Mother-in-Law,” published by Flamingo here.
On Apr. 3 a gigantic entertainment show was staged on Swedish radio and

TV as part of the “Red Feather campaign,” a charity drive to collect money
for handicapped people. The show started on TV early in the morning, contin-
ued on radio the whole day and ended with a four and a half hour night-time
TV show at night which included every artist who possibly had a chance to
appear. The economical result was far better than anyone expected, with ap-
proximately 2.4 million dollars coming in during that one day campaign.
There will be a lot of trade people, at least 30, coming to Stockholm from

all over Europe for the I.F.P.I. (International Federation of Phonographic
Industries) congress in Stockholm May 17 to 20. President of the meeting will
be R. Dawes of EMI, England. More details will follow in this column in the
next few weeks.

This is his

first important performance since he left Bel Air records and moved to Poly-

dor, who, by the way, have just released an LP with the eight new songs Es-

cudero presents at Bobino.

Their new
titles are “Le Vrai Google Eye” (“Google Eye”), “Dis Moi Pourquoi” (“Tell

Me Why”), “Le Jour, La Nuit, Le Jour” (“All Day And All Of The Night”)
and “Mourir Un Peu” (“Gone, Gone, Gone”).

Bravos du Music Hall,” to find the most popular artists in France. This year

This visit was made to prepare the
next arrival of the Supremes, who are coming to Milan for their first Italian
discs, which will be the Italian version of “Where Did Our Love Go” and “Come
See About Me”. Italian versions have been penned by Sergio Bardotti and
Beppe Cardile.
Maso Biggero a well known journalist, recently joined Phonogram in Milan

as art creation manager of the firm. He informed Cash Box of the participation
in “Dreams Fair,” the well-known weekly TV program, by English songstress
Kiki Dee, who presented her new Italian disc, “Come Ti Amo” b/w “Favole”.

Caterine Spaak, the well known film actress is presently in Japan where she
is starring in a new film. She also did singing stints on different TV shows,
where she had the occasion to present her latest recording, “La Nostra Prima-
vera” and “Se Mi Vuoi Mi Vuoi” which are produced in Japan by King Records.

They
are scheduled to start for America on Apr. 30 and return home on May 17
after the visit to RCA in San Francisco.

Rita Pavone,

who will probably have another Brazilian season next May, is again appear-

ing on the charts with an RCA single, “San Francesco,” which is having a lot

of air-play and being requested all the time. A new LP by the great maestro
Mancini is on the market and is titled “The Sound Of Henry Mancini” (0 Som
de H.M.), which presents 30 marvelous numbers—besides several of his own
compositions, Mancini shows new arrangements of all-time favorites like

“Over The Rainbow,” “Love Is A Many Splendored Thing,” and “Around
The World In 80 Days.” New Releases in stereo from the best of the mono
favorites of two best selling orchestras are “Namorados Do Caribe” and “Os
Velhinhos Transviados.” RCA Camden appears again on the market with fa-

vorites like “Noites Tropicais,” “Sambas Iriesqueciveis,” “Convite Ao Baile,”

“Marchas Favoritas” (among them John Philip Souza’s) and especially “Rem-
eniscencais No. 1” with some of the all-time hits sung by Carlos Galhardo,

Castro Barbosa, Mario Reis, Orlando Silva, etc.

Neto is specially happy with a new contract signed between the company

cently scored a big hit.

On his current business trip, Philip Brodie of Odeon, Buenos Aires, stopped
off in New York City on Apr. 1 for business talks, after which he continued
on to Europe.
A typical example of what we have been talking about, concerning new

names of the new BNN movement which appear constantly, is in the Channel
4, TV-TUPY program, “So . . . Bossa,” which we had the opportunity to at-

tend recently. Besides Betinha, a cute songstress in her teens who decided to

adhere to the MPM after becoming known with her teen music numbers as
the “Bonequniha Da TV” (TV Doll), other completely unknown artists filled

the program with inexperience but good possibilities, like Ana Maria and es-

pecially Rosalie and Eduardo Gomes.

It was a big surprise to everybody when Monna Bell decided to remain with

her recording company. Gamma Records. Three other labels wanted her con-
tract and one of these was so sure of inking her that they finished the musical
backgrounds for her first album for that company. But Monna si^ed again
with Gamma-Hispavox Records for three years more. Of course, in the new
plans Monna is set to record in the immediate future.
From April 13 to 17, a jazz festival will be held in the port of Acapulco,

featuring some of the finest Mexican jazz musicians (e.g., Chico O’Farrill,
Hector Hallal, Vicente Martinez, etc.). Incidentally, Go Go’s place in that port
is getting very popular.
On April 20, Andy Russell will debut at the “Sahara” in Las Vegas, accom-

panied by the Chico O’Farrill band. This will mark Andy’s return to the
United States.
The 11 Zavala Brothers, an excellent group of Mexican artists who sing,

dance, play instruments, etc., were invited to perform on the Ed Sullivan show.
Ed is now in town, shooting some pictures for future TV shows.
CBS recently gave a cocktail party for a choral group of Fine Arts, con-

ducted by maestro Ramon Noble. At this bash it was announced that Ramon
Noble will record a mass sung in Spanish with such native instruments as:
chirimias, huehuetl, teponaztlew, carrizo flute, sonajas and vihuelas.
Armando de Llano, vice president of CBS, left town for Los Angeles, Calif.,

to arrange the interchange of tapes of Mexican artists of his company as
Cuco Sanchez, Grupo Coral Mexicano and others, with American labels.

In the near future Mexico City will be honored by two of the most popular
German artists. They are chanter Freddy and conductor Bert Kaempfert, who
probably will do some recordings beside several performances in different
night clubs.
Among the latest LP recordings released by the Dusa company are: “My

Fair Lady” by Helmuth Zacharias, on the Polydor label; Lester Lanin’s “Danc-
ing at the Discotheque” on Philips; Los 5 Latinos and Las Mosquitas on Poly-
dor, “So Long Dearie” by Louis Armstrong on Mercury and Brigitte Bardot
on Philips.
Because of the recent Chilean catastrophe, Argentine actress and singer

Libertad Lamarque, organized a festival for the benefit of the survivors at
the National Auditorium with the participation of more than 70 artists. Among
them were Miguel Aceves Mejia, Monna Bell, Pedro Vargas, Lucho Gatica,
Los Cuatro Hermanos Silva, Daniel Riolobos, Antonio Prieto, Ma. Luis Landin,
Los Teen Tops, Sonia and others.
One of our best Mexican artistas, Marco Antonio Muniz, will fly to Spain to

make his European debut. We are sure that Marco will surprise the Spanish
public because of his great talent.
By the next month Argentinian idol Leo Dan is expected in town. He is very

popular in Mexico because his hits, “Como te extrano mi amor,” “Pero
Raquel,” “Esto,” “Marisa” and others. Leo will stay almost two months in

the capital and other cities in the country. It is almost definite that he’ll do
some recordings for CBS.

Sonia, the singer who used to be part of the Chilean duet of Sonia and
Miriam, is presented now by RCA as soloist and in an LP where she sings
songs the likes of “Amaneci En Tus Brazos,” “No Te Importe Saber,” “Re-
mate,” “Donde” and others backed by Mario Ruiz Armengol, Joaquin Prieto,
Alessandro Blonksteiner and Pedro Messias.
Alberto Vazquez, one of Mexico’s young top singers, released his Musart

album. On it he sings old standards like “Perfidia,” “Moonlight Serenade,”
“Sentimental Journey,” “Five Minutes More,” “Nocturnal” and others with the
orchestras of Jorge Ortega and Nacho Rosales. The original intention of these
recordings is to introduce Alberto to the United States singing in English
(perhaps on the Capitol label).

Another disk which may become a hit is a new one sung by tropical singer
Sonia Lopez and her combo. It has such themes as “Flauta de cana,” “La
clave,” “El gallo tuerto,” “La pollera amarilla,” “La mucura,” etc. . . .

is appearing in the US as a candidate for success in an interpretation by
Andy Williams. Others are sure to follow and we repeat that the same thing
will happen with “Bonita,” by Antonio Carlos Jobim. We were told that Gil-

bert is in Rio, trying to take Caymmi to the USA, which we consider one of

the best things that could happen to Brazilian music in that country, due to

the talent and strong personality of the singer-composer.
The announced first phase of the “First Festival of Brazilian Popular Mu-

sic” took place at Guaruja. Although the public flowed in, proving once again
that MPM conquered the crowds, and some of the most representative artists

and composers were present, the Festival was far from being a success for

several reasons, the most important of which is very bad organization! We
were surprised that the company Rhodiaceta Brasileira, a textile firm which
has been doing so much for the promotion of the Modern Popular Music and
which has the best possible reputation in the country, chose the people they
did to organize the show. It was also surprising that magazines Manchete,
Joia and Fatos & Fotos, completely ignored the other press representatives,
forgetting to give these a place in the room to work. For this reason, we can-
not give any information about the festival, and the same will probably hap-
pen with many other vehicles of the press. Lack of vision was also evident in

the fact that this first phase of the Festival, being held in beautiful Guaruja,
did not take advantage of the natural scenery, insalling an outdoors stage,
instead of closing it in a room not large enough for the ab^undant public which,
in spite of having official invitations, had to stay outside complaining. We
hope that next time more far-sighted, experienced people, with a higher or-
ganizational level are retained by TV-Excelsior, Rhodiaceta and Manchete to
put things together, for the sake of the Brazilian Popular Modern Music!
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Tito Rodriguez was recently awarded the coveted Disco de Oro by Surco.

The event was a very good reason for an animated party during which Rod-
riguez, the first foreigner ever to receive this distinction, not only received

the award from Mr. Iriberri but a de luxe copy of “Martin Fierro” from
Palito Ortega. Among the many people present to entertain were well known
artists and business people, including Palito Ortega, Roberto Yanes, Blackie,

Ben Molar, Armando Bo, Carlos Medina and Felix Lipesker. Upon arrival in

USA, it was announced that the artist will record a new LP, “Tito Rodriguez
En La Argentina” which will include two of Palito Ortega’s titles.

Adolfo Pino informed about RCA latest news. A new LP by famous French
singer Alain Barriere will be released soon. Its title will be “Ma Vie” and
some of the tunes included are, “Ma Vie,” “Eres Bonita,” and “Un Verano.”
There will also be a new LP by Sacha Distel and they are preparing another
which will have the same title as a TV program currently on Channel 7,

Buenos Aires, starring RCA artists. It will be called “Bienvenido Sabado”
and will include some of Palito Oi’tega, Violeta Rivas, and Johnny Tedesco’s

latest hits.

Maurico Brenner, general manager of Editorial Fermata informs Cash Box
about two of Claudio’s recordings for Odeon Pops, “Ocho Dias A La Semina”
and “Perseguire A1 Sol.” Chucho Avellanet recorded “En Un Bar Espanol”
for United Artists (Surco) and Danny Martin “Yo Que No Vivo Sin Ti”

for Philips. Claudia and Siro San Roman did their versions of this tune for

Odeon Pops and Music Hall.
A 1964 hit has certainly been “You Don’t Own Me” (No Eres Mi Dueno)

by Leslie Gore. Editorial Sprint Music has the rights and it will be waxed
first in English, with the Spanish version to follow soon after. Philips re-

leases the lark’s recordings.
CBS announces the April release of “Santiago Querido” an eastcolor movie

starring Leon Dan. CBS is very happy at the success of the Cuarteto Im-
perial records, especially “Trinidad.” “Cancionisima,” a weekly Channel 11

TV program with CBS artists will go on during April in view of the high
rating it got in March. Leopoldo Federico has a new singer, Roberto Ayala.
They have already recorded two tunes, “Farolito De Papel” and “Malena.”

Discos Microfon will release two new LP’s soon. The titles are “Cano 14”

by Cuarteto Palais De Glace and “Encore Italiano” by Johnny Puleo and his

harmonica band. A single by Los Cinco Del Ritmo includes “Carnavaleando”
and “Noche De Carnaval.”
Another popular Microfon group, Los Tammys, have recorded “Sally, La

Lunga” and “Me Siento Bien,” the Beatles’ hit. Surco’s latest LP releases
are “Fiebre Latina” by Herbie Mann, Dizzy En Case Y En El Extranjero” by
Dizzy Gillespie, “Blues Imprevistos” by Leo Wright and “Geronimo Y Sus
Indoamericanos” by Geronimo.
Phonogram has incorporated two important folk values. We speak of Pocho

Leyes and his “Rumbeando Pa’l Litoral” and “Segun Me Brotan Las Coplas,”
and of Cuatro Colores who recorded “Cuando Llegue El Alba” and “Anoran-
do.” Both artists are part of the co-called “Montonera Criolla” which has
been extremely successful on Radio and TV. Due the big European hit at the
moment, Sheila’s French version of “Escucha Este Disco,” it has been recorded
in Spanish by the new Mexican star, Leda Moreno. Cholo Aguirre, so suc-
cessful with his “Rio Manso,” has recorded another one of his tunes, “Rio
De Amor.” Philips Recordings hopes it’ll be as successful as Aguirre’s pre-
vious melodies. Tito Martinez is Disc Jockey’s new acquisition. His first re-
cording “Camino A Santa Clara” is getting on very well. Rosamel Ayara is

now acting in Montevideo and his shows are a great hit. He has just finished
recording “El Muro,” a tune which was first in the ranking of boleros at the
Song Festival in Montevideo.
Odeon released a 33 London single, “No Temas Amar” (Don’t Fade Away)

and “Poco A Poco” (Little By Little) by the Rolling Stones, and another by
Olga Guillot with “Voy” and “Copa De Vino.” Odeon announces an EP by
the same singer which includes “Tengo Que Acostumbrarme,” “Que Sabes
TSi,” “Remate” and “Sola,” and 5 LP’s, “Olga En Mexico,” “Olga En Cuba,”
“Olga,” “Olga Guillot Y Las Canciones De Maria Grever” and “Anorando
El Caribe.” French star Richard Anthony’s records are in great demand in
Argentina, specially the tune “En Mi Mundo.”

Julio Korn says that the tune “Solo Quiero Estar Contigo” (I only want
to be with you), which Richard Anthony sings in French and which was re-

leased by Odeon Editorial, has been recently recorded by Juan Ramon for
RCA. Bebe Munoz will do the same tune for Music Hall. “Downtown” (En
La Ciudad) is one of the most recent hits aquired by Julio Korn. It was a
success in Europe and the US by Petula Clark, and important local record-
ings are foreseen. Los Noctumos have just recorded “Lo Mismo Que Usted”
and “Aguita Fresca,” two Julio Kom tunes, for Music Hall.

Mr. Lamberttucci of Editoi’ial Newmann tells us that “My Fair Lady’s”
tunes are in great demand due to the recent release of the picture. Melograf
has many successful themes such as “Trinidad” and “Cabalgata.” But we
can also mention “Esta Noche Vida Mia” a cumbia which will be recorded
by various artists, among them the Cuarteto Imperial. This group has also
done “La Pica Pica” a paseito by Nacho Paredes. Another tune which has

It takes a lot of training to become a champion in sports. Amateurs earn

nothing for their hard work and even the professional sportsmen here in
Germany do not make a fortune, but if you are a real champion here, you can
make plenty of money in the record business as a singer. Germany goes for
sports stars as singers like a hungry man after a steak. In the last few years
sports stars, like sprinter Martin Lauer, who has been a chart topper for
several seasons for Polydor, world champion duo in figure skating, Marika
Kilius and Hans Jurgen Baumler, who have racked up duo and individual hits
for CBS, world champion figure skater, Manfred Schnelldorfer, who has been
a chart topper for Teldec, and many others have continued to draw top coin
in the personal appearance and record sales department. The last few weeks
has seen a rash of new sportsmen making their first diskings. Radi Radenkovic,
the pro soccer goalie for Munich, is now recording for Teldec, Hamburg and
national soccer star, Charly Doerfel, is on Polydor as is champion Olympic
sailing star, Willy Kuhweide. It’s hard to make a top 10 record in Germany
but it certainly helps if you are a sports star before you hit the recording
studios.
Theo Seeger of Peer Music reports that he’s got some hot hits to push at

present, including “Tell Me” from the Rolling Stones, which is still racking
up sales, “The Crying Game” especially the German version from Peter Beil
on Philips and, of course, English waxings of the tune from Brenda Lee and
Dave Berry, “Tennessee Waltz,” by Alma Cogan on Columbia here, which has
had a 5 month chart stand, and new biggies including: the San Remo number
“Aspetta Domani” sung in German by English lass, Kiki Dee.
Austrophon records reports that their Elite Special label has hot sounds

from Jimmy and the Rackets, who continue to rack up top singles and LP
sales, and a new Letkiss record direct from Finland.
Hans R. Beierlein of Montana Music and Star Club Records reports that

there is a new magazine called Star Club News from Hamburg, containing
news of new releases, stories and plenty of pictures to capture the fans. Hans
Gerig reports that his publishing firm has a new disk by CBS star Hans
Jurgen Baumler to work on.

Philips Records reports that 2nd German national TV will televise the musi-
cal “Annie Get Your Gun” from Hamburg this week which should boost sales
for the LP now on the market. The musical “My Fair Lady” has now opened
in Bremen. The show has already played to packed houses in Berlin, Munich,
Hamburg, Vienna, Luxemburg, Zurich, Frankfurt and Dusseldorf and over 2.6
million people have seen the stage version of the show in Germany already.
The German original cast LP has already passed the % million sales mark
for Philips. Philips is already beating drums for “Song For Europe” contest
winner France Gall who will have her first German release in the next few
days. Heidi Bruhl, who is now starring in “Annie Get Your Gun,” was recently
voted one of the most likeable women in the world. The recent book of German
public opinion listed Princess Grace of Monaco, Fabiola, Soraya and then Heidi
Bruhl as their choices. Julie Rogers is getting the big buildup here with her
Gei-man and English recordings of “The Wedding,” as are the English beat
gals, the Liverbirds, by Philips.

Ralf Arnie writes that his publishing firm is busy with four biggies by
Carmela Corren, Renate & Werner Leismann, Rita Pavone & Paul Anka and
the Five Tops, and a new disc by Michael Peters on Metronome.
Rudy Slezak of Aberbach music is giving the Supremes the big buildup here

with their singles and LP releases. The CBS stars recently did their first

German disc and TVer here. The new hit “Stop In The Name Of Love” has
just been released as well.

The German Pop Music Festival is getting in full swing as the 24 songs for
the finals have been chosen and will be presented on May 22 in Berlin, over
TV and Radio, to choose the 12 finalists. The 12 artists chosen to present the
tunes are the Medium Terzett—Polydor, the Blue Diamonds—Philips, the Leis-

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There has been sufficient serious conversation in reC’
ord company circles both within the conference rooms of
the individual labels and among management people
generally at industry meetings such as the recent NARM
(Rack Jobber) Convention, to assume that the one-speed
record will one day become a reality. Since music machine
operators are responsible for an estimated 25% of the
singles sold today, a uniform speed of 33 rpm on IP’s and
singles would eliminate the need for the 45 rpm single

record, the disk that operators buy to program between
450,000 and 500,000 machines across the country.

Record companies agree that the 45 rpm disk will

have outlived its usefulness should the consumer be sold
on the 33 rpm speed single. Since this seven-inch disk
can also be intermixed on comparatively recent model
home phonographs, it could follow that the singles busi-

ness may increase due to this factor. Consumer accept-
ance will of course depend in large part on the abun-
dance of home phonos which can play both the 12-inch
and the seven-inch records when intermixed. Perhaps
the record industry will make available a low-price 33
rpm single record player as it did with the 45 player when
the transition was made from 78 rpm to 45 rpm. We
must assume that before any speed change comes about,
the consumer will have been pre-sold on the change in

order to make it a successful one.

Looking at the music machine operator’s position, we
find that coin-operated phonographs manufactured as
far back as four years ago—and certain models earlier

than that—feature a 45-33 dual speed mechanism. In

every instance all 1960 models will accept 33 rpm singles

either with standard equipment or through a conversion
made possible with a kit made for that purpose.

Machines older than five years, however, may present
problems in conversion. It would therefore be logical to

assume that once the record companies sit down to

talk specifics, they will take into consideration the need
for pressing both 45 and 33 rpm speeds on every single

produced, as was done during the 78-45 changeover.

Using sales figures which are not official, and there-

fore represent total estimated bulk phonograph sales to

the domestic market, it would appear that of the approxi-

mate 450,000-500,000 music machines now on location,

possibly one-third to one-half of the phonographs will not
mechanically accept a 33 rpm speed single.

The transition to one-speed, however, will almost cer-

tainly not be completed overnight (one major estimates

between four and five years’ time). Realizing that the inde-

pendent record companies, not the majors, are respon-

sible for the large share of singles product, the music
operator need not see the one-speed discussions as

preliminaries to immediate decision. There has been no
common meeting ground as yet for discussion, with all

key record firms participating, and there is evidence that
|

product must also be taken into account.

CHICAGO—The call is “Play Ball”
at Midway Manufacturing Company,
in suburban Franklin Park, Illinois,

as sample shipments of the new Mid-
way “Play Ball” coin-operated amuse-
ment baseball game were made this
past week to the firm’s distributors
throughout the United States.

Marcine Wolverton and Hank Ross,
co-heads of Midway Manufacturing
Company, advised last week that this
first baseball amusement game of the
1965 Spring season is available to
coin operators in regular play or re-
play models. Single or twin coin re-
jectors are also available.

This is a skill shooting game
equipped with a ball-pitch device at
the ‘pitcher’s mound’, and a batter
device to shoot the ball across the
playfield at the numbered base and
run targets. They are ‘fly-away’ skill
targets. There is an exciting com-
petitive play feature in the variable
“Top-This-Score” panel on the color-
fully illustrated lightbox.

Included in the play inducing skill
innovations are: An unlimited ‘last
ball, play again’ feature, and six
“knock down” baseball tai'gets on the
handsomely designed playfield (base-
ball diamond). Another intriguing
innovation is the new Midway “homer
carry over” feature. Which, Ross as-
serted, is certain to create consider-
ably more play, and much higher
earnings in locations this season.
Midway’s “Play Ball” baseball

amusement game is currently in full
production at the factory, and ship-
ping is geared for heavy action to all
Midway distributors, according to
Wolverton.

ATHENS, GREECE—After a twelve
month ban on the importation of

amusement machines, the Greek Min-
istry of Interior ruled last week
against the operation of all types of

coin-operated amusement machines.
The ruling, which went into effect on
March 31, does not affect coin-oper-
ated music machines.

Operators throughout the country,
suffering large financial loss due to

the ruling, formed a trade association
to combat the governmental ban and
to present the industry’s argument in

favor of continuing the operation of
non-gambling type equipment.
While the cause of the sudden ban

was not immediately known, it was
reported that for the past several
months certain operators placed
“cranes” on location as well as out-
right gambling machines. This is said
to have brought police action and
eventually a government ban on all

coin-operated amusements regardless
of type. The procedure was typical
of what takes place in a country
when gambling equipment is intro-

duced. In view of the absence of a
trade association at the time of the
ruling, it is not surprising that such
equipment was made available to the
public.

Pinball amusement machine im-
ports have suffered badly and U.S.
exporters of this equipment, who have
already paid $400 duty-fees, find that
the equipment will continue to lie in

storage now that operation is pro-
hibited. In addition, the investment
in the equipment may also be lost,

since the machines may not be oper-
ated. Exporters may have to redeem

past sales for re-sale elsewhere but
the losses will run high.
The Greek Technical Association

for the Operation of Amusement Ma-
chines (EXARCHOS), the trade as-
sociation formed following the an-
nouncement of the restriction, held a
rally in the Main Square in Athens,
(see photo) to protest the ruling. Op-
erators of pinball machines feel that
pinball machines should not be in-

cluded in the all-encompassing ruling.
They will set out to differentiate for
the Ministry of Interior, the differ-

ence between pingames and gambling
machines.
The Association has already re-

quested support for their program
from exporters in the USA as well
as U.S. factoi’ies. Usually, case his-

toi'ies from previous court cases are
used to illustrate the basic difference
between a skill game and a gambling
game.

R. H. Belam Company, one of the
largest exporters to the port of
Greece, learned from operator-cus-
tomers that assistance was being
asked of U.S. interests. Morris Na-
hum, Belam sales exec, was sched-
uled to fly to Chicago on Friday,
April 9, before leaving for Greece
and European ports. Nahum expects
to enlist the aid of the U.S. Embassy
in Greece once he has obtained official

rulings in favor of pinball machines,
as recognized by the U.S. and other
foreign governments.

In 1964, as reported in the Cash
Box Annual Export Report, Greece
bought 916 phonographs valued at
$277,660; 439 amusements at $151,-
040, and no vending equipment.

Baltimore Ops Defeat Pinball Legislation
BALTIMORE—The Baltimore County
Council voted down a proposed bill

to ban all pinball machines from
operation here by a vote of 5-2 at a
meeting on Monday, April 5. The de-

cision was a victory for the Amuse-
ment Machine Operators Association
of Greater Baltimore, led by Presi-
dent Irving Goldner.

The present administration here,
through public attacks on pinballs
and the operators of the equipment,
attracted widespread publicity in the
press which forced the AMOA to offer

a solid defense at the April 5th
hearings.

Irv Goldner told the legislators that
“you cannot legislate morality” in

answer to the many claims that play-
ers gamble on the equipment. The
Agnew Administration’s bill would
have included all types of pingames,
from the flipper-amusement type, to

the multiple-coin bingo games which
were instrumental in attacks accusing
operators of having racketeer con-
nections. Goldner’s defense presented
character references of the Associa-

tion’s members, many of whom have
been in business here for a generation
and have been active in annual trade
dinners at which the State’s top leg-

islators have participated.
On March 30, because of the news-

paper coverage, more than 500 per-

sons jammed the Townsend Court-
house Chamber. The crowd brought
out the Fire Dept, who enforced the
fire laws. Citizens carried placards
reading “We Want Pinballs” and
“Taxes Are Too High Now,” implying
that if pingames were removed the

County would lose valuable tax mon-
ies from licensing and taxation on
amusements.
The County brought outside police

representatives to speak in support
of the ban. Goldner, however, man-
aged to present the facts clearly,

describing the citizens of Baltimore
as “good hardworking people who
can’t afford country clubs or sym-
phony orchestras, so the neighbor-
hood tavern becomes their country
club and the juke box their sym-
phony.”

Alexandra Palace’s Great Hall To Host 1966 A.T.E.

LONDON — The 1966 Amusement
Trades Exhibition, previously held in

London’s new Horticultural Hall,
where visitors numbering in the thou-
sands traveled from dozens of foreign
countries year-in and year-out, will

present its 1966 Convention in The
Great Hall, Alexandra Palace, here
on January 25, 26 and 27 of next
year. The move was seen as an ad-
vantage to sponsors of the show and
a more comfortable site for exhibi-

tors.
Alexandra Palace has an interest-

ing history. Built in 1863 and named
after Queen Alexandra the building
was destroyed by fire just one month
after its opening and rebuilt again in

1875. An Act of Parliament was ob-

tained placing the Palace and Park
under the control of Trustees which
still remain today. In 1936 the first

television programme was transmit-
ted from Alexandra Palace by the
BBC who still retain studios there
from which news broadcasts are
made. The Palace, which occupies
some seven acres, stands in 180 acres
of parkland. As already mentioned in
Cash Box, The Great Hall, in which

the 1966 Amusement Trades Exhibi-
tion will take place, offers 50,000
square feet of floor space—^three

times more than was available at the
New Royal Horticultural Hall. It is

also well equipped to look after the
“inner man” having two restaurants,
each with a seating capacity of 300,

cafeterias and two bars. A postal
stamp vending machine with its own
collection box, plus car parking fa-
cilities, are valuable additions to the
amenities. Although Alexandra Pal-
ace is out of the centre of London it

is easily accessible by road or rail be-
ing only 20 minutes from Piccadilly.

Flock To London’s 8th Show; Industry Overcoming

Anti-Machine Attitude, Aims for 1 Million Machines by ’69

LONDON—The Eighth International
Automatic Vending Exhibition took
place at Earls Court, London from
the 29th of March to the 2nd of April
1965.
The show, which was opened offi-

cially by The Postmaster General, The
Rt. Hon. Anthony Wedgewood Benn
MP, surpassed anything achieved in

previous years and was a triumph for
the organisers and members of the
Trade Association. The exhibition
drew a tremendous number of Indus-
trial Top Brass at the director level
from the U.K. and overseas.

Countries represented included
North and South America, Canada,
South Africa, France, Germany, Hol-
land, Italy and members of the Scandi-
navian bloc Denmark, Finland and
Norway.
Of the 46 exhibitors, those from

overseas with their own stands in-
cluded Seeburg of America, Faema
Spa of Italy, and Nortex of Canada.
At the same time many major over-
seas manufacturers were represented
on the stands of their U.K. distribu-
tors. By the end of the opening day
more orders had been placed than in
the whole of the last exhibition in
1963. In fact so successful has this
year’s show proved to be that the
A.V.M.A. are debating whether or not
to make it an annual rather than bi-
ennial event.
The attendance figure of 1,500 for

the opening day was exceeded on each
successive day. It is estimated that
over 10,000 visitors attended the trade
show during its five days. The show
was also given mass T.V. and radio
coverage including transmissions to
48 countries.
AVEX (Automatic Vending Exhi-

bition) climaxed a year noteable for
the continued vigourous growth of
automatic vending, particularly for
Industry, and reports indicate still
further demand for and use of ma-
chines with the advent of the 40 hour
week.
A quick check reveals that the Brit-

ish attitude to vending machines is
rapidly changing towards acceptance
of this form of merchandising. Only
two years ago for instance installa-

tions of vending machines in factories
accustomed to personal service were
subject to willful sabotage. Today
these machines are fast becoming the
rule rather than the exception. It is

envisaged that within three years
there will be one million machines in

use (1 in 50 per total population) and
three times the number in use today.
Industry is just beginning to scratch
the surface of the vending potential.
The first vending machine in this

country was installed at Kings Cross
Railway station in 1922 (a chocolate
vendor). Today’s acceptance of ma-
chines ranges from complicated Gen-
eral Merchandisers to simple mechani-
cal cigarette vendors. Every exhibi-

tion has its show stopper and the
sensation of this week’s event was un-
doubtedly the brand new machine de-

signed to brew tea from the leaf.

Three major exhibitors made this

breakthrough in beverage vending.
Seeburg was showing the Marquee
Fresh Brew Tea Machine. With a ca-
pacity of 570 cups the machine offers

a selection of 4 tea, 4 coffee plus
Whipped Chocolate. Ditchburn’s
breakthrough came with the introduc-
tion of the “Teaspa,” offering a choice
of four beverages with eleven selec-

tions for individual preferences.
The third breakthrough came from

Gloster Equipment Ltd. with their
new Tea Brewed from fresh tea leaf
VM 56. The machine, of large ca-
pacity, and attractively styled also
vends Whipped coffee, whipped choco-
late and soup.
The British Automatic Company

Ltd., sole distributors for Rock-Ola
vendors had a success on their hands
with the Cold drink, four-flavour-
selection machine with approximately
205 cup capacity. Alongside was the
Rock-Ola hot drink machine offering
13 selections of tea, coffee, whipped
coffee, and whipped chocolate with
approx. 205 cup capacity. A major
feature of both these machines is the
adaptable coin machine mechanism ac-
cepting either single coin (6d or 3d)
or multi-coin (Id to lOd) in combina-
tions of Id, 3d or 6d pieces. Several
considerable orders were received
from overseas buyers during the first

day including a consignment of 700
Fisholow Junior Six Beverage vend-
ing machines. This order was placed
by Auto Vend Pty.

Unofficial reports indicated
that perhaps the five producers would
let Lorillard remain the high-priced
cig, thereby forcing the firm to with-
draw. Although this is highly improb-

A CASH BOX factory report

looks back and peers ahead
to present a picture of the

oldest coin-operated pool

table manufacturer in the
business today.

BAY CITY, MICHIGAN—The old-
est coin-operated pool table manufac-
turing plant in the business today is

getting older, wiser—and richer. Val-
ley Sales Company, located in Bay
City, Michigan, “where the thumb and
forefinger of Michigan’s mitt meet”
has caught the biggest share of the
sales success the industry has enjoyed
for many years. Valley was first with
pool, producing a shuffleboard and
then a bumper pool table back in
1949. The company today owns the
patent rights to “bumper pool” and
its attorneys are kept busy advising
infringers of this copyi'ight.

President Earl Peddick, probably
the industry’s most easy-going exec,
considering his success, owns Valley
along with Gustave Wassmann, Vice-
Pres., and Secretary Virginia Hoxie.
John Eyan heads the sales depart-
ment and distributor communications.
Valley employs 108 people in the
firm’s three Bay City buildings and
another 25 employees in Valley-owned
Schmelke Manufacturing Co., Shako-
pee, Minnesota, where the firm turns
out cue-sticks for worldwide consump-
tion.

After limited acceptance sixteen
years ago, when its first model was
introduced. Valley today exhibits at
dozens of trade conventions outside of
the coin machine industry. Recently,
Feddick cut the number of shows to a
minimum, in order to bring demand
into closer proximity with actual pro-
duction. “We have never been able to
build an inventory backlog,” says
Feddick who continues to increase
production, but always in proportion
to the demand. A $17,000 shaping ma-
chine operates busily on the floor of
one of the production plants, as testi-
mony to the progress made in the last
sixteen years. Where a standard
screw was once used. Valley engineers
insist now on a “t-nut” in order to
give tables the rigidity each requires.
Formica has long since replaced stain,
and without any designer tears being
shed. “We were first with formica,”
said Feddick, who added “it looked
better, held up better, and made for
a better quality product—so we made
the tables with formica.”
Always concentrating on durability,

Feddick’s crew spend much time test-
ing the resiliency of the table’s rails.

especially after a table has been on
location for a long period of time.
“That’s another reason for the use of
the t-nut,” advised Feddick, “it gives
the rails more bounce to the ounce, so
to speak.”
When Valley execs learned that

costs of repairs following break-ins
on tables were getting out of hand
for operators. Valley draftsmen and
engineers designed a coin mechanism
and cash box to fit a smaller area of
the table, thereby reducing the
amount of area to be repaired, should
vandals wreck the box in breaking in.

An L-shaped warehouse stores what-
ever inventory Valley might have on
hand, plus long lines of tables ready
for shipment. Slate is seen standing
in every available space throughout all

of the three huge buildings. Valley
gets most of its slate from two Penn-
sylvania quarries, said to be the only
quarries which dry-kiln the slate to
where % % to 1% of the original
moisture found in slate is all that
remains. “It’s one of the most impor-
tant steps in making a quality table,”
continued Feddick, who accompanied
a Cash Box reporter thru the vast
reaches of the Bay City plants. Bruns-

wick and Valley take all of the two
Pennsylvania quarries’ slate produc-
tion. A member of the Billiard Con-
gress of America, Valley rubs elbows
with Brunswick, National Billiard
Chalk, Henry T. Mali, Raybestos-
Manhattan, Schmidt, and other top-
ranking blue chippers of the billiard

industry. It’s pratically a closed club
and Valley is the only “coin machine”
company who has gained admittance.

Feddick began making things his
own way back in 1942 when the com-
pany went into the toy business. From
toys to radio and TV cabinets, all with
the Feddick brand of appeal, the com-
pany eventually got into furniture
but dropped everything when it began
making the shufflboard and then the
“Bumper Pool Game” which actually
started the business of coin-operated
tables as the industry knows it today.
Almost immediately after Feddick

purchased the Schmelke Manufactur-
ing Company, the building burned al-

most to the ground and the losses
were tremendous. “We re-built, re-
vamped the tooling, bought new ma-
chinery, put another $176,000 into the
plant, designed new cue tips, invented
new ferrowing machines, and eventu-

ally overcame 99% of the maze of
complex problems which can come
about when you try to make a straight
cue stick that the industry will ac-
cept,” stated Feddick. As testimony
to the exec’s drive and persistence,
Schmelke does a land-office business
today, in spite of the problems.
Last month Valley shipped its new

line of tables, with the Models “1935,’^

“1875” and “1785,” heading the six-

pocket games. Non-coin models are
also available. A bright, new “Bump-
er Pool”—coin and non-coin the pred-
ecessor of the original Valley idea, is

also coming off the assembly lines.

Needless to say, orders are ahead of
delivery. As for the future, Feddick
has seriously considered a revolution-
ary idea for the six-pocket pool table
operators, and while the product is

about ready for production, details

are still confidential. Tests of Valley
equipment and ideas are conducted on
hundreds of games in outlying areas,
with major operators cooperating
with the factory, putting the ideas to
test. The new model has been in test
for one full year in locations as far
as Toledo, where it was on test for
two months.

Beginning with the finest of raw materials, the Valley team produces ten coin and non-coin models for shipment and sale to distribs throughout the country.

Wurlitzer’s Service Manager C. B. Ross, who regularly conducts operator service schools in territories across the coun-
try, treats each session with an “on location” attitude, in or-
der for operators to derive the most from the class. And in

order to judge results, “school” standards must be applied.

DALLAS, TEXAS—Another Wurlit-
zer Service Seminar for operator and
distributor servicemen was held in

C. B. Ross, Wurlitzer Service Man-
ager and Karel H. Johnson, Field
Service Engineer, took the nineteen
serivce representatives through an ac-
celerated course on circuitry and
schematic reading ... to the trouble-
shooting session on the final day of
the seminar.

Duplicating the success of the semi-
nar Ross held recently in Atlanta, he
divided the participants into two
groups . . . one to whom he taught
the basics of electronic circuitry as
found in today’s modern coin-oper-
ated devices, and especially Wurlit-
zer’s newest phonograph, the 2900. At
the same time, Johnson went through
the complete teardown and reas-
sembly with the other half of the
group. Then the two groups were in-
terchanged. The final day was trouble-
shooting day . . . when deliberate mal-
functions were set up on the phono-
graphs and wallboxes . . . and the
participants were invited to spot and
repair the difficulties. This session is

always the most interesting, challeng-
ing and rewarding to the service per-
sonnel.

Four Year Delay On
FTC Label!rig Ruling
Seen As Possibility
WASHINGTON—Pederal Trade Com-
mission chairman Paul Rand Dixon
stated last week that it may be four
years before the proposed FTC rul-
ing, which would require health
warnings to be displayed on cigarette
packs and in cigarette advertising,
would go into effect. Dixon told the
House Commerce Committee that the
delay was due in great part to the
length of time it would take before
the many challenges as to the rul-
ing’s legality could be settled.

American Tobacco Cites
$28 Mil. Ist Qtr. Increase
NEW YORK — Increases in dollar
sales and net income for the 1965
first quarter were forecast for The
American Tobacco Company and its
presently consolidated subsidiaries by
Robert B. Walker, President, at the
Company’s Annual Meeting of stock-
holders in Flemington, New Jersey,
on April 7. Walker also said that the
company had made no decision to
follow the Lorillard price increase on
filters (see story).

Preliminary figures show the Com-
pany’s dollar sales increase for the
first quarter of 1965 “will be approxi-
mately $28 million” ahead of last
year’s first quarter, he said, and first
quarter sales “will also be ahead of
the first quarter of 1963, a more nor-
mal first quarter than in 1964.” (The
U.S. Surgeon General’s Report ef-
fected 1964 first quarter sales.)
Net income figures for the first

quarter will not be available until
later this month, he said, but “they
undoubtedly will be substantially
higher than in the first quarter a
year ago.” The net income increase
will be more than the effect of the
lower federal income tax rate, he
noted.
Walkei described the Company’s

major bpnd picture for the first
quarter as follows: Sales of Pall Mall
were higher, indicating that the
brand continues to be the nation’s
best-selling cigarette; Tareyton con-
tinued its sales gains; Lucky Strike
Filter sales, were “encouraging”;
Half and Half Filter sales continued
to exceed projections; Lucky Strike
Regular Size Cigarette sales were
about the same; Carlton, Montclair
and Herbert Tareyton show de-
creases. Filter skies increased from
17% of American’s total cigarette
sales to 22% of overall volume.
The Company’s^ first quarter cigar

sales were lower than in 1964.
The Company is currently market

testing “two distinctly new ciga-
rettes” and “had developed several
new concepts in pipe tobacco” which
will soon be tested on the market.
